As requested, the Current Planning office has reviewed the Speedway Pull and Save
Reconfiguration TRS plan (plan date stamped August 10, 2009, RSN 551693). No building
plan review or building permit comments or approvals are made. The following are limited
to Zoning review comments only:

1. The property is zoned I-1C (1) and I-1 (1) (Light Industrial) and has a Low Impact
Future Land Use category. Junkyards, as defined by the Zoning Ordinance, are not
a permitted principal use in the I-1C/I-1 zoning classifications. The I-1C (1) Light
Industrial/Thoroughfare Overlay Zone classification extends + 660 feet from the
north property line, per GIS maps.

2. The property owner may submit a special exception application for a junkyard.
Junkyards are a permitted special exception use in the I-1C/I-1 classifications.
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3. Based on available Amanda and Oasis database records, the existing junkyard is a
nonconforming use. Section 72-206(2) Zoning Ordinance Nonconforming use of
premises requirements apply to the property. The existing junkyard may continue
but cannot be enlarged, increased, or extended to occupy a greater area than was
occupied by the effective date the Zoning Ordinance was adopted or amended.
Nonconforming uses also cannot be moved in whole or part to any other portion of
the lot, other than that occupied by the nonconforming use the effective date the
Zoning Ordinance was adopted or amended. No additional structure(s) may be
erected or constructed in connection with a nonconforming use.

4, The proposed concrete slab/footer and car crusher canopy are structures as defined
by the Zoning Ordinance. Based on the property's zoning classification(s) and
available information, these proposed structures are ineligible for building permits,
without special exception application or rezoning application approval.

5. Compliance with the minimum setback and yard requirements of the I-1C/I-1
classifications is required. The I-1C zoning classification has a 75 ft. minimum front
yard setback. Minimum side yards in the [-1C are a minimum of 10 ft., unless
abutting mobile home, residential or agricultural zoned property, then the minimum
setback is 35 feet. Proposed setbacks were not reviewed due to an illegible plan.

6. Compliance with the landscape buffer and landscape irrigation requirements of
Section 72-284 of the Zoning Ordnance is required.

7. No structures, buildings, or trash enclosures may occur within required yards
(Sections 72-173 and 72-284 Z0).

8. Section 72-303, Non-Residential Design Standards, shall apply to the project. Site
plan review and approval from the City of Daytona Beach is needed for the
proposed improvements. Contact the Daytona Beach Development Services
Department (386-671-8120) for additional information.

9. These comments are restricted to review of previously submitted written TRS
information. Other and additional comments and requirements may be made or
apply.

As requested, this office has reviewed the above-named submission and provides the
following comments:

1. The parcel is not a legal lot.

2. FEMA Flood Insurance Rate Maps indicate that the entire site falls within Zone A
designations; areas of 100-year flood, base flood elevations and flood hazard factors
not determined.

a. A Florida Registered Professional Engineer will need to determine the 100
year floodplain elevation and show the limits of the floodplain on the plans.

b. Per LDC Sec. 72-741 and 72-611(b), this office opposes the introduction of
fill and development into the floodplain.

3. The portion of US Hwy 92 abutting the proposed project is classified as a
thoroughfare arterial roadway. The site falls within an Urban Land Use category and
is greater than 2 miles from a school.

a. Per LDC Table V-B, the minimum centerline spacing between minor
driveways shall be at least 335 feet, the minimum centerline spacing between
an intermediate driveway and a minor driveway shall be at least 350 feet, and
the minimum centerline spacing between intermediate driveways shall be at
least 360 feet.

b. Per LDC Sec. 72-620(b)(2), a five-foot sidewalk shall be required within the
right-of-way along the abutting side of the property.

4, Per LDC Sec. 72-619(e)(2)(a), the minimum distance from the street right-of-way
line at any ingress or egress minor driveway to the outer edge of any interior service
drive or parking space with direct access to such driveway shall be 25 feet. Per LDC
Sec. 72-619(e)(2)(b), the minimum distance from the street right-of-way line at any
ingress or egress minor driveway to the outer edge of any interior service drive or
parking space with direct access to such driveway shall be 50 feet.

5. Per LDC Sec. 72-618(a)(2)(e), all off-street parking areas shall be so arranged and
marked as to provide for orderly safe loading, unloading, parking and storage of
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
