| understand that it is a frequent practice of unlicensed persons to have the property owner obtain an owner-builder
permit that erroneously implies that the praperty owner is providing his or her own labor and materials. |, as an owner-
builder, may be held liable and subjected to serious financial risk for any injuries sustained by an unlicensed person or his
or her employees while working on my property. My homeowner's insurance may not provide coverage for those injuries.

] understand that | may not delegate the responsibility for supervising work to a licensed contractor who is not licensed to
perform the work being done.

Your only remedy against an unlicensed contractor may be in civil court. It is also important for you to understand that, if
an unlicensed contractor or employee of an individual or firm is injured while working on your property, you may be held
liable for damages. If you obtain an owner-builder permit and wish to hire a licensed contractor, you will be responsible for
verifying whether the contractor is property licensed and the status of the contractor's workers’ compensation coverage.

In addition, the local permitting jurisdiction shall withhold final approval, revoke the permit, or pursue any action or remedy
for unlicensed activity against the owner and any person performing work that requires licensure under the permit issued.
