BASICALLY WE HAVE  REACHED A TIPPING POINT. WE ARE  NOT ASKING, WE ARE TELLING YOU,  DO NOT RAISE  TAXES. THANK YOU VERY MUCH.  

OKAY, THANK YOU VERY MUCH. I  WAS ACTUALLY VERY SHORT. I THINK  WE WILL  TRY TO SNEAK  ONE  MORE IN.

I WAS JUST INFORMED BY THE COUNTY  MANAGER THAT ITEM NUMBER 26 IS BEING  PULLED COMPLETELY OFF OF THE AGENDA.  SO WE WILL NOT  BE  PULLING OUT.  ITEM NUMBER FIVE, EACH PARTICULAR  ACCESS FEES AND RATE STRUCTURES  HAVE BEEN PULLED FROM THE AGENDA  AND WILL NOT BE DISCUSSED TODAY.  ITEM NUMBER SIX, THE FISCAL  YEAR  2013 BUDGET WAS -- WHY WAS  THAT WRITTEN TWICE TO?  

WAS TOLD,  IT WAS WITHDRAWN.  

OKAY, BECAUSE I HAVE  IT HERE.  MR.MANAGER?  

IT'S MY ERROR.  IT IS WITHDRAWN.

ALL RIGHT. THE FIRST THING IS  UP, DAVE BYRON, HE REQUESTED TO  HAVE A MOMENT OR  TWO WITH  US. WE HAVE THE PRESENTATION AND  WE WILL LET YOU KNOW FROM THERE.  

GOOD MORNING MR. CHAIR AND MEMBERS  OF THE VOLUSIA COUNTY COUNCIL. GOOD  MORNING CITIZENS HERE AND ON  THE INTERNET. AS YOU KNOW MEMBERS  OF THE COUNCIL AND CITIZENS, PUBLIC  HEALTH IS UP MAJOR PRIORITY IN THIS  COUNTY AS IT IS ACROSS THE STATE  AND ACROSS THE  COUNTRY. WE ENJOY AN OUTSTANDING  RELATIONSHIP WITH THE VOLUSIA COUNTY  PUBLIC HEALTH UNIT, WHICH THE COUNTY  PARTIALLY FUNDS AND WE ARE VERY  FORTUNATE TO HAVE  OUR HEALTH DEPARTMENT DIRECTOR DOCTOR  SORENSON AS THE HEAD OF OUR LOCAL  HEALTH DEPARTMENT. THE HEAD OF THE  FLORIDA HEALTH DEPARTMENT AND OUR  STATE SERVERS IN GENERAL AND SECRETARY  OF HEALTH AS DOCTOR JOHN  ARMSTRONG AND WE ARE VERY  HONORED TO HAVE HIM HERE WITH US  TODAY TO SHARE SOME THOUGHTS ON  A STATEWIDE PERSPECTIVE FOR  PUBLIC HEALTH IN THE STATE OF FLORIDA.  SO I'D LIKE TO CALL FORWARD OUR  STATE SURGEON GENERAL AND SECRETARY  OF  HEALTH DOCTOR ARMSTRONG.  

THANK YOU  AND GOOD MORNING EVERYONE. GERRY  DAVIS AND MEMBERS OF THE COUNCIL,  I'M DELIGHTED TO BE HERE IN THE  LUCIA COUNTY. THEY DO BRING GREETINGS  FROM OUR GOVERNOR AND FROM  THE ENTIRE EXECUTIVE  TEAM IN TALLAHASSEE. WE RECOGNIZE  THAT GOOD HEALTH STARTS WITH GOOD  JOBS  AND GOOD EDUCATION, AND WE  SEE PROGRESS IN THE STATE AND  IN OUR ECONOMY. RECOGNIZING THAT  THE EMPLOYMENT RATE HAS GONE  FROM 11.2%-7.1% OVER TWO AND  HALF YEARS AN ALMOST 370,000 JOBS  HAVE BEEN CREATED DURING  THIS INTERVAL, AND CLEARLY, OUR  STATE IS MOVING FORWARD ACROSS  OUR COMMUNITIES AND OUR COUNTIES.  I'M HERE SPECIFICALLY FOR TWO  REASONS. ONE IS TO THANK  YOU. GOOD PUBLIC  HEALTH  REQUIRES COLLABORATION. AND  ACROSS A VARIETY OF LOCAL  GOVERNMENT AND PRIVATE ORGANIZATIONS.  THE HOPE PERMIT ACCESS TO PROTECT  AND IMPROVE THE HEALTH OF PEOPLE  THROUGH FLORIDA THROUGH INTEGRATED,  STATE COUNTY AND COMMUNITY EFFORTS.  AND WE ARE BLESSED IN THE STATE  OF AN INTEGRATED DEPARTMENT OF HEALTH  WILL WORK ACROSS COUNTIES WITH THE  STATE HELP OFFICE COLLECTIVELY SO  THAT WE CAN ANTICIPATE THREATS TO  HEALTH AND MOVE RESOURCES QUICKLY  TO ADDRESS THOSE THREATS. THE  SECOND ISSUE FOR THIS MORNING HAS  RELATED TO THE TOP PUBLIC HEALTH  THREAT AND THAT IS THE CHALLENGE  OF THE  WEIGHT.  CURRENTLY ONLY 35% OF FLORIDIANS  ARE AT A HEALTHY WEIGHT WHICH MEANS  THAT 65% ARE OVERWEIGHT OR OBESE.  AND ON THIS TREND BY 2030, ALMOST  60% OF FLORIDIANS WILL BE OBESE.  BUT WHAT SCARES ME MORE THAN THAT  IS THE REALIZATION THAT ON OUR CURRENT  TREND BY 2030, SIX OUT OF 10 BABIES  BORN TODAY WILL BE OVERWEIGHT OR  OBESE. THAT'S NOT THE FUTURE THAT  ANY CHILD,  ADULT, FAMILY OR PARENT WANTS. THE  GOOD NEWS IS  WE CAN DO THIS  THROUGH THE COLLABORATION OF THE  HEALTHY INITIATIVE WHERE WE AIM  TO BEND THE WEIGHT CURVE IN FLORIDA  BY 5% OVER THE NEXT  FOUR YEARS. SOME OF YOU ARE AWARE  OF THE REPORT RELEASED THIS  WEEK BY THE ROBERT WOOD  JOHNSON A NATION CALLED AFRICA AS  IN FAT, WHICH INDICATES WE'RE MAKING  PROGRESS HERE IN THE STATE OF  --  F  AS IN FAT, AND  -- FAITH-BASED COMMUNITY AND FAMILIES,  A VERY BROAD APPROACH TO HOPE FOR  HIS CHILDREN, ADULTS AND FAMILIES  MAKE MORE INFORMED CHOICES ABOUT  WHAT THEY EAT AND HOW THEY ARE ACTIVE  IN THEIR LIVES. THIS IS NOT A TOP-DOWN  APPROACH OR A REGULATORY APPROACH,  THIS IS  AN APPROACH TO HELP PEOPLE RECOGNIZE  THE VALUE OF HEALTHIER CHOICES NOW  FOR A  HEALTHIER FUTURE. AGAIN, I MAKE  CITED TO BE HERE IN VOLUSIA  COUNTY. WE WILL BE MEETING WITH  THE DAYTONA NEWS EDITORIAL TO TALK  ABOUT HEALTHY WEIGHT AND I'M PLEASED  THAT I WILL BE ABLE TO  DISCUSS THIS INITIATIVE AS WELL  AS HEALTH PEOPLE WHO SHOW THIS AFTERNOON.  THANK YOU VERY  MUCH FOR HAVING ME.  

SO DO WE CALL YOU  DOCTOR OR GENERAL?  

YOU COULD CALL ME EITHER ONE  BUT YOU COULD CERTAINLY JUST  CALL ME  JOHN.  

THANK YOU.  

MY NOTIFICATION SCREEN IS NOT  FUNCTIONING, SO WE WILL JUST DO  THIS THE LOGICAL WAY. WOULDN'T DO  IT THE OLD-FASHIONED WAY AND START  FROM THE LEFT AND GO  TO THE RIGHT.  

CAN YOU GIVE ME SOME IDEAS ON  SOME STRATEGIES? TALKING ABOUT IT  IS ONE THING THAT OBVIOUSLY YOU  ALL HAVE TO PLAN A STRATEGY THAT  YOU WILL PUT IN PLACE  TO HELP. I MEAN, WHAT IS IT THAT  WE WILL BE DOING IN THE  LUCIA COUNTY TO MAKE  YOUR PLAN WORK?  

WHAT WE HAVE RECOGNIZED IS THAT  WE GOT TO  THE POINT OF WEIGHT CHALLENGED OVER  DECADES WHERE SEEMINGLY SMALL CHOICES,  EATING MORE THAN BEING ACTIVE, LED  TO THE ACCUMULATION OF WEIGHT. SO  THE SOLUTION IS NOT A MAGIC PILL,  IT'S NOT SNAPPING THE FINGERS OR  IS IT A FAD  DIET.  

SO IT'S NOT TAKING GREEN COFFEE  TWICE A DAY?  

WHILE NOT AS THE ONLY PART OF  THE PROGRAM. THE IDEA IS, HOW CAN  WE SHAPE THE ENVIRONMENT IN WHICH  WE LIVE SO  WE CAN PROMOTE HEALTHIER CHOICES  WE HAVE ENVIRONMENTS IN SCHOOLS  AND WORKPLACES AND  FOOD AND BEVERAGE ESTABLISHMENTS  IN OUR  GENERAL ACTIVITY AREAS, AND HOW  IS IT THAT WE CAN COLLECT WHAT IS  WORKING AND MORE  IMPORTANTLY WHAT IS NOT WORKING,  SHARE THOSE LESSONS ACROSS COMMUNITIES  OF THAT COMMUNITIES CAN APPLY  WHAT WORKS AND VERY  SUSTAINABLE FASHION. OBVIOUSLY IN  FLORIDA WE RESPECT THAT SCHOOLS  ARE RUN IN SCHOOL DISTRICTS BY  SCHOOL BOARDS AND SCHOOL SUPERINTENDENTS  WITH GUIDANCE FROM THE  DEPARTMENT OF EDUCATION. HOW CAN  WE RETHINK WHAT WE'RE DOING WITH  SCHOOL BREAKFAST AND LUNCH TO PUT  NUTRITIONAL MESSAGES IN THERE? HOW  CAN WE REFLECT UPON PE WHICH IS  PRESENT UPON  IT%  OF SCHOOLS IN THE STATE, HOW CAN  WE MAKE THAT A COURSE IN HEALTHY  LIVING THAT GOES FROM COOPER AND  HER 12 WHERE WE TALK NOT ONLY ABOUT  ACTIVITY THAT WOULD TALK ABOUT  NUTRITION CHOICES. HOW CAN WE PROVIDE  ACCESS TO FLORIDA'S  KIDS AND PARENTS AND GIVE FLORIDA  FRESH FRUITS AND VEGETABLES? WHAT  YOU HEARD AS A RESULT OF  A NUMBER OF  CONVERSATIONS WITH  SUPERINTENDENTS AND THAT'S JUST  ONE SMALL EXAMPLE OF THIS APPROACH.  WE ARE DOING EVERYTHING ALL AT ONCE  BECAUSE WE CAN'T AFFORD TO  WAIT. THERE IS AN URGENCY TO  BEND THE WEIGHT CURVE. MANY WITH  A PENDING THE WEIGHT CURVE BY 5%  OVER FOUR YEARS IS EXTERNALLY AUDACIOUS.  WE BELIEVE THAT AUDACITY IS WHAT  THE PEOPLE  OF FLORIDA DESERVE.  

AND MANY OF OUR EMPLOYEES USE  GEMS AND  ARE ON PROGRAMS. I  USE THE LOSE IT UP, AND IF YOU HAVEN'T  HEARD  OF  THAT, IT WORKS. SO THERE ARE THINGS  OUT THERE AND I'M WONDERING WHAT  IT IS -- WE ARE GOVERNMENT HERE  AND WE HAVE  SEVERAL THOUSAND EMPLOYEES. ARE  YOU LOOKING AT DOING CHALLENGES  TO THE BUSINESSES TO ORGANIZATIONS  AND, ALL YOU HAVE   ARE CONDITIONS  FOR THAT?  THERE ARE LOTS OF ORGANIZATIONS  LOSING POUNDS BETWEEN NOW AND THE  END OF THE YEAR.  

WE ACTUALLY HAVE AN INITIATIVE  WE ARE WORKING ON IT  HAS TO DO WITH OLD PROGRAMS, OBVIOUSLY  THAT WE ARE  NOT PAYING FOR BUT WE  ARE ASKING INDIVIDUALS TO JOIN.  DONNA, DO YOU WANT TO KIND OF GET  THE OVERVIEW?  

SO WE ARE  PARTICIPATING IN THIS?  

WE WANT TO TRY TO DO A BIG  INITIATIVE. I PROMISED I  WOULD GET  INVOLVED.  

DONNA DEMARCHE, BUTLER COMMUNITY  ASSISTANCE DIRECTOR. AFTER WE DID  OUR CAMP FUNDED IT, WE KIND OF CAME  UP WITH ANOTHER IDEA WHICH  WAS THE LUCIA FUN AND FIT. AND  IT'S AN OPPORTUNITY FOR TRAINING  OPPORTUNITIES TO TRAIN FOR A  FIVE K.  TOGETHER. A  LOT OF STAFF -- WE HAVE NOT RULED  IT OUT OFFICIALLY, 57 PEOPLE HAVE  SAID THEY WERE INTERESTED. SO WE  ARE WORKING TO FINALIZE EVERYTHING  BUT IT'S LETTING PEOPLE SET PERSONAL  GOALS, NOT NECESSARILY WITHIN THE  GROUP THAT TRAINING TOGETHER SOCIALLY  LIKE DURING LUNCH HOURS. WE'VE HAD  PEOPLE SIGN UP TO BE 10 YEARS BEFORE  WORK, DURING LUNCH AND AFTER WORK  AND THEN WE WILL SEND OUT NOTICES  ON EATING RIGHT OR GETTING THE RIGHT  EYE DURATION WHEN WE EXERCISE  AND THEN HOPEFULLY IF ALL GOES WELL,  DOING A FIVE K. TOGETHER.  

IS ONE THAT WE ARE TARGETING  WILL BE LATER TO GIVE PEOPLE  LOTS  OF TIME TO TRAIN. SO WE ARE  ALREADY DOING  IT.  

OKAY. NOW THE  LIGHTS ARE WORKING.  

YOU KNOW,  MS. NORDBY MADE A  COMMENT AT THE VERY BEGINNING OF  THIS, LET'S DO THE OLD-FASHIONED  WAY. WHATEVER HAPPENED TO THE OLD-FASHIONED  WAY? WHEN I WENT TO THE SCHOOL YEAR  IN FLORIDA, THERE WAS AN HOUR SET  ASIDE EVERY SINGLE DAY NOT JUST  FOR RECESS BUT HE WENT OUT THERE,  YOU HAD TO WEAR SNEAKERS, SHORTS  AND A T-SHIRT  AND YOU HAD TO DRESS OUT FOR TEA.  YOU HAD TO DO THE SHUTTLE RUNS.  WE HAD A PRESIDENTIAL  PHYSICAL FITNESS PROGRAM WAY BACK  WHEN WHERE ALL THE KIDS WERE RUNNING  UP AND DOWN THE HALLS, RUNNING EVERYWHERE  YOU HAD TO RUN TO TRY TO  GET THAT LITTLE BADGE, THE LITTLE  BADGE THAT HAD THE FEEL OF  THE PRESIDENT. I ACTUALLY DID THAT  ONE YEAR AND IT TOOK ME A WHILE  TO DO IT, AND I WASN'T A BIG KID,  I WAS SCRAWNY, BUT THAT WAS  THE PROBLEM. NO MUSCLE. BECAUSE  THE GOVERNOR THOUGHT ABOUT STARTING  A GOVERNOR'S PHYSICAL FITNESS PROGRAM  WHERE THESE  KIDS  CAN ACTUALLY -- WE HAVE STARTED  SOMETHING VERY IMPORTANT WHICH IS  HOW  WE CAN GET ACHIEVEMENT USING HEALTHIER  CHOICES, SO THAT'S ONE OF THE IDEAS  WE ARE DISCUSSING. AND WE  ARE ALSO INTERESTED GETTING AN COMPETITION  GOING ACROSS ORGANIZATIONS  OR COUNTIES. WE WILL BE WATCHING  ON OCTOBER FIRST WALK ACROSS FLORIDA,  WHICH IS A VIRTUAL WALK. YOU CAN  LONGER MILES IN WHICH THE  TICKET THEORETICALLY FROM PENSACOLA  ALL THE WAY DOWN TWO KEY WEST AND  BACK. SO BY THE TIME YOU'RE DONE,  IT'S 2000 MILES  AS A WAY TO GET SOME COMPETITION  INTO LOCAL GOVERNMENT AS WELL.  

I COULD DO THAT  IN A WEEK.  

ALSO, I WILL TELL YOU THAT --  I KNOW THIS HAS  BEEN A PROBLEM. BY LATEST DEGREE  PROGRAM WAS IN EDUCATION AND THERE  WAS ALWAYS A LOT OF TALK ABOUT  CHILDHOOD OBESITY AND SCHOOL. EVERYONE  WAS SCRATCHING THEIR HEAD, WHAT'S  GOING ON, WHY IS IT SO?  WHILE WE DID A LITTLE IMPROMPTU  STUDY, AND THIS IS WHY WE  HAVE OBESITY IN SCHOOLS. BECAUSE  THE KIDS DO EVERYTHING HERE. THEY  ARE  NOT GETTING OUT, AND  I WATCH THESE KIDS COME BY  AND THEY SAY, HI MR. DAVIS, OUR  YOU DOING? THE ONLY TIME I SEE KIDS  ACROSS THE STREET IS WHEN THEY WANT  TO MAKE $10 AND DRIVE MY RIDER LAWNMOWER  TO TWO OF THE  YARD. THEY ARE NOT PUSHING THE MOWER,  THEY ARE WRITING THEM. THEY ARE  IN THE HOUSEHOLD OF TIME AND  BEING PHYSICALLY ACTIVE. I KNOW  THAT'S NOT THE PURVIEW OF GOVERNMENT  TO GET IN THE MIDDLE OF THE  FAMILY AND CITY TO KICK A KID OUT  OF THE DOOR, BUT IT MIGHT  BE TIME FOR PARENTS TO SAY YOU HAVE  TO TURN THIS THING OFF.  AND I THINK THE GOVERNOR STARTED  A PROGRAM ON TV WHERE THE KIDS  HOW TO TURN THE CANDLES AND  TVS  OFF AND GO OUTSIDE.  

YES, THAT'S THE TYPE OF THING  WE ARE TRYING TO BRING. BUT WE NEED  TO THINK ABOUT HOW WE BUILD HEALTHIER  CHOICES IN EVERYDAY  ACTIVITY. THERE ARE THREE THINGS  THAT EVERY FLORIDIAN CAN DO EACH  DAY TO START  MAKING  A DIFFERENCE. AND IF YOU DRINK  FOR CANS OF SODA, WHAT DO YOU DRINK  TWO CANS OF SODA AND  TWO  BOTTLES OF WATER.  THE SECOND IS TO SUBSTITUTE FLORIDA  FRESH FOR BREAKFAST  AND LUNCH. INSTEAD OF HAVING A  BOWL OF PROCESSED SUGAR, IN ESSENCE,  WHY NOT HAVE A FLORIDA ORANGE  OR FLORIDA VERY ETC. TO  FILL YOU UP. AND INSTEAD OF THE  CRUNCH OF A CHIP, WHAT  ABOUT CRUNCHES FROM A SILVERY? AND  TAKE THE STAIRS  WHERE POSSIBLE. FURTHER, FEEL FREE  TO WALK INTO YOUR LUNCH OR  DINNER ACTIVITIES. THOSE ACTIVITIES  WILL BEGIN TO PUT IN  PLACE OVER TIME  SUSTAINED  HEALTHIER WEIGHT.  

YOU HIT ME RIGHT WHERE IT HURTS,  A  BOWL OF  SUGARY. AND JELLY BEANS.  

I JUST HAVE ONE QUESTION FOR  YOU. DO YOU HAVE ANY LAND-USE  SUGGESTIONS? WE MAY WELL BE LOOKING  AT HOUR LAND-USE CODES AND  OUR OTHER CODES IN  THE COUNTY. HAVE YOU  LOOKED  AT THAT? DO YOU HAVE  SUGGESTIONS  IN THAT REGARD?  

YES. THAT'S CERTAINLY A  DIMENSION OF HOW WE ALLOW PEOPLE  TO WALK  IN  COMMUNITIES AND, OBVIOUSLY  SPEED LIMITS, CROSSWALKS, AND CANDIDLY  SAFETY AND  SECURITY, IT'S PROMOTING A WALKING  CULTURE AND CERTAINLY WOULD APPRECIATE  YOUR CONSIDERATION OF THOSE ISSUES  IN A VARIETY  OF  ZONING CONVERSATIONS.  

PARKS ARE ALSO  VERY IMPORTANT.  

 WITH THIS INITIATIVE, THE GOVERNOR  WANTED KIDS TO GET OUT THERE AND  BE DEAD, IS HE GOING  TO LOOK AT THE 50 MILLION YELLOW  KID FOR REMIX YOUR?  

WE ARE LOOKING AT  THIS APPROACH VERY COMPREHENSIVELY.  THERE ARE A WHOLE HOST OF ISSUES  THAT MUST BE ADDRESSED.  I CAN TELL YOU THAT OUR GOVERNOR  IS A HUGE SUPPORTER OF HEALTH AND  HEALTHIER LIVING FOR FLORIDA'S  CHILDREN, ADULTS AND FAMILIES, AND  WE ARE LOOKING TO SHAPE THIS PROGRAM  IN WAYS THAT WILL ALLOW INDIVIDUALS  AND FAMILIES TO MAKE HEALTHIER  CHOICES. WE WANT THIS TO BE A TEAM  SPORT APPROACH AS OPPOSED TO THE  OLD PARADIGM WHICH SAID, OKAY,  YOU HAVE  A  WEAK PROGRAM, THAT  TRIPLES THE OBESITY RATE AND THOSE  THINGS  DON'T WORK. SO OBVIOUSLY THOUGHT  AND  THE  BUILT-IN ENVIRONMENT, AND THOSE  ARE WAYS THAT WE CAN BUILD  IN  THOSE ACTIVITIES.  

SAID THE GOVERNOR IS LOOKING  AT THIS TYPE OF FITNESS, WE HOPE  THAT HE LOOKED AT THAT ASPECT OF  THE TRAIL SYSTEM BECAUSE THAT IS  SOMETHING PEOPLE LIKE TO READ AND  USE, AND IT'S A FAMILY AFFAIR, AS  WELL AS AN  ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT DRIVER. I HOPE  THAT ECHOES TO THE GOVERNMENT THAT  THAT IS A  PLACE TO GO. THEY ARE PLAYING VIDEO  GAMES BECAUSE IT'S NOT SOMETHING  ELSE TO DO AND, IF WE PROVIDE THEM  SOMETHING ELSE TO DO THEN WE WILL  DO IT. I CAN TELL YOU THAT WE LIKE  TO DO STUFF OUTSIDE AND WE LIKE  TO MIX IT UP SO THAT COULD BE NICE  TO  HAVE AN ARSENAL. TRAILS ARE IN AN  IMPORTANT PART  OF  THIS INITIATIVE.  

OKAY, WE BEAT WITH THE GOVERNOR  TOMORROW?  

I WILL NOT.  

OKAY. THANK YOU  VERY  MUCH SIR, THANK YOU  VERY MUCH  SIR.  

MR. KARL, YOU'RE UP  NEXT.  

THANK YOU FOR THE PHOTO OP, AND  I TRUST THAT THERE  WERE NO RABBIT EARS.  

WAIT UNTIL YOU SEE  THE PICTURE.  

I WOULD BE REMISS IF I DEPARTED  FOR RECOGNIZING THE LEADER  OF  THE DEPARTMENT, AND I'M JUST SO  PLEASED THAT A RELATIONSHIP THAT  SHE HAS DEVELOPED ACROSS THIS COMMUNITY  OVER MANY YEARS, AND  SHE TRULY  IS A  GOOD  OPPORTUNITY.  

ALL RIGHT. DOCTOR  SORENSEN?  

DOCTOR, GENERAL?  

JUST A NOTE, YOU ARE NOT ALLOWED  TO TAKE HER AWAY FROM  US AGAIN.  

THAT IS TRUE.  

WELL THANK YOU FOR  ALLOWING  ME  -- OUTBACK.  

CAN WE STRIKE THAT? [LAUGHTER]  

BEFORE WE START, BUT TO SAY  THAT THIS PROCESS IS DONE OVER A  PERIOD OF TIME AS WE TRY  TO WORK OUT THE DETAILS. I WAS VERY  PLEASED WITH, I THINK  THE LAST MEETING WE HAD WERE TRULY  MOVED  THE AGENDA FORWARD. MR.PATTERSON  AS HE KNOW HAVE BROUGHT HAVE BROUGHT  IT UP AT ONE OF OUR MEETINGS AND  THE OTHER COUNCIL MEMBERS HAVE  BEEN TO THIS SPECIFICALLY. WE WANTED  TO SEE IF WE  COULD EXPEDITE THIS AND MAKE IT  WORK FOR EVERYBODY. I  THINK THE PROCESS OF MR. CARLES  IS GOING TO OUTLINE WORK FOR THE  COMMUNITY AND ALL CITIZENS IN TERMS  OF THE WHOLE COUNTY. WHILE THIS  IS THE FIRST STEP HE WILL TALK ABOUT  THERE IS A FOLLOW-UP SET THAT WE  ALL WILL LOOK AT AND I THINK IT'S  MORE INVOLVED IN THINGS LIKE OUR  AIRPORT. WITH THAT,  RICK?  

THANK  YOU. MEMBERS  OF  COUNCIL  -- TAY-SACHS -- AND THURSDAY  OCTOBER 10 AT 9:05 A.M. THEN  ON THE LAST 1  I BELIEVE THAT WOULD BE -- THE  RESOLUTION WOULD BE APPROVED. SO  IT'S THE BEGINNING OF A  PROCESS. WE DO NEED AN AFFIRMATIVE  VOTE. IF YOU HAVE ANY QUESTIONS,  WE WOULD BE GLAD  TO ANSWER IT.  

AND PATTERSON, BESIDE A  REQUEST AS  WELL,  THANK YOU.  

MR. PATTERSON AND?  

I JUST WANT TO THANK THE CIVIC  ASSOCIATION FOR THE WORK THEY'VE  BEEN DOING ON THIS AND BEING INVOLVED  IN THIS FOR OVER  A  YEAR NOW. SO AT LIKE TO MAKE A  MOTION TO GO FORWARD WITH  THIS  DESERT NATION WORKING THROUGH MEETINGS  AND EVERYTHING THAT NEEDS TO BE  DONE TO START THIS PROCESS. THAT  IS MY MOTION.  

OKAY. I HAVE A MOTION TO MOVE  FORWARD  WITH THIS.  

(AND,  MS. CUSACK?  

YES. THANK YOU. FOR  THE CITIZENS IN  DE LEON SPRINGS AND THE ASSOCIATION,  IT WAS PROBABLY CLOSE TO TWO YEARS  AGO THAT WE HAVE  THAT CONVERSATION. WE HAD TAKEN  THE RECOMMENDATIONS THAT WE TALKED  ABOUT AND TAKEN THIS TO ANOTHER  LEVEL. I'M SO PROUD TO BE ABLE  TO SECOND THAT MOTION THAT WE WOULD  BEGIN TO  HAVE THE OPENING -- OPEN MEETINGS  AND CAN LOOK AT  HIS BRONCHIAL AREA. YOU FOLLOW DIRECTIONS  WELL AND I KNOW THAT WE WILL BE  SUCCESSFUL IN THIS VENTURE. THANK  YOU SO MUCH TO THE CITIZENS AND  FOR YOUR PERSISTENCE AND  MAKING THIS  A REALIZATION. NOW WE ARE READY  TO MOVE IN THAT ARENA. THANK YOU  MR. CHAIR AND THANK YOU TO THE CITIZENS  OF DE LEON  SPRINGS.  

WE DO HAVE ONE PERSON WHO WANTS  TO SPEAK IN PUBLIC, DO WE WANT TO  CONTINUE OR DO YOU WANT TO  HEAR FROM THE CITIZENS  FIRST? CITIZENS FIRST. THIS ANY  MONDAY AND SEE. AND I JUST  BUTCHERED YOUR NAME.  

WHEN I VOLUNTEER  ALL OF MY STUDENTS  JUST  CALL  ME MISS  THEM.  

YOU HAVE THREE MINUTES.  

I'M REPRESENTING THE DE LEON  SPRINGS ASSOCIATION. I JUST WANTED  TO SAY THANK YOU SO MUCH. WE STARTED  THIS IN NOVEMBER OF 2010 AND LITERATURE  INFORMATION THAT YOU GAVE US AND  MOVE FORWARD FROM THERE AND WE APPRECIATE  PAT PETTERSSON BRINGING IT FOR YOU  AND WE APPRECIATE THE STAFF LISTENING  AND HEARING IT US AND WE ARE VERY  EXCITED TO BE  AT THIS POINT. THANK  YOU.  

THANK YOU. THAT'S MORE THE?  

THANK YOU. I JUST WANTED TO  ADD MY COMMENTS REGARDING -- THIS  COUPLE HAS A HISTORY OF SUPPORTING  SMALL LOCAL COMMUNITIES IN AREAS  ACROSS THE COUNTY. WE'VE GOT COMMUNITIES  WITH SPECIAL INTERESTS IN  WATER, WE HAVE ENTERPRISE AND DE  LEON SPRINGS AND THE STEAM AND  SEVILLE AND IT'S ALWAYS GOOD WHEN  WE CAN SIT  HERE AND DO SOMETHING THAT HELPS  THEM WITH A PLAN THAT THEY CAME  UP WITH AND SUPPORT THEM, AND THAT'S  WHAT I THINK IT'S CRITICALLY IMPORTANT  ON THIS ONE. THE COMMITTEE CAME  TO US AND SAID HERE IS WHAT WE SEE  OTHER FUTURE INTEREST WE WANT  TO DO. WE ARE A CLOSELY KNIT GROUP  THAT HAS WONDERFUL HOSPITALITY  BY THE WAY. THEY ENTERTAINED THE  RIVER OF LAKES HERITAGE QUARTER  OF THE LAST  MEETING AND NOT ONLY ARE THEY INTERESTED  IN ADVANCING THEIR ECONOMIC VALUE  BUT THEY ALSO WANT TO MAKE SURE  THAT THEY  MAINTAIN WHAT MAKES THEM SPECIAL  AND DE LEON SPRINGS, SO I'M REALLY  PLEASED WITH  THE SUPPORT. THANK YOU, AMY, YOU  HAVE BEEN A  DRIVING FORCE IN  THIS.  

MY  SCREEN WENT BLANK.  

JUST A QUESTION TO STAFF. WHEN  THIS COMES BACK FOR THE HEARING,  IF YOU COULD JUST  FORWARD TO STAFF OR TO US AT THAT  TIME A MAP OF  FALLUJA COUNTY AND WE  ARE LOOKING AT THE STATE  FIELD NOW, NOT THE SCHEDULE. COULD  YOU JUST GIVE  AN INDICATION OF WHERE THE  MAP IS STATEWIDE,  LIKE  WE HAVE NOT A?  

THEY ARE IN  MUNICIPALITIES FOR THE RECORD.  

OKAY, THEN JUST THE PARAMETERS  OF THE  BRONCHIAL. THE DESIGNATION.  

ALL RIGHT. WE SEEM TO  BE HAVING SOME TECHNICAL DIFFICULTIES.  SO I'M GOING TO REQUEST, UNTIL WE  CAN  MAKE SURE -- I THINK IF YOU WANT  TO SPEAK EASIEST  WAY WOULD BE IF YOU SET A  BOTTLE  OF WATER APPEAR.  

I NO YOU WANT TO  TALK.  

JUST TO  THINK IN THE END WHAT  REALLY MADE THE DIFFERENCE WAS,  IT WASN'T SO MUCH WHAT IT WAS  ABOUT, WOULD CLEAR UP WHAT HE WAS  NOT ABOUT. IT IS NOT ABOUT BRINGING  WATER LINES, YOU DON'T WANT TO CREATE  AN EXPECTATION THAT  YOU CAN'T FULFILL. BUT IT IS  ABOUT THOUGH IS LOOKING AT THE AREAS  THAT YOU HAVE TO HAVE AN ENVIRONMENTAL  PROBLEM AND IDENTIFYING THOSE, BUT  ALSO SHOWING ALL THE AREAS THAT  DON'T  HAVE PROBLEMS. AND  THEY CONVINCED ME TO TAKE  A STIGMA AWAY FROM A LOT OF PLACES  THAT DON'T DESERVE IT. SO EVEN THOUGH  IT'S A DESIGNATION FOR AN AREA,  THE WAY WE WOULD  DO THIS IS -- I THOUGHT  IT WAS WELL THOUGHT OUT AND THEY  DID A REALLY GOOD JOB IN TRYING  TO DO A GOOD  JOB TO FIGURE OUT WHAT IT'S ABOUT.  IF YOU WILL BE GREAT FOR THE COMMUNITY  AND WE APPRECIATE MR. PATTERSON  PUSHING US TO GET IT TOGETHER AND  TRY  TO FINALIZE THIS.  

ALL RIGHT. I SEE NO FURTHER CONVERSATION  OR DISCUSSION. I HAVE A MOTION ON  THE TABLE FOR APPROVAL AND  SECOND. WHILE THOSE IN FIGURE?  ALL THOSE OPPOSED TO? HAVE A  NICE DAY  MR. CORO. CHARLENE DEAVER AND RHONDA  ORR. ITEM  TWO A IS THE SECURITY  PLEDGE FOR REFINANCING A PARKING  FACILITY REVENUE  BOND  SERIES 2007.  

BEFORE SHE STARTS, THIS WAS THE  OUTCOME OF DISCUSSION WE HAD A WHILE  BACK EDITING MR. WAGNER WAS THE  ONE  THAT ORIGINALLY ASKED. THERE WAS  A PRETTY GOOD HISTORY OF TRYING  EITHER TO REFINANCE OR DRIVE DOWN  DEBT WHICH WOULD BE  A BIG ISSUE, AND I'VE BEEN SUPPORTING  IS  THAT BECAUSE IT'S REDUCED A LOT  OF THE COST. IN THE REVIEW, THE  ONLY DEBT ISSUANCE OUT THERE RATHER  SEEMED TO BE SOME OPPORTUNITY TO  CUT COSTS ACTUALLY HAPPENS IN THE  PARKING GARAGE, WHICH IS ADJACENT  TO THE  OCEAN CENTER. THERE ARE SOME IMPLICATIONS  TO MAKING A CHANGE, BUT  IF WE BASICALLY BACKUP TO GUARANTEE  BETTER, WE THINK WE CAN GET  A BETTER RATE. SO THAT'S WHAT WE  WILL DISCUSS TODAY, WE WILL CONSTANTLY  BE DILIGENT LOOKING FOR OPPORTUNITIES.  BUT IN SOME CASES WE HAVE BEEN SO  DILIGENT THAT THERE  IS NOTHING LEFT TO CALL OR THAT  WE CAN'T DO BETTER THAN WE ARE ALREADY  DOING. BUT THIS COULD BE BETTER  THAN THE LAST OPPORTUNITY BUT IN  SOME CASES WE MAY NOT BE COMFORTABLE  TO PLEDGE A COVENANT OF BUDGET  AGAINST OUR GENERAL REVENUE,  BUT IN THIS CASE I THINK WE ARE  COMFORTABLE BECAUSE THE SAVINGS  ARE WORTH IT.  

GOOD MORNING, I'M NOT AWARE,  DEPUTY DIRECTOR OF FINANCIAL SERVICES.  TO GIVE YOU A RECAP OF WHAT THESE  BONDS ARE, THESE WERE THE BONDS  THAT WERE USED TO FINANCE THE ACQUISITION  OF THE PARKING GARAGE NEXT TO THE  OCEAN CENTER  IN 2007. THE BONDS WERE ORIGINALLY  ISSUED AT $10.8 MILLION. WE CURRENTLY  HAVE A BALANCE OF  $8.3 MILLION. OUR DEBT SERVICE IS  JUST  UNDER A MILLION DOLLARS PER YEAR  AND THEIR INTEREST RATE IS 5.125%  AND  THIS DEBT, AND THIS  IS IN  2024.  

REVENUE WITH THE ENTERPRISE  OPERATION THAT HAS GENERATED TO  PLEDGE AS REPLACEMENT FOR THE DEBT.  THIS IS AN EXCEPTION TO THAT END  WE WERE CONSIDERING USING A COVENANT  TO BUDGET AND  APPROPRIATE  ANY LEGALLY  AVAILABLE TAXIS. WE CAN GO  THROUGH THIS WITH YOU, THANK  YOU SO MUCH.  

I HAVE A PROCEDURAL QUESTION.  DO WE HAVE ANY BACKUP MATERIAL?  IS THERE A PRESENTATION THAT COUNCIL  HOUSE ON THE SIDE OF?  

THAT WAS AGENDA  ITEM  TWO  A.  

NO,.  

CHAIRMAN, COUNCIL  MEMBERS,  JAKE GLOVER. ASK MR. JANINE AT THE  SPORES THAT WE CAN BEFORE YOU ON  JULY 25 TO REVIEW THE  COUNTY'S OUTSTANDING DEBT PORTFOLIO  AS WELL AS EXTENDING ANY POTENTIAL  FUNDING OPPORTUNITIES THAT MIGHT  BE PRESENT IN TODAY'S INTEREST-RATE  ENVIRONMENT. THE ONE THAT REALLY  CAME TO THE TOP IN TERMS OF NOT  BEING REFUNDED YET AND ABLE TO GENERATE  INTEREST COST SAVINGS WERE YOUR  2007 PARKING FACILITY  REVENUE BONDS. MOST OF THE OTHER  TRANSACTIONS OVER  THE LAST 10  YEARS OR SO, THEY  PRESENTED THAT INFORMATION  AT THAT TIME. AS WAS DISCUSSED THE  PARKING FACILITY REVENUE BONDS ARE  SECURED TO THE PARKING GARAGE REVENUES  AS WELL AS THE SPORT  AND THE NEED  ON THE TNT REVENUES. WHAT WE ARE  ASKING TODAY IS IF YOU ACTUALLY  CONSIDER  DOING A REFUND  -- WERE  YOU PLEDGE A COVENANT. AND WHAT  THAT WILL DO THIS  IT WILL INCREASE THE LOAN AND HOPEFULLY  GET YOU AN INCREASE IN THE DEBT  SERVICE SAVINGS. YOU WOULD  STILL  BE  USING, AND  BASED ON PROJECTIONS THAT WE'VE  SEEN, THERE IS NO NEED TO  USE THAT REVENUE AND PARKING DISPLAY  REVENUES ARE ACTUALLY SUPPOSED TO  COVER THE DEBT SERVICE BUT THERE  WOULD BE THAT LEGAL OPPORTUNITY  TO DO SO   AS SOMEONE POSING CIRCA  TENTH CAME ABOUT. BASED ON CURRENT  INFORMATION IN THE MARKET TODAY  WE'RE ESTIMATING THE COUNTY COULD  SAVE JUST SORT OF HUNDRED MILLION  ON THE  NET TRAVEL BASIS WHICH WOULD BE  ABOUT A THOUSAND DOLLARS ON  AN ANNUAL BASIS.  

THE MAIN REASON THAT WE THINK  IT'S OKAY IN OUR OPINION TO DO  THIS COVENANT AND BUDGET AND APPROPRIATE  LOANS OF THE FACT THAT IT'S A FAIRLY  SMALL TRANSACTION IN THE GRAND SCHEME  OF THINGS IN THE OVERALL DEBT PORTFOLIO  OF THE COUNTY. IT  HAS A SHORT-TERM FINANCIAL SECURITY  WITH ONLY 10 YEARS LEFT AND WE DO  NOT THINK IT WILL AFFECT THE OVERALL  CREDIT OF THE COUNTY BY DOING THIS.  WE'VE RECOMMENDED TO THE COUNTY  THAT WE CONSIDER THIS IN ORDER TO  INCREASE SAVINGS AND LOWER THE COST  OF THE DEBT  FOR THIS TRANSACTION. SO WITHOUT  I AM HAPPY TO ADDRESS ANY QUESTIONS  THAT YOU MIGHT HAVE OR GO INTO DETAIL  ABOUT THE TRANSACTION.  WE WILL BE PREPARED TO BOW WITH  A REQUEST FOR PROPOSALS TO SOLICIT  BIDS ON A TAXABLE AND TAX-EXEMPT  BASIS AND THEN BRING THAT INFORMATION  BACK TO YOU  FOR FURTHER CONSIDERATION.  

THE OTHER THING I'D LIKE TO ADD,  NOW THAT IT'S BEEN UP AND RUNNING  FOR QUITE A WHILE, WE  HAVE A PRETTY STABLE  INCOME  SOURCE NOW. WE WILL NOT WALK AWAY  FROM  THE  FACILITY ANYWAY.  AND I THINK WE ARE CONSTANTLY LOOKING  FOR  THESE THINGS IF THE  COUNCIL WANTS TO TRY TO DO THIS,  BUT THE UPSIDE TO IT IS A LOT BETTER  AND WE  THINK THAT THE SAVINGS ARE  STILL SIGNIFICANT.  

JUST TO ADD TO WHAT THE COUNTY  OF MINISTER SAID, I AGREE. WHILE  YOU DON'T HAVE A LEGAL OBLIGATION  TO PAY THE  DEBT OF A  PARK REVENUE WORKS TO GET DIMINISHED,  BUT ULTIMATELY WHAT WE  TRY TO  DO. THEY COULD HAVE A DETRIMENT  TO CONSEQUENCE, YOU HAVE AN MORAL  OBLIGATION TO DO SO KNOWING WE ARE  SUGGESTING THAT YOU GET A  LEGAL OBLIGATION  BEHIND  THE FOUNDATION.  

I DO HAVE A COUPLE OF QUESTIONS.  THE DEBT OWED ON  THE  GARAGE IS?  

GREAT NOW AS  OUTSTANDING 8.3 MILLION.  

8.30?  

AND OUR MONTHLY AND ARE  YOU REALLY EXPENDITURE FOR THIS  IS UNDER A MILLION PLUS?  

JUST UNDER A  MILLION DOLLARS.  

 HOW  FAR UNDER? ABOUT  970 PER YEAR.  

OKAY.  WE ARE GREAT THERE.  

AND REESTABLISHING THIS BOND  WILL NOT EXTEND THE TURN OF  OUR CURRENT BONDS.  

NO. THE CURRENT FUNDING MATERIAL  IS 2024 AND WE ARE  SUGGESTING NEW FUNDING GLOBAL SAVINGS  OVER THE LIGHT OF  THE  THE  TRANSACTION.  

AND WILL TO STOP  OUR PAYMENT DOWN?  

YES, OUR PAYMENT WILL GO DOWN  BY APPROXIMATELY  100,000  PER YEAR.  

OKAY. I DON'T  HAVE ANYTHING ELSE.  

OKAY, WE ARE NOT WRAPPING ANY  OTHER DEBT IN WITH THIS.  

RIGHT, THIS IS  STRICTLY FUNDING. IT'S BASICALLY  LIKE FINANCING YOUR HOUSE. WITH  THAT, I NEED TO  MOTION TO APPROVE.  

ANY  FURTHER DISCUSSION OF?  

SEEING AS TO NONE, THEN WE WILL  LIVE FORWARD. ALL THOSE IN  FAVOR OF APPROVAL, SIGNIFY THAT  THE TERM I. ALTHOUGH  SUPPOSED? SO  CARRIED. HE SAVED ME  MORE MONEY.  

ITEM NUMBER FIVE AT THE. I'M  SORRY, LET'S BACK  UP. I HAVE TO. ITEM THREE  AND ITEM FOUR, JUNE 20TH COUNTING  MEETING MINUTES AND JULY  11TH COUNTY  MEETING MINUTES, RESPECTIVELY. WHICH  ONE? FOR APPROVAL BY MR.  PATTERSON, SECOND BY MR.  WAGNER. AND YOU  ARE SUGGESTING BOTH?  

 OKAY. ANY FURTHER DISCUSSION?  

WE WILL  NEED TO  MOTIONS.  THREE OR FOUR?  

ITEM NUMBER THREE, MOVE FOR APPROVAL  AND SECONDED BY  MR. WEIDNER STILL. ALL THOSE IN  FAVOR SIGNIFY BY I? ALTHOUGH  SUPPOSED? ITEM  NUMBER FOUR?  

MOTION BY MR. PATTERSON, SECOND  BY MR. WAGNER. ALL THAT FURTHER  DISCUSSION, NONE. ALL THOSE IN  FAVOR, SIGNIFY BY  EYE. SO CARRIED.  

CAN WE START MOVING THOSE TYPES  OF ITEMS UP TO THE BEGINNING? LIKE  ITEM ONE OR  TWO? BECAUSE WE ARE IN A MOVEMENT  AND GOING FORWARD AND WE HAVE TO  STOP FOR THAT.  

I  WILL  DO IT.  

ITEM WE HAVE ALL BEEN  WAITING FOR, ITEM BY  A. AS MARIANNE COMES TO THE MICROPHONE,  AS YOU KNOW I HAD A NEED TO TAKE  OFF THE  BEACHY, WE ARE DOING SOME  ADDITIONAL RESEARCH BEFORE WE  BRING THAT FORWARD. BUT BECAUSE  THERE'S A LOT OF INFORMATION OUT  THERE, I THINK A LOT  IN A BID IS MISUNDERSTANDING ABOUT  ORANGE GROVE OPERATES IN  SOUTHEAST VOLUSIA. THIS IS REALLY  JUST AN ISSUE FOR WATER,  NOT TAXES AT ALL. BUT I DO THINK  THAT WE WERE PLANNING ON BRINGING  THIS FORWARD LATER IN THE YEAR BECAUSE  WE'VE BEEN IN OPERATION FOR QUITE  A FEW  YEARS SINCE 97, AND IT WAS THE REASON  THEY WERE ABLE TO BUILD TREATMENT  PLANT THERE. I DO THINK WE ARE AT  A CROSSROADS WHERE WE NEED TO TALK  ABOUT TWO THINGS. ONE IS, AS  WE CONTINUE, IF ORANGE  GROVE IS LOSING ITS ABILITY TO ACT  AS THE RECIPIENT OF THE AFFLUENT  BECAUSE OF THE AGE OF THE  TREES. WE ARE STARTING TO LOSE TREES  AND WE'VE HAD SOME IMPACT PROBLEMS,  ALSO THE AGE  OF THE TREES. AND WE CONTINUE TO  HAVE THE SYSTEM WE HAVE WHERE WE  TRY TO RESTRICT THE AMOUNT OF  LAND THAT WAS USED FOR AFFLUENT  DISCHARGE, YOU NEED TO GET  A DIFFERENT PRODUCT OR DIFFERENT  GROSS MECHANISM  WHETHER IT'S TREES OR SOMETHING  ELSE TO ABSORB THE WATER. AND IT'S  TIME TO LOOK AT THAT. BECAUSE IF  WE DECIDE TO MOVE IN ANOTHER DIRECTION  FOR EXAMPLE AND GOT RID OF THE ORANGE  GROVE WE WANT TO BE CLEAR THAT YOU  UNDERSTOOD WHAT WE  WERE DOING. THE OTHER THING,  WE TALKED TO EDGEWATER, AND WE HAD  SOME INTEREST IN THEM MAY BE ACQUIRING  THE PLANT AND ACTUALLY RUNNING IT.  WE ENTERTAINED LOOKING ABOUT THAT  BECAUSE OF THE WAY THIS PLAN WAS  DONE, IT'S VERY UNUSUAL IN THE SENSE  THAT  RARELY DO YOU HAVE SOMEONE ON COUNSEL  THAT STARTED WITH THE PROJECT, AND  20 YEARS LATER YOU ARE TALKING ABOUT  IT. I HAVE TWO COUNCIL MEMBERS THAT  WERE ACTUALLY IN THE ORIGINAL DECISION  WHICH WAS A VERY GOOD DECISION BECAUSE  I THINK IT WAS A GOOD ENVIRONMENTAL  WAY TO TREAT THE WAY THE  PLAN WAS BUILT  AND NOT DUMPING THE AFFLUENT  IN THE MOSQUITO LAGOON. SO MARION  WILL WALK THROUGH  THIS TODAY, AND I THINK  THEY MAY WANT TO MAKE SOME COMMENTS  AND THEN WHILE I DON'T EXPECT OR  NEED AN ANSWER TODAY  I WILL BE BRINGING THIS FORWARD  AS WE MAKE RECOMMENDATIONS ON TO  WHERE WE GO IN THE FUTURE. WE DO  KNOW THAT THE LIFE OF THE ORCHARD  IS COMING TO AN END AND WE WILL  HAVE TO DEAL WITH THAT. SO I WILL  NEED SOME GUIDANCE  OF THE CREATURE.  

THANK YOU.  

I DO HAVE ONE QUESTION BEFORE  WE GO TO MUCH  FURTHER. HOW FAR AWAY FROM  MOSQUITO  LAGOON IS THIS GROVE  AREA?  

I'M DELIBERATELY PUTTING THIS  MAP IN FRONT OF YOU BECAUSE THIS  IS THE MAP IS PART OF THE ORIGINAL  AGENDA ITEM FOR THE PURCHASE  OF THE PROPERTY. AND IT SHOWS  THE PURPOSE OF THE PLANT,  THE EASTERN BOUNDARY IS THE INDIAN  RIVER LAGOON. THAT'S WHAT THIS WAS  ALL ABOUT. AND I WANT TO SHOW YOU  THE BIGGER PICTURE IN TERMS OF WHY  WE WERE EVEN DOING  THIS PROJECT, BUT ALSO, I WILL BE  ABLE TO SHOW YOU HOW THE QUALITY  OF OUR MAPPING HAS SIGNIFICANTLY  CHANGED  IN  15 YEARS.  

WE HAVE GOOGLE NOW.  

YES, THINGS ARE INFINITELY BETTER.  BUT I THINK IT WAS KIND OF  AN OLD-SCHOOL THROWBACK AS TO WHERE  WE WERE. IT WASN'T THAT LONG AGO.  BUT I THOUGHT IT WAS INTERESTING  TO SEE THE BASIS FOR WHAT WE HAVE  TO WORK WITH BACK THEN.  

AS YOU CAN SEE,  THIS AREA OF THE COUNTY, THIS IS  SOUTHEAST FALLUJA, AND IT'S A  COASTAL AREA. WE WERE FOCUSED ON  PROPERTIES FROM US ONE THROUGH THE  RIVER. THERE'S A NUMBER OF DEVELOPMENTS  IN THEIR STARTING AT THE NORTH,  YOU HAVE HACIENDA DEL REAL, TERRA  MARK IS IN THERE, WHITE HOUSE  COMPANY, INDIAN HARBOUR ESTATES  WAS AN AIR IN SOUTH  WATERFRONT PARK. THESE WERE ALL  OLDER DEVELOPMENTS AND THEY WERE  SERVED PRIMARILY BY PACKAGE PLANTS  WERE SEPTIC TANKS. SOME WERE VERY  OLD SEPTIC TANKS. SO THE  INTEREST WAS  IN PROVIDING SERVICES TO THIS AREA  FOR THIS REGION  OF  THE COUNTY.  

SO AS I WAS SAYING, THIS PLAN  HAD  THREE  BASIC PURPOSES. I THINK IT WAS PRETTY  WELL ACCEPTED, AND STILL YESTERDAY,  BUT NOT MUCH CAN HAPPEN ON US WON  UNLESS THERE IS  UTILITY SERVICE. FINALLY, OUR COMMITMENT  WAS THAT, BECAUSE WE  WERE DOING THIS TO REMOVE DISCHARGE  FROM THE INDIAN RIVER THAT WE WOULD  NOT OPERATE IN A WAY THAT SIMPLY  RECYCLED IT BACK TO THE RIVER. WE  WERE COMMITTED IN TERMS OF THIS  PLANT AN OPERATION TO AFFECT ALL  OF THE LUCIA COUNTY WASTEWATER PLANTS  TO  PLAN DISCHARGE. WE DO NO SERVICE  WATER DISCHARGE TO RIVERS OR  LAKES. BUT WHAT WHETHER DISCHARGE  IS NOT UNCOMMON  AND CERTAINLY MOST OF THE UTILITIES  IF YOU THINK OF THE EAST COAST OF  THE COUNTY, VIRTUALLY ALL OF THEM  HAVE SOME LEVEL OF WHAT WHETHER  DISCHARGE,  ALTHOUGH WE DO NOT. WE USE THEM  AS RSA STATE FUND ONE FOR THIS PROJECT  WHICH WAS AN $11.5  MILLION PROJECT. JUST TO NOTE, THE  UTILITY IS AN ENTERPRISE FUND FOR  THE COUNTY AND THIS IS ONE SERVICE  AREA OF VOLUSIA COUNTY UTILITIES.  WE ALSO  HAVE MAJOR SERVICE AREA  IN SOUTHWEST FALLUJA. WE HAVE A  NUMBER OF SYSTEMS THAT HAVE COME  TO US IN  VARIOUS STAGES OF DEFAULT. BUT THIS  IS ONE SERVICE AREA OF A LARGER  SYSTEM. THERE IS NO PROPERTY TAX  GOES INTO THE SYSTEM, IT'S THE  PROPERTY, NOT OF THE COUNTY  BUT IT'S CUSTOMERS SO IF WE TINKER  WITH ONE PART OF THE SYSTEM, IT  AFFECTS OTHER PARTNERS NOT  COUNTING GOVERNMENT.  

IF I CAN ADD TO ONE  OF THE THINGS SHE SAID, MY UNDERSTANDING  IS WHEN IT ORIGINALLY  HAPPENED, THEY COUNSEL  THEIR,  THE COUNCIL, AND THERE WERE COMMUNITIES  THAT DISCHARGE INTO THE SERVICE  WATER. SO WHAT I  WANT TO UNDERSTAND, THIS IS ONE  OF THE REASONS THIS PROJECT TOOK  PLACE,  THIS COUNSEL BECAUSE TO  PROTECT THE ENVIRONMENT, AND I WANT  TWO-POINT OUT THERE ARE A NUMBER  OF COMMUNITIES THAT STILL DISCHARGE  INTO  SERVICE WATER.  

THIS PLAN, THERE WAS A  FACILITIES PLAN THAT WENT WITH THIS  PROJECT. THIS PLAN WAS ORIGINALLY  BASED ON A CONCEPT SIMILAR TO SOMETHING  THAT WAS GOING  ON IN ORANGE COUNTY CALLED CONCERT  WHERE AFFLUENT DISPOSAL WAS BEING  DONE IN ORANGE GROVE. THERE WERE  MAJOR HOLDINGS IN ORANGE COUNTY  THAT BECAME THE RECIPIENTS  OF AFFLUENT OVER THERE, AND LOOKING  AT A SUMMER PLAN. THE ORIGINAL  CONCEPT WAS THAT WE MIGHT LOOK AT  SOME RACES WITH DIFFERENT GROWTH  IN AN AREA AND THIS WAS ONE OF  THE MAJOR ONES. WHAT OCCURRED WAS  THE SUBSTANTIAL  BODY OF LAND WAS IN ONE FAMILY  HOLDING. THEY BASICALLY SAID THAT,  WE ARE READY TO LEAVE  THE BUSINESS, THE KIDS ARE GONE  AND WE DON'T WISH  TO CONTINUE. WE ARE READY TO CONVERT  TO AN ESTATE. WE WILL SELL THAT  ONLY HAS  ONE ELEMENT. SO WE DID THE CALCULATIONS  AND WE KNEW WHAT WE WOULD NEED  IN TERMS OF DISPOSAL AREA FOR  THE BUILDOUT  OF  THE PLAN.  

AND A WETLANDS AREA WAS SIGNIFICANT,  AND STILL IS TODAY, IT'S ABOUT  400 ACRES. THERE WAS ALSO THE  GROVE  OPERATION AND WE HAD AN INDEPENDENT  APPRAISER COMING IN  BECAUSE  OF  THE PSS VALUE  WAS 1.39.  

SO WE BOUGHT IT BASICALLY AT  THE ASSESSED VALUE. JUST LOOK AT  WHAT IT WILL BE TODAY,  WE ASKED THE QUESTION. IT IS  CURRENTLY STILL ABOUT 2000 PER ACRE,  AND I WILL MAKE A  NOTE THAT THE PROPERTY APPRAISAL  DOESN'T SPEND A LOT OF EFFORT IN  TERMS OF KEEPING  THE PUBLIC PROPERTY, IT'S NOT QUITE  THE  SAME KIND OF INTEREST. AND  ADJACENT PROPERTIES, PLUS, THERE'S  ANOTHER GROVE AREA AND THAT'S ABOUT  4000  AND ACRE. AND, THE  PROPERTY IS CONSIDERED LIKELY TO  INCREASE INVALUABLE TO THE  NEXT DECADE, DEPENDING ON  WHAT OCCURS WITH THE FARM TEAM AFTER  OTHER KINDS  OF MAJOR DEVELOPMENTS.  

 THE PLAN CAPACITY, IT'S A DESIGN  THAT ALLOWS  FOR INCREMENTAL EXPANSION. CURRENT  CAPACITY IS  .6 MGD AND THE INCREMENTAL ASSESSMENT  WOULD  BE 1.2 MGD. THE PLANT  SERVES AND CAN SEE ALMOST 1300 RESALE  CUSTOMERS BOTH WHOLESALE SERVICE  TO THE  CITY  OF EDGEWATER. WE  HAVE HAD A  RELATIONSHIP WITH EDGEWATER, THEY  SELL ITS CAPACITY AND WE SAW WATER  CAPACITY SO THAT'S BEEN A MUTUAL  BENEFIT  FOR  WASTE OPERATIONS.  

GROVE OPERATIONS, WE WENT BACK  AS FAR  AS 2005. LIKE ANY KIND OF  AGRICULTURAL OPERATION IS  SUBJECT  TO YEAR-TO-YEAR OPERATIONS. THE  REVENUE HAS RANGED, AND  IT'S  RANGE, HIGH AND THE EXPENSE  RANGE IS 280-114 AND  WE'RE  AVERAGING ABOUT 155 TOWSON.  

LET'S CLARIFY THAT. I ASKED THEM  TO GO BACK AT LEAST AS FAR AS I'VE  BEEN HERE, AND WHEN IT DOES  EXPENSE RANGE THAT'S THE COST TO  MAINTAIN THE GROWTH OF THE TREES  THEMSELVES. BECAUSE PART OF THE  UNDERSTANDING WHEN I GO  BACK AND LOOK ORIGINALLY, YOU HAVE  A COST FOR THE DISPOSAL  OF THE AFFLUENT. THE TREES REQUIRE  YOU TO USE LESS LAND BECAUSE THEY  ABSORB THE WATER. SO  THE THOUGHT WAS, NOT KNOWING EXACTLY  WHERE THE MARKER WOULD GO PUT SOME  OF THE FRUIT COULD TRY TO OFFSET  THE COST OF KEEPING THE TREES AS  THE SOURCE THAT YOU ARE USING TO  ABSORB THE WATER. AND AS YOU CAN  SEE, GOING BACK  THROUGH 2005, IT'S PRETTY MUCH A  WASH. YOU BROUGHT IN ABOUT ENOUGH  REVENUE TO PAY FOR WHAT IT COST  TO MAINTAIN THE  TREES. THE TREES ACTUALLY GET A  BENEFIT BECAUSE THEY NOT ONLY ABSORBS  WATER AND PROVIDE SOMETHING  TO  THE ENVIRONMENT, YOU DO NOT  HAVE TO APPLY TO  A LARGER AREA. AND THAT'S ONE OF  THE THINGS THAT WE HAVE TO TALK  TO YOU ABOUT, AS WE LOSE THESE TREES,  WHICH STRUCTURE DO WE GO. THERE  ARE ALL KINDS OF PEOPLE I TALK TO  US ABOUT DIFFERENT  PLANTS. PINE TREES, BAMBOO,  ALL OF THEM HAVE DIFFERENT COMPLICATIONS.  BUT I WANT TO MAKE  THIS CLEAR, THE FRUIT WAS NEVER  INTENDED TO MAKE LIKE A  PROPHET. THEY ARE HOPING IT WOULD  HELP OFFSET THE MAINTENANCE  OF  THE  TRIPS. SO THE COST TO THE  CUSTOMERS, NOT TAXPAYERS,  BUT THE CUSTOMERS.  

AS  THE MANAGER SAID, A WHILE AGO  WE BOUGHT DISPOSAL PROPERTY AND  THAT WAS OFFSET POTENTIAL FOR WHAT  WAS NECESSARY IN THE  UTILITY OPERATION. I WILL TOUCH  BACK ON THAT AGAIN AND TALK ABOUT,  WHAT IF HE  DIDN'T HAVE THE GROWTH. FOR THE  BUDGET  FOR 2014, THE UTILITY BUDGET OVERALL  IS A $22 MILLION BUDGET, SO THIS  IS NOT A MAJOR ELEMENT  BY ANY  MEANS. IN TERMS OF THE GROWTH, WE  HAVE BUDGETED REVENUES AT ABOUT  50,000 AND  EXPENSES AT ABOUT 95. WHAT THAT  REFLECTS IS, AS THE MANAGER SAID,  WE ARE GETTING LESS PRODUCTION OF  TREES AGE AND SIMPLY FINDING THE  VARIABLES OF THE MARKET ARE  NO LONGER SUPPORTING AN EXTENSIVE  INVESTMENT  IN THE  OPERATION.  

ALTERNATIVE CROPS. WE HAVE  LOOKED  AT EUCALYPTUS, WE HAVE DIFFERENT  WAYS OF HAVING WATER CONSUMING PLANTS  IN THE AREA TO BASICALLY IMPROVE  THE EFFICIENCY OF THE DISPOSAL OPERATION.  THAT'S WHAT THIS IS ALL ABOUT. AND  THERE ARE DIFFERENT WAYS TO DO IT.  WHAT WE WOULD BE LOOKING FOR GOING  FORWARD WOULD BE  SOMETHING WITH HIGH WATER CONSUMPTION,  LOCAL PETITION EFFORT,  THAT'S THE  GOAL HERE. WE DON'T NEED  CULTIVATION  OF ALL, WHAT WE ARE LOOKING AT IS  THE  RAPID  INTEGRATION  BASIN. THAT ENGINEERING ESTIMATE.  THAT WOULD BE THE ONLY WAY WE WOULD  EVER BE PERMITTED AND WE CERTAINLY  HAVE A HEAD  THAT WAS VIABLE.  

WE DO BELIEVE THERE IS POTENTIAL  FOR A  WETLAND MITIGATION, AND I BELIEVE  THAT CAME UP IN A DIFFERENT CONTEXT  EARLIER THIS WEEK. THIS ONE  MIGHT BE DEVELOPED. IF ONLY FOR,  AGAIN, THE USE OF PUBLIC WORKS.  IT MAY NOT GO INTO PRIVATE WORKS  BUT CERTAINLY IT COULD  BE PART OF SUPPORTING COUNTRY ROAD  CONSTRUCTION IN THE AREA SINCE WETLAND  BANKS ARE NOW CONSIDERED RELEVANT  ONLY TO THE REGION  IN WHICH THEY EXIST.  

WE TALKED ABOUT THE LAND INCREASING  IN VALUE. I GUESS WE COULD  ALSO LOOK AT SOME OTHER  LEASE INTERESTS. OUR CONCERN THERE  WOULD BE, WE  DO  CATTLE WHEEZES, THE ISSUE WOULD  BE WHAT THE LONG-TERM COMMITMENT  WOULD BE AND WHAT THE COUNTY  WOULD GIVE US AND  OF COURSE WHAT WE WOULD BE ABLE  TO EXPECT TO DO  OVER A FAIRLY DYNAMIC DEVELOPMENT  TIME GO OF A DECADE OR SO WHICH  I'M SURE WOULD BE  AT  LEAST A MINIMUM.  

SO GOING FORWARD WE WOULD NEED  TO EXAMINE THIS PROPERTY IN TERMS  OF ITS VALUE  TO THE SYSTEM. WE HAVE  INTERESTS  IN  THE AREA AND WE'VE BEEN VERY  INTERESTED IN  EXPANDING THE SERVICE AND EXPANDING  THE CAPITAL INVESTMENT TO GO THROUGH  IT. IT'S THE CLASSIC CHICKEN  AND EGG SITUATION, DEVELOPMENT COMES  WHERE INFRASTRUCTURE IS IN THE  GROUND AND WHO CAN AFFORD TO PRINT  THE INVESTMENT, AND THAT HAS BEEN  THE ISSUE UNTIL WE  HAVE A CUSTOMER. BUT THIS HAS BEEN  I THINK A VERY SUCCESSFUL  PROJECT. I'M STANDING HERE BECAUSE  I WAS AT THE DIVISION HEAD IN  1997, STANDING BEFORE THE COUNCIL  OF THE ACQUISITION WAS DONE AND  THIS WAS ONE OF THE FIRST PROJECTS  THAT I WAS INVOLVED IN AS  A UTILITY STORE. SO WITH  THAT, I'M  OPEN TO QUESTIONS.  

AS YOU ARE STANDING HERE WITH  YOUR FIRST PROJECT, I WAS A CHEER  OF THE COUNCIL ON THIS  PROJECT CAME  FORWARD, AND THAT WAS WHEN THAT  BAN HAD BEEN IN EFFECT AND WE HAD  SOME SERIOUS PROBLEMS WITH OUR FOLKS  DOWN THERE BECAUSE  THE OPERATION  IN THAT AREA, WE  WERE KIND OF CONCERN ABOUT  WATER QUALITY. AND I REMEMBER ONE  OF THE SCIENTISTS ON THEIR TELLING  ME THAT FOR SOME STRANGE REASON  THE CLAIMS WERE GROWING AT A 40%  FASTER RATE IN THE MOSQUITO LAGOON  AREA THERE THAN ANYONE ELSE AND  IT WAS ATTRIBUTED TO THE HIGH NUTRIENT  TO THE  WATER. SO WE DIDN'T REALLY WANT  TO ADD TO  THAT  LITTLE PROBLEM.  

AND IT WAS A VERY CONTROVERSIAL  ISSUE BECAUSE I REMEMBER THERE WERE  A LOT OF PEOPLE IN A HOTEL THAT  WERE OPPOSED TO THE PROJECT  TO BEGIN  WITH.  

INDEED.  

DOT FROM THE COST OF IT, THEY  JUST LIKE DOING EVERYTHING THE OLD  WAY AND WE JUST  COULDN'T CONTINUE, I KNOW THAT,  IN THAT AREA. I'VE HEARD SOME  NUMBERS FOR 300-$500,000 PER YEAR  THAT THIS IS COSTING US. AND  I DON'T KNOW WHERE THAT  NUMBER CAME FROM. BUT  I'D LIKE TO EXPLORE SOME AVENUES  THAT I'M MENTIONED, AND AS A MANAGER  WE DO HAVE SOME LAND THAT COULD  BE USED FOR AGRICULTURE. ONE OF  THE BIGGEST PROBLEMS WE HAVE IN  THE COUNTRY AND IN THE  STATE IS WITH FUTURE FARMERS. BECAUSE  LAND IS SO EXPENSIVE,  AND I'M WONDERING WHETHER THE FUTURE  FARMERS OF  AMERICA IN SOUTHEAST VOLUSIA ARE  USING THAT, MAYBE WE COULD WORK  SOME KIND OF AGREEMENT OUT WHERE  WE COULD STILL HAVE A PLACE TO PUT  THE AFFLUENT, AND THEY COULD COME  IN THERE AND FOR THE AREA AND GET  THAT EXPERIENCE THAT THEY NEED.  I KNOW  UP IN THE  JULIANNE SPRINGS AREA, ONE GENTLEMAN  HAD A HUGE AREA BECAUSE HE WAS  TAKING AS THE PLANT AND HE WAS SPREADING  IT OUT  AROUND CHRISTMAS TREES IN HIS BOOK  WAS SELLING CHRISTMAS TREES FOR  THE SOCIAL FUND FOR THE KIDS. SO  THERE'S THE  POSSIBILITIES. SO MAYBE THEY ARE  NOT INTERESTED THAT I'D LIKE TO  SEE  SOME  ALTERNATIVES. AND I'D LIKE TO LOOK  AT  THAT  VERY COMPLETELY. AND  THERE WAS LOTS OF HE'S IN  CONTEMPT THEY ARE.  

[INDISCERNIBLE] WAS ORIGINALLY  PART OF THIS IS THE PLANNING AREA  AND WE HAD ONE MEETING  WHERE -- WITHIN TWO  WEEKS IT TURNED AROUND. THEY  WERE DEEPLY CONCERNED BY THE IDEA  OF AN ASSESSMENT PROCESS AND THAT'S  REALLY WHAT  IT WAS.  

THEY PASSED A  BAN.  

YES, FOR FIVE YEARS YOU COULD  NOT TALK ABOUT WASTEWATER AND THE  CITY OF OAK HILL.  

 I  REMEMBER THAT.  

A COUPLE OF DAYS AGO THIS WAS  THE ITEM TO SHORE FOR THE CHANNEL  NINE NEWS AND  I'M LOOKING AROUND TO SEE  IF HE'S LISTENING AND HE'S  NOT.  

HE IS LISTENING. CHANNEL KEPT  REITERATING THAT WE WERE TALKING  ABOUT THE BEACHES, AND I CALLED  HIM AND TOLD HIM NOT TO COME  HERE  FOR THE BEACHES.  

[SPEAKER/AUDIO FAINT AND UNCLEAR]  

THIS IS A GOOD STORY DESPITE  WHAT WE'VE BEEN HEARING FOR  THE LAST COUPLE OF DAYS, AND  MARY DID GIVE US A GOOD LESSON HERE.  PATTI AND I DID SERVE TOGETHER  ON THE COUNCIL. IT WAS DONE FOR  THE RIGHT REASONS AND MORE IMPORTANTLY  WE HAD CONVERSATIONS YESTERDAY KNOWS  RECENTLY ABOUT MOSQUITO WITHIN AND  THE DAMAGE IS BEING DONE. THIS WAS  ONE OF THE ISSUES, THE SURFACE WATER  WAS A SIGNIFICANT ISSUE  FOR THE FORMER COUNCILS, AND I'M  PROUD THAT WE TOOK THE POSITION  THAT WE WOULD NOT  DO SURFACE WATER DISCHARGE. THAT  WAS INCREDIBLY IMPORTANT. I  THINK  IT'S IMPORTANT TO READER IS THAT  THERE ARE NO GENERAL FUND DOLLARS.  SO, WHATEVER HAPPENS HERE IS THE  RATEPAYERS BUSINESS, IF NOT DOLLARS  THAT ARE IMPACTED BY  THE GENERAL --  

IF I COULD ADD HERE, THERE ARE  NO TAX DOLLARS. THESE ARE  JUST DISPOSAL FEES  THAT PEOPLE PAY.  

AND  OAK HILL THEY ORIGINALLY WE'RE AMENDED  IT DID GET AN EARFUL FROM THEIR  CONSTITUENTS AND THEN PASSED A BAN  ON EVEN TALKING ABOUT IT.  BUT IT DIDN'T MATTER -- IT MATTER  TO THE SENSE  THAT IT CREATED OUR ONLY ENTITY  THAT WE HAD A FEELING PACKAGE PLANS  UP AND DOWN THE  COASTLINE. AND THE RULE IS OUT OF  TALLAHASSEE, IF THEY FAIL HIS COUNTY  GOVERNMENT THAT PICKS THAT UP. YOU'RE  THE ONES WHO HAVE TO DEAL WITH THE  OUTFALL OF FAILING PACKAGE PLANTS.  WE HAVE A LOT OF THEM, WE STILL  HAVE A FEW AROUND IT  THAT  WE ARE TRYING TO DEAL WITH. SO WE  HAD AN OBLIGATION TO CORRECT THE  SITUATION WITH DETAILING PACKAGE  PLANS TO MAKE SURE THAT WE WERE  NOT POLLUTING THE LAGOON AND WE  WERE ALSO PROVIDING AN ECONOMIC  DEVELOPMENT TOOL FOR THE FUTURE  FOR SOUTHEAST VOLUSIA. EVERYONE  KNOWS YOU HAVE TO HAVE SEWER AND  WATER AND IF YOU ARE GOING TO GROW  YOUR ECONOMY, AND THIS HOPEFULLY  AS THE ECONOMY TURNS AROUND WILL  DO THIS. AND WHAT IS THE VALUE?  TO CHECK WITH THE TAXABLE  VALUE OF ATLANTA?  

NO, I'M SORRY.  I WAS GET THAT BEFORE  WE LEAVE TODAY.  

IT DOESN'T ADD  TO THE TAX ANYWAY.  

I THINK MR. PATTERSON'S IDEA  IS A GOOD ONE, AND THERE'S A CHARTER  SCHOOL DOWN THERE AND I THINK THEY  ARE WORKING MOSTLY ON SOME SPACE  STUFF, BUT I DON'T KNOW, WE MAY  WANT TO APPROACH THE CHARTER SCHOOL  AND SEE IF THEY HAVE AN INTEREST  IN WORKING  WITH US. RECLAIMED WATER LINES,  I'M ASSUMING THAT OAK HILL HAS NO  INTEREST IN DOING WEEKLY BORDERLINES  BECAUSE  OF THE EXPENSE.  

NO, NOT AS  A RETROFIT. I THINK WE HAVE THE  OPPORTUNITY AS NEW DEVELOPMENT COMES  ON BUT TO RETROFIT WE WOULD BE HAPPY  TO LIMIT THE SUBJECT.  

AND I GUESS THE VOLUME OF THE  HOME SOMETHING TO DO A RETROFIT  WOULD NOT BE FINANCIALLY FEASIBLE  EITHER?  

IT WOULD BE  A REAL CHALLENGE.  

OKAY. WHILE IT DID CLOSE UP SOME  PACKAGE PLANS AND GOT RID OF  SOME THAT IT TAKES. I THINK ORNAMENTAL  ALWAYS, WE HAVE A COUPLE  OF GROWERS HERE.  

ONLY HAVE TO DO IS ASK MAYOR  GREEN, AND HE WOULD TELL US.  

HE MIGHT KNOW SOME STUFF BUT  THE WORDS  ARE DOING OUR ORNAMENTAL ALWAYS  AND THEIR FARMERS. SO BOTTOM LINE  FOR ME, THIS IS NOT THE BOONDOGGLE  THAT HAS BEEN PAINTED OUT FOR THE  LAST FEW  DAYS  FOR ME.  

AND IT'S KEPT OUR  RATES  ALSO COMPETITIVE, AND THAT MAKES  IT REASONABLE IN TERMS OF THE COST  OF THE CONSUMER. SO  NOT EVERYTHING THAT'S IN THERE MENTALLY  ORIENTED IS MORE EXPENSIVE.  

ARE WASTEWATER RATES ARE CERTAINLY  COMPETITIVE, JUST LOOKING  AT EDGEWATER, WE HAVE A HIGHER BASE  SO THE COST IS A BIT HIGHER AT THE  BOTTOM, THEN THEY EQUALIZE IT AT  ABOUT 7000 GALLONS --  

WHICH IS  ABOUT THE AVERAGE.  

SO IT'S JUST A MATTER OF HOW  THEY ARE STRUCTURED IN TERMS OF  WHERE YOU ARE IN  THE  SPECTRUM, BUT THAT'S COMPETITIVELY  PRICED SERVICE.  

THIS KIND OF SEGUES INTO TWO  THINGS, ONE THAT WE HAD A CONVERSATION  WITH EARLIER IN  THE  TRI- PARTY AGREEMENT AND THE FIVE-YEAR  MORATORIUM I BELIEVE  HAS EXPIRED SINCE 10. SO WE ARE  ALLOWED TO TALK  ABOUT  IT, BUT  THERE IS I THINK A RENEWED INTEREST  TO REVIEW THE TRI- PARTY AGREEMENT  AS FAR AS THE WATER  GOES. BUT WAS REALLY INTERESTING  IS LAST NIGHT I ATTENDED A MEETING  AT THE CITY OF EDGEWATER AT  THE INDIAN RIVER  LAGOON UPDATE, AND IT'S PROVEN TO  BE A GOOD  PARTNER IN SETTING THIS UP  AND LOOKING AT THIS BECAUSE, I DO  NOT DONE THIS BACK THEN, THE CONTAMINATION  AS WE KNOW OF THE LAGOON WITH   A SUPERB ANALOGY AND THE GROUND  TIED IT -- I MEAN, THE NUMBERS I  TOOK DOWN JUST FROM THE INDIAN  RIVER LAGOON AND SOUTH, THE  STATE  AND FEDS ALLOCATED $3.7 MILLION  FOR AN INDIAN RIVER  LAGOON PROTECTION INITIATIVE. THIS  COULD BE ONE OF THE SOLUTIONS WERE  THE CAUSES THAT YOU ARE VERY PROACTIVE  ON. IT DOESN'T APPEAR LIKE THAT  WHEN YOU JUST  LOOKED AT NUMBERS. AND I UNDERSTAND  THAT BECAUSE I SPENT TWO AND A  HALF HOURS LISTENING TO STATE AGENCIES,  TO LOCALS, TO  THE LOCAL GOVERNMENTS, THIS  IS A VERY  -- IT REFLECTS CRISIS, AND HOW WE  DEAL WITH THIS UNTIL WE PARTNER  WITH THEM. BUT I CAN TELL YOU THAT  FROM THE LOCALS  DOWN THERE AND THE ENTITIES THAT  I SPOKE TO, THEY DO WANT TO COME  TO THE WINDOW AGAIN WITH US AND  LOOK AT OTHER  OPTIONS. WE MIGHT BE WILLING TO  PARTNERS TO DEEP SOME OF THIS BACK  OVER TO THEM AND LET THEM TAKE IT  AND PROCEED WITH THEIR  COMMUNITY. SO THAT DIALOGUE IS GOING  ON AND IT'S VERY  TIMELY. IT ACTUALLY AT THE END OF  THE DAY I THINK IT WOULD LOOK AT  THIS, A TERM THAT I WOULD PUT ON  IT IS THE COST OF DOING  BUSINESS AND PROTECTING IT. YES,  IT'S IN  ORANGE GROVE, BUT  ALSO THANKS FOR THE CHRISTMAS   GIFT  LAST YEAR, STAFF.  ANYWAY,  THAT'S ALL.  

HAVING BEEN KIND OF A FARMER  FOR YEARS, THERE'S  THIS THING CALLED  WATER LEACHING, AND THE WATER AND  ITS CONTAMINANTS HAVE A CRAZY HABIT  OF  GOING DOWN HILL. UNLESS YOU ARE  IN OUTER SPACE. I'M WONDERING, HAS  ANYONE TESTED THE WATER  QUALITY FROM  THAT DIRECT LINE PLANT AND THAT  WHEN YOUR RELATIONSHIP  TO THE  LAGOON, AND THAT WATERLINE?  

I BELIEVE WE DO HAVE WELLS THAT  ARE  PART  OF THAT. IT'S IMPORTANT THAT THE  AREA  THAT'S  UNDER IRRIGATION,.  

THE RIDGE -- THERE  WOULD GO.  

THAT IS A BETTER MAP.  

WHAT THIS SHOWS IS THE  ORANGE BOUNDARY WHICH IS WHAT WE  ACQUIRED AND THE YELLOW BOUNDARY  IS  WHAT'S IRRIGATED. AND IT'S SUPPOSED  TO BE  A CLEANSING PROCESS, SO CLEARLY  YOU DON'T WANT TO GO UP  TOWARDS THOSE WETLANDS, SO WE HAVE  KNOCKED THIS OUT IN TERMS  OF THE BEST AND HIGHEST TREATMENT  IN TERMS OF DISPOSAL TO AVOID ANY  KIND OF IMPACT.  

WELL BECAUSE, I'M JUST LOOKING,  I DON'T HAVE THAT MAP IN FRONT  OF ME, BUT --  

JUST TO ORIENT YOU, THAT LOWER  REDLINE THAT YOU SEE THERE WHERE  IT COMES BACK DOWN  TO  THE SOUTH, YOU  HAVE SOME OF THAT COMING  OUT  FOR SUNDAY.  

WELL, THIS WATER IS NOT IMPOSSIBLE,  BUT IT CAN BE USED FOR  ROAD CONSTRUCTION. I WAS TELLING  HIMSOME OF THE THINGS I USED TO  DO YEARS AGO. I DREW THE  BIG WATER TRUCK TO KEEP VICTORIA  GARDENS WET WHEN WORKING  ON  THAT SECTION. AND MY BIG CONCERN  IS, WE HAVE HEARD SO  MUCH ABOUT INDIAN RIVER LAGOON CONTAMINATION,  I JUST WANT TO MAKE SURE THAT WE  ARE TESTING THE SOIL AND WATER AROUND  THERE AND WE ARE NOT PART  OF  THAT PROBLEM.  

ABSOLUTELY. THIS  PLANT  OPERATES A SECONDARY TREATMENT LEVEL  AND WHAT THAT MEANS IS THAT SUITABLE  FOR CULTIVATION. IT LEAVES THE NUTRIENTS  IN THERE AND THAT'S WHAT MAKES  IT SUITABLE. AND WE WOULD BE  TREATING NOT TO A TERTIARY LEVEL  WHICH IS A HIGHER  LEVEL AND HIGHER COSTS. AND SO PART  OF THIS PLAN EFFICIENCY WAS HAVING  IT ON THE GROVE AND TREATING  IT FOR THAT USE AS OPPOSED TO HAVING  A HIGHER LEVEL.  

A LOT OF THESE THINGS THAT WE  ARE TALKING ABOUT IN TERMS OF THESE  NUTRIENT LEVELS ARE NOT  THINGS THAT ARE INHERENTLY DANGEROUS,  BUT LIKE YOU SAID THEY MIGHT HAVE  TOO MUCH NUTRIENT.  IT'S NOT JUST THE WATER, BUT THEY  ARE TAKING UP  THE NUTRIENTS. AND PEOPLE DO  THAT BY PUTTING ON FERTILIZER. THIS  IS USED AS A TYPE  OF FERTILIZER BECAUSE YOU KNOW FERTILIZER  WHICH IS GOOD IN A FIELD THAT IS  NOT GOOD IF IT RUNS INTO A  FIELD WERE STRAINED AND OPPOSED  THE STREAM. YOU ARE PUTTING IT INTO  A NATURAL PROCESS. THE MORE YOU  TREAT IT -- AND I'M DOING THIS MORE  FOR THE INTERNET BECAUSE YOU AND  I  HAVE TALKED. THEN YOU HAVE PLACES  WHERE IT GETS VERY EXPENSIVE, SOME  PLACES LIKE PHOENIX WHERE THEY TAKE  THE AFFLUENT, TREATED WELL ENOUGH  AT THE  BACK AND  START DRINKING AGAIN.  

OIL  AND WATER ALERT.  

GAS. NOW I JUST WANT TO CLARIFY  THAT WE ARE NOT PART OF THE  INDIAN RIVER PROBLEM. I'VE BEEN  LOOKING AT THE SCRATCHING  MY HEAD.  

NOW, WE HAVE -- HOW MANY ACRES  ARE WE SPRAYING  WATER ON?  

184. I SEE A 12-ACRE  ROUGHLY IN ORANGE  GROVE. I MEAN, THERE'S ONLY  ONE LITTLE SQUARE.  

ORANGE GROVES ARE IN  DIFFERENT LOCATIONS. THEY STARTED  OUT, WE WILL ALL OVER 200 ACRES  FOR NOW WE ARE BELOW  A HUNDRED. IT'S BEEN DYING OUT  -- IT'S NOT DYING OUT,  IT'S  AGING  OUT.  

YES.  

I GUESS THE BIG QUESTION HERE,  WE'VE TALKED ABOUT THAT FOR A WORKING  WITH US AND MAYBE THE COUNTY GETTING  IN  THERE AND PLANTING  ALL LIVES OR KUDZU OR WHAT EVER  YOU WANT TO  PLANT OUT THERE. WE HAVE  PLENTY  OUT THERE. AND I HAVE A BIG QUESTION,  WOULD WE BE OPTION FOR THE POSSIBILITY  OF LOSING IT TO SOME YOUNG ARMOR  THAT WOULD LIKE TO COME OUT? I LIKE  THAT IDEA ALTHOUGH WE'LL STILL USE  IT FOR THE AFFLUENT, WE DON'T HAVE  TO CHARGE HIM FOR THE IRRIGATION  DITCHES THAT THE COST OF FARMING,  AND HE COULD ACTUALLY  CREATE JOBS. AND  PAY US, TOO.  

I THINK THAT'S A VERY VIABLE  OPTION, AND I WOULD LOOK AT IT IN  TERMS OF, WHAT KIND OF LEASE WOULD  WE BE LOOKING  OUT  OR WHAT KIND OF CAPITOL INVESTMENT  WOULD BE MAKING? OBVIOUSLY IT SHOULD  BE PUSHED TO SOME OF THE CAPITAL  INVESTMENT, AND THEN, WHAT DOES  THAT MEAN TO THE OVERALL OPERATION  BOX.  

I'M LOOKING AT THE SIZE OF  THIS THING. YOU COULD PROBABLY START  NOT ONLY 10 OR 12 OF 1  ACRE FARMS  OR 2-ACRE  OR  10-ACRE  FARMS, IT LOOKS LIKE  TO THE NORTH AND IT LOOKS  LIKE  THE  HIGHER PRODUCTION, AND THAT WAS  A HIGHLY PRODUCTIVE AREA THAT DOESN'T  REALLY  INTERFERE WITH THE  PLANTING  AT ALL.  

AND THAT ALLOWS THE SOUTHEAST  REGION TO GROW IN A NUMBER OF WAYS.  

WELL I WOULD BE TOLD WITH SUPPORTIVE  OF LOSING THIS OUT TO  PRIVATE INDIVIDUALS. LET'S JUST  GET OUT OF THE FRUIT GROWING BUSINESS  AND VEGETABLE BUSINESS, LET'S GET  OUT OF THAT AND LET SOMEONE  ELSE  DO IT.  

MR. WAGNER?  

THAT'S EXACTLY WHAT  PAT PATTERSON SAID.  

IF THERE IS A CHEAPER WAY OF  DOING IT, I'M FINE WITH THAT. BUT  I ALSO  SUPPORT PATTERSON'S DESCRIPTION.  

AND MR. PATTERSON?  

I WAS GOING TO SAY, IF YOU COULDN'T  FIND SOMEBODY OUT THERE THAT WAS  INTERESTED IN LEASING IT, I'M LOOKING  AT THE OPTION OF USING IT  FOR EDUCATIONAL PURPOSES, WITH  US, NOT JUST IN A JOINT GIVING IT  AWAY, BUT WORKING  OUT SOMETHING IN THE  CHAIR OFFICE, BECAUSE RIGHT NOW  IT IS HARD, WHEN IT  IS SO EXPENSIVE AND THE WAY THE  INHERITANCE TAXES ARE EATING UP  FARMLAND FOR OUR COUNTRY, WE ARE  NOT HAVING ANY YOUNG  FARMERS COMING IN TO DO BUSINESS  LIKE  WE USED TO.  

AS NOISY?  

JUST WANTED TO REITERATE  THAT, WHILE WE ARE ALL WANT TO  LOOK AT OPTIONS, THOSE OPTIONS HAVE  TO INCLUDE  GOURMET  DINNER MENTAL CONSIDERATIONS AND  THE COMMITMENT  BY ANYONE WHO WOULD LOOK AT LEASING  THE PROPERTY TO MEET  THE ENVIRONMENTAL CONDITIONS, BECAUSE  THAT IS WHY WE ENTERED  INTO THIS ORIGINALLY. THAT, AND  THE ECONOMIC VALUE OF  PUTTING SEWERS AND AND IN  THE ENVIRONMENTAL VALUE OF  GETTING PEOPLE OFF THE SEPTIC TANKS  AT GETTING THOSE PLANTS UNDER  CONTROL. SO I LIKE  THE EDUCATIONAL IDEA, I THINK THAT'S  THE OPPORTUNITY TO DO THAT.  I'M INTERESTED IN  HEARING MORE, MS. DENISE HAS INDICATED  THAT  OAK HILL IS OPEN TO DISCUSSION,  AND I THINK THOSE  ARE IMPORTANT DISCUSSIONS TO HAVE.  BUT IN THE END WHEN IT'S ALL SAID  AND DONE, IT IS THE RATEPAYERS  WHO WILL EITHER HAVE THE VALUE OR  NOT IN ANY OF THESE DISCUSSIONS.  THEY ARE THE ONES WHO WILL BENEFIT  OR NOT BENEFIT. IT IS  NOT A GENERAL FUND ISSUE, AND THAT  NEEDS TO  BE REITERATED AGAIN, BECAUSE PEOPLE  THINK SHUTTING THIS DOWN WILL SAVE  THEM $500,000 BUT THAT  IS  NOT HAPPENING.  

NO. AND I REITERATED THAT SAME  EXACT STATEMENT YESTERDAY. THIS  IS ONE OF THOSE  FUNDS. IF WE MAKE A MILLION DOLLARS  AND GO STRAIGHT BACK INTO THAT FUND,  IT DOES NOT GO BACK INTO THE GENERAL  FUND AND WE WOULD HAVE NO CONTROL  OVER WHERE THAT MONEY GOES AND WHAT  IT  GETS SPENT ON.  

NOW WE TO HAVE TWO CITIZENS  --  

I WAS GOING TO COMMENT FOR THE  COUNCIL THAT THE ONLY DIRECTION  I NEED TODAY IS SORT OF A NOD  OF THE HEAD, BECAUSE WHAT I'M PLANNING  ON DOING IS GOING FORWARD WITH OAK  HILL AND EDGEWATER SO  YOU MIGHT WANT TO START  SOME DISCUSSIONS  WITH THEM. AND WHAT POTENTIAL IF  WE CONTINUE TO RUN IT, WHAT WE PREFER  TO DO. THIS IS NOT AN IMMEDIATE  ISSUE BY ANY MEANS, WE HAVE A LOT  OF THINGS THAT ARE PROBABLY  A LOT  MORE IMMEDIATE, AND  THEY SEE AS  BRINGING THIS UP LATER IN THE YEAR.  WE WILL EITHER HAVE SOME IDEAS OF  WHAT CAN HAPPEN WITH THE OTHER COMMUNITIES,  WHETHER WE SHOULD DO SOMETHING TOGETHER  OR GO IN A DIFFERENT DIRECTION IN  TERMS OF THE PRODUCT AND HOW WE  INVOLVE  PEOPLE IN IT. SO WE WILL LOOK AT  ALL THOSE DIFFERENT OPTIONS AND  SOMETIME IN THE FUTURE THE COUNCIL  LIKE TO SCHEDULE SOMETHING WHERE  WE WILL BE OUT HERE AND  WE CAN GET THE BETTER DIRECTION.  BUT AT THIS POINT I THINK THE ONLY  THING I NEED IS AN UNDERSTANDING  SO THERE  IS NO MISUNDERSTANDING, I THINK  I SHOULD BE LETTING YOU KNOW THAT  IT'S TIME TO TALK TO OAK YOU'LL  AND EDGEWATER TO EXPLORE  POSSIBILITIES. BECAUSE IN SOME WAYS  WHILE I DO BELIEVE THIS IS A REALLY  GOOD THING THAT THE COUNCIL DID,  I DO THINK THERE COMES A  TIME THAT THIS IS PART OF AN  EVOLVING ECONOMY FROM RURAL TO URBAN.  THERE IS A TIME WHEN WE NEED TO  GET OUT  OF SOME SERVICES. WE ARE GRADUATING  TO TAKE THINGS LIKE OUR CONSOLIDATED  DISPATCH AND OTHER THINGS, AND SOME  OF THESE ARE BEST AT YOURSELF WHEN  YOU DIDN'T HAVE SO MUCH URBAN DEVELOPMENT  AND IN SOME CASES I THINK IS EASY  TO TAKE ON SOME OF THESE RESPONSIBILITIES,  AND IT MAY BE TIME TO DIVEST OURSELVES  OF SOME OF THIS AS LONG AS  THE ENVIRONMENT IS  PROTECTED. BECAUSE  NO MATTER WHAT ARRANGEMENT YOU HAVE,  WE CAN MAKE SITUATIONS THAT IT IS  TO BE OPERATED IN A CERTAIN WAY.  AND THE OTHER THING THAT MS. MURPHY  SAID, WHICH ULTIMATELY IS A SAD  THING, THERE ARE A LOT OF THESE  PRIVATE THINGS THAT GO INTO THESE  PLANTS, YOU KNOW WHAT HAPPENS WHEN  THEY FAIL. THEY DUMPED THEM ON THE  PUBLIC SECTOR AND WE HAVE TO FIX  THEIR MISTAKES. OR THEIR INABILITY  TO KNOCK THESE THINGS DOWN. SO WE  HAVE TO MAKE SURE THAT DOESN'T HAPPEN  IF WE LET GO OF THE  STRUCTURE. SO IF THAT'S OKAY WITH  THE COUNCIL AND I CAN START  TALKING TO EVERYONE, THEN WE CAN  START DOING THAT IN THE BACKGROUND  IF YOU LIKE.  

OKAY. I JUST DON'T WANT TO  GET IT BACK.  

ISSUERS, YOU  OWN IT. [LAUGHTER]  

I REMEMBER YEARS AGO THAT THE  NUMBERS ALL OVER THIS COUNTY, THESE  LITTLE PACKAGE PLANTS FAILING AND  PEOPLE WALKING AWAY AND IT  BECAME OUR PROBLEM.  

WE STILL HAVE SOME OF THOSE  HANGING OUT THERE, THAT ARE IN DANGER  OF FAILING. BUT THERE  ARE FAILED SYSTEMS.  

YES, AND THEN WE ARE STUCK WITH  TRYING TO FIX SOMETHING THAT WAS  IMPROPERLY DESIGNED,  RUN  OR FINANCE.  

 OKAY. MS.DAUGHERTY,.  

THIS IS GREAT. I'M LOOKING AT  THIS AND TRYING TO FIGURE OUT WHERE  EVERYTHING IS IN MANY GO TO A COMPUTER  AND YOU BRING UP GOOGLE EARTH, AND  YOU CAN SEE THAT  GREEN POD REALLY WELL, AND THE ORANGE  TREES. SO YOU ARE  RIGHT. WE DO GROW AND DEVELOP DIFFERENTLY  AS A COUNTY. THIS IS A PROJECT THAT  IS ALMOST 30  YEARS OLD. OR 25 YEARS OLD. SO  IT IS TIME  TO  SUPPORT  IT. AND IT KEEPS THE WATER OUT  OF THE LAGOON.  

MR. JOHN KANE, WOULD YOU PLEASE  COME TO THE PODIUM. THEN  AFTER HIM WILL BE MR. TONY  LEADBETTER. AND IF THERE IS ANYONE  ELSE WHO WISHES TO SPEAK ON THE  ISSUE, PLEASE GO OUT A YELLOW FORM  AND GET TO MS. MARCY.  

I NEED YOUR NAME AND YOUR ADDRESS.  

GOOD MORNING MR. CHAIRMAN AND  COUNCIL MEMBERS. I LIVE AT 101  UNIVERSITY BLVD. IN DAYTONA BEACH.  I JUST WANTED TO THANK  VERY AND FOR THE PRESENTATION, I'VE  BEEN ENLIGHTENED. IT WAS A GREAT  PRESENTATION AND I WASN'T AWARE  OF THIS PROBLEM FOR YEARS. SHE SPOKE  ABOUT ALTERNATIVE CROPS --  

PLEASE STEP BACK  FROM THE MICROPHONE.  

MARIANNA SPOKE ABOUT POSSIBLE  ALTERNATIVE CROPS OTHER THAN ORANGES,  AND I DON'T KNOW IF YOU REMEMBER  ABOUT FIVE OR SIX YEARS AGO IN LIKE  A COUNTY THERE WAS A COMPANY CALLED  GEORGIA ENERGY  THAT WANTED TO PLANT SWEET SORGHUM  IN FLAGLER AND THEN DEVELOP IT INTO  AN ETHANOL PLANT. AND I SPOKE  ABOUT IT HERE AT THE COUNCIL, BUT  THE PEOPLE HERE REJECTED IT BECAUSE  THEY THOUGHT THE PLANT WITH A 75-FOOT  STACK WOULD BE UP SEEN  IN THE  AREA AND EVERYTHING. THEN GEORGIA  ENERGY WENT TO PAT'S HOMETOWN AROUND  GEORGIA SAINT LUCIE AND DEVELOPED  IT AROUND THERE. BUT ONE CROP THAT  MIGHT BE SUITABLE FOR  THE AREA IS SWEET SORGHUM. IT  USES TONS OF WATER, AND  IT'S A CROP THAT IS USED IN  ETHANOL MANUFACTURING AND IT PROVIDES  A BETTER  YIELD THAN CORN.  

AND SO  AN OPPORTUNITY MIGHT BE THERE FOR  US TO LOOK INTO  IT. IT GROWS WILD AND IF IT  COMES FROM A EXCELLENT PLANT, SOMEWHAT.  WE WILL BURN IT AND IT WILL PROVIDE  FORECASTS MAYBE. BUT I THINK IT'S  GOOD  TO  LOOK INTO.  

AND THE COUNTY  CONTROLS OR OWNS THEM, AND THERE  MIGHT BE OTHER  ACRES THAT LEND  THEMSELVES READILY TO START PRODUCTION.  BUT I WOULD REALLY LIKE TO SEE US  GO IN THE DIRECTION OF  PRODUCING ENERGY. FLORIDA CAN BECOME  AN ENERGY STATE. I KNOW THAT  ETHANOL HAS A LOT OF BAD PUBLICITY  AND SO FORTH, BUT  THEY UTILIZE THAT  IN THE CORN GROWING STATES. BUT  SWEET SORGHUM IS A GOOD CROP AND  IT YIELDS PER METRIC TON MORE ENERGY  THAN THE CORN AND IT'S NOT  A FOOD PRODUCT.  

PLEASE  LOOK  INTO  IT.  

MR. LEADBETTER. IS THERE A  TONY  LEADBETTER HERE?  

YES. YOU HAVE THREE MINUTES SERVE.  I'M CHAIRMAN OF THE REPUBLICAN  PARTY. IT SEEMS THAT SOME ARE  CONFUSED ABOUT MY FIGURE. WHAT YOU  SAW ON THE SCREEN  WERE AVERAGES. I WENT BACK THROUGH  2007 AND I LOOKED AT THE ACTUAL  BUDGET FIGURES, I LOOKED  AT THE ACTUAL EXPENDITURES AND  I LOOKED AT THE ACTUAL REVENUES.  IF YOU WANT TO GO  BACK TO 2007, AT THE YEAR AND GET  THE NUMBERS, THE  NUMBERS SHOW THAT  WILL  BE A $550, 000 LOSS.  

JUST LOOK AT THAT AND I WILL  BE READY TWO-POINT OUT TO YOU. IT  DOESN'T MATTER WHERE THE LOSS IS,  IT'S A LOSS. IT'S  $557,000 THAT WENT AWAY. SO  SOMEBODY MIGHT BE BACK IN THE  LAST FIVE YEARS MIGHT SHOULD --  MAYBE SHOULD  HAVE LOOKED AT THIS. MAYBE SOMETHING  SHOULD HAVE BEEN DONE FIVE YEARS  AGO, BUT ALSO,  IN THESE FIGURES, YOU  ALL HAVE PLANTED 6500 TREES IN THE  LAST FIVE YEARS. AND AT THE END  OF THE DAY MOST OF THEM ARE  DEAD. THAT LAST POINT IS, I LIKE  TO THANK BLAME FOR DOING  HIS JOB. CHANNEL NINE NEWS WENT  AND DID HIS JOB. HE GOT  THE INFORMATION FROM ME. I PLEAD  GUILTY. I GAVE HIM THE INFORMATION  YESTERDAY. AND ONCE HE CONFIRMED  THAT HE TOOK HIS TRUCK DOWN THERE  AND TOOK THE PICTURES OF  THE DEAD ORANGE TREES. I COMMEND  HIM FOR DOING HIS  JOB. HE'S REPORTING  THE NEWS.  

SO I VITIATE HEARING WHY  IS THIS WAS DONE, I DIDN'T KNOW  THAT. I UNDERSTAND IT'S A GOOD THING  BECAUSE WE HAVE TO DEAL  WITH WASTEWATER, BUT THERE IS  STILL $555,000 OF SOMEBODY'S MONEY  THAT HAS BEEN WASTED. THANK YOU  FOR YOUR TIME.  

THANK YOU SIR. ANY  FURTHER COMMENT FROM COUNCIL? ME  PERSONALLY, I THINK THIS SORT OF  IDEA IS  A  GOOD IDEA.  

COULD WE GET AN ANSWER ON  THE 500,000?  

I WILL MAKE THIS  VERY QUICK. THERE'S NO LOSS, THERE'S  A COST TO RUN THE  PLANT. WHAT HAPPENS IS, YOU ORANGE  CROP VARIES AND THE ORANGE  CROP OFFSETS THE COST. SO IF YOU  DIDN'T SELL AS MANY ORANGES, YOU  DIDN'T OFFSET THE COST. THE COST  FOR PROVIDING THE SERVICE  TO GET THE READING OF THE AFFLUENT  WHICH IS STILL THE COST. SO IF YOU  DON'T USE ORANGE TREES THAN YOU  HAVE TO USE OF THE PRODUCT BUT THE  FACT IS YOU WILL NEVER AVOID THE  COST OF GETTING THE AFFLUENT. WHAT  YOU'RE HOPING IS THAT THE ORANGE  CROP  WILL  HELP OFFSET. NOW IF YOU DIDN'T  HAVE ORANGE TREES, YOU WOULDN'T  HAVE ORANGE REVENUE BUT IT'S BEEN  A LOT MORE MONEY TO COVER A LOT  MORE PROPERTY TO PROVIDE  A LOT MORE AFFLUENT. THERE  IS NO LOSS, THAT'S JUST A COST  OVERRUN IN THE AFFLUENT FROM THE  COST AND POINT.  

IN OTHER WORDS, THE ORANGES  WERE GREEDY OR ANYTHING ON THE CAKE.  THEY  WERE ACTUAL COSTS TO  TRY TO OFFSET SOME  OF YOUR COSTS. SO  ALL THE LOSS WAS EXTRA REVENUE TO  OFFSET THE LOSS. YOU DIDN'T LOSE  ANYTHING  FROM THE OPERATION.  

THE ORANGE CROP VARIES AND THE  PRICE BECAUSE  OF  CITRUS BERRIES. THERE WERE ISSUES  THAT PEOPLE DIDN'T WANT ALL THE  ORANGES TO DISAPPEAR IN FLORIDA,  SO THAT WAS ONE OF THE DECISIONS  WHEN I GO BACK AND LOOK  AT MARIANNE'S NOTES ON WHY -- BECAUSE  PEOPLE SAID LET'S TRY TO KEEP  THE ORANGE GROVE.  

IT WAS  HEAVY DEVELOPMENT  PRESSURE. AND I DO THINK WE HAVE  TO LOOK AT NEW  PRODUCTS AND WE WILL LOOK AT ALL  THOSE DIFFERENT KINDS OF THINGS  TO DO IT AND ALSO WHO MIGHT RUN  IT. I DO LIKE THE  IDEA OF THE CITY BEING INTERESTED.  

AT THE OTHER POINT, WITH ANYONE  ON STAFF INTERVIEWED BY  THE CHANNEL NINE PERSON? OR AS TO  THE HISTORY ON THIS? OR WAS IT JUST  A ONE-SIDED STORY.  

WELL I GOT THE STORY FROM  MR. LEADBETTER, AND AS I'M TRYING  TO GET OUT OF HERE AND GO TO LUNCH  MR. BLAINE WALKS OUT HERE AND SAYS,  WHAT WOULD YOU DO WITH ALL THAT  MONEY IF YOU GOT RID OF  THAT THING AND SOLD AT?  

AND I SAID, I DON'T KNOW IF  WE BE ABLE TO PUT ALL THAT MONEY  WOULD HAVE TO GO INTO THE  UTILITY FUND THAT WE OPERATE. SO  I CLARIFIED HIM ON THAT.  

BUT HE DIDN'T SPEAK TO A STAFF  MEMBER THAT HAD  HISTORY OF IT.  

NO, JUST ME, I THINK.  

OKAY, THANK  YOU VERY MUCH.  

MR. WAGNER?  

THERE IS A  NEW  CROP COMING AND IT  MAY HAVE BEEN MENTIONED,  THERE'S ALWAYS MEDICINAL MARIJUANA.  

I KNEW  THAT WAS COMING. I HAD A FEELING  THAT WAS COMING.  

I THINK JOHN MORGAN OUT OF ORLANDO  MIGHT BE INTERESTED. POP-UP.  

ALL RIGHT,  MR. RICK CARL. HELP ME PLEASE. WE  HAVE A STAFF DISCUSSION FOR ITEM  SEVEN, EIGHT AND NINE. I UNDERSTAND  YOU'RE GOING TO MAKE ONE BIG PRESENTATION  FOR ALL THREE  AT ONE TIME?  

ESSER.  

RICK CARL, DIRECTOR OF AVIATION  AND ECONOMIC RESOURCES, AND THE  AIRPORT DIRECTOR. I'M HERE WITH  THE COOKS, AIRPORT DIRECTOR OF BUSINESS  DEVELOPMENT. STEVE HAS BEEN THE  LEAD ON THIS ITEM AND DETAIL,  AND SPECIAL THANKS TO KENT WILLIAMS  AND  MR. ECKERD'S OFFICE. BUT PRETTY  STRAIGHTFORWARD, AND THIS IS THE  COUNTY AND AIRPORT WORKING COLLABORATIVELY  WITH THE CITY OF DAYTONA  BEACH TO EXPAND THE LIST STATION  WHICH HAS BEEN A DEVELOPMENT CONSTRAINT  ON THE CORRIDOR. IT WILL DOUBLE  THE CAPACITY ALONG THAT  AREA AND HASSLE OF SERBIA AIRPORT  PROPERTY AS  WELL.  

STEVE, IF YOU HAVE ANY QUESTIONS  OR DETAILS, I WILL ASK  FOR APPROVAL ON TWO SEPARATE ITEMS.  

IS  THERE ANY DISCUSSION?  

I MOVE APPROVAL OF ITEM NUMBER  SEVEN. DO YOU  WANT THEM SEPARATELY?  

YES PLEASE.  

IT HAS BEEN MOVED TO SECOND  THAT ITEMS SEVEN --  WHO  PULLED  THIS?  

ARE RIGHT,.  

THE PURPOSE WAS SATISFIED  BY MR. CARL'S PRESENTATION.  

(PLEASE STAND BY WHILE CAPTIONERS  TRANSITION  AT  THIS TIME.) 
 THE REASON THESE HAVE NOT  GOT PULLED IS BECAUSE WE HAVEN'T  CAUGHT IT YET.  

CAN WE  ADD  YOUR CONGRATULATIONS  TO THE GROOM?  

ARE YOU NERVOUS?  

THERE'S TOO MUCH TO DO  TO  BE NERVOUS . MS. DENNIS, YOU  PULLED THAT ITEM?  

YES, MA'AM.  

THANK YOU,  MADAM CHAIR. PART OF  OUR PROGRAM HERE WITH ROB  EARHART IN ECONOMIC  DEVELOPMENT. AS YOU KNOW, WE FUND  SEVERAL PROGRAMS. WE . WE  FIND TEAM VOLUSIA, ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT  CORPORATION EVERY YEAR, WHICH YOU  WILL BE CONSIDERING LATER IN THE  YEAR TO DO  BUSINESS RECRUITING, BRINGING IN  NEW BUSINESS. WE ALSO SUPPORT THE  INCUBATOR TO HANDLE UP AND  COMING BUSINESSES. THIS GOES HAND  IN HAND WITH THE INCUE  BAY FOR AT STAGE TWO. IT'S  IMPORTANT PART OF OUR OPERATION.  ROB HAS WORKED VERY DILIGENTLY TO  BRING THIS PROJECT IN  AND REDUCE COSTS. ROB, IF YOU  COULD DO THAT, THANK YOU.  

ROB EARHART, ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT,  THE PROGRAM IS ONE OF THE TOOLS  IN OUR ECONOMIC  DEVELOPMENT TOOL KIT. WE'VE BEEN  BRING THIS FORWARD TO YOU TODAY  AT 20% REDUCED COST AS COMPARED  TO THE LAST TIME COUNCIL APPROVED  FUNDING FOR THIS PROGRAM. IT'S A  STATEWIDE PROGRAM THAT'S DIRECTLY  SPECIFICALLY TO STAGE TWO COMPANIES,  STAGE TWO COMPANIES ARE IDENTIFIED  AS THOSE WHO HAVE AT LEAST 10 EMPLOYEES,  GENERALLY NOT MORE THAN 99. AT LEAST  MORE THAN $1 MILLION A YEAR IN  ANNUAL REVENUE. GENERALLY NOT MORE  THAN 50 MILLION. THE IDEA ARE THESE  ARE COMPANIES THAT HAVE MOVED PAST  THE RISK STAGES IN TERMS ARE THEY  GOING TO MAKE IT OR NOT, AND THEY'VE  ESTABLISHED A BASELINE OF OPERATIONS  FOR THEIR COMPANY. THEY'RE NOW IN  A POSITION TO TRULY FOCUS MORE ON  THINGS ON A  STRATEGIC NATURE. THAT'S WHAT IS  THE FUTURE OF THEIR BUSINESS GOING  TO LOOK LIKE IN THE NEXT TWO TO  THREE YEARS. THE PROGRAM IS DESIGNED  TO PROVIDE TWO MAIN FOCUSES. ONE  IS SOMETHING CALLED  STRATEGIC RESEARCH. THAT'S A ONE  ONE ON ONE ENGAGEMENT FOR THE CEO  OF THE COMPANY  WITH THE UCF GROUP IN ORLANDO, THE  RESEARCH FOUNDATION CALLED THE  FLORIDA ECONOMIC GROWTH INSTITUTE  UNDER THE AUSPICES OF THE  GROWTH PROGRAM. WE'VE HAD  SEVERAL LOCAL CEO'S THAT HAVE PARTICIPATED  IN THIS AND NOTICED  A VALUE IN TERMS OF THE NUMBER OF  EMPLOYEES AND INCREASES IN REVENUE  AND CERTAINLY GAIN MORE FOCUS IN  WHAT THE FUTURE OF THEIR BUSINESS  MODEL LOOKS LIKE. IN ADDITION, THERE'S  THE OPPORTUNITY FOR  CEOS LOW RALLY TO -- LOCALLY TO  PARTICIPATE IN THE ROUND TABLE.  IT IS WHAT IT SOUNDS LIKE, IT'S  AN OPPORTUNITY FOR CEOs TO GET TOGETHER  WITH THEIR PEERS  IN  A  GENERALLY NONCOMPETITIVE AREA. COMPLIMENTARY  PRODUCTS AND SERVICES AND THEY LEARN  FROM EACH OTHER. THAT IS A  PROCESS THAT IS THEN FACILITATED  BY AN OUT STORE. THE  UNIQUE THING ABOUT THIS THING IS  WE'VE WORKED HARD  TO FIND WAYS  TO WORK 

     I HAVE TO PASS THE  GAVEL AND RECUSE MYSELF. YOU  HAVE SOME  PUBLIC PARTICIPATION . IF I RECALL  CORRECTLY. WHEN WE FIRST WENT INTO  THIS PROCESS, IT WAS INTENDED TO  BE PART  OF AN  ECONOMIC STRATEGY .  

THIS IS OUR THIRD YEAR?  

THIS IS THE THIRD  YEAR OF PARTICIPATING.  

OKAY. AND CAN YOU  IDENTIFY ANY PARTICULAR GROUPS OR  COMPANIES THAT HAVE TAKEN ADVANTAGE  OF THIS IN THE FIRST COUPLE OF YEARS.  

IN THE PAST YEAR, I HAVE SOME  QUOTES FROM  SOME CEOs HERE. AMERICAN  AEROSPACE CORPORATION PARTICIPATED  IN STRATEGIC RESEARCH AND A QUOTE  FROM THEIR CEO WAS THIS IS A  MOST IMPORTANT SERVICE, STARTED  GETTING US THINKING ABOUT THE  POTENTIAL MARKETPLACE. NEW PLANS  INCLUDE $150,000 INVESTMENT IN  NEW EQUIPMENT. ANOTHER FIRM,  BGA INDUSTRIES IN DAYTONA BEACH,  THIS PARTICIPATION IN THE RESEARCH  AND ROUND TABLE  DOUBLED THEIR REVENUE.  

I JUST WANTED TO PUT THAT ON  THE RECORD SO WE KNEW PEOPLE WERE  REALLY UTILIZING THE SERVICE. IT'S  A COST, BUT THERE'S A VALUE TO OUR  ECONOMIC COMMUNITY. THAT NEEDED  TO  BE STATED. THANK YOU, MADAM CHAIRMAN.  

YOU PULLED THIS AND I'M SURE  YOU HAD MORE DISCUSSION. I  KIND OF CALLED ON MS.  NORTHERN, BUT YOU ARE RECOGNIZED  TO CONTINUE. THAT'S OKAY BECAUSE  SHE ASKED ONE OF THE QUESTIONS THAT  I WANTED  TO  ASK TOO .  

IT'S A COMPLIMENTARY SERVICE.  THE PROGRAM IS ADMINISTERED OUT  OF THE SAME  OFFICE AT THE UNIVERSITY OF CENTRAL  FLORIDA AS IS THE PROGRAM UNDER  THE DIRECTION OF  TOM  O'NEIL.  

OKAY. I KNOW  YOU GAVE  QUOTES FROM CEOs THAT HAVE PARTICIPATED,  BUT HAVE YOU IDENTIFIED  STAGE TWO COMPANIES.  

THE REQUIREMENTS TO PARTICIPATE  IN THE PROGRAM WERE THAT THE  COMPANY QUALIFIES AS A STAGE 2 COMPANY.  

SO THE  CEOs YOU WERE QUOTING WERE IN  THAT CATEGORY THEN.  

I JUST  WANTED CLARIFICATION.  

WE HAVE A PERSON THAT WOULD  LIKE TO SPEAK. MR.  GORDON MEYERS? YOU'RE RECOGNIZED.  YOU  HAVE THREE MINUTES. THANK YOU AND  GOOD MORNING, COUNCIL. I LIVE  AT  2245 HIDDEN  TRAIL. I HEAR THESE TERMS  BUSINESS INCUBATOR,  ROUND TABLES. SOUNDS LIKE A LOT  OF TALK TO ME, $40,000  OF  THE TAXPAYER  MONEY, VOLUSIA COUNTY TAXPAYER FOR  PEOPLE TO GET AROUND SPEAKING. OKAY.  I'M A LAYMAN. THAT DOESN'T MAKE  MUCH SENSE. THINK OF GOVERNOR SCOTT  STANDING TO ME RIGHT NEXT TO ME  WHO VETOED THIS, THE  JOBS GOVERNOR. HE DIDN'T THINK THIS  WAS A GOOD IDEA. NOW, WE'RE TALKING  ABOUT $40,000 OF OUR  MONEY, AND WE'RE GOING TO BE --  I KNOW I'M GOING AGAINST A STREAM  HERE. I KNOW VOLUSIA COUNTY IS HEAVILY  INTO SUBSIDIZING  JOBS  PER SE LIKE WE CAN CREATE JOBS,  WHICH I DON'T  REALLY BELIEVE. PRIVATE ENTERPRISE  AND PRIVATE MONEY IS THE  MOST EFFICIENT GENERATOR OF JOBS.  HERE WE HAVE GOVERNMENT ASSERTING  THEMSELVES INTO THIS PROCESS. WHAT  ARE WE ASSERTING OURSELVES INTO  THIS PROCESS  FOR AS MANY BALLARD  STATED. THESE ARE STAGE TWO  GROWTH COMPANIES. THEY HAVE BETWEEN  1 BILLION AND 50 MILLION IN  ANNUAL REVENUES. THEY CAN'T GET  TOGETHER, PROVIDE THE MONEY FOR  THIS WITHOUT  INCLUDING OUR TAX  MONEY? I REMEMBER WHEN  VOLUSIA COUNTY ADDRESSED THE TRAN  PROBLEM AND THERE WAS PRETTY HEAVY  BREAST BEATING ABOUT WE'RE GOING  TO  RAISE THE FARES A QUARTER  TO 50 CENTS. THESE PEOPLE ARE IN  NEED. THEY'RE TRYING TO GET TO WORK.  THEY'RE GOING TO PAY AD VALOREM  TAX, POWER BILLS, BRIGHT HOUSE BILLS  WHICH ALL GO INTO THE GENERAL FUND  WHICH IS THIS TAX,  THIS $40,000. HOW CAN WE  JUSTIFY THIS? THIS IS,  IN MY LAYMAN'S TERMS, WELFARE  FOR THE RICH. I DON'T UNDERSTAND  THE SUBSIDY HERE. THESE PEOPLE CANNOT  GET TOGETHER ON THEIR OWN, WHETHER  IT BE WITH  CENTRAL FLORIDA OR DAYTONA  COLLEGE OR THEMSELVES AND PROVIDE  THIS SERVICE AND COME UP WITH THESE  IDEAS, BUT THEY NEED TO COME UP  WITH THIS TO ENHANCE  JOB GROWTH IN VOLUSIA  COUNTY. I DON'T  BUY IT. I'M UPSET WITH  ALL OF OUR -- IN  VOLUSIA COUNTY. WE'RE IN THE INDUSTRIAL  PARK BUSINESS. HOW DOES VOLUSIA  COUNTY WANT TO GET INTO THAT  BUSINESS? I KNOW WE SUBSIDIZE RENTS  AND WE FINANCE AND GIVE PEOPLE,  BUSINESSES, MONEY  TO COME HERE. I'M DISTURBED WITH  THAT WHOLE PRACTICE TO TELL YOU  THE TRUTH. I SEE A LOT OF MONEY  THAT SHOULDN'T  BE GOING THERE. I CAN UNDERSTAND  TRAN, THOSE PEOPLE NEED A  HANDOUT. DON'T SUBSIDIZE BUSINESS  IN  THIS  LEVEL. THANK  YOU.  

THANK YOU, MR. MEYERS FOR YOUR  TESTIMONY. WE APPRECIATE IT. IS  THERE  ANY  FURTHER DISCUSSION? ENTERTAINING  A MOTION FOR  APPROVAL? I HAVE  A QUESTION. YOU  RECOGNIZED.  

THANK YOU. ARE OTHER COUNTIES  INVOLVED WITH  THIS AND PARTICIPATE.  

THERE ARE PARTICIPANTS THROUGHOUT  THE STATE. I DON'T HAVE IF NUMBER  OF COUNTS, BUT IT'S A  SIGNIFICANT NUMBER. I KNOW THAT.  IF WE DON'T  PARTICIPATE, WHAT'S  THE IMPLICATION? WELL, WE  WOULD HAVE TO SEEK AN ALTERNATIVE  TO WORK TO FACILITATE GROWTH WITH  STAGE TWO COMPANIES. I DIDN'T SAY  IT BEFORE,  BUT GENERALLY REGARDED THAT SHE'S  THE GENERATOR OF JOBS IN THE STATE  OF FLORIDA ON AN  ACCELERATED BASIS AS COMPARED TO  STAGE  1 COMPANIES.  

WE'LL HAVE TO SEEK  AN ALTERNATIVE. I DON'T HAVE A  PLAN B AT  THIS POINT.  

I WOULD  ENTERTAIN A MOTION.  

I WOULD LIKE A CLARIFICATION  ON  THE GOVERNOR'S  VETO FUNDING WAS PROVIDED BY THE  LEGISLATURE AND IT WAS LINE ITEM  --  

IT WAS ONE OF HIS --  

IN THE  MAY  TIME FRAME. MR. HARPER MAY  HAVE ADDITIONAL  INFORMATION.  

I WOULD LIKE TO ADDRESS GOVERNOR  SCOTT --  

IF YOU WILL COME AND SAY  YOUR NAME AND YOUR  ADDRESS.  

NED HARPER, DIRECTOR  OF THE SMALL BUSINESS  --  

YOU HAVE THREE MINUTES.  

I WOULD LIKE TO BRING UP THAT  GOVERNOR SCOTT AND LEGISLATURE THIS  YEAR FOR THE FIRST  TIME EVER AWARDED $4,000 --  $4 MILLION TOWARDS THE SBDC TO PROVIDE  THESE  TYPES OF PROGRAMS. NOW THIS PROGRAM  BUT OTHER PROGRAMS TO  HELP GROW BUSINESSES BECAUSE HE  RECOGNIZES THE VALUE OF THE JOB  INCREASE AND THE RETURN ON  INVESTMENT IN HELPING BUSINESSES  PROVIDE THE SERVICE, PROVIDE SERVICES  FOR THIS SERVICE. THE OTHER COUNTIES  IN THE AREA, ORANGE  COUNTY, SEMINOLE COUNTY, LAKE COUNTY  DO SUPPORT THESE PROGRAMS. SO  WE ARE COMPETING ECONOMICALLY  WITH THE REST OF THE REGION, AND  THERE'S THE PROGRAMS AVAILABLE IN  THE OTHER  AREAS.  

THANK  YOU, SIR. SIT FURTHER DISCUSSION.  I HAVE A MOTION. I HAVE  A SECOND. IS THERE FURTHER DISCUSSION?  ALL IN FAVOR OF THE SAID MOTION,  LET IT BE KNOWN  BY SAYING AYE.  

OPPOSES? IT'S CARRIED. THAT'S  ITEM NUMBER 11.  

MADAM CHAIR, THAT WOULD BE 6-0  WITH  THE CHAIR UPSTANDING.  

THE RECORD  WILL  REFLECT 6-0 . I DID NOT REALIZE THAT'S WHAT  THIS IS ABOUT. FUNDING, I'VE BEEN  TALKING WITH  THE  INCUBATOR PROGRAM TO LOOK AT CREATING  A NEW COMPANY AND THAT'S  WHY I RECUSED MYSELF. CAN I HAVE  MY HAMMER BACK; PLEASE? THANK  YOU. WE'RE MOVING ON. THANK  YOU VERY MUCH. ITEM  NO. 11. THAT WAS PULLED  BY SEVERAL MEMBERS. MR. DANIELS,  MS.  NOR THINK,  MR. PATTERSON . THIS IS NOT  A REFLECTION ON BEING SELECTED.  I FELT LIKE WE WERE GETTING AHEAD  OF OURSELVES. THERE'S REALLY NO  PLAN OF ACTION FOR WHY WE'RE  HIRING THEM. I REALLY FEEL THAT  WE KIND OF NEED TO COME  UP WITH SOMETHING. I'VE FELT IN  THE PAST WE'VE HAD A RECORD  JUST A LAUNDRY LIST OF THINGS WE  WANTED TO GO  TO TALLAHASSEE. USUALLY TAKE WHATEVER  THE LEAGUE OF CITIES DUMPS OUT FOR  THE ASSOCIATION OF COUNTIES. I THINK  WE  NEED  SOME THINGS SPECIFIC  TO  VOLUSIA COUNTY. I THINK WE COME  UP WITH A MEETING WE  WANT  TO DISCUSS. WE REALLY NEED TO GET  OUR LOBBYISTS TO BE FOCUSED ON WHAT  WE NEED HERE IN  VOLUSIA COUNTY. THAT'S MY REASON  FOR HOLDING BACK A LITTLE BIT AND  DELAY THIS UNTIL WE GET A PLAN.  

ARE YOU MAKING A MOTION TO  TABLE?  

I WANT TO HEAR WHAT THE OTHER  COUNCIL MEMBERS HAVE TO  SAY.  

THANK YOU. THANK YOU, MR. CHAIRMAN.  I'M QUITE COMFORTABLE MOVING THIS  ONE FORWARD. WE'VE ALWAYS HAD  A LEGISLATIVE AGENDA THAT HAS BEEN  DIRECTLY COUNTY DRIVEN IN THE PAST.  I'M SURE THAT WITH THE GRAY ROBINSON  FIRM THAT THAT WILL CONTINUE AND,  IN FACT, I HAD  A CONVERSATION WITH -- SPECIFICALLY  ABOUT ENGAGEMENT AND WITH COUNCIL  MEMBERS THAT HAVE KIND OF FALLEN  OFF IN THE LAST  COUPLE OF YEARS. I  WAS VERY EXCITED ABOUT THE OPPORTUNITY  TO WORK PERSONALLY  WITH COUNCIL  MEMBERS  ABOUT THINGS IMPORTANT  TO THEM. WHEN YOU TALK ABOUT SPECIFIC  ITEMS AFTER THE ITEM PASSES OR FAILS,  MR. CHAIRMAN, I DO WANT TO  DISCUSS AN ITEM THAT I THINK THEY  CAN IMMEDIATELY START WORKING ON,  AND THAT WOULD BE THE  SURPLUS LANDS PIECE FROM THE DEPARTMENT  OF ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION THAT  INCLUDES FOUR PARCELS OF THE PROPERTY  IN VOLUSIA  COUNTY THAT  ARE -- TWO IN LAKE GEORGE, ONE IN  TOMOKA, AND A STRIP OF LAND WE'RE  PUTTING OUR SHOWCASE TRAIL SYSTEM  ON. THIS IS A FAST MOVING  PROCESS. THERE'S A COUPLE OF WEBINARS  TODAY AND TOMORROW. THE  DEP IS PROPOSING -- THERE'S A  WHOLE LIST. IT'S NOT JUST VOLUSIA  COUNTY. THIS IS REMINDFUL OF THE  ST. JOHN'S EXPERIENCE THAT WE WENT  THROUGH LAST YEAR. WE BROUGHT OUT  THE COUNTY. PEOPLE FROM AROUND THE  COUNTY TO SAY TO ST. JOHN'S WE  DON'T WANT YOU TO DISPOSE OF  THESE LANDS. THEY'RE IMPORTANT TO  OUR CONSERVATION  CORRIDOR. THEY'RE IMPORTANT  TO OUR  ACTIONS OF ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION  LANDS. THEY'RE CARVING OUT ONE ACRE  HERE, AN ACRE THERE. SO THERE'S  TWO ISSUES ON  THAT. ONE IS THAT WE'LL CREATE ON  ENCLAVE OR POTENTIAL ENCLAVE AND  SOMEONE WHO WOULDN'T WANT TO BUY  A PIECE OF PROPERTY THAT'S SURROUNDED  BY THE WOODS. THEN THEY'RE  GOING TO COME UP  TO US. SO THERE'S  MORE TO THIS THAN JUST DEP,  GIVING WHAT THEY CONSIDER EXCESS  LANDS. THEY NEED TO BE TALKING TO  THE COUNTY AND TALKING TO THIS COUNCIL.  WE NEED TO BE DIRECTING OUR  LOBBYISTS TO HAVE  THESE CONVERSATIONS. SO IF THERE'S  ADDITIONAL INFORMATION THAT'S REQUESTED  OF US ON THE FOUR PARCELS, I  CAN PROVIDE THAT AND PROVIDE THE  WEBSITE. I'VE ASKED STAFF TO BE  PREPARED TO DO THAT TODAY IF YOU  HAD ANY QUESTIONS BECAUSE I WOULD  LIKE US TO ADVANCE  OUR CONCERN TO DEP ABOUT  THE LANDS PARTICULARLY IN LIGHT  OF -- ONE OF THEM  IS OUR TRAILS LANDS. SO  I WILL MOVE BECAUSE I THINK IT'S  IMPORTANT FOR US TO HAVE SOMEONE  IN TALLAHASSEE. I WOULD ALSO ASK  THIS COUNCIL TO SUPPORT GIVING THEM  -- PUTTING BOOTS ON THE GROUND IMMEDIATELY  ON THIS ISSUE. I HAVEN'T TALKED  TO FRED ABOUT THIS, BUT I'M SURE  THEY COULD DO THAT IF WE  SIGNED THIS CONTRACT. SO I WILL  MAKE THAT MOTION.  

MOTION  FROM MS. NORTHY.  

SECOND.  

I HAVE A SECOND FROM  MS.  DENNY'S. FURTHER DISCUSSION,  MR. DANIELS I HAVE  THE SAME CONCERNS MR.  PATHERSON RAISED, BUT I WAS GOING  AHEAD AND APPROVING IT  TODAY AND APPROVING  IT WITH MS. NORTHY'S SUGGESTION  THAT THE SURPLUS LAND PROBABLY WON'T  BE LOOKED AT AS ONE OF THEIR  ISSUES, BUT QUITE OFTEN WHAT WE  HAVE WHEN WE HIRE THE LOBBYISTS  AND WHAT WE'VE ALWAYS HAD BEFORE  IS A LAUNDRY LIST OF THINGS THAT  DON'T MEAN ANYTHING TO US. I THINK  WE NEED TO COME UP WITH A LIST THAT  REALLY DOES MEAN SOMETHING  TO US. MAYBE IN A LIST OF THINGS  WE CAN REALISTICALLY EXPECT TO  GET THINGS DONE AND MAYBE ENLIST  THE SUPPORT OF OTHER PEOPLE IN THE  COMMUNITY TO HELP  GET THESE THINGS DONE. YOU KNOW,  ONE OF THE THINGS  IS THAT UCF HAS WITHDRAWN  SOME OF ITS PROGRAMS OVER  THE YEARS FROM DAYTONA AND DAYTONA  STATE. WE NEED TO GET  UCF BACK  OVER  HERE.  

HE WAS A DRIVING FORCE BEHIND  IT. THEY CAN DO THAT KIND OF  THING. WE HAVE OTHER PEOPLE IN THE  COMMUNITY  THAT CAN BE  INFLUENTIAL. LET'S SEE WHAT WE CAN  DO ABOUT GETTING THE PROGRAM BACK  HERE. OUR BUSINESS INCUBATOR WOULD  BENEFIT FROM THAT  TREMENDOUSLY INSTEAD OF  HAVING  SERVICE BUSINESSES. LET'S SEE ABOUT  GOOD WAGES ONCE  THEY GRADUATE. WHATEVER NEEDS TO  BE DONE WITH, YOU KNOW -- I'M SURE  HE WOULD HAVE ADDITIONAL THINGS  THAT WOULD NEED TO BE DONE, WOULD  NEED -- AND THEN MAYBE ADD THAT  TO THE LIST BUT ADD IT TO THE LIST  IN THE SENSE OF FUNDING  THINGS THAT WOULD  HELP THEM DO  TECHNOLOGY TRANSFER. USING THE INCUBATOR,  THE AIRPORT, AS THE FACILITY, THE  LOCATION FOR THAT, YOU KNOW, MAYBE  MONEY FOR THE AIRPORT, MONEY FOR  SOME INFRASTRUCTURE OUT THERE. LORD  KNOWS WE NEED IT. THOSE  KINDS OF THINGS, I THINK, ARE WHAT  WE NEED TO  BE LOOKING AT GRAY HARRIS  FOR. PERHAPS STARTING DISCUSSIONS  ABOUT JOINING CENTRAL FLORIDA. YOU  KNOW, WHAT WOULD THAT  DO FOR US. I DON'T KNOW  IF  CHARLIE GRAY STARTED CENTRAL FLORIDA  ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT, BUT HE WAS  ONE OF THE PRIME MOVERS BEHIND IT.  THEY'VE BEEN INTIMATELY INVOLVED  IN THAT ALL ALONG. THEY  WERE AT THE CORE OF THAT. LET'S  TALK TO THEM AND FIND OUT WHAT THE  POSSIBLES ARE AND WHAT WE COULD  BIND UP SHOULD WE DECIDE TO GO  IN THAT DIRECTION. THOSE ARE  MY COMMENTS. THANK  YOU.  

THANK YOU  MR. DANIELS. MS. CUSACK.  

I JUST LIKE TO  ADD MY COMMENT. I  HAD A  CONVERSATION WITH  MR. FRED 

     LYNNART. I FELT COMFORTABLE THAT  HE COULD REPRESENT US AND HELP  US GREATLY. I HAVE A GREAT CONCERN  ABOUT MAKING SURE  THAT WE MAINTAIN SOME STATE  FUNDING FOR THE COLLEGES  IN  VOLUSIA COUNTY. WE HAVE FIVE. I'M  VERY CONCERNED ABOUT  A BLACK COLLEGE. AND THE PARTNERSHIP  THAT WE HAVE HAD AT  THE  STATE LEVEL. I THINK THAT THIS FIRM  WILL CONTINUE TO WORK AND HELP US  TO MAKE SURE THAT WE  GET THE FUNDING  THAT  WE NEED. I'M  ALSO GREATLY CONCERNED  ABOUT THE TRANSPORTATION ISSUES  I  KNOW THERE'S NO THAT CAN BRING YOU  ALL  THAT'S IN IT. I THINK WE NEED TO  CHOOSE FROM THAT LAUNDRY LIST, A  LIST THAT WE FEEL IS REASONABLE  IN WHICH TO  DEAL  WITH IT . AND THE GOVERNOR  OF THIS STATE. I THINK THAT WE WOULD  BE MOVING IN THE RIGHT DIRECTION  TO GO ON AND SIGN  AN AGREEMENT AT  THIS TIME. I THINK THAT  MOTION WAS MOVED AND SECONDED. THANK  YOU, SIR.  

ALL  RIGHT. THANK YOU. MR.ICART.  

THANK  YOU, MR. CHAIR.  

IN RESPONDING TO A NUMBER OF  COUNCIL MEMBER COMMENTS, MY DISCUSSION  ALONG WITH MR. CARL IN A SEPARATE  CONVERSATION DEALT WITH THE  ISSUE OF A NEED TO DEVELOP  FOCUS LIST. WE'VE PROVIDED FOR THE  AGREEMENT  TO START SEPTEMBER 1 SO THEY COULD  BE INVOLVED IN THE HEARINGS TO COME.  I KNOW HE SERVED SOME  OF YOUR CONCERNS AND WE'VE  PROVIDED FOR A MONTH TO MONTH ARRANGEMENT  IN PART BECAUSE WE'RE NOT ABLE TO  FULLY IDENTIFY THE SCOPE OF SERVICES  HERE BUT THE INTENTION IS THAT  WE WOULD DO THAT AS SOON AS WE'RE  UNDER WAY HERE TO  DEVELOP A LIST. I KNOW WE SERVED  YOUR CONCERNS INDIVIDUALLY, SOME  OF THEM HAVE BEEN RELATED TO ME  DEPENDING UPON THE TIME OF YOUR  CONVERSATION. I JUST WANT TO ADD  ALSO FOR  THE RECORD THAT THE  ISSUE WE'VE DISCUSSED THE ISSUE  OF CONFLICTS, MOST OF THOSE HAD  TO DO WITH  LOCAL TRANSACTION ISSUES ISSUES.  I COULD REVIEW THOSE WITH YOU, BUT  I'M SATISFIED  THERE'S  NO CONFLICT. I'VE APPROVED  A FEW TRANSPORTATIONAL ISSUES. I  DON'T THINK IT WOULD IN ANY WAY  AFFECT THE REPRESENTATION HERE UNDER  THE STATE  LEGISLATIVE SERVICES. SO RICK MAY  HAVE ADDITIONAL DISCUSSIONS APART  FROM ME. HE MAY WANT TO COMMENT,  BUT I THINK THAT YOUR  COMMENTS HAVE  BEEN HEARD  AND UNDERSTOOD.  

IT WAS UNFORTUNATE WE LAD TO  POSTPONE OUR STRATEGIC DISCUSSIONS  BECAUSE I THOUGHT THIS WAS THE PERFECT  LITTLE LINE ITEM  ON THE  STRATEGIC DISCUSSION DISCUSSION.  

THAT'S MY MAIN REASON FOR THEM  AND I THINK IT GIVES THEM A SERIOUS  EDGE AND I'M LOOKING FORWARD TO  HAVING THEM HELP  US WITH  CENTRAL FLORIDA.  

AND I SUPPORT THIS MOVE TOO.  ONE THING I WOULD LIKE TO SEE. NOT  SO MUCH ISSUE BASED, BUT I THINK  MORE UPDATES TO COUNCIL FOR EXAMPLED  A THE END OF THE SESSION, I READ  IN  THE NEWSPAPER  ABOUT AN UNFUNDED -- FROM OUR LOBBYISTS  TO ME, IF  WE'RE PAYING SOMEBODY ON BEHALF  OF US, I  THINK IT'S ONLY NORMAL PROTOCOL  THE COUNCIL SHOULD BE UPDATED WITH  ISSUES AND BILLS THAT AFFECT US  GOING FORWARD IN THE LEGISLATURE.  SO I WOULD ASK THAT  WE  JUST HAVE A  MORE OPEN UPDATED PROCESS. WITH  THAT, WE HAVE A MOTION FOR APPROVAL.  

WE HAVE A MOTION  AND  A SECOND SECOND.  

I THINK ALL OF Y'ALL HAVE KIND  OF GIVEN SOME CREDIBILITY TO MY  CONCERNS HERE BY LISTING ALL OF  YOUR THINGS THAT YOU WOULD LIKE  TO SEE HAPPEN BUT WE JUST DON'T  HAVE A PLAN. THAT'S WHY I'M NOT  GOING  TO SUPPORT THIS. IT'S NOT THE LOBBYISTS  THAT I HAVE A PROBLEM WITH HERE.  I HAVE A PROBLEM WITH OUR PLAN.  IT REMINDS ME OF THE TIME YEARS  AGO WHEN I WAS IN THE NAVY, WE COULDN'T  FIGURE OUT WHERE WE WERE GOING AND  THE CAPTAIN CAME OUT AND SAID, I  WANT TO TELL YOU WE HAVE NO PLAN  AND WE'RE ADHERING TO IT. I DON'T  WANT THAT TO BE  THE CASE HERE. SO I'M NOT GOING  TO SUPPORT THIS AT THIS TIME. I  WANT  TO SEE IT. A LOT OF  WHAT HAPPENS, IT GOES -- IT'S EASY  TO TRACK WHAT'S GOING ON  IN TALLAHASSEE. I WAS THERE FOR  TEN YEARS, JOYCE WAS UP FOR EIGHT  YEARS. WE KNEW WHAT WAS GOING ON  ALL THE TIME. WITH  THE LOBBY TOOLS, THEY COULD GET  A WORD IN AND ANY PIECE OF LEGISLATION  THAT CAME FORWARD, IF YOU'RE INTERESTED  IN THAT HAD THAT WORD IN IT, IT  WAS THERE FOR YOU TO GET  CONCERNED ABOUT. THAT'S HOW THE  LOBBYISTS TRACK EVERYTHING THAT'S  GOING ON IN TALLYHOS SEA. I THINK  WE SHOULD BE SUBSCRIBING TO LOBBY  TOOLS SO THAT WE COULD  TRACK THIS. I  KNOW THAT  -- DON'T WE SUBSCRIBE TO LOBBY TOOLS?  

I DON'T KNOW. THAT'S  MY CONCERN HERE. I FULLY SUPPORT  THE FACT THAT WE'RE GOING TO HIRE  LOBBYISTS. I HAVE NO PROBLEM WITH  THIS FIRM. I JUST HAVE A PROBLEM  WITH THE FACT THAT WE DON'T KNOW  WHAT  OUR PROBLEMS ARE  AT THIS POINT.  

MS. NOR THINK.  

I JUST WANT TO DIRECT  MY QUESTION  TO MR.ICART AS FAR AS  I BELIEVE THE VOTES ARE HERE TO  SUPPORT THE CONTRACT AND SO I HEAR  MY COLLEAGUES CONCERNS  ABOUT NO PLAN. I'M HERE TO TELL  YOU AN ISSUE THAT I REALLY THINK  WE NEED TO JUMP ON IMMEDIATELY AND  CAN WE DO THAT, DAN? IS THERE ANY  ISSUE OR ANY PROBLEM WITH IF WE  APPROVAL -- WHEN WE APPROVE THIS  TODAY, ASKING GRAY ROBINSON TO  ENGAGE IN THIS DISCUSSION WITH  DEP? WE'RE NOT THE  ONLY  ONES CONCERNED. IT'S ALL OVER THE  INTERNET.  

THIS IS SEPTEMBER  1st, BUT I'M CONFIDENT THEY WOULD  JUMP ON IT IF YOU ASKED THEM  TO DO IT AND AFTER  THE MOTION, I'M GOING TO ASK  YOU TO ALLOW ME TO ASK THE COUNCIL  IF WE  CAN DO THAT.  

I THINK THAT'S  A GOOD IDEA. PAT PATTERSON, I  THINK HE'S ONTO SOMETHING.  

WHAT I'M LOOKING FOR IS A LITTLE  DIFFERENT THAN WHAT WE HAD IN THE  PAST. THEY KNOW A LOT OF THINGS  THAT WE DON'T KNOW  RIGHT NOW. I'M LOOKING -- I DON'T  GO TO A DOCTOR TO TELL THEM WHAT'S  WRONG WITH ME. IF I'M COUGHING OR  HAVE THINGS GOING ON OTHER THAN  JUST BEING REALLY, REALLY FOOD LOOKING  -- GET A LAUGH, I  GUESS  -- WAKE UP.  

SO WHAT I'M LOOKING FOR IS FOR  THEM TO ALSO ANALYZE US. THEY KNOW  WHAT'S GOING ON  IN CENTRAL FLORIDA. YOU WOULD YOU  LET THAT MESSAGE BE HEARD  FROM THEM. THEY HAVE THEIR PULSE  FROM AN ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT STANDPOINT  AND IT WILL SIGNIFICANTLY HELP US.  I WANT THEM -- I HOPE THEY CAN BE  PART OF THIS  STRATEGIC -- NOT THE INTRODUCTION.  I THINK THEY SHOULD BE AN ACTIVE  PART OF THAT STRATEGIC PLAN, ALSO  PROVIDING US WITH SOME INPUT AND  WHAT WE SHOULD  POSSIBLY DO. SO,  THANKS.  

HAVING HEARD ALL THE COMMENTS  OF THE  COUNCIL MEMBERS, OBVIOUSLY I THINK  YOU NEED TO FIND OUT -- I CAN'T  IMAGINE THAT MR. PATTERSON'S COMMENT  WAS SUCH THAT IF WE FIRE THEM, THEY  CAN'T JUMP ON SOMETHING THAT'S IMMEDIATE.  I THINK THEY NEED TO SAY WE HAVE  AN OVERALL PLAN TO MAKE SURE IT  FITS IN. I WANT TO TAKE IT  A STEP FURTHER. RICK AND I HAVE  TALKED ABOUT  THIS. EACH COUNCIL IS DIFFERENT  IN HOW  THEY ENGAGE. I MAY HAVE  ONE THAT'S LESS AGGRESSIVE. ALSO,  THE STATE IS COMING OUT  OF  A RECESSION. WHAT I  WOULD SUGGEST WE DO IS HAVE A PROCESS  VERY QUICKLY NOW HERE WHERE  WE GET THEM  ENGAGE THEM AND WORK ON ACCOMPLISHING  WHAT  THAT  AGENDA IS. I THINK THEY CAN TELL  US THINGS AND ANALYZE US AND  DO  A DIAGNOSTIC NUMBER TWO, I THINK  THERE ARE INDIVIDUAL COUNCIL MEMBERS  THEY CAN BRING UP. THEN WE HAVE  INTERESTING PERSPECTIVES ON THINGS  THAT MAYBE A LITTLE MORE MUNDANE  BUT WE KNOW EITHER COULD HELP US  OR HURT US ON OPERATIONAL SIDE.  WHY DON'T  WE  ENGAGE THEM. TOP A WORK SESSION.  WE'LL TOO TO CRAFT OUT THE BEGINNINGS  OF A PLAN. I WOULD LIKE TO DO THAT  AS  SOON  AS POSSIBLE. THIS  ACTUALLY WAS RAISED, THE VERY SAME  QUESTION. OUR PROPOSAL IS TO GET  THEM ON BOARD AS  MR. WAGNER SUGGESTED, DO DIAGNOSTICS.  THIS IS YOUR AGENDA  THAT COUNCIL MEMBERS DRIVE. WE HAVE  STAFF SUPPORT AND INPUT FROM ALL  THE DIFFERENT DEPARTMENTS, BUT IT'S  FUNDAMENTAL TALLY DRIVEN BY YOU.  WE'LL TAKE THESE COMMENTS AND TAKE  THESE TOGETHER  IF YOU APPROVAL THE CONTRACT TODAY,  WE'LL GO FORWARD. WAL EEL BE BACK  AS SOON AS POSSIBLE TO INTERACT.  

I WOULD LIKE TO FIND OUT IF WE  CAN GET THIS DONE THE NEXT COUPLE  OF WEEKS. AT LEAST GET A FRAMEWORK  TO GET STARTED ON IT.  

WE WOULD NEED TO BECAUSE COMMITTEE  HEARINGS ARE  STARTING PRETTY QUICK. IF  YOU'RE NOT IN THERE, WE'RE NOT IN  THERE.  

WELL, HE JUST SENT OUT A LETTER  THAT SAID OUR LEGISLATIVE AGENDAS  HAVE TO BE IN HAND, READY TO GO  UP THERE BY THE  FIRST OF FEBRUARY.  

THE DELEGATION MEETS IN  OCTOBER.  

YEAH,  THEY DO . TIME IS OF THE  ESSENCE. WHEN I SAY I WANT TO GET  IT DONE, IT'S ME PUSHING YOU  ON  YOUR SCHEDULES. I THINK IT OUGHT  TO BE SOMETHING YOU DO AS A TEAM.  I WOULD LIKE TO GET THEM  ENGAGED. I WILL BE TRYING, IF  IT'S OKAY, TO PUSH FORWARD SOME  KIND OF MEETING TO HAVE US ALL ENGAGE  EACH OTHER AND TALK ABOUT  WHERE WE'RE GOING. IF THAT SOUNDS  OKAY BY  THE COUNCIL. I'M SURE HE'LL BE ABLE  TO TELL US WHAT IS IMPORTANT.  

IN FACT, GIVEN THAT POINT, WHAT  I THOUGHT WE WOULD DO IS MAKE SURE  THAT HE KNEW THAT THAT WOULD BE  SORT  OF THE OPENING  OPENING, FOR HIM  TO TELL US AND TRY TO SEE  IF WE CAN CRAFT TOGETHER THE BEGINNINGS  OF A PLAN. I'M ASSUMING THAT'S WHAT  YOU THOUGHT WE OUGHT TO BE ALSO  DOING BASED ON  WHAT  YOU'RE SAYING. IT'S NOT FOR A  LACK OF ISSUES.  

OR COMMITMENT OF TIME.  

THE LEGISLATURE HAS BEEN OUT  OF SESSION FOR SEVERAL MONTHS. THAT'S,  I GUESS, ONE OF  MY  POINTS. WE KIND OF -- NEXT  YEAR, WE SHOULD BE WORKING  RIGHT AFTER THAT AND  MEETING WITH OUR DELEGATION.  

YOU'RE ACTUALLY RIGHT. I JUST  NEED SOME NEW GUYS TO TELL ME WHICH  WAY YOU WANT TO GO. I'M GOING TO  TRY TO MAKE IT HAPPEN AS  MUCH  AS POSSIBLE. AL  THOSE  IN FAVOR. YOU SNUCK  ONE IN THEY ARE  HAVING HEARINGS IN OCTOBER. WE USUALLY  DO.  

 WE  DO. OKAY. NOD FOR DISCUSSION? ALL  THOSE IN FAVOR OF THE SIGNING OF  THE AGREEMENT SIGNIFY BY SAYING  AYE.  

AYE.  

ALL THOSE OPPOSED?  

MR. PATTERSON, SIX VOTES.  

AND I WAS JUST GOING TO SAY,  DO YOU HAVE A FURTHER MOTION?  

WE CAN EITHER -- THERE'S A COUPLE  OF STAFF MEMBERS OUT HERE WHO HAVE  INFORMATION OR IF YOU WANT TO TRUST  ME ON THIS ONE, BUT I MOVE  THAT WE DIRECT OUR LOBBYING FIRM  TO FOLLOW UP WITH DEP ON THE  TRACTS OF VOLUSIA PUBLIC LANDS ON  THE DEP LIST.  

SO THE MOTION?  

I HAVE A SECOND FROM  MR.  DANIELS. FURTHER DISCUSSION? MR.  WAGNER.  

BEFORE WE DIRECT THEM TO DO IT,  CAN WE GET THEIR OPINION ON IT AND  THEN HAVE  THEM DO IT?  

I WOULD FEEL MORE COMFORTABLE.  THEY'RE ONES THAT HAVE THEIR FINGER  ON THE  PULSE. IT COULD BE COUNTERINTUITIVE.  

THIS IS A FAST MOVING DEAL. THERE'S  WEBINARS TODAY AND TOMORROW. WE  JUST GOT  THIS  INFORMATION YESTERDAY. THE IMPACT  TO VOLUSIA COUNTY IN THE  ACREAGE  IS MINIMAL. WE'RE  REMOVING SOME PUBLIC LANDS AND SELLING  THEM. BUT THE CONCERN FOR ME IS  WE HAVE A  SHOWCASE TRAIL SYSTEM THAT WE HAVE  EASEMENT ON A PIECE OF PROPERTY  THAT THEY WANT TO PUT ON THE  MARKET. AND THAT REALLY IMPACTS  THE TRAIL SYSTEM AND SO I'M VERY  CONCERNED THAT IF WE  DON'T WEIGH IN AND TRY TO  FIGURE OUT, ONE, HOW THESE GOT  ON THERE AND HOW  THEY CAN GET THEM  OFF OF THERE, A PROJECT  WE'VE BEEN WORKING ON FOR 20 YEARS  COULD BE JEOPARDIZED.  

IT'S AN IMPORTANT ISSUE.  

I UNDERSTAND WHAT YOU'RE SAYING.  I'M SURE THAT IF WE ASK FRED TO  FIND OUT WHAT THE DEAL IS AND SPRING  THAT INFORMATION BACK, BUT I'M GOING  TO BE WORKING ON IT AS A COUNCIL  MEMBER BECAUSE THIS IS CRITICAL  TO OUR  TRAILS DEVELOPMENT PROJECT.  

I'M PROBABLY GOING TO SHOW MY  IGNORANCE HERE ON THIS. WHY DON'T  WE JUST BUY IT?  

WELL, I WAS ACTUALLY HOPING WE  COULD GET DEP  TO DEED IT  TO US .  

WE PICKED UP ABOUT --  

DOWN A  COUPLE  OF WEEKS.  

THE GOAL WOULD BE PARTICULARLY  ON THIS EASEMENT THAT WE PICK IT  UP AS OUR OWN SO WE DON'T HAVE TO  WORRY ABOUT ANYONE ELSE'S ENCROACHMENT.  

WELL, WE HAVE A MOTION TO GET  DEP TO  TRY TO GET WEIGHED  IN ON THAT.  

I TRUST FRED ENOUGH THAT HE  WILL KNOW WHAT TO  DO.  

NO FURTHER  DISCUSSION.  

THANK  YOU, EVERYBODY.  

WAIT A  MINUTE. ARE YOU  NEXT UP?  MS. JAMIE SEAMAN.  

ITEM NUMBER 23,  ECHO RESOLUTION RESOLUTIONS. IS  THIS THE FINAL READING,  SECOND READING . BASED ON YOUR DIRECTION FROM PRIOR  DISCUSSION. THOSE QUESTIONS, WE'LL  BE HAPPY  TO  ADDRESS THEM. THEY NEEDED TO BE  ARRIVED BY RESOLUTION IN ORDER TO  BE PROPERLY NOTICED. THEY'RE ON  THE AGENDA TODAY FOR AN OFFICIAL  AGENDA ITEM TO APPROVE. THERE  ARE TWO OF THEM. I BELIEVE  THEY ACCURATELY REFLECT WHAT YOU  ALL DID AT  YOUR  LAST MEETING. WE NEED YOU  TO  APPROVE THEM.  

I'M NOT GOING TO VOTE TO SUPPORT  HIM. I'M SURE THEY'RE GOING TO PASS  BUT NOT WITH MY SUPPORT. I JUST  NEEDED THAT TO BE PULLED SO I  COULD  VOTE  AGAINST THEM .  THE OTHER  ONE WAS TOO DIRECT ALL EXPENDITURES  THROUGH THE ECHO ADVISORY  COMMITTEE FROM  HERE ON OUT. WE  NEED A MOTION FOR APPROVAL OR SOMETHING.  

MOVE APPROVAL.  

I HAVE A  MOTION  OF APPROVAL. ANY  FURTHER  DISCUSSION. ALL IN  FAVOR  SIGNIFY  BY AYE . I  ASKED  JERRY TO . THIS IS A GLOWING EXAMPLE OF  WHEN WE'RE USING OUR GAS TAX TO  PAY DEBT. HE'S GOING TO SHOW YOU  GRAPHICALLY -- I'M GETTING ASKED  TO PUT TOGETHER A PRESENTATION FOR  A NUMBER OF  GROUPS, BUSINESS COMMUNITIES, NUMBER  OF GROUPS ON WHAT'S GOING ON WITH  THE ROAD PROGRAM IN THE LONG RUN.  THERE USED TO BE SAYING THIS YEAR  AFTER YEAR AFTER YEAR, BUT  NOW WE'RE DOWN TO  ZERO. THEY'RE DEMAND TALKED TO ME  HAS ESCALATED. NOW THERE WILL BE  NO PROGRAM.  

THIS, I THOUGHT WAS A GOOD EXAMPLE  OF WHAT WOULD HAVE HAPPENED IN  THE  OLD DAYS .  

WE DISCUSSED THIS RECENTLY THAT  IT WAS JUST IMPACT FEES THAT WERE  AS MUCH AS 13 MILLION A YEAR  AND THE IDEA WAS THAT YOU WOULD  BE PAYING YOUR BONDS OFF EVEN THOUGH  YOU PLEDGED GAS TAX. YOU WERE PAYING  YOUR BONDS OFF  WITH IMPACT FEES. THE ECONOMY WENT  IN THE  TUBES, AND SO YOU COULD SEE A MILLION  FIVE IS AVAILABLE IN IMPACT FEES  TO GO AGAINST THAT 4.9 DEBT  SERVICE. SO WE'RE HAVING TO DIP  INTO OUR PLEDGE,  WHICH IS  YOUR  GAS TAX . THIS AGENDA ITEM  TODAY IS A WARD OF  1.5 OF THE 2.6 AS PART  OF THE RESURFACING. YOU COULD SEE  IF YOU DIDN'T HAVE TO USE THE  3.35 MILLION FOR YOUR DEBT SERVICE,  IT WOULD MORE THAN DOUBLE IF YOU  WANTED TO -- IF YOU CHOSE TO USE  THAT FOR RESURFACING, YOU WOULD  HAVE A MUCH  GREATER RESURFACING PROGRAM.  

OUR RESURFACING PROGRAM JUST  TO MAINTAIN THE QUALITY OF THE ROADS  SHOULD BE ANYWHERE FROM 5-8 MILLION  IN RESURFACING ALONE. IF  WE HAD THIS AVAILABILITY, YOU MAY  NOT PUT IT ALL ON  RESURFACING. THERE'S TRAFFIC MANAGEMENT,  BUT YOU COULD SEE THAT THERE'S --  EVEN WHEN WE HAD IMPACT FEES, WE  AT LEAST WERE GETTING CLOSE TO THE  MINIMUM. WE DO MAYBE $4 MILLION  WORTH OF REPAVING. I'M JUST MAKING  THIS POINT TO SHOW THAT I'M GOING  TO BE TALKING TO A NUMBER OF PEOPLE  ABOUT THIS THAT YOU CAN SEE NOW  VERY GRAPHICALLY WHAT'S HAPPENING  AND HOW WE'RE LOSING THE ABILITY  TO MAINTAIN, NOT JUST BUILD BUT  MAINTAIN OUR  ROAD  NETWORK. THANK  YOU. IS THERE A MOTION. I HAVE  A MOTION FOR APPROVAL FROM MR. WAGNER.  

SECOND.  

I HAVE A SECOND FROM  MS.  DENNY. ANY OTHER DISCUSSION? OKAY.  SEEING NONE. ALL THOSE IN FAVOR  SIGNIFY BY SAYING AYE.  

ALL OF THOSE OPPOSED?  

SO PASS. NOW, THERE SEEMS TO  BE A QUESTION -- THIS IS THE FINAL  ITEM  THAT WAS PULLED. IT WAS  26.  

WE WITH DREW 26  FROM THE  ADDENDA ADEN ADEN -- AGENDA. OKAY,  EVERYTHING ELSE IS DONE FOR  THE MORNING. UNTIL THERE'S AN OBJECTION,  WE'LL BREAK FOR LUNCH. WE'LL BE  BACK HERE AT 2:00 P.M.  

WE ARE GIVING THE  TWO  MINUTE WARNING. IF YOU COULD  PLEASE, TURN YOUR CELLPHONES OFF  AND IF THE OTHER MEMBERS OF  THE COUNCIL WILL JOIN ME --  

ALL RIGHT, GOOD AFTERNOON, LADIES  AND GENTLEMEN.  CONTINUATION  OF THE AUGUST 22, 2013 SESSION  OF THE VOLUSIA -P COUNTY  GOVERNMENT.  MR. DINEEN  AND I HAD A LITTLE CONVERSATION  -- WE HAD AN ISSUE  THAT HAPPENED LAST MEETING AND  MR. DINEEN SAID LET'S SEE IF WE  COULD GET THIS GENTLEMEN MERE.  MR. PALMER WILSON HAS REQUESTED TO  SPEAK TO THE COUNCIL.   I ASKED MR. DINEEN IF WE COULD MAKE  THAT HAPPEN ONE WAY OR ANOTHER.  HE WANTS TO SPEAK TO US FOR FIVE  MINUTES.  AFTER THAT, THAT'S THE  END OF THAT.  HE SAID "YEAH, JUST  BRING HIM IN." I DON'T KNOW IF HE  TALKED TO ANY OF YOU GUYS  AND LET YOU KNOW WHAT WAS GOING  ON. HE WILL BE BACK THAT'S JUST FOR  THE RECORD.  MR. WILSON, YOUR NAME  AND ADDRESS AND HAVE YOU FIVE MINUTES.  

THANK YOU FOR ALLOWING ME TO  SPEAK.  I LIVE  AT 101 DARLING DRIVE IN  NEW SMYRNA BEACH.  ARE HE REMOVERRED  ME FROM THE BOARD IN A 4-3 VOTE.  IN DOING SO, YOU CHOSE  TO RELY ON A SINGLE E-MAIL AND A  NEWS STORY THAT WAS TO SAY THE LEAST,  LESS THAN BALANCED AND APPARENTLY  AGENDA ORIENTED.  IN MY LAST BOARD  MEETING, I BROUGHT ISSUES UP FOR  DISCUSSION BY THE BOARD MEMBERS  AND NOT A SINGLE ONE OF THEM THAT  WAS QUOTED IN THE NEWS  JOURNAL ENTERS INTO THE DISCUSSION  OR VOICES THEIR COMPLAINT.  ONE  BOARD MEMBER WAS CONCERNED ABOUT  PROGRESSING FURTHER IN THE FUTURE,  HOW WE WOULD HANDLE SIMILAR OPERATIONS.  WE DISCUSSED THAT WITH THE COUNTY  ATTORNEYS WORKING WITH THEM TO DO  THAT AS TO MY ACTIONS  OR INVOLVEMENT, IT DID NOT COME  UP AND I DID NOT GET INTO THAT BECAUSE  IT WOULD HAVE BEEN HE SAID SHE SAID.  I WAS ORIGINALLY APPOINTED TO  THE BOARD BY  FORMER CHAIRMAN FRANK BRUNO AND  WE APPOINTED CURRENT CHAIRMAN DAVIS  AND I CAN TELL YOU FROM MY TIME  ON THE BOARD THAT I  KNOW OF NO INSTANCE WHERE ANY OF  THE BOARDS HAVE BEEN FEUDING WITH  EACH OTHER AS REPORTED BY THE NEWS  JOURNAL LAST WEEKEND.  IN  FACT, THE TEMPORARY INTERIM DIRECTOR  WE WERE USING,  WE BORROWED FROM THE COUNCIL AND  THERE WAS NOT A PROBLEM EXECUTING  THAT.  ADDITIONALLY, I WANT TO POINT  OUT TO YOU THE EFFECTIVENESS WHILE  I HAVE BEEN THERE HAS BEEN EXCEPTIONAL.  I TELL YOU THAT BECAUSE IN JUNE  OF THIS YEAR, WE HIT A  RECORD TAX COLLECTION THAT HAS  NOT BEEN MATCHED SINCE 2004.  TAX  COLLECTIONS HAVE BEEN INCREASING  EVERY MONTH THIS YEAR.  FAR AHEAD  BY PERCENTAGE THAN ANY OF THE OTHER  TWO BOARDS.  LET ME TELL YOU ABOUT  MY BACKGROUND.  RETIRED  DETECTIVE LIEUTENANT FROM A MAJOR  LAW ENFORCEMENT.  WHEN I LEFT, I  WAS IN THE AGENCY'S IG  WITH THE RESPONSIBILITY FOR A UNIT,  IN CONTROL  OF 1400 PEOPLE  AND $105 MILLION  BUDGET.  THE COUNTY THAT  I WORKED FOR  HAS A  CURRENT $4-38 MILLION BUDGET.  I APPLIED SKILLS WHILE AT  THE SPAA TO RESPOND TO THE QUARTERLY  AUDITS THAT WERE IMPOSED UPON THEM  BY THE COUNCIL AND I  HAVE ACHIEVED SUCH COMPLIANCE, AT  THE LAST AUDIT, THERE  WAS ONE MINOR NOTATION OF NO CONSEQUENCE.  I SET UP AN AUDIT PROGRAM  THAT  IS COMPUTER BASED.  I TRY TO  REFOCUS THE ADVERTISING TOWARDS  THE MEDIA AND  USE IN MULTIMEDIA OPERATIONS.  SITSEST  UP A SPECIAL SECTION ON THE  SERVER FOR BOARD MEMBERS TO GET  INFORMATION.  BUT THAT WAS FRUSTRATED  BY THE  CONTRACTOR'S ABILITY TO PROVIDE  FAST  WORKS.  

I ABOUT HAVE BEEN CONSTANTLY  URGING THEM TO LOOK AT MEASURES.  CREATED A  SUSPENSION ACTION DATA BASE THAT  HAS BEEN SET UP THAT ALLOWS THEM  TO MONITOR HOW THEY ARE PROGRESSING  WITH EVER EVERYTHING IS BEING DONE.  THESE ARE ALLMANAGEMENT PRINCIPLES  I LEARNED  FROM  MY CAREER.  AFTER THAT, I ABOUT  BEEN INVOLVED WITH THE INTERNATIONAL  ASSOCIATION OF POLICE AS A SENIOR  NEGOTIATE CONSULTANT HANDLING AUDITS  OF MAJOR FEDERAL, STATE ENTITIES  IN THE LAW ENFORCEMENT REALM.  SO  I BRING A BACKGROUND OF HOW TO MANAGE  AND HOW TO HANDLE GOVERNMENTAL UNITS.  AS TO THIS ISSUE THAT WAS OF  CONCERN TO YOU, LET ME STATE,  I DID NOTHING WRONG.   I DID NOT ORCHESTRATE, I DID NOT  PARTICIPATE IN SHE NAN BEGANS, I  DIDN'T DO ANYTHING OTHER THAN I  THINK YOU WOULD EXPECT ME TO DO  WHEN I WAS APPROACHED BY SOMEBODY  AND ASKED HOW CAN I TALK TO  THE EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR TO GET AN  OPPORTUNITY TO PRESENT A PROPOSAL  AND I CALLED TO FIND OUT WHEN SHE  WOULD BE THERE.  END OF INVOLVEMENT  IN SETTING UP THE MEETING.  PERIOD.  AS TO ALL OF THE OTHER ACCUSATIONS,  I DID NOT TELL ANYBODY TO ISSUE  A CONTRACT.  I DID NOT TELL NICHE  TO WRITE A CONTRACT, BUT YOU HAVE  TO UNDERSTAND WHILE WE WERE THERE  AND MISS TOLLIVER WAS IN AND OUT  OF THAT PLACE.  HER DAYS STARTED  TO VARY.  SHE WASN'T IN THERE AND  I WAS THERE  EVERY DAY, SHARING A $100 BILLION  PROJECT AND I DID MY BEST  TO DO THAT.  A LOT OF TIMES, THEY  FORCED ME TO ANSWER QUESTIONS FROM  THE STAFFER.  I  TRIED TO RERETAIN MY SEPARATION  BY CONSTANTLY TELLING HER IT WAS  HER CALL, NOT MINE.  BY GIVING MY  OPINION TO HER.  AT SOME POINT DID  I SAY DO SOMETHING? YES I DID.   I SAID LOOK, WE ARE HAVE TALKED  ABOUT IT SO MANY TIMES, JUST DO  SOMETHING WITH IT  

FINALLY, I'M A RETIRED LIEUTENANT  COLONEL IN THE UNITED STATES ARMY.  NEVER IN MY CAREER  AS A MILITARY OFFICER OR  LAW ENFORCEMENT OFFICER  HAS MY INTEGRITY BEEN CHALLENGED  AS IT WAS TWO WEEKS AGO.  I FEEL  I WAS UNJUSTLY HANDLED.  I'M REQUESTING  THAT YOU RECONSIDER YOUR ACTIONS  OF THAT DATE.  I  WOULD BE HAPPY TO ANSWER ANY QUESTIONS.  I HAVE LOT MORE IN DETAIL, BUT  I CAN'T DO IT IN FIVE  MINUTES.  I THANK YOU FOR YOUR TIME.  

FIRST AND  FOREMOST, WHAT WE HAD GONE THROUGH  WITH PRIOR ADVERTISING AUTHORITY,  WE WAITED AND BY  WAITING, IT CREATED PROBLEMS.  THE  REASON I'M BROUGHT FORWARD IN THE  WAY I DID LAST MEETING IS BECAUSE  I THOUGHT SOMETHING NEEDED TO BE  DONE IMMEDIATELY.  I DIDN'T WANT  TO BE IN A SITUATION WHERE WE WAIT,  IT GETS WORST AND WE ARE TALKING  TWO YEARS AGO THIS HAPPENED.  IT'S STILL FRESH.  YES, I HAVE  DONE A LOT OF RESEARCH ON MY OWN  AS WELL.  I DON'T  THINK YOU DID ANYTHING WRONG.  IF  IT WERE SOMETHING WHERE I FELT THAT  WAY, I WOULD BE THE ONE  TO PUT IT ON YOUR MIND.  I'M GOING  TO MAKE THE RECOMMENDATION THIS  AFTERNOON OR AT THE NEXT MEETING.  I HOPE THAT HELPS YOU AS FAR  AS YOUR INTEGRITY IS CONCERNED THAT  I STILL HAVE FAITH IN YOU.  

ONE THING I HAVE CONCERNS ABOUT,  IT'S A GRAY AREA.  I DON'T THINK  IT'S FROM YOU OR FROM THE  HEADLINE SUR EVERRER, IT'S AN ODD  SITUATION THIS HAS BECOME.  I DON'T  WANT TO MAKE IT MORE NEWS WORTHY  THAN IT HAS TO BE. IT'S SOMETHING  WE CAN TAKE CARE OF AND SOMETHING  I WOULD ASK YOU TO TAKE  A LOOK AT.  I HAVE NO PROBLEM.   I WATCH DEADLINE SERVER.  I THINK  THEY WRITE SOME GREAT ARTICLES.  I DON'T AGREE WITH ANY MEDIA.  50% OF THE TIME WHEN IT COMES DOWN  TO IT, BUT I LIKE OUR LOCAL MEDIA.  THEY ARE THE WATCHDOGS AND THEY  ARE LOOKING OUT FOR THINGS.  JUST  SO YOU KNOW, THAT WAS  MY POSITION ABOUT TAKING YOU OFF  THE BOARD.  SOMETHING NEEDED TO  BE DONE.  THERE WAS NOTHING I COULD  DO WITH THE DIRECTOR,  THERE IS OBVIOUSLY, JASON DAVIS  IS THE CHAIR AND WHEN HE SAYS HE  DIDN'T DO ANYTHING WRONG AND I DON'T  THINK HE DID.  THAT'S WHY I DID.  IT WASN'T  A PERSONAL MATTER. IT JUST  DIDN'T SEEM RIGHT.  BASED ON WHAT  YOU ARE TELLING ME  NOW, I'M COMFORTABLE WITH IT.   I DON'T KNOW WEBB WHEN THAT TIME  COMES UP.  I'M THE  THIRD  APOINTMENT THIS AFTERNOON?  

YOU ARE DISTRICT ONE?  

DISTRICT TWO.  THEY ONLY HAVE  FOUR MEMBERS,  RIGHT?  

THEY  HAVE FIVE.  

I THOUGHT ANOTHER ONE  GOT PUT ON.  SOMEONE TOLD ME  I WAS GETTING ANOTHER APPOINTMENT.  

LAST MEETING, EVERYONE SPOKE  ABOUT THREE APPOINTMENTS, BUT MR.  CLAPSADDLE APPEARED AT THE  MEETING BY TELEPHONE.  HE WASN'T  A SECOND ABSENCE.  

THEN I  CAN'T REAPPOINT -- I WAS TOLD THE  POSSIBILITY WOULD  THERE,  BIIT'S NOT.  

 MR. DENNINGS.  

IF I COULD RESPOND.   UNCOMFORTABLE, I ASSUME WITH  THE $10,000 SITUATION.  THE $10,000  WAS PUT IN THE POLICIES AND PROCEDURES  OF THE SPAA  AND THE FOUNDING ATTORNEY'S OFFICE.  $20,000 IS THERE FOR THINGS LIKE  THIS THAT DON'T REQUIRE, BECAUSE  THEY DON'T REACH THE DOLLAR VALUE.  THERE HAS BEEN SOME  CONCERNS ABOUT THIS $1. WITH THIS  OTHER THINGS  GOING FOR A, TOE ME, WASN'T  DIFFERENT.  BUT I WANT TO MAKE ONE  THING CLEAR.  ALL OF THE TALK HAS  BEEN  ABOUT THE WEBSITE.  $10,000  BOUGHT $2,500 VIDEOS OF EVERYTHING  THAT HAS BEEN SHOT, OF EVERY EVENT  FOR THE LAST FIVE YEARS.  WE PAID  CLOSE TO 1,500 FOR  ONE PHOTO FOR ONE OF OUR  BILLBOARDS TO MAKE  IT LOOK -- TO FIT.  IN  MY CONSIDERATION, THE BUY WAS WELL  WORTH THE BUY FOR THE  ACCESS TO THE MEDIA AND  ART COLLECTION, BECAUSE THE ELECTRONIC  MEDIA IS WHERE IT IS, RIGHT NOW  AND WHERE IT'S GOING.  THE BUY CAME  THROUGH AND HOW WE FOUND OUT ABOUT  THAT WAS THE TAIL END WHEN I ACTUALLY  SAW THE PROPOSAL.  TO ME,  THAT'S  WHAT MY CONCERNED IT.  MY PROBLEM  WITH THIS, IT WAS DIFFICULT IN THESE  TRYING TIMES BECAUSE THIS EACH  WEEKS THING  WAS A MAGNIFICENT OPERATION.  FIRST  TIME RUNNING THEIR OWN PROGRAM. OVERWHELMINGLY, YOU ARE BEING  CREDITED FOR SAVING --  THE COMMUNITY AND NEW SMYRNA THAT'S  A BIG PART OF IT THAT YOU STEPPED  UP TO THE PLATE AND DID THINGS  BEYOND WHAT ANYONE COULD HAVE ASKED  YOU TO DO AS A VOLUNTEER. THAT WAS  PART OF MY REASONING.  THEY KNOW  IT AND THE  COMMUNITY APPRECIATES IT.

THANK YOU.  THANK YOU MR. OLSEN,  THIS WAS THE REASON I HAD ASKED  FOR A DELAY TO GET THE REST OF  THE STORY BEFORE REMOVERRING YOU  AT THE LAST MEETING.  VERY HONESTLY. WE HAVE BEEN UP  DOUBLE DIGITS 14% YEAR TO YEAR AND  I KNOW WHAT HAPPENS IN BEACH WEEKS  AND THE HOURS THAT YOU VOLUNTEERS.  UNFORTUNATELY, YOU GOT CAUGHT IN  A PERFECT STORM OF  POLICIES PERSONALITY AND POLITICS  ALL AT THE SAME TIME.  I KNOW WHAT  YOU HAVE DONE FOR THE COMMUNITY  IN A VERY POSITIVE WAY.  AS DO MOST  PEOPLE.  I STILL  BELIEVE MOST PEOPLE DO THE RIGHT  THING FOR THE RIGHT REASONS.  I'M  GOING TO CONTINUE TO BELIEVE THAT.  MR. THIS AMENDMENT PROVIDES  POLICIES THAT  ESTABLISH TWO TOD STANDARDS.  THOSE DISTRICTS ARE ILLUSTRATED  ON YOUR OVERHEAD.   THEY CAN ALSO BE FOUND  ON PAGE 30/16 OF YOUR AGENDA  ITEMS.  AGAIN,  THAT'S  ARE  THE TOD  CORE THEY MAY OPT IN TO TAKE ADVANTAGE  OF THE INCREASED DENSITIES PROPOSED  UNDER THE ACTIVITY CENTER  AMENDMENTS. ON APRIL 23RD OF  THIS YEAR, VOLUSIA  GROWTH  MANAGEMENT  CERTIFIED THESE.  THERE HAVE BEEN  ALOT OF DISCUSSION BETWEEN THE STATE  AND THE COUNTY AND SO FINALLY  IN A LETTER DATED JULY 18th  OF THIS YEAR, THE F D.O.T STATED  WE DO NOT RECOMMEND ANY REVISIONS  TO THE STANDARD POLICIES IN  THESE PROPOSED AMENDMENTS. THERE ARE TWO REASONS, FIRST,  THIS IS A BACKGROUND.  SO, IT'S  MORE GENERAL THAN SPECIFIC.  

TELL ME WHERE IN THIS AGENDA  ITEM I WILL SEE ACTUAL LANGUAGE,  THEN.  

THAT WAS ACTUALLY MY SECOND POINT,  WHICH IS WE ACTUALLY  ALLOW THE OPT END  PROVISION  

I UNDERSTAND THE OPT END  PROVISION, BUT I THINK THAT WOULD  BE WHEN IT WOULD  BE AT  THE TOD STANDARD.  IT WOULDN'T BE SHOULD,  IT WILL BE "SHALL"  

FOR EXAMPLE, SAME PAGE SIX.   SIMILAR LANGUAGE ON  30-6 AND 30-7 UNDER  TOD CORE DISTRICT.   IT'S -- MINIMUM DENSITY OF NINE  DWELLING UNITS PER ACRE IS NOT  A TOD.  

ACTUALLY, IN THE FAME WORK THAT  IS A STANDARD.

THE OTHER ONE  IS TOD TRANSITION.  WHEN WE GO  TO,  I GUESS, 30-18.  A DIFFERENT NUMBER  ON MY I PAD.  THAT SAYS THE WHOLE  THING IS NOW A COURT AREA AND WHAT  WAS THE REASON FOR  THAT?  

NO, SIR, A SLIGHT DISTINCTION.  THIS IS YOUR NEWER LAND USE.  THE  ENTIRE THING CHANGES TO ACTIVITY  CENTER. THERE ARE TWO DISTRICTS  WITHIN THE ACTIVITY CENTER THAT'S  WHAT YOU ARE SEEING ON PAGE 30-16.  THE PINK IS THE CORE AN THE BLUE  IS THE TRANSITION.  

THAT'S REALLY CONFUSING.   OKAY, ALL  RIGHT.  MR. DANIELS  

THAT'S ALL I HAVE, THANK  YOU.  

YES, MR. CHAIRMAN, THANK YOU.  

JOEL, I HAVE A QUESTION  FOR YOU IF  YOU  DON'T MIND.  JOEL, WHY IS  THIS WRITTEN SO LOOSELY.  IS IT  THE FEELING THAT PERHAPS SUN RAIL  IS NOT COMING TO DELAND AND YOU  DON'T WANT TO GET LOCKED INTO SOMETHING,  OR -- .   

I BELIEVE THAT SUNRAIL  IS COMING TO DELAND.  DON'T  KNOW EXACTLY WHEN, OF COURSE.  I THINK THAT  OUR  CONCERN IS YOU HAVE TWO ISSUES OR  TWO MASTERS YOU ARE TRYING TO SERVE.  ONE IS YOU WANT  TO PROMOTE RIDERSHIP, WHICH EVERYBODY  AGREES TO.  TWO, IF YOU DESIGN STANDARDS  THAT ARE TOO HIGH IN TERMS OF DENSITY.  YOU ARE, IN  FACT, DISCOURAGING THE MARKET FROM  RESPONDING.  IF  THE MARKET DOES NOT RESPOND BECAUSE  IT'S TOO HIGH TO GO  CRAZY. MINIMUM 36  UNITS AN ACRE, DELAND DOESN'T HAVE  THAT.  THEY DON'T HAVE IT TODAY  AND I DON'T THINK THEY WILL FIVE  OR 10 YEARS FROM NOW.  FROM A PROPERTY  OWNER'S PERSPECTIVE, WE WANT TO  SUPPORT SUN RAIL, BUT WE  WANT DESIGN PARAMETERS THAT WORK  IN THE MARKETS PLACE TODAY THAT'S  KIND OF THE CONCERN IS WE THINK  WHERE WE ARE, TODAY, WE HAVE OPTIONS,  WHICH IS REALLY IMPORTANT WHEN YOU  ARE PREDICTING THE FUTURE,  GOING OUT IN TIME.  I FEEL LIKE  THERE IS A LEVEL OF DETAIL IN THE  CAMP PLAN THAT IS A BIT ABOVE AND  BEYOND WHAT IS NORMALLY EXPECTED.  WE ARE, NONETHELESS, COMFORTABLE  WITH IT.  WE THINK THE  STANDARDS SET RIGHT NOW, PROVIDE  US WITH MARKET FLEXIBILITY.   IN A  FUTURE  DATE, THE  -- IN TODAY'S MARKETS PLACE IN  THE DEMAND IS FOR 10 UNITS  VERSUS 24 AND SOMEONE TRIES TO FORCE  IT ON THE MARKET, YOU WON'T  HAVE ANY RIDERSHIP.  THAT WON'T  BE ANYBODY THERE.  THAT'S THE BALANCE  WE ARE TRYING TO ACHIEVE.  

EVEN THOUGH IT IS OFF END, DO  YOU THINK THAT KIND OF LOW DENSITY  IS NEEDED TO GET PEOPLE TO OPT  IN?  

YES.  

I'M HOPING THERE WILL BE  A  BIGGER DEMAND.  I THINK THE WAY  THE DENSITIES ARE SET NOW, THEY  ARE FLEXIBLE ENOUGH THAT WE CAN  RESPOND TO THE MARKET IF SUN RAIL  SHOWS UP.  

WE HAVE SOME SORT  OF -- PROBABLY CONTROVERSY IN  YOUR OWN WORDS.  SOME KIND OF DISCUSSION  GOING ON WITH DOT, THEY  ARE WANTING A RATHER  DUMB DOWN STATION FOR DELAND.  YOU  KNOW, LONGER WAIT TIMES, SINGER  TRACKS -- I BELIEVER THAT IS STILL  THE CASE.  IS  THAT RIGHT, MARIANNE?  

THAT HAS NOT YET BEEN RELEASED  BEEN RESOLVED, YET  

NO, SIR, WE ARE NOT  AT  ALL SURPRISED. VERY EXPENSIVE  RUN SUNRAIL TO DELAND AND IT WILL  WOULD BE SOUNDS LIKE POTENTIALLY  A PRETTY  BORED SERVICE, PARTICULARLY, IF  THERE WASN'T ANY DENSITY  AROUND THE STATION  TO SUPPORT RIDERSHIP.  

I THINK THE DENSITIES THAT ARE  PROPOSED IN THIS PARTICULAR PLAN  AMENDMENT ARE AGAIN MARKET RESPONSIVE.  MY OWN PERSONAL EXPERIENCE, I WORKED  ON ANOTHER SUCH STATION IN OSCEOLA  COUNTY.  IF YOU SET STANDARDS TOO  HIGH AND NOBODY SHOWS,  YOU  HAVEN'T ACHIEVED ANYTHING.  SO,  WHAT'S THE POINT.  

THANK YOU, JOEL  

YES, SIR.  .   

JOEL, EVEN IF  I CREPTED THAT ARGUMENT, I'M STILL  READING HERE  IN EXHIBIT A  -- LET ME FIND IT AGAIN --  . THIS IS AN  EXAMPLE, PROJECT DESIGN INCLUDING  SITE PLANNING AND BUILDING  DESIGN SHOULD FULFILL A PEDESTRIAN  SENSE OF PLACE AND  FEATURE AS APPROPRIATE.  WE HAVE  ALL THROUGH THIS EXHIBIT A, I  GUESS THAT'S PART OF MY CONCERN.  IT ISN'T JUST THE DENSITY.  WE  HAVE THE SAME ISSUES IN DEBERRY.  WE HAVE A GREEN FIELD DOWN THERE  AND THEY ARE AT 18,  I THINK, MAYBE 15.  BUT, THIS  IS NOT -- IT'S JUST FILLED  WITH A LOT OF SHOULDS AS OPPOSED  TO A REAL DEVELOPMENT FOR  TOD, SO, I GUESS I'M ASKING WHY  THAT -- WHY YOU ALL WOULD HAVE --  EVEN THE EXHIBITS, WHY THE  EXHIBITS ARE "SHOULDS," WHEN IF  IT IS ISN'T YOUR INTENTION -- IF  YOU ARE JUST CONCERNED BY THE NUMBER  OF UNITS, WHY THE REST OF IT HAS  BEEN DUMBED DOWN AS WELL.  

FIRST OF ALL, LET'S  NOT USE THE STATION NAME DUMB DOWN.  I AM HOPING YOU FIND SOMETHING  BETTER THAN THAT. THE LANGUAGE  VERSUS SHALLOW VERSUS SHOULD IS  NOT TERRIBLY IMPORTANT TO US.  TO  MY KNOWLEDGE, WE ARE  NOT THE ONES  WHO WANTED IT.  TO FINISH,  I LOOK FOR LANGUAGE  LIKE "SHOULD" WHEN THE POLICY AROUND  THEVER BE.  I WILL LOSE THE FREIGHT  LOOSEY GOOSE WHAT.  LIKE, IT SAYS  YOU SHOULD PROVIDE DESIGN STANDARDS  THAT SUPPORT PEDESTRIANS.  WELL, WHAT IS THAT? IS  IT BESIDE THE STREET OR OFF THE  STREET? IT'S NOT CLEAR IF I'M A  DESIGNER.  WHAT  DOES THAT MEAN "SHALL SUPPORT PEDESTRIANISM.  THE"  

YOU CAN'T TELL ME AS A DESIGNER  WHAT NEW DEVELOPMENT SHALL PROVIDE  -- IN HERE, IT'S SHOULD  PROVIDE BICYCLE PARKING.  YOU CAN'T  DO THAT.  

THERE  ARE POP POLICIES THAT ARE CLEAR  AND THERE ARE OTHER POLICIES THAT  ARE NOT CLEAR.  THE  ONE FOR PROVIDING FOR PEDESTRIANISM,  I KNOW WHAT  I  WOULD DO .  I'M ANSWERING THAT FOR THE POLICIES  THAT ARE KIND OF NOT SPECIFIC TO  A DESIGN CRITERIA.  PEOPLE COMMONLY RECOGNIZE.  I DO FAVOR  "SHOULD"  IN  THOSE ININSTANCES.  

THANK YOU.  

MR. DAVIS, AGAIN?  

WELL, YOU KNOW, JUST ONE THING,  I'LL PROBABLY GO AHEAD  AND SUPPORT IT WITH MISS GIVENS.  I WANTED TO BRING OUGHT THOUGH  POINTS.  THE REASON WHY I WOULD  BE SUPPORTIVE.  IT'S A COMPREHENSIVE  PLAN AMENDMENT.  IT'S NOT A LAND  USE PLAN, SO,  SINCE IT'S COMPREHENSIVE PLAN, TYPICALLY,  MORE GENERAL, BUT, WE DO HAVE PROBLEMS  HERE AND I THINK EVERYBODY NEEDS  TO GIVE SOME THOUGHT TO HOW WE WILL  RESOLVE THEM.  THANK YOU.   

I HAVE TO  AGREE WITH YOU ON THIS ONE BECAUSE  TOO MANY TIMES SOMEONE TURNS AROUND  AND SAYS "YOU KNOW, YOU SHOULD DO  THIS BUT IT'S NOT A  REQUIREMENT." AND YOU SHALL DO THIS  AS A REQUIREMENT YOU SHOULD PROMOTE  PEDESTRIANISM, WHICH MEANS YOU SHOULD  HAVE WIDER SIDEWALKS.  YOU  SHOULD HAVE BIKE LOCKING EQUIPMENT.  YOU SHOULD HAVE PLACES FOR BICYCLES  TO BE PLACED  ON  THE WALKWAY, THERE, SO PEOPLE CAN  PUT THEIR BICYCLES THERE OR WHATEVER  THEY NEED TO GET THEM ON THE TRAIN.  THE FEDERAL GOVERNMENT MAKES  A DIFFERENT ARGUMENT.  YOU SHALL  MAKE EVERYTHING ADA ADEQUATE.  THERE  IS NO QUESTION ON THAT.  IF WE ARE  GOING TO MAKE A PEDESTRIAN FRIENDLY  AREA, WE SHALL PUT IN THE THINGS  WE NEED TO DO.  SO I HAVE TO AGREE  WITH YOU ON THIS.  I'M SORRY, I  WON'T  BE SUPPORTING THIS.  WAIT A MINUTE,  LET ME CHECK THE ORDER.  I'LL GIVE  YOU ANOTHER MINUTE.  

THANK YOU, SIR.  I WANTED TO  POINT OUT SEVERAL OF OUR OBJECTIVES  SAY "SHALL" AND POLICIES ARE  MORE  GENERAL. FOR EXAMPLE, OBJECTIVE,  1.5 DEVELOPMENT IN THE SUN  RAIL DELAND AREA CENTER  SHAWL PROMOTE HIGH --  

HOLD ON.  HOLD ON.  

WE JUST LOST YOU  

TRY SPEAKING INTO THAT MIKE AGAIN.  WE MIGHT HAVE JUST LOST YOU.  

YOU NEED TO REPEAT THAT  

CERTAINLY, SEVERAL OF OUR  OBJECTIVES ACTUALLY -- BRING THE  OTHER MICROPHONE OUT.  

SAY THE WORD "SHALL"  WHERE AS OUR POLICY  TENDS TO  SAY "SHOULD." JUMPING FORWARD TO  THE  NEXT OBJECTIVE.   I MISSED ONE, 1.4, INTEGRATED  PEDESTRIAN AND BICYCLE NETWORK  SHALL PROVIDE SAFE TRAVEL FOR ALL  TRANSPORTATION NOTES WITHIN THE  SUN RAIL ACTIVITY CENTER.   I FOUND ANOTHER  ONE. DISTRICT SHALL  PROVIDE TRANSITION FROM TOD CORES  AROUND THE COMMUNITY.  WE ARE SAYING  THEY SHALL COMPLY  WITH THE POLICIES, WHERE AS THE  POLICIES, THEY SHOULD GENERAL GUIDELINES  I WANTED TO ADD THAT PERSPECTIVE.  THANK  YOU  

OKAY.  ANY OTHER  QUESTIONS FOR COUNCIL? OKAY.   WE WILL NOW I GUESS WAIT  FOR ACTION HERE. MOVE APPROVAL.  

I HAVE A MOTION FOR APPROVAL,  SECOND BY  MR. WAGNER. 

WOULD YOU LIKE TO COMMENT?  

I WAS GOING TO MAKE THE MOTION.  

MOTION IS MADE.  

ALL OF THOSE SIGNIFY  BY  SAYING "AYE."  

AYE  

OPPOSED.  

NAY.  

MOTION PASSES.  

LET'S SEE ITEM  31.  ORDER  OF BUSINESS FARMTON  DEVELOPMENT IMPACT AGREEMENT.  ALL  RIGHT, WE ARE OPENING THE PUBLIC  MEETING, MAY WE HAVE THE STAFF REPORT,  PLEASE.  

THANK YOU MEMBERS OF THE  CHAIR, KELLY McGEE.  THE FARMTON  LOCAL PLAN REQUIRING THE LANDOWNER  TO APPLY FOR AND RECEIVE A MASTER  DEVELOPMENT OF REGIONAL IMPACT.  THIS MDRI PROCESS  REQUIRES AND AGREEMENT THAT CREATE  AS PLANNING FRAMEWORK BETWEEN THE  LANDOWNER, VOLUSIA COUNTY, EAST  CENTRAL FLORIDA REGIONAL PLANNING  AN THE MANAGEMENT COMMISSION.  PRIOR  TO THE MASTER DEVELOPMENT APPROVAL.  AGAIN, THE AGREEMENT BEFORE YOU  ESTABLISHES A FRAMEWORK OF THE INFORMATION  THAT THE APPLICANT WILL PROVIDE  AT THE TIME OF APPLICATION, THE  TIMING OF THE REVIEW  PROCESS, THE PHASES AND ISSUES AS  WELL AS THE EXPECTATIONS OF THE  MASTER.  THE AGREEMENT INCLUDES  REGIONAL AND LOCAL ISSUES ADDRESSED  IN THE MASTER  AND INCREMENTAL DUI'S AS  WELL AS TRANSPORTATION,  WILDLIFE AND VEGETATION, PHYSICAL  NEUTRALITY WILL BE INCLUDED IN  THE MASTER DEVELOPMENT OF THE AGREEMENT  AS WELL. THOSE ARE IN YOUR ATTACHMENTS.  THE REGIONAL PLANS COUNCIL  HOSTED THE PREAPPLICATION PROCESS  ON MAY 31st OF THIS YEAR.   ALL AGENCIES AND INTERESTED PARTIES  WERE INVITED TO  PARTICIPATE.  REGIONAL COUNCIL  PROVIDED SOME COMMENTS WHICH ARE  ATTACHED.  OUR TRAINING  ROOMSY FILLED DOWNSTAIRS, WE RECEIVED  A LOT OF REALLY GOOD ADVICE  AND IT HAS BEEN A VERY COLLABORATIVE  PROCESS.  I WOULD LIKE TO THANK  THE APPLICANT.  THEY RESPONDED TO  ALL OF OUR QUESTIONS VERY SWIFTLY.  ONCE ALL OF THE  PEARS  APPROVE THE AGREEMENT, WHEN THE  DETAILED ORDER IS RECEIVED.  THIS  IS ONE FIRST STEP IN THIS MASTER  PROCESS AND THE APPLICANT IS HERE.  IF YOU HAVE ANY QUESTIONS.  THANK YOU.   

OKAY, ALL RIGHT.  ANY OTHER STAFF  REPORT ON THIS ONE? NO  FURTHER STAFF REPORT.  PUBLIC PARTICIPATION?  

NO, SIR.  

ADRIAN GRIFFIN YOU ALL ONE MORE  CHANCE.  GLENN, I HAVE NEVER KNOWN  YOU TO NOT GET  UP AND  SAY SOMETHING.

THANK YOU, KELLY McGEE DIRECTOR  OF GROWTH AND RESOURCE MANAGEMENT.  THIS IS AN APPLICATION FOR  A ONE AND A QUARTER ACRE PROPERTY  TO BE REZONED FROM URBAN TO A  RURAL ZONAL CLASSIFICATION  FOR THE PURPOSE OF ESTABLISHING  A COMMUNITY GARDEN ON THE PROPERTY  AS PERMITTED USE.  THAT'S  ACTUALLY ARK NCILLARY TO A SINGLE  FAMILY HOME THAT'S ON THE PROPERTY.  BOTH OF THE ZONING  CLASSIFICATIONS ARE PRIMARILY  SINGLE FAMILY RESIDENTIAL. ANY OTHER STAFF COMMENT ON THIS?  WE WILL GO AHEAD AND CLOSE STAFF  REPORT.  ANY PUBLIC PARTICIPATION?  

NO, SIR.  

AS TO SEEING  NO  OTHER HANDS QUESTION WILL CLOSE  PUBLIC PARTICIPATION.  I TURN IT  OVER TO THE COUNCIL, COMMENTS, QUESTIONS  OR MOTIONS.  MR.  PATTERSON?  

MOVE APPROVAL, THE REQUEST FOR  REZONING

I LIKE TO GARDEN, FARM -- MY  NEIGHBOR COMES  OVER AND SAYS, I HAVE THREE ACRES  OF YOUR YARD.  IF HE  WANTS TO GROW TOMATOES.  THAT'S  A GROUP FARM? DO WE HAVE A LIMITATION  ON HOW MANY  PEOPLE  ARE INVOLVED?  

WE CAN TALK ABOUT  THAT LATER.  

IF YOU GO OVER TO TAYLOR ROAD,  YOU CAN SEE THEY HAVE PRETTY NEAT  PROPERTY OVER THERE.  

I JUST WAS CURIOUS BECAUSE I  MAY HAVE TO GET MY YARD REZONED.  WE'LL TALK  ABOUT  IT LATER,  

THEY DON'T ALLOW  MEDICAL MARIJUANA.  

OH, YES.  

THAT'S WAY TOO MUCH  OF A GROUP.   YES, MA'AM?  

KELLY.  DESIGNATED AREAS -- I'M  SITTING HERE THINKING THERE ARE  -- TRYING TO REMEMBER WHY WE  LIMITED THE ZONING CLASSIFICATIONS.  I'M THINKING THERE ARE PLACES,  SUBDIVISIONS THAT MAYBE  HAVE COMMON AREAS THAT  ARE NOT RURAL RESIDENTIAL, JUST  GENERAL RESIDENTIAL AND THEY WANT  TO PUT IN A COMMUNITY GARDEN. THIS WAS THE TIP OF THE SWORD  FOR US.  THERE IS A LOT OF  INTEREST NATIONWIDE.  

YEAH, THERE IS.? EXPANDING THE  USES.  REALLY, THIS WAS AN ISOLATED  CASE THAT CAME BEFORE YOU.  WE THOUGHT  IT WAS A VERY GOOD IDEA.   CERTAINLY IF COUNCIL WOULD LIKE  FOR US TO TAKE A LOOK AT EXPANDING  IT.  THERE ARE CERTAIN CONSTRAINTS,  WE WANT TO BE SURE WE ARE NOT CREATING  ISSUES FOR NEIGHBORS. ANY OTHER DISCUSSION FROM STAFF?  SEEING NONE, WE  DO HAVE  DAVID STAFF DISCUSSION POINT.  WE'LL  OPEN IT UP, NOW TO  THE PRIVATE CITIZEN.   THAT'S DAVID OKELIA.   AM I CLOSE?  

VERY CLOSE.  .   

ATTORNEY IN OR MONDAY  BEACH, I REPRESENT MR. BREWER AND  MR. HAMMOND, TWO APPLICANTS.  YOUR  STAFF HAS BEEN MORE THAN GRACIOUS  AFTER A LONG TIME AND A LOT OF WORK,  I THINK WE HAVE EVERYTHING POINTED  IN THE RIGHT DIRECTION. I'M  JUST WONDERING, BECAUSE HIS INABILITY  TO GET IT HAS HAMPERED HIS  BUSINESS.  IT EFFECTS HIS ABILITY  TO  GO TO AUCTIONS AND BUY BOATS WHOLESALE.  THINGS  OF  THAT NATION. YOU CAN GET  ARE GET YOUR BUSINESS TAX RECEIPT  TOMORROW.  

ALL  RIGHT, MOVING ON.   ROLLING RIGHT ALONG.   I HAVE A SUPPLEMENTAL DOCUMENT.  

     ITEM NUMBER 34, CORRECT.  STRATEGIC GOAL, DISCUSSION, PROPOSED  CODE HE AMENDMENTS, MISS  McGEE.  

MISS McGEE WILL BE SPEAKING AGAIN.  VERY SHORTLY.  JUST BY  WAY OF INTRODUCTION, WHAT WE  HAVE TRIED TO  DO IS PROVIDE SOME HISTORY FOR SMART  GROWTH IN THIS ITEM.  SMART  GROWTH HAD  A  VERY  EXTENSIVE PURPOSE, -- POLICY DIRECTIONS  TO GUIDE FUTURE DEVELOPMENT IN THE  COUNTY.  THE IDEA WAS THAT WE  WOULD ADOPT  OUR DEVELOPMENT STANDARDS  BASED ON CERTAIN GEOGRAPHIC CONSIDERATIONS  INVOLVING HIGHER PROTECTIONS IN  SOME AREAS, MORE FLEXIBILITY IN  OTHER AREAS, PROMOTING CERTAIN POLICY,  DIRECTIONS, TRYING TO RECOGNIZE  THE  IMPORTANCE OF DELIVERING INFRASTRUCTURE  AND SERVICES BY THE PUBLIC FOR  THE FUTURE DEVELOPMENT.  WE WANTED  TO LOOK AT A PROCESS THAT WOULD  NOT ONLY BE STREAM LINED,  BUT WOULD OFFER SOME PREDICTABILITY.  AND SUPPORT FOR  OUTCOMES AND NOT JUST THE PROCESS  ITSELF.  BUT A  PROCESS SUPPORTING A  PARTICULAR OUTCOME IDENTIFIED BY  COUNCIL.  ALONG THE WAY, WE SEE  A NUMB OF SMALL CHANGES AND LARGE  ONES.  WE HAVE TRIED AT THE END  OF THE ITEM TO OFFER A SAMPLE EVER  0 THE MENU IN TERMS OF THE ACTIVITIES  THAT COULD BE DONE OVER A ONE-YEAR  PERIOD.  BUT IT  WAS ONLY MEANT TO OFFER THE STRAW  MAN FOR DISCUSS AND THE DISCUSSION  IS WHAT WE HOPE TO HEAR FROM THE  COUNCIL TODAY IN TERMS  OF HOW WE PROCEED OVER THE  NEXT YEAR WITH THIS.  THANK  YOU.

MAYBE SOMETHING HAPPENED TO THE  SPEAKERS.  I HEAR YOU  DIRECTLY. SHE'S SOFT SPOKEN.  

I'LL  TRY TO PROJECT.  

THANK YOU, MR. CHAIR, AGAIN,  THIS PRESENTATION IS A COMPILATION  OF EFFORTS FROM MANY, MANY INDIVIDUALS.  I WOULD LIKE  TO THANK OUR LEGAL DEPARTMENT.   MEMBERS OF THE  PUBLIC WORKS TEAM, AS WELL AS MANY  FROM OUR  GROWTH AND RESOURCE DEVELOPMENT.  AS I SAID, THIS IS A LONG HISTORY  AND SO I'LL TRY TO CAPTURE IT AS  BEST I CAN.  ON AUGUST 8th OF THIS  YEAR, COUNCIL REQUESTED AN OVERVIEW  OF OUR SMART GROWTH  INITIATIVE WHICH ENVISIONED A APPROACH  TO PROTECT THE ENVIRONMENTAL  CORE  WHILE PROTECHING URBAN  HAIR  YASSER ARAFAT. 

     -- IN 2003, THE COUNCIL PRIORITIZED  SMART GROWTH IN ORDER TO PROMOTE  A HEALTHY ENVIRONMENT.   2005, THE VOLUSIA  SMART GROWTH IMPLEMENTATION COMMITTEE,  COMPRICED OF REPRESENTATIVES FROM  THE COUNTY, CITIES, BUSINESSES.  

     CIVIC ORGANIZATIONS, ENVIRONMENTAL  ORGANIZATIONS AS WELL AS CITIZENS  PRESENTED ITS FINAL REPORT TO COUNTY  COUNCIL. IN 2008, THE  SMART GROWTH INITIATIVE WAS ADOPTED  INTO OUR PLAN.  IT INCLUDED THE  ECO MAP AND INCLUDED  CLUSTER DEVELOPMENT AND RETENTION  OF OPEN SPACE.   TODAY,LY PROVIDE AN OVERVIEW.  SO  N LOOKING AT THE SLIDE,  I HAVE ILLUSTRATED SMART GROWTH  AS A SET OF PRINCIPLES  FOR MANAGING GROWTH.  FIRST,  PROTECHING  THE ENVIRONMENTAL CORE.  SECOND,  I'LL REVIEW THE POLICIES SUPPORTING  SMART GROWTH, DEVELOPMENT  PATTERNS.  THIRD, I'LL  DISCUSS OPTIONS FOR MEETING OUR  INFRASTRUCTURE NEEDS AND  FINALLY, EXAMPLES ABOUT HOW TO STREAM  LINE THE  PROCESS.  

2005 SMART GROWTH REPORT IDENTIFIED  GENERAL AREAS OF THE COUNTY THAT  CAME TO BE KNOWN AS MAPS A,  B AND C. MAP A CONTAINED  AREAS OF INTERCONNECTED NATURAL  SYSTEMS OF ENVIRONMENTAL SENSITIVE  LANDS.  THESE LANDS INCLUDED  THE COUNTY'S CONSERVATION CORRIDOR.  PORTIONS OF THE ENVIRONMENTAL SYSTEMS  CORRIDOR.  LANDS OF PUBLIC OWNERSHIP,  AS WELL AS OTHER  IMPORTANT WILDLIFE CONNECTORS.   SO COUNCIL ADOPTED THIS MAP WITH  A POLICY THAT THESE AREAS SHOULD  RECEIVE THE GREATEST DEGREE OF PROTECTION  AS WELL AS INTENSIVES  FOR MAINTAINING OPEN STATES.  

TODAY, MAP A IS CALLED  THE ENVIRONMENTAL ECONOMIC ECO.  THAT WAS DERIVED FROM  THE FIRST COMMITTEE WHICH WAS TO  PROTECT THE ENVIRONMENTAL CORE.  ON YOUR SCREEN, THE ECO MAP  IS IN BLUE.  DARK  BLUE, UNINCORPORATED AREAS, THE  MORE GRAYISH  BLUE ARE  THE  INCORPORATED AREAS.   THE CLOSEST MAP WE HAVE  IS NATURAL RESOURCE MANAGEMENT AREA.  WHICH IS HIGHLIGHTED ON GREEN.  MAP C WAS THE LEAST  DEFINED AND IT SHOWED CITIES THAT  WERE OUTSIDE OF MAPS A AND BECOME.  THEY INTEREST GRAY AND WHITE ON  YOUR MAP.  THE GRAY ARE THE CITIES,  THE WHITE  ARE  THE UNINCORPORATED AREAS.  

SMART GROWTH  IN A TIER SECTION DEPENDING ON WHAT  THE GOAL WAS.  WE  WANTED TO ALSO HONOR THE PROPERTY  RIGHTS OF PEOPLE IN ALL OF THESE  AREAS.  WE WANTED TO  ENCOURAGE SMART  GROWTH BY INSENTIVIZING.  

I'LL GO  SOME OF THE SMART GOAL TOOLS.  THE  FIRST RECOMMENDATION OF THE COMMITTEE  AND THE FOCUS  OF THE COUNTY SMART GROWTH AMENDMENT  WAS PROTECTING  THE  ENVIRONMENTAL  GOALS COUNTY.  IN 2008, THE  COUNCIL ADOPTEDDED ENVIRONMENTAL  CORE OVERLAY AND PROMOTED A  CONSERVATION DEVELOPMENT  TO MAINTAIN EACH AGO TESTIFITY AS  WELL AS OPEN SPACE.  THE AMENDMENT  CALLED FOR HEIGHTENED STANDARD  SAYS FOR WETLANDS,  TREES -- PRIMARILY CONCERNED WITH  RURAL DEVELOPMENT, WHICH NATURALLY  HINGED ON THE ISSUE OF SPRAWL.   PRIOR TO 2008, THE  COUNTY CODE EXEMPTED MANY  OF THE SUBDIVISIONS, LEADING  TO SPRAWLING DEVELOPMENTS.  ON DECEMBER 18th, OF 2008,  THE COUNTY COUNCIL REMOVED THESE  EXEMPTIONS.  THE  RESULT ALL-NEW SUBDIVISIONS MUST  MEET THE STANDING OF  THE CODE, INCLUDING THE REQUIREMENT  OF PAVEED ROADS.  COUNCIL DIRECTED  STAFF TO  RESEARCH ALTERNATIVES TO  SUBDIVISIONS, LIKE CONSERVATION  DEVELOPMENT AND PROVIDING A LIMITED  OPPORTUNITY TO DEVELOP UNDER ROADS.  

AS A RESULT,  STAFF DRAFTED STANDARDS MEANT TO  STREAM LINE DEVELOPMENT IN RURAL  AREAS WHERE  PROPERTY OWNERS AGREED TO CLUSTER  THEIR DEVELOPMENT IN EXCHANGE  FOR  DENSITY BONUSES.  IF THEY  CHOOSE TO DO THAT, THEY WOULD HAVE  HAD TO MEET CERTAIN REQUIREMENTS.  AT LEAST 60% OF OPEN SPACE TO THE  PROPERTY.  THE OWNER WOULD  RECEIVE  A 25% DENSITY BONUS.  VOLUSIA COUNTY  SCHOOL  ACE CAPACITY ANALYSIS, IF IT WAS  SAT FYEED.  ALL OF THE WETLANDS,  OR 75% OF THE GROSS ACREAGE AND  AGAIN, THE MINIMUM  WOULD BE 60%.  LIMBED NEIGHBORHOOD SCALE COMMERCIAL  DEVELOPMENT CONSISTENT WITH THE  RURAL CHARACTER OF THE NEIGHBOR  WOULD ALSO BE RAY LOU  AND THE ORDINANCE  THAT STAFF DRAFTED CONTAINED  PROPROVISIONS  FOR THE SUBSUBDIVISIONS.  THEY WOULD BE  ALLOWED ONE QUARTER  MILE FROM PUBLICLY MAINTAINED ROADWAY.  THOSE SUBDIVISIONS WOULD NEED  TO MEET BASIC CRITERIA  FOR STABLIZED SURFACES, ROADER IS  FACE.  STORM WATER  AND THE PROPERTY OWNER WOULD BE  REQUIRED TO POST A NOTICE THAT THE  ROADS WOULD BE PRIVATE AND  WOULD NEVER OBTAIN COUNTY MAINTENANCE.  

ANOTHER PART OF THE LARGE SMART  GROWTH ORDINANCE WAS MOVE WILLING  THE CLUSTER AND DEVELOPMENT FROM  THE ZONING CODE TO THE LAND DEVELOPMENT  CODE.  MANY,  MANY ISSUES WERE IN THE  DOCUMENT  THAT  WE DRAFTED.   SO WHILE THE LAST SLIDE WAS FOCUSED  ON PRIMARILY ENVIRONMENTAL AND RURAL  AREAS OF THE COUNTY.  THIS  SLIDE REALLY FOCUSES ON THE MORE  URBAN AREAS OR WHAT WAS  KNOWN AS MAP C STAFF IS SEEKING  DIRECTION ON POLICIES  THAT  WOULD SUPPORT THIS AND LIMIT SPRAWL.  WE ARE SEEING THE INFLEXIBILITY  IN OUR CODE AS IT  RELATES TO UNFELTED DEVELOPMENT.  LET ME BE CLEAR, OUR KID  WAS DESIGNED TO BE FLEXIBLE.   TO SET VERY CLEAR POLICIES.  THAT  WAS DONE INTENTIONALLY, HOWEVER,  THERE APPEARS TO BE ROOM  FOR MODIFICATION BECAUSE WE RECOGNIZE  THAT OUR COUNTY IS FULL OF  DIVERSE ECO SYSTEMS AND  WITH DIVERSE NEEDS.  SO STAFF WOULD  LIKE TO RIGHT SIZE OUR CODE TO  REMOVER THE HURDLES INFIELD  DEVELOPMENT AND URBAN REDEVELOPMENT.  TWO EXAMPLES I HAVE SHOWN ON THIS  SLIDE WOULD BE THE FIRST TO  ADOPT A MIXED USE ZONING CLASSIFICATION  AND THE SECOND WOULD BE TO  ALLOW FLEXIBLE PARKING STANDARDS  FOR INFIELD AREAS.  IF I COULD GIVE  YOU SOME EXAMPLES. DELEON SPRINGS  AREA AS WELL AS THE TRAVEL CORE  CORES BETWEEN CITIES WOULD BE PRIME  AREAS FOR THE MIXED  USE ZONING CLASSIFICATION  TO REINVIGORATE BUSINESSESES AND  IN FIELD DEVELOPMENT.  

THE SECOND  ITEM, FLEXING PARKING STANDARDS.  WE HAVE AN EXAMPLE IN  THE OR MONDAY MALL.   PREEXISTING PARKING.  THEY WANT  TO RECONFIGURE THE PARKING.  WE  HAVE SOME FAIRLY SIMPLE QUICK SOLUTIONS  THAT WE CAN  BRING TO COUNCIL  FOR CONSIDERATION.  THIS SLIDE DEMONSTRATES THE NEED  TO BE PHYSICALLY RESPONSIBLE WHILE  MEETING NEEDS, AT THE SAME TIME  STREAM LINING THE PROCESS.  THIS  IS A TALL ORDER AND WILL LIKELY  REQUIRE SEVERAL CONVERSATIONS TO  REVIEW AND IMPLEMENT.  I WOULD LIKE  TO SIMPLIFY THIS WHY SAYING PRIOR  TO 2005, THE COUNTY HAD A MAY  AND GO POLICY  TO MITIGATE DEMAND  FOR IMPROVED ROADS.   ? THIS LEAD TO US CREATING  A CREDIT PROGRAM.  I  BELIEVE TERRY TOUCHED ON  THIS THIS MORNING.  STAFF  COUNCIL COULD CONSIDER A TIERED  A PREACH TO IMPACT FEES  TO PROMOTE ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT  IN OUR URBAN AREAS.  NOW,  THIS WOULD REALLY BE SORT OF DISCRETION  FAIRY AS LONG  AS YOU MAINTAIN YOUR CURRENCY STANDARDS.  THIS IS A POLICY DECISION.  IF  YOU REMOVE  THE STANDARDS, THIS WOULD ALMOST  FALL NATURALLY FROM THAT DECISION.  

SO, THE SLIDE  ALSO MOVING ON IDENTIFIES  FEED TO CREATE  ASTRO TEENIC TRANSPORTATION PROGRAM  AND FINALLY, THIS  SLIDE MENTIONS FISCAL NEUTRALITY.  WHEREBY THE DEVELOPER WILL BE RESPONSIBLE  FOR ALL OF THE INFRASTRUCTURE, BOTH  ON THE PROPERTY AS WELL AS OFF THE  PROPERTY AT THE MAJOR INTERCHANGES.  WE ARE USING THIS AS AN  EXAMPLE OF HOW THIS  CONCEPT OF FISCAL NEUTRALITY  CAN REALLY DEMONSTRATION.  SUCCESS  OF PUBLIC AND PRIVATE  PARTNERSHIPS THAT  CREATE SOLUTIONS FOIN FROM STRUCTURE  NEEDS.  I WANTED TO  MENTION FARMTON AS AN EXAMPLE OF  THE FISCAL NEUTRALITY WE  HAVE HAD.  

THIS SLIDE SIMPLY ILL STRAIGHTS  THAT WE CAN STREAM LINE THE  DEVELOPMENT PROCESS AND MAINTAIN  SMART GROWTH PROCESS  BY STRATEGICALLY AMENDING  OUR LAND DEVELOPMENT CODE AND ZONES  CODE.  I'M GOING TO GIVE EXAMPLES  ON THE NEXT SLIDE.  AT THIS  POINT, I WANTED TO MENTION THE  SHARE OF YOUR MANY  OPEN  WOULD BE HERE.  HE WANTED ME  TO MENTION TO YOU  ALL THAT PLDRC STANDS READY TO RECOMMEND  AND REVIEW CHANGES TO YOUR ZONING  CODE.  THEY ARE EAGER TO DO THIS  AND THEY DO ANTICIPATE THIS COULD  BE THE BEGINNING OF A FAIRLY LONG  PROCESS.  THEY ARE VERY EAGER TO  PARTICIPATE.  THIS IS ONE COMMITTEE  THAT YOU HAVE STANDING THAT COULD  ACTUALLY REVIEW SOME OF THE POLICY  RECOMMENDATIONS FOR YOU.  SO, WITHOUT  HAVING TO CREATE A NEW COMMITTEE,  THEY ARE READY AND THEY ASKED FOR  IT LAST WEEK AT THEIR  MOST RECENT MEETINGS.  NAY ACTUALLY  DID.  THEY ASKED FOR --  IT'S  VERY,  VERY TIMELY.  

 FINALLY, I MENTIONED EVERYONE WOE  PARTICIPATED IN THE MEETINGS YEARS  AGO WILL REMEMBER THAT THE COUNTY  AND MOST OF THE CITIES  WERE REALLY ENCOURAGING THE USE  OF JOINT  PLANNING  AGREEMENTS TO  UNIFY OR PLANNING AND REDUCE  GOVERNMENTAL SERVICES OVERLAP, SO,  WHAT YOU ARE SEEING NOW WITH THE  INTERLOCAL AGREEMENTS COMING BEFORE  YOU, THAT'S A RESULT OF THESE SMART  GROWTH MEETINGS THAT HAPPENED MANY,  MANY YEARS AGO.   THE  SNOWSHOWER SMYRNA BEACH -- WE ARE  LEARNING A LOT OF  VALUABLE LESSONS WITH THAT.  WE  HAVE MORE COMING FORWARD.   FOR EXAMPLE, OR MONDAY BEACH INTERLOCAL  AGREEMENTS WILL BE COMING LATER  IN THE SUMMER, EARLY IN THE FALL  

SO THIS SLIDES GIVES  EXAMPLES OF POLICIES AND  VERY GENERAL TIME  LINE FOR COUNCIL CONSIDERATION AND  PRIORITIZING.  AT THIS POINT, I  CAN WALK YOU THROUGH THIS INFORMATION,  IF THAT WILL BE HELPFUL.   YOUR FIRST COLUMN, THE GENERAL TIME  LINE.  IT'S OFF THERE A LITTLE BIT,  BUT YOUR FIRST SET OF POLICIES  WILL BE PROTECTING THE CORE.   THE FIRST THING, REMOVING  THE BATCH PLANTS.  I PUT THAT THERE  AS A REMINDER THAT COUNCIL  ASKED US TO REMOVE BATCH PLANTS  FROM  THE A1 ZONING.  I WANTED YOU TO JUST BE AWARE THAT  IS COMING.  THAT IS IN THE CENTER  OF THE COUNTY.  SO I THOUGHT IT  WOULD BE AN APPROPRIATE POINT OF  CONVERSATION.  >>.  SECOND ITEM  IS OUR CONSERVATION OF DEVELOPMENT.  WE DID DRAFT  A  FAIRLY COMPREHENSIVE ORDINANCE TO  CAPTURE ALL OF THESE ISSUES.  HOWEVER,  IT HAS NOT BEEN ADOPTED BY  COUNTY COUNCIL.  

THE NEXT SET OF ITEMS.  THE NEXT  THREE, ALL RELATED.   REVIEW ENVIRONMENTAL STANDARDS,  GET POLICY DIRECTION AND AMEND OUR  CODES AS DIRECTED.  I PUT THIS IN  BECAUSE SEVERAL COUNCIL MEMBERS  HAD ASKED FOR A REVIEW OF OUR ENVIRONMENTAL  STANDARDS.  I WANTED TO  MENTION THAT WHEN WE PREVIOUSLY  CREATED OAR  OR AMENDED  WITH MINIMAL CONSIDERATIONS, COUNCIL  SENT IT -- COUNCIL CAN GIVE YOU  MORE INFORMATION ON THAT PROCESS,  BUT IT IS A MORE LENGTHY PROCESS  BECAUSE IT DOES POTENTIALLY INVOLVE  AMENDMENTS TO THE COMP  PLAN.   MINIMUM STANDARDS.  THAT'S WHY  I PUT IT IN LATER IN THE  TIME  LINE.  

THE NEXT -- I MENTIONED  FLEXIBLE PARKING STANDARD.  I HAVE  NOT MENTIONED YET, BUT I THINK IS  VERY IMPORTANT, WE HAVE THOUGHT  OF SOME WAYS.  WE  HAVE SEVERAL AREAS, SEVERAL  QUIET TOR CORES, WE CORRECTED THAT  IN DELEON SPRINGS.  HOWEVER, THERE  ARE MANY PROPERTIES  THAT HAVE EXACTLY THE SAME PROBLEM.  COUNCIL COULD FIGURE OUT A WAY  FOR US TO MOVE THE ZONING  LINE FROM  PORTIONS THAT EXISTS AT THE  TIME.  

FOR EXAMPLE, WE CAN ADMINISTRATIVELY  MOVE THE COMPREHENSIVE LINE IF WE  KNOW THERE HAS  BEEN AN ERROR TO EVEN UP OUR LINES.  WE DON'T HAVE THE SAME FLEXIBILITY  WITH THE ZONING CODES.  SO, WE ARE  OFFERING SOME STRATEGIC AMENDMENTS.  WE DON'T WANT THE PEN DEE  ALMOST TO GO TOO FAR, BUT WE THINK  IT CAN HELP  ALOT OF PEOPLE.  

NEXT, WE  COULD SIMPLIFY OR LANDSCAPE DIVISIONS.  THERE ARE TROUGHS FOR YOUR CONSIDERATION.  RIGHT NOW, WE HAVE TIED THEM TO  MIXED USE ZONING CLASSIFICATION.  WE ANTICIPATE THEY COULD BE  SPLIT BECAUSE THE LANDSCAPED ONE  CAN LOOK VERY COMPLEX.  --  .   

WE  COULD SUGGESTED  PERHAPS HAVING PLDRC ISSUE THE APPROVAL.  THERE ARE ALOT OF DIFFERENT CONCEPTS  THAT WE CAN BRING BACK TO  YOU FOR CONSIDERATION.  SPECIAL  EXCEPTIONS, DO HAVE A HIGHER THRESHOLD.  THERE ARE MORE CONDITIONS  AND THEY DO DESERVE A HEIGHTENED  REVIEW.  NEXT, PROVIDING  OUR ESSENTIAL INFRASTRUCTURE.   THE FIRST ONE, AS I MENTIONED, WOULD  BE A POLICY  DECISION TO CREATE THE ELIMINATION  OF NEW IMPACT FEES.  IT'S NOT A  CODE CHANGE PER SE, OUR ENVIRONMENTAL  STAFF HAS SPENT QUITE A  LONG TIME DEVELOPING A SUSTAINABILITY  PLAN FOR LIVEABLE SUSTAINABLE COMMUNITIES.  THERE ARE A LOT OF  GOOD ONES FOR ENERGY CONSERVATION.  THAT CAN BE PART OF WHAT WE ARE  DOING, IT KEYS INTO THE SMART GROWTH  INITIATIVE AS WELL.  I DECIDED NOT  TO MENTION IT, HERE.  

I ALSO  MENTIONED READVISING A ROAD CONCURRENT  STANDARDS, AS WELL AS DEVELOPING  A PROGRAM FROM OUR INFRASTRUCTURE.  FINALLY, STEAM LINING OUR PROCESS.  WE DO HAVED A MY STRAYTIVE  CHANGES COMING TO YOU.  WE HAVE  INCLUDED THE  HERITAGE CORRIDOR AMENDMENTS.  WE  ARE MAKING CHANGES TO  OUR THOROUGHFARE  ROADS, BUT PRIMARILY, ADMINISTRATIVE  CHANGES ARE TO UPDATE OUR CODES.  WE WILL BRING THAT TO YOU THIS  FALL.  WHICH HOPEFULLY, WILL START  US THINKING ON OTHER WAYS THAT WE  CAN STREAM LINE THE COMP PLAN.   AGAIN, AS I MENTIONED. OR MONDAY  LOCAL ABOUT BE WILL BE BEFORE  YOU SHE SHORTLY.  

THE NEXT ITEM, ACCESSORY  STRUCTURES IS SOMETHING THEY ARE  HEARING OVER AND OVER AGAIN.  WE  WOULD LIKE TO TAKE ANOTHER LOOK  AT THAT.  WE DON'T  WANT THE PENDULUM TO SWING TWO FAR,  BUT WE THINK THERE  IS ROOM FOR MODIFICATION THERE  

WE THINK WE CAN CLEAN UP THE  CODE, BRING SOME OF  THE PROVISIONS TOGETHER SO PEOPLE  ARE NOT GOING THROUGH TO FIND  THE RULES.  

NEXT, THERE ARE SOME PROVISIONS  IN OUR ZONING CODE THAT WE COULD  MOVE TO THE LAND OF DEVELOPMENT.  TO EASE AND SIMPLIFY THE  PROCESS FOR APPLICANTS.  IT WOULD  STILL HAVE TO  GO THROUGH THE DRC, BUT IT'S OFTEN  LESS THAN REZONING AND GOING TO  THE PLANNING.  .   

WITH THAT, MARIANNE IF YOU  HAVE ANYTHING ELSE?  

NO, THANK YOU, KELLY.  THAT WAS  EXCELLENT.  THIS IS INTENDED TO  PRESENT A STRAW MAN, IT'S  FAIRLY AMBITIOUS OUTLINE, BUT IT  WAS MEANT TO GIVE  A BROAD REPRESENTATION OF THINGS  THAT WE  HAVE HEARD  COUNCIL  INTEREST AND WE ARE INTERESTED IN  HEARING FROM YOU DIRECTLY.  SOME ARE SEQUENTIAL.  IF YOU TELL  US WHAT YOU WOULD LIKE TO DO, WE  CAN PROCEED ACCORDINGLY.   

POLICE CUSACK.  

THANK YOU, MR. CHAIR.  THANK  YOU, MISS McGEE FOR THAT PRESENTATION.  IT WAS ABSOLUTELY GREAT.   I WANTED TO ASK  A QUESTION CAN YOU TELL  ME YOUR  DESCRIPTION  OF SUBDIVISION?  

ACTUALLY, I CAN BE VERY, VERY  GENERAL, OUR EXPERT IS SITTING  RIGHT HERE, MR. PALMER PATTON.   HE CAN GIVE YOU  THE TEXTBOOK DEFINITION.   ESSENTIALLY, WE ARE SUBDIVIDING  PROPERTY.  FOR  EXAMPLE, WE ALLOW ONE PRINCIPLE  STRUCTURE ON A PROPERTY.  IN ORDER  TO AVOID THE SUBDIVISION RULES,  WE COULD POTENTIALLY ALLOW MORE  THAN ONE PRINCIPLED STRUCTURE ON  A PROPERTY TO AVOID THE TRIGGER  OF THE  LAND DEVELOPMENT SUBDIVISION.  WITH THAT, I'M GOING TO ASK PALMER  TO GENERALLY DESCRIBE FOR  US THE PROCESS.   

 PALMER PANTTEN PLANNING DEVELOPMENT  AND SERVICES.  THE PROCESS, CURRENTLY,  THIS GOES BACK  TO MANDATORY SUBDIVISION REGULATIONS  FROM 1972 ARE THAT ANY PARCEL PLAN  TO BE SUBDIVIDED WILL GO  THROUGH AT LEAST  THREE PROCESSES.   OVERALL DEVELOPMENT PLAN, PRELIMINARY  PROCESS AND THEN THE FINAL PROCESS.  THEY ARE STAGED INTENTIONALLY SO  THAT YOU WILL GO THROUGH  THE DEVELOPMENT REVIEW COMMITTEE  FOR THE OVERALL DEVELOPMENT PROCESS  WITHOUT HAVING TO DO ALL OF THE  ENGINEERS NECESSARY UP FRONT BECAUSE  IF THE DESIGN  CHANGES, OBVIOUSLY, ENGINEERING  HAS TO CHANGE.  SO SAY IT GETS APPROVED.  YOU GO THROUGH THE PRELIMINARY  PROCESS, WHICH ALSO INCLUDES OUR  FIRST LOOK AT WHAT THE FINAL PLATTE  WILL LOOK LIKE.  THE  FINAL PLATTE WILL EVENTUALLY --  THAT WILL BE THE THIRD PROCESS,  BUT GOING BACK TO  THE PRELIMINARY PROCESS, IT GOES  THROUGH STAFF REVIEW,  EVERYBODY CHECKS THE ENGINEERS,  LANDSCAPING, ZONING  REQUIREMENTS, ENVIRONMENTAL REQUIREMENTS.  AND UPON APPROVAL, THEY CAN FILE  FOR A FINAL PLATTE APPLICATION.  FINAL PLATTE  IS SIMPLY SURVEYED LEGAL DOCUMENT  THAT EVENT ACTUALLY GETS RECORDED  IN PUBLIC RECORDS AFTER IT COMES  TO THE COUNTY COUNCIL FOR APPROVAL.  THE DEVELOPERS AT FINAL PLATTE  HAVE TWO CHOICES.   THEY CAN GUARANTEE  THE CONSTRUCTION APPROVAL OF THE  PERFORMANCE AGREEMENT FOR 150% OF  THE COST TO DO IT WHICH ALLOWS  THEM TO RECORD THE  PLATTE, SELL LOTS AND THE LOT  OWNERS CAN THEN BEGIN CONSTRUCTION  ON THEIR HOMES, BUT THEY DON'T  GET A CERTIFICATE UNTIL ALL OF THE  INFRASTRUCTURE HAS BEEN COMPLETED  AN THE DEVELOPER ENTER AS ONE  YEAR MAINTENANCE PERIOD.  THAT'S  TO MAKE SURE THERE HAVE BEEN NO  ERRORS IN DESIGN OR CONSTRUCTION  AND AT THE END  OF  ONE YEAR  IMPROVE MACHINES ARE ACCEPTABLE.  

THANK YOU, THAT'S A WHOLE LOT  MORE THAN I THOUGHT IT MIGHT  BE.  

I WANTED TO  KNOW --  

MRS. CUSACK.  LET ME SEE IF I  CAN HELP.  SUBDIVISION IS DEFINED  AS THE DIVISION OF ONE LOT INTO  TWO OR MORE LOTS.  IF YOU HAVE ONE  PARCEL OF LAND AND YOU SPLIT IT  IN TWO, THAT'S A SUBDIVISION AND  HAVE YOU TO FOLLOW  OUR SUBDIVISION REGULATIONS  

IF I HAD 10-ACRES  OF LAND AND WANTED TO SELL OFF  ONE, SAY AN ACRE OF THAT, IT  BECOME AS SUBDIVISION?  

YES, MA'AM.  

AND  WOULD  REQUIRE, THEN  PAID THROW?  

DEPENDING ON WHETHER OR NOT YOU  HAD IT, SOME LOTS ARE VESTED.  THERE  IS A WHOLE PROCESS WE GO THROUGH.  BUT WORST CASE SCENARIO, YES, MA'AM,  THAT'S HOW THE  RULES NOW READ.  

HOW LONG HAVE THE RULES BEEN  THAT  WAY?  

2008.  PRIOR  TO 2008, WE HAVE  EXEMPT SUBDIVISIONS, DIVISIONS OF  LAND THAT DIDN'T HAVE TO GO THROUGH  THE PROCESS AND UNDER THOSE  CIRCUMSTANCE, FOLKS COULD JUST DIVIDE  THEIR LAND AND CREATE ACCESS  TO DIRT ROADS. THERE WERE NO  STORM WATER CONTROLS, NO WETLAND  REVIEWS, NOTHING.  WHAT OCCURRED  WAS AS VOLUSIA COUNTY BECAME MORE  AND  MORE URBANIZED, YOU WOULD HAVE STORM  WATER PROBLEMS WHERE THESE  DIVISIONS  OF LAND, BECAUSE IT DIDN'T HAVE  ADEQUATE STORM WATER, IT WOULD  POP ONTO OTHER PEOPLE'S LAND.  A  LOT OF COMPLAINTS OVER THE YEARS,  YOU WOULD HAVE THE DIRT ROADS THAT  WERE NOT PROPERLY MAINTAINED AND  THEY WOULD COME AND ASK THE COUNTY  TO COME AND MAINTAIN THEM AND THEIR  RESPONSE TO US "WELL, YOU LET US  DIVIDE  OUR LAND." "YOUR RULES.  YOU TOLD  US WE COULD DIVIDE THE LAND.   THAT'S YOUR RESPONSIBILITY VOLUSIA  COUNTY TO COME FIX OUR PROBLEMS  FOR US." COUNCIL HAS DEALT WITH  THOSE ISSUES FOR PROBABLY A DECADE  OR MORE AND THEY SAID "YEAH, WE  ARE GOING TO CHANGE THE RULES AND  GET RID OF  THAT EXEMPTION." NOW, EVERYONE HAS  TO FOLLOW THE COMPLETE  RULES THAT MR. PATTEN WENT  OVER  FOR YOU.  

WE HAVE MADE PROPOSALS OVER THE  YEARS, BUT COUNCIL HAS  NOT ADOPTED THEM.  COUNCIL SAID  "LOOK, WE ARE GOING TO GET RID OF  EVERYTHING AND AS PART OF  THE SMART PROPROCESS, WE WOULD BRING  BACK DIFFERENT VERSIONS OF THE CODE  AND WE HAVE DRAFTED -- I  THINK I HAVE 14, 15 VERSIONS  IN MY OFFICE  OVER  THE LAST SEVEN  OTHER EIGHT YEARS, BUT COUNCILS  HAVE NOT ACTED ON THEM.  

THIS WOULD BE SUBJECT FOR DISCUSSION?  

YES, MA'AM.  

COULD IT GO TO PROTECT THE ENVIRONMENTAL  CORE WHERE YOU HAVE THE CONSERVATION  DEVELOPMENT AND THE DIRT  ROAD SUBDIVISIONS.  WOULD IT GO  UNDER FOR DISCUSSION AT THAT POINT?  WHERE WOULD YOU --  

I THINK IT WOULD BE PROTECT ENVIRONMENTAL  CORE.  THE LIKELIHOOD OF HAVING  THAT KIND OF DIVISION WOULD  BE IN MAP A, MAP B AND  MAP C LANDS ARE SUBDIVIDED, SO,  YES, MA'AM, THAT'S WHERE THAT DISCUSSION  WOULD GO.   [ PAUSE  FOR CHANGE OF CAPTIONER ] --  

MOST EVERYTHING THAT WAS THERE  WAS IN THE REPORT BELIEVE IT OR  NOT WE ISSUED IN 2005. I AM SORRY,  I WILL TAKE A SECOND TO FIGURE  OUT HOW TO DO THIS. THIS WAS THE  COMMITTEE, YOU WILL RECOGNIZE  MOST OF THOSE NAMES  ON THERE. THIS WAS A PRETTY GOOD  COMMITTEE. MR.STORECH IS HERE, HANGING  IN, BUT THIS WASN'T IT. WE HAD THEM  INVOLVED BECAUSE YOU GOT TO INVOLVE  THE CITY AS WELL AND YOU SAID THERE  WAS GREAT PARTICIPATION FROM THE  CITIES AND WE ALSO HAD TECHNICAL  COMMITTEE UNDER THAT THAT WAS  A LOT OF TECHNICIANS THAT  WORKED ON ALL OF THIS, THIS IS NOT  EASY.  

THE GOOD PART WAS  THAT WE ALL CAME TOGETHER WITH CONSENSUS,  THIS WAS AS YOU REALLY KNOW TO GET  THROUGH THIS, KELLY WENT THROUGH  THIS, THE PRINCIPALS CAME UP WITH  THIS WITH LOTS OF DETAIL  TO  FOLLOW AND I THINK THIS WAS IMPORTANT  THIS WAS  GENERALLY  A CONSENSUS.  

THE COMP PLAN CALLED FOR US  TO IMPLEMENT THE LD R, AND REVIEW  THEM AND THAT DIDN'T HAPPEN SO YOU  ARE BEHIND AND YOU NEED TO FOCUS  ON THIS AND THIS SHOULD BE THE MAJOR  PART OF YOUR EFFORT. YOU DO THIS  BEFORE  YOU DO ANYTHING ELSE BECAUSE THE  COUNSEL  SHOULD  HAVE ALREADY DONE THIS.  

THIS IS WHAT WE FOUND OF COURSE  IS WHAT THE OLD STANDARDS -- THIS  IS WHAT WE ENCOURAGED, THE RANCHETTE  FRAGMENTATION OF THE CENTER PART  OF THE COUNTY WE  WERE  TRYING  TO STOP AND THIS IS THE TYPE  OF -- OF CONSERVATION DESIGN.  

WITH 4 SECONDS LEFT I AM GOING  TO ECHO WHAT DOUG JUST SAID, YOU  NEED TO DO THIS, YOU HAVE TO DO  THIS, BUT ESTABLISH BENCH MARKS  FOR GETTING THIS DONE, MAYBE PAIR  DOWN THAT CHART BUT SO MUCH IN THE  FIRST SIX MONTHS  OR 9 MONTHS, HOWEVER YOU DO IT.  YOU NEED STAKEHOLDER  INVOLVEMENT. YOU ARE GOING TO GET  BOGGED DOWN UNLESS YOU HAVE REPRESENTATIVES  IN THIS. YOUR CHARTER REQUIRES THAT  BEFORE YOU CAN AMEND  THE MINIMUM STANDARDS THERE HAS  TO BE A PROCESS THAT ENGAGES THE  CITIES, IN THE REVIEW OF THIS AND  YOU HAVE TO DO THIS,  AND FINALLY THIS IS NOT FOR THE  FAINT OF HEART AND WILL REQUIRE  A SIGNIFICANT AMOUNT OF TECHNICAL  REVIEW SO REACH OUT TO THE COMMUNITY  AND DO THAT AND WE WILL SUPPORT  IT BUT IF YOU DON'T YOU KNOW  YOU ARE GOING TO GET BOGGED DOWN  ON THIS BECAUSE THERE IS A LOT OF  ISSUES THAT ARE VERY CONTROVERSIAL,  YOU JUST HAVE TO DO  THIS  IN A BALANCED SWAY.  

THANK YOU SIR.  

THANK YOU.  

MR. GLEN STORCH.  

FOR THE RECORD I AM GLEN STORCH.  

HOW ABOUT YOUR ADDRESS.  

4220 --  

-- YES, IT IS --  

-- A BANK I THINK.  

IT WAS.  

ALL RIGHTY. YOU HAVE THREE MINUTES  PLEASE SIR.  

AND I JUST WANT TO REITERATE  SOME OF THE THINGS THAT CLAY HAS  SAID, OBVIOUSLY WE NEED TO FINISH  THIS UP. WE GOT A LOT OF THE WAYS  DOWN THE ROAD BEFORE AND WE HAD  A LOT OF IDEAS AND SOME THINGS  DONE BUT UNFORTUNATELY FOR  ONE THING THERE WAS A PROBLEM  WAS THAT WE BASICALLY DID AWAY WITH  THE EXEMPTION WHICH IS HOW MOST  OF THE PEOPLE WERE DEALING WITH  AGRICULTURAL AREAS AND DIDN'T REPLACE  IT WITH ANYTHING, AND JUST STANDING  OUT THERE AND FORTUNATE TO SOME  EXTENT WE HAVE HAD THIS ECONOMIC  DOWNTURN SO WE HAVE NOD HAD A DESIRE  FOR THAT BUT YOU ARE SEEING THINGS  PICK UP AND NEED TO DEAL WITH THAT  BECAUSE OTHERWISE YOU ARE BASICALLY  TAKING THESE PEOPLE'S RIGHT TO USE  THEIR LAND SO THERE IS A LOT  OF THINGS WE NEED TO WORK ON AND  WAYS TO MAKE THIS WORK CONSISTENT  WITH THE CONCEPTS WE ALL CAME UP  WITH, I THINK CLAY IS ABSOLUTELY  RIGHT. WE GOT TO DEVELOP THIS AS  A CONSENSUS BASED AND BRING EVERYONE  INTO THE PROCESS BUT THERE ARE SOME  THINGS I THINK THAT CAN BE  DONE EARLIER THAN OTHERS AND ONE  OF THOSE THINGS IS TO DEAL WITH  THESE AGRICULTURE AREAS OUT THERE  HANGING RIGHT NOW, BECAUSE WE HAVE  A PRETTY CLEAR IDEA OF SOME OF THE  ISSUES THERE, IT IS NOT -- IT IS  NOT THAT HARD ON THOSE ISSUES. WE  DO WANT TO MAKE SURE IT IS TIED  INTO EVERYTHING  ELSE. I THINK IT  IS ABSOLUTELY  IMPORTANT. WE WANT TO MAKE SURE  WE DON'T LOSE THE MOMENTUM WE HAD,  WHICH WE GOT A LOT ACCOMPLISHED,  DON'T FORGET, SO WE GOT A LOT OF  THINGS DONE AND JUST NEED TO FINISH  UP AND I WILL BE  GLAD TO HELP  IN ANYWAY I CAN.  

THANK YOU, SIR.  

HEY, NOBODY ELSE.  

THANK YOU, MR. CHAIRMAN.  

OH. SURE, YOU SHOULD HAVE --  I WILL NEED YOU TO FILL ONE OF THESE  OUT, TOO. GO AHEAD AND SPEAK FOR  THREE MINUTES SIR, IF YOU WOULD.  

GOOD  AFTERNOON, MY NAME IS PETE GLOVER.  AND I AM A REALTOR BUT I  AM ALSO A LANDOWNER IN THE SEVILLE  AND PEERSON AREA, I SPOKE TO  MANY OF YOU THIS WEEK AND I ECHO  THE COMMENTS THAT GLEN MENTIONED,  IT IS A BIG  PROCESS, HOWEVER IN DECEMBER OF  08 WHEN THE  COUNCIL PASSED THE ORDINANCE TO  REQUIRE THE PAVEMENT OF ROADS ACCESSING  10, 20, 55 ACRE PARCELS, THEY STRIPPED  THE RIGHTS OF THE PROPERTY OWNERS.  YES, WE HAVE HAD A  DEAD ECONOMY FOR FOUR YEARS, THINGS  IN RESIDENTIAL HOUSING SECTOR FOR  THE COUNTY ARE COMING BACK BUT IN  THE RURAL AREAS VALUES ARE DOWN  NOT 50%, LIKE THEY ARE IN HOUSES  COUNTY WIDE, THEY ARE DOWN 80%,  AND THEY ARE GOING DOWN FURTHER.  THE PEOPLE THAT LIVE OUT HERE AND  THE LANDOWNERS THAT HOLD LAND IN  THE RURAL AREAS THAT ARE ON DIRT  ROADS, PER THE ORDINANCE THAT  WAS PASSED IN DECEMBER OF 08 ARE  NOW UNABLE TO  REALISTICALLY SELL ANY PORTION OF  THEIR LAND, EVEN IF IT IS TIN 10,  20 OR 25 ACRES BECAUSE  THEY ARE NOW REPAIRED TO PAVE THE  ROAD. THIS EQUATES TO AN ECONOMIC  TAKING. WE HAVE NOT SEEN ANY LITIGATION  ON THIS BUT IT IS -- IF  WE DON'T CURE THE PROBLEM THAT WE  CREATED IN DECEMBER OF 08 IT  WILL COME BACK TO BITE US. ONE  OTHER PROBLEM THAT THE DECEMBER  08 ORDINANCE PROPOSES THAT I SEE  IN MY OPINION IS THAT IF  THESE RURAL LAND VALUES ON DIRT  ROADS CONTINUE TO GO DOWN THE  ONLY PEOPLE THAT WILL BE INTERESTED  IN BUYING THESE PARCELS ARE LARGE  DEVELOPERS AND THE  WAY THE  ORDINANCE IS WRITTEN RIGHT  NOW THE ONLY WAY THEY  CAN ECONOMICALLY JUSTIFY BUYING  THESE LANDS IS DEVELOPING IN QUARTER  ACRE SUBDIVISIONS AND WILL BE HAPPY  TO PAVE THE ROAD AND PUT IN INFRASTRUCTURE  BUT WE WILL END UP WITH HOPSCOTCH  QUARTER ACRE SUBDIVISIONS IN THESE  AREAS AND THIS WILL BE THE URBAN  SPRAWL THE SMART GROWTH INITIATIVE  WAS DESIGNED TO ELIMINATE. SO I  URGE YOU TO ADDRESS THE DIRT  ROAD SUBDIVISION ISSUE AND  GIVE THE PROPERTY RIGHTS OF THESE  PEOPLE, MYSELF INCLUDED, BACK. DON'T  MAKE US WAIT TWO OR THREE MORE  YEARS, YOU TOOK THEM AWAY THEN,  NOT INTENTIONALLY BUT THAT IS WHAT  EFFECTIVELY HAS HAPPENED. I THANK  ALL OF YOU FOR YOUR TIME AND CONSIDERATION.  

     THANK YOU.  

THANK YOU, SIR.  

PLEASE FOR THE RECORD I DO  NEED YOU TO FILL OUT ONE OF THESE  AND GIVE IT TO MARCY.   

ALL RIGHT, ANYBODY ELSE?    

BY A SHOW OF HAND, 

     MOTION, NOISE, NOTHING. ALL  RIGHT.  

THANK YOU, MR.  CHAIRMAN. I  AM NOT EVEN SURE WHERE TO BEGIN  WITH THIS. IT IS -- FARMTON WAS  KIND OF THE POSTER CHILD FOR ALL  OF THIS. I MEAN I STAKED MY POLITICAL  REPUTATION ON THAT AND I THINK  THAT  WE DID THE RIGHT THINGS THERE AND  THAT WE IMPLEMENTED SMART GROW POLICIES  THERE AND I THOUGHT THAT WAS AN  APPROPRIATE FRAMEWORK FOR WHAT WE  WANTED TO DO IN THE REST OF THE  COUNTY, SO I APPRECIATE THIS LIST  OF LOTS  OF THINGS FOR US TO THINK  ABOUT. I THINK IT IS WAY TOO BIG  FOR A YEAR'S WORTH OF WORK IN TRYING  TO GET EVERYTHING ELSE DONE. I DO  THINK THAT WE NEED TO  PICK UP WHERE WE LEFT OFF. I THINK  WE NEED TO -- IN THE SMART GROWTH  INITIATIVE I DO BELIEVE  THAT WE NEED TO HAVE A SMART GROWTH  COMMITTEE AND WHATEVER YOU WANT  TO CALL IT THAT IS DETERMINED  BY THIS  COUNCIL  THAT IT IS A COUNCIL DRIVEN PROCESS,  WITH THE COMMITTEE APPOINTMENTS  AND THAT WE ASK THEM TO  MOVE THROUGH THE LAND DEVELOP REGS  AND  THE MINIMUM STANDARDS AND -- AND  LET'S, YOU KNOW, PICK IT OFF A LITTLE  BIT AT A TIME. SOME THINGS WE ARE  ALREADY WORKING ON. THE BATCH PLAN  ISSUE COMES BEFORE US I THINK NEXT  MONTH BUT CERTAINLY THE CONSERVATION  DEVELOPMENT FOR ME IS THE MOST --  I THINK MOST IMPORTANT THING ON  HERE, IS THAT WE  FINISH THE WORK WE STARTED ON --  ON  THAT AND THAT THAT COME  BEFORE THIS COUNCIL FOR US TO DO.  I AM NOT -- I AM NOT SURE -- WAS  SOME OF THE STUFF -- YOU KNOW WHETHER  SOME OF IT IS  JUST STAFF OR NOT. I AM  LOOKING AT THIS TRYING TO MAKE THAT  DETERMINATION. FOR INSTANCE, THE  LOCAL AGREEMENT. I AM NOT SURE HOW  THAT IS ON -- WHY THAT WOULD BE  ON HERE. I UNDERSTAND WE ARE WORKING  ON YOUR LOCAL AGREEMENTS BUT THAT  FOR ME IS SEPARATE FROM THE  DISCUSSION OF SMART GROWTH. MY FOCUS  IS LET'S GET BACK ON TRACK WITH  THAT. WE HAVE ON OUR PLAN WE JUST  I THINK TOOK CARE OF THE  FINAL PIECE TODAY ON -- WASN'T THE  FINAL PIECE ON FARMTON TODAY? DO  WE HAVE ANYTHING ELSE COME BACK  WITH THAT? IT IS DONE, RIGHT? IT  IS DONE.  

THE  NEXT  THING THAT WILL BE COMING TO  YOU IS THE ACTUAL D RI.  

RIGHT. OKAY. SO THAT IS  WHERE I AM AT. I WOULD LIKE TO SEE  US GO BACK TO WHERE WE  ARE AND PULL OUT OUR ORIGINAL WORK  AND MOVE ON FROM THAT AND EMPOWER  A GROUP OF SOME VERY SMART PEOPLE  THAT DO THIS KIND OF STUFF, KNOW  ABOUT THIS STUFF, THAT CARE ABOUT  THEIR COMMUNITY, TO BE A VERY WELL  BALANCED GROUP.    

THANK YOU.  

YES, I WOULD  LIKE TO FIRST OF  ALL SAY THANKS TO  KELLY, I THINK SHE DID A REALLY  GOOD JOB. I DO THINK AS WE ALL KNOW  SHE IS AGGRESSIVE, A YEAR IS UNREALISTIC,  TO BE HONEST WITH YOU I THINK MR.  HENDERSON IN THREE MINUTES REALLY  GOT TO THE HEART OF THE MATTER.  WE DID ALL THAT AND STOPPED AND  IT DIDN'T STOP -- IN MY  OPINION IT STOPPED BECAUSE WE NEEDED  TO MAKE A DECISION, THE DIRT ROAD  SUBDIVISION ENDED UP WITH THE PAVING  THE WAY IT IS NOW WITH THE STANDARD  SUBDIVISION REGULATIONS AS A HOLDING  PATTERN UNTIL WE CAME UP  WITH SOME -- UNLESS I AM MISTAKEN,  SOME REASONABLE COMPROMISE BASED  ON DENSITY WE ALL AGREED ON AND  I THINK WHAT BOGGED DOWN AND IT  ALL STOPPED WAS A COMPROMISE IN  MY OPINION MEANS THAT EVERYBODY  HAS GOT TO GIVE SOME AND I  THINK THAT WAS PART OF THE PROBLEM,  IS THAT EVERYBODY TOOK POSITIONS  THAT WERE EXTREME, AND I THINK WE  JUST NEVER GOT  TO A POINT WHERE WE COULD  COME UP WITH A COMPROMISE POSITION  WHERE EVERYONE CAN AGREE AND ONE  THING LEADS TO ANOTHER AND LOTS  OF OTHER ISSUES CAME BEFORE THE  COUNCIL AND I AM NOT CRITICIZING  THEM, THE REALITY IS WE JUST COULD  NOT -- AS KELLY WILL TELL YOU, IT  COLLAPSED UNDER ITS OWN WEIGHT AFTER  A WHILE OF ALL  THE DIFFERENT PEOPLE THAT HAD  POSITIONS THAT THEY -- THAT THEY  FOUGHT VEHEMENTLY FOR AND WOULD  NOT COMPROMISE ON AND WE ENDED UP  -- AND MAYBE IF THERE WAS  MORE DEVELOPMENT AND MORE PRESSURE  ON DEVELOPMENT I MIGHT HAVE MOVED  ALONG, MIGHT HAVE GOT FORCED ALONG  BUT I THINK MR. HENDERSON SUMMED  IT UP, WE GOT TO THAT POINT AND  STOPPED AND I GUESS SINCE THIS COUNCIL  MAY WANT TO GET BACK ON TRACK SO  I REALLY DO THINK IT HAS A LOT TO  DO WITH THE PILL POWER OF THE COUNCIL  AND WHAT THEY WANT TO SEE AND IF  THEY WANT TO WORK ON SOMETHING WE  CAN COME BACK WITH A REASONABLE  COMPROMISE THAT GETS US MOVING THAT  WE ALL FIGURE OUT WORKS AND I THINK  YOU CAN GET SOMETHING BUT I  DO THINK WE ENDED UP IN A HOLDING  PATTERN THAT WE DIDN'T GET OUT OF  BECAUSE IT JUST SORT OF DIED UNDER  ITS OWN WEIGHT AND IT IS UNFORTUNATE  AND SAD BECAUSE THERE WAS A LOT  OF WORK PUT INTO IT AND A LOT  OF OPPORTUNITIES TO MOVE FORWARD.  I WAS VERY PLEASED TO HEAR MR. DANIELS  SAY THAT LET'S NOT UNDERESTIMATE  HOW COMPLICATED THIS IS BUT THAT  DOESN'T MEAN WE SHOULD NOT TAKE  UP THE JOURNEY BUT IT DEFINITELY  IS A LONG -- IT IS A MARATHON, NOT  A SPRINT BUT WE STOPPED DEAD. SO  ANYTHING THAT YOU WOULD -- I THINK  THAT ALL OF  US WANTED TO CONTINUE AND I WOULD  REALLY ENCOURAGE US TO MOVE FORWARD  ON -- ALL I NEED IS THE WILL POWER  OF THE COUNCIL TO SAY OKAY WE WILL  TRY AGAIN AND LET'S MAYBE  TRY TO FIGURE OUT WHAT STRUCTURAL  USES TO DO THAT, MR.  DANIELS COMMENT ABOUT USING THE  BEST AND BRIGHTEST CLEARLY MAKES  SENSE. CLEARLY IF THE COUNCIL IS  READY TO TAKE IT ON AGAIN I AM SYMPATHETIC  TO THE MAN THAT COME UP AND SAID  HE FEELS LIKE HE IS IN A BOX. I  THINK WE GOT TO FIND A WAY TO SEE  IF WE CAN MOVE FORWARD. I THINK  ONE OF THE THINGS -- NOT TO PUT  WORDS IN THEIR  MOUTH, ONE OF THE THINGS WE GOT  CONCERNED ABOUT WAS WE GOT FROM  NO NEW DECISION TO BACKWARDS AND  SHE DIDN'T WANT THAT TO HAPPEN AND  NOW THAT YOU HAVE SEEN  IT WE STILL GOT TO FIND A WAY TO  GO FORWARD.  

MR. PATTERSON.  

YOU KNOW I KIND  OF GOT  INTO THIS WITH ONE LITTLE ISSUE  I  WANTED TO RESOLVE AROUND HERE AND  I WAS UP TO  MY ARMPITS IN ALLIGATORS AND I GUESS  MY CONCERN WITH BRINGING FORWARD  A HUGE GROUP LIKE I SAW ON THIS  IS YOU GET SO  MANY PEOPLE AND YOU GET BOGGED DOWN  AND WONDER WHY YOU ARE NOT GETTING  ANYWHERE FAST AND I HAVE A PROBLEM  WITH THAT, IF WE DO IT I WOULD LIKE  TO KEEP IT AS A SMALL GROUP OF PEOPLE  WHO KNOW WHAT THEY ARE DOING AND  WANT TO DO IT BUT I DON'T WANT TO  MAKE IT SO LARGE. YOU KNOW WE TALK  A LOT IN THIS COMMUNITY ABOUT DIVERSITY  AND WE ARE NOT RECOGNIZING IN OUR  -- THE CITY AREAS OF WEST --  EAST SIDE OF THE COUNTY IS DIFFERENT  THAN THE WESTSIDE OF THE COUNTY.  IN MY NORTHWEST AREA IT IS A LIFESTYLE  UP THERE AND WE NEED TO  RECOGNIZE THAT. WHEN WE START TALKING  ABOUT SOME OF THE PROBLEMS WITH  DIRT ROADS, WELL, I REMEMBER  DURING FAY ALL THE PROBLEMS  WE HAD DOWN IN DE BARY WITH ROADING,  ROADS FLOODING AND I HAVE STILL  GOT FLOODING PROBLEMS DOWN THERE  TRYING TO GET RESOLVED, SO A PAVED  ROAD DOESN'T NECESSARILY MEAN YOU  ARE NOT GOING TO HAVE ANY PROBLEMS  AND WE HAD THE SAME THING ON THE  EAT EAST SIDE OF THE COUNTY WITH  FAY AND OUT IN HOLLY HILL WHERE  I WAS STANDING KNEE-DEEP WITH PEOPLE  TRYING TO HELP THEM GET THEM BACK  IN THEIR HOUSES SO JUST BECAUSE  YOU GOT A DIRT -- A PAVED ROAD DOESN'T  MEAN YOU ARE IN A PERFECT WORLD  BUT I DO WANT TO -- TO WORK WITH  THIS. I THINK THAT YOU KNOW THERE  IS A LOT OF THINGS HERE AND  I THINK WE NEED TO WORK ON IT. EVERY  BIT OF IT AND I THINK GETTING A  GOOD GROUP TOGETHER,  I  JUST DON'T WANT TO MAKE IT SO LARGE  THAT IT  IS UNMANAGEABLE.  

I JUST -- I KNEW THERE WAS SOMETHING  I HAD FORGOTTEN HERE, THE PLAN,  THAT PLAN IS COMPLETED AND JUST  HAS NOT COME FORWARD SO I  WOULD ASK COUNCIL MEMBERS IF WE  COULD, YOU KNOW, SCHEDULE THAT AGENDA  THAT TO BE  -- TO BE REVIEWED  BEFORE THE  COUNTY COUNCIL FOR POTENTIAL ADOPTION,  THAT PROJECT HAS BEEN SITTING OUT  THERE WAITING FOR A GREEN LIGHT  I GUESS IS THE BEST WAY TO SAY IT,  SO I PUT THAT OUT HERE, THAT  IS ON HERE, THAT IS ALREADY DONE  JUST NEEDS TO BE REVIEWED. AND MR.  PATTERSON I DO UNDERSTAND YOUR CONCERN  ABOUT THE NUMBERS ON THE COMMITTEE.  I WOULD AGREE WITH YOU I ACTUALLY  THOUGHT ENRACK WAS A GREAT SIZE  AND THEY DID GREAT STUFF AND THEY  WOULD PROBABLY NEED SUBCOMMITTEES  TO DO SOME OF THE WORK THAT THEY  THEN COULD BRING IN OTHER PEOPLE  BUT THAT IS WHERE  I WOULD BEGIN, THAT WOULD BE MY  PREFERENCE BUT I AM OPEN  TO  WHATEVER COUNCIL MEMBERS THINK.  

I KIND OF LIKE THE CONCEPT OF  THE PLDRC.  

NO, I AM NOT INTERESTED IN THAT  AT ALL.    

MR. WAGNER.  

SO WHERE  DO WE GO FROM HERE?  

I WOULD -- HAVING DONE THIS MANY  MANY TIMES OVER MANY MANY YEARS  WITH DIFFERENT COUNSELS I WOULD  SUGGEST TO  YOU A COMMITTEE  OF SEVEN, ONE APPOINTMENT EACH AND  GIVE A PRIORITYSATION WHETHER YOU  WANT THEM TO START WITH MAP A OR  START WITH THE INFILL OR  -- BUT -- BUT GIVE THEM A PRIORITYSATION  OF WHAT YOU WANT THEM TO START,  COME BACK WITH A QUICK WORK PLAN  AND OFF WE GO.  

DO YOU NEED A MOTION FOR THAT?  

I WOULD, YES.  

HELP ME.  

WE MADE A MOTION FOR  --  

WE WANT TO MAKE --  

CAN I HAVE THE MOTION, PLEASE,  SIR?  

CAN YOU STATE IT.  

CAN I MAKE THE APPOINTMENTS  AT THE NEXT COUNCIL MEETING.  

YEAH.  

WE WILL PUT AN AGENDA ITEM TOGETHER  FOR THE NEXT MEETING AND I WILL  WORK WITH MISS MCGEE.  

THAT IS THE MOTION? AND IT IS  ALSO A SECOND BY MISS KUSACK ALREADY.  I JUST HAVE A -- WHAT ARE THEIR  QUALIFICATIONS THAT IS ONE THING  I WOULD LIKE TO -- WHO ARE THESE  PEOPLE GOING TO HAVE TO BE, SOMETHING  LIKE THAT BEFORE WE GO INTO --  YOU KNOW BEFORE WE MADE THESE APPOINTMENTS  YOU KNOW --  

-- AVAILABLE -- I AM  GOING TO NEED OUR APPOINTMENT, ARE  YOU AVAILABLE? THANK  YOU.  

MR. CHAIR.  

YES.  

OVER THE YEARS THERE  HAVE BEEN DIFFERENT QUALIFICATIONS,  ENRACK REQUIRED DEVELOPMENT OR ENVIRONMENTAL  BACKGROUND, WE HAVE --  YOUR PLANNING BOARD  REQUIRES SOME SORT OF REAL ESTATE  BACKGROUND, YOUR -- YOUR BUILDING  BOARD REQUIRES ARCHITECTS OR ENGINEERS  OR SOMETHING ALONG THOSE LINES SO  I THINK BETWEEN KELLY AND I WE CAN  COME UP WITH SOME SUGGESTIONS FOR  YOU, WE WILL WORK WITH YOUR  MANAGER AND  GIVE YOU A FRAMEWORK BUT PRIMARILY  YOU ARE LOOKING AT PLANNERS, REAL  ESTATE, REALTORS, SOMEONE IN THE  FIELD THAT UNDERSTANDS THIS,  SOMEONE FROM  THE ENVIRONMENTAL COMMUNITY WOULD  PROBABLY BE ONE OF OUR RECOMMENDATIONS.  I -- ENGINEERS THAT SOMETIMES DO  THE SUBDIVISIONS AND PLANS.  

IF YOU COULD JUST  GIVE ME THE  CRIB NOTES ON THAT.  

YEAH, WE WILL COME UP WITH --  

CLIFF NOTES.  

OKAY.  

MR. DANIELS.  

I TELL YOU WHAT SHE SAID EVERYTHING  I WAS GOING TO SAY, WE EACH APPOINT  ONE AND THAT WE MAKE SURE THAT THEY  ALL HAVE TECHNICAL QUALIFICATIONS,  BECAUSE THIS IS A VERY TECHNICAL  THING. WE DO NEED PEOPLE WHO REALLY  UNDERSTAND WHAT IT IS THEY ARE DOING.  AND I WOULD BY INTERESTED IN SEEING  WHAT YOU PUT TOGETHER. I AM SURE  IT WILL BE GREAT. BUT -- AND  THAT WE YOU KNOW BE VERY CAREFUL  WITH OUR APPOINTMENTS, MAKE SURE  WE APPOINT GOOD PEOPLE BECAUSE IT  REALLY IS IMPORTANT, THE  BONES OF THE COMMUNITY ARE THE LAND  DEVELOPMENT CODE AND THE TRANSPORTATION  NETWORK. THAT IS THE WHOLE THING.  AND THIS IS HALF OF IT RIGHT HERE.  

RIGHT.  

OKAY. THANK YOU.     

MR. CHAIR,  WHAT I WOULD SUGGEST ALSO IS THAT  WHEN THE COUNCIL MEMBERS APPOINT  SOMEONE MY SUGGESTION IS THAT THEY  TALK TO THAT APPOINTMENT ABOUT TRYING  TO GET PEOPLE THAT KNOW THAT  WE HAVE TO FIND A  COMPROMISE, OKAY, AND THAT WE STRIFE  TO FIND SOME COMPROMISES. I DO THINK  THERE IS ENOUGH DIVERSITY THROUGHOUT  THE COMMUNITY THAT THERE IS A DIFFERENCE  EVEN AS JAMIE AND I WERE TALKING  ABOUT, DIRT ROAD SUBDIVISIONS IN  ONE CITY VERSUS SOME RURAL AREA  BASED ON EVERYTHING FROM THE --  THE LAND-USE TO THE GEOLOGY, AND  THAT WE OUGHT TO BE ABLE TO FIND  SOME WAY TO COME UP WITH SOME SORT  OF -- MAKE SURE YOUR MEMBERS UNDERSTAND  THAT WAS OUR PROBLEM BEFORE, IT  IS JUST THEY HAVE  TO FIND A WAY TO  COME TO A CONSENSUS ON -- OF COMPROMISE.  

FINAL COMMENTS?  

JUST THAT I LIKE LIMITING THE  GROUP TO A SMALLER GROUP FOR A WORKING  GROUP BUT I DON'T WANT -- I  WOULD LIKE TO SEE THEM HAVE THE  OPPORTUNITY THEY WANT TO FORM SUBCOMMITTEE  AND DO SUBCOMMITTEE WORK THEY WOULD  BE ALLOWED TO DO THAT TO TACKLE  AN ISSUE.  

OKAY.  

DOES THAT WORK WITH EVERYBODY?  

IT DEFINITELY WORKS  FOR ME.  

OKAY.  

I SAW THAT LAUNDRY LIST OF EVERYBODY  INVOLVED IT LOOKED LIKE HALF THE  COUNTY WAS ON THERE.  

WELL, THEY WERE.  

NO WONDER WE COULD NOT GET A  CONSENSUS, WITH ALL THAT, SEEING  NO OTHER FURTHER COMMENT. WE WILL  CALL THE QUESTIONNAIRE AT THIS POINT,  THE QUESTION WAS TO SET UP A COMMITTEE  WITH ONE MEMBER FROM  EACH OF US, THAT WILL  BE BROUGHT ON TO THE NEXT AGENDA  TUMOR BE AGENDAD FOR  THE NEXT MEETING. AM  I CORRECT?  

YOU ARE NOT LOOKING FOR THE ACTUAL  --  

NO, NO, --  

--  THE PROCESS.  

LOOKING FOR THE PROCESS. ALL  THOSE IN FAVOR SIGNIFY  BY AYE AND ALL THOSE OPPOSED. I  GUESS THAT PASSED.  

MR. CHAIR, CAN I ASK THIS, I  KNOW THIS WAS AN AMBITIOUS LIST,  BUT I THINK IT IS ALSO IMPORTANT  IF WE CAN GET COUNCIL'S DIRECTION  ON WHERE DO YOU WANT THE COMMITTEE  TO BE MAKING COMMENT. NOT EVERYTHING  REQUIRES A COMMITTEE ACTION BUT  I THINK CLEARLY THERE ARE THINGS  WHERE I THINK THE COUNCIL WANTS  THAT KIND OF INPUT FROM THE COMMUNITY,  SO IF -- IF THAT COULD BE PART OF  YOUR THOUGHT PROCESS.  

FOR NEXT WEEK.  

YES, YES.  

ALL RIGHT.  

CAN I ASK EVERYONE TO THINK ABOUT  SOMETHING, TOO, LIKE MINE, HOW I  AM GOING TO LOOK AT IT FROM THE  GLOBAL AND ALL AND I WILL TALK TO  YOU GLEN IF YOU WANT TO DO THIS.  I WANT TO -- YOU KNOW EVERYTHING  BROKEN DOWN TO ME IS CAN WE MAKE  IT FASTER TO BUILD IN PLACES THAT  WE WANT TO BUILD. YOU KNOW SLOWING  IT DOWN IN PLACES WE DON'T WANT.  I MEAN DOUG, WHAT YOU BROUGHT UP,  I THINK IF YOU TAKE THESE BIG THEMES  AND YOU APPLY THEM TO THIS BOARD  AND SAY HOW DOES THIS CHANGE EFFECT  THAT THEME, THAT IS  THE TYPE OF THING I AM LOOKING FOR,  AT LEAST FROM MY PERSPECTIVE.  

THE OTHER THING I THINK WE WOULD  BE LOOKING FOR TOO IS  HOW DO WE CHANGE OUR  LAND DEVELOPMENT REGULATIONS TO  ENSURE WE ENCOURAGE QUALITY. BECAUSE  SOMETIMES LAND DEVELOPMENT REGULATIONS  ENCOURAGE JUNK. YOU KNOW, AND IF  THEY WERE TO BE  CHANGED AROUND A LITTLE BIT, THEN  YOU HAD SOME FLEXIBILITY, YOU COULD  ACTUALLY DO -- WHAT WE ARE IN THIS  FOR IS TO INCREASE PROPERTY VALUES,  THAT IS WHAT WE NEED TO BE THINKING  THAT --  

-- TRAGIC PLANNING.  

WE WANT TO INCREASE PROPERTY  VALUES SO WHAT WE WANT IS WE  WANT QUALITY DEVELOPMENT DONE RIGHT,  NOT JUNK AND WE WANT TO MAKE SURE  THAT OUR LAND DEVELOPMENT  CODE ENCOURAGES IT AND YOU KNOW  LOTS OF TIMES IT DOESN'T COST HARDLY  ANY MORE TO DO QUALITY, SOMETHING  THAT WOULD BE MUCH MORE VALUABLE  DOWN THE ROAD. LET'S JUST --  YOU KNOW BUT IT IS COMPLICATED  AND I KNOW NOTHING  ABOUT PLANNING SO THERE YOU HAVE  IT.  

THANK YOU. IS THAT EVERYBODY  DONE?  

I AM DONE.  

OKAY. ALL RIGHT. THEN WITH THAT  I AM GOING TO -- LET'S TAKE A 10  MINUTE RECESS, EVERYBODY.    [  BRIEF RECESS ]                  

ALL RIGHT, IF EVERYBODY WOULD  PLEASE MAKE THEIR WAY TO THEIR  SEATS AND THE COUNCIL COULD PLEASE  JOIN ME ON THE DIAS WE WILL GET  BACK AND ROLLING ALONG.   

 THANK YOU, MA'AM, ALL RIGHT,  WE ARE -- HOPEFULLY IN OUR FINAL  SESSION. IT IS -- IT IS -- HOPEFULLY  WE CAN GET OUT OF HERE IN AN  HOUR OR WE  WILL TRY. ALL RIGHT. WE WILL  GO TO ITEM NUMBER 35, FILE NUMBER  1126, NOMINATION FOR THE INCUBATOR  ADVISORY BOARD, I HAVE TO RECUSE  MYSELF FOR THIS NOMINATION, I PASS  THE GAVEL.   

I GOT TO  FILL OUT ANOTHER FORM. OH.

NED HARPER, NED HARPER.  

NED HARPER HAS BEEN NOMINATED,  ALL  IN FAVOR  OF NED HARPER LET IT BE  KNOWN BY SAYING AYE, OPPOSES, MR.  HARPER IS APPOINTED.  

THAT IS A 6-0 VOTE WITH MR. DAVIS  ABSTAINING.  

CORRECT.    

THAT IS IT.   

AND  PLEASE  BRING ME MY FORM  LATER.  

I WILL. WE NEED THREE MORE OF  THOSE.  

OH. IT DOESN'T SAY ON  MY -- ANY COUNCILMEMBER -- OH, YEAH,  FOUR --  

4, CORRECT.  

-- TERM --  

-- CORRECT --  

-- STILL YOURS.   

IS  THAT DAVID STARK OR DENNIS STARK?  BECAUSE I THINK IT IS  DENNIS ISN'T IT?  

UH-HUH.  

I WOULD MOVE DENNIS  STARK AND THAT IS DENNIS.  

I AM LOOKING. ONE SECOND.  

IT IS DENNIS.  

YEAH, IT -- YEAH.

THEY ARE DRAGGING THEIR FEAT  AND THE BOTTOM LINE IS THAT  WHILE THE ORGANIZATION, WHILE YOU  MAY TECHILY SAY IT IS IN ANOTHER  PERSON'S NAME, I THINK FOR MOST  CITIZENS THAT IF YOU KNOW AND YOU  KNOW YOU HAD A THEFT ON ONE END  OR WERE OWED A JUDGMENT THAT IF  IT LOOKS LIKE YOU ARE SUPPORTING  THAT BUSINESS THROUGH SOMEONE ELSE  THREW THE OTHER HAND,  THAT TO ME PEOPLE ARE GOING TO SAY  YOU DON'T GET THIS GOVERNMENT, YOU  STOLE MONEY OVER HERE, SO IF THAT  BUSINESS IS STILL PART  OF THAT GROUP, THEN I HAVE --  I HAVE CONCERNS THAT THAT PERCEPTION  UNTIL WE INVEST -- FINALIZE THAT  INVESTIGATION, NOT COUNTING THE  FACT WE HAVE A JUDGMENT AGAINST  THE PERSON I THINK IT JUST -- I  THINK IT LOOKS -- I THINK IT LOOKS  BAD AND CAN BE MISINTERPRETED AND  HERE IS THE OTHER THING, I BELIEVE  IN THAT COMMUNITY -- NOW CORRECT  ME IF I AM WRONG, I BELIEVE SOMEBODY  IS GOING TO FIGURE THAT 1 OUT. I  THINK SOMEBODY IS GOING TO LACK  AND SAY NOW LET ME THINK THIS YOU  SPENT THIS MONEY HERE AND THERE  IS GOING TO BE A PERCEPTION YOU  ARE SUPPORTING THAT BUSINESS WHICH  IN ONE FORM OR ANOTHER STOLE A LOT  OF MONEY.  

THE ONLY PROBLEM IS THERE IS  SO MANY OTHER PEOPLE THAT ARE PART  OF THAT FLAGLER MERCHANTS --  

-- THAT GROUP WAS NOT PART OF  THAT OFFICIALLY THEN YOU CAN'T HELP  IF -- IF THEIR ACTIVITY BENEFITS  THAT.  

YEAH.  

BUT AS  LONG AS THEY ARE OFFICIALLY ON THAT  ROSTER OR BUSINESS NOW THAT IS  MY COMFORT LEVEL, IF THE COUNCIL  DECIDES THEN YOU --  

-- ONE PERSON THAT IS MESSING  IT UP FOR ALL AND FLAGLER AV IS  ONE OF THE BEST SPOTS TO GO TO  --  

-- I AGREE --  

-- RIGHT NOW --  

-- COUNCIL MEMBERS, I THINK SOMEONE  WILL DRAW A CONCLUSION  AND  I JUST THINK -- I THINK IT HAS  A BAD THAT --  

-- THERE HAVE BEEN SO MANY ISSUES  WITH THIS GROUP, THIS GOES BACK  TO JACK WHEN HE WAS DOING THE DISTRICT.  I THINK WE HAVE TO GET CLARITY.  I GOT THE SAME E-MAILS JOSH, I FEEL  BADLY BUT, BY, WE JUST NEED TO  GET THIS CLEARED UP.  

BUT I HAVE TO SAY SOMETHING HERE  BECAUSE I SPOKE WITH MISS ALID AYE  SELF TIMES TOO, THE MERCHANTS ASSOCIATION,  YOU CAN'T -- WE CAN'T CONTINUE PUNISHING  THE VENDORS FOR THE SINS OF THE  PAST FOR ONE INDIVIDUAL  OR ONE BUSINESS AND THERE  -- BECAUSE THERE ARE STILL 16 OTHER  BUSINESSES IN THE FLAGLER MERCHANTS  ASSOCIATION THAT DOES A LOT  OF MARKETING THAT DRAWS A LOT  OF TOURISTS THAT HAS BEEN VERY SUCCESSFUL  IN DEVELOPING AND EXPANDING  THE BEACH SIDE, SO -- AND I AGREE  WITH YOU MR. MANAGER, I REALLY AGREE  ABOUT THE THEFT AND  I THINK WE COULD PROBABLY EVEN USE  THIS OPEN DIALOGUE TO PURSUE THE  FDLE I UNDERSTAND IT IS DRAGGING  THEIR FEET AND IT IS A CIVIL CASE  TO ONE INDIVIDUAL.  

I WILL RECORRECT MYSELF. THEY  HAVE NOT -- THEY HAVE NOT ACTIVELY  FINISHED THEIR -- OR THEY HAVE NOT  FINISHED THEIR INVESTIGATION. I  THINK IT HAS BEEN ON FOR A LONG  TIME.  

WELL, AND -- AND  I UNDERSTAND THAT BUT AT THE  SAME TIME WHEN WE HAVE SMALL BUSINESSES  AND ENTREPRENEURS MARKETING THE  AREA AND PUTTING THEIR  OWN DOLLARS -- AND I -- I SAID  TO ADELE, I SAID  IS NICOLE CARNEY, IS SHE ON THE  BUSINESS, SHE SAID NO, DEB, SHE  IS NOT FORMALLY ON THE ROSTER, SO  TO ME THERE IS A GRAY AREA THERE  OF PUNISHING THE ENTIRE MERCHANTS  ASSOCIATION YOU KNOW FOR THE MISTAKES  OF ONE INDIVIDUAL, NO MATTER HOW  GRAVE IT IS, SO I AM  JUST ASKING YOU TO CONSIDER THE  ENTIRE PACKAGE AND IT'S -- IT'S  BEEN YEARS AND LET'S PUT PRESSURE  ON THE FDLE, LET'S ASK -- I DON'T  KNOW HOW WE DO THAT -- TO -- TO  SETTLE THIS OR FIND OUT WHAT THE  STATUS OF THE INVESTIGATION  IS AND IF -- I THINK THAT IS FAIR.  THAT -- THAT IS JUST MY INPUT FROM  MY COMMUNITY AND WHAT I HAVE TO  TELL YOU FROM WHAT I AM HEARING  THEY WANT TO GET PAST THIS, THEY  HAVE A GREAT PRODUCT AND IT IS SUCCESSFUL,  SO FOR US TO CONTINUE SAYING YEAH,  BUT SHE DID, SHE DID, SHE DID, SHE  DID, SHE DID, AT WHAT POINT DO WE  SAY WE ARE BEHIND YOU, WE  WISH YOU WELL. YOU KNOW  I HAVE HEARD THAT  THERE WAS A YOU KNOW MOVE ON BY  THE CITY TO -- THING ABOUT HAVING  THE ICE SKATING RINK MOVE FROM THE  BAND SHELL TO THE FRONT OF  THE OCEAN CENTER. THERE  IS 40,000 DOLLARS WORTH OF ELECTRICAL  WORK DONE IMMEDIATELY -- YOU KNOW  FIRST OFF THAT HAD NOT BEEN  REPAID AND YOU KNOW THE  GAY THAT MADE THE ICE HASN'T BEEN  PAID, FP&L HASN'T BEEN PAID, VENDORS  HAVEN'T BEEN PAID AND THERE IS AN  ICE SKATING RINK DOWN IN SOUTH DAYTONA,  I DON'T THINK IT IS THE KIND  OF THING WE WOULD  WANT TO  GET INVOLVED IN. WE SPENT 200,000  DOLLARS ON A CHRISTMAS TREE -- 208,000  DOLLARS ON A CHRISTMAS TREE THERE  BUT THAT IS QUITE ENOUGH. WE HAVE  GOT QUITE ENOUGH GOING ON THERE  AND WHAT I THINK  WE OUGHT  TO DO IS JUST  YOU KNOW NOT GET INVOLVED IN THAT.

ARE THEY GOING TO PAY FOR IT?  

WHAT IS THAT?  

ARE THEY GOING TO  PAY FOR IT?  

WE WERE TRYING TO FIGURE OUT  HOW TO DO IT AND HAD THEM COME AND  FIGURE THAT OUT AND IN DISCUSSIONS  WITH THE CITY FOR SEE HOW THAT WOULD  WORK -- WE ARE JUST IN DISCUSSIONS  SO IT IS NOT SOMETHING THAT HAS  EVEN BEEN DONE OR WE DON'T EVEN  KNOW THE NUMBERS OR WHAT IT WOULD  BE BUT I TELL YOU WHEN WE MADE THE  COMMITMENT FOR DOING THE LIGHTS  AND EVERYTHING DOWN THERE WE MADE  A THREE YEAR COMMITMENT TO GIVE  IT ITS FULL GO TO TRY TO GIVE IT  GOING, TO STOP NOW WHEN WE  DON'T EVEN HAVE THE NUMBERS OR --  

-- IT --  

 -- MAKE ANY SENSE TO STOP BEFORE  WE -- WE DON'T KNOW ANYTHING.  

WELL YOU KNOW WE DO KNOW IT HASN'T  WORKED THE LAST COUPLE OF YEARS  --  

IT WORKED THE FIRST YEAR, DOUG.  

WELL YOU KNOW THE -- THE POLICE  -- THERE AT LEAST ACCORDING TO THE  CITY THERE WERE UNPAID AMOUNTS FROM  EVEN THE FIRST YEAR.  

DOUG THAT MET -- I DON'T UNDERSTAND  WHERE YOU ARE GETTING THESE NUMBERS  BECAUSE I HAVE MET WITH THE  CITY AND TALKED TO THE CITY PERSONALLY.  

I HAVE TALKED TO THEM TOO.  

I REALLY DON'T KNOW WHERE YOU  ARE GETTING THESE NUMBERS DOUG,  I AM KIND OF CONFUSED.  

THERE IS A SKATING RINK IN SOUTH  DAYTONA SO IF SOMEBODY WANTS TO  GO SKATING THEY CAN CERTAINLY GO  DOWN THERE, THE -- YOU KNOW,  THE -- YOU KNOW THE TREE LIGHTING  CEREMONY ITSELF IS KIND OF UNDERTAKING  FOR THE  OCEAN CENTER, THAT COST QUITE A  LOT OF MONEY FROM -- FROM COMING  OUT OF THE OCEAN CENTER'S BUDGET  AND TOOK A LOT OF TIME FROM THE  OCEAN CENTER EMPLOYEES. THE -- WE  SHOULD NOT HAVE A -- I  DON'T THINK A REPEAT OF THAT PERFORMANCE  AND IT WOULD REQUIRE THE REMOVAL  OR THE -- CERTAINLY THE CHANGE IN  POSITION OF THE CHRISTMAS TREE THAT  IS THERE. I  THINK WE JUST SHOULD CUT OUR LOSSES  ON THIS ONE AND MOVE ON, JUST  NOT GET INVOLVED IN IT. JUST YOU  KNOW THERE IS PLENTY OF OTHER LOCATIONS.  IF THERE IS A NEED FOR AN ICE  SKATING RINK MAYBE DE LAND WOULD  BE A GOOD LOCATION YOU KNOW BACK  WHEN ALL OF THIS FIRST CAME UP.  WE WERE GOING TO MOVE THINGS AROUND  THE COUNTY SO IT COULD BE DE  LAND. IT COULD BE YOU KNOW SOMEPLACE  LIKE DELTONA WHERE THERE IS CHILDREN  THAT MAY ACTUALLY GO ICE SKATING.  SO WHAT I WOULD  DO IS SUGGEST THAT WE NOT HAVE IT  THERE AND MOVE THAT WE RENDER NO  FURTHER NEGOTIATIONS WITH REGARD  TO THAT.

NO, I -- I HIT THE BUTTON, I  WANT TO MAKE  SURE.  

I WILL SECOND IT.  

FIRST AND FOREMOST.  

IT KEEPS MR. WAGNER AND --  

-- SPEAKING TO THE CITY BECAUSE  YOU WOULD KNOW THE  IDEA TO PUT THE ICE  SKATING RINK K IS THE CORNER A1A  RIGHT AT THE -- TOWARDS THE AMUSEMENT  PARK, THE ONLY PERSON I THINK YOU  ARE SPEAKING TO IS YOUR WIFE WHO  WORKS AT THE OCEAN CENTER BECAUSE  THE NUMBERS AND THE INFORMATION  YOU ARE GIVING IS NOT ACCURATE AT  ALL, EVERYTHING YOU JUST SAID IS  OFF. SO I DON'T KNOW WHERE THIS  IS COMING FROM, BECAUSE WE HAVE  LITERALLY JUST STARTED TO DISCUSSING  THIS WITH THE CITY TO DO AND THIS  IS OUT OF LEFT FIELD. I DON'T UNDERSTAND  WHERE THIS WOULD COME FROM AT ALL.  IT IS A CITY'S INITIATIVE WITH THE  PARTNERSHIP BY THE COUNTY. WE SPENT  THE MONEY ON THE LIGHTS, I  DON'T UNDERSTAND WHY YOU WOULD  STOP HALFWAY THROUGH. WHERE IS THIS  COMING FROM? I DON'T GET IT.  

THIS IS NOT HALFWAY THROUGH AND  IT DOES NOT COME FROM MY WIFE AND  I REALLY  DO RESENT YOU SAYING THAT.  

DOUG, SHE WORKS FOR THE OCEAN  CENTER, YOU MADE YOUR WIFE PART  OF THIS CONVERSATION BY SAYING IT.  YOU GUYS HAVE TO ACCEPT YOU ARE  MARRIED IT  IS  PART OF THE CONVERSATION, YOU SAID  IT IS AN UNDUE BURDEN ON THE  STAFF AND YOUR WIFE IS THE STAFF.  

SHE IS NOT THE ONLY ONE.  

-- WORK WITH THEM, I DON'T UNDERSTAND.  

WHAT I DON'T UNDERSTAND IS HOW  THIS --  

I DON'T UNDERSTAND HOW WE WOULD  WANT TO DO IT.  

I  DON'T  UNDERSTAND HOW --  

FIRST OF ALL,  FIRST OF ALL --  

-- EXCUSE ME --  

-- HAS DISCUSSIONS ON THEIR OWN  ABOUT ANY ISSUES WITHIN  THEIR COMMUNITY HAS A RIGHT TO HAVE  THOSE DISCUSSIONS. THIS IS NOT A  FORMAL PROCESS BROUGHT TO MY OFFICE  AT THIS POINT,  MR. WAGNER MENTIONED TO ME THAT  HE WAS GOING TO LOOK INTO THIS.  IT IS NOT UNUSUAL FOR COUNCILMEMBERS  TO LOOK AT THINGS. IT HAS NOT BEEN  FORMALLY BROUGHT TO ME AND I HAVE  NOT BEEN INFORMED TO MAKE A DECISION  SO IT IS NOT IN THE DECISION PROCESS  IF I WAS THINKING THIS WAS AN OPTION  YOU ALL KNOW ME WELL ENOUGH TO KNOW  THAT I WOULD BRING IT UP BEFORE  ALL OF YOU, SO THE POINT IS  THAT I AM NOT SAYING  YOU SHOULD NOT HAVE  YOUR OWN OPINIONS BUT IT IS ISN'T  AS THOUGH IT IS SOMEHOW  GOING DON THE TRACK FOR ACCEPTANCE,  ALL I KNOW IS I WAS  INFORMED FROM WAGNER THE CITY  WANTED TO TALK ABOUT THIS AND AS  PARTNERS WE ARE ALWAYS INTERESTED  IN TALKING TO THEM ABOUT WHAT WE  WANT TO DO FOR CHRISTMAS, HAD WE  GOTTEN FURTHER ALONG THEN I WOULD  GET THE INFORMATION AND BRING IT  FORWARD TO YOU BEFORE WE DO ANYTHING  BUT I AM NOT THAT STAGE.  

SO IF WE GO DOWN THIS ROAD I  DO THINK WHAT WE NEED  TO BE DOING IS LOOKING AT AN RFP  AND LOOKING AT GETTING RENT FOR  THE SPACE IN FRONT OF THE ORGANIZATION  CENTER. WE SHOULD HAVE  CERTAIN QUALIFICATIONS OF THE VENDOR  AND THE VENDOR'S QUALIFICATIONS  SHOULD BE FINANCIAL STABILITY AND  SHOULD BE TRACK RECORD, VERY IMPORTANT,  FINANCIAL STABILITY, TRACK RECORD,  SOMEBODY WHO  CAN ACTUALLY PULL THIS OFF AND PULL  IT OFF WITH SOME PROFESSIONALISM.  

OKAY.  

THIS IS POLITICALLY MOTIVATED  BECAUSE YOU WANT TO HAVE IT OUT  WITH AL SMITH. I  GET IT. JUST SAY IT WHAT IT  IS DOUG, I GET IT.  

ALL RIGHT. YOU HAVE COMMENT RELATIONSHIP  TO THIS  DISCUSSION.  

WELL, WAIT A MINUTE, IF I SAY  SOMEBODY IS NOT POLITICALLY STABLE  YOU ASSUME --  

HE IS THE PROMOTER  AND HAS BEEN THE --  

-- YOU ASSUME --  

-- BEHIND IT DOUG, IT IS SAD  THAT THIS IS WHAT IT HAS BECOME  BUT I SEE IT. WHAT IS INTERESTING  IS THIS IS A CITY OF DAYTONA BEACH  INITIATIVE TO WORK WITH US IN A  PARTNERSHIP BEFORE ANYTHING IS DONE  YOU ARE BLASTING IT AND TRYING TO  KILL IT ON INFORMATION THAT IS FAULTY.  

THE -- THE INFORMATION I HAVE  I DO NOT BELIEVE IS FAULTY BECAUSE  I HAVE  HEARD IT FROM PEOPLE WHO ARE IN  A POSITION TO KNOW. AND ALSO THE  -- ANYTIME THAT WE ENTERINTO SOME  SORT OF DEAL LIKE THIS ON COUNTY  PROPERTY, PARTICULARLY IN SUCH A  PROMINENT LOCATION WE REALLY SHOULD  BE SURE THAT THE PEOPLE WE ARE DEALING  WE ARE FINANCIALLY CAPABLE AND HAVE  A TRACK RECORD.  

YOU ARE SAYING TO CHARGE RENT  TO BRING SOMETHING TO A PUBLIC FACILITY  THAT IS IN THE GRASS. YOU DON'T  ALWAYS CHARGE RENT TO TRY THE EASE  ZONE YOU NEED ACTIVITY AND  THINGS GOING ON,  THE WHOLE REASON WE STARTED IT WAS  FOR THAT REASON.  

THE CITY CHARGES RENT FOR THE  BAND SHELL AND THAT, IT IS NOT UNUSUAL.  

I AM NOT SAYING IT IS NOT UNUSUAL  BUT IT IS NOT A  REQUIREMENT.  

SO LET'S GO OUT FOR AN RFP,  LET'S SEE WHAT WE GET.  

MISS NORTHY, HOPEFULLY WE CAN  GET YOU THROUGH THIS ONE.  

I WOULD REMIND EVERYBODY WHEN  WE STARTED THIS IT WAS SUPPOSED  MORPH INTO A COUNTY WIDE  DEAL AND THAT NEVER HAPPENED SO  MY RELUCTANCE IS IT IS JUST PUTTING  MORE MONEY INTO A PROJECT THAT IS  NOT THE COUNTY-WIDE PROJECT IT WAS  INTENDED TO BECOME AND I GUESS  I AM JUST VERY CURIOUS HOW THIS  -- HOW DAYTONA IS INTERESTED IN  DOING THIS, WHY THEY DID NOT PRESENT  IT TO THE COUNCIL, SO THAT IS ALL  I WILL SAY. I AM -- I HAVE  BEEN VERY CONCERNED WHEN I READ  THE PAPER ABOUT THAT PROJECT FROM  LAST YEAR, DIDN'T MAKE MONEY AND  SO AS -- AS SOMEBODY WHO  IS TRYING TO MAYBE  HOLD BACK  EXPENSES  HERE AND PARTICULARLY WITH THE OCEAN  CENTER I -- YES, I DON'T KNOW,  I DON'T THINK IT MAKES A LOT OF  SENSE FOR US.  

MISS KUSACK.  

I JUST THINK  THAT  WE MADE A -- DID WE NOT  SIGN A THREE YEAR COMMITMENT.  

NO, WE SAID WE WOULD  DO THAT.  

I DON'T THINK THERE WAS ANY  ISSUES BUT THE DECLARATIONS.  

NO.  

THAT WAS WHERE THE BULK OF THE  MONEY WENT AND WE DECIDED TO DO  IT BY PURCHASING THEM RATHER THAN  HAVE A SERVICE DO IT. WE DO PUT  THEM UP. THERE IS AN EFFORT BEHIND  IT AND THAT UNLESS SOMETHING WOULD  HAPPEN WE PLAN ON DOING. THIS OTHER  DISCUSSION IS A PRELIMINARY DISCUSSION  BUT OBVIOUSLY I DON'T HAVE ALL THE  FACTS ABOUT IT YET AND HAVE NOT  BROUGHT IT TO THE  COUNCIL.  

WELL, AS --  I  CAN APPRECIATE THAT -- AND SOME  THINGS  I THINK  THAT WE  --  

-- WE GO OFF ON DIFFERENT  TANGENTS, I QUESTION WHAT THEIR  AGENDAS ARE WHEN THERE IS SUCH A  DISCUSSION THAT WE COMMITTED TO  AND YOU BROUGHT THIS PRESENT COUNCIL  INTO IT BY MAKING A THREE  YEAR COMMITMENT, SO I -- I JUST  THINK THAT WE -- SOME  THINGS WE JUST -- WE NEED TO DO  BETTER AS COUNTY COUNCIL MEMBERS  IN THE WAY  THAT WE TALK TO EACH OTHER AND  THE WAY THAT WE CONDUCT OURSELVES  WHEN WE ARE REPRESENT IN THE PEOPLE  OF VOLUSIA COUNTY. THAT IS ALL I  HAVE TO SAY MR. CHAIRMAN.    

THANK YOU MISS KUSACK.  

ALL RIGHT,  MR. DANIELS, DO YOU HAVE ANYTHING  FURTHER TO  SAY IN  CLOSING STATEMENTS.  

MR. CHAIRMAN,  NOT MUCH MORE, IT IS ONE OF  THOSE THINGS THAT WAS --  

-- WAS NOT PAID, THERE IS JUST  NOT A GOOD HISTORY HERE AND IT IS  NOT A GOOD  ROAD TO GO DOWN. IF WE  WANT TO GO DOWN THE ROAD IF WHAT  WE WANT IS ICE SKATING IN FRONT  OF THE ORGANIZATION CENTER IS FINE  LET'S SEND OUT AN RFP, AND LET'S  PUT THE QUALIFICATIONS, THE FINANCIAL  QUALIFICATIONS IN IT AND LET'S PUT  THE PERFORMANCE QUALIFICATIONS IN  IT, THANK YOU.  

OKAY. THAT IS IT.  

ALL  RIGHT, MISS DANIEL -- MISS -- I  AM SORRY, YOU WERE NEXT.  

THANK YOU, GOOD MORNING. I DON'T  HAVE MUCH TO SAY, I SPOKE EARLIER,  I ATTENDED LAST EVENING AN EDGEWATER  CITY HALL AN UPDATE ON  THE  LAGOON AND WHAT IS GOING ON WITH  THE ESTUARIES AND THE BROWN TIDE  AND IT IS MOVING NORTH AND OBVIOUSLY  THERE WAS A LOT OF DISCUSSION AND  DIFFERENT IDEAS THERE BUT IT IS  A VERY REAL ISSUE,  THE GOOD NEWS  IS IS THAT 3.7 MILLION HAS BEEN  BUDGETED THROUGH 2016 FOR AN LAGOON  PROTECTION INITIATIVE TO  START TAKING A LOOK AT THIS AND  RELATED -- RELATED ISSUES INVOLVING  THAT BUT THAT IS IT, THAT IS ALL  I HAVE. THANK YOU.      

OKAY. MISS NORTHY  

NO, I ONLY HAVE A COUPLE OF THINGS  AND -- AND MR. WAGNER ALREADY TOUCHED  ON ONE WAS THE DAYTONA BLUES FESTIVAL.  I THINK THERE WAS AN E-MAIL THAT  CAME OUT AND I JUST WANTED ENCOURAGE  EVERYBODY TO READ IT BECAUSE IT  REALLY SOUNDS LIKE A REALLY NEAT  PROJECT. CAN I GET AN  UPDATE ON THE LAKE HELEN BIRDS AND  THE NOISE ORDINANCE I BELIEVE.  

YEAH.  

WE HAVE RESEARCHED VARIOUS WAYS  WE CAN AMEND BOTH  OUR NOISE  ORDINANCE  OR ANIMAL ORDINANCE TO ADDRESS THE  BIRDS.  FOR IT TO BE LIKE THAT. WE  HAVE TO HAVE DIRECTION  FROM COUNCIL.  

I THOUGHT WE DID THAT. WE DIDN'T  GIVE DIRECTION.  

NOT TO DRAFT AN ORDINANCE AMENDMENT.  

I THOUGHT WE DID.  

I THOUGHT WE DID. I WILL MAKE  A MOTION WE DIRECT STAFF TO DRAFT  A AMENDMENT TO THE NOISE ORDINANCE  THAT ADDRESSES THIS CONCERN, THE  CONCERN OF BIRDS.  

THERE IS A MOTION ON THE FLOOR,  I NEED A SECOND.  

SECOND.  

I HAVE A SECOND, ANY OTHER DISCUSSION  ON THIS MATTER? OKAY. I DID TALK  WITH --  

I DON'T KNOW.  

-- THIS MORNING DURING HER --  SHE CAME IN FOR PRIVATE PARTICIPATION  AND SHE WAS VERY CONCERNED ABOUT  IT AND I DO -- I COULD HAVE SWORN  WE --  

I THOUGHT WE DID.  

-- TO GET THIS DONE SO I AM GLAD  WE ARE TAKING THE ACTION RIGHT NOW  TO GET IT DONE.  

-- AT LEAST --  

-- ASK A QUESTION --  

-- PLEASE --  

-- LEGAL --  

-PLEASE DO.  

I REMEMBER ABOUT A YEAR OR SO  AGO MY  -- LADY WHO WORKS FOR ME, HER SON  GOT A TICKET FOR HIS BOOM  BOX OR -- OR HIS CAR RADIO WAS MAKING  TOO MUCH NOISE AND HE GOT A TICKET  AND HE PAID THE FINE AND THEN A  LITTLE WHILE LATER THE SUPREME COURT  TOOK UP THAT  ISSUE AND SAID -- SAID YOU CAN'T  DO IT SO I MEAN ARE WITH RUNNING  INTEREST A PROBLEM IF WE SAY YOU  CAN'T HAVE A BIRD MAKING TOO  MUCH NOISE THAT IT COMES --  

THIS IS MULTI --  

-- DON'T THINK SO. THAT ONE WAS  MORE OF AN ANALYSIS  THAT THE STANDARD WAS ARBITRARY.  WE HAVE RESEARCHED THE ENTIRE STATE  OF FLORIDA REGARDING REPRESENTATIVE  NOISES MADE BY ANIMALS, WE HAVE  VERY SPECIFIC STANDARDS OVER  A LENGTH  OF  TIME  THAT THE NOISE REPEATS. WE THINK  THAT THAT WOULD  BE DEFENSIBLE.  

DOES IT --  

NO --  

-- REPETITIVE NOISE THAT IS PROLONGED  WITH A SPECIFIC TIME PERIOD MADE  BY VERY DEFINED ANIMALS, DOGS, CATS,  BIRDS.  

IS THAT A -- IS THAT A  FLORIDA STATE OR IS THAT ONE --  

-- IT -- TO MR. PATTERSON'S QUESTION  WE DON'T THINK OUR  ORDINANCE SUFFERS FROM THE SAME  PROBLEMS THAT WERE PRESENT IN THAT  WHICH EXCLUDED CERTAIN TYPES OF  NOISE AND WAS A PROTECTION  ISSUE AS I RECALL THE CASE BUT WE  WILL BRING BACK AN ORDINANCE  THAT ADDRESSES THE ISSUE.  

VERY WELL.  

I JUST WANT  TO MAKE SOMETHING THAT --  YEAH --  

-- UNDERSTAND --  

OKAY, I GOT PEOPLE STILL MAD  AT ME OVER THE AIRPLANES ISSUE,  SO --  

I HAVE NO INTENTION OF ADDRESSING  THAT, JUST ANIMAL NOISE --  

-- I UNDERSTAND THAT --  

-- NOISES BY ANIMALS.  

WE HAD NOT FORGOTTEN THE ISSUE,  WE HAD RESEARCHED --  

-- COUNTY COUNCIL MEMBERS  --  

I KNEW YOU WERE GOING THERE.  

AND WHAT ARE THOSE ANIMALS DOING?  

OKAY, OKAY, ALL -- ANY  OTHER DISCUSSION ON THIS PARTICULAR  MOTION? NO FURTHER DISCUSSION, ALL  THOSE IN FAVOR PLEASE SIGNIFY BY  AYE, ALL THOSE OPPOSED.  

AND THEN MR. CHAIRMAN, JUST --  I WANTED TO THANK COUNCIL FOR  THEIR -- FOR THEIR SUPPORT THIS  MORNING ON THE DEP LIST ISSUE WITHOUT  HAVING ANYTHING IN FRONT OF  THEM. I DID ASK STAFF IF THEY  WOULD SEND OUT INFORMATION TO EVERYBODY,  I THINK THAT PROBABLY IS IN YOUR  E-MAIL ALREADY AND I APPRECIATE  THE  SUPPORT ON THAT ONE.  

THANK YOU.  

THANK YOU, THAT IS IT.  

MR. PATTERSON. FINAL CLOSING  WORDS.  

OH, I THOUGHT I WOULD START SOMETHING.  

YES, SIR.  

I AM WONDERING  ABOUT -- AND I KEEP RUNNING INTO  THIS ISSUE WITH THE ENCLAVES AND  IS THERE SOMETHING -- I MEAN WHEN  WE LOOK AT WHAT  WE ARE HAVING TO SPEND IN OUR BUDGET  AND HERE WE HAVE AREAS IN THE VARIOUS  CITIES THAT ARE JUST ENCLAVES THAT  WE ARE HAVING TO PROVIDE SERVICES  FOR THEM, WHAT -- I MEAN IS THERE  SOME WAY THAT THE CITY -- HOW --  HOW IS THE PROCESS THAT THE CITIES  -- CAN THE COUNTY DO SOMETHING TO  SAY, HEY, YOU GUYS GO AHEAD AND  ANNEX THESE PEOPLE IN THERE  AND THEY WILL DO IT  OR DO THEY HAVE TO DO IT  OR WHATEVER?  

-- HELPFUL THERE ARE DIFFERENT  WAYS OF APPROACHING IT. I THINK  THERE IS ONLY 1  TIME WE  WENT THROUGH AN EXTENDED PROCESS  TO DEAL WITH A SERIES OF INVOLUNTARY  ANNEXATIONS IN THE PORT ORANGE  AREA MANY YEARS  AGO. IT IS -- BUT CERTAINLY THERE  IS A VOLUNTARY PROCESS AND -- AND  THAT IS WHAT THE LEGISLATIVE PROCESS  IS AND IT HAS ITS OWN PARAMETERS,  WHY DON'T YOU LET US SEND THAT  OUT.  

ALL RIGHT.  

I HAVE THE INFORMATION ON THE  PARTICULAR SITUATION THAT YOU-YOU  SEPTEMBER TO ME TO RESEARCH BUT  I THINK MAYBE WE SHOULD RECAP FOR  THE BENEFIT OF ALL THE COUNCIL MEMBERS  JUST WHAT THE DIFFERENCE PROCESSES  ARE BECAUSE YOU ARE ALL AFFECTED  IN DIFFERENT WAYS.  

YEAH, AND THAT -- THE ORANGE  CITY SENT ME A MAP AND IT IS JUST  ONE HUGE AREA COMPLETELY SURROUNDED  BY ORANGE CITY AND YOU KNOW IT  JUST DOESN'T MAKE WALKING AROUND  --  

OH THERE IS -- THERE ARE  ANNEXATION  -- YOU KNOW  ENCLAVE ISSUES, ORANGE CITY IS EXTENSIVE,  DE LAND AND OAK HILL --  

I THOUGHT WE RESOLVED  OAK HILL.  

I THINK MOST -- PROBABLY THE  MOST EGREGIOUS SITUATIONS --  

OKAY --  

BUT LET US GIVE YOU A SUMMARY  OF WHAT THE DIFFERENT OPTIONS ARE  AND AS I SAY I WILL ADDRESS THE  PARTICULAR SITUATIONS --  

-- CAN BE CONTROVERSIAL BUT I  JUST THINK IN THE BEST INTERESTS  IT -- AS A COUNCIL LOOKING  AT THOSE KIND OF ISSUES IN THE LONG-RANGE  OF WHAT WE CAN DO TO -- I MEAN IT  -- IT -- WE ARE SPENDING MONEY  GOING TO AREAS THAT SHOULD BE SERVED  BY THE CITIES. IT JUST DOESN'T MAKE  WALKING AROUND SENSE TO ME. MR.ECKERT  YOU WANT  --  

-- JUST AS YOU DESCRIBE IT --  I HAVE NOT SEEN THE  E-MAIL BUT GIVEN YOUR DESCRIPTION  OF THE LARGE AREA, I THINK THE OPTION  IS  PROBABLY A SPECIAL  ACT OF THE LEGISLATURE, THE ONLY  OPTION. THE LEGISLATURE PROVIDED  FOR THE ANNEXATION BY LOCAL AGREEMENT  BUT GIVEN WHAT I UNDERSTAND YOU  ARE PROBABLY TALKING ABOUT A SPECIAL  ACT OF THE LEGISLATURE WHICH YOU  MAY WISH TO MAKE PART OF  YOUR --  

-- HAVE TO BE BEFORE THE DELEGATION  ON THE OCTOBER 16TH, IF WE WERE  --  

YES --  

-- LIKE SOMETIME LIKE  NEXT YEAR OR I MEAN -- WELL IT WOULD  NOT BE UNTIL 2015.  

WELL, AT -- WHAT -- I  BELIEVE WHEN YOU -- YOU REMEMBER  -- AND COUNCILMEMBER KUSACK REMEMBERS  THE LEGISLATURE -- THE -- IT DEALT  WITH  AN AREA THAT -- BY SPECIAL ACT BUT  THAT WAS NOT AN ENCLAVE. IT  WAS AN AREA THAT FELL BETWEEN CITIES,  THE ONLY OTHER TIME I REMEMBER  REMEMBER IS SOME AREAS AGO IN THAT  AREA. IT HAS DEALT WITH IT INFRIENDLY  SO IT IS GOING TO -- IT WOULD REQUIRE  THE COUNCIL I THINK  SAYING THIS IS SOMETHING THAT NEEDS  TO BE DONE AND HAVING YOUR FIRM  SUPPORT OF IT AS  --  

 -- LET'S JUST LOOK AT OUR OPTIONS  HERE. THAT -- IT IS  ALL.  

OKAY. BOY, ONE HELL OF A MEETING,  HUH? OH, NO, THAT IS HIS CHOICE.  

I DON'T REALLY HAVE TOO MUCH  AT ALL THIS WEEK. IT HAS BEEN PRETTY  QUIET, PRETTY -- PRETTY LAID BACK.  I DO HAVE TO THANK YOU MISS  KUSACK FOR TAKING CARE OF THAT  SITUATION WITH  MR. WILSON. AND THANK THE COUNCIL  FOR LISTENING TO HIM. IT WAS SOMETHING  THAT CAME ABOUT AND I SAID THAT  MIGHT BE A  GOOD  IDEA. HE GREED AND I APPRECIATE  YOU GUYS GIVING US THAT LEFTY ON  THAT SITUATION AND PRETTY MUCH THAT  IS IT SO I AM GOING TO PASS  THE HANDLE AND PUSH THE BUTTON.  

ONE QUICK COMMENT, MR. MANAGER,  IF POSSIBLE GOING FORWARD WHEN COUNCIL  WHEN WE RECEIVE OUR AGENDA, IF WE  COULD HAVE ALL  THE SUPPORTING DOCUMENTS, THE WEEK  BEFORE YOU KNOW THE MINIBUDGETS,  THE PRESENTATIONS, LIKE THE HIGH  BOARD, YOU KNOW WE DIDN'T GET THAT,  SO JUST IF WE COULD HAVE ALL THE  SUPPORTING DOCUMENTS WHEN THE AGENDA  COMES OUT I THINK THAT WOULD BE  EXTREMELY --  

OKAY. I TRY TO DO  THAT AND I WANT TO MAKE SURE THE  COUNCIL IS CLEAR ON THIS. WHEN WE  DO MINIBUDGETS AND ALL THIS STUFF  AHEAD OF TIME I WILL PUT EVERYTHING  OUT THERE. I WILL PUT EVERYTHING  ON, I WILL GIVE IT TO  YOU BEFORE I DISCUSS IT IN YOUR  SESSIONS. BUT WHEN THEY HAVE IT.  WHEN THEY HAVE IT AND PRINT IT IN  THE PAPER, OKAY, AND YOU HAVE NOT  EVEN TALKED ABOUT IT, I AM  OKAY WITH THAT, BUT IF THAT IS THE  WAY -- I WAS -- FOR SEVEN YEARS  THE COUNCIL -- THESE COUNSELS DID  NOT WANT ME TO  DO THAT BECAUSE THEY DON'T WANT  TO READ ABOUT THINGS THEY WEREN'T  APPRAISED ON OR HAD NO INPUT IN  UNTIL E-AND READ IT IN THE NEWSPAPER  AND THAT IS WHAT I WAS TOLD, SO  I WILL PUT IT OUT IF THE COUNCIL  WILL WANT BUT THEN -- THEN -- BECAUSE  WHAT THEY WILL DO IS THEY WILL  TAKE WHAT IS IN THAT DOCUMENT AND  THEY WILL PRINT IT AS  THOUGH YOU AGREE WITH IT  OR GOING TO PASS IT.  

I UNDERSTAND THAT. FROM MY STANDPOINT  -- AND UNDERSTANDING MY LEARNING  CURVE IS STILL STRAIGHT UP, IT WOULD  HELP ME TO HAVE IT IN ADVANCE TO  BE ABLE TO TAKE A LOOK AT IT  INSTEAD OF WHEN WE ARE HERE  IN CHAMBERS TRYING TO FOLLOW ALONG  YOU KNOW A DOCUMENT THAT WE JUST  RECEIVED. IT WOULD HELP MY. IT IS  UP TO THE COUNCIL --  

THAT IS ALSO PART --  

-- GO FORWARD --  

-- PROCESS OF WHY I DO THE BRIEFINGS,  I CAN GIVE YOU ALL THE MATERIAL  AND THEN SKIP THE BRIEFINGS, BECAUSE  THAT IS ONE OF  THE REASONS WE GO THROUGH IT AT  THE BRIEFINGS. I AM WILLING TO DO  IT BUT I WAS INSTRUCTED THAT  THE COUNCIL DID NOT WANT ME TO DO  THAT BECAUSE THEY GOT INUNDATED  BY THE PRESS AND SAID WE HAVE NOT  TALKED ABOUT THIS OR WHATEVER AND  A LOT OF TIMES IT APPEARS THEY WILL  WRITE THE STORY ON IT. THEY WILL  WRITE THE STORY ON IT IN THOUGH  -- I HAVE ACTUALLY GONE THROUGH  THE BRIEFINGS AND COUNCIL MEMBERS  SAID TO ME JIMMIE DON'T UNDERSTAND  THAT OR CORRECT THIS OR I FOUND  A PROBLEM IN THE BRIEFING OR THERE  WERE PARTS OF IT THAT I BELIEVE  SHOULD BE HELD FOR  LATER DISCUSSION OR I HAVE DECIDED  NOT EVEN TO DO THE -- TO DO IT  BECAUSE THERE MIGHT HAVE BEEN INFORMATION  IN THERE THAT AS WE WENT THROUGH  IT THE COUNCIL WASN'T REALLY READY  TO DISCUSS AT THIS POINT BUT IT  WAS A DELIBERATE -- AND I PUT ALMOST  EVERYTHING ON I CAN UNLESS IT IS  SOME LEGAL DOCUMENT  OR SOMETHING THAT WE HAVE NOT FINALIZED  BUT THE MINIBUDGETS OR THE THING  I AM GOING TO DO AHEAD OF TIME I  WILL DO THEM AS LONG AS I  DON'T GET CRITICIZED.

THAT REALLY EVERYONE SHOULD HAVE  AN OPPORTUNITY TO TAKE A LOOK AT  THAT AND COME IN ANY COMPLAIN AND  HAVE THE FACTS BEHIND THEM AHEAD  OF TIME SO TO THE EXTENT WE COULD  GET THE PACKAGES AHEAD OF TIME THAT  WOULD BE GREAT AND -- AND WE  WILL JUST HAVE TO -- TO DEAL WITH  IT IN THE MEANTIME.  

THE OTHER THING THAT I CAN DO  IF I PUT ALL THIS OUT, IF SOMETHING  IS WRONG THEN I AM GOING TO  HAVE TO SEND YOU SOMETHING THAT  IS CORRECTED --  

 -- WOULD --  

-WRONG MATERIAL WILL GET OUT  TO THE PRESS. THE OTHER THING  IS IF I RUN INTEREST A SNAG BECAUSE  OF LEGAL THINGS OR I AM TRYING TO  GET SOMETHING DONE AND NOT  EVERYTHING  FLOWS THE WAY WE WANT IT TO  THAT MEANS WE WILL HAVE TO PUT THEM  --  

-- THAT --  

-- OTHER PARTY --  

-ADDITIONS THIS --  

-- GOOD THING --  

-NOTHING --  

-- CASES I -- YOU -- THESE ARE  COMPLICATED. I WON'T HAVE ALL --  

-MR. CHAIR --  

-- BIT OF IT --  

-- MAKE A MOTION.  

UH-HUH.  

-- WE WOULD CONTINUE WITH THE  PROCESS WITH OUR BUDGETED ITEMS  AS WE HAVE DONE IN  THE PAST AND NOT GET THEM IN ADVANCE.  

SO --  

I DO NOT LIKE FOR THE MEDIA TO  KNOW INFORMATION BEFORE I GET IT  AND THEN START QUIZZING YOU ABOUT  IT SO THAT IS THE REASON  FOR MY MOTION.  

SO I HAVE A MOTION -- OKAY, I  HAVE A MOTION TO STAY STATUS QUO  FOR OUR BRIEFINGS.  

LET ME MAKE THIS CLEAR, THIS  WAS ONLY, THE ONLY DIRECTION WE  DID THAT FOR WAS A SPECIFIC POLICY  ISSUE LIKE A MINIBUDGET THAT WAS  INVOLVED. I TRY TO GET YOU ALL THE  DOCUMENTS AND ALL THE BACK UP THINGS  FOR ALL  THE STUFF  THAT WAS ON THERE.  

WILL,  WELL TO BE CLEAR I AM  NOT SAYING FIRST OF ALL I HAVE FROM  PROBLEM WITH THE MEDIA HAVING WHATEVER  WE HAVE, IT IS CALLED THE FLORIDA  SUNSHINE LAW AND IT IS A PUBLIC  DOCUMENT AS SOON AS IT IS THERE  AND I AM COMFORTABLE -- THE SUGGESTION  WAS NOT TO RELEASE IT TO THE MEDIA  AND GIVE IT US TO AND WHEN IT GOES  OUT IT GOES OUT AND WHAT IT IS IT  IS, AND OBVIOUSLY I HAVE ENOUGH  CONFIDENCE IN YOU THIS IS NOT --  I DON'T LOOK THIS AS  A RISK ELEMENT. I LOOK A THIS MORE  AS A CONFIDENCE AND TRANSPARENCY  AND ACCOUNTABILITY FOR YOU AND FOR  US.  

I GUESS WHAT WE ARE MISSING HERE  IS A LOT OF TIMES UNTIL I HAVE TALKED  TO ALL OF YOU THE DOCUMENT IS NOT  DONE, THAT IS THE PROBLEM,  IS IS I TALK TO YOU STILLS AND I  HEAR BACK WHAT YOUR FEEDBACK IS,  I HAVE A BETTER IDEA OF HOW I AM  CRAFTING THE DOCUMENTS BECAUSE WHEN  I TALK TO YOU IT CHANGES, SEE WHAT  -- WHAT -- IF I DO  THIS ON MY OWN AND PUT  UP THE DOCUMENT I MIGHT HAVE CHANGED  WHAT I HAD IN THE DOCUMENT HAD I  HAD THE OPPORTUNITY TO TALK TO YOU  BECAUSE IT CHANGES THE DOCUMENT  SO WE ARE ALL COMFORTABLE WHAT I  AM PUTTING OUT THERE, HERE IS MY  FEAR, IT IS NOT THAT I GIVE STUFF  TO THE PEOPLE, I DON'T WANT TO  GET AHEAD OF THE COUNCIL AND THAT  IS THE  WAY IT IS INTERPRETED BEFORE I HAVE  THE TIME TO WALK YOU THROUGH THE  CONCERNS YOU HAVE BECAUSE I AM NOT  A POLICYMAKER BECAUSE THAT IS THE  BIG CONCERN AND WHAT YOU GET  LABELED AS AS MANAGER YOU ARE SETTING  POLICY FOR THE COUNCIL NOT THE OTHER  WAY AROUND BECAUSE A LOT OF TIMES  SOMETHING COMES OUT AND THAT IS  NOT THE WAY YOU INTERPRETED -- OR  THIS ONE, OUR I MISS INTERPRETED  WHAT YOU  WANTED IN THE DOCUMENT AND THAT  IS  WHAT I  TRY TO DO.  

SO I TRY TO GET A LOT OF STUFF  DONE, WE BECAUSE WE TRY TO GIVE  YOU EVERY BIT OF INFORMATION,  SOMETIMES I DON'T GET  THE INFORMATION FROM THE OTHER THIRD  PARTIES, LIKE THEY HAVE NOT EXECUTED  THE DOCUMENT FAST ENOUGH SO A LOT  OFF TIMES I AM MISSING STUFF, NOW  I CAN GIVE YOU STUFF THAT IS NOT  COMPLETE IN SOME CASES AND TRY  TO FILL IT IN BUT IN  SOME CASES IT IS  THE DOCUMENTS THAT I AM MISSING  ARE INCIDENTAL TO THE REAL ISSUE  AND MORE IMPORTANT TO STAY ON TIME  BECAUSE OF THE ISSUE IF WE HAVE  TO PURCHASE SOMETHING OR WHATEVER  AND SO I DON'T WANT TO  STOP THE  PROCESS BECAUSE FOR ME THAT MEANS  A WHOLE ANOTHER TWO WEEKS.

-GOOD TO TALK ABOUT THIS BUT  I DO -- IT IS -- IT IS A DIFFICULT  PROCESS BECAUSE -- AND I HAVE A  DIFFERENT WAY OF MANAGING. I SIT  DOWN WITH YOU AND GO THE THE  DOCUMENT AND SO THAT I  UNDERSTAND AS I AM CRAFTING THE  DOCUMENT WHAT IS IN THE DOCUMENT.  RATHER THAN ME PUTTING OUT A DOCUMENT  THEN  YOU GOT  TO FIGHT ABOUT.  

MISS NORTHY YOU HAVE  A COMMENT.  

I AM WONDERING IF  WE ARE MIXING APPLES AND ORANGES  BECAUSE I WILL TELL YOU I SAT HERE  LAST YEAR SOMETHING WOULD GET OUT  AND WE WOULD GET TELEPHONE CALLS  THERE IS NO DOUBT ABOUT IT SO THAT  I UNDERSTAND BUT I THINK MAYBE SOME  OF IT IS NOT -- NOT THE BUDGET WORKSHOP  INFORMATION OR THE MINIBUDGET WORKSHOP.  I THINK IT HAS JUST BEEN GENERALLY  ON THE AGENDA THERE HAS BEEN A  LOT OF LAST MINUTE STUFF THAT THAT  ON GENERAL STUFF AND I THINK THAT  IS PROBABLY FOR ME THAT HAS BEEN  MY FRUSTRATION. IT IS NOT THE BUDGET  STUFF BECAUSE YOU ARE RIGHT MR.  MANAGER, YOU TALK YOU KNOW AND I  WANT TO MAKE SURE THAT IT  IS ON THE RECORD THAT INFORMATION  IS NOT SHARED --  

NO --  

-- AN OPPORTUNITY --  

 -- ONE-ON-ONE --  

-- A ONE-ON-ONE, AN OPPORTUNITY  FOR YOU TO HEAR CONCERNS AND THEN  THAT GETS FINALIZED AND SO I UNDERSTAND  THAT PROCESS BUT I  THINK IT IS MAYBE SOME OF THE OTHER  ITEMS THAT -- THAT  -- I WILL GO BACK TO ECHO, YOU KNOW  WE -- WE FUMBLED THE BALL ON ECHO  AND THAT IS WHAT IS DRIVING A LOT  OF DISCUSSION WE DIDN'T GET THINGS  POSTED TIMELY AND STUFF UP ON THE  INTERNET AND PEOPLE WERE LOOKING  FOR IT, FOR THOSE -- THAT  --  WHICH WAS ON A BUDGET WORKSHOP,  THAT WAS NOT A BUDGET WORKSHOP,  SO FOR ME THAT IS WHAT I WOULD LIKE  TO SEE US DO A BETTER JOB OF WHEN  THE AGENDA IS DONE THAT I AM NOT  GETTING THREE, YOU KNOW EVERY OTHER  DAY GETTING AN UPDATE WITH -- WITH  SOMETHING NEW AND I -- MAYBE THERE  IS A REASON FOR THAT. -- SOUNDS LIKE IT WAS SPECIFIC  TO HER COMMENT.  

OKAY.  

IT WAS A BIT. IT WAS JUST THAT  YOU KNOW I DO  THINK EVEN WITH THE BUDGET INFORMATION  WITH THE -- WE ALL SIGNED UP FOR  THIS AND THAT YOU KNOW THE PUBLIC  SHOULD HAVE THE INFORMATION AND  WE SHOULD BE ABLE TO  ANSWER  QUESTIONS AND SOMETIMES THE AND  TO THE  QUESTION IS I DON'T KNOW.

A WHOLE BRANCH.  

SOMETHING, SOMETHING, IT IS WORTH  A TRY, BEFORE I HAVE TO READ THIS  ARTICLE TOMORROW BECAUSE I KNOW  HOW IT WILL BE WRITTEN I THINK WHAT  JIM IS TRYING TO SAY IS IT IS NOT  THAT -- AND I WANT TO MAKE SURE  THAT IT IS OUT THERE -- IT IS NOT  THAT ANYTHING IS BEING HIDDEN FROM  PUBLIC OR NOT --  

-- DO THIS --

I DON'T HAVE ANY PRECOUNCIL MEETING  TO GO OVER THE AGENDA AND WHEN I  GET CALLED TO THE PRESS AND THEY  ASK ME A QUESTION I DON'T KNOW THE  ANSWER I TELL THEM I DON'T KNOW  THE ANSWER AND WILL GET BACK TO  THEM. I DON'T KNOW WHAT THE BIG  DEAL IS HERE. I LIKE GETTING STUFF  TIMELY AND IF IT GETS OUT THERE  AND I HAVEN'T HAD A CHANCE TO SEE  IT ON MY E-MAIL OR WHATEVER WHEN  I GET HOME I WILL DO IT AND I WILL  CALL. I MANY THE PRESS EVERY ONE  OF THEM HAS GOT MY CELL PHONE NUMBER,  THEY KNOW THEY CAN CALL MY AND IF  I AM BUSY I WILL CALL THEM BACK  SO I JUST THINK THAT -- I  JUST THINK WE NEED TO BE  MORE TIMELY WITH GETTING IT OUT  AND TRYING TO GET IT -- EVERYTHING  DONE AT ONE TIME AND IF WE CAN'T,  YOU HAVE TO DO A FOLLOW UP THAT  IS FINE, DO IT BUT I DON'T THINK  HOLDING IT UNTIL WE HAVE  A PRECONFERENCE JUST DOESN'T REALLY  CUT IT WITH ME.  

LET ME SUGGEST THIS, IS THAT  QUITE FRANKLY THIS WOULD BY  A LOT EASIER ON ME. I  WILL STAMP ALL THAT STUFF AS DRAFT.  AND I WILL GET IT OUT BUT WHAT --  BUT JUST REMEMBER -- AND EVERYONE  HAS TO UNDERSTAND DRAFT DOESN'T  MEAN THAT YOU HAVE REVIEWED IT COMPLETELY,  IT DOESN'T MEAN THAT YOU  AGREE WITH IT  AND SO I THINK THAT I RESPONDED  TO PREVIOUS COUNSELS THAT HAD CONCERNS  BECAUSE THEY DID NOT LIKE GETTING  CALLED ON ISSUES THAT THEY HAD NOT  -- THAT -- THEY  -- BECAUSE I -- WHAT THEY WOULD  LIKE IS FOR ME TO TALK THEM THROUGH  WHERE YOU ARE ON THIS DRAFT. SEE  THAT IS THE POINT, IN ALL FAIRNESS  TO CLARIFY SOMETHING HE SAID BECAUSE  I DON'T WANT TO GIVE THE WRONG IMPRESSION,  A LOT OF TIMES WE DO THAT ANYWAY,  IT IS FOR THE LIKE A DOCUMENT THAT  WENT OUT, A LOT OF CASES WE ARE  WORKING WITH THEM TO UNDERSTAND  WHERE WE ARE AT SO I CAN GET IT  TOGETHER SO I DON'T GET MISUNDERSTANDIC,  PART OF IT IS THE WAY MY STYLES  BECAUSE I AM SO FEARFUL OF GETTING  AHEAD OF THE COUNCIL, GOOD MANAGERS  DON'T DO THAT SO HERE IS WHAT WE  CAN TRY. I CAN TRY TO MAKE SURE  EVERYTHING THAT I HAVE IS RELEASED.  I WILL TRY TO STAMP DRAFT ON THAT  AND THEN WE HAVE TO UNDERSTAND THAT  WHEN THAT GOES OUT THAT THAT --  THAT THEY ARE GETTING A DRAFT THAT  MAY BE NOWHERE NEAR WHAT THE FINAL  VERSION IS WHEN YOU SIT DOWN AND  TALK IN THAT COUNCIL MEETING. SO  -- AND SO YOU NEED -- EVERYBODY  HAS TO BE PREPARED THAT THERE COULD  BE SOMETHING IN THE DRAFT THAT EVERYBODY  DOESN'T AGREE WITH AND SO I -- SO  I WILL TRY THAT AND THE -- AND  I WILL STAMP A DRAFT ALL  OVER. THE OTHER THING THAT WE WILL  DO IS I WILL EITHER PULL ITEMS OFF  IN -- AND -- OFF THIS CALENDAR IF  I DON'T HAVE THE DOCUMENTATION AND  A LOT OF ROUTINE STUFF IS THIRD  PARTY AND SO I AM MAKING A DECISION  DO I WAIT AN ADDITIONAL THREE WEEKS  TO PROCESS SOMETHING, WHICH COULD  BE MONEY TO US, BECAUSE SOMEONE  ELSE DIDN'T EXECUTE A DOCUMENT OR  GIVE IT TO ME.
