Volunteers are vital to our success and have esleol themselves as an important partner withindtthe
program. A concern for many county 4-H programeaisinteer retention. Nationwide, one out of evédmeg
volunteers who volunteer in one year do not volentbe next year, a 66 percent volunteer retemata In
Florida the retention rate is 55 percent (Corporafor National and Community Service, 2007).

A survey of more than 700 county 4-H volunteers wasducted to understand their experiences in
county 4-H program, time conflicts, perceived riskmitations on activities, constraints and frasions,
benefits derived from volunteering, overall saiisi@n with being a 4-H volunteer, and strengthraéntion ta
remain a 4-H volunteer. A structural equation mq@&&M) was used to measure the indirect relatigngiat
is mediated by volunteer satisfaction, and thusniidn to remain a 4-H volunteer. The findings sadwhat
80 percent of a volunteer’s satisfaction is detaadi by environmental support and leadership of4i¢
agent (50%) together with benefits from voluntegri80%). A volunteer’s intention to remain a 4-Hwwo
teer is the result of their satisfaction. Speclfica volunteer must feel that:

Their role contributes to youth in the county

Their role is significant

They have been accepted by Extension staff and vthenteers
They have an opportunity for new experiences and

They learn new things.

Furthermore, volunteer satisfaction is differentoagn new volunteers (three years of experience s®) lang
tenured volunteers (more than three years of vekméxperience). For new volunteers, the most itapt
drivers of satisfaction can be directly controldthe 4-H agent. These are:

Keeping volunteers informed of events, activitiad apportunities to be involved
Maintaining a safe environment for volunteers aadf s

Ensuring volunteers are safe with other volunteers

Assigning appropriate roles for a volunteers irgerskills and abilities

Being fair with all volunteers

Introducing new volunteers to other volunteershim program

For tenured volunteers, benefits that a volunteeeives become an important element. As a 4-H agent-
municate to volunteers the following:

They are valued by members of the community

Volunteerism can enhance their careers

Being involved in 4-H helps fulfill a volunteersrse of obligation to give back
Volunteering in 4-H will increase their social life

4-H provides opportunities to connect with othemmbers of the community

In summary, volunteers are important to our 4-Hypam. Retention is driven by a volunteer’s
satisfaction with his or her volunteer experieri®g demonstrating leadership and
communicating the benefits of volunteering in 4vidlunteer satisfaction will increase and, in
turn, volunteer retention will increase.
