1) All W/T classes are limited to riders who have NEVER cantered in a class. Contestant cannot cross enter into canter classes at this show. 

     2) Cross rails division is limited to beginner riders or green horses that have NOT jumped 2’ or over at any show.  

     3) Jumping Warm up: Saturday 6:30-8:30 AM ONLY FL 4-H Rules 2008, AHSA, AQHA rules used for this show.   

     4) To qualify for a Western High points, rider MUST compete in grooming & conditioning and/or western showmanship. High point is on                         

 horse & rider combination.  For a division high point award, you MUST enter riding classes in that Division. 

     5) The decision of the judge in scoring and placement is final. Show management’s decision is final in all manner of dispute regarding the   

show.  Complaints/feedback regarding the show must be directed to the show management and not to the judge. 

Dressage Riders:  Please indicate on entry form if you are a Junior, Amateur or Open rider.  You are limited to entering 2 consecutive Levels of Dressage 

classes.  USDF/ USEF rules followed for dressage.
