The existing land use designations permit @ maximum of 2,287 residential dwelling units
as verified by Volusia County pianning staff. The requested Greenkey future land use
category proposes 23,361 dwelling units. This land use amendment proposes a
substantial increase in residential density.

Schools do not exist and have not been planned to serve the requested increase in
residential density. Please be advised that neither the County’'s Public School Facilities
Element nor the district's Tentative District Educational Facilities Plan anticipates
serving the students estimated to be generated by the proposed increase in residential
density. Both these documents report that available capacity can accommodate the
students associated with the existing land use designations in the twenty (20) year
planning horizon.

Additionally, this proposed residential development is located within an area designated
as a No School Zone pursuant 1o the executed Interlocal Agreement for Public School
Facility Planning. This designation was applied to the area by the County, cities, and
school district to reflect that schools are not planned within the twenty (20) year time
period and school capacity doee not exist for the purpose of increasing residential
densities and/or approving additional residential development.

Based upon the aforementioned issues, please be advised that the school district
cannot certify there will be adequate school capacity to serve the proposed increase in
residential density generated by this land use amendment and therefore cannot issue a
finding of adequate school capacity’.
