SUBJECT: Variance case V-08-044, Application of Donn and Melanie Bryans, owners 
 

REQUEST: Variance for a front yard setback from the required 40 ft. to 17.5 ft. and for a 
side yard setback from the required 15 ft. to 10 ft. for an accessory 580.8 
sq. ft. (24.1 ft. by 24.1 ft.) metal building on MH-4 (Rural Mobile Home) 
zoned property. 
 

LOCATION: This property is located on the west side of Tribble Drive, approximately 470
ft. south from its intersection with Taylor Road, west of the City of Port
Orange.   
 
ADDRESS: 2520 Tribble Drive 
 

PARCEL SIZE: ± 0.51 acres  
 

SUMMARY:  
 

Property was cited in January 2008 for building the structure without the 
appropriate permits and previous attempts in 2008 to bring the case to 
PLDRC were not successful since the owner didn’t provide a completely 
dimensioned survey of the property, including the setbacks for the subject 
building.  The property was found to be in violation by the Code Enforcement 
Board on January 5, 2009 and a daily fine of $25 has been imposed until the 
property comes into compliance.   
 

STAFF 
RECOMMENDATION:  

The application does not meet the criteria for the requested setback 
variances.  The building was built without the benefit and requirement of a 
building permit and zoning review and the only qualifying hardship appears 
to be that the lot is a valid nonconforming lot.  Staff therefore recommends 
denial since all of the criteria have not been met and since the building may 
be injurious to the surrounding area with regard to traffic visibility.
