• At transmittal, we contemplated a capacity enhancement 

agreement

• School District recommends against CEA at this time

• Phase 1 is 2,287 residential units

• No further increase without “finding of adequate school 
capacity.”

• Current language tracks the charter amendment

• Need to continue discussions with School District Staff



SchoolsSchools
Need to direct staff to meet w/school district staff, 
work through the issues prior to adoption hearing:

• No more than 2,287 units without a finding of school 
capacity

• Provide checkpoints along the way for School District 
review of plans…EAR, 5-yr plans, ILA, etc.

• School Board keeps all options into the future

• Need to revise Fiscal Neutrality language to make clear 
that owner will donate school sites when required
