The Volusia County county council Williams your involvement and well comes your involvement. After you're recognized state your name and address for the record. You may speak up to three minutes during public participation or when an agenda item is -- be respectful of others personal attacks are not tolerated. We do have a speaker this morning. The honorable reverend Anthony Starnes. Am I pronouncing it correctly? 
You can stop and lock your wheels right there. He has a microphone. There we go.  Sir please state your name and position for the record and you will have three minutes. 
Good morning. Mr. Chairman. I'm reverend Anthony Starnes. County commissioners good morning. First I have to tell you something about myself. I am a sim ordinary graduate. I -- seminary graduate. [ Indiscernible ] they have a website and graduate and I have invest gated various of the world's religious and I have also been to grad school as I was in the in the seminary. Now the Bible gets the first. Says with the spirit of the lord there's Liberty. When you have Liberty you don't need to harass people by killing them and abusing them. You don't kill young men for playing soccer. That's not Liberty nor is it a god. You don't kill young people for [ Indiscernible  ] now all religions believe mostly in living people a remedy of sin not killing people because of sin. Muslim is not a religion.  It's a toe toll tear id ol -- indate na beach where I live now to build a new mosque -- be over it.  That's what they're for. They believe in replacement. Good morning. If the Chambers could please come to order. Pretty please?  Good morning.  Today a 's date is November 19, o 2015. The Volusia County county council meeting. This morning's invocation led by David Williamson the Central Florida Freethought Community. Where are you? Hi David. If the council would please rise.

All right. Thank you very much. We will now continue on.  May I have a roll call. [ calling roll ] ] 
We are all here. 
All present. 
We will now move on to pulling consent agenda items. Mr. Hourry is there any consent item? 
I have none. 
Mr. Patterson? I will come back. 
Mr. Wagner? Ms. Cus Mr. Daniels. 
If you could come back know. 
The chair has none. Does staff have anything they wish to pull Mr. Dinneen? Nothing?  Mr. Patterson has nothing. Ms. Denys? 
Number 7 for discussion. 
Item 7 for discussion and -- 
And the renewal of the lease. That's agenda item renewal of the least -- extension of the lease. The one with protogroup. Extension of the lease. 
Item number we're looking for? 
I thought I had that one marked. 
Not 21. 
It is 21. Because it's -- 
First amendment to the [ Indiscernible ]  
Is that the one that includes the extension of the lease with protoe Group. The one that's folded into that? 21. 
Item 21. Item 7 and item 21 shall be pulled. 
Do I hear a motion? 
I move to approval all the remaining. 
Motion -- seconded by Mr. Lower principle further discussion? All those in favor signify by why, all those opposed. Item 7 and 21 pulled for discussion. We are going to move along to item one. Water quality and legislative funding request. Mr. Rick Karl or is it? It's Kelli McGee. Okay.  I really wish that was listed. I don't know if it's Rick Karl, Kelli McGee. Grng good morning. 
Good morning. 
I'm Kelli McGee director of resource management. I'm stepping up for Rick. Thsz this is his agenda item. I want to froent you the newest addition to our proposed water quality request. If in your item you will find papers that are meant to be hand outs. I wanted to explain for clart fip in the agenda item they are supposed to be back to back. In the item they are on the wrong backside because we have the cover sheet for the agenda. They're meant to be two individual hand outs. One for water quality for [ Indiscernible ] and one for west side blue spring springs and Gemini springs. If you recall earlier this year the staff brought to you a very large matrix with a binder or water quality program that had hundreds of millions of dollars worth of projects. We have moved forward on many, many fronts we're very proud of. Rick brought to where do you the legislative agenda. Since then we also requested formally the Indian River council extent the -- extend the boundary [Away from mic] program north to the Halifax River and their nigh director has the county submit our proposal specific to the lagoon. This began as an exercise to give to the Indian River Lagoon council a comprehensive ask. Previous to this we had been targeting shovel-ready projects. Now we wanted to really show the scope of the issue of connecting septic tanks to central sewer. We brought do you the first five years of those four priority areas that we presented to you earlier this year. We do have another list that if -- if this is funded four years six through ten. It's a huge issue wanted to bring to you an opportunity to put this as part of your legislative request. Thank you. 
So basically you are can go for a motion on the include this on the legislative agenda. 
Yes, sir. 
Do I hear such a motion. 
Mr. Chairman I so move. We indeed need to have a legislative add. Something like this. This is what the other counties are doing if we're going to start building some momentum to take care of the problems there we all -- need to goent board and show the legislature the scope of the problem and get what money we cok to start trying to fix the issues down there. If we don't do that, we need -- we won't be going anywhere. 
I second the motion. 
Can we double check -- can we check those microphone. We had a lot of feedback. I hope the whole thing was not the motion. Just a motion -- 
To approve. 
Motion for approval. Second by Mr. Patterson. Any further discussion? 
No further discussion. All those in favor of adding the Volusia County water funding request. Blue springs, gemini springs and funding question request for Mosquito Lagoon signify by aye. All those opposed. So car rye rued. -- carried. Interesting we bring thup because we h representative from the governor's office. Anne Taylor out there with us. That was part of a letter we received from the governor this week. 
Yes, sir. Rick Carol director of aviation economic resources. Sue is handing out the materials we e-mailed to you yesterday. The governor has requested support, indication of support for Enterprise Florida. An initiative to increase funding and get him more latitude. The governor has requested some indication of support by tend of the month as your -- at the end of the Monday. If you wish to take a position on -- we can reconsider it some other time. We wanted to Anne Taylor from the governor's office is here if you have any questions or wish to discuss. 
Basically governor asking for a letter of support or resolution of support. 
Correct. 
Okay. 
Ms. Denys? 
Thank you. When I was at the enterprise Florida meeting with our team here from Volusia County, Rob was there, thank you. As we sat through the board meeting it was clear enterprise Florida was under funded for the upcoming year. Why is that important to us? Is because when we look at the -- especially the commercial aerospace companies when they come in and look -- look at the governors [Away from mic] how that duck tails with enterprise Florida and space Florida that's an 10 to $15 million ask per project out of this particular fund. Currently going into the legislative year there's $8 million in this. It's going to be difficult even to hit the bar e -- bar for one major project. Not just slush but statewide. It can have a direct impact to Vice President Joe Bidening for economic -- for have Volusia County and looking that the going fwarnd our other tris currently looking as we know. Hooking a at Volusia County and how all this work. Just as in the water quality we just talked about. We can't do it alone.  We put in this ask to the state trying to duck tail on amendment $1. The same premeditate in this mist from water quality. I think it's timely. I would like to make a motion to support a -- is it a resolution that you're looking for, Rick? 
It would be your call whether we just send a letter. I would agree with the -- 
A resolution of support would be stronger. 
We would add to our legislative agenda and bring back a resolution of support for the consideration on the December 3 meeting. 
The only thing I would ask. When we do this these resolutions the snoort the entire council sick -- the support. The entire council signature is listen to. 
We will do that and bring it back for your approval for consent agenda on the third and transmit after that. The record will reflect you're supporting it today. 
My motion on the support thank you. 
A motion for support. 
Second by Mr. Patterson. Mr. Daniels you have the floor. 
Rick, what does this do exactly? 
A number of things. The increasing the amount of funding. Asking for $250 million. Asking for more latitude. The governor caught up in challenges with the legislature where you it has to go before committee if he wants to do funding over certain amounts. It's detailed in the information his rerequests. So it gives him -- 
He wants to bye pass the legislature -- bifasz legislature? Is there a smart thing for us to be signing on to? 
Not without it is a change to the process. Let me get the -- we've got the Mr. Tl -- there it is. 
I fully support funding for Enterprise Florida. I didn't stay as long as she did at the conference. Ill it seems this does more than just provide money. If it was just providing money I would jump up and down and say let's sign now. I've just seen it. Don't know what it says. Don't want to be doing anything that's going to be upsetting the legislature. 
Correct. 
I never wanted to upset anyone. 
We receive request we want to be responsive. We be happy to come faredened -- forward and out line in more detail. It gives authority to not have to convene legislative committee if it's less than a million dollars for the closing fund. As your request we will happy to come back and walk through. 
I guess my question on that is there any controversies. Does the legislature care? They may or may not care. 
[ Indiscernible  ] on the Thursday and do a presentation -- on the third and do a presentation good and through the pros and cons of it. 
I would be happy to support the increase in if you thinked right now as far as -- funding as far as changing rules. [ Overlapping Speakers ] . [ Overlapping Speakers ] 
Ms. Cusack? 
Thank you. I have some concerns and mainly once we begin to change positions and somewhat dilute the legislative process it gives me heart burn. I would increase funding. I'm for that. I know that the work enterprise Florida Does is great. Want -- we want to be inclusive. I do have concerns that we don't know exactly what we are signing off on here. cautious when we begin to decrease the position of the governor dirn crease the position of the governor and decrease the position of the legislature. That might not be what's happening here but that doesn't tell me that. I could not support that motion enas presented today. A -- motion as presented today. A letter of support for increase in funding, can I do that. The particulars that you're asking for us to do that we don't know exactly the remifications that we're talking then I would have some concerns and I could not support that as it is presented. Thank you. 
Thank you.  Ms. Denys? 
Thank you. Just if you research this little bit, this is different. The economy is changing. Our competitors are strong. They're outside the state of Florida. That's who we are competing with. Florida doesn't change if we don't change how we grovn govern and how we structure the redundancy if you will. The jobs will don't go to Texas. Their enterprise fund if you read the history the. That's why they're out performing us Congresswomen quickly they droent have the quickly. They don't have the barriers. This is home rule.  What -- we talk about home rule.  So as a home rule and a local jurisdiction and govern body. We could have a direct link to the governor's office and doing away with the closing fund if I thuns right and we're doing away with that completely. That just take out some layers of Brock saned gives more control to the to the govern body and I would support it on that alone. 
Mr. Patterson? -- -- 
This is something I can support because it's about jobs. We're coming out of the resengs. I want to see us really come out and. I see a lot of excitement going on. I've seen the amount of building permits coming. I see what Rick Karl and rob eastern heart have been doing for us on economic development. This will make their job, our job here in the county much easier if yes know we've got a governor out there that can close these deals quick. That's my dollar 298. 
Okay. I also see this as a job maker. The I'm reading over the proposed legislation moving Florida to the number fwhun job creation. We have a county manager here with a $50,000 fund as his disposal. You can approve -- 
I have a $50,000 authority which I rarely use [ Overlapping Speakers ] 
I agree with that. He doesn't just spend it every week. That's the thing.  He very raurlly use this -- raurlly uses this. He's looking, saying if it come down to,000 and we get 500 jobs here and Texas has the 700,000 and they say we'll do the closing costs on this deal, they get the jobs. It's a job creator. Definitely.  I don't see it as circumstance ventilating our legislature because it cause more than a million to convene a special session doesn't it to get all these legislatures up there to have a committee meeting for one meeting, thank you for the money and we go. I can definitely support. Mr. Patterson sm 
Ie view this as a nonpartsen issue really. If the governor was a democrat, libertarian that wanted this kind of authority I would be supporting that. I think it's really important to the people of the state of Florida to bring jobs in. We have a lot of people coming in but they're retired. I want to see businesses come in and like anybody else I want to see our young people that are spending a lot of money to go to college having jobs. This is what it's all about. 
And Ms. Cusack. 
A final comment. We are all for creating jobs. And job opportunities but I do believe that there is a reason that we have the branches of government. Not democrat, not republican but branches. We have governors and legislative branch of government and $250 million is not -- some folks opinion is not much money, by think it's something that we ought not to go about changing the process until there's back up information that I can feel comfortable with that says that I want to delegate that kind of thourt to who ever -- authority to who ever the governor is. That's why I could not support. The funding is one thing. But the way that you disperse that funding I think is left up to discussion and I'm not clear what we are saying that we want to do here today to support that. As it stands when in doubt, don't support it and I don't support it. Thank you 
Any further discussion? I see none. The motion all those in favor -- 
Mr. Davis I'm sorry. Mr. Eckert -- 
Now you push the butt button. Sorry 
I each the -- on a letter today for the support funding. On -- uncertainty on whether or not the council would sfort remainder. As to not dilute your effort I would suggestion you vote on the letter today and bring back alternative forms of a resolution for you on the third so you can decide what your comfort level is at that point. On the process change.  Just -- or you can vote it up or done today. Today it would go on a 5-2 vote. At least so it would appear from the discussion thus far. That's unanimity on the part of the issue. 
Would you like to amend? 
I'm comfortable with the wlang the resolution. I believe [ Indiscernible ] county has passed already in council.  I'm comfortable with my motion . 
Motion stands. 
That's it? Okay. The motion is resolution of support for the -- to the governor's office for what are we going to call this thing? The new Florida enterprise fund. For making competitive jobs, is that close enough for your motion, ma'am? 
Yes. 
Okay. Motion second by Mr. Patterson. All those -- is that correct? It's ban while.  Okay.  All those in favor signify by aye. All those opposed. Mr. Daniels, music -- Ms. Cusack are opposed. The motion passes. Anything else Mr. Carl? Okay. 
We're going to move on to item number 2. Contribution of $25,000 to the corral Florida veterans memorial park foundation. You made that motion last time or -- Mr. Patterson, Mr. Biern. 
Good morning. This is a request that calm to the county from central Florida veterans memorial park foundation a request for $25,000 from Volusia County dhld be used to maintain a memorial at the Lake Nona veterans fa sulty in Orlando. That memorial includes the names of all the fallen service members in central Florida including 223 from Volusia County. This is an item that has been requested through the county managers office if you approve this that will come out of your general fund expenditures. 
Thank you. 
Mr. Pierce. Couple in the front row in case somebody has a question. Mr. Patterson I give you the floor. 
Thank you. I was approached on this and I've met with the gentleman quite a bit on this. You can see on your agenda the item what it is. I have a list of the people from Volusia County whose names are on that memorial. As a veteran myself of the Vietnam era this means something to me. It also means something because my daughter works at the VA hospital there at Lake Nona run it is -- runs the entire audiology department. A the -- a place a lot of veterans go. They come and walk out with bringing something. They made it back. Those that didn't come back. I will move approval of th,000 expenditure to maintain the memorial at Lake Nona. Sna motion do I hear a second? I hear a second. Further discussion? Mr. Dinneen? 
Thank you.  My understanding in this it is a one time request for one time money and they're going to use that money with whatever fund they have to long term to do maintenance. It's a one time funding. The money propose rating that will come out of one -- appropriating that will come out of one time money. 
Thank you. Vy to say that this is -- this was brought to me a couple of years ago when you started to build the thing. At that point it was difficult to get it on the agenda. I'm glad it's here being a veteran myself as Mr. Patterson and having served in combat in a couple of places around the world. I do understand what this brings to us when we leave that place and you walk out tland you see this honor that is paid to us. Veterans as we wall out. We say wow. Some of it it brings a bit of tear to the eye to remember that stuff. Good for the heart and soul and the veterans. 
Thank you. May I make a kouchl comments? 
I guess my time is up. 
I'm sorry. 
We have to fasz motion first -- pass the motion first. 
The motion is on the floor. All those in favor of support of contribution of $25,000 to maintain the memorial at Lake Nona signify by aye. All those opposed. So car rid unanimous.  Sir?   
Thank you for the honor of being here. I want to mention 
You have to identify yourself. 
Jerry pierce the chairman of the central Florida veterans memorial park foundation. I had the opportunity back about ten years ago general Carlson asked me if I was a veteran and I ended up with a job with the second meeting of the veterans to get the funding for the VA hospital. A key person in that role is former senator max cleeland a graduate of the insteadson. Instrumental in walking me through the process to get funding for the hospital and with congressman Mika and Brown. All of us are volunteers. None of us get money. I een separate business. I appreciate your time and effort that you've all made to help us. Thank you very much. 
Thank you, sir. 
We're going to move on to item 3. Sale of Breneast Leasing, LLC to land a parcel 4. Land crossing -- DeLand Crossing Industrial Park. Ed by number 15-B-198JJ. 
Thank you. Rick Karl director of aviation economic resources. This is a good story. The sale of parcel 4 in DeLand crossings. This is a real success story in the economic development side. I like to thank purchasing contracts for all their efforts in making this happen and -- with your permission I'd like to introduce your economic director Rob E ar are heart to go through the details. 
Good morning. Economic development director to give you context to the request for you to consider approval of thissed by and the closing -- b.i.d. and the closing of parcel 4. DeLand crossing central park located at the northeast corner of -- and state road 44. Quite a bit of transportation activity over the past ten years. I believe we can all agree this industrial park created an opportunity at the intersection to raise the industrial profile and manufacture -- as well as location for jobs particularly in the west Volusia area. What you may not be intimately familiar with is prior to the consideration of the development of this scythe a prior council a -- site a prior count approved this in 2005. It was under the control of the solid waste division. I was not here at the time. This was division of our predecessors and the support of Ms. Connor and her team. You have a vishal here of -- visual here. I would admit I'm not necessarily a vision ordinary. Imagine standing on this property in 2005 and to b there today and stand in the same place and look at what happened in ten years. It's a accomplishment that we should be proud of here. The results are the, again, the result of a vision on the create a 43 acre maszer plan community to provide what I agree are shovel-ready lots for the purpose of attracting manufactures and jobs. The site development financed not solely by the county but by different funding streams. I have a slide here with more detail on that. The result of it currently there are three buildings total 380,000 square feet. number of jobs. Excess of 140.  We interact with these companies companies. They are growth minded companies and indicate they are continuing to grow. The final bullet you can see it's generated over a million dollars of real tangible property tax revenue through the fiscal year 2014. Property appraiser has assessed these par sells for physical year -- fiscal year -- 220,000. That will continue to generate revenue on the tax rolls. Here is the summary that indicated to you. Something we believe over $6.5 million to do d engineering of this park. Quite and under taking given the picture that we showed you on slide two. Unless the federal grants the community development block grants and E darks grant from the U.S. economic economic development administration and state grant we call EDTF at the time OTED transportation grant totalally 3.5 million subtracting that for design engineering and construction, subtract the land sale proceeds and that figure here dug dust include the figure -- does include the [ Indiscernible  ] should you decide to approve it would leave us roughly a million and a half balance and start applying the reoccurring benefits and revenue whether property tax or other things related to economic impact. You can quickly see that we recouped almost all the funds initially put forward to create this success story. Specific to today's agenda item I echo Rick's comments to thank Jenny and her team to put the solicitation out. We had a single bidder. It was two brothers. Bryan Murphy and Kenneth Murphy. Theired by -- bid submitted under brand east leasing. It would be that entity making the purchase of the land and develop a fwhilgd the range of 40,000 square feet. Once completed it's their indon't use a separate business entity. BBK performance to occupy 100% of that facility. For me personally the best part to transfer jobs from the state of California and bring it to shoik and DeLand in -- to Volusia County from California part of their operation there and bring the jobs to Volusia County and create additional opportunities for Volusia County residents. Square in the middle of the west Volusia area. Here's a visual that shows operatingant tis at the land crossings indust -- industrial park. The light blue the Pelican technologies is not the owner they are operating in that bulged under a lease agreement with -- understood a lease agreement with Breneast Leasing. The yellow oval that you see signifies lot four. They would build a second facility and a big contributor to [ Indiscernible ] and job creation in Volusia County.  So with that -- by the way I would also like to thank Michael moor in the county attorney's office he's been very supporti creating -- or reviewing sale agreement and will be a big part of effecting the closing. Should you approve this we understand could occur in early January 2016. Staff recommends approvalal to Breneast Leasing and your approval to authorize closing at that time. 
Reminder to please turn your cell phones off. [ Overlapping Speakers ] 
I don't know how to turn it off. I never brought it in here before. 
Okay. Mr. Patterson you to get have the floor now. 
Thank you. I enjoy doing anything to take jobs way from the left coast of the United States. That was given to me by a friend of mine in a legislature who was a democrat too. Thank you, Doug whiles.  I remember years ago, as the guy who was on this council some 20 plus years ago and I remember when we got the transfer -- bought that land out there before I came on the council that therefore station was going out there. The county had to buy the rest of the property because according to -- the thought was nobody would want to put anything out there if there was a transfer station there. But I live out -- near there. It hasn't really brought down property values and it's wonderful to finally see it coming about because for a long time it was a lot of vacant land out there but it has been through the county's leadership of creating that industrial park. When you look at it it's part of the entire gate way into the DeLand area. I want to see more in that area. I thanks for that. Mr. Chair, I move approval of the sale to Breneast Leasing, LLC here in DeLand par DeLand Crossing Industrial Park bid number 15-B-198JJ for approval. 
Second. 
Motion for approval as wring by Mr. Patterson second by Ms. Cusack. Further discussion? 
No.  All those in favor to the sale of Breneast Leasing of parcel 4 DeLand Crossing Industrial Park with bid 15-B-198JJ please signify by aye. All those opposed.  So carried unanimous. 
Now here's a unique situation. We're ahead of schedule. That is very odd.  We're usually pushing right a along. So we're going to jump ahead because everything else is time specific. Starting at o 10:10 with the -- we'll jump to item 7 pulled by Ms. Denys. You have the floor. 
We're ahead of schedule by 20 minutes. You have the floor on item 7. 
Can we just discuss this. I thank you for meeting with me. >>Fy may far moment. For the record. Item 7 is the budget resolution fisal year 2014. Year end fund reck suluation. 
It's a good report. Just for discussion. I think it's interesting, council some of the decisions we made in the last budget year. Through the year I guess Mr. Managers probably the better word. We're going to be closing some of these fund. So being able to track it is easier. For me to is it there -- sit there with you and say I understand it and the counts are matching the lines and we can connect the dots I thank you for that. I understand this is probably one of the lowest not the best word to use. Less funded closing funds in years which means fiscal accountability has been very strong through the year. Think that needs to be noted. When we talk about numbers, and I talk about numbers a lot. This is a good strong report. It's just house keeping to end the year as any government or agency or bureaucracy does, so I think that one -- I didn't want to go -- I didn't want this to go unnoticed and unsaid. There was nothing really other than just a transfers. It's clear with the economy improving how this is all so -- also helping the general fund and moving some of this other money into the reserves. There's a direct impact here to the result of the Tim proving economy and helping us go forward. I move approval. 
Motion for approval by Ms. Denys and second by Mr. Wagner. 
If I could add to that. Thank you for your comment. Interestingly enough, I really do appreciate the time she took out to say that. Different council members, I think they take an interesting in everything we do. But council members take -- drilling on specific issues and she likes to drill down on the financial side. 
Don't say I like it. 
We like it because it makes us look good. 
I thought you were going to drill him on something. >>INSTRUCTOR:. 
She's drilled down and hit pavement. The good thing is is if you really look. I think you can see in terms of what we've been doing. This is really an issue for the old council and council members I have today on good fiscal management. What this allows us to do occasionally this is where your source of one-time cash could you please. One-time money is so different than on going costs. It gives the flexibility. We recently talked as late as yesterday about the certain things that are one time that you can make a difference in this community. Part of how we're managing our money. Thank you for the comments we appreciate that. 
Okay. Mr. Patterson running around here somewhere? He went in back. Okay.  We're going to go ahead with a vote. All those in favor of budget resolution fiscal year 20 # 4-15. Reconciliation. All those in favor? Signify by aye.  All those opposed?  So car rid 6-0.  Mr. Patterson had to step out.  And we're going to jump awe head to item 21 -- ahead to jment 21. 
Ms. Denys? 
This is just for discussion. I'm going to make the motion for approval. For discussion we talked about this. This is three-year contract extension. I think it's one of these issues that I think we just need to comment on because of the ongoing project and what means. Can you just -- 
I will turn it over to Jaime. Who handleless this. The bottom line is that we're working with people with the belief that these extensions will help allow these improvements to get built in this community for these investments to be made. Any time you have to tweak the agreement, especially one you're trying to make sure will happen, I think is in the best interest of everyone. Jaime? 
Thank you.  One of the things we discovered hotel financing -- new hotel financing is more challenging in the after math of the real estate boom and bubble pop. And these developers are finding that they have to invest first before they can get the financing they need. So they have amended this PUD with the city of Daytona Beach so they will build the parking garage first and that investment will be used to allow them to finance, next the hotel, and ultimately the condo project. They went through the project with the city of Daytona Beach, Daytona Beach approved it. We want to amend the agreement so that we reflect the same thing the PUD reflects. All other terms and conditions remain the same. There's a bathroom there it will stay there until they either they choose to demolish it and pay us the cash or a system -- a system bulling a new one in a location we find appropriate and remains the same. This is a no-drive area of the beach and has been. The parking garage the -- improved oakridge approach will allow people to drop off families and park in the parking garage to access this area of the no-drive beach. Ultimately tas good thing for beach access for Volusia County resident. >>s the cul-de-sac? Part of this engineering I think is is an important piece we don't identify enough. The fact  created cul-de-sac for access. 
Yes, ma'am. 
Okay. 
Move approval. 
Motion for approval by Ms. Denys. Do I hear a second? 
I have a second from Mr. Lowry. 
Avy a question for -- I have a question. Since we're granting the extension now why don't we get the easement now? 
Because I don't know where it's going to be because we haven't designed the boardwalk yet? [ Laughter ] 
Fair enough. 
Once they start building, but you know. If you're going to give somebody something now you usually get back now. Understand the difficulty in drafting, but easements are such that you can probably draucht something that would stick -- draft something that would stick. I'm just saying that -- you know, I'll vote in favor of it. It is better to just go ahead and get it at the time. Thank you. 
Any further discussion? All those in favor? Improvement to the oak ridge beach approach. Signify by aye. All those opposed. So carried unanimous. Trance -- we're going to take a ten min recess. We'll take a recess -- 
Mr. Chair -- >>Vy to get this fix. >>ed we have to have approval.

>> [Meeting is currently on a 10 minute  break] >> If the chambers could please come  to order that was a little time -- technical  difficulties. It is 10 minutes after 10 AM. We  are going to item number  3A is the confirmation of the Volusia County  . Please step forward. You have the four. Please state  your name and position for the record. 

Renate tell a best -- Renée, I am interim Executive Director of the Volusia County   advertising authority. Anyway , I promised months ago that the madness.. And that we were going to  get it right this time. And IM  100% confidence -- 100 -- and I am pleased to introduce  to you Debbie who has been chosen by the Board  of Directors of the southeast 11  -- Volusia  of the new executive director.  She brings an enormous amount of  experience, she has all of the right ingredients,  she has a degree in economics, so  she understands finances. She works  for a County right now. She understands best practices  and policies and procedures. And,  she has a brilliant marketing mind  as well. It is the perfect mix. So let me introduce Debbie and have her tell you a little  bit about herself. 

Thank you. It is my pleasure  to be here to talk to you and I look forward to working with  you in the future and bring in a  positive impact to the County. Through the southeast advertising authority. My background, I have had over 20 years of tourism  experience. Most of that being  on the County level. I started my career at visitor  services international which worked  with over 20 over the country. I was the account supervisor. Our staff went out and got inventory and put  into the call center. And, we took  in the 800 numbers from all of the CBBs. One of my accounts was Clearwater Bureau, and I rolled my job over  into them. I was the convention  manager and it all corporate sales  for the destination. And my husband got a promotion  and we moved to Milwaukee, and after finding that we were  coming back, because he is in the  building trade, became back to Florida and I called Clearwater and I became the director  of advertising. I was there for  10 years.  It's a dynamic area, there the top  five tax receipts in the state. And they are doing quite  well. Just five years ago I had  moved down to ring 10 -- which is south of Clearwater,  and I took up managing  County government for the Bureau. What I did, was we did -- we redid the brand . We revitalized, healthy urban renewal, worked with  the chambers,  economic evolvement, the richer  18. And it needs to be that way to make sure that everything can  work together. Tourism is important. The residence benefit, there is  a value of it that most people don't  understand. It brings in shopping, the Walgreens, all of that which helps offset carbon footprints. And all of the sustainability so much. I have five different certifications. There are a lot of acronyms I will  try to spend it up destination marketing Association  international, it is one of the  main global accredited  associations that most of the MOs joint. And I am a member of that. I got my certification as a certified  destination marketing executive. And I have had that for about six  years now. And copy happy to go through a  whole bunch of other course and  electives. You work with other CBBs  in your classes. And also a film  Commissioner. I develop the film for the area. Also helped develop the sports  commission their. And, I  am a certified meeting planner, and in my past life in a walkie  as a certified travel counselor. I really believe in education.  If I don't know something, I will  seek the answer. I look to the board  here is my mentors. I want to come  to want to make sure that I am overly  cautious, I have read the news I  know what happened. I am not used  to that. I am aboveboard I do  what I need to do. I look forward  to having positive impacts here. And I have talked to Renée, and to Tom,  and of the FEMA board has been really  great. I can tell that they get  it and that they want the change. I believe in best practices  on of the first things that I would  want to do with board approval,  is to get the 

     test them certified as a marketing accredited program and I would  want to do that because it's like  the 9000 ISO certifications. And when you do  that you have a roadmap to success and that's one thing that I would  want to do as quickly as they could. That would give confidence to all  of us, and it would bring good results. So, I am here before you today, because  I am excited to be here to work  with you, is a hope you feel the same. 

Thank you.  Don't go nowhere. >> Ms. Denys has a four.  

Thank you Mr. chair, first of  all Renée,  hopefully this day we will retire you as  interim director of 1011 southeast of authority is the second time he stepped up,  thank you I wish I could take their  time is a time. That will not be  true hopefully this is the last. Thank you very genuinely for all  that you have done in keeping both authorities going  during this transition time. It was a pleasure seeing you yesterday, last night at  the southeast Chamber of Commerce . I hope to see you, and I think  that you will, based on your resume, and her past best practices, build a relationship in the community with the community  leaders. There has been unfortunately a vacuum their. I look  forward to that being filled. Think  that was a good start last night. From the southeast Volusia all  that you say,  I don't how long you have been  in our community but are Walgreens  in restaurants are full on the weekend. It's the Monday through Thursday  economy that is weak and needs to  be strengthened. That's got to be  the focus for southeast  cannot in, four W. Volusia and probably  in the high area to. From a strategic 10 -- standpoint, we do need strength in the Monday  through Thursday economy. I look  forward to working with you and  we will probably be having a meeting  with you shortly on this and I know that my other council  members may have other comments.  But, what I'm going to do is  make a motion for approval and have  some comments going forward. Thank  you.  

Thank you.  >> I think it's right pad making that  Bell. It's one bell.  Well Mr. Patterson you have the  floor.  

Is that what got me? Drops me on the floor? Welcome to Volusia County  I hope you live long and prosper  here. Just a couple of points, and I  know that after all of my years  around here, I have never understood why we  have free advertising authorities . But if I  was to advocate for one my head  would be on a spike.  I think it's important for all three  advertising authorities to maintain their identities but  I would like to see all three of  them backed as one working together  on a lot of things. We recently had the rowing thing here in Volusia  County. We had 31 teams , as far is Oklahoma. One of the problem is they had  to put people down in Lake Mary  because there were not enough beds. I would like to see them had here not to Daytona, there is just a lot that can be  done. Regarding the film commission. 

     We had recently come to or three  years ago --, two or three years ago had team Volusia and I suggest  you get with them  and letting them know about your  certification. Because, that is  right now where everything is coming  from Tallahassee to them and they are putting it out. So  you may have some expertise that  you can pass on to them. And I hope  that you do. And welcome.  

Thank you.  

Of course we haven't voted you  and yet.  

Yes, we will make you sweat. You know that Bell only rings for  everyone else. 

Thank you Mr. chair period welcome  to your. -- You. I hope a relationship is something  that we can count on each other  to do those things  to improve our advertising in Volusia County. We have a lot  to offer here.  And you really have a lot to offer an East Volusia.  That's my hometown.  I don't live there today, but I  know that it is a diamond. And it's  not in the rough, it is all ready  developed. What you have to do is to continue to cultivate that.  And, be opened  and receptive to the citizens of this area. We  want this to work. We want to do  everything we can to ensure the success of  our advertising authorities. And  so, we will hold you accountable. And vice versa. I want you to hold us accountable. The things that you think  we need to be doing that we are  not doing, I would expect that you  would give us a call, or come here and make a report and tell us  where we are going a string  on what we are doing. I welcome the partnership because when we start off right  we and operate. And I think that  you are coming here today is the beginning of something great  for our advertising authority. And  I want to thank all of those folks that have been carrying the ball and now  you will have the opportunity to  pick that ball up. And with  a whole lot of support from a team you will be able to  do those things. You know, there  is no I  and team. My daughter tells  me that all the time. I like that. We have to do that --  this together. When we do this together, we do things that are  well for the citizens of Volusia  County.  I want us to have problems that are generated  around growth. I want us to grow  so much in such a positive way that we have problems with growth. And we are not there yet. But I think under your leadership in the leadership of the authority  that we can get there. I welcome  you, I want you to know that I will  always be accessible to you to do  what we can. You see, all seven of us  are accountable for advertising  authorities. And when things are going well, then they say we are not accountable. And it's  not our ball. But when things are  going bad and it's on our shoulders. 

     So let's work together in good times, and in bad times, so as a team  we will be successful. Welcome aboard  and we wish you the very best as you embark upon your new journey with  Volusia County. Thank you.  Thank  you Mr. chair.  

Mr. Wagner?  

The next time your daughter says  that say there is a me, get out of the  way. The broken clock  even works twice a day. My comments are short. Thank you. Also, thank you for your hard work  to get us through this and thank  you for coming aboard we look forward  to it.  

Thank you, the to.  

All right.  My time. You said you are from braiding  10?  

Are you the  one that's been calling me?  

No, sir. 

Will somebody has been calling  me and I call it back and it says I'm sorry this person's  mailboxes full. I was just going  to tell you and to the mailbox. Of all of the things that have  happened in the past, the three  years since I have been on this  Council, and over there in the southeast  Volusia,   directors have been rehired, we changed out, the change that  individuals on the board, I mean, this has been interesting. I hope that we've got, it looks like we might actually have 18  that is looking and -- have a team that is working well together.  Thank you René, everything has been going smooth  for the past couple of months. I  haven't heard lunch, and we got  -- I haven't heard much, we're getting  over the last thing, I don't like  to emphasize the bad. Let's look  forward to the good things that  you are going to accomplish. The fact that you are very well-qualified gives me a great deal of confidence  in you. All of your accolades that come along in the planning, the film industry I'm an advocate for that. I like the idea of getting them  certified. And I think that that  may be a step in a more positive  direction to every like you said  there is a program and a plan and  like we say in the Army the plan,  work, then you work that plan. And working that plan will be the  key to the success. I agree with Ms. Denys  they weekend economy. I used to live in that area.  We needed to make something so it's a Monday through Thursday  economy. A seven day a week economy  is a great idea. I know that most of our counsel  have been in contact with people  there trying to help in trying to  figure out what to do. Feel free at any time to reach  out and call me if you have a question or if you think this is an issue. If there's anything  I can do to help. With that, prematurely  good luck, I can't make a motion  or a second. I can't do that yet, but if you do congratulations.  With back, Mr. Dineen will have the four. 

Oh we do have a motion?  

It's been so long. We do have a motion. >> The only final comment I was appointed  as the Evelyn handle the process in the proof is in the pudding. We start out that sometimes it didn't end up there. But it appears that she did a wonderful  job. 

I'm so sorry, nobody has mentioned  Evelyn and thank you very  much for your hard work. I know  you were in the process.  >> Should we talk to you Ms. Denys  or should we go for the vote?  

 Just one final comment, and Evelyn I meant to say this  to for the staff and manager, for  our staff that went over and held  down the fort thank you,  it has not gone unnoticed. We thank  you again for writing the ship. And, Councilman Q sac is absolutely right. When we -- when things are going  great we have nothing to do with it.  But as soon as  the ship starts to leak and the  water is coming in the boat they  look at us but here's our job here's  what's happening it has been written I think policies have been in place I think some weak areas have been  strengthened and will continue to  strengthen as the conversation continues. With at this  Council in our legal staff, so expect  changes for all authorities. Hopefully, and with that I  will segue into that councilmembers. We talked about what I would like  to see us do is have a workshop and let her get acclimated after the first of the year, Mr.  manager I think we talked the first  meeting in February? Council meeting, with a working lunch.  

If I may, we  need to have a boat. Then you can go off subject. Any further discussion to the motion?  

Seeing no further discussion.  >> [ Indiscernible - multiple speakers  ]  >> All right, so we have a motion from miss Cusack  all of those in favor of the confirmation? Thayer name.  

Deborah meals.  

Of Deborah, for the southeast Volusia Executive Director  please signify by I.  

All of those opposed?  

So is carried 7-0 congratulations.  

Thank you, I take this very seriously and I really look forward to working  with all of you and the whole community.

Okay Ms. Denys  you have the fourth pick  

What I would like to see us do, I don't think anyone was to schedule separate workshops, maybe out authorities don't want  that either, so to work  through that and around that what I would like to consider is  the first meeting in February I  spoke to the manager, having a working  lunch with the added  authorities. -- ad Authorities. So  we can have a conversation. Because  the only time that we get to have  a conversation is once a year when  we approve the budget and it appears  to be a gotcha. But if we ask questions during  the year then we are micromanaging. And  I don't want to hear that again. We are responsible we are be fiduciary responsible for those at agencies -- ad agencies. It can't go unstated throughout the year.  I am over that. As an elected and our appointees, we appoint  to these positions and advisories  boards they're doing a good job,  but at the same time they have questions  for us to. Think it would be a great way to  have a conversation with the Ad authorities. The same time,  the same place, and if they  have questions what we expect, and what the conversation that  needs to ensue. With that Council, that is my suggestion let's have lunch with the Ad authorities  to give them plenty of time to  plan for the first meeting in February.  

So you are  asking for a workshop?  

A campy lunch.  >> No votes taken is what I'm trying  to say?  >> Is there any objection to having  a workshop with all of our advertising  authorities? The first meeting in  February by the Council?  Any objections?  

I see none,  can we make that happen?  

Thank you.  >> We will definitely see you the  first meeting in February and I  look forward to hearing great things.  >> All right, now then, we will go  to the --  

Mr. chair, to think that we could say our  first meeting in February give some  flexibility just in case  that might be a conflict?  

That would be a better way to  do it.  >> We will work it out with everybody's  schedule.  

Thank you, Mr. chair.  

Thank you, yes there? -- Yes, sir?  

There is an important part to  that, you're going to have a dairy short meeting on the first meeting in January because of the jet blue program. And, we have to leave here by 10:30  AM. So we're punishing --  planning on finishing the meeting. You have to do your reorganization that day. So  I think what Cusack  and that, it could cause me to have backlog.  

I appreciate that.  >> It's nothing more than administrative  trust. We will make it work. We have  a short meeting in January, I like  that. All right, I understand that we  have a beach wheelchair in other activity update.  >> You have the floor, sir.  

Thank you, Mr. chair. 

Called on.  

Ladies, I have to ask you to take it outside  please. Thank you.  >> I like doing that. I enjoy that there Mr. Patterson left.  

Sorry college  or, you have the floor.  

They get, Strattera, and honorable  Council. I'm with the Department of protection. We wanted to bring  forth today a little update on our  beach wheelchair program it's something that has been a concern. Is actually really, we have had  the beach wheelchair in some form  for some time but they fell in disrepair and the model that we were using  really was not holding up. And we  talked, and we wanted to bring it  to see if we could try something new and that's what we are proposing  today. I just want to state, that  this is a dynamic programming and  it's something that we are in the  beginning stages of and we would  like to see where it goes. And thus, we took the approach of starting  with something a little new, I'm  going to turn it over to Mr. Swanson the beach director and he will go over the specifics  of what we are up to. And when he  is done I will talk to about just some other beach information.  Thank you.  >> Thank you.  

Morning. Mark Swanson beach director. Mr. chair, and fellow councilmembers. Just going to give you an update we are revitalizing a program that has been in existence for  a while. Through the attrition of  some of the wheelchairs taking down and not being repaired.  We actually got very low on the  amount of chairs available to residents. We decided that we would try a  pilot program with a different type  of wheelchair. It will be able to  be used by the citizens of Volusia County.  And what we want to do, as we want to provide an opportunity  for people that are physically challenged that they can actually get on down  to the beach and they can enjoy  the beach. They can get close to  the water and outside of just driving in  their vehicles down the beach they  can actually get out and the nature and have someone wheel  them down there in be able to enjoy  the beach just like everyone else  does. The  two chairs we currently have that  we are going to be using for the  pilot program the funds came from  the coastal edition. This is the  first portion of our pilot program that we are initiating. And, this is at the station on Flagler Avenue. You're going to make two of the  chairs available at that station, and I will talk a little bit about future plans and having the wheelchairs in all of  our stations throughout Volusia  County ranging from  all  the way to North Shore. What we will probably be looking  at, is about  10 beach wheelchairs. That will  be available for people to use. The way that they are going to  be able to use and have access to  the chairs is they are going to  go to the lifeguard station and they are able to see the availability of the wheelchair.  The information will be located  on our Volusia website.  In addition, it will be  shown on our beach at.  -- App . They can then return after four  hours to the station and if there  is no one else that has signed up, they can extend  their usage on the wheelchair. We want to make it available if  someone else would like to use it. They will provide a photo ID, what  this does is it allows us to know  who it went to. They will rent out  in the wheelchair it will stay in  the vicinity of that station if there were any problems, then  they would be imposed proximity. If they needed assistance than they would be able to go to  life could station and be able to  obtain assistance. There will be a copy made of their  drivers license so we are assured that it comes  back to where we find out at. And  we will know who has a. Like I said, they will be utilized  in the vicinity of the lifeguard  station. It's as required additional  systems rather then just the person sitting  in the chair. For loading and unloading  purposes and for the maneuverability. It does require a  second person to be there. If there any maintenance issues, they are to report that US. We want to make sure that they  are maintained and people can get  the best use out of them. All of the manufacturers specifications  will have to be followed. And at that point I'm going to  leave it open for questions.  >> Okay, I have a question. How much  does one of these costs?  

$2500 per chair.  

While.  -- Okay. Ms. Denys.  

Thanks.  

 Well, I wanted to back we had a  commitment from the developers last  year to fund of these  and make them available. When  we went through negotiations, counsel, I pulled them back up to the microphone  and asked if they would partner  with us for wheelchairs. And, they  wanted their contract approved and  they said yes and we said yes. So, we are not talking a whole  lot of money but it is good faith. And it is due diligence. So, we need to follow up with that and ask them to find the balance.  

As soon as we determine which  one we want that's what part of  this is. And we will talk to them  about providing as many as they  agreed to provide. The other thing, just so everybody  knows, the issue here is starting  off with one and we want to  make sure that these work. Then  we will see about expanding it.  The other issue that we have even  with the other ones, we had issues  with stability and those falling  over and us being sued. Part of  the cost is trying to get one that will last, and we will make sure that it is  stable and that it will work.  It isn't worth saving money and  then getting sued. So that's one of the reasons. This  appears to be the best model for  the money that will  last. Once we are sure, I  don't want to ask you, because there could be a better one. We  will follow up on that and how it turned out.  

Thank you. And as far as maintenance  goes, I'm glad that you charged  -- touched on that markets. When  I go to the beach, every  time we hose everything down, and  get the salt off of it, if I can  get to seasons out of a beach chair, it will require especially in the  sand, constant maintenance. Are there different sizes? The  reason I'm asking, if you go to  a hospital and you look on the beach, we may need a larger size I guess for lack  of a better term.  For a geriatric size. Because, it's not just that, but it's the  seat and the height and depth. It's not just getting in and out. It is the actual depth. The sum of our seniors and some  of our folks may have equipment. So, I would just ask, I don't know  that's an option.  >> As we go through the pilot program  we will occur of activities --  options.  

That's great. And I read the  concerns about some of the disability  community with a possible request for a Matt if that's possible and in conversation and a little  research, I think the areas that  they are using those they do not  have packed sand. They also do not allow cars on  the beach. So between the packed  sand and the availability to have cars on the beach, hopefully  that can remedy  some of those concerns and we can  make sure the accesses strong. But this is wonderful, as I stated  previously, I've use this money  time -- many times with my father.  

Just a response to her statement, -- to your statement. That was  one of the topics that we discuss. They are being used for out the  state. However, some of the beaches  that are using them down south such  as Miami and places like that they do not have the hardpacked  sand they do not have the large  white areas of the beach where the  tide comes up high. So it in the  areas where it is erupting on the  sand,  our beach is very packed and I'm  not sure how much they would provide.  

This is a good start. And increasing access for all of  our savings -- citizens is important.  

Thank you.  >> Message Cusack Thank you, Mr. chair,  just a follow-up on Ms. Denys remarks.  I think that this is a wonderful  step. And I think, what it says to me, and hopefully to our communities  is that we are committed to doing  all that we can so that citizens will have access to our features. And so, I think that  we will always  be open, I would imagine, two sororities, into eternities -- fraternities, and different organizations that  might want to be a part of financing and buying a chair. So, that it is something that  all of us can do together to make our beaches more accessible  to all of our citizens. I applaud  you, and I think that we are  moving in the right direction. Thanks to you into all of your  staff for continuing with the commitment that we've made to our citizens. 

     Thank you Mrs. chair.  

Mr. Lowry  I was just wondering, they're kind  of a dark blue collar is that a  problem in the summertime? That's going to be really hot.  >> I didn't see that they came in  any other color.  

The pictures are dark, and you  know how that would be into  July.  

[ Indiscernible - low volume  ] 

So it breeds?  

That's it I was just curious.  

 And Mr. Dineen. In addition, I think I have something else that  needs mentioned. We do something that I would argue  we do not have a legal obligation  to do. We give out handicap passes  for free. How much of an effort is that?  In daily passes that one -- that was $190,000 in revenue that we forgo, and on annual passes $125,000 you gave around $300,000 of revenue to provide free handicap passes to the beach. That is not a small effort because  that's how a lot of people that  are handicapped get on the beach. It's not just the fact of providing  access you did it for free. So  you forgo that much revenue. What  I want to point out is that's not a token. I think we went out of our way  because of the nature of our beaches  to provide access not just to provide  it but the people didn't have to pay for  it, it was free. I think that's  a big commitment in terms of revenue. 

Okay,  thank you very much Sir.  

If -- we're going to move on to 05 item .  

Yes. I was also asked to provide a little  bit of an update passes in revenue -- and revenue and I provided a quick chart from our folks on the coastal division and just taking a  look at where we were the fiscal  year 14 versus the last fiscal year, we obviously see the  large increase in revenue. We know  that we increased the change in  the structure of our beach toll  and passes. So, we get an idea on the increased  revenue at 63% range, and  you can take a look at the passes sold. I think it's important to see that passes sold or do not  coordinate directly with the number  of beach visitors. We don't even  offer some of the passes that have  been sold in the past like  the twilight passes. So, I just thought it was important to point out, that  there have been recent articles  about it that really, we needed to launch a larger dataset to say what would be effective  of any kind of increase because  the other thing we do not have any  data on, is what the weather was  like over the summer. If you are to get income and whether  early in the day on a Saturday on  a large weekend, it would substantially  change the amount of visitors and  that would have nothing to do with the pass or the charges. So we just wanted to point that  out. But, I think you know the good  news, which is much, is we got really good revenues, and we  still have very strong attendance, and I can attest to our folks at the beach, that we have people all up and  down the beach, the areas hobby  hotels, and areas around the hotel's. Of course I would not be anything  associated with the past. Also,  you know, our use  of the off beach parking lots  is greater than ever before so those  are also -- there is no accounting  for that when you're looking at  the beach past numbers. I just wanted  to point that out in this report. And if there any questions.  

I also wanted to point out  that I have ardent who is here with  us and he is one of our brightest numbers and hardest working people  in the government. He has been out  doing a lot of work and upgrading their work order it us admitted to. -- And program. And of course for our folks in  finance.  

Are there any questions?  

I do not see any.  >> Thank you very much for your time.  

Thank you, sir, for coming down.  

That we can move on to item 05 . That is the update on  the Daytona Beach half marathon. Mr. Dave Byron .  >> Good morning Mr. chair and members of the Volusia County  Counsel.  When he was Dave Byron  IME director of the Department of  community services. I am here to  give you an update on the Totino -- Totino  -- Daytona each marathon. County staff has been hard at work with a very fine outside advisory committee made up of tourism authorities  in our chambers and interested people. And, we  are looking forward to what I believe will be a first-class event  in Volusia County  that will grow into  a substantial event in the widow  trying -- in the wintertime. Again, our races February 7. I just want  to point out, our community information  manager has been hard at work on  this event Claudia  very hard to get this underway. This is a big undertaking.  But we are well underway. So  if you would give me -- I want to run through a few slides to give you an update on where  we stand with this event. You can  see that is our logo. This is for photo hospital  and brown and brown. This event is going to be focused  around the entire family. Obviously, you have a half marathon 13.2 miles but we have also added based on our running expert Mr. Dineen, we have had his advice we have added a relay for the half  marathon.  

In  that case Dave it's 13.1.  

13.1, sorry about that. We actually have a half marathon  relay. So if you can't run the full  marathon can get a partner and run  together and that they new dimension  which we think as a different amount of attraction  for people. And we have a 3.1 around the track which is really a 5K event which  we believe if you add those three  together especially the three point  1 1/2 marathons than you have an  event that the families can participate  in and perhaps one  is not a marathon runner or can't  to the half marathon but perhaps  they want to do a shorter distance we feel that adds a great deal  of attraction to this end we have had good feedback  about that. You can see that sponsorships are  a big part of this. Of course, the  races being put on by Totino --  international Speedway. As I have noted we have great sponsors  of course the two signature sponsors for the hospital and brown and  brown and think the two companies and other sponsors that have signed  on with us are going to be grateful. That they signed on, and they got  in on the ground floor on what's  going to be I'm sure, a signature  event for this community through  into thank our sponsors. You can see  we have received sponsorship dollars and we're grateful for that. They see the value in this from  a countywide point of view. The  city of Daytona Beach is a partner and is participating in our active committee.  Are other sponsors, healthcare,  the healthcare advantage , Daytona beverages, the Associates, before to marketing  and research which is Evelyn, and the CPAs are all sponsors. Those are very  fine companies. They want to be  associated with this event because  of a quality event that's going  to bring quality people to the community. The news channel and Orlando and southern stone our media partners with us, we  have gotten advertising opportunities when -- which will help us significantly  to promote this race. The  advertising is underway right now and registration  continues to go up daily. You can see when you add the sponsorship  dollars together that the total  sponsorship that we received 113,500 is paid sponsors we received a  value of $30,000 of media trade  or incline and we did receive and we're grateful for a grant  they were received from the Daytona  Beach racing and organization. That's a matching grant and that is used for some of the  capital assets that we have to acquire to get that event off the ground intense and laptops. 

     That will be permanently items that  we don't have to purchase next year. >> We're doing advertising on a national  and regional basis. You can see  that those are magazines that our  ads are being featured in and we have $45,000 in that area  of advertising they can see runners role air which is the national  Bible for folks that run. And of course, when we received  sponsorship dollars their interest is making sure we  promote the area outside out of Volusia County.  This is as important to them as  it is to the community. You can see the samples of the  ads that we are running. I think  that our logo has a strong presence  in of course, you see the graphics  on the right, we see folks running  on the beach, and you can see the  running on a flat portion of Daytona  international Speedway and there  is no race in the country that can  offer those two elements in a race  course. So you start on the flat  surface of Daytona international  Speedway which of course is launching their brand-new renovation this  year, so the folks that are running  in this marathon will be among the  first to see all that has been done at the Speedway.  So the runners go from there and  then they go on the international  Speedway Boulevard we're going to  purchase flags to welcome the runners as they run along the course. And then the international Speedway Boulevard  bridge which they get a breathtaking  view of the ocean down to the hardpacked  sand by Sun splash Park. And cop back  to Daytona international Speedway where they crossed the finish line that the race cars will be crossing two weeks later.  It's a significant course  that offers a uniqueness that runners  actually do not get anywhere in any race. So we feel that's  going to be a significant attraction along with the fact that the race  will take to play -- will take place every year before the Daytona 500  at the time where the weather is great in Florida  in a lot of folks want to come down  here to make a vacation.  We have been talking with our new  airline JetBlue, they are very excited about becoming a partner with this  event. We are talking with them about  playing a role in this year's event. I can see the day coming where  we can start to work with them and  are other air carriers on packages to come in to our community maybe run, a golf, to fishing, enjoy the warm weather . And I think that's going to be  a very attractive element for this  race. 

If I can add something. The two weeks before the 500 we  work with the hotels and this is  a low period when they could use  business. We think that this could  be a way to really take advantage  of some opportunities in the industry.  

Comes at a great time as he said, it's kind of a lower period as they gear up for the race crowds. And I also might add, we have a lot of hotels that have  signed off to be a signature host with this event. So we have a number  of those. At this time I'd like to play a  television commercial that we have  done. 

Get ready to start your engines. The Daytona Beach half marathon  is back. February 7 experience the  race that takes you to the Raceway,  beach, and back. The newly renovated Daytona international Speedway. To a panoramic view of the Atlantic  Ocean to the hardpacked sand of  Daytona Beach and back to  the legendary checkered flag finish. Don't miss earlybird  pricing register before November  30 Don't miss earlybird pricing  register before November 30@DaytonaBeachhalf.com. >> You can see that that's running  on bright house as part of our trade  partnership with bright house. What you see in the graphic on  the right is one of our print ads  that you will be seen in local publications and so forth  they very colorful add we are getting  our sponsors the promotion and exposure that  they deserve to be partners with  this. And what you see on the screen, you might be a familiar person on the top left graphics standing  there. And that's Mr. Dineen  who has got so involved and he should be credited for this.  This is a county manager who went  on his own to savanna with some folks on the county staff  you can see Joe on the right that's one of our parks recreation  employees we went to an Expo and Mr. Dineen can tell you there is  so much excitement over this race that they literally couldn't handle the questions and the amount of  sign-ups and so forth. We  received a lot of interest in savanna  about this race. Going to these expos and promoting  the race is a part of getting people  to participate in the race. You  can see we have a high-quality presence, we have a beautiful tent , checkered flag border around our  registration table we have actually  got a little video that shows the  race and we have a significant amount  of interest in savanna. You can see these folks here, a part of our volunteer team, the person in the upper left is  Kate Holcombe's daughter. She works in Hudson. She's been  around a long time. And that person  on the right works are brown and  brown. And serving . And we  are giving out this teachers on  a. Again to promote our race. As a  result, a person -- a participating we  have 64 sign-ups in savanna, 31  Disney, they very important, part of the marketing effort for  this rate. We also have a growing Facebook presence we are being  followed now by 3300 and Facebook  presence we are being followed now  by 3360 people on Facebook and  we've got 16,000 page views on our  website. So a lot of interest in  this race, right now, I want to update that number because  people are signing up by the day as we stay here today, we have a total of 745 people registered for the event  and 547 for the half, 43 for the  relay and 155 for the lap to track. The shirts are going to be  absolutely breathtaking.  You can see, we will update those numbers but  you can see, that 58% so far of the people that  are running the race are female this is a statistic that you cannot  ignore. This  will sport has changed.  

Because, there are more women  now. And it has become a big family issue. That's why  we're capitalizing on the 5K. A  lot of 5K runners do not sign up because they are real close. It creates whole families that  come in front. I was proud of us the Dean savanna to get people  to sign up on the spot for something in February when  you have to get tickets is pretty  amazing. But it's changed. And the demographics of this group the amount of money that  this group spent, for example when we talk about the sign up  for the half marathon it $75. Nobody  thought that was too much money. Nobody even blinked up at. This is  a different group of people. I think  it's worthy growth is. In savanna  alone, savanna had 10,000 people. 

     Not counting who they brought. You  couldn't get a hotel in. So it's an amazing phenomenon  in American cities. I think foot  changed his female runners. 

If you compare 10,000 runners with  what Mr. Dineen just said, the compare  that with the estimated attendance at the Shriners convention it  will take us very long before we  exceed the amount of runners and we will exceed the amount of  people coming here for the Shriners  convention. So that's the type of potential. And that's why the county is into this  event. We are not normally in the  race. But they will have tremendous economic  impact for the entire community. It will definitely be a countywide  event. Very shortly.  You can see, we are trying to gather as much  publicity as we can. We have been  listed as having one of the best race after parties even though we haven't had the  after party at.  

We have a given this year.  

We will take it. You can see we are going to have a lot of race themed things along the course. So our water stops in all those  things are folks, and volunteers will  be dressed like pit crew participants. This is going to be next year, after the 16th event, we're going  to have -- we're going to take off. You can  see some of the highlights of previous  events. All right, now  we need to talk about the bling. Because I have learned through  Mr. Dineen that we have received the medal is a big deal  for people who run these races.  

And it's a big metal. And I will tell you the metal on  the top has got some bling to it. So it probably  will throw your neck out. The one  on the bottom is smaller, but it's  the metal that the participants in the 5K, the 3.51 race will receive and that's a very significant metal particularly for that race. So  this is going to be a very good  value for people that run.  Is, these metals are really going to be collectors items. And  so are the shirts. I got ahead of  myself on the shirts. But the shirts 

     REB breathable shirts. 

High-tech.  

They are be high-quality shirts . We have ordered them in male and female sizes. You can see that's going to be  a very colorful design. And what we think will happen is  the participants will be so proud, they will where it outside of the race, which of course gives us ongoing  promotions. They may keep it as  a collectors item. But all of these  things the metals, the shirts, the customer  service experience, the after race  party that we're going to have,  that we are going to serve a pancake  breakfast with some champagne and some great raffle prizes. We have got some JetBlue tickets  that we are going to be giving away the raffles  and so forth. So yes, out of all  of this if you added up into an  event that  is going to be first-class in something I think folks after  the 2016 event they really need  to participate.  I have talked to folks that they signed up for the race.  

The other thing, so people know, the 5K which is important, it is inside the track. What we  can have is people that run. People come in and they say that  they sign up, the husband is waiting. And the beauty is you are going to  be right with the  race is going to finish. The other  thing, we have a four hour timeframe so you can run/walk this race, or you could walk it. Live a lot  of people that come and walk. We  had one family there were the husband  was going to run a relay with a  friend, the wife is can a run  the half marathon, the sun was in  a do the 5K in the grandmother was  going to walk the 5K. That's event we're trying to do. Were trying to get something for everybody can.  

We  are also, I should mention, we are  also doing a youth element with  this. Which, will be sponsored. We are  going to have some youth participating the Florida Hospital has tied into  this event in a big way. They have really talked it up in  the system that they belong to. To get people that perhaps are  not runners right now, but perhaps want to get into better  shape. They are working on programs that lead people into the race.  And I want to point out this race  will be 100% 88.  

The other thing we are hoping that next year 

     that if we get our feet on the ground, that we would like a race to be known for giving people  may be of limited means kids that have families that can't afford  this to find a way to sponsor young  people that want to take part in  this activity. Maybe make this something  where kids in school and they can  promote if you keep your grades up, and  do certain things you want to do  that this will be paid for. So we  would like that to be an element  that no one else has. We think there's  an opportunity to grow that. Because it is a healthy thing for  people to be focused on.  

That's our website.  If you know anyone that is a runner,  or would like to be a runner,  the early registration period ends the end of this month. The most cost-effective way is to register before goes up we are well underway. I think this will be an iconic  event that the manager should deserve a lot of credit. 

Any questions? Anything I can do?  

Okay. 

Out? We're counting on you.  >> We need a good story.  

Can't the trade you anything. I like you.  

Yes, that's how it works here. 

All right,  with that, we are done with the  morning agenda. So, we will go ahead and jump to  item 31 which is not time specific. Which is,  the appointment to tourist development Council that's for any of us. And, I will pass the gavel  if I may.  >> And  I request the force or.  

You  are recognized for a nomination.  

Thank you sir, yesterday morning  I had a nice little meeting with  Mr. Yates.  Over at the spa hotel where he is  actually the general manager. He  comes highly recommended from many  aspects of the business. And, he  is a hotel your is a really nice  guy.  He likes tourism of course, and  he really wants to have a little  bit of input into how we  address and look at tourism. So, I will nominate Mr. Theodore Yeatts  Junior for the TDC.  >> Can we have a nomination of Theodore  J Yates Junior to the TDC , tourist of Ellen Council and of  the -- any other nominations?  Hearing on. So, we have a motion  for Theodore Yeatts Junior I do not  believe we need a second or  any objections to the motion?  Without objections it passes.  

Thank you sir.  

All right, 

     truly another meeting day we are completed with the business  of this Council unless there's any  other business that needs to come  before the Council.  >> Scene none the motion. I will now  go down to closing comments. Mr. Lowry do have any  closing comments?  

Yes, do.  I've got a big day  coming up a week from today. I will  also be looking forward to. And, in the fall of 1789 Mr. Patterson  might remember, he was maybe on  the Council,  but, the joint sessions of Congress  were considering the First Amendment and they interrupted a guy name  ally us was a consummate -- commerce  men and they said there is something they needed to deal with. He proposes that the house  and Senate jointly request that  they proclaim the day of thanks  giving free signal of Almighty God he said he couldn't think of letting  the session Passover without offering  opportunity of doing with one voice and returning to Almighty God their sincere thanks for the many  blessings that he had poured down  upon them. Two things, one, I talked to Mr. Dineen about this, we had that talk of in advertising and of the serves for something  the rest of the Council would like  to support, since we will be at  the airport on January since we  will be at the airport on January  7, if we could and we will be there pretty much  most of the time with JetBlue coming  in and the dedication of the Dennis  McGee room, and we will have lunch there, that  we go ahead and settle -- schedule the advertising to  done at that time. 

It's the same people  that should be there.  

Yes, it's the same people. And I think there may be other  people around. So what's the pleasure  of the Council?  

I  think it's a great idea as long  as we carve out enough time and they know that is not just  a meet and greet with counsel that  it's an official workshop that will  be convened. As long as we  go into it with that.  I would support that.  

Okay, I will make a motion that we hold  the advertising 40 workshop on January  7 I will let staff put together a timeline of where working it altogether. 

There is a motion . Well okay, there is a motion to  bring the workshop for the advertising  authority to January 7 a second  by Miss -- Ms. Denys  You  still have the force or.  

Do think that maybe we should have it on that day  providing that the authorities can get together so that we would  hold the other two dates just as  backups? Or do want  to eliminate the other two?  

You know, jumping in here. I think that if they aren't at this event on January 7, you may want to wonder what is  going on. If they planned the time to be  there. But that's just  a conflict.  

But that would just mean that some of them would have jobs and that it would be a full day because, would want to rush our  workshop.  

Well, I  have a big concern here. 

 Just a suggestion that we should  hold the other two dates just in  case we can't do it all that day.  

 And I have a concern, the way that  we do all of these big events, you know, that we are out of here  at you know, that we are out of  here at 10:30 AM, we have to be  there, I don't know what time the  event starts, at noon, -- see that all ready shoots us in the  foot for the luncheon thing because  that the JetBlue event. And I'm  sure that they will be serving food as we do the ribbon-cutting. So we may be into a time problem with these advertising authorities  and their jobs. 

I will support the motion. I'm  just concerned that we may not have  the time.  >> I think that what Mr. Dineen and  I discussed probably after 1:00  is convening the workshop 

Is are going to be a break in other words, I think  what the concern is, there's going to be some downtime  and therefore the --  

I think we should leave that  up to staff maybe come back, if  you want, I can -- when we can finalize the. But I  would like to get the most out --  the motion out there. And have it at our December meeting.  

Now miss Cusack wanted to know if we  could keep the other two dates in  February as a backup  with that  be acceptable for an amendment to  your motion?  

If she offers the amendment .  

Is that acceptable ?  >> [ Indiscernible - low volume ]  >> I think that you need a second.  

I do have a second.  >> Okay, so we vote on the amendment  first unless there's further discussion  on the amendment. Okay the amendment to the motion  to amend the motion that we leave  the two dates of our meetings in  February open as a backup in the event that we cannot have  this workshop meeting on 7 January. All those in favor please  Signify by aye.  All of those opposed? So Kerry, is there any discussion on the  motion to open the January 7 event over at the airport? As amended for the workshop --  

[ Indiscernible - low volume  ]  >> Fun calling the question as we  go. The motion is, January 7 have the workshop for the  advertising authorities at the airport after the JetBlue event. Motion by Mr. Patterson second  by Ms. Denys.  Scene none. All of  those in flavor -- in favor please  signify by I. We will keep February as the backup  dates in case we cannot accomplish  the first dates. We are  expecting staff to come back. >> It's kind of a time schedule.  

Yes, she is writing way and shaking  her head.  

Is there anything else Sir?  >> This is a comment, with the beach  issue, with the handicap. 

     And what Mr. Dineen said, of what  we offer, we do those things because it is  the writing. We do not have to do  that. We really do not. And I want  to commend the staff for taking these kinds of things  on in bringing them to us. Is, these  are things that we need to do. Sometimes  we don't always think of them.,  I really want to give a shout out to our beach people I keep hearing little comments,  and I think that they do a wonderful  job. There's a lot of responsibility  out there. Not only to the handicap  people but to everybody out there. So I want to say thank you very  much for that. And, thank you to  all of our other staff here who come up with things that we do not have to do that  we duty or. -- That we do  do.  

Man?  

 -- Mayhem -- record?  

Oh yes, what about our piggy? How much do we we owe you?  

Well Mr. orangey --  oinky we ended  up buying a 271 pound swine.  And cut at a very -- and a very fair price. The cost of the poor deceased piggy was $948.50. And we are waiting for the final  number from the slaughterhouse.  It is being donated  the urban ministries will be coming  out to pick it up once he is taken care.  I will get with you in the final  number. It will be that much more. But it was $940 I wrote a check. I've got my enforcer who will be  welding a baseball bat if she has  to. 

Thank you very much of reminding  me.

Okay. >> You didn't get your picture taken?  

 Moving on.

My comments are short. I do not know people realize I have been stopped in question  many times on giving free passes  out. Some people do not want us to do  it. Into my comment to them is I'm  sorry were going to continue . The free passes for the beach  that are disabled. I have been actually  approached for us to stop doing  that. I am not. It just goes to the issue of people  do not realize that we get that  type of pass out and then some people are against  it. It's just interesting that  some members in this community that  advocate for certain groups fail  to realize the things that we offer. 

     It is what it is. And then, I have  a request for a reappointment Marcy,  for where is it, I apologize. The human service advisory board is it coming backup?  For some reason I thought it would be maybe did  I miss it?  For Peter?  >> That was done at the last meeting.  

So I emailed him after and didn't  realize we had done it.  >> Our letter going out to him probably  crossed with the email.  

Okay. Cool cop thank you is all  I have.  

I found my list. We are good. It was buried under the pile of papers you keep  giving me.  Miss Cusack  Thank you Mrs. chair. 

     Speaking of giving out compliments  I would like to compliment the director and staff for which the cemetery particularly the one that I visit frequent is being maintained. 

     I can only say, and give. -- Thank you. It is so appropriate that we would respect those individuals that frequent the cemeteries. And,  I just want them to know, that your work does not go unnoticed.  And, I for one am grateful for the matter in which it has  been done. Thank you.  You have a wonderful holiday.  

 Thank you, ma'am.  

Mr. Daniels,  you have any closing comments?  

Thank you Mr. Chairman. I do  not know if anyone else is getting  this, but I keep getting the question that you are spending $600,000 renovating the chambers where you  providing a video feed? While what about the rest of you,  do you all 12 maybe -- do you all what to maybe take a look at that? 

 I support it.  

He is asking about video feed and I think there all -- there are alternatives. YouTube  does live broadcasting. We don't  have to spend hundreds of thousands  of dollars. Now with the way that  YouTube is set up it saves it for  you. It is literally on a record. 

Maybe we could appoint Mr. Wagner to work with the staff and make  suggestions 

A unique way of dealing with  the.  

It would be interesting to see  if other governments are doing that  now.  

But you know, you can do  it on the YouTube page.  

We have a YouTube page.  

We do?  

I get the updates.  On the nerd I get the updates.  >> But I don't know if other governments  are using it yet. 

What to the rest of you often. It's one of those things that I keep giving the question why  aren't we doing it everybody else does it.  

I have gotten us in question.  They wonder why we had broadcasting. 

     On TV, like they do. And I say it's expensive. If we're  going to the cable network through  bright house it cost money. And  we don't have that in the budget. But I am liking the YouTube idea. You know, if we can do  something for a minimal cost and  we have a brand-new pretty out for -- videographer . Our old videographer retired.  We have a new gentlemen. If you  can operate this other media guy, do you think you could handle that ?  A simple upper down.  

He is giving me  a wobbly.  

Let's not put staff in the middle of the discussion.  

Like that one?  

I don't one of from behind  pick  

The thing I'm looking for is not that we actually do it,  but that we investigate what the cost  and options would be.  

I'm supporting it.  

Okay, I have only had one person in all  my years make that suggestion to  me and it's usually a company by a snarky little remark  about us as a body.  

Count on that.  

While  we always get snarky remarks. I remember that I'm just saying  I've only had one person say that . And in my almost 10 years at the  Council that has ever requested 

     the video.  

Mr. Patterson, you should want  this. You are a handsome guy. I look like Dick Cheney.  >>[ laughter ]  

You and I have something in common Mr. Daniels.  That shiny head.  

[ Indiscernible - multiple speakers  ]  

 I'm just making a comment. That's  all. Of only had one person who has  ever made a comment to me about  that. And it's the same person who emails over every now and then. You're  going to have to find a way to do  it so it looks good. If it's not looking good, I've  seen some of these are you can't  focus on one person or no who is  talking you have to have a couple  people who are on top of it. So, that if you hear someone speaking but you can't see the person speaking. To have to move it around.  It's not a simple process.  

Maybe we will  make that the chairman's job.  

In the legislature, we had video feed that was going on. And, they had  a huge staff of people just trying to keep up with that. It's a lot more difficult.  

We will just see what the options  are.  

Fine with me. I'm not objecting I'm just making comments.  

Have a question for Marianne. I saw in the paper that we weren't going out and doing  a study for the courthouse  over in Daytona.  >> What is the story on that?  Where  are we what going on?  

At this stage we are looking  at renovation options at the city Island courthouse.  We have had several requests from  the judges in terms of upgrades. So right now we're looking at what can be done  without building.  

What about renovations versus building a ?  

-- A new one.  

That's the terms of the study. 

     Renovation versus long-term needs.  

And perhaps, also taking a look  at what it would cost  to move it someplace else. You know, someplace that would be more beneficial to some of the commercial districts. 

     It might be one of those things  that is worth doing. And let's see, we are going  to be doing a study on how our low-end employees are  doing. And, we have got that sheet the lesson that we talked about  it, and it showed that 

     that their salary increase was more  than the increased cost of insurance.  If they bought insurance, they would  be making less money. 

     And, could we get Tom to take a  look at that and see where we are? There were two or 300 employees that looked like they were in that  position. And see where we are  in what it would cost to  maybe remedy some of that. We don't  want to be Walmart. If  we want higher wages here let it  begin with us. At least a living  wage.  >> Mr. Chairman.  

 Do you want to respond?  

 Mr. Moats is  looking at that right now.  >> He is looking at that currently, I believe that we were discussing that we would be bringing  his results of the analysis backing  in the first or second meeting in  January.  

I believe it will probably be  the second since the first one will  be so compressed.  

Okay, sounds good. Thank you.  

 Arik, Mr. -- Item 07 for.  

Thank you,  I know we are  just looking at the possibility, but using years ago  when I first came to Daytona our services were on broadcast and there's a dark side to that  as well. Because, invariably when I was speaking  nerd be somebody in the choir falling  asleep or something to that nature and you never know when one of  us, if you have a feeling member in  Europe here and your little jazzy  that day. And Cottbus going to be  all over video. And getting --  and it will be in viral.  

And you have people who will  come to make a show and to make  a big deal. See need to be really  careful about that. There is a dark  side to consider.  >> I agree with you.  >> Ms. Denys Thank you Mr. chair.  Is this our last meeting in this  chamber?  

Yes for this year. The next meeting will be held over  at the old courthouse second floor. So this is our last one.  

Esparza video peoples, I was a proponent of it when we  were talking about the redesigned to begin with. And  what I did on the counties around  us, we have the only one that doesn't do a live feed. I supported it before, I think the  time has come with technology and  where we are going that we take  a look at that. The only thing I want to add, as  I want to thank our staff last Saturday  we did the trail opening with the  city of Edgewater. And,  patent or the was there, we unveiled the trail app with  a big cardboard unveiled to thank you for the department for supporting . TPO was there with a whole truckload  full of helmets. We have probably  had minimum  over 200 people their.  And the outpouring of the support was much bigger than we anticipated and that they trail getting used  all the time. Was talking to some  very last night and they said when  they were on the trail this piece  in Edgewater in just about a half  a mile they counted 14 different people. Getting a lot of access and it's a great asset to the community. Thanks to staff for all that. I was partnering with the city  of Edgewater,  and, while that's it. Just have a happy  thanks giving. 

And, she cut. All right, I've seen what you said. I do agree with you. But, it is a double-edged sword. If you're sitting here and we are  doing our business, and something  happens, and we need to  for example one of our more members  here you're working on a high-speed case that you have  to be very thin on and you are doing  your job all the sudden you get an emergency  email that your client is in jail. You're going to have to quickly  respond that's  going to be there forever. Nothing  goes away on the Internet. Or the  family like you said, someone in  your family is still I don't bring  myself on here but if I did bring  my cell phone pic last week I had  to bring my cell phone because there  is an issue with my feeling member and I had to step away  to take a call. So it just takes one person to  grab that off the Internet.  It goes viral and I we're not doing  our job. And now  you grabbed her cell phone. People  don't know the whole story.  And what's going on. 

But will there be a camera in  the back area?  When I slam beers?  

Who cares what I put on their.  

No I don't slam beers in the back.  

We will need a camera we have cell phones.  

There are so many things. Spirit >> Esparza set up, we have the technology with Bluetooth,  you could probably run it with one  laptop and one person sitting in  the middle of the room. Opposite  of Mr. Graham there and sit there  and push a button. And when Ms. Denys is talking, it focuses  on them,  permit -- or when the person at the podium is talking. The technology is there. I would  like to look into it. And let's get down into the nitty-gritty and talk about it. Later. Pardon me. And,  if all that yes. Everyone have a  safe and happy Thanksgiving. Yes, somehow I got taken off of the  queue their.  

I'm sorry.  >> Committee about to some comments  regarding the courthouse. I would  like to see just the number of cases not that each courthouse is cobbled where people are coming  from because we're the largest city and I'm not in  Volusia,  they should probably , we are inconveniencing those people to run around here. So I think if we were going to  be looking at a new courthouse,  I think that Dell toner might be  one of the statistics prove that there is a large number of  people to come in or have to go to the other side. You have got three courthouse is on the east  side of the county and we have one  here. 

But you have to realize what the courthouse does. This courthouse is everything so  it's really multiple courthouse  is. If you look at Daytona they  are split up.  

And that's why I would like to  see the numbers. And a breakdown of where the people are coming  from.  

One of the reasons why  that courthouse is so busy, it is  a civil courthouse. All of the commercial  businesses in the east side of the  county, I mean copy thick, that's  were all of be civil with -- face  it, that's for all the celeb -- civil litigation is.  

That's why I would like to see  the numbers. 

It's easy to track for the plaintiffs and defendants  are. And you will see, that most  of them are East sider's.  

Most -- [ Indiscernible - multiple speakers  ]  

They shipped stuff around. But I agree, it should be part  of the conversation, without a doubt.  

I'm going to make a suggestion, in the beginning part of next year, we have a little workshop, so we can sit down, get numbers,  what it will cost to rebuild.  And what it will cost to build a  new one, and where our demographics, and where the crime is that. What's going on, who services what, if we could  get that information into a workshop  we will have the facts in the numbers we can sit back and say that this  may be a good idea or this may be  better.  

Is that possible ?  

Is there an objection to setting  up a workshop?  

Okay. 

[ Indiscernible - low volume  ]  >> Information can just be presented  to us at a Council meeting. 

Well, I have a feeling that once  you open this particular subject  up it's going to take time . It's not going to be okay, you have 450 cases like this and  this and this is what we're going  to do. Yes, my name is Henry Frederick I represent headlines surfer.com, I live on state Route 46 in Florida FL 32771.  Ready? Okay.  I think that the county needs to  revisit its public records policies. In terms of how it deals with media request  for documents like autopsy report.  Because, I ran into a firestorm  yesterday. Aware, I had a deputy county attorney at Mr. Akers office who told me  as a matter of fact that I was not  entitled to an autopsy report on a murdered woman in Daytona  who was killed on April 7. Don't  need to get into detail, it's not  relevant, but the bottom line is that it was in fact a public record that was available the day before. And it is my contention that this  attorney didn't bother to check  with the medical examiner's office or the state attorney's office so they could tell me that and  writing. In fact the second time  in writing, he reiterated that I  was not entitled to this. The first  time he had cited an exemption that  would it was a ongoing investigation. I looked up the statutes and presidents issues .  That most autopsy reports, when  the alleged killer is in custody , this country grand jury  for an indictment for capital murder. 1048 to 72  hours of this woman's murder. That  autopsy report was finished two  days later. What kept it from getting  released earlier, with the medical  examiners chief signature was not fixed to a. And I was a mean for the office to keep me from going after the  police chief because this is a case of the woman  that was killed by her mentally  during husband, allegedly. The bottom  line, I got the autopsy report from the  state's attorney's office later  in the day. In an email..com if a member of your email -- of your government  is going to reduced to writing and  I am not entitled to a public record because he insists it's not a  public record and he cites his statutory  exemptions, the better follow-through and do his homework and make sure that that's the case.  That was not done here. And I have been harmed by that,  professionally, and my readers have  been harmed. And my rights as a  journalist and a citizen have been tripled. Thank  you and happy thanks giving. God  bless.  

Thank you sir.  >> Is there any other public participation?
