THANK YOU.  I'M KELLEY MCGEE,  DIRECTOR OF GROWTH AND RESOURCE  MANAGEMENT.  AS YOU RECALL, LAST  MONTH COUNCIL ASKED US TO BRING  BACK MORE INFORMATION ABOUT OUR  WATER  QUALITY SAMPLING PROGRAM AND THAT'S  WHAT WE'RE HERE TO DO TODAY.  WE'LL  START WITH A LITTLE  HISTORY.  SINCE 1988, VOLUSIA COUNTY  ENVIRONMENTAL MANAGEMENT HAS BEEN  COLLECTING AND ANALYZING SURFACE  WATER SAMPLES.  ENVIRONMENTAL MANAGEMENT  STAFF CURRENTLY CONDUCTS SURFACE  WATER, SAMPLE COLLECTIONS AT 70  LOCATIONS THROUGHOUT THE COUNTY  ON A MONTHLY OR QUARTERLY BASIS.  THIS DATA IS STORED  IN A STATEWIDE DATABASE THAT IS  AVAILABLE TO OTHER AGENCIES, AS  WELL AS  THE PUBLIC,  AND ON YOUR SCREEN, YOUR  AGENDA   TELL, THERE -- ITEM, THERE IS  THE LINK.   IT'S LONG-TERM AMBIENT WATER QUALITY  MONITORING, PROVIDING A HISTORICAL  DATA SET.  THIS SLIDE SHOWS YOU  THE LOCATION OF OUR WATER QUALITY  SAMPLING.  YOU CAN SEE WE  HAVE SAMPLE LOCATIONS THROUGHOUT  THE COUNTY.  IT'S QUITE EXTENSIVE.  YOU HAVE SEEN THIS SLIDE  BEFORE AT OUR WATER QUALITY WORKSHOP.  THESE ARE A SAMPLE OF THE PARAMETERS  THAT WE  MEASURE FOR AND WE TRACK.  LET'S  GET INTO SOME SPECIFICS ABOUT OUR  WATER QUALITY.  STARTING WITH  BLUE SPRING,  WE HAVE BEEN SAMPLING SINCE 2000  WE AND  OBSERVED AN INCREASE IN ALGAE MOST  LIKELY DUE TO NITRATES.  OUR DATA  SET WAS INCLUDED IN THE STATE'S  TOTAL MAXIMUM DAILY LOAD DEVELOPMENT,  SO WHAT WE CAN SAY ABOUT THIS IS  THAT WE HAVE INPUT IN THE REGULATORY  REQUIREMENTS THAT ARE COMING DOWN  FROM THE STATE.  SO IT'S ALWAYS  GOOD TO HAVE YOUR OWN SAMPLE SET  SO THAT YOU CAN  VERIFY THE REGULATIONS  THAT ARE BEING DRAFTED.  THE SOURCES  HERE, THEY ARE  PRIMARILY THE POLLUTION SOURCES,  THEY ARE PRIMARILY GROUND WATER  FEDERAL, SEPTIC TANKS, FERTILIZER,  AND SOMETIMES REUSE, BUT REUSE  WATER HAS A HIGH  CONTENT OF NUTRIENTS, SO WE WEAN  PEOPLE APPLY FERTILIZERS ON TOP  OF THE REUSE WATER WE ACTUALLY  HAVE  MORE NUTRIENTS THAT  ARE NEEDED FOR LAWNS AND ENDS UP  INTO OUR SPRINGS AND RIVERS.  FOR  THE MOSQUITO LAGOON, WE HAVE BEEN  SAMPLING THERE SINCE 1988, AND YOU  ALL WILL RECALL THAT IN 2011 WE  DID HAVE THAT BLUE-GREEN  ALGAE SUPER BLOOM THAT STARTED IN  THE BANANA RIVER AND SPREAD NORTH  INTO THE INDIAN RIVER LAGOON,  AND THAT COVERED OVER 130,000  ACRES, AND WE LOST  47,000 ACRES OF  SEA GRASSES IN THAT YEAR.  IN  AUGUST OF 2012 WE HAD A BROWN TIDE  WHICH WAS DIFFERENT FROM WHAT WE  HAD IN THE PREVIOUS YEAR,  AND THEN AGAIN IN 2013 WE  HAD ANOTHER BROWN TIDE, AND SO I  THINK EVERYBODY IS FAIRLY  FAMILIAR WITH THE QUALITY OF THE  LAGOON AND THE IMPORTANCE OF DOING  EVERYTHING WE CAN TO  IMPROVE THE WATER QUALITY.   OKAY.  AS YOU CAN SEE FROM THIS  SLIDE, WE HAVE BEEN  SAMPLING, IN PARTNERSHIP WITH THE  HEALTH DEPARTMENT SINCE 1991.  AT  THE HEIGHT OF OUR PROGRAM IN '09,  THE COUNTY HAD SIX FULL-TIME EMPLOYEES  IN THE WATER QUALITY PROGRAM  BECAUSE YOU HAD SAMPLING PREP, YOU  HAD ACTUALLY TAKING THE SAMPLES,  AND YOU HAD THE WATER QUALITY LAB  WHERE  WE ANALYZED THE SAMPLES AND WE   WERE -- [INDISCERNIBLE] -- CERTIFIED  SO IT WAS A VERY  HIGH, FUNCTIONING OPERATION THAT  WE HAD.  HOWEVER, IN '13,  THE HEALTH DEPARTMENT CLOSED THEIR  LAB OPERATIONS SO WE LOST OUR PARTNER  IN THAT ENDEAVOR,  REENGINEERING OUR ENTIRE PROGRAM,  AND SO IN '14 WE ENTERED  INTO A MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT WITH  THE WATER MANAGEMENT DISTRICT FOR  LAB ANALYSIS.  WHAT THAT MEANS IS  THAT WE NOW TAKE ALL OF THE SAMPLES,  SO INSTEAD OF HAVING MULTIPLE  AGENCIES TAKING VARIOUS SAMPLES  AND EVERYBODY ANALYZING THEIR OWN  SAMPLES, WE TAKE THE SAMPLES NOT  ONLY FOR VOLUSIA COUNTY, BUT FOR  THE WATER MANAGEMENT DISTRICT AND,  IN EXCHANGE, THEY DO ALL OF THE  ANALYSIS SO THAT WE DON'T HAVE TO  PAY THE LAB COSTS WHICH  CAN BE QUITE EXTENSIVE. 
     OKAY.  SO THIS IS AN OVERALL  VIEW OF OUR PROGRAM STAFFING  AND OUR QUALITATIVE ANALYSIS.  WHAT  YOU ARE  SEEING HERE IS  THAT WE'VE GOT -- THE CHART SHOWS  THE NUMBER OF SAMPLES THAT WE TAKE.  THE GREEN LINE SHOWS OUR PROGRAM  STAFF.  YOU  CAN SEE THAT IT  HAS GONE  DOWN DRAMATICALLY FROM '09, TODAY  AT TWO PEOPLE STAFFED.  OUR TWO  STAFFED PEOPLE ARE RESPONSIBLE FOR  DOING BASICALLY THE SAME AMOUNT  OF SAMPLING,  AS WE ALWAYS HAVE, AND NOW THERE'S  ACTUALLY EVEN MORE TESTING REQUIRED.  THE DARK BLUE LINE IS  AN INDICATOR OF THE TESTING REQUIREMENTS.  JUST TO GIVE YOU AN EXAMPLE, AS  WE HAVE THESE TOTAL MAXIMUM DAILY  LOAD REQUIREMENTS THAT ARE COMING  DOWN  FROM THE STATE, OUR DUTY TO  PROVIDE INFORMATION HAS INCREASED  WHEREAS WE HAVE SIGNIFICANTLY  DECREASED STAFF.  SO IN MARCH '08,  THERE  WAS A TMDL FOR FECAL FOR SPRUCE  CREEK.  IN '08 WE HAD  A DISSOLVED  OXYGEN AND 92 TREE 
     -- [INDISCERNIBLE] -- DISSOLVED  ACTION GENERAL TMDL'S FOR THE MIDDLE  ST. JOHN'S, AS WELL  AS  SEGMENTS BETWEEN  THE INLET OF LAKE CARVY.   '13, HALIFAX  RIVER.   '14, NUTRIENTS TMDL.  IT'S  NOT JUST, WE AM SELL 'THAT YEAR  AND DON'T DO IT.  THESE ARE ADDITIVE.  ONCE YOU START SAMPLING, YOU HAVE  TO CONTINUE OR ELSE YOU  ARE POTENTIALLY LIABLE FOR MORE  CONTRIBUTION.  WE WOULD HAVE A DUTY  TO CLEAN THE WATER TO THE LEVEL  THAT THE STATE DESIGNATE AS OUR  CONTRIBUTION.  SO IT MAKES SENSE  FOR US TO SAMPLE OUR WATERS  AND KNOW THE QUALITY SO THAT  WE  CAN  EITHER  REFUTE REGULATORY -- [INDISCERNIBLE]  -- OR DECREASING IN SOME CASES WHERE  WE MIGHT HAVE TO MAKE MORE OF AN  EFFORT.  SOMETHING ELSE THAT I THINK  IS INTERESTING HERE, YOU KNOW, IS  WHAT DO WE KNOW ABOUT WATER QUALITY?  WE KNOW THAT OUR  BEACHES -- BEACH-WATER QUALITY OR  PRISTINE RELATIVE TO OTHER STATES  SUCH AS CALIFORNIA.  HOW DO WE KNOW  THIS? WE KNOW THIS BECAUSE OF BEACH  WATER QUALITY TESTING.  WE KNOW  IT BECAUSE CALIFORNIA SENDS THEIR  STORM WATER INTO THE OCEAN.  WE  SORT OF HAVE THE FLIP SIDE HERE.  A LOT OF OUR STORM WATER  IS FUNNELED INTO OUR RIVERS, AND  SO IT IS IMPORTANT FOR US  TO KNOW THE WATER QUALITY THAT EXISTS  IN OUR RIVERS.  WE DID REQUEST TWO  OF THE CONTINUAL DATA LOGGERS FROM  THE STATE.  WE DID THAT AS A RESULT  OF YOUR WATER QUALITY WORKSHOP.  UNFORTUNATELY THE STATE IS UNABLE  TO FUND THOSE AND SO, YOU KNOW,  THAT WAS  A APPROXIMATELY $300,000 INVESTMENT,  WHICH WE  WERE NOT ABLE TO BENEFIT FROM THOSE  CONTINUAL DATA LOGGERS.  WE HAVE  SOME IN THE LAGOON BUT WE FELT LIKE  WE NEEDED A COUPLE OF ADDITIONAL  ONES SO THAT WE COULD REALLY KEEP  A HANDLE  ON OUR WATER QUALITY.  GIVEN THE  TACT WE DIDN'T GET THE DATA LOGGERS,  I'M GOING TO REVIEW ASSIST COUPLE  OF THE SLIDES WE  SHOWED YOU LAST MONTH.  THIS IS  JUST TO GIVE YOU AN EXAMPLE OF THE  COSTS OF THE WATER QUALITY RETROFITS.  THIS IS MAYBE THE MOST IMPORTANT  SLIDE, THE STORM WATER CAPITAL PROJECTS  THAT WE SHOWED YOU, WHETHER  IT'S  THE NORTH PENN, GEMINI, WILBER BY  THE SEA, ALL OF THOSE PROJECTS ARE  GREATER THAN 3.$3 MILLION.  WHAT  WE'D LIKE TO DO, INSTEAD OF  INVESTING IN STORM WATER IMPROVEMENTS,  WE'D  LIKE  TO DO PRE  AND POST  WATER WATER QUALITY IMPROVEMENTS.  SO INSTEAD OF PUTTING THE SAME  FIX, QUOTE, UNQUOTE, INTO EVERY  STORM WATER OUTFAULT AND NOT KNOWING  HOW EFFECTIVE IT WILL BE, WE'D LIKE  TO DO TESTING.  SO THE REQUEST WE  CAME TO YOU FOR LAST TIME, WHICH  WAS THE 30,000FOR THE BALANCE OF  THIS YEAR, AND PARTIAL FUNDING FOR  PROJECT HTO  WOULD HELP GET US --  T20, WOULD GET US TO  THE PREAND  POST TESTING.  IF WE WANT  TO TEST THESE PARAMETERS, REALLY,  THIS WATER QUALITY SAMPLING POSITION  IS ALL ABOUT MAKING  SURE THAT OUR INVESTMENTS ARE COST  EFFECTIVE.  IF SOMETHING IS NOT  IMPROVING WATER QUALITY DRAMATICALLY,  WE WANT TO SWITCH TO A DIFFERENT  TYPE OF SOLUTION.  IT MIGHT MEAN  CLEANING  OUT THE CATCH BASINS, AND WE WANT  TO TEST THE DIFFERENT POTENTIAL  SOLUTIONS TO FIND THE RIGHT FIGHT  FOR THE RIGHT LOCATION IN  THE MOST COST EFFECTIVE MANNER.  THIS IS A  RECAP, THE REASONABLE   ASSURANCE PLAN WE'D LIKE TO DO FOR  MOSQUITO LAGOON, AND THAT WILL INVOLVE  A PARTNERSHIP.  THIS POSITION COULD  ASSIST US IN KNOWING THE WATER QUALITY  WE'RE GOING INTO AND BEING ABLE  TO SHOW THE STATE THAT WE ARE ACTUALLY  MAKING IMPROVEMENTS AND MAKING GREAT  EFFORTS AND SO THAT WE'D QUALIFY  ON EQUAL FOOTING FOR POTENTIAL FUNDING  THAT COMES DOWN  THE ROAD.  AGAIN, YOU HAVE SEEN  THIS BEFORE.  THESE ARE OUR  PRIORITY SURFACE WATER  BODIES.  AND SO THESE WOULD BE THE  AREAS WHERE WE WOULD  TARGET FIRST FOR CENTRAL SEWER  CONNECTION FROM SEPTIC SYSTEMS.  YOU ARE LOOKING AT A  HUGE PRICE TAG, AGAIN, AND SOMETHING  THAT COUNCIL ASKED AT THE LAST MEETING,  WHICH  SHOULD WE DO FIRST? WELL, ACTUALLY,  THERE ARE -- IT'S A MULTIFACETED  APPROACH AND SOME OF THESE CAN BE  TAKEN PARALLEL.  FOR EXAMPLE, THE  SEPTIC TO SEWER CAN BE DONE  AS THE GRANTS ALLOW.  PUBLIC WORKS  HAS DONE AN EXCELLENT JOB IN GETTING  A LOT OF STATE MONEY COMING TO  US TO  UPGRADE THE WASTEWATER TREATMENT  PLANS.  PUBLICS WORKS HAS  IDENTIFIED FUNDING FOR THE  BASIN PLANS, TO BE UPGRADED AND  WE'RE DOING WATER QUALITY TESTING  AND TRACKING THE REGULATORY PROCESS.  THESE CAN BE DONE IN  PARALLEL, AND SO REALLY THE ORIGINALLY  FUNDING OUTPUT THAT WE WOULD BE  REQUESTING WOULD BE FOR  THE   BALANCE OF THIS YEAR,  $7,000, WITH PROJECT H2-O, AND THAT  WOULD BE GOING TO THE  
     TO  THE -- [INDISCERNIBLE] -- AND  I THINK I  SAW SOME OTHERS,  UHM,  WITH UNIVERSITIES, STETSON, DAYTONA  STATE, ALL PARTNERING TOGETHER TO  CREATE THIS INTERACTIVE MAP SO YOU  CAN COLLECT ON A WATER BODY AND  KNOW, AS REAL-TIME AS WE CAN GET  IT, WHAT YOUR WATER QUALITY IS SO  THAT WE HAVE A GOOD, SOLID  UNDERSTANDING OF THE WATER  QUALITY HERE, KNOWING THE  IMPORTANCE OF WATER QUALIFY FOR  THE ENVIRONMENT AND THE LOCAL ECONOMY,  AND THE BALANCE OF THE REQUEST WOULD  BE FOR  A FULL-TIME ENVIRONMENTAL SPECIALIST  I FOR THE BALANCE OF THIS YEAR SO  WE CAN SUPPORT THE REGULATORY REQUIREMENTS,  AS WELL AS SUPPORT OUR  PUBLIC WORKS PARTNERS AND OUR COMMUNITY  PARTNERS.  WE CAN USE THIS FUNDING  AS MATCH NO  FUTURE DOLLARS.  STAFF IS WITH APPROVAL  OF THIS.  WHAT THIS WILL  GET YOU IS A REALLY GOOD EVALUATION  OF THE COST BENEFIT OF THE DIFFERENT  SOLUTIONS, AS WELL  AS IMPROVED WATER  QUALITY DATA SET, RESPONSIVE  AND EVENT-BASED PROJECT MONITORING  AND PROBABLY, MOST IMPORTANTLY,  THE CAPACITY TO KEEP PACE WITH OUR  REGULATORY CHANGES.  BECAUSE WE  WANT TO NOT JUST KEEP PACE WITH  THEM.  WE WANT TO BE AHEAD OF THE  GAME, AND THAT'S THE WHOLE POINT  OF THIS REASONABLE ASSURANCE PLAN,  IS NOT TO WAIT UNTIL WATER QUALITY  GETS SO BAD THAT WE ARE TIED  INTO, LOCKED INTO REGULATORY SOLUTIONS.  WE'D LIKE TO IMPROVE  WATER QUALITY UP FRONT SO THAT WE'RE  NOT TIED TO  THAT.  AND WITH THAT, CHAD,  DID YOU HAVE ANYTHING YOU WANTED  TO ADD FOR WATER  SAMPLING? I WOULD  LIKE TO INTRODUCE CHAD TRUKSEL.  
DID YOU FILL OUT A  FORM?  
HE'S PART OF OUR PRESENTATION.  
HE STILL NEED TO FILL OUT A  FORM FOR THE  RECORD, PLEASE.  
GOOD MORNING.  I  JUST WANTED TO HAD PROJECT H2-O  AND WHAT THAT DOES TO THE PARTNERSHIP  AND THE POWER OF THAT PARTNERSHIP.  WE TALKED ABOUT PRIORITY WATER  BODIES AND THIS MAP.  THE IDEA OF  THE MAP, IT'S VISUAL, WE CAN LOOK  AT IT AND GET AN IDEA OF WHERE THE  ISSUES ARE, WHERE THEY LIE, WHERE  THE POINT SOURCE POLLUTION IS COMING  FROM, AND HOPEFULLY, YOU KNOW, LOOK  AT OPPORTUNITIES  TO EDUCATE, REDUCE,  REMOVE.  FOR EXAMPLE, WE'RE WORKING  CLOSELY WITH THE  CITY OF NEW  SMYRNA BEACH ON FERTILIZER ORDINANCE,  AND A LOT OF PEOPLE DON'T KNOW ABOUT  IT.  THE CITIES HAVE THE ORDINANCE  IN PLACE BASED ON WHAT THE COUNTY  HAS AND WHAT YOU GUYS HAVE DONE  A GREAT JOB IN APPROVING, BUT NOW  HOW DO WE GET THAT MESSAGE OUT?  THAT'S THE POWER OF A PROJECT LIKE  THIS PROJECT, YOU HAVE MULTIFACETED  GROUPS COMING TOGETHER, STAKEHOLDERS,  SAYING HERE IS WHAT WE CAN DO TO  GET THIS MESSAGE OUT SO IT DOESN'T  GET TIED UP IN WAITING FOR ANOTHER  MEETING, YOU KNOW, THE WAY THAT  SOMETIMES WE CAN WORK.  THIS IS  A WAY WE CAN WORK TOGETHER TO REALLY  PROMOTE AN OVERALL MISSION AND LOOK  AT ALL OF OUR USERS FROM PUBLIC  TO PRIVATE, HOW CAN WE COME TOGETHER  TO DO BETTER THINGS FOR THE LAGOON.  A LITTLE BIT OF HISTORY, I'VE BEEN  WORKING ON THE LAGOON FOR OVER 15  YEARS AND I'VE SEEN  REALLY UNIQUE THINGS THAT, ONCE  CALLED A -- [INDISCERNIBLE] -- A  SEA SALT DUST AND IT LOOKS LIKE  SOMETHING WAS CUTTING WATER FOR  DAYS, CUTTING WOOD FOR DAYS OVER  THE WATER, AND SO THE WATER  IS SPRINKLED WITH SEA SALT, AND  IT LOOKS LIKE SAWDUST.  A COUPLE  OF DAYS LATER,  THAT DUST, WHICH WAS REALLY THE  -- [INDISCERNIBLE]  -- BACTERIA, ACTUALLY TURNED BRIGHT  BLUE GREEN, OR PINK-GREEN, AND IT  WAS REALLY  KIND OF AN PHENOMENON.   THESE ALGAE BLOOMS ARE NOT NEW.  WE HAVE HAD RED TIDES  AND BROWN TIDES AND THESE OTHER  MAJOR EVENTS.  IF WE  LOOK AT THEM COLLECTIVELY, YOU KNOW,  THEY ARE LARGER THAN  JUST A FEW DAYS EVENTS.  THE COUNTY  HAS DONE WONDERFUL THINGS WITH OUR  ENVIRONMENT OVER THE YEARS.  WHEN  I MOVED HERE OVER 15 YEARS AGO FROM  -- [INDISCERNIBLE] -- COUNTY, PREVIOUSLY  FROM BROWARD COUNTY, I WAS VERY  IMPRESSED WITH THE WORK THAT YOU  ALL HAVE DONE IN REGARDS TO PROTECTING  OUR WATERS  AND CONSERVATION, AND I FEEL LIKE  WE'RE SEEING, BECAUSE  OF OUR GROWTH, OVER TIME, THAT  OUR WATERS MAYBE HAVE NOT BEEN AS  PROTECTIVE AS THEY COULD HAVE BEEN.  SO NOW IS THE TIME -- AND I DON'T  NEED TO SHARE WITH YOU ANYMORE ABOUT  THAT.  I THINK WE ALL KNOW  THAT.  THE BEST WAY TO ANSWER THAT  IS THROUGH A  GROUP LIKE PROJECT H 2 O.   SO IF  YOU HAVE ANY QUESTIONS, I WOULD  LOVE TO ANSWER  ANY QUESTIONS.  
THANK YOU.  MS. CUSACK, YOU  PUSHED A BUTTON.  ARE YOU WILLING  TO MAKE A MOTION BEFORE WE GO INTO  THE PUBLIC PARTICIPATION OR DO YOU  WANT TO WAIT?  
I'LL WAIT, MR. CARE.  
THANK YOU.   ANY OTHER STAFF REPORTS? NONE.   WE'LL MOVE ON TO PUBLIC PARTICIPATION.  REFERS ONE  UP IS MR. JAKE SACKS.   AFTER HIM WILL BE CHRISTINE DAWN.  HAVE A SEAT IN THE FRONT  ROW, MA'AM,  AND THEN STEVEN KITNER AND THEN  MR. JIM CAMERON.  COME ON  UP TO THE FRONT ROW.  THIS PROCESS  JUST MAKES IT EASIER FOR WHENEVER  WE CALL, JUST BANG, BANG, BANG,  A GOOD DEAL. MR. SACKS?

THE  WATER QUALITY PLAN IS A GOOD START.  
     PLEASE KEEP THE MOMENTUM GOING.  IMPLEMENT THE PROGRAMS PRESENTED  AND DISCUSSED.  AT COUNTY WATER  QUALITY FORUMS I HAVE  SEEN THAT THE  POLITICAL WHEEL IS  EVIDENT. LET'S GET TO WORK.  PLEASE  ADOP THE WATER QUALITY PLAN TODAY  BEFORE IT'S TOO LATE.  
THANK  YOU.  CHRISTINE DUNN? OR DAN.   I'M SORRY.  
IT'S DAN.  
OKAY.  I HAVE TO GET IT  RIGHT FOR THE RECORD.  
RIGHT.  
STATE YOUR NAME AND  YOUR ADDRESS.  
CHRISTINE DAN, 7660 -- [INDISCERNIBLE]  -- ORANGE BEACH, FLORIDA.  
YOU HAVE 3 MINUTES.  
THANK YOU.   GOOD MORNING, COUNCILMEN  AND COUNCILWOMEN.  I'M SPEAKING  FOR THE NEED OF YOUR ATTENTION AND  INSTITUTION OF SAFE GUARDS FOR OUR  WATER AND LANDS AND THE LAND THAT  IS AROUND OUR WATERS.  THE  WATER THAT IS LITERALLY BELOW US  IN THE AQUIFER, UP INTO THE SPRINGS,  MOVING INTO OUR LAKES AND RIVERS  AND FINALLY, OUR OCEAN.  SOME FACTS  I WOULD LIKE  TO EMPHASIZE AND  YOU PROBABLY ALREADY KNOW BECAUSE  YOU ARE VERY INVOLVED, BUT  70% OF OUR EARTH'S  SURFACE IS COVERED BY WATER,  SO THERE'S ONLY 3% FRESHWATER BUT  2% IS FROZEN IN OUR GLACIERS, SO  WE ONLY HAVE 1% OF FRESHWATER THAT  WE CAN USE. WHAT I  WANT TO EMPHASIZE, THE IMPORTANCE  OF A MULTIPRONGED APPROACH.  WE'RE  TALKING ABOUT WATER, BUT WE ARE  A WEB, AND I'M GOING TO FORGET WHAT  I'M SAYING AND SKIP TO THOMAS  JEFFERSON  BECAUSE HE  SAID IT MORE ELOQUENTLY...  THANK  YOU FOR  YOUR TIME.  
THANK  YOU  
MR. KITNER?  
GOOD MORNING.  
YOU KNOW THE DRILL.  
I KNOW THE DRILL.   STEVEN KITNER, I'M THE --  [INDISCERNIBLE], AND I'M HERE TODAY  TO THANK YOU FOR THIS.  WE HAVE  BEEN TALKING ABOUT THIS FOR A LONG  TIME AND IT'S ONE OF THE MOST IMPORTANT  DECISIONS YOU WILL EVER MAKE AS  WE MOVE FORWARD IN TRYING TO PROTECT  OUR WATER.  IT'S THE LIFE BLOOD  OF THIS COUNTY AND THE  STATE AND THE WORLD. WE'RE GOING  TO TALLAHASSEE NEXT WEEK, AND THE  REASON I SAY THAT, THIS COMES DOWN  TO DOLLARS AND CENTS, AND THE  LAST COUPLE OF DAYS, I  MEAN, JUST PORT ORANGE CITY COUNCIL,  LAST NIGHT DAYTONA BEACH CITY COMMISSION,  THEY HAVE FANTASTIC PLANS FOR ADDRESSING  WATER ISSUES AND  WATER QUALITY AND FLOODING, BUT  THESE PROGRAMS ARE GOING TO TAKE  DOLLARS, AND I THINK THOSE  OF YOU THAT WERE AT  THE FEBRUARY 28th  WORKSHOP THAT MORNING -- MARYANN,  I KNOW YOU WERE THERE  -- THAT WAS HOSTED BY INDIVIDUALS,  AND THEY SAID WE NEED A UNIFIED  APPROACH TO THE WATER ISSUES WHEN  IT COMES TO  TALLAHASSEE, AND SO DAYTONA CHAMBER,  WE'RE TAKING A GROUP UP  THERE, LIKE I SAY, TUESDAY, AND  IT WILL BE CONCENTRATING ON WATER  ISSUES AND SETTING UP A NUMBER  OF APPOINTMENTS UP THERE, ESPECIALLY  WITH THE PURPOSE OF SEEKING FUNDS,  AMENDMENT ONE TYPE  OF FUNDS, BUT LET ME ADD, IT'S NOT  GOING TO BE JUST THAT  DAY, BECAUSE AT LAST WEEK'S COUNCIL  OF ELECTED OFFICIALS MEETING, DOUG,  YOU HAD SAID, YOU KNOW, WE HAVE  TO GO TO TALLAHASSEE AGAIN AND AGAIN  AND AGAIN.  WE CAN'T DO IT IN JUST  ONE DAY.  WE  HAVE TO   CONTINUOUSLY  GO UP THERE  AND  -- [   AUDIO BUFFERING  ]  >>> 
     MR. WAGNER, HE COULDN'T GET  ON THE RECORD THERE.  WE'LL CONTINUE  ON WITH DISCUSSION.  YOU JUST  DISAPPEARED, MS. CONNORS.  
I DON'T WANT TO STAND IN THE  WAY OF THE VOTE HERE.  
YOU ARE NOT.  AS LONG AS YOU  SPEAK TO THE  MOTION ON THE TABLE.  
I'M SPEAKING TO THE MOTION ON  THE TABLE.  I WANTED TO EMPHASIZE  THAT ONE OF THE ASPECTS OF  THIS THAT IS CRITICAL, AS WE GO  FORWARD, IT'S NOT JUST WHAT WE DO.  IT'S DOING THE REALLY EFFECTIVE  THINGS THAT WILL MATTER IN THE FUTURE.  THAT'S AN IMPORTANT PART OF HOW  WE SECURE RESOURCES, HOW WE GENERATE  AND USE OUR OWN RESOURCES.   THIS IS AN INVESTMENT IN  DOING EFFECTIVE WORK AND HAVING  IT DATA-DRIVEN RATHER THAN SIMPLY  HOPING THINGS WORK OUT FOR THE BEST.  SO I  HOPE  IT'S SEEN AS PRUDENT ACTION.  
OKAY.  THANK YOU VERY  MUCH, MA'AM.  ANY OTHER DISCUSSION  OVER ON THE OTHER SIDE OF THE  TABLE BEFORE WE GO FURTHER? THIS  IS AN IMPORTANT ISSUE THAT HAS COME  TO MIND.  I THINK IT WAS OUR FOURTH  MEETING WE HAD HERE TWO YEARS AGO,  AND MR. DANIELS WAS TALKING ABOUT  DRIVING HIS BOAT DOWN THE RIVER  AND HE WAS GETTING IT STUCK AND  HE WAS TELLING ABOUT HOW MOSQUITO  LAGOON WAS JUST THIS MESS AND IT  KIND OF MADE MY EARS STAND UP, AND  I SAID, WOW, SO I'VE BEEN DOING  EXTENSIVE RESEARCH ON MY OWN OF  THIS THING, AND THIS IS A GOOD START. MR. CHAIRMAN, ENVIRONMENTAL  MANAGEMENT, TOM.  TYPICALLY IT'S  THE MIDDLE SECTION, THE CENTER,  MAYBE A  METER AND A HALF BELOW THE  SURFACE, DEPENDING ON THE DEPTH.  
FROM MY RESEARCH ON THIS PARTICULAR  SUBJECT AND SPEAKING WITH SCIENTISTS  INVOLVED, LIFE BEGINS ON BOTTOM.  
RIGHT.  
THERE'S A LOT OF ISSUES LIKE  YOU MADE MENTION IN ONE  OF  YOUR REPORTS HERE, AMONIA, STOPS  LIFE, SO IF LIFE STARTS AT THE BOTTOM,  HOW HARD WOULD IT BE FOR US TO START  LOOKING AT THE BOTTOM  LEVEL MONITORING TO  CHECK NITRATES, ET CETERA, BECAUSE  EVERYTHING IS HEAVIER  IN WATER, 2.4, ATOMIC LEVEL.  
THE SLIDE THAT MS. MCGEE HAD  UP THERE, IT WAS DICTATED BY  THE WATER MANAGEMENT DISTRICT AND  THE STATE AND THEY ARE TYPICAL PARAMETERS  THAT ARE DONE STATEWIDE.  THERE'S  NOTHING TO PRECLUDE US FROM TAKING  WHAT IS CALLED A GRAB SAMPLE.  YOU  GRAB A SOIL SAMPLE FROM THE BOTTOM  OF THE WATER BODY, THE LAKE BED  OR THE RIVER BED, AND  YOU CAN TEST FOR DIFFERENT PARAMETERS.  EVERYTHING IS DRIVEN BY WHAT IS  IN THE COLUMN OF WATER, AND THAT'S  WHY WE DO THE HALFWAY POINT IN ANY  GIVEN WATER BODY.  IT'S KIND OF  A STANDARDIZED PROCEDURE.  
OKAY.  WELL, SORRY, BUT, LIKE  I SAID, AFTER ALL THE READING AND  LOOKING INTO AND SEARCHES AND RESEARCH  ON THIS,  SOMETIMES OUR STANDARDS FALL A LITTLE  BIT BELOW WHAT IS NECESSARY.  IF  WE WERE TO DO THESE  GRAB SAMPLES,  TO GRAB THE BOTTOM, AS WE  DO THESE GRAB SAMPLES,  WHO WOULD DICTATE WHEN WE DO THEM?  
TO DO SOMETHING LIKE THAT WE'D  CREATE A PLAN AND WE WOULD HAVE  IT SORT OF -- WE WOULD  HAVE THE  METHODOLOGY APPROVED,   SCIENTIFICALLY REVIEWED BEFORE WE  STARTED.  WE DID THIS ABOUT TEN  YEARS AGO, FINDING HOT SPOTS, AND  THE AREA THAT WE WERE LOOKING  AT WAS THE TAMOAKA RIVER, AND WHAT  WE FOUND WAS THE  MOST EFFECTIVE TESTING PARAMETER  WAS ACTUALLY  IN THE  S SHORELINE VARYING 
     VEGATATIO .  WE HAVE TO  DO A BUDGET ANALYSIS, BECAUSE WE  ACTUALLY WOULD SHOP AROUND ON THE  DIFFERENT LABS, THOSE TYPES OF TESTS  BEING VERY EXPENSIVE, SO WE WOULD  BRING THAT BACK TO YOU, IF THAT'S  SOMETHING YOU WOULD LIKE US TO DO.  
OKAY.  THIS IS A GOOD STEP,  LIKE I SAID, IN THE RIGHT DIRECTION.  I WOULD LIKE TO SIT DOWN WITH YOU  AND STAFF AND TELL YOU WHAT I KNOW  AND WHERE I FOUND THIS INFORMATION  AND MAYBE HELP YOU OUT A LITTLE  BIT FURTHER.  
THAT WOULD BE GREAT.  
ANY  OTHER DISCUSSION OR QUESTIONS? SEEING  NONE, THE MOTION ON THE TAKE IS  FOR APPROVAL AS  DETAILED BY MS. MCGEE AND STAFF,  SECONDED BY MR. WAGNER AND A  MOTION BY MS. CUSACK.   ALL THOSE IN FAVOR, 
     SIGNIFY BY --  
ITEM NUMBER 3, AND THIS IS  THE ONE I GOT  CONFUSED ON.  RESOLUTION, AND THIS  IS JUST -- I WANT TO MAKE  THIS  NOTED FOR THE PUBLIC.  THIS  IS JUST TO SET A PUBLIC HEARING  FOR THE CLOSURE OF OLD DELAND ROAD  FOR A DEVELOPMENT OF A DISTRIBUTION  CENTER PARK WEST.  THIS IS JUST  TO SET THE HEARING.  WE'RE NOT MAKING  A DECISION ON THIS TODAY, OTHER  THAN, YEAH, WE'LL SET A HEARING  FOR IT IN SIX MONTHS, OR TWO WEEKS,  OR WHATEVER.  I'LL TURN THE FLOOR  OVER TO MR. BRENTON.  
GOOD MORNING.  COUNTY ENGINEER.  AS DID YOU STATE, THE FLORIDA  STATUTE REQUIRES THAT A  PUBLIC HEARING PROPERLY NOTICED  OCCURRED  PRIOR TO CONSIDERING THIS MATTER.  WE  ARE  RECOMMENDING THAT THAT BE HELD APRIL  16 AT 9:05 A.M., AND THAT WILL ALLOW  US TO HAVE THE  PROPER 30-DAY NOTICE ON  THIS ISSUE.   THIS IS A  CONSIDERATION TO  CLOSE A  COUNTY ROAD, OLD  DELAND AT  FIRE TOWN ROAD, AND THIS  IS SIMILAR TO  CONSIDERATIONS THAT WERE  DONE VERY EARLY  IN  THE  VERY  SUCCESSFUL TRADER JOSE PROJECT,  IN ANTICIPATION OF TRYING  TO ATTACK GOOD DEVELOPMENT.  THE  LAND COMPANY OWNS APPROXIMATELY  800 ACRES JUST  EAST, IF WE COULD GO TO  THE OVERALL MAP,  THE ONE BEFORE THAT. 
     IN  BLUE, INTERCHANGE  WITH I-95.  DELAND  IS IN YELLOW, THE  OLD CONNECTION BEFORE THIS WAS BUILT,  ABOUT 500 FEET NORTH,  TWO-LANE ROAD, I BELIEVE ORIGINALLY  BUILT BY THE STATE AND TURNED OVER  TO THE COUNTY  AS A COUNTY  ROAD.  THIS IS JUST EAST OF  INDIAN LAKE ROAD THAT GOES UP  TO THE COUNTY'S COMPLEX.   YOU'VE GOT P & S PAVING AND THE  SCHOOL BOARD AND ALL THAT, BETWEEN  THIS PROPERTY  AND INDIAN LAKE  ROAD.  OLD DELAND  ROAD, BETWEEN INDIAN LAKE ROAD AND  WHERE IT CONNECTS BACK  TO U.S. 92, THERE'S  APPROXIMATELY 20 COMBINATION   RESIDENCES AND BUSINESSES.  WHAT  IS BEFORE YOU TODAY IS SETTING THAT  HEARING TO CONSIDER A  --  
     -- 
[  LOSS OF  CONNECTION-STAND BY  FOR RECONNECTION  ]  
THAT'S WHAT THE  ACTION TODAY, WOULD  ONLY OCCUR IF  A DEVELOPMENT THAT NECESSITATED  THIS  WERE TO BE LANDED.  WE HAVE SHOWN  THIS EXHIBIT.  THIS IS SIMPLY  SHOWING WHAT TYPICAL  IMPROVEMENTS WOULD LIKELY NEED TO  BE MADE  BESIDE  THE  CUL DE SAC, AND IT'S NOT A POINT  OF DISCUSSION OR DECISION AT THIS  POINT,  BUT THIS IS, MR.  I THINK MR.  ECKERT HAS A PROBLEM.  
I SEE THIS LIGHT IS LIT, OR  PART OF THE STAFF.  
IF I MAY, MR.  CHAIR, JUST ADD,  TO CLARIFY, TO ADD  TO HIS WELL-STATED PRESENTATION,  IT'S DEBATABLE WHETHER OR NOT WE  HAVE TO CONDUCT THIS HEARING, BUT  WE'RE GOING TO CONDUCT  IT, AND THE UNUSUAL ASPECT TO THIS  IS THAT  WHILE WE  INTEND  TO CUL DE SAC IT,  THE ROAD WOULD REMAIN, SO NOT ACTUALLY  ABANDONING IT. IT'S A WAY TO RECOGNIZE  SOMEBODY.  
 JUST AN HONORARY POSITION.

LET'S GET ONE AND SHE WHAT HE  OR SHE  DOES.

I put it on the day -- I think I e-mailed it to everybody. It's in here. . 

Just a couple of things I have here. . 

All those in favor signify by aye. 

All right and Mr. Daniels. See Mr. Daniel as to district 4. >> We have a motion to continue from Mr. Daniels. All those in favor please signify by aye. All those opposed? And so carried. >> Mr. Chair? 

Go ahead Mr. Cusack. >> Kathy lives on the east side. I have the west side. 

Correct. One other is Mr. Daniels had a point at the last time the appointments were made and that's why he has an appointment or a nomination. 

So I cannot nominate Ms. Kathy. 

Okay. 

My appointment is for the west side. Based on that I will nominate Charles Williams. 

For the record Ms. Morally has to be removed because Ms. Cusack could not nominate. All those in favor or any further discussion? All those in favor please signify by aye? All those opposed? So carried. 

I will nominate Kathy. 

So you waive your continuance. How do we do this one? No one has done that. It was a very brief continuance. We didn't get off the item. Okay. Let me go back. Kathy Morally has been nominated by Mr. Daniels. All those in favor please signify by aye. All those opposed? So carried. Can we get by item number 14. All right item 15. I mass the gavel to many Cusack. 

I'd like to make a comment on the record. The list of applicants. 

Wayne David McBride should be removed. >> Mr. Chair? 

My nomination is Michael. . 

Michael Arman has been nominated. All in favor say aye. 

Aye. 

Thank you Ms. Cusack. Ms. Cusack, it's your turn. . 

We do still need one person in lodging. Correct. We need one person in lodging. [ Indiscernible ] your nomination maybe either. I will ask for continuance . >> Ms. Cusack asked for continuance. Seeing none all those in favor signify by, aye. 

Aye. 

Motion by Mr. L owry. All those in favor signify by , aye. All those opposed? So carried . I just like -- that's the end of our appointments believe it or not. We have a public hearing at 11:30. Is our special guess here? 

Not as of yet. 

Geez we are an hour early. We will pull item 21. Ms. Cusack, you have the floor 

There Mr. Chair. These are some changes to the critical historic and our stabilization guidelines and I think it should be something we should address to our listening audience as well as our council members so we would be aware of the changes to the echo. Having been said I have asked the staff to give an overview of these changes. 

Mr. Bailey. Identify your position. 

A little ways back there was discussion on the city county council on the echo specialization grant. One was to have the property revert to the council if the echo el mants haven't been complied with. That almost has been complied with. There was also matching dollars and there was a support for having matching dollars a 1-1 echoes for matching dollars. We added those two elements here. That is the premise of what you see before you. 

Are there any questions? Any concerns with that? Motion for approval. 

Approval. 

Is there a second? We would then have the changes to the echo critical historic and grant guidelines presented and approved as indicated. All in favor? Opposes? 

Mr. Wagner made the motion. We have 2 seconds. Who made the second, Mr. Lowry. >> Thank you. 

With that, we will jump to item number 40. 

Mr. Chair, I asked to this to be pulled. My intention was to highlight the fact that the agreement provides reimbursement for attorney fees for $10,000 and we know that amount will be satisfied. It wasn't in the expenditure field, in the budget in the items before you pass the agreement. 

The council is aware there is $10,000. Is there any discussion on this matter? Okay. All those in favor of item 40 -- wait a minute. I need a motion for approval. I was going to keep rolling. Any motion? Okay. I have a motion for approval. You have to say approval. Motion for approval? Okay there was a motion for approval. All those in favor please signify by, aye. All those opposed? So carried. Okay. Our next item is a time specific at 11:30. I don't know -- I was just going to go down that garden trail. We will take a ten-minute recess. Did I miss one? Okay. I didn't do that part. For the record, before we take a ten-minute break. Item number three which is a time specific -- 

43? 

43, that's where the red light is. A special exception at 9.3 property case 1-15-009 has been cancelled will be readvertised at the council meeting at 2:00 p.m.. So if you are hear and waiting for item number 43 special case it has been cancelled and will be readvertise for April 16th, 2015, council meeting. With that we have our -- so let's take a ten-minute break. We will be in recess for ten minutes. [ The event is on a 10 minute recess. Captioner on stand by ] >> >>>>> Okay. If the chambers could come to work, please. For the record, we have some special guest. We have a 12:00 ribbon cutting. We are going to go down to Mr. Wagner. You have a comment on closing the agenda. 

The first one, I had a couple people reach out to me and I brought to us a few times in the past as far as paper parking will work where it is funded. When I brought it up in the past for the future how we would pay for parking. The issue is coming up as far as fund that are used not necessarily with city funds but comingled with state funds. I have a break down on that. I asked Dan to put together a list. 

We can't hear you. 

Sorry. I'll talk closer. If county is paying for it the county should get the benefit. We will have this come up quite a bit. It ties into my next comment that I will bring up in a minute. Put something together and bring back to us. 

Direction of the item. 

If that's possible. Is everyone okay with that? Okay. Thank you, all right. The next one is -- I'm sure people know, there's been a lot of talk about beach driving, what we should do, what we should do as a council, what the city should do. I have learned quite a bit, I have listened to the people, listened to the city, listen to the council members. We are interesting times because there are two significant projects in my district and all of my district as well as you Jason and you Joyce. I've continued to have that mind set of working with you. I've been a beach driving person. I put together a compromise of what I think I would be willing to do to change my position. Rather getting into in depth today because it's going to take some sinking in for us to have this discussion. I'm going to start talking to city commissions in my district especially Daytona Beach. I want to let you guys know my idea is and a little bit of my mind set behind it. I think hopefully we can discuss this in the next meeting. I'll get into why there is a little bit of timetable to it. Hopefully we can get into in-depth conversation. I'm doing that to let you guys know, we don't have to get into a two-hour discussion of it. I want to let the citizens know because this has been a big decision on my part that I think they deserve to understand my reasoning behind it. I don't know where truly the votes stand I just have an understanding where we are as far as beach driving is concerned. Here is where I am at. I have significant reduced this to just this. I'd be willing to vote with my fellow council members to remove cars off the beach from Silver Beach to University. I don't think this is the answer but if other things are done with it, it would be. It is support a Dayton Beach district. A lot of my memories, I have a big picture in my house with my wife's father in the beach. But times have changed. To do that, and for me to support this idea of where I think we can go. There is three things that would be important for me, for us to do that I would feel comfortable to make that decision to remove the cars. I tell you in advance, they seem complicated. They could be but they really not. I'll go through them. I'll tell you my mind set why, so you can understand where I am coming from. We will be removing 5% of the area to do this. What I ask in return is for us, the state legislature go ahead and change the state law for that 95% to make it instead of having a super majority of county council to having it if we want to lift that 95% in the future they have to be ratified by the citizens. I'll come back and tell why it's important. The next is to put a transportation sales tax in the ballot. I'm not saying to tie in the results to what I'm trying to do here. The one, the first five years of that sales tax to use half a penny. They can put half a penny or a whole penny, all I'm saying for the next five years. Once again I'll come back with my reasons why. My last one to support the Daytona Beach district. To set aside three to five acres of land. We will have nothing to do with the operations of the facility, we will have nothing to do with the ownership of that facility. We say we have the land, we have this specific amount of money, we don't want to have continuing obligations. Cities if you can have your part done, we have ours. Let me give you the reasons why I think these items in conjunction with each other make sense. The only reason, if you guys can figure this out for the next couple of weeks. I think the transportation, many my opinion the transportation sales tax will be the smartest in regards with the economic development even without this whole driving on the beach, even without buying off beach parking. Transportation sales tack will change. It would be the smartest things I think the voters could ever do. But specifically to beach driving and specifically off beach parking this would be limited to Daytona district. The reason it's important is we are trying to solve the problem that we don't have the revenue to solve. It's $150. We can solve the issue. We just never had the -- the only reason about having the voters have to vote on that 95% of the beach, I would give that transportation sales tax a 0% chance of passing. I'll tell you why. Every person that is probeach driving will fight the transportation sales tax they will see it as a tool to get rid of it. It will never pass. If council can come up with a way that safeguards so we can get that sales tax passed. I have not been able to figure out a mechanism where the citizens will feel comfortable that sale tax. There is no other way to do it. The reason I brought this up today was the legislature, as my understanding, the legislature can add in a line with the Florida status to change that part of the for removing beach driving and making those decisions, they can add it to the transportation bill. We have a week or two for the legislation session. It's specific to one -- 

It would have to be part of a single subject. 

As long it goes into transportation, my understanding is that we would be okay. That's the idea behind the only reason for that change is because I don't think we will get the transportation sales tax without it. I think what we will do with $150 million I won't be in the council depending when they decide to put it on that ballot, I probably won't be here to spend it. It would allow council to properly be able to handle without politics being involved that access situation. And the only reason is safe harbor is in here is I don't think Daytona Beach district will work. I don't care if you take cars off the beach. Unless we get that parks figured out, I just don't think it works. I had things in there, if those of you paid attention, I thought it was my idea, come to find out it was take part two. So I simply was bringing up someone else's great idea. I had that tied into it. I had selling the library. I took a lot of things out. So to recap the discussion in future weeks. To simplify the things -- we have to get the legislature to allow the 95% to get a referendum. Five years of half penny. The outcome not tied to my decision. Set aside acres to set aside the homeless issue. I just wanted out of respect to you, and respect out of council members, and respect to the citizens so they can understand my mind set. I think it's the fair thing to do. I don't want people to accuse me of doing things behind the scenes. This is simply a way to solve a problem that I see. And this is my solution, this is what I'm offering to my fellow council members so that's pretty much it. What I'd like to do is have a full length discussion in two weeks with council to see what everybody thinks and go from there. I'm sure everyone has a lot of questions and things about, I don't want to put everyone in the corner. That's pretty much it. I'm probably going to the city commission the next couple of weeks. That will be my participation in that. I'll bring it up if council wants to bring it up at the end of the meeting or council wants to set aside time, whatever council sees fit, I'm fine with. 

I'll talk with the county manager and see if we can -- I think this is something we need fresh brains on to discuss in the daytime versus at the end when we have been doing our work and everything. All right. Thank you, sir. Before we go farther to Ms. Cusack. We have some special guests that have arrived today. They are all waving too. We are in the Internet, that's why I say they are waving. These are tomorrow's leaders. Who is in charge of tomorrow's leaders? Could you please come forth and become a famous personal personality. 

I'm Cynthia Ramirez . Provides tomorrow's leaders for Volusia public schools. With us today are 39 of the brightest of our 11th grade students from across the 11 high schools in Volusia county. This is their last seminar. We are highlighting government and education today. So we just had a wonderful tour of the land city hall, we had the mayor who hosted us there, and we are here with you today. Give the students an overview of each of their departments makes them to have a wonderful education in Volusia county. Thank you for allows us to be here today and appreciate all you do for Volusia county. 

Thank you, very much. Any comments from council? You all could have sat right here in the middle. We kind of look around, I can't see the guys over there. There is two more of there. Okay. It's our pleasure and thank you very much for coming to listen and hearing what we have to say. I'm going to explain this to the young people. This is where we come up what we would like to see in our future agendas because we have sunshine rules we can't talk outside of chambers, that's why we do it this way. Our next discussion is Ms. Cusack. 

Thank you, Mr. Chair. Thank you for being today. It's always a prefl to see so many young people who are looking into the future as to where they plan to go and how they plan to get there. So we hope that you have had a very, very successful day dealing with government and that if you have any questions in particular we will certainly love to hear a couple of questions that you might have as it relates to county government and where do you think that you could fit in, or how you would like to see the government run. Maybe in future times we might be able to do collaboration with you so we can have great discussion as it relates to government and the roll of government in our society. Thank you for being here. We look forward to seeing in the future and some of you probably enter county government, or state government or local government. But be involved in government. Thank you so much for the instructors for your tenacity and mobilizing these individuals that they may continue to do the good work that is set forth by government. We applaud you for your presence here today. Now on, Mr. Chair, with my comments. I have some concern and I think council member Wagner spoke about that as it relates between cities and county and state and how we must make decisions that impact all of the citizens that buy into our decision making process. For instance cofunding. That is something you use tax dollars to provide those projects as it relates to that. Those individuals of those cities -- those individual that is want to use echo dollars. The CRA's. The funding for it, the redevelopment agency which provides an opportunity to network with cities and county government. I think when you make major decisions that impact any area in this county be a city, that you should take into consideration that your funding comes also from all of the tax paying citizens in this county. So when you make decisions that you will tax exception sempl one area when you park at no charge and another resident who pays into city and county government because you do not live in that city, that's not right. Because you have used the taxpayers money to set and implement those policies and use their funding and restrict who can park in that location. Mr. Chair, I think we as a county government as a administer of CRA's work in collaboration with these cities they want to restrict who can utilize they need to take into fact that everyone is a contributor. I want to put that in the agenda that we have discuss that they want to do something to do like this and charge other citizens a fee, residents in that particular city, they don't pay that fee, we need to step to a plate as a county government in funding in the form of CRA's and say to them that we cannot do that and it's not right. It's wrong to do that. So I'd like to see us add that to the agenda so we don't have to deal with what is in the city of Smyrna. We need to hold every person accountable for that action. That every city that receives funding and echo funding. I would like to have more discussion and send siem type of policy as it relates to that. I'd like to here from Mr. Eckerts if you think this is somewhere we need to be heading in that direction? 

Mr. Dinneen, as Ms. Cusack, I don't know if you received many complaints of people that ask, I guess one of the issue Smyrna Beach some how bring the charge of the beach we don't discriminate if you are county resident. I'm a county resident and Smyrna Beach people don't have to pay anything. People say I pay tax dollars, I'm entitled to that. This case it's true. In those parks, we have millions of dollars of CRA money and ecomoney in those improvements. I don't think there is any argument that you should be able to charge if you are going to put that money for maintenance but all residents of the county would pay one price and we'd be okay if you want to look a charge outside of the county. The basis of that residents don't pay property tax. In our case, what we do, like on the beach we have two categories, we have residents and pay the regular resident fee, we also allow if you pay property taxes to benefit from property tax by considers resident fees. I think what Ms. Cusack is fairness. The issue that goes beyond Smyrna Beach, you carry this to extreme you can carry this. I've had other people concerned, for example, Ms. Cusack. In a case we did not use eco or CRA. We used half that park. Half that park we paid for. I was talking to Joyce, if we had the charge we would expect all residents pay the same. I think it's specialically an acute issue. In some cases don't get as much opportunity for CRA funds. What I think we can do Mr. Chair is put this on the agenda. I do think we can make changes. I think Mr. Eckert can -- we have a way of enforcing those changes. I'm just hope that Smyrna Beach will see that the problem wasn't the best way to proceed. Anything else? 

No, that's all I have, Mr. Chair. 

Thank you. Mr. Daniels? Closing comments, sir? 

[ Inaudible ] >> Mr. Lowry. 

I'm From District. Thank you for being here today. Just it's a time of year when you are going all sort of things which is but we are just currently working on issues on Daytona Road and stuff. Very busy with that. Very excited. We had a good fire fund meeting over in south of Daytona. Looking for getting it resolved. 

I usually refrain from my comments at the end because I talk a lot on the microphone all the time in case you haven't noticed. I do have one comment that I -- that I saw on TV actually. This issue of gambling is coming back from the state again. I heard through the grapevine it's going through the House, it's going through the Senate. I was also imformed, I don't know if this council had made a resolution about four five years ago in reference to gambling if it was ever past ed by the state of Florida. Previous councils made an ordinance or resolution if it was past ed passed in the state of Florida. I would like to get a copy of that so I can read it because if this gambling is -- because if the gambling is coming back around and building up momentum. If this thing is going to go through -- I'm not a betting man, I don't play lottery, I don't play cards, heck, I don't play baseball or football. It looks like this build up heat and steam and we may end up gambling referendum. It may pass, I would like this council to get ahead of that so if this does pass make look through this ordinance and put specific requirements. I do not need a casino where are these young children are learning. I don't need a casino where kids are having fun on the beach by city parks, county parks. I'd like to make some gaming zones if it's legal. But if you don't want to be around that, then you don't have to be around that, you can go around a family-friendly area. I have people say we will have a casino border to border. That just ain't going to happen. You want me to get that for you? I'm kidding. [ Laughter ] 

That was quick. . 

Sorry about that. [ Laughter ] 

These young impression nalable minds. But any ways I would like the council, we might want to get ahead of it. I saw a commercial on TV yesterday. I don't watch them that much. This one was how casinos are doing so well. This is precurser to the push for gambling in Florida. I know it's coming. It's a no-brainer. This could be a gaming zone, this can't be a gaming zone. We are trying to be a family beach. Not a gambling beach. Yes, Mr. Wagner. 

The only thing I'd like to be careful about, I'm all about having the discussion is the worse thing that can happen to us a neighboring county gets a gambling zone and we don't. We don't want to put in position overregulate. I know we opened up with speedway that we allowed gambling there. But that being said, if there was a third location beach side near the ocean center is not a bad place. I don't know what their deal is. I assume it will be designation gambling. I'm not sure. I don't want to be in a position where we block ourselves out. That's my -- 

I understand that. I don't want on the be in a position where I block ourselves out. I don't want to be in a position that the referendum passes and three weeks later we have Cesar's Palace. . 

Gambling is a real miss. The state of Florida won't be able to do anything until they figure out what they will do with the Seminole indians. When they figure out what they can do with the Seminole indians everything will fall from there. When they thought there was a chance of changing the gambling laws before, there was a lot of money spread out in Tallahassee. There was a favor a casino in Tampa, and two in -- all three cost over $1 billion. I don't think anybody is favor of slot machines in gas stations. 

Thank you. 

The information that I've gotten that it was picking up steam and there was a deal on the table that would probably pass the house and Senate to help the Seminole indians. Sometimes it's better to air in the side of caution, just set it up like we are doing with our fire road. We are just getting everything set. Nothing is going to happen yet, but we are ready in case it happens. I'm just pushing -- I would like to see the ordinance that was pasted four or five years ago and try to figure out what we are doing. And with that Ms. Zimmerman you have something -- yes, you have to come all the way here. Yes, come down here. We have a victim -- a citizen. 

I'm Rachel, the whole casino thing. I used to live in -- 

Hold on one second. This is how we do, say your name, give you county name and three minutes. >> I'm Rachel. I go to sea Bring high school. They said we will be wet certain amount of business could sale liquor. Why don't you do casinos you can have a certain amount of casino because I heard amount of them you can only have like five per like miles that's my idea. 

It's actually a very good suggestion. Thank you. Okay we say thank you very much then have a seat. Give her a hand. She is brave. She got up and said something. That is exactly my concern the amount of them, I don't want to sitting next to the water park. If we were putting the water park heck -- sold I'm in. Okay. If you have Mr. Dinneen, you have comments for about three minutes. If not, we will go to our last item which is 16. 

Quick comment. One I want to thank Joyce and Mr. Wagner to bring up the issue about the parking. Interestingly enough I find this fascinating I got more negative comments about that than on entire change of the sea structure. So we will deal with it at a future time. I make sure Smyrna Beach knows we will bring it up. I want to thank to council members for coming to the -- each came at different times to different meeting on the fire tax -- the fire funds I should say. I think the meeting went well. What was interesting about this which is one of the most unusual things I had to experience in my career is I don't see this as the typical raising taxes. What we asked citizens was, how much further do you want us to go in reducing cost. What we showed them was the next steps. I think you have to look at the will of the people. I think people coming more lean rather us pay more money. We were willing to make the cuts to become cheaper and I think they didn't want us to make those cuts. I think that's a different view of taxes in government. For all the people that went to those meetings you know what I was talking about. It was a different perspective. I do believe that the reason it was different was that everyone took out revisement on changes we made. We didn't go we need revenue. We said here is everything we have done, we made all these changes, we are ready to make the next step. I think people weren't ready to us make the next step. So far it came up pretty well. We will be tabulating all of the actually input -- not only on the meetings but the Web site you will get the details in advance. I will be bringing forward the fire fund and I'm having the third party look at how we would handle our changes and the chief will be talking about the changes of the future. We have to keep modernizing or we won't make it. I wanted to thank the council members because it did give me a different perspective and asking people what they are willing to pay for and how far they wanted us to go in making cuts. Thank you. 

We have one thing. Let me get all the students on this side of the room, stand up. County Chair says stand up. Walk and fill in these chairs please. What you are about to witness is what we call a public hearing. We are going -- might change something. This will be interesting. This is a learning experience, take notes, there will be a test later. Isn't that right, teachers? It's not a true or false. Okay. And for the record this is our final piece of business for the day. This is our 11:30 -- I'll wait until they get down so they can be in order here. Okay. We are now order of business is opening of a public hearing. This is resolution . Our Michael and Kimberly. Mr. Brinton you have the floor. 

Council, as you stated the petitioners are requesting a wide drainage totalling 5600 square feet. The owner of lot two apparently -- a shed and drainage field was built one purpose is for to the public for utilities and the other to the homeowner association and that's private. The petitioners are asking to do is council vacate the public intret in the -- the utilities are provided elsewhere. The homeowner's association they have agreed a private -- routed around the shed so that the ditch can be relocated there. They have code violations because of this. And this matter whether clear those up. Also as a set back issue. This clears it up if the council approves the vacation of the portion that I've reference. And there's no impact to the public. That concludes my report. 

Object Mr. Brinton. Is there any other staff reports? >> As to seeing none. Is there public participation? 

No, sir. 

County council discussion, actions or motions. Mr. Lowry? >> ? 

I motion to approve this motion. 

Do I hear a second? 

Mr. Wagner is the second. Comments objections. All those in favor please signify by, aye. 

All those opposed? And so carried. We usually have seven members. It is a 5-2 with the two are absent. Everything on here is on record. With that our next council meeting with 16th of April. 

April 2nd. A day after my birthday. With all that -- any other discussions? No comments other than those. Ladies and gentlemen, we appreciate you coming in, we will be adjourned with April 2nd. With that we have a meeting to run off to otherwise we will hang around with you. We are in adjournment until April 2nd. We are adjourned.
