THANK YOU, GOOD MORNING, UM,  WE WILL START  OUR PUBLIC PARTICIPATION,  WE HAVE FIRST, JOHN NICKELSON,  YOU WISH TO SPEAK ANT THE  CITY OF--ABOUT  THE  CITY OF DAYTONA BEACH.  

DAYTONA  BEACH.  

 YOU  ARE ON. YOU ARE ON. ALL RIGHT,  413 [ INAUDIBLE ] AVENUE, STARTING,  I AM A BIT O FENDED THAT THE  COUNTY--OFFENDED THAT THE COUNTY  DOES NOT ALLOW PUBLIC FOR DISSIPATION  AT THE CITY COUNCIL MEETING. THE  CITY OF DAYTONA BEACH DID IT THE  SAME WAY. I THOUGHT THERE WAS A  RULING THAT SAID THAT THE PUBLIC  HAD A CHANCE TO  PEEK. I UNDERSTAND THAT PUBLIC  PARTICIPATION IS ENCOURAGED, BUT  ONLY AT COUNTY  COUNCIL MEETINGS.  

THAT IS INCORRECT. ON ISSUES  THAT COME BEFORE THE COUNTY COUNCIL,  YOU CAN SPEAK ON THOSE  ISSUES.  

CORRECT, BUT YOU CANNOT SPEAK  ABOUT GENERAL THINGS, WHICH YOU  USED TO DOT IN THE PAST--USED TO  DO IN THE PAST. BUT AT ANY RATE,  I SPOKE AT THE CITY COMMISSION MEETING  LAST NIGHT IN DAYTONA BEACH AND  IT IS AN ONGOING PROBLEM, ONE, THE  VIOLATION OF  THE SUNSHINE LAW. THE CRs IS FROM  THE STATE, THROUGH THE COUNTY, AND  THE COUNTY THEN, ADMINISTRATES IT  THROUGH THE CITIES:   THE [ INAUDIBLE ]CRA HAS EVERY PROBLEMS,  ONE OF WHICH IS  THE SUNSHINE LAW. AT ONE PUBLIC  MEETING THE SHAREMAN SAID THAT VIRGINIA,  YOU KNOW HOW TO VOTE, WE DISCUSSED  IT THIS MORNING AT  THE GATEWAY. THE ATTORNEY PRESENT  SAID IT IS NOT A VIOLATION OF THE  SUNSHINE LAW BECAUSE  THEY TALKED ABOUT THE MEETING AT  A RESTAURANT. I BELIEVE IT IS A  VIOLATION. I WOULD ASK YOU TO LOOK  INTO IT OR ASK YOUR  ATTORNEY TO LOOK  INTO IT AND SEE IF A METEROLOGIST  METEROLOGIST TO GO WAS--IF A MEETING  WAS  HELD TO PREDETERMINE VOTES. TWO,  UM, SEVERAL YEARS AGO, AN AUDIT  WAS ASKED FOR, $1 MILLION WAS DETERMINED,  27  VIOLATIONS, ONE OF WHICH WAS $1  MILLION TO BE RETURNED TO THE MAIN  STREET. THERE HAS BEEN NO DOCUMENTATION  THAT IT HAS. I WOULD LIKE TO VERIFY  AND THEY ROW FUSE TO VERIFY IT.  THIRD, I THINK IT IS  ILLEGAL TO SPEND FUNDS OUTSIDE,  SO WHAT JIM HAS DETERMINED, THEY  DUMPED ALL  OF THE CRA FUNDS INTO  ONE POT. THOSE ARE THE GROWING AREAS, I THINK  AT SOME POINT, WE SHOULD NOT WAIT  TEN YEARS UM, TO RECTIFY  THAT. --TO RECTIFY THAT. WE  DID THAT EVERY YEARS AGO. CHARLES  WHICH ARE RICHARDSON ZONE HAD 6000  VOTERS ANT ZONE NEXT TO  IT HAD 16,000 VOTERS. LASTLY, ON  THE BRIDGE, LOVE IT EXCEPT  FOR THE  FISHING PIERS. THEY ARE  VERY  SMALL. THANK  YOU.  

THANK YOU, SIR. 

I LIVE  AT 66 [ INAUDIBLE ]  IN DE-BERRY, FLORIDA. I WOULD LIKE  TO POINT OUT  SOME DISHONESTY ABOUT THE VOLUSIA  CITY COUNCIL, IT SAYS REQUEST TO  APPEAR BEFORE THE  COUNTY COUNCIL. WHERE ARE THEY?  WHERE ARE THEY? THIS THREE MINUTES  MEAN NOTHING, IT SHOULD BE WHEN  THE WHOLE, ENTIRE  COUNCIL IS IN SESSION. I REQUESTED  THAT THE COUNTY  COUNCIL QUIT BEING DISHONEST. THEY ARE REQUESTED IN A NUMBER OF  DIFFERENT FORMS, THEY COME THROUGH  TO THE STAFF AND TO THE COUNCIL  MEMBERS,  AND SO FORTH. AND SO INSURE THAT  ALL COUNCIL MEMBERS ARE IN AGREEMENT  WITH THE PROCLAMATIONS THAT COME  OUT FROM THE FULL COUNCIL,  WE ARE CHANGING THE PROCESS TO SOME  DEGREE. SO WHAT WE ARE DOING IS  WE HAVE CREATED A  PRESENCE ON THE COUNTY  WEBSITE, UNDER THE COUNTY COUNCIL  TAB AND ALSO  IN THE DROP DOWN MENU. THAT  PROCLAMATION IS FOR YOUR CONSIDERATION.  VERONICA [ INAUDIBLE ] DAY, THIS  HAS BEEN REQUESTED BY THE  CHAIR TO HONOR AN  ELEMENTARY SCHOOL STUDENT ON  THE POSTER CONTEST WINNER. RELAY  FOR LIFE, THAT HAD BEEN REQUESTED  BY THE AMERICAN CANCER  SOCIETY. JILL [ INAUDIBLE ]  DAY, THE SAME THING,  REQUESTED BY PHYLLIS. CHEF'S APPRECIATION  DAY, IT WAS REQUESTED BY  AN OKAY  PARK RESIDENT, IT--BY AN ORANGE  PARK RESIDENT, IT TIES IN  WITH PINK TIE. AND THEN  VOLUNTEERS AT VOLUSIA ELEMENTARY.  SO AGAIN, IT IS A DIFFERENT PROCESS  FOR US BUT THEY ARE LISTED AS THEY  COME IN AND WE ARE GOING  TO UPDATE THE LIST, UM, AND THEN  PRESENT IT TO YOU AT EVERY MEETING.  IF THERE WAS A PROCLAMATION THAT  IS ON THE LIST THAT ONE OF YOU YOU  WOULD HAVE A CONCERN ABOUT, PLEASE  CALL ME OR PAT, AND WE WILL TAKE  IT FROM THERE. HI, I AM  DJ AND I LIVE AT 5954 [ INAUDIBLE  ] DRIVE IN PORT ORANGE AND  I WANT TO THANK YOU FOR HAVING  US HERE TODAY. WITH ME I HAVE CLAY  FROM THE DEPARTMENT OF CHILDREN  AND FAMILIES, UM, BARBARA  FROM GUARD MAN  AD LITEM. MELISSA FROM CHILDREN'S  MEDICAL CENTER SERVICES. MARK  FROM COMMUNITY PARTNERSHIP FOR CHILDREN.  JOE FROM THE BOYS  AND  GIRLS CLUB. WILLIAMS FROM CHILDREN'S  ADVOCACY CENTER AND THEN THE OTHERS  WERE NOT ABLE TO BE HERE TODAY. SO MOVED.  

MOVED BY  DENYS AND SECONDED BY MS.  NORTHEY.  

I WILL SECOND IT.  

HAVE YOU EVER SHOT A GUN? YOU  KNOW, YOU PULL THE TRIGGER REALLY  SLOW.  

YOU KNOW, WE ARE NOT REALLY,  I THINK  ALL NEED SOME CAFFEINE UP HERE.  

ALL RIGHT, WE HAVE THE MOTION  TO APPROVE THE MINUTES, IS THERE  ANY OBJECTION TO  THE  MOTION? SHOW THE MOTION APPROVEED. A LOT OF GLARE ON THE CLOCK RIGHT  THERE. WE CAN START WITH ITEM FIVE  NOW, IT IS THE TIME.

ITEM  NUMBER FIVE IS A PRESENTATION TO  YOU FROM OUR CHILDREN AND  FAMILY'S ADVISORY RECORD. THIS  IS THE ANNUAL RECOMMENDATIONS ON  $350,000 OF SUMMER CAMP SCHOLARSHIPS  THAT WE AWARD  EVERY YEAR. ITEM NUMBER SIX FOLLOWS  NUMBER FIVE. YOU HAD ASKED THE LAST  TIME, YOU HAD ASKED THE  BOARD THE MAKE  A RECOMMENDATION ON MAYBE ADDING  $50,000 TO THE POOL OF MONEY,  CAN WOULD COME OUT OF CONTINGENCY  FUNDS AND THE  CHAIR OF THE CHILDREN'S FAMILY ADVISORY  BOARD IS HERE TO ADDRESS YOU. STAFF  IS  HERE TO ANSWER ANY QUESTIONS. MS.  BRUNO.  

THANK YOU, YOU  ARE RECOGNIZED.  

GOOD MORNING, MARY BRUNO. UM,  WE ARE HERE, WE HAD A RECORD  NUMBER OF APPLICANTS TO PROVIDE  OUR SUMMER CAMP  THIS IS YEAR. SO THAT IS  THE GOOD NEWS. THE BAD NEWS IS THAT  WE ARE SPREAD ALL OVER THE COUNTY  AND WE HAD TO COME  UP WITH A SCORING CRITERIA THAT  WE DID NOT HAVE TO DO IN THE  PAST. SO AT THE 11th  MEETING, WE CAME UP WITH A  SCORING RUBRIC AND DETERMINED WHAT  OUR CUTOFF SCORES WOULD BE. AND  THEN WE HAD A CHANCE TO REVIEW ALL  OF THE SUMMER CAMP APPLICANTS  AND CAME BACK ON FEBRUARY  17th AND WERE ABLE TO UM, INCREASE  OUR NUMBER OF UM, APPLICANTS BUT  WE DID HAVE SEVERAL DENIALS. BEFORE YOU DO THAT, UM, MR. BYRON  JUST REMIND THAT HAD WE DO HAVE  AN APPEAL ON ONE OF  OURS, IT WAS THE  UNITED METHODIST CHILDRENS AFFLICTION,  THEY--APPLICATION,  THEY FELL RIGHT BELOW THE 27 CUTOFF  SCORE AND THEY  HAVE APPEALED. WE HAD ONE QUESTION,  THE TOP QUESTION WAS HOW MANY YEARS  YOU HAVE PROVIDED SERVICES AND THEY  DID NOT ANSWER THAT QUESTION AND  THEY GOT ' ZERO ON  THAT AND THEY FELL JUST  BELOW THAT SCORE. THEY WERE AT  A 26.5 AND OUR SCORE WAS  A 27 TO CUT OFF AND WE FELT LIKE  YOU KNOW, BECAUSE OF THAT THEY WERE  DENIED. BUT THEY DID APPEAL THAT.  I DON'T KNOW IF YOU WANT TO HAVE  ANY  DISCUSSION ON THAT ISSUE. THE OTHERS  THAT WERE DENIED WERE WELL  BELOW, THEY WERE ALL AT 25 AND  LESS. THE FLORIDA UNITED METHODIST  CHILDREN'S HOME WAS AT 26.5.  

OKAY, WHY DON'T WE TAKE UP THE  MOTION OF THE COUNTRY ONES AND THEN  WE'LL TAKEUP UP THE  SECOND.  

I AM GOING TO WITHDRAW MY MOTION  BECAUSE I WOULD LIKE TO  TALK ABOUT THIS.  

OKAY, THE MOTION HAS BEEN WITHDRAWN.  

IS THERE A FORMAL APPEAL THOUGH?  

YES, THEY HAVE WRITTEN A LETTER,  WE SENT THEM A LETTER AND THEY HAVE  SENT US BACK AN APPEAL LETTER  AND SO OUR BOARD, WE UM, IT WOULD  BE UP TO  YOU IF IF YOU WOULD LIKE  TO ADD THEM, I DON'T THINK  THE CHILDREN AND  FAMILY'S ADVISORY BOARD  WOULD  OBJECT. SO THEY  WERE VERY CLOSE.  

THE APPEAL IS PART OF THE AGENDA  ITEM AND THEY ARE REQUIRED TO APPEAL  TO YOU. THAT IS HOW THEIR APPEAL  TAKES PLACE. THE BOARD DOES NOT  REVIEW APPEALS.  

THAT IS WHERE I WAS GOING. SO  WE JUST HAVE THE MOTION BEFORE  US, THE APPEAL STANDS ALONE. CORRECT?  

IT CAN BE TAKEN UP WITH A  MOTION, WE ARE JUST LETTING YOU  KNOW THERE IS AN APPEAL.  

MS. NORTHEY.  

THANK YOU, MR. CHAIRMAN. UM,  I WOULD LIKE TO UNDERSTAND, ARE  THEY EXPECTED TO COME BEFORE US  TO MAKE THE APPEAL? OR DOES  THEIR LETTER REPRESENT THE APPEAL?  BECAUSE I CAN TELL YOU,  I MY, MY GRANDDAUGHTER WENT TO  THAT DAY CARE, NOT ON A SCHOLARSHIP  BUT THEY HAVE  BEEN THERE FOR  PROBABLY TWO DECADES.  

THE LETTER IS THEIR APPEAL. AND  THIS IS THE FIRST TIME GOING THROUGH  THE PROCESS AND THEY MADE IT VERY  CLEAR WITH THE NEW PROCESS THAT  IF THE QUESTIONS WERE NOT ANSWERED,  THEY WOULD HAVE TO GIVE THEM [ INAUDIBLE  - MULTIPLE SPEAKERS]  

SO TO INCLUDE THEM MY MOTION  NEEDS TO INCLUDE THEM, I WILL MAKE  THE MOTION INCLUDING THE APPEAL  BY THE UNITED METHODIST CHILDREN'S  HOME. THAT IS ONE IN  INTER-RISE, RIGHT?  

YES--IN ENTERPRISE, RIGHT?  

YES, AND THEY HAVE BEEN A  SUMMER CAMP  FOR US BEFORE.  

OKAY. OKAY, LET ME, YOU HAVE  A MOTION, YOU MADE THE  MOTION, JUST A MOMENT. WE  HAVE A MOTION TO APPROVE  THE CURRENT EXPENDITURES AND  ADDING THE FLORIDA UNITED CHILDREN'S  METHODIST HOME TO IT. IS THERE  A SECOND ON THAT? WE HAVE  A SECOND ON IT. OKAY. DISCUSSION?  MS. CUSACK.  

I AM SORRY, WHO MADE  THE SECOND?  

MR. TAN DANIELS--MR. DANIELS.  

THANK YOU, MR. CHAIR. MY ONLY  CONCERN IS THAT IF WILL  IS CRITERIA  AND THERE IS A PROCESS, TO NOT FOLLOW  THE PROCESS, AND I THINK IT IS NOT  THE RIGHT THING TO DO. AND I KNOW  THEY HAVE A GREAT  RECORD, BUT PROCESS IS PROCESS.  AND IF YOU, IF YOU DO THAT, IF YOU  MISS IT BY  ONE OR, 100, THERE HAS TO BE  PROCESS AND  IT HAS TO BE CUTOFF. AND MY SECOND  CONCERN IS THAT ARE THERE OTHER  PROVIDERS THAT MADE THE LIST  IN THE AREA WHERE THE  CHILDREN COULD UTILIZE?  

YES, WE HAD THE PARKS AND  RECKS PROGRAM IN THAT PARTICULAR  AREA AS WELL AS, LET ME LOOK  AT THE LIST, THERE ARE OTHER PROVIDERS,  WE WERE, ONE OF OUR THINGS  THAT WE ALWAYS TRY TO LOOK AT IS  THAT WE ARE REPRESENTING  THE WHOLE COUNTY  AND WE  HAVE GUY GRAPHIC  REP RE-SEN--GEOGRAPHIC REP RE-SENSATION.  THE BOYS AND GIRL--PREP RE-SENNATION.  THE BOYS AND GIRLS  CLUB,  THE VOLUSIA COUNTY EXTENDED DAY  PROGRAMS, I DON'T KNOW, SOME OF  THEM ARE UM, WARNER, THAT IS NOT  HERE. I DON'T KNOW WHERE SOME OF  THEM ARE.  

BUT YO DOUGH HAVE TO--BUT YOU  DO HAVE PROVIDERS AND THAT WOULD  BE MY CONCERN TO MAKE SURE THAT  WE HAVE PROVIDERS IN THE AREA THE  YOUNG FOLK CAN ATTEND THE  DAY CAMP. AND THEN THEY APPEALED  BECAUSE OF THE CUTOFF AND MAYBE  THE NEXT TWO FOLKS THAT WERE DENIED  COULD ALSO FILE AN APPEAL. SO  I JUST THINK THAT WHEN  YOU START UM, BENDING THE  RULES, IT IS A SLIPPERY SLOPE. AND  I COULD NOT SUPPORT THAT. THANK  YOU, MR. CHAIR.  

 ALL RIGHT, THANK YOU. UM, MR. WAGNER?  

HOW DOES THAT AFFECT THE OVERALL  AMOUNT OF MONEY?  

IT DOES NOT IMPACT THE MONEY  AT ALL. IT WOULD JUST BE SPREAD  AMONG.  

SO  IT REDUCES THE OTHER ONES?  

PARENTS PICK THE CAMP, THEY GET  THE CHOICE AND THAT WOULD JUST ADD  TO THEIR LIST OF CHOICES.  

SO IT IS JUST ONE OF THE  OPTIONS IN.  

YES.  

AND THEN--OPTIONS?  

YES, AND, I GUESS  THAT ANSWERS IT.  

MS. NORTHEY.  

JUST A COMMENT, MARY, DIDN'T  WE HAVE AN APPEAL LAST YEAR FROM  ONE OF OUR AGENCIES AND THIS COUNCIL  AGREED TO HEAR AN APPEAL AND WE  ASKED THE STAFF TO REVIEW  THAT APPEAL?  

I DON'T REMEMBER, BECAUSE I WAS  NOT HERE.  

OKAY, IT WAS EXACTLY. AND SO  THIS PROCESS IS NOT UNUSUAL. THERE  IS  A FORMAL APPEAL PROCESS. THEY MISSED  IT BECAUSE THEY FAILED TO FILL OUT  ONE BLOCK. AND I CAN TELL YOU THAT  THE AGENCY HAS BEEN AROUND FOR  DECADES, THEY PROVIDE GOOD SERVICE  IN A CHRISTIAN BASED  ATMOSPHERE AND WE WOULD BE REMISS  IF WE DID NOT INCLUDE THEM BECAUSE  THEY FAILED TO  INCLUDE THEIR  NUMBERS OF YEARS.  

MS. DENYS.  

YES, THANK YOU. UM, FIRST OF  ALL, YOU ARE ONE OF OUR  STRONGER BOARDS, UM, THE CHILDREN,  FAMILIES ADVISORY BOARDS AND THE  PRO-SAYS IS  THOROUGH AND FAIR--PROCESS IS THOROUGH  AND FAIR. HOWEVER, YOU ARE AN  ADVISORY BOARD, AND THIS COUNCIL,  YOU KNOW, UM, WE HAVE THE ABILITY  TO UM, TO MAKE OUR OWN  DECISIONS. WE ARE THE  POLLY MAKERS--POLICYMAKERS. I AM  GOING SUPPORT IT BECAUSE COUNCILWOMAN  NORTHEY, YOU ARE RIGHT, WE DID ANSWER  APPEAL, IF YOU WILL, FROM  UM, AN ORGANIZATION. AND  IT IS NOT WITHOUT HISTORICAL MERIT  AND I AGREE WITH YOU,  I AM GOING SUPPORT THE MOTION.  

MR. WAGNER.  

WHAT  ARE YOUR THOUGHTS ON IT? I TRUST  YOUR OPINION ON IT. DO YOU THINK  IT IS A GOOD ONE TO  ADD TO IT?  

I DO. THEY HAVE BEEN SERVING  THE COMMUNITY FOR A LONG TIME AND  THAT  WAS A BIG OVERSIGHT. AND  THIS WAS A NEW PROCESS FOR US AND  WE SEE WHERE WE HAVE TO WORK THROUGH  THE PROCESS. IT WAS A LITTLE HARDER  FOR US TO COME  UP WITH A SCORING RUBRIC AND AFTER  WE USED THAT, WE ALL SAID WOW, MAYBE  WE NEED TO MAKE ADJUSTMENTS IN  THIS FOR NEXT TIME. BUT WE ALSO  FELT LIKE WE HAD SET A SCORE AND  HAD TO BE FAIR FOR  EVERYONE AND DE-DENIED  THAT ONE. BUT--AND DENIED THAT ONE.  BUT THEY ARE A GOOD AGENCY AND THEY  DO SERVE THE COMMUNITY WELL.  

DID THEY SAY HOW THEY  MISSED THE BLOCK?  

NO.  

OKAY. SO IF THEY WOULD HAVE SCORED  IT, THEY WOULD HAVE BEEN HIGHER  IN.  

IT WOULD HAVE ADD--HIGHER?  

IT WOULD HAVE ADDED AT LEAST  ANOTHER POINT AND THEY WOULD HAVE  BEEN UP  ABOVE.

OKAY. NO FURTHER DISCUSSION.  UM, WE HAVE A MOTION  ON THE FLOOR BY MRS.  NORTHEY TO APPROVE  THE CHILDREN, AND FAMILY, ADDING  THE UNITED METHODIST  HOME TO IT. SECONDED BY MRS.  DENYS. ALL IN  FAVOR, I. OPPOSED. WE HAVE FIVE  YAWS AND ONE NAY. NEXT WE  HAVE ITEM NUMBER SIX, WHICH IS  THE CHILDREN AND FAMILY'S ADVISORY  BOARD REQUEST FOR I ADDITIONAL  FUNDING FOR SUMMER CAMP SERVICINGS,  $49,450.  

AGAIN, I UM, THANK YOU  FOR A--AGAIN, UM, THANK YOU FOR  ALLOWING ME TO COME SPEAK TO YOU  AND THANK YOU  AGAIN FOR RECEIVING MY REQUEST.  OUR BOARD WAS VERY STATE  EXCITE--VERY EXCITED AND  OUR PROVIDERS TO BE  ABLE TO PROVIDE MORE OPPORTUNITY.  WE CAN SERVE 56 MORE CHILDREN THAT  WE'LL BE ABLE TO HAVE A  SUMMER CAMP THIS SUMMER. AND WE  WILL STILL HAVE DENIALS BUT THAT  WILL HELP US A LOT. AND WE  ALSO, EXCUSE ME, WENT BACK TO UM,  MISS CUSACK'S RECOMMENDATION AND  LOOKED AT  IF WE COULD PROVIDE REDUCED RATES  AND WE HAVE DONE THAT FOR  FAMILIES, A 20% REDUCED RATE FOR  THE FAMILIES IN THE HIGHEST POUFER  I LEVEL. WE BASED THAT ON LOOKING  BACK AT LAST YEARS, AND WE DON'T  KNOW HOW MANY CHILDREN ARE GOING  TO APPLY THIS TIME. BUT  WE HAD ABOUT 145 FAMILIES LAST YEAR  THAT APPLIED THAT HAD MULTIPLE CHILDREN,  WE HAD 115 FAMILIES  THAT HAD THREE  CHILDREN, UM, 27 WITH FOUR CHILDREN.  AND ONE FAMILY WITH SIX CHILDREN  LAST YEAR. AND HA IS GOING TO APPLY  TO FAMILIES THAT APPLY THIS YEAR  AND HOPEFULLY WILL HELP MORE CHILDREN  TO GET  SERVED. SO  WE APPRECIATE THAT. THE THIRD RECOMMENDATION  IS TO ADD IN ANOTHER 20 SLOTS  THAT TAKE PLACE,  THERE IS A LARGE GROUP OF  CHILDREN THAT NEED SUMMER CAMPS  IN THAT AREA AND THEY  ARE  A LITTLE BIT UNDER REPRESENTED.  AND THAT IS OUR REQUEST, FOR THE  WAY THAT WE EXPEND THE FUNDS THAT  WE ARE VERY GRATEFUL FOR YOU  ALL.  

AND HA IS THE ON--AND THAT  IS THE CONTEXT OF ITEM NUMBER SIX.  

I MOVE  FOR THE APPROVAL OF THAT, BUT, I  THINK IT IS WONDERFUL THAT WE ARE  GOING BE ABLE TO SERVE MORE AND  THANKS TO OUR ADVISORY BOARD FOR  TAKING THAT IN CONSIDERATION AND  MAKING THAT HAPPEN AND FOR US,  AS THE COUNCIL TO APPROVE THE NECESSARY  FUNDS TO HELP  MORE KIDS. THANK YOU SO MUCH. AND  WITH THAT, I MOVE THAT.  

THE MOTION TO  APPROVE. SECONDED  BY MR. WAGNER. ANY OTHER  DISCUSSION? ANY OBJECTION TO THE  MOTION? AND THAT PASSES.

RECOGNIZE IN.  

COUNTY MANAGER.  

THIS IS A PROCESS THAT STARTED  BACK LAST SUMMER WHERE WE HAD A  REQUEST TO LOOK AT THE PROGRAM,  JANINE IS GOING TO GO  THROUGH THE OVERVIEW, SHE IS GOING  TO GIVE YOU A HISTORY,  WHAT YOU HAVE BEFORE  YOU, IS AN EXPLANATION OF A  RECOMMENDATION THAT WE MADE BASED  ON HEARING FROM ALL  PARTIES AND LOOKING AT WHAT  WE THOUGHT WE COULD DO. JANINE.  

THANK YOU, JANINE JENNINGS  DIRECTOR OF PURCHASING  AND CONTRACTS.  

I RECOGNIZED. THANK YOU.  

ON JULY 11th, IT WAS THE FIRST  TIME WE HAD A  DISCUSSION ON THE APPRENTICE PROGRAM,  A REQUEST WAS MADE TO  TAKE A LOOK AT INCLUDING  SOME SORT  OF POLICY AND PRO-SHEERER. FOLLOWING  THAT--PROCEDURE. FOLLOWING THAT  MEETING, THE COUNCIL DIRECTED STAFF  TO GET ALL PARTIES TOGETHER, INCLUDING  BRAD AND HAVE MORE  DISCUSSION. UM, WE HAD A  WORKSHOP ON NOVEMBER 8th, 18th,  SORRY, WE HAD 15 PEOPLE THERE, WE  HAD A GOOD DISCUSSION, I THINK THE  THE OVERALL,--I THINK THE OVERALL,  THAT EVERYBODY BELIEVES THAT TRAINING  AND THE TRADES WORKERS AND UM, THE  DEVELOPMENT FOR HIGHER WAGES WITH  THE TRADES IS VERY IMPORTANT,  HOWEVER, DURING THE  MEETING, OR THE WORK WORKSHOP, THERE--WORKSHOP,  THERE WAS A DIFFERENCE IN OPINION  IN HOW WE WOULD APPLY THAT, THERE  WHERE IT  WAS MANDATED OR A PREFERENCE  IN THE SOLICITATIONS. FROM THERE,  UM, MANY PEOPLE  FROM THAT MEETING SENT MORE INFORMATION,  UM, YOU KNOW, OTHER GROUPS THAT  WERE DOING SOMETHING LIKE THAT,  I UM,  CONSTRUCTION--THAT, I UM,  CON--THAT, UM, CONSTRUCTION DATA.  FOLLOWING THAT METEROLOGIST TOGETHER,  I MET--THAT MEETING, I MET WITH  THE MANAGER AND WE WENT THROUGH  THE DISCUSSION THAT WAS MADE  THROUGH THE WORKSHOP INCLUDING THE  LEGAL ISSUES AND HOW WE WOULD MANAGE  IT AND HOW IT WOULD AFFECT OUR BUSINESS  COMMUNITY. AND FROM THERE, UM, WE  DEVELOPED UM, IF  THE COUNCIL DESIRES TO MOVE  FORWARD WITH A PROGRAM,ING THAT  THAT WOULD BE MAN  AMBULANCE SERVICESSABLE AND IT IS--MANAGEABLE  AND IT STATES THAT YOU WOULD GET  3%  PREFERENCE IN YOUR  BIDS IF YOU  PARTICIPATED IN AN APPRENTICESHIP  PROGRAM AND ANOTHER TWO IF YOU  HAD SUBS ON THE JOB. WE FELT THAT  AFTER TALKING TO SOME OF THE GROUPS  THAT HAD ACTUALLY TRIED THIS, THAT  THIS WOULD BE, IF THE THE  DESIRE WAS TO MOVE FORWARD, THAT  WOULD BE  WHAT WE COULD MANAGE. AND THAT  IS ATTACHED TO YOUR AGENDA.  

THANK VERY MUCH. ANY QUESTIONS?  --THANK YOU VERY I MUCH. ANY  QUESTIONS  IN--THANK YOU VERY MUCH. ANY  QUESTIONS? OKAY. UM, WE HAVE PUBLIC  PARTICIPATION. I WILL CALL ONE OF  YOU UP AND THEN A SECOND PERSON  WILL BE ON DECK. FIRST, I HAVE  THERE MR. DANIEL HUNT SPEAKING AND  STEVEN WILLIAMS, COME ON DOWN  AND  BE READY  GO AFTER HIM.  

I AM DANIEL HUNT, I LIVE AT  115 COLUMBIA BOW ROAD, I AM  THE  UM, I  AM A DE-BERRY CITY  COUNTY COUNCIL AND--TY COUNCIL AND--CITY  COUNCIL AND I AM A PARTNER  OF THE  CONTRACTORS ASSOCIATION. WE HAVE  A JOINT APPRENTICESHIP PROGRAM  THAT WE SHARE. THANK YOU MR. PATTERSON  AND THE COUNTY  COUNCIL. AM I SPEAKING LOUD ENOUGH?  A COUPLE OF POINTS THAT I WOULD  LIKE TO MAKE, YOU GOT  OUR  PROPOSAL, THE CENTRAL LABOR COUNCIL,  AND YOUR OWN UM, FROM UM, STAFF.  UM, A COUPLE OF POINTS THAT I LIKE  TO POINT OUT, UM, OUR PROPOSAL  BASICALLY CALLS FOR A  MANDATE,  PUTTING APPRENTICES ON JOBS. THE  COUNTY'S PROPOSAL SOUNDS  GOOD ON PAPER. THERE HAS BEEN A  LOT OF TALK IN POLITICS LATELY,  JUST RECENTLY I WAS IN A MEETING  AND IT WAS BROUGHT UP BY THE MAYOR,  AND  THEN ECHOED BY OTHER MAYORS, THEY  BROUGHT UP, AS I LIKE THE SAY, THEY  STARTED TO SING ME SONG AND TALKING  ABOUT APAREN SIS SHIP AND THE--APAREN  SIS SHIP  AND WE HAVE--APPRENTICESHIP, WE  HAVE HIGH SCHOOL STUDENTS THAT ARE  NOT GOING COLLEGE AND IT IS  ON THE MINDS  AND MOUTHS OF POLL POLITICIANS.  SO--OF POLITICIANS. AND YOU ARE  LEADERS, YOU KNOW, VOLUSIA COUNTY  COUNCIL. SET THE STANDARD. WE E.  COLI NEED TO--WE NEED TO START WALKING  IT LIKE WE ARE  TALKING IT. WE HAVE STUDENTS COMING  OUT OF THE HIGH SCHOOLS IN VOLUSIA  COUNTY AND THEY ARE NOT ALL GOING  TO UM, GOING TO COLLEGE AND  HERE IS A GOOD ALTERNATIVE FOR THEM.  AND ONE OF THE ISSUES IS THE  SMALLER CON TRACTORS MAY GET--CONTRACTORS  MAY  GET HURT HERE. WE, THE FLAGLER  CENTRAL LABOR COUNCIL,  WE HAD A BENCHMARK OF 125,000 OR  MORE. WE DO NOT WANT TO STOP THE  GUY DOING A SERVICE CALL F THE  GUY COMES IN TO RE---CALL, IF THE  GUY COMES IN TO REPLACE THE  LIGHTS, HE DOES NOT NEED EXTRA GUYS.  WE ARE TALKING ABOUT THE BIGGER  PROJECTS WHERE YOU CAN  HAVE THE APPRENTICES. WE ORIGINALLY  HAD IT HAD 20% AND NOW THE WORDING  WE GOT IS ONE. WE HAVE KNOCKED  IT DOWN, I BELIEVE 1 IN 5 WAS  REASONABLE. MOST OF THE COUNTY PROJECTS  THAT ARE BID RIGHT NOW, MOST  OF THE  SUBS  ARE ALREADY WITH  THE APPRENTICESHIP PROGRAM. WE NEED  TO LET THE STUDENTS KNOW, MAYBE  YOU CAN GO TO A TRAINING RIGHT HERE  NOT COUNTY AND IN FIVE SECONDS,  YOU WANT TO START  TO FILL UP OUR  COLLEGES LOCALLY, GET THE APPRENTICESHIP  PROGRAM BEING A STANDARD AND PASS  THE ORDNANCE SIMILAR TO WHAT  THE CENTRAL LABOR COUNCIL  AS PROPOSED.  

THANK YOU, MR. HUNT. WILLIAMS  AND THEN SCOTT AFTER HIM.  

GOOD MORNING, I AM STEVE  WILLARD YAPS, I WILL HAVE--WILLIAMS,  I LIVE AT  1251. I AM THE PRODUCT OF  AN APPRENTICESHIP. I GREW UP HUMBLE  I WILL  IN VOLUSIA COUNTY AND MY AT THIS  TIME OUT OF WHAT I CONSIDERED TO  BE--AND MY TICKET OUT OF  WHAT I CONSIDERED  BORDERLINE POVERTY  WAS THE APPRENTICESHIP PROGRAM.  EVERYBODY DOES NOT HAVE THE RESOURCES  TO GO TO  COLLEGE. THIS GAVE ME A CHANCE TO  PROVIDE A GOOD LIVING, PAY TAXES  HERE IN THE COUNTY, RAISE MY FAMILY,  AND LIKE ANY OTHER  VOCATION, YOU WANT THAT,  YOU WANT YOUR VOCATION TO  BE HONORABLE AND RESPECTED. THE  PROGRAMS ARE STILL HONORABLE BUT  I FEEL LIKE THEY ARE NOT AS RESPECTED  AS THEY SHOULD BE. THIS IS SOMETHING  THAT YOU DO IN YOU CANNOT  DO ANYTHING ELSE. IT IS SO FAR FROM  REALITY AND THE TRUTH:  AND ALSO  THE YOUNG MEN AND WOMAN WORK VERY  HARD,--AROUND WOMEN WORK  VERY HARD, THEY GO SCHOOL,--THEY  GOO TO SCHOOL. IT IS--THEY GO TO  SCHOOL. IT IS A CAREER FOR THEM,  THEY SHOULD BE RESPECT  ISED FOR THAT. AND THEY PAY  THEIR TAXES HERE. AND THE  CHAMBER OF COMMERCE IN SOUTH  DAYTONA WAS WIRED  BY VOLUNTEER APPRENTICES,  NO COST. THE HABITAT FOR HUMANITY,  THEY HAVE  DONE SO MUCH GOOD. VI- I HAVE  HEARD  TALK IT COULD  BE A RESTRICTION OF FREE TRADE AND  THAT  IS NOT THE SAME THING. THAT IS A  BAD ARGUMENT AND I THINK WE NEED  TO SUPPORT IT AND SUPPORT OUR MEN  AND WOMEN WHO ARE GOING THROUGH  THE PROGRAM. THANK YOU FOR YOU  TIME.  

THANK YOU VERY MUCH.  

MR. CLEARY  AND THEN AFTER  THAT, BRAD GUILES.  

SCOTT CLEARLY, 1645,  PORT ORANGE, FLORIDA. GOOD MORNING,  MR. CHAIRMAN.  

YOU ARE  RECOGNIZED.  

I COME TO YOU, IN PASSING THE  REQUIREMENT OF THE CONTRACTINGS  WHO BID  ON CONTRACTS PARTICIPATE IN REGISTERED  APPRENTICESHIP PROGRAMS. I FEEL  SOLE REALLY STRONGLY, AND I HAVE  REQUESTED PERSONAL TIME OFF TO  COME SPEAK. AND AS A TEACHER, I  DO NOT TAKE TIME OFF LIGHTLY, ESPECIALLY  AT THIS TIME OF THE YEAR. SO, WHY  DO I THINK EACH AND EVERY ONE OF  YOU SHOULD VOTE YES  ON THIS REQUIREMENT? BY MAKING INVOLVEMENT  IN PROGRAMS A  REQUIREMENT, YOU ARE DOING SOMETHING  AND YOU ARE DOING MANY THINGS AT  ONCE, WHICH IS REALLY A POSITIVE  THING TO DO AS AN  ELECTED BODY. FIRST CONTRACTORS  THAT PARTICIPATE IN ANY REGISTERED  PROGRAM ARE GOING TO PROVIDE THE  HIGHEST QUALITY OF  SERVICE. HIGHER QUALITY WORK MEANS  SAVINGS IN THE  LONG RUN. SECOND, BY MAKING PARTICIPATION  IN THE PROGRAM A REQUIREMENT, THIS  COUNCIL WILL BE MAKING A HUGE IMPACT  ON THE ECONOMIC  DEVELOPMENT OF THE COUNTY. REGISTERED  PROGRAMS REQUIRE MEN AND WOMEN WHO  PARTICIPATE IN TEMPERATURE TO HAVE  A--IN THEM TO HAVE A CERTAIN NUMBER  OF HOURS OF  ON THE JOB TRAINING. MANY YOUNG  MEN AND WOMEN ARE LEAVING THE  AREA TO GET THE TRAINING THAT WE  CAN PROVIDE HERE IN THE  COUNTY. AND THEY DO NOT COME BACK.  IN DOING, IN HAVING THIS REQUIREMENT,  YOU WILL BE INCREASING THE NUMBER  OF SKILLED WORKERS IN THE COUNTY,  AND THEY WOULD HAVE SKILLS  THAT WOULD ALLOW  THEM TO EARN GOOD WAGES.  

[CAPTIONERS TRANSITIONING]  
I SAY THAT BECAUSE MANY MAY SAY  BECAUSE THE UNION IS INVOLVED, IT'S  A  UNION ISSUE .  

THE APPRENTICESHIP IS MY LIVELIHOOD,  PART OF MY FAMILY'S HERITAGE, MY  UNCLES, MY  FRIEND,  MY DAD . FROM MY PERSPECTIVE,  WE'VE BEEN SPONSORING APPRENTICESHIP  FOR  OVER 40 YEARS. 20 YEARS ME PERSONALLY  WITH CAREER TRAINING AND  DIFFERENT ASPECTS. I'M ON SEVEN  DIFFERENT BOARDS. OF THOSE, FOUR  OF THEM ARE CAREER TRAINING AND  THREE ARE ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT.  I HAVE A REALLY GOOD UNDERSTANDING  OF  THIS ISSUE. APPRENTICESHIP IS THE  GOLDEN TICKET TO THE MIDDLE  CLASS,  HANDS DOWN. IT IS THE BEST WAY TO  GET TRAINING IN ORDER TO  CONTINUALLY IMPROVE YOUR WAGE AND  YOUR  STANDARD OF LIVING. UNFORTUNATELY  THERE'S JUST NOT MUCH AVAILABLE  AFTER YOU  LEAVE ELECTRICAL. ELECTRICAL HAS  THE UNION PROGRAM, THE  NONUNION PROGRAM, AND  SEMINOLE COUNTY HAS THE PROGRAM.  FLAGLER COUNTY HAS A PROGRAM. THERE  ARE MANY, MANY WAYS TO GET THIS  AND IT WOULD WORK VERY WELL WITH  CHECK CAL. -- WITH ELECTRICAL. AFTER  THAT YOU HAVE PIPE FITTERS AND THEN  IT DROPS OFF  REALLY QUICK. MARY BRUNO IS STILL  IN THE HOUSE. SHE CAN EXPLAIN AND  DAYTONA STATE WHAT WE HAVE AVAILABLE  TODAY FOR APPRENTICESHIP. WHERE  I THINK THIS COULD PROBABLY GO IS  IN THE INDUSTRY CERTIFICATION LINE.  YOU WOULD ALIGN WITH THE  GOVERNOR. YOU WOULD ALIGN WITH THE  CURRENT TREND IN CAREER TRAINING  IN BOTH  POST-SECONDARY AND PRE-K THROUGH  12. EVERYTHING IS GOING IN THAT  DIRECTION. THERE ARE MANY ENTITIES  LISTED  ON THE  PERKINS LIST. NCCER COMES TO MIND  QUICKLY. THAT'S AN ENTITY THAT CERTIFIES  EVERYTHING FROM ROOFERS TO AIR CONDITIONING  TO ELECTRICIANS TO  MASONS. IT'S VERY, VERY  BROAD. THAT WOULD ALLOW SOME MIDDLE  GROUND INSTEAD OF SAYING ONLY AN  APPRENTICESHIP, YOU COULD GET SOME  MIDDLE GROUND AND START REPLENISHING  THE SKILLED LABOR THAT  WE'RE LOSING. APPRENTICESHIP IS  A TOUGH GROUP TO SELL  BECAUSE THEY ARE WORKING DURING  THE DAY AND AT SCHOOL AT NIGHT.  IT TAKES A LOT LONGER TIME TO  GET YOUR  CERTIFICATION SO THAT'S TOUGH. YOU  CAN PAY NOW. YOU COULD PAY LATER.  EITHER YOU'RE GOING TO PAY AND TRAIN  OR PAY BECAUSE THERE'S NOT ENOUGH  PEOPLE TO DO THE JOB AND THEY'RE  GOING TO GET HIGHER WAGES. WHEN  I SAY IT'S GOING TO COST MORE MONEY,  IT WILL COST MORE MONEY. YOU'RE  EITHER GOING TO PAY TRAINING OR  YOU'RE GOING TO PAY. WE NEED TO  GIVE A GOOD SIGNAL TO THESE DEVELOPERS  THAT ARE BRINGING THESE LARGE PROJECTS  IN. AND I'M AFRAID THAT APPRENTICESHIP  ISN'T THE WAY RIGHT TODAY. SO THANK  YOU FOR YOUR TIME.  

THANK YOU, MR. GILES. MISS  SARAH JONES AND AFTER THAT  MR.  DAVID FITZGERALD. GOOD MORNING,  MRS. JONES. YOU ARE RECOGNIZED.  

THANK YOU, MR. PATTERSON AND  OTHER MEMBERS OF THE  COUNTY COUNCIL. I LIVE AT 4 FOUR-WOODFIELD  DRIVE IN FORT ORANGE, FLORIDA. I  THINK WE ALL KNOW SITTING HERE  THAT THE MAIN ARRANGEMENT WE HAVE  IS WHETHER OR NOT YOU PASS THIS  AS AN ORDINANCE WITH THE  REQUIREMENT THAT CONTRACTORS WITH  THE COUNTY HAVE AN APPRENTICESHIP  PROGRAM OR THE PREFERENCE THAT THEY  HAVE ONE. AND SO WHAT'S THE DIFFERENCE  BETWEEN REQUIREMENT AND  PREFERENCE? I'M 70 YEARS OLD AND  I CAN SAY BLUNTLY WHAT YOU  ALL KNOW QUIETLY. PREFERENCE MEANS  THEY'RE GOING TO PASS THIS ORDER  ANY NANTZ AND HAVE SOME -- ORDINANCE  AND HAVE SOME FANCY LANGUAGE ON  THE COUNTY'S BOOKS AND NEVER HAVE  TO ENFORCE T. REQUIREMENT MEANS  THAT YOU'RE ACTUALLY GOING TO HAVE  SOME CHANGE AND BEGIN TO ENCOURAGE  AN APPRENTICESHIP PROGRAM. THE REASON  YOU SHOULD DO IT IS BECAUSE IT'S  BOTH MORALLY AND ECONOMICALLY RIGHT.  AS A MEMBER OF COUNTY GOVERNMENT,  YOU HAVE A MORAL DUTY TO YOUR YOUTH  TO MAKE SURE THAT THEY RECEIVE AN  EDUCATION WHERE THEY KIM  PROVE THEMSELVES. AND SECONDLY,  ECONOMICALLY, YOU HAVE AN OBLIGATION  BECAUSE THIS COUNTY NEEDS A SKILLED  WORK FORCE IF THEY ARE TO ATTRACT  ANY TYPE OF  FUTURE BUSINESSES. AND THAT'S ALL  I HAVE TO SAY EXCEPT TO REMIND  YOU AGAIN THAT  REQUIREMENT MEANS CHANGE. PREFERENCE  MEANS YOU JUST DANCE AROUND AND  MAKE NO ACTUAL CHANGE. THANK YOU  VERY MUCH.  

THANK YOU, MRS.  JONES. DAVID FITZGERALD AND  THEN ROBERT FITZSIMMONS AFTER THAT  YOU'RE RECOGNIZED, MR. FITZGERALD.  

GOOD MORNING, CHAIRMAN, COUNCIL  MEMBERS. I'M DAVID  FITZGERALD, 3535D FOREST BRANCH  DRIVE,  PORT ORANGE. HOW APPROPRIATE THAT  PROCLAMATIONS TODAY WERE GIVEN  FOR CHILDREN'S WEEK, WOMEN IN  CONSTRUCTION DAY. THAT'S EXACTLY  WHAT A APPRENTICESHIP ORDINANCE  IS ALL ABOUT. APPRENTICESHIP GIVES  EVERYONE IN THE COMMUNITY AN OPPORTUNITY  FOR A CAREER, NOT  JUST A JOB. MANY OF YOU  SITTING HERE TODAY HAVE VISITED  THE UNITED ASSOCIATION LOCAL 295  APPRENTICESHIP PROGRAM. YOU'VE HAD  AN OPPORTUNITY TO SPEAK WITH SOME  OF THOSE  APPRENTICES IN THE PROGRAM, HEAR  THEIR PERSONAL STORIES OF HOW IT'S  CHANGED THEIR LIVES AND THEIR FAMILIES'  LIVES IN  A POSITIVE MANNER. I CAN STAND HERE  AND REITERATE WHAT  EVERYBODY ELSE HAS SAID. ORDINANCE  IS THE WAY TO GO. I KNOW THERE ARE  SOME CONCERNS ABOUT  THE MONEY. WE PRESENTED A MINIMAL  OR IN THE EXCESS OF A HUNDRED THOUSAND  OR MORE ON  CONTRACTS AWARDED TO CONTRACTORS  THAT HAVE BEEN AFFILIATED WITH  AN APPRENTICESHIP PROGRAM. IN  CLOSING, IF WE ARE SERIOUS ABOUT  EDUCATION, MORE IMPORTANTLY  WHAT TO PROVIDE -- WANT TO PROVIDE  GREAT CAREER OPPORTUNITIES, YOU'LL  SUPPORT THE ORDINANCE BY  VOTING YES. I APPRECIATE YOUR  TIME. I APPRECIATE YOUR CONSIDERATION.  AND I IMPLORE YOU ON BEHALF OF THE  YOUTH OF THIS  COMMUNITY VOTE YES ON THE ORDINANCE.  THANK YOU VERY MUCH FOR YOUR TIME.  

THANK YOU,  MR. FITZGERALD. MR. FITZSIMMONS,  YOU'RE UP. MISS SANDY BISHOP, YOU  WILL BE FOLLOWING MR. FITZSIMMONS.  

GOOD MORNING, COUNCIL. WHAT A  WONDERFUL DAY OUTSIDE. IT'S TOO  BAD WE'RE ALL LOCKED UP IN  HERE.  

YOU'RE RECOGNIZED.  

BOB FITZSIMMONS. I'M. OF LUCIA  HOME BUILDERS ASSOCIATION. THIS  YEAR WE  REPRESENT  245 BUSINESSES WITHIN VOLUSIA COUNTY.  I'M SPEAKING OUT AGAINST THIS ORDINANCE  OR THIS IDEA RIGHT NOW  ON TWO GROUNDS. ONE  IS THE BBIA  WAS NOT INVITED TO THIS  SO WE HAD NO FORMULA IN  WHAT'S HAPPENING HERE. THE SECOND  ONE IS VOLUSIA COUNTY REALLY ISN'T  PREPARED TO OFFER THE KIND OF TRAINING  THAT'S NEEDED FOR AN ORDINANCE LIKE  THIS TO BE EFFECTIVE. I  THINK BRAD VOCKIZED ON THAT A LITTLE  -- VOCALIZED ON THAT A LITTLE BIT,  THAT WE JUST DON'T HAVE THE PROGRAMS  IN PLACE, WHETHER THEY'RE INDUSTRY  CERTIFICATION OR APPRENTICESHIP  PROGRAMS AND ALL THE  DIFFERENT SPECIALITIES THAT THIS  PROPOSAL APPLIES TO. I FIND MYSELF  IN A REALLY CURIOUS POSITION THIS  MORNING BECAUSE I AGREE TOTALLY  WITH EVERYTHING EVERYONE HAS SAID  ABOUT THE NEED FOR EDUCATION  IN THE TRADES. I'M A CONTRACTOR  IN THE AREA. I'VE BEEN  HERE FOR 30-PLUS YEARS. I KNOW THAT  WE HAVE A SHORTAGE REGARDLESS OF  WHICH TRADE YOU WANT TO TALK  BEFORE QUALIFIED INDIVIDUALS. AND  SO WHAT I WOULD IMPLORE YOU TO DO  TODAY IS TAKE THIS BACK TO THE DRAWING  BOARD AND LET'S PUT  THESE RESOURCES, THIS ENERGY AND  THIS EFFORT IN CREATING THE SYSTEMS  THAT WE  NEED TO  PROVIDE ON-THE-JOB TRAINING TO KIDS  AND GET THAT EDUCATION OUT OR THAT  OPPORTUNITY FOR THE TRADES EDUCATION.  I CAN TELL YOU THAT WE'RE WORKING  REAL HARD AT BBIA  WITH THE SCHOOL BOARD AND TRYING  TO GET PROGRAMS IN PLACE SO THAT  16 AND 17-YEAR-OLDS CAN ACTUALLY  GET ON THE JOB AND GET SOME  ON-THE-JOB TRAINING AND EDUCATION  IN DIFFERENT FIELDS, WHETHER IT  BE MASONRY, ELECTRICAL, PLUMBING,  HVAC. THESE ARE CRITICAL ISSUES.  I AGREE WITH EVERYONE THAT'S SPOKEN  ON BEHALF OF DOING SOMETHING  WITH THIS ORDINANCE AS FAR AS THE  NEED IS CONCERNED BUT LET'S FOCUS  OUR ENERGIES IN A DIFFERENT PLACE  THIS MORNING AND GOING DOWN THE  ROAD HERE. LET'S FOCUS IT ON CREATING  THE PROGRAMS THAT ARE NECESSARY  FOR THESE KIDS TO HAVE  AN EXCELLENT ALTERNATIVE TO COLLEGE.  THANK YOU VERY MUCH.  

THANK YOU, MR. FITZSIMMONS. MRS.  SANDY BISHOP AND FOLLOWING  HER,  MISS STACY SAPANIVCZ.  

GOOD MORNING.  

YOU'RE RECOGNIZED. I NEED YOUR  NAME AND ADDRESS.  

I'M HONORED TO BE THE EXECUTIVE  DIRECTOR OF THE VOLUSIA BUILDING  ASSOCIATION AND WE WEREN'T INVITED.  YOU KNOW HOW MOUTHY I AM. I WOULD  GO TO ANY MEETING THAT WOULD AFFECT  OUR INDUSTRY. CONSTRUCTION IS ON  A FRAGILE ROAD TO RECOVERY. COMMERCIAL  CONSTRUCTION IS NOT THERE YET. YES,  THERE'S BEEN SOME WONDERFUL, HUGE  JOBS OVER ON THE EAST SIDE WITH  DAYTONA RISING AND THE  NEW HOTELS. IT'S FABULOUS. WHO'S  BUILDING THOSE? MOSTLY OUT OF TOWNERS.  WE'RE GOING TO GIVE ANOTHER ADVANTAGE  TO OUT OF TOWN COMPANIES BECAUSE  IF YOU PUT A PREFERENCE OR A MANDATE  IN PLACE WHEN YOU DON'T  HAVE THE APPRENTICESHIP PROGRAM  SET UP FOR ALL THESE TRADES YOU'RE  ASKING FOR, YOU'RE GOING TO GIVE  AN ADVANTAGE TO AN OUT OF TOWNER  WHO DOES HAVE THEM. THEY MAY HAVE  A STORE FRONT HERE. THEY MAY HAVE  PROGRAMS IN MICHIGAN, IN GAINESVILLE,  THEY MAY HAVE PROGRAMS IN ORLANDO.  WE DON'T HAVE THEM HERE. SOME OF  THE TRADES THAT ARE LISTED, BRICK  LAYER, CEMENT MASON, CARPENTER,  CONSTRUCTION CRAFT LABORER, FLOOR  LAYER, DRYWALL, PAINTER, PLASTERER,  ROOFER, THERE AREN'T ANY APPRENTICESHIP  PROGRAMS. BUT THEY COULD HAVE THEM  IN OTHER AREAS. SO I IMPLORE YOU  NOT TO PUT ANOTHER REQUIREMENT THAT  IS GOING TO COST OUR CONTRACTORS  MORE MONEY, MORE TIME. I HAVE A  FAMILY MEMBER WITH A SMALL CONSTRUCTION  COMPANY WITH FIVE EMPLOYEES. DOES  HE HAVE TO FIRE SOMEONE TO HIRE  AN APPRENTICE? THAT DOESN'T SEEM  RIGHT. HE SUPPORTED THOSE PEOPLE  ALL THE WAY THROUGH THE RECESSION.  THE GREAT RECESSION, WHATEVER WE'RE  CALLING IT. PLEASE LET'S NOT PUT  ANOTHER REQUIREMENT ON OUR CONTRACTORS.  THANK YOU.  

 THANK YOU, MRS. BISHOP. STACY  AND MARY BRUNO TO  FOLLOW.  

GOOD MORNING. "TEMPORARILY LIVE  AT 131 ARROWHEAD POINT ROAD  IN HAWTHORNE, FLORIDA. I FIND IT  SO COMMON IN POLITICS THAT PEOPLE  USE FACT THAT ARE BASED ON THEIR  OWN OPINIONS AND WE'VE HEARD A LOT  OF THAT OPINION-BASED FACT  HERE THIS MORNING. THERE ARE  OVER 156 REGISTERED APPRENTICESHIP  PROGRAMS IN THE THE STATE OF FLORIDA.  THIS IS NOT A UNION ISSUE. 57.7%  OF THEM ARE NONUNION  PROGRAMS. THIS IS AN EDUCATION ISSUE.  36 OF THOSE ARE LOCATED IN THE CENTRAL  FLORIDA REGION. THE COUNTIES BY  WHICH YOU APPLY YOUR  LOCAL PREFERENCE. THE IDEA THAT  VOLUSIA IS NOT PREPARED BECAUSE  THOSE TRADES ARE NOT REPRESENTED,  THE TRADES THAT ARE REPRESENTED  IN THIS AREA  ARE DIVERSE. THEY INCLUDE 12 ELECTRICAL  TRAINING PROGRAMS. THAT'S UNION  AND NONUNION, FIVE PLUMBING, FIVE  FOR HVAC AND FIVE FOR PIPE  FITTING. THERE ARE SPRINKLER FITTERS,  SHEET METAL, WEDDING, LABORERS,  BRICK LAYERS, MACHINISTS,  CARPENTERS, ELEVATOR OPERATORS,  OPERATOR ENGINEERS AND TELECOM.  THERE ARE EMPLOYERS IN THE STATE  OF FLORIDA THAT HAVE INVESTED  AND REGISTERED APPRENTICESHIP PROGRAMS.  THIS IS THE LIST OF THEM. THE DIFFERENT  PROGRAMS HAVE DIFFERENT PAY SCHEDULES  AND DIFFERENT WAYS TO PARTICIPATE  IN THEIR PROGRAMS. IN MANY CASES  THE COST OF THE EMPLOYER IS ONLY  EVEN REALIZED WHEN AN APPRENTICE  IS USED ON A SINGLE PROJECT. THIS  IDEA THEY HAVE TO HIRE AN APPRENTICE  AND KEEP THEM ON THEIR STAFF FOR  INFINITY, FOREVER, THAT'S NOT THE  CASE. THAT'S NOT HOW CONSTRUCTION  WORKS. AGAIN, IT'S FACT BASED  ON OPINION. ALSO, THOSE MEETINGS  WERE PUBLICLY NOTICED SO THE IDEA  THAT NOBODY WAS INVITED, I DIDN'T  GET A RED CARPET ROLLED OUT FOR  US OR ANY OTHER UNIONS. WE SAW THE  NOTICE ON THE WEBSITE AND WE SHOWED  UP AND WE GAVE OUR INPUT. THIS WAS  FIRST PUT BEFORE THE COUNCIL, THE  LAST COUNCIL IN APRIL 2012. IT'S  THE LAST TIME YOU ASKED FOR AN UPDATE  ON WHERE WE WERE AT. APRIL 2012,  THE IDEA THAT THIS HAS GONE ON FOR  TWO YEARS WITH NO ACTION, HOW MANY  APPRENTICES COULD HAVE WORKED ON  COUNTY PROJECTS SINCE THEN? AND  JUST TO GIVE YOU AN IDEA OF THE  KIND OF PROJECTS THAT WE'RE TALKING  ABOUT, THE DOCUMENT YOU HAVE IN  FRONT OF YOU DOES SAY 2500. WE LOWERED  THAT BASED ON CONCERNS THAT SOME  OF OUR UNION CONTRACTORS BROUGHT  UP IN  THAT WORKSHOP. HOWEVER, WE WHOLEHEARTEDLY  SUPPORT THE $100,000 CAP AND EVEN  RAISING THAT TO MATCH WHAT ST. LUCIE  DOES WHERE THEY'VE HAD NO LEGAL  CHALLENGES AND THEY RESTRICTED IT  TO FOUR COUNTIES WHERE MOST OF THE  APPRENTICESHIP PROGRAMS  ARE UNION. WE SUPPORT 300,000. THAT  MEANS YOU'RE NOT TALKING ABOUT THE  SMALL CONTRACTORS THAT ARE BIDDING  SERVICE WORK OR SMALL PROJECTS.  YOU'RE TALKING ABOUT THE LARGER  PROJECTS. SO IN THE LAST FIVE YEARS,  WHAT ARE WE REALLY LOOKING AT HERE?  IN THE LAST FIVE YEARS IF YOU USE  OUR ORIGINAL NUMBER, THE 100,000,  ONLY 36 CONTRACTS IN THIS COUNTY  HAVE RISEN TO THAT LEVEL. AND IF  YOU USE THE ST. LUCIE MODEL, THE  ONE THAT HASN'T BEEN LEGALLY CHALLENGED  SINCE IT'S BEEN IMPLEMENTED ONLY  21 CONTRACTS IN FIVE YEARS. SO IT'S  TIME TO PUT YOUR MONEY WHERE YOUR  MOUTH IS. THIS HAS GONE ON FOR TWO  YEARS. WE'RE ASKING FOR A REQUIREMENT  FOR SOME PROJECTS, NOT FOR EVERYBODY  THAT DOES WORK BUT FOR SOME PROJECTS  OF A CERTAIN SIZE TO  GIVE IT VALUE. THANK YOU.  

THANK YOU VERY  MUCH. MRS.  MARY BRUNO? AND  MR. WESTIN KENDRICK IS OUR LAST  SPEAKER. IF YOU HAVE ANYTHING TO  ADD, PLEASE TURN IN A YELLOW  SLIP.  

MARY BRUNO.  

YOU'RE RECOGNIZED.  

THANK YOU AGAIN. I'M HERE  AS THE ASSOCIATE VICE PRESIDENT  FOR WORK FORCE AND CONTINUING ED  AT DAYTONA STATE COLLEGE JUST TO  PROVIDE INFORMATION. I'M NOT FOR  OR AGAINST BECAUSE I LOVE MY UNION  AND MY NONUNION APPRENTICESHIP GUYS  AND GALS BUT WE HAVE  ACTUALLY FOUR APPRENTICESHIP PROGRAMS  AT DAYTONA  STATE COLLEGE. ONE NONUNION ELECTRIC  WHICH HAS 28 STUDENTS CURRENTLY  REGISTERED, ONE UNION ELECTRIC WHICH  CURRENTLY HAS 31 STUDENTS, THAT'S  ALL FOUR YEARS OF THEIR PROGRAM.  THEN WE HAVE OUR PLUMBING APPRENTICESHIP  PROGRAM WHICH IS DUE TO SUNSET IN  JULY. WE'RE WORKING ON TRYING TO  REINSTATE THAT RIGHT NOW WITH  THE UNION. BUT THEY HAVE SIX CURRENTLY  IN THAT. THOSE ARE THE ONLY APPRENTICESHIP  PROGRAMS THAT WE HAVE AT  DAYTONA STATE COLLEGE. AND A  CHILD CARE APPRENTICESHIP PROGRAM  WHICH PROBABLY ISN'T IMPACTED BY  N. I DON'T THINK THEY'LL DO MUCH  CONSTRUCTION EXCEPT WITH BLOCKS.  I JUST WANTED TO PROVIDE YOU  THAT INFORMATION. WE DO HAVE AIR  CONDITIONING, REFRIGERATION, MACHINERY  AND SOME OF THE OTHER WORK FORCE  PROGRAMS BUT THOSE ARE THE ONLY  APPRENTICESHIP PROGRAMS AND THE  ONLY ONES THAT ARE SUPPORTED THROUGH  OUR COLLEGE. SO THANK YOU VERY MUCH  FOR YOUR TIME.  

THANK YOU, MRS. BRUNO. MR. KENDRICK  AND WE HAVE ONE LAST, MR. EDWIN  PECULIAR, JR. TO -- EDWIN PECK,  JR. TO SPEAK.  

I LIVE IN DAYTONA, FLORIDA.  

YOU'RE RECOGNIZED, SIR.  

I'M THE PRESIDENT OF THE CENTRAL  FLORIDA BILL AND TRADES COUNCIL  AND ALSO BUSINESS MANAGER FOR THE  IRON WORKERS LOCAL UNION  ORLANDO. THERE'S SOME COMMENTS MADE  HERE TODAY ABOUT FEAR OF OUT OF  STATE CONTRACTORS COMING IN AND  COMPETING AGAINST OUR LOCAL CONTRACTORS  AND PUTTING THEM OUT  OF BUSINESS. WELL, WE HAVE AN OUT  OF STATE  CONTRACTOR AT DAYTONA RISING RIGHT  NOW. IT'S SUPERIOR RIGGING AND THEY'RE  BUILDING THE SUPER STRUCTURES TO  SUPPORT THE SEATING THERE. THEY  ARE FROM ATLANTA, GEORGIA BUT THEY  WON THAT JOB BY BEING THE LOW BIDDER  ON THAT JOB. THEY'RE USING LOCAL  IRON WORKERS ON THAT JOB. WE HAVE  120 IRON WORKERS. HOW OUR UNION  CONTRACTORS DO AROUND THE COUNTRY  IS THEY COME INTO AN AREA. THEY  BID THE JOB, LOW BID  GETS THE JOB AND THEY CALL  THE IRON HALLS  FOR APPRENTICES AND JOURNEY MEN.  SO WE HAVE ABOUT 40 APPRENTICES  NOW THAT ARE WORKING  ON THE DAYTONA RISING AND TWO NIEPTS  A WEEK THEY LEAVE 30 MINUTES FROM  WORK BECAUSE THEY'RE WORKING TEN  HOURS A DAY TO BE IN ORLANDO FOR  THAT TRAINING. IF WE HAD  SOMETHING ADOPTED LIKE ON THE FLOOR  HERE TODAY, WE WOULD LIKE TO  OPEN UP A APPRENTICESHIP TRAINING  IN VOLUSIA COUNTY. BOAT OF MY SONS  WENT TO SCHOOL HERE. BOTH OF THEM  WORK OUT OF THE COUNTY. IT'S JUST  NOT THAT MUCH OPPORTUNITY HERE.  I THINK WE NEED TO CREATE MORE OPPORTUNITY  SO OUR YOUNG PEOPLE DON'T LEAVE.  THE AMERICAN WELLNESS SOCIETY SAYS  WE'RE GOING TO BE ONE MILLION SHORT  OF CERTIFIED WELDERS IN TEN YEARS  DUE TO THE WELDERS RETIRING. I'M  AT THE BOTTOM OF THE BABY BOOMERS  AND I'M ABOUT THREE OR FOUR YEARS  FROM RETIREMENT. SO I ASK THAT YOU  VOTE YES ON THIS TODAY. THANK YOU,  SIR.  

THANK YOU, MR. KENDRICK. MR.  PECK, YOU'RE  UP, SIR. NAME AND ADDRESS  AND  YOU'RE RECOGNIZED.  

EDWIN PECK, 2430 SOUTH ATLANTIC,  DAYTONA BEACH SHORES, FLORIDA. PECK  AND  ASSOCIATES CONSTRUCTION CONSTRUCTION.  

I LIKE TO LOOK AT THE OVERALL  PICTURE, NOT JUST THE APPRENTICESHIP  PROGRAM. LET'S LOOK AT THE OVERALL  PICTURE OF WHAT'S  GOING ON IN VOLUSIA COUNTY. THE  OUTLOOK IS BETTER BUT CURRENTLY  IT'S IN VERY POOR CONDITION. YOUR  OWN QUARTERLY REPORT, ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT  REPORT THAT COMES OUT, THE CURRENT  ONE, SHOWS THAT THE FOURTH  QUARTER OF 2013 OVER A  THREE-MONTH PERIOD IN VOLUSIA COUNTY,  THERE WERE 12  COMMERCIAL PERMITS  ISSUED TOTALING 13.8 MILLION. ONE  PERMIT WAS 7.1 MILLION TO THE HOSPITAL  IN DeLAND. SO THAT  LEAVES 6.7 MILLION WORTH OF COMMERCIAL  WORK FOR APPROXIMATELY 100  CONTRACTORS OVER A THREE-MONTH TIME  PERIOD. WE CAN'T SURVIVE ON THAT.  THE FUTURE LOOKS A LITTLE BIT BRIGHTER.  IF YOU LOOK AT ARTICLES IN THE NEWSROOM  AND I'VE GOT QUITE A FEW OF THEM  HERE, THERE'S APPROXIMATELY $1.2  BILLION WORTH OF WORK EITHER UNDER  WAY OR BEING PLANNED FOR THE NEXT  FOUR, FIVE YEARS FOR HERE IN  VOLUSIA COUNTY. I'M PROJECTING THAT  ONLY ABOUT 10% OF THAT WILL  BE GOING TO LOCAL CONTRACTORS  AND LOCAL SUBCONTRACTORS. THE TREND  IS OUT OF TOWN CONTRACTORS,  OUT OF TOWN STAFF, AND  LIKE PREVIOUS PEOPLE HAVE SAID,  THE SUPPORT HAS BEEN TO OUT  OF TOWN SUBCONTRACTORS COMING IN  AND HIRING OUR EMPLOYEES AWAY FROM  THE SUBCONTRACTORS THAT WE CURRENTLY  HAVE. AN EXAMPLE OF THAT  IS THE SPEEDWAY'S $400 MILLION PROJECT.  BY THEIR OWN ADMISSION, ONLY $35  MILLION OF THE $400 MILLION WENT  TO LOCAL CONTRACTORS. OF THAT,  MOST OF THAT WAS MATERIAL  SUPPLIES LIKE CONCRETE. PART OF  THE PROBLEM IS THE STATE, THE COUNTY,  AND THE CITIES. THEY GRANT  MILLIONS OF DOLLARS TO THESE DEVELOPERS  WITH NO REQUIREMENT THAT THEY USE  ANY LOCAL CONTRACTORS OR  ANY LOCAL SUBCONTRACTORS. NOW YOU  WANT TO BURDEN US WITH MORE REGULATION  AND MORE  REQUIREMENTS. THERE ARE  APPROXIMATELY 25 LISTED TRADES BEFORE  YOU ON THE SHEET THAT'S BEEN  GIVEN TO YOU. OF THOSE 25, MOST  OF THEM DO NOT EVEN HAVE  APPRENTICESHIP PROGRAMS AS WE SPEAK  TODAY. IN THE  PROPOSED REQUIREMENT REGULATION,  WE WOULD BE GIVEN MORE PERCENTAGE  OF BID PREFERENCE. QUITE FRANKLY,  THE BID PREFERENCE IN VOLUSIA COUNTY  IS A JOKE. IT SHOULD BE AN EMBARRASSMENT  TO YOU. LET ME GIVE YOU AN  EXAMPLE THERE. CURRENTLY UNDER THE  ORDINANCE, YOU CAN HAVE YOUR  HOME-BASED COMPANY IN CANADA. YOU  CAN HAVE A STORE FRONT OPERATION  IN ORLANDO. YOU CAN BID ON  VOLUSIA COUNTY WORK, AND IF YOU'RE  THE LOW BID, YOU GET EXACTLY THE  SAME LOCAL BID PREFERENCE AS I DO  OR ANYONE ELSE THAT LIVES IN VOLUSIA  COUNTY. THAT'S NOT RIGHT.  

IF YOU COULD CLOSE.  

TWO MORE COMMENTS. VOLUSIA COUNTY  NEEDS TO START SUPPORTING THE LOCAL  TAX PAYING COMMERCIAL  CONSTRUCTION INDUSTRY. WE GIVE MILLIONS  OF DOLLARS TO DEVELOPERS. WE NEED  TO START REQUIRING THAT THEY USE  LOCALS. AND YOU DO NOT NEED TO PUT  AN ADDITIONAL REQUIREMENT ON US  THAT WE HAVE MORE REGULATIONS IN  ORDER TO TRY TO BID ON WORK IN OUR  OWN HOMETOWN VOLUSIA COUNTY. THANK  YOU.  

THANK YOU, MR.  PECK. WE'RE GOING TO CLOSE PARTICIPATION.  COME BACK TO THE  COUNCIL. THIS IS  A  PREFERENCE REGARDING -- IT  REALLY ISN'T OUR  LOCAL PREVIOUS -- PREFERENCE CONTRACT  THAT WE'RE TALKING ABOUT HERE AS  IT APPLIES TO THE APPRENTICE  PROGRAM. COUNCIL,  YOUR PLEASURE. MR. DANIELLES,  YOU'RE -- MR. DANIELS, YOU'RE UP  FIRST.  

MR. CHAIRMAN, I'M GOING TO REQUEST  YOU SPEAK FIRST. YOU ARE IN THE  LEGISLATURE. YOU WERE ON THE COMMITTEE  THAT OVERSAW APPRENTICESHIP PROGRAMS.  I WANT TO HEAR WHAT YOU THINK.  

I WAS GOING TO SAVE MY COMMENTS  FOR LAST BUT I WILL SPEAK ON IT.  IT WAS ABOUT TEN YEARS AGO I CHAIRED  THE WORK  FORCE. , COMMUNITY COLLEGE AND WORK  FORCE PROGRAM. IT'S WHEN I FIRST  BECAME VERY AWARE OF THE APPRENTICESHIP  PROGRAMS IN THE  STATE OF FLORIDA  FLORIDA. AND REALLY FELT VERY STRONGLY  ABOUT THEIR PRESENCE AND WHAT THEY  OFFERED TO  THE YOUTH. I SPENT QUITE A BIT OVER  IN ORLANDO VISITING THE IRON WORKERS  PROGRAM. STEVE PARKER WAS THE BUSINESS  AGENT OVER THERE. AND I GOT  FIRSTHAND KNOWLEDGE OF WHAT WAS  GOING ON. I WAS VERY IMPRESSED WITH  THE OPERATION THEY HAD. MR. PARKER  HAS GONE ON TO BIGGER AND BETTER  THINGS IN HIS LIFE. BUT THEY STILL  HAVE A VERY, VERY GOOD PROGRAM.  I SAW YOUNG PEOPLE THAT  HAD SOME PROBLEMS, PERSONAL PROBLEMS  IN THEIR LIVES THAT REALLY TURNED  AROUND. AS A MATTER OF FACT, NATIONALLY,  ONE OF THEIR GUYS ENDED UP AS  THE NUMBER ONE APPRENTICE WORKER  OF THE YEAR. SO IT  WAS QUITE SURPRISING. I'VE SEEN  LEGISLATION THAT WENT THROUGH THE  HOUSE. I DON'T KNOW WHERE IT IS  IN THE SENATE BUT IT IS GOING TO  OPEN UP THE CONCEPT OF TECHNICAL  COLLEGES WHICH IS A CONCEPT THAT  I PUSHED FOR TWO YEARS SO THAT  WE COULD SOMEHOW IN THE  NORTH, NORTHERN STATES, THEY HAVE  TECHNICAL COLLEGES AND PARENTS ARE  VERY HAPPY TO SEND THEIR CHILDREN,  THEIR YOUTH TO A TECHNICAL COLLEGE  BECAUSE THEY'RE GOING TO  COLLEGE. BUT THEY'RE GOING  TO A TECHNICAL CENTER WASN'T VERY  APPEALING TO THEM. GEORGIA WHEN  IT WENT TO THE TECHNICAL COLLEGE  CONCEPT LITERALLY DOUBLED THEIR  STUDENT POPULATION IN A YEAR BY  GOING TO THE TECHNICAL COLLEGE CONCEPT  OFFERING AN ASSOCIATE'S DEGREE IN  VARIOUS TECHNICAL PROGRAMS AS OPPOSED  TO JUST A CERTIFICATE. I KNOW LAKE  COUNTY HAS A VERY GOOD TECHNICAL  CENTER PROJECT. I HOPE THE CURRENT  LEGISLATION GETS PASSED BECAUSE  I THINK IT'S SOMETHING THAT'S  NEEDED  IN FLORIDA. I SUPPORT  BOTH UNION  AND NONUNION APPRENTICESHIP PROGRAMS.  THAT WAS A BIG THING MANY, MANY  YEARS AGO. MANY PEOPLE THAT ARE  -- WE'RE GOING BACK CENTURIES WITH  THE APPRENTICESHIP PROGRAM. THAT  WAS SOMETHING THAT EVERYBODY WENT  THROUGH. YOU INDENTURED YOURSELF  FOR SEVERAL YEARS. YOU LOOK AT BEN  FRANKLIN AND WHERE HE ENDED UP IN  THIS COUNTRY. I THINK LAWYERS  BASICALLY YEARS AGO WERE KIND OF  AN APPRENTICE PROGRAM WORKING WITH  A LAWYER FOR YEARS BEFORE THEY COULD  ACTUALLY GO OUT AND  PRACTICE. I'M HOPING THAT WE CAN  COME TO SOMETHING THAT IS  GOING TO BE  USEFUL FOR EVERYBODY HERE. I'M  STRUGGLING WITH THE MANDATE. I REALLY  AM. AND I THINK ALL WE'RE REALLY  TALKING ABOUT IS COUNTY CONTRACTS.  WE'RE NOT TALKING ABOUT CONTRACTS  FROM PRIVATE BUSINESS, IF I  UNDERSTAND THAT CORRECTLY. SO  THAT'S PRETTY MUCH MY TAKE AT THIS  POINT. MR. DANIELS, YOU HAVE ANYTHING  TO ADD? IF NOT, I'LL  GO STRAIGHT TO MR. DENYS.  

I THINK MR. PECK'S COMMENTS ARE  WELL TAKEN ON THE PREFERENCE. I  THINK THAT WE NEED TO DO SOMETHING  ABOUT THAT. BECAUSE I  WAS TALKING  TO RR ROOFING, NEAL SAMUELS. HE  GOT OUT ON A COURTHOUSE PROJECT  BY A COMPANY FROM CANADA THAT HAD  A STORE FRONT IN ORLANDO. THIS IS  A COMPANY THAT WOULD NOT HAVE BEEN  CONSIDERED LOCAL UNDER  ORLANDO'S PREFERENCE ORDINANCE.  BUT IT WAS UNDER OURS. THAT'S  CRAZY. THAT IS ABSOLUTELY CRAZY.  WE REALLY DO NEED TO REVISIT THAT.  IT'S VERY IMPORTANT THAT WE DO IT.  

MR. DANIELS, COULD WE STICK TO  THE APPRENTICESHIP PROGRAM. I UNDERSTAND  WHAT YOU'RE SAYING.  

I JUST WANT TO GET THAT OUT THERE  BECAUSE IT WAS BROUGHT UP. GETTING  TO THE APPRENTICESHIP PROGRAM IN  GENERAL, I THINK IT'S VERY IMPORTANT  THAT WE BEGIN TO  PROVIDE AVENUES FOR PROGRESS FOR  YOUNG PEOPLE IN VOLUSIA COUNTY.  IT IS CRITICALLY IMPORTANT. WE DON'T  HAVE VERY MANY. I  WAS IN A RESTAURANT AND THE GUY  THAT WAS THE -- THE WAITER WAS SO  EXCITED BECAUSE HE HAD GOTTEN A  JOB AT MCDONALD'S, AND HE WAS GOING  TO GET HEALTH INSURANCE. NOW, THAT  IS PATHETIC. THAT IS  ABSOLUTELY PATHETIC. IF THE TOP  OF OUR CAREER CHAIN IS GETTING A  JOB AT MCDONALD'S, THAT IS TRULY  SAD. WE NEED TO DO A LOT  BETTER THAN THAT. AND YOU CAN DO  IT IN THE CONSTRUCTION INDUSTRY.  IF YOU GET INTO THE CONSTRUCTION  INDUSTRY, YOU LEARN THE TRADE. YOU  BECOME A COMPETENT APPRENTICE, YOU  CAN REALLY MAKE A LIVING WAGE. YOU  CAN EARN A WAGE  WHERE YOU CAN SUPPORT A FAMILY AND  BECOME AN INTEGRAL PART OF THE COMMUNITY.  THAT'S WHAT WE NEED TO BE DOING.  I UNDERSTAND THAT THE PROPOSAL --  I KNOW THERE ARE SOME APPRENTICESHIP  PROGRAMS THAT WE DON'T HAVE BUT  UNDERSTAND THAT PART OF THE PROPOSAL  WAS A WAIVER IF APPRENTICESHIP  PROGRAMS DID NOT EXIST. SO THAT  SHOULD TAKE CARE  OF THAT PROBLEM. MOST OF THEM ARE  -- THERE SEEM TO BE A LOT OF THEM  IN THE STATE OF FLORIDA. MOST OF  THEM  ARE NONUNION. IT IS THE SORT  OF THING THAT WE NEED TO DO  TO BEGIN TO MOVE THE COMMUNITY FORWARD  TO BEGIN TO PROVIDE OPPORTUNITY  FOR OUR CHILDREN. AND I  SUPPORT IT. I DO THINK THAT IT OUGHT  TO BE MANDATORY RATHER  THAN JUST  A PREFERENCE. AND PERHAPS THE DOLLAR  FIGURE OUGHT TO  BE RAISED BECAUSE 2,500 WHICH  I UNDERSTAND IS THE CURRENT ONE  SOUNDS RATHER LOW TO ME. THAT COULD  BE A VERY SMALL JOB WHERE AN APPRENTICE  JUST WOULD NOT  BE NECESSARY. THANK  YOU.  

THANK YOU. MS. DENYS.  

THANK YOU, MR. CHAIR. JUST BEFORE  I DIGRESS AND YOU TELL ME NOT TO  TALK ABOUT IT ANYMORE, I AGREE WITH  COUNCILMAN DANIELS ON LOOKING AT  THE LOCAL PREFERENCE REQUIREMENTS.  WE CAN SHOOT HOLES RIGHT THROUGH  THIS THING AND MR. PECK STATED IT  VERY ACCURATELY. GOING FORWARD TO  THE APPRENTICESHIP PROGRAM,  VERY SOME QUESTIONS. FIRST OF ALL  THE MEETING THAT WE HAD  -- THAT WAS HAD NOVEMBER  18, AT THAT MEETING  THERE WERE 15 PEOPLE WHERE THIS  WAS CRAFTED. YOU KNOW WHERE I'M  GOING TO GO WITH THIS. OF  THE 15 THAT WERE THERE, EIGHT WERE  UNION, ONE FROM THE WORK FORCE BOARD,  FIVE REPRESENTED THE  ELECTRICAL COMPANIES. NOBODY FROM  THE BUILDERS ASSOCIATION. NOBODY  FROM THE PLUMMERS AND  PIPE FITTERS. -- PLUMBERS AND PIPE  FITTERS. THERE ARE INDEED 25 TRADES.  THERE WAS ONLY ONE REPRESENTED  AT THAT MEETING. THERE'S REASON  BECAUSE THE EDUCATION THAT OUR ELECTRICAL  OFFICE INCLUDING GILES ELECTRIC  WHICH DOES A WONDERFUL JOB WITH  PRIVATE INDUSTRY, WORKING WITH UNIONS  AND WITH APPRENTICES AND YOU'RE  PROBABLY -- AS WELL AS OTHER CONTRACTORS  A MODEL TO THIS APPROACH. AND BECAUSE  OF THAT, I'M LISTENING EVEN STRONG  WE ARE A GENTLEMAN -- WHEN A GENTLEMAN  SUCH AS THAT SAYS, I WAS FOR IT  BEFORE I WAS AGAINST IT BECAUSE  ONCE YOU START LOOKING AT  THE TOTAL RAMIFICATIONS BECAUSE  GOOD INTENTIONS CAN CREATE  BAD POLICY. AND AS POLICYMAKERS,  MY CONCERN IS WE'RE GOING TO  BE OUTSOURCING WORKERS. IT'S MY  UNDERSTANDING THAT SHOULD THIS PASS,  95% OF OUR CONTRACTORS  WOULD NOT QUALIFY TO  BID ON JOBS IN  VOLUSIA COUNTY. IS THAT AN ACCURATE  ASSUMPTION?  

THAT WOULD BE CLOSE.  

IF WE PASS THIS, 95% OF THE CURRENT  CONTRACTORS WOULD NOT QUALIFY TO  DO BUSINESS WITH VOLUSIA COUNTY.  

THE BEST WE CAN TELL AND WHEN  I SAY THAT, WE'RE LOOKING AT THE  NUMBER OF REGISTERED VOLUSIA  COUNTY VENDORS THAT WE CURRENTLY  HAVE IN OUR SYSTEM. THAT DOESN'T  INCLUDE ANYBODY THAT HASN'T ALREADY  REGISTERED UNDER ONE OF THE TRADE  COMMODITIES WITH THE COUNTY.  

 THAT WAS MRS. JENNINGS SPEAKING.  

LET'S TALK ABOUT ST. LUCIE COUNTY  BECAUSE I THINK -- I WANT TO BE  REALLY ACCURATE ON THAT BECAUSE  THEY HAVE HAD AND ARE HAVING A  PROBLEM BIDDING CONTRACTORS AND  REJECTING THEM COMPLETELY IN THE  PROCESS TO REDO THEM BECAUSE OF  THEIR POLICIES. IS THAT AN ACCURATE  STATEMENT?  

THAT IS ACCURATE. IT IS TRUE  THEY HAVE NOT HAD ANY LEGAL CHALLENGES  BUT THEY HAVE  HAD  A PROTEST. THE HISTORY  THERE, ASTAYED IN CONTACT WITH ST.  LUCIE COUNTY FOLLOWING. THERE WAS  -- LAKE WORTH ALSO HAD ONE BUT  THEY CANCELED IT. THEY TOOK IT OUT  OF THEIR PURCHASING CODE BACK IN  NOVEMBER AS UNMANAGEABLE. SO THE  ONLY ONE I'VE BEEN ABLE TO KIND  OF FOLLOW IS ST. LUCIE COUNTY. AND  I THINK THE BEST THING TO READ IS  THE E-MAIL THAT I RECEIVED  FROM DESIREE. HI, GENTLEMAN FINAL,  THERE'S BEEN NO CHANGE. THE QUESTION  WAS HAVE YOU HAD ANY CHANGES? CAN  YOU GIVE ME AN UPDATE ON HOW IT'S  WORKING IN ST. LUCIE COUNTY. THERE'S  BEEN NO CHANGE IN OUR PROGRAM. SO  FAR WE HAVE AWARDED ONE BID  THAT INCLUDED THE APPRENTICESHIP  PROGRAM. WE REJECTED ONE BID BECAUSE  THE LOW BIDDER DID NOT INCLUDE THE  APPRENTICESHIP REQUIREMENT IN THEIR  BID. THE OTHER BIDS RECEIVED WERE  OVERBUDGET. THE LOW BIDDER WAS NOT  HAPPY WITH THE DECISION TO REJECT  HIS BID BUT THE COMMISSION  APPROVED THE PRERN ADVERTISESHIP  REQUIREMENT -- EXCUSE ME, REJECTION.  WE HAVE SINCE WENT BACK OUT TO BID  FOR THIS PROJECT AND THE LOW BIDDER  DID INCLUDE THE APPRENTICESHIP REQUIREMENT  THIS TIME AROUND BUT WAS  APPROXIMATELY $9,000 HIGHER THAN  HIS PREVIOUS BID AWARD. THE REBID  HAS NOT BEEN BACK BEFORE THE BOARD  OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS FOR APPROVAL  YET, BUT IT WILL BE GOING SOON  FOR AWARD. DESIREE. AND THOSE ARE  THE ONES THAT THEY HAVE  BEEN ABLE TO  MOVE  FORWARD WITH.  

THEY HAVE REJECTED A COMPLETE  CONTRACT, HAVE THEY NOT, DURING  THIS PROCESS?  

THEY HAVE REJECTED THE BID. BASICALLY  THAT'S THE ISSUE SHE'S HAVING. PEOPLE  WOULD SUBMIT A BID WITH NO APPRENTICES  THERE AND THEY WOULD START THE PROCESS  OVER. I KNOW THAT ONE OF THE QUESTIONS  THAT CAME OUT WAS, WELL, IF YOU  PUT THE REQUIREMENT OUT THERE AND  NOBODY HAS IT, THEN  YOU MOVE FORWARD WITH AWARDING IT  TO THE LOW BIDDER EXCEPT THAT YOU  HAVE MADE IT A REQUIREMENT IN YOUR  BID SUBMITTAL ON THE FRONT END AND  YOU HAVE EXCLUDED ANYONE WHO MIGHT  HAVE WANTED TO BID SO KIND OF  CHANGING  THE SPECIFICATIONS MIDSTREAM, IT  WOULD REALLY CAUSE A PROBLEM IN  THE INTEGRITY OF  THE SOLICITATION  PROCESS.  

UNDER --  UNDERMINING THIS WHOLE PREMISE,  FLORIDA IS A RIGHT TO WORK STATE.  IF WE IMPLEMENT SOMETHING LIKE THIS,  WE COULD HAVE A CHALLENGE AND I  THINK STAFF PUT THAT  IN THE ADDENDUM THAT WE RECEIVED,  THE LEGAL QUESTION IN REGARDS TO  FLORIDA STATUTE 2K 55.20  WHICH CALLS FOR OPEN COMPETITIVE  BIDDING. I  DON'T KNOW WHY -- HERE'S  MY CONCERN. BECAUSE I UNDERSTAND.  THE EDUCATIONAL PIECE I UNDERSTAND  IT. WE ALL WANT GOOD WAGES FOR ALL  OF OUR CITIZENS. BUT  WHAT'S NOT BEING SAID IS IF SOMETHING  LIKE THIS IS  IMPLEMENTED, OUR CURRENT EXISTING  CONTRACTORS AND WORKERS AND FAMILY  THAT HAVE BEEN WORKING IN VOLUSIA  COUNTY SOME GENERATIONS FOR  YEARS, FOR YEARS, WHY  WOULD WE PUT THEM AT A  DISADVANTAGE NOW WHEN THE ECONOMY  IS RETURNING AND WE'RE DOING EVERYTHING  WE CAN TO KEEP LOCAL BUSINESSES  HERE AND CREATE BUSINESS  INCENTIVES FOR CURRENT BUSINESSES?  WE'RE LOOKING AT  BUSINESS INCENTIVES. WHY  WOULD WE DEINCENTIVISE CURRENT BUSINESSES  HERE IN SOL RUSH YA. AIM  STRUGGLING -- VOLUSIA. I'M STRUGGLING  WITH THIS. THE ELECTRICAL TRADES  ARE DOING A WONDERFUL JOB WITH THEIR  APPRENTICESHIP PROGRAM AND THEY  HAVE A VERY GOOD TRAINING PROGRAM.  I WENT OVER AND TOURED IT. IT'S  VERY SUCCESSFUL. BUT THIS WILL HURT  LOCAL CONTRACTORS AND WE WILL BE  OUTSOURCING. WE WILL BE OUTSOURCING  TO  OTHER COUNTIES AND BIGGER UNION  COMPANIES. WE ABSOLUTELY WILL. THIS  WILL RAISE THE PRICES AND IT WILL  DRIVE BUSINESS TO OTHER  COUNTIES. IT ABSOLUTELY WILL. WHAT'S  INTERESTING, TOO, THINGS HAVE  CHANGED. THEY'RE CHANGING  VERY QUICKLY. ANDED TRAIN -- AND  THE TRAINING ON THE JOB IS NOT JUST  TRADE SPECIFIC BUT  IT'S PRODUCT SPECIFIC. AND I DON'T  -- I'M GOING TO GET OUT IN THE WEEDS  HERE BECAUSE I DON'T KNOW THAT MUCH  ABOUT YOUR PARTICULAR TRADES BUT  HOWEVER WE KNOW DEPENDING ON THE  MODEL OF THE PRODUCT THAT THEY'RE  USING DOESN'T MATTER WHAT TRAINING  PROGRAM THEY'RE IN. THEY NEED THE  MANUFACTURER REP FROM THAT CORPORATION,  FROM THAT PRODUCT LINE TO BE THERE  FOR THE INSTALL. SO THE  DETAIL SOMETIMES IS ON THE JOB TRAINING  THAT DOESN'T COME IN THE APPRENTICESHIP  TRAINING. IT COMES VERY SPECIFIC  TO THE TRADE, TO THE PRODUCT, TO  THE JOB APPLICATION AND  THE SKILLSET THEREFORE. SO I'M NOT  GOING -- I'M JUST NOT GOING TO  SUPPORT IT. I THINK IT'S BAD FOR  OUR LOCAL BUSINESSES. I THINK IT  PUTS US AT  A DISADVANTAGE COMPETITIVELY. AND  I JUST -- ESPECIALLY AT THIS TIME  IN A RIGHT TO WORK STATE, I THINK  THIS IS JUST -- THIS IS GOOD INTENTIONS  BUT BAD  POLICY.  

THANK YOU. MS. NORTHEY, YOU'RE  RECOGNIZED.  

THANK YOU. MR. ECKERT, COULD  I JUST HAVE A WORD FROM YOU. THERE  WERE COMMENTS MADE ABOUT OUR PREFERENCE  ORDINANCE, THAT IT NOT -- IT  NOT BEING ENFORCED. DOESN'T THE  ORDINANCE MAKE THAT LEGALLY ENFORCEABLE?  AND HAVEN'T WE USED THAT ORDINANCE  IN THAT WAY?  

IT IS PART -- JEANINE JENNINGS.  

IT'S NOT JUST AN IDEA. I MEAN,  WE ACTUALLY ENFORCE IT, CORRECT?  

IT IS PART OF THE -- OF YOUR  BID PACKAGE. IT IS PART OF BEING  RESPONSIVE TO A BID. AND THERE ARE  FORMS THAT YOU FILL OUT AND WE HAVE  THROWN PEOPLE OUT THAT DO NOT SUBMIT  ALL THE PROBLEM FORMS SHOWING  THAT INDEED THAT, YOU KNOW, THEY  MEET THAT REQUIREMENT. SO IT IS  NOT DIFFERENT THAN NOT SUPPORTING  ANOTHER CRUCIAL PART OF A BID.  

MS. NORTHEY, I NEED TO ADD SOMETHING  HERE. A  COUPLE OF  THINGS.  

YOU'RE RECOGNIZED.  

I DON'T WANT TO USE  THAT PERCENT. WHAT WE'RE SURE OF  IS A SIGNIFICANT PORTION, A MAJORITY  OF THE VENDORS WE DEAL WITH WOULD  BE AT THIS POINT IF IT'S A  MANDATE, WOULD QUALIFY. SO MAKE  THAT CLEAR. I DON'T WANT PEOPLE  TO THINK THAT WE HAVE A SPECIFIC  NUMBER. WE DON'T. WHAT YOU'RE GETTING  AT AND THIS HAS A LOT TO DO WITH  THE OLD COUNCIL IN TERMS OF HOW  WE ADOPTED -- SPENT A LOT OF TIME,  A WHOLE LOT OF TIME AND A LOT OF  RESEARCH AND A LOT OF COMPROMISE  BETWEEN THE COUNCIL MEMBERS. SO  IT DIDN'T HAPPEN OVERNIGHT AND IT  WASN'T RUSHED AND IT WAS A WHOLE  LOT OF IDEAS WHAT WE CAME UP WITH.  WOULD YOU'RE GETTING TO IS A COUPLE  OF ISSUES. ONE IS THE WHOLE ISSUE  -- YOU OF ALL PEOPLE UNDERSTAND  THIS BETTER THAN MOST IS THE ISSUE  ABOUT IF WE MAKE IT JUST PURELY  VOLUSIA COUNTY, DO WE DISADVANTAGE  ALL THE PEOPLE THAT ARE GOING TO  WORK IN ORANGE COUNTY WHICH WOULD  USE IT AGAINST US. NUMBER TWO--  

OR FOR BUSINESSES IN ORANGE COUNTY  THAT BID ON CONTRACTS AND HIRE  VOLUSIA COUNTY RESIDENTS. THAT NEEDS  TO BE SAID.  

WE CAN REVISIT THIS AGAIN IF  YOU WANT BUT THIS WAS NOT A SMALL  THING. THE OTHER THING THAT I THINK  THAT WAS BROUGHT UP THIS MORNING  WAS THE ISSUE -- AND THIS IS A VERY  DIFFICULT IRK TO DEAL WITH -- ISSUE  TO DEAL WITH. IT'S WHERE  YOUR HEADQUARTERS ARE FOR YOUR OFFICE.  THAT IS VERY HARD TO DEFINE. WHEN  PEOPLE SAY THEY OPEN UP A STORE  FRONT, THEN THAT MEANS THAT I GUESS  HOW DO I VALUE IF  STAPLES BIDS SOMETHING BECAUSE THEIR  CORPORATE HEADQUARTERS ARE FOR ALL  I KNOW IN MASSACHUSETTS. THE POINT  WAS IT IS -- HERE'S WHAT WE HAVE  A DIFFICULT TIME DOING. ALL THIS  SOUNDS WONDERFUL UNTIL YOU HAVE  TO IMPLEMENT IT AND YOU HAVE TO  HOLD PEOPLE ACCOUNTABLE AND YOU  WANT A VERY CLEAR BIDDING PROCESS  THAT PEOPLE UNDERSTAND AND RESPECT.  THESE ARE NOT SMALL ISSUES TO THE  PEOPLE THAT BID. IF  WE WANT TO REVISIT THIS, I WOULD  BE GLAD TO DO IT. THERE ARE IMPLICATIONS  TO THAT BUT THIS WAS WELL THOUGHT  OUT AND IT HAS WORKED. AND QUITE  FRANKLY I THINK FOR THOSE COUNCIL  MEMBERS THAT WENT THROUGH THAT PROCESS,  I THINK SO FAR HAVE BEEN PRETTY  HAPPY THAT IT'S WORKED PRETTY WELL.  AND IT NEVER SATISFIES WHAT EVERYBODY  WANTS. AND THERE ARE PEOPLE THAT  WANT IT TO JUST BE VOLUSIA COUNTY  BUT THERE ARE A LOT OF PEOPLE IN  THIS COUNTY THAT WOULD GET HURT  BY THAT. THAT'S WHY THE COUNCIL  DID WHAT THEY DID. WE CAN TRY TO  REVISIT IF YOU WANT WHERE THE MAIN  OFFICE IS BUT THAT BECOMES VERY  DIFFICULT IF NOT IMPOSSIBLE FOR  US TO MANAGE AND SUSTAIN A  CHALLENGE WHICH PEOPLE WILL DO IF  THEY FEEL THEY ARE GRIEVED.  

MS. NORTHEY, DID YOU HAVE A LEGAL  ISSUE YOU WERE DIRECTING TO MR.  ECKERT?  

I BELIEVE I GOT THAT ANSWERED.  MR. ECKERT, WOULD YOU WANT TO COMMENT  ON  THAT AS WELL?  

COUNCIL MEMBER NORTHEY, BEING  COUNTY ATTORNEY, THERE'S --  THE ORLDZ  -- THE ORDINANCE YOU HAVE  IS--  

AN ORDINANCE  FOR PREFERENCE ON APPRENTICESHIP  WOULD BE AS EQUALLY ENFORCEABLE.  IS THAT AN ACCURATE STATEMENT?  

Reporter: WELL, THERE'S  --  NOT NECESSARILY. THERE IS --  THERE'S A STATUTE WHICH -- THEY'RE  SETTING ASIDE OTHER POTENTIAL  FEDERAL CONSTITUTIONAL CLAIMS. THERE'S  NO CASE WHICH WOULD VOID IT ON THAT  BASIS AT THIS POINT.  

LET ME JUST STOP YOU RIGHT THERE  AND ASK YOU TO EXPAND ON TAKE  BECAUSE I UNDERSTAND UNDER  FEDERAL GUIDELINES, MONEY -- IF  WE GET MONEY -- FEDERAL MONEY FOR  A PROJECT, THAT THAT CHANGES  EVERYTHING.  

IT WOULD.  

SUCH AS THE VETERANS BRIDGE WHICH  IS WHOLLY FUNDED BY FEDERAL DOLLARS.  

THAT WOULD LIMIT THE CLASS --  THAT MIGHT APPLY TO  US. THE FLORIDA CONSTITUTIONAL ISSUE  BECOMES A QUESTION OF WHETHER OR  NOT WE HAVE LOCAL -- POWER OF  LOCAL SELF-GOVERNMENT TO ENACT THIS  ORDINANCE.  

IT SEEMS LIKE WE'RE HAVING LESS  AND LESS OF THAT AS  TALLAHASSEE--  

YES, MA'AM. THERE'S NOT A REQUIREMENT  IN FLORIDA TO -- THERE'S NOT A GENERAL  REQUIREMENT FOR PURCHASING REGULATIONS.  THERE IS AN OBLIGATION TO FOLLOW  THOSE THAT YOU HAVE. THE STATUTE  WHICH WAS  REFERRED TO EARLIER REQUIRES  FOR CONSTRUCTION CONTRACTS OF I  THINK OVER  $300,000 THAT THE -- IT WOULD BE  AWARDED TO A  LOW BIDDER. I'M PARAPHRASING. IT  SAYING FOR HEREIN SHALL  PRECLUDE LOCAL  PREFERENCES OR  DBE PROGRAMS. SO IT LEAVES OPEN  THE QUESTION OF WHETHER OR NOT  THE LEGISLATURE HAS  AUTHORIZED A PREFERENCE OF  THE TYPE THAT'S BEING PROPOSED.  THERE'S NO CASE LAW ON THIS  BUT THERE COULD  BE A CHALLENGE AND YOU'D HAVE TO  ENCOUNTER THAT AND DEAL  WITH IT IF THERE COMES FORTH SUCH  A CHALLENGE. APPARENTLY THERE'S  NOT BEEN TO ST. LUCIE'S ORDINANCE.  IT IS A CAUTION THAT WE HAVE TO  SAY TO YOU THERE IS A POTENTIAL  BASIS FOR  CHALLENGE ON THAT. AND IF OUR ORDINANCE  WERE TO BE FOUND INVALID, THEN YOU  COULD END UP PAYING  DAMAGES TO AN AGGRIEVED  BITTER WHO OTHERWISE  WOULD HAVE BEEN -- ACQUIRED THE  CONTRACT. SO IT'S NOT A CLEAR PLAYING  FIELD. I'M NOT SAYING THERE AREN'T  ARGUMENTS TO SUPPORT THE ENACTMENT  OF THE ORDINANCE. THE  STATUTE IS AWKWARDLY WORDED. WE  WOULD ARGUE THAT IT'S NOT PREEMPTIVE  IF THE COUNCIL CHOOSES TO DO THIS  BUT JUST TO CAUTION THAT YOU COULD  ENCOUNTER THAT BECAUSE I THINK WE  WOULD BE REMISS  TO SAY--  

BUT YOUR LEGAL ADVICE HERE WOULD  BE THE SAME -- WOULD IT BE -- WOULD  IT BE THE SAME  FOR A MANDATORY AS IT IS --  BECAUSE WE'RE TALKING ABOUT PREFERENCE  RIGHT NOW. WOULD IT BE THE SAME  OR WOULD IT BE  DIFFERENT?  

THE MANDATORY DEPENDING UPON  THE NATURE OF IT COULD RAISE  A SEPARATE ISSUE BECAUSE IT  COULD -- DEPENDING UPON THE NATURE  AND COUNSEL HASN'T GOTTEN INTO ITS  POLICY MAKING. IF YOU LIMIT THE  NUMBER OF  CONTRACTORS WHO MIGHT COMPETE FOR  A PROJECT TO AN UNREASONABLE  NUMBER, THEN THERE'S A SEPARATE  BASIS  FOR A CHALLENGE  WHICH I'VE JUST OUTLINED. SO THAT  WOULD DEPEND HOW WE WOULD CRAFT  THE ORDINANCE, WHETHER OR NOT  IT PROVIDED AN OPPORTUNITY FOR THE  FIELD TO EXPAND AND FRANKLY  HOW WELL IT MIGHT BE  IMPLEMENTED. THERE IS  THE ISSUE WHICH MS.  JENNINGS OUTLINED. BUT RIGHT NOW  THERE'S  NOT THAT MANY PROGRAMS THAT WOULD  QUALIFY. SO  YOU COULD ENCOUNTER AN ARGUMENT  IN CERTAIN CIRCUMSTANCES THAT  YOU UNREASONABLY LIMITED IT TO PROSPECTIVE  BIDDERS.  

THANK YOU. THANK YOU,  MR. ECKERT. I CONTINUE TO SUPPORT  IT. THERE'S NO DOUBT THAT WE NEED  TO DO SOMETHING ON THE EDUCATIONAL  END OF IT. I WOULD SUGGEST THAT  THERE BE SOME KIND OF A SUMMIT  THAT WE PULL TOGETHER WITH THE SCHOOL  DISTRICT, THE COMMUNITY COLLEGE  AND THE TRADESMEN AND EVERYBODY  TO SIT DOWN AND LET'S FIGURE OUT  WHAT WE CAN DO TO  MAKE SURE THAT THOSE  GRADUATES WHO ARE NOT COLLEGE BOUND  HAVE AN OPPORTUNITY. I HAVE TOURED  THE APPRENTICESHIP SCHOOLS BOTH  IN VOLUSIA AND IN  SEMINOLE COUNTY. THEY ARE GOOD SCHOOLS.  FRANKLY I WOULD HOPE THAT WHILE  THIS IS SPECIFIC, I WANT TO CLARIFY  THAT, TOO. THIS IS SPECIFIC TO COUNTY  CONTRACTS. WE ARE NOT -- THIS ORDINANCE,  WHETHER IT BE A MANDATORY OR PREFERENCE  IS NOT ADDRESSING THOSE THAT  ARE, FOR INSTANCE, THE  ONE DAYTONA PROJECT WHICH LEADS  ITSELF TO QUESTION WITH PUBLIC DOLLARS  IN THERE. DOES THAT THEN CHANGE  THAT. I MEAN, THAT'S ANOTHER QUESTION  FOR YOU, MR. ECKERT. IF WE  INVEST IN A PROJECT, PUBLIC DOLLARS  IN A PROJECT, DOES THAT INVESTMENT  -- WOULD THAT INVESTMENT SPEAK TO  THAT PRIVATE COMPANY  HAVING SOME  REQUIREMENT TO PUT APPRENTICES ON  THE JOB? I UNDERSTAND  THEY ALREADY HAVE  OVER AT THE DAYTONA RISING  PROJECT. WOULD WOULD THIS MEAN?  WHAT WOULD A PUBLIC INVESTMENT MEAN?  IT'S NOT OUR CONTRACT. WE'RE NOT  THE ONE BUILDING BUT WE'RE  PUBLICLY INVESTING. WHAT DOES THAT  MEAN TO -- WHAT WOULD EITHER A PREFERENCE  OR A MANDATORY MEAN? WOULD THERE  BE ANY  MEANING TO IT?  

I SUPPOSE IT DEPENDS ON WHAT  YOU SAY IT MEANS. YOU DON'T  HAVE SUCH A -- DON'T HAVE SUCH A  PROGRAM IN PLACE AT THIS  TIME.  

IT WOULD NOT IMPACT  THAT PROJECT NOW?  

NOT NECESSARILY. AND SO YOU--  

I WAS JUST TRYING TO FIGURE OUT.  

THE PROJECT -- IT SOMEWHAT DEPENDS  ALSO ON HOW YOU DEFINE THE PROJECT.  YOU'VE NOT GIVEN ANY  MONEY  FOR  THE CONSTRUCTION, THE PROJECT THAT  IS TO OCCUR IN DAYTONA BEACH,  THE PROJECT FORMERLY KNOWN  AS ALPHA. WHETHER OR NOT THAT WOULD  APPLY IS FOR YOU TO DETERMINE. THAT  PROJECT  HASN'T  YET OCCURRED OCCURRED. COULD YOU  MAKE IT A REQUIREMENT OF ANY GRANT  OF THE TYPE THAT YOU'RE GOING  TO CONSIDER LATER TODAY? YOU HAVEN'T  SAID THAT. IT'S  NOT A CONDITION  AT THIS POINT. IT REALLY  -- YOU HAVEN'T --  YOU HAVEN'T EXERCISED LEGISLATIVE  JUDGMENT. I CAN'T SAY WHAT THE OUTCOME  WOULD BE.  

YOU'RE MOVING FROM THE WEEDS  TO A THORNY THICKET.  

I KNOW I AM. BUT LET ME TELL  YOU, AND MR. CHAIRMAN, I KNOW YOU  DON'T WANT TO TALK ABOUT PREFERENCE,  BUT I'M GOING TO TELL YOU THIS COUNCIL  DID GO THROUGH -- WE WENT THROUGH  HELL GETTING TO WHERE WE GOT. AND  PART OF IT WAS--  

I'M AWARE OF THAT.  

WE USED FIVE COUNTIES. WE USED  MY REGION'S COUNTY. WE USED  OSCEOLA AND FLAGLER IF I RECALL  CORRECTLY. IT IS BECAUSE YOU HAVE  PEOPLE IN VOLUSIA COUNTY, SMALL  BUSINESSMEN IN VOLUSIA COUNTY WHO  LIVE IN VOLUSIA COUNTY, WHO HIRE  VOLUSIA COUNTY PEOPLE BUT THEY DON'T  NECESSARILY HAVE THEIR OFFICE IN  VOLUSIA COUNTY. THEY MIGHT HAVE  IT ACROSS THAT RIVER IN SANFORD.  I CAN TELL YOU THAT A FORMER CITY  COMMISSIONER FOR DEBERRY, JACK'S  OFFICE, HIS BUSINESS IS ACROSS THE  RIVER. AND HE'S PARTICIPATED AND  HE'S BEEN AN ACTIVE COMMUNITY  MEMBER. HE GETS TO COUNT IN MY VIEW.  HE GETS TO COUNT WHEN YOU'RE TALKING  ABOUT BRINGING PEOPLE -- MAKING  -- ASKING PEOPLE TO HIRE VOLUSIA  COUNTY RESIDENTS. WE HAVE THAT COMPANY  THAT WE TALKED ABOUT IN CANADA THAT  HAS A STORE FRONT. YOU DON'T THINK  THEY DON'T DO THAT HERE IN VOLUSIA  COUNTY? THEY ABSOLUTELY DO THAT  HERE IN VOLUSIA COUNTY. SO THAT  IS AN ISSUE THAT IS DIFFICULT TO  MANAGE AND MAYBE THAT'S WHAT WE  LOOK AT. BUT I'M NOT MOVING FROM  THE PREFERENCE ORDINANCE FOR THE  OTHER AND I THINK THAT IF WE WOULD  PUT OUR HEADS TOGETHER, IF EVERYBODY  WOULD COME TO THE TABLE, BECAUSE  IT CONCERNS ME WHEN  I HEAR THAT CERTAIN MEMBERS OF THE  COMMUNITY HAVE NOT BEEN PRESENT  AND OTHERS HAVE. AND I DON'T KNOW  HOW WE -- I DON'T KNOW HOW WE  PULL THAT MEETING TOGETHER, BUT  IT HAS TO HAPPEN. EVERYBODY HAS  TO BE AT THE TABLE. DO WE V NEED  TO DO SOMETHING TO INCLUDE OUR YOUTH  SO THAT THEY HAVE AN OPPORTUNITY  OTHER THAN COLLEGE-BOUND STUDENTS?  WE ABSOLUTELY HAVE TO DO THAT. IS  IT MANDATORY? I'M NOT SURE I'M THERE  YET. I DO LIKE THE IDEA OF  MAKING SURE THAT -- I MEAN, I'M  OKAY WITH USING THE SEMINOLE COUNTY  -- I THINK IT'S THE --  THE SHEET METAL. I THINK IT'S SHEET  METAL OVER IN SEMINOLE COUNTY. THEY'RE  FINE BECAUSE THEY'RE GOING TO BE  HIRING -- THOSE KIDS FROM SOUTHWEST  VOLUSIA THAT THE DISTRICT I CURRENTLY  REPRESENT, THEY GO OVER THERE. UNFORTUNATELY,  MARY, THEY USE SEMINOLE COMMUNITY  COLLEGE. YOU KNOW WHAT THE FLOW  IS ACROSS THE LINES. SO I DON'T  WANT US TO ELIMINATE ANYTHING. I  WANT US TO BE BROAD BUT I DO THINK  THAT WE HAVE WORK LEFT TO  DO. I'M NOT CONVINCED THAT MANDATORY  -- MAYBE MANDATORY AT  A CERTAIN AMOUNT IS -- HIGHER AMOUNT  IS SOMETHING WE LOOK AT. I'M NOT  EVEN SURE I'M THERE. BUT I  DO KNOW PREFERENCES HAVE  WORKED. IT'S INCLUSIVE. AND WE HAVE  TO DO SOMETHING.  

IF EVERYBODY HERE WILL GET ON  THEIR COMPUTERS AND SEND LETTERS  TO THE LEGISLATURE TO SUPPORT THE  TECHNICAL COLLEGE CONCEPT.  

IT'S UNBELIEVABLE TO ME.  

WE COULD SEND ALL OF OUR KIDS  TO COLLEGE AND HAVE THEM LEARN EVERYTHING.  BUT THAT'S MY SOAP BOX. LET ME  MOVE OVER HERE. MRS. CUSACK, YOU'RE  RECOGNIZED.  

THANK YOU,  MR. CHAIR. I AM  VERY MUCH IN  FAVOR OF APPRENTICESHIP PROGRAMS.  I'M A PRODUCT OF  AN  APPRENTICESHIP PROGRAM. AS A NURSE,  I WORKED AS A UNIT MANAGER, A  NURSE'S AIDE. THAT'S AN APPRENTICESHIP  TO BECOMING A NURSE. I  HAVE  FAMILY MEMBERS THAT -- ELECTRICIANS  FROM AN APPRENTICESHIP  PROGRAM RIGHT IN DAYTONA BEACH WHO  WAS  THE TICKET OUT. I  AM A STRONG BELIEVER IN  THE APPRENTICESHIP  PROGRAM. I THINK THAT PREFERENCE  IS ON  THE TABLE. I'D LIKE TO  SEE  A MANDATORY REQUIREMENT. THIS IS  WHY I SAY THAT. BECAUSE IF YOU  HAVE -- IF YOU ARE MANDATED TO DO  SOMETHING, YOU  MAKE  IT HAPPEN. BUT WHEN YOU'RE  GIVEN AN OPPORTUNITY IF YOU DESIRE  TO DO SOMETHING, YOU MAY NOT DESIRE  TO  DO SO. I BELIEVE  THESE HEADS TOGETHER IT'S ABSOLUTELY  NECESSARY. BUT THAT OPPORTUNITY  WAS PROVIDED -- I MEAN, NO  ONE IN COUNTY  GOVERNMENT CALL ANY PARTICULAR PERSONS  TO ASK THEM TO COME AND TALK. THE  MEETINGS WERE  SCHEDULED. AND SOMETIMES YOU DON'T  -- PEOPLE HAVE A TENDENCY TO  REACT RATHER THAN  ACT. AND I THINK THAT'S WHAT BRINGS  US HERE TODAY. A LOT OF  THIS IS REACTION TO  A  PROPOSED ACTION. SO I BELIEVE THAT  WE NEED JOBS IN VOLUSIA COUNTY.  I THINK WE NEED TO PREPARE OUR YOUNG  FOLK FOR JOB OPPORTUNITIES. I  THINK AN APPRENTICE PROGRAM PROVIDES  THAT OPPORTUNITY. I THINK THAT  WE'RE TALKING ABOUT COUNTY GOVERNMENT  PROJECTS  THAT WE  WOULD  HAVE TO IMPLEMENT. IF YOU WANT TO  FIND A REASON NOT TO, EVEN  WITH YOUR CHILDREN, IF YOU FIND  A REASON THEY CAN'T GO SOME PLACE,  YOU CAN THINK OF REASONS WHY  THEY CAN'T GO AS A PARENT. BUT IF  YOU WILL JUST PUT OUR HEADS TOGETHER,  THIS IS  ABSOLUTELY GROWTH FOR VOLUSIA COUNTY.  I KNOW WE LIVE IN A RIGHT TO WORK  STATE. WELL, I DON'T LIKE THAT EITHER  BUT I LIVE WITH THAT. AND HAVE  ALL MY LIFE BECAUSE I LIVE  IN VOLUSIA COUNTY ALL MY LIFE. THIS  IS THE RIGHT  TO WORK STATE. BUT IS IT NECESSARY  THAT WE HAVE TO CONTINUE WITH BUSINESS  AS USUAL? I DON'T THINK SO. I THINK  IF WE WOULD PUT OUR HEADS  TOGETHER, WE COULD COME UP WITH  GOOD REASONS AS TO HOW THIS CAN  BE DONE. WE HAVE A LOT OF  LEGAL MINDS HERE. WE CAME UP WITH  A REASON AS IT RELATES TO  THE  PREFERENCE THAT WAS OBJECTED ALL  THE WAY TO THE END. BUT NOW IT APPEARS  TO BE WORKING BY MOST. BUT  THERE ARE STILL SOME THAT DON'T  THINK IT SHOULD BE. SO I'M ON BOARD.  I THINK IT'S  TIME TO MOVE. TWO YEARS OR LONGER  WE HAVE BEEN TALKING ABOUT AN  APPRENTICESHIP PROGRAM. IT'S TIME,  LADIES AND GENTLEMEN, TO MOVE  FORWARD. EITHER TAKE IT OFF THE  TABLE AND SAY WE'RE NEVER GOING  TO DO THIS IN VOLUSIA COUNTY OR  SAY LET'S WORK TOGETHER TO MAKE  THIS HAPPEN SO WE CAN ALL GO ABOUT  OUR BUSINESS AS USUAL. THANK YOU,  MR. CHAIR. I HOPE THAT WE CAN  REACH SOME CONSENSUS, IF NOT CONSENSUS  THAT WE CAN COME TOGETHER TO DO  WHAT'S GOOD FOR ALL OF THE CITIZENS,  AND PARTICULARLY OUR CHILDREN WHO  WILL NEED  JOBS. EVERYBODY IS NOT GOING TO  GET A  COLLEGE DEGREE. BUT EVERYBODY THEIR  WAY OUT IS A JOB. AND THAT'S  WHAT I WANT. JUST  LIKE WE TALK ABOUT  SPACE PORT JOBS. THIS IS JOBS. A  DIFFERENT VENUE BUT  JOBS. I AM IN  TOTAL FAVOR OF A REQUIRED  ORDINANCE THAT MAKES US COME TO  THE TABLE TO MAKE THIS HAPPEN. THANK  YOU, MR. CHAIR.  

THANK YOU. MR. WAGNER, YOU'RE  RECOGNIZED, SIR.  

THANK YOU. AS FAR AS ATTENDANCE  EVER THE MEETING, I WANT TO MAKE  SURE EVERYONE UNDERSTANDS. WE PUT  THIS OUT THERE. WHEN A GROUP IS  NOT THERE AND I DO THINK THE PLUMBERS  WERE THERE AND A COUPLE OTHERS AS  WELL, BUT SOME OF THE BUILDING INDUSTRY,  BY NOT BEING THERE, A LOT OF TIMES  PEOPLE DON'T KNOW IT'S REALLY GOING  TO HAPPEN OR IF IT'S REALLY GOING  TO BE AN ISSUE. WHEN IT'S ON THE  AGENDA, IT MAKE IT IS MORE REAL.  I THINK THAT'S THE ISSUE. SO I HAVE  NO PROBLEM WITH THAT. AND SOMETIMES  THINGS NEED TO BE REDISCUSSED. AS  FAR AS -- I'M KEEPING A TALLY AND  IT'S LOOKING LIKE AT A MINIMUM WE  NEED JASON DAVIS AS A TIE BREAKER.  SO IT'S PROBABLY GOING TO COME BACK.  ED, WOULD YOU MIND IF I ASK YOU  -- ED OR BOB, I HAVE A QUESTION  THAT MAYBE YOU GUYS CAN HELP ME  OUT FROM AN OPPOSED  KIND OF POSITION. RATHER THAN  LOOKING AT  IT AS A COMPETITIVE DISADVANTAGE,  JUST SO YOU KNOW FOR CLARIFICATION,  THE LOCAL PREFERENCE WAS SOMETHING  I DEFINITELY -- THE PRIOR ONE, JUST  OUR LOCAL PREFERENCE WAS SOMETHING  I REALLY PUSHED HARD AND SPEARHEADED.  YOU WOULD BE SURPRISED WHAT A LOT  OF THE CONCESSIONS WERE BECAUSE  THE CHAMBER ODDLY ENOUGH DON'T SUPPORT  LOCAL PREFERENCES WHICH I'M STILL  A LITTLE SHOCKED ON. YOU KNOW, THERE'S  SOME THINGS THAT WE DEFINITELY --  I THINK THE COUNCIL'S STYLE, THE  PREVIOUS COUNCIL  WAS MORE CONFINED CONSENSUS. THIS  IS MORE FOUR VOTES AND IT'S THROUGH  KIND OF THING. I THINK THE LAST  ONE WAS WHERE DO WE FIND  CONSENSUS. ONE IS I DIDN'T AGREE  WITH THEM BUT TO GET IT PASSED,  I SUPPORTED WHICH PAT WAS A BIG  SUPPORTER OF WAS THE FIVE COUNTIES,  WHICH I AGREED TO AT THE END EVER  THE DAY BECAUSE I WANTED IT -- OF  THE DAY BECAUSE I WANTED IT TO PASS.  THE HEADQUARTERS I STILL HAVE A  HARD TIME WITH. THAT BEING SAID,  WHEN IF COMES BACK, YOU KNOW, THE  HEADQUARTERS ONE, I CAN'T OUT OF  RESPECT TO THE PRIOR COUNCIL, I  WON'T SPEARHEAD THOSE BUT I WOULD  BE SUPPORTING THE CHANGES TO FIT  WHAT YOU WERE SAYING. BUT AS FAR  AS THIS COMPETITIVE ADVANTAGE, IS  THERE A WAY TO TURN THE MANDATE  INTO A COMPETITIVE ADVANTAGE? LET'S  SAY YOU PUT THE THRESHOLD IN  ANY AMOUNT, COULD BE $2500,  COULD BE $300,000, BUT WOULDN'T  IT BE A COMPETITIVE ADVANTAGE? WHAT  IF YOU LIMITED IT TO PRERN ADVERTISESHIP  PROGRAMS IN VOLUSIA COUNTY? WHAT  IF YOU HAD A MANDATE AND YOU SAID  IF YOU HAVE AN ASSOCIATION WITH  A DAYTONA -- WITH A DAYTONA BEACH  OR VOLUSIA COUNTY APPRENTICESHIP  PROGRAM, WOULDN'T THAT GIVE YOU  A COMPETITIVE ADVANTAGE AS A LOCAL  CONTRACTOR? BECAUSE I  AM VERY PRO-LOCAL. I DON'T KNOW  ANYONE ELSE, HOW BIG THEY ARE BUT  I FEEL LIKE I'M PRETTY STRONG AS  FAR AS LOCAL CONTRACTING,  LOCAL SERVICES. THAT WOULD PUT YOU  IN A COMPETITIVE ADVANTAGE BECAUSE  IF YOU HAD SOMEONE COMING FROM,  LET'S SAY, GEORGIA, THEY WOULD NOT  HAVE THAT AFFILIATION OTHER THAN  IF THEY HAD SUBS. AND I KNOW THAT'S  NOT WHAT WE'RE TALKING -- THAT'S  NOT WHAT'S IN WRITING RIGHT NOW  BUT IF WE ADDED THAT STIPULATION,  WOULD YOU SEE -- SORRY TO PUT YOU  ON THE SPOT BUT I THINK IT'S A  VENUE THAT--  

JUST A SECOND. YOU'RE TALKING  ABOUT APPRENTICESHIP PROGRAMS AS  THEY RELATE TO K CONTRACTS.  

CORRECT -- TO COUNTY CONTRACTS.  

CORRECT. JUST COUNTY CONTRACTS.  

I REALLY DON'T WANT TO OPEN UP  A LOT OF PUBLIC  PARTICIPATION HERE, MR. WAGNER.  

BOB FITZSIMMONS. MY COMPANY BIDS  ON COUNTY WORK ON A REGULAR BASIS,  BOTH FOR HOMES, RENOVATIONS AND  THAT SORT OF THING THROUGH THE GRANT  BLOCK PROGRAM AND NEIGHBORHOOD STABILIZATION.  

WE COULDN'T DO THOSE, JUST SO  YOU REALIZE BECAUSE THAT'S FEDERAL  DOLLARS. ALL THESE -- THIS IS THE  HARD PART. ANY TIME YOU HAVE THE  FEDERAL DOLLAR, IT'S A FEDERAL PROJECT.  

SOME ARE. SOME AREN'T. SOME ARE  STATE DOLLARS.  

STATE AS WELL.  

NOTWITHSTANDING THE POINT I WANTED  TO MAKE IS THERE ARE ONLY SEVEN  OF US THAT DO THAT RIGHT NOW. AND,  YOU KNOW, A PREFERENCE FOR AN  APPRENTICESHIP PROGRAM WHEN WE HAVEN'T  FORMALIZED ENOUGH OF THOSE PROGRAMS  WOULD PUT ALL SEVEN OF US OUT OF  THE PICTURE.  

I GUESS YOU DON'T UNDERSTAND  MY QUESTION.  

SORRY.  

EVEN IN THE LANGUAGE NOW, THERE'SEN  EXEMPTION IN PLACE. I'LL MAKE IT  A LITTLE CLEARER. IF YOU HAD  A MANDATORY PREFERENCE -- NOT A  PREFERENCE. IF IT WAS MANDATORY  THAT YOU -- THAT JUST TO APPLY,  IF THERE IS AN APPRENTICESHIP PROGRAM  IN DAYTONA BEACH OR VOLUSIA COUNTY,  VOLUSIA COUNTY, WE'LL JUST USE VOLUSIA  COUNTY, WOULDN'T THAT GIVE YOU A  COMPETITIVE ADVANTAGE? BECAUSE IF  YOU DON'T HAVE -- IF YOU DON'T HAVE  AN AFFILIATION WITH A VOLUSIA COUNTY  PROGRAM, YOU COULDN'T APPLY. SO  I WOULD THINK THE LOCALS WOULD SUPPORT  SOMETHING LIKE THAT BECAUSE YOU  WOULD HAVE A SERIOUS COMPETITIVE  ADVANTAGE. YOU WOULDN'T HAVE SOMEONE  COMING IN, CLIPPING OFF WORK FROM  GEORGIA BECAUSE THEY COULDN'T.  

UNDERSTOOD. I WOULD AGREE WITH  YOU, THE BIG WORD IN THAT QUESTION  WAS IF THOSE PROGRAMS WERE AVAILABLE.  BUT, YES, I--  

IT WOULD BE A WAIVER. LET'S SAY  THERE'S NO PROGRAM. THERE'S A WAIVER.  YOU COULD NOT APPLY--  

YOU'LL BE ISSUING WAY MORE WAIVERS  THAN YOU ARE GOING TO BE ISSUING  PREFERENCES. THAT'S THE POINT.  

OVER TIME I THINK WHAT WOULD  HAPPEN AND THIS IS MY POINT. IF  OUR GOAL IS TO SUPPORT -- IT'S NOT  TO SUPPORT -- THIS THING IS NOT  REALLY TO SUPPORT BUSINESSES. IT'S  TO SUPPORT STUDENTS THAT ARE COMING  IN FOR EDUCATION. I PERSONALLY AND  I'M SORRY, I DON'T CARE ABOUT MIAMI  STUDENTS RIGHT NOW. THAT'S NOT MY  CAPACITY. IT'S NOT MY REAL. I'LL  LET THE LEGISLATURE DEAL WITH THAT  THEY ALREADY STEAL MONEY FROM OUR  SCHOOL BOARD. WHAT I DO CARE ABOUT  ARE MY LOCAL GUYS IN MY DISTRICT  AND IN MY COUNTY AND THE GIRLS THAT  COULD GET AN APPRENTICESHIP THAT  WOULD HAVE A GREAT FUTURE INTO THE  MIDDLE CLASS AND I THINK IT'S IMPORTANT.  AT THE SAME TIME, I CAN GIVE MY  LOCAL CONTRACTORS A COMPETITIVE  ADVANTAGE BUT REALLY IN THE RIAL  -- AND THE REALITY IS THE INCENTIVE  WOULD BE TO OPEN APPRENTICESHIP  PROGRAMS IN VOLUSIA COUNTY. THAT  WOULD BE THE INCENTIVE. IN THE MEANTIME  IF THEY DON'T EXIST, NO HARM,  FOR FOUL. IT DOESN'T MATTER.  

THE PROBLEM IS--  

THIS IS MR. PECK SPEAKING. MR.  FITZSIMMONS WAS JUST SPEAKING, FOR  THOSE  LISTENING OUT THERE.  

MR. WAGNER, THE PROBLEM IS, IF  IT'S A REQUIREMENT TODAY, LET'S  TAKE DRYWALL, FOR EXAMPLE. THERE  IS NO PROGRAM. THUS MEANS IF I WANT  TO BID ON VOLUSIA COUNTY WORK, I'VE  GOT TO GO TO ANOTHER COUNTY AND  BRING PEOPLE IN.  

YOU'D HAVE AN EXEMPTION. THE  ARGUMENT BEING -- I'M TELLING YOU  IF IT PASSED IN THIS SCENARIO --  I'M TRYING TO GIVE YOU A COMPETITIVE  ADVANTAGE. IF IT DOESN'T EXIST IN  VOLUSIA COUNTY RIGHT NOW, YOU DON'T  HAVE TO WORRY ABOUT IT. THERE IS  AN EXEMPTION COMPLETELY. BUT IF  YOU WERE DOING ELECTRICAL, WOULD  YOU HAVE AN ADVANTAGE IF YOU HAD  AN APPRENTICE FROM DAYTONA STATE  COLLEGE BECAUSE I CAN TELL YOU THE  COMPANY OUT OF GEORGIA, THEY WOULD  HAVE TO USE THAT COMPANY. DOESN'T  THAT GIVE YOU  A COMPETITIVE ADVANTAGE?  

IT DOES SUPPORT LOCAL --  SUBCONTRACTORS GETTING WORK. BUT  IT DOESN'T NECESSARILY GIVE ME A  COMPETITIVE EDGE.  

GOTCHA.  

THE ELECTRICAL  UNION HAS DONE AN EXCELLENT JOB  IN APPRENTICE PROGRAMS AND HAVE  FOR  MANY YEARS. THE PLUMBING HAVE DONE  AN EXCELLENT JOB OVER THE YEARS.  BUT MANY OF THE OTHER PROGRAMS HAVE  FALLEN BY THE WAYSIDE BECAUSE THEY  CAN'T GET STUDENTS INTO THE PROGRAM.  THEY CAN'T GET CONTRACTORS TO HIRE  THEM BECAUSE WE CAN'T AFFORD THEM.  BECAUSE THERE'S A COST TO DOING  THAT WORK. YOU'RE PUTTING A PERSON  ON IN A BAD ECONOMY THAT IS  TRYING TO LEARN WHEN YOU CAN REALLY  ONLY AFFORD THE ONE PERSON THAT'S  THE MASTER THAT KNOWS HOW TO DO  IT. SO THERE IS A COST TO IT JUST  LIKE IN THE OTHER COUNTY WHERE THE  COST WENT UP $9,000 IN THAT ONE  PROGRAM. THERE IS A COST TO THE  -- THAT THE TAXPAYERS HAVE TO  PAY. MORE IMPORTANTLY, THIS COMMISSION  AND THE CITIES NEED TO SUPPORT  THE LOCAL CONTRACTORS AND MAKE IT  A REQUIREMENT THAT IF YOU'RE GIVING  MONEY TO THESE BIG CORPORATIONS,  WHICH IS GAIT, I THINK YOU SHOULD  DO THAT, BUT THERE SHOULD BE SOME  REQUIREMENT THEY USE LOCAL CONTRACTORS.  THAT'S WHERE YOU GET PEOPLE BACK  TO WORK. WHEN WE'RE GOING BACK TO  WORK, WE CAN HIRE AND BRING  IN APPRENTICES IF THEY'RE AVAILABLE.  PERSONALLY, I'VE HAD TO GO DO WORK  IN CHICAGO, ILLINOIS. I'M DOING  WORK IN MIAMI NOW BECAUSE THERE'S  NOT WORK HERE. IT'S NOT GOING TO  THE LOCALS. OF THOSE 12 PERMITS  THAT I REFERRED TO, MOST  OF THOSE WERE OUT  OF TOWN CONTRACTORS. NOT  EVEN LOCAL CONTRACTORS. SO USH'  LOOKING AT $13.8 -- SOUR'  LOOKING AT $13.8  MILLION, THAT'S PITIFUL AND THE  WORK IS GOING OUT OF TOWN. WE NEED  YOUR SUPPORT ON HELPING  US  GET WORK. THEN WE CAN SUPPORT THE  PROGRAM. WE CAN'T DO IT NOW.  

I APPRECIATE THAT. THANK YOU.  AT THE END OF THE DAY--  

THANK YOU.  

THANK YOU, EDWIN AND  THANK YOU, BOB. EVEN GOING FORWARD  WITH THE MANDATE, IT'S A 3-3  SPLIT SO IT DOESN'T MATTER. WHAT  I WOULD LIKE TO SEE, WE'RE GOING  TO NEED JASON DAVIS TO  COME  BACK OBVIOUSLY. YOU DON'T KNOW  TILL THE VOTE TAKES PLACE. YOU DON'T  KNOW UNLESS YOU JUST WANT TO VOTE  FOR IT AND PLAY  THAT GAME. THAT'S FINE.  

MR. DINNEEN?  

I ONLY WANT TO ADD THE FOLLOWING.  IT HAD MORE TO DO WITH WHAT MS.  NORTHEY HAD TO SAY. WHAT I STAND  BEHIND AND WHAT WE CRAFTED FROM  THE ADMINISTRATION SIDE WAS ANOTHER  COUNCIL WAS INTERESTED IN THIS SO  I TRIED TO ACCOMMODATE THAT THE  BEST I COULD I BELIEVE WHAT THEY  REQUIRED WAS A MANDATE. I DO NOT  BELIEVE THE PROCESS THAT THEY HAD  SUGGESTED WAS WORKABLE FOR US. THE  BOTTOM LINE IS I'VE GOT TO IMPLEMENT  THINGS. WE HAVE A VERY GOOD REPUTATION  FOR BEING AN UNDERSTANDABLE PROCESS  TO BID. WE HAVE A LOT OF INTEGRITY  IN THE BIDDING PROCESS. I HAVE TO  MAKE SURE THAT'S MAINTAINED. CLARITY  AND INTEGRITY BECAUSE THAT'S HOW  WE GET GOOD BIDS. I RECOMMEND IT  TO YOU WHAT I THOUGHT WAS SOMETHING  THAT MADE SENSE IF YOU WANTED TO  DO IT WITH PREFERENCE. I'M OPEN  TO HOWEVER THE COUNCIL WOULD LIKE  TO GO. THIS REMINDS ME CLEARLY OF  THE LOCAL PREFERENCE DISCUSSION.  THE DEVIL IS IN THE DETAILS. THIS  IS -- IT AFFECTS DIFFERENT PEOPLE  DIFFERENTLY. AND SO WE WOULD BE  OPEN IF YOU WANT TO PURSUE ANY AVENUE  THAT WE CAN MAKE SURE WOULD  WORK. I'M ALWAYS GOING TO SUGGEST  THOSE THINGS I BELIEVE ARE WORKABLE.  AND IN SOME WAYS WE DIDN'T THINK  THIS WAS WORKABLE IN THE  MANDATED STAGE. OBVIOUSLY THAT'S  WITH ALL -- WHAT ALL THIS DISCUSSION  IS ABOUT TODAY. WE STAND, RAY, TO  DO WHATEVER THE COUNCIL WOULD LIKE.  I'LL LEAVE IT AT THAT.  

 THANK YOU, MR. DINNEEN. MS. DENYS.  

I PASS FOR  NOW.  

OKAY. THERE'S SOME ISSUES I THINK  THAT THE COUNCIL HERE TOTALLY AGREES  ON. I THINK THERE ARE SOME PARTS  OF THIS WE'RE SPLIT ON. I'M  OPEN FOR SUGGESTIONS. I THINK SOME  OF THE ISSUES HERE THAT SEEM  TO  BE OUT THERE,  REALLY DON'T APPLY. WHEN YOU LOOK  AT IT, IF YOU'RE GIVING -- IF  YOU'RE SAYING CERTAIN OCCUPATIONS  WOULD BE EXEMPT IF THERE'S NO  APPRENTICESHIP PROGRAMS AVAILABLE,  THAT DOESN'T AFFECT US AT ALL. THAT  PERSON COULD BID ON A COUNTY  CONTRACT. IF THERE'S NOBODY  AVAILABLE FROM AN APPRENTICESHIP  PROGRAM, THEN THEY'RE EXEMPT. I  DON'T SEE WHERE THAT IS AN ISSUE  THAT IS GOING TO MAKE SOMEBODY COMPETITIVE  OR NONCOMPETITIVE FOR A CONTRACT  UNLESS I'M READING THIS WRONG OR  HEARING THIS WRONG. I'D  LIKE TO SEE THE  APPRENTICESHIP PROGRAM. I'D LIKE  TO HAVE IT WORKABLE. I DON'T  WANT IT TO AFFECT THE LOCAL GUYS.  BUT GUYS COMING IN FROM OUT OF STATE  AND THE LOCAL GUYS CAN STILL  COMPETE BECAUSE THIS ISN'T ON LOCAL  PROJECTS THAT ARE NOT COUNTY. ,  IT DOESN'T AFFECT THEM. I GUESS  IF THE OUT OF TOWN GUYS COME IN,  IF THEY'RE GETTING THE JOBS BECAUSE  FOR SOME REASON THAT PARTICULAR  PERSON WANTS TO USE THAT OUT OF  TOWN CONTRACTOR OR THEY'RE GIVEN  A BETTER PRICE. I GREW UP IN THE  CONSTRUCTION INDUSTRY. I KNOW IT.  FROM THE TIME I WAS 14 YEARS OLD  WHEN I COULD GET A WORK PERMIT,  I WAS ON A CONSTRUCTION  SITE, EITHER DIGGING FOOTERS, POURING  BEAMS. I'VE BEEN UP IN THE AIR SO  HIGH TAKE IT SCARED  THE LIVING BAJEEBERS OUT OF ME AND  I'M STILL TERRIFED OF  HEIGHTS. IT HASN'T CHANGED AT ALL.  I KNOW THIS BUSINESS AND I WORKED  TILL I GOT OUT OF THE NAVY IN 1973.  I WAS 23 YEARS OLD AND MY FATHER  FOUND IT NECESSARY TO PUT ME ON  A CONSTRUCTION SITE BECAUSE HIS  SAYING WAS YOU'RE EITHER GOING TO  LIKE IT, BOY, OR YOU'RE GOING TO  COLLEGE. I WENT TO COLLEGE. AND  IT WAS AT A TIME  WHEN UNION WORKERS WERE REALLY NOT  WELCOME ON ANY CONSTRUCTION SITE  BACK IN THE  '60s AND  '70s. THEY WOULDN'T HIRE ANYBODY  IF THEY WERE AFFILIATED WITH THE  UNION. IT'S CHANGED WHITE A BIT.  THIS WAS IN ST. LUCIE COUNTY WHERE  I GREW UP. ST. LUCIE COUNTY HAS  CHANGED DRAMATICALLY OVER  THE YEARS. BUT THIS ISN'T ST. LUCIE.  THIS IS VOLUSIA. WE NEED TO LOOK  AT THIS IN A WAY THAT IS GOING TO  HELP OUR APPRENTICESHIP PROGRAMS.  I THINK IT'S FANTASTIC. I THINK  THE OTHER ISSUE OF TECHNICAL COLLEGES  IS NOT RELATED TO IT BUT I THINK  IT'S SOMETHING THAT WILL AFFECT  ALL OF US. I REMEMBER WHEN THE IRON  WORKERS UNION, WHEN STEVE PARKER  WAS TELLING ME THAT HE WAS A MEMBER  OF THE BOARD OF THE DIRECTORS OF  CHAMBER OF COMMERCE IN ORLANDO,  ELECTED TO THE BOARD, AND I THINK  THAT WAS -- THAT SAYS VOLUMES FOR  WHAT THEY WERE ACCOMPLISHING DOWN  IN THE ORLANDO AREA. SO  IT'S UNUSUAL TO SEE A UNION ORGANIZATION,  A MEMBER OF THE CHAMBER OF COMMERCE,  BUT I THINK THAT'S SOMETHING THAT  NEEDS TO  CHANGE ALSO. WHAT'S YOUR PLEASURE,  COUNCIL MEMBERS? YOU WANT TO BRING  THIS BACK? DO YOU WANT TO PUT  TOGETHER SOME IDEAS AND SEND IT  TO STAFF TO COME UP WITH AN ORDINANCE?  YOU TELL ME. MR.  WAGNER, YOU'RE UP.  

I'M FOR IT WITH THE CHANGES.  I DO THINK IT WOULD BE A COMPETITIVE  ADVANTAGE IF WE ADDED THE VOLUSIA  COUNTY PART OF IT AS FAR AS THE  SCHOOLS BOTH FOR THE APPRENTICESHIP  AND FOR THE ACTUAL BUSINESSES, I  THINK IT'S A WIN-WIN. I DO THINK  IT SIGNIFICANTLY CHANGES IT. I DON'T  DENY THAT. THAT'S WHAT I  WOULD BE SUPPORTING. BUT I THINK  WE'RE GOING TO BE STUCK IN A SITUATION  TO WHERE THE MANDATE IS GOING TO  BE SPLIT. THE PREFERENCE WOULD PROBABLY  PASS BUT THAT WE WON'T KNOW TILL  THE VOTE TAKES  PLACE.  

MS. DENYS, YOU'RE RECOGNIZED.  

THANK YOU, MR. CHAIR. MAYBE TIME  IS WHAT WE NEED TO TAKE A LOOK AT  HERE. NOTHING SAYS WE HAVE TO DO  IT TODAY. AND IF THE STATE IS WORKING  ON INDUSTRY STANDARDS AND CERTIFICATIONS,  THIS TIED IN WITH TECHNOLOGY RIGHT  NOW, ONE THING THAT'S NOT BEEN DISCUSSED  IS THE SUPPLEMENTATION THE WORK  FORCE BOARD WILL BRING TO THE TABLE  AND ALL OF THIS. SO IF THE STATE  IS WORKING RIGHT NOW ON NEW INDUSTRY  STANDARDS  AND CERTIFICATIONS AND DOVETAILING  THAT WITH OUR WORK FORCE BOARD BRINGING  FORWARD SUPPLEMENTATION, I WOULD  LIKE TO SEE WHAT'S GOING TO HAPPEN  THERE BEFORE WE GET AHEAD  OF THIS. I JUST -- I THINK WE NEED  TO SEE WHAT'S GOING TO HAPPEN THERE  FIRST.  

IS THAT A SUGGESTION OR A MOTION?  

THAT'S A  MOTION.  

MOTION TO?  

MOTION TO -- MOTION TO  DELAY.  

I'D SUPPORT TWO MEETINGS. THAT'S  AS FAR AS I'LL GO.  

I HAVE A MOTION TO DELAY. IS  THERE A SECOND?  

IS THERE A DATE?  

CAN I ASK FOR CLARIFICATION.  MOTION TO DELAY, IS THIS SOMETHING  TAKE THE LEGISLATURE IS WORKING  ON THIS SESSION OR IS THIS ONE OF  THOSE ONGOING COMMITTEES THAT IS  -- WELL, NO. LISTEN, THIS IS  AN IMPORTANT TOPIC. TO SUGGEST THAT  WE ONLY NEED TWO MORE MEETINGS TO  GET IT RIGHT FOR  ME DOESN'T WORK.  

THAT'S SESSION.  

I'M NOT GOING TO SUPPORT  JUST AN ARBITRARY DATE, BUT I AM  INTERESTED IN MOVING THIS -- I THINK  MAYBE MOTION TO DELAY  IS NOT THE CORRECT TERM. I'M TRYING  TO FIGURE OUT IS THERE  SOMEWHERE -- MOTION TO CONTINUE  SOMEWHERE WE WHERE WE HAVE A ROLE?  CAN WE HAVE OUR OWN GROUP OF PEOPLE  HERE, CAN WE ENGAGE OUR  LOBBYISTS TO DO SOMETHING ON THIS?  I THINK THAT'S PROBABLY SOME DISCUSSION  THAT WE DON'T HAVE AT THIS POINT.  

WE HAVE A MOTION TO CONTINUE  THE ITEM. IS THERE A SECOND?  

I WILL SECOND IT BECAUSE I THINK  THAT WE'RE  NOT ANYWHERE NEAR A FINAL DISCUSSION  BECAUSE I'M NOT GOING TO VOTE FOR  ANYTHING THAT'S GOING TO EXCLUDE  ONE-QUARTER OF THE COUNTY.  

WE HAVE A MOTION TO CONTINUE  THE ITEM. WE HAVE A SECOND BY  MRS. NORTHEY. MOTION WAS MADE BY  MS. DENYS. WE HAVE MR. DANIELS IS  UP. YOU WISH TO SPEAK TO THE  MOTION?  

I DO. I WOULD SUPPORT  THE CONTINUANCE ALSO. I DO THINK  WE'RE NOT REALLY READY TO MAKE ANY  HARD AND FAST DECISION ON IT. IT  WOULD BE BETTER IF  WE WOULD HAVE, YOU KNOW, PERHAPS  NOT A CONSENSUS BUT A LITTLE BIT  CLOSER THAN WHAT WE HAVE RIGHT  NOW. AND HEARING THE PEOPLE UP HERE  TALKING ABOUT WHAT THEIR ISSUES  WERE WITH THE PREFERENCE -- WITH  THE APPRENTICESHIP PROGRAM, EVERYBODY  WANTS TO SEE YOUNG PEOPLE HAVE A  CHANCE. EVERYBODY WANTS TO SEE  THAT HAPPEN. EVERYBODY WANTS TO  HAVE A PROGRAM THAT MOVES THEM FORWARD  INTO A JOB THAT THEY CAN SUPPORT  A FAMILY. EVERYBODY WANTS THAT.  THERE WERE SOME IRKS BROUGHT UP  BY CONTRACTOR -- SOME ISSUES THAT  WERE BROUGHT UP BY CONTRACTORS THAT  I THINK COULD BE ADDRESSED BY SOME  OF THE SUGGESTIONS MR. WAGNER  MADE. WHAT I'M SAYING IS THAT I  THINK WITH A LITTLE TIME AND WITH  A LITTLE THOUGHT AND A LITTLE TALKING  BACK AND FORTH, WE CAN ARRIVE AT  SOMETHING THAT EVERYBODY CAN LIVE  WITH. AND THAT'S WHAT I WOULD ENCOURAGE  IN THE MEANTIME IS THAT WE NOT JUST  POSTPONE IT AND SEE WHAT THE LEGISLATURE  DOES. I HAVE LESS FAITH IN THE LEGISLATURE  THAN A LOT OF PEOPLE. BUT I DO THINK  THAT WE HERE IN VOLUSIA COUNTY CAN  SOLVE THIS PROBLEM IF WE JUST PUT  A LITTLE TIME, EFFORT AND  THOUGHT INTO IT. SOME OF THE  PEOPLE WHO SPOKE AGAINST IT HAD  LEGITIMATE CONCERNS. I THINK THOSE  CONCERNS CAN BE ADDRESSED AND  ADDRESSED QUITE EASILY AND NOT DO  DAMAGE TO WHAT WE INTEND TO DO.  BUT YOU SHOULD BEAR IN MIND THAT  THE COMING UP WITH THE APPRENTICESHIP  PROGRAM IS NOT INTENDED TO PRESERVE  THE STATUS QUO. WE DON'T EXPECT  THAT. WHAT WE WOULD EXPECT IS OH,  WELL, THERE'S NOT AN APPRENTICESHIP  PROGRAM. WHAT WE WOULD EXPECT IS  FOR APPRENTICESHIP PROGRAM  TO BE FORMED HERE. MOST LIKE THE  ELECTRICAL WORKERS DID. THEY HAVE  DONE A TERRIFIC JOB. SOME OF THE  OTHER TRADES HAVE NOT DONE THAT.  BUT WE WOULD LIKE TO SEE THAT OCCUR.  THIS IS -- AND THIS IS NOT A UNION  ISSUE. ABOUT 60% OF THE APPRENTICESHIP  PROGRAMS ARE NOT UNION. THIS IS  A STATE, STATE OF FLORIDA THING.  STATE OF FLORIDA SETS WHAT APPRENTICESHIP  STANDARDS ARE GOING TO BE. WHEN  I WAS WORKING FOR A COMPANY THAT  WAS THINKING ABOUT MOVING INTO FLORIDA  AND WAS GOING TO BE DOING A LOT  OF HIGHLY DIFFICULT,  HIGHLY SPECIALIZED CONSTRUCTION  WORK, THE ONE THING THAT THEY  WERE LOOKING AT IS THE APPRENTICESHIP  PROGRAMS IN FLORIDA, AND THEY WERE  VERY IMPRESSED BY THEM. THEY WERE  WILLING TO HIRE THOSE PEOPLE RATHER  THAN IMPORTANT PEOPLE FROM THE AREA  WHERE THEY WERE LOCATED. THEY FELT  THAT THE APPRENTICESHIP PROGRAMS  HERE WERE ADEQUATE TO PROVIDE  THEM WITH THE TRAINED WORKERS THAT  THEY NEED. I THINK IT'S VERY IMPORTANT.  I DON'T THINK THIS IS A MATTER OF  PRESERVING THE STATUS QUO. I THINK  EVERYBODY HAS TO MOVE A BIT. BUT,  YOU KNOW, PERHAPS EVERYBODY NEEDS  TO BE COMFORTABLE AND KIND OF SEE  HOW THAT CAN BE DONE.  

THANK YOU.  

MR. WAGNER TO THE MOTION.  

TO THE MOTION. I'M ASK IS THERE  TO BE A TIME? WHEN WE HAVE MOTIONS  LIKE THIS, WHEN IT'S BEEN GOING  ON FOR TWO YEARS, I'LL ASK GIVE  ME A DATE AND I CAN EITHER SUPPORT  IT OR NOT. JUST NOT SIX MONTHS.  SIX MONTHS IS TOO LONG.  

LET'S GO TO THE SECOND MEETING  IN MAY.  

YOU WISH TO AMEND YOUR MOTION?  

I'LL SUPPORT THAT. THANK YOU.  I APPRECIATE THAT.  

FOR POINT OF DISCUSSION, I'D  LIKE TO SEE IT OCCUR BETWEEN NOW  AND -- WHAT I'D LIKE TO SEE OCCUR  BETWEEN NOW AND THEN IS ANOTHER  MEETING WITH THE TRADES INVOLVED  SIMILAR TO WHAT HAPPENED ON NOVEMBER  18. I'D LIKE TO GET -- I PERSONALLY  WOULD LIKE TO HAVE SOME INPUT FROM  THE CHAMBERS OF COMMERCE AND  SOME OTHER TEN -- SOME OTHER ENTITIES  INTO THIS. IF WE BRING THIS BACK,  THE SECOND MEETING IN MAY, IT WILL  ALLOW ALL PARTIES TO WEIGH IN AND  TAKE A LOOK AT IT AND CRAFT LANGUAGE  SHOULD WE COME TO A CONSENSUS OR  NOT. WE WILL AT LEAST HAVE ALL THE  INPUT TO MAKE A DECISION AT THAT  TIME.  

WE HAVE AN AMENDMENT TO THE  MOTION TO MOVE IT TO THE NEXT  MEETING, THE SECOND MEETING IN MAY.  IS THAT A SECOND FROM MS. NORTHEY?  

I'LL LET SOMEBODY ELSE SECOND  THAT BECAUSE I DON'T THINK WE'RE  GOING TO GET THERE. I'M NOT SURE  OF THE TIME.  

SECONDED BY MR. DANIELS ON THE  MOTION TO AMEND. ANY DISCUSSION  ON THAT  MOTION?  

CAN I FINISH  UP  MY COMMENT? I REALLY -- I'LL TALK  TO SOME OF THE UNIONS AND NONUNIONS.  

YOU'RE TALKING TO THE MOTION?  

YES. IN THE MEANTIME TO THE TIME  PERIOD. I THINK IT'S A GREAT IDEA  TO HAVE THE MEETING IN THE MEANTIME  OF WHAT WILL TAKE PLACE. I THINK  THAT  WILL BE HELPFUL. I WILL GET WITH  THE VARIOUS GROUPS ON SOME  OF  MY IDEAS. IT  APPEARS PREFERENCE IS AT A MINIMUM.  IT'S PROBABLY STARTING THERE WITH  THE DISCUSSIONS HELPFUL OVER THE  NEXT COUPLE OF MONTHS TO COME AND  FORMULATE SOMETHING I HOPE BENEFITS  THE LOCAL CONTRACTORS. THANK  YOU.  

MS. CUSACK, YOU WANT TO SPEAK  TO THAT AMENDMENT?  

I WANT TO SPEAK FOR  TWO REASONS. FIRST, I CAN AGREE  WITH  THE CONTINUE  CONTINUANCE. I'D LIKE TO SEE  A SUBCOMMITTEE, NOT JUST  RANDOMLY BUT  ABSOLUTELY, PEOPLE FROM THE TABLE  HERE TODAY, TO SIT DOWN IN A MEETING  AND WE CAN ADVERTISE THAT. I DON'T  CARE HOW YOU WANT TO DO IT BUT HAVE  BOTH SIDES THERE AND COME UP WITH  SOME IDEA AS TO WHAT  WE AS A COUNCIL WANT AND WHY WE  WANT IT TO  HAPPEN THAT WAY. I JUST DON'T THINK  WE OUGHT TO NOT HAVE -- WE  HAVE OUR LAYOUT THAT WE HAVE PROVIDED.  BUT I THINK IT'S IMPORTANT  THAT WE MAKE SURE THAT  WE HAVE REPRESENTATION THERE AND  THAT THERE IS DIRECTION  AS TO WHERE WE'RE TRYING TO GO AS  IT RELATES TO  AN APPRENTICE PROGRAM. IF THAT  CAN BE ACCOMPLISHED BY THE SECOND  MEETING IN MAY, THEN I WOULD BE  IN AGREEMENT. BUT IF IT CANNOT BE,  I WOULD NOT BE  OPPOSED  TO HAVING IT GO TILL THE FOLLOWING  MEETING. I DON'T WANT THE TIME FACTOR  TO BE SO SOON THAT YOU CANNOT ACCOMPLISH  THE WORK THAT YOU'RE TRYING TO GET  DONE IN THAT LENGTH OF  TIME.  

THANK YOU.  

THAT WAS MY CONCERN.  

WE CAN  ADD  TIME. THAT'S FINE.  

WE HAVE AN AMENDMENT TO THE FLOOR  IF YOU WANT--  

AMEND THE AMENDMENT?  

YOU WANT TO WITHDRAW THAT AMENDMENT?  

I WILL WITHDRAW THE AMENDMENT  AND MOVE IT -- YOU WANT TO DO JUNE  OR JULY?  

WHAT ABOUT 90 DAYS? IS THAT TOO  LONG?  

FROM 90 DAYS FROM TODAY,  THE MOTION TO AMEND TO  WHATEVER 90 DAYS COMES TO OF THE  NEXT COUNCIL MEETING.  

JULY 17.  

MR. DANIELS, YOU WANT TO ACCEPT  THAT MOTION?  

YES, THAT'S FINE WITH ME.  

WE HAVE A MOTION ON THE FLOOR,  AMENDMENT TO THE MAIN MOTION TO  MOVE IT OUT FOR 90 DAYS. IS THERE  ANY OBJECTION TO THAT MOTION? WITHOUT  OBJECTION, SO THAT MOTION PASSES.  WE'RE BACK ON  THE MAIN MOTION TO CONTINUE THIS  ITEM FOR 90  DAYS. IS THERE ANY OBJECTION  TO THAT MOTION? WITHOUT OBJECTION  THE MOTION PASSES. THANK  YOU VERY  MUCH. LET US HAVE TILL  11:30  RECESS. THANK YOU. [  RECESS ] 

 COUNCIL MEMBERS PLEASE. I WOULD  LIKE TO COME BACK TO ORDER.  MR.  DANIELS AND MR. WAGNER  THANK  YOU. ALL RIGHT. MOVING ON TO ITEM  NUMBER EIGHT RESOLUTIONS REFINANCING  OF A PETITIONER OF THE TOURIST  DEVELOPMENT TAX REVENUE BONDS SERIES  2004. AND MISS ORR  YOU ARE RECOGNIZED.  

AS YOU KNOW, I THINK WE HAVE  A PRETTY GOOD LEGACY HERE OF TRYING  TO -- I'M A BIG BELIEVER IN  REDUCING DEBT. MAKING SURE WE DON'T  INCUR FUTURE LIABILITIES. ONE OF  THE ISSUES HERE IN THIS CASE  WAS A LAST OPPORTUNITY. TRYING TO  FIND WAYS OF CUTTING BACK OUR  DEBT. THIS WAS A LAST OPPORTUNITY  OF ALL THE THINGS WE TRIED BECAUSE  WE'VE BEEN VERY SUCCESSFUL TO REDUCE  DEBT ON THE PARKING GARAGE. AS YOU  KNOW, WE ALWAYS INVESTIGATE THINGS  AND TALK SPECIFICALLY TO THE COUNCIL  ABOUT THIS. WE TRIED  A TECHNIQUE WHERE WE PUT A  PLEDGE BEHIND IT. THE GOOD THINGS  IS AND RON WILL GO THROUGH WITH  YOU IT  WILL EXPLAIN HOW -- BUT THIS  IS REALLY  GOOD NEWS. RHONDA.  

THANK YOU. MISS ORR YOU  ARE RECOGNIZED.  

THIS ITEM BEFORE YOU IS GREAT  NEWS. IN FACT, I THINK WE HIT IT  OUT OF THE  BALLPARK. THIS TRANSACTION WILL  SAVE THE COUNTY $6.2 MILLION IN  INTEREST SAVINGS OVER THE NEXT 20  YEARS. A LITTLE HISTORY ABOUT THIS  TRANSACTION. WE ISSUED AN RFP TO  REFINANCE A PORTION OF THE OUTSTANDING  TOURIST DEVELOPMENT TAX BONDS. WE  COULDN'T REFINANCE THE WHOLE THING,  BUT THE PORTION THAT WE COULD REFINANCE  IS WHAT IS BEFORE YOU TODAY. THE  CURRENT INTEREST RATE ON THOSE BONDS  IS 5%. WE RECEIVED THREE  PROPOSALS. ONE FROM TD BANK, ONE  FROM SUN TRUST,  AND ANOTHER FROM PINNACLE PUBLIC  FINANCE. TD BANK HAD THE BEST PROPOSAL  AND THEY HAVE LOCKED US IN AT AN  INTEREST RATE OF 3.51%. DUE TO  THE LARGE OUTSTANDING BALANCE, THEY  HAVE PARTNERED WITH ANOTHER BANK.  THEY PARTNERED WITH REGIONS BANK  TO ACCOMPLISH THIS TRANSACTION.  A REPAYMENT PERIOD OF 20 YEARS.  AND AGAIN WE WILL BE SAVING $6.2  MILLION IN THIS  REFINANCING. OUR FINANCIAL ADVISOR  JAY GLOVER IS HERE WITH US ALONG  WITH BOND COUNCIL AND WE ARE PREPARED  TO ANSWER ANY QUESTIONS YOU MAY  HAVE.  

ANY AMOUNT OF THIS IS $47 MILLION?  

NOT TO EXCEED $47 MILLION.  

NOT TO EXCEED.  

REPEAT TO THEM HOW MUCH WE WILL  SAVE PER YEAR.  

IT'S A LITTLE OVER  $400,000 A YEAR IN INTEREST  SAVINGS OVER THAT 208  -- OVER THAT 20 YEAR TERM.  

WHAT I PLAN ON DOING BECAUSE  OF THE NATION OF THE OCEAN CENTER  AND THE AMOUNT OF DEBT WE TOOK ON  AND RIGHTLY SO TO MAKE THE IMPROVEMENTS  THAT WE NEEDED THAT WE HAD TO USE  SOME OOPHOROCELES TAX WHICH I THINK  IS A LEGITIMATE WAY TO BALANCE THIS  OFF. BUT IT WASN'T ABLE TO BE USED  FOR OTHER THINGS. I THINK THE COUNCIL  AGREED WITH THAT. WE WERE LOOKING  AT WAYS TO SEE IF WE CAN REDUCE  THAT SUBSIDY. WHAT I'M PLANNING  ON DOING NEXT YEAR IS APPLY THE  $400,000 AGAINST THE  OCEAN CENTERS BUDGET AND  THERE BY REDUCE THE INCOME TAX.  I THINK IT TAKES US IN THE DIRECTION  THE COUNCIL WANT. THAT MONEY IS  AVAILABLE FOR THE COUNCIL FOR OTHER  USES ON AN ONGOING BASIS  IN THE  GENERAL FUND.  

MR. CHAIR, AT A TIME WHEN COUNCIL  IS READY TO TAKE ACTION IF THE MOTION  COULD BE TO ADOPT BOTH THE BOND  RESOLUTION AND BUDGET RESOLUTION,  I SAY THAT BECAUSE THERE IS A WORD  MISSING IN THE LAST SENTENCE  THAT I WROTE. SO IF YOUR MOTION  CAN BE CONSTRUED TO BOTH THE BOND  AND BUDGET I WOULD ASK THAT.  

ALL RIGHT, THANK YOU. MISS NORTHEY.  

THANK YOU MR. CHAIRMAN. I JUST  WANTED TO SAY AS CHAIR OF THE TDC,  WE ARE GRATEFUL FOR THAT BECAUSE  THAT HAS BEEN A  TOPIC OF CONVERSATION ALMOST --  WELL I THINK AT EVERY MEETING I  HAVE CHAIRED THAT ISSUE HAS  COME UP. AND AS YOU KNOW, I DIDN'T  SUPPORT THAT ORIGINALLY ANY WAY  BECAUSE I DIDN'T THINK IT WAS AN  APPROPRIATE APPROPRIATION SO THANK  YOU. AND I'M CERTAINLY GOING TO  SUPPORT YOUR  RELIGION -- YOUR RECOMMENDATIONS.  

THANK YOU.  

WE DON'T HAVE ANY PUBLIC PARTICIPATION  ON IT.  

YOU WANT A MOTION?  

PLEASE?  

I WILL MISSION THE MOTION INCLUDING  YOU WANT THE BUDGET INCLUDED?  

YES, MA'AM.  

OKAY I MAKE THAT MOTION.  

WE HAVE A MOTION TO IMPROVE  THAT AND  SECONDED BY  MRS. CUSACK. WE HAVE A MOTION TO  APPROVE THIS AND SECONDED. IS  THERE ANY DISCUSSION? ANY OPPOSITION  TO THE MOTION? NO  OPPOSITION. MOTION PASSES  WITHOUT OPPOSITION 6-0. THANK YOU.  

THANK YOU RHONDA.  

MOVING ON WE ARE  GOING TO  PUBLIC HEARING. ITEM  NUMBER NINE. ORDNANCE 2014-07 CLARIFY  THAT THE COUNTY MAY FINANCE CAPITAL  IMPROVEMENTS PROJECTS OWNED BY ANOTHER  PUBLIC ENTITY. I  HAVE NO PUBLIC PARTICIPATION REQUEST.  CLOSE THE PUBLIC HEARING. STAFF  REPORT, PLEASE.  

MR. CHAIR, I WILL START THIS  OFF. AS YOU SEE ITEM 9 AND 10  ARE SET AT THE SAME TIME. AND I  WILL  LET THE ATTORNEY  EXPLAIN KEN ARDEN IS  HERE. THEY ARE WORKING ON THIS  ISSUE. THE REAL ISSUE IS IN ITEM  10 WHICH IS THE APPROVAL OF  THE INFRASTRUCTURE GRANT AGREEMENT.  WHAT WE HAVE IS  A TECHNICALITY HOUSEKEEPING SUGGESTION  BY OUR BOND COUNCIL ON HOW WOULD  BEST DO THAT. I KNOW THE COUNTY  ATTORNEY BELIEVED THIS SHOULD COME  FIRST. BUT THE REAL DISCUSSION IS  ABOUT THE INTERLOCAL AND THIS IS  A WAY YOU WOULD CROSS T'S AND DOT  I'S. WE BELIEVE WE DON'T HAVE TO  HAVE THIS TO GO FORWARD WITH THIS  BECAUSE WE BELIEVE IT'S A  LEGITIMATE EXPENDITURE OF PUBLIC  MONEY AND SO WITH THAT, I GUESS  KEN CAN ACTUALLY START THE  DISCUSSION IF YOU WANT ON THIS SPECIFIC  PORT OF THE HOUSEKEEPING THAT  WE BELIEVE IS IN HIS BEST INTEREST.  WHAT I THINK WE SHOULD DO IS FIND  OUT WHAT THAT ENTAILS. BECAUSE I  THINK IT'S INCUMBENT TO US TO HAVE  THAT FIRST BEFORE WE DO THE DISCUSSION  ON THE INTERLOCAL.  

JUST FOR INFORMATION FOR THOSE  LISTENING ON THE WEB, EXHIBITS A  AND B TO THIS AGREEMENT ARE POSTED  ON THE WEB AS  A SUPPLEMENTAL DOCUMENT. YES, SIR,  YOU ARE RECOGNIZED TO SPEAK.  

FOR THE  RECORD KEN ARDEN. WE ACT AS BOND  COUNCIL TO THE COUNTY AND THE AMOUNTS  TO BE PAID UNDER THE INTERLOCAL  AGREEMENT ARE GOING TO BE BASICALLY  FINANCED THROUGH A SALES TAX  BOND ISSUE LATER IN THE YEAR. UNDER  STATE LAW, WE DO HAVE AUTHORITY  TO USE SALES TAX REVENUES FOR  THIS PURPOSE BUT OUR LOCAL  ORDNANCE WAS IN BOND COUNCIL TERMS  DRAFTED JUST A LITTLE BIT TOO  NARROW FOR OUR PURPOSES OF ISSUING  AN UNQUALIFIED OPINION. SO WE ASK  THAT THIS HOUSEKEEPING CHANGE BE  MADE TO YOUR ORDNANCE. IT JUST MAKES  US A LITTLE BIT MORE COMFORTABLE  IN ISSUING THE LEGAL OPINIONS WE  HAVE TO DO AND IT'S HOUSEKEEPING  AT THIS  POINT.  

MISS CHAIR, YOU MAY WANT TO HAVE  THE DISCUSSION ABOUT THE BUDGET  RESOLUTION BEFORE YOU TAKE THE VOTES  THOUGH SO THERE IS DISCUSSION ABOUT  THE INTERLOCAL BECAUSE WITHOUT THE  AGREEMENT, YOU WOULD HAVE NO NEED  TOP MAKE THIS -- NO  NEED TO MAKE THIS CHANGE.  

OKAY WE WILL MOVE TO ITEM NUMBER  10 BUDGET RESOLUTION  ONE DAYTONA CDD INTERLOCAL INFRASTRUCTURE  GRANT AGREEMENT.  

THIS IS A FOLLOW UP ON MARCH  13th WHICH WAS APPROVAL OF THIS  INTERLOCAL OR CONCEPT OF A CAPITAL  GRANT OF $20 MILLION FOR INFRASTRUCTURE  IN DAYTONA ONE. THE  INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT REFLECTS THE  I BELIEVE THE WILL OF THE COUNCIL  AND THE VOTE THAT TOOK PLACE THAT  DAY. I KNOW IN THE AUDIENCE THERE  ARE SO MANY  PEOPLE HERE. GLEN RICHY  IS HERE, MR. JACOBY IS HERE. I'M  SURE ALL OF THOSE PEOPLE IF YOU  WOULD LIKE WOULD COME FORWARD AND  MAKE ANY COMMENTS IF YOU NEED. BUT  OUR PORTION IS TO PUT BEFORE YOU.  YOU HAVE ALL SEEN THE WRITTEN DOCUMENT  THAT WE BELIEVE REPRESENTS  WHAT YOU VOTED FOR AND HAS THE PROTECTIONS  IN IT BASED ON WHAT  THE COUNCIL REQUESTED.  

OKAY.  MR. WAGNER.  

YES THERE ARE A LOT OF PEOPLE  HERE AND DR. JOHNSON IS HERE. I  WOULD LIKE TO POINT OUT I'M GOING  TO A GALA ON SATURDAY NIGHT AND  WE REALLY WANT TO GET  THE GATOR THERE. [ LAUGHTER ]  I SAY THAT JOKINGLY BUT  IN  ALL SERIOUSNESS. AS FAR AS  IT REFLECTING THE WILL  OF THE COUNCIL, IT WAS GOING THROUGH  A LOT OF DISCUSSION. I THINK  WE ENDED UP AT A  GREAT POINT. WE DECIDED THAT VOTE  WAS PRETTY MUCH THE VOTE AND THIS  WAS THE TECHNICALITY OF GOING FORWARD  AND THE WILL OF THE COUNCIL WAS  TO MOVE FORWARD. SO I THINK IT'S  GREAT THAT WE ARE HERE. I ALMOST DIDN'T SAY IT BUT HE  JUST ANNOUNCED $250 MILLION IN VOLUSIA  COUNTY WITH THE WORDS I HAVE TO  SAY IT. I WILL GIVE HIM WHERE IT  IS. I RESPECT IT.  

THE GOVERNOR WILL APPRECIATE  THAT COMMENT.  

I KNOW HE WILL. I  APPRECIATE THE $250 MILLION IN INFRASTRUCTURE.  

OKAY THANK YOU VERY MUCH.  

WE HAVE  A COMMENT. YES. NAME AND  ADDRESS. THANK YOU.  

LISA  FRANCE. VOLUSIA COUNTY LIFETIME  RESIDENT. I WANTED TO THANK ALL  OF YOU FOR YOUR SUPPORT AND YOUR  VISION TODAY FOR OUR ONE  DAYTONA PROJECT. I'M HERE ON BEHALF  OF THE FRANCE FAMILY AND  INTERNATIONAL SPEEDWAY CORPORATION  AND JIM JACOBY WITH JACOBY DEVELOPMENT  AND I THINK YOU WILL BE REALLY PROUD  OF THIS PROJECT. I REALLY RESPECT  AND APPRECIATE YOUR LEADERSHIP AND  VISION FOR THIS COUNTY. THANK  YOU VERY MUCH.  

OKAY. SOME  HOUSEKEEPING HERE. EVIDENTLY WE  JUST  PASSED ITEMS NUMBER 9 AND 10 BUT  WE HAD TWO MEMBERS OF THE PUBLIC  THAT WANTED TO SPEAK. I WILL ASK  THEM TO COME FORWARD AT THIS TIME.  MR. CULLLY BEGAN.  

MR. CHAIRMAN MAY I ALSO MAKE  SOME COMMENTS AFTERWARDS.

LOOK AT THE  POSITION JACOBY GROUP ARE PUTTING  THE COUNCIL MEMBERS INTO WITH THIS  $20 MILLION GIVEAWAY OF FREE MONEY.  YOU CAN CALL IT WHAT YOU WANT. YOU  CAN TAKE THE LIPSTICK OFF THE PIG  IT'S A $20 MILLION GIVEAWAY OUT  OF THE  PUBLICS MONEY. THE DAYTONA INTERNATIONAL  SPEEDWAY AND  THE BILL FRANCE DYNASTY SEEM THEY  OWN VOLUSIA COUNTY. THE EXECUTIVES  FROM THE JACOBY DEVELOPMENT  CORPORATION OF ATLANTA NOT PAY TAXES  AND DESERVE NO HAND OUT  FOR THEIR SPECULATIVE  DAYTONA ONE PROJECT. BUILD IT AND  THEY MIGHT NOT COME BECAUSE THEY  CANNOT AFFORD  TO COME. MY NEIGHBOR JUST LOST A  JOB AND ANOTHER JUST LOST A  HOUSE. THIS IS SPECULATIVE RETAIL  SHOPPING THAT IS IN A COUNTY THAT  IS POOR.  

MR. CULLLY BEGAN I ASKED YOU  BEFORE THIS IS NOT A TIME FOR PERSONAL  COMMENTS. STICK TO THE ISSUES.  

WHY SHOULD THEY BORROW MONEYS  AND GIVE IT TO THE ASSOCIATES OF  THE WEALTHY DAYTONA  GREED WAY CORPORATION? THE EXECUTIVES  OF INTERNATIONAL GREEDWAY CORPORATION  ARE WORTH HUNDREDS OF MILLIONS  OF DOLLARS. THE DAYTONA NATIONAL  SPEEDWAY EXECUTIVES AND THE  ELITE DEVELOPERS THINK THEY CAN  SWEEP US ASIDE AND GET  A FREE $20 MILLION HAND OUT. AND  THEY ARE CORRECT. ALL YOU PEOPLE DO  IS GIVE AWAY MONEY. THAT'S WHAT  YOU DO. GIVE WAY MONEY  TO CORPORATIONS. GIVE AWAY. BEHIND  THIS IS A $3 MILLION GIVEAWAY. THIS  IS A $20 MILLION GIVEAWAY AND IT'S  OUR MONEY AND WE DON'T APPRECIATE  IT. I THINK YOU PEOPLE ARE JUST  ROTTEN TO THE CORE. THANK YOU.  

JOHN NICHOLSON DO YOU  STILL WISH  TO  SPEAK? MR. NICHOLSON.  

JOHN NICHOLSON 419 NORTH GRAND  AVENUE. I UNDERSTAND WHAT A LOT  OF THE PUBLIC IS THINKING THAT THIS  IS A GIVEAWAY THIS IS $20 MILLION.  I SIT IN FRONT OF A $20 MILLION  GIVEAWAY WHERE I  LIVE. IT'S CALLED OCEAN WALK. IT  HAS PRODUCED MILLIONS OF DOLLARS  EVERY YEAR FOR OUR  MAIN STREET CRA. IT IS POPULATED  YEAR ROUND WITH TOURISTS WHO ARE  SPENDING IN OUR COMMUNITY. YES $20  MILLION IS A LOT OF MONEY, BUT YOU  ARE GIVING  IT IN TERMS OF STREET, PARKING,  THINGS THAT ARE PUBLIC  THINGS. I UNDERSTAND THE CONCEPT  IT TAKES MONEY TO MAKE MONEY. AND  THIS IS WHAT IS HAPPENING. HIS  CONCEPT OF FLY BY NIGHT DOES  NOT STAND. LISA KENNEDY IS A LOCAL.  SHE LIVES ON THE BEACH  SIDE, SHE IS ABOUT EIGHT BLOCKS  DOWN FROM ME BUT SHE IS LOCAL. I  WOULD NOT BE SURPRISED TO SEE HER  AT BIRDIES SITTING DOWN  FOR BREAKFAST. SHE IS NOT SOMEBODY  FROM OUTSIDE  THE COMMUNITY. JACOBY WELL KNOWN  IN  THE COMMUNITY. THEY WOULD NOT HAVE  DONE THEIR RESEARCH AND GONE WITH  IT IF THEY DID NOT KNOW IT WAS GOING  TO SUCCEED. THEY ARE SPENDING $400  MILLION ON THE SPEEDWAY  ITSELF. IT'S ALREADY GENERATING  I THINK SEVEN RESTAURANTS THAT HAVE  EITHER MOVED, RENOVATED, OR GOING  INTO THE  AREA. ALL PRODUCING TAXES. ANYTHING  THAT IS BUILT ON THAT PROPERTY WILL  GENERATE TAXES FOR YEARS  TO COME. THIS IS A BOOM NOT JUST  TO THE CITY OF DAYTONA BEACH. THE  SPEEDWAY PUTS ON SIX SUPER BOWL  SIZE  EVENTS  EVERY YEAR. BIKE WEEK, OCTOBER FEST,  RACE WEEK, FOURTH OF JULY. HUGE  NUMBERS. BUT THE SALES TAX MONEY  IS NOT KEPT IN DAYTONA BEACH. EVERYBODY  IN THE COUNTY MAKES MONEY OFF OF  IT. THAT IS HOW BIG THE CROWDS ARE.  THE SALES TAX IS GENERATING DAYTONA  BEACH. WE ONLY GET A FRACTION OF  THAT MONEY. DAYTONA  GETS MORE MONEY THAN DAYTONA BEACH  DOES. THE WEST SIDE OF THE COUNTY  WILL GENERATE HUGE SUMS OF MONEY  ONCE THIS PROJECT IS DONE. IT IS  A COUNTY PROJECT HOT A CITY OF DAYTONA  BEACH. THE SPEEDWAY IS A SOLID CORPORATION  RUN BY A SOLID  INDIVIDUAL PARTNERING WITH A SOLID  COMPANY. IF I HOPE YOU PASS -- I  HOPE YOU PASS THIS AGAIN. THANK  YOU.  

THANK YOU VERY MUCH SPEAK FOR  THE PROJECT. UP NEXT WE HAVE CHRIS  BOWLER AND DR. JOHN JOHNSON AFTER  MR. BOWLER. AND SORRY ABOUT THE  CONFUSION WITH THIS. WE ARE GOING  TO TAKE A REVOTE ON THIS AFTER  WE DO THIS FOR THE SAKE  OF CLARIFYING THIS. AND I  APOLOGIZE ON BEHALF OF  THE COUNCIL. IT HAPPENS. MR. BOWLER.  

THANK YOU, CHAIR. CHRIS BOWLER  573 MARINA POINT HERE IN VOLUSIA  COUNTY. BUT THANK YOU FOR THE TIME.  BUT I SPEAK ON BEHALF AND I'M VERY  HONORED TO SPEAK ON BEHALF OF THE  DAYTONA REGIONAL  CHAMBER OF COMMERCE. UNANIMOUSLY  EVERYONE SUPPORTS THIS PROJECT.  AND IT'S BIGGER THAN THE PROJECT  THAT SITS ACROSS THE STREET. IT'S  BIGGER THAN JUST DAYTONA BEACH.  IT IS A VOLUSIA COUNTY WIDE PROJECT  THAT CAN DRAW PEOPLE NOT AWAY FROM  OUR AREA WHERE PEEL ARE DRIVING  TO GO SHOP AND DINE, IT GIVES THEM  A REASON TO COME IN. TRULY  WE SAW THIS IN PORT ORANGE  FROM THE PAVILION AND NOW YOU ARE  GETTING THIS INTO THE CORE DISTRICT  OF THE COUNTY WHICH IS WHAT TOURISTS  SEE. IT'S GREAT TO SEE A FAMILY  AND A COMPANY AND THERE IS A LOT  OF ASSOCIATES THAT WORK FOR ISC  THAT ARE INVESTIGATING IN --  THAT ARE INVESTING IN OUR TOWN AND  OUR COMMUNITY. THANK YOU VERY MUCH.  

THANK YOU  MR.  BOWLER. DR. JOHN JOHNSON. AND AFTER  THAT FORMER MAYOR GLEN RICHY THANK  YOU FOR BEING HERE.  

THANK YOU  MR. CHAIRMAN. IT'S A PLEASURE AND  HONOR TO COME AND SPEAK BEFORE YOU  IN SUPPORT OF  THIS WONDERFUL PUBLIC, PRIVATE,  PARTNERSHIP BECAUSE THAT IS WHAT  I BELIEVE IT IS. I RUN  A UNIVERSITY. IT'S A CORPORATE STRUCTURE  AND EVERYTHING WE DO IS PREDICATED  ON RETURN ON INVESTMENT. AND I CAN  TELL YOU THAT THIS PROJECT  HAS  A SIGNIFICANT OPERATING  MARGIN TO IT. THIS PUBLIC INFRASTRUCTURE  GRANT OF $20 MILLION I THINK IS  A SMALL RELATIVELY SMALL  INVESTMENT. BUT THE RETURN THAT  THE COUNTY IN THIS AREA  IS GOING TO RECEIVE  FROM ONE DAYTONA. WE'VE RECEIVED  OVER THE LAST TWO YEARS JUST TO  USE THIS AS AN EXAMPLE ABOUT $21  MILLION FROM THE GREAT STATE OF  FLORIDA. AND WE RECEIVED THAT BECAUSE  THERE WAS A SPECIAL  PARTNERSHIP ARRANGEMENT TO CREATE  RESEARCH, TO BRING JOBS TO  VOLUSIA COUNTY AND TO MAKE THINGS  POSSIBLE FOR OUR CITIZENS THAT OTHERWISE  MIGHT NOT OCCUR. SO WE  SEE THAT AS A CLEAR EVIDENCE OF  A PUBLIC, PRIVATE PARTNERING THAT  WE THINK IS VERY APPROPRIATE FOR  THE COUNTY GOVERNMENT, FOR THE CITY  GOVERNMENT TO PARTICIPATE IN. SO  I'M HERE TO SPEAK IN  FAVOR OF THIS MOTION MR. CHAIRMAN.  AND I THANK YOU FOR YOUR TIME. THANK  YOU SO MUCH.  

THANK YOU, DR.  JOHNSON. MAYOR RICHY. FORMER.  

MR. CHAIRMAN, MEMBERS OF THE  COUNCIL, THIS IS A HISTORIC  DAY IN VOLUSIA COUNTY. I'M NOT HERE  TO SPEAK ABOUT THE PROJECT YOU HAVE  VETTED THAT. ALL OF YOU HAVE DONE  YOUR HOME WORK. YOU HAVE HEARD ALL  OF THE REASONS WHY THIS IS A  WONDERFUL PROJECT. BUT I HAVE TO  ADDRESS THE  GIVING BACK. THE FRANCE FAMILY DONATED  $10 MILLION TO  THE PUBLIC HOSPITAL THAT PROVIDES  CARE TO THIS COMMUNITY. AND IF THAT  IS NOT GIVING BACK TO THE COMMUNITY,  I WOULD CHALLENGE SOMEBODY TO MEET  WITH ME LATER AND EXPLAIN WHY THAT  ISN'T GIVING BACK. BUT MAINLY I  WANT TO THANK YOU FOR YOUR TIME  THAT YOU HAVE SPENT THE WAY  YOU HAVE VETTED THIS OPPORTUNITY  FOR THIS COUNTY. THE JOB CREATION  AND THE THINGS THAT  YOU KNOW. IT WILL MAKE THIS A BETTER  PLACE FOR ALL OF US THAT WILL LIVE,  WORK, AND PLAY. I BELIEVE THIS WILL  BE A LYNCH PIN PROJECT. THE START  OF THIS PROJECT WILL CREATE OTHER  PEOPLE THAT HAVE BEEN ON THE  SIDELINES A REASON TO GET STARTED.  AND STARTED QUICKLY. SO I WON'T  TAKE ALL THE TIME ALLOTTED ME BUT  I WILL USE THIS OPPORTUNITY TO THANK  YOU AGAIN. I THINK IT'S AMAZING  THAT WE HAVE A ANONYMOUS VOTE ON  THIS. BECAUSE WE ARE ALL IN THIS  TOGETHER AND THANK YOU  AND CONGRATULATIONS.  

THANK YOU. MR. DANIELS  YOU WISH TO SPEAK?  

THANK YOU MR. CHAIRMAN. YOU  KNOW, IT WAS I  GUESS NO SURPRISE THAT I WAS  -- I POSTED THIS PROJECT IN THE  -- I WAS OPPOSED TO THE PROJECT  FROM THE  VERY BEGINNING. MY POINT WAS AND  I WROTE AN E-MAIL TO THIS EFFECT  THAT WE DIDN'T HAVE THE  EXPERTISE OR THE INFORMATION TO  STRUCTURE THIS DEAL PROPERLY AND  WE NEEDED TO GET AN INDEPENDENT  FINANCIAL ADVISOR TO GO OVER IT  TO COME UP WITH SOMETHING THAT WOULD  WORK WITH EVERYBODY. WORK WELL WITH  EVERYBODY. THAT WOULD BE IN  EVERYONE'S INTEREST. WE WOUND UP  NOT DOING THAT. THE ORIGINAL DISCUSSIONS  I HAD WITH MR. LEERY I THOUGHT  WAS QUITE PROMISING. BACK THEN IT  WAS  HALF THE TAX INCREMENT AND TO ME  THAT SOUNDED LIKE A TERRIFIC JOB.  IF YOU DO SOMETHING GREAT YOU GET  A LOT OF MONEY AND IF YOU DON'T,  YOU DON'T WE GET THE OTHER HALF.  BUT THEN WE CAME UP WITH THIS  GRANT CONCEPT. THIS $20 MILLION  GRANT CONCEPT WHICH GAVE ME  DIFFICULTY. AND DIDN'T REALLY HAVE  ANOTHER OPTION WHICH IS  AGAIN POINTS UP THE VALUE OF HAVING  A FINANCIAL ADVISOR WHERE WE  COULD HAVE HAD MORE OPTIONS THAT  WOULD HAVE WORKED BETTER  FOR  US. THE OTHER THING TOO IN LOOKING  AT THE AGREEMENT WE HAVE,  IT'S, YOU KNOW, IT'S PRETTY VAGUE.  IT'S NOT VERY WELL DRAFTED. IT'S  THE SORT OF THING THAT WE'VE BEEN  PRACTICING LAW FOR AWHILE THAT YOU  REALLY DON'T LIKE TO SEE. PARTICULARLY  IN A $20 MILLION DEAL I  WOULD SAY IT PROBABLY WOULD NOT  HAVE PASS MOST IN THE STANDARD  PRACTICE IN VOLUSIA COUNTY. PLEASE  DON'T SHOW IT TO YOUR  GUYS IN ATLANTA. I CAME OVER HERE.  I WAS RIDING OVER HERE WITH THE  IDEA OF VOTING AGAINST THIS. I GOT  A CALL FROM A FRIEND OF MINE. SHE  REMINDED ME THAT LISA FRANCE KENNEDY  WAS THE ONE  BEHIND THIS. THAT LISA WHEN WE MET  SHE TOLD ME THAT SHE WANTED TO  DO SOMETHING IMPORTANT FOR  HER HOMETOWN. SHE WANTED TO DO SOMETHING  SIGNIFICANT. AND IT IS NOT THIS  AGREEMENT THAT I HAVE FAITH IN.  I HAVE NO FAITH IN IT AT ALL. LISA  I'M PUTTING MY FAITH IN YOU. I THINK  YOU WILL DO IT. AND I REALLY DO  APPRECIATE YOU STEPPING FORWARD  AND I REALLY DO THINK  YOU ALL  MEET THAT COMMITMENT. I'M LOOKING  FORWARD TO SEE WHAT YOU  DO. THANK YOU.  

MISS NORTHEY.  

I GOT A LITTLE CONFUSED AS WELL.  I'M GOING TO SUPPORT ITEM 10  AS WELL. BUT I DID WANT TO MAKE  SOME COMMENTS AS THE COUNCIL MEMBER  WHO WAS ABSENT THE LAST TIME. I  HAD A  FAMILY EMERGENCY. AND  I PROBABLY YOU KNOW I USED SOME  OF THE SAME WORDS THAT SOME OF OUR  OPPONENTS USED  OUT HERE WITH INTERNAL DISCUSSIONS.  BUT THEN I TOOK THE TIME TO  EDUCATE MYSELF. I LISTENED TO  MY COLLEAGUES. I LISTENED TO THE  WHOLE DISCUSSION AND I HAD THE OPPORTUNITY  TO MEET WITH LISA KENNEDY AND  I WILL  TELL YOU THAT, THAT IS PROBABLY  FOR ME THE TURNING MOMENT WAS  SITTING IN THAT ROOM AND  KNOWING THAT LISA HAS RAISED  HER FAMILY HERE. SHE RAISED HERSELF.  YOU DIDN'T RAISE YOURSELF. YOUR  MOM RAISED YOU. [ LAUGHTER ] YOU  GREW UP HERE. YOU HAVE AN  INVESTMENT. AND YOU KNOW, I DON'T  CARE THAT IT'S A FAMILY OF  WEALTH. I'M FINE WITH THAT. THAT  IS NOT THE ISSUE. THE ISSUE IS  THAT THE FAMILY HAS BEEN VOLUSIA  COUNTY FAMILY FOR A VERY, VERY  LONG TIME. THEY HAVE INVESTED IN  THIS COUNTY FOR A VERY, VERY LONG  TIME. AND I HAVE NO DOUBT THAT  WHILE I DON'T SHARE MY  COLLEAGUE'S OPPOSITION NECESSARILY,  MR. DANIEL'S OPPOSITION TO THE AGREEMENT,  I TRULY LIKE THE FACT THAT IT IS  NOT A CRA. I  DON'T SUPPORT CRA'S AND I'VE  BEEN PRETTY LOUD ABOUT  THAT ONE. I SPENT SOME TIME YESTERDAY,  YESTERDAY MORNING MEETING WITH ROB.  ROB I'M SORRY I DON'T  REMEMBER YOUR LAST NAME BECAUSE  THAT IS THE FIRST TIME WE MET. GOING  OVER THE AGREEMENT. MAKING MYSELF  VERY COMFORTABLE AS MANY PROTECTIONS  AS WE CAN PUT INTO THIS AS WE COULD  WE  DID. AND I'M COMFORTABLE NOW WITH  THAT AGREEMENT. I DON'T KNOW IF  I WOULD HAVE STRUCTURED IT THAT  WAY. I'M COMFORTABLE THAT WE ARE  PROTECTED THAT WE WILL HAVE OUR  RETURN ON INVESTMENT. WE WILL COME  BACK TO THE TAXPAYERS. I WILL ALSO  TELL YOU, YOU ALL DO A PRETTY GOOD  JOB YESTERDAY OF GETTING E-MAIL  TRAFFIC OUT ON MR.  JACOBY. WHERE IS MR. JACOBY AT?  I COLD HIM I WOULD SAY NICE THINGS  ABOUT HIM. JIM IS NOT NECESSARILY  AS ACTIVE HERE IN VOLUSIA COUNTY  BUT YOU HAVE  DONE FINE  WORK IN FLAGNER COUNTY AND THAT  IS IMPORTANT TO ME. THAT IS REALLY  WHAT THIS DEVELOPMENT WILL  BE ABOUT. THAT IT WILL BRING  VALUE BEYOND TAXPAYER VALUE. THAT  IT WILL ADD THE ELEMENTS THAT  ARE NECESSARY TO GROW THIS COUNTY  AND TO GROW OUR MARKET. I KNOW  THAT YOU MR. JACOBY BASED ON THE  E-MAIL THAT I RECEIVED ABOUT YOU,  BELIEVE IN SOME OF THE MANY THINGS  THAT I BELIEVE IN WITH THE ENVIRONMENT  AND WITH ART AND PUBLIC PLACES AND  DOING THE RIGHT THING FOR A COMMUNITY.  SO I -- I KNOW THAT LISA  WILL HOLD YOUR FEET TO THE FIRE  ON THAT BECAUSE SHE LIVES  HERE. IT'S HER HOME. IT'S HER HOME  TOO. I'M HAPPY TO SUPPORT  THIS TODAY. I BELIEVE THAT IT WILL  BE GOOD FOR THE COUNTY. THAT  IT WILL BE GOOD COUNTY  WIDE. I HEARD MY FRIEND JOHN TALK  ABOUT THE SALES TAX DOLLARS. I  HEARD THAT MESSAGE. BUT I DO THINK  WE HAVE SOME EDUCATION THAT WE NEED  TO DO COUNTY WIDE SO THAT PEOPLE  CAN UNDERSTAND. AS I TOLD YOU, LISA,  I'VE HAD PEOPLE OVER HERE  THAT WANT TO 1:SEED FROM VOLUSIA  COUNTY BECAUSE THEY JUST DIDN'T  UNDERSTAND THE DEAL. BUT I THINK  WE NEED TO MAKE SURE THAT THEY  DO. WE NEED TO GET  OUT AND TELL EVERYBODY ABOUT WHAT  THIS WILL MEAN TO VOLUSIA COUNTY.  SO I DID MY HOME WORK, AND I'M  HAPPY THAT YOU INSISTED THAT I  COME OVER AND WE MEET AND MR. JACOBY  I KNOW THAT I CAN TRUST YOU TO DO  THE RIGHT THING FOR OUR COMMUNITY.  

MR. WAGNER  YOU ARE RECOGNIZED.  

THANK YOU. I THINK STAFF HAS  DONE A WONDERFUL JOB. THE GOOD THING  ABOUT THIS I THINK THE FAMILY IS  GREAT. LOVE THE DEVELOPER. I DON'T  HAVE TO TRUST ANY OF  YOU. YOU KNOW WHY? OUR  STAFF DID SUCH A GREAT JOB  DRAFTING THIS. ROB, I THINK YOU  DID A WONDERFUL JOB. I CALLED DAN  AND SAID I WAS SO IMPRESSED ON  WHAT YOU WORKED ON. YOU'VE BEEN  A HUGE ASSET SO THANK YOU FOR THAT.  JIM, YOU PUT US IN A GREAT  POSITION. I REALLY THINK THIS IS  A WONDERFUL AGREEMENT. ONE I FEEL  VERY  COMFORTABLE WITH. ONE I THINK THE  CITIZENS WILL BE PROTECTED. AS FAR  AS DAN WITH YOUR INVOLVEMENT AS  WELL. I THINK IT'S A GREAT DAY  FOR VOLUSIA COUNTY.  I FEEL VERY COMFORTABLE WITH  THIS DECISION. IT'S SUCH A GREAT  PROJECT I WILL VOTE ON IT  TWICE. [ LAUGHTER ]  FOR CLARIFICATION PURPOSES, MR.  CHAIR, WOULD YOU LIKE TO GO AHEAD  AND HAVE THE MOTION AGAIN AND  A VOTE?  

MR. ECKERT DO WE NEED TO  RESEND THE  PREVIOUS MOTION?  

I THINK YOU COULD JUST VOTE AGAIN  AND IF YOU WANT THE QUESTION  SEPARATED. APPARENTLY SOME INDIVIDUALS  IN THE AUDIENCE DID NOT UNDERSTAND  YOU WERE DISCUSSING ITEM  10 AND I  APOLOGIZE. MAYBE THE CLEAREST THING  IS BOTH  MOVE ITEM 9 AND ITEM  10.  

I WILL MOVE ITEM 9.  

IS THERE A NECK  

SECONDED BY MRS. CUSACK. IS  THERE  ANY DISCUSSION? ANY DEBATE? WITHOUT  OBJECT  IT PASSES. ITEM NUMBER 10 BUDGET  RESOLUTION ONE DAYTONA  CDD INTERLOCAL INFRASTRUCTURE GRANT  AGREEMENT FOR $20 MILLION.  

MOVE THAT  ITEM.  

SECONDED.  

MOVED BY WAGNER, SECONDED  BY  CUSACK. ANY DISCUSSION? DEBATE?  

MR.  CHAIR.  

YOU ARE RECOGNIZED.  

THANK YOU. I WOULD JUST LIKE  TO ADD MY TWO CENTS TWO TIMES  THAT THIS IS WONDERFUL FOR  VOLUSIA COUNTY. I KNOW THAT I HAVE  FAITH IN THIS PROCESS AND WHEN YOU  WORK A PROCESS AND  WORK IT WELL, YOU HAVE WONDERFUL  RESULTS. I HAVE  THE GREATEST RESPECT FOR EVERYONE  THAT HAS BEEN AT THIS TABLE. AND  I SAY TO YOU THAT WHAT  WE ARE  TALKING ABOUT IS ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT  FOR THE RESIDENTS OF VOLUSIA COUNTY  AND NOT ONLY ARE WE TALKING ABOUT  ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT BUT WE ARE  TALKING ABOUT A LIFESTYLE THAT  WILL HELP AND  INCREASE THE LIVELIHOOD OF MANY  TO COME. IT'S NOT JUST ABOUT US.  IT'S ABOUT THOSE THAT WILL  FOLLOW. SO TO YOU LISA, IT'S NOT  ABOUT US. IT'S ABOUT GENERATIONS  TO COME. YOU WILL  MAKE THEM REMEMBER THAT YOU WERE  ONCE HERE. THANK YOU SO  MUCH. AND WITH THAT MR. CHAIR I'M  READY TO VOTE.  

 MISS DENYS TO SPEAK TO THE  ISSUE.  

I WISH THAT WE -- I THINK THE  PROJECT IS SO BIG WE WOULD BE REMISED  IF WE DID NOT ARTICULATE AND I  DON'T KNOW MR. MANAGER IF YOU'D  LIKE TO DO THAT. THE PROTECTIONS  TO THE COUNTY. BUT BEFORE THAT I  WOULD LIKE TO THANK YOU. IT ALSO  HAS  NOT ESCAPED MY REVIEW HERE THAT  YOU PULLED OUT THE STAND ALONE PROVISION.  I HAVE WATCHED HOW THAT HAS BEEN  CRAFTED AND THANK YOU FROM  MOVING FROM 51-55% EVEN THOUGH IT  IS NOT 65%, IT IS ALMOST A  10% INCREASE AND THAT IS GOOD FAITH.  I UNDERSTAND WHERE  YOU ARE WHEN I NEGOTIATE I START  HIGH. I'M OKAY WITH THAT ONE. AND  ALSO WITH THE COUNTY I BELIEVE  THAT THE COUNTY IS POSTURED VERY  WELL, IF YOU WILL. BECAUSE  OF STAFF AND BECAUSE OF GOOD  FAITH NEGOTIATIONS. I BELIEVE THAT  THIS IS AN OPPORTUNITY GOING FORWARD  AND SAFEGUARDS NOT JUST FOR THE  COUNTY BUT FOR THE COMMUNITY AND  THE CITIZENS. IT  WILL BE A GREAT REWARD  AND UNINTENDED CONSEQUENCES THAT  WE HAVEN'T EVEN SEEN. I THINK THERE  ARE SOME THINGS THAT  HAVEN'T BEEN MEASURED. WHO WOULD  HAVE THOUGHT THIS TIME LAST YEAR  IN VOLUSIA COUNTY WE WOULD BE DISCUSSING  THIS. WE WOULD ALREADY HAVE TRADER  JOE'S GOING. THAT ALL OF THESE PROJECTS  ARE ON THE HORIZON. I MEAN IT IS  A GREAT DAY IN VOLUSIA COUNTY AND  VERY ENCOURAGING. WITH THAT, MR.  MANAGER, I THINK IT IS IMPORTANT  TO NOTE THAT THE SAFEGUARDS AND  THE PROTECTIONS THAT ARE IN THE  CONTRACT FOR THE CITIZENS OF  VOLUSIA COUNTY.  

 THANK YOU.  

WHAT I WOULD  SAY BE MR. DONE IS RECOGNIZED  IS I WANT TO APPRECIATE HIS INVOLVEMENT  IN  THIS AND MR. ARDENT WHO HAS RESPONDED  TO E-MAILS LATE IN THE EVENING.  SO WITH THAT, MR. DONE  CAN RUN THROUGH SOME OF THE POINTS.  

 MR.  CHAIR, COUNCIL  MEMBERS, WHAT WE DRAFTED THE ACTUAL  MOTION CALLED FOR 51% EVEN THOUGH  THERE WAS DISCUSSION ON THE  FLOOR ABOUT RAISING IT. WE INCREASED  THAT TO 55%. WE  ADDED A MINIMUM SQUARE FOOT REQUIREMENT  TO THAT. OTHERWISE WE COULD HAVE  ONE STORE AT THE TIME PERIOD AND  YOU WOULD HAVE 100%. SO WE  DID ADD A MINIMUM SQUARE FOOT REQUIREMENT.  THAT DATE COMES IN AT   JANUARY 1st, 2017. GOING BACK TO  THE BEGINNING THERE ARE A NUMBER  OF THINGS 9 DEVELOPMENT MUST ACHIEVE  BEFORE THE FIRST DOLLAR IS EVER  DISPURSED. FIRST OF ALL THE CDD  HAS TO PROVIDE A  WRITTEN FINANCE PLAN FOR ALL THE  INFRASTRUCTURE FOR  THE ENTIRE CIP. WILL THERE  BE BONDS? WILL THERE BE NOTES? WHAT  IS THE EQUITY POSITION OF THE  UNDER LYING DEVELOPERS? BIG  PORTION  OF WHERE MR. ARDENT INVOLVED NOT  ONLY ARE WE DOING A BOND ISSUE BUT  THE CDD. THEY HAVE THE POWER TO  DO A SPECIAL ASSESSMENT ON THE RABID  THAT IS INSIDE THE DISTRICT. AND  THERE IS THE POTENTIAL THAT  ONE OF THE CLAW BACK PROVISIONS.  IF THE PROJECT WERE ABANDONED AND  WE HAVE PAID $20 MILLION AND EVERYTHING  STOPS IN ITS TRACKS,  WHAT HAPPENS? SO PRIOR TO ANY DOLLAR  EVER BEING ISSUED IN THE FIRST  PLACE THE CDD  WILL LEVY THE LAND IN THE DISTRICT.  THERE IS A POTENTIAL THAT IT  MAY NOT BE VALID ONE DAY DOWN AT  THE ROAD. HAVE THAT VALIDATED BY  A COURT AND SAY  THIS IS LEGITIMATE. THEY  HAVE TONE IT, THEY HAVE RECORDED  IT, IT IS IN PLACE AND THE  COURT HAS VALIDATED THAT LEVY.  PUT TOGETHER  A ROLE OF SECTION 12 THAT TALKS  ALABAMA THE VERY SECURITY MECHANISMS.  FIRST AND FOREMOST THAT LEVY HAS  TO BE IN PLACE. THE FINANCE PLAN  HAS TO BE IN PLACE. THERE WILL BE  A POINT IN TIME AT  THE -- MOSTLY AT THE END OF THE  AGREEMENT ONE OF THE REQUIREMENTS  IS THAT THE COUNTY DOES NOT RECEDE  THAT OF THE HOST. THEY ARE DOING  THEIR AGREEMENT A LITTLE DIFFERENTLY.  THEY ARE DOING THEIRS IN A PAYMENT  THAT MATCHES THE INCREMENT OVER  A PERIOD OF TIME TO HIT $20  MILLION. THERE IS THE POTENTIAL  THAT THEY COULD HIT A TIME LIMIT  AND NOT  HAVE CONTRIBUTED THE EQUIVALENT.  IF THAT IS THE CASE, WE WILL GET  IT BACK. AND THEY HAVE TO PROVIDE  US WITH THAT AGREEMENT THAT THEY  WILL PAY FOR THAT ANALYSIS BEFORE  WE EVER DISPURSE THE FIRST DOLLAR.  AND OF COURSE THEY HAVE TO  APPLY FOR AND RECEIVE A BUILDING  PERMIT FOR ALL THE SITE WORK BEFORE  THE FIRST PAYMENT. OUR PAYMENTS  WILL BE IN TWO PARTS $12  MILLION AND $8 MILLION. THE CIVIL  SITE PERMIT WILL HAVE TO BE ISSUED  BEFORE THE $12 MILLION. THE SECOND  IS TIED TO THE VERTICAL CONSTRUCTION  OF A PARKING GARAGE. I DON'T WANT  THERE TO BE ANY CONFUSION. IT'S  NOT TO PAY FOR THE PARKING GARAGE  PER SE, THAT IS AN OBJECTIVE BENCHMARK  THAT EVERYONE CAN LOOK AT  AND SEE THE  PROJECT IS MOVING FORWARD. IT'S  SOMETHING WE CAN TIE TO. OTHERWISE  THERE IS NOT A WHOLE LOT OF OBJECTIVE  BENCHMARKS ON THE WAY.  YEP THEY  ARE GOING VERTICAL ON THE PARKING  GARAGE. BUT THERE IS A  LOT MORE ON THIS PROJECT.  IT'S AN INDICATOR THE PROJECT IS  FULL STEAM AHEAD. CONDITIONS PRESSING  THAT SECOND PAYMENT. ALL THE THINGS  THEY HAD TO DO TO GET THE FIRST  PAYMENT ARE STILL UNTIL PLACE. AND  SIGNIFICANTLY WHEN THEY LOOK AT  THE AGREEMENT WE ADDED SOMETHING  THAT WASN'T IN THE TERM SHEET AT  ALL. IT'S A DIFFERENT LAYEROVER  PROTECTION. IT'S A DIFFERENT BENCHMARK  OF PERFORMANCE. WHAT IT BASICALLY  SAYS IS YOU KNOW WE'RE PAYING $20  MILLION AND WE EXPECT CERTAIN ASPECTS  TO BE BUILT. CERTAIN AMOUNT OF ROADS.  CERTAIN AMOUNT OF PARKING.  AND WE HAVE ESSENTIALLY AGREED TO  WHAT THE VALUE OF  THOSE ARE. THERE IS TWO  SECTION TO THAT END PART OF SECTION  5. IF ANY OF THE ROADS OR SIDEWALK  STRUCTURES ARE REDUCED BY MORE THAN  10%, THE COUNTY HAS TO CONSENT IN  WRITING. IF THE TOTAL NUMBER OF  PARKING SPACES IS REDUCED BY MORE  THAN 10%, THE PARTY HAS TO  CONSENT IN WRITING. AND WE PUT IN  THERE THEY CAN OVERCOME THAT OBJECTION  IF THEY REFUND THE PRORATE  OF PORTION. FOR THAT THAT IS BEING  REPLACED OR REDUCED. IF THEY ARE  ONLY GOING TO BUILD HALF THE ROADS,  WE NEED TO KNOW ABOUT IT AND SAY  YOU KNOW WHAT, WE WERE PAYING  A LOT OF MONEY FOR THOSE ROADS.  AND THE FINAL CATCH ALL IS TO SAY  IF ANY REDUCTION IN ANY OF THOSE  PARKING ELEMENTS OR ANY INFRASTRUCTURE  ELEMENTS ENDS UP SO THE TOTAL NUMBER  OF INFRASTRUCTURE IN THOSE FOUR  AREAS, THREE AREAS REALLY THAT WE  ARE PAYING FOR  COMES BELOW $20 MILLION, THAT, THAT  DIFFERENCE WILL BE  REFUNDED. IF THE NATURE OF THE PROJECT  SHRINKS BETWEEN NOW AND COMPLETION  IT WILL NOT BE NEARLY AS BIG AS  IT WOULD BE. AND ALSO IF IT'S GOING  GREAT AND SOME  EXA BUSINESSES COME IN. SAY THEY  WANT TO PUT A BLOOMINGDALES OR WHATEVER  IT IS WHERE PARKING USED TO  BE AND DISPOSE SOME OF THAT INFRASTRUCTURE,  THEN THERE IS A MECHANISM TO  GET THAT MONEY BACK. OTHERWISE THE  MESSAGE WE HEARD WE WANT TO KNOW  WHAT WE ARE GETTING AND WANT TO  HAVE A WAY TO GET IT BACK. AND  THAT IS WHAT WE HAVE DONE.  

ROB, THANK YOU. I WANT TO ADD  ONE THING. ON THE  FINANCIAL SIDE. I APPRECIATE THE  COMMENTS. ESPECIALLY FROM  MR. WAGNER. YOU KNOW I FIND IT  INTERESTING I GUESS IT WAS MONDAY.  APRIL 1st. IT'S INTERESTING TO START  A JOB ON APRIL 1st. IT'S HARD TO  BELIEVE I'VE BEEN HERE  EIGHT YEARS. I'M HEADING INTO MY  40th YEAR OF  DOING THIS. WHEN I GOT HERE IN 2006,  THINGS WENT BACKWARDS. I TOLD THEM  RECENTLY THIS IS THE FIRST TIME  I SAW THEM BUILDING  IT DOWN HERE.  I FEEL PROUD ABOUT WHAT HAPPENED.  WE REDUCED THE WORK FORCE BY 600  PEOPLE. WE HAVE CUT TAXES IN EVERY  YEAR BUT ONE. AND WE  WILL COME OUT OF ONE  OF THE WORST ECONOMIC DOWNTURNS  IN AMERICA WITH A BOND RATING THAT  WAS PROTECTED AND STRONG.  I'M  THE MANAGER, I AM YOUR FINANCIAL  PERSON TO A CERTAIN DEGREE. I MAKE  RECOMMENDATIONS BASED ON WHAT I  THINK MAKES SENSE FOR THIS  COUNCIL BUT  I ALSO HAVE -- I RECOMMEND  A WAY OF DOING THIS MONEY BECAUSE  I THOUGHT IT MADE SENSE.  AND SO WE PAID FOR  A LITTLE  BIT  OF IT. A  LITTLE LESS SUCCESSFUL  THAN WE HELPED.  I STAND  BEHIND I'M VERY PROUD OF THE RECOMMENDATION  THAT I MADE ON  THE FINANCIAL SIDE. MY JOB WAS TO  MAKE SURE THIS COUNCIL IS PROTECTED  IN MAKING THOSE DECISIONS. THEY  MAKE SURE YOU ARE LEGALLY PROTECTED.  I FEEL VERY GOOD ABOUT WHAT WE HAVE  IN THE ORDNANCE WE HAVE. I  THINK IT REFLECTS WITH THE COLLECTIVE  ASK ME TO DO AND THAT IS MY JOB.  THANK YOU VERY MUCH.  

YOU WERE MY SCREEN IS  BLANK AT THE MOMENT. BUT DO YOU  HAVE ANYTHING YOU WISH  TO ADD?  

NO. JUST THIS. WHILE I WAS  -- I SHOULD ALSO MY EXPRESS MY  APPRECIATION TO MR. WATTS. SO THAT  YOU WOULD HAVE ENOUGH TIME TO BE  ABLE TO REVIEW THEM.  THIS WAS A COMPLEX CONCEPT AND I  ACQUIRED A LOT OF WORK  BY ALL INVOLVED.

I'M SORRY.  

THAT IS OKAY.  

 THANK YOU. JERRY BRENTON COUNTY  ENGINEER. THIS IS  A PRETTY TYPICAL REQUEST. PETITION  FOR ABANDONMENT. HOME WAS  BUILT BACK IN 1971. IT  UNFORTUNATELY ENCROACHED INTO A  RECORDED EASEMENT OF THE COUNTY.  IT WAS A 10-FOOT  WIDE EASEMENT. IT ENCROACHED 2.5  FEET INTO IT. THE HOUSE HAS. WHAT  WE TYPICALLY DO IS RATHER THAN  ABANDON THE WHOLE EASEMENT WE ASSESS  IT AS TO WHETHER THE IMPACTS ON  EITHER CURRENT USE  OR FUTURE PUBLIC USE AND IF THERE  ARE NO IMPACTS, THEN WE  RECOMMEND TO COUNCIL THAT WE VACATE  ABANDON JUST THAT PORTION THAT IS  ENCROACHING. THAT IS 83 SQUARE FEET.  WE HAVE A DRAINAGE PIPE IN THAT  EASEMENT BUT IT'S ON THE SOUTH END  AND DOESN'T INTERFERE  WITH MAINTENANCE OF  THAT PIPE. AND STAFF  WOULD RECOMMEND APPROVAL.  

PUBLIC PARTICIPATION WE  HAVE  MARK RICOWSKI.  

GOOD AFTERNOON. I'M HERE  REPRESENTING THE DANIELS TRUST AND  MR. DANIELS IS RIGHT HERE WITH ME.  WE SUPPORT THE STAFF RECOMMENDATION.  I KNOW EVERYBODY WANTS TO GET TO  LUNCH SO I WILL KEEP IT QUICK. THE  HOUSE WAS JUST BUILT AND WE ARE  JUST ASKING FOR THAT 83 FEET TO  BE OUTSIDE OF THE EASEMENT JUST  SO WE CAN -- IT DOESN'T GIVE US  PROBLEMS WITH FINANCING. AND I'M  JUST HERE TO ANSWER ANY QUESTIONS  YOU MIGHT HAVE.

I HAVE A MOTION TO  APPROVE BY  MISS DENYS. SECONDS  BY MISS NORTHEY. ANY  DEBATE? NO ANY OPPOSITION? THE  MOTION PASSES. LUNCHTIME FOLKS.  WE WILL SEE YOU  BACK HERE  AT 2:00. THANK YOU.  GREAT JOB THIS MORNING FOLKS. GREAT  JOB.  

CAN I  HAVE COUNCIL  MEMBERS, PLEASE?  .  

CALL THE MEETING TO  ORDER, PLEASE. PLEASE, CALL THE  MEETING TO  ORDER. THANK YOU. I HOPE EVERYBODY  HAD A VERY  GOOD LUNCH. WE ARE UP  ON ITEM NUMBER 39, 2:00  TIME CERTAIN. THIS  IS APPEAL CASE  14-039, APPEALING THE  LAND  DEVELOPMENT REGULATION COMMISSION,  DECISION OF  DENIAL. THE  APPLICANT FAO4 JUNIOR 6500 LLC.  YOU'RE  RECOGNIZED.  

SCOTT ASHLEY, THE MANAGER, THIS  IS APPEAL, DECISION  BY THE APPEAL, THE DEVELOPMENT  AND REGULATION COMMISSION HEARD  AN APPEAL ON A VARIANCE  CASE ON JANUARY 14, 2014.   THIS IS A REHEARING OF CASE  V12043 WHICH THEY HEARD IN FEBRUARY  OF 2013. IN THAT REQUEST THERE  WERE 8 VARIANCES BEING REQUESTED.  FIVE OF WHICH WERE TO ADDRESS SITE  IMPROVEMENTS IN THE FORM OF AN  EXISTING SINGLE FAMILY HOME AND  STRUCTURES ON THE PROPERTY. AND  THREE OF THE VARIANCES WERE  FOR A PROPOSED ADDITION WHICH WAS  A FRONT ELEVATED DECK ON TO  THE HOME FACING SOUTH  ATLANTIC AVENUE. THE FLIGHT PLAN  IS ON YOUR SCREEN FOR YOUR VIEW.  IT WAS TO  ALLOW A FRONT YARD SET  BACK ALONG SOUTH ATLANTIC AVENUE  AND THEY PROPOSED A VARIANCE  ADDITION THAT WAS PROPOSED WOULD  HAVE HAD A 13.9  FRONT YARD FRONT BACK AND  A 5.6 AND 6.9 SIDE YARD  SETBACKS TO ALLOW THE ADDITION OF  THE ELEVATED DECK INTO THE FRONT  YARD. AT  THE MEETING THE FIELDER, THEY  TOOK NEW EVIDENCE AND COMMENTS FROM  THE APPLICANT. AT THAT TIME THERE  WAS A  MOTION TO APPROVE, HOWEVER THAT  FAILED ON A TWO TO  THREE VOTE AND, THEREFORE, THEY'RE  BACK FROM THE DENIAL. DO YOU HAVE  ANY COMMENTS OR QUESTIONS ON THE  APPLICATION?  

ANY COUNCIL MEMBERS HAVE  QUESTIONS FOR  MR. ASHLEY? JOSH ? [INDISCERNIBLE]  

IN HIS CRYPTIC HANDWRITING, MR.  ALEX FORD, IF I HADN'T  TOLD THIS I WOULD HAVE  THOUGHT IT WAS, YOU KNOW  --  

THANK YOU, MR. CHAIRMAN.  

YOU'LL RECOGNIZE THIS.  

I DIDN'T KNOW I  WAS GETTING REVIEWED FOR MY  HANDWRITING. I'VE BEEN REVIEWED  FOR MY HANDWRITING SINCE FIRST GRADE.  

IT'S HERE ON THIS APPEAL, THE  DENIAL OF THE VARIANCE. I DON'T  KNOW HOW MANY OF YOU ALL  RECEIVED AN E-MAIL  TODAY FROM MR. GOA, I  WOULD LIKE TO ADDRESS  THAT UP FRONT. THE PLANNING BOARD  MEMBER, HE WOULD THOUGHT  I WOULD GET AND I STILL THINK I  WOULD GET, IF HE ATTENDED THAT MEETING,  WE HAD THE INTERCHANGE AT THOSE  MEETINGS, I THINK I'VE CHANGED HIS  MIND ON ISSUES BEFORE. I DIDN'T  HAVE THAT OPPORTUNITY, HE WAS TO  THE THERE. I THINK HE FELT I  WAS OVERSTATING  THE FACT THAT THERE ARE ONLY FIVE  MEMBERS AT  THE  PLANNING  BOARD. I THINK HE THOUGHT I WAS  OVERSTATING THAT. THAT'S THE REASON  HE SENT THAT E-MAIL TO YOU ALL.  HERE'S MY THOUGHT PROCESS ON WHY  HE DID NOT  ASK FOR THE CONTINUANCE, WE KNEW  HE WASN'T GOING  TO THERE. BUT, AS A PRIVATE VOLUSIA  SCHOOL SYSTEM I CAN COUNT TO 3  AND 4. I KNEW BEFORE THE MEETING  I WAS NOT GOING TO  GET TO THE 4. MR. GO WOULD HAVE  GIVEN ME A THREE TO THREE  VOTE. IT'S STILL LOSING, MY CLIENT  WENT THROUGH THE PROCESS FOR QUITE  SOME TIME. WE MADE THE DECISION,  YOU'RE NOT GOING TO WIN WITH THE  6 MEMBERS OF THE PLANNING BOARD  SO LET'S GO AHEAD AND GO  FORWARD AND THEN WE'LL APPEAL TO  COUNCIL. WE WENT INTO THE MEETING  KNOWING WE WERE GOING TO LOSE. WE  ALL KNOW HOW THAT WORKS AND SO THAT'S  WHY WE DID NOT  ASK FOR THE CONTINUANCE. AND I WOULD  LIKE TO MAYBE ADDRESS THAT RIGHT  OFF THE BAT IF ALL OF YOU HAVE ANY  QUESTIONS, ANY  QUESTIONS ON THAT.  

KEEP GOING.  

OKAY. WHAT WE'RE TALKING ABOUT  IS -- MY CLIENT HAS A SIX FOOT BALCONY,  SHE WOULD LIKE TO HAVE A  11-FOOT DECK. THAT'S REALLY WHAT  WE'RE TALKING  ABOUT HERE. MR. GO'S E-MAIL DIDN'T  SAY HE WAS AGAINST THAT  IN CONCEPT. ONCE HE RECEIVED  THE E-MAIL I TRIED E-MAILING HIM  IS THIS A TERRIBLE THING OR WE DON'T  MEET THE TECHNICALITIES OF A VARIANCE.  I HAVEN'T HEARD BACK  FROM HIM. THAT'S WHAT WE'RE  TALKING ABOUT. THE  ISSUE ON THE  VARIANCE OFTENTIMES IS, DO YOU HAVE  NEIGHBORHOOD OPPOSITION, WE HAVE  NO NEIGHBORHOOD OPPOSITION. WE HAVE  THE NEIGHBOR RIGHT NEXT DOOR WHO  SENT A FAX TO ME, I DON'T KNOW IF  YOU ALL SAW THAT.  

A FAX SAYING HE'S OKAY WITH  IT. HIS DEVELOPMENT, IF IT WERE  TO TAKE PLACE TODAY, HE WOULD NOT  BE ABLE TO  BUILD THAT HOUSE -- SUE,  DO YOU HAVE, COULD YOU  ENTER THE PHOTOGRAPHS? HE  WAS NOT ABLE TO BUILD THAT HOUSE  THE WAY IT'S BUILT IS MY UNDERSTANDING.  THAT HOUSE, GO TO THE ONE THAT SHOWS  THE HOUSE TO THE SOUTH. AND PREFERABLY  IN THE BACKYARD. OKAY.  THIS  IS THE FRONT YARD AND YOU CAN SEE  THAT HOUSE IS BUILT UP. IT  HAS A RETAINING WALL WITH FILL  THERE AND IT'S BUILT UP ABOVE THAT.  WHAT YOU CAN'T SEE FROM THAT PHOTO,  BUT YOU CAN SEE FROM THE BACKYARD,  IF YOU HAVE THAT  EXPOSURE, IT REALLY KIND OF RUINS  THE BACKYARD AND  IT DOESN'T MAKE -- IF YOU'RE GOING  TO PUT A DECK ON THIS HOUSE, YOU  WOULDN'T WANT TO PUT IT IN THE BACKYARD.  THAT'S NOT IT. THAT'S ONE OF THE  OTHER HOUSE AS FEW BLOCKS AWAY,  MUCH CLOSER THAN THE VARIANCE WE'RE  REQUESTING AND THE POINT OF THAT  EXHIBIT IS TO JUST KIND OF SHOW  THE TREND IN  THAT NEIGHBORHOOD. THERE  WE GO. THAT'S WHAT MY CLIENT'S BACKYARD  LOOKS LIKE. IF YOU WANT TO PUT A  NICE DECK, TO HAVE A LITTLE SOCIAL  GATHERING OUT THERE, THAT'S WHAT  SHE WOULD BE FACING. WE'RE TALKING  ABOUT OCEAN FRONT OR OCEAN VIEW  PROPERTY. WHERE WOULD YOU WANT TO  PUT A NICE DECK ON SUCH A LOT --  YOU WOULD WANT TO PUT  IT IN THE FRONT ANYWAYS. THAT'S  WHAT SHE IS ASKING FOR. I DON'T  THINK ANYBODY EXPRESSED A CONCERN  THAT THAT WAS ACTUALLY A BAD THING.  I THINK THE PLANNING  BOARD LOOKS AT THESE ISSUES AS A  TECHNICAL THING. IS THERE  A NON-SELF-IMPOSED HARDSHIP. SOMETIMES  THEY THINK YOU BOUGHT THE PROPERTY,  THAT MEANS YOU IMPOSE A HARDSHIP  ON YOURSELF. IN THIS  SITUATION, WE'VE HAD  A DEFINITE CHANGE HOMES ARE CONSTRUCTED.  I THINK THIS HOME WAS BUILT  IN THE '80S, BACK THEN YOU  HAD THESE NARROW BALCONIES AND PEOPLE  ARE PUTTING NICE DECKS ON THEIR  HOMES AND YOU'RE SEEING THAT ALL  UP AND DOWN, INCLUDING THIS NEIGHBORHOOD.  IN THIS NEIGHBORHOOD YOU HAVE A  SITUATION WHERE YOU HAVE THE LOT,  THE ROAD, AND MORE LOTS AND THEN  THE BEACH. SO  THE COMBINED SETBACK FROM MY  CLIENT, SHE'S GOT A  FRONT YARD SETBACK, ANOTHER FRONT  YARD SETBACK AND  OCEAN FRONT SETBACK, IF YOU COMBINE  THE PROPERTY SHE WOULDN'T HAVE THIS  75 FEET OF SETBACK  THAT SHE CAN'T  USE. THE PROPERTY  TO THE NORTH, AND  IT'S A SIMILAR STYLE HOME TO  MY CLIENT'S HOME,  SIMILAR AGE OF CONSTRUCTION, IT'S  BASICALLY PAVED LOT LINE TO LOT  LINE AND THE EFFECT  OF THAT IS THAT ALL THE RUN  OFF FROM THAT HOUSE TENDS TO GO  -- THAT'S THE ONE TO  THE SOUTH,  I'M SORRY. THAT'S ANOTHER ONE THAT'S  REALLY CLOSE TO IT. WE CAN FORGET  ABOUT THAT PHOTO, I THINK. THE EFFECT  OF THAT IS ALL THIS WATER RUN OFF  FROM THAT LOT NEXT DOOR GOES ON  TO MY CLIENT'S PROPERTY. AS A  CONSEQUENCE, ANOTHER PROBLEM WITH  PUTTING A DECK IN THE BACKYARD,  ONE OF THE  PICTURES THAT YOU WOULD SEE IF I  CAN GET THEM IN THE RIGHT ORDER  IS THAT MY CLIENT'S HOUSE IS SUFFERING  FROM SETTLING WHICH I BELIEVE  IS PROBABLY FROM THAT EROSION AND  SO WE WOULD HAVE THE SAME CONCERN  WITH PUTTING A DECK IN THE BACKYARD,  YOU KNOW, HOW LONG IS THAT  GOING TO BE BEFORE THE  WATER CAUSED THAT EROSION TO UNDERMINE  THE  DECK. MY CLIENT IS CAN LEVER THE  DECK OUT, MAKE IT SO,  IT'S NOT INTRUSIVE. THERE'S ACTUALLY  A GROUND LEVEL DECK THERE RIGHT  NOW, BUILT ON, SIX FEET ABOVE THE  GROUND THAT ACTUALLY EXTENDS FARTHER  NORTH THAN WE'RE ASKING FOR.   THIS DECK WOULD BE CAN REFERRED,  WE WOULDN'T EVEN HAVE TO  EXTEND THE POST ANY FURTHER OUT.  SO, THERE'S REALLY NO -- AT THE  GROUND LEVEL THERE'S NO FURTHER  INTRUSION IN THE  SET BACK. I  HAVE A WHOLE LOT OF -- WHICH I'M  NOT GOING TO BOTHER YOU ALL TODAY.  I HAVE A WHOLE LOT OF  EXHIBITS THAT ARE OTHER VARIANCES  THAT ARE EITHER THROUGH  THE PLANNING  BOARD OR THROUGH COUNCIL APPEAL.  VARIANCES HAVE BEEN ALLOWED FOR  SEVERAL SITUATIONS WHERE THERE'S  A REASONABLE USE, THAT YOU CAN'T  PUT ANYWHERE ELSE ON THE PROPERTY.  IT'S NOT OFFENSIVE AND MOST IMPORTANTLY  THERE'S NO NEIGHBORHOOD OPPOSITION.  HERE WE DON'T HAVE ANY NEIGHBORHOOD  OPPOSITION AND ONE  OF  THE NEXT DOOR NABS HAVE GIVEN  HIS CONSENT. I'M 6-FOOT 3, WE'RE  LOOKING FOR A REASONABLE DECK. I  COULDN'T LAY DOWN ON THIS  DECK. IF I COULD, PEOPLE WON'T BE  ABLE TO GET PASSED ME. I  DON'T THINK AN 11-FOOT  DECK -- OKAY, HE CAN STEP OVER  ME. YOU KNOW ME, YOU WOULDN'T WANT  TO STEP OVER ME BECAUSE I'D  KICK YOU. BUT, I THINK IF WE DIDN'T  HAVE ANY BALCONY AT ALL AND CAME  ORIGINALLY, WE WANT TO HAVE A DECK  ON THIS PROPERTY, IT'S A REASONABLE  USE, I DON'T THINK THERE HAVE BEEN  ANY CONCERN EXPRESSED  AT ALL. IT'S JUST, WE CURRENTLY  HAVE THIS SIX-FOOT WIDE  BALCONY, AND WITH THAT IF YOU HAVE  ANY QUESTIONS, I WOULD GLAD TO ENTERTAIN  THEM.  

ANY QUESTIONS, MR. WAGNER?  

I JUST THOUGHT IT MADE SENSE  ON PAPER AND I APPRECIATE  YOUR COMMENTS. I FEEL BAD NOW, THE  WHOLE KIND OF WALKING OVER YOU,  YOU MAY HAVE TALKED ME OUT OF IT.  I'M JUST KIDDING. I THOUGHT  IT MADE SENSE, THE  MOVE APPROVAL, APPEAL.  

I WOULD HAVE A MOTION TO MOVE  APPROVAL OF THE APPEAL.  

IS THERE A  SECOND BY  MR. DANIELS? MS. DENYS YOU WISH  TO SPEAK TO THE MOTION.  

JUST DISCUSSION TO  THE ISSUE.  

OKAY.  

THE QUESTION, IS THIS  BLOCKING ANYBODY'S  VIEW?  

NO, I DON'T THINK SO. THE HOUSE  -- COULD WE GET THE  AERIAL MAYBE? THE HOUSE TO  THE  SOUTH IS, IT'S BUILT  UP HIGHER. I'M  THINKING THE BALCONY LEVEL, YOU  DON'T HAVE MUCH OF A VIEW BECAUSE  OF THE DO YOU KNOW. THE HOUSE  TO THE SOUTH WHICH IS THERE YOU  GO, THAT BALCONY IS UP  HIGHER THAN IT WOULD  BE ANYWAYS. THAT EXTENDS A LITTLE  FURTHER OUT THAN MY CLIENT DOES.  THE HOUSE TO THE NORTH, YOU CAN  SEE WE'RE GOING TO  GO FIVE FEET OUT FURTHER,  THERE MAY BE A SLIGHT PERIPHERAL  VISION BLOCKAGE, BUT AS FAR AS ACTUALLY  BEING ABLE TO SEE PRETTY MUCH UP  AND DOWN THAT ENTIRE BEACH THERE'S  NOTHING.  

YOU RECEIVED NO OBJECTIONS FROM  THE NEIGHBORHOOD NORTH OR TO THE  SOUTH.  

NO.  

THAT'S ALL I NEED TO KNOW,  THANK YOU.  

OKAY ANY OTHER DISCUSSION.  

MOTION TO APPROVE THE APPEAL  OF THE PLANNING AND  LAND DEVELOPMENT OF THE  REGULATION COMMISSION DECISION,  ANY FURTHER DISCUSSION,  ANY OPPOSITION? WITHOUT OPPOSITION,  THE MOTION  --  

I THINK MISS SEAMAN, THE  MOTION IS TO APPROVE THE VARIANCE  AND TO REVERSE THE DECISION  OF  THE PLDRC.  

I SECOND IT.  

AGAIN, ANY OTHER FURTHER DISCUSSION  SO WE HAVE  A  MOTION TO  MOVE THE APPEAL.  

APPROVE THE VARIANCE AND REVERSE  THE DECISION OF  THE PLDRC.  

OKAY. ANY OTHER  DISCUSSION? ALL  RIGHT. ANY  OPPOSITION? WITHOUT OPPOSITION,  IT SHOWS THE MOTION  IS APPROVED.  

UNANIMOUS, 6-0.  

SORRY ABOUT THAT ALEX.  

YOU DIDN'T EVEN HAVE TO  KICK ANYBODY [ LAUGHTER ]  

OKAY ITEM  NUMBER 40, SPECIAL EXCEPTION  CASE FOR COMMUNICATION TOWER ON  FOURTH STREET.  THE OWNER OF  JAS PROPERTIES LIMITED.  

I'M THE ZONING MANAGER,  IT'S AN EXCEPTION FOR  A TOWER. THEY'RE PROPOSING A  MONOPOLE COMMUNICATION TOWER. THEY'RE  ASKING FOR A WAIVER OF THE CODE.  AND THREE, WHICH DEALS WITH LANDSCAPING  AROUND THE BASE OF THE  COMMUNICATION TOWER, THE SUBJECT  TOWER IS  ON  A 419-ACRE PARCEL. IT WOULD OCCUPY  A 80 BY 80 AREA AS SHOWN ON  THE SCREEN. THE LOCATION IS APPROXIMATELY  THE SOUTHEAST  CORNER OF THE PROPERTY AMONGST A  TREE LINE AREA TO  ADD TO VEGETATION SCREENING THE  PROPOSED SITE.  THIS TOWER SITE  IS INDICATED ON THE  ROADWAY. IT'S ALSO ENTERED  OUR CODE REQUIREMENTS FOR SEPARATION  OF A TOWER FROM FAMILY DWELLINGS.  THE LOCATION OF THE TOWER WOULD  PLACE  IT 1,003 FEET FROM FAMILIES AND  IT WOULD BE 790 FEET FROM THE  RIGHT OF WAY FROM THE OSTEEN  MAIN TOWN ROAD. THERE ARE SEVERAL  GUIDELINES IN THE ORDINANCE FOR  COMMUNICATION TOWERS WHICH ARE DISCUSSED  ON PAGE 7 THROUGH 9 OF THE STAFF  REPORT THAT ARE SPECIFIC TO  COMMUNICATION TOWERS DEALING WITH  THE PROPOSED HEIGHTS AND THE  REASON FOR THAT HEIGHT. ALSO AS  I'VE DISCUSSED THE DISTANCE AND  SEPARATION FROM EXISTING RESIDENTS  AND THE AREA -- CHARACTER  OF  THE SURROUNDING AREA AND TOPOGRAPHY,  AND THE ASPECT AND AVAILABILITY  OF EXISTING TOWERS IN THE AREA AND  WHETHER OR NOT THERE SHOULD BE JUSTIFICATION  FOR A NEW TOWER. THERE ARE  SEVERAL DOCUMENTATIONS BOTH FROM  THE PROPOSED CARRIERS THAT WOULD  GO ON THIS TOWER,  VERIZON AND AT&T, THEIR  ENGINEERS HAVE PROVIDED INFORMATION  WHICH ARE HIGHLIGHTED ON PAGE 20  AND 25 OF YOUR  REPORT THAT INDICATES THE REASONING  THAT MEETS YOUR NETWORKING  SYSTEM, THE COMMUNICATIONS AND WHY  THEY NEED THE TOWER  IN THAT LOCATION. ALSO  THEIR ENGINEER  DOCUMENTATION ON PAGE 28. ALSO ON  PAGE 22 OF THE DOCUMENTATION,  HOW THE TOWER WILL MEET WIND LOAD  REQUIREMENTS AND THE REASON FOR  THIS TOWER AND THE NEED OF THIS  LOCATION BECAUSE THERE'S AN EXISTING  TOWER A LITTLE OVER A MILE TO THE  EAST  OF THE SITE. THAT TOWER IS NOT  STRUCTURALLY CAPABLE OF CARRYING  THE CELLULAR COMMUNICATION NECESSARY  BASED ON THEIR INFORMATION, NOT  JUST ONE CARRIER, BUT TWO CARRIERS,  THE TOWER TO THE EAST IS A GUIDED  TOWER AND BASED ON THE WIDTH  OF THE STRUCTURE AND ITS  DESIGN IT WILL NOT BE STRUCTURALLY  CAPABLE OF ACCOMMODATING THE  VARIOUS EQUIPMENT. THE TOWER WOULD  MEET THE MINIMUM SET BACK REQUIREMENT  WHICH IS THE HEIGHT OF ALL PROPERTY  LINES AT 225 FEET. THE MINIMUM  SET BACK IS 11 FEET. IT WILL BE  260 FEET FROM THE EDGE OF THE EASEMENT  OR THE LEASE AREA TO THE EASTERN  PROPERTY LINE WHICH IS THE CLOSEST  POINT. SO BASED ON OUR REVIEW IT  CERTAINLY MEETS ALL THE  REQUIREMENTS OF SPECIFICALLY TO  A SPECIAL EXCEPTION TO THE TOWER.  THEN THERE ARE NINE CRITERIA IN  THE ORDINANCE SPECIFIC TO A SPECIAL  EXCEPTION AND WHETHER IT  MEETS THE ORDINANCE AND IT'S CONSISTENT  WITH THE COMP PLAN AND  ONE OF THE  PLAN AND ORNAMENT HAS TO DO WITH  THIS ROAD, IT'S A  STATE DESIGNATED SCENIC HIGHWAY  AND WE'RE IN THE PROCESS  OF THE COUNTY  LAND USE, IT'S  A DESIGNATION OF A SCENIC ROAD AND  LAKE HERITAGE CORRIDOR, WE FEEL  BASED ON THE TOWER THAT WAS CLOSER  TO THE ROAD HAS BEEN MOVED BACK  TO THE CURRENT LOCATION AS SHOWN  ON THE PLAN  PROVIDES FOR GREATER SEPARATION  AND BECAUSE IT WILL BE LOCATED  AND SURROUNDED BY EXISTING  NATURAL VEGETATION MINIMIZES  THE IMPACTOR VIEW FROM THE ROAD.  AND, THEREFORE, MINIMIZE  AND ENHANCE THE SCENIC CORRIDOR  ALONG THAT ROADWAY. BASED ON  THE OTHER CRITERIA STAFF  HAS RECOMMENDED TO  THE PLRC WHICH THEY RECOMMENDED  TO YOU, THE RECOMMENDATION OF APPROVAL  FOR THIS COMMUNICATION TOWER AS  WELL AS THE WAVER TO THE LANDSCAPE  BUFFER REQUIREMENTS SUBJECT TO THE  SIX CONDITIONS WHICH  ARE LINED ON PAGE 4 OF  THE AGENDA ITEM. I WOULD BE HAPPY  TO ANSWER ANY QUESTIONS AT THIS  TIME.  

ANY QUESTIONS? DO YOU  HAVE QUESTIONS?  

I HAVE SEVERAL QUESTIONS. THANK  YOU. IF WE  HAD ALREADY ADOPTED THE SCENIC CORRIDOR,  WOULD THIS MEET THE  CONDITIONS REQUIRED BY  SCENIC CORRIDOR DESIGNATION.  

SOME OF THE LANGUAGE THAT CAME  OUT OF THE PLAN WAS  CONCERN WITH HEIGHT, SETBACKS  AND VEGETATION, AND LANDSCAPE BUFFER  PROTECTION ALONG THE CORRIDOR, BECAUSE  THIS IS SET BACK NEARLY 800 FEET  FROM THE ROAD WITHIN A WOODED PORTION  OF THE SUBJECT PROPERTY. WE FEEL  IT WOULD MEET  THAT STANDARD. IT DOES SET BACK  FAR ENOUGH AWAY THAT  IT'S NOT IMMEDIATELY ADJACENT TO  THE ROADWAY. IT'S WELL BEYOND THE  MINIMUM REQUIRED SET BACK FOR  A  TIRE. AGAIN  THAT SET  BACK IS 795 [INDISCERNIBLE]  

CAN YOU ADDRESS  THE ISSUE OF PREVIOUS COUNCIL APPROVED  WITH MY DISSENT A RADIO  TOWER ALONG THIS SAME CORRIDOR.  WHERE IS THAT TOWER IN RELATIONSHIP  TO THIS AND ONE OF THE CONDITIONS  WHEN THE COUNCIL APPROVED THAT  RADIO TOWER IS THAT THEY WOULD BE  ABLE TO COLOCATE. I UNDERSTAND THAT  IS NOT AVAILABLE TO THE APPLICANT  BECAUSE WE DIDN'T FOLLOW THROUGH  ON THE WAY THE  TOWER WAS BUILT, SO, WHAT HAPPENED,  BECAUSE THAT WAS THE  CONDITION THAT THE COUNCIL HAD SAID  THOSE WHO VOTE THE TO APPROVE IT,  THIS IS A SCENIC CORRIDOR, WE DID  NOT WANT  TO HAVE IT LITTERED WITH CELL TOWERS.  I'M SURPRISED THAT THESE ARE HERE  IN LIGHT OF THE FACT THAT WE HAD  A TOWER THAT WAS SUPPOSED TO  BE AVAILABLE FOR COLOCATION. WHAT  HAPPENED?  

WELL, ON THE SCREEN IS THE  LOCATION OF THE TOWER AND PURPLE  IS THE SUBJECT PROPERTY AND JUST  TO THE RIGHT OF  THAT IN THE GREEN ASTERISK,  JUST NORTH OF OSTEEN, ON THIS  ROAD, THERE WAS A  RADIO TOWER, 499 FEET. THE TOWER  HAS BEEN BUILT, AND  THE RADIO STATION HAS ITS AND TAKEN  ON IT. THEY HAVE  A COLOCATION OF --  CHANNEL 9 HAS AN  AND TAKEN ON THE  TOWER -- ANTENNA ON THE  TOWER. THE TOWER BASED ON ITS DESIGN  WILL  NOT ACCOMMODATE THE  TYPE OF ANTENNA THEY NEED  FOR COLOCATION. THEY HAVE BROADCAST  TYPE AND THEIR EQUIPMENT IS DIFFERENT  FROM THE CELLULAR COMMUNICATION  TYPE EQUIPMENT. THEY MAY BE ABLE  TO EXPLAIN MORE OF THE DESIGN  ISSUES. THEY HAVE COLOCATION, NOT  THE TYPE WE'RE EXPECTING IT WHEN  IT WAS RECOMMENDED AND COUNCIL DID  APPROVE IT, WE WERE EXPECTING STAFF  WOULD BE ABLE TO ACCOMMODATE  FUTURE USERS IN THE AREA AND THE  ENGINEERING OF THE TOWER IS NOT  CAPABLE  --  

HAVE WE CONFIRMED THAT INDEPENDENTLY.  

NO WE HAVE NOT.  

WHY HAVE WE NOT CONFIRMED THAT  INDEPENDENTLY?  

ONE OF THE THINGS COUNCIL DID  WAS TO ALLOW COUNCIL TO DO A  PASS THROUGH ORDINANCE OF  THE COST OF REVIEWING, AND TO SEE  IF THE INFORMATION IS ACCURATE.  WE HAVE A CONSULTANT WE WITHIN THE  THROUGH AND WORKED WITH THEM TO  TRY TO NEGOTIATE WHAT ARE THE COSTS  TO DO THAT REVIEW WHICH WILL BE  PASSED ON TO THE APPLICANT. WE WERE  GIVEN A PRICE OF NEARLY $20,000  WHICH WE FELT WAS GOING  TO BE EXCESSIVE AND GO THROUGH   --  

WHY DID WE FEEL THAT WAS  EXCESSIVE?  

BECAUSE OF THE AMOUNT.  

WELL, WHAT MAKES $20,000 EXCESSIVE  IN THIS KIND OF A DEAL. DO WE  KNOW? DO WE HAVE A  STANDARD?  

NO MA'AM.  

OKAY. THANK YOU.  

THIS IS  A  PUBLIC HEARING, MR. MORRIS  YOU WISH TO  SPEAK?  

GOOD AFTERNOON CHAIRMAN I'M JIM  MORRIS I'M HERE ON BEHALF OF THE  APPLICANT. JOHN WOULD  YOU PUT UP THE PHOTOGRAPH UP, PLEASE.  MS. NORTHEY THIS IS A PHOTOGRAPH  I WANTED TO SEE YOU.  THIS IS THE  TOWER LOCATION, THE SORT OF WHITE  BLAZE IN THE BACKGROUND IS THE ROAD  YOU SEE IN THE AREA, YOU SEE THE  WHITE SHINING THROUGH THE TREES  ON THE SIDE WAY. THIS IS THE WAY  THE ROAD IS LINED IF THIS VICINITY.  THE TOWER  IS ILLUSTRATED, IT'S 1,000 FEET  OFF THE ROAD. IT'S PUT INTO A PLACE  WHERE THE STAFF THOUGHT IT WAS THE  PROPER LOCATION TO INCREASE THE  SCREENING OVER AND ABOVE WHAT YOU  HAVE HERE. THOSE TREES IN THAT PLACE,  THAT ONE TREE IS PARTICULARLY TALL,  I IMAGINE THE OTHER TREES ARE IN  THE ORDER OF 40 FEET TALL AND YOU  CANNOT SEE THROUGH THEM AT ALL.  I JUMPED OVER THE DITCH WHERE THAT  IS TRYING TO SHOOT PHOTOGRAPHS IN  THE SITE. YOU CAN'T DO IT. FROM  A VISION SCREENING PERSPECTIVE IT'S  GOING TO BE SOMETHING YOU CAN'T  SEE AT ALL. UNDER ANY  CIRCUMSTANCE. I WOULD LIKE TO TALK  A LITTLE BIT ABOUT THE STAFF EFFORT  IN RELATION TO THE INDEPENDENT REVIEW.  I WOULD LIKE TO SAY  FIRST AND FOREMOST THE INTERVISION  TOWER ISN'T CAPABLE OF SERVICE FOR  A LONG THE ROAD. THE STAFF WANTED  TO KNOW ABOUT THE STRUCTURAL QUESTIONS  AS WELL. THERE'S ABOUT THEY LETTERS  IN YOUR PACKAGE SPACED OUT OVER  TIME WHERE THE STAFF LOOKED AT THAT  ISSUE. IN FACT, THEY TOLD US THEY  WERE GOING TO GET AN INDEPENDENT  CONSULTANT AND THE PRICE CAME BACK  AS SCOTT EXPLAINED TO YOU. IT WASN'T  SOMETHING WE OBJECTED TO, I THIRD  QUARTER THE STAFF USED GOOD JUDGMENT  AND SOME CONSIDERATION FOR THE APPLICANT  WHERE THE STAFF KNEW, THE INTERVISION  TOWER WASN'T IN THE RIGHT LOCATION  AND THE $20,000 SPEND TOUR  WOULDN'T BE EXCESSIVE. WE  ALSO WANTED THE STAFF TO BE SATISFIED  WITH THE INFORMATION THEY  GOT. MR. SEAN SEE MY  CLIENT WE WERE RELAYING IT TO THE  STRUCTURAL ENGINEERS. INSTEAD OF  RELAYING QUESTIONS, GIVE US THE  CONTACT INFORMATION, TELEPHONE THEM,  ASK THE QUESTIONS YOU WANT. WE'RE  NOTING IT TO FILTER IT OR PARTICIPATE.  YOU ASK WHAT YOU WANT TO KNOW. THEY  DID THAT. THE CONCLUSION THE STAFF  REACHED FROM THE ANSWERS THEY OBTAINED  FROM STRUCTURAL ENGINEERS, THEY  WERE TOLD TO TELL THEM WHATEVER  THEY WANTED TO KNOW  WAS STRUCTURALLY THE INTERVISION  TOWER HAD THE ISSUE THEY  WERE TALKING ABOUT. IT'S 400 FEET  TALL. IT'S A GUIDE, AN  ELECTRIFIED TOWER, FROM THE STAND  POINT CAN IT  HOLD RADIO ANTENNAS IT  WILL DO. FROM A CELL TOWER, IT'S  NOT THE SAME THE WAY THEY'RE BUILT.  THIS WOULD TAKE AWHILE TO GET TO  YOU. THE STAFF WAS WORKING WITH  US AND WE WERE WORKING WITH THEM  TO GET THE INFORMATION THEY WANTED  TO GET SO THEY COULD ANSWER THE  COUNCIL'S QUESTIONS. HONESTLY I  THINK THAT'S WHAT THE STAFF DID.  I DO THINK THEY DID DO A GOOD JOB  AND THE  OTHER ISSUE  WAS WITH THE INTERVISION TOWER,  I WANTED YOU TO KNOW IT, I DON'T  THINK THE STAFF DID A POOR JOB  SON IT. THOSE ARE THE CIRCUMSTANCES  THAT  HAVE OCCURRED. I WOULD  RESPECTFULLY REQUEST THAT YOU APPROVER  THIS TOWER. I HAVE S13  BEING CONTINUED. THAT IS MY REQUEST  THIS SO I CAN WORK THAT OUT. WE  WANT TO WORK WITH THE COUNCIL TO  PROVIDE CELL SERVICE, PUBLIC SAFETY,  BUT MEET YOUR STANDARDS  FOR CORRIDORS AND WORK WITH THE  COUNCIL AND STAFF  ON THAT. UNLESS YOU HAVE QUESTIONS  FOR ME I HAVE NOTHING, I DIDN'T  INTEND TO BE UP HERE THIS LONG.  I INTO HE HADED TO SPEAK TO THAT  PART FOR THE STAFF, THEY DID A GOOD  FAIR STRAIGHTFORWARD JOB OF WORKING  WITH US AND DIDN'T SAY YES, WE HAD  TO WORK TO GET THE YES, BUT WE  HAD A POSITIVE STAFF RECOMMENDATION,  A POSITIVE PLANNING BOARD RECOMMENDATION  AND THERE ARE PEOPLE ON THE PLANNING  BOARD WHO ARE KNOWLEDGEABLE ABOUT  RADIO TOWERS AND THE ISSUES THAT  COME ALONG WITH THOSE.  

MS. CUSACK YOU HAVE QUESTIONS  FOR  MR. MORRIS?  

NO, MR. CHAIR, I WAS GOING TO  MAKE A MOTION, BUT IF YOU HAVE OTHER  --  

THEY MAY BE OUR SPEAKERS.  

I WILL WAIT UNTIL YOU SAY IT'S  APPROPRIATE.  

IF THERE IS A MOTION, WE DON'T  NEED TO SPEAK FURTHER.  

WELL, I'M WITHIN THAT, WITH THAT  BEING SAID, I WOULD MOVE FOR THE  APPROVAL OF THIS MOTION.  

SECOND.  

WE HAVE A  MOTION TO  APPROVE TO S14-014 FOR  COMMUNICATION TOWER ON A RESERVED  ZONE PROPERTY. ANYTHING ELSE  I NEED TO ADD  MRS. SEAMAN? I GUESS A  SMILE TELLS IT ALL. COUNCIL  MEMBERS, MS. CUSACK  -- A MOTION, MS.  CUSACK SECONDED MINE, MS. DENYS  TO APPROVE THAT. IS THERE ANY  FURTHER DISCUSSION OR IS THERE  OPPOSITION?  

PLEASE, NOTE I'M IN OPPOSITION.  

ALL RIGHT. WE'LL TAKE A  VOICE VOTE ALL IN FAVOR  OF IT AYE.  

ALL OPPOSED.  

AYE.  

IT'S A 5-1 VOTE.  

THANK U NEXT WE HAVE ITEM  41, WHICH IS A SPECIAL  EXCEPTION CASE,  SPECIAL EXCEPTION FOR A COMMUNICATION  TOWER ON FORESTRY RESERVE ON PROPERTY.  THEY'VE REQUESTED A CONTINUANCE,  I NEED A MOTION FOR  THAT, PLEASE. MOTION TO APPROVE  THE CONTINUANCE, SECONDED BY MR.  WAGNER.  

WHO MADE THE MOTION, PLEASE?  

WHO MADE  THE MOTION? PLEASE.  

MS. DENYS.  

ANY DISCUSSION?  

ANY OPPOSITION FOR THE WHO EGGS  TO CONTINUE. WITHOUT OPPOSITION,  THE MOTION PASSES.  

6-0 VOTE.  

THANK YOU, 6-0.  

ALL RIGHT WHAT WE  HAVE HERE NEXT, THE TIMES FOR  ITEM 42  WHICH IS  THE FERTILIZER REGULATION AND 43  WHICH IS THE FOREIGN CITY, THE  CRA, THEY'VE BEEN  CHANGED  AS FOLLOWED: THEY'LL BE  HEARD ON ITEM  2:30 P.M. ITEM 42 WILL NOT  BE HEARD EARLIER FROM 3:45. WE HAVE  AN ORDER OF PRESENTATION REGARDING  THIS ON THE  REQUEST FOR COMMUNITY REDEVELOPMENT  POWERS  FOR  WARREN CITY. YOU'RE RECOGNIZED AND  WHEN IT'S WRITTEN FIRST.  

I'M NOT MORGAN, BUT  --  

YOU  GO AHEAD, PLEASE. THEN WE'LL HAVE  MORGAN COME UP AND  DO  HIS PRESENTATION.  

HERE HE'S COMING.  

THANK YOU MR. CHAIR, MEMBERS  OF THE COUNCIL. FOR THE RECORD  I'M RICK KARL, DIRECTOR OF AVIATION  AND ECONOMIC RESOURCES. WE GOT  A REQUEST FROM THE CITY OF ORANGE  CITY TO DELEGATE THE AUTHORITY TO  CREATE A COMMUNITY  REDEVELOPMENT AREA OR CRA, IT RESTS  SOLELY WITH THE VOLUSIA COUNTY COUNCIL  AND THIS REQUEST IS FOR THE COUNCIL  TO DELEGATE THAT POWER TO THE CITY  SO IT MAY ESTABLISH A CRA WITHIN  A CITY LIMITS AND THERE'S  SOME UNINCORPORATED AREA THAT'S  INVOLVED.  THIS IS A REQUEST FOR  A CITY SINCE THE DAYTONA SHORE  CRA WAS CREATED IN  2005. IN FEBRUARY OF 2010, THE  COUNTY COUNCIL  PASSED RESOLUTION 2010-20 WHICH  IS IN YOUR  PACKET. IT DEFINES THE TERMS FOR  DELEGATION FOR  NEW CRAS. 2010-19 WAS  FOR EXISTING CRAS AND  LIKEWISE WE SPENT A SIGNIFICANT  TIME FOR YOU LAST  YEAR RECEIVING DIRECTION ON HOW  COUNCIL WISHES TO RECEIVE CRA REQUESTS.  AND WE CAN GO THROUGH THAT IF YOU  WISH. AS YOU DIRECTED LAST FEBRUARY  WE HAVE REQUESTED OUR  PROPERTY APPRAISER  MORGAN TO TALK ON  THE TOPIC OF BLIGHT WHICH IS A SUBJECT  OF  THIS REQUEST. AND FOLLOWING  MORGAN, WE HAVE MARJORIE AND OTHER  REPRESENTATIVES OF THE CITY WILL  PRESENT THEIR REQUEST. FOLLOWING  THE CITY'S PRESENTATION, THE STAFF  WILL WALK YOU THROUGH DECISION POINTS  THAT YOU AS POLICY-MAKERS NEED TO  MAKE FOR THE CRA INSTRUMENT  FOR COUNTY PARTICIPATION FOR THESE  REDEVELOPMENT PROJECTS. ONE OTHER  POINT OF ORDER, BASED UPON THE ADVICE  OF THE COUNTY ATTORNEY IT'S IMPORTANT  TO NOTE THAT  BECAUSE OF THE REQUIREMENTS OF THE  ENABLING LEGISLATION THERE'S BEEN  A 120-DAY WINDOW THAT'S BEEN  CONTINUED. WE STAND IN A POSITION  IF THERE'S NO ACTION TAKEN  TODAY IT COULD BE DEEMED GRANTED  AS SUBMITTED SO UNLESS THERE IS  A CONTINUANCE  BY MUTUAL AGREEMENT,  IT WILL BE, IT COULD BE DEEMED GRANTED.  SO IF YOU WISH TO, YOU KNOW, CONTINUE  IT OR DENY IT AND THEN GIVE DIRECTION  TO COME BACK WITH EITHER RESOLUTION  OR AGREEMENT OR WHATEVER YOU DECIDE,  THAT IS UP TO  YOUR DISCRETION, BUT I  WOULD DEFER  TO MENTION THIS FOR THE RECORD,  THAT'S WHERE WE ARE AT THIS POINT  IN TIME. IF THERE ARE NO QUESTIONS  I WOULD BE PLEASED  AND HONORED  TO INTRODUCE THE  PROPERTY APPRAISER MR. GALBRAETH.  

YOU NEED TO  USE THE  MICROPHONE, PLEASE.  

MICROPHONE IN ONE HAND AND  THIS IN THE  OTHER.  

YOU'LL RECOGNIZE  HIM.  

OKAY. I APPRECIATE YOU NOT  STARTING THAT 3 MINUTE CLOCK. I  WOULD FAIL.  

IT TOOK ME AN HOUR TO GET THROUGH  YOUR PRESENTATION SO  --  

I'M NOT GOING TO GO ALL THE WAY  THROUGH IT, BUT I APPRECIATE  YOUR EFFORT. I'M NOT HERE FIRST  OF ALL, TO BE A PROPONENT  OR AN OPPONENT OF  ANY SPECIFIC CRA. I'M HERE TO  PRESENT DATA RELATING TO BUILDING  CHARACTERISTICS AND DATA THAT WE  HAVE THAT MIGHT BE USEFUL  TO DECISION MAKERS WITHIN THE CITY  AND THE COUNTY SO THAT'S  MY PURPOSE. CRAS  HAVE TO DO WITH BLIGHT. I'M NOT  GOING TO GET INTO THE DEFINITIONS  OF BLIGHT. I THINK WE ALL COULD  AGREE ON WHAT WE THINK BLIGHT IS  AND FLORIDA LEGALLY  YOU COULD HAVE A TILE FLOOR DEFINED  AS BLIGHTED IF YOU WANTED TO. IT'S  A MATTER OF THEM TRYING TO LOOK  AT WHAT YOU WANT TO DEAL WITH. I'M  NOT GOING TO GET INTO THAT. THESE  ARE THE LEGAL DEFINITIONS AND  THERE ARE FOUR OTHER DEFINITIONS  THAT I THINK ARE PRETTY  GOOD DEFINITIONS IN  THE FIELD. COMMUNITY  REDEVELOPMENT AREA  CRAS EXIST ACCURATELY PUT FOR THE  PURPOSE OF GENERATING MONEY  FOR AN AREA THAT IS BLIGHTED SO  HE THAT BLIGHT CAN BE DEALT WITH  THE MONEY GENERATED  FROM IT. AND 2013, I'VE  CIRCLED THREE AREAS IN RED, I'M  NOT SURE HOW TO  DO THIS. I CAN'T DO THE LASER LIGHT  THING WITH  THIS ANYWAY. IN 2013, 10.9  IF YOU ROUND IT UP A  FEW THOUSAND, $10.9 MILLION  WENT INTO 16CRA'S IN VOLUSIA COUNTY.  THAT'S NOT WHAT YOU HAVE BEEN  TALKING ABOUT OR THE SIXTH ONE YOU  ARE HERE TO TALK  ABOUT THAT. OF THAT 10.9  MILLION, 56% OR 6 MILLION WAS TRANSFERRED  IN FROM OUTSIDE OF THE JURISDICTION.  IN OTHER WORDS, THESE ARE FUNDS  THAT WOULD  HAVE GONE TO OTHER TAXING AGENCIES  THAT ARE DIVERTED BACK INTO THE  CRA, THAT'S THE PURPOSE  OF CRA'S, THAT'S TO REDIVERT  FROM FUNDS TO HELP CURE THE BLIGHT.  THIS IS THE FACTUAL INFORMATION,  WHERE WE ARE TODAY WITH THE 16CRAS  THAT WE HAVE. I ONLY PUT THIS NEXT  ONE UP HERE IN ORDER TO PERHAPS  MAY BE BUILD A MILD  CASE OF CREDIBILITY FROM BEING ABLE  TO TALK ABOUT IT TO YOU, I WROTE  THIS ARTICLE AND HAD IT PUBLISHED  ON IT OR IT WAS PUBLISHED  BY THE INTERNATIONAL ASSOCIATION  OF ASSESSING OFFICERS LAST  AUGUST, A  MODEL OF DEFINING URBAN BLIGHT  AND ASSESSMENT DATA. AND IN IT IT  MADE A THE  CASE OF USING FACTUAL DATA  IN PLACES ACROSS THE COUNTRY. IT  WAS TO HELP DECISION MAKERS TO  LOOK AT  SOMETHING IF IT IS AND DEFINED AS  BLIGHT. HOW DO YOU USE DATA  THAT IS UNBIASED AND ALREADY  EXISTS. THAT'S THE PROCESS I'M ABOUT  TO PRESENT TO YOU. IT'S THE PROCESS  DEFINED IN THIS ARTICLE.  THIS IS  A MAP OF THE  CRA, PROPOSED CRA AREA IN ORANGE  CITY, RIGHT THROUGH THE MIDDLE OF  IT FROM TOP  TO BOTTOM, THE CURVED STREET AT  THE TOP IS 472 GOING OUT  FROM I4 IN DELAND AND THIS  ENTERPRISE ROAD HEADING  DOWN TOWARDS SAXON  BOULEVARD. THE GREEN  AREA, DOES THE LASER WORK ON THIS  THING. I CAN'T  USE THAT. OKAY. LET'S LOOK AT LAND  USES. ONE OF THE WAYS THAT  YOU CAN LOOK AT INFORMATION  IS TO SEE WHAT IS WHERE, WHAT IS  TYPICAL, AN AREA THAT IS BLIGHTED,  YOU WOULD THINK  WOULD BE DIFFERENT OR INFERIOR TO  A  TYPICAL AREA. PERHAPS INFERIOR TO  THE REST OF THE CITY, PERHAPS  INFERIOR TO THE DATA COUNTYWIDE  AND WHEN I USE IT AND I WILL BE  USING IT QUITE OFTEN, THE TERM,  COUNTYWIDE AND CITY DATA REFERS  TO ALL OF THE DATA  IN THE COUNTY, INCLUDING IN  THIS CASE, INCLUDING RC AND THE  PROPOSED RCA, LET'S DO  THAT FIRST. , FIRST OF ALL, COUNTYWIDE  19% OF THE LAND USE IS  COMMERCIAL, 75% IS  RESIDENTIAL. WITHIN OUR 16CRAS ACROSS  AT THE TOP 55% OF THE LAND  USE IS COMMERCIAL, 34% IS RESIDENTIAL.  NOW, I'M GOING TO SHOW YOU ANOTHER  ONE IN A MINUTE WHERE WE LOOK AT  THE PROPERTIES THAT HAVE BUILDINGS  ON IT, IT'S A LITTLE DIFFERENT,  THERE'S AN INTERESTING COMPARISON,  UNDERSTANDING WHAT I THINK IS  INTERESTING MAY NOT BE INTERESTING  TO OTHER PEOPLE. I HAVE A CRAZY  MIND, YOU KNOW THAT. IN  TERMS OF LAND USE  IT'S 75% RESIDENTIAL 25% COMMERCIAL.  THE COMMERCIAL CRA, PROPOSED CRA  -- EXCUSE  ME, THE  CITY  PROPOSED CRA IS  70% COMMERCIAL AND 25% RESIDENTIAL  IN TERMS OF  LAND USE. IF WE LOOK AT THE LANDSIDE  PROPERTIES THAT HAVE MIGHT ON  THEM, BLIGHT OCCURS, YOU HAVE TO  HAVE BUILDINGS TO HAVE BLIGHT. I  KNOW THERE'S STUFF ABOUT LAND USE,  IF YOU JUST LOOK AT PROPERTIES  WITH BUILDINGS  ACROSS VOLUSIA  COUNTY, 90% ARE RESIDENTIAL AND  7% ARE COMMERCIAL COMPARED TO 75  AND 19. OUR EXISTING CRA  IS 55% OF THE PROPERTIES  WITH BUILDINGS RESIDENTIAL AND 45%  ARE COMMERCIAL. IT'S A LITTLE DIFFERENT  THAN THE OTHER ONE. AND IN ORANGE  CITY  IT'S EVEN MORE SO ORANGE CITY FROM  THE PREVIOUS SIDE OF THE LAND  USE, THEY  ARE 70% COMMERCIAL AND 25% RESIDENTIAL.  BUT, THE PROPERTIES WITH BUILDINGS,  84% OF THEM ARE RESIDENTIAL AND  16% OF THEM ARE COMMERCIAL WHICH  MEANS YOU HAVE A  LOT OF VACANT PROPERTIES, BOTH IN  THE CITY AND THE PROPOSED CRA  WHICH HAS SOME IMPLICATIONS TO  FUTURE REVENUES WHEN BUILDINGS ARE  BUILT WITHIN BOTH CITY AND  THE  PROPOSED CRA. SO 61% OF THE PROPERTIES  WITH BUILDINGS INSIDE THE PROPOSED  CRA ARE RESIDENTIAL,  49% COMMERCIAL, THOSE ARE ALMOST  OPPOSITE STATS TO  THE LAND  USE STATS. AND AGAIN, IF I DIDN'T  SEE THAT, I WOULD HAVE HAD A MAP  TO SHOW YOU THAT. THAT JUMPED  OUT AT ME YESTERDAY AFTERNOON WHEN  I WAS LOOKING AT THESE THINGS. I  DIDN'T HAVE TIME TO GET YOU  A MAP. THAT, I BELIEVE, I BELIEVE  THAT YOU HAVE A  LOT OF VACANT PROPERTY IN  THERE AS OPPOSED TO THE REAL  LAND USE. LET'S  LOOK AT THE BLIGHT  RELATED BUILDING DATA, BLIGHT RELATED  BUILDING DATA. IN OUR DATABASE WE  HAVE TWO FIELDS  THAT COULD BE  CONSTRUED AS INTERPRETIVE OF BLIGHT.  ONE IS QUALITY OF CONSTRUCTION,  THAT PERTAINS TO THE TYPE OF BUILDING  MATERIAL THAT ARE USED AND THE  WAY THEY ARE PRODUCED AND DESIGN  PRODUCED. IF YOU HAD A BLOATED AREA  YOU WOULD HAVE A LOWER  QUALITY OF CONSTRUCTION AND POSSIBLY  POORER PUT  TOGETHER KIND OF  CONSTRUCTED STRUCTURES. AND BUILDING  DEPRECIATION IS IN EVERY DEFINITION  OF BLIGHT YOU FIND ANYWHERE, IN  A BLIGHTED AREA YOU WOULD EXPECT  TO HAVE A  HIGHER LEVEL OF BUILDING DETERIORATION  OR DEPRECIATION THAN YOU WOULD IN  A NORMAL AREA  SO TO SPEAK. BLIGHTED AREAS ARE  SUBNORMAL OF WHAT YOU WOULD CONSIDER  NORMAL IN ANOTHER AREA THAT'S NOT  IN THAT PARTICULAR AREA. I WILL  GO THROUGH THESE, WE  SEPARATED THEM OUT FROM RESIDENTIAL  TO COMMERCIAL. YOU GET A LITTLE  DIFFERENT LOOK, SOMETIMES ONE TO  THE OTHER. SO, LET'S LOOK  AT RESIDENTIAL QUALITY  OF CONSTRUCTION. WE LOOKED  AT BELOW OUR POOR QUALITY  OF CONSTRUCTION COUNTYWIDE, ONLY  8% OF THE RESIDENTIAL  BUILDINGS ARE BELOW AVERAGE OR POUR  QUALITY OF  CONSTRUCTION. AND  OUR EXISTING CRAS 16% OF THOSE  PROPERTIES ARE BELOW AVERAGE OR  POUR QUALITY OF CONSTRUCTION. THAT  WOULD INDICATE THAT THAT IS A POOR  AREA. THAT IS WHAT  I WOULD CALL A BLIGHT  RELATED STATISTIC. ORANGE CITY CITYWIDE  HAS 5% BELOW AVERAGE  POUR QUALITY AND THE PROPOSED  QUALITY 6%. AN EXISTING 1/3 OF  THE EXISTING CRAS  AND LESS THAN THE COUNTYWIDE STATISTICS  YOU COULD SAY FROM THAT,  THAT IN TERMS  OF QUALITY OF AND  THE PROPOSED CRA THAN WE ARE  COUNTYWIDE AND ACROSS  THE COUNTY  AND CITIES.  

BASED ON DEPRECIATION WE LOOKED  AT 61% OR HIGHER AS BEING WHAT WE  WOULD THINK WOULD BE IN A BLIGHTED  AREA. ACROSS THE COUNTY AND ALL  OF OUR CITIES, 4% OF THE PROPERTIES  ARE IN THIS CATEGORY, IN  OUR EXISTING  CRAS, 16% OURS, NOT RELATED  TO THE 16%, THEY'RE CONES DENTAL.  16% WITHIN THE CRAS CITYWIDE  IN ORANGE CITY,  5% OF THE PROPERTIES ARE DEPRECIATED  AND 61% ARE HIGHER. ONLY 6%, ONE  THIRD OF THE  EXISTING CRA  FIGURE AGAIN.  IF YOU LOOK AT  THE MAP, THE BLUE LINE DELINEATES  THE AREA THAT IS THE PROPOSED  CRA, THE COLOR IS DOWN ON THE BOTTOM  RIGHT-HAND CORNER. THE ORANGE AND  THE RED ARE QUALITY OF CONSTRUCTION  BELOW AVERAGE AND POOR. AND YOU  DON'T SEE A LOT OF THAT IN THAT  AREA.  THIS IS RESIDENTIAL,  AND AGAIN IF WE  LOOK BACK, THE RESIDENTIAL --  WHOOPS, THE RESIDENTIAL  WAS LESS IN BOTH THE CITY AND THE  PROPOSED AREA AND THE COUNTY  AND  THE OTHER CRAS. THE BUILDING DEPRECIATION  AND RESIDENTIAL BUILDINGS,  AGAIN THE BOTTOM RIGHT-HAND SIDE  THE ORANGE AND RED COLORS ARE WHERE  YOU  HAVE OVER 61% HIGHLY DEPRECIATED  PROPERTIES AND THERE'S NOT A LOT  OF STANDOUTS IN THE PROPOSED AREA  OR FOR THAT  MATTER ACROSS  THE CITY. COMMERCIAL BUILDINGS  QUALITY OF CONSTRUCTION  FOR COMMERCIAL PROPERTIES, COUNTYWIDE  13% OF THE COMMERCIAL PROPERTIES  ARE BELOW AVERAGE OR POUR QUALITY  OF CONSTRUCTION, THAT'S ONLY 8%  IN OUR  CRAS THAT WOULD SORT OF TONGUE AND  CHEEK, THAT LOOKS LIKE WE'VE  HAD SUCCESSFUL CRAS OR QUALITY OF  CONSTRUCTION ON COMMERCIAL BUILDINGS  WAS NOT THAT BAD TO START OFF. BUT,  THAT'S, IT'S BETTER OFF IN  THE CRAS THAN IT IS COUNTYWIDE.  OUR CITY IS  5% BELOW AVERAGE OR POUR COMMERCIAL  QUALITY OF CONSTRUCTION AND THE  PROPOSED CRA IS 6%  WHICH IS SIGNIFICANTLY BETTER ON  HALF OF THE SITUATION COUNTYWIDE  ACROSS  VOLUSIA COUNTY. BUILDING APPRECIATION  FOR COMMERCIAL PROPERTIES IS HIGHER  IN ALL EXHIBITS CATEGORIES. COUNTYWIDE  WE HAVE 24% OF OUR  COMMERCIAL PROPERTIES DEPRECIATED  61% OR  HIGHER. AN EXISTING CRA, THAT'S  35% WHICH WOULD INDICATE  THAT THEY'RE IN POOR CONDITION THAN  THE REST OF  THE COUNTY. ORANGE CITY IS  61% --  EXCUSE ME, 61% DEPRECIATION OR HIGHER  ON COMMERCIAL BUILDINGS, ONLY 17%  OF THEIR PROPERTIES ARE IN THAT  CATEGORY AND 24% OF THE PROPERTIES  IN THE EXISTING  CRA, SO AGAIN, THEY'RE JUST FROM  A STANDPOINT OF THE DATA AND  AGAIN THIS IS FACTUAL DATA THAT  IS  BEING GENERATED, THE DEPRECIATION  LOOKS TO BE  IN GREATER CONDITION ACROSS THE  COUNTY THAN OTHER  CRAS. THE ORANGE AND RED COLORS,  THERE'S MORE ORANGE AND RED IN THE  AREA, BUT WHEN YOU GO BACK AND  LOOK AT THE CHART, IT IS STILL  AT WHATEVER NUMBER YOU SEE. IT'S  STILL LESS THAN THE COUNTY AVERAGE  OR THE  OTHER CRA FIGURES. AND THE  BUILDING DEPRECIATION LIKEWISE,  THERE ARE SOME RED AND ORANGE NUMBERS  IN THERE, BUT ON THE  AVERAGE, THEY'RE AGAIN LOOKING BACK  AT THE CHART. THEY'RE BETTER THAN  ELSEWHERE ACROSS  THE  COUNTY. [ CHANGING CAPTIONERS ]  
THEY ARE A LITTLE  BIT ABOVE THE  PERCENTAGE OF TAXES, THAN SOME OF  THE CITIES ON AVERAGES. THIS IS  NOT A CHART  THAT DOESN'T HAVE LIGHT CARE  RIS TICS. I'M  A DATA. AND I WANT TO SEE,  AND I PUT THE NUMBERS FOR  ALL TO SEE. THE SPECIFICS RELATING  TO OUR CITY. THESE ARE NOT  SOMETHING THAT WOULD  SUPPORT, BLIGHT OR NO BLIGHT. TO  ME, IT'S INTERESTING. TOTAL ACREAGE.  ONE SHY OF A THOUSAND AND 29 PERCENT  OF THAT IS IN THE  PROPOSED CRA. THAT'S NOT SOMETHING  THAT SUPPORTS OR  OPPOSES A BLIGHTED AREA. IT'S AN  INTERESTING SET OF NUMBERS FOR  SOMEONE LIKE ME. SOMETHING THAT  BLOCKS AND  BLIGHT IS BUILDING PERMIT ACTIVITY.  YOU WOULDN'T EXPECT A BLIGHT AREA  TO HAVE A NEW AMOUNT OF CONSTRUCTION  ACTIVITY, AS WELL AS ALL YOUR ECONOMIC  DEVELOPMENT ACTIVITY IS LOCATED.  WITHIN THE CRA'S, YOU WANT TO GET  THE ACTIVITY IN THERE. YOU HAVE  A BLIGHTED AREA WHERE THE SURE THING  HAS BEEN ABSENT, I WOULD THINK.  WHAT I DID, I  LOOKED AT, FROM 2009-2013,  THE NEW CONSTRUCTION ACTIVITY WITHIN  ALL OF OUR CITIES  THAT HAVE CRA'S,  PRO POTIONED CRAS AND LOOK AT  NOT JUST THE CITY NUMBERS BUT  FOR YOUR PERUSAL, WITH  THE RED I AND  RED CIRCLE. 33 PERCENT OF THE NEW  CONSTRUCTION ACTIVITY IN OUR CITY,  TOTAL CITY PERMITS WAS  IN  THE PROPOSED 

     CRA. ONE-THIRD. IF YOU LOOK UP AND  DOWN THE  LIST, SOUTH DAYTONA. AND SOME OTHERS  HAD LESS. I WILL NOT INTERPRET THOSE  NUMBERS, BUT THAT IS A NUMBER THAT  DOES SPEAK TO  THE BLIGHT  SITUATION. TAXABLE VALUED  CHANGE. YOU WOULD EXPECT A  BLIGHTED AREA TO  HAVE PERHAPS MORE DRASTIC AREA NUMBERS  THAN OTHERS. THIS GOES IN  FIVE YEAR  INKREPTS SINCE  -- INCREMENTS, SINCE 1992. AND THAT  LOOKS AT THE PREBUBBLE, IS THE  BEST PLACE TO START THERE. THE  PREBUBBLE IS 97-2002. THE  BUBBLE OCCURRED  FROM 2002-2007. THEN  POST  BUBBLE THROUGH 2012. THE FIRST COLUMN  IS COUNTY WIDE,  SECOND COLUMN IS  UNINCORPORATED AND THIRD COLUMN  IS COUNTY BY COUNTY AND  THE FOURTH IS PROPOSED CRA. AND  THE FIRST CRA IS  LITTLE FAR UP. BUT IT WAS NOT TOO  FAR UP FROM THE  UNINCORPORATED AREA. MY OWN INTERPRETATION  OF THE CHART, IT  WASN'T A STAND OUT DIFFERENCE THERE  BUT YOU COULD TALK ABOUT THAT  ONE EITHER WAY. THE MEDIUM SALES  PRICE ON RESIDENTIAL PROPERTIES  WHICH IN TERMS OF THE PROPERTIES  OF BUILDINGS, A  MAJORITY OF EVERYTHING WE'RE TALKING  ABOUT HERE, THE BLUE SQUARE IS  THE PROPOSED  CRA AND THE AQUA  COLOR WITH THE TRY ANGULAR COLOR  ON EACH POINT IS THE OTHER CITY.  THE OTHER TWO REPRESENT  COUNTY WIDE AND UNINCORPORATED AREA  IN  BRIGHT GREEN. BASICALLY FROM 97-2002  THROUGH THE BUBBLE, ACTUALLY AT  THE TOP OF THE BUBBLE IN  2007,  THE PROPOSE THE CITY CRA  HAD HIGHER MEDIUM SALES PRICES THAN  THE CITY HAD AS A WHOLE. SO THERE'S  NOT A LOT OF STAND OUT SALES PRICE  COMPARISON IN TERMS OF MEDIUM  SALES PRICES AND FIVE YEAR  INCREMENTS THAT SHOW THAT ANYTHING  IN THERE IS SORT OF A STAND OUT  DIFFERENT  FROM ANYTHING  ELSE. THE PERCENTAGE CHANGES, IF  YOU WILL, THROUGH ALL OF THEM, INCLUDING  THE COUNTY AND UNINCORPORATED ARE  VERY SIMILAR. IN THE ACTUAL DOLLAR  NUMBERS ARE A CITY AND THEIR  PROPOSED AREA ARE PRETTY CLOSE.  THE ONLY PLACE THEY DIFFER BY ANY  SIGNIFICANT AMOUNT, IT'S A TIP OF  THE BUBBLE WHEN THE  PROPOSED CRA AREA, HAD HIGHER PRICES  THAN THE REST OF THE CITY, FROM  A STANDPOINT  OF MEDIUM PRICES. THIS IS  LOOKING AT TAXABLE VALUE,  PROPOSED AREAS ARE A LITTLE LESS.  I'M NOT SURE THERE'S A LOT OF SIGNIFICANCE  ON THAT ONE  OR THE EXEMPTION COUNTS ARE CLOSE  TO THE  PERCENTAGE AREA -- TO THE AREA  PERCENTAGEWISE. IT'S ANOTHER NUMBER  THAT SOMETHING WE CAN  GENERATE. THAT'S REALLY ALL ABOUT  THAT DATA. I'VE GOT SOME VERBIAGE  AT THE END OF THE THING ABOUT SOME  OF THE THINGS THAT COULD BE LOOKED  AT IN TERMS  OF QUALIFYING BLIGHT. IF ANYONE  DOES WANT TO GET INTO WHERE  THE NUMBERS CAME FROM, HERE'S A  WHOLE LOT OF CHARTS GOING ON DOWN.  I'M NOT GOING TO STOP ON ANY  OF THEM. THESE CHARTS ARE WHERE  THE PERCENTAGES CAME FROM THAT  I SHOWED YOU. BEHIND THE CHARTS,  ARE SPREADSHEETS WITH A LINE ITEM  FOR EVERY PARTIAL OF  DATA. THAT DATA IS VERY PARTIAL  AND COULD BE BACKED UP LITERALLY  TO THE PARSEEL LEVEL,  IF  NEED BE. THAT'S IF SOMEBODY WANT  TO SEE WHERE THE NUMBERS CAME FROM.  THAT'S WHERE THE NUMBERS CAME  FROM. ANY QUESTIONS?  

QUESTIONS, COUNCIL MEMBERS?  

THANK YOU. THANK YOU VERY MUCH.  

IF YOU WILL, I'VE GOT TO LEAVE  BECAUSE I'M NOT PART OF YOUR DECISION  PROCESS. I PRESENTED INFORMATION  TO YOU AND --  

YOU'LL BE LISTENING, THOUGH,  WON'T YOU? MORGAN, YOU WILL  BE LISTENING?  

WHETHER OR NOT, I DON'T LISTEN  TO YOU ALL. I WORK. I'M NOT GOING  TO BE LISTENING.  

MS. CHAIR, AT THIS TIME, I WOULD  LIKE TO  INTRODUCE JAMIE CURTO, IF YOU  WANT TO PROCEED.  

THANK YOU. GOOD AFTERNOON, YOU'RE  RECOGNIZED.  

GOOD AFTERNOON, I'M STILL GOING  TO  NATE. IT'S JAMIE CUTOE, ORANGE CITY  FLORIDA, CITY MANAGER FOR THE CITY.  AND AS DISCUSSED WE'RE HERE TODAY  TO TALK ABOUT A REQUEST FOR DELEGATION  FOR A COMMUNITY REDEVELOPMENT AGENCY  FOR THE CITY  OF ORANGE CITY. AND JUST REAL  BRIEFLY, LET ME START ABOUT GIVING  YOU A HISTORY OF ORANGE CITY AND  TALK A LITTLE BIT THE REASON WHY  WE NEED THE CRA. I WILL ALSO  TALK ABOUT A LITTLE BIT OF  THE PLANS, WHICH OUR CONSULTANT  WILL TELL YOU WHAT'S IN THE REDEVELOPMENT  PLAN AND GO THROUGH THE PROCESS  AND HOW WE MEET THE 2010  GUIDELINES. THE PRESENTATION IS  SLIGHTLY DIFFERENT THAN WHAT'S IN  YOUR PACKAGE. THEY ARE HANDING OUT  A NEW PRESENTATION.  

I WOULD LIKE TO START BY TELLING  YOU  A LITTLE BIT OF ORANGE  CITY. IT COVERS APPROXIMATELY 7.2  SQUARE MILES, WHICH IS  SUBSTANTIALLY  LEARNLG -- SUBSTANTIALLY LARGER  THAN THE ONE SQUARE MILE.  

ORANGE CITY, BY VIRTUE ON BEING  1792 IS PART OF THE RIVER OF  LAKES HERITAGE CORRIDOR. AND UNFORTUNATELY,  ORANGE CITY IS ALSO LISTED IN THE  TOP TEN MOST  ENDANGERED HISTORIC DISTRICTS IN  THE FLORIDA TRUST. ON THE POSITIVE  SIDE, WE'RE HOME TO PLU SPRINGS,  WHICH DRAWS OVER HALF A MILLION  VISITORS A YEAR. AND OVER  TIME, WE HAVE DEVELOPED INTO THE  COMMERCIAL HUBS OF SOUTHWEST VOLUSIA  COUNTY. MOST OF THE COMMERCIAL GROWTH  HAS TAKEN PLACE IN THE AREA OF VETERANS  MEMORIAL PARKWAY AND SAXSON, WHICH  IS LEFT THE 1792  CORRIDOR TO  DETERIORATE OVER TIME. SOME OF  THE REASONS WHY WE LOOKED AT THE  CRA, IT'S BECAUSE WE HAVE THE NUMBER  OF PEDESTRIAN ACCIDENTS AND FATALITIES  IN 1792, INCLUDING A PEDESTRIAN  FATALITY LAST WEEK. WE ALSO HAD  TWO HIGH-PROFILE DEATHS INVOLVING  CHILDREN IN THE PAST THREE YEARS.  OVER 22 PERCENT OF THE POPULATION  IS ACTUALLY AT OR BELOW  THE POVERTY LEVEL. WE HAVE ONE OF  THE LOWEST PER CAPITTA INCOMES IN  THE COUNTY BEING $19,000  PER CAPITTA. OUR MEDIAN HOUSEHOLD  INCOME IS $30,000, WHICH IS ACTUALLY  THE THIRD LOWEST  IN VOLUSIA COUNTY. THE TAXABLE,  THE AVERAGE TAXABLE SINGLE HOME  VALUE IS ACTUALLY ONLY $42,000  IN ORANGE CITY, WHICH  IS EXTREMELY LOW. AND  ALSO, I WILL HAVE TO GIVE MORGAN  HILL CREDIT, HE SHOWED A SLIDE THAT  SHOWED THE VALUATIONS IN THE PAST  20 YEARS. ORANGE CITY HAS LAGGED  THE MOST ENTIRE COUNTY DURING  A 20-YEAR PERIOD IN THE CRA AREA  WITH GROWTH AND VALUATION.  ALSO, DURING THE BOOM YEARS,  WE DID THE CRA  AREA DID GROW 30 PERCENT LESS RATE  THAN THE REST  OF THE CITY. I DON'T WANT ANYBODY  TO THINK WE THREW  A CRA TO REQUEST MONEY. THIS IS  A VERY LONG PROCESS THAT GOT TO  THIS POINT. IN 2010, WE DID WHAT  WE CALLED A COMMUNITY  CONVERSATION. WE HAD APPROXIMATELY  80 RESIDENTS SHOW UP  FOR THAT. THE BIGGEST NEED AT THAT  TIME, WAS STATED TO BE  THE 1792 CORRIDOR. AND THEY WANTED  TO SEE THE CORRIDOR  REDEVELOPED AND REVITALIZED. IN  2011, WE CONTINUED WITH THE PROCESS  BY HAVING IAN LOCKWOOD,  WHO WAS WITH A ECON AT THE TIME  AND HE TALKED ABOUT WHAT WE CAN  DO WITH THE CORRIDOR AND HOW  TO REDEVELOP IT. THE QUESTION AT  THAT POINT WAS HOW TO PAY. ONE OF  THE SUGGESTIONS THAT WAS SUGGESTED  AT THAT TIME WAS DOING  A CRA. IN 2012, WE BEGAN THE  FIRST STEP, TO COMPLETE FINDING  THE NECESSITY OTHERWISE KNOWN AS  THE BLIGHT STUDY. THAT WAS ACTUALLY  SUBMITTED TO THE COUNTY  IN 2012. IN  MAY OF 2012, WE ACTUALLY BEGAN THE  DEVELOPMENT, OF THE REDEVELOPMENT  PLAN. IT WAS SUBMITTED TO THE COUNTY  AND COUNTY STAFF IN SEPTEMBER OF  2012. AT THAT TIME, COUNTY STAFF  HAD 30 DAYS TO ASK ANY QUESTIONS  THAT THEY HAD. THEY  DID THAT. THEY RETURNED QUESTIONS  TO US IN OCTOBER. WE ANSWERED  THE QUESTIONS, RESUBMITTED THE PLAN  IN DECEMBER. AND WE MADE A FORMAL  REQUEST  TO THE COUNTY FOR DELEGATION OF  AUTHORITY IN  JANUARY OF  2013. AS YOU KNOW, THAT WENT ON  HOLD FOR A PERIOD OF TIME. ON MAY  2nd, THE COUNTY SAID THEY WOULD  MOVE FORWARD KEEPING THE 2010 RESOLUTIONS,  WHICH  IS RESOLUTIONS 2010,  19, AND 2010, 20. WE BELIEVE OUR  PLAN COMPLIES WITH THE  RESOLUTION. MR. HILL SAID HE DIDN'T  HAVE A MAP THAT SHOWED THE VACANT  LAND. ALTHOUGH HIS SLIDE SHOWED  LESS THAN 5 PERCENT OF VA CAPT LAND  IN THE  CRA, HE MENTIONED HAD TO  BE HIGHER. THIS SLIDE SHOWS THERE  WAS 390 ACRES IN THE  CRA. IF YOU  COUNT THE PARCELS, THAT WOULD  ACTUALLY TOTAL 910-ACRES. THE  CRA IS THREE MIELINGS  OF LENGTH. IT IN COLLIDES WHEN YOU  TAKE OUT THE COUNTY  LAND, LESS THAN 2  PERCENT VACANT PROPERTY.  

AT THIS POINT I WILL TURN IT  OVER TO GINGER CORELLIS WHO WILL  TALK ABOUT A REDEVELOPMENT PLAN  AND I WILL COME UP WITH  A REORGANIZATION TO DISCUSS HOW  TO MEET  THE 2010 BILININGS.  

THANK YOU, JAMIE. FOR THE RECORD,  I'M GINGER CORELLIS,  PRINCIPAL PLANNER, FOR  135 CENTRAL BOULEVARD, ORLANDO,  FLORIDA. HAPPEN TO BE THE CITY  ON CITY-- SINCE 2010 ON A VARIETY  OF ISSUES. I WANT TO TALK ABOUT  AND IT GOES BACK TO  WHAT JAMIE SAID FEW MINUTES AGO  ON THE COMMUNITY CONVERSATION. WHEN  YOU TALK TO THE COMMUNITY AND LOOKING  TO REVITALIZE THE AREA,  IT'S IDENTIFIED AS  1792, VOLUSIA CORRIDOR. THE ABILITY  TO REVITALIZE THE  CORRIDOR, CORRIDOR THAT WAS SPLIT.  WHOM WE SPEAK TO AN AREA AND YOU  TAKE A LOOK AT DATA AND  I'M BEING  A PRINCIPAL PLANNER, CAN --  AND I WILL TALK  A LITTLE BIT OF  THE. AND WHEN  MORGAN WAS -- WAS ACTUALLY SPEAKING  TO THE MAKEUP OF LAND USES THAT  RELATES IN HIS ARTICLE, WHICH I  DO AGREE IS AN  INTERESTING ARTICLE, INFORMATIVE  ARTICLE, THAT WAS IN  FAVOR, AUGUST 2013, PUBLICATION,  HE SPEAKS TO THE IDENTIFICATION  OF LAND USES AND LOOKING  AT THAT  -- IDENTIFY. AND HE STARTED TO SPEAK  IN NUMBERS, AS WELL  AS THE PAQUETTE,  ABOUT HOW TO LOOK AT  THE PARCELLS. ONE OF ISSUES THAT  WE HAVE, WHEN YOU LOOK AT THE COMMERCIAL  CORRIDOR  THAT SPANS, THE  7992 CORRIDOR, IS THAT  WE HAVE FIVE DIFFERENT  PROPERTIES TO WARM 1792 WHICH IS  LESS THAN AN ACRE. IF YOU  ARE LOOKING AT COMMERCIAL  CORRIDOR AND TAKING  A LOOK. THAT'S  A  BLINDING FACTOR. THOSE LOTS  WILL BE FUNCTIONALLY OBSOLETE.  

WHEN YOU SPHEEK TO THE  ACCESS DATA, AND MR. GREELEY  SPEAKS TO HOW THINGS CHANGE, HE  EVEN QUOTED IN HIS ARTICLE, THAT  EVEN THOUGH THEY WERE CHANGED DURING  THE BOOM, THAT IT HAPPENED IN THE  CRA, PROPOSED  CRA  AREA. WHY NOT. WHEN YOU LOOK AT  THE DATA NUMBERS, A LOT OF  DIFFERENT COMPONENTS TO THAT? WHY  DIDN'T IT CHANGE? WHY NOT COME TO  THE AREA THE CITIZENS  HAVE IDENTIFIED AS COMMERCIALLY  LAND USES. AND WHY DID WE NOT SEE  THE INVESTMENT AND EBB IN THE BOOM  PERIOD, AND WE CONTINUE TO FALL  IN THE PROPOSED CRA IS WHERE  WE LAY THE TEXT VALUES, THE ABILITY  TO NOT REDEVELOP. ONE OF THE THINGS  OF BEING A PLANNER AND HAVING DONE,  BEEN WORKING ON CRA'S AND  DONE A NUMBER OF DO  OVER AND OVER 22 DIFFERENT REDEVELOPMENT  PLANS, WHEN YOU LOOK  AT DATA AND STATE STATURES, YOU  TAKE A LOOK THE DATESTA,  INFORMATION, AND ONE THING TO FIND,  IMPORTANT ASPECT OF THEIR REPORT  OF DOING ON THE FEEL AND  SEE  WHAT THE DATETA WAS DOING. AND  WE'RE LOOKING AT DATA AND PRESENTED  THE NUMBERS AND THE COUNTY PRESENTED  THEIR DATA AND NUMBERS TO THE JUDGE.  ONE OF THE THINGS WE CAN DO WITH  DATA AND NUMBERS, IS INFORMATION.  SUGGESTED TO THE JUDGE, THAT WE  ACTUALLY TAKE A TRIP  OF THE  PROPOTIONED COMMUNITY AREA.  

WE LOOK AT A BLOCK BY BLOCK,  BUILDING BY BUILDING TO IDENTIFY  THE CONDITIONS OF THE BUILDINGS,  IDENTIFY WHAT'S HAPPENING, TO THE  STANDPOINT OF THE MAINTENANCE, CONSTRUCTION  MEASURES. HALFWAY THROUGH THE TOUR,  THE JUDGE SAID, I'VE SEEN  ENOUGH. AS IT RELATES TO WHAT ONE  SEES AS BLIGHT, TO BE ABLE TO GO  TO THE FIELD, WHAT THEY WANT AND  WHAT THEY ARE VEEMENTLY FROM  THE STANDPOINT. WHEN WE DID THE  FIELD INSPECTION, WE ACTUALLY WENT  THROUGH LOT BY LOT. THE BUILDINGS  WERE THERE WHETHER THEY  ARE  RESIDENTIAL IN A COMMERCIAL. AND  ONLY 30 PERCENT  OF  STRUCTURES, HAD  DETERMINING.  

ISSUES ABOUT PARTIAL. ONE OF  THE MAIN PROBLEMS WE HAVE IN THE  COMMERCIAL ZONE, WE HAVE  A SMALL NUMBER, COMMERCIAL  AREAS. WE'RE UNABLE BASED ON THE  NUMBER TO DEVELOP COMMERCIAL PROPERTIES  BECAUSE OF THE FAULTY LAYOUT THAT  WE HAVE, AND THE NEED TO BE ABLE  TO PULL PROPERTIES TOGETHER  TO MEET CONTEMPORARY  BUILDING STANDARDS. STANDPOINT,  OVER 530 ARE LESS THAN  AN ACRE. YOU HAVE TO TAKE A LOOK  AT THE FAULTY LAYOUT. HOW THE LAYOUT  IS AT THE STANDPOINT, THE  DEPTH, THE WIDTH, HOUSE HAVING ACCESS  TO THE ROADWAYS.  

WE FOUND THERE'S AN ADEQUATE  UNSAFE PEDESTRIAN, YOU  HEARD, FROM CROTO FEW MOMENTS  AGO, AS IT RELATES TO THE AREA.  WE LOOK WHERE SIDEWALKS EXISTED  WHERE THEY DIDN'T EXISTED AND ISSUES  WE HAVE AND LOOKED ACROSS ON THE  ROADWAY HOW SAFE IT IS TO CROSS  AND CROSS THE INTERNAL STREETS WITHIN  THE PROPOSED CRA. IT BECOMES VERY  DIFFICULT, AS IT RELATES TO THE  UNSAFE CONDITIONS TO SPEED, ISSUES  THAT COMES WITH THE COMMUNITY, HEART  OF ORANGE CITY AND  WHAT'S DIVIDE SAY. WE LOOK AT  THE STONE WATER  FACILITIES, AND THE AREAS ARE DOCUMENTED.  THE LACK OF ANY TYPE OF  CENTRALIZED STORM WEATHER SYSTEM.  THE ISSUES WE HAVE IN IDENTIFYING  IT, SEPTIC, ENVIRONMENTAL ISSUES  AS IT RELATES TO THE SAFETY AND  HEALTH  OF THE CITIZENS. OVER 50 PERCENT  OF THE PARCELS ARE STILL  IN THE SEPTIC SYSTEMS. WE HAVE TO  ADDRESS THE RED FROM  AN ACTIVE AND EFFECTIVE  SYSTEM. BASICALLY THE INFRASTRUCTURE  IS A POOR COMMERCIAL DEVELOPMENT.  WE DON'T HAVE THE SIERRA, WE DON'T  HAVE  THE WATER. INSUFFICIENT  WATER LINES. A CORRIDOR THAT'S  A VIABLE CORRIDOR THEN WE DON'T  HAVE THE ABILITY TO HAVE A  QUALITY OF COMMERCIAL DEVELOPMENT.  WHEN WE LOOK AT THE PLAN AGAIN,  IT GOES BACK TO THE COMMUNITY VISION  OF A COMMUNITY LOOKING AT THEIR  AREA AND DECIDING WHAT THEY NEED  TO BE IN THE FUTURE, HOW THEY WANT  TO CHANGE IN  THE PAST. WE'VE HAD A  LOT OF OUTREACH. IT'S REALLY  IMPORTANT TO  US. THE DEVELOPMENT OF OBJECTIVES  THAT WILL LEAD TO  THE I  AM  PLAIMENT. MEANING AT LARGE WITH  THE JOHN RICK'S VILLAGE. AND WE  BROUGHT THE PEOPLE TOGETHER AND  THE CONVERSATIONS ON WHAT SHOULD  REALLY GO INTO THE PLAN. BASED ON  THAT, WE CREATED A VISION. A VISION  THAT WE WOULD COME TOGETHER,  CONSENSUS ON WHAT -- AS IT RELATES,  WHAT DO WE WANT OUR CITY  TO LOOK LIKE. WE WANT TO CREATE  A PLACE THAT'S THIS VIBE RAPT. HOW  DO WE DO THAT  ON AN URBAN ARTERIO ROAD THAT GOES  THROUGH IT. WE HAVE TO LOOK TO  CREATE THE DOWNTOWN  CORE. TAKE A LOOK AT THE CONSTRUCTION  AND THE QUALITY OR LACK THERE OF,  OF COMMERCIAL DEVELOPMENT  ALONG 1792 BETWEEN  472 AND ENTERPRISE. IT'S A LITTLE  DIFFERENT THAN THE CORE  RID DOORS. THEY WANT TO MAKE SURE  IT'S A  VIABLE CONNECTION  NETWORK. OFFICE 1792 AND VOLUSIA  AVE AND BRINGING ABLE THE JOBS AND  BEING ABLE TO  DO THAT. ALSO UNDRESS AND MAKE  THE NEIGHBORHOOD,  ESPECIALLY, THE CORRIDOR. WHEN YOU  LOOK AT  THE  RESIDENCE WORLD. THEIR CONNECT TIFORT  ISSUES. WE LOOK AT THE ENTIRE SYSTEM,  THE KEY IS,  HAVING THE VEGS,  HAVING A QUALE, VIABLE  COMMUNITY IN THAT.  

WE DON'T WANT TO  FOLLOW. AND WHAT ARE THE PRODUCTS  THAT ARE REVERSED? TO GET  TO THE OPPONENT, WE DEVELOPED  WHAT IS PRIMARY  AND PRIMARY OBJECTIVES. AND THESE  ARE THE ONES THAT THE COMMUNITY  WANTS TO MOVE FORWARD, AS FUNDING  IS -- AND ADDRESS THE INFRASTRUCTURE,  THE ABILITY TO FUND  AND  FINANCES THE INFRASTRUCTURE, WHETHER  IT'S TRANSPORTATION, PEDESTRIAN,  AS WELL AS COMMERCIAL AND LIABILITY,  AGAIN, TO PROVIDE THE COMMUNITY  A HIGH QUALITY OF LIFE. AT LEAST  HIGHER.  

THE PRIMARY OBJECTIVE, AT LEAST  13 OF THOSE, SPEAK TO THE ISSUE  HOW WE ARE GOING TO  TAKE CARE OF BLIGHT. WE WENT  THROUGH THIS PLAN. WE HAVE WHAT  IS  CALLED COMMUNITY  OBJECTIVES. MORE OF THOSE,  THROUGH RELATIVELY PROGRAMS, FOR  AREAS THAT WORK  ON PARTNERSHIPS, BETWEEN  PUBLIC AND PARTNERSHIP TO COME TOGETHER  AND TO MEET THE  OBJECTIVES  OF THEIR COMMUNITY. SINCE  WORKING WITH OBJECTIVE, IT  BECOMES EXTREMELY IMPORTANT OF THE  COMMUNITY. THAT'S OBJECTIVE NUMBER  ONE, TRANSPORTATION COMMUNITY, MAKING  SURE THE SIDEWALKS CONTINUE, MAKING  SURE THEY MEET ADA AND  LOOKING AT THE MULTMEDIA OPTIONS,  SO THEY ARE NOT LOOKING  AT  THE CAR, 70.92. THEY  UNDERSTAND AS THEY GET  THROUGH THE ANCHORMAN, WILL NOT  BE ABLE TO DELIVER THE PRODUCTS  IDENTIFIED BY THE COMMUNITY. WE  HAVE TO LOOK AT A VARIETY OF MECHANISMS  TO BE ABLE TO FUND THE IMPROVEMENTS  THAT WE'VE IDENTIFIED IN THE PLAN.  OBJECTIVE THREE, WE REALLY WANT  TO TAKE A LOOK AND  CREATE  A POSITIVE IDENTITY. PEOPLE  COME TO PLACES THAT LOOK GOOD, THAT  ARE SAFE, THAT  HAS AN INFILL THAT'S  TO THAT. FOUR, THEY LOOKED AT QUALITY  RECREATION AND PUBLIC SPACES SO  THEY CAN HAVE THE  ABILITY TO PLAY, STAY AND PLAY.  WORK AND PLAY, COMPONENTS THAT BECOME  VERY IMPORTANT TO  THE COMMUNITY. CHANGINGS IN PERCEPTION.  PERCEPTION COULD BE MORE STRONG  AND SOMETIMES THE  PERCEPTION OF COMMUNITIES.  

OBJECTIVE FIVE, LOOK AT  THE REGULATORY STANDPOINT,  LOOKING  AT HAVING SAFE INDUSTRIES. WE'RE  LOOKING AT THE NONISSUES FROM THE  STANDPOINT OF CAPITOL BUT CHANGING  THE WAY WE DO BIG WITHIN THE CITY,  TO BE ABLE TO  GO TO OBJECTIVE  NUMBER SIX, CREATE A VIABLE  AND SAFE  CORRIDOR. OVERALL, THE -- IMPORTANCE  TO MOVE FORWARD WITH THAT AND INABILITY  TO DO SO NOW. AS WE MOVE TO 7, HOW  DO WE GET TO THE CORRIDOR TO CREATE  THE SENSE OF PLACE. THE COMMUNITY  IDENTIFIED THE  NEEDS. HOW COULD WE TAKE  AND CREATE  A DOWNTOWN? FROM THE STANDPOINT  OF DIFFERENT COMPONENTS, WHERE TO  GO TO? THE CITY HAS PLANS TO CREATE  THAT AND MAKE SURE EVERYBODY KNOWS  WHERE DOWNTOWN CITY IS. IT STARTED  IN THE PROGRAMS THEY ARE HAVING  IN THE LIBRARY AND FUTURE  PROGRAMS, THEY PARTNERED WITH THE  COUNTY, WHICH IS FROM THE STANDPOINT  OF LAKE PARK AND TO HAVE THE ENERGY  PLACES. IT'S VERY IMPORTANT THAT  WE LOOK AT THE ABILITY TO HAVE  THE COMMERCIAL CORRIDORS  WITH THAT AND WE, WE CONTINUE  WITH THE OBJECTIVES. WE TALKED ABOUT  THE ISSUE OF SMALL PARCELS. WE  HAVE TO WORK WITH ACQUISITION PROGRAM  OR WORK WITH DEVELOPERS IN A SYSTEM  TO  PULLING PROPERTIES TOGETHER. OVER  533 AND LESS THAN A CORRIDOR, TO  MEET THE TEMPORARY  STANDARDS. PUBLIC,  PRIVATE  PARTNERSHIPS. WE RECOGNIZE THAT  INCREMENT DOESN'T OCCUR. WE DO  NOT IDENTIFY STRONG RELATIONSHIPS  WITH THE OTHER PARTNER, RECOGNIZE  THE OTHER INCREMENTS, DOWNTOWN CORE  AND RECREATION MUCH THAT'S A VERY  IMPORTANT OBJECTIVE TO THE CITY.  IT CONTINUATION TO WORK WITH THAT  TO MAKE SURE WE HAVE DESIGN STANDARDS,  TO MAKE SURE WE HAVE GREEN STANDARDS  AND HOW WE CAN MEET,  AND IN SUSTAINABLE ENVIRONMENTS  IS IMPORTANT TO THAT. WE HAVE RESIDENTIAL.  WE NEED TO MAKE SURE WE'RE CONTINUING  WITH  OUR HOUSING REVITALIZATION, HOW  TO LOOK FROM THEM,  TO COMMERCIAL CORRIDORS. 13,  I KEEP COMING BACK TO THIS BECAUSE  THE CITY RECOGNIZES THE IMPORTANCE  OF FINDING SOME FUNDING AND FIND  SOURCINGS TO IMPLEMENT THE  PLAN. WE GET INTO AND THEY KNOW  THEY HAVE TO LOOK AT SEVERAL  COMPONENTS TO THAT. I SPOKE TO COMMUNITY  OBJECTIVES. THE MAIN THING, THE  CITY KNOWS THEY HAVE A LOT OF WORK  TO DO. A LOT OF POWERS,  REVITALIZE AS WELL THAT ARE  NOT PART  CAPITTA DRIVEN. COMMUNITY OBJECTIVES  TO IMPLEMENT THE PLAN. AND TO  MAKE SURE IT'S SAFE AND CLEAN  AS WELL AS TO PLAN AND DELIVER  INFRASTRUCTURE IN PLACE. WE HAVE  THE COMMUNITY, MORE PEOPLE, PROGRAMS,  STAFFING BASED BY  THE CITY STAFF. 2010,  HOW IT RELATES TO. IT'S IMPORTANT  TO RECOGNIZE, ORANGE CITY IS IMPORTANT  TO VOLUSIA COUNTY. IT'S IMPORTANT  FOR US TO ASSIST THE COUNTY  IN MEETING THE OVERALL GOALS. THE  PLAN WE SET FOR THE,  DOES ASSIST YOUR GROWTH AS WELL  AS YOUR SMART INITIATIVES, AS WELL  AS LIVING  STRONG AND  IMPORTANT. WE WANT TO  PARTNER WITH YOU.  

SO MAKING SURE  WE IMPROVE THE VIAL EBBET  TO THE PARK. THIS IS A GATEWAY  TO THE WONDERFUL RESOURCES IN THE  COUNTY. WE NEED TO MAKE IT FEEL  INVITING AND TO THE STANDPOINT OF  HAVING  VIABILITY. MAKING SURE,  YOU'RE TO DRAY SECH  SUCH. AND WILL BE ABLE TO DO THAT,  IN  THE CORRIDOR,  MAKING SURE. AND CAPITOL PLANNING,  IT IS A  CAPITOL BASED PLANNING. WE HAVE  IDENTIFIED  PROJECTS THAT ARE BASICALLY  SHORT, MEDIUM AND LONG-TERM. THEY  GO FROM THE  ROADWAY IMPROVEMENTS  TO INTERSECTION IMPROVEMENTS, ALL  THE WAY DOWN TO INFRASTRUCTURE  COMPONENTS. WE HAVE IDENTIFIED  THAT FORK,  BASICALLY  OUR COMMUNITY. WE ARE IDENTIFYING  THAT. IN THE PLAN,  THE CAPITAL PROJECTS  TOTAL OVER $65-65  MILLION. WE RECOGNIZE, IT'S A LOT.  IT'S A LOT OF MONEY. TO COME FORWARD,  WE HAVE TO COME UP WITH  A DIFFERENT SOLUTION. EVEN LOOKING  AT SOME OF THE PRODUCTS  TO.  

PLIMENT THE PLAN. WE TALK  ABOUT INKREPT REVENUE  -- INCREMENT REVENUE, WE DEVELOPED  A RELATIONSHIP  WITH RSC, FINANCING ADVISERS  AND BASICALLY DID THE FINANCING  FORECAST FOR US IN ANTICIPATING  GROWTH IN AN AGGRESSIVE GROWTH  SCENARIO. AT THIS POINT,  IT'S USING A 3 PERCENT  DO NOT ASSUME THAT ANY CHANGES  WILL CONTINUE. THE PARCELS WERE  NOT INCLUDED IN OUR PROJECTIONS  AND WERE NOT, OF COURSE, IF,  WHEN THEY BECOME INCLUDED  IN THE  CITY. WE WAWCT -- WANT  TO MAKE SURE, IT WILL BE UPDATED  AND HOW WE UPDATE THE PLAN. WE WILL  ALSO INCLUDE YOU. I SPOKE TO  THE LOW INCREMENT. THE CHALLENGES  TO FIND THE FUNDING TO DO THE PLAN  THE COMMUNITY SO SEEKS IN  REVITALIZATION TO IT. YEAR  10, ANNUAL  INCREMENT, LESS THAN $150,000 COMING  FROM THE COUNTY. WE'RE AT 30, AT  THAT POINT, WE'RE STARTING TO SEE  A  COMBINED ANNUAL OF 1.5 MILLION.  AGAIN THE CITY  AND COUNTY COMPONENTS  OF  700,000. WE  DON'T SEE, INCREMENTS COMING  TO THE AREA. WE HAVE A LOT OF WORK  TO DO BECAUSE WE'RE ONLY  LOOKING AT TOTALING AFTER HE.  

WE HAVE A LOT OF ISSUES  TO BE  ABLE TO DRESS. WE HAVE TO HAVE A  LOT OF DIFFERENT RESOURCES AND HAVING  THE REVENUE TO ASSIST WITH THE COUNTY.  THE COUNTY AS A WHOLE COULD AFFORD  IN MEETING  OUR REVITALIZATIONS  GOALS.

WHAT WE JUST ADDRESSED IS THE  REDEVELOPMENT PLAN. THAT'S SOMETHING  THAT'S VERY DIFFERENT FROM  YOUR 2010, 19,  AND 201020 RESOLUTION. THOSE ACTUALLY  WERE DESIGNED TO  GIVE THE COUNTY MORE CONTROL IN  THE CRA'S. WE UNDERSTAND THE NEED  OF  THE  CONTROL IN CRA'S AND MEET THE  GOALS AP OBJECTIVES. SO WHAT WE  HAVE DONE, TAKEN THE ITEMS YOU  HAVE, AND GO THERE THEM VERY  QUICKLY. LET YOU KNOW, WE INTEND  TO MEET EVERYONE OF THOSE. WE WILL  HAVE TO DO IT IN A REGS  DENTIAL OR LOCAL. THAT INCLUDES  THE COUNTY'S CONTRIBUTION WOULD  NOT EXCEED THE -- BY THE  CITY. WHAT THAT  MEANS, THE COUNTY'S, YOU WOULD PUT  THE LOWER RATES. WE ALSO AGREE ONLY  THE CITY AND COUNTY CONTRIBUTIONS  IS INCLUDED IN THE PLAN, WHICH MEANS  IT WILL NOT INCLUDE THE HOSPITAL  AUTHORITIES OR  ANY OF THE VOTER APPROVED MINUTES  THAT YOU HAVE. WE ALSO AGREE TO  THE FORMULA THAT'S PUT FORWARD BY  THE COUNTY, THAT INCLUDES,  LIMITS THE INCREMENTS GOING IN.  THAT'S 95 PERCENT FROM 0  TO A MILLION,  75  PERSIAN FROM 

     1-2,000,060 PERCENT.  

AND WE'RE SUGGESTING THAT STILL  THE 40 YEAR TERM BUT WITH A  20 YEAR REVIEW SO THIS  COUNCIL AND THIS CITY LOOKED WHETHER  OR NOT WE HAVE MET THE GENERAL OBJECTIVES  AND GOALS AND PLAN. AT THAT  POINT IN PLAN,  THE COUNTY COULD CONTINUE  WITH  THE PLAN.  

WE HAVE DONE A SPECIFIC WORK  PLAN THAT'S BEEN PROVIDED TO ALL  OF YOU  IN THE  PLAN. THE CITY MAY ELECT TO UPDATE  THE PLAN EVERY FIVE  YEARS. THAT'S ONLY CONTINGENT UPON  COUNTY-COUNT SILL APPROVAL. WE HAVE  INCENTIVES THAT'S BEEN SET IN THE  PLAN THAT'S ACTUALLY IN  THE REDEVELOPMENT  PLAN. THE 2019 RESOLUTION THAT'S  PUT FORWARD BY THE  COUNCIL, DEALS MORE WITH  THE PROJECTS AND LITTLE CONTROL  DONE BY THE COUNTY. THE CITY AGREES  TO CONFORM TO THOSE. WE AGREE TO  THE CONFORM TO THE STAN  ARDIZE SUCH PORTING. WE AGREED TO  MAKE AN ANNUAL REPORT TO THE COUNTY.  WE AGREE TO SUBMITTING THE  PROPOSAL. OUR BUDGET PROPOSAL  TO THE COUNTY. WE ALSO AGREE  NOT TO MAKE ANY MATERIAL CHANGES  TO THE BUDGET AFTER IT'S BEEN  SENT TO THE COUNTY. THE CRA  WOULD INCLUDE  THE  DISTRICT COUNCIL  NUMBERS. AND  WE ALSO AREPRESENT. AND  ADDICTIONAL COOPERATION THAT ORANGE  CITY DOES QUITE A BIT WITH  THE SURROUNDING CITIES. WE WOULD  INCLUDE THE COUNTY AS A PARTNER  AND RECOGNITION  ON  THE CRA. WE REALLY DO BELIEVE THIS  IS A PARTNERSHIP. WE UNDERSTAND  THE CONCERN BY THE  COUNCIL AND BY STAFF TO HAVE MORE  CONTROL AND MORE  SAY IN THE CRA'S AND HOW  THE TIP MONEY IS USED. IN ENDING,  I WANT TO SAY, OUR PLAN  COMPLIES WITH THE YOUTH STAN  TUT AND THE SMART GROUP INITIATIVE.  THE PLAN ALSO ADDRESSES BLIGHT  BUT IT CREATES, A VISION  FOR THE FUTURE FOR ORANGE  CITY. THE CITY  SEEKS  THE COUNTY'S ENCOURAGEMENT. WE DID  ASK FOR A 40 YEAR DURATION,  HOWEVER WE DO AGREE  TO THE SUNSET REVIEW  AT 20 YEARS. AND WE'RE GOING TO  ASK THAT VOLUSIA COUNTY CONSIDER  ADOPTING A  RESOLUTION, ADOPTING, THE  POWERS OF THE  CITY.  

 ANY QUESTIONS?  

MS. DENISE POLICE.  

FOR A POINT OF CLARIFICATION,  WHAT I THOUGHT I HEARD YOU  SAY  IN WHAT'S IN  THE REPORT THAT WE RECEIVED FROM  STAFF FROM THE AGENDA ITEM,  YOUR REQUEST INCLUDED FUNDS FROM  THE GENERAL FUND ECHO  FROM THE VOLUSIA COUNTY WESTERN  AUTHORITY.  

I THINK WHAT THE CONFUSION  THAT WHAT HAVE BEEN CAUSED, WHEN  I PUT TOGETHER THE  TIFF PROJECTIONS, RNC DID THEM AND  WE DID INCLUDE THEM. WE HAVE BEEN  ALWAYS MANNEDDIBLE TO REMOVE THEM.  TO REMOVE THEM, IT HAS TO BE AN  AGREEMENT BETWEEN ORANGE CITY AND  COUNCIL TO REMOVE  THEM AS PLANNED.  

MR. KARL, PLEASE?  

THE PLAN  IS COMMITTED,  CONTEMPLATES IN C, ALL -- THIS  PRESENTATION WAS THE FIRST TIME  IT WAS  CONTEMPLATED AND IT'S PULLED OUT.  BY AGREEMENT, THEY CAN  BE  PULLED OUT. THE REQUEST INCLUDED  ALL TAXING DISTRICTS, AS IT STANDS  TODAY.  

BUT THAT'S NOT OW IT  WAS PRESENTED. AS I WAS LISTENING,  I SAW PRESENTED. I'M STILL STRUGGLING  WITH. IF THAT'S  WHAT WAS SUBMITTED. THE PRESENTATION  WAS NOT SUBMITTED THAT WAY. HELP  ME UNDERSTAND THIS BECAUSE, IF I'M  STRUGGLING ON VERY BASIC PREMISES  WHAT I'M READING, WHAT'S BEEN PRESENTED  AND NOW WHAT'S BEING  PRESENTED, I'M UNCOMFORTABLE.  

LET ME TRY TO JUST CLARIFY  WHAT MY UNDERSTANDING OF IT AND  I WOULD DEFER  TO THE  CITY. THE REQUEST INCLUDED ALL TAXING  DISTRICT. IT PRESENTED. HOWEVER,  WHAT THE CITY IS SAYING THAT  THEY ARE WILLING, IF THE  COUNTY AGREES TO WITHDRAWAL THE  TAXING DISTRICTS, THEY WOULD TAKE  OUT ECHO, FOREVER, IN THE  HOSPITAL FUND. I THINK WHAT THE  POSITION FOR THE CITY, IF I'M UNDERSTANDING  CREDIT CARDLY, THEY COULDN'T UNILATERALLY  DO THAT. AM I CORRECT IN  STATING THAT CORRECTLY?  

YES.  

WE HAVE NEVER HAD AN ISSUE BUT  IT HAS TO BE DONE ON AGREEMENT BY  BOTH PARTIES, TO WITHDRAWAL THOSE.  SO THEY WERE INCLUDED AND THEY WERE  INCLUDED ORIGINALLY. WE DID SEND  A RESOLUTION ABOUT A WEEK AGO, I  KNOW IT'S NOT TIME ENOUGH TO  READ IT. THAT RESOLUTION REMOVES  THOSE?  

THERE'S A RESOLUTION.  

THERE'S A RESOLUTION WITHOUT  THE LANGUAGE THAT WE HAVE NOT RECEIVED?  

MY UNDERSTANDING, THEY REQUESTED  IT. THEY ARE SUGGESTING A MODIFICATION  OF THEIR REQUEST. THAT'S WHAT THIS  REALLY IS. THEY ARE MODIFYING THEIR  REQUEST IN FRONT OF YOU.  

IT WAS IN THE ORIGINAL REQUEST.  

NO.  

IT WAS IN THE PLAN.  

BUT THE  DELEGATION IS WHERE YOU DRAW THE  LINE IN THIS THING. WHERE YOU SET  THE LIMBS. THAT DELEGATION HAS NOT  BEEN DONE. WE HAVE NO PROBLEM AT  ALL REMOVING THAT. IT HAS TO BE  AGREED TO BY BOTH  PARTIES.  

IT WAS ORIGINALLY  REQUESTED.  

WELL,.  

I THINK THE STAFF REVIEWED THE  PLAN TO DETERMINE WHAT  THE REQUEST  WAS. AND I'M SORRY, I'VE NOT SEEN  THE RESOLUTION  THAT THE  CITY PASSED. I CAN'T SPEAK TO THAT.  

I PRESUME, I TRUST WHAT  THE CITY MANAGER SAID. I DON'T AGREE  WITH THE CONCLUSION OF LAW THAT  IT HAS TO  BE BY  AGREEMENT. I THINK THE COUNTY COUNCIL  COULD RESTRICT AND CLEARLY, YOU  COULD DELEGATE SOME ROLES OF POWERS  AND YOU COULD SAY, YOU WILL  DELEGATE  SOME OR ALL THE INCREMENT  AND FOR EXAMPLE, YOU WITHHOLD  THE POWER  TO DETERMINE WHETHER THE  HOSPITAL AUTHORITY OR WHETHER  THE TAXING DISTRICTS. ENTITIES,  OTHER TAXES, THAT ARE IMPOSED,  INCLUDED WITHIN THE INCREMENT. WHAT  I UNDERSTAND THE CITY TO BE SAYING,  ESSENTIALLY, IT'S A MODIFICATION  OF ITS REQUEST.  

BUT I HEARD IT VERBALLY, BUT  THAT'S NOT WHAT WE HAVE PRESENTED  BEFORE US, IS AN AGENDA  ITEM.  

THAT'S CORRECT.  

OKAY. THAT'S REALLY IMPORTANT.  

I MIGHT SAY --  

THE CITY IS NOT AHEAD  OF ITSELF RESPECTFULLY IN ADOPTING  THE PLAN. THEY CAN -- THEY CAN'T  -- IT AMOUNTS TO A PROPOSED PLAN  AS I REFERRED TO IN THE ITEM.  

IT'S A DRAFT PLAN. WE HAVE NOT  -- IT HAS TO BE THROUGH THIS COUNCIL  FIRST BEFORE WE ADOPT IT. THAT'S  THE CRA AGENCY  THAT ADOPTS IT  FORMALLY.  

SO --  

THE RESOLUTION  NOW, WELL, I'M  --  

SO WHAT I THINK HAS HAPPENED,  THE CITY IS  REVISING ITS  REQUEST?  

I'M GOING TO HOLD MY COMMENTS  AFTER PUBLIC COMMENTING.  

WHICH,  IF I MAY, SINCE IT'S BEEN REVISED,  IF YOU'RE INCLINED TO  DO SOMETHING, WHAT THE CITY HAS  PRESENTED TODAY OR SOMETHING WHAT  THE CITY REQUESTED TODAY, I THINK  YOU WOULD DENY THE REQUEST AS IT  WAS ORIGINALLY SUBMITTED. AND  GIVE US DIRECTION TO WHAT BRING  BACK TO YOU. AND  IN THAT  REGARD, WE'LL NEED TO THINK THROUGH  THE ISSUE OF THE  UNINCORPORATED AREA IF YOU'RE INCLINED  TO INCLUDE IT BECAUSE I'M  NOT FAMILIAR WITH AUTHORITY THAT  WOULD ALLOW US  TO  DELEGATE ON UNINCORPORATED, NOT  TO SAY YOU COULD GET TO THERE, WITHOUT  DOING SOMETHING WITH THE LAND. WE  JUST NEED TO THINK  OF  THE PROCEDURAL ISSUE.  

THANK YOU, MR. CHAIRMAN. I WOULD  DEFER MY QUESTIONS AND COMMENTS,  TO THE PUBLIC, EXCEPT I WANT TO  ASK, ARE WE GOING TO ADDRESS  MR. DAVIS' REQUEST? WE HAVE ALWAYS  AS A COUNCIL GENERALLY,  YOU KNOW, TRIED TO DO  THAT. I THINK THAT NEEDS TO  BE OUT THERE.  

READ THAT REQUEST.  

I WOULD BE GLAD TO READ HIS  E-MAIL. THIS CAME AT 1:38 THIS AFTERNOON  TO THE VOLUSIA COUNTY COUNCIL. THE  GOOD NEWS, THIS IS NOT A CARDIAC  PROBLEM NOR IT'S LIFE-THREATENING.  I HAVE BEEN RELEASED AND WILL BE  BACK TO DUTY NEXT WEEK. I THANK  YOU MR. PATTERSON FOR TAKING THE  GAVEL AND CARRYING IT ON WITH THE  COUNTY BUSINESS AT HAND AND I APPRECIATE  MY FELLOW COUNCIL MEMBERS  UNDERSTANDING AND PRAYERS. CONGRATULATION  FOR VOTING THE DAYTONA PROJECT AND  IT WILL BE GOOD FOR  VOLUSIA COUNTY. THE AGENDA HAS THE  ISSUES OF CRA'S AND  APPRECIATE THE POSSIBILITY, TO TABLE  SIDE IT TO THE NEXT COUNCIL MEETING.  I FEEL THE ISSUE SHOULD BE DISCUSSED  AND VOTED, WITH ALL 7 OF  THE DAY, IT WILL HAVE A MAJOR IMPACT  IN ALL  OUR COMMUNITIES, THAT WE ALL VOTE.  I LOOK FORWARD TO GETTING BACK TO  WORK, AND APPRECIATE YOUR  CONSIDERATION ON TABLING  THE CRA IN THE NEXT MEETING. THANK  YOU, DAVIS COUNTY COUNTY CHAIRER.  I'M ASKING BECAUSE IT'S BEEN OUR,  YOU KNOW, IN THE PAST, WHEN A COUNCIL  MEMBER HAS MADE THAT REQUEST,  WE GENERALLY TRIED TO  ACCOMMODATE HIM. I'M LAYING IT OUT  THERE. .  

TABLE IT OR CONTINUE  THE ISSUE,  MR. ECKERT?  

WELL, THERE'S THREE -- PROBABLY  AT LEAST THREE PROCEDURAL  WAYS TO HANDLE IT. THOSE THAT COME  TO MIND, YOU COULD DENY THE  REQUEST, AS PRESENTED, SCHEDULED  AS A SUBSEQUENT COUNCIL MEETING.  THE NEXT MEETING, I THINK,  FAIRLY BUSY. ONE FOLLOWING PERHAPS.  THE CITY COULD AGREE THAT, THE CITY  COULD  EXTEND THE TIME, TO WHICH IS AGREED  TODAY. THAT MAY BE A MINIMAL TO  DO THAT. I WOULD RECOMMEND A TIME  THAT IT ALLOWS ENOUGH,  THAT ALLOWS A MEETING, WHERE  YOU COULD GET  A PROCEDURAL GUIDANCE, OR THE  CITY COULD AGREE, IN OTHER WORDS,  IF THEY -- THE CITY WOULD EXTEND  IT FOR A TIME THAT YOU  COULD, FOR MAYBE 90 DAYS AND YOU  WOULD CONSIDER IT 30 DAYS OR SOMETHING,  SO IT COULD BE BROUGHT TO YOU. THE  CITY  COULD AGREE IT'S REQUEST MADE  TODAY, STARTS THE CLOCK ALL OVER  AGAIN, GIVING YOU 120 DAYS AND YOU  COULD PUT IT DOWN ON A AGENDAS  AND IN THE NEAR FUTURE. THOSE ARE  THE THREE-WAYS THAT COME TO MIND  AT  THIS POINT. TO ALLOW THE CHAIR TO  PARTICIPATE, IF THERE IS NO OTHER,  NO OTHER STIPULATION, AND THE CITY  HAS BEEN VERY COOPERATIVE. I DON'T  MEAN -- I DON'T MEAN TO  INT MATE ANYTHING OTHERWISE. IF  THE CITY WERE TO SAY, YOU KNOW,  THANKS BUT THIS IS THE 120th  DAY, AS EXTENDED, THEN I WOULD  RECOMMEND THAT YOU DENY IT AND THEN  PUT IT BACK ON THE AGENDA AT  A FUTURE  TIME.  

MR. CHAIR?  

YES.  

THE MANAGER, YOU MAY WANT TO  ASK, THE THING I HAVE TO ADMIT,  WITH ORANGE CITY, THEY HAVE  BEEN VERY COOPERATIVE. WE MUTUALLY  HAVE PUSHED IT BACK A NUMBER OF  TIMES. BOTH PARTIES HAVE ASKED FOR  EXTENSION. THIS IS UNUSUAL WITH  THE CHAIRER HAVING A MEDICAL EMERGENCY,  PUTTING HIM IN THE HOSPITAL. I THINK  SHE'S HERE. YOU COULD ASK. WE'VE  BEEN VERY COOPERATIVE WITH EACH  OTHER. I THINK THEY ARE ALWAYS WILLING  TO WORK WITH US ON A  DATE.  

AND I DON'T THINK THE CITY OF  ORANGE CITY HAS ANY PROBLEM WITH  CONTINUING, IF THAT'S WHAT THIS  COUNCIL DESIRES. I THINK WHAT WE  WOULD LIKE TO DO, SPEND SOME TIME  WITH THE STAFF, TRYING TO CLARIFY,  WHAT WOULD BE BROUGHT FORWARD  IN A DELEGATION. IF THAT'S THE DIRECTION  OF THE COUNCIL. I THINK THAT'S WHERE  THE CONFUSION LIES, WHAT WE SEE  AND WHAT SHOULD BE IN THE DELEGATION  IS NOT NECESSARILY WHAT'S PRESENTED  TO YOU AS A PLAN.  

SO WE'RE LOOKING AT EXTENDING  TO ANOTHER TIME OR ANOTHER  120 DAYS?  

THOSE ARE OPTION TWO OR OPTION  THREE?  

COULD WE PICK  MAYBE 90?  

THAT'S FINE. .  

GO TO WORK.  

YOU'RE OKAY WITH THAT?  

UH-HUH.  

OKAY.  

WE NEED A MOTION TO THAT.  

I WILL REFRAME THE  MOTION SO WE'RE OKAY MR.  ECKERT.  

UPON  THE CITY'S AGREEMENT, YOU WOULD  EXTEND THE TIME FOR THE CONSIDERATION,  THE CONSIDERATION OF THE 90 DAYS  AND SCHEDULE IT TO A MEETING PRIOR  TO THE TIME.  

I WOULD MAKE THAT MOTION, MR.  CHAIRMAN.  

COULD WE ALSO AGREE WE'RE GOING  TO WORK TOGETHER ON A RESOLUTION.  

WE CAN ADD THAT TO THE AGREEMENT,  TO THE MOTION.  

YOU COULD RESTATE YOUR MOTION?  

THAT UPON  THE CITY'S APPROVAL.  

THE CITY HAS AGREED.  

THE CITY HAS  AGREED TO EXTEND THE ITEM,  THE AGENDA ITEM FOR  90 DAYS. HELP ME OUT HERE, JAMIE.  

THE CITY HAS AGREED TO EXTEND  CONSIDERATION OF THE DELEGATION  OF POWERS FOR THE CRA  FOR 90 DAYS WHILE THEY WORK ON A  RESOLUTION, DELEGATING THE POWERS  FOR THE CRA TO THE CITY OF ORANGE  CITY DURING THE 90-DAY  PERIOD.  

WELL I DON'T KNOW ABOUT THAT.  

THERE'S AN ASSUMPTION THAT I  DON'T THINK THE COUNCIL HAS QUITE  REACHED.  

GOOD TRY, JAMIE.  

ONE MORE TIME, THEN.  

HOW ABOUT -- THAT WE AGREE  TO AN EXTENSION OF 90 DAYS --  

AND WE'LL WORK TOGETHER IN GOOD  FAITH ON THE ISSUES THAT  ARE THAT ARE NOT CLEAR.  

COULD WE PHRASE IT THIS WAY?  

COULD WE BRING IT BACK.  

AND WHAT WE WILL DO, WE WILL  CLEAR ON WHAT YOUR ACTUAL REQUEST  IS? BECAUSE THAT'S REALLY-- THEY  HAD SOME THINGS THAT HAVE CHANGED.  WE WILL MAKE SURE THE REQUEST YOU  PUT IN FRONT OF THE COUNCIL, WE'RE  CLEAR WHAT THE REQUEST IS.  

PROBABLY THE WAY YOU GET THAT  BACK WILL BE  IN A RESOLUTION.  

SO WE'RE JUST EXTENDING  FOR 90 DAYS?  

YES.  

MOTION TO EXTEND  FOR 90 DAYS?  

DOES THAT MOTION INCLUDE WORKING  TOGETHER WITH STAFF?  

I GUESS THEY HAVE TO.  

YES, IT DOES.  

I THINK THAT WOULD BE REQUIRED,  I WOULD THINK.  

YES, MOTION. NEED  A SECOND?  

SECOND BY MR.  DANIELS. MS. CUESACK YOU'RE ON THE  SPEAKER LIST.  

IT'S OKAY. JUST PASSING  IT. IT'S LONG PASSED.  

IT'S LONG PASSED. IT'S OKAY.  

YOU'RE MISSING US, BUDDY.  

I GUESS IT BECAME MUTE WITH YOUR  MOTION OVER THERE.  

CLARIFICATION, THOUGH, IF WE  BRING IT BACK, ARE WE  NEGATING THIS? IF WE'RE CONTINUING  ACCORDING TO THE LANGUAGE, AREN'T  WE CONTINUING WHAT WE CURRENTLY  HAVE? ARE WE AMENDING IT? DOES THIS  HAVE TO BE TABLED WHAT  WE CURRENTLY HAVE? I MEAN --  

WHAT I THOUGHT, OR  WHAT I ENVISIONED, THE WILL OF THE  COUNCIL WILL BE, WE WOULD WORK WITH  THE CITY. IT'S THEIR REQUEST. SO  MY STAFF IS NOT EMPOWERED TO  NEGOTIATE A REQUEST. WHAT THEY WOULD  DO, THEY HAVE MODIFIED THEIR  REQUEST. ALL WE WOULD DO, BRING  FORWARD WITH THE MODIFIED REQUEST,  SO WHEN JAMIE IS UP HERE, THERE  WOULD BE NO MISUNDERSTANDING ON  WHAT SHE'S ASKING FOR AND ONLY THE  COUNCIL WILL DECIDE IF THEY WILL  ACT ON THAT.  

COMMENT ON THE FACT THAT WE HAD  100 DAYS --  

HERE'S WHAT I THINK WE ARE AS  A MATTER OF LAW. I  THINK THE CITY'S AMENDED REQUEST  WILL START A NEW 120  DAYS. BUT THE COUNCIL'S DESIRE IT  WILL BE BROUGHT BACK WITHIN  A 90-DAY PERIOD.  

WE CAN DO THAT.  

OKAY.  

THAT'S THE DIRECTION YOUR STAFF  WILL FOLLOW.  

MS. CHAIR, WILL MEET WITH THE  CITY TO CLARIFY THE REQUEST  SO YOU COULD MAKE, YOU KNOW,  YOU COULD MAKE -- THAT YOU  WOULD BE BETTER IN POSITION TO MAKE  THE DECISION.  

MS. CHAIR, WHAT I COULD GUARANTEE,LEY  WORK WITH JAMIE. LEY GET IN FRONT  OF COUNCIL AS SOON AS POSSIBLE.  I WILL NOT WAIT FOR THE FULL 90  DAYS, MOVE IT ALONG SO WE DON'T  HAVE A TIMING ISSUE. THERE'S NO  REASON -- I CAN'T MAKE IT TO THE  NEXT MEETING BUT THE MEETING  MAYBE AFTER THAT. WE'LL MAKE CLEAR  ON THE REQUEST AND WE'LL MAKE SURE  TO GET THAT IN THE MEETING. WE WILL  TRY TO HIGHLIGHT WHAT MAY HAVE BEEN  IN THE CLARIFICATIONS SO  YOU KNOW IT'S MODIFIED. I'LL GET  IT IN FRONT OF YOU, SO WE'LL  GET IT WITHIN THE  90 DAYS AND YOU DON'T HAVE TO MAKE  THE DECISION THAT DAY.  

WE DO HAVE A MOTION.  

I BELIEVE MR. DANIELS  SECOND.  

MR. DANIELS SECOND TO CONTINUE  UP TO 90 DAYS. ALL RIGHT. ANY  OTHER FURTHER  DISCUSSION?  

MR. CHAIRMAN, SO THERE'S -- THIS  IS A PROCESS THAT WE HAVE USED IN  THE PAST. I DON'T WANT ANYBODY THINKING  IT'S A DELAYING  TECHNIQUE. IT'S TACTIC. IT'S SOMETHING  THAT WHEN A COUNCIL MEMBER OR  APPLICANT. WE'VE HAD APPLICANTS  WHEN THERE'S NOT A FULL COUNCIL,  WHO SAID THEY WILL RESCHEDULE. THEY  WANT A FULL HEARING. I WANT PEOPLE  TO UNDERSTAND, THAT, THE CHAIRMAN  MADE A REQUEST AND WE TRIED TO HONOR.  

WE HAVE SEVERAL PEOPLE TO SPEAK  OF, BUT I THINK,  AT THIS POINT.  

OKAY. ALL RIGHT. ALL RIGHT. ANY  OPPOSITION  TO THE MOTIONS? THAT OPPOSITION,  THE MOTION  IS PASSED, 6-0.  THANK YOU, EVERYBODY  WHO SHOWED UP.  LET'S TAKE A  FIVE MINUTE RECESS. AND WE'LL TAKE  THE ORDINANCE. THANK YOU.  

COUNCIL MEMBERS. PLEASE HAVE  COUNCIL MEMBERS.  MR. DANIELS, MRS. DENYS, I WILL  GO AHEAD  AND GET STARTED. WE'RE ON ITEM  NUMBER 42, ADOPTION  OF ORDINANCE 2014-06 ESTABLISHING  COUNTY WIDE REGULATION OF FERTILIZER  AND DIRECTION REGARDING  SEASONAL  BAN. WELL, HELLO. HOW ARE YOU, MRS.  McGEE.  

PERFECT.  

YOU'RE RECOGNIZED. THANK YOU  MR.  CHAIR, COUNTY COUNCIL,  DEPARTMENT OF COUNTY MANAGEMENT.  I WOULD LIKE TO THANK ALL THE PEOPLE  IN THE ROOM WHO HAVE CONTRIBUTED  SO MUCH TO OUR DIALOGUE  AND OUR DISCUSSION OF  THE ISSUE. GINGER HEIR, TOM  CARRY, WE HAVE SHANNON ELER WHO  WAS THE PRIMARY AUTHOR ON MANY OF  THE DOCUMENTS, JAMIE WITH LEGAL.  WE  HAVE OUR UFIKUS DEVELOPMENTS, FOLKS  FROM THE INDIAN NATURAL WATER  PROGRAM, WHO CONTRIBUTED TO  THE CONVERSATION. MARINE DISCOVERY  CENTER, MARINE RESOURCES, AS WELL  AS AS MANY, MANY AGENCIES,  ORGANIZATION AND INDIVIDUALS.  

THIS IS A PUBLIC HEARING, SO,  WE HAVE OPENED IT, OKAY?  

THANK YOU, SIR. BASICALLY WHAT  I WOULD LIKE TO DO FIRST  IS REVIEW, COUNCIL DIRECTED US ON  MARCH 6th, TO BRING FORWARD THE  MODEL ORDINANCE FOR FERTILIZER.  WE HAVE DONE THAT. IT'S IN  THE AGENDA RECORDS, REGULATES THE  COUNTY LOCATION AND METHOD OF FERTILIZER  WITHIN THE COUNTY WIDE AREA. AND  JUST WANTED TO REMIND EVERYONE  THAT THIS ORDINANCE WOULD ESTABLISH  A MANDATE  FOR FERTILIZER-FREE ZONE, 10 FEET  FROM WATER BODY WITH THE EXCEPTION  OF FERTILIZER SPREADERS THAT HAVE  A DEFLECTOR SHELLED AND IT RECOMMENDS  A TEN FOOT LOW MAINTENANCE ZONE.  THE RECOMMENDATIONS IS FOR THE  PLANTINGS, MAINTENANCE,  INCLUDING ENCOURAGING FOLKS, VEGETATION  THAT DOESN'T HAVE  MUCH FERTILIZER. ONE IMPORTANT PIECE  IS OUR EDUCATION AND OUTREACH. WE  WILL REALLY  RELY ON UFIFUS. AND FOLKS  COULD REALLY CONSULT WITH THE ORGANIZATION.  AS WE HAVE LEARNED IN THE COURSE  OF RESEARCHING THIS ITEM THAT THE  APPLICATION NEEDS REALLY VARY DEPENDING  ON THE LOCATION, SOIL TYPES  AND THE PLANT TYPE. THEY  HAVE VERY, VERY GOOD INFORMATION  SO FOLKS COULD APPLY FERTILIZER  IN A VERY EFFICIENT WAY. ALSO, JUST  WANTED TO REMIND COUNCIL THAT WE  ARE SORT OF THE BEGINNING STAGES  OF OUR EDUCATION, CAMPAIGN  REGARDING REUSED WATER. NOT ONLY  DOES IT SAFE OUR GROUND --  SAVE OUR GROUND WATER, IT CONTAINS  HIGH LEVELS OF NUTRIENTS. FOLKS  WHO HAVE  REUSED WATER MAY NOT BE LIKELY  TO FERTILIZE. ALSO, GIVE YOU AN  UPDATE, MARCH 6th COUNCIL,  DIRECTED US TO TRANSLATE A BAN ON  PHOS FOR  US, WLS REQUIRING 60 PERCENT  SLOW RELEASE NITROGEN. WE PRESENTED  TO THE FLORIDA DEPARTMENT  OF AGRICULTURE, FLORIDA DEPARTMENT  OF COUNTY  SERVICES AND UFIFUSS AND WE WILL  BRING THE INFORMATION BACK TO YOU  ONCE WE RECEIVE THE  EMERGENCY COMMENTS. AND DOCK DID  SEND US A LIER AND WE WILL ENTER  THAT INTO THE RECORD AND BRING  THE INFORMATION AS WELL. WE HAVE  THE SCIENTIFIC DATA ON  THE WEBSITE, ENVIRONMENTAL MANAGEMENT'S  WEB PAGE. THAT'S AVAILABLE. AND  THEN FINALLY, JOHN, IF YOU COULD  PUT, I WILL HAVE ONE SLIDE FOR YOU,  AND THAT'S THE DECISION POINTS,  THE THINGS THAT MAY NEED DIRECTION  ON TODAY. THE FIRST QUESTION, WHETHER  COUNCIL CHOOSES TO ADOPT THE  MODEL ORDINANCE. AND THEN STAFF  DOES NEED DIRECTION ON WHETHER COUNCIL  WILL LIKE US TO  TRANSMIT A SEASONAL BAN TO THE STATE  AGENCIES. AND IF SO, WHEN WOULD  YOU  LIKE THAT BAN. IN THE SUMMER OR  WINTER ESSENTIALLY. IF YOU DIRECT  US TO TRANSMIT THE SUMMER BAN, WE  NEED DIRECTION ON THE TIMING. WOULD  YOU LIKE US TO BRING BACK THE TWO  ITEMS THAT YOU'VE ALREADY HAD US  SENT TO THE STATE FIRST  AS SOON AS WE RECEIVED THE COMMENTS?  WOULD YOU LIKE US TO WAIT UNTIL  WE HAVE COMMENTS ON THREE  LOCAL OPTIONS, ASSUMING YOU HAVE  THE THIRD ONE. I THINK WE WOULD  RECOMMEND YOU BRING IT BACK TOGETHER  AT THE SAME TIME SO YOU'RE  NOT CONTINUALLY AMENDING YOUR ORDINANCE.  WE WANTED TO KNOW WHAT YOUR PREFERENCE  WOULD BE IN TERMS OF THE TIMING  OF A RECONSIDERATION? AND SO  IN RESPONSE TO COUNCIL MEMBER  REQUESTS FOR ADDITIONAL INFORMATION.  WHEN WE FIRST STARTED THE DISCUSSION,  COUNCIL ASKED US TO DO SCIENTIFIC  RESEARCH, TO RESEARCH THE SCIENTIFIC  INFORMATION AND DATA AND BRING THAT  BACK TO COUNCIL. AS I SAID, WE HAVE  INCLUDED THAT INFORMATION IN OUR  WEB PAGE. I WANTED TO GIVE YOU A  COUPLE OF EXAMPLES OF THE THINGS  THAT WE HAVE ADDED TO THE WEB PAGE  RECENTLY. WE HAVE THE WATER QUALITY  DATA FROM THE SAMPLING PROGRAM WE'VE  HAD FOR YEARS. WE DO KNOW AND WE  CAN SHARE WITH YOU THE BLUE SPRING,  MIDDLE ST. JOHN'S,  NORTHERN INDIAN RIVER LAGOON,  HALIFAX AND RIVERS ARE DEEMED  REPAIRED FOR NITROGEN. THE NORTHERN  INDIAN RIVER LAGOON ARE  REPAIRED FOR PHOSPHOROUS. WE HAVE  ALSO INCLUDED A DOCUMENTATION ON  OUR WEBSITE FROM  THE  CHARLOTTE HARBOR NATURAL ESTORY  PROGRAM. AND THAT PAPER SHOWS US  WHAT HAPPENED IN THE GROUND IN THE  AREA. THAT SHOWED, THEY DID HAVE  A REDUCTION IN TOTAL  PHOSPHOROUS AND TOTAL NITROGEN AFTER  THE SUMMER BAN. WE'RE ONE OF THE  AREAS THAT ADOPTED THE MODEL AND  LATER ADOPTED OTHER LOCAL OPTIONS.  THEY HAVE SHOWN THAT THEY HAVE REDUCTION  IN THE NUTRIENTS IN  THE AREA. WE HAVE SIMILAR RESULTS  FROM A STUDY OF NUTRIENTS  IN ROBERT'S BAY IN  SARASOTA, WITH REDUCTIONS IN NITROGEN  AND IMPROVEMENTS IN DISSOLVED OXYGEN.  I SHOULD KNOW, THE DIFFERENCE BETWEEN  THE CHARLOTTE HARBOR ORDINANCE AND  THE SEASONAL BAN THAT'S, THE MODEL  THAT'S BEFORE YOU TODAY, THAT  ORDINANCE HAD A 25-FOOT BUFFER OR  SETBACK, WHERE OURS HAS A TEN FOOT.  I JUST WANTED TO POINT OUT  THAT LITTLE NUANCE. AND SO, WITH  THAT, I  THINK THAT CONCLUDES  MY COMMENTS AND WE WOULD LIKE TO  INVITE FOLKS FROM THE PUBLIC, WHO  WOULD LIKE TO SPEAK TO THE ITEM.  THANK YOU.  

ANY QUESTIONS? OKAY.  

WE'RE GOING TO PUBLIC PARTICIPATION  AND WE HAVE QUITE A  FEW PEOPLE WHO WOULD LIKE TO SPEAK.  I WOULD ENCOURAGE, YOU OFFER  NEW INFORMATION. IT GETS OVER AND  OVER AGAIN THE SAME THING. IT REALLY  GETS  A LITTLE LONG. I'M GOING TO BRING  UP, I  BELIEVE IT'S  CLYDE-SLAG. CLYDE, AFTER THAT, IT  WILL BE  MARGARET GILLAN. YOUR NAME.  

 IT'S CLYDE GEZANSLAU, LIVE  IN MELVIN VILLAGE,.  

SORRY TO SLAUGHTER  NAME.  

FLORIDA, 9937 BEGINS, ALL COUNTY  MUNICIPAL GOVERNMENTS ARE ENCOURAGED  TO ADOPT AND ADOPT THE MODEL ORDINANCE.  WRITERS OF THE STATUTE, ENCOURAGED  IT TO BE A BASELINE STANDARD. DOESN'T  MAKE SENSE THAT A STATEWIDE ORDINANCE  WOULD START WITH  MINIMUM STANDARD. IT SETS LIMITS  ON FERTILIZER USE ON  LAWNS. ALLOWS YOU TO SPREAD  FERTILIZER WITHIN THREE-PEAT. TELLS  YOU NOT TO BLOW  GRASS CLIPPINGS INTO THE  STREET. IT SETS THE SAME GENERAL  STANDARDS FOR PROFESSIONALS AND  HOMEOWNERS AND RECOMMENDS VARIOUS  GOOD PRACTICES. WHEN THE STATE LEGISLATURE  PASSED A LAW REGULATING  URBAN FLORIDA USE, FLORIDA RECOGNIZED  IT HAD A  FERTILIZER PROBLEM. VOLUSIA HAS  MANY COUNTY WIDE WATER,  AND IT DOESN'T IMPACT THEIR CURRENT  BUSINESS MODEL. I AM NOT AWARE OF  ANY SCIENCE THAT SHOWS WATER QUALITY  WAS IMPROVED BY ADOPTING THE MODEL  ORDINANCE. TO THE CONTRARY, TAMPA  BAY HAS IMPROVED ITS WATER QUALITY  BY HAVING A STRONG PROTECTIVE  ORDINANCE. I URGE YOU TO GET IT  RIGHT THE FIRST TIME. THE COUNTIES  TO THE SOUTH BY  STARTING THE  MODEL ORDER INNS, IT WASN'T ENOUGH  TO GET THEM WHERE THEY WANTED TO  BE. THEY HAVE NOW ADOPTED MORE  PROTECT SIF FERTILIZER  ORDINANCE.

MY ADDRESS IS 309,  VICTORIA HILLS  DRIVE, THE  LAND, 37924. I AM HERE BECAUSE AS  A GARDNER, I FEEL THE STATE PLAN  IS A GOOD PLAN. I FEEL IT'S A ENOUGH  PLAN FOR US TO GO. THE  UNIVERSITY OF FLORIDA HAS DONE EXTENSIVE  STUDIES IN GRASS  AND TURF MANAGEMENT THEY DID  A HUGE STUDY IN MARION COUNTY AND  IT SHOWS WHEN WE NEED THE FERTILIZER  IN THE SUMMER WHEN THE GRASS IS  GROWING, THE GRASS ABSORBS  ALL THE FERTILIZER SO IT DOES NOT  RUNOFF. I AM ALL FOR CONTINUING  TO EDUCATE THE PUBLIC BECAUSE I  THINK THAT'S A BIG HUGE PART. I  HAVE NO QUAMS WITH  RAISING THE STATE'S MANDATE OF 3  FEET NEAR THE WATER EDGE TO 10 FEET  FROM THE WATER'S EDGE. I THINK THAT'S  A GOOD IDEA BECAUSE WE DO HAVE  RESTRICTIONS ON WATER. I WAS WITH  THE FLORIDA HUMANITIES COUNCIL IN  WATER STUDIES AND I THINK THAT WE  DON'T NEED MORE REGULATIONS. I THINK  IF WE CAN JUST EDUCATE THE PUBLIC  TO STICK WITH WHAT THE STATE HAS  SET OUT, I THINK THAT WILL TAKE  CARE OF OUR PROBLEMS. THANK YOU  VERY MUCH.

NICK  MUSTART. STEPHAN AND MR.  KENTNER AFTER THAT. NICK, COULD  I HAVE YOUR NAME AND ADDRESS,  TAKE YOU THREE MINUTES TO START.  

GOOD AFTERNOON, LADIES AND GENTLEMEN,  OF THE COUNCIL. MY NAME  IS  NICK MUSTART, RESIDE  607 MARE 607 MARE SOL DRIVE. THE  REASON FOR ME TO BE HERE, IS TO  PROVIDE MY SUPPORT IN OUR EFFORTS  TO CLEAN UP THE  WATER WAYS. I'M IN FAVOR OF  THE FERTILIZER ORDINANCE. IT'S  -- WE  HAVE ELEVATED PHOSPHOROUS  LEVELS IN THE LAGOON. AS FAR AS  NEW INFORMATION, I WOULD ENCOURAGE  OUR COUNTY LEADER BY SETTING THE  BAR TO SET AN EXAMPLE  BY THE BEACHGOERS, ENCOURAGE  SUNSCREENS THAT ARE BIO  DEGRADABLE AND TOXINS. EACH YEAR,  WE HAVE THOUSANDS OF SUNSCREEN COMING  FROM OUR OCEANS. MASS  MARKET CONTAINS ZINC, WHICH WILL  BE IN  THE ENVIRONMENT FOR 500-PLUS YEARS.  AND IN THE BACKYARD, THERE'S A LOCAL  COMPANY, RIGHT HERE IN VOLUSIA COUNTY  THAT MANUFACTURES A PRODUCT THAT'S  BIO DEGRADE IN 80 DAYS. I WOULD  LIKE TONE COURAGE THE COUNTY TO  MAYBE CONSIDER THIS ON THE BEACHES,  WITH BEACH SAFETY, OCEAN RESCUE.  LAST YEAR, I WAS  THE OLDEST LIFEGUARD. HAD FUN FOR  A FEW WEEKS UNTIL I POURED MY  --  TORE MY AQUILLIES. BIG BACKGROUND  IN AER NAUGHTICS BUT THE PASSION  IS FOR THE MARINE  ENVIRONMENT AND MOST DIVERSE  ESTORY. AND IN CLOSING, THOSE ARE  MY NEW COMMENTS. I DON'T  THINK TOO MANY PEOPLE COULD REPLICATE  CHANGING THE SUNSCREEN. IF ANYBODY  IS INTERESTED IN TOURING THE LOCAL  FACTORY AND THE INTEREST OF  DISCLOSURE, I WILL OPEN A PART-TIME  REP WORK. I  MET THE GENTLEMAN, DAN KNORR. WHEN  I SAW HIS PASSION FOR CREATING PRODUCTS  THAT'S HEALTHIER FOR THE ENVIRONMENT,  I WANTED TO EXPRESS MY ENTHUSIASM  AND HOPEFULLY HAVE YOU THINK ABOUT  IT.

 GOOD AFTERNOON. STEVEN KENTNER,  2404, DELAN FLORIDA. AND  DO WANT TO THANK COUNCIL FOR MOVING  FORWARD IN THE ORDINANCE. I WANT  TO ENCOURAGE THAT. WE -- TO  GO IN DETAIL TO  ADOPT THE  ELEMENTS. RAINY SEASON BAN, AT LEAST  50 PERCENT SLOW RELEASE. AT LEAST  A 10 PERCENT BUFFER. I'M NOT SURE  IF YOU GAINED MUCH, YOU GET DOWN  3 FEET, BUT AT  LEAST, 10-FOOT BUFFER. NEW  INFORMATION, MAYBE, POSSIBLY, AS  KELLY TALKED TO YOU MUCH ABOUT THE  WATER QUALITY DECLINE. WHAT YOU'RE  SEEING. FOLKS, IF YOU THINK YOU'RE  GOING TO HELP THE ECONOMY,  BY HAVING POOR WATER QUALITY, THAT'S  NOT TRUE. PEOPLE COME TO OUR ENVIRONMENT,  TO ENJOY IT. IT'S VERY IMPORTANT  TO PROTECT THE WATER QUALITY. THERE'S  AN ECONOMIC IMPACT THAT  WE WILL  FEEL DP -- IF OUR WATER  CONTINUES TO DECLINE. ONCE WE GET  THROUGH THE PROCESS, IT'S VERY,  VERY IMPORTANT THAT YOU  ENFORCE IT. ENFORCEMENT IS IMPORTANT.  ALSO PUT FORWARD A  VERY STRONG  EDUCATIONAL PROGRAM. WHAT I'M HERE  TO OFFER YOU TO WORK THROUGH THE  NON-PROFITS. MY TEAM TABLES A WHOLE  LOT OF EVENTS IN FLORIDA. LOOK TO  HELP YOU WITH THE EDUCATIONAL  PROGRAM. WE WILL WORK WITH YOU AS  A TEAM. AND I THINK I WILL FIND  A GOOD SUPPORT FROM THE FOLKS OUT  THERE, WORKING WITH YOUR STAFF AND  WITH DAVID, AND THE AG CENTER  IN HE EDUCATING  THE PUBLIC. WE WANT TO BE HERE TO  WORK WITH YOU AND HELP YOU WITH  THAT PART. THAT'S IT.

DAVID HEARTGROVE. NAME  AND ADDRESS. AND THEN LYNNE PETERSON,  AFTER THAT.  

GOOD AFTERNOON. MY NAME  IS DAVID  HEARTDPROAF. 113,  SEN CENTENNIAL LANE. I'D LIKE  TO ASK THAT  YOU CONSIDER ADDING THE  SUMMER BAN TO THE ITEMS  THAT ARE  TRANSMITTED TO  DEP. AS MS. McGEE MENTIONED IN  HER COMMENTS. THE CHARLOTTE COUNTY  HAS PROVEN THAT THE  SUMMER  BAN WAS  EFICACIOUS IN LOWERING,  NITROUS AND PHOSPHOROUS IN THEIR  WATER. WE KNOW FROM THE COUNTY ZONE  WATER QUALITY TESTING,  THAT A NUMBER OF LOCAL  WATER BODIES ARE IMPAIRED AND PRIMARILY  FROM THE TWO CHEMICALS. HOPEFULLY,  WE CAN GET THAT TAKEN CARE  OF. AS FAR AS THE NITROGEN BAN  IN THE SUMMER, LOCAL COMPANIES  CANNOT APPLY MINERALS. ANYONE WHO  KNOWS ANYTHING ABOUT GREETING UP  A YARD OF APPLICATION OF IRON, WHICH  WOULD NOT  BE BANNED UNDER THE  ORDINANCE IS THE FASTEST WAY TO  GREEN UP YOUR YARD. HOPEFULLY, WE  CAN GET A GOOD STRONG ORDINANCE  THAT WILL BEGIN TO CLEAN UP THE  WATER WAYS THAT WE ALL DEPEND ON  BOTH ECONOMICALLY AND ENVIRONMENTALLY.  THANK YOU.  

THANK YOU MR.  HEARTGROVE. LYNNE PETERSON  AND  THEN PATRICIA GARBAEU.  

GOOD AFTERNOON. THANK YOU. MY  NAME IS LYNNE  PETERSON. I LIVE AT 430 --  

YOU COULD HOLD THE MICROPHONES  CLOSER TO YOU.  

THERE YOU GO.  

430 NORTH COLORADO  AVENUE IN DELAND. I WOULD LIKE TO  ASK YOU TO SUPPORT THE STRONGER  REGULATIONS FOR STRONGER FERTILIZER  USE IN THE COUNTY,  THE WUND MR. KENTNER OUTLINED  THE FOUR PARTS. I WON'T GO THROUGH  THEM AGAIN. THE REASON I SUPPORT  THE STRONGER MEASURES IS  BECAUSE -- YOU'LL HAVE TO EXCUSE  MY TEACHING. ALL  LIVING ORGANISMS, WITHOUT EXCEPTION  NEED CLEAN AIR AND CLEAN WATER TO  LIVE. IN THE PAST YEAR, WE HAVE  SEEN THE LIVABLE WATER WAS  NOT PRESENT IN THE  LAGOON AND MANY NONHUMANS DIED AS  A RESULT OF THE POLLUTED WATER.  IT'S NOT JUST REASONABLE  BUT IMPERATIVE. WE TRY TO DO WHAT  WE CAN TO CLEAN UP THE WATER WAYS,  AND DO WHAT WE CAN TO IMPACT  THE WATER WAYS. IT NOT ONLY  IMPACTS OUR LAGOONS, OUR LAKES AND  THE FLORIDA AQUA FOR, FROM WHICH  NEARLY ALL FLORIDIANS GET OUR DRINKING  WATER. I FEEL STRONG, FOR THIS REASON,  I FEEL A STRONG EDUCATION  PROGRAM IS IN LINE AND AS  MR. KENTNER OFFERED, I'M ALSO AN  AUDUBON MEMBER AND I WOULD BE  PLEASED TO HELP FOR PEOPLE TO  UNDERSTAND IT IS GOOD FOR ALL OF  US TO HAVE  CLEANER WATER. I'M ASKING THIS NOT  BECAUSE OF ECONOMIC INTEREST, BECAUSE  I THINK CLEAN WATER IS IMPORTANT  FOR ALL OF US,  HUMAN AND NONHUMAN. THANK YOU.  

THANK YOU  MR. PETERSON. PATRICIA --  I CAN'T  MAKE.  

PATRICIA GAZBEAU.  

IT THROWS YOU, BECAUSE IT  HAS LETTERS. IT SOUNDS  LIKE IT'S SPELLED. I'M  FROM FORT ORANGE. I WANT TO REINFORCE  A COUPLE OF THINGS THAT HAVE BEEN  SAID. THE LEGAL WOMEN'S VOTERS GAVE  YOU A LETTER FROM THE PRESIDENT,  CLAUDIA ROSS, SO I DON'T NEED TO  REPEAT THOSE THINGS, BUTLEY REPEAT  THE FACT THAT IT'S GOING TO BE VERY  IMPORTANT THAT YOU  ENFORCE IT. VOLUSIA COUNTY HAS BEEN  VERY GOOD FOR THE ENVIRONMENT AND  I THINK THEY WILL CONTINUE AND I  EXPECT THIS WILL PASS, BUT  ENFORCEMENT IS AN IMPORTANT THING.  WE DON'T ENFORCE OUR WATER RULES  AND I WOULD LIKE TO SEE US ENFORCE  THIS ONE VERY STRONGLY. AND WE  NEED TO EDUCATE THE PUBLIC ON HOW  IMPORTANT IT IS. I LIVE ON  A CANAL JUST OFF THE HALIFAX RIVER  AND FOR THE FIRST TIME YESTERDAY  I WALKED MY DOG AND REALIZED THAT  WE NOW HAVE GREEN SCUM  ALL AROUND THE CANAL AT THE END,  WHICH IS NOTHING MORE THAN THE RUNOFF  OF CHEMICALS AN FERTILIZER. SO REALLY  STRONGLY ASK YOU  TO SUPPORT THIS.  

THANK YOU VERY  MUCH. JANET MARKS  AND MARY SPARR.  

COUNCIL MEMBERS, MY NAME IS JANET  MARKS. I LIVE AT 1324 16th STREET.  I'M ALSO A MEMBER OF  WEST VOLUSIA AUDUBON. I WANT TO  SAY, THANK YOU FOR SUPPORTING A  COUNTY  WIDE FERTILIZER ORDINANCE. AND IN  RESPECT TO THAT, I ALSO WOULD WISH  THAT SOME OF THE INCLUSIONS WOULD  BE WHAT MR. KENTNER WAS TALKING  ABOUT, TO MAKE THE ORDINANCE  MUCH STRONGER. ALSO, A MOST IMPORTANCE,  AS PEOPLE HAVE SAID, IS THE  EDUCATION AND THE VERY MONEY SET  ASIDE FOR FUNDING FOR THE ENFORCEMENT  OF THE ORDINANCE. I DON'T WANT TO  BE REPETITIOUS SO I WILL STATE  SOME NEW INFORMATION. SINCE MANY  OF THE  COUNTIES, CITIES, MUNICIPALITIES  HAVE ADOPTED A STRONG FERTILIZER  ORDINANCE, I RECALL THAT AT OUR  LAST COUNCIL MEETING, WE HEARD FROM  GARDEN MASTERS AT SOUTHWEST FLORIDA,  LOCATED IN NAPLES. THEY STATED THAT  SINCE THE SUMMER OF FERTILIZER  BAN WAS ENACTED, THEIR BUSINESS  HAS INCREASED. SO  HAVE PROFITS. LESS FERTILIZER AND  PESTICIDES AND CHEMICALS GOING INTO  THE GROUND AND IT HAS CONTRIBUTED  TO HEALTHY YEAR ROUND LANDSCAPES.  TO QUOTE THE  OWNER, RESPONSIBLE ENVIRONMENTAL  STEWARDSHIP COULD INCREASE PROFITS.  I LOVE THAT. IT'S LIVING PROOF THAT  A BAN IS NOT  GOING TO NECESSARILY  DECREASE PROFITS. AND AS FAR  AS THE CHARLOTTE HARBOR INFORMATION  AND HOW  EVERYTHING HAS  THE DECREASE OF AL GORE BLOOM  AND HEALTHIER WATERS AND FAUNA HAS  COME BACK, IT'S VERY ENCOURAGING.  I THINK IF WE HAVE A STRONG FERTILIZER  BAN, WE MAY BE ABLE TO LOOK FORWARD  OF A RETURN OF JOBS, FOR  THOSE WHOSE JOBS ARE DEPEND DEPUTY  ON CLEAN HEALTHY WATERS AND PERHAPS  A HEALTHY RECOVERY AT LEAST BEGINNING  FOR FUTURE GENERATIONS. AND SOME  OF MY INFORMATION, I JUST WANTED  TO STATE,  I FOUND, SUPPORTIVE DOCUMENTATION  AND OTHER RELEVANT FACTS. I FOUND  IN THE VOLUSIA COUNTY  GOVERNMENT AND ENVIRONMENTAL MANAGEMENT  WEBSITE, WHICH IS A WONDERFUL PLACE  TO GO AND READ UP. THANK YOU.

MARY SPARR819 HERRON  ROAD, COCOA. AND TODAY, YOU'LL BE  DECIDING WHETHER TO  SPAN THE MINIMAL, STATE  MODEL ORDINANCE, WITH NONE OF THE  STATE STRONG PROVISIONS, RECOGNIZED  BY THE LAGOON COUNTY COL  LAB RATIVE AND ACTION ALMOST UNTHINKABLE  NOW IN THE FOUR COUNTIES  TO THE SOUTH. AND IN CONTRAST,  THE FOUR COUNTIES TO  THE SOUTH ALONG THE LAGOON ARE GOING  THROUGH THE LONG DIFFICULT PROCESS  OF GETTING ALL MUNICIPALITIES ON  BOARD, WITH ORDINANCES INCLUDING  ALL FOUR OF THE STRONG PROVISIONS  RECOGNIZED BY THE  COUNTY'S COLLABORATIVE. THE PROVISIONS  INCLUDE THE TWO YOU ALREADY SENT  TO THE STATE FOR COMMENT. SOME RAINY  SEASON BAN AND  AT LEAST A 10-FOOT FERTILIZER-FREE  ZONE WITHOUT THAT 3-FOOT  EXCEPTION FOR DEFECTOR SHIELDS,  ET CETERA. THE EFFORT TO GET  STRONG CONSISTENT ORDINANCES AND  PROVIDE THE COUNTY IN THE 16  MUNICIPALITIES HAS TAKEN OVER A  YEAR. AND WHILE THE END IS NOT SIGHT,  THE PROCESS IS EXPECTED TO TAKE  SEVERAL  MORE MONTHS. INDIAN RIVER, ST. LUCIE  AND MARTIN COUNTIES ARE GOING THROUGH  THE SAME EXERCISE. THE COUNTIES  HAVE  FEW MUNICIPALITIES. VOLUMEVOLUSIA  COUNTY, HAS A UNIQUE OPPORTUNITY  DUE TO THE ABILITY OF THE ORDINANCE.  YOU COULD BE THE FIRST LAGOON COUNTY  TO HAVE A  STRONG FERTILIZER REGULATION COUNTY  WIDE, ECLIPSING EVEN YEAR LONG EFFORT  IN BREVARD IN THE LENGTHY PROCESS  AND IN THE INDIAN  RIVER COUNTY. WHILE VOLUSIA WILL  BE THE LAST COUNTY TO START THE  HEARING PROCESS IN THE STRONG ORDINANCE,  YOU COULD BE THE FIRST TO FINISH.  THIS IS A GREAT OPPORTUNITY TO SHOW  THAT YOU REALLY CARE ABOUT THE LAGOON  AND YOUR OTHER PRECIOUS WATER BODIES.  SO HOW COULD VOLUSIA COUNTY BE THE  FIRST COUNTY TO REALIZE THE GOAL  OF COUNTY FERTILIZER  REGULATIONS? HERE'S THE WAY TO IMAGINE  IT. FIRST YOU VOTE TO EXTEND THE  RAINY SEASON BAN TO THE STATE FOR  COMMENT. YOU ALSO VOTE TO SEND THE  10-FOOT FERTILIZER FREE ZONE WITHOUT  THE 3-FOOT EXCEPTION TO THE STATE  AGENCIES FOR COMMENT. THE  STATE AGENCIES SHOULD BE GIVEN A  STATED DEADLINE, SUCH AS 3 WEEKS  FROM THE DATE OF YOUR LETTER TO  THEM. SECOND, YOU COULD CONTINUE  THIS HEARING AND BE ADVISED FOR  HEARING NEXT MONTH AND THE ORDINANCE  FOR ALL STRONG PRECISIONS. AT THAT  HEARING, YOU COULD BE THE FIRST  COUNTY ALONG THE  LAGOON TO PASS STRONG COUNTY  REGULATIONS COUNTY WIDE. PLEASE  RISE TO THE OCCASION AND PUT THE  HEALTH OF OUR WATERWAYS  FIRST.  

THANK YOU ANNIE  MORGAN AND CHAD KIRKSHAW. NAME AND  ADDRESS PLEASE.  

MY NAME IS  ANNIE MORGAN, AND I'M HERE WITH  THE MARINE  DISCOVERY CENTER IN  SMIRNA AND REPRESENTING THE  DEDICATED STAFF, WHO WORK  HARD IN --  PROTECTING THE  COASTAL AND LAGOON. ACTION PLAN  AND BECOMING A FLORIDA GREEN LOCAL  GOVERNMENT AMONG OTHERS. AND THE  STATE OF FLORIDA HAS ADOPTED  OR HAS SET FORTH THE MODEL  ORDINANCE, BUT VOLUSIA COUNTY CAN  DO BETTER. AS MS. McGEE TALKED ABOUT  THE IMPAIRED WATERS,  VOLUSIA COUNTY NEEDS TO DO BETTER.  WE HAVE THE SCIENCE, PUBLIC INTEREST  AND NOW WE HAVE THE DECISION MAKING  POWER TO DO BETTER. I'M  URGING YOU COULD ADOPT A STRONG  ORDINANCE, INCLUDING THE BAN IN  THE RAINY SEASON. OUR WATERWAYS  ARE IN TROUBLE. WE KNOW THAT. WHAT  I AM HERE TO TALK ABOUT IS THE PUBLIC  INTEREST WE'VE SEEN AND THE  PUBLIC CONCERN. VOLUSIA COUNTY CITIZENS  ARE ASKING, STANDING IN BRIDGES  AND SHOUTING, EVEN, FOR YOU TO  TAKE STEPS TO PROTECT  OUR WATERWAYS. ALMOST 500 VOLUSIA  COUNTY RESIDENTS CAME OUT TO SHOW  THEIR CONCERN FOR THE DECLINING  WATER, IN HANDS ACROSS  THE LAGOON, ALONG WITH THE PUBLIC  FORUM WHERE TOP SCIENTISTS SHARED  THEIR RESEARCH IN THE  LAGOON. AND WE'VE BEEN RECEIVING  SO MANY PHONE CALLS AND E-MAILS  AT THE MARINE DISCOVERY CENTER,  WE HAD TO ADD AN ENTIRE SECTION  TO THE WEBSITE, WHAT PEOPLE COULD  DO TO HELP THE LAGOON? PEOPLE  ARE CALLING DAILY, I WANT  TO HELP. MUCH OF THAT WEB PAGE FOCUSES  ON ONE OF THE EASIEST THINGS TO  DO, WHICH IS REDUCE OR ELIMINATE  YOUR FERTILIZER USE AND RESPONSIBLY  CARE FOR YOUR  LAWN. STRONG FERTILIZER ORDINANCE  SHOWS YOU'RE LISTENING AND YOU CARE  ABOUT PROTECTING THE LAKES AND --  THAT DRIVE THE ECONOMIC ENGINE IN  THE AREA. FOR THE PAST THREE YEARS,  PARTNERSHIP WITH VOLUSIA COUNTY  MANAGEMENT AND THE VOLUSIA COUNTY  SCHOOL BOARD, THE MARINE DISCOVERY  CENTER, HAS BEEN TRAINING  PEOPLE. AND THE PROGRAM,  HAS REACHED ALMOST 7500 STUDENTS,  TEACHERS AND VOLUNTEERS IN VOLUSIA  COUNTY IN THE LAST  THREE YEARS. COMPONENTS, INCLUDING  WATER TESTING, WORKING WITH ST.  JOHN WATER DISTRICT TO DO SEA GRASS  SURVEYS, LOOKING FOR  HORSESHOE CRAB SURVEYS. THE POINT,  THEY HAVE DEDICATED  OVER  1,000 HOURS LAST BLOOM. THIS IS  ONE EXAMPLE OF A PROGRAM WHERE PEOPLE  HAVE BEEN SHOWING THAT THEY ARE  CONCERNED AND THEY WANT TO DO SOMETHING  TO HELP. AND I WANT TO ECHO  MR. KENTNER'S SENTIMENTS, YOU HAVE  SUPPORT FOR EDUCATING THE PUBLIC  AND PROVIDING THE MONITORING PROGRAMS.  I HOPE THIS IS AN OPPORTUNITY THAT  YOU TAKE TO SHOW YOUR  COMMITMENT AS WELL.

CHAD TRUCKSAL AND  THEN BOB GARCIA.  

AFTER THAT.  

MY NAME IS CHAD  TRUCKSEL, DIRECTOR OF MARINE  DISCOVERY CENTER. 55 WEST BAYSIDE  DRIVE WEST ORANGE. THANK YOU FOR  MAKING THIS COUNTY A WONDERFUL PLACE  TO LIVE, WORK AND PLAY. I LOVE WHERE  I LIVE. WE ARE HERE TO DISCUSS  THE STRONGER FERTILIZER ORDINANCE.  I WOULD NEED, IN THAT  -- FERTILIZER ORDINANCE, SHOULD  INCLUDE A SUMMERTIME BAN. WHY DO  WE NEED A RAINY SEASON  BAN AT ALL? WE RELY  ON BEST MANAGEMENT FOR MANY  REASONS. THE B AND P'S ARE AIMED  TO PROVIDE A  BALANCE APPROACH TOWARDS MANNS STRATEGIES.  THEY SPECIFICALLY  RECOMMEND THE BNP, WE DON'T FERTILIZE  BEFORE THE HEAVY RAIN. THIS MAKES  SENSE. THEY ARE THE ONLY RECOMMENDATION.  IF YOU WANT TO REDUCE THE  NEWT TREE  YEBTS-- NUTRIENTS. IT MAKES SENSE  WE GO TO THE LOWEST HANGING FRUIT  AND ADOPT A BAN DURING THIS TIME  PERIOD. IN FACT, THE STUDY FROM  THE UNIVERSITY OF FLORIDA, THEY  FOUND THAT AN APPLICATION OF  SLOW RELEASE FERTILIZER PRIOR  TO THE ON-SET OF THE  RAINY SEASON, PROVIDES SUFFICIENT  NUTRIENTS FOR THE LAWN. THE  SCIENCE IS SUPPORTING, IF WE USE  THE SLOW RELEASE, THE  SLOW RELEASE WILL RESIDE FOR SEVERAL  MONTHS.  

THE KEY, THE BAN WILL FORCE CHANGE.  A CHANGE OF THE TYPE OF FERTILIZER  APPLIED AND THE TYPE OF FERTILIZER  APPLIED. IN THE END, IT  WILL SUPPORT  COSTS FOR EDUCATORS. AND WE WILL  HELP ANY WAY WE CAN WHEN IT COMES  TO EDUCATION. STUDIES  SHOWS  THAT 20-20 PERCENT,  FERTILIZER,  THAT ARRIVE, AND. WE CAN TAKE ADVANTAGE  OF THE A PROGRAM,  CALLED B FLORIDIAN. IT IS TO  EDUCATE PEOPLE ABOUT FERTILIZER  SPHECTS ON  THE ECOSYSTEM. PRELIMINARY RESULTS  FROM THE MARINE COUNT SILL LAST  WEEK ON THE  BP PROGRAM, PEOPLE'S  AWARENESS AND THE  COUNTIES. THE BANS INCREASED  SIGNIFICANTLY. THIS IS  TRUE. AND SOMEONE SUGGESTED THE  BAN FOR RESIDENTIAL. THE FACT,  MOST HOMEOWNERS USUALLY APPLY IN  APRIL AND OCTOBER. DUST WILL NOT  BE IMPACTED BY THE  ORDINANCE. FINALLY THE MARINE DISCOVERY  CENTER PARTNERS  WITH F ONE, AND  THE  IRL, NATURAL ESTEWATE PROGRAM. WE  WOULD LOVE TO PRESENT THE 2013 ANNUAL  REPORTS AND  A AT  -- AT AB AN UPCOMING  MEETING TO TELL YOU  THE RESULTS.

I COME TO PRAISE YOU TODAY. HOW  ARE YOU? HOW ARE YOU  MR. DANIELS? I'M EXCITED. I'LL TELL  YOU WHY. I BELIEVE EVERY SINGLE  ONE THERE, KNOWS THE IMPORTANCE  OF OUR, WHAT THE ISSUE  BEFORE YOU IS. YOU KNOW THAT FOR  A FACT. I BELIEVE THAT TODAY, YOU,  THIS COUNCIL COULD SEND A CLEAR  MESSAGE TO EVERYONE, THAT  YOU DO CARE. THAT YOU FOUND THE  IMPORTANCE OF WHAT OUR -- OUR  RIVERS AND WATERWAYS MEANS TO US  AND OUR ECONOMY. FOR FAR  TOO LONG, CHEMICALS HAVE BEEN FLOWING  INTO OUR  SPRINGS, RIVERS AND  ESTUARIES. TODAY, THE COUNTY COUNCIL  COULD SEND A CLEAR MESSAGE, WE PLACE  THE VALUE AND COMMITMENT TO THE  PROTECTION OF OUR WATER  WAYS. INDIAN RIVER LAGOON, GEMINI  SPRINGS, HALIFAX RIVER, ST. JOHN'S  RIVER. WE MUST REDUCE THE FLOW OF  POLLUTANTS INTO  OUR WATERWAYS. LAST YEAR,  BLUE SPRINGS ALONE, 500,000  PEOPLE VISITED. YOU COULD IMAGINE  IF WE LOST THAT? YOU COULD IMAGINE  IF THOSE MANATEES  JUST FADED AWAY? IT'S AN ECONOMIC.  NOT ONLY AN ENVIRONMENTAL  IMPORTANCE TO US IN THIS  AREA, WE MUST CONTINUE TO SUPPORT  THE BLUE SPRINGS. INDIAN  RIVER LAGOON. INDIAN RIVER LAGOON  ESTIMATED ECONOMIC IMPACT IN VOLUSIA  COUNTY IS 3-5 BILLION. MR. WAGNER,  WE WERE JUST AT A MEETING AND DISCUSSING  THAT. WE HAVE NOT EVEN TOUCHED THE  SURFACE ON IT. WE CAN EXPAND IT  AND MAKE IT SUSTAINABLE  AND EVEN MAKE IT LARGER THAN THAT  ECONOMICALLY BUT WE MUST PROTECT  THE AREA. WE MUST PROTECT THE  LAGOON. WE MUST AGGRESSIVELY PURSUE  THE PROJECT. YOU TAKING THIS STEP  TODAY IS CRUCIAL AND IMPORTANT.  I BELIEVE YOU WILL MAKE THE RIGHT  DECISION. I BELIEVE IN YOU. FOR  OVER THREE YEARS, WE HAVE SEEN AND  HEARD OF THE  IMPACT THAT -- ALONG THE  LAGOON. 47,000 ACRES OF SEA  GRASS DESTROYED  BY ALGAE. I SUPPORT  THE SLOW RELEASE  OF FOS TOROUS. WE HAVE TO ADDRESS  FOGS FORROUS FIRST. THAT MUST BE  KEY AND ESSENTIAL. I SUPPORT  THE BUFFER. PERSONALLY,  I THINK THE 10 IS NOT LONG ENOUGH.  I WAS GOING TO GO  WITH 15. THIS WILL ADDRESS THE INTEREST  OF FERTILIZING COMPANIES AND  THE ENVIRONMENTAL GROUPS. LEE COUNTY,  STUDIES SHOWN THAT REDUCTION OF  PHOSPHOROUS COULD AFFECT THE QUALITY  OF WATER FLOW IN THE  WATER WAYS. NITROGEN AND PHOSPHOROUS,  FERTILIZERS HAVE AN IMPACT IN OUR  SPRINGS  AND WATER WAYS. WE ARE PAST THE  POINT OF TALK. IT IS TIME FOR  ACTION. YOUR ACTION CAN PROTECT,  SAVE OUR ENVIRONMENT AND CREATE  AND ECONOMIC BOOM TO VOLUSIA COUNTY.  I BELIEVE IN YOU. YOU WILL MAKE  THE RIGHT DECISION. THANK  YOU VERY MUCH.  

THANK YOU, MR. GARCIA.  

OKAY, WE'LL CLOSE THE PUBLIC  HEARING AND COME BACK  TO THE COUNCIL.  

DON'T EVERYBODY PUSH THEIR  BUTTONS  AT ONCE. MR.  NORTHEY?  

THANK YOU, MR. CHAIRMAN. I WAS  NOT HERE AT THE LAST TIME WE  DISCUSSED THIS. NO, I THINK I WAS  HERE. I THINK IT WAS DEB THAT WASN'T  HERE. IT'S LIKE WE'VE BEEN ABSENT  WITH THE FULL  COUNCIL. I'M NOT SURE WHAT OUR --  WHERE WE NEED TO GO FROM HERE. THAT'S  WHY I'M ASKING STAFF FOR SOME DIRECTION.  I KNOW WE CAN ADOPT THE  MODEL ORDINANCE. I KNOW I BELIEVE  I HEARD YOU SAY WE HAVE ASKED THE  STATE TO REVIEW THOSE ITEMS  THAT WE COULD ADD  AND IF I RECALL CORRECTLY, WE CAN  ACTUALLY  ADOPT SOMETHING STRONGER. AND THEN  THE STATE REVIEWS AND REGARDLESS  OF WHAT THEY SAY,  IT DOESN'T MATTER. HERE'S  MY POSITION. WE WOULD -- IT WOULD  BE SHAMEFUL FOR US NOT TO ADOPT  THE STRONGEST PROTECTIONS THAT WE  CAN DO. SO THAT'S WHERE MY POSITION  IS GOING TO BE. I WANT TO  ADOPT THE MODEL PLUS THE FOUR CONDITIONS  THAT WE'VE BEEN TALKING ABOUT FOR  A VERY LONG TIME. I THINK THAT A  COUNTY THAT'S SURROUNDED BY WATER  ON THREE SIDES, HAS AN OBLIGATION  TO DO THE RIGHT THING. SO TELL ME  HOW WE GET THERE?  

YES, MA'AM. KELLY McGEE, I THINK  THERE ARE TWO OPTIONS FOR YOU. IF  YOU WOULD LIKE TO -- TO DO THAT,  TO TAKE THAT ACTION. THE FIRST IS,  ADOPT THE MODEL TODAY AND COME BACK  AS SOON AS WE HAVE COMMENTS FROM  THE STATE AGENCIES AND ADD THOSE  LOCAL OPTIONS TO THE ORDINANCE.  OR CONTINUE THIS ITEM UNTIL WE HAVE  THOSE COMMENTS BACK. WE HAVE ALREADY  RECEIVED ONE COMMENT  AND--  

A REQUIREMENT FOR THEM TO RESPOND?  

WE DON'T HAVE A TIME  REQUIREMENT.  

NO, MA'AM.  

SO HOW DID THE OTHERS GET TO  WHERE THEY ADOPT ADD STRONG ORDINANCE?  THIS IS WHAT'S CONFUSING ME. I DON'T  UNDERSTAND WHY WE'RE NOT POSITIONED  AFTER WE TALKED ABOUT THIS NOW.  I RAISED THIS AND MADE THE  MOTION MONTHS AGO. I'M KIND OF CURIOUS  WHY WE'RE NOT FURTHER ADVANCED WHAT  WE WERE, WHAT IS IT? FOUR MONTHS  AGO?  

WE HAVE MADE QUITE A BIT OF PROGRESS.  WE HAVE BROUGHT FORWARD THE MODEL  ORDINANCE TO REVIEW THAT LANGUAGE.  WE HAVE RECEIVED A LOT OF INPUT  AND QUITE FRANKLY, OTHER COUNTIES  WERE REQUIRED TO ADOPT AND ORDINANCE.  WE WERE NOT REQUIRED AND  SO THAT'S WHY THEY ARE BASICALLY  AHEAD OF US, AT THIS MOMENT.  

OKAY.  

SO, IF WE -- THERE'S --  IT WOULDN'T BE MY -- I WOULD NOT  BE INTERESTED IN CONTINUING THIS  AGAIN. I WOULD BE -- I WOULD MOVE  WE ADOPT THE MODEL ORDINANCE AND  WE DIRECT  STAFF TO --  

TRANSMIT THE SUMMER BAN.  

SUMMER BAN.  

AND IF YOU WOULD LIKE TO CHANGE  THE SETBACK, WE HAVE THE  TEN FOOT SETBACK UNLESS THEY  HAVE THE DEFECTOR SHIELD, AND THEN  GO TO 3 FEET.  

I WOULD  GO FURTHER. 15-FOOT.  

I BELIEVE BREVARD HAD  15 FEET. CHARLOTTE HARBOR, THEY  HAD 25.  

I WOULD DO 15 FEET. DID I COVER  EVERYTHING.  

YES, MA'AM.  

THAT'S MY MOTION. LET'S SEE IF  IT GETS A SECOND.  

WE DO HAVE A MOTION. MR. DANIELS,  YOU WANT  TO ADD  ANYTHING?  

I DO, JUST BRIEFLY. I BEEN  FISHING IN MOSQUITO LAGOON. WHEN  I FIRST WENT DOWN THERE, IT WAS  ABSOLUTELY WONDERFUL. IT WAS BEAUTIFUL.  IT WAS LIKE BEING IN THE KEYS. NOW  IT'S LIKE BEING IN A  SEWER, YOU KNOW. WITH ALL THAT  ALGAE AROUND EVERYWHERE AND  WITH ALL THE INABILITY TO EVEN SEE  OR CATCH FISH, YOU'RE AT  THE PLACE WHERE THE GRASS BEDS THAT  USED TO BE THERE, IT WAS ABSOLUTELY  BEAUTIFUL. IT LOOKED LIKE AN UNDERWATER  RAIN FOREST, THEY ARE GONE. IT'S  A PLACE OF DEAD  DOLPHINS, DEAD MANATEES, DEAD PELICANS.  WE HAVE TO DO SOMETHING ABOUT IT.  WE HAVE TO DO SOMETHING ABOUT IT  NOW. HAVING  THE ENHANCED PROTECTION IS -- HAS  BEEN PROCH TO WORK. JUST THE  MODEL ORDINANCE HAS NOT PROVEN TO  WORK. IF WE DON'T DO WHAT MS.  NORTHEY HAS PROPOSED AS A MOTION,  I THINK WE WILL BE SADLY REMISSED  ON WHAT WE DO TODAY. IN MY  TIME ON THE LAGOON ADVISORY BOARD,  IT'S REALLY CLEAR THAT EVEN THOUGH  THE BUREAUCRACIES MAY NOT HAVE TAKEN  A POSITION, THE PEOPLE FROM THE  ST. JOHN'S RIVER WATER MANAGEMENT  DISTRICT THINK IT'S CRITICAL THESE  THINGS BE ADOPTED AN THE PEOPLE  FROM THE UNITED STATES DEPARTMENT  OF PROTECTION THINK  IT'S CRITICAL. THE UNIVERSITIES  INVOLVED DOING RESEARCH TO HELP  THE LAGOON, FLORIDA INTERNATIONAL  UNIVERSITY AND OUR CHAIRMAN'S  ALMA MATER, FLORIDA ATLANTIC, THINK  IT'S ABSOLUTELY CRITICAL THAT WE  HAVE THE MODEL ORDINANCE WITH  THE ENHANCED PROTECTIONS. I REALLY  HOPE THIS IS A  UNANIMOUS APPROVAL. THANK YOU.  

I HAVE A  COUPLE OF QUESTIONS. AND I DON'T  WANT TO, AGRICULTURE IS EXEMPT FROM  THIS, CORRECT?  

YES, SIR.  

I HAVE FORMER  MAYOR, DAVID WRITIONBY WHO HAS  CONCERNS WITH STETS. HOW ARE THEY  IMPACTED?  

WE TOOK A LOOK AT THE EXEMPTION  SECTION. WE HAVE THE STAFF GINGER  DALE TO TRAVEL TO STETSON TO TAKE  A LOOK AT THEIR PLAYING  FIELD. WHAT WE WANTED TO DO, YOU  EXEMPT THE GOLF COURSES,  ATHLETIC PLAYING FIELDS AND FIELDS  USED FOR ACTIVE RECREATION. THOSE  THAT HAVE BEST  MANAGEMENT PRACTICES. STETSON ACTUALLY  HAS FOLKS THAT HAVE BEEN TRAINED.  THEY HAVE ALREADY MET EVEN THE HIGHER  STANDARD OF TRAINING THAT WE WOULD  REQUIRE IN THE  MODEL ORDINANCE. SO THIS ORDINANCE  SHOULD NOT AFFECT ANY OF STETSON'S  FIELDS. I DON'T KNOW IF THEY WOULD  LIKE  TO COMMENT SPECIFICALLY. WE SPECIFICALLY  INCLUDED THE LANGUAGE AND I COULD  POINT THAT TO YOU. I DON'T HAVE  IT IN FRONT OF ME. IF YOU WOULD  LIKE.  

THANK YOU. YOU KNOW -- I GUESS  THE ORDINANCES STARTED. WHEN DID  THE STATE PASS THE  LEGISLATION?  

THE LEGISLATION  -- 2007? 2007. THE MODEL WAS  PUT FORWARD IN 2009 AND UPDATED  AGAIN IN 2013.  

OKAY.  

THERE WAS A TASK FORCE THAT  WAS CREATED. THE MODEL WAS A  RESULT OF THE CONSENSUS  FROM THE EXPERTS THAT WERE ON  THE TASK FORCE.  

SO THE FIRST COUNTY TO PASS OR  CITY TO PASS SOMETHING  WAS WHEN? DO YOU  KNOW?  

OH, --  

I KEEP HEARING  --  

2008. 2008.  

SOME, I HEAR THIS GLOWING REPORTS  OF EVERYTHING THAT SEEMS TO BE  WORKING WELL. I JUST WANT TO --  IS IT ANECDOTAL.  

ACTUALLY, IN FACT, IN THE DUMES  THAT WE HAVE ON-LINE  AND I BELIEVE GINGER SUBMITTED TO  YOU ALL A NOTEBOOK, A FEW WEEKS  AGO, LAST MONTH, THAT ACTUALLY  CONTAINED THE SCIENTIFIC REPORTS  THAT THEY PRODUCED. THEY  ACTUALLY SHOWED, GEOGRAPHICICALLY,  THEY DID MAPS OF THE WATER QUALITY.  THEY SHOWED BY THE CHANGES IN THE  COLOR, COLOR  REPRESENTED CHLOROPHYL, NUTRIENTS,  THEY SHOWED REDUCTION  IN THE NUTRIENTS AND  WATER QUALITY. THAT'S WHAT WE'RE  SEEING, PLACES THAT HAD THE HIGHER  STANDARD IN PLACE FOR A WHILE, SEEING  REDUCTIONS.  

THAT'S WHAT I WANTED TO HEAR.  MS. NORTHEY.  

I HAVE A COUPLE OF  QUESTIONS. THE BEST MANAGEMENT PRACTICES,  WE USED THOSE WORDS, CORRECT?  

YES.  

THERE'S SOMEPLACES THAT WOULD  BE EXEMPT BY THE  PLACES THAT YOU IDENTIFY THAT DON'T  USE BEST MANAGEMENT PRACTICE. I  WAWNGTED TO  MAKE SURE, THOSE ARE  THE -- THE SECOND THING, IF THE  MOTION IS ADOPTED, WHAT  IS THE PROCESSION FOR YOU AS A STAFF  MEMBER, TO PUT INTO PLAY THE  MODEL ORDINANCE THAT COME TO PLAY.  WE HAVE SENT UP THE INFORMATION  TO THE STATE BUT YOU'VE TOLD ME  THERE IS NO TIME FRAME  ON THAT. AND SO  WHAT WOULD YOU SEE THE SETBACK  WOULD BE -- COULD WE DO  THE SETBACK AND THE 15-FOOT  SETBACK AND THE SUMMER BAN? THAT  HAS TO BE PART.  

THAT HAS TO COME BACK, CORRECT?  

YES, MAM.  

AT WHAT POINT WOULD WE THEN SAY,  ALL RIGHT, IT'S TIME FOR THIS TO  BE RETURNED?  

AS SOON AS WE HAVE THE AGENCY  COMMENTS BACK.  

WELL, KELLY.  

WE RECEIVED THE COMMENTS FROM  ZACK'S ALREADY.  

WHEN DO WE SEND IT UP?  

A COUPLE OF WEEKS AGO. I CAN'T  REMEMBER THE DATE WE SENT  IT UP. IT'S A FAIRLY QUICK TURN  AROUND.  

MR. COUNCIL, COULD WEED A  TO THE COUNCIL'S DO LIST BECAUSE  WE'VE BEEN TALKING ABOUT THIS  FOR MONTHS. MONTHS. WE'RE COMING  INTO THE SUMMER. YOU'RE SAYING TO  ME, THAT WE  CAN'T ADOPT THE OTHER LANGUAGE  TODAY.  

CORRECT.  

CORRECT.  

BECAUSE THE STATE, THE STATE  LAW REQUIRES  THAT WE CONSIDER.  

WHAT ARE  WE DOING?  

MR. CHAIRMAN, WHAT -- WHAT CAN  WE ADOPT TODAY.  

THE STATE MODEL.  

THAT'S ALL WE CAN ADOPT?  

YES, MA'AM.  

BUT WE CAN GIVE YOU THE DIRECTION?  

I WANT TO BE SURE THAT IT'S  CLEAR, THAT --  

I JUST WANT  TO BE SURE.  

YES, MA'AM.  

 THANK YOU, MR. DANIELS, FOR THE  CLARIFICATION.  .  

MR. SEAMAN.  

LET ME SEE IF I COULD HELP FOR  YOU.  .  

MS. NORTHEY.  

LET ME SEE IF I COULD HELP  YOU. OKAY?  

THE STATE STATUTES IS VERY CLEAR  WE CANNOT ADOPT UNTIL WE GET THE  COMMENTS BACK. WE HAVE TRACKED THE  COMMENTS FROM EVERY SINGLE COUNTY.  THE WORST IS THREE MOTION TIME  FRAME. AS  KELLY SAID, STACKS GOT BACK WITHIN  THREE WEEKS. WE WILL TRACK EVERY  SINGLE ONE OF THEM AND MAKE SURE  WE GOT THE COMMENTS  BACK. THE LAST MEETING,  THE STATE -- THE  QUESTION TO THE STATE WILL  REVIEW TWO ADDITIONAL  CRITERIA. THE MOTION LAST TIME WAS  JUST FOR TWO' IT WAS FOR THE  NO PHOSPHOROUS AND THE NITROGEN  SLOW RELEASE, BECAUSE MR. DANIELS  STATED THAT THOSE HAD VERY  LITTLE CONTROVERSY ASSOCIATED.  

AND THAT'S I THINK THE MEANING  I MISSED.  

YES, MA'AM. I  WAS. THE STAFF WITHIN A COUPLE OF  DAYS, DRAFTED THE LETTERS, GOT THEM  OUT. WE HAVE NOT GOTTEN A RESPONSE  BACK FROM I-FISH YET AND HAVEN'T  GOTTEN A RESPONSE FROM  DPS. STAFF COULD FOLLOW-UP WITH  THE PHONE CALL TO GET THOSE AS SOON  AS POSSIBLE. WE WILL GET OUT THE  OTHER TWO REQUESTS, THE  25-FOOT BUFFER AND THE SUMMER BAN  BY MONDAY. THE LETTERS WILL GO OUT  AND WE HAVE TO TRACK  FOR YOU. I'M SURE MR. McGEE WILL  PROVIDE YOU THAT INFORMATION. BUT  WE CAN NOT ADOPT THE  HIGHER STANDARDS. EARLIER YOU ASKED  HOW EVERYBODY GOT SO FAR FROM US.  THE TRUTH OF THE MATTER, THEY ADOPTED  THE STATE MODEL AND LATER ADOPTED  THE ADDITIONAL STANDARD. I URGE  EVERYONE HERE, ARE URGING YOU TO  GO HIGHER AND BETTER. WE'RE NOT  DOING ANYTHING DIFFERENT THAN ANY  OTHER GOVERNMENT IN THE STATE  OF FLORIDA. NONE OF THEM  ADOPTED THE HIGH STANDARDS THE FIRST  TIME OUT OF THE BOX. I UNDERSTAND  YOUR FRUSTRATION.  

MY FRUSTRATION IS MANY MONTHS  AGO, WHEN WE FIRST TALKED, TO BRING  BACK THE MODEL ORDINANCE AND FOR  US TO MOVE FORWARD TO GATHER INFORMATION  TO PRESENT TO THE STATE. MONTHS  AGO. AND NOW I'M HEARING THIS ONLY  HAS BEEN DONE A COUPLE OF WEEKS  AGO. YEAH, I'M FRUSTRATED.  

WE DIDN'T HAVE THE DIRECTION  FOR YOU TO TRANSMIT THAT TO  THE STATE. MS. McGEE CAN'T DO THAT  ON HER OWN. SHE CAN'T.  

I BELIEVE THAT WAS THE MOTION.  

I MADE. I'LL CHECK IT.  

OKAY.  .  

 YES,  WE  DID.  

OKAY. OKAY WE HAVE A MOTION ON THE FLOOR  TO ADOPT THE MODEL ORDINANCE AND  TO TRANSMIT THE OTHER  DUMES FORWARD. BEEN SECONDED BY  MR. DANIELS. IS THERE ANY FURTHER  DISCUSSION? WE HAVE MR. WAGNER.  YOU WANT TO SPEAK TO THE MOTION.  

AFTER THE COUPLE OF MEETINGS,  I'M TRYING TO FIGURE OUT WHERE  EVERYBODY'S AT JUST BECAUSE IT WAS  SUCH  A SPLIT SITUATION. THE -- WHERE  IT WAS THE LAST TIME, PAT, YOU WERE  NOT HERE ON IT. I THINK I'M  GOING TO, DEPENDING ON WHERE JOYCE  IS AT, IT WILL BE A SPLIT ONE ON  THE FLOOR. I'M KIND OF THE FOURTH  ONE, WITH THE MODEL WITH THE  ENHANCEMENT. I WANT TWO EXCEPTIONS  ADDED TO IT. I WILL SUPPORT YOUR  MOTION, IF YOU ADD EXCEPTIONS. IF  YOU WANT TO SEE IF IT PASSES --  

I'M NOT ADDING ANY EXCEPTIONS.  

YOU COULD LET IT GO, IF IT  FAILS. IF IT FAILS, I'LL  REMAKE THE MOTION. OKAY. THEN CALL  THE QUESTION.  

MOTION TO CALL THE QUESTION.  ALL IN FAVOR OF CALLING  THE QUESTION, AYE.  

AYE.  

OKAY.  .  

ALL IN FAVOR OF THE MODEL ORDINANCE  WITH THAT, SAY AYE.  

AYE.  

OPPOSE,.  

AYE.  

WE HAVE 4-2.  

PASS IT.  .  

MS. DENYS AND  WHO ELSE OPPOSED? MR.  WAGNER.  

THE FARM OPERATIONS, DOES  IT  INCLUDE GARDENS? BREVARD GARD --  

YOU COULD SPEAK INTO THE MIC,  WE CAN'T HEAR YOU.  

IT'S  NOT AT A 50.50 EXCEPTION. IT'S  UNDER THE OTHER EXEMPTIONS.  

GUARD EPS ARE NOT -- GUARDENS  ARE NOT LAND TURF  OR LANDSCAPE ORNAMENTALS. THEY  CAN FERTILIZE, ESSENTIALLY.  

I WAS GOING TO ADD 2. IT WAS  GOING TO BE 1. FOR MY REASONS VOTING  AGAINST IT. THE ISSUE I HAD  WITH THE ENHANCEMENTS  WITHOUT THE EXEMPTION. LET'S SAY  IF YOU HAVE A LAWN  THAT'S IN DESPERATE DISREPAIR. IT  NEEDS THIS THING, AND YOU COULD  HAVE A COMPANY OR OWNER, I  COULD FIX  THIS. SCIENTIFIC PROOF, NEEDS NITROGEN.  SOMEONE COULD COME IN AND EXPECT  IT. RIGHT NOW UNDER THE ORDINANCE,  THEY CAN'T. THAT'S MY CONCERN, AND  WE DON'T ALLOW -- UNLESS THEY ARE  PUTTING A NEW LAWN, THEY CAN'T  REHAB AN OLD LAWN.  

WELL, I THINK THERE ARE  OTHER WAYS TO REHAB A LAWN IN ADDITION  TO JUST USING FERTILIZER. THERE  ARE MANY DIFFERENT  TECHNIQUESES, PROVIDING MULCH. YOU  COULD FERTILIZE CAN'T JUST USE NITROGEN  AND A PHOSPHOROUS. THERE'S OTHER  SOURCES MUCH THE PLANT MATERIAL  THEMSELVES ARE A SOURCE OF NITROGEN.  THERE COULD BE WAYS WITHOUT USING  A COMMERCIAL APPLICATION OF  PHOSPHOROUS AND  NITROGEN.  

THANKS.  

I WANT TO ADD. I LIVE  ON A LAKE ON THE LAND. I NEVER PUT  A DROP OF FERTILIZER ON  MY YARD. AND I DON'T  WATER IT. I'M WAITING FOR IT TO  RAIN, SO, I'M -- MAYBE  -- YEAH, I'VE GOT THE  BEST LOOKING MOWED DOWN WE'DS IN  THE NEIGHBORHOOD. MY NEIGHBORS ARE  REALLY IMPRESSED BECAUSE THEY KEEP  ASKING ME, WHY MY YARD LOOKS SO  GREEN ALL THE TIME WHEN THEY ARE  OUT THERE FERTILIZING LIKE CRAZY  AND ALL OF THAT STUFF. IT'S  AMUSING TO ME. YOU KNOW,  I'M WITH MR. DANIELS  OVER HERE. I DPRIEW UP -- THIS IS  A FATHER'S IN-- FURTHEST INLAND  I'VE LIVED IN MY  LIFE. I USUALLY LIVE ON THE COAST.  I SURF UP AND DOWN FLORIDA. I LIVED  IN BOATS ALL MY LIFE AND I USED  TO SWIM IN THE RIVER. I WOULDN'T  PUT MY TOE IN IT ANYMORE IN  THE ST. LUCIE RIVER. THESE ARE THINGS  THAT NEEDS TO COME. I DID A LOT  OF SOUL-SEARCHING ON THE ISSUE AND  THAT'S WHERE I AM. WITH THAT, THANK  YOU FOR YOUR PARTICIPATION, EVERYBODY.  THANK YOU VERY MUCH. NICE HAVING  YOU ALL HERE TODAY. IT'S BEEN A  WONDERFUL DAY HERE. NOW  WE HAVE  COUNCIL. COUNCIL, COUNCIL, COUNCIL.  .  

IT IS 5:00 AND IT'S ALSO 5:00  IN OTHER PLACES, TOO.  ALL  RIGHT. MR. DANIELS, YOU USE YOUR  TIME THIS MORNING.  MS.  DENYS, YOU'RE NEXT.  

I  HAVE NOTHING, MR. CHAIR.  

OKAY, YOU'RE CROSSED  OFF.  

MS. NORTHEY? .  

ARE YOU LOOKING FOR COUNCIL TIME?  

YES, I AM.

LET ME LOOK INTO THAT.  

AND I WAS  LISTENING TO  LISTENING MO ZART TALKING ABOUT  HIS BIO  DEGRADABLE SCREEN. WE'RE A GREEN  CERTIFIED COUNTY. WE OUGHT TO BE  DOING AS MUCH AS WE CAN TO  BE SIGNIFICANTLY GREEN. AND HOW  DO -- HOW DO WE GET  GREEN SUNTAN LOTION?  

DEEPER AND DEEPER INTO IT.  

I'M SURE COUNCIL WILL LIKE TO  US PURCHASE A  LONG THOSE LINES, WE CAN DO THAT.  

I THINK WE SHOULD. GREEN  CERTIFIED COUNTY. WE'RE LAUGHING  ABOUT IT. YOU COULD LOOK INTO IT?  

SURE.  

THAT'S IT FOR ME.  

THEY ARE NOT PAYING ATTENTION  ANYWAY.  

WE ARE. WE ARE.  

FOR ONCE, YOU GUYS ARE PAYING  ATTENTION. IT'S THE CHAIRMAN WHO  IS IGNORING EVERYTHING I'M SAYING.  

I'M SORRY, I APOLOGIZE.  .  

I'M DONE.  

IT'S EASY.  

I KNOW. YOU KNOW.  .  

YOUR DONE?  

OKAY. IT LOOKS LIKE MR. WAGNER,  WHO IS STILL ADMONISHING ME HERE.  .  

YOU COULD STILL KEEP YOUR  BOOK.  

THANK YOU.  

I  GOT ANOTHER BOOK.  

COUPLE OF THINGS. I DO THINK  EARLIER IT WAS BROUGHT UP  AS A LOCAL PREFERENCE AS FAR  AS THE HEADQUARTERS ASPECT. THE  OTHER ONE, OUT OF RESPECT FOR  MY PRIOR VOTE AND MY POSITION, I  WILL NOT BRING UP, THE COUNTIES  PART OF IT, BUT I DO THINK  THE HEAD QUOTAS AS PECK, WE SHOULD  LOOK INTO  IT. THAT'S SOMETHING THAT IS  AP ISSUE. I KNOW IT WILL BE HARD  TO MANAGE. THE SITUATION THAT COME  TO OUR ATTENTION THE PAST  COUPLE OF YEARS.  

I WOULD GLAD TO DO, ESPECIALLY  IN THE LEGAL SIDE, TAKE A  LOOK, AND IT MAY MEAN IF THERE'S  A BETTER WAY TO IDENTIFY SO WE'RE  CLEAR AND OBJECTIVE TO PEOPLE. IT  DOES GET COMPLICATED, ESPECIALLY  IF YOU'RE DEALING WITH BIG  CHAINS LIKE STAPLES AND LET'S SEE  IF THERE'S AN ISSUE, AND WHETHER  WE CAN MODIFY AND WHETHER WE CAN  LOOK IN ON THE ISSUE. GET  BACK TO IT.  

HALIFAX BIWAY, THE RESOLUTION,  I GOT THE COPY OF THE DRAFT RESOLUTION,  I BROUGHT IT UP FOT  COUNCIL. LEY FORWARD IT TO JIM OR  WHOEVER HE WOULD LIKE ME TO. THEY  ASKED TO GET THE RESOLUTION PASSED.  IT'S A  STANDARD RESOLUTION. IT'S ACCEPTABLE  FOR THE COUNCIL TO PUT IT ON THE  AGENDA. IT'S PROBABLY A  CONTEMPT PROJECT. THE BIWAY HAS  TO GET THE RESOLUTION, THE NEXT  PHASE FOR THE STATE.  

IT'S A REQUIREMENT FOR THEM TO  GET CERTIFIED.  

GET  THAT OVER. THE LIBRARY ADVISORY  BOARD SENT OUT A, A  LETTER. KNEEL HERRINGTON, THEY WOULD  LIKE TO GET  RECOMMENDATIONS AS PART OF  THE FUTURE LIBRARY FACILITIES. EVEN  THOUGH IT'S CONTRARY TO WHAT IS  BROUGHT UP IN THE PAST. I THINK  THE RECOMMENDATION IS A GOOD  IDEA. DID EVERYBODY ELSE GET A COPY  OF THE LETTER?  

I HAVE TO GO BACK AND LOOK. NOT  SURE.  

AND LETTER THAT SAYS, WOULD LIKE  TO GET  FUTURE RECOMMENDATION. MAYBE HAVE  SOMEONE REACH OUT AND ASK THEM,  SPECIFICALLY WHAT WOULD YOU LIKE,  IF STAFF COULD COME OUT AND TELL  US, HOW THEY WOULD LIKE TO DO THIS?  

WE DON'T HAVE ANY MONEY TO BUILD,  DO WE?  

THIS IS A LONG-TERM FUTURE TYPE  OF GOAL TYPE OF THING.  

I THINK I COULD HELP.  

YOU'RE RECOGNIZED, MR. BYRON.  

DAVE BYRON COMMUNITIES DEPARTMENT  DIRECTOR. THIS WAS A DISCUSSION  AT THE PRIOR  LIBRARY ADVISORY BOARD. AND ALL  THE BOARD IS SUGGESTING, THEY SPEND  A LITTLE TIME LOOKING AT  THE FUTURE FACILITY NEEDS FOR LIBRARIES  THAT CLEARLY UNDERSTAND THAT WE  DON'T HAVE ANY CAPITOL FUNDS AND  THERE'S NO AGENDA TO BUILD  ADDITIONAL FACILITIES. THEY BELIEVE  AS THE COUNTY CONTINUES TO GROW,  AND AS LIBRARY FACILITIES AND THE  USE OF THE FACILITIES CHANGE, THAT  THEY WOULD LIKE TO ANALYZE THAT.  THEY DIDN'T WANT TO START WITHOUT  THE COUNCIL'S APPROVAL. STAFF THINKS  IT'S A GOOD IDEA TO DO IT. OF COURSE,  WE WILL BE ASSISTING THEM. WHEN  THE IDEA CAME UP WE SUGGESTED THEY  WRITE A LETTER TO THE  COUNTY COUNCIL AND GET YOUR AUTHORITY  TO DO THAT.  

MR. CHAIR? MY SUGGESTION ON THIS  PART IS CARRY THE  POINT FORWARD. AND ONE OF THE ITEMS  I WAS GOING TO BRING UP, TALKED  TO THE SHERIFF AND JUDGES AND ALL  OF THAT. I THINK WE NEED AN ELEMENT  I GET AUTHORITY TO LOOK OUT AT THE  CAPITOL NEEDS FOR THE BASIC GOVERNMENT.  

WOULDN'T THAT BE PART OF THE  GOAL SETTING?  

THAT'S WHAT I'M SAYING. I THOUGHT  WE WOULD BRING IT UP, TALK ABOUT,  LET'S TALK ABOUT  IT FILL SOLVEICALLY -- FILL LOSS  SOLVEICALLY.  

EVEN WHEN YOU STUDY THAT, I WOULD  LIKE TO MAKE SURE PEOPLE ARE ON  BOARD. YOU CREATE EXPECTATIONS.  I FEEL PRETTY COMFORTABLE ON WHERE  WE ARE, IF WE NEED TO BORROW  MONEY. I THINK IT'S A LARGER ISSUE  THAN JUST THE LIBRARY.  

AS FAR AS THE LIBRARY IS CONCERNED,  DO WE HAVE TO GIVE YOU --  GIVE YOU APPROVAL.  

ASKING FOR YOUR APPROVAL TO TAKE  A LOOK.  

DO YOU NEED A VOTE? DOES EVERYBODY  SAY JUST FINE.  

IS EVERYBODY SAYING JUST FINE.  

AS LONG AS THEY UNDERSTAND, WE  HAVE AS A COUNCIL HAS NOT TALKED  ABOUT FUNDING ANY NEW LIBRARIES.  

ABSOLUTELY. THEY DO UNDERSTAND  CREW  I.  

I THINK THAT'S APPROPRIATE.  

AND I'M PRETTY SURE THEY WANT  TO LOOK. THERE WAS A GROUP AND I  PERSONALLY THINK IT'S A GREAT IDEA.  THEY WANT TO SEE ABOUT RENTING JET  SKIS OFF THE  BEACHES. NOT ON THE -- OFF THE BEACH  WHERE IT'S LEGALLY PERMISSIBLE TO  HAVE IT. IT DOESN'T FIT UNDER OUR  CODE RIGHT NOW. THEY ASKED TO SEE  IF IT'S A  POSSIBILITY. I THINK PERSONALLY  THE MORE FUN THINGS, THE BETTER.  THE ONLY ISSUE, IF THEY ARE TAKING  MONEY ON THE BEACH, THEY ARE  A VENDOR. WE HAVE TO FIGURE OUT  HOW IT WILL TAKE PLACE. IT  HASN'T BEEN DIFFERENT FOR  YEARS. PEOPLE ARE TAKING OUT  OF THINGS. LIKE PARASAILORS. I'VE  DONE IT IN BEACHES. I THINK IT  WOULD BE GREAT HERE.  

I'M NOT SURE YOU'RE REFERRING  TO, MR. WAGNER.  

YOU'RE TALKING ABOUT PEOPLE,  LIKE A VENDOR?  

A VENDOR, THEY SAID, THEY WOULD  BE A VENDOR IN THE BEACH THAT WOULD  RENT JET SKIS. WHAT THEY WILL DO,  TAKE YOU OUT TO THE  JET SKIS. YOU CAN'T --  

AND I'M NOT A OPPOSING THAT BUT  I THINK WE HAVE TO HAVE SOME STANDARDS  AND IT BRINGS ME BACK TO THE  LIFEGUARD SCHOOLS. WE DO LIFEGUARD  SCHOOLS AND WE DON'T HAVE ANY  STANDARDS FOR THAT.  

THIS WOULD HAVE  SERIOUS STANDARDS. YOU'RE PUTTING  PEOPLE ON A JET SKI. IT WOULD HAVE  TO BE VERY STANDARDIZED. YOU HAVE  TO --  

AND THEY WOULD  BE A CONCESSIONAIRE?  

WHAT WE'RE DOING, IS ADDING ONE  MORE TYPE OF, OF VENDOR.  

COULD WE  ALSO LOOK AT  -- AT THIS SURF SCHOOL?  

I THINK WE SHOULD BE LOOKING  AT SURF SCHOOL. WE CAN BE DOING  AT THE SAME TIME. ONE IDEA BEHIND  THE JET SKIS. I KNOW WE'RE COMING  IN TWO YEARS FOR THE  VENDORS. WE CAN DO SPECIAL EXCEPTIONS  AND TEST THINGS OUT. I DON'T THINK  THAT'S A BAD IDEA. IF IT'S NOT WORKING.  I LIKE THE IDEA OF ENDING IT.  

LIKE THE SALONS ON THE BEACH.  

IF YOU ALLOW IT, IT'S NOT WORKING  AFTER TWO MONTHS, YOU COULD END  IT. I THINK THERE'S WAYS TO DO  IT, SPECIAL PERMIT.  

JOSH, I WANT TO ASK YOU A QUESTION  ABOUT THE JET SKI. ARE YOU THINKING  ABOUT HAVING SOMEBODY COME IN TO  DO THIS TRAINING?  

NO.  

THEY ARE A COMPANY.  

SOMETHING THAT -- A  COMPANY APPROACHED YOU.  

COMPANY APPROACHED THE COUNTY  BUT WE DON'T HAVE ANYTHING UNDER  THE CODE TO DO IT. THE STAFF CAN'T  DO IT, BECAUSE WE DON'T HAVE ANYTHING  TO DO IT. I KNOW THE  GUYS. THEY SAID HEY, THIS IS SOMETHING  I LIKE TO DO. THEY WOULD RENT THEM  ON THE  BEACH. WOULD TAKE THEM, WAY OFF  THE BEACH, WHERE  THAT'S NO WAVES. IF THERE'S SWELLS,  THEY COULDN'T DO IT.  

THEY WOULD RENT IT, BE IN CHARGE  OF ALL OF IT. INSURANCE,  EVERYTHING.  

LIKE A  CONCESSIONAIRE.  

LIKE A CONCESSION. WE GET A  PERCENTAGE. IF WE DO A SPECIAL TYPE,  SPECIAL PERMIT, WE CAN ALSO SEE  THE VALUE. THAT WILL HELP US WHEN  WE PUT IT BACK OUT FOR CONTRACT.  THE GOOD THING, WHEN WE GO OUT FOR  THE BIG CONTRACT, TO HAVE IT ALTOGETHER.  WE WOULD HAVE A REAL VALUE. THAT,  YOU KNOW,  TO HAVE THEM AT THE SAME TIME LINE,  IT WOULD BE NICE. I DON'T KNOW WHAT  WE HAVE TO DO.  

AS LONG AS WE REVIEW THE SURF  SCHOOLS AS WELL. I KNOW WE TALKED  ABOUT IT AS WELL.  

I AGREE ON THE SURF SCHOOLS.  I COULD TELL YOU THE SURF SCOOCIALTION  THE GOOD ONE, THEY WANT A PROCESS.  THE GOOD ONES THEY WANT, THEY  WANT US TO REGULATE.  

THEY ARE ACTUALLY  SEPARATE TOPICS. THE STAFF COULD  BRING  BACK TO YOU -- I THINK WE HAVE TO  COMPETE THE CONCESSION. THE STAFF  COULD BRING BACK TO YOU SOMETHING  FOR REVIEW, IF YOU WOULD LIKE,  DEALS  WITH THAT. I GUESS YOU'RE TALKING  ABOUT A SHORT TERM CONCESSION,  THAT WILL LINE UP WITH OTHER CONCESSION  CONTRACT.  

IT WOULD BE NICE TO BE ABLE  TO.  

AND THAT, WE CAN  ASSIST, PURCHASING THE DIVISION,  IF THAT'S THE PLEASURE OF THE  COUNCIL. THE OTHER, THAT'S -- EXCUSE  ME -- DEPENDING ON THE OPERATION,  IS PROBABLY MORE REGULATORY  ISSUE IN -- YOU'RE GOING  TO HAVE TO SPEND  TIME  SETTING STANDARDS AND OR -- YOU'RE  GOING TO HAVE TO HAVE SOME KIND  OF INSPECTION PROGRAM, IF THAT'S  WHAT YOU'RE MEANING TO DO.  

WILL HELP.  

AND THAT'S GOING TO -- YOU'RE  GOING TO HAVE TO TAKE INTO  CONSIDERATION WHAT YOUR STAFF IS  ABLE  TO DO. SO I DON'T HAVE ANY OTHER  IMMEDIATE THOUGHTS AT THIS POINT.  I HEAR THE COUNCIL'S DESIRE  TO DISCUSS THAT ISSUE.  

OKAY.  

THANK YOU.  

DO YOU THINK ON THE JET SKI ONE,  IS THAT SOMETHING WE CAN GET TO  FAST ENOUGH BEFORE THE END OF MAY?  IS THAT SOMETHING WE CAN GET OUT  THERE THIS SUMMER?  

WHY DON'T YOU LET US LOOK INTO  IT AND SEE HOW FAST. WE'LL SEE THE  IMPLICATIONS ARE AND TRY TO MOVE  IT AS FAST AS  POSSIBLE.  

OKAY. COOL. THE LAST THING, THERE'S  A LOT OF THINGS SAID THROUGH THE  YEARS ABOUT HOMELESSNESS. IT'S PROBABLY  GOING TO COME UP DURING THE STRATEGIC  MEETING. YOU COULD LOOK AT IN THE  MEAN TIME IN PREPARATION OF  THE STRATEGIC MEETING, DAN? I WOULD  LIKE TO KNOW, AT ONE  POINT, WE WERE THE DECISION-MAKERS  ON A LOT OF THE  MONEY. NOW WE'RE KIND OF A FLOW  THREW WITH  THE HOMELESS COALITION, AS FAR AS  GRANTS,  EMERGENCY SHELTER GRANT. A LOT OF  THESE THINGS FLOW THROUGH. YOU COULD  LOOK AT WHAT NEED TO BE DONE TO  TAKE OUR AUTHORITY BACK, FOR US  TO BE THE  DECISION-MAKERS, RATHER THAN HAVING  IT FLOW THROUGH.  

WHAT ARE WE TALKING  ABOUT.  

I HEARD THAT'S HOW THE FUNDING  ALWAYS WORKS.  

I HEARD THE COUNCIL WILL HAVE  MORE DECISION MAKING WHERE THE DOLLARS  WERE GOING. FOR EXAMPLE, THE EMERGENCY  SHELTER GRANT, IT'S SUPPOSED TO  BE  FOR CENTRALIZED  PORTAL. ITGOES TO CONTINUING CARE.  IT'S A BIG  MESS. IT SEEMS VERY -- A  LOT OF NEPITTISM, SAME ORGANIZATION  PICKING WHERE THE MONEY GOES AND  THEY ARE THE ORGANIZATION. I JUST  DON'T LIKE THAT PERSONALLY.  

ARE YOU TALKING PERSONALLY ABOUT  CHILDREN'S --  

NOT CHILDREN'S.  

I'M TALK ABOUT HOMELESS  COALITION. WE'RE TALKING MAJ  ADULTS. -- MAINLY ADULTS. OBVIOUSLY  THERE'S HOMELESS CHILDREN. WE  GIVE $350,000 A YEAR THAT FLOWS  TO US. I'D LIKE TO KNOW,  IF THAT'S SOMETHING WE CAN KEEP,  MAKE THE DECISIONS  OR DOES IT HAVE TO FLOW  THROUGH.  

I AM NOT SURE WHAT IS  THE ENTIRE REGIME. AND BRING  BACK A REPORT.  

OKAY. THAT'S IT. THANK YOU. THAT'S  IT, EVERYBODY. THANK YOU.  

MRS. CUSACK.  

THANK YOU,  MR. CHAIR. I HAVE A  REQUEST THAT MAYBE WE CAN LOOK AT  WITH THE APPRENTICE  PROGRAM. WE TALKED ABOUT MAYBE WE  CAN HAVE A MEETING OF THE  MINDS. I'D LIKE TO RECOMMEND THAT  WE TAKE A LOOK AT THAT AND  MAYBE GET FROM OUR  SPEAKERS TODAY,  GET MAYBE FOUR,  SIX-PLUS STAFF TO SIT DOWN AND WORK  SOMETHING THROUGH, AS IT  RELATES  TO THE APPRENTICESHIP PROGRAM. BECAUSE  WITHOUT SOME DIRECTION, WHO WILL  BE PART OF  THE COMMITTEE?  

MR. CHAIRMAN, I SPOKE EARLIER  TO MARY BRUNO AND SHE  THINKS THAT MIGHT, THAT MIGHT BE  GOOD FOR THE DAYTONA STATE COMMUNITY  COLLEGE TO BE A CONVENER  OF A SIMILAR GROUP. SHE WAS GOING  TO TAKE THAT BACK TO CAROL EATON  MONDAY. SHE HAD ONE OF HER BOARD  MEMBERS THERE AND THINKS SHE CAN  GET BOARD SUPPORT TO DO THAT, TO  BE A CONVENER OF THE GROUP. I THINK  IT NEEDS, FOR ME, NEEDS TO BE A  NEUTRAL GROUP. I THINK THEY WOULD  BE A GREAT -- SHE AND HER ORGANIZATION  WILL BE A GOOD GROUP TO DO  IT. THEY HAVE ALREADY AN INTEREST  TO DO IT IN THE PROGRAMS.  

THE GROUP HAS TO BE LARGER  THAN 4-6. I THINK WE CLEARLY HEARD,  IT NEEDS TO BE MORE INCLUSIVE. WE  HAVE TO HAVE ALL THE STAKEHOLDERS  AT THE MEETING OR THE PROCESS, WE  WILL END UP RIGHT WHERE WE WERE  TODAY. I WANT TO HEAR FROM ALL  THE STATE HOLDERS.  

I THINK THE NUMBER  IS OUT THERE. I THINK IT HAS TO  BE A IMAGINABLE GROUP. I DON'T THINK  IT SHOULD BE  40-50 PEOPLE. THAT'S MY OWN --  YOU DO YOUR BEST WORK, LIKE FOR  THE BRIDGE. HOW MANY PEOPLE ON  THE COMMITTEE? HOW MANY? 12. I  MEAN, SO, I'D LIKE THE IDEA  OF THEM DOING  THROUGH DAYTONA STATE, THAT'S FINE.  I THINK WE CERTAINLY ALSO  HAVE A COMMITTEE. AND IF THEY ARE  WILLING TO DO THAT AT DAYTONA STATE,  THEN THAT'S GOOD. I CERTAINLY WOULD  WANT A PART OF OUR STAFF TO BE THERE  TO PROVIDE SOME INPUT  FROM OUR PERSPECTIVE. AND THAT'S  WHAT I WOULD RECOMMEND. .  

COULD I SPEAK TO  THAT ASPECT?  

YEAH, ABOUT USING THE BRIDGE  AS AN EXAMPLE. WHAT I DID, I WENT  TO GROUPS THAT WERE AGAINST THE  HIGH-RISE BRIDGE, WENT TO GROUPS,  OBVIOUSLY, LILLIAN PLACE, HERITAGE.  I WENT TO, SELECTED EVERY AREA  THAT'S AGAINST ADAMANTLY AGAINST  AND FOR. I FOUND IT TO BE  VERY, VERY EFFECTIVE.  

BECAUSE IT'S INCLUSIVE.  

AND I THINK AT THE SAME TIME,  WE HAD OPEN MEETINGS. I HAD --  I DO PUBLIC COMMENT  EVERY TIME. WITH EVERYBODY IN THE  ENTIRE CROWD, I GO THROUGH EACH  PERSON. GI AROUND THE ROOM. I LIKE  WHERE JOYCE IS GOING. IF YOU KIND  OF DRAFT THE FORS AN AGAINST, WE  HAVE GOTTEN TO WHERE OUR LAST MEETING  FOR THE BRIDGE, THERE WERE NO LIKE,  EVERYTHING HAS BEEN VETTED. WE'VE  BEEN THERE. I THINK IT'S BEEN GOOD  BECAUSE EVERY BIT OF THE INDUSTRY  OR CERTAIN AREA HAS A  SPOKESPERSON. IT'S MADE IT VERY  EFFECTIVE. I DON'T KNOW IF DAYTONA  STATE COLLEGE COULD DO  THAT. LEY CALL MARION. I FOUND IT  TO BE EFFECTIVE.  

I'M THINKING, IF THEY  ARE THE CONVENIENTIERS.  

DON'T WANT TO MICRO  MANAGE.  

I'M ONE THERE,  BUT LET THEM -- LISTEN, THEY ARE  VERY GOOD AT  WHAT THIS WHOLE CONCEPT  OF APPRENTICESHIP PROGRAMS ARE.  THEY HAVE BEEN DOING IT FOR A LONG  TIME, TECHNICAL CENTERS AND THAT.  IT'S JUST GETTING THEM  ALTOGETHER AND WORKING OUT SOMETHING  THAT'S GOING TO  BE ACCEPTABLE TO EVERYBODY.  

I COULD AGREE  IN PART. ONLY PROBLEM, WE'RE THE  ONES THAT VOTE ON IT.  

WE HAVE TO ASK THEM TO BRING  IT BACK TO US. THEN WE CAN  SCREW IT UP.  

AND --  I TRUST MARY TO  DO IT RIGHT.  

I THINK IT WOULD BE GOOD A REPORT  FROM THAT CHITTY OR SOME RECOMMEND  -- COMMITTEE OR SOME RECOMMENDATIONS  FROM THE COMMITTEE AS WE ARTICULATE  AND MAKE THE DECISIONS AS IT RELATES  TO THE APPRENTICESHIP PROGRAM. I  DON'T THINK WE CAN BE LEFT OUT OF  THE PICTURE.  

I THINK THAT'S EXACTLY WHAT THEY  WOULD DO. I THINK THAT'S THE WHOLE  IDEA.  

I WOULD HOPE STAFF WOULD  BE  INVOLVED, TOO. THAT'S WHERE I THINK  THEY WILL GO, MR. MANAGER.  

IF I COULD ADD, I'LL BE  TALKING TO DR. EATON. YOU KNOW HE,  I'M ON THEIR CAPITAL COMMITTEE SO  I GUESS THEY CAN DO A COMMITTEE  FOR US. LEY EXPLAIN TO THEM  THE PROS AND CONS. I'LL  TALK TO CAROL ABOUT WHAT SHE THINKS  WILL BE A GOOD WAY TO DO IT. I WOULD  ASSUME THEY WOULD DO, AND I THINK  THEY ARE PROBABLY UNIQUE IN A SENSE  THAT THEY ARE NEUTRAL, PROVIDE THE  KIND OF PROGRAMS. THEY REALLY DON'T  UNDERSTAND THE ISSUE. I THINK THEY  UNDERSTAND THE IMPACT PRETTY GOOD.  WHAT I WILL ASK TO DO, DO JUST  THAT. PUT TOGETHER WHAT SHE BELIEVES  THE RIGHT FORM, WORKING WITH  MARY. AND THEN WHAT I WILL DO IS  SEE IF THEY WILL HAVE A DRAFT. UNDERSTAND  HOW THE COMMITTEE WOULD WORK. IT  WILL BE ONLY TO GIVE YOU AN  OVERVIEW, GIVE YOU SOME FACTS AND  IF POSSIBLE, GIVE YOU A RECOMMENDATION.  HOW DOES THAT SOUND?  

IT SOUNDS GOOD TO ME.  

THE OTHER CONCERN,  AND ASKED STAFF IF YOU COULD POSSIBLY  PUT TOGETHER THE ECHO FUNDING AND  HOW MUCH OF THE ECHO FUNDING HAVE  WE AS A COUNCIL DIRECTED OR  USED THAT FUNDING? DO YOU HAVE THAT  -- I JUST TALKED TO YOU ABOUT IT  YESTERDAY BUT --  

I WILL GET IT OUT.  

I THINK IT'S IMPORTANT TO KNOW  HOW MUCH OF THIS, OF THE  ECHO FUNDING COMES STRAIGHT FROM  THE COUNTY, COUNCIL AND HOW MUCH  IT GOES THROUGH THE PROCESS THAT  WE HAVE FOR OTHER  FOLKS.  

DIRECT APPROPRIATION?  

RIGHT, ALL THE  DIRECT APPROPRIATIONS. I THINK IT'S  IMPORTANT. IT'S  A TAX, SUPPORTED AND THEY NEED TO  KNOW HOW MUCH MONEY WE'RE SPENDING  AS A COUNCIL. HOW MUCH  IS BEING APPROPRIATED FOR THE CITIZENS  THAT ALSO PAY INTO THE FUND? IF  THAT COULD HAPPEN.  

DO YOU WANT TO  SAY THAT?  

OKAY, GIVE THEM SOMETHING EXTRA,  TOO. DO SOMETHING EXTRA. THIS IS  FOR THE PUBLIC.  

I WANTED TO SAY, THE ENTIRE HISTORY  OF THE ECHO PROGRAM RIGHT TO  CURRENT EXPENDITURES IS ON THE ECHO  WEBSITE.  

WE CAN GET,  PULL OFF THE SPECIFIC INFORMATION  FROM MS. CUSACK, IS TO THE PENNY.  

THAT WOULD BE GOOD IF YOU COULD  PULL --  

WE'LL PULL IT OFF.  

MS. CUSACK, HE DID THAT IN  CASE ANYONE WAS LISTENING.  

I THINK THAT'S ALL I HAVE. MY  FINAL COMMENT, IS THAT TO  MR. PATTERSON THAT YOU DID  LEARN SOMETHING IN TALLAHASSEE.  YOU DID A GREAT JOB TODAY. THANK  YOU FOR YOUR LEADERSHIP.  

WELL, I'M LAST AND JUST  COUPLE  OF THINGS. ONE, AT  THE SUNROOF THING, I THINK IT WAS  A GOOD JOB. I REALLY ENJOYED  IT. ACTUALLY, I WAS NOT SURPRISED  BY THE LARGE NUMBER OF PEOPLE. I  HAVE A LOT OF FAITH OF THE SUN  RAIL PROJECT, SINCE I GOTTEN  INVOLVED, WITH CONGRESS  AND MICAH IN 1995. 95 IS WHEN I  CAME ON THE COUNCIL AND WHEN HE  GRABBED ME AND STARTED TO REALIZE,  I HAD A LOT OF FUN ON THE  RAIL. I WOULD GET ON THE METRO RAIL  AT THE AIRPORT, TAKE IT ALL THE  WAY TO THE HOTEL,  THE WASHINGTON HILTON. GO AND WALK  A QUARTER OF A MILE. I REMEMBER  ONE OF THE FORMER MANAGER AND I  WENT UP THERE IN WASHINGTON. HE  WANTED TO  USE THE TAXICABS. AND I SAID, LET'S  GET ON METRO ROAD. NO, YOU HAVE  TO WALK SO FAR. YOU HAVE DON'T --  DON'T HAVE TO WALK SO FAR. WE'RE  IN ST. LOUIS. THAT'S WHERE I  PICKED UP A  HUGE COPPER POT, REMEMBER PAD, IN  ST. LOUIS.  

REMEMBER BRINGING IT HOME AT  THE AIRPLANE.  

I FOUND OUT IT WAS THE  POT THAT --  NOT MEDICARE MARIJUANA FOLKS, THAT  ARE LISTENING. THIS HUGE COPPER  POT I BROUGHT BACK FROM  THE  AIRPORT, USED  BY LEO DEROLLA'S WIFE.  

I HAVE THE HAT.  

YOU ARE A HAT LADY. ANYWAY --  

IT WAS REALLY --  

IT WAS EARLY IN THE MORNING.  

YOU WERE NOT EVEN BORN, JOSH.  YOU WERE JUST AN IDEA.  

YOU WERE STILL FALLING OFF YOUR  SURFBOARD LEARNING HOW  TO USE IT.  

WE'RE JUST OLD. IT WAS INTERESTING,  IN ST. LOUIS, TO GET TO  THE PEOPLE DOWNTOWN, IN ST.  LOUIS, TO GET THEM DOWNTOWN, THE  LOCAL MERCHANTS ACTUALLY  TAXED THEMSELVES TO PAY FOR PEOPLE  TO COME DOWNTOWN. THEY WERE  COMING IN AFTER 10:00, BETWEEN  10:00 AND  3:00. YOU COULD RIDE THEM FOR FREE  FROM 10:00 TO 3:00. THE PLACE WAS  FLOCKED. IT WAS VERY  FASCINATING. NEXT THING, I'M STETSON,  RESOLUTION TODAY. I DIDN'T PULL  IT AND I WANTED TO GO. I THINK  IT WILL BE A GREAT DEAL FOR STETSON.  THE NEIGHBORS ARE A LITTLE CONCERNED  RIGHT NOW, CONSIDERING WHAT THAT  PROPERTY COULD  BE USED FOR, STETSON STUDENTS AND  ALL THESE NORTHERN STUDENTS  COMING DOWN, TO GO ROWING AN WHEN  I WAS OUT AT THE BLUE SPRINGS FOR  A LITTLE THING, COME TWO. BOATS,  ALL THE WAY PAST BLUE  SPRINGS. THEY WERE RIPPING THROUGH  THERE. THOSE KIND OF STUDENTS, KIND  OF STUDENTS I LIKE, VERY STUDIOS  AND THEIR PARENTS  ARE VERY FLUENT, TOO. IT'S  WORKING. THERE WAS SOMETHING, AND  MS. SEAMAN AND I TALKED  ABOUT THIS. IT  HAD TO -- AND SETBACK THAT  MEASURED FROM THE  TRIBAL WAY WAS  SUBSTANDARD. AND THE COMMENT WAS,  MAYBE IT'S A RILE WE SHOULD MAYBE  GET RID OF. I'M WONDERING IF  WE CAN LOOK AT THAT.  

IT'S SOMETHING STAFF HAS BEEN  CONCERNED ABOUT FOR A NUMBER  OF YEARS. IT'S COUNCIL'S PLEASURE  IF THEY CAN TAKE A LOOK AT IT AND  GET IT BACK TO YOU.  

OKAY, I GOT ENOUGH  HEAD NODS THERE. AND LAST BUT NOT  LEAST, I WANT TO THANK  EVERYBODY TODAY. IT'S BEEN A GREAT  DAY. I ENJOYED IT.  

YOU DID GOOD MR. CHAIRMAN.  

ALL RIGHT.  

NO JELLY BEANS.  

NO  JELLY BEANS. NO  HERSHEYS.  

 MR. DEENEN?  

IN THE CASE  OF PAYING MR. CANEEY. WHAT I NEED,  IF YOU REMEMBER BACK, WE NEVER SETTLED  IN THE NUMBER, TO MAKE IT  WORK SMOOTHLY. I MADE THE RECOMMENDATION  AND YOU WOULD AGREE, I WOULD DO  IT UNDER MY AUTHORITY, WHICH  IS $50,000. I PAID MR. CANY  37,000 ON HIS FIRST INVOICE AND  WE HAVE ANOTHER INVOICE FOR  ABOUT 37,000. I  PAID THE $12,970 THAT I'M  AUTHORIZED. I  STILL OWE $11,264.14. MY SUGGESTION  IS SO I COULD CONTINUE TO PAY THE  BILLS, YOU  AUTHORIZED. THE EASIEST LOSE, MY  DIRECTION AGAIN FOR ANOTHER 50,000.  THAT WILL TAKE CARE OF THE BILL  AND THAT WILL GIVE US A LEEWAY  FOR FUTURE BILLS.  

IS THAT A MOTION?  

WE HAVE A MOTION TO  PAY THE BILL. IS THERE A  SECOND.  

SECOND BY MR. DENYS.  

WOULD LIKE TO GIVE HIM PERMISSION  TO PAY THE BILLS.  

TO GIVE HIM PERMISSION TO PAY  THE BILLS.  

THAT GIVES ME ADDITIONAL LEEWAY.  

AND PAY THE BILLS. MR. DANIELS  SECOND IT. IS THAT CREDIT CARD?  MR. DANIELS.  

MR. DANIELS, DID YOU SECOND THAT.  

YES.  

MY DISCUSSION IS THAT, IS THAT,  WILL YOU COME BACK AFTER  YOU SPENT $100.  

I WOULD HAVE TO. YOU'RE ONLY  GIVING ME AUTHORITY FOR ANOTHER  $50,000. AFTER I PAY THIS BILL,  I WILL ONLY HAVE ABOUT  $39,000 LEFT. IF IT EXCEEDS THAT,  I HAVE TO COME BACK FOR ADDITIONAL  APPROPRIATION.  

HAVE YOU HAD  INDICATION FROM MR. CANE, WHETHER  OR NOT WE WILL BE DONE IN 90  DAYS.  

I'VE NEVER ENTERED INTO DISCUSSIONS  LIKE THAT WITH HIM.  

DID WE HAVE THAT IN DISCUSSION  AS A  COUNCIL? 90 DAYS? HELLO? 

WE HAD A DISCUSSION ABOUT  THAT, UNLESS HE HAD TROUBLE WITH  SUBPOENAS, PEOPLE DIDN'T RESPOND  TO SUBPOENAS. THAT'S SOMETHING I  THINK STRUCK  IT OUT. YOU KNOW, I KNOW THAT  MR. DENYS HAS BEEN IN CLOSE CONTACT  WITH MR. CANY ON THIS THAN ANYONE.  IT'S MY IMPRESSION HE DIDN'T INTEND  TO DRAG THIS THING OUT. I DON'T  KNOW REALLY KNOW WHERE HE IS NOW.  I DON'T THINK IT WILL BE MUCH  LONGER.  

THE IMPRESSION I HAVE AND I FEEL  I'M IN POSITION WHERE I DON'T HAVE  A LOT OF AUTHORITY TO QUESTION.  I WOULDN'T QUESTION HIM. HE'S DOING  AN INVESTIGATION. I DID GET  THE IMPRESSION FROM HIM THAT --  AND I COULD ASK HIM, IF YOU WOULD  LIKE TO GIVE US AN UPDATE. I GOT  THE IMPRESSION HE WAS STRUGGLING  WITH THE ISSUE WITH THE SUBPOENAS.  AND BASED ON THE FACT WHETHER HE  WOULD NEED THE  SUBPOENAS TO FINISH HIS INVESTIGATION,  IT WOULD BE A DEFINITE FACTOR ON  HOW LONG IT WILL  TAKE. I DO THINK, TO LOOK  AT THE SUBPOENAS, WITH THE UPDATE.  IF THEY DO NEED THE SUBPOENAS, THIS  IS VOLUNTEERING INFORMATION TO ME.  IF HE DIDN'T NEED THE SUBPOENAS  TO GIVE YOU AT LEAST A DRAFT OF  THE REPORT, THEN THAT WOULD MOVE  THINGS ALONG. WHAT I COULD DO, I'M  GOING TO GET BACK TO HIM WITH THE  APPROVAL TO INSURE HIM THAT I'M  ABLE TO PAY THE BILL. AT THAT POINT,  WHAT I COULD DO, IF YOU LIKE, YOU  COULD ASK HIM, IF HE WOULD LIKE  TO RENDER AN UPDATE. IF THAT'S THE  WILL OF THE  COUNCIL.  

YES.  

WILL DO.  

OKAY.  

AND NOW  FEEL -- --  

GO AHEAD, JOSH.  

I COULD APPRECIATE AN UPDATE.  A DRAFT REPORT DOESN'T -- A REPORT  IS GOING TO BE A REPORT. I WOULD  ASSUME HE WOULD WAIT TO GIVE  A FINAL REPORT.  

I'M ONLY REPORTING WHAT HE VOLUNTEERED.  

I APPRECIATE THAT. I DON'T WANT  TO GET A HALF REPORT WHERE THERE'S  NOT TOO TWO SIDES. ALL  OF A SUDDEN, HE GETS A SUBPOENA  AND DOES A DEPOSITION. NO, THIS  MAKES MORE  SENSE.  

AGREE, WITH WHERE HE IS.  

I AGREE WITH THAT.  

TELL YOU WHAT I WOULD DO. I SUGGEST  THAT HE LISTEN TO THIS PART OF THE  MEETING, LET HIM  FIGURE IT OUT.  

JUST TO REPORT WHERE HE'S AT,  NOT NECESSARILY A REPORT.  

DOUG AND I, THE WORLD HAS ALIGNED.  DOUG AND I AGREE.  

IF I DO THIS WAY, THERE WILL  BE NO MISUNDERSTANDING ON WHAT WAS  SAID.  

SO IT'S APPROVED $50,000?  

I THINK  THERE'S A MOTION, FOR -- I'M PROBABLY  GOING TO HAVE TO VOTE  AGAINST IT. I KNOW WHAT THE MONEY  IS BEING USED FOR, THE NEXT  STEP. A COMPLAINT FILED AGAINST  ONE OF MY LAW PARTNERS. THAT'S  PROBABLY A WEIRD SITUATION FOR ME.  I WON'T BE VOTING YES.  .  

WE HAVE A MOTION TO --  

WE HAVE A MOTION BY MS. NORTHEY  AND A SECOND BY MR. DANIELS.  

TO APPROVE THE  COUNTY MANAGER TO  APPROVING ADDITIONAL $5,000. SAY  AYE.  

AYE OPPOSE?  

WE HAVE  5-1. MR. WAGNER OPPOSED.  

I'M MARY ANNE. I ASKED HER TO  FOLLOW-UP ON  TWO ISSUES COUNCIL NEEDS AND BE  BROUGHT TO YOUR ATTENTION.  

MID-DAY TODAY, I DISTRIBUTED  AN OUTLINE, A DRAFT WE PREPARED  FOR THE WATER WORKSHOP THAT WILL  BE COMING UP ON THE 24th. WE WANT  THE WORK SHIP TO MEET YOUR  -- WORKSHOP TO MEET YOUR EXPECTATIONS.  IF YOU HAVE ANY INITIAL IMPRESSIONS,  PLEASE LET ME KNOW. OTHERWISE I  WOULD ASK IF YOU WOULD TAKE A LOOK  AT IT, AND DECIDE IF IT GOT THE  CONTENT YOU'RE EXPECTING TO SEE  OR YOU'RE WONDERING ABOUT THAT.  PLEASE LET ME KNOW NEXT WEEK AND  PERHAPS WE WILL JUST CONFIRM THAT  IN NEXT WEEK'S STRATEGIC  WORKSHOP.  

I DID. I PASSED IT  OUT AT MID-DAY.  

SO IT'S, AS I SAY, WE  WANT TO MAKE SURE --  

THREW IT IN THE TRASH.  

WE HAVE MORE.  

WE HAVE MORE.  

I RECYCLED IT.  

I WILL E-MAIL THEM TO  YOU ALSO. I'LL E-MAIL THEM. THAT  WAS MAYBE THAT WOULD BE MORE HELPFUL.  THAT WILL FLAG IT FOR YOU. PLEASE,  IF YOU COULD JUST LOOK IT OVER AND  IF YOU HAVE ANY QUESTIONS OR COMMENTS,  WE CAN DISCUSS THEM NEXT WEEK SO  WE CAN BE SURE TO PREPARE  THE WORKSHOP THAT YOUR, YOU WANT  IN TEMS OF  CONTENT AND INFORMATION.  

MARY ANNE, WHILE YOU'RE ON WORKSHOP,  REMIND THE COUNCIL THAT THE APRIL  10th WORKSHOP ON THE STRATEGIC  PLAN, BECAUSE OF TRYING TO FIND  A GOODEN ENVIRONMENT THAT ALLOWS  PUBLIC TO BE THERE WHERE WE CAN  RECORD, WE WILL DO IT AT THE BEACH  SAFETY HEAD YOURERS. IT'S A BETTER  ENVIRONMENT IN TEMS OF HAVING A  COMFORTABLE MEETING WHERE YOU COULD  SIT IN A MANNER WHERE THE  FACILITATOR WOULD LIKE AND THE FACT  THAT WE CAN PARK PEOPLE AND THERE'S  ENOUGH ROOM FOR AN AUDIENCE AND  WE CAN PUT IT ON THE INTERNET AND  MAKE SURE WE ARE RECORDING IT. THAT'S  MY RECOMMENDATION OF THE MOST CON  DUES SIF PLACE WE HAVE THAT FITS  OUR NEEDS.  

OKAY. ALONG THE SAME LINES, AT  THE NEXT COUNCIL MEETING, WE WILL  BE BRINGING FORWARD AN AGENDA  ITEMS  ON THE  NORTH, FOR THE EXTENSION. WE RECEIVED  NOTICES THIS PAST WEEK, THEY HAVE  FOUND FILED A AMENDED APPLICATION  WITH THE PUBLIC SERVICES COMMISSION.  THAT SETS THE CLOCK IN MOTION. WE  WILL BE BRINGING FORWARD THAT APPLICATION  TO YOU FOR COUNCIL ACTION. WE ARE  STILL TRYING TO CLARIFY SOME OF  THE TERMS  OF THAT APPLICATION AND SO I'LL  ASK YOUR PATIENCE. WE  MAY BE SENDING AN  ADDENDUM ITEMS FOLLOWING THAT AS  WE RECEIVE CLARIFICATION. IT'S AN  ITEM THAT HAS A CLOCK BEHIND IT.  SO WE NEED TO BRING IT FORWARD.  

TELL THEM TO DROP THE DATE  SO THEY KNOW?  

IT WILL BE 30  DAYS. NOTICE WAS MARCH 26th AND  IT HAS A 30 DAY CLOCK BEHIND THAT,  IN TERMS OF  FILING AN OBJECTION. IF  THAT'S THE ACTION, COUNCIL NEEDS  TO EXERCISE. THERE'S ONLY  COUNCIL MEETING, FORMAL COUNCIL  MEETING. YES, SIR.  

IF THEY DON'T FILE THE OBJECTIONS?  

IF THEY DON'T FILE, IT'S HEARD  WITH  THE PUBLIC SERVICE, WITHOUT COMMENT.  

HAS THE PLAN CHANGED AT  ALL? WEREN'T THEY JUST MOVING STUFF  FROM ONE PLACE TO  ANOTHER?  

THEY REVISED THE  BOUNDARY. WE'RE TRYING TO UNDERSTAND  WHAT THAT BOUNDARY CHANGE IS. WE  UNDERSTAND THE SOUTHERN BOUNDARY.  WE'RE NOT QUITE CLEAR ON WHAT THE  OTHER BOUNDARIES ARE OR WHAT'S  INVOLVED.  

THE CITY BEACH HAVE A  ROLE.  

ORMAN BEACH HAS APPARENTLY TAKEN  THE POSITION THAT THEY DO  NOT OBJECT. ORMAN,  I THINK REALIZED THAT THEY HAVE  A FULL PLATE WITH JUST THE PROPERTY  TO THE SOUTH OF  THIS BOUNDARY AND SO THEY ARE NOT  GOING TO TAKE A POSITION THAT WE  ARE AWARE OF  TO THE  NORTH. AND THEN FINALLY, WE HAVE  -- I'M SORRY.  

COULD I TALK? THE  -- I'VE HAD QUESTIONS OF THIS AS  WELL. MY ONLY CONCERN IS I WANT  TO MAKE SURE THE CITIZENS UNDERSTAND  WHAT IS HAPPENING IN THAT AREA,  JUST SO WE DON'T GET AN AFTER THE  FACT PHONE CALL, E-MAILS,  PEOPLE FREAKING OUT. IS THERE AN  OUTREACH OR SOMETHING WE CAN DO  SO  PEOPLE JUST DOESN'T UNDERSTAND THAT  THIS IS NOT US. AND I THINK IT  HAS TO BE AN EDUCATION ASPECT SO  THEY ARE NOT SURPRISED. I KNOW THE  ONE IS TAKING PLACE, AND I DON'T  THINK THE NEIGHBORS GET NOTICE.  

UNDER THE RIRLS OF THE PUBLIC  -- RIRLS OF THE PUBLIC SERVICE COMMISSION,  THEY ARE REQUIRED TO NOTIFY THE  PROPERTY OWNERS WHO ARE  POTENTIALLY NEW CUSTOMERS, THOSE  WHO ARE WITHIN THE BOUNDARY OF THE  AREA THAT THEY ARE SEEKING TO  ASSUME. THERE IS NO REQUIREMENT  TO ADVISE THE EXISTING CUSTOMER  BASE. SO WE HAVE REQUESTED A CLARIFICATION  AS TO WHETHER OR NOT THOSE PROPERTY  OWNERS HAVE BEEN INCLUDED IN THE  NOTICE PROCESS. WE HAVE  ALSO ASKED WHETHER THEY HAVE  OFFERED A COMMUNITY OUTREACH MEETING  OR OPPORTUNITY TO EXPLAIN THEIR  PLAN IN THAT AREA TO BOTH CUSTOMER  GROUPS.  

DO WE HAVE A FACILITY IN THE  AREA, COUNTY FACILITY THAT COULD  HOLD THE AMOUNT OF  PEOPLE? COULD WE ASK ORMAN?  

WE MAY HAVE TO LOOK AT ONE  OF THE CHURCHES.  

MR. WAGNER, WE CAN FIND A PLACE.  I THINK IN THIS CASE, MARE  ANNE ASKED THEM, BECAUSE I'M THINKING  THEY WILL DO THIS. WE WILL  GET AN IDEA, ON THEIR PLAN WHO THEY  WILL INVITE OUTSIDE, PEOPLE WHO  ARE CURRENT CUSTOMERS. BECAUSE THE  FACILITY IS LOCATED IN THE MIDDLE  OF THE NEIGHBORHOOD, THERE ARE PEOPLE  WHO LIVE SPECIFICALLY AROUND THE  FACILITY. I'M ASSUMING I CAN'T IMAGINE  THEY WILL NOT HOLD THAT KIND OF  MEETING. WHAT WE WILL DO WE WILL  FOLLOW-UP WITH THEM, SEE IF WE CAN  UNDERSTAND WHAT IT IS  AND GET  BACK WITH YOU. AND WE'LL LOOK FOR  A FACILITY, IF WE HAVE TO, TO SEE  IF WE CAN ACCOMMODATE IT.  

THIS IS THE LAST THING I WANT,  A GROUP OF HOMEOWNERS,  I DON'T UNDERSTAND WHAT IS GOING  ON. AND I THINK EDUCATION IS  KEY ON EVERYONE. THANK YOU.  

THE LAST ITEM, THAT WE  -- I'M SORRY. WE HAVE AN ANNEXATION  -- I KNOW, THIS WILL BE THE LAST  OF IT. AND THERE'S AN ANNEXATION  ISSUE THAT  HAS BUBBLED. IT INVOLVES -- COULD  WE PUT THE MAP UP, PLEASE.  

YES.  

WELL, THIS IS AN  ANNEXATION. IT'S A VOLUNTARY ANNEXATION  REQUEST FROM A DEVELOPER WHO IS  SEEKING TO DEVELOP A  STREET SOUTH OF EDGEWATER, NORTH  OF OAK  HILL. AND WE HAVE IN FEBRUARY, WE  FILED AN OBJECTION WITH THE  CITY NOTING THAT THE PROPERTY IN  QUESTION IS  NOT CONTINUOUS OR CONTACT IN  TERMS OF ANNEXATION  REQUIREMENTS. THEY HAVE -- CITY  HAS APPARENTLY INDICATED, IT'S  INTENT TO PROCEED. AND WE'RE  ASKING COUNCIL AUTHORIZATION TO  FILE AN OBJECTION WITH THE CITY  ON BEHALF OF THE COUNCIL SO WE CAN  PERHAPS BRING THIS INTO  THE INTERLOCAL SERVICE AREA BOUNDARY  PROCESS TO TRY TO  NEGOTIATE TERMS UNDER WHICH THE  DEVELOPERS INTERESTS MAY BE MET  ALONG WITH THE TWO CITIES WHO  MAY BE INVOLVED AND  AFFECTED BY  THE ACTION. WITH YOUR CONSENT WE  WOULD DO SO.  

EDGEWATER OAK HILL?  

SOUTH OF IT IS OAK HILL. THE  ANNEXATION REQUEST IS TO THE CITY  OF EDGEWATER. THE DEVELOPER HAS  DEVELOPED IN EDGEWATER IN THE PAST  AND IS APPARENTLY WANTS TO HAVE  THE SAME EXPERIENCE AND SO IT  IS A VOLUNTARY ACTION, BUT IT, AS  I SAY, IT'S  NOT CONTINUOUS. IT CREATES A SERIOUS  ENCLAVE IN BETWEEN THE CITIES. IT  WOULD EFFECTIVELY ESTABLISH A BOUNDARY  BETWEEN  THE TWO CITIES UNDER THE  ASSUMPTION THAT ALL THE AREA WOULD  INCORPORATE INTO A MUNICIPALITY.  THEY ARE, AT THIS POINT, NOT IN  AGREEMENT AS TO THIS ACTION.  

THE PROPERTY IS NORTH OF THAT,  MARY ANNE.  

UNINCORPORATED.  

UNINCORPORATED.  

SO YOU WOULD HAVE ALL THE PROPERTY  OUT THERE?  

THERE'S NOTHING CONTINUESIOUS  AT ALL, THE ISSUE.  

THAT'S THE PROBLEM.  

IT IS.  

IT CREATES -- CLASSIC  ENCLAVE, THERE'S QUESTION, AS TO  SERVICE  PROVISION AN JURISDICTION. IT'S.  

WHAT ARE YOU ASKING THIS COUNCIL.  

THE STREET THAT WE'VE HIGHLIGHTED  IN YELLOW IS WHAT IS INVOLVED. IT'S  THE LOTS BEING DEVELOPED.  

CLARIFY WHAT YOU WANT.  

WE'RE ASKING FOR COUNCIL AUTHORIZATION.  WE WOULD LIKE TO SEND A  LETTER ON BEHALF  OF  THE COUNCIL OBJECTION. IF THEY PROCEED  WITH IT, THE COUNCIL WILL  PROCEED THROUGH LITIGATION.  

I'LL MAKE THAT MOTION.  

WE HAVE A MOTION BY  COUP SILL MEMBER NORTH -- COUNCIL  MEMBER NORTHEY TO SEND A LETTER  TO THEM.  

TO THE CITY OF EDGEWATER OBJECTING  TO THE ANNEXATION. IS  THERE A SECOND? I NEED  A  SECOND?  

 EDGEEDGEWATER.  

ANNEXATION REQUEST IS TO THE  CITY OF EDGEWATER.  

WHAT'S THE EDGEWATER'S  POSITION?  

EDGEWATER'S POSITION IS THEY  ARE PREPARED TO ANNEX.  

MARY ANNE, JUST POINT OF CLARIFICATION.  WE HAVE A JOINT PLANNING AGREEMENT,  WHERE WE JUST AN EXED PROPERTIES  THAT ARE NOT  CONTIGUOUS.  

UNDER ISBA, WE CAN DO THAT. IF  THIS IS VOLUNTARY, WHY WOULD WE  STEP IN AND STOP IT?  

BECAUSE WE DO NOT  HAVE THE AGREEMENT UNDER WHICH  THOSE ANNEXATIONS ARE ALLOWED.  

SO ARE YOU  ASKING SHOULD THE MOTION BE INSTEAD  TO WORK WITH THE JOINT PLANNING  AGREEMENT?  

WE WOULD BE OBJECTING TO  THE ANNEXATION AN REQUESTING THAT  THEY ENTER INTO  THE ENTER -- LOCAL CENTRAL BOUNDARIES  ACT IN ORDER TO  RESOLVE THE ISSUES.  

WE'RE NOT SAYING IT CAN'T BE  ANNEXED.  

WE'RE SAYING THERE'S A PROCESS  IT SHOULD OCCUR.  

IT CANNOT BE SIMPLY AN ANNEXATION.  

THAT'S THE MESSAGE THAT HAS TO  BE OUT THERE. IT'S THE PROCESS.  THAT'S WHAT I WAS TRYING TO GET  THAT.  

I'LL PUT THAT IN THE MOTION,  BECAUSE THE OTHER ONE FAILED, DIDN'T  IT?  

YES, IT DID.  

IS THIS TIME SENSITIVE? I MISSED  IT IF IT WAS.  

THE CITY HAS  INDICATED, IT WILL PROCEED TO THE  ANNEXATION REQUEST AT THE END OF  APRIL. SO HERE WE ARE.  

IF THEY DIDN'T HAVE THE AUTHORITY,  WOULD IT BE EFFECTIVE?  

WE OANLT HAVE THE -- ONLY HAVE  THE AUTHORITY TO CHALLENGE IT IN  COURT. THIS IS SIMILAR WITH WHAT  HAPPENED WITH LEFF LETTER, WITH  DAYTONA MANY, MANY YEARS AGO, THEY  TRIED TO ANNEX A FINGER-LIKE  PIECE OF PROPERTY AND TRY TO REACH  OUT WAY BEYOND THE CITY  LIMITS. THE ONLY CONTIGUITY WHATSOEVER  IS U.S. 1. THERE'S NOTHING OF AN  ACTUAL CITY NEAR THE PIECE OF PROPERTY.  IT'S NOT ANY DIFFERENT THAN WE'VE  TREATED ANY OTHER CITY, THAT TRIED  TO  REACH WAY BEYOND THERE,  THEIR COMPACT BOUNDARIES. IT VIOLATES  THE DEFINITION OF ANNEXATION IN  THE STATE STATUTE. WE DID SEND  THEM A LETTER FROM STAFF TO ADVISE  THEM IT IS OUR OPINION THAT IT DIDN'T  MEET THE STATE STATUTE. THEY HAVE  CHOSEN TO GO AHEAD AHEAD AND HOLD  THE SECOND PUBLIC HEARING. THE INFORMATION  ATTACHED TO  THAT AGENDA DOESN'T INCLUDE THE  STAFF'S PREVIOUS COMMENTS.  

IN SPECIFIC ANSWER TO  YOUR QUESTION,  MR. DANIELS. AS A REMINDER, THE  LEGISLATURE, SOME YEARS AGO CHANGED  THE CHALLENGE ANNEXATION TO  A DECLARE TORRY ACTION TO SEARCH.  YOU WOULD HAVE TO -- AFTER THE ORDINANCE  WAS ADOPTED, YOU WOULD HAVE 30 DAYS  TO FILE A CHALLENGE OTHERWISE, IT  WOULD BE BEYOND CHALLENGE.  

 OKAY.  

SO? TIME SENSITIVE?  

YES, IT IS. IF YOU ARE  GOING TO  OBJECT, UNLESS THE CITY YOU NEED  TO PARTICIPATE TO BUILD THE RECORD  AND TO LODGE  YOUR REQUEST. I THINK YOU SHOULD  OBJECT AND THE REQUEST THEY  DEFER ACTION, WHILING THEY ENTER  -- WHILE THEY ENTER INTO SUCH AN  AGREEMENT. IF THE CITY  ADOPTS THE ORDINANCE, THEN YOU'RE  FACED WITH THE DILEMMA WHETHER OR  NOT YOU WANT TO  FILE A PETITION  TO SERT. OTHERWISE, YOU HAVE CREATED  THIS PATTERN WHERE THE BOUNDARY  OF THE CITY ON THE WEST, AS U.S.  1, AND THEN ON THE SOUTH  IS THIS AND EVERYWHERE  ELSE IN  THE BETWEEN IS UNINCORPORATED  AREA. MAYBE THAT'S WHERE  THE CITY'S EDGEWATER OUGHT TO BE  AT  THAT POINT. THE PROVISION,  WILL BE TROUBLESOME. I THINK  THE STAFF, SHOULD LODGE AN OBJECTION,  DISCUSS IT IN A LOCAL  AGREEMENT AND NOT GO INTO THE --  NOT ADOPT THE ANNEXATION AT THIS  POINT.  

WILL AN INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT  WILL BE THE REMEDY  TO THE DECISION?  

PERHAPS IF YOU'RE SATISFIED  WITH  IT. YES, MA'AM. THE ANTI-LOCAL SERVICE  BOUNDARY AGREEMENT THAT YOU  HAVE ALLOWS  ANNEXATION THAT IS  NOT CONTIGUOUS BECAUSE YOU HAVE  ADDRESSED ISSUES  OF SERVICE PROVISION. SOME  YEARS AGO,  EDGEWATER ANNEXED U.S. 1. SOME COUNCIL  ELECTED NOT TO CHALLENGE IT. AS  IT COMES TO  THE SOUTHERN BOUNDARY, IT HAS THE  ISSUE OF COMPACTNESS. WE DON'T  HAVE ALL OF IT BUT YOU MAY  ARGUE, IT'S CREATING AN ENCLAVE  AND YOU HAVE TO GO TO THE CITY OF  WATER, TO GET TO THE U.S. ONE  AND  THE WATER. SO I THINK THE KIND OF  SITUATION, IF YOU WANT TO  ADDRESS THIS  ISSUE, YOU'RE PROCEDURALLY, NEED  TO FILE AN OBJECTION. AND  HAVE TO DECIDE, DEPENDING ON THE  CITY'S REACTION, NEED TO FILE  A PETITION FOR  CERT, AFTER THE CITY ACTS.  

I WILL ADD WHEN THE STAFF COMMUNICATED  WITH THE CITY IN FEBRUARY, IT WAS  SUGGESTED THAT THE ISBA BE  PURSUED AS A WAY TO ADDRESSING THE  ISSUE.  

I THINK THAT SHOULD  BE THE PURSUIT. .  

YOU COULD SAY THAT, BUT  THE QUESTION, STILL, IS THAT --  

 ON THE ANNEXATION?  

YOU HAVE TO -- YOU'RE SAYING  YOU HAVE TO  ADDRESS THIS ISSUE AND THEN ADDRESS  A PLAN AND AGREEMENT ISSUE AS WELL.  THIS IS A PRIORITY BECAUSE  OF TIMING?  

YES, MA'AM.  

IT PRESERVES OUR RIGHT TO DO  --  

YOU HAVE TO MAKE A DECISION,  OR YOU'LL BE  MAKING A DECISION.  

DO WE WANT TO TRY AGAIN  ON THE MOTION.  

SAY THE MOTION, AND I WILL MOVE  THAT. THE ONE YOU SAID  A MINUTE AGO.  

THE MOTION IS TO FILE AN OBJECTION  ON BEHALF OF THE COUNCIL, DUE TO  THE EDGEWATER DUE TO  ANNEXATION, AND SUGGEST TO THE CITY  THAT AN I SA BE  PURSUED BY THE LOCAL JURISDICTION  TO RESOLVE THE ISSUE.  

SO MOVED.  

PROCESSED.  

AND  MOTION.  

SECONDED  BY MR. DAN YELINGS. ANY FURTHER  DISCUSSION. DEBATE.  

IT COULD ALWAYS BE. JUST  BECAUSE  IT SOUNDINGS. NEGATIVE. IT DOESN'T  HAVE TO BE. SIMPLY A LETTER  COULD GO WITH  IT. STAFF COULD GO WITH IT.  

WE HAVE THE -- PROCESS OF REMEDY.  

I DON'T THINK IT HAS TO BE A  NEGATIVE-TYPE SITUATION.  

IS THERE ANY OBJECTION TO  THE MOTION? WITHOUT OBJECTION, THE  MOTION PASSES. THANK  YOU.

MS. ECKERT, DO YOU HAVE ANYTHING?  

NO, SIR.  

OKAY, WELL, FOLKS, IT SOUNDS  LIKE WE ARE DONE. HUMOR  ME FOR A SECOND BUT  REPRESENTATIVE CUSACK MOVES  WE RICE -- RISE  AND WITH THAT OBJECTION SHOWS WE'RE  DONE. .
