Okay, ladies and gentlemen, we  are having some technical difficulties,  so we will reconvene  at 9:00 and hopefully we  can get everything --  

We are going to use the web audio,  and hopefully we can convert it  out there, so we are going  to start.  

We are going to start quite okay,  I need one  minute.  

We are going to continue on with  our  citizen participation segment. Hopefully  we will get the gremlins  out of the  machines. We  are hoping.  

One of the rules we do have here  at the County Council is, when you  are speaking please be courteous  of  other people's opinions, any attacks  that are made upon a staff member  or citizen of this country  will  not  be tolerated. The first person up  this morning is the  Honorable Michael McDermott. Her  honor?  Good morning.  

And this goes for everybody.  When you come up to the podium please  state your name, address,  and then you'll be given  during three minutes. Please speak  slowly as possible to get the point  across. We do have someone  off-site typing their fingers to  the bone trying to put this out  here for  the hearing impaired.  

Name and address are quick.  

Yes, can everyone hear me  quirks by name is Michael McDermott  and my wife and  I live at 3726 autumn Leaves Drive  near Port Orange. I retired at the  end of 2000 after serving 24  years as a judge in Boucher County.  You may recall that I was part  of the canvassing board  in November of -- made necessary  a recount of all votes cast for  president in the United States in  Boucher County. Thanks to a great  deal of hard  work of many dedicated people including  this worthy, who was a member of  the canvassing board with  me, we successfully completed our  recount in the time  permitted by Florida law. Some of  you may recall that in August of  1986, I made the first of what would  become many appearances before this  council, as it was then constituted,  to argue against a  plan to or build a new courthouse  next to the  buildings between  the land and Daytona Beach. Many  people addicted to pills in a courthouse  in such a remote location so far  from major population zones. After  more than two years of public discussions  and meetings of  the Council, good sense finally  prevailed in the justice center  was built in Daytona Beach race  stands today. I'm here to argue  against postal description less  of a journal which seeks to  demolish the courthouse annex and  replace it with a new courthouse  next to the Chip Justice Center  in Daytona Beach or next to the  jail buildings  out in the country half way between  the land and Daytona Beach. This  proposal is as unnecessary as it  is unwise. It just happens that  during the last five and a half  years I served as a judge I was  stationed in the courthouse annex  on city  Island. I quickly found it very  well as a courthouse for proceedings  that do not include regularly doing  with it to tenants have accused  of serious crimes. But  Justice Center was built with features  such as a sally port for secure  voting in the moving of  prisoner transport vehicles as loss  of recorders to keep prisoners safely  away from the general public. In  short, there is nothing wrong with  a courthouse annex on city Island.  It has proven to be a very sturdy  building which has withstood several  hurricanes and with routine maintenance  should be good for another  25 years. Demolishing the courthouse  annex and original library on city  Island would benefit only developers  and would betray  the  trust the people in Volusia County  are placed in the government. Public  places like city Island should be  preserved, not sold off to the highest  bidder. This council must not pretend  to pick something that is not  even broken.  

Next up is Mr. Stanley is  Mr.  Stanley Escudero.  

Good morning Ambassador, name  and address, you have three minutes.  

Thank you Mr. Chairman and distinguished  members  of the Council. I'm Stanley  Escudero reasserting Dominic presenting  at  3034 South Peninsula Drive  and Daytona Beach shore. I'm here  as chairman of the taxpayer action  group board tag. We aren't a fiscally  conservative nonpartisan group which  existed when the people of the decisions  and processes of government  in Falluja County and to help governments  become more efficient and more responsive  to the people, and today I would  like to  speak  to the formulation of the strategic  fiscal plan for the county. We are  very pleased that the Council yesterday  beginning a process which we hope  will lead to such a plan. Now, what  we see as a three-part package including  the plan itself, a new budget assumptions  which reflect the plan and annual  justification of all County exposures  by zero-based budgeting. Recently  I noted in the news Journal a proposal  by Councilman Wagner for dramatic  changes in the use of the city Island  property in Daytona. Ted believes  this proposal has much to recommend  depending on how the numbers crunch  out, and I'm aware that Mr. Weidner  and other council members have additional  bold ideas in mind. But I jump into  consideration of specific initiatives  at the outset, the Council risks  getting ahead of the planning process.  You need to decide where you want  to go before you consider how you  will get there. The council should  first agree it seems to us on  the vision. They set a broad goal  which will encompass a guide to  strategic plan. Then and only then  should it consider specific initiatives  which would give substance to the  vision and advance the goals. To  ensure that this agreement process  benefits from the largest possible  range of informed opinions, I propose  that the Council create an advisory  board, which would bring to  the table representatives to the  County Chamber of Commerce and other  business representatives. The  academic community,  tourism  agencies, homeowners associations  in the agricultural community and  others. Tag wants a seat at the  table. Once the agreement has been  reached and brothers and uncles  once a series of strategic initiatives  and experienced private consulting  firms will be chosen to put this  framework into the form of a strategic  plan. At that point the  council could engage approvable  polling firm based on the plan and  questions which would be approved  by the council before pulling to  discover the people's reaction to  the essence of the plan. In this  way a strategic plan could be produced  with majority approval of the major  elements of the economic structure.  And it would have been better,  committed to some degree by the  people. Once approved by the Council  of final plan will provide  the needed roadmap to the County  manager and staff for credit preparation  of future budgets. I hope you take  this into consideration. Thank  you very much.  

Thank you. Do we have a  copy of the?  

I will send one out and  get  a tour stop.  

Okay. I hope I'm  pronouncing this rate, Mr. Don  Blumberg? Good  morning.  

Good morning.  

Your name  and address her.  

My name is Don Blumberg  and  other that this is the  North Springs. We are here this  morning to tell you and invite you  all  to come to our  community  Association Festival and October  20 sixth  we  will advertise the Ponce de  Leon  look-alike contest, and that's all  tied in with the the  the 500. Your name  and address quick.  

Brian Polk, I'm here representing  the Volusia  County historic visit to the preservation  Board. This is an unusual place  to stand. I'm usually sitting in  your chair during these meetings.  All I wanted to do today was present  a letter from the  board that we wanted to present  to the Council in support of  preserving Elliott presentation.  I will give that to Marcy and she  can present that to the board. It  is a site that's eligible as a national  historic landmark and it has  a lot of significance and especially  as far as the bridge  plantation and significant because  of African-American history.  

Is that it collects.  

That is it.  

That's very cool.  

We like  it.  

Thank you. Okay. This is the  last public participation that  we have. Anyone else clicks going  once. Going twice. Gone.  At this  very  brief moment, public participation  is hereby concluded.  

Now we will just continue on  with our normal meeting.

This morning we  were going to  have father maker Dell MacMichael  tears from the Holly Doc  Orthodox Church present our invocation  this morning but unfortunately there  has been a situation that has arisen  that has prevented him from  being here.  So-- I have  another name. Pastor Vince  Kuna clucks.  

Last minute, he was willing to  come last minute.  

You  are the man. He's the senior  pastor at my  refuge Christian Center.  

Good morning.  

Welcome, it's good to see some  of you, I haven't been here  in a while. I know pastoring  and stuff, I know where you said  that even  tougher these days.  

Father, we come to you this  morning recognizing that with all  of our abilities and talents  and even good fortune, that without  your divine guidance we  can do this. We've come to a day  in our society where we finally  have realized that without your  divine providence we are in  trouble. Even in our land today  we realize that there are things  we need to didn't negotiate with  and work with and it always comes  down to the people working together.  I think he that in this chamber  there are people we have known for  a long time and people that we don't  know. But there would be  a  unity in this chamber today, that  they would be able to resolve any  conflicts and differences, and come  to unify decisions that would prevent  the health and well-being and unity  of our families. I pray for the  health and well-being of every member,  Council member, that presides there  today and they would be able to  take their position well and function  properly according to postings that  they have been asked to do. So we  asked us all in  Jesus name, amen.  

I pledge allegiance to the flag  of the United States of America.  And to the Republic for which it  stands, one nation, under God,  indivisible with liberty and  justice for all.  

Thank you very much,  please be  seated.  

Okay. First  order of  business, what that's  poker content items.  Ms.Denys clucks.

Mr. Chairman, to understand item  28 has been removed to.

I think  they are capable of doing the work  and have done a great job and I  like to continue with them. I think  knowing their local knowledge, this  is not a contract that should be  shipped out of town and it doesn't  make sense considering the amount  of advertising birds I have locally.  If the council does not see fit  then I will be back another  day.  

Mr. Eckerd clucks.  

Well in this case, the agenda  that was prepared at  a recommendation for two firms that  was removed  from the agenda, and so the other  firm would've had no reason and  both  firms were notified. Not speaking  to the motion that Mr. Wagner has  made that it  would be appropriate if Mr. Weidner  wants to have Sigurd and make the  award as he has described that  you place it on your next  agenda rather  than go on after having told someone  that there was no reason  to  be here.

If Mr. Wagner is still comfortable  with it, I'm ready to vote today  also.

All those in favor,  call the question. All those opposed  clicks so the question is, a move  for approval and  item number 28.

Recover month, or the Association  of Private investigators day, Daytona  Beach Toastmasters club Day and  the Daytona blues Festival. May  I have a motion in?

Move for approval.  

This movie is  the second. The new discussion,  all those in favor signify  by saying, I.  

All those opposed  clicks  on it. Rick  call. Rob Earnhardt. This is the  second hearing to consider that  a nation of Florida Brownfield areas  in daily  on springs.  

Rick Karl, director of aviation  and economic resources. And Arlington  as the program manager on  this matter. It made it easier  to opt in, to  opt out you have to educate yourself  about what's going on. 6345 Osprey point Trail, de  Leon Springs. The secretary of the  de Leon Springs  community Association. Thank you  for addressing the issue. Working  on this for three years, we started  in 2010. This is our sixth public  meeting and it's been advertised  by e-mail and mail, and we started  out in 2011 by having a public  meeting at the Methodist Church.  60 people came to that. The second  one was at the Methodist Church  and we had 30. The third  one was at the border  house in de Leon Springs and we  had about 30 and then we have public  participation on  August  20 ninth. They came before you want  to go into here we are again today.  We've done our due diligence as  far as letting the public know what  we have tried to do and we have  done our due diligence as far as  making the information  available, and we feel like we have  worked really  hard  on this. We especially thank the  staff for everything they have done  to bring this to  the conclusion today, and, we want  to make a distinction for us.  We have called it lead, which stands  for local economic against the district.  If you are all calling at LEED,  that's fine  I think and it could be  the local economic enhancement district,  so either way it means advancement  for us and good positive things.  Also one other thing I want to say,  if you like Arlington is the Arlen  Specter has son of  a job leading  the property owners know,  she came to de Leon Springs and  posted notices all over town in  several places. She's done it twice  and sent out letters making it very  easy for people to opt out if they  want to. We think are the going  above and beyond to let people know  what's going on and post information.  Thank you so much for  taking this into  consideration.

My name is Elizabeth Alicea went  in and out of it and out of it but  I've were the south 40 South Andalusian  Avenue in de Leon Springs. I am  a member of the two Leon  Springs community Association. I  tend  to agree  with him, and to slow the process  down  a little bit, because I  think that only the proper owners  have been notified of the Brownfield  designation, but not  the  other community -- not the other  landowners that may not be directly  affected by it. But  because  this is a perceived contamination,  everyone will be affected by it.  I know that I did not go to the  August 20 ninth meeting because  it was announced in a very short  time ago, and I already had a vacation  planned, so I could not go to that  meeting. I wish I  could have. Now I am not  a property owner on Highway 17 and  I'm  not directly affected by the fact  that I am affected by what's  going on because it is the  perception of contamination. I want  to  make it clear, they are having the  contamination that everyone is  talking about is going to be cleaned  up by the state, by  the Florida DEP and by  Universal  Studios company and George Asberry  has already embarked 7.5-$10 million  to clean the spot up, and the area  that  is being discussed is the northwest  end of  the map. Just south  of McGinnis elementary. So it is  going to be cleaned up and it will  start  in January. Two lanes  will be closed, two lanes  will remain open of Highway 17,  but we have done it  before. We have our roads cleaned  and spruced up and we have had to  adjust our travel  and  traffic pattern. Item number five, resolution.  The refinancing of the parking facility  revenue bonds with  capitol improvement --  there you are.  They meant  positioned?  

Good morning, Mr. Chair. Vendors  of the County Council. My name is  Rhonda or an undetected detractor  of financial and administrative  services. The item before you today  is the final step in  the raising of  the sending of bonds.  At your meeting at October 20 second  two approved issuing an RFP requesting  proposals for rates and terms  for two  financial scenarios.  

The second rate was a taxable  financing. You also approved a covenant  to budget and appropriate and  illegally available  not revenue as a security pledge.  It was believed we could get  a more  rate the revenue  to pay the parking garage was  reasonable. On September 13 the  county received proposals  from six leading institutions. We  were pleased by the response is  a great per capita. The TD Bank's  proposal of the most favorable terms  for that and they recommended acceptance  of their approval. That included  proposals were walking the interest  rate via the interest rate lock  agreement prior to  closing the  loan. This  rate would generate 1 million  in interest savings under the term  of the note. The  fixed-rate  nontaxable proposal was 3.5% and  it would generate interest savings  of approximately $647,000 over the  term  of the loan. The difference in  savings between the two  scenarios is hundred 53,000 over  the 10 year term  of  the note. They are recommending  approval of  the tax exempt processing. And rates  have gone down  since the  proposal,  and maybe save  around $70,000.  

I have our financial advisory,  Jay Glover,  from TSN. And we are here to answer  any questions  you may have.  

What I would like to add  to this is,  if you remember, we have been able  to do this  year after year,  and we pursue Every Avenue but this  was the old one-week decline where  there was some opportunity. And,  we did something here that we believe  this fiscally correct, but it's  not the norm, and  that is, they basically guarantee  the dead which is why you got  such a good rate, but our general  fund with a  covenant to budget. In this case  we felt there  was little to no risk and that's  not a lot of money to the general  fund, but it really is  a  significant savings and I  looked at him like this fixed option  which is a tax exempt option  and will be able to take  advantage of that. The lower  interest-rate is nothing to stands  out, though that's our recommendation.  I pleased that  we have this  opportunity.  

Okay. That's great, very  good numbers. Ellen put a  motion  to approve.  

There's Denys?  

Great job, I think it's a good  savings and I talked with a manager.  I think it's a great position for  the council to take in these economic  times. I was going to make the motion  second but I would definitely  support my colleague.

Mr. Chair? I want to ask  Mr. Wall and Mr. Moats and our sheik  to come on down together  with the  union. -- this is the second bargaining  unit that has agreed with the  offer that we made. We  are -- I'm very pleased that this  worked out the wage of between two  parties and I think it's a reasonable  increase at  this time  considering the economy. Considering  the high-quality health care we  have and we are trying to protect  it. You know we've offered the same  package to all bargaining units  which was the 3% plus the  change  in healthcare, and today, officially,  were obviously offering it to our  nonunion workforce and today will  make  the official. But I think this bodes  well for us as an organization to  move along  slowly and efficiently. If the fire  department doesn't excellent job  and I think the other challenges  as we all know in terms of budget.  I think they're doing a great job  to make all the  numbers work. Without, George achieved,  however would like to take the podium  --  

Somebody  get up there.  

All  right,  good morning. --  

Justness, Volusia County fair  services. Good morning, chair, and  members of the Council. I  just want to, but our battalion  commanders, the contract to sell  them, is a very good opportunity  for them and  for us. They are our first line  of combat officers and they are  the ones who have established  incident command system and provide  first aid and safety of our engine  crews "-end-quotes citizens. We  are also in the process of getting  ready to have been  in promotional process in  order  to promote battalion  commanders, and so they are expanding  their roles within  the organization.  

Thank you.  

You're welcome.  

I don't see any  comments appear. What more  can you say, really?  

Yes,  that is true. We  are reiterating that we are very  happy and at like to thank Mr. Moats  and Mr. Hargrove and Terry Sanders  in my office for the work they did  in negotiating. I just want to comment  until the battalion commanders did  a nice job and the  negotiations are very professional,  and I'm very excited to have  this contract  in place because we  make things happen and,  to have them push through  this difficult times fixed  me very happy and I'm very proud  to be working. Thank  you.  

Thank you, sir. You  want to say something  clicks come on.  

I just wanted to thank the Council  and the  negotiator team.  

What is your  Main?  

Mic input. Think it was a win  win  for everything. There will be educational  push will benefit everyone believed.  Thank you great match for the 2%,  we could all use it. I have two  girls at the University of  Florida Derby Penny helps.  

He didn't even have his microphone  on and  everybody  heard that.  

Yes, it was a great process and  a  joy to it.  

Any other comments down  here?  

Charles Hargrove. I just would  like to highlight, and through9  the  negotiations, in particular I thin  set the course of good leadership  and his professionalism was  second to none. And you think it  made the whole process go very smoothly  that he was also very active  and responsive on behalf of the  captains and working with  the negotiation teams. Thank you  for your  Corporation  and  the leadership.  

 Okay. Ms. Denys.  

Okay. Now in terms of the smooth  process and a win-win, our  new battalion commanders, that's  what you do genuinely day in and  day out. So it's  a win/win and the smooth process  and it speaks very highly of everyone  involved  in  the process. And it was my  turn at bat and,  without I will make a motion to  approve our collective bargaining  agreement for battalion commanders  for the fiscal year  2013 and 2014.  

Okay, we have a  motion of  Ms. Penney's. Seeing none, although  some favor signify by  saying, I've. Although the opposed  clicks thank you gentlemen, go put  some fires out.  

Go gators, Pat  says.  

Mr. Chair, the county attorney  needs to walk you through some additional  information that relates  to the subject.  

The following remarks pertain  to the  bargaining  unit  employees. The non-  bargaining unit employees,  or budget included Andy, a think  it would be helpful that  you make explicit that which is  implicit that you adopt a  motion approving the 3% raise this  fiscal year which will  be effective September 20 eighth  and that the 3% raise increases  the pay ranges  by that same amount. If  someone would  move approval.  

Okay. We'll meet you  out. Mr.Patterson made to second.  

Any further  discussion?  

No sir.  

So the motion is, there's a resolution  to  approve the 3%.  

The fiscal year is  actually effective September 282,013  and the pay ranges move  by 3%. They move upward  by 3%.  

I was also the  budget passed.  

Though we have a motion  and a second,  and  others? All those  opposed.  

Did you hit  the button click okay. Now I  can go to item  number seven.  

Yes you can.  

Program options for bus benches  and unincorporated  areas. Mr.Dave Byron?  

Mr. Chair,  before Dave starts,  the short-term interim plan which  I believe the council would like  me to enact  -- it's like  a tongue twister. That leads in  to the second Phase which is what  we will do in the  longer term. Dave, if you want to  describe and then I'll add in some  of the marks.  

Mr. Chair and members of the  Volusia County  Council, good morning. As the  County manager outlined  the agenda item -- I'm  Dave Byron, director of  community service again. That one  seeks directions for unincorporated  Volusia County, both on the short-term  and  a long-term basis, and they have  to go  and  make the  pads ADA compatible. They have to  turn to analyze each of those stops  and come up to construction drawings  for the ADA compliant past. Double  take a while to  dig  a  process.  

And, they are putting the  stops and bus benches in a world  system. It's going to take time.  But if you look at the stuff that  we have, you wonder how some of  those could ever be ADA compliant,  because of where they are  at. Anyone that has driven a event  on no bus, you've seen some of those  stops. So we will have our challenges  in doing that. It will take some  time and I worry about how we want  people to come decided  some cases. It's not just the benches  put  the stop itself.  

So lots of discussion about what  we  do an interim. That recommendation  would be that  we provide notice to  leave early to remove their benches  and  get them to period of time  code  to  do that. That  will secure some benches, maybe  not necessarily the benches would  ultimately use but that would provide  amenities for our passengers,  we could provide those at what cost  them the full type of bench with  advertising that we are talking  about long-term. But we could purchase  those benches and then one  would resolve this on a longer-term  basis, we can take those benches  and use them  for other purposes, and we think  a great use for those  benches would be in our county parks  but also particularly our trail  system. There are a lot of areas  are trails that would be great to  have a bench for people to rest,  so it would purchase these benches,  they would have a longer shelf life  beyond what we need for that. So  we would suggest that that would  be a good short-term interim step  until  it was all --  

Well what I think I want to make  clear is, clearly, we don't have  a contract with  Waverly. We need to end the relationship  and make it clean. We will  then have  ownership of those stops, and I  don't want to leave people out there  without an amenity  that they need. We talked benches  that would make sense for our parks  because we would have to buy these  with our money.  This will be regular general fund  money because we have to go through  for the permanent stops. Those permanent  stops could be more expensive because  we could have different types of  furniture, it will last  a lot longer, and when they go through  that process and get the ADA stuff  done, you have to put that out.  Then you can take up the issue I  think about advertising whether  you  have it  or  didn't have it, but we  make sure there's an amenity out  there where it's needed. Don't waste  the money because we use those benches  somewhere else in the  system. Now there is an opportunity,  that if Waverly does not want to  move the benches because they  are past their life or we negotiate  some fee that is incidental, a  small amount of money that would  take care of me become to take some  of them for the  older ventures, it might be good  also to leave something out there  between the two of us. If they can  be used somewhere else to pick up  the benches when they're done and  I will put those in one of  our briefs, because because they  are concrete. I'm always looking  for stuff like that. The fact of  the matter is that we  wouldn't race waste  any.  

Yes, we will put a bench in there  so you can sit when you dive. But  this is a  good interim solution. We don't  wait for us to finish the ADA to  make sure we have benches where  we believe we should have been  today. Because they are already  not ADA compliant. So I think  the county attorney has already  come up with a strategy  to talk about making sure our vision  is out there so we are in the  process of becoming ADA compliant  so we are not going  down that path. But whether we put  our benches out there or keep  Waverly's benches, that won't change  the complex issues today. I hope  that resulted for the council in  terms of what I think it's a great  way to go. I think within 60 days  we will have this all resolved and  he will hear back on the process  with Steve on what we have to do  for  the  permanent  solution.  

Okay. Ms.Cusack and?  

Thank you, Mr. Chair. Help me  to understand this. I was under  the impression that we had already  made  the request in 2009. And  it was the they were requesting  to do and are at sea  for the benches. That process was  stopped, why did it not proceed  at that time cracks in me, I know  we need to do that, but I'm concerned  about what took so long and how  we are going to get it published  in 60 days now.  

Is a good question. What happened  was we were in the process of going  out for a new solicitation for a  bus bench provider.  At about that time the state level  and state DOT started  to analyze the standards for the  bus  pads for ADA  compliant bus pads. We  effectively altered the solicitation  because it didn't make sense of  the time to select a vendor when  we didn't really know what the rules  were going to be regarding the  ADA  compliant  pads. So what voters ran and  it was Granholm and  hired  a consultant to help us determine  whether ADA compliance would be  the new standard. The process got  bogged down that that's the reason,  because effectively the state took  a considerable amount of time to  look at the  80's standards. And it would make  any sense for the kinds  of the bus, especially for  the  Sega decided what goes on to  be. They suspect a are those  that are not  compatible with the standards.  

Do you have all of  those standards in place quick.  

While my comment on 60 days gets  us out of the contract with Waverly.  We still have to do the complete  ABA study and do the engineering  where it's feasible to make this  as compliant. We still have that  work  to do. In other words, to be honest  with you, I think we have some concerns  on our ability to meet those  standards and having to appeal in  those rural  areas. There are places where, I  can give you examples of where you  have bus stops we're not ADA compliant  for them to get the bus stop,  but then again, it's  just  in the street. So my 60 days  is  to end the issue with Waverly  and let the process  go forward.  

My concern was that when we  ended with Waverly I did  want  to create identity or  furniture gets denied that while  we've worked  this out. So that  someone who needs to damage the  furniture there.  

So you would need to be able  to come up with a reasonable accommodation  as indicated by the  Americans  with  disabilities.  

Gas. It depends  if there's any available right away.  

 My concern is, if you are ready  to go and I have the standards in  place that will meet the ADA requirements,  why are we going to go out  and do that? What's the holdup?  Why do we have to get into the business  clicks or are we going to get into  the business and not go out  eventually quick.  

But that's what the managers  saying. It will come back  for future discussion.  

When we  do  the -- you have a design issue on  most of the sites and that's what  I think  will  work out.  

Too select that firm to do that  work will be on  the next agenda. We will analyze  all of the Sox , but the ADA  compliance as well as the construction  documents  to put it in.  

It's  a big endeavor.  

Thank you.  

Mr. Ragnar Crux.  

I disagree  with  this.  

I think it's time, at the contract  has been here for quite a  bit. So I'm totally comfortable  without part of it. But  why would not simply say I will  do all these items and do them one  at a time as I go, I don't understand  why we  would take over  one  new benches. He maintained the benches,  and there's a cost to that. Right  now we have someone that is doing  it and not only do they pay for  all the costs, they pay us money.  So why wouldn't we just roll it?  It's  been a month-to-month project.  

I was giving you an  option, I believe we have council  members that were comparable and  we're continuing this relationship  after  the contract ende. Back but here's  the thing, the  contract has ended and we had that  happen all the time. We are voting  to spend more money out of the general  fund as opposed to giving money  into  the general fund.  

You are right. The only  saving grace I have boys, wine,  we didn't have a situation but we  have benches, but  if the council  is comfortable for continuing the  way we have lost he  goes  through --  

You have to put them on notice  that, this is the change we  are going for.  

That question has been answered,  we voted to go to the RFP. What  we don't understand is why we have  this weird in  the  middle position. And we  will spend staff time  up with a 200 benches. If you accrue  to people than it takes  a  long time.  

When he gets a consultant to  do the study and figure out the  engineering, it  will  take time.  

We come up  with recognition clearly,' a  I'm saying, why would I pay money  to do all of these things, and it's  not going  to be cheap. But  say you put these benches out there  and move them all  to the parks, you take  them out of the park  and reset them. From a straight  business point of view it doesn't  happen.  

Let's put it this way,  it's an option. We can do it whichever  way the council would like  to do it.  

If you are doing a bench, what  does the bench cost Lex.  

We would say,  $400. For $500.  

I would say that would do a bench  or two per day. Though you are  getting some numbers. We  just  went through a short poll  with bull  trend. Under cost, now is there  a legal way to set it up to put  it on notice, to have it to where  we are not having  an  issue text and even  if you go bench to bench the new  RFP person would still be able  to  do it.  

Yes. One way is we bring in revenue  and the other way is to spend a  lot of  money for go transit. The idea is  I still like putting benches on  the trails because I think we did  that. But I think it doesn't make  fiscal sense to piece like this.  And I think that's what we voted  on in 2009. Was to  do that. Other than  the ADA required.  

Mr. Daniels?  

Thank you, Mr. Chairman. You  know, we  have this article about the  prosecutor probe of the Waverly  media bus bench, and what this really  is, this is a County scandal. The  11 people mentioned  in here as getting in kind campaign  can conjure visions of what we  really forever testing, other 13  people mentioned 11 of them were  County Council candidates for former  members of the County  Counsel or current members. I  was mentioned here also and I'm  not very happy up up at all, not  the least little bit.  The article is pretty clear, that  we really intended to get the value  for making these  campaign contributions. This wasn't  -- they didn't intend to get value.  But on the surface a little dated  and looks like they did. Looking  at the corporate records, from what  you can tell from the corporate  records they took over the  bus bench contracted 2009 and the  county was going out for an RFP,  but they dropped it. I was  looking at the State ADA requirements  and they were  required completed in 2008. There's  plenty of studies on the Internet  that talk about what the various  configurations could  be for bus benches, both done  by counties, universities, engineering  firms -- it seems Volusia County  is the only county or entity that  had any real  difficulty without. And, we need  to ask ourselves why.  

Or other issue is bus benches  were put out in the right away,  where there were no  bus stops. Those bus benches were  allowed to  continue. I believe Anna McFaul  is a primary  candidate in this and her husband  runs a funeral home  in the county. If you go home was  put out right in front  of this funeral home. And he couldn't  get  rid of it. And he tried  to get her removed, but  to very little  success. Why was the county soap  to do for bus benches in the right-of-way  or there was no bus stop? Why  was that? We need to have  explanation of that.  The other thing was, under  this particular contract, Waverly  was not really required to  account for the money that the  county was obtaining. We used to  get checks from Waverley with no  particular backup at all, and whatever  they wanted to give us they gave  us and we were  happy with that.  

The supervisor of  elections reported these illegal  campaign contributions  in July of 2012. That was in  advance of the 2000 election. It  would have been plenty of time to  get the word out and then the voters  would have been able to consider  what they thought about that particular  thing, but that was not done. And  then you kind of wonder  why that was? That something big  to investigate and get  an answer to.  

Is McFaul told the county attorney  about that. And as far as I know  the county attorney  did not inform his clients. It  seems to be a serious problem, one  of the bar may take  an interest in. And you know,  why not. Why not tell your clients  when something like this is going  on a single that  implicates  them directly. The county had the  opportunity to get involved in this  but just did not. If the county  doesn't investigate this no one  is going to. The State Attorney's  office is not going to and I think  that's pretty clear. You have been  a shell been the Shell County placed  that evolved investment and the  state attorney has found a crime  there. There is a videotape of a  homicide an the state attorney found  no crime there, and I don't think  you'll find anything with regard  to bus benches either, it would  be even more  difficult than those two and I don't  think anything is going to  go on there.  

You know, we have an interest  in maintaining our own credibility.  We have an interest in ensuring  the people  out there that things are being  run and run properly.  And we have to admit that  contrary to the article, the fact  that  these bus benches were -- the legal  campaign conditions are common knowledge  to anyone in the political arena  at the time. What I suggested this.  Given the situation that we are  in, what we do is  we consider hiring -- we invoke  our powers  on the charter to do an investigation  where we hire a special counsel  to come in and  do that investigation. I would suggest  that if we get someone who has done  this kind of thing before it is  above reproach, they could take  a look and give us  the answers. Maybe there's nothing  wrong and maybe there is, but I  do think given the suspicions that  are out there and the cloud hanging  over the county company  to  find out. I would  suggest if John doesn't want that  there are others out there equally  capable of doing  it. That would be my suggestion,  and what I would like to do,  I would like to move that the County  Counsel conduct an investigation  under its powers of the charter  and that we approached John Tanner  about being the attorney that would  come in and the special counsel  and  do the investigation.  

Is that a motion click.  

Yes, we also  have discussion.  

We have a motion to use the powers  of County Counsel to invoke or  bring in a special investigator  you are referencing John Tanner  and second in his  divorce. Continuing on with  discussion? Mr.Patterson has up.  

I was kind going in a different  direction here. There is a motion  on the floor so I  want to speak to the motion, and  then after that I would like to  be  back  up again. But, I  would rather bring somebody in,  if you are going to bring somebody  in helping somebody and that has  no ties or connection  with Volusia County. I think there's  enough animosity between the current  state attorney in previous state  attorney to kind of warrant that  that wouldn't be a direction I  want to go in.  

That  would be fine.  

Do you want to amend or  motion to remove Mr. Tanner?  

I will amend my  motion  and  suggested a,.  

In 2009, we served  together. This has been a troubling  process in the last couple of years  and it's not unique to  Volusia County. The same  issues about accountability and  in-kind bus benches that are part  of the dull tone of discussion,  they have had similar  discussions. It is appropriate,  one, that we cut our  ties  with this company. They are under  investigation for illegal campaign  contributions. I don't think the  taxpayers  would want us to be continuing to  have a business relationship with  a firmness under  investigation. And I really think  that we all ought to be  concerned about that and what the  impact is to  Volusia County and into how we are  viewed by our public and our public  sees us. I don't know that we have  ever invoked those kind of council  powers, Mr. Dingell's, but if it's  in the charter as I understand it,  we have the  ability to do  that?  

Yes ma'am.  

Okay. It's a  very troubling area. We have not  I don't think served well in this  one. I don't equate that  served well by our gender, and  I will support your  motion, M r. Daniels, because I've  been veritable by this for  a long time.  

Mr. Wagner.  

I will speak to this motion first,  I think our state attorney  does an excellent job. I don't exactly  know what we are  investigating that he isn't investigating  considering he's the  decision-maker on if criminal action  took place. I don't think  a civil -- we are going at it in  a civil manner, they're not  a law enforcement facility. Can  you cite that formula  quick, and our police  power that allows us to investigate  the  powers that hand?  

I will wait until  a few that  for my further comments.  

Okay. And if you want  to get ahold of Darla --  

I have one   at my desk.  

I know right where is. Very  well Mr. Wagner.  But hold on that.  There's Denys?  

Thank you, Mr. Chair. Here's  what I'm struggling with from a  policy standpoint. This council  has taken  a  strong stand, and what happened  down the Southeast Volusia authority,  with contracts and the appearance  of money missing,  we took a  strong, immediate stand. There was  -- even before I was on the council  as after the independent audit down  there in the big meeting we had  at the women's club down there.  It was  a packed house. Now,  and that's fair for transparency  and accountability, I have no  problem with the process. My concern  is, when this has not undergone  the same scrutiny and process,  and why at the first question,  certainly from another elected official  such as the supervisor of elections,  at that point a red flag was  thrown up and said, we need to terminate  our contract with Waverley media.  That I find hard to justify, and  I've been in here asking  to redeem the Flagler Avenue merchants  Association  to  be able to have the ability to do  business with a Southeast Volusia  authority and I have been told no  because the previous acts  of one member.  Okay, fair enough. I'm saying, we  have to use  the same scales of  justice across the board on  every issue, and what went on down  there pales in comparison to what  I read in the news  Journal  on Sunday. It has to be answered.  If we don't raise the bar in  transparency and  accountabilityhere, we never will.  This is not just agencies and  policies  that  avoided  the question.  We should have actions and that  showed ended a long time  ago. But today I'm prepared to say  and support any  motion, number one, that nullifies  any contractual  agreement with that company, and  I will support  the  existing  motion.  

Okay.  

Ms. Cusack?  

Thank you, Mr. Chair. This is  really very interesting as we  begin  to articulate how  we drill each other under the  bus. There is room enough for all  of us. When you look at contracts  that we  have in place,  with major contributors to campaigns  that sit at this desk, then  we have enough room to  go around. I welcome any type of  scrutiny  as it relates to Joyce  Cusack, and whether I  was given in-kind contributions.  So I think that it's important that  we be mindful of the  fact of where our contributions  come from. And  check those records of every person  that serves  as public servants. I don't believe  it  is our responsibility to say,  as we sit  here today, when there is clear  evidence in our minutes that this  contract with Waverley should  have been out for  proposal and overnight. And yes,  Ms. Daugherty,  I stand corrected. Mr.Wagner was  on the council at all times. So  there is no need to say anything  that has happened since 09  that would indicate that there  is a discrepancy as it relates to  the integrity of the members of  the Council that presently serve  based on what you read in the  merged journal on Sunday. So  let's be very clear. As we  begin to start our investigation,  let's look at some of our other  major partners that we do  business with. And, where their  funding comes from. That's all I  have to say. I support  the motion wholeheartedly, and there's  nothing like open policy and  dialogue. Thank  you, Mr.  Chair.  

Yes ma'am.  

Mr. Daniels.  

Thank you, Mr. Chairman. I agree  with Ms. Cusack that we need  to separate the wheat from the  chief  on this. And, I don't  like  that all. And there  is no question about that. It  smells bad, it smells like  a fish  on a dock. It's our responsibility  to do it. And they  are all interested in the mortgage  fraud aspects of things, and I don't  think they are interested in petty  corruption among  local government officials. I think  the pettiness of all of this and  the way it turned out as one of  the most troubling things of  the whole deal. To sell out for  such little money is embarrassing,  all  the  way around.  

And in the state attorney,  I have on good authority a friend  of his that he is  not doing anything. He's not going  to do anything. He has  not conducted a thorough investigation,  and I'm fingered in the news Journal  and I was apparently fingered by  the state attorney as being somebody  who got a campaign contribution  from Waverley which was  totally untrue. The state attorney  and news Journal have not contacted  me about that. So obviously, this  has not been a  very  thorough investigations. I will  say that it was one of those things  that the bus benches were used for  illegal campaign contributions and  that was an open  secret. Everybody knew it. I would  venture to say that Ms. Doherty  would say, yes indeed, I knew it.  Mr.Patterson would say, yes indeed  I knew it. Probably  to bridge thingies would say we  have not said the same thing, and  other people involved in the election  that were on the other side of  being beat up by  bus  benches would say the same thing.  In fact, if there had been an investigation  worthy of the name,  I think what you find is that some  of the candidates confessed to some  other people that indeed they  did know that the campaign had the  campaign activations were illegal.  And if you look at it from  his point of view, why indeed  would you make a campaign contribution  unless the candidate knew that they  were getting something for nothing,  what does that particularly by you  or if I go out and buy an ad in  the newspaper, that doesn't help  me nor does it do me to the news  Journal. I've paid for what I've  gone and it's not  the same thing.  

So I do think for us to  put this  behind, I do  think for the cautionary tale, the  trajectory that we are gone  but does need  to be projected,  we do need  to pursue this. It by the  time it is  all done, I  would be surprised and  I would be actually a bit relieved  of the Québec that  way.  

I do think this is something  that has to be done if we are going  to start restoring  confidence. We have to investigate  every nut cranny of how these  decisions were made and what happened.  Thank  you.  

Thank you Mr. Daniels. I guess  I get to throw my $0.2 in. I'm glad  I didn't get a bus bench during  those election cycles. Now indicates  that this is a business decision,  we could go spend thousands or millions  of dollars, or we could  get this company to bring this money  and every month like we been  doing for years. Now on  the underside of the coin, there  is a problem that  this company is in problem, they  have a  problem coming. I would like to  see that investigation  continue on, but  before I cut my nose off to spite  my face, is  there another company out there  that we could get to these bus  benches with a similar contract,  like for them to use our property  to put up a bus bench? That's their  way of doing that versus just  cutting off our nose.  

Mr. Chair, I think we need to  speak to the motion and what you're  talking to should be after we  passed the motion.  

Okay. While no one has asked  a question you. So you are calling  for the question?  

I  still have it.  

Okay. I shall digress  to you, sir.  

I can appreciate Doug's concerns,  but you  said you  had said that they were  illegally taking campaign contributions.  Is that -- I wrote that down as  that being what you said,  is that correct tax.  

I know of  others that spoke to campaign contributors  who mentioned that they were  taking illegal campaign contributions.  

Are you going to provide  this investigator these names are.  

Well I don't think -- if we hire  an investigator, I would be happy  to do it. The investigators that  have conducted the investigation  so far have not been interested  and I don't expect them to  be  interested in the teacher. But yes.  

Do you want to go ahead and tell  us the name?  

What I really think we should  do is to hire the investigator and  let the investigators follow all  of these and find out where it turns  out. Dan, do you  have that?  

What does that say?  

At the section 309 of  the charter entitled investigations.  This charter of the Council shall  make -- may make investigation into  the affairs of the county governmental  operations, and for this purpose  the Council shall cause subpoenas  to be  issued for witnesses, administer  oaths, take  testimony and any person who fails  or refuses  to  obey subpoena issues, and they  shall be guilty of  a misdemeanor and punished according  to law.  

That means you are not investigating  Waverley media, and if you read  the sentence you are investigating  county government. The only people  that would be open to that would  be our own in-house people. Read  the first sentence. It's a  county government operations. We  are not talking about  Kerry was county operations, we  are talking about a private  entity. So what part of our investigative  authority to add in a private entity  cracks in that point -- read up  on  work time.  

Section 309 destinations. Pursuant  to powers granted by this charter  the Council may make investigation  into the affairs of the  county governmental operations and,  for this purpose the Council shall  cause subpoenas to  be issued were witnesses and administer  oaths, take testimony and require  the production of the estimates  before the council in  session. Any person who fails or  refuses to  obey such subpoena will issue those  powers by the Council and shall  be guilty  of a misdemeanor and punished according  to law.  

So what you're saying is we have  quite a grand jury to powers were  at an open meeting  and we subpoena people. But  this is governmental affairs. We  don't have the ability to  subpoena or require an outside  Corporation CEO or whoever it may  be coming under that authority.  The state attorney has a type of  authority and a grand jury has a  type of authority, county government  does not have that  type of  authority.  

Well, respectfully,  you can  see that, this  would include your staff and  myself if that is your pleasure.  But at the cause subpoenas to be  issued, it can be those  returned the Mac related to third  parties. So he could be a citizen  with knowledge to  the subject.  

But the only authority that we  had this to the investigation of  ourselves. Realize that. When you  are voting for this, where not investigating  the person being subpoenaed. They  are not the one that will be  in trouble. We are investigating  based  off of their information, if someone  in the operation of county government  which would be county staff, County  Attorney, County Council members,  it  would  be investigating ourselves. And  assist in the capacity  of the decision-maker?  County Counsel?  

Yes sir.  

So we are investigating a grand  jury our own operations  of our government.  

You can't subpoena whoever you  want, for the sake of the argument,  I will agree on that one. But the  only thing that we can investigate  are the operations of county government.  And I can see why they do it, the  reason they do that is because if  you think your own government is  corrupt, he would subpoena people  to see how  they handled situations or if you  heard something that was behind  the scenes. But we don't have the  type of investigative authority  that law-enforcement pass. It can  see how we did it  in the charter. And it was  county staff for former council  members or  I guess possibly county  council members, that's  our only authority.  

I don't think you have the authority  to determine  whether or not.  

Go through the process  and our only  authority would be our  our only operations to  some internal operation. Our only  authority is  self  investigation.  

It's  investigating  the  investigation, and so I  have a  question. In any case  of  any wrongdoing, or lack of  a better term, he's been screwed  over. We want to hire  a private  investigator.  

It's not it makes sense why  you're doing this.  

I  understand  that power. And, there is a private  investigator to investigate  the person.  

You can hire a consultant to  give you a  violation of  your contract. That's hiring someone  to view how it was handled. There's  a strong difference. I used to be  a prosecutor so anytime you  are  in dealing with  an investigation, and result you  have to realize that you will be  given a decision at the end where  you are saying, someone that may  criminal actions. There's a big  difference between an investigation  and consultant and see if it was  a good deal or a bad deal.  

And you can hire an up and hire  a special counsel to investigate  the matter and report to you but,  we require the production of evidence.  

You have two eyes when you send  someone a subpoena, they  are going to advise their client,  you'll may have to answer questions  that  are in regard  to government affairs. So we will  give  you  an example. They are going  to simply say, that's  not the government  operation. You subpoena people to  ask questions on  Government operations. They simply  say I will provide a check every  month and that's it. If you subpoena  people it will be the county manager,  County Attorney and it will be  voted  ran  and, they will Investigate County  of  pharaohs, affairs.  

Weekend -- we are not investigating  them because they will simply say,  read the charter, it says you are  investigating county government  operations and that's a big difference.  I'm not here to investigate anyone  as far as what the attorneys are  going to say that I want everyone  to isolate our police powers are.  We are not the state attorney's  office, but I think they do a good  job. He's been a very good state  attorney. I used to work for John  Tanner and I think  he was a great attorney and a good  boss. I have no issue with it if  we are doing investigation under  those terms if that's what we are  doing. That's it. I will speak to  the other part of the motion  want to get to it.  

If I may, Mr. Daniels, your  motion, what is your intent on this  investigation, if I may? I just  want to clear up exactly what  the motion is supposed to provide  

     were due.  

I read this as being considerably  more expensive than the way Mr.  Wagner reads it. When we talk about  county governmental operations,  what we are talking about is  the conduct of elections. Mr.Eckert,  the attorney for the county, is  also an attorney for  the elections office. So the holding  of elections for county council  representatives is  a county option. The leading of  the county contracts is  a  county function. The visit ministration  of those contracts is a county function  and that's what we're talking about  here. We are talking about the county  allowing Boston just go out and  be billboards where there are no  bus stops and protecting them. That  is a county function. What we are  talking about is the county not  taking an accounting of the money  that is coming  and, just taking whatever is there,  but the county function and it  seems to be a very poor handling  of those  particular contracts. We are talking  about the supervisor  of elections telling the county  attorney in July of 2012 if this  was going on and keeping  it secret so that they conclude  so the favorite to win. The ones  who were in position to make all  this has been then, that the county  function and it  has to be investigated. The  entire county government kept that  quiet and sat  on that information. The county,  they knew what the deal wasn't  until people. It might have a substantially  affected the outcome  of the election. I don't think --  I don't even think these  are technicalities. I don't think  we can the language of the tortured  way to get it out  of it. We have to do it because  the state attorney who is not  going to, and talking to people  who know him and know him well know  he's not going  to do it. They knew that he is not  going to do the Michelle corny  thing, and he says, that's no crime,  that's a homicide at all. What we've  got is  a state attorney  that will be willing  to  prosecute anything,I'm  the institution  has the way to protect itself  and protect that obligation  very said seriously. We can develop  information and we cannot return  it or refer to the state attorney's  office because we cannot assume  we are doing  anything  with it. We have to take  it step-by-step, and they are  a good special counsel to handle  this, one that knows what he's doing  one that can take  care of this, and  the County Council members, the  county staff are in a very poor  position to stand in the way, given  the way this  has come out. Thank you.  

If I may, before I  go Mr.  Daniels. Your motion is to  assemble a counsel to  investigate what? I would just like  it clarified for  the record.  

To investigate the  bus bench scandal.  

As reported in the news  Journal, I think, I wouldn't say  that  everything in the news Journal was  accurate, so  I with limited  to just that, it has to do with  influence and it has to do with  what happened along the way and  it has to do  with the decisions made that benefited  a particular group and why those  decisions were made. It just needs  to be done, it has  to be done.  

Okay, Mr. Patterson. Thank you  for  clearing that up.  

I had made a call for the  question, unless we want to not  end the debate, I like to go ahead  and vote on the motion.  

We have a call for  the question. All those in favor  signify. All those opposed to ask  Mr. Wagner  has  one comment left.  

I'm sorry, was --  go ahead. All those in favor, I'm  sorry, I didn't hear  to the motions.  

Just call  that question. Mr.Wagner was opposed.  

Anyway, now moving  forward. The question has been called.  All those in favor of the motion  to bring forth a special  investigator to investigate the  bus bench scandal as reported in  the newsroom -- and  I corrected this?  

While it was reported  in the news Journal  but there were inaccuracies  in that report.  

So we are going to hire a special  investigator to investigate the  bus bench scandal.  

Exactly.  

And it's been quoted under charter  309 as our authority. We have that  motion made by Mr.  Daniels. All those in favor. Please  signify by saying,  I.  

That although supposed  to ask me. I have to join with you  on that too. So Mr. Davis and Mr.  Wagner voted against  that, so it's  five-two  and  it passes.  

Please repeat was opposed to  the motion click.  

Davis. Me  and him.  

Actually Mr. Patterson was next  on the list.  

But I want to go back to  the discussion.  

Back to our regional discussion  here on  item number seven.  

Okay. I see three parts of  this. This competition, on public  aid event somewhere in the middle  of this. I think the competition  part of this whole thing is, what  are we going to do in  the teacher,  and with a bunch bus benches and  where we are  going to go. The current bus benches  that are out there and putting them  on the trails is a darn good idea,  and I like to think that we could  market aspects of the county on  the trails up there with the bus  benches whether we are getting paid  for it or marketing county  properties and facilities. The very  uncarpeted part of this to  me is ending its relationship with  Waverley, and I'd like to make that  motion at this point to move to  terminate their initiative with  Waverley and ask them to remove  the bus benches.  

I second that.  

So you are making a motion  to end the relationship of contract  we've really come not making the  motion for approval of seven?  

Well I think that should be a  separate motion as well. But  I just wanted  to end a relationship and listen  to what councilmembers may want  to do in the future with  the bus benches.  

Okay. Hold on, I'm reading  these notes here. Actually, that's  what the whole item number seven  is about. The  removal of Waverley.  

Are right, there's a motion  and a second, the second was from  this movie again. Any  further  comments clicks  okay. Mr.Wagner.  

If the motion is to terminate  the contract and you are saying  they did something wrong, and I  will again stay on the record that  we don't have the authority to investigate  a third  party,  the state attorney's office has  that authority. Our authority is  limited under the charter should  investigate ourselves. I plan on  when it comes out the newspaper  recognizes the fact that that is  our authority and the question will  be answered by an outside counsel.  As far as this is concerned, if  we think they did something wrong  and we are ending it, I can push  it out. I don't necessarily agree  with it, however, under what was  said by the council member, the  issue I have is money. I will go  ahead and put the public record  request and that I would like the  cost of all benches, the  cost of time, you  would keep a copy of that as well  as maintenance and cost associated  with all these items. I would like  to be given up  on a monthly basis. I agree that  this should go out to an RFP as  I have stated in the  past. It's been voted onto go to  pay. This contract started when  I was probably in diapers so I  have no political influence, although  I think I'm a pretty good politician,  I don't become that good. This was  long before me, I don't  even think I was in  middle school  honestly. So like I said, I will  support it going to RFP, and I think  we are doing this as an  expensive move. Now, if you are  in investigations and I'm wrong  as far as our authority and they  came back and said we were doing  something wrong, I would  change my position. But that's not  what I have right now. So  I will support that. Will that  be a second Bush and?  

No, it will be to remove Waverley  and terminate the contract.  

And as I have read  it with the  agenda item today, I will support  the next motion of it  going to  an RFP.  

Then we have some kind of agreement  on a month-to-month basis.  

Another words, kick them to the  curb immediately  is the idea.  

Kicked to  the curb? I would like to end the  relationship, whatever  exists from there.  

Could  you clarify a?  

The contract was presented in  November of 1992  and was associated  with marketing. He previously given  notice of the  end  of determination -- it was to be  renewed  for one year  unless canceled. He previously given  six-month notice which is probably  more generous than what  was required in 2009. Since then  you have accepted payments  with a manager proposed to you  was you give notice to them to remove  their benches within 60 days which  I think it's  a  practical solution.  

Okay, I'll amend that.  

I think it corresponds with the  terms of the contract.  

I am and my motion to end the  relationship of Waverley, giving  him 60 days to  remove their property, and  that's it.  

Okay, there's been a  motion, the motion has been amended  to terminate the relationship with  Waverley, giving them 60 days of?  60 days for the removal  of the  property. I have  seconded that. Now I get to throw  my $0.2 in. I agree with  Mr. Wagner, this is business,  and business is business.  

Now with that, I will say, I  would much rather see a RFP out  there before with the money to the  Web. Everyone likes to say, don't  leave money on the table.  Well it's out somewhere. If we terminate  this contract without getting someone  in to fulfill  the contract attorney responsible  is over to them, I think  we are leaving to meet her.  

We have 60 days to get a second  motion after this one, we have 60  days in which to  do something. So I think we are  really leaving ourselves --  

Okay, I support this  event to get the  RFP out there.  

Okay. With  that, Ms. Cusack?  

My concern is you can't get the  RFP on the street and 60 days, so  we are going to have  to do something. And I  have no problem with starting the wheels  to roll as it relates to  going out for the  RFP. I have no problem, and  as you indicated in overnight, as  you went to begin this process  of going out. My concern is, I don't  want us  to not have  benches  available for people, because  we are in turmoil with the bus  bench business. So I think that  we need to make sure that  we cover the bases and make sure  that we  can have, we told Waverley that  we wanted those benches up tomorrow,  we need to have somebody dared to  put benches out that  same day. Or very shortly thereafter.  So I think we need  to have a transitional period of  time and that's where I am. I  don't want the citizens to use the  buses but not to have a place to  sit as they  wait for buses. And I do want  us to  go  out ASAP for the RFP  for the bench  business.  

Think you were the  time.  

Mr. Wagner?  

Jason, just nature you know you  are voting for the right thing,  the county manager said this would  take a year to process.  So when we are talking 60 days there's  still the pads and everything else,  you can't roll them through. So  as far as having benches and everything  in 60 days it won't happen. There  will be a cost and  that's why I  provided  that information.  

Newsworthy Ms. Dorothy?  

Steve, we have bus  benches at every stop? So  with the criteria, a major criteria,  was it us or Waverley to determine  where the bus bench would go? I  would assume is based  on advertising revenues.  

The 1992 contract stated that  the locations would be agreed upon  between -- at that time I  guess it  was AI  AMI and VoTran. But sometime after  that agreement came into play,  there was no indication  between the --  

They put bus benches wherever  they wanted to put them, including  writer ways which was  not supposed  to happen. So we have not in  the past determined what stopped  the bus bench in which one  doesn't. We have notices and polls  that say bus benches  and bus stops.  

That is correct.  

 Okay,  thank  you.  

Okay.  

Question. Is there a requirement,  legally, that there be a bus  bench  at the stop?  

Well I'm no attorney but I understand  it is there is a requirement that  there be a bus bench placed  a  bus stop.  

I will address this. This  gets into an issue  of the  ABA and interaction  with the issue of facilities. It's  hard to tell you that the  laws are exactly clear. We have  been  in the position  of  having benches,  as they are  with the ADA, you could continue  as badges of this  type. There's not a per se legal  requirement to have benches. Someone  would have to take the position  that it violates  the ADA, and the ADA  to specifically require them.  

Thank you, that's where I was  going. So while it has been a convenience,  and a great service, and one that  we will continue to provide  in the future, should there unfortunately  be a delay and replacement  of benches that certain sites, we  would not  be in violation of the ADA or compliance  or the law  or anything else. And I'm getting  an affirmative that there is no  violation there. So with that --  and you know we are also talking  about the cost of doing business  here. And I agree  with you councilmember Wagner was  wanting to see those costs, but  at the same time if you don't think  there is a cost associated with  where  we are now, if the cost of  goodwill and the name,  there's a lot to be said and  I think that's where council needs  to go. So I'm comfortable with where  we are, but I agree with you, we  need to replace him as replace him  as soon as possible. But I just  bet you if we put an RFP out there  that might be one or two companies  out there willing to work with us  in  this particular situation.  

If it pleased the council, I  have two gentlemen here to keep  kind of -- whatever we say something  about bus benches they kind of  wave their hands. I'm going to --  they probably want to speak.  If I could get one of you or both  of you to go and fill out one of  those forms so that we  can identify you, and know exactly  what's going on. Also, this and  next fall, she wanted to  speak about something -- Ms.  Anna McFaul want to speak  about  something, was it part of this particular  discussion? Could I have you discuss  that after this discussion? Your  motion is still on the table, it  has been seconded. And with all  that said --  

I would like comments to be  directed  towards the motion.  

Who is  Patrick  Mosey? Is that you? Are you speaking  to the motion on the table, the  determination of the contract is  that what you are here  to speak about?  

Okay, argue  him the?

YES, WHEN THE  STAFF IS PUTTING TOGETHER THIS  RFP, I WOULD LIKE  TO READ IT,  SEMINOLE'S COUNTIES ORDNANCE I GUESS  IT IS ON BUS STOPS AND BENCHES.  THEY DO A PRETTY GOOD JOB OF MAKING  SURE THAT  THE BUS BENCHES  ARE ATTRACTIVE AND REFLECT THE VALVES  OF THE UNITY--VOLS OF THE COMMUNITY  AND ID--THE VALUES OF THE COMMUNITY  AND I WOULD LIKE TO TAKE A LOOK  AT THAT TO SEE IF THERE IS ANYTHING  IN THERE THAT WE CAN USE  FOR US IN  AN RFP.  

OKAY, ANY OTHER?  

ADVERTISING IS ONE OF  THE ISSUES THAT THEY HAVE TAKEN  A VERY STRONG POSITION ON, AND I  KNOW THAT WE TALK A  LOT ABOUT FIRST AMENDMENT RIGHTS  BUT THEY WERE WILLING TO GO TO COURT  TO DEFEND SOME OF  THEIR EDITIONS NOT TO ALLOW--DECISIONS  AND THAT SAMANTHA REALLY PART OF--AND  THAT IS REALLY PART OF WHAT I  AM INTERESTED IN.  

DOWN IN SOUTH FLORIDA, SOME SAY  THAT PAWNSHOPS AND THINGS LIKE  THAT. AND A PAWNSHOP DID TAKE US  TO COURT LONG TIME AGO  BUT THEY LOST.  

TASTEFUL ADVERTISING, IT IS A  GOOD  THING.  

YEP.  

DID THAT GET ACKNOWLEDGE FROM  STAFF? OKAY, THANK YOU.  

OKAY, MR. DANIELS, AND THEN I  GUESS WE'LL MOVE. DO YOU HAVE A  COMMENT?  

INDEED, I DO. I THINK THIS WAS  ALL PARKING LOT OF THE MOTION, BUT--ALL  PART OF THE MOTION,  BUT MY ORIGINAL MOTION, THAT UM  THIS WOULD BE  UNDER SECTION 309 OF THE COUNTY'S  POWER THAT WE WOULD HIRE OUTSIDE  COUNCIL, THAT WE WOULD UM,  BRING BACK, UM, WITHIN SOME SORT  OF TIME CERTAIN, MAYBE A LIST  OF ATTORNEYS WHO WOULD BE WILLING  TO TAKE THIS ON AND THAT I  WOULD SUGGEST THAT WE DO IT IN THE  NEXT MEETING  OR  30 DAYS FROM NOW. THE UM--  

I AM DOING A POINT OF ORDER.  WE NEED TO SPEAK TO THE MOTION AT  THE TABLE.  

I AM SORRY, I THOUGHT WE HAD  DONE THE RFP.  

NO, WE ARE JUST NOW FINISHING  THE DISCUSSION  AND ANY FURTHER DISCUSSION. THE  MOTION STANDS AND SECONDED  TO START THE PROCESS FOR A NEW  BUS BENCH COMPANY. THIS IS  SECONDED BY MS.  CUSACK. ALL IN  FAVOR, I. ALL  OPPOSED? SO  CARRIED. THANK YOU. NOW THEN, WOW,  MS. MCFALL,  ANN MCFALL THE SUPERVISOR OF ELECTIONS  HAS BEEN OVER THERE AND WE MOVED  VERY QUICKLY ALONG, UM, BUT I  THINK MR. DANIELS WANTED HIS DISCUSSION  WITH THIS THING, IT IS SOMETHING  THAT PERTAINS TO YOU AND  PLEASE, MS. MCCALL.  

GOOD MORNING AND THANK YOU,  CHAIR AND COUNCIL MEMBERS, ANN  MCFALL, I SPOKE TO MR. DANIELS LAST  WEEK AND  HE HAD SEVERAL QUESTIONS  REGARDING THE DEPARTMENT OF ELECTIONS.  SO AFTER I HEARD ON THE SPEAKER  THIS MORNING, I RAN OVER HERE BECAUSE  THERE WAS SOME UM,  STATEMENTS MADE THAT I DON'T THINK  ARE FULLY ACCURATE. YOU KNOW, IT  IS A SLIPPERY SLOPE AND ANYONE WHO  HAS BEEN  ON THE CANVASSING BOARD UNDERSTANDS  IT WHEN I SAY  THAT  SOMETIMES THE COUNTY  ATTORNEY REPRESENTS COUNCIL. SOMETIMES  THEY REPRESENT IS THE SHERIFF'S  DEPARTMENT. IT IS JUST THE WAY THAT  THE GOVERNMENT IS. THE DEPARTMENT  OF ELECTIONS IN VOLUSIA COUNTY IS  THE ONLY COUNTY IN THE STATE OF  FLORIDA TO WHERE THE SUPERVISOR  IS AN ELECTED DEPARTMENT HEAD. THAT  DOES NOT MEAN THAT THE  COUNTY IS IN CHARGE-OVER--IN  CHARGE OF ELECTIONS. THEY ARE  NOT. IT IS FLORIDA STATUTE  97-106. THAT BEING SAID, I HAVE  A HALF A DOZEN  ACTIVE INVESTIGATIONS GOING ON NOW.  IT COULD BE WITH THE FLORIDA ELECTIONS  COMMISSION, IT COULD BE THE COMMISSION  ON ETHICS, COULD BE THE DIVISION  OF ELECTIONS WITH PACKS THAT ARE  FORMED AND NOT FILING THEIR REPORTS.  THERE ARE A HALF A DOZEN GOING ON  NOW AND I GO TO MR.  ECKERT ON ALL OF  THOSE. BECAUSE HE IS GOING REPRESENT  ME AND I HAVE BEEN  SUBPOENAED  SEVERAL TIMES IN FACT, THE  WAFERILY ISSUE,--WAVERLY ISSUE,  I WAS SUBPOENAED. THE COUNTY ATTORNEY'S  OFFICE ACCEPTS THOSE FOR ME. SO  WHEN I KNEW, I WENT TO MR.  ECKERT IN JULY, AND UM, WE WENT  OVER THE SITUATION AND I SAID WELL,  THE INVESTIGATOR IS COMING  INTO MY OFFICE NEXT  WEEK. IF THIS COUNCIL EXPECTS MR.  ECKERT TO COME TO THE  COUNCIL WITH EVERY ISSUE THAT I  HAVE AS FAR AS VOTER FRAUD, DOUBLE  VOTING, I MEAN,  AFTER NOVEMBER 2012, WE SAW AWE  SORT OF THINGS. DID  A PERSON VOTE TWICE? THESE ARE  CON T-PION DEN SHALL THINGS-CAN--CON  T-PION DEN SHALL THINGS. BUT IT  WOULD BE A GREAT LOSS TO ME TO HAVE  TO HAVE MY OWN ATTORNEY BECAUSE  I CAN NOT TALK  TO MR. ECKERT IN CONFIDENCE AND  REPRESENTING ME AND THEN HE HAS  TO REPORT TO THE COUNCIL. IT WOULD  BE A LOSS TO ME BECAUSE MR. ECKERT  IS KNOWN  THROUGHOUT  THE  STATE FOR ELECTION  LAW. BUT RIGHT NOW, I  MEAN, I HAVE AN INVESTIGATION JUST  GETTING READY TO START AND IT CANNOT  GO UNTIL NOW BECAUSE YOU GUYS ARE  EXPECTING HIM TO REPORT NO YOU EVERYTHING  THAT  WE ARE INVESTIGATING. THE PROPERTY  APPRAISER HAS HIS OWN ATTORNEY.  SO I DON'T KNOW,  I DONE WANT TO DO  THAT. SO THAT IS MY PROBLEM. IT  IS  MUCH BROADER THAN WAVERLY MEDIA.  

THANK YOU, GOOD  TO SEE YOU AGAIN  TODAY. ALL RIGHT,  MR. DANIELS, YOU WISHED TO CLARIFY  YOUR MOTION?  

I JUST WANTED TO BE SURE THAT  WE ARE ALL ON THE SAME PAGE  HERE. AS MR. WAGNER POINTED  OUT, THIS COULD BE UNDER 309 OF  THE COUNTY CHARTER AND WE WOULD  HIRE OUTSIDE COUNCIL  AND THEN BRING BACK  WITHIN A SURGEON CERTAIN--A CERTAIN  AMOUNT OF TIME WHO THAT PERSON  WOULD  BE. YOU KNOW, I HAD SUGGESTED JON  TANNER AND A MEMBER FROM DUCTLY  ONE WANTED TO MAYBE LEAVE THAT OPEN  TO GET SOMEBODY FROM THEOUT SIDE.  I HAVE ANOTHER THOUGHT AS TO HOW  WE MIGHT GET THAT DONE AND  MAYBE ARE  THE GOVERNOR DO AN APPOINT  MENT.  

OKAY, WELL, UM, HE SAID THAT,  HE SAID THAT MAYBE THE  GOVERNOR SHOULD MAKE AND APPOINTMENT.  MAYBE WE CAN TALK ABOUT THIS LATER  THIS AFTERNOON. GIVE YOU A CHANCE  TO MULL IT THROUGH THE BRAIN.  

THE THING ABOUT UM  YOU KNOW, MR. ECKERT, HE  DOES REPRESENT THE COUNTY COUNCIL,  HE HAS A DUAL ROLL  BUT HE IS  HIRED BY THE COUNTY COUNCIL. UNDER  ANY FLORIDA BAR RULE THAT I KNOW  OF,  YOU HAVE A DUTY OF DISCLOSURE TO  YOUR CLIENT. WE ARE THE  CLIENT, THANK YOU.  

OKAY, MS. NORTHEY.  

NO.  

MR. WAGNER.  

YES, UNDER THE CHARTER, WOE  DO NOT HAVE--WE DO NOT HAVE THE  RIGHT TO ASK THE GOVERNOR TO BE  A PART OF THE  INVESTIGATION. THIS INVESTIGATION  IS OURS. THE STAFF IS NOT CHOOSING,  THEY SHOULD NOT BE COMING UP TO  A LIST. THE WHOLE POINT  OF 309 IS TO INVESTIGATE  COUNTY. IT IS KIND OF LIKE AND AUDIT.  IT WOULD BE THE SAME THING, THAT  PERSON WOULD WORK FOR US. SO THAT  IS, I THINK WHY IT IS SET  UP IN THAT WAY. UM,  BECAUSE YOU CANNOT ASK STAFF TO  LOOK FOR THE PERSON WHO IS GOING  TO BE INVESTIGATING THEM. I MEAN,  YOU CAN'T. SO IF IT IS GOING GO  OUT, IT IS GOING TO HAVE TO BE THE  COUNCIL  PUTTING OUT ON RFP OR AN RFQ, I  GUESS, AND THAT WOULD BE A DIRECT,  THEY WOULD WORK FOR  US. IT WOULD BE JUST LIKE AN AUDITOR.  THAT IS WHY 309 IS SET UP. BECAUSE  WE ARE THE  JUDICIAL BRANCH IN  THAT CAPACITY, DOUG, DOES, DO YOU  THINK I AM WRONG?  

UM, THE REASON  WHY I MENTIONED THE GOVERNOR, IT  WOULD BE SOMEONE TOTALLY REMOVED  FROM US AND IT DOES NOT SAY THAT  YOU CAN'T. THE POINT THAT YOU MAKE  IS WELL TAKEN. UM, THE  AND LET'S GIVE IT SOME THOUGHT BETWEEN  NOW AND AFTERNOON.  

YES, THINK ABOUT THIS OVER LUNCH  AND THEN TALK ABOUT  IT AN AT THE END BECAUSE  WE STILL HAVE A FEW THINGS I WOULD  LIKE TO GET THROUGH BEFORE WE GO  TO GO TO THE V CARD,  IF THAT IS  ALL RIGHT. NUMBER 8, 2014 AGENDA.  HEY, FRED, ARE YOU BACK THERE  IN WAKE UP, SORRY ABOUT--BACK THERE?  WAKE UP. SORRY ABOUT THAT.  

GOOD AFTERNOON AGAIN,  OR MORNING.  

GOOD MORNING, MR. CHAIR. RICK  KARL. I AM HERE WITH  YOUR ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT MANAGER  ROB  UNDEAR  LEAN SMITH WHO  IS YOUR COORDINATOR AND  THE PURPOSE OF BEING HERE  IS TO GET YOUR APPROVAL FOR THE  PRELIMINARY AGENDA SO THAT THE  COUNTY CHAIR CAN GO  FORWARD WITH THE DELEGATION  MEETING THAT IS UPCOMING. THIS  IS PRELIMINARY, VERY PRELIMINARY,  WE DID IT WITH THE COUNCIL AND THE  VICE, NOT INCLUDED IN THIS ARE A  NUMBER OF OTHER THINGS THAT ARE  WE ARE, JUST MONITORING AT THE STAFF  LEVEL AND IF YOU WISH FOR US TOED  A ITEMS TO BE MONITORED, WE CAN.  BUT AT THIS TIME, I WOULD LIKE TO  INTRODUCE MR. [ INAUDIBLE ]  AND UM, IF YOU HAVE ANY QUESTIONS,  PLEASE LET US KNOW.  

WELL, GOOD MORNING MR. CHAIRMAN  AND MEMBERS OF  THE COUNTY  COUNCIL. FRED, ORLANDO ADDRESS FOR  BUSINESS. THANK YOU FOR THE CHANCE  TO  BE HERE. I WILL POINT OUT, MY VERY  FIRST APPEARANCE BEFORE  THE COUNCIL WAS AFTER THE 1974 LEGISLATIVE  SESSION WHEN I WAS WORKING  FOR THEN MR. BROWN AND IT WAS KNOWN  FOR PASSING THE PUBLIC  RECORDS AND SUNSHINE LAW STATUTES  AND I WAS ASKED TO COME TO  THE COUNTY COUNCIL AND EXPLAIN TO  THE CHAIRMAN AND VICE CHAIR AND  OTHERS, WHAT WAS GOING ON. SO THAT  WAS AN INTERESTING TIME. IT IS GREAT  TO BE BACK HERE AND  WORK BEING YOU. THIS WEEK WAS  A COMMITTEE WEEK IN TALLAHASSEE  AND THEY WILL  BE HAPPENING EVERY MONTH  UNTIL THE SPRING. WE ARE HONORED  TO BE WORKING WITH  YOU ALL. THIS  COUNCIL HAS SOME  GREAT CAPABILITIES. YOU ALL HAVE  BEEN HEAVILY INVOLVED SO WE HOPE  THAT WE CAN TOGETHER. AND WE ALSO  APPRECIATE THE GREAT JOB THAT YOUR  STAFF IS GOING. THERE IS AN ASSOCIATION  CALLED THE [ INAUDIBLE ] OF COUNTIES  AND TAKE CARE OF ALL OF THE COUNTY  CONCERNS AND WHAT WE SINCE THAT  YOU HAVE GOT HERE BEFORE YOU FOR  TODAY ARE THINGS THAT ARE VERY SPECIFIC  TO WHAT YOU WOULD LIKE TO DO, LET  THE COUNTY ASSOCIATION WORRY ABOUT  THE OTHER THINGS AND MONITOR THAT  AND THEN WE CAN WORK WITH YOU  ON THE SPECIFIC THINGS THAT  YOU HAVE TARGETED. SO MUCH APPRECIATED  AND WE LOOK FORWARD TO  THIS. CHRIS, WOULD YOU LIKE TO ADD  A  FEW COMMENTS IN.  

--COMMENTS?  

GOOD MORNING, IT IS GREAT TO  BE HERE. WE HAVE ALREADY, AS  YOU KNOW, BEEN GOING  ON QUITE A  FEW MATTERS. WE FEEL COMFORTABLE  AND CONFIDENT THAT IS MOVING  WELL. WE HAD SOME OFFLINE CONVERSATIONS  WITH THE STAFF AND WE GOT THE IMPRESSION  THAT THEY ARE  WELL AWARE OF VOLUSIA'S CONCERNS  AND WE FEEL COMFORTABLE WHERE THE  LANDS ARE ON THE LIST AND WE ARE  GOING TO KEEP  WORKING ON IT. THIS LEGISLATIVE  AGENDA SEEMS DOABLE, IT SEEMS WORKABLE.  WE HAVE GONE THROUGH IT WITH YOUR  STAFF AND WE KNEEL  COME TOMORROW--AND WE FEEL COMFORTABLE  GOING AHEAD. AND WITH THAT, WE CAN  TALK ABOUT  ANY LEGISLATION SPECIFIC CONCERNS  THAT YOU HAD, OR IN GENERAL  OUR APPROACH THIS COMING  SESSION.  

THANK YOU VERY MUCH. MR. WAGNER,  IS THAT WHERE WE ARE?  

YES.  

YOU ARE RECOGNIZED.  

I LIKE THE PLAN, I LIKE THAT  YOU KNOW, WE ARE FOCUSING ON A  COUPLE OF KEY ISSUES, I REALLY LIKE  THAT CHANGE A LOT. I DO HAVE  ONE QUESTION THAT I AM GOING TO  BRING UP UNDER A PLAN THAT WE ARE  GOING TO GO THROUGH LATER. BUT ONE  OF THEM IS POSSIBLE  FUNDING UM, FOR A HOMELESS ISSUE.  MY UNDERSTANDING IS THAT WE  WOULD  NEED TO GET, IF WE ARE GOING  ASK THE STATE FOR FUNDING, WE NEED  TO DO THAT  SOON. IT IS  NOW IN--IT IS NOW? ARE WE AT THE  POINT WHERE THEY  NEED THE LETTER.  

THE LEGISLATIVE BUDGET  REQUESTS HAVE ALREADY BEEN SUBMITTED,  IT IS NOT TOO LATE AND A LOT OF  THOSE WOULD FIT INTO THE AGENCY  RE-GUESTS. BUT IT IS NEVER TOO LATE  TO ASK. BUT SOONER IS MUCH BETTER  THAN LATER. WE WOULD THINK THAT  BOTH CHAIRMANS IN THE SENATE AND  HOUSE ARE EXPECTING TO  HEAR ABOUT THESE BEFORE JANUARY.  I THINK IF IT IS ANY LESLIE AND  TOM LATER THAN--IT IS LATER  THAN YANKS IT IS UPHILL.  

SO TWO WEEKS FROM NOW, IT WOULD  BE A GOOD TIME?  

YES,  THE NEXT COMMITTEE WEEKS ARE IN  NOVEMBER SO WE CAN VET IT WITH YOU  AND THEN START TO MAKE ASKS.  

PERFECT, THANK YOU.  

THIS SESSION IS GOING TO BE INTERESTING  BECAUSE THERE ARE MORE REVENUES,  IT LOOKS LIKE THAT  NUMBER IS IN THE $800 MILLION, $900  MILLION RANGE. THE GOVERNOR AND  OTHERS ARE TALKING ABOUT OFFSETTING  SOME OF THAT WITH TAX CUTS AND THERE  HAVE ALREADY BEEN SEVERAL BILLS  TO GO THAT.  

CAN YOU PULL THE MICROPHONE TOWARDS  YOU TO A LITTLE BIT.  

I AM SORRY, THERE IS AN  ITEM ON THE AGENDA WITH A BUDGET  IMPACT AND WE  ARE WORKING VERY CLOSELY WITH  YOUR LEGAL DEPARTMENT BECAUSE THAT  NEEDS  TO BE DEALT WITH. AND THERE ARE  EXCESS REVENUES FROM THE  PREVIOUS YEAR, DISCUSSION ABOUT  OFFSETTING SOME OF THAT, A LOT OF  THAT WITH TAX CUTS BUT THE ISSUES  ARE NOW IN PLAY. SO THE EARLIER  THE BETTER ON  ANY  KIND OF  BUDGET REQUESTS.  

THANK YOU MR. PATTERSON.  

THANK YOU, YOU KNOW, AT FIRST,  I THOUGHT WE WERE GETTING THE CART  BEFORE THE HORSE, HIRING SOMEBODY  BEFORE WE HAD  AN AGENDA. SO I AM VERY PLEASED  NOW THAT WE ARE DOING IT RIGHT AND  THAT YOU GUYS ARE ON BOARD. I HAVE  WORKED WITH YOU IN THE PAST, FRED,  AND I AM REALLY PLEASED THAT YOU  ARE THERE. I WOULD WANT  TO CAUTION MY COUNCIL MEMBERS THAT  WHEN YOU ARE ASKING FOR  FUNDING  THE LEGISLATURE  DOES NOT REOCCURRING FUNDING ISSUES  AND I DON'T WANT TO HAVE TO  FUND SOMETHING THAT UM, IS  GOING TO BE ON OUR BUDGET AND OUR  GENERAL FUND. SO I WOULD LIKE  TO BE CAREFUL ON THAT. BUT THANK  YOU AND UM,  IF I AM IN TALLAHASSEE AND YOU CAN  USE ME TO  SMILE AT MECHANIC SOMEBODY--AT SOMEBODY,LY,  THANK YOU.  

YES, PLEASE COME. AND YOU ALSO  HAVE A DELEGATION THAT IS FILLED  WITH LOCAL  OFFICIALS AND HOPEFULLY THERE IS  EVERY PA THINK.  

YOU ARE GOING TO HAVE TO TAKE  THEM ONE TO EACH OTHER. THERE WE  GO. BECAUSE WE ARE,  OF COURSE,  WE ARE CASTING THIS. OKAY. UM,  MS. NORTHEY.  

PATTERSON ALSO HAS A TOWNHOUSE  UP THERE, FRED, IF YOU NEED A  PLACE  TO LIVE.  

COOL. PARTY AT PAT'S HOUSE.  

AND FRED HAS A CONDO MUCH LARGER  THAN MY HOUSE. I HAVE ABOUT 200  NEIGHBORS AND ME.  

WE ARE RIGHT ACROSS FROM THE  CAPITOL.  

I HAVE A MOTOR HOME, I WILL  JUST PARK IT RIGHT IN FRONT.  

THERE WE GO. I JUST  WARRANT TO SPEAK GENERALLY--I JUST  WANT TO SPEAK GENERALLY. I AM GOING  TO BE SUPPORTING THE ITEM, UM, HOWEVER,  FIRST OF ALL, THANK YOU, YOU REALLY  DID GET BOOTS ON THE GROUND EARLY,  WE TALKED ABOUT THIS ON A THURSDAY,  THE  ISSUE OF THE PUBLIC LANDS, I CALLED  FRED AT 8:00 A.M. FRIDAY MORNING  AND HE WAS ALREADY ON TOP OF IT.  SO I WAS VERY HAPPY WITH THAT HAPPENING  AND VERY HAPPY TO  SEE THE RESULTS THAT HAVE  COME OUT OF THE CONSERVATIONS. AND  ACTUALLY, WE ARE IN GOOD HIP. WE  ONLY ARE TWO PARCEL IS LEFT AND  THEY ARE UP IN NORTHWEST HAVE LISA,  THEY  ARE FRONT--IS AER HAVE LU--VOLUSIA,  WE GOT THEM OFF, THAT WAS IMPORTANT.  AND JUST GENERALLY, CAN  YOU GIVE ME SOME IDEA, GENERALLY,  HOW YOU ARE GOING TO  COMMUNICATE WITH COUNCIL ON ITEMS  THAT, IT JUST HAPPENS VERY  QUICKLY IN TALLAHASSEE AND  I THINK THERE HAD BEEN SOME CONCERN,  AT LEAST FROM ME, THAT THE ONE ON  ONE DID NOT HAPPEN DURING SESSIONS  BEFORE. I ALWAYS MAKE IT A POINT  TO TRY TO GET UP THERE AND I WILL  DO THAT AGAIN THIS YEAR. BUT IF  YOU SEE SOMETHING HAPPENING THAT  YOU THINK WE NEED TO KNOW ABOUT,  WHAT, WHAT DO YOU DO TO MAKE SURE  THAT THE LOCAL GOVERNMENT IS ALERTED  AND THAT THE LEGISLATIVE ARM AND  THE LOCAL GOVERNMENT KNOWS ABOUT  IT IN.  

WELL, OUR  UNDERSTANDING ON THIS RELATIONSHIP  IS THAT  WE SHOULD BE WORKEN--BE WORKING  WITH RICK KARL. AND RIGHT NOW, WE  ARE MONITORING THE BILLS AS WE ARE  BEING FILED. NOW THERE ARE TOOLS  AND OTHER REPORTING SERVICES THAT  YOU CAN SEE THE DAY THEY ARE  FILED AND FLAGGING THOSE THINGS  THAT WE THINK MIGHT IMPACT  THE COUNTY, WE CAN BRING THEM  TO YOUR ATTENTION.  

IS THAT ELECTRONICALLY? I AM  LOOKING--  

YES, BY WAY OF E-MAIL.  

WELL, I WOULD GUESS  OUR STAFF TO GET THAT, COPY US ON  THAT INFORMATION, MAYBE SO THAT  WE HAVE A BETTER UNDERSTANDING OF  WHAT IS GOING ON AT THE  TIME.  

CERTAINLY. AND THERE ARE TIMES,  THE FLORIDA ASSOCIATION OF COUNTIES  WILL DESIGNATE A TIME  TO HAVE EVERYBODY COME. THAT IS  FINE. AND THERE ARE THE VOLUSIA  COUNTY DAYS AND THAT  IS A VERY GOOD PROGRAM.  

FRED, DO YOU  THINK IT IS HELPFUL IF WE  HAVE COUNCIL MEMBERS, REALLY GOING  UP THERE DURING THE FLORIDA ASSOCIATION  OF COUNTY DAYS, IT IS REALLY UM,  IT IS NICE TO BE THERE. BUT IT  IS NOT AS EFFECTIVE AS IF WE COME  UP DURING OTHER DAYS  OF THE SESSION.  

WELL, I WOULD SAY  IT IS PRETTY GENERIC TO ALL COUNTY  ISSUES. I THINK THAT THE VOLUSIA  COUNTY DAY IS VERY TARGETED AND  THERE IS A STRONG EFFORT TO GET  THE LEGISLATORS THERE TO SEE AND  HEAR FROM THE GROUP AND THEN OTHER  TIMES, FRANKLY, I THINK IT IS EEN  BELTER BECAUSE WHEN YOU ARE--IT  IS EVEN BETTER BECAUSE WHEN YOU  ARE THERE,  PRESENCE IS POWER AND HAVING INTERACTION  CAN BE HELPFUL. THINGS START TO  COME TOGETHER AND BILLS ARE  CONSOLIDATED AND PASSED, AND YOU  REMEMBER, LIVING THROUGH THE PROCESS.  SO LATER ON IT IS HASHEDDER  TO CHANGE  OR STOP--HARDER TO STOP OR AMEND  SOMETHING.  

OKAY, ALL  RIGHT. THANK YOU.  

THANK YOU, MS. NORTHEY. MR. DANIELS.  

THANK YOU, MR. CHAIRMAN. IF  YOU WOULD, UM, YOU KNOW, PLEASE  LET US KNOW WHAT IMPACTS ARE COMING  DOWN THAT MAY AFFECT US. WE HAD  A COUPLE OF THEM THAT CAME DOWN  LAST YEAR THAT REALLY GOT ME GOING  AS FAR AS WANTING  TO CHANGE LOBBIESTS. ONE WAS THE  MANDATE ON HEALTH CARE. UM, WE FOUND  THAT OUT AFTER THE SESSION AND THAT  WAS UM, SOMETHING SHA THAT SHOULD--THAT  SHOULD NOT HAVE HAPPENED:  WE SHOULD  HAVE HEARD ABOUT IT DURING THE SESSION.  THE OTHER THING  WAS THAT THE SPEEDWAY'S PROPOSAL  BACK DURING THAT TIME WOULD HAVE  AFFECTED OUR SALES TAX AND WE  DID NOT FIND OUT THAT OUT  AT ALL UNTIL THE SESSION WAS OVER  AND THE LOBBYISTS SAID OKAY, THIS  IS THE PROPOSAL AND THIS IS WHAT  IT IS GOING SO COST  YOU. AND UM,--GOING TO COST YOU.  AND UM, THAT IS WHAT WE WOULD EXPECT  TO COME OUT THIS  TIME. BUT ON THOSE YEAR ISSUES,--ON  THOSE ISSUES, IF YOU WOULD I CAN  TRACK THEM AND LET US KNOW WHERE  WE ARE AND IF SOMETHING COMES UP  THAT IS GOING TO BE AN EXPENSE FOR  US THAT WE HAVE A HEADS UP AHEAD  OF TIME. THANK YOU.  

VERY GOOD. I MET WITH SENATOR  [ INAUDIBLE ] YESTERDAY AT LENGTH  ABOUT THAT PARTICULAR SPEEDWAY BILL.  SHE HAS DESIGNED THAT TO MODEL A  PROGRAM THAT HAS BEEN PART  OF FLORIDA'S PLAN FOR VENUES FOR  LONG TIME AND TO HAVE NO  ADVERSE PHYSICAL IMPACT  OF THE LOCAL GOVERNMENTS.  

OH, IT IS GREAT THE  WAY IT IS SET UP NOW.  

MS. CUSACK.  

THANK YOU, MR. CHAIR. IT IS GREAT  TO SEE YOU AL  HERE--YOU ALL HERE AND HOW PLEASED  WE ARE TO HAVE YOU. LET ME OFFER  MY SUPPORT AND COMMITMENT  TO COME AS OFTEN AS YOU WOULD CALL,  E-MAIL ME TO SAY I SHOULD  COME TO TALLAHASSEE ', I STILL DO  HAVE SOME FRIENDS IN TALLAHASSEE,  ALSO.  

YOU HAVE A LOT OF  FRIENDS THERE.  

AND I WANT TO  SPEAK A  MOMENT ABOUT THE TRANSPORTATION  FUNDING. THAT IS A MAJOR PIECE FOR  US AND I WOULD LIKE THE BE  KEPT ABREAST AS THINGS  DEVELOP IN THE  TRANSPORTATION ARENA. I HAVE GREAT  CONCERNS ALSO ABOUT THE  FUNDING FOR THE UM,  THE RAIL SYSTEM WE HAVE TO DO SOMETHING  TO GET SOME MONEY  OUT OF TALLAHASSEE WITH THAT FUNDING  WHICH IS ALSO A  PART OF THE TRANSPORTATION AGENDA,  AS WE START TO LOOK AT TRANSPORTATION  AS IT IMPACTS ALOOF US, DO  YOU--ALL OF US, DO YOU SEE  ANYTHING SPECIFICALLY THAT WE AS  CON SILL NUMBERS--COUNCIL MEMBERS  NEED TO BE DOING TO FURTHER  THE AGENDA AS IT RE-RELATES TO  THE TRANS---RELATES TO THE TRANSPORTATION  IMPACT AND ISSUES AND ALSO THE RAIL  SYSTEM. WHAT DO YOU NEED FROM US?  HOW CAN WE BE WORKING  FOR YOU IN.  

--FOR YOU?  

I THINK EDUCATION IS ONE OF THE  FIRST STEPS. NONE OF THE LOCAL PARTNERS  ON SUN RAIL ARE GOING TO  TAKE A HIT UNTIL EIGHT YEARS. IT  IS EARLY ON THE CONSERVATION BUT  IT IS NEVER TOO EARLY KNOWS YOU  ARE GOING TO  HAVE HELP KICK IN. WE  HAVE HAD SOME  TALKS ABOUT THE THAT. THE SECRETARY  HIS STAFF KNOW THAT THE LOCAL GOVERNMENTS  ARE NOT GOING DO DO THIS WITHOUT  ' FUNDER--GOING TO DO THIS WITHOUT  A FUNDING SOURCE  FOR THIS. SO  TALKS ARE ON GOING. I THINK EDUCATION  IS ONE  KEY AND WE CAN START TO SAY THIS  IS A BIG CONCERN, WE EXPECT  THE STATE TO SUPPORT OUR EFFORTS  TO HAVE A FUNDING SOURCE SO YOU  ARE NOT ON THE HOOK. ORANGE COUNTY  IS NOT ON THE HOOK,  BUT I DO THINK ANOTHER THING IS  TO START TO MAKE THE PARTNERSHIPS  TO FIGURE OUT IS  THERE A MODEL A MODEL OF A  FUNDING SOURCE  THAT WOULD WORK AND WOULD PASS IN  THE STATE. IN THE ELECTION YEAR,  THEY ARE NOT GOING TO APPROVE  ANY  KIND OF NEW FUNDING SOURCE, SO TO  SPEAK. BECAUSE THEY WOULD DO THAT  AND SO TAX. BUT I THINK GOING  FORWARD, REGARDLESS OF WHO THE NEXT  GOVERNOR IS, IT IS GOING TO BE ON  THE TABLE.  

DO YOU THINK IT IS  REALLY IMPORTANT THAT WE CONTINUE  TO HAVE  A STRONG RELATIONSHIP WITH THE  CENTRAL FLORIDA COUNCIL.  

YES, THE SUN RAIL PARTNER. YOU  ARE ALL IN THE SAME BOAT.  

YOU ARE STARTING TO SEE SENATORS  TALK ABOUT HOW THEY WOULD  LIKE REDO THE EXPRESSWAY AUTHORITY.  AND PART OF THE TALK IS HOW DO  WE COME UP WITH THE AUTHORITY TO  WORK WITH SUN RAIL ON SUNDAYING  AND I THINK YOU  ARE GOING TO SEE--ON  FUNDING. I THINK YOU ARE GOING TO  SEE THAT AND THEY ARE GOING TO  HAVE BABY STEPS THERE. I THINK IF  IT WORKS IN SOME WAY, I THINK YOU  ARE GOING TO START TO SEE THAT BROADEN  AND YOU ARE GOING TO SEE  THEM ADDRESS  RAIL WITH FUNDING.  

ALL RIGHT.  

LINDA STEWART FILED A BILL THIS  SESSION AND  THAT IS REALLY A CONSERVATION STIMULATOR,  IT IS NOT REALLY GOING TO  GO ANY WHERE. IT ACTUALLY PASSED  THE SEN SENATE  AND THEN  THE--PASS THE SENATE  AND THEN IT WAS VETOED BUT  IT IS GOING THE CAUSE THE CONVERSATION  TO HAPPEN WHEN THE BILLS START TO  COME IN DOWN THE ROAD IN  EIGHT YEARS.  

OKAY. AND FINALLY, MR. CHAIR,  I WOULD JUST LIKE TO UM,  MAKE SURE THAT WE STAY ABREAST OF  THE I MORE SUBSEQUENT CITY 9  # # FUND--OF THE  EMERGENCY 911 FUNDING. WE NEED TO  HAVE SOME FLEXIBILITY IN THE FUNDING  AND ANYTHING THAT YOU CAN DO IN  THE HEALTH  CARE, I --CARE, EMERGENCY TYPE ARENA,  WE NEED TO DO THAT. SO I APPRECIATE  ALL THAT YOU CAN DO TO HELP  US IN THAT AREA. AND AGAIN, THANK  YOU FOR BECOME A  PART OF US AND WE LOOK  FORWARD TO A GREAT RELATIONSHIP.  THANK YOU, MR. CHAIR.  

THANK YOU.  

MS. NORTHEY.  

YES, A COUPLE OF OTHER THINGS.  UM, WHAT IS NOT ON THIS  LIST IS UM, AND I KNOW WE DRILLED  DOWN AND MADE IT SPECIFIC AND I  KNOW WHEN I WAS  HAVING A TALK, I DIDN'T THINK THROUGH,  I WOULD LIKE TOED A SOMETHING,  ANYTHING THAT COMES, EXCUSE ME,  THAT COMES UP WITH  TOURISM, THAT WE BE NOTIFIED ABOUT  IT. THERE ARE ALL  KINDS OF CONVERSATION IN VOLUSIA  COUNTY RIGHT NOW ABOUT TOURISM AND  I THINK IT WOULD BE IMPORTANT IF  THERE ARE BILLS THAT IT MIGHT IMPACT  US, THAT WE ARE MADE AWARE OF THAT.  

THERE WILL BE A BIG PUSH TO INCREASE  THE BUDGET FOR VISIT FLORIDA.  

OKAY.  

THE GOVERNOR HAS BEEN VERY EXCITED  ABOUT TRYING TO DRIVE THE  TOURISM NUMBERS UP SO THAT BUDGET  HAS DOUBLED IN THE LAST COUPLE OF  YEARS AND IS LIKELY TO GO UP.  

OKAY, AND THEN FINALLY, CAN YOU  ADVISE ME WHO ELSE YOU  REPRESENT IN  THIS AREA? WHAT OTHER ENTITIES?  IN CENTRAL FLORIDA, ARE THERE OTHER  CITIES OR COUNTIES THAT YOU LOBBY  FOR?  

YES, THE CITY OF [ INAUDIBLE  ], AND THE CITY OF  ORLANDO.  

AND UM, JUST RECENTLY, WE ARE  ALSO ASKED TO PREP RE---TO  REPRESENT LEE COUNTY.  

OKAY, THANKS.  

THANK YOU.  

WELL, THANK YOU VERY  MUCH. I WOULD REALLY LIKE TO SEE  A MOTION RIGHT NOW. I HAVE A MOTION  FOR APPROVAL AND A SECOND. I HAVE  BEEN WAITING FOR A WHILE. OKAY,  A VOTE  FOR APPROVE,  MR. PATTERSON. FURTHER DISCUSSION?  WE JUST DON'T HAVE YOUR  LIGHT CLEARED. ALL RIGHT, ALL  IN FAVOR SAY I. ALL OPPOSED.  

THANK YOU.  

THANK YOU, SIR. GOOD TO SEE YOU  AGAIN, FRED.  

ALL RIGHT, OUR  FAVORITE DISCUSSION NOW, ITEM NUMBER  9, REGARDING FRAMEWORK FOR INITIATIVES.  UM, I GUESS, DO WE WANT TO DO THAT  IN A WORKSHOP OR  IN A  SPECIAL MEETING? UM, MS.  NORTHEY?  

I THOUGHT WE WERE GOING TALK  ABOUT HOW WE ARE GOING  TO DO THE WORKSHOPS. I THINK IT  NEEDS TO BE A NO WORKSHOP AROUND  IN AN ANYTIME WHERE  WE ARE NOT CON  TINED TO A--CONFINED, I WOULD LIKE  TO SEE IT FACILITATED. I WOULD LIKE  TO SEE US UM, UM,  HAVE PRE-INTERVIEWED BY THE FACILITATOR  PRIOR TO THE PLAN SO THAT THE PERSON  COMING IN AS SOME IDEA  OF WHERE THERE IS  CONSENSUS. SO I AM LOOKING FOR A  FACILITATED DISCUSSION IN A WORKSHOP  EXPERIENCE.  

OKAY. SO WE DON'T WANT TO MAKE  IT A SPECIAL MEETING? I MEAN, A  WORKSHOP.  

I WOULD DO IT OUTSIDE OF THE  CHAMBERS, I WOULD DO  IT IN A  PLACE WHERE IT IS MORE, MAYBE THE  SPA, WHERE IT IS MORE INFORMAL.  WE HAVE DONE THEM IN THE PAST OVER  THE THE ARTS PLACE, WE CAN DO IT  AT THE AIRPORT, THERE ARE OTHER  PLACES LOCALLY, THERE ARE A LOT  OF OPPORTUNITY TO  DO IT IN OTHER LOCATIONS,  I UNDERSTAND IT IS A, IT IS  AN ISSUE FOR MOVING STAFF AROUND  BUT IF IT IS A PLAN, WE UM, THEN  WE NEED  TO DO THAT.  

OKAY. MR. WAGNER.  

I AGREE WITH MOST OF  THAT. I DON'T THINK  WE NEED A FACILITATOR AT FIRST.  I WOULD JUST LIKE TO DO IT DURING  THE NEXT MEETING AND SIT  IN LUNCH FOR TWO HOURS, WE'LL GET  OUT OF NOON.  

I WILL NOT BE HERE THE NEXT MEETING.  

I DON'T SEE IT HAPPENING IN THE  TWO HOURS.  

WELL, THIS IS GOING BE, THIS  IS MORE THAN ONE  MEETING. BUT HERE IS THE PROBLEM  I HAVE, WE KEEP SAYING WE ARE GOING  TO START THE MEETING AND PUTTING  IT OFF AGENDA AND AGENDA, WE ARE  GOING IF TALK THE ATE--GOING  TO TALK ABOUT IT AND WE TALK ABOUT  DOING IT INSTEAD OF TALKING ABOUT  THE ISSUES AND GETTING INTO IT,  WE CANNOT GET THE MEETING.  

YOU KNOW, IF I WAS, IF I WAS  JUST A REGULAR COUNCIL MEMBER AND  I WAS ABLE TOMMYING A MOTION, I  WOULD PUT A MOTION OUT THERE THAT  WE DO IT NEXT THURSDAY, IF THAT  WOULD WORK.  

THE PROBLEM IS  SHE IS NOT THERE. PAT IS NOT GOING  TO BE THERE.  

JUST FOR A WORKSHOP TO START  IT GOING. IF WE CAN GET--  

NOTHING IS GOING TO HAPPEN.  

WE HAVE TO GET THIS THING STARTED.  

HERE IS THE PROBLEM, I KEEP GETTING  ASKED QUESTIONS ABOUT, BECAUSE YOU  KNOW, I BROUGHT IT UP THREE MONTHS  AGO, SOME OF THE THING I  WANTED TO--SOME OF THE THINGS I  WANTED TO WORK ON AND NOW  I AM GETTING THE QUESTIONS AND IT  IS STARTING TO GET IN  FRONT OF ME.  

WE HAVE A LOT OF  OUR PLATE, THOUGH.  

YES, AND I DON'T WANT YOU GUYS  TO GET MAD AT ME BECAUSE I  AM RESPONDING TO THEIR QUESTIONS.  

[ INAUDIBLE - MULTIPLE SPEAKERS]  

NOVEMBER 7th AND WE DIVIDE HALF  THE DAY FOR COUNTY COUNCIL AND  THE OTHER HALF FOR PLAN? I DON'T  KNOW. BUT I REALLY DON'T WANT THE  PLAN DONE IN THIS ROOM.  

I AM FINE WITH  THAT. I AM OKAY WITH THAT. I WOULD  RATHER IT WILL AROUND THE TABLE,  TALKING. THE QUESTION IS TIME. THERE  IS ONLY ONE TIME SENSITIVE THING.  

I HAVE AN ISSUE, I HEARD WHAT  UM, THE AMBASSADOR SAID HERE  THIS MORNING BUT I HAVE  A PROBLEM WITH THAT. I LIKE TO GET  IDEAS AND I THINK THAT THIS SHOULD  YOU HAVE IT SHOULD BE YOUR--THAT  IT SHOULD BE OUR PLAN AND I THINK  IT CAN TURN INTO A POLITICAL FOOTBALL.  

OH, I HAVE NO  INTEREST IN THAT.  

AND I WOULD LIKE  TO OPEN IT BUT I DO WANT TO HAVE  A--I DO NOT WANT TO HAVE A BIG GROUP  COMING UP WITH A PLAN. AND THE OTHER  THING, I DON'T WANT TO DO IT  NOVEMBER  7th BECAUSE I AM GOING TO BE  ON VACATION. I WON'T BE BACK [ INAUDIBLE  - MULTIPLE SPEAKERS]  

DOES ANYONE HAVE TIME NEXT WEEK?  ANY DAY WORK FOR ANYBODY NEXT  WEEK?  

 MY SCHEDULE IS TOTALITY OPEN.  

I THINK YOU HAVE TO ADVERTISE.  

YES, IT IS A SUNSHINE.  

IT IS ENOUGH TIME.  

PAT, WHEN DO YOU LEAVE?  

I LEAVE ON THE 2 1st  AND COME BACK ON THE 25th.  

AND MR. PATTERSON?  

I LEAVE THE DAY AFTER THE COUNCIL  MEETING ON ON THE  26th AND--ON  THE 26th AND I AM BACK  HERE ON THE 11th, MONDAY THE 11th.  I AM GOING TO BE IN PLACES WHERE  YOU CANNOT GET A  PHONE CALL.  

OH, MY BACKYARD.  

NO,  LAKE HELEN.  

THAT IS  RIGHT.  

DO YOU GUYS HAVE TIME, ABOUT  WHAT THURSDAY MORNING OF NEXT WEEK  BEFORE THE WEST VOLUSIA MEANS BUSINESS  FROM LIKE 8:30 A.M. UNTIL 11:00  A.M.  

I CAN NOT DO IT  NEXT THURSDAY.  

ALL RIGHT. THURSDAY AFTERNOON  OR JUST ALL DAY?  

WHY NOT JUST DO IT AS [ INAUDIBLE  - LOW VOLUME ]  

THE PROBLEM IS PAT IS MISSING  THE NEXT MEETING.  

IT WOULD BE LATE THURSDAY AFTERNOON.  

I AM NOT AVAILABLE  THE 17th .  

I THINK WE NEED TO ASK THE STAFF  TO LOOK AT CALENDARS AND COME UP  WITH SOME DATES AND MR. WAGNER,  IF THERE IS A  TIME SENSITIVE ITEM, MAYBE YOU JUST  NEED TO  BRING IT FORWARD INDIVIDUALLY THEN,.  

OKAY, I WILL BRING IT UP AT  THE END OF THE MEETING TODAY. A  LOT OF THE STUFF THAT I AM WORKING  ON, THEY ARE NOT TIME SENSITIVE  BUT THEY ARE OUT THERE AND I JUST,  I AM NOT GETTING IN FRONT OF YOU  GUYS, I HAVE BEEN VERY CAREFUL TO  NOT. AND SO I JUST  WANT YOU TO REALIZE THAT.  

[ INAUDIBLE - LOW VOLUME ]  

I AM REALLY TRYING.  

TURN YOUR LIGHT BACK ON.  

AND I AGREE WITH PAT,  LET'S HAVE  STAFF GO AHEAD A--AHEAD AND FIND  SOME DATES.  

IT IS GOING TO BE AFTER NOVEMBER  1 1.  

I THINK WE ARE GOING TO NEED  A SEPARATE DAY FOR THIS.  

WE ARE GOING NEED A SEPARATE  DAY BECAUSE I MEAN, THERE ARE SEVEN  OF US HERE, AND THERE IS A LOT OF  GOOD IDEAS AND WE  ARE TALKING ABOUT THE FUTURE, I  AM WILLING TO HEAR THE IDEAS,  PUT THEM ON THE TABLE, WORK THROUGH  THEM, I THINK IT IS WORTHY OF A  DAY, UM, GOING FORWARD FOR THIS  PLANNING. I DON'T WANT TO WRAP IT  AROUND REGULAR BUSINESS.  

I KNOW PAT, YOU  MENTIONED A FACILITATOR. MAYBE THE  FIRST ONE WE CAN  COME IN JUST AS US?  

AS FAR AS THE FACILITATOR GOES,  I DO THINK IT MIGHT BE USEFUL  TO, TO HAVE ONE AND  LET ME SUGGEST ONE, SOMEBODY WHO  HAS NOT WORKED OVER HERE IN THIS  AREA AT ALL, BUT  HIS  NAME IS JOHN  STREET MARKER. HE HELPED THE HILLSBOROUGH  COUNTY AND PAGE COUNTY. AND  HE--PAGE COUNTY. AND HE  DOES A GOOD JOB. HE DRAWS PEOPLE  OUT AND GETTING THEM TALKING.  

WE HAVE A PROBLEM WITH THAT,  DRAWING US OUT AND TALKING.  

WHAT NOW?  

IT IS A WEAKNESS.  

SHE IS BEING FUNNY.  

I WOULD RAT IRENE HAVE SOMEBODY  TO PUSH US BACK IN.  

YES, YOU SOMETIMES GET GOING,  YOU ARE GOING.  

YES, YOU KNOW, UM, WITH THE  REVIEWS THAT HE HAS GOTTEN, I HAVE  NOT SEEN HIM DO IT BUT THE REVIEWS  HAVE BEEN GREAT AND I  HAVE MET HIM PERSONALLY, HE HAS  THE PERSONALITY, I THINK THAT MIGHT  BE USEFUL.  

CAN WE ASK STAFF TO GET THE PRICING  ON HIM?  

YES, AND CALL HIM UP AND SEE  WHAT HE HAD DONE.  

AND LOOK AT DATES FOR HIM.  

HOLD ON, THAT GIRL  IS TYPING ON SIX DIFFERENT KEYBOARDS  TRYING TO KEEP US  WITH US  HERE. ANYTHING FURTHER MR.  DANIELS?  

MS. NORTHEY, YOU HAD A  COMMENT.  

I LIKE THAT IDEA. I THINK IT  HAS TO BE A SEPARATE DAY. I LIKE  THE IDEA OF  SOMETHING COMING IN TO FACILITATE  IT. I DON'T THINK IT IS THE  STAFF'S PROBLEM. IT IS A LONG TERM  VISION PLAN AND I AM WILLING TO  COMMIT A FULL DAY AND I, I  DON'T KNOW, MR. WAGNER, I WILL BE  PLEASED TO LISTEN TO WHAT  YOU HAVE TO THIS AFTERNOON--WHAT  YOU HAVE TO SAY THIS AFTERNOON,  SO MAYBE THERE IS JUST DISCUSSION.  

YES, I WILL BRING IT UP AND  I WILL AGREE WITH THAT. I AM NOT  AGAINST IT.  

SO WHAT I GATHERED FROM  THE WHOLE DISCUSSION WAS  OUR, OUR STAFF MEMBERS GET  TOGETHER AND TELL US WHAT DAYS ARE  AVAILABLE. IF YOU HAVE THIS GUY'S  NAME, I DON'T REMEMBER THE NAME.  

DOUG CAN SEND YOU THE INFORMATION.  

IT IS JOHN STREET MARKER.  

YES.  

HE HAS DONE QUITE A LOT.  

WE HAVE A POINT OF CONTACT?  

YES, I CAN TRACK HIM DOWN.  

AND SEE WHAT THE  COST IS.  

YES.  

OKAY. ALL RIGHT, ANY FURTHER  DISCUSSION ON THAT? ANYTHING ELSE?  ALL RIGHT, WE ARE GOING TO TAKE  A RECESS FOR LUNCH. WE HAVE  THE V CART THING GOING ON DOWNSTAIRS.  I GUESS WE ARE ON  TIME?  

WE ARE  NOT EXPECTING US UNTIL 12:30 P.M.  DO YOU HAVE AN ITEM PULLED?  

ITEM 12, IT HAS  BEEN  PULLED. LET'S GO TO WORK. NO, NO,  MS. CUSACK, YOU PULLED THIS, YOU  CANNOT LEAVE. WE HAVE  TO GET THROUGH THAT. OKAY. MR. KARL,  YOU HAVE BEEN HERE A LOT TODAY.  

I AM VERY FUN, MR. CHAIR.  

I  AM TELLING YOU. I  AM TELLING YOU.  

IT GETS  BRUTAL.  

AND I ARE MR. FUN  WITH ME HERE TODAY. RICK KARL,  UM, I AM HERE ARE  JOE, HE IS THE  DIRECTOR OF THE COASTAL DIVISION.  

SINCE WE  ARE LOOKING AT COSTS  AND HOW WE ARE GOOD  STEWARDS OF TAXPAYER  DOLLARS, THERE IS $250,000 ATTACHMENT  TO  THIS, UM, I WAS WONDERING IF YOU  COULD GIVE ME A TOTAL AS TO HOW  MUCH MONEY MR. [ INAUDIBLE ] WAS  GOING TO GET  THAT INFORMATION FOR US. OKAY. AS  TO HOW MUCH WE HAVE SPENT ON THIS.  I MEAN, IT IS, IT IS MONEY WELL  SPENT, BUT I THINK THAT WE  HAVE TO KNOW THAT BECAUSE  WE SAY THAT IT DOES  NOT COST US FOR THE  RELIEF PROGRAM.  

THANK YOU  FOR  THAT QUESTION. FOR  THIS PARTICULAR QUESTION, JOE, COASTAL  DIVISION.  

GO AHEAD,  JOE, IT  IS ALL YOURS.  

UM, FOR THIS  CONTRACT, THIS IS THE MARINE HAULING  CONTRACT,  SINCE 2010, WE  HAVE SPENT $1,339,000 FOR MARINE  HAULING TO BUILD 64 ARTIFICIAL REEFS.  I  CAN GIVE YOU SOME  ADDITIONAL INFORMATION AS  BACKGROUND. FROM 1980 TO 2004  WE BUILT 50 ARTIFICIAL REEFS AND  ISN'T APPROXIMATELY $2.5 MILLION  OVER THAT PERIOD OF TIME. WE WENT  ON BREAK, IF YOU  WILL, OR WENT  ON HIATUS  FROM 2004 UNTIL  2010, STARTED UP AGAIN IN 200,  AND  SINCE  THAT  TIME, CAN--AGAIN IN 2010. $1,339,000  OF THAT HAS BEEN FOR  THE MARINE CONTRACT HAULING OF  THAT WHICH YOU ARE CONSIDERING CONTINUING  TODAY, FOR  A TOTAL OF  114 ARTIFICIAL REEFS.  

THANK YOU  FOR THAT INFORMATION. I DO HAVE  SOME CONCERNS, IT IS A  PROGRAM THAT SAMANTHA BONDERFUL--THAT  IS A WONDERFUL THING. BUT WHEN YOU  TALK ABOUT TAX DOLLARS AND IT DOES  NOT COST, THERE  IS  A  PRICE TO BE PAID. I JUST WANT TO AT SOME POINT,  LOOK AT PROJECTS AND PROGRAMS, HOW  MUCH DO YOU THINK THAT  THIS REEF PROGRAM HAS GENERATED  AS FAR AS  PUTTING HEADS IN  BEDS, HELPING THE TOURIST  BUSINESS. SELL  THIS TO  ME,  THIS PROGRAM.  

I MEAN THIS IS RICK KARL FOR  THE RECORD, THERE HAVE BEEN  STUDIES THAT SHOW A VERY  HIGH RETURN FOR  THE INVESTMENT, DIVERS, FISHERMAN  AND ONE OF THE  THING THAT IS--THINGS THAT  WE ARE PROGRAMMING IN  IS TO BRING ADVERTISE. THERE IS  A VERY HIGH RETURN  ON I CAN  VESTMENT. JOE--RETURN ON INVESTMENT.  JOE CAN REFERENCE A FEW  REPORTS.  

THE UNIVERSITY OF FLORIDA,  IMPACT ANALYSIS THAT I  REFERENCE, IDENTIFIED FROM AN ANALYSIS  DONE A FEW YEARS AGO FOR  OVER $1 OF  MONEY SENT,  YOU REALIZED APPROXIMATELY $138  OF ECONOMIC ACTIVITY ASSOCIATED  WITH THAT THAT  REEF AREA. --WITH THAT REEF AREA.  

SO DO YOU THINK THAT  THERE MAY BE  SOME DIALOGUE WITH THE ADVERTISEMENT  AUTHORITIES TO HELP WITH THE FUNDING?  

I WILL NOT SPEAK TO ASSISTANT  WITH CONSTRUCTION FUNDING BUT I  DO BELIEVE  THERE IS CONNECTION FOR MARKETING  AND PROMOTION.  

IF I CAN ADD TO  THAT, WHAT HAS HAPPENED IN, IN THE  PORT, FIST OF ALL, THIS IS--FIRST  OF ALL THIS  IS PORT FUNDS. ON THE ARTIFICIAL  REEF PROGRAM AND THESE ARE GOOD  QUESTIONS, THE PROGRAM IS  ONE OF THE RARE AREAS  WHERE YOU PUT PORT MONEYS INTO SOMETHING  WHERE THERE IS A RAIL NICK  RETURN. AT LOVE THINGS WE DO--A  WHERE THERE IS A REAL ECONOMIC RETURN.  PROBABLY THE REEF PROGRAM, BECAUSE  YOU HAVE EXPANDED FISHING AND MADE  CHARTER FISHING DIFFERENT AND ADDED  TO DIVING, THE POINT THAT I  THINK NEEDS TO COME NEXT IS WE WENT  FROM 20 SOME YEAR SPAN, SPENT IS  A LOT MORE MONEY TO BUILD 40  REEFS AND WE HAVE  DOUBLED IT NOW. WE ARE  BIG ENOUGH THAT THE AGENCIES NEED  TO  ADD SORE  TRACE--TO ADVERTISE IT AS PART  OF THE EXPERIENCE HERE. AND I THINK  THEY ARE PROBABLY OPEN TO IT BECAUSE  WE HAVE IS SPENT SO MUCH  TIME TO MAKE IT BIGGER. AS  FOR THE CONSTRUCTION OF  THE REEFS, GET THE MATERIAL FOR  FREE AND THE TRUCKING AND THE  PLACEMENTED IS WHAT COSTS  US. UNLESS WE DECIDE TO BUY A SHIP,  I MEAN, WHERE  WE BOUGHT A BOAT AND  SUNK IT. WE HAD  TO BUY IT. WHATEVER THE COUNCIL  WANTS TO DO  WITH PORT FUNDS, WE ARE GOING  GROW THE PROGRAM AND  WE THINK IT HAS GREAT  OPPORTUNITY TO BE AND FOR ADVERTISING  SO THERE IS SOMETHING ELSE TO DO  HERE. BUT WE WANT OPEN ON HOW THE  COUNCIL WANTS TO DO  IT. BUT I THINK  THIS  GIVES US THE  BIGGEST RETURN.  

THANK YOU. I THOUGHT WE  SHOULD HAVE THIS CONSERVATION TODAY.  I WOULD LIKE THEN, MR. CHAIR, WHEN  IT IS RIGHT, MOVE FOR APPROVAL OF  THE ITEM.  

THERE IS A  FOR APPROVE OR ITEM 12.  

SECOND.  

MOTION FOR  APPROVAL, ITEM 12, UM,  SECOND  FROM MS. NORTHEY. MR. PATTERSONINGLY--PATTERSON.  

I AM IN FAVOR OF  THIS. I JUST WANTED TO SPEAK BRIEFLY  ON IT. IT IS TOUGH  TO FLY FISH OUT OF A REEF.  

YOU CAN DO IT.  

IT IS JUST HARD TO STAND  ON IT DOWN THERE. BUT THIS IS VERY  IMPORTANT AND YOU KNOW, WE HAVE  A SPORT FISHING CLUB OUT OF PORT  ORANGE AND I AM SURE THAT  THE AMOUNT OF ACTIVITY FROM  WE HAVE IS JUST GREAT. IT IS GREAT  FOR US AND IT  GETS US  A LOT OF VISIBILITY THROUGHOUT THE  STATE AND OTHER STATES. I THINK  WE NEED TO ADVERTISE IT.  

IF I CAN NAME ONE OTHER THING,  WE ALSO REALLY JUMPED  ON  THIS AND UNDERSTAND THE-- AND UNDERSTOOD THE  IMPORTANCE. BUT THE STATE BANNED  BOTTOM FISH WHICH JUST  WIPED OUT THE FISHING  INDUSTRY EXCEPT WHERE THE REEFS  WERE AND WITHOUT THE REEF PROGRAM,  WE WOULD NOT HAVE ANY FISHING INDUSTRY  AND THAT IS WHY WE  DOUBLED THE REEF SYSTEM BECAUSE  IT GAVE THEM A LOT MORE OPPORTUNITY.  AND IT IS PROTECTION IF THE STATE  STARTS TO REGULATE  THE DEEPER WATERS.  

AND BESIDE THE GUYS DOING IT  FROM MY OLD HOMETOWN, I  HAVE TO SUPPORT THOSE GUYS.  

MS. NORTHEY.  

THANK YOU, I LOVE THIS PROGRAM.  I HAVE BEEN ON BOARD WITH THIS SINCE  THE BEGINNING AND IT DID START BECAUSE  WE WERE FACING SOME  REAL CONCERNS ABOUT FISHING LOCALLY  AND WE WENT INTO THIS  PROGRAM. I MEAN TO BURY, TO PUT  STUFF ON THE BOTTOM OF THE  FLOOR, THEY WERE SO EXCITED TO GET  RID OF THEIR CON  TREAT. WE TALK ABOUT  THIS--CONCRETE. THIS IS A GREAT  RECYCLING POLICEMAN AND I THINK  WE HAVE--PROGRAM AND I THINK WE  HAVE REACHED A PLACE TO DO SOMETHING  WITH IT FOR THE TOURISTS BUT IT  IS NOT SOMETHING THAT THE TDC WOULD  USUALLY HEAR, I WOULD INVITE EITHER  THIS MEETING OR THE NEXT MEETING,  PROBABLY THE NEXT MEETING FOR YOU  ALL TO COME TO THE TDC MEETING,  WE USUALLY GET A GOOD  TURNOUT OF  PEOPLE THERE  AND PRESENT AN OVERVIEW. DON'T  YOU STOP DRIVING IN OCTOBER?  

YES, IT IS SLOWING DOWN.  

WE MEET OCTOBER, I AM NOT SURE.  SHARON WOULD HAVE THE DATES. BUT  I WOULD SAY THE  NEXT MEETING OF THE  TDC, LET'S DO A  PRESENTATION SO PEOPLE KNOW ABOUT  IT. IT IS A GREAT STORY  TO TELL AND THE PICTURES, I  LOVE TO GET IT PICTURES, THE GO  PRO PICTURE OF THE  FISH WAS  GREAT. IT IS A GREAT  PROGRAM.  

THANK YOU.  

MS. DENYS.  

GOOD MORNING, HILLSBOROUGH, JOE  AND RICK--HI, JOE AND RICK. QUESTION,  IF WE BUILD IT THEY WILL COME, WE  KNOW THAT AND THIS  IS A GREAT PROGRAM. ARE WE, OR IS  THERE ANY WAY TO TRACK AND I HATE  TO ASK THIS QUESTION BUT THIS IS,  WHEN WE WERE ON VACATION THIS PAST  SUMMER, ALL OF A SUDDEN  WE HAD SHARKS COME UP TO THE SHORE  WHERE WE WERE AND I SAID TO MY ON,  I SAID WHO HAS CHANGED, WELL, WE  DID PUT THAT CRAB POT OUT THERE  A LITTLE FARTHER FROM WHERE WE HAD  THE KAYAKS AND THE PADDLE BOARDS  I AM THINKING WELL, THAT IS WHY  THE SHARKS ARE COMING, THEY ARE  BRINGING  IN THE  BAIT FISH. ARE WE DOING THAT TO  A LARKER DEGREE, HIGH EN, IF WE  BUILD IT, WILL THE SHARKS COME?  I HATE TO HAVE THIS QUESTION, BUT  COME ON, GUYS, WE ARE BUILDING  SOMETHING THAT IS ATTRACTING  BAIT FISH  THAT IS ATTRACTING--  

--IT IS A BIG OCEAN.  

THE BAIT FISH ARE COMING INTO  THE SHORE.  

[ INAUDIBLE - MULTIPLE SPEAKERS]  

BECAUSE I HAVE, THAT QUESTION  HAS BEEN ASKED TO ME AND I DISCOUNTED  IT AND THEN WHEN I SAW THE  CAUSE AND EFFECT THIS SUMMER, I  AM THINKING OKAY, WELL, MAYBE WE  ARE. SO IF WE ARE PULLING IT  OUT, THAT IS GOOD. THAT IS  GOOD.  

THE SURFERS ARE THE BAIT FISH  OUT THERE.  

YES, THE SURFERS ARE.  

IT WAS A GOOD SHOT, TOO, JOSH,  THAT WAS A GOOD PICTURE. YOU  GOT SOME GOOD AREA, I SAW THAT.  OKAY, IT IS A GREAT PROJECT. THANK  YOU. AND IF WE BUY A BOAT, LET US  KNOW, WE'LL DO A  FIELD TRIP.  

ABSOLUTELY.  

I DON'T THINK WE ARE  BUYING A BOAT.  

NOT FAR FIELD  TRIP.  

MR. WAGNER.  

INNER NEVER AS--I NEVER PASS  A CHANCE TO LOVE THIS PROGRAM:   AND BOTH OF YOU ALONG  THE WAY, THIS WAS REALLY A STAFF  STARTED PROGRAM AND I THINK A GOOD  ONE AT THAT. AS FAR AS  THE SHARKS, THEY ARE THERE, THEY  DAY WHERE THE PICTURE WAS FROM,  I SAW, I WAS SURFING  PONDS, IT WAS MAYBE IN A FIVE FOOT  DEEP SECTION AND IT  WAS PROBABLY A SEVEN FOOT SHARK.  BLAST OF FISH OUT OF THE BACK OF  THE WAVE AND I AM JUST SITTING  THERE GOING I AM  SUCH AN IDIOT. BUT THE WAVES  WERE GOOD SO IOTAD OUT. --SO  I STAYED OUT. THE MORE FISH THEY  HAVE TO EAT, THE SAFER WE ARE. THE  ONLY TIME WE GET INTO REAL TROUBLE,  WE DON'T WANT THAT TO DECLINE BECAUSE  THE FIRST COUPLE OF YEARS WAS A  REALLY BAD SITUATION BECAUSE I CAN  TELL YOU THE AREA THAT WE ARE TRYING  PROTECT THE MOST, IT  IS WHERE THE BULLIES ARE MATING  IN THE LAGOON. SO WE ARE BREEDING  THEM, THEY JUST BREED INSIDE. IT  IS INTERESTING  WHEN YOU LOOK  AT THE INENVIRONMENTAL ASPECTS  OF WHAT WE ARE PROTECTING. BUT  THE SHARKS FOR THE MOST PART ARE  VERY GOOD. WE ARE NOT OFF HUMANS.  WE ARE NOT IN AUSTRALIA. THE BITES  THAT WE HAVE ARE FOR THE MOST  PART, MY FRIENDS, THEY ARE  ALL AMERICA CINCINNATI WATER  AND IT IS--ALWAYS MERKY WATER. I  DON'T THINK WE ARE GOING TO  CAUSE OURSELVES PROBLEMS.  

NO, THERE IS REALLY NO EVIDENCE  THAT THE ARTIFICIAL REEF SYSTEM  IS INCREASING THE SHARK POPULATION  IN OUR AREA. THEY ARE ALREADY HERE  AND THEY TEND  TO BE ALONG THE SHORELINE WHERE  THE BAIT FISH ARE. SO RIGHT ON THAT  EDGE, IS, IT SEEMS TO  BE WHAT  ATTRACTS THE ANIMALS AND THEN THE  SHORELINE ITSELF AND THAT  IS A  CONCEPT, WHERE TWO HABITATS CONNECT,  THAT GENERATES A  LOT OF ACTIVITY FROM PREDATORS  AND PREY ALIKE. UM, THERE IS NO  EVIDENCE THAT THE REEF SYSTEM IS  INCREASING THE NUMBER OF SHARKS  THAT ARE ALREADY HERE.  

I THINK THAT THE BAIT FISH COMING  INTO THE SHORE  ARE MORE ATTRACTIVE TO  THE SURF FISHERMAN AND MAYBE THEY  ARE THE REASON THERE ARE SHARKS.  NO, BECAUSE THE BAIT FISH ARE COMING.  SO I GUESS YOU HAVE TO GET UP AROUND  GEORGIA AND STOP THE BAIT FISH,  PUSH THEM BACK AROUND AND THAT IS  NOT  GOING TO HAPPEN. BUT UM, YOU KNOW,  I SAW SOME  RECENT STATISTICS THAT THERE ARE  MORE PEOPLE INJURED OR KILLED BY  LIGHTNING THAN BY  SHARKS. YEARS AGO I WAS  TEACHING A DEFENSIVE  DRIVING CLASS AND ALL  OF  MY STUDENTS WERE SQUARED  TO GO INTO OCEAN AND 50,000 PEOPLE  ARE KILLED IN CAR ACCIDENTS, IT  IS A PERCEPTION.  

THEY WOULD  NOT DRIVE.  

DO NOT DRIVE.  

CAN WE CHANGE THE SUBJECT FROM  HARK BAIT TO SOMETHING--FROM SHARK  BAIT THE SOMETHING DIFFERENT  HERE? HOW ABOUT THIS, ANYMORE DISCUSSION?  MOVE THE QUESTION. ALL  IN FAVOR, SAY  I. ALL OPPOSED. QUESTION BEING  APPROVAL. ALL SAY I. ALL OPPOSED.  SO APPROVED. THANK YOU,  SIR. SEE YOU LATER. ALL RIGHT, WITH  THAT, LADIES AND GENTLEMEN, IT IS  LUNCH. WE WILL TAKE A LUNCH RECESS.

HOLD ON ONE SECOND.  THANK YOU.  

 OKAY. THIS ITEM COMES TO YOU BASED ON THE REQUEST FROM THE COUNCIL WHICH YOU DIRECTED STAFF ON MARCH 21ST TO DRAFT AN ORDINANCE TO REMOVE ASPHALT AS IT PERMITS ON THE CLASSIFICATION. AT THIS TIME, ASPHALT AND CEMENT IS PERMITTED IN THESE CLASSIFICATIONS. THE A-1 IS THE ONLY RESIDENTIAL CLASSIFICATION. THERE ARE NO EXISTING FACILITIES LOCATED ON A-1 ZONE PROPERTIES. AT THE AUGUST 13 MEETING, THE COMMISSION HELD A PUBLIC HEARING AND TO THE COUNT A PROPOSED ORDINANCE TO THE 5-1 VOTE TO REMOVE FROM THE A-1 ZONING BUT ALLOW TEMPORARY ASPHALT AS A PERMITTED SPECIAL EXCEPTION USE SO THAT HALF OF THE REQUEST WILL REMAIN. THIS IS THE FIRST HEARING OF TWO REQUIRED HEARINGS FOR A ZONING ORDINANCE CHANGE. THE SECOND PUBLIC HEARING MAY BE SCHEDULED FOR OCTOBER 24 AT 2:00 P.M. P.M.  THIS IS A LEGISLATIVE HEARING.  I UNDERSTAND THE MOTION TO SCHEDULE IT AT 2:00 ON THE 24TH. BEFORE 5:00 P.M., THAT REQUIRES FIVE VOTES. THE PLDRC'S FINDING -- THEY'VE MADE A RECOMMENDATION TO YOU. THEIR FINDING WAS ONE OF CONSISTENCY. SO THEIR RECOMMENDATION THAT YOU CAN -- IS SUBJECT TO BEING TAKEN OR DISREGARDED. THE ORDINANCE BEFORE YOU IS TO REMOVE BOTH TEMPORARY AND PERMANENT. SO THAT'S THE ORDINANCE THAT WILL BE CONSIDERED BY YOU AFTER THE SECOND HEARING TWO WEEKS FROM NOW SHOULD THE MOTION PASS. 

VERY WELL.  DID YOU ALL GET THAT ? OKAY.  ANY OTHER STAFF SPEAKING? OKAY.  WE WILL CLOSE THE STAFF REPORT.  PUBLIC PARTICIPATION SHALL NOW BE OPENED.  LET'S -- HERE WE GO. WE HAVE A PILE HERE. MR. DONALD SMITH. 

MR. CHAIR, IF THERE ARE ORDINANCE THAT WAIVE IN SUPPORT, DON'T BE SHY. JUST WAIVE AND SUPPORT OF WHAT WE'RE DOING.  IF YOU PUT IN A NOTE TO SPEAK -- 

YEAH.  YOU DON'T HAVE TO SPEAK IF YOU DON'T WANT TO.  YOU'RE GOOD TO GO. MR. DONALD SMITH? 

I AM SPEAKING FOR THE ORDINANCE TO REMOVE BOTH TEMPORARY AND PERMANENT. AS YOU CAN SEE, DURING THE APPEAL MEETING.  STAFF REPORT GAVE YOU A PICTURE OF A COUNTY WITH THREE PLANTS IN THEM.  THOSE ARE CEMENT BATCH PLANTS IN VOLUSIA COUNTY.  ALL THE FIVE ASPHALT BATCH PLANTS ARE IN VOLUSIA COUNTY, BUT THEY ARE IN CITIES, DAYTONA. YOU CAN SEE WHERE THEY ALL ARE. I DID A 30-MILE RADIUS AROUND EVEN ONE.  99% OF VOLUSIA COUNTY IS COVERED BY AT LEAST TWO ASPHALT PLANTS IN A 30-MILE RADIUS. THERE IS NO SHORT AGE LIKE THE STAFF REPORT SAID. IF SOMEONE WANTS TO OPEN UP A PLANT, THAT'S GREAT. I THINK THEY SHOULD PUT IT IN AN INDUSTRIAL SECTION WHERE ALL OF THE PLANTS ARE, AND EVERY SINGLE CEMENT BATCH PLANT IS. THEY'RE ALL ON INDUSTRIAL SITES. NONE ON A-1 ZONES AT THIS POINT.  RIGHT THERE THAT'S THE TEMPORARY CEMENT BATCH PLANT RIGHT NOW. THAT'S A 2-YEAR PERMIT.  THERE'S NO DIFFERENCE BETWEEN THAT PLANT AND A PERMANENT ASPHALT PLANT. AS YOUR ORDINANCE READS RIGHT NOW, THAT CAN BE 301 FEET FROM A RESIDENTIAL FEET, AND I DON'T THINK THAT BELONGS. THAT'S WHY WE'RE TRYING TO KEEP THESE OFF OF A-1. RIGHT NOW IN VOLUSIA COUNTY WE HAVE ALL OUR BATCH PLANTS ON INDUSTRIAL -- I'D LIKE TO KEEP IT LIKE THAT. THE ONLY TEMPORARY WAS AT DAYTONA SPEEDWAY, BUT THAT WAS A WEEK OR TWO. I'M JUST VOTING TO REMOVE BOTH TEMPORARY AND PERMANENT FROM A-1 ZONING. THANK YOU. 

THANK YOU, SIR.  OKAY.  THAT'S EXACTLY WHAT IT SAYS. MR. JAKE SAX.  

I'LL TRY TO BE BRIEF.  JAKE SAX.  I'D LIKE TO SPEAK FOR MANY OF THE RESIDENTS IN EAST BEACH. WE HAVE FIVE WELLS AND WATER SOURCES. PLEASE LET THIS BE A BELLWETHER DAY.  95% OF US HERE ARE WATER. THANK YOU. 

OKAY.  THAT WAS -- JUST A POINT FOR YOU.  YOU VOTED YOU WERE -- YOU WROTE YOU WERE AGAINST IT. 

I'M SORRY. 

THAT'S ALL RIGHT.  KIND OF THREW ME THERE . ALL RIGHT.  MR. -- GLEN STOFRP? STORCH? 

I REPRESENT SADDLE CLUB ESTATES.  BASICALLY THE PEOPLE HERE ARE VERY MUCH CONCERNED ABOUT THE IDEA OF THE ASPHALT BATCH OR CEMENT BATCH PLANT. IT'S A HORRIBLE THING TO HAVE TO GOTHROUGH.  A TEMPORARY PLANT CAN HAVE THE -- GO THROUGH.  A TEMPORARY PLANT CAN HAVE THE SAME EFFECT.  I UNDERSTAND THERE'S A POTENTIAL CONCERN THAT WE MAY NEED TEMPORARY PLANTS SOMEWHERE, LIKE ON I-4 IN THE MIDDLE OF NO WHERE. THAT CAN BE HANDLED IN A DIFFERENT MANNER. WE CAN DO IT WHERE WE CREATE A PUD FOR THAT PARTICULAR SITE WITH A SPECIFIC TIME FRAME. THERE'S NO REASON FOR THIS USE TO BE A SPECIAL EXCEPTION. THAT DOESN'T MAKE ANY SENSE.  YOU COULD ALLOW FOR IT SOME OTHER WAY.  IT WOULDN'T TAKE THAT MUCH MORE TIME. YOU STILL HAVE TO GO THROUGH TWO PUBLIC HEARINGS.  YOU'D HAVE TO DO THE SAME THING FOR A PUD.  IT DOESN'T MAKE ANY SENSE AS A SPECIAL EXCEPTION. >> THANK YOU. 

AND I UNDERSTAND THE FACT THAT MAYBE WE DON'T ALL NEED TO TALK AND SAY OUR OPPOSITION. I THINK SOME OF THE FOLKS HERE WOULD LIKE TO EXPRESS THEIR OPINIONS, BUT IF WE COULD AVOID IT, I'M SURE THEY WOULD APPRECIATE IT. HOW'S THAT? 

THANK YOU.  YOU CAN SAY THAT. WE CAN'T.  THANK YOU.  ALL RIGHT. SHERRY SMITH. . 

I'LL SPEAK FOR A SECOND. 

SO ARE YOU WAVING IN APPROVAL?  SO FOR THE RECORD HER NAME IS SHERRY SMITH. AND SHE HAS WAVED IN SUPPORT.  THANK YOU.  

 ARE WE ABLE TO DO A SECOND ONE? 

OH, YEAH.  YOUR FREEDOM OF SPEECH. IT'S GREAT.  CHRIS SHERMAN.  >> I MADE THE SAME MISTAKE ON MY APPLICATION.  I AM FOR GETTING RID OF IT. THANK YOU. 

I CAN SEE THE T-SHIRTS ARE REALLY MISLEADING HERE. 

CHRIS SHERMAN.  BASICALLY IF YOU PUT A TEMPORARY PLANT ON A PIECE OF PROPERTY, IT'S DONE. PLACES NEAR IT, THE VALUE IS GOING DOWN. THE PROPERTY IS NEVER GOING TO BE THE SAME.  WE HAVE TO TAKE WHAT WE HAVE. THANK YOU.  

 THANK YOU . WILLIAM RENEW. >> I HAVE AGAINST BECAUSE I WAS -- I WASN'T READING IT RIGHT.  I'LL KEEP IT THAT SIMPLE . 

THANK YOU.  WE GOT A LOT OF THAT.  AND WEARING THE GREEN T T-SHIRTS. NOW CHERYL, I HAVE NO IDEA WHAT SHE'S FOR OR AGAINST. 

MY NAME IS CHERYL MANT. I DID -- THAT VERBIAGE IS EXTREMELY CONFUSING. I'M FOR NOT HAVING ASPHALT PLANTS. I WAS NOT ABLE TO ATTEND THE LAST MEETING. WE ARE A NON-PROFIT. WE ARE A GROUP OF CITIZENS THAT ARE CONCERNED ABOUT PRESERVING THE RURAL AGRUCULTURE. WE DO NOT WANT ASPHALT PLANTS IN A-1, BUT ALSO A RECOMMENDATION IS WE -- WE'RE A SPECIAL AGRICULTURAL CLASSIFICATIONS. THERE ARE ABOUT THREE OTHERS THAT ARE ALSO AGRICULTURAL THAT ARE THAT AS WELL. WE ABSOLUTELY DO NOT WANT AN ASPHALT PLANT IN OUR AREA, NOT JUST BECAUSE IT'S A-1. ANY QUESTIONS? 

WE DON'T ANSWER QUESTIONS.  WE JUST RAISE MORE QUESTIONS . THAT IS THE FINAL PERSON ON THE LIST. ANYBODY ELSE?  GOING ONCE.  TWICE. ALL RIGHT.  OUR PUBLIC HEARING IS CLOSED . 

I GUESS I HAVE A QUESTION.  WHAT -- I SEE THE WHATEVER IT IS. THE BATCH PLANT OUT THERE ON I-4.  I KNOW THERE'S A GOOD REASON WHY IT'S OUT THERE BECAUSE TRYING TO GET STUFF. BUT WHAT IMPACT WOULD -- WITH THIS ORDINANCE, WHAT IMPACT WOULD THAT HAVE ON OUR ROAD PROGRAM IN THE FUTURE? THAT'S MY BIGGEST CONCERN.  LOOKING AT CERTAIN ASPHALT PRODUCTS , YOU HAVE A SHORT PERIOD OF TIME FROM WHEN YOU HAVE IT HEATED UP TO WHERE YOU GET IT. I WANT TO MAKE SURE -- NOTHING WOULD STOP IF SOMETHING WAS HAPPENING ON 415. DO THEY HAVE A BAN ON THAT ALSO? 

I THINK THAT'S IN THE MIDDLE OF THE WETLANDS.  I THINK THERE WOULD BE SOME MORE QUESTIONS ON THAT. 

I DON'T KNOW WHAT'S SEMINOLE HAS IN PLACE.  WE HAVE HAD A DISCUSSION AS TO WHETHER OR NOT THIS WOULD IMPACT ANYTHING. THERE IS NOTHING WE CAN IDENTIFY THAT THIS WOULD IMPACT NEGATIVELY. 

THAT IT WOULD NOT EFFECT IT.  SO IF WE WERE UP IN NORTHWEST VOLUSIA TRYING TO BUILD SOME ROADS, THERE WOULD BE NO PROBLEMS. 

THERE ARE EXISTING PLANTS OUT THERE. 

BECAUSE WE HAVE PROBLEMS NOW AND WE'RE NOT BUILDING ANY ROADS, BUT EVENTUALLY WE'RE GOING TO BE BACK IN THIS BUSINESS. I JUST DON'T WANT ANYTHING THAT'S GOING TO FORCE THE COST UP BECAUSE OF THE PROXIMITY. OKAY.  THAT ANSWERS MY QUESTION.  

 THANK YOU.  I'LL DIRECT MY QUESTION TO MR. ECKERT.  THIS ORDINANCE SPEAKS TO A -1. WE HEARD TESTIMONY FROM SOMEONE WHO WANTED TO EXPAND THAT. WHAT WE'RE DEALING WITH COULD NOT BE ADJUSTED TO INCLUDE ADDITIONAL ZONING IF I UNDERSTAND CORRECTLY. THAT WOULD BE A SEPARATE -- 

CORRECT. 

YEAH.  OKAY.  I JUST WANTED TO PUT THAT INTO THE RECORD. IF THERE IS INTEREST IN EXPANDING IT BEYOND THAT, THAT'S A SEPARATE PROCESS. IS THAT CORRECT? 

YES, MA'AM.  I THINK HE'D HAVE TO GO BACK AND MAKE THE SAME FINDINGS WITH CONSISTENCY. 

SO ABOUT ZONING CHANGES, WHAT IS THE IMPACT OF GLEN'S COMMENTS ABOUT MAKING A ZONING CHANGE. IF I UNDERSTOOD YOU CORRECTLY, YOU'RE SUGGESTING THAT IF THEY WANTED TO DO AN ASPHALT BATCH, THEY COULD COME IN AS A PUD. BUT THAT WOULD THEN BE VOTED ON. CORRECT? 

YES.  THE BOTTOM LINE IS IF YOU HAVE A NEED FOR IT, AN ABSOLUTE NEED FOR IT AND THERE'S NO WHERE ELSE AROUND, YOU CAN COME IN AND DO A ZONING CHANGE TO ALLOW FOR THAT. THE PROBLEM WITH THE SPECIAL EXCEPTION IS THERE'S A PRESUMPTION OF ENTITLEMENT. 

SO WHAT WE'RE DOING HERE IS TAKING THAT PRESUMPTION OUT OF A-1. BUT IT'S STILL IN THE OTHER CODES. 

I DON'T KNOW.  I DON'T THINK SO. I THINK A-1. 

OH, WAS IT THE ONLY ONE? OKAY.  

 NO.  THE CLASSIFICATIONS WHICH IS THE COMMERCIAL RESIDENTIAL. 

MAY WE HAVE YOUR NAME? 

IAN WILLIAMS.  THEY CURRENTLY DO NOT HAVE THAT USE RIGHT NOW, SO. THEY'RE ALREADY ALL SET.  THEY ALREADY BEAT US OVER THE HEAD WITH THAT. 

SO THEY'RE GOOD.  OKAY.  THANK YOU. . 

CAN I HAVE A MOTION? 

NO, WE DON'T. I HEARD WE WERE READY. WE DO NOT HAVE A MOTION AT THE TABLE. 

YOU HAVE A MOTION TO APPROVE. >> A SECOND FROM MS. NORTHY.  -- NORTHEY.  

 YOUR MOTION SHOULD BE THE SCHEDULE THE MEETING AT 2:00. 

SO MOVED. 

A MOTION TO SCHEDULE IT FOR OCTOBER 24, 2:00 P.M. . 

CORRECT. 

OKAY.  DOES THE SECOND STAND?  

 YES. 

ANY FURTHER DISCUSSION?  SEEING NONE.  ALL THOSE IN FAVOR, SAY I.

ALL THOSE OPPOSED.  SO CARRIED.  NOW YOU CAN TURN YOUR CELL PHONES BACK ON. ARE WE READY FOR ITEM 37? ? 

YES.  EVERYTHING IS IN THERE. . 

ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 15 , ENVIRONMENT ARTICLE 7 NOISE. THAT WOULD BE MS. JAMIE OR MARY . 

I'LL HANDLE THE ITEM.  THIS AMENDS YOUR NOISE ORDINANCE TO DEAL WITH THE ISSUE OF ADDING THE BIRDS AND OTHER ANIMAL NOISES BUT EXCLUDES AGRICULTURE AAPPROPRIATELY. SO UNLESS YOU HAVE ANY QUESTIONS. 

OKAY.  ANY OTHER STAFF?  OKAY . VERY WELL.  WE WILL CLOSE STAFF. PUBLIC PARTICIPATION. WHO WOULD LIKE TO SPEAK?  MS. JAN?  

 YOU KNOW KNOW ME BY NOW.  GOOD AFTERNOON, AND THANK YOU FOR BEING HERE. MY NAME IS JAN SWANSON. I LIVE IN THE COUNTY OF CASDAGO.  IT'S A COUNTY ISSUE. OKAY. I'LL GO ON. ANYONE WOULD THINK IT IS THE SOUND TRACK OF A MOVIE OF SOMEONE BEING BURNT TO DEATH. THEN THEY START AND STOP.  IT'S HOW IT GOES EVERY DAY.  IT'S NOT THE WAY IT SHOULD BE.  THE NEIGHBORS DO THIS BECAUSE THEY CAN GET AWAY WITH IT DUE TO AN OVERSIGHT OF A NOISE ORDINANCE THAT OMITS BIRDS EVEN THOUGH THEY ARE AN ANIMAL. DO WE DESERVE TO HAVE THIS DAILY SQUAWKING PARROTS FOR THE REST OF OUR LIVES? I'M NOT MOVING ANYWHERE.  I LIVE ON FIVE ACRES. IT STILL GOES THROUGH THE WOODS.  THESE BIRDS LIVE TO BE 65 AND 75 YEARS OLD. THEY'RE LOUD. OBVIOUSLY UNTRAINED, UNATTENDED, AND I JUST LOST AN IRREPLACEABLE DOG. BUT YET I ACCEPT IT . IT'S LIFE.  I'VE BEEN HERE FOR 25 YEARS. IT'S BEEN GOING ON FOR SIX YEARS.  IT'S GOTTEN WORSE WITH MORE PARROT BIRDS ACQUISITIONS OVER THE PAST YEARS. I'M ASKING THAT YOU DO SOMETHING TO AMEND IT, AND ALSO INCLUDE THE IMPLEMENTATION OF IT TO ARTICULATE DIRECTIVES TO PERSONS WHO DO NOT COMPLY WITH THE ORDINANCE. THESE SAME PEOPLE SHOULD THINK TWICE ABOUT BEING SO INCONSIDERATE. THANK YOU FOR HEARING ME ONE MORE TIME. HOPEFULLY THE LAST TIME.  

 THANK YOU.  YOU DID VERY WELL.  

 THANK YOU.  I READ OKAY.  THEY'RE ALL MY THOUGHTS. >> MR. SANDERS. >> THIS IS A VERY INEXPENSIVE RECORDER, BUT IT JUST DOESN'T PICK UP EVERYTHING THAT WE HEAR. THIS IS THE WAY IT IS EVERY DAY. 

MR. SANDERS.  ARE YOU PRESENT?  

THANKS FOR HAVING ME.  RICK SANDERS.  I SUPPORT IT.  I ALSO DEAL WITH THE BARKING DOGS AND MAKE SURE THERE ARE -- I KNOW YOU CAN'T ANSWER THESE QUESTIONS, BUT I WOULD LIKE THEM ADDRESSED. ARE THERE ANY EXCEPTIONS FOR LICENSES OR SERVICE DOGS THAT ARE CONSIDERED IN THE HOBBY BREEDERS LICENSE. 

THANK YOU, SIR. >> LOUISE. . 

MY NAME IS LOUISE. I'M IN ALMOND BEACH. I HAVE PROBLEMS WITH BARKING DOGS AND LOUD MUSIC AND I DON'T SEEM TO BE ABLE TO GET ANY HELP FROM IT. THE DOGS, I DIDN'T EVEN KNOW I COULD ASK ABOUT. I WANT TO MOVE THE AGENDA ITEM. I'M READY WHEN YOU'RE READY READY. MOTION THAT WE AMEND CHAPTER 50 ENVIRONMENTAL ARTICLE SIX NOISE IN THE ORDINANCE. 

OKAY.  MOTION TO APPROVE.  

 CAN I ALSO MAKE A COMMENT? 

AND A SECOND FROM MR. PATTERSON.

SCOTT ASHLEY, SENIOR ZONING MANGER.  -- MANAGER. ON YOUR SCREEN IS A PAGE FROM THE AGENDA ITEM. THIS IS THE GENERAL LOCATION OF THE PROPERTY. THE SUBJECT PARCEL IS .39 ACRES. THEY WANT TO CONSTRUCT AN ACCESSORY BUILDING WHICH EXCEEDS THE MAXIMUM THRESHOLD. THE PROPERTIES DEVELOPED FOR THE SINGLE FAMILY DWELLING. ON THE CODE PROVISION OF 277, THE MAXIMUM SQUARE FOOTAGE ON A SINGLE FAMILY LOT IS 50% OF THE SQUARE FOOTAGE AREA OF THE EXISTING STRUCTURE. THE APPLICANT WITH XUSING BUILDINGS -- EXISTING BUILDINGS IS TO ALLOW SQUARE FEET ON ITS R3 ZONE. THE PLANNING COMMISSION VOTED ON THIS. THE VOTE WAS A TIED VOTE.  AND THE ORDINANCE REQUIRES A MINIMUM OF FOUR VOTES TO PASS THE MOTION. THEREFORE, IT WAS DENIED BECAUSE IT FAILED TO RECEIVE THE REQUIRED NUMBER OF VOTES. I'D BE HAPPY TO ADDRESS ANY COMMENTS. 

YOU HAVE QUESTIONS? 

I DO.  AND I RECEIVED AN E-MAIL , YOU DID TOO A FEW MINUTES AGO FROM A MEMBER OF THE PLDRC. AND HE SENT -- AND I DON'T THINK YOU HAVE THIS, BUT HE ATTACHED A GRAPH WITH IT OF THE THREE PROPERTIES THAT THE PLDRC HAD REVIEWED AT THE LAST HEARING. IS THE CURRENT ORDINANCE FOR THESE TWO VARIANCES -- AND THE APPEAL -- IT'S BASED ON A 50%, IS THAT CORRECT? 

YES. 

OKAY. AND OUR CURRENT ORDINANCE -- THE CURRENT ORDINANCE WITH THIS IS THAT THERE WAS AT THE SAME HEARING A PROPERTY THAT RECEIVED A VARIANCE APPROVAL EVEN THOUGH IT WAS FOR A SMALLER LOT SIZE AND A MORE RESIDENTIAL PURPOSE FOR A TWO-STORY GARAGE. THE CONCERN HERE IS ON THE INTERPRETATION OF THE ORDINANCE THAT ALL AREAS BE INCLUDED IN CALCULATING THE MAXIMUM PERCENTAGE. THAT WOULD MEAN A THREE-STORY BUILDING COULD HAVE A HIGHER%AGE. I UNDERSTAND THE LOGIC HERE. HE'S SAYING IS THAT THE INTERPRETATION APPEARS TO ALLOW THE MOST DENSELY DEVELOPING URBAN AREAS TO HAVE A MUCH GREATER PERCENTAGE THAN CAN BE PERMITTED ON A MUCH LARGER RURAL PROPERTY. THAT SEEMS TO BE AN OXY MORON AT BEST. IT APPEARS THAT THAT'S WHERE SOME OF THESE CHALLENGES ARE -- AND I CAN UNDERSTAND THE VERBIAGE. I DON'T KNOW. THOSE THAT ARE MUCH SMARTER THAN I AM, THOSE THAT UNDERSTAND THIS BETTER, BUT YOU UNDERSTAND WHAT I'M SAYING HERE? ? 

THE PLDRC VOTED TO DENY TWO OF THE CASES, BUT THE THIRD ONE WHICH THEY DID APPROVE. 

BUT IT WAS DENIED ON A 33. 

THE ONE YOU MENTIONED WAS APPROVED.  THIS SPECIFIC CASE WAS DENIED BECAUSE IT GOT A 33 VOTE. IT FAILED TO GET THE FOUR NECESSARY VOTES. IT IS REQUIRED TO HAVE FOUR VOTES.  THERE WAS ONLY THREE VOTES FOR AND AGAINST. 

WE MIGHT NOT TO CHANGE THAT.  WE'RE RUNNING INTO THAT MORE AND MORE TOO. IN STRENGTHENING THAT BOARD. 

BUT THE CODE REFERENCES THAT THE CUMULATIVE AREA CANNOT EXCEED THE 50% OF THE FLOOR AREA OF A DEVELOPING. IN THIS CASE WE DO HAVE A LARGER HOME THAT IS NORMALLY REQUIRED. IT HAS TWO EXISTING STRUCTURES AND WAS PROPOSING A RATHER LARGE ACCESSORY BUILDING NEARLY AS LARGE AS THE HOME. SO THE AREA OF THOSE THREE STRUCTURES WELL EXCEEDED THE 50% RULE. . 

I THINK IT'S APPARENT THAT IT NEEDS TO BE REVIEWED GOING FORWARD. I'M GOING TO -- I'M GOING TO -- I PERSONALLY I GOING TO SUPPORT THE APPEAL TO GRANT THE VARIANCE BASED ON THE CONCERN THAT I'M READING OF OUR ORDINANCE. THAT'S ALL I HAVE.  THANK YOU.  

 OKAY. I HAVE TO GET USED TO THE END OF STATEMENT HERE.  MR. PATTERSON, DO YOU HAVE A QUESTION FOR MR. ASHTON? >> NO.  I'M READY.  

 I UNDERSTAND. WE HAVE PROCEDURE TO FOLLOW.  DO YOU HAVE A QUESTION? 

I HAVE A CONCERN, MR. CHAIR. THAT BEING -- I'M MORE INCLINED TO MAKE SURE THAT WE GIVE THE RESIDENT THE BENEFIT OF THIS. I SAY THAT BECAUSE AS MEMBERS OF THIS COUNCIL, WE HAVE A RESPONSIBILITY TO HAVE OUR SUBCOMMITTEES STAFFED APPROPRIATELY. AND WITH A 33 VOTE, I WOULD GIVE THE RESIDENT THE BENEFIT THAT MAYBE IF WE HAD THAT FOURTH VOTE, THEY WOULD HAVE VOTED FOR THE RESIDENT. I HAVE NO WAY OF KNOWING THAT, AND I HAVE NO WAY OF KNOWING SHE WOULD OR WOULD NOT HAVE. I WOULD MUCH RATHER IN VOTING IN SUPPORT FOR THIS APPEAL SIMPLY BECAUSE TWO REASONS. WE DIDN'T HAVE THE STAFF. WE DON'T HAVE SIX OR SEVEN MEMBERS. SECOND REASON, I WANT -- I FEEL THAT ALL DUE DILIGENCE , WE SHOULD ALLOW THIS, BECAUSE EVEN THOUGH IT MAY HAVE SOME CONCERNS, BUT I THINK THE BENEFIT TO THE RESIDENT OUTWEIGHS THE CONCERNS WE HAVE BASED ON THE FACT THAT WE DON'T HAVE A FULL PANEL ABOARD THAT IS MAKING THIS RECOMMENDATION. SO I WOULD BE IN SUPPORT OF THIS. 

MR. ECKERT. 

THIS IS AN ON THE RECORD APPEAL. IT'S A PROCEEDING BEFORE YOU. IT'S A CONCERN THAT HAS BEEN EXPRESSED TO MEMBER DENISE.  THAT -- THAT'S AN APPROPRIATE POLICY QUESTION FOR YOU TO ADDRESS. HOWEVER, THIS BUILDING AS I UNDERSTAND IT, IS A SINGLE STORY DWELLING. SO THE POLICY IMPLICATION OF MULTI-STORY DWELLINGS IS NOT AN ISSUE IN THIS CASE. I THINK BEFORE YOU COME TO YOUR CONCLUSION, YOU SHOULD HEAR BOTH SIDES. AND MR. FORD SHOULD ARGUE ON THE RECORD AS I THINK HE'S PREPARED TO DO WHY THE VARIANCE OUGHT TO BE GRANTED. . 

THIS IS AN APPEAL FROM A VARIANCE DENIAL.  IT WAS BASED ON A 3-3 VOTE. THAT'S BECAUSE THE DWELLING IN THIS PROPERTY IS 2800 SQUARE FEET WHICH LIMITS BY ORDINANCE WITHOUT A VARIANCE LIMITS THIS TO 1400 SQUARE FEET. THAT'S NOT SUFFICIENT FOR HIS PURPOSES. . 

THE FIRST EXHIBIT IS AN AUDIO SO I DON'T KNOW HOW I DID THAT, BUT I SUBMITTED THAT AS AN EXHIBIT. NOW THIS IS A TRANSCRIPT, IT'S NOT A COURT REPORTER TRANSCRIPT, BUT IT WAS DONE BY HIM. HE CAPTURED WHAT I HEARD AT THE HEARING.  THEN ALSO THERE WAS CERTAIN ELEMENTS I THOUGHT SHOULD BE HIGHLIGHTED. THAT'S EXHIBIT B.  AND THEN THE FINAL EXHIBIT WAS THE AGENDA PACKAGE. THE REQUEST -- THE BUILDING MEETS ALL SETBACKS, ALSO MEETS OR EXCEEDS ALL SETBACKS. THE PLDRC REALLY STRUGGLED WITH THIS APPLICATION. I THINK THAT IF YOU WERE TO GO THROUGH THE TRANSCRIPT, YOU WOULD SEE EVEN THE THREE THAT VOTED AGAINST IT, AT LEAST TWO OF THEM THOUGHT IT WAS KIND OF OKAY, BUT THEY FELT BOXED IN BY THE ORDINANCE. BOTH 277 AND THE VARIANCE ORDINANCE ITSELF. THEY FELT BOTH OF THOSE BOXED THEM IN TOO MUCH.  THEY FELT THERE WAS NOT ROOM FOR COMMON SENSE TO BE APPLIED.  SO I WANT TO SHARE WITH YOU SOME OF MY THOUGHTS ABOUT WHY THE RESULT -- IN GOOD CONSCIENCE, I CAN UNDERSTAND WHY THEY VOTED WHY THEY DID. IF IT WAS ONE ACRE, WE WOULDN'T HAVE TO GO HERE.  IF IT WAS ONE ACRE , WE WOULD BE ABLE TO BUILD UP TO 35% OF THE LOT. THAT WOULD ALLOW APPROXIMATELY 11,000 SQUARE FOOT BUILDING. NOW IF MARSY COULD GO TO PAGE 12 OF THE AGENDA PACKAGE -- 

YEAH. 

IT'S THE ONE THAT HAS THE ZONING MAP. 

OKAY.  WE'VE LOADED IT FOR YOU . JUST GIVE US A MOMENT. 

IT'S GOING TO SHOW A LOT DUE SOUTH OF THIS PROPERTY WHICH IS A FLAG LOT COMING OFF OF GLENWOOD ROAD. THIS PROPERTY -- THAT FLAG LOT IS A .94 ACRE LOT. SO IT'S A LITTLE BIT OVER AN ACRE JUST BECAUSE THAT FLAG. THAT HOUSE, HE COULD BE THE 11,000 SQUARE FOOT BUILDING ON. I SUBMIT TO YOU, YEAH.  THAT LOT RIGHT THERE. SO I THINK WHAT THE PRDC WAS STRUGGLING WITH IS THEY DIDN'T FEEL LIKE THIS WAS A COMMON SENSE DENIAL. AT LEAST TWO OF THEM EXPRESSED THAT MY CLIENT SHOULD APPEAL. ONE SAID WHEN YOU APPEAL PLEASE EXPRESS THE DIFFICULTIES WE'RE HAVING WITH THESE CASES. SO THIS IS A 40,000 SQUARE FOOT LOT.  THE ZONING REQUIREMENT IS 10 ,000 IS YOUR MINIMUM LOT SIZE . SO YOU COULD PUT FOUR LOTS HERE. YOU COULDN'T DO IT BECAUSE OF THE CONFIGURATION, BUT I THINK YOU COULD DO TWO LOTS. YOU COULD PUT ANOTHER HOUSE. THAT HOUSE, RATHER THAN HAVING A 15-FOOT HEIGHT LIMITATION, COULD HAVE A 30-FOOT LIMITATION. SO I THINK THE COMMON SENSE SCREAMS FOR LET'S LET THIS GENTLEMAN DO SOMETHING WITH A LESSER IMPACT. THAT'S WHAT WE'RE ASKING FOR HERE.  JEFF, THE PLANNING BOARD MEM BER DURING THE -- AND IT'S ON THE EXHIBIT D. HE WENT THROUGH THIS CALCULATION.  EVEN WITH THIS BUILDING, IT WILL BE A LITTLE LESS THAN 13 AND A HALF PERCENT AS OPPOSED TO THE 35 PERCENT ALLOWED. MR. MILLS WAS SAYING WE SHOULD LOOK AT THE ENTIRE LOT SIZE AND TAKE ALL OF THESE THINGS INTO ACCOUNT, NOT JUST THE SIZE OF THE HOUSE. HE SAID, WE ARE NOT MEETING OUR DUTY TO PROVIDE THEM RELIEF ON VARIANCES WHERE THE RELIEF IS NEEDED. MR. BENDER, WHO DID VOTE FOR IT, WAS DESCRIBING A SITUATION WHERE HE THOUGHT HIS HANDS WERE TIED. HE SAID IT'S UP TO THE PEOPLE TO APPEAL THE DECISIONS. I THINK PRETTY MUCH EVERYTHING ELSE HAS BEEN COVERED. BUT BASICALLY WE'RE ASKING TO EXERCISE THE FLEXIBILITY OF -- AS THE COUNTY COUNCIL, AT LEAST THREE OF THE MEMBERS FELT THEY COULD NOT EXERCISE. 

THANK YOU, MR. FORD.  MR. PATTERSON?  WAIT A MINUTE.  ANY OTHER CITIZEN PARTICIPATION? GOING ONCE.  TWICE.  SO CLOSED. NOW WE WILL GO TO COUNCIL DISCUSSION. 

I WENT OVER AND VISITED THE SITE.  I LOOKED AT IT. IT'S INTERESTING. I WOULD PREFER TO HAVE THE BUILDING THERE WITH THE TRAILER OR WHATEVER IT IS SITTING IN THE YARD PLUS THE COUPLE OF ANTIQUE CARS HE HAS SITTING OUT. SO TO ME IT'S PROBABLY PREFERABLE THAT THE BUILDING WAS A LOT BETTER LOOKING THAN A NICE LITTLE TRAILER THERE THAT HE HAD. I WOULD LIKE TO REVERSE THAT VARIANCE DENIAL AND REIMBURSE THE APPLICANT OF THE APPEAL FEE AT THIS TIME. 

I HAVE A MOTION IN FAVOR OF THE APPEAL FROM MR. PATTERSON.  I WILL NEED A SECOND . 

I SECOND. >> MS. CUSACK?  FURTHER COMMENT.  

 YES. MY COMMENT IS THIS. THAT'S WHY WE HAVE OUR BOARDS IN PLACE TO MAKE DECISIONS BASED ON THE INFORMATION THAT THEY HAVE AVAILABLE TO THEM AT THAT TIME. SO I THINK THAT IN ALL GOOD CONSCIOUSNESS, THEY DID WHAT THEY COULD AS BEST THEY COULD. BUT THEN IT COMES TO ANOTHER LEVEL. THAT'S WHERE WE HAVE TO USE THE COMMON SENSE JUDGMENT PIECE THAT WE HAVE TO ADD TO THAT. SO I SECOND THIS AS IT RELATES TO THE FACT THAT I AGREE THAT WE SHOULD -- IF YOU WILL, OVERRULE AT THIS TIME THE PDLRC RECOMMENDATION. THAT'S WHY I SUPPORT THIS.  I BELIEVE IN PROPERTY RIGHTS . SO I SECOND THAT. .     (CAPTIONERS TRANSITIONING). 

 IT IS, IT IS YOUR, UM, I MEAN, WOULD  YOU SAY THAT THIS IS A TECHNICAL  ISSUE THAT THIS IS UNDER OTHER CIRCUMSTANCES,  THAT THIS WOULD HAVE BEEN  APPROVED, THAT THIS IS TECHNICAL  REASONS, THAT THE ORDNANCE DOES  MOLT  WORK  IN--NOT WORK IN THIS  CASE?  

WELL, THE ISSUES  PRIOR TO 30 2-0 0--TO 2004,  A LOT OF CONCERNS FROM  THE RESIDENTS ABOUT THE  STANDARD BEING FIVE FEET. SO IF  YOU HAVE A STRUCTURE OVER 500 SCARE  FEET, YOU NEED THE SAME SETBACK  AS A HOME AND ALSO TO TRY  TO COORDINATE, IF YOU WILL, THE  SCALE AND MASS  OF THE STRUCTURE IN CONCERT WITH  THE SINGLE FAMILY DWELLING, WHICH  IS THE PRIMARY USE OF THE PROPERTY  AND IS THAT WHERE WE CAME--AND THAT  IS WHERE WE CAME WITH THE  50% RULE TO MEET THE 50% OF THE  SQUARE FOOTAGE OF THE  HOME.  

OKAY.  

WE DID NOT SAY FOOTPRINT, IF  THAT  IS AN ISSUE. BUT WE WENT BY SQUARE  FOOT OF  THE HOME  ITSELF. WE HAVE HAD  VARY YENS--VARIANCES ON THIS  FROM TIME TO TIME. WE A COUPLE OF  YEARS AFTER THE WORDING WAS PUT  IN THE CODE, THIS  APPLIES TO URBAN, SINGLE FAMILY  CLASSIFICATIONS, AND A  COUPLE OF TIMES PEOPLE HAVE ACREAGE  PROPERTY SO WE PUT IN AN ONE ACRE  STANDARD, IF YOU ADD AT LEAST AN  ACRE OR MORE, THAT 50% RULE  DID NOT APPLY. IN IN CASE, IT IS  LESS THAN AN ACRE.  

 HOW MUCH LESS?  

0.7. HE HAS GOT A 9.3-ACRE  PIECE OF PROPERTY.  

AND HOW CLOSE  IS THE NEXT NEIGHBOR? HOW CLOSE  WILL THE NEXT NEIGHBOR BE  TO THE BUILDING?  

THE PROPERTY TO THE SOUTH IS  OVER AN  ACRE.  

AND IT IS DEVELOPED?  

YES, I WAS LOOKING AT THE  OVERHEAD AND IT WAS REALLY HARD  TO TELL.  

WELL, THIS IS PRIVATE, IT IS  A SUBDIVISION AND THE PROPERTIES  NEXT TO IT ON THE NORTH,  SOUTH, AND EAST, ARE UNRECORDED  AND THEY ARE FROM HALF ACRE TO AN  ACRE IN SIZE, AND YOU HAVE  A PLATTED SINGLE FAMILY SUBDIVISION  TO THE WEST, WHICH THE APPLICANT,  THE FRONT IS ONLY THE SAME STREET,  AND THE LOTS RANGE FROM UM,  A THIRD OF AN ACRE TO HALF AN ACRE  IN SIZE.  

AND THOSE ARE DEVELOPED BY THE  PHOTO, IT APPEARED  THAT THEY WERE DEVELOPED. OKAY,  SO  REMIND  WHAT OUR, OUR PUBLIC  NOTIFICATION IS.  

JUST THE PEOPLE NEXT TO THE  PROPERTY AND ACROSS THE STREET.  

 OKAY. THE, THE LENGTH OF THE PROPERTY  ACROSS THE STREET,  THEN?  

WELL, IN THIS CASE, UM, THIS  IS, JOHN IS SHOWING  THERE IS AT LEAST TWO  ACROSS THE STREET.  

OKAY, AND DID ANY OF THE NEIGHBORS,  I DIDN'T SEE IT NIT MINUTES, DID  ANY--IN THE MINUTE, DID ANY AT OF  NEIGHBORS O POSE IT--OPPOSE IT?  

WE HAD ONE LETTER OR E-MAIL FROM  THE PROPERTY TO THE EAST.  

WAS IT  IN THE AGENDA ITEM? AND WHAT DID  THEY SAY?  

THEY WERE NOT ABLE TO  UM,  THEY WERE THE ONES, PAGE  A25, THEY WERE NOT  ABLE TO ATTEND THE MEETING BUT THEY  HAD QUESTIONS AND THEY THOUGHT THAT  THE SIZE OF THE HEAD WOULD OVERPOWER  THEIR HOME WHICH  IS ONLY 1800  SQUARE FEET.  

OKAY, UM, MR.  PATTERSON, YOUR MOTION INCLUDED  THE TERM OF THE FEE, CORRECT IN  I WILL NOT SUP FORT THAT BECAUSE  THERE IS PAPERWORK THAT NEEDS TO  BE  DONE. SO THANK YOU.  

OKAY, MR. DANIELS.  

JUST BRIEFLY, UM, YOU KNOW,  THIS IS UM, THE PROPERTY MEETS  THE SET BACK LINES T LARGE ENOUGH  TO ACCOMMODATE THE BUILDING. THIS  LAM PUTS IT IN THE ROYAL OF BEING  THE HOMEOWNERS ASSOCIATION AND WE  SHOULD NOT BE THAT. IF SOMEBODY  WANTS TO LIVE WITH THAT KIND OF  CONTROL OVER PROPERTY,  THERE ARE PLENTY OF SUBDIVISIONS  THAT PEOPLE CAN MOVE INTO. I AM  NOT CALLING FOR THE QUESTION, BUT  UNLESS SOMEBODY HAS ANYTHING ELSE  TO SAY,  MAYBE YOU KNOW,  JUST VOTE.  

THANK YOU. OKAY. NOBODY DOES  HAVE  ANYTHING TO SAY. NOTHING FURTHER?  OKAY, THE MOTION ON THE TABLE IS  THE APPROVAL OF  THE  APPEAL, UM,  SECONDED BY MS. CUSACK AND  IN FAVOR, I. MS. NORTHEY  OPPOSED. SO  CARRIED. THANK  YOU,  SIR. ITEM  NUMBER 39. APPEAL, CASE A13-063.  UM,  DENIALS OF  A REQUEST FOR TWO FENCE HEIGHT  VARIANCES  AND A REQUESTING  FEE. MR. ASHLEY.  

SCOTT ASHLEY. THIS IS A VARIANCE  CASE THAT  WAS HEARD AT THE  AUGUST 23, REGULATION COMMISSION.  THERE WAS A MOTION TO APPROVE  TWO VARIANCES TO THE PROPERLY BUT  THEY FAIL TODAY PASS BECAUSE ONLY  TWO OF  THE SIX MEMBERS VOTED FOR IT. IT  WAS DENIED BECAUSE IT  WAS A 2-4 VOTE. THE VARIANCES FOR  REQUESTED TO MAXIMUM FENCE  HEIGHT FOR FENCES ON THE SUBJECT  PROPERTY TO ALLOW THE PROCESSING  AND AFTER THE FACT,  UM, FENCE  PERMIT FOR THE PROPERTY. THE 

     FIRST VARIANCE WAS TO ADDRESS  THE STREET FRONTAGE. AS YOU CAN  SEE THE STAFF MAPS ON  THE SCREEN, SUBJECT PROBLEMMERTY  IS ON  THE EAST AREA OF DE-LAND, THE FENCE  HEIGHT FOR A FRONT YARD AREA  IS NOW FEET. THE EXISTING FENCE  THAT IS ON  THE PROPERTY LINE IS FIVE FEET  IN HEIGHT AND  THEN THE SECOND VARIANCE  WAS FOR A FENCE ALONG  THE SHORELINE. ALL OF THE FENCES,  THAT ARE PARTING  ARE  CHAIN LINK FENCES. AGAIN, THE PLDRC  HEARD  COMMENTS FROM THE SURROUNDING PROPERTY  OWNERS ON THIS CASE AND THEY VOTED  2-4 TO APPROVE BUT BECAUSE  OF THE LACK OF THE FOUR AFFIRMATIVE  VOTES, THE CASE WAS DENIED AND  THERE WAS NO FOLLOW UP  MOTION.  

ANY QUESTIONS OR  COMMENTS THAT THE COUNCIL MAY HAVE?  

OKAY, I DON'T SEE ANYTHING. ANY  OTHER STAFF RECOMMENDATIONS OR STATEMENTS?  OKAY. WE WILL MOVE RIGHT ALONG TO  OUR PUBLIC PARTICIPATION PART.  

CAN I ASK STAFF A QUESTION?  

YES, I AM SORRY.  

SCOTT, CAN YOU GO OVER  THE FIVE  CRITERIA.  

ANY SPECIAL, UNIQUE CIRCUMSTANCES  RELATED TO THE PROPERTY, THAT IS  UNIQUE AS OPPOSED TO OTHER  PROPERTIES IN THE SAME ZONING. WHETHER  OR NOT THE REASONS ARE  A RESULT OF THE APPLICANTINGS ACTION  WITH  LITTLE LOOK AT THE CODE, [ INAUDIBLE  - LOW VOLUME ] BY OTHERS  IN THE SAME ZONING CLASSIFICATION  OR CREATE AN UNDO HARDSHIP  ON THEM, THE FOURTH IS  WHETHER OR NOT TO OPPOSE  VARIANCES NECESSARY TO PROVIDE REASONABLE  USE OF THE PROPERTY AND THEN NUMBER  FIVE IS WHETHER OR NOT THE PROPOSED  VARIANCE IS WITH THE PURPOSE INTENDED  TO CODE AND WHETHER OR NOT IT IS  WITH THE PLAN OR IN THE [ INAUDIBLE  ] TO THE SURROUNDING AREA.  

AND SO  THIS WENT TO THE APLDRC WITH A RECOMMENDATION  OF DENIAL FROM THE STAFF?

AND THAT WENT DOWN ON  A 2-4 VOTE. OKAY. I JUST WANTED  TO BE CLEAR.  

AND JUST ON THE MONITOR  TO HELP YOU,S THE  PAGE 3918 IN THE PACKAGE WHICH  SHOWS THE LOCATIONS  OF THE TWO VERY --OF THE  TWO VARIANCES  AND THE WATERFRONT VERY  VARY--VARIANCES WHICH IS NUMBER  TWO.  

SCOTT, IS THE UM, FENCE  ALONG THE, YOU KNOW, DOWN TO THE  WATER,  IS THAT  A SOLID  FENCE?  

CHAIN LINK.

PERSONALLY, I HAVE NOT  OBJECTION TO THE COUNCIL  APPROVINGS VARIANCE NUMBER TWO ON  THE APPLICATION  AND I HAVE NO OBJECT  FOR VARIANCE NUMBER ONE PROVIDED  THAT SOME  CONDITIONS ARE APPLIED. IT IS INCONSISTENT  WHEN SOMEONE COMES BEFORE YOU  TO  REQUEST SPECIAL CONSIDERATION AND  A VARIANCE WHEN  THEY ARE NOT WILLING TO  SHOW ANY CONSIDERATION OR MAKE CONSIDER  FOR THEIR NEIGHBORS. THE COUNCIL  SHOULD HAVE IN THEIR POSSESSION,  AND IF NOT, I  HAVE A COPY FOR YOU, A PETITION  SIGNED BY 21 NEIGHBORS AT THE FIRST  HEARING IN AUGUST  IN WHICH THE NABS  OPPOSED VARIANCE NUMBER  ONE BECAUSE IT DID  NOT ADDRESS SAFETY CONCERNS. THE  COUNCIL DOES HAVE THE OPTION, IF  NUMBER ONE IS APPROVED, TO  APPLY CONDITIONS ON THE  APPROVAL, AND WHEN THE  VARIANCE DOES NOT MEET THE FIVE  CRITERIA, SPECIFICALLY,  AS THE PLANNING STAFF  HAS RECOMMENDED, NUMBER ONE, BASED  ON THE OWN STATEMENT THAT  HE REBUILT THE FENCE AT 5'" IN OCTOBER  OF 2012, IT CAN BE ASSUME THAT HAD  THE SPECIFIC CIRCUMSTANCES OF THE  EXISTING FENCE HEIGHT IS ARRAYMENT  OF THE APPLICANTS OWN ACTIONS. NUMBER  TWO, THERE ARE OTHER OPTIONS  AVAILABLE TO THE APPLICANT TO MAKE  POSSIBLE THE REASONABLE  USE OF A FENCE. NUMBER THREE, THERE  IS SOME.  

Reporter: --THERE IS SOME  CONCERN THAT THE  FENCES OVER 4'0" COULD  CREATE A SIGHT PROBLEM AS CARS  BACK ON TO THE  DRIVEWAY. THERE FOR STAFF IS RECOMMENDING  IF THIS APPROVED THAT THE CONDITION  BE APPLIED TO THAT THE FENCE COULD  NOT BE CONVERTED IN SUCH A WAY THAT  IT COULD  BE MORE THAN 25%  OPAQUE. UNFORTUNATELY THE STAFF'S  SUGGEST THE CONDITION,  IT IS ALE FOUNDED, IT DOES NOT TAKE  INTO FACT THAT THE CHAIN LINK FENCE  AT THE DRIVEWAY HAS OVER MANY YEARS  BEEN COVERED WITH  VINES THAT RENDER IT OPAQUE. I WOULD  TO SAY THAT IF THE COUNCIL  APPROVE THAT IS  A CONDITION BE APPLIED TO EXCLUDE  ANY 5'0" FENCE IN THE  FRONT YARD ONLY WITHIN 50 FEET  OF THE DRIVEWAY. THIS WOULD ADDRESS  THE STAFF'S CONCERN AND THE NEIGHBORS,  ESPECIALLY IF THE AREA WERE  MADE AN  ANIMAL TREE FREE--ANIMAL FREE ZONE.  THIS WOULD PROVIDE FOR  SAFETY AND WELL  BEING OF EVERYONE. FINALLY, I WOULD  LIKE TO SUB CORRECT THAT  THE FEARS OF  THE NEIGHBORS--YOU WOULD LIKE TO  SUGGEST THAT THE NEIGHBORS  FEARS BE TAKEN  INTO CONSIDERATION. THANK YOU FOR  MUCH FOR YOUR CONSIDERATION OF THIS.  

AND YOU WERE ACTUALLY  SEVEN SECONDS QUICKER.  

OH, WELL.  

 NO NO  NO. THANK YOU, MR. KING.  HEIDI [ INAUDIBLE ]. NAME AND ADDRESS AND YOU  HAVE THREE MINUTES.  

I AM HEIDI [ INAUDIBLE ] I LIVE  AT 228 LAKE TOWNAGE ROAD IN DE-LAND  AND I BEEN THERE  FOR MORE THAN 23 YEARS, I AM IN  FAVOR OF KEEPING THE  FENCE AT 5'0". UNTIL IT WAS RUINED  BY A VEHICLE SMASHED THROUGH THE  NORTH, EAST,  AND SOUTH FENCES, AND DESTROYING  MY GROVE BEFORE GETTING AWAY, I  WOULD NOT HAVE THOUGHT ABOUT MAKING  MY FENCE THE SAME HEIGHT ALL THE  WAY FROM THE TOP TO THE  BOTTOM. I WAS ASKED TO MAKE THE  HEIGHT EVEN ALL THE WAY ALONG  AND MR. KING SAID THAT IT PREP RECENTED  OUR NEIGHBORHOOD AND I HAD NO REASON  TO DOUBT THAT. SO I TALKED TO MY  HUSBAND ABOUT IT AND  WE MADE THE FENCE BIGGER, TALLER,  RIGHT IN FRONT OF THE MAILBOX. WE FOUND OUT THAT MR. KING  HAD DECEIVED EACH OF THE MEMBERS  OF THE NEIGHBORHOOD AND IF YOU READ  THE PAPER, YOU CAN SEE WHERE THE  DIFFERENCE OF  THE TWO, UM, EXPLANATIONS ARE BETWEEN  WHAT HE ASKED THE PEOPLE  TO SIGN. EVERY HOME WITH THE EXCEPTION  OF ONE PERSON IS WHO WE  VISITED AND  EACH NEIGHBOR AGREED THE  5'0" FENCE IS FINE AS EVIDENCED  BY THE SIGNED NOTES AND BILL HAS  SUBMITTED THOSE AND ADDRESSED  THAT IN THE  FUTURE. I WILL CONCLUDE WITH THIS,  PRIOR TO THE PEOPLE BREAKING DOWN  THE FENCE, THREE YEARS AGO WHEN  WE WERE ROBBED, WE WERE IN THE HOME,  I WAS IN TOTAL FEAR THAT THEY WERE  GOING TO RETURN. AND I BARELY LEFT  MY HOME. I WAS SO BLESSED THAT IN  2012  I COULD HAVE THE BETTER FENCE. PLEASE  GRANT THE VARIANCE. THAT IS A ALL  I HAVE THE SAY--THAT IS ALL I  HAVE TO SAY.  

 THANK YOU, LAUREN COX. OH,COE?  SORRY.  

HELLO, I AM  LAURA COE, I LIVE AT 408  SAFFRON TRAIL. I AM THE  DAUGHTER OF  BILL AND HEIDI. I LIVED WITH THEM  FOR APPROXIMATELY 19 YEARS AND THEY  HAVE ALWAYS HAD A 5'0",  4'0" FENCE SINCE I CAN REMEMBER.  AND THEN THEY HAD THE DRUNK DRIVER  COME ACROSS THEIR YARD AND  THE NEIGHBORS ASKED THEM TO MAKE  THE FENCE HIGHER AND THEY DID. AND  NOW, ONE OF THE NEIGHBORS IS SAYING  HEY, CAN YOU LOWER IT AND THAT  THERE IS A VISIBILITY PROBLEM, WELL,  I DON'T LIVE THERE ANYMORE BUT I  DRIVE THERE MAYBE ONCE A WEEK OR  TWO AND THERE  HAS NEVER BEEN A PROBLEM AS FAR  AS DRIVING IN AND OUT OF THE ROAD  OR THE DRIVEWAY. THEY ARE THE ONLY  ONES THAT SHOULD BE GOING IN AND  OUT OF THEIR DRIVEWAY SO I DON'T  KNOW WHERE THEY  ARE GETTING THE  VISIBILITY PROBLEM. HELLO, BILL COE,  ADDRESS, TOO?  

YES,.  

228 DE-LAND,  FLORIDA. I AM THE APPLICANT. ON  OCTOBER 4, 2012 OUR FENCE WAS DAMAGED  BY A CAR THAT CAME OFF THE ROAD  AND WENT THROUGH THE FENCE BOTH  ON THE NORTH SIDE AND THE  SOUTH SIDE, HE JUST DROVE  STRAIGHT THROUGH. IT WAS A  REALLY LOUD CRASH AT PROBABLY LIKE  3:00 IN THE MORNING. AT THAT TIME,  THE SECTION ALONG THE FENCE ALONG  THE ROAD AND  MUCH OF THE FENCE  ALONG LAKE TOWN ROAD WAS 5'0". IT  HAAS BEEN THIS WAY FOR  AT LEAST 20 YEARS. WHEN THE FENCE  WAS BEING REPAIRED, SOME OF THE  NEIGHBORS ASKED US TO CHANGE THE  4'0" HIGH SECTION TO 5'0", FROM  THE CARPORT TO THE BAG YARD. AND  FRED KING WAS ONE OF THE PEOPLE  WHO ASKED FOR US TO RAISE THE FENCE.  UM, THE REASON WHY THEY ASKED US  TO DO THAT IS BECAUSE WE  HAVE DOGS IN THERE. WE HAVE ALWAYS  HAD DOGS IN OUR FENCE. I MEAN FOR  AT LEAST 20 YEARS WE HAVE HAD DOGS  INSIDE OF THAT YARD  THERE AND THE DOGS WELL PREDATE  FRED BUYING THE PROPERTY AND  MOVING IN NEXT DOOR. THE 5'0"  AND HIGHER FENCES WITH THE 35 ROAD  SET BACK ARE COMMON  IN VOLUSIA COUNTY. AND THERE ARE  OTHER EXAMPLES. THERE ARE AT LEAST  HUNDREDS, IF NOT THOUSANDS OF SIMILAR  FENCES THROUGH THE COUNTY AND YOU  CAN LOOK AT THE PICTURES,  I JUST TOOK SOME PICTURES OF FENCES  THAT ARE CLOSE TO THE  HOUSE THERE. I DIDN'T REALLY, BUT  THEY ARE ALL PROBABLY WITHIN A MILE  OF THE HOUSE. AND I AM NOT SURE  THAT I GOT ALL OF  THEM THAT ARE  WITHIN THE MILE. SO UM, BY ANY RATE,  IT HAS BEEN THERE  FOR A LONG TIME, WELL SINCE BEFORE  I BOUGHT THE HOUSE. THANK YOU, SIR. ANY REQUESTER  CITIZEN PARTICIPATION IN THE  ROOM? ANY OTHER IN GOING  ONCE, TWICE. OKAY, WE WILL CLOSE  THE PARTICIPATION. NOWLY OPEN UP  THE--NOW I WILL  OPEN UP THE COUNCIL DISCUSSION.  MS. NORTHEY.  

I HAVE A QUESTION FOR STAFF  BECAUSE I AM REALLY  CONFUSED NOW. IS, IS THE  ISSUE BECAUSE IT IS NOT FRONT YARD,  THE HEIGHT OF THE FENCE?  

YES.  

OKAY, THAT  IS THE ONLY  ISSUE. SO WE, WE ONLY  ALLOW 4'0" IN FRONT YARDS.  

[ INAUDIBLE - MULTIPLE SPEAKERS]  

YES, YOU HAVE TO SAY WHO YOU  ARE.  

SCOTT  CASHLY, COUNTY PLANNING.  

OKAY. OKAY. UM, SO, SO MR. COE  WANTS TO HAVE, HAS  RAISED THE FENCE IN THE FRONT  TO 5'0".  

THAT IS CORRECT.  

AND I THOUGHT I HEARD  HIM SAY THAT, OR SOMEBODY SAID THAT  THE IF HE SAID ALONG  [ INAUDIBLE ] WAS BOTH 5'0" AND  4'0" AT ONE POINT.  

YES, IT IS OUR UNDERSTANDING  THAT SOME OF THE FENCE WAS 5'0"  ALONG THE ROAD, THAT AREA CLOSEST  TO THE HOME  IS ONLY 4'0" WHICH IS IN COMPLAINS  OF THE CODE AND AFTER THE ACCIDENT  WHERE THE FENCE WAS TAKEN OUT, THEY  REPLACED THE FENCE WITHOUT A PERMIT  AND IT MATCHED IT UP TO THE EXISTING  FENCE TO HAVE IT BE  5'0".  

OKAY, AND SO TO REPLACE THE FENCE,  THEY SHOULD HAVE GOTTEN A PERMIT  FOR THAT?

OKAY. AND SO HOW DID  IT  GET TO  US? DID SOMEONE FROM THE NEIGHBORHOOD?  

IT WAS A CODE ISSUE.  

AND WHO IS THE PURPOSE OF  THE DOG'S  PICTURE IN HERE?  

THAT WAS THE REASON FOR  THE HEIGHT OF THE FENCE. FOR SAFETY  AND INFORMATION ABOUT LARGE DOGS  AND THE FENCE THIS  HEIGHT, IT WAS AN IMPORTANT ELEMENT  TO MAINTAIN THE DOGS IN THE YARD.

THERE IS A CODE ENFORCE. ISSUE  RIGHT NOW BECAUSE THE FENCE IS TOO  TALL. I WANT TO KNOW  THIS EXHIBIT, WHO  IS THIS FROM?  

I THINK MR. COE GAVE IT  TO US.  

ALL OF THE FENCES IN  THE NEIGHBORHOOD.  

ON MINNESOTA AVENUE,  I  GUESS THAT IS MINNESOTA, 2055, WHAT  IS THE THINKING,  WHY DO WE HAVE THIS  HERE?

AND YOU, ARE IN THIS POSITION  BECAUSE YOUR FENCE WAS KNOCKED DOWN,  THAT IS RIGHT? WHAT WAS THE  HEIGHT OF THE FENCE PRIOR?  

MOST OF IT WAS 5'0" AND THE SECTION  FROM THE CARPORT TO THE BACK  WAS 4'0". SO THERE WAS UM,  MOST OF IT WAS 5'0" BUT  A SMALL SECTION WAS 4'0".  

AND IT WAS THE FACT THAT,  DID  YOU TRY TO  GET A PERMIT?  

I AM NOT  SURE HOW THEY GOT INVOLVED. BUT  THERE WAS A CAR THAT  DROVE THROUGH THE FENCE. WE REPAIRED  IT AND SOME PEOPLE ASKED  US IF WE COULD CONTINUE THE  5'0" ALL THE WAY ALONG AND NOW WE  ARE HERE. AND ALSO, THE UM,  UNDERSTAND THAT THE FRONT YARD  IS KIND OF DECEIVING, ACCORDING  TO THE STAFF, WE  HAVE TWO FRONT YARDS BECAUSE ANYTHING  THAT BORDERS A ROAD  IS A FRONT YARD. IT IS NOT NECESSARILY  THE FRONT OF THE HOUSE.  

DO YOU  HAVE  A  PICTURE  OF IT? [ INAUDIBLE ] 

GIVE IT  ITS TO DEBBY OVER THERE, THEY WILL  PUT IT  ON THE OVERHEAD. CAN YOU  JUST TELL ME WHAT THAT IS.  

THIS IS MY QUOTE, FRONT YARD.  THAT IS  UNNAILED GOAT HOUSE THERE AND--AN  OLD GOAT HOUSE THERE. THE 5'0" FENCE  IS ME HIND THE TREES, IT IS BETWEEN  THE TREES BACK THERE AND THE  ROAD IS THE OTHER SIDE HERE. UM,  IT IS, THE  FENCE IS COMPLETELY  HIDDEN. YOU  CANNOT EVEN  SEE THAT FENCE.  

AND PD LC VOTED 2-4  TO DENY,  IS  THAT RIGHT?  

YES, MA'AM. 

IS THAT THE FENCE THERE?  

THAT JUST SHOWS THE PROPERTY.  CAN YOU MAKE THAT SMALLER A LITTLE  BIT, SO WE CAN  SEE A LITTLE BIT MORE? NOW THAT  ROAD ON THE RIGHT, THAT IS [  INAUDIBLE ]?  

TO THE RIGHT, YES.  

OKAY.  

OKAY. AND THE YELLOW IS THE BOUNDARY  AND YOU CAN SEE THAT,  THE FENCE LINE IS PRETTY CLOSE TO  BOUNDARIES, IT IS ACTUALLY TO  THE LEFT, OR TO THE  WEST OF THE BOUNDARY THERE,  A LITTLE FURTHERER FROM THE ROAD.  YOU CANNOT SEE IT, I MEAN, YOU CAN  IF YOU LOOK REALLY  CLOSE. BUT  IT IS HIDDEN  IN VEGETATION.  

THANK  YOU, MR. CHAIRMAN.  

MR. WAGNER.  

SO THE MOTION  IS TO DENY?  

YES, I AM NOT GOING  TO  SUPPORT  IT.  

 OKAY. ALL RIGHT. ANY FURTHER DISCUSSION?  

[  INAUDIBLE  - LOW VOLUME ]  

MR. KING. YES, MR. KING, YOU  DO  HAVE A QUESTION. YOU ARE MR. KING,  RIGHT? COME ON UP HERE. COME ON  UP HERE.  

I WITNESS STANDER WHAT YOU WANTED  TO ADD. I CAN ASK  YOU AN OPEN ENDED QUESTION.  

SORRY?  

WHAT DID YOU WANT TO ADD?  

I WOULD  JUST IS LIKE TO COMMENT, UM, IT  IS NOT AN ISSUE OF ONE DOG, IT IS  AN ISSUE OF SIX DOGS AND THERE HAS  BEEN AS MANY AS  TEN DOGS UM, IN  THE PAST YEAR UM, THE REASON MR.  COE IS HERE IS  BECAUSE OF NUMEROUS COMPLAINTS  TO ANIMAL CONTROL AND TO  THE COUNTY  WITH  REGARDS TO THE DOGS. I THINK THAT  THE RESIDENTS PETITION, IT SPEAKS  FOR ITSELF  AND MY  NAME IS NOT ON  THAT PETITION. IF ANYTHING IS DECEPTIVE,  THE PICTURE THAT WAS SHOWN TO YOU  BY MR. COE HERE WAS NOT LOOKING  AT LAKE [ INAUDIBLE ] ROAD AS HE  SAID, BUT IT WAS LOOKING FROM THE  LAKE ROAD, IT WAS  LOOKING AT KEPLER ROAD. SO THE  FENCE THAT NICELY HIDDEN,  THE 5'0" FENCE IS ON KEPLER ROAD  .E AND I HAVE TRIED  TO COOPERATE WITH THE COEs AND I  AM NOT GOING TO OBAMA HEALTH  CORRECT TO A 5'0"--I AM NOT  GOING OBJECT TO A 5'0"  FENCE AND I DID SUGGEST IT WILL  INCREASED TO 5'0" BUT HE DID NOT  TELL YOU THAT THAT INCLUDED PUTTING  THE FENCE  BACK TO UM, MEET THE  CODE. I  HAVE BACKED OFF OF THAT AND SAID  AS LONG AS THEY ARE  LOG PUT  IT BACK UM, A TOTAL OF 120 FEET  SO THAT I CAN GO OUT AND  GET MY MAIL WITHOUT THESE DOGS INTIMIDATING  ME, THAT IS ALL I AM  ASKING OF THE CO Es. GIVE  ME A BIT OF CONSIDERATION IN FRONT  OF MY HOME AND THE REST OF THE  ROADS AND THE  OTHER PART, I DON'T CARE. THANK  YOU.  

THANK  YOU.  

THANK YOU, SIR.  

OKAY.  

ANY  OTHER DISCUSSION OR COMMENTS? WELL,  THIS IS A TOUGH ONE. IT  IS VERY INTERESTING. YOU KNOW, AND  UM, PRETTY GOOD WITH THE BUILDINGS  BUT  A  FENCE, THAT BATTLES MY  HEAD.  

[ INAUDIBLE  - MULTIPLE SPEAKERS]  

CALLING A QUESTION.  

ALL IN FAVOR, SAY I. OKAY, SO  BE IT, THE QUESTION SHALL GO FORWARD.  

THERE WAS A NO VOTE. YOU DIDN'T  ASK.  

NO, IT WAS A CALL FOR THE QUESTION.  

SORRY.  

IT WAS A CALL FOR A QUESTION.  THAT IS QUITE ALL RIGHT. ALL RIGHT,  SO WE SHALL GO ALL THOSE  IN FAVOR, PLEASE SAY I.  

I.  

THAT IS  IN FAVOR?  

I AM SORRY, ALL FOR THE DENIAL  OF THE APPEAL, I WAS JUST GOING  WITH THE MOTION, ALL IN FAVOR OF  THE DENIAL, THAT IS  THE MOTION, MOTION IS FOR DENIAL,  SO ALL THOSE THAT ARE SUPPORTING,  PLEASE SAY  I.  

I. AND ALL OPPOSEED? MR. WAGNER.  OKAY, SORRY, SIR,  THE  APPEAL HAS BEEN DENYIED.  

ALL  RIGHT, NOW MOVING ON, NUMBER  40. OPEN UP A PUBLIC HEARING, STAFF  REPORT, MR. ASHLEY R YOU  COMING UP--ASHLEY, ARE YOU COMING  UP AGAIN IN WE ARE JUST  GOING TO  KEEP YOU  BUSY TODAY. SPECIAL EXCEPTION,  CASE  S1304 #. WHERE ARE MY  GLASSES? FROM  A PRIVATE SCHOOL AND  RECREATION AREA. CAN  YOU EXPLAIN WHO OCR STANDS FOR?  

IT IS THE  INAUDIBLE ] CLUSTER RESIDENTIAL.  

CLUSTER RESIDENTIAL.  

OKAY, IS THAT LIKE  AND R3, R5?  

UM, NO, SIR.  

I MEAN, WE HAVE A SPECIAL CLUSTER.  

YES, WE DO.  

OKAY, GOOD. YOU KNOW, I USED  TO LIVE  OUT  THERE. ALL RIGHT. UM,.  

SCOTT ASHLEY,  SENIOR ZONING MANAGER, THE APPLICANT  IS REQUESTING TWO SPECIFIC  EXCEPTIONS  TO ADDRESS  CON--CONDITIONS HAPPENING  ON THE PROPERTY. THE FIRST WAS FOR  A PRY VALUE SCHOOL  TO ADDRESS THE K-9 TRAINING FACILITY  THAT IS ON THE PROPERTY AND  THE EXCEPTION  FOR THE RESIDENTIAL, THE RECREATIONAL  USE IN THE FORM OF A  GUN RANGE THAT  HAS BEEN OPERATING ON THE  SUBJECT PROPERTY. IT HAPPENED ON  THE SUBJECT PROPERTY  WHICH INCLUDED, THE, SHOOTING RANGE  AND LAW ENFORCEMENT DOG TRAINING  SERVICES, THAT WERE HAPPENING WITHOUT  THE PROPER UM, REVIEWS  AND PERMITTING BUT COUNTY STAFF.  UM, THE APPLICANT WAS  SENT A NOTICE OF VIOLATION AND AN  OPTION WAS TO  TRY TO  RESOLVE THE VIOLATION ISSUES THROUGH  THE SPECIAL EXCEPTION. THIS IS FOR  THE TWO USES, TO  OPERATE THE PROPERTY ONS SCREEN--ON  THE SCREEN. THIS IS LOCATED IN THE  [ INAUDIBLE ] AREA AND  THE ACORN LAKES SUBDIVISION. THE  PROPERTY IS TOWARD THE END OF BLACK  LAKE ROAD AND IT  HAS TWO, TEN  ACRE  PARCELS WITHIN THAT SUBDIVISION.  UM, PAGE 4018 OF THE PACKAGE GIVES  YOU A COPY  OF THE SURVEY THAT SHOWS SOME OF  THE STRUCTURES ON  THE PROPERTY THAT WERE PLACED THERE.  BUT UM, ONE OF THE BUILDINGS IS  ALSO USED AS A KENNEL FOR A PREVIOUSLY,  USED AS A KENNEL FOR  THE HOUSING OF THE DOGS AS PART  OF THE LAW ENPORTIONMENT TRAINING  AND ALSO ON THE SOUTHERN PART OF  THE DRAWING, THERE IS A COVER OVERHANG,  THAT AND THE  OTHER ITEMS, THE CONCRETE WALKWAYS,  IF YOU WILL, THAT ARE PART OF  THE DRAWING, OR THE SHOOTING  RANGE SECTION WHICH IS AT THE SOUTHERN  PART OF THE PROPERTY. THIS  DID GO TO THE PD RC BACK IN AUGUST  OF THIS YEAR AND THEY DID  FORWARD A RECOMMENDATION TO THE  COUNTY COUNCIL OF DENIAL FOR BOTH  THE EXCEPTIONS FOR THE REASONS  OUTLINED IF THE STAFF REPORT AND  THE ITEMS AS ADDRESSED IN THE  CONDITIONS OR, EXCUSE ME,S  MINUTES. --EXCUSE ME, THE MINUTES.  THIS DID START OUT AS AN OPERATION  THAT HAPPENED ON THE PROPERTY FOR  SEVERAL YEARS, WE DID GET COMPLAINTS  AND AGAIN, PART OF THE PROPERTY  WAS USED FOR K-9 OPERATION, AS OF  THIS POINT, STAFF IS UNDERSTANDING  THAT THE K-9 TRAINING COURSE  OPERATORS HAVE LEFT THE PROPERTY  BUT THE APPLICANT IS STILL WANTING  TO GO FORWARD INCASE HE IS ABLE  TO GET ANOTHER COMPANY TO  USE THE PROPERTY FOR TRAINING PURPOSES  AND A SHOOTING RANGE. THE APPLICANT  HAS A PERSONAL  BUSINESS THAT INVOLVES A GUN SHOP  WHERE HE TEACHES GUN SAFETY AND  SHOOTING WHICH IS IN  PORT ORANGE. BUT THE PROPERTY HAS  BEEN USED IN THE PAST AS PART  OF THE TRAINING AND CERTIFICATION  PROCESS AND TO BE ABLE TO USE THE  PROPERTY FOR THAT PURPOSE,  THE REASON FOR THE SECOND  SPECIAL  EXCEPTION OVER THE AREA. THE FACILITIES  ARE IN THE CENTER  PART OF THE PROPERTY, UM, AS INDICATED  IN THE STAFF REPORT, WE  HAVE THE KENNEL THAT SILTIES, OVER  600 FEET FROM THE NEAREST PROPERTY  LINE AS WELL AS THE  SHOOTING RANGE AREA IS OVER 400  FEET FROM THE NEAREST PROPERTY TO  THE WEST AND AS FAR AS 750  FEET FROM THE NEAREST NEIGHBORS  HOME. THROUGH THE  REVIEW OF THE VARIOUS CRITERIA,  STAFF DID FIND, FELT THAT THEY WOULD  BE ABLE TO MEET MOST OF  THE CRITERIA  BUT THERE ARE SOME THINGS ASSOCIATED  WITH THE USE, WE FELT HE COULD NOT  MEET WITHOUT SOME HELP FROM THE  COUNCIL AND THAT IS THE  FACT THAT THE USES UM, LANGUAGE  IN THE PLAN UNDER PAGE 4010  OF THE STAR REPORT  DOES RELATE HOW USES OF A  RURAL ORIENTED USE A SUCH CANNOT  BE LOCATE ON  A LOCAL OR UNPAVED ROADWAY AND BLACK  LAKE ROADWAY IS PRIVATELY MAINTAINED  SO STAFF FELT THAT  THAT PARTICULAR, THESE CASES WOULD  BE INCONSISTENT WITH THAT PARTICULAR  POLICY. ALSO, THERE WAS CONCERN  FROM THE TRAFFIC STAFF WHICH IS  IN THE HIGHLIGHTED REPORT SHOWING  THE CONDITION OF THE  ROAD AND THE FACT THAT IT DID NOT  MEET COUNTY STANDARDS AND WITH  THE WIDTH OF THE ROADWAY, THERE  MAY BE  PROBLEMS WITH IMPACTS TO  THE ROAD. BASED ON  THOSE CONCERNS, STAFF DID RECOMMEND  DENIAL BUT WE DID OFFER SOME CONDITION  THAT  IS ARE ON PAGES  4015-4017 OF THE STAFF REPORT IN  CASE THAT THE COMMISSION  WAS WILLING TO RECOMMEND  APPROVAL. SO I WOULD BE HAPPY TO  ADDRESS ANY COMMENTS  OR CONCERNS AT  THIS TIME.  

GO AHEAD MS. CUSACK.  

ARE THERE ANY QUESTIONS FOR  THE  STAFF, FROM THE  COUNCIL? MS. NORTHEY?  

SCOTT, THERE WAS PUBLIC  OPPOSITION AT THE PLDRC,  CORRECT?  

YES, FROM THE NEIGHBORS.  

ADJACENT NEIGHBORS. OKAY. AND  DID WE HEAR ANYTHING FROM THE UM,  FROM THE [ INAUDIBLE ] GROUP, DID  THEY WEIGH IN ON THIS ONE  WAY OR THE  OTHER? THE PRESENT  VISION?  

--PRESERVATION?  

NO.  

OKAY, THANK YOU. THAT  IS IT FOR MY, MR. CHAIRMAN.  

OKAY, ANY OTHER QUESTIONS  FOR  STAFF? ANY OTHER STAFF COMMENT?  OKAY. WE'LL MOVE ON TO  THE CITIZEN COMMENT  PART  PORTION. UM,  LET'S START OFF WITH MR. DICK GEORGE.  

[ INAUDIBLE - LOW VOLUME ]  

SURE, LET'S HEAR WHAT YOU GOT.  

I DO HAVE A QUESTION.  

I NEED YOUR NAME  AND ADDRESS IN THE  MICROPHONE.  

GEORGE, 5548 PORT ORANGE, FLORIDA  AM I LIMITED TO THE 3:00  BECAUSE I HAD A POWERPOINT PRESENTATION.  

YOU HAVE A 40 PAGE POWERPOINT.  

I DIDN'T KNOW. I JUST WANTED  YOU TO ARE AN  UNDERSTANDING.  

YES, YOU ARE  LIMITED DOWN FOR 3:00. OTHER  WISE WE CAN BE HERE FOR WEEKS.  

I WOULD LIKE TO ASK OF  COUNCIL, UM TWO THINGS, ONE WOULD  BE OF COURSE APPROVAL FOR THE SPECIFIC  EXCEPTIONS AND THEN IF DENIAL, IT  LIKE TO ASK FOR A REIMBURSEMENT  OF THE APPLICATION PROCESS.  

AS IT IS NOTED IN THE REQUEST.  

OKAY, WAS THAT NOTED? I  WAS NOT SURE.  

NO, NO. NO THE REIMBURSEMENT  IS IN  THE IN THERE.  

OKAY, WELL WHEN I STARTED THIS  PROCESS, WE HAD SEVERAL, FOUR, FIVE,  SIX, UM MEETINGS WITH COUNTY STAFF,  MYSELF, MY ATTORNEY AND SO FORTH.  

CAN YOU RESTART  THE CLOCK FOR  HIM? BECAUSE WE INTERRUPTED HIM.  OKAY. GO AHEAD.  

I HAD SEVERAL MEETINGS WITH THE  COUNTY STAFF REGARDING THIS IN A  WAY TO TRY TO GAIN SOME RESOLUTION  TO THE COMPLAINT THAT  WAS ISSUED AGAINST ME. UM, AFTER  MY ATTORNEY MET CAN  COUNTY STAFF, WE CAME TO WHAT I  THOUGHT WAS  AN AGREEMENT TO AFFLY  FOR--APPLY FOR A SPECIFIC EXCEPTION.  I PAID THE HIGH FEE, $1400 AND THEN  I GOT A CALL FROM THE  PLANNER, CAROL, WHO INDICATED THAT  THERE WAS BASICALLY AN OVERSIGHT  ON COUNTY STAFF'S PART WHERE THIS  WAS ON A DIRT ROAD AND IT WAS  NOT ALLOWED. AND IN MY OPINION,  THAT  SHOULD'VE BEEN  COURT  EARLIER BECAUSE ----BEEN CAUGHT  EARLIER. I PROBABLY HAVE ABOUT $6000  INVESTED ONLY TO FIND OUT IF THE  COUNTY STAFF HAD DONE THEIR JOB  THERE THE GET GO, IT WOULD HAVE  BEEN DIED AT THE  BE--BEEN DENIED AT THE BEGINNING  PHASE. I DID NOT FIND OUT THAT COUNTY  STAFF DID NOT SUPPORT IT BECAUSE  THEY SAID THEY  DID UNTIL THE LAND DEVELOPMENT,  THE PLANNING BOARD, AT THAT POINT,  I WAS BLIND SIDED WITH THE FACT  THAT THEY DID NOT SUPPORT IT  UNTIL THAT TIME, I THOUGHT THEY  DID. BUT IF I CAN GO  TO THE POWER POINT AND JUST SCAN.  THE PROPERTY IN QUESTION IS HERE.  IF YOU LOOK OVER THERE ON THE  LEFT HAND SIDE, THAT IS A SUPER-WAL-MART,  THE AREA ON THE LEFT OF THE SCREEN,  MY PROPERTY IS ACTUALLY ON THE RIGHT  OUTLINE THERE. SO YOU CAN SEE THE  SIZE OF MY PROPERTY IS ABOUT TWO  TIMES THAT OF  THE SUPER WAL-MART. IT IS 100-ACRES,  I KNOWN  THAT WHOLE SUBDIVISION HERE. THE  COMPLAINT OF THE MAN, WHO OWNS THAT  LITTLE CLEARED WHITE SEX WHERE THE  ROAD GOES THERE WITH WHERE IT SAYS  345 BLACK LAKE. I OWN ALL  THE WAY AROUND  HIM. HE STARTED THE COMPLAINT. THE  OPERATION HAS BEEN GOING ON  SINCE ABOUT 2006 AND RECENTLY IT  HAS BECOME AN ISSUE. THERE ARE APPROXIMATELY  5-7 HIGHLY TRAINED POLICE DOGS ON  THE SITE, UM, THIS  SHOWS THE PARCELS, YOU  WILL KEEP GOING, OH,  GO BACK, PLEASE. THIS  HOES HERE, UMER--THIS  SHOWS HERE, BASICALLY THE AMOUNT,  3000 FEET TO HIS PROPERTY. SO THE  TWO FOLK WHOSE WERE UPSET  BY THIS WERE UM, ONE WAS 750 FEET  AND THE  OTHER ONE WAS 3  3100ER CAN-WAS  3 # 1--WAS 3100 FEET. AND THIS IS  WHERE THE DOGS WERE HOUSED AND SOME  WERE AT THAT SPOT THERE, THEY WERE  IN TWO BUILDINGS, THEY SEPARATED  THEM FOR  TRAINING THEM AND SO  FORTH. THE FIREARMS TRAINING, WE  HAVE HAD THREE COURSES OUT THERE  AT THE PROPERTY, THEY  ARE DONE BY LAW ENFORCEMENT, THESE  ARE JUST A  COUPLE OF  PICTURES OF THAT. THE POLICE AGENCY  CAN USE IT WHEN THEY NEED TO  DO LONG DISTANCE SHOOTING OR IN  THEY HAVE A  NEED TO BRING INTO, VEHICLES THAT  NOT DO AT THE COUNTY  RANGE. SO IF YOU  WILL KEEP GOING. LIABILITY, WE HAD  $10 MILLION WORTH OF LIABILITY ON  THE PROPERTY. THE DOGS THAT WERE  OUT THERE WERE BEING TRAINED AS  EXPLOSIVE DOGS  AND DRUG DOGS. SO KEEP GOING. SOME  OF THE TRAINING THAT WAS DONE ON  SITE. THOSE DOGS GO OVER  TO AFGHANISTAN AND OVER COUNTRIES.  THEY DO PROTECT AND SAVE SOLDIER'S  LIVES. SO KEEP GOING. THE INTENT  IS TO BE ALLOW AN ANIMAL, A SERVICE  ANIMAL TO GO OUT THERE AND DO THE  JOB OF A SOLDIER. AND THE  DOGS ARE NOT DANGEROUS. THEY GO  BACK INTO THE HOMES. THERE'S ARE  YOU KNOW, PICTURES  OF THE 59 OFFICER,--OF  THE K-9 OFFICER.  

OKAY, FINAL THOUGHT?  

OKAY, IF IT WAS DENIED, I WOULD  ASK OF  THE COUNCIL THAT YOU TAKE INTO  CONSIDERATION THIS SHOULD'VE BEEN  DENIED BEFORE I SPENT  THOUSANDS OF DOLLARS  TRYING TO DO IT. FULS DENY--IT WAS  DENIED BECAUSE IT IS ON  A DIRT ROAD. SO  IT LOOKS LIKE THERE HAS  BEEN SOME REAL DISCRIMINATION HERE.  IT LOOKS LIKE I  AM THE ONLY ONE THAT HAS  TO ABIDE  BY THESE, INCLUDING THE VOLUSIA  COUNTY COUNTRY CLUB. AND THERE ARE  ALSO SEVERAL DOG COMPANIES, ONE  THAT THE COUNTY BUYS FROM, THERE  HAVE BEEN COMPLAINTS ISSUED ALONG  THE WAY AND THOSE ARE ALSO NOT BEEN  ENFORCED. SO I AM A  LITTLE FRUSTRATED. I AM SORRY. THIS  WAS MY FINAL, YOU KNOW, AND SO,  I THOUGHT IT WAS A LITTLE BIT OF  DIRTY POOL TO BRING ME INTO THIS  AND FOR STAFF TO SUPPORT IT ONLY  TO FIND OUT IT WAS CLEAR THAT IT  SHOULD NOT HAVE BEEN SUPPORTED BECAUSE  OF THE DIRT ROAD.  

 OKAY, SO HAVE A  SEAT,  JIM [ INAUDIBLE ] 

IMENT JIM [ INAUDIBLE ] I--I  AM JIM I LIVE IN OSTEIN, PART OF  UM,  THIS  WHOLE MESS HERE. IT HAS BEEN SO  QUIET FOR THE PAST  FREE WEEKS, THE EN--THREE WEEKS,  I FEEL  LIKE WE FINALLY HAVE YOUR NEIGHBORHOOD  BACK. MAY I HAND THESE OUT TO  THE COUNCIL?  

GIVE THEM TO--SHE DOES IT.  

CAN YOU PULL UP EXHIBIT A, PLEASE?  WHAT THIS IS, THIS ARTICLE IS WRITTEN  AROUND GUN NOISE AND SHOOTERS AND  THEIR HEARING LOSS. THE MAIN REASON  I PULLED THIS OUT, BECAUSE ON PAGE  THREE, IT IS  SHOWING UM, MOST  LAW ENFORCEMENT,  USUALLY 9MM  HANDGUNS, 158 DECEMBERABLES  OF FOUND--DESSABLES OF SOUND  OF A ROCKET LAUNCH. THAT  IS JUST ONE ROUND. EXHIBIT B, PLEASE,  K-9 SERVICE, THEY WERE ADVERTISING  THE COMPANY THAT WAS  OUT THERE, THEY WERE ADVERTISING  ON THE SECOND PAIN OF  PAGE OF--PAGE OF THIS,  YOU KNOW, BRING YOUR K-9 AND  BRICK  50 ROUNDS OF AMMUNITION. THAT IS  500 ROUNDS WITHIN A  RESIDENTIAL NEIGHBORHOOD. YOU KNOW,  THERE ARE FIVE OTHER HOMES  CLOSER TO THIS  THAN MINE. AND IT IS ANNOYING AT  MANY PLACE. WE ALL WORK HARD DURING  THE WEEK AND THEN WE HAVE NOTHING  BUT YOU KNOW, DOGS BARKING 24/7  DURING THE WEEK AND THEN  THE WEEKENDS WE ARE SURROUNDED BY  GUNFIRE. UM,  LET'S  SEE, UM, EXHIBIT C, PLEASE. YOU  CAN SEE THE CLOSE  AREA TO THE PRIVATE ROAD AND PEOPLE  BACK THERE SHOOTING GUNS. SOMEONE  COULD BE SHOT, THIS ROAD IS ALSO  OPEN TO THE GENERAL PUBLIC. SO ANYONE  DRIVING BY ON THE ROAD WE ARE STANDING  ON TAKING THIS PICTURE IS DEFINITELY,  THERE IS A SAFETY  ISSUE THERE. THE NEXT EXHIBIT, PLEASE.  YOU CAN SEE HERE, THAT THAT IS A  HANDGUN TRAINING CLASS, UM, BEING  PERFORMED IN THE BACKGROUND THERE,  I BELIEVE IT HAS BEEN VERIFIED  IN THE CODE ENFORCEMENT HEARINGS.  AND AGAIN, IT IS THE CLOSENESS NO  BLACK LAKE ROAD. IT IS WELL WITHIN  A DISTANCE, SOMEONE BACK THERE TAKING  A HANDGUN TRAINING CLASS  CAN MISFIRE OR SHOOT SOMEONE ON  BLACK LAKE ROAD. YES, THIS IS JUST  A CLOSE UP OF THE SAME THING,  THE TRAINING CLASS. AND I MEAN,  ACCIDENTS HAPPEN. THERE HAS NOT  BEEN ONE THERE, BUT OWE KNOW WITH  THIS BEING SO CLOSE TO A  PUBLIC ROAD, I FEEL LIKE THERE IS  AN ISSUE THERE, THE LIABILITY AND  INSURANCE IN THE WORLD  IS NOT GOING TO REPLACE SOMEONE'S  LIFE. AND NOT ONLY HAVE WE HAD TO  PUT UP WITH THE NOISE AND ALL OF  THAT, THIS IS HOW WE ARE TREATED  FROM LAW ENFORCEMENT COMING INTO  OUR NEIGHBORHOOD WHEN WE DON'T WANT  THEM HERE AND THEY  ARE PERFORMING ILLEGAL ACTIVITY  BACK THERE, YOU KNOW, MR. GEORGE  HIMSELF IS A LAW ENFORCEMENT OFFICER,  HE KNEW WHO HE WAS DOING, I DON'T  CARE IF  THEY WERE THERE FOR TEN YEARS, IT  WAS ILLEGAL. I REALLY HAVE NOTHING  MORE TO SAY OTHER THAN PLEASE, KEEP  YOUR NEIGHBORHOOD SAFE AND QUIET.  WE DID NOT BUY OUT  THERE TO LIVE NEXT TO A MILITARY  TRIAL TRAINING FACILITY AND THAT  IS WHAT THIS PLACE HAS BECOME. THANK  YOU FOR YOUR TIME.  

 IS  THANK YOU, SIR. --THANK YOU, SIR.  CHERYL [ INAUDIBLE  ] YOU ARE BACK AGAIN. YOU  MUST DRIVE UP AND DOWN 415.  

I LIVE ON 45. I  HAVE A LOT--ON 415. I HAVE  A LOSTED VESTS INTERESTED. I AM  CHERYL [ INAUDIBLE ], I LIVE IN  OSTEIN, I AM FROM [ INAUDIBLE  ] AND OUR NON PROFIT [ INAUDIBLE  - LOW VOLUME ]. LET ME  SUMMARIZE THIS, UM, WE CAME TO YOU  LAST YEAR AND YOU GUYS  WORKED GREAT WITH US. WE ARE AN  AGRICULTURE FARMING COMMUNITY WITH  A  QUIET  LIFESTYLE. WE DO  NOT WANT ASPHALT PLANTS AND WE  ALL AGREED IF THE ZONING IS GOING  TO BE VIOLATED, ALL OF US ARE GOING  TO STAND UP FOR ONE OF OUR  NEIGHBORS AND THAT IS WHY  I AM HERE. NOW LAST TIME MR. GEORGE  SPOKE TO YOU, UM, HE DID  NOT TELL YOU THAT THE DOG TRAINING  WAS GOING MOVE AND HE TOLD THE OPENER  NOT TO COME HERE. --OWNER NOT TO  COME HERE. OKAY, ANY OTHER PUBLIC  PARTICIPATION ON THIS PARTICULAR  TUB SUCK  JET IN--PARTICULAR SUBJECT? GOING  ONCE, TWICE. IT  IS CLOSED. COUNCIL. MS. NORTHEY.  

THANK YOU, MR. CHAIRMAN. I HAVE  A QUESTION FOR  STAFF REGARDING THE UM, THE REMARKS  THAT THE GENTLEMAN MADE  ABOUT GETTING A VERBAL APPROVAL  AND THEN  THIS WAS CHANGED. IS THAT SO?  

NO, MA'AM. WE TALKED WITH HIM  OVER THE SEVERAL MEETINGS TO CONVINCE  HIM OF THE PROPER  CHANNEL IN WHICH TO TRY TO ACHIEVE  COMPLIANCE WITH THE CODE IS TO APPLY  FOR A SPECIAL EXCEPTIONS. THIS IS  WHAT THE AVENUE, WE FELT WOULD BE  THE BEST WAY TO ADDRESS HIS PARTICULAR  USES AND THAT WHERE HAS THE PRIVATE  SCHOOL USE FOR THE TRAINING OPERATION  THAT WAS HAPPENING AND BASED  ON PREVIOUS ACTION, AREA FOR A SHOOTING  RANGE, WHICH WAS MEANT  TO BE PART RECREATIONAL, PART IN  HIS BUSINESS, OR THAT IS HOW  IT HAD BEEN USED. AND THERE ARE  CERTAIN ELEMENTS THAT MADE IT  SEEM RIGHT FOR THE  AREA.  

BUT THIS WAS TO BRING  AN ILLEGAL ACTIVITY TO  MAKE IT LEGAL. IS THAT CORRECT?  

YES.  

THERE WAS CODE COMPLIANCE ISSUES.  

AND ANY BUSINESS LICENSES PULLED  ON ANY OF THIS?  

NO, MA'AM. AND THAT WAS PART  OF THE INNICHE START OF THIS--INITIAL  START OF THIS, THE APPLICATION FOR  THE PTR AT THE SITE. THE STAFF  DID FIND AND  WE DENIED A BUSINESS TAX RECEIPT  AND THAT LED TO THE ISSUES THAT  WE ARE TRYING TO GET  RESOLVED. BUT AS HE DID, WE DID  NOT REALIZE THE PLAN ISSUE  UNTIL WE GOT FULLY INVOLVED IN THE  REVIEW OF THE SPECIAL EXCEPTIONS  AND THAT IS WHEN WE DID LET HIM  KNOW THAT THERE WERE  CONCERNS ABOUT THE ROAD ISSUE, THAT  STAFF DID ADDRESS THAT IN THE REPORT  BUT IF IT WAS APPROVED, WE  WERE TO INCLUDE THE CONDITION  AND WAIVE THE UM, THE REQUIREMENTS  TO LOCATE ON A PAVED ROAD AND  TO ADDRESS THAT PARTICULAR ISSUE,  BUT YENLY--  

YELL, I GUESS THERE WAS--WELL,  I GUESS THERE IS NO BUSINESS RECEIPT  FOR THIS FOR  THE NUMBER OF YEARS THAT IT HAS  BEEN IN AFFECT. MR. CHAIRMAN, I  MOVE FOR DENIAL OF THE  REQUEST.  

I HAVE A MOTION.  

SECOND.  

I HAVE A SECOND. UM,  MS.  DENYS  IS THE  SECOND. FURTHER DISCUSSION? YES,  MR. WAGNER, PLEASE.  

[ INAUDIBLE - LOW  VOLUME ]  

 I DIDN'T SEE, WAS THERE A TIME CONSTRAINT  FOR THE  SHOOTING? WAS THAT  TALKED ABOUT? TIME  CONSTRAINT?  

PLEASE STATE YOUR NAME.  

GEORGE, PORT ORANGE, FLORIDA,  HOURS OF OPERATION FOR THE RANGE,  IT WAS JUST, A RANGE THAT WAS GOING  TO BE  USED BY ABOUT 10 PEOPLE, MAYBE AVERAGE  IS ONCE A MONTH. BUT IT COULD BE  AS MUCH AS TWICE A MONTH. AND THE  HOURS WERE LARGELY GOING TO BE FROM  UM, WE TEACH CLASS AT THE GUN HOP,  WHICH HAS A BUSINESS TAX  RECEIPT. WE TEACH BASICALLY FROM  89:00 A.M. UNTIL--FROM  8:00 A.M. UNTIL AROUND 11:30 A.M.  SO WE WOULD MEET JUST AFTER LUNCH.  

I WAS JUST TRYING TO HELP YOU  IT. IT SOUNDS LIKE YOU HAVE A COUPLE  COUNCIL MEMBER THAT IS  ARE NOT SUPPORTIVE OF IT AND MAYBE  IT WOULD CHANGE A MIND  IF THERE WAS A RESTRICTION IN PLACE.  

THIS WAS A VERY SMALL SCALE OPERATION.  WHEN I LOOK AT IT AND THINK THAT  I WOULD HAVE TO  DO THE SAME THING THAT STET SON  UNIVERSITY WOULD HAVE TO DO IN  TERMS OF PROVIDING WITH HANDICAP  PARKING, IT REALLY GOT OUT OF  CONTROL AND IF I COULD JUST MAKE  ONE COMMENT, I  THINK IT IS INTERESTING THAT MR.  [ INAUDIBLE ] SAID HE  HAS A GUN RANGE AT HIS  HOUSE BECAUSE HE DID NOT OPPOSE  IT BECAUSE HE DID HAVE A GUN RANGE.  

WE DON'T HAVE TO  GO BACK AND FORTH. YOU KNOW, I WOULD,  I WOULD SUPPORT IT IF WE  HAD CONDITIONS ON TIME. BUT THE  OVERALL DENIABLE, I AM NOT GOING  TO SUPPORT THE MOTION.  

AND I WOULD BE GLAD TO PUT RESTRICTIONS  ON IT.  

I WAS JUST TRYING TO GET  YOU SOME VOTES.  

OKAY, ANYMORE QUESTIONS? NOW  THIS  THING, YOU ARE SHOWING ME $10  MILLION WORTH OF LIABILITY INSURANCE.  IS THERE SUCH A THING IN VOLUSIA  COUNTY AS  A FIRING RANGE BUSINESS PERMIT?  DO WE HAVE SOMETHING LIKE THAT?  

I MEAN, HE HAS THE FIRING  RANGE, IF YOU ARE GOING TO START  A BUSINESS, YOU HAVE TO HAVE A BUSINESS  LICENSE. IS THERE SUCH A LICENSE?  

SCOTT ASHLEY, I DON'T KNOW  IF WILL IS A  SPECIFIC LICENSE TITLE SHOOTING  RANGE BECAUSE IT IS A BUSINESS TYPED  RECEIPT HANDLED BY THE  FINANCE OFFICE AND THEY HAVE CERTAIN  CODES. I DON'T KNOW HOW THAT FALLS  INTO, THEY DON'T USUALLY  HAVE LICENSES SO SPECIAL TO AN USE  LIKE THAT. IT IS MAYBE ENTERTAINMENT.  

OKAY, I AM JUST ASKING  BECAUSE  I DIDN'T KNOW. ALL RIGHT. UM,  OKAY. ANY,  ANY OTHER COUNCIL DISCUSSION? OKAY,  MOTION AND SECOND  IS FOR DENIAL. ALL  THOSE SUPPORTING  DENIAL, SAY  I. ALL  OPPOSED. I. MR. WAGNER AND  THE CHAIR. OKAY. THANK YOU, SIR.  ALL RIGHT, GENTLEMEN, THAT IS  ALL OF THAT. ALL RIGHT,  LET'S GO TO NUMBER 41, IT WAS WITHDRAWN.  HE IS ON FURLOUGH, THAT IS FEDERAL  GOVERNMENT SO WE ARE GOING TO  MOVE OVER THAT  ONE. ITEM NUMBER 42, HOLLY HILLS  FOR PROPERTY AT 1200 CENTER  AVENUE, MR. RICK  KARL. YOU ARE NOT RICK KARL.  

ROB [ INAUDIBLE ] STANDING IN  FOR RICK KARL. GOOD AFTERNOON. UM,  WE ARE HERE  TODAY TO DISCUSS THE HOLLY  HILL REQUEST FOR UM, REVIEW OF THEIR  FEASIBILITY REPORT ON A PROPERTY  THAT THEY HAVE INCLUDED IN THEIR  CRA. COUNCIL VOTED ON THIS  IN SEPTEMBER OF 2011. UM, APPROVED  AMENDING THE BOUNDARIES  OF THAT  CRA. IT IS  AT 1200 CENTER AVENUE. THE PROPERTY  WAS BOUGHT AND MEMBERS OF  COUNCIL HAVE ASKED TO BE KEPT  INFORMED OF THE PLANNED USE. SO  THE CITY HAS A STUDY, THAT HAS  BEEN COMPLETED AND TODAY, UM, THE  CITY MANAGER, MR. JIM [ INAUDIBLE  ] IS HERE TO UM, SHARE THAT REPORT  WITH YOU. IT IS  ATTACHED TO YOUR AGENDA PACKAGE,  AT LEAST  A SUMMARY  OF IT, PAGES 42-5 THROW 42-8. SO  I WOULD ASK HIM TO COME  TO THE PODIUM.  

PERMISSION GRANTED.  

YOU DON'T HAVE  TO  HAVE FOR MY PERMISSION. HILLSBOROUGH,  I CAN YOU ARE STILL HERE.  

GOOD AFTERNOON,  CITY MANAGER,  HOLLY HILL. 1165 RIDGEWOOD AVENUE.  MR. CHAIRMAN, MEMBERS OF THE COUNTY,  IT IS  NICE TO BE HERE. WE UM, ENTERED  INTO THIS PARTNERSHIP A YEAR  AND A HALF  AGO, PAT TWO YEARS AGO? AND PART  OF THE PARTNERSHIP WAS  THE PREVIOUS COUNTY COUNCIL, UM,  INCLUDING SOME OF YOU, UM, WANTED  TO KNOW UM, WHAT THE  USES WERE GOING BE. WANTED TO KNOW  HOW MUCH OF IT WAS TAX EXCEPT AND  HOW MUCH OF IT WAS GOING PUT  TAXES BACK ON THE  ROLL. SO UM, WE SET FORWARD TO HIRE  A CONSULTANT OUT OF JACKSONVILLE  WHO  HAD AN UM, VERY GOOD UM, ECONOMIST  AND SOME UM, PEOPLE THAT  UM, HAD  A LOT OF EXPERTISE IN DEVELOPMENT  AND WE DID A STUDY. WE  HAD SIX PUBLIC HEARINGS IN WHICH  THE PUBLIC WAS ASKED TO COME AND  GIVE THEIR INPUT ON THE TYPES OF  USES THAT WE PROPOSED. JUST GOING TO LET YOU KNOW I  APPRECIATE ALL OF THE WORK THAT  YOU ARE DOING THERE. I THINK HOLLY  HILLS, YOU HAVE BEEN DEALING WITH  A COUPLE OF THINGS THAT HAVE BEEN  HARD TO YOU,  NOTHING RELATEDLATED TO OUR--RELATED  TO OUR RELATIONSHIP BUT I THINK  SOME OF THE PROJECTS, YOU HAVE BEEN  DOING A GREAT JOB.

AND DO WE--WE DON'T NEED A MOTION?  

I DON'T THINK THERE IS ANY  ACTION. THIS IS A--IF YOU NEEDED  A MOTION, I WOULD HAVE MADE IT  FOR IT.

CAN I ASK A  QUESTION? [ INAUDIBLE - MULTIPLE  SPEAKERS]  

A PERSONAL PRIVILEGE IF I COULD.  

GO AHEAD.  

I WOULD LIKE TO THANK YOU VERY  MUCH FOR YOUR SUPPORT ON  OUR PIER. WE HAVE GOTTEN THE BIDS  AND WE ARE GOING TO CONDITION INSTRUCTION  IN THE  NEXT 30 DAYS, SHOULD THE GOVERNOR  GO BACK INTO BUSINESS AND WE CAN  GET A PERMIT. BUT WE WOULD LIKE  TO INVITE YOU OVER TO THE RIBBON  CUTTING FOR THE PIER, AND I  WANT TO THANK YOU  JIM AND HIS STAFF FOR ALL OF THEIR  HELP ON THAT. YOU CAN COME AND  WALK ON THE PAT NORTHEY TRAIL.  

WELL, I WILL LET YOU AND PAT  DO THAT. BUT I JUST WANT YOU TO  KNOW HOW MANY  WE APPRECIATE ALL OF IT.  

AND THANK THE CHAIR FOR YOUR  SUPPORT AND COOPERATION AND OUR  DISTRICT REP.  

THANK YOU, SIR.  

THANK YOU.  

I GUESS WE DO ACCEPT  THAT?  

GOOD. OKAY. THAT WOULD BE THE  END  OF OUR SCHEDULED AGENDAS. WE WILL  NOW GO INTO VOLUSIA  COUNTY  COUNCIL MEMBER CLOSING DISCUSSIONS. OKAY. UM, MS. CUSACK, DO YOU HAVE A REPORT  FOR US? WE COULD  DO THAT. OR WAIT  UNTIL THAT. OKAY. MS. DENYS,  PLEASE, CLOSING COMMENTS, CLOSING  COMMENTS.  

UM, OKAY, I THOUGHT THIS WAS  GOING TO BE UNDER NOMINATIONS OR  APPOINTMENTS, SO HERE WE GO, AT  THE LAST MEETING  I HAD BROUGHT UP CONCERNS GET YEN  OF  THE--YET AGAIN OF THE SOUTHEAST  A LU IS AD  A  AUTHORITY, A LOT OF--SOUTHEAST VOLUSIA  AD AUTHORITY. A LOT OF E-MAILS HAVE  GONE THROUGH AND I THINK WHAT REALLY  SEALED IT FOR ME ACTUALLY  HAPPENED TODAY. I GOT AN E-MAIL,  UM, STATING, AND HERE IS THE REAL  CONCERN, THE CONCERN IS, IS WE HAVE,  IT IS ALMOST A  BOUNDARY ISSUE, YOU KNOW, WHEN,  LET ME ASK  YOU THIS, COUNCIL MEMBERS, THE HALIFAX  AD AUTHORITY, IF  THEY PUT UP A  BILLBOARD AND YOU DID NOT  LIKE IT, BY  ANOTHER GROUP, WOULD YOU, DO YOU  THINK THAT AND AD AUTHORITY MEMBER  HAS THE RIGHT TO WALK INTO THAT  BUSINESS AND SAY WE WANT YOU TO  TAKE IT DOWN? WITHOUT THE AUTHORITY  OF THE AD AUTHORITY? THAT IS BASICALLY  WHAT HAS HAPPENED. UM,  I HAVE AN  E-MAIL, MR. WILSON, YET AGAIN, WENT  TO THE DIRECTOR OF MARKETING  AND ASKED THEM PERSONALLY TO TAKE  DOWN THEIR BILLBOARD  OF THE SHARK. THE SHARK BILLBOARD  AND THIS IS CONCERNS TO THE  BOARD OF THE SVAA BECAUSE IT WAS  NOT UP FOR DISCUSSION AT THE BOARD.  HE DID NOT DO IT AS AUTHORITY  FROM THE BOARD. AND THIS IS THE  CONSERVATION THAT I HAD  WITH THE DIRECTOR OF MARKETING  FROM BURNT FISH AND SO I GET THIS  STUFF AND  GUY TO THE SOURCE. OKAY, WHO--AND  I GO TO THE SOURCE. WHO DID YOU  TALK TO AND I  HAD CONVERSATIONS WITH THE DIRECTOR  OF MARKETING AND THEY WERE TAKEN  BACK BY THE REQUEST  AND  IT IS ADVERTISING THEIR  ER, BECAUSE I GUESS MR.  WILSON FELT HIS REQUEST  FELL ON DEAF  EARS, THERE WAS ANOTHER REQUEST  MADE THE NEXT DAY. BUT THIS TIME  IT CAME FROM  A COUNTY COUNCIL MEMBER. I HAVE  TO TELL YOU, THERE IS GOOD THINGS  GOING ON IN SOUTHEAST  VOLUSIA, OUR COMMUNITIES ARE WORKING  HARD. THIS JUST HAS TO STOP AND  LET THAT AD AUTHORITY DO WHAT THEY  NEED TO DO WITHOUT CROSSING LINES  AND BOUNDARIES. SO WITH THAT, MY  COMMENT  IS, FOR ME, PERSONALLY, I, IT  WAS, IT WAS CHAIR DAVIS.  

OH, REALLY?  

I WAS TOLD THAT YOU WENT TO [  INAUDIBLE ] FISH. DID YOU GO AND  ASK TO SPEAK WITH THE DIRECTOR OF  MARKETING?  

OH, YES I DID. I ASKED THEM AND  I SAID DO YOU THINK THAT IS A  WISE THING, WE ARE ADVERTISING SHARK  BITES? I SAID I JUST WANT TO KNOW  WHAT IS GOING ON. WHY WOULD YOU  DO THAT. YES.  

IT WAS,  WELL, THE CONCERN IS--I.  

I DID NOT GO  IN THERE. WE ARE HERE  TO  PROMOTE TOURISM. AND I AM  SORRY, JAWS IS  NOT PROMOTING TOURISM.  

I AM NOT LOOKING FOR THIS, THIS  IS COMING TO US. I  MEAN, AGAIN WIN YULELY. I WILL PUT  THE MOTION OUT THERE. IF IT PASSES  IT PASSES, IF IT FAILS IT FAILS  BUT I AM MAKING THE REMOTION TO  REMOVE PALMER WILSON.  

OKAY, THERE IS A MOTION ON THE  FLOOR.  

I WILL SECOND IT FOR  DISCUSSION.  

OKAY, IT IS SECONDED BY MS. NORTHEY  FOR DISCUSSION. MR.  WAG MORE IS UP. --WAGNER IS UP.  

I DON'T REALLY THINK THE BILLBOARD  IS PART OF THE DISCUSSION BUT DO  I AGREE ON THIS ONE.  

AND BY THE WAY.  

AND YOU HAVE EVERY RIGHT TO GO  AND TALK TO THEM.  

AND BY THE WAY, THAT WAS, THAT  WAS THREE MONTHS AGO, OR  FOUR MONTHS AGO, TWO DAYS AFTER  I DROVE DOWN THE ROAD AND WENT ON  MY MAY TO THE HOUSE AND  I LOOKED OVER--ON I MY WAY TO THE  HOUSE AND LOOKED OVER  AND SAW THIS AND I AM JUST  LIKE THAT WAS WEIRD. AND I AM  SORRY AND IT  WAS MONTHS AGO.  

YOU JUST HAVE A GROUP THAT DOES  NOT AGREE WITH THEM AND THEY ARE  BRINGING UP  THINGS JUST LIKE THAT FROM FOUR  MONTHS AGO. YOU MAY NOT BE LOOKING  FOR IT BUT THE FACT THAT  IT IS OPEN FOR DISCUSSION, YOU ARE  ASKING FOR THAT INFORMATION AND  THAT IS WHY  ORGEATING  IT. --WHY  YOU ARE GETTING IT. 

I HAVE A  PROBLEM  WITH THAT. NOW I FIND NO FAULT IN  HIM AS FAR AS ACTIVITY OR SOMETHING  THAT HE HAS DONE TO YOUS T-PION  HAVING HIM D D TO  JUSTIFY HIM--TO JUSTIFY  HIM BEING REMOVED. I HAVE HEARD  NEGATIVE COMMENTS AND I HAVE HEARD  POSITIVE ONES, YES, FROM SOME OF  THE FOLKS ON THE BOARD THERE. THEY  THINK  THAT THEY ARE WORKING TOGETHER,  NOW I DON'T KNOW, THE SAME  PEOPLE MAY  NOT BE TALKING TO MS. DENYS AND  ME, BUT I DO KNOW THAT THE MINUTES  DO NOT REFLECT THAT SAYS HE IN  ANY WAY STEPPED OUT OF LINE,  THAT WOULD PROVIDE US WITH SOME  EVIDENCE TO SAY THAT HE DID SOMETHING  THAT WE NEED TO THROW HIM OFF  OF THAT BARD. NOW WE ARE - -  THAT BOARD. NOW WE ARE SETTING A  PRECEDENT  AND A SLIPPERY LOPE SLOPE--SLIPPERY  SLOPE THAT WE ARE GOING DOWN  WHEN A MEMBER DOES ANYTHING THAT  YOU, YOU, OR YOU DON'T LIKE, YOU  BRING IT HERE AND WE THROW HIM  OFF. WE ARE GOING TO GET TO THE  PLACE THAT NO ONE IS GOING TO WANT  TO SERVE  ON THE BOARDS. SO I DO NOT AGREE  WITH  TAKING HIM OFF THE BOARD. I DON'T  THINK THAT HE HAS DONE  ANYTHING THAT WOULD REQUIRETOUS  REMOVE HIM--US TO REMOVE HIM. AND  IF YOU THINK THAT, THEN YOU NEED  TO DEAL WITH THE FACT YOU  ARE TAKING AWAY MY ABILITY TO HAVE  REPRESENTATION ON THAT BOARD BY  THE FACT THAT YOU HAVE THIS  ROTATING OF MEMBERS  ON THE BOARD. THAT IS MY  CONCERN AT THIS  POINT,  MR. CHAIR.  

THANK YOU, MS. CUSACK.  

HERE IS MY CONCERN, WHEN I WAS  HAVING MY CONVERSATIONS THIS SUMMER,  I MET WITH MR. WILSON AND  FOUND HIM TO BE UM  WE HAD  A GREAT CONVERSATION, BUT THE PROBLEM  BECOMES WHEN, WHEN THE CONFLICT  DOES NOT STOP AND THE  PROBLEMS DO NOT STOP AND IT IS CONTINUING  TO THIS DAY, I DON'T KNOW,  THAT IS FOUR MONTHS AGO THAT  THE ISSUE CAME UP? WAS IT FOUR  MONTHS AGO? I DON'T KNOW. I JUST  KNOW IT CONTINUES. ANNOY THAT THIS  IS NOT AN IN--I KNOW THIS IS  NOT AN UNUSUAL STEP THAT WE HAVE  TAKEN. WE FIRED THE  WHOLE WEST VOLUSIA ADVERTISING AUTHORITY  AND EVERY DAMN ONE OF THEM IS  RIGHT.  

THAT WAS PRIOR TO MY TIME.  

IT IS NOT SOMETHING THAT THE  COUNCIL HAVES NOT DONE IN THE  PAST WHEN  THEY HAVE BEEN SO FRUSTRATED [ INAUDIBLE  - MULTIPLE SPEAKERS]. WHEN THEY  HAVE BEEN SO FRUSTRATED WITH  THE ACTIONS OF THE BOARD. I DON'T  TAKE THESE STEPS LITELY BUT I DO  HAVE TO LOOK TO THE  MEMBER WHO IS  MOSTLY RESPONSIBLE  FOR THAT,  FOR THE, THE DISTRICT MEMBER BECAUSE  I WAS THE ONE, I DID NOT  SUPPORT FIRING OUR  BOARD BUT THEY  DID IT AND IT HAPPENS. AND IT WAS  PROBABLY THE RIGHT THICK TO DO.  AND [ INDISCERNIBLE ] THE RIGHT  THICK TO DO--THE RIGHT THING TO  DO. AND I AM GOING SUPPORT MS. DENYS  AND HER MOTION.  

MR. DANIELS.  

UM, THANK YOU, MR.  CHAIRMAN, I AGREE WITH MS.  NO THINK ON, THIS--NORTHEY  ON, THIS IT DOES NEED  TO STOP. DOE NOT REALLY KNOW-I DON'T  KNOW MR. PALMER, I  HEAR STORIED BACK WARDS AND FORWARDS  ABOUT IT BUT IT JUST REALLY NEEDS  TO END SO I AM GOING TO SUPPORT  THE MOTION. THANK YOU.  

OKAY. WELL, BEFORE YOU GO, MR.  WAGNER, I WANT TO COMMENT ON THIS  THING. YOU KNOW, I ACTUALLY, DID  GET TO LISTEN TO  THAT RECORDING AND THE RECORDING  THIS JUDY LADY WAS ON THIS  THING ALL THE TIME AND THEN SHE  WAS JUST DROPPED OFF THE PHONE CALL.  WHERE DID THE ELECTION OR THE VOTE  FOR THEIR CHAIRMAN COME FROM? WELL,  WE ADMITTED HERE AT THE COUNTY,  IT CAME FROM US. WE HAVE TO GET  THAT FIXED, BY THE WAY. UM, AND  HE JUST PULLED OUT  A POINT OF  RECORD, MR., OUR OWN ASSISTANT ATTORNEY  HERE, HE AGREED WITH THAT. SO WE  ARE GO TO GET THAT FIXED PROBABLY  IN THE NEXT MONTH OR SO. HE JUST  POINTED OUT THE RULES  OF ORDER. THEY VOTED  HIM AND  LOST THE PHONE CALL, FOR THREE HOURS  AND THEY CALLED HER RIGHT BACK AND  SAID WE HAVE TO REDO THE VOTE BECAUSE  WE LOST YOU. THAT IS THE WHOLE PROBLEM.  LET ME TELL YOU GUYS SOMETHING,  MR. PALMER WILSON IS THE ONE WHO  DID THE BUDGETS THAT  WAS PRESENTED HERE. HE ACTUALLY  PUT IT  ALL TOGETHER FOR  THEM. MR. PALMER WILSON IS THE GUY  TO TRY TO GET  THIS STUFF GOING. NOW I FEEL FOR  YOU MS. CUSACK, IF  THIS GOES THROUGH, YOU WILL NOT  HAVE EMPLOYMENT. BUT THE MAN WAS  PUT THERE BY FRANK T.  BRUNO JR. YEARS AGO. I DID THE RESEARCH  AND I MET WITH THE GUY AND I TALKED  WITH HIM FOR  A COUPLE OF HOURS, HE  IMPRESSED ME. HE WAS SO  IMPRESSIVE TO HIS OWN BOARD  MEMBERS THAT HE  WAS THE CHAIRMAN FOR THE FIRST  TIME AND THEN HE DOES THE BUDGET  TO THEM AND SAID NOW  I AM SHOWING EVERYTHING  BY LINE AND THEY  VOTED UNANIMOUSLY TO VOTE AND PASS  THEIR BUDGET. THE PROBLEM HAS SINCE  ARISEN BECAUSE I GOT THE PHONE CALLS,  TOO. THE PHONE CALLS I AM GETTING  ARE FROM PEOPLE WHO DID NOT GET  THE USUAL AMOUNT OF MONEY THAT THEY  GET EVERY YEAR  THROUGH THE BOARD. YES, THEY ARE  ON THE CHAMBER SIDE. AND THEY DID  NOT  GET MONEY. SO WHAT HAPPENS? THEY  START THIS CAMPAIGN. I STARTED TO  GET E-MAILS AND PHONE  CALLS. I AM LIKE YOU GUYS, THE REAL  DEAL IS THIS, IF WE KEEP DOING THIS,  IF WE KEEP MAKING THIS, WELL, I  AM GOING TO GET RID OF THIS  ONE, WHEN IT IS GOING TO HAPPEN  THAT OH, HEY, I GET A  COUPLE OF SHOTS NEXT. WHO IS  GOING THE REMOVE SHARON  MACK? WHAT ABOUT DAN? ANOTHER GUY  WHO IS GREAT ON  THE BOARD IN THE HALL. THIS  IS, THIS IS BECOMING LIKE A  FOR TAT KIND OF THING. WE HAVE TO  STOP IT. YOU ARE  CORRECT, I FEEL, PERSONALLY,  THAT IF THESE BOARD MEMBERS ARE  NOT UNDER ANY KIND OF FEDERAL,  STATE, LOCAL VIOLATION OF THE LAW,  MEANING THEY DID NOT ROB A BANK  AND THEY ARE NOT UNDER A DUI INVESTIGATION  OR ANYTHING, WE NEED TO LEAVE  THEM ALONE BECAUSE  IT IS STARTING TO  LOOK LIKE WE ARE MANAGING THE BOARD  AND THAT IS WHAT IS COMING BACK.  WE NEED TO LEAVE  THESE PEOPLE ALONE. WE APPOINTED  THEM. WE PUT OUR GOOD FAITH IN THEM,  THEY ARE NOT UNDER ANY KIND OF  LEGAL PROBLEM. WE SHOULD LEAVE THEM  ALONE TO DO THEIR JOB. THEY ARE  NOT GOING MAKE EVERYBODY HAPPY.  GOODNESS SAKES, WE DON'T. BUT YOU  KNOW WHAT, HE HAS  THE BEST INTEREST OF VOLUSIA COUNTY  AND THAT PARTICULAR BOARD IN MIND.  AND I THINK, I WILL NOT SUPPORT  THIS BECAUSE HE WAS, THIS  MAN WAS APPOINTED BY TWO CHAIRMEN  AND A VICE CHAIR OF  THIS  PARTICULAR BOARD AND UNANIMOUSLY  7-0 WAS REAPPOINTED TWO WEEKS AGO,  THREE WEEKS AGO  WHEN HE CAME THROUGH HERE. HE SAID  I HAVE DONE NOTHING  WRONG. HE IS OF  GREAT  CHARACTER. HE IS A LIEUTENANT COLONIAL  IN THE U.S.  ARMY. SO WITH ALL OF  THAT SAID, I CONCLUDE. AND MR. WAGNER,  FURTHER COMMENT.  

WELL, HONESTLY, CHAIR, I THINK  YOU DID A GREAT JOB. I  THINK HE IS  BEING PENALIZED FOR SCRUTINIZING  IT TOO MUCH. HE IS BEING REMOVED  FROM THE BOARD BECAUSE HE IS PAYING  TOO MUCH ATTENTION. HE IS  WORKING TOO HARD. THE REASON, THE  ONLY REASON THIS  ONLIES BACK, THE ONLY--THIS COMES  BACK, IT COMES DOWN ONE THING,  MONEY AND WE KEEP OPENING  THE DOOR TO BEING LOBBIED.  

VERY WELL, ANY  OTHER COMMENTS? ALL RIGHT, SEEING,  OH, MR. PATTERSON, WE ARE GOING  TO THE VOTE, BUT IT IS  ALL YOU.  

YOU KNOW, WHEN YOU SAY, I DON'T  THINK THERE HAS BEEN A LOT  OF PEOPLE JUST REMOVED FOR ANY REASON,  UM, OTHER THAN THE FACT THAT  THERE WAS A PROBLEM. AND UM, YES,  I VOTED TO PUT HIM BACK ON, BUT  I KEEP FINDING THINGS THAT JUST  KEEP POPPING UP, THAT JUST HAVE  CREATED SOME DOUBT IN MY MIND THAT  I SHOULD PROBABLY NOT HAVE SUPPORTED  THAT A WHILE BACK. AND I AM GOING  TO VOTE TO REMOVE HIM FROM THE BOARD.  I DON'T GO CRAZY ON THESE KIND OF  THINGS BUT I JUST THINK IT IS NECESSARY,  I THINK IT IS TO SEND A MESSAGE  THAT WE ARE  WATCHING THIS. ARE WE MANAGING?  MAYBE, MAYBE NOT. BUT I THINK WE  NEED TO REALLY PAY ATTENTION TO  WHAT IS GOING ON AND IT IS A MESSAGE  THAT WE NEED TO SEND TO GO TO THE  OTHER BOARDS THAT WE MAKE  APPOINTMENTS TOO.  

OKAY. HE IS CALLING FOR THE QUESTION.  ALL IN FAVOR CALL FOR THE  QUESTION, I. OKAY, HERE WE GO. THE  MOTION IS FOR THE REMOVAL OF PALMER  WILSON FROM THE  SOUTHEAST VOLUSIA ADVERTISING  AUTHORITY. ALL IN  FAVOR, SAY I. ALL  OPPOSED. I. AND OPPOSERS,  RAISE YOUR HAND. OKAY, THERE IS  3-4. I ONLY HOPE THAT WE CAN GET  SOME MORE VOLUNTEERS TO COME  ON  IN. THAT IS  GOING GET HARD. ANYTHING ELSE MS.  DENYS? MS. NORTHEY.  

 JUST A COUPLE OF THINGS, UM LAST,  I THINK IT WAS LAST MEETING,  I HAD ASKED FOR SOME INPUT, THOUGHT  THAT WE NEED TO TALK ABOUT AS WE  STARTED THE PLANNING  PROCESS, THE SURVEY, A COUNTY SURVEY,  WE USE TODAY--SURVEY, WE USED TO  DO THEM REGULARLY IN THE PAST AND  WE IS HAVE NOT DONE--AND WE HAVE  NOT DONE ONE IN SOME TIME AND I  THOUGHT WE WERE GOING COME BACK  WITH RECOMMENDATIONS ON THAT. I  AM  WONDERING  WHERE  WE ARE WITH THAT.  

GOOD AFTERNOON. I CAN GIVE YOU  THE HISTORY ON IT. WE DID FIVE SURVEYS,  THE LAST ONE WAS IN THE  EARLY 2000s, THE  FIRST ONE  WAS DONE BUT THE INSTITUTE FOR  SOCIAL RESEARCH AND THE SURVEYS  THERE AFTER, WERE DONE BY  MID FLORIDA MARKETING AND RESEARCH,  LAST COST WE PAID, I THINK  WAS SUV THOUSAND DOLLARS. --WAS  $16,000 WITH  AT LEAST 1000  PHONE CALLS BALANCED THROUGH VOLUSIA  COUNTY AND ALL FIVE SURVEYS, WE  HAD A  BASELINE NUMBER OF QUESTIONS, UM,  DOLING WITH THE QUALITY OF  COUNTY GOVERNMENT SERVICES, IT WAS  A GENERAL QUESTION, WHAT DO YOU  OVERALL AND THEN  THE INDIVIDUAL SERVICE,  THE SURVEY RESPONDENTS WERE ASKED  TO GIVE THEIR OPINIONS ON THE PICKUP,EST  SET A. SO WE HAD FIVER--ET  CETERA. SO WE HAD  FIVE SURVEYS WORTH OF DATA TO  TREND HOW PEOPLE FELT AND IN  EACH ONE OF THOSE SURVEYS, WE ASKED  A HALF DOZEN OR SO, ANDFUL  OF QUESTIONS OF  THE--A HANDFUL OF THE RELATIVE QUESTIONS  AT THE TIME. WE TALK A LOT ABOUT  BEACH DRIVING AND WE USED EACH SO  ONE OF THE SURVEYS TO  GIVE SPECIFIC FEEDBACK ON ISSUES  RELEVANT AT THE TIME OF THE SURVEY.  BUT WE HAVE NOT DONE  ONE FOR SEVERAL YEARS. UM, THAT  IS BASICALLY WHERE WE ARE.  

OKAY. WELL, I THINK IT IS PROBABLY  TIME THAT WE TAKE ANOTHER LOOK  AT THAT. I DON'T KNOW  HOW MY COG COLLEAGUES--MY COLLEAGUES  FEEL. BUT WE HAVE BEEN THROUGH SOME  VERY HARD YEARS WHERE  WE HAVE DONE DOWNSIZING AND  REDUCTION IN THE FORCE AND I  THINK IT MIGHT BE HELPFUL TO KNOW  HOW THE PUBLIC LOOKS AT COUNTY GOVERNMENT.  I THINK WE ARE PROBABLY GOING GET  GOOD MARKS ACTUALLY, I AM NOT HEARING  PEOPLE WHO ARE PARTICULARLY UPSET  WITH THE DAY TOO TOM  BRADY DAY OPERATIONS--DAY-TO-DAY  OPERATIONS BUT I THINK IT IS  IMPORTANT TO KNOW WHERE TO  MOVE FORWARD ON. I AM GOING TO THROW  IT OUT THERE IF  THERE IS INTEREST IN DOING A  SURVEY.  

HOW ABOUT COMING UP WITH SOME  GOALS AND WHAT IS  MAYBE IMPORTANT  TO THE CITIZENS.  

YES.  

UM, AND YOU KNOW,  AND SECOND ING, YOU IF WE WERE TO  COME UP WITH A PLAN AND SOME IDEAS  OF WHAT WE WANTED TO DO AND WHERE  WE WERE GOING, THEN WE HAVE THE  ABILITY, WE HAVE THE DATA TO FORM  THE QUESTIONS. AND  THEN RATHER THAN A  CITIZEN'S SATISFACTION SURVEY, WELL,  WE'LL HAVE SOMETHING DO YOU WANT  TO GO IN DIRECTION OR THAT DIRECTION.  DO YOU WANT TO DO THIS OR SOMETHING  THAT HAS TO DO WITH THE FUTURE.  IF YOU ASK EVERYBODY, YOU KNOW,  HOW IS YOUR GARBAGE PICK  UP, WE ARE GOING HAVE 98%, THEY  ARE GOING SAY YES. HOW  WAS THE SHERIFF DOING? 97% WILL  SAY YES BECAUSE 3% WILL  HAVE GOTTEN TRAFFIC TICKETS. BUT  YOU  KNOW, IT DOES NOT HELP. IF WE WERE  TO HAVE THE PLANNING DONE, HAVE  SOME IDEA OF WHERE THEY WERE GOING  AND THEN MAYBE TEST THAT, THAT  WOULD BE GREAT, I WOULD THINK.  

WELL, IS THAT WHAT I AM THROWING  OUT THERE. I DON'T KNOW IF YOU WANT  TO TALK IT WHEN WE DO THE PLAN  OR NOT BUT I THINK WE HAVE TO  MEASURE WHAT WE ARE  DOING. IT HAS BEEN, IT HAS BEEN,  FOR THOSE OF US  ON THE COUNCIL, IT WAS  A ROUGH FIVE, SIX YEARS, IT WAS  HARD TO GET TO WHERE WE GOT AND  I THINK IT IS IMPORTANT  THAT AS WE MOVE FORWARD, IT IS CLEAR  THAT WE UNDERSTAND ARRESTED  SEVENS AND I AM--OUR CITIZENS AND  I DON'T WANT TO PUT TOGETHER A  COMMITTEE BECAUSE I  DON'T THINK IT IS BALANCED. UM,  AND I WILL DIRECT THIS  TO UM, MR. UM, DENNIEEN IN THE EVENT,  GOD HELP US, WE  DON'T HAVE ANY FALLEN SOLDIERS BEFORE  THE GOVERNMENT REOPENS THEIR DOORS,  THE FEDERAL GOVERNMENT, BUT IF IN  FACT SOMETHING WAS TO HAPPEN  TO A VOLUSIA COUNTY SOLDIER DURING  THIS TIME, I WOULD HOPE THAT  WE WOULD MAKE THE OFFICES OF OUR  DEPARTMENT AVAILABLE AND THAT WE  WOULD DO EVERYTHING WE COULD TO  ASSIST THE FAMILY. I KNOW THERE  IS A  PRIVATE ORGANIZATION THAT HAS TAKEN  UP THE CHARGE. BUT I WOULD WANT  TO BE AS PROACTIVE AS  POSSIBLE. NOBODY, IT IS HARD  ENOUGH TO LOSE, TO LOSE A FAMILY  MEMBER IN A WAR, BUT NOT  TO BE ABLE TO PROVIDE  THEM THE RESOURCES THEY NEED IS  UNTHINKABLE TO ME. SO I WOULD JUST  ASK THAT IF SOMETHING  WAS TO HAPPEN, THAT WE WOULD BE  AVAILABLE, THAT WE WOULD MAKE OUR  OFFICES, MIKE'S OFFICE AVAILABLE  TO ASSIST IN ANY WAY THAT WE COULD.  

WE HAVE ALREADY HAD SOME TALK  AND MIKE UNDERSTAND THAT IS WE ALL  FEEL THAT--UNDERSTANDS THAT WE ALL  FEEL THAT WAY. WE ARE ALL  A BIT TAKEN ABACK. WE ARE OPEN TO  DO WHAT WE CAN.  

GREAT, THAT IS WHAT I  WANTED  TO HEAR. AND THEN JUST FINALLY,  EARLIER WHEN WE TALKED ABOUT GOING  OUT FOR AN RFP, I DON'T THINK  THACKINGS THE TIMELINE OF THE--THAT  CHANGES THE TIMELINE OF THE  PROCESS OF THE RFP. THE INFORMATION  HAS TO BE GATHERED AS TO THE STOPS  AND I THINK WE  TAKED ABOUT THE HANDICAPPED ACCESSIBILITY  ISSUES. SO I DON'T KNOW THAT STAFF  THINKS, AND I WOULD LIKE THE HEAR  FROM THE MANAGER, BUT I DON'T THINK  THAT THE PROCESS  OF THE RFP IS  A 30 DAY  TURNAROUNDS. --TURN AROUND. THE  A LONGER TIME. AND  THE QUESTION IS NOW WE HAVE  INSTRUCTED THE BUS STOP BENCHES  TO BE REMOVED, I WOULD BE IN FAVOR  OF THE MANAGER'S ORIGINAL PLAN TO  REPLACE  THE BUS STOP BENCHES THERE WITH  BENCHES THAT COULD BE THEN  USED AT PARK SITES  ONCE WE GO THROUGH THE RFP  PROCESS AND I DON'T THINK WE HAD  CLOSURE ON THIS THIS MORNING, BETWEEN  THE--ON THAT THIS MORNING BETWEEN  THE TIME WE  MOVED THE BENCHES.  

MR. ECKERT, DO YOU WANT TO  FIELD THAT PARTICULAR ANSWER? YOU  PUSHED THE LIGHT.  

I THINK THE MAN AMBULANCE  SERVICESSER SHOULD DO THAT--MANAGER  SHOULD DO  THAT. BUT HAVE MORE INFORMATION  CONCERNING WAVERLY'S POSITION.  

ON THIS ISSUE, ALL I BELIEVE  I NEED IS SOME CLARIFICATION, I  THOUGHT A COUPLE OF THE  MEMBERS BY THEIR COMMENTS, ASSUMED  THAT, I  WILL TAKE SOME LIBERTY, WHEN  MR. WAGNER WANTED AN ACCOUNTING,  I WAS IING PEOPLE WANTED TO DO  THE FILL IN, AT LEAST. SO AS LONG  AS I GET SOME APPROVAL THAT IT IS  OKAY FOR ME TO MOVE FORWARD WITH  THAT, THEN I WILL SAY THAT WE ARE  GOING TO TRY TO MAKE SURE THAT  WE HAVE HAVE STUFF REPLACED. IT  IS EITHER GOING TO BE THINGS  THAT WE CAN  REUSE WE ARE NOT WASTING--REUSE  SO WE ARE NOT WASTING  THE MONEY. AND WILL A CHANCE THAT  THEY ARE GOING TO LEAVE THE BENCHES  AND MAYBE IT WAS A SMALL FEE FOR  THE BENCH THAT IS  OUT THERE. ANY OF THE  BENCHES BUT WITH  NEW FURNITURE. WE JUST USE  THAT.  

MR. CHAIRMAN, I  WOULD MOVE THAT.  

SO OKAY. SO YOU ARE JUST  LOOKING DIRECTION RIGHT NOW. JUST  TO CONTINUE TO GO FORWARD WITH THE  PROCESS TO DO THE RFP RIGHT NOW.  

WE ARE  GOING CAN THE RFP. THIS BETWEEN  STOPPING THE CONTRACT WITH WAVERLY  AND GETTING THE RFP ON  THE STREET, GETTING IT AWARDED AND  GETTING EVERYTHING IN PLACE. THIS  WOULD BE THE TOP  GAP THAT I THINK PEOPLE--THE STOPGAP  THAT PEOPLE ARE CONCERNED ABOUT.  

I THOUGHT WE  DECIDE THAT HAD EARL--DECIDED THAT  EARLIER TODAY.  

NOW HERE WAS SOMETHING ELSE.  AT OUR LUNCH BREAK, ON  THAT PARTICULAR SUB  CORRECT. MR.  BAILEY--SUBJECT. MR. BAILEY AND  I BUMPED INTO EACH OTHER AND I ASKED  HIM IF IT WAS POSSIBLE, WHAT IF  I WANT TO BUY A PARK BENCH AND PUT  IT AT A BUS STOP AND  DONATE IT IN  LOVING MEMORY OF WHOMEVER? NO ADVERTISING  ON THIS THING, THIS IS A PRIVATE  DONATION OF A BENCH FOR A BUS  STOP. WE  COULD HAVE  THE CITIZENS-DO THIS. A LIABILITY?  THERE IS A LITTLE BUILT MORE TO  IT. LIKE WE BROUGHT THE MATERIALS  AND THEY PAY TO DO IT AND WE ETCH  IT WITH THEIR NAME.  

MR. CHAIR, I THINK ANY TIME THAT  A CITIZEN WANTS TO DO IT WHERE IT  IS NOT GOING TO  CAUSE THEM A LIABILITY, WE WOULD  NOT TURN IT DOWN. THE ISSUE HERE,  IT IS A SHORT TERM AND I  HAVE TO MOVE ON  IT. THEY WANT THE BENCH REPLACED.  I JUST DO NOT BELIEVE, I WANT TO  MAKE SURE IT IS CLEAR, THAT I CAN  SPEND THE MONEY TO DO THIS. IF I  CAN, I WILL. IF THE COUNCIL, AND  I THINK THIS POINT WAS BROUGHT UP  ALSO, IF THE COUNTY IS OKAY WITH  THE FACT THAT THERE WOULD BE THE  GAP AND WE ARE NOT  GOING TO REPLACE THE STUFF, I  JUST NEED TO KNOW THAT.  

SO WHAT ARE YOU PROPOSAL?  

I WOULD MOVE THAT WE AUTHORIZE  THE COUNTY MANAGER TO REPLACE  THE BUS BENCHES WITH BENCHES THAT  CAN THEN BE USED ALONG  THE TRAILS  AND THE PARKS.  

I HAVE A MOTION FOR THE COUNTY  MANAGER TO BE ABLE, TO  GIVE HIM THE ABILITY TO MAKE  THE  BUS  BENCH DECISION FOR A RECYCLABLE  BUS BENCH. I HAVE A MOTION ON THE  FLOOR.  

I WILL SECOND IT. BUT  I DO HAVE A QUESTION FOR  MR. ECKERT THERE.  

OKAY, CONTINUE.  

I SEE THAT THIS IS,  THIS FAX THAT WE GOT, THEY  ARE  SUPPOSE TODAY TO HAVE 60 DAYS  PRIOR TO THE NOTIFICATION. THE --THE NOTIFICATION.  

THIS ARGUMENT AND IF I COULD  GO BACK, THIS  WAS RECEIVED IN HARD COPY IN MY  OFFICE  TODAY, IT WAS GOTTEN BY FAX YESTERDAY  AFTERNOON AND DELIVERED TO ME. THE  STAFF MEMBER DID NOT NOTICE  IT BEING ON THE AGENDA TODAY. I  AM SORRY, I SAW IT ABOUT 30  MINUTES OR AND HOUR AGO, WELL,  WITHIN THE LAST HOUR. UM, BUT THE  ARGUMENT HERE  IS BASED ON IT BEING RENEWED FROM  YEAR TO YEAR AND THE CONTRACT  SAYS UM, THIS  CONTRACT SHALL, UM, AUTOMATICALLY  BE RENEWED  FOR ONE YEAR UNLESS NOTICE OF CANCELLATION  IS GIVEN TO YOUR PARTY DATE, LET  ME START OVER AGAIN, THIS SHALL  BE FOR A PERIOD OF  ONE  YEAR FROM 1192 THROUGH 1193 FOR  ONE YEAR UNLESS NOTICE OF CANCELLATION  IS GIVE IN WRITING 60 DAYS BEFORE  THE END  OF THE CONTRACT PERIOD. THE ARGUMENT  BEING MADE IN THE LETTER  WHICH YOU HAVE RECEIVED, UM, DIRECTED  TO ME, IS  THAT IT IS AN ANNUAL RENEWAL. WHERE  AS THE  CONTRACT  TERMS  SAYS FOR ONE YEAR. 

OKAY,  THAT, I  WILL STAND WITH MY SECOND THEN.  

SO THERE MAY BE LITIGATION BUT  THAT IS THE POSITION THAT WE WOULD  TAKE ON YOUR BEHALF.  

 OKAY.  

OKAY, ANY OTHER DISCUSSION? MR.  WAGNER.  

I JUST WANT TO RESTATE IT, IT  IS GOING BE EXPENSIVE AND I THINK  IT IS NOT A GOOD BUSINESS  MOVE AND I STANDBY THAT. AND I AM  GOING TO MAKE SURE THAT  I GOT COPIES OF EVERYTHING  FROM THE COST. THANKS.  

MR.  PATTERSON.  

WELL, YOUNG ISING FROM--JUDGING  FROM THE TWO INDIVIDUALS THAT WERE  HERE, IT SEEMS LIKE THERE ARE AT  LEAST THREE COMPANIES OUT THERE  THAT ARE INTERESTED. SO I THINK  AN RFP GOING  OUT WILL  BE SWIFTLY  RESPONDED TO. SO I DON'T REALLY  THINK THERE IS A BIG PROBLEM IN  FINDING THE REQUIREMENTS OF WHAT  WE ARE LOOKING FOR.  

WELL, IF IT IS  GOING TO GO  OUT SWIFTLY, AND IT  IS NOT MANDATE THAT HAD--MANDATED  THAT YOU HAVE  BUS BENCHES AND MONEY IS A FACTOR,  THIS INFORMATION  WE JUST RECEIVED IS ALSO A FACTOR,  WHY DO  WE HAVE TO DO ANYTHING UNTIL THEY  BEGIN  TO REMOVE THE BENCHES? [  INAUDIBLE - LOW VOLUME ]  

I DON'T THINK YOU  ARE LEGALLY COMPELLED TO DO  ANYTHING. THERE MAY BE, AS I SAID  IN RESPONSE TO A COUNCIL MEMBER,  I THINK COUNCIL  MEMBER DENYS QUESTION EARLIER TODAY,  UM, THERE HAS  BEEN LITIGATION, WHICH UPON WHICH  MAY BE, THE ARGUMENT IS MADE THAT  YOU HAVE TO PROVIDE ACCESSIBLE  BUS BENCHES BUT  THAT IS NOT THE RULE. WHERE YOU  PROVIDE THEM, THEY HAVE TO  ACCESSIBLE. THERE IS NOT A STANDARD  THAT SAYS THAT YOU HAVE TO HAVE  A BUS BENCH  AT EVERY LOCATION. AND  YOU KNOW, THE  LIFT BUSES, UM, FOR  THOSE WHO ARE UM, IMPAIRED AND IN  A WHEELCHAIR, UM,  THEY, THEY CAN ACCESS THE BUS IN  THE SAME WAY AS  WITH OR  WITHOUT THE BENCH.  

BUT THEY DON'T NEED THE BENCH  IN THE WHEELCHAIR.  

YES, MA'AM.  

AND MOST OF  THEM, IF YOU ARE WHEELCHAIR BOUND,  THEY USUALLY CALL FOR  THE  FLEX SERVICE, DON'T THEY? OR DOOR  TO DOOR PICK UP  THICK.  

WELL, THAT IS ALSO AN ARGUMENT  THAT THAT IS A SERVICE.  

YES, MS. NORTHEY.  

WELL, I WAS JUST, I WAS JUST  TRYING TO BRING SOME CLOSURE  TO THINGS SO THAT  STAFF UNDERSTOOD, WE DO HAVE TWO  OPTIONS. ONE, DO NOT PROVIDE ANY  BUS BENCHES BUT I THINK THE CONCERN  IS THAT THE.  

Reporter: FP,--THAT THE RFP,  THE PRODUCTION IS GOING TO TAKE  SOME TIME BECAUSE WE  HAVE TO HAVE THE INVENTORY. WOULDN'T  WE HAVE TO KNOW THE NUMBER OF LOCATIONS  AND THEN DON'T WE HAVE  TO PREPARE THE SITE FOR ADA  OR IS THAT THE RESPONSIBILITY  OF THE RFP? THE PERSON WHO WOULD  RESPOND TO THE RFP? I MEAN, I  THINK THOSE ARE UNANSWER  ANSWERED QUESTIONS.  

YOU COULD DO A, AN RFP WHICH  IT IS THEN  UPON THE PROVIDER TO DO THE  SITE. I THINK YOU  PROBABLY, IN THIS CONTRACT,  UM, THEY, THEY HAVE  ABOUT  115 UM, BUS BENCHES. MANY OF THOSE  MIGHT BE THE SITES THAT YOU WOULD  CHOOSE TO PUT BUS BENCHES  AT BUT NOT ALL AND THERE ARE MAYBE  SOME THAT THEY DO NOT  HAVE BENCHES AT THAT, THAT [ INAUDIBLE  ] WOULD LIKE TO HAVE BENCHES.  

SO DO WE HAVE  AN INVENTORY OF WHERE THE BUS BENCHES  ARE NOW IN.  

YES, WE KNOW WHERE THEY  ARE.  

AND I BELIEVE THAT THEY KNOW  WHERE THEY WOULD LIKE TO HAVE BENCHES.  

SO MAYBE THE QUESTION IS HOW  MANY ARE WE TALKS ABOUT? AND THAT  IS A WHAT  WE FOCUS ON THEN. --AND THAT IS  WHAT WE FOCUS ON THEN.  

[ INAUDIBLE - LOW VOLUME ] ONE  OF  THE, ONE OF THE  DIFFICULT, ONE OF THE DIFFICULTIES  IN ANSWERING THE QUESTION, UNTIL  WE GET THE SURVEYS FROM EACH OF  THE STOPS, WE WILL NOT HAVE AN EXACT.  

OKAY, YOU WILL NOT PUT A BUS  BENCH DOWN UNLESS IT IS ADA  COMPLIANT.  

YES, LONG TERM,  YES, AND I  MEAN,, I THINK THE PROPOSERS--I  MEAN, I THINK  THE PROPOSERS NEED AS MUCH  INFORMATION.  

I AM IN MANAGEMENT, I THINK THAT  ANSWER NEEDS TO BE QUALIFIED  IN THE LONG TERM. THE MANAGER  IS PROPOSING TO PUT DOWN BENCHES  IN THE SHORT  TERM. AND I AM  DIRECTING MYSELF TO YOUR INQUIRY.  WITHOUT THE SITE BEING  OTHER WISE REPAIRED.  

CORRECT, THEY WOULD TAKE THEIR  BUS BENCHES UP AND THEN THEY ARE  NOT ADA COMPLIANT BUT THEY HAVE  THE  SAFE HARBOR AGREEMENT AND THEN WE  WOULD PUT OURS DOWN. SO  THE QUESTION THEN  ALSO WHERE ECKERT IS ON  PAGE TWO,  WHERE HE REFERRED TO SAFE  HARBOR PROVISIONS, ARE THOSE, IS  THAT, DO THEY HAVE SAFE HARBOR  PROVISIONS? I  HAVE NEVER HEARD  OF THAT.  

HERE IS THE PROBLEM, ONCE THE  BENCHES ARE GONE, THERE IS AN ARGUMENT  THAT IT NEEDS TO BE  ADA REQUIREMENT IMMEDIATELY. SO  YOU CANNOT JUST TAKE A BENCH AND  MOVE IT.  

OKAY, I WILL  WITHDRAW MY MOTION.  

THE COUNTERARGUMENT, WE HAVE  TO MAINTAIN THAT THE BENCH THE WERE  IN PLACE FOR THE AD AND I  DON'T KNOW, SO THE QUESTION  IS DEPENDENT.  

THOSE BENCHES DID NOT  GO  IN BEFORE ADA WENT IN. I WILL WITHDRAW  MY MOTION.  

IT  HAS BEEN WITHDRAWN. ANYTHING ELSE  MS. NORTHEY?  

THAT IS IT. THAT IS ALLINGS  FOLKS, ON--ALL, FOLKS ON THAT. MR.  PATTERSON, YOU GET TO SAY SOME  CLOSING COMMENTS. YOU HAVE THREE  MINUTES.  

YOU HAVE  THREE MINUTES.  

OH, BOY. CAN I SAVE UP FROM ALL  OF THE OTHER MOMENTS?  

YES, YOU CAN  SAVE THEM UP.  

I JUST HAVE THREE THINGS HERE.  ONE, UM, AND I KEEP GETTING THIS  FROM SOME OF  THE  ELECTED OFFICIALS HERE IN DE-LAND  AND SOME OF THE CITIZENS AND I WOULD  JUST LIKE TO GET A PLAN OUT HERE  SO THEY KNOW WHAT IS GOING ON SO  THEY ARE GOING STOP ASKING ME QUESTIONS,  A PLAN OF  ACTION, THAT  IS NUMBER ONE. AND I KNOW, MR. DANIELS  HAS  BROUGHT THIS UP, THE NORTH  PENNISULA AND I GUESS ON  THE COASTAL DIVISION, IS THIS BEING  CREATED TO ADDRESS THAT  ISSUE?  

NO, SIR, THAT REFLECTS A SIMPLE  RESTRUCTURES OF THE ORGANIZATION,  THE DEPARTMENT DELEGATIONS SO  THAT COASTAL, SINCE ITS EXPANSION  OF A NUMBER OF OPERATIONAL DUTIES  JUST  SEEMS TO BE BETTER ALIGNED  WITH PUBLIC WORKS. WHEN IT WAS JUST  THE PORT AUTHORITY, IT WAS  FINE IN THE AIRPORT AND WE THINK  THAT THE SUPPORT SYSTEM IN PUBLIC  WORKS IS JUST GOING BE A STRONGER  SUPPORT SYSTEM FOR THE ACTIVITIES.  

OKAY, I MET WITH THE  INDIVIDUALS UP THERE THAT HAVE A  WASTE WATER TREATMENT AND I MEAN,  THEY ARE RUNNING 60,000  AND THEY  HAVE A CAPACITY  FOR 220,000-GALL ANS A DAY--GALLONS  A DAY. IT IS LIKE WE NEED TO  BE LOOKING AT SOMETHING WITH THEM.  THAT IS ALL I  AM GOING  TO SAY ON THAT. HAS THE MEETING  BEEN  SET  UP THE FIRST MEETING? 

I THINK WE CAN  GET THAT SCHEDULED WITHIN UM, I  THINK IT WAS  AT END  OF THE MONTH.  

OKAY. 

I USED  THIS STORY  BEFORE OF  UM, A SPORTS REPORTER INTERVIEWING  MIKE TIE SON AND THE PERSON HE WAS  GOING TO BE TAKING  ON HAD A PLAN, AND TIE SON'S REMARK  WAS THEY ALL HAVE A PLAN UNTIL I  HIT THEM. AND I AM WONDERING IF  WE HAVE SUCH A  PLAN IN PLACE, BASICALLY, WHEN WE  ARE HIT WITH SOMETHING BIG, WE HAVE  NO PLACE TO GO. THAT IS  JUST MY COMMENT ON THAT. THANK YOU.  

MR., I  AM SORRY, IF I COULD,--  

I GOT A GOOD IRISH JOKE  FOR YOU TOO, THE OTHERS ARE SUPPOSED  TO BE TRUE.  

AND THEY ARE  ALL CLEAN.  

OKAY.  

LET ME JUST EXPAND  ON  MY COMMENTS, THE NORTH PENNISULA  AND THE WASTE WATER SYSTEM, THIS  IS GOING NEED COUNCIL ATTENTION.  UM, WE, WE HAVE A  PROPOSAL, OR WE'LL BE GETTING A  PROPOSAL FROM THE OWNERS UP  THERE, THAT FACILITY IS UM, AS BEEN  AROUND FOR AN EXTENDED  PERIOD OF TIME. UM, WE WOULD NEED  TO DO AN ASSESSMENT OF THE CAPACITY.  AND ALSO, LOOK AT IT AGAIN WHAT  KIND OF ARRANGEMENT WE WOULD  WANT  TO MAKE LONG TERM. INVESTMENT IS  PROBABLY  NOT THE MOST SUSTAINABLE. 

I WOULD LIKE TO  GO ON, MARY ANN HAS BEEN VERY RESPONSIVE  ON THAT. SHE HAS, YOU KNOW, WE HAVE  TALKED AND WHAT WE ARE GOING  TO BE DOING IS SETTING UP A MEETING  WITH THE NORTH  PENNISULA GUYS AND THEIR ENGINEER,  GOING OVER THEIR CONDITION, WHAT  THEY ARE GOING TO  DO. YOU KNOW, WE PREP RECENT THE  COUNTY, WE WANT A DEAL WHERE  THE CONDOS ARE HOOKED  UP TO A SEWER SYSTEM, JOHN ANDERSON  IS HOOKED UP AND IT IS NOT  LEAKING INTO THE HALIFAX RIVER.  WE WANT TO DO  IT  AS CHEAPLY AS POSSIBLE. 

WE HAD ASKED  THERE TO BE A  STUDY ON THE SEPTIC SYSTEMS AND  I WAS GIVEN A  COPY OF  THAT TODAY. SHOWS THE NORTH PENNISULA  AS HIGH AS  WELL AS THE SOUTHEAST  AREAS ALONG THE INDIAN RIVER AND  THERE ARE OTHER AREAS FOR  INVESTIGATION NEEDED. BUT WE ARE  APPROACHING 100,000 SEPTIC SYSTEMS  IN VOLUSIA COUNTY AND  THEY ARE OF VARIOUS STANDARDS, UM,  THEY  WERE PUT  IN  OVER DECADES OF TIME . THEY LOOKED AT ESTABLISHING PRIORITIES  AND I THINK IT IS A  GOOD PLACE TO START HAVING A  LARGE  DICES CUSHION ABOUT THAT--  DISCUSSION ABOUT THAT.  

WELL, I PREP  RECENTED THAT AIR--REPRESENTED THAT  AREA FOR EIGHT YEARS AND I WALKED  THE AIR I CAN'T SAY FOR TWO YEARS--THE  AREAS FOR TWO YEARS AND THERE IS  WHERE MY INTEREST LIES AND ALSO  IN THE RIVER AND WHAT IS GOING ON.  I RECOGNIZE THE PROBLEM WE HAD DOWN  IN OAK HILL YEARS  AGO, UM.  

STILL.  

STILL. STILL HAVE  A PROBLEM DOWN THERE. AND I AM ON  A SEPTIC SYSTEM WHERE I LIVE, I  PUT IN A NEW DRAIN FIELD AND I TRY  MAKE SURE, BUT I WOULD LOVE TO HAVE,  TO BE HOOKED UP TO A SEWER  SYSTEM. I WOULD LOVE TO GET  OFF OF WELL WATER. SPEND A FORTUNE  ON SALT, TRYING TO KEEP  UP WITH THAT PROBLEM AND I HAVE  A LOT OF IRON BACTERIA WHERE  I LIVE. BUT IT IS EXPENSIVE  TO RUN A LINE DOWN THERE. BUT I  AM CONCERNED.  

BUT AS MARY ANN SAID,  CLEARLY THIS IS A LONG TERM VIEW  OF WHERE WE  ARE GOING ON WATER AND SEWER IN  THOSE AREAS AND IT NEEDS TO  COME BEFORE THE COUNCIL. COMMISSIONER  DANIELS THINKS WE'LL HAVE SOMETHING  TO RESPOND TO AND THEN WE  HAVE TO DECIDE BASED ON THE HEALTH  OF THE FUNDS AND THE FUTURE. I THINK  THE COULD BE SILL IS GOING--THE  COUNCIL IS GOING  HAVE TO DECIDE  THIS. THIS WHOLE REFUSAL TO UNDERSTAND  SEPTIC SYSTEMS BY  PEOPLE WHO  BELIEVE  THEY ARE ENVIRONNALLISTS IS AMAZING.  

MS. NORTHEY HAS BEEN VERY PATIENT.  SHE HAS BEEN HOLDING OUT FOR TEN  MINUTES.  

YES, WELL, WE HAVE UM, UM, ISSUES  DOWN IN THE [ INAUDIBLE ]  AREA, TOO, AND WE HAVE THAT PLANT  DOWN THERE AND THAT IS SOMETHING  THAT WE, I  MEAN, I AM  HAVING LUNCH  ABOUT THAT AREA  WITH REP RE-SENTIVES AND ANY--REPRESENTATIVES  AND ANY INFORMATION YOU CAN SHARE  WITH ME WOULD BE HELPFUL.  

I WILL GET  IT OUT TOMORROW BECAUSE  IT MENTURES AIRS YEAH--MENTIONS  AREAS. AND WE AT LEAST HAVE FACILITIES  AVAILABLE.  

WELL, YOU HAVE TO GET HOOKUPS.  

RIGHT. AND THERE ARE AREAS OF  THE COUNTY WHERE  WE ARE NOT THE OPERATOR AND THERE  IS NOT ONE NEAR BY. SO THERE  ARE CHALLENGES IN DIFFERENT AREAS.  AND IT IS REALLY A  MATTER AROUND IT ALWAYS IS, WHAT  A PROPERTY CAN BEAR IN  TERMS OF, OF, HANDLING THE COSTS  OF A CONNECTION AND ITS  A MUCH LARGER ISSUE THAN ANY ANYONE  NEIGHBORHOOD, I THINK THERE  IS A PRIORITY GROUP THAT WE NEED  TO TALK ABOUT AS  A GROUP.  

ALL RIGHT, MR.  DANIELS, SHE WAS VERY  PATIENTLYN'T WAITING AND SHE--PATIENTLY  WAITING AND SHE DID THE LIGHT THING.  

THAT WAS VERY POLITE. I THINK  THAT WE HAVE PRETTY WELL SAID EVERYTHING  BUT REALLY AGAIN, YOU MENTIONED  THE OAK HILL AND YOU KNOW, WE  DO ARE IS THE ORANGE GROVE. AND  WE NEED TO HOOK THOSE PEOPLE  UP IN OAK HILL UP  WITH THE ORANGE GROVE. YOU HAVE  THE  TINY LOTS  WITH SEPTIC TANKS ON THEM AND  IT IS NOT GOOD. WE CANNOT LIVE THE  WAY THAT WE USED TO DO. WE  ARE GOING TOKER CAN--USED TO. WE  ARE GOING HAVE TO START PROTECTING  OUR WATER WAYS.  

GO AHEAD.  

FOR THOSE INTERESTED, UM, ON  NOVEMBER 8, I AM NOT GOING THE BE  HERE BUT THAT IS NOT WHY I  AM ANNOUNCING THIS. THE COMMISSIONER  OF AGRICULTURE WILL BE AT  THE FAIRGROUNDS FOR A BREAKFAST  THAT THEY ARE GOING THE BE DOING.  SO I DO THIS TICKETS, IF YOU WANT  TO EAT BREAKFAST, I HAVE A  TECT. IF YOU DON'T WANT TO EAT,  YOU CAN JUST SHOW UP AROUND 8:00.  HE IS GOING BE IN TOWN ALL DAY AND  I KNOW THE FAIR PEOPLE ARE,  AND THE AG COMMUNITY, FARM BUREAU,  WOULD LIKE TO SEE SOME SUPPORT FOR  THOSE OF YOU THAT  ARE INTERESTED. WE  HAD A GREAT TURNOUT OVER 300  PEOPLE FOR THE ANNUAL  FARM BUREAU DINNER.  

MR. WAGNER, CLOSING COMMENTS.  

I WHERE, I WOULD LIKE TO REQUEST  THAT WE--YES, I WOULD LIKE TO  REQUEST  THAT WE START PUTTING UP SIGNAGE  AT BOAT RAMPS IN REGARDS TO  BACTERIA. I THINK THERE NEEDS TO  BE SOME INFORMATION  THERE THERE. I HAVE ALREADY SPOKEN  TO STAFF. SO I WOULD LIKE TO LOOK  INTO WHAT IT WOULD  TAKE TO DO IT. BUT DON'T HAVE TO  VOTE TO DO IT BUT  VOTE TO LOOK INTO IT. IT  DOES NOT HAVE TO BE A  MOTION. SIGN AMBULANCE SERVICES,  TWO PEOPLE--SIGNAGE, TWO  PEOPLE HAVE DIED. HIGH BRIDGE IS  THE [ INAUDIBLE - MULTIPLE SPEAKERS]  

THAT KIND OF THING.  

HIGH BRIDGE WOULD BE THE FIRST  PLACE TO LOOK AT, ANY WHERE WHERE  WE THINK THERE ARE ISSUES AND ARE  THEY TESTING WATER, WHO IS TESTING  WATER AND THEY ARE NOT  REALLY TESTING FOR THE BACTERIA.  THERE IS A LOT MORE THAT I AM  LOOKING INTO BUT I THINK SIGNAGE  IS THE  FIRST THING.  

WARNING, BE CAREFUL.  

YES, TO A POINT. YOU DON'T WANT  TO SCARE PEOPLE.  

YES, MARTIN COUNTY, THEY SCARE  THEM TO DEATH. THEY HAVE SIGNS  THAT SAY YOU KNOW DO NOT SWIM OR  FISH, DO NOT EAT  THE FISH. DON'T GO NEAR THE WATER.  

BUT JUST SOMETHING ALONG  THE LINES, SUMMERTIME, THERE IS  AN INCREASED RISK OF THIS TYPE  OF BACTERIA, BE CAREFUL. I THINK  IT IS GOOD TO PUT PEOPLE  ON NOTICE. I DIDN'T  KNOW THE, THE EXTENT. IT IS INTENSE.  

WELL, THIS IS LIKE OVER IN FAIR  VILLA, DOWN IN ORLANDO WHERE I  GREW UP, UM, LAKE FAIR,  WHICH IS RIGHT ACROSS THE STREET,  THAT LAKE, YOU CAN NOT GO NEAR IT.  THEY THAT I CLOSED  PARK. DO--THEY CLOSED THE, THAT.  DO NOT--CLOSED THE PARK. DO NOT  GO IN. IT KILLS LIKE FIVE PEOPLE  A YEAR.  

IS THIS ANY DIFFERENT THAN  A SHARK BILLBOARD?  

I THINK IT IS A LOT DIFFERENT  BECAUSE UM, IT WILL BE  A LOT SMALLER.  

BUT UNLESS THERE IS TESTING THIS  SHOWS THERE IS A PROBLEM, I WOULD  HATE TO SEE SOMETHING UP THERE.  

YES, BUT I CAN TELL YOU IT IS  THERE BECAUSE THE DIFFERENCE BETWEEN  THE SHARKS HERE, THEY NIBBLE ON  YOU AND THE BACTERIA KILLS YOU.  IT IS A BAD SITUATION. SO IT IS  JUST IF WE COULD HAVE STAFF LOOK  AT IT, NOT SAYING PUT UP A SIGN  TOMORROW, BUT MAYBE GET BACK TO  US TO SEE WHAT WE CAN DO. I  WOULD LIKE TO GO AHEAD AND, AND  MAYBE GET A DATE SPECIFIC  TO HAVE STAFF  BRING BACK A POSSIBLE FERTILIZER  ORDNANCE. I THINK WE NEED TO GET  THAT ON  THE I GENERAL--ON THE  AGENDA. WE HAVE THE MODEL, THAT  THE STATE HAS, BUT IT IS A STARTING  POINT AND WE NEED  TO UM, I SUPPLIED STAFF WITH WHAT  MARTIN COUNTY DOES. I AM  HAVING A, A MEETING MYSELF, AN OPEN  PUBLIC MEETING  THAT I AM GOING TO DO  ON FERTILIZER FOR WHAT THEY THINK,  SO I THINK IT IS A GOOD IDEA TO  GET IT BACK IN HERE AND ACTUALLY  DO SOMETHING. IF WE ARE SERIOUS,  WE NEED TO DO IT. I THINK WE NEED  TO LOOK AT NOT JUST NECESSARILY  TO MODEL WHAT OUR NEIGHBORS  COUNTIES ARE DOING, STAFF HAD A  GOOD SUGGESTION, IT IS ALL ABOUT  THE MARKING AS WELL. SO IF WE DO  SIMILAR THINGS TO WHAT YOU  KNOW, HOPEFULLY DOWN THE UM, THE  LAGOON, WE CAN HAIR IN THAT,  AND--WE CAN SHARE IN THAT AND THAT  SAVES A LOT OF MONEY. I THE WHERE  HE HAD NO TO LOOK AT--I THINK WE  NEED TO LOOK AT THAT PART OF IT  AS WELL AND I THINK WE NEED TO GO  AHEAD AND DO IT FAIRLY SOON JUST  TO GET IT GOING.  

AND YOU WOULD MAKE  THAT A COUNTY WIDE ORDNANCE.  

OH, YES, AND I THINK IF YOU ARE  LOOKING AT THE STATE  MODEL, IT IS SUGGESTIONS, IT DOES  NOT GO FAR ENOUGH. IF WE ARE GOING  TO BE SERIOUS ABOUT THIS, WE NEED  TO LOOK AT SOME REAL SOLUTIONS.  

AND WE NEED TO DO IT BEFORE THEY  NOT ALLOW US TO DO IT.  

SO IF WE CAN HAVE STAFF BRING  THAT TO US WITHIN  THE NEXT TWO MEETINGS. THEY ARE  GOOD. THE STAFF IS READY. SO IT  COULD BE  THE NEXT  METE MEETING. THE--NEXT  MEETING. THE OTHER ISSUE,THE PLAN,  THE HOMELESS PROGRAM THAT THE CITY  AND A COUPLE OTHER PEOPLE ARE INTERESTED  IN DOING, NOT THAT WE HAVE TO  FORMALLY TALK ABOUT IT, HOWEVER,  UM, THERE ARE TIMES WHETHER  YOU KNOW, I AM GLAD  THAT YOU BROUGHT THIS UP, ABOUT  ASKING, THE STATE WILL DO  ONE TIME MONEY FOR PROJECTS LIKE  THIS SOMETIMES, SO I AM  PULL IN AN ODD  POSITION BAA--I AM PUT IN AND ADD  POSITION BECAUSE WE DON'T HAVE A  PLAN AND SAY IF THERE WAS  A YOU KNOW, IT DOES NOT HAVE  TO BE A RESOLUTION BUT A LETTER,  SOMETHING THAT THEY CAN  HAVE AND THE LOBBYISTS CAN HAVE  SAYING IF A PROGRAM WAS STARTED  WOULD THE STATE BE INTERESTED IN  A 50/50 DEAL TO BE INVOLVED WITH  IT, THIS TIME OF  HOMELESS FACILITY. WE WOULD NOT  BE LOCKED INTO DOING IT BUT I WOULD  NOT WANT TO MISSES CHANCE TO TRY  TO GET--TO MISS THE CHANCE TO TRY  TO  GET A STATE FUNDING MECHANISM. YOU  ARE PROBABLY TALKING $900,000 TO  $1 MILLION, WITH A  MATCH, IF IT HAPPENED. MY FEAR,  AND WE DON'T NEED IT TODAY, BUT  WE DO NEED TO UM, DO IT SOME WHAT  SOON. SO IF WE CAN JUST MAYBE,  I COULD, TALK TO STAFF  TO SEE A VERY GENERAL STATEMENT  AND BRIDGE IT BACK TWO WEEK--BRING  IT BACK TWO WEEKS FROM NOW. BUT  IT WOULD BE VERY GENERAL. AIM NOT  SAYING GET INTO THE-ER I AM  NOT SAYING GET INTO SPECIFICS OR  WE  COULD GET INTO THE SPECIFICS IF  IT IS A  SIMILAR PROJECT. I JUST DO NOT WANT  TO  LEAVE THAT  OUT  HERE. COUNCILMAN PATTERSON.  

WELL, THE CITY OF DAYTONA BEACH  HAS VACANT LAND OVER  THERE AND I AM NOT IN FAVOR OF  PUTTING IT OUT BY RED JOHN ROAD  BECAUSE IT IS A PROBLEM TO GET IT  OUT THERE AND BACK IN TOWN AND A  CHANCE FOR PROBLEMS. SO THAT IS  WHY I WOULD  LIKE TO SEE MAYBE THE CITY THAT  I UNDERSTAND THEY HAVE  A LARGE TRACK OF LAND WHERE THE  PLACEMENT WOULD BE BETTER THAN OUT  BY THE COUNTY  JAIL.  

ONLY PROBLEM WITHOUT GETTING  INTO THE SPECIFICS, THE MODEL WORKS  SO WELL IN OTHER AREAS BECAUSE IT  IS NEAR THE JAIL, IT IS THE ALTERNATIVE,  BECAUSE THEY ARE GOING TO BE ESCORTED  AND IT WILL PROBABLY BE THE SAME  CAR. SO IT IS, YOU KNOW, IT IS ONE  OF THE THINGS, IT IS EITHER YOU  GO RIGHT OR LEFT, WHICH CHOICE IS  BEING MADE SO THE REASON IT IS EFFECTIVE  IS BECAUSE OF THAT. SO IT IS HARD,  BUT THE THERE A  WAY TO CRAFT IT, PAT,  WHERE YOU CAN FEEL COMFORTABLE WITHOUT  US DIGGING INTO THE  DETAILS OF STILL CAN GO ASKING IT-DC  OF STILL ASKING THE STATE.  

THIS HAS  MORE MOVING PARTS IN IT.  

A NO IS FINE.  

IT IS A LONG RANGE THING AND  I HAVE A PROBLEM WITH GETTING  THE COUNTY INVOLVED IN SOMETHING  THAT IS GOING BE FOREVER COMING  OUT OF OUR GENERAL FUNDING MAYBE  GETTING ON OKAY, WE'LL HELP YOU  OUT, AND THEN SUDDENLY, THE LEADERSHIP  CHANGES AND THEY DON'T WANT TO BE  A PART OF IT ANYMORE.  

A NO IS FINE. BECAUSE I AM JUST  TRYING TO SAVE MONEY. I AM JUST  TRYING TO ASK THE STATE FOR MONEY.  

SO AM I. I AM TRYING  TO SAVE MONEY.  

THAT IS FINE.  

YOU KNOW, MAYBE WE  COULD COVER THAT WITH INTERLOCAL  AGREEMENTS.  

IT IS TO DO THAT.  

AND YOU KNOW, WE NEED  DO SOMETHING,  THE EAST SEED CITIES--SIDE CITIES,  PARTICULARLY, THEY NEED SOMETHING  AND THE PEOPLE WHO  ARE HOMELESS NEED  SOME WAY TO BECOME ON THEIR OWN  AND I HAVE NOT LOOKED AT THE  POLICE IN PENALTY COUNTY, BUT--AT  THE PLACE IN [ INAUDIBLE ] COUNTY  AND IF IT IS WORKING THEN IT IS  PROBABLY SOMETHING THAT WE REALLY  NEED TO GIVE A TRY. UM, IT MAY  BE SOMETHING THAT WILL WORK AND  WORK WELL. IT ONLY WORKS APPARENTLY  F YOU LOCATE IN A PLACE WHERE  WILL THERE IS A LOT OF OTHER HERBAL  SERVICES AVAILABLE. THE OTHER REASON  FOR THE JAIL, THERE ARE OTHER SOCIAL  SERVICES OUT THERE. UM, YOU KNOW,  UM, YOU HAVE GOT TO  HAVE A LOCATION LIKE THAT. IF  THERE IS ANOTHER LOCATION THEN,  THEN FINE. BUT THAT ONE SEEMS TO  BE, YOU KNOW, TO WORK AS WELL  AS ANYTHING ELSE.  

THE ONLY SOCIAL SERVICE--[  INAUDIBLE ]  

CAN WE LET  MS. NORTHEY, SHE IS SO PATIENT.  

I JUST THOUGHT SHE WANTED TO  GO TO THE RESTROOM.  

I SHARE A LOT OF CONCERN ON  THIS AS FAR AS ADVANCING IT THIS  EARLY IN THE STAGE. I HAVE CERTAINLY  HEARD ABOUT THE MODEL, I HAVE NOT  VISITED IT, I ALSO  KNOW THAT WE HAD PREVIOUSLY IN FRONT  OF THE COUNCIL, A  MODEL THAT WAS PRETTY ELABORATE  AND THERE ARE NO AGENCIES OUT THERE  IN THE MIDDLE OF THE COUNTY  AND THAT IS CONCERN. I  AM RELUCTANT TO SAY AT THIS POINT,  THAT WE SEND UP A BROAD  REQUEST FOR DOLLARS WITHOUT HAVING  SPECIFICS AND KNOWING WHO IS  GOING TO PICK UP THE TAB BECAUSE  WE ALREADY COMMIT A LOT OF MONEY  TO THE SOCIAL SERVICES  IN THROUGH,  UM, ALCOHOL AND DRUG PROGRAMS, STEWART  MARCHMAN AND SOME OTHERS, WE ARE  DOING A LOT OF DOLLARS THERE:  SO I APPLAUD THE DESIRE TO TRY  TO DO SOMETHING. BUT I NEED  A LOT MORE INFORMATION AND  A LOT MORE DISCUSSION BEFORE I CAN  SIGN OFF ON  A REQUEST WITHOUT HAVING SOMETHING  THAT WAS SPECIFIC AS TO WHO IS GOING  PICK UP THE COST AND I THOUGHT  THAT [ INAUDIBLE ] WAS  TALKING ABOUT  HOW THEY COULD, AS THEY COULD MANAGE  THE PROJECT. SO IT WOULD BE INTERESTING  TO SEE WHO THEY CAN COME UP  WITH AND MAYBE THE FUNDING WOULD  BE MORE FAIRLY SHARED  THAN THE BURDEN COMING THE JUST  DOWN GOVERNMENT.  

AND THAT WAS THE TALK, SORRY.  

WE ARE GOING TO HAVE TO START  PUSHING THE BUTTONS SO YOU  CAN STAY IN ORDER HERE. MS. DENYS.  

THANK YOU, I SHARE THE CONCERNS  OF YOU KNOW, IF,  WE ARE TALKING  ABOUT NON RECURRING DOLLARS WITH  AN ONE TIME PAYMENT FROM THE STATE  AND THE FEDS,S REAL PROBLEM  IS--FEDS THE REAL PRON PROBLEM--THE  REAL PROBLEM IS IN THE  OPERATING EXPENSES AND IT IS  GREAT TO COME TO THE COUNTY, MY  FIRST QUESTION IS SO WHERE ARE THE  DE-POSTS AND THE DONE TRACT THAT  YOU HAVE CREATED AMONG YOURSELVES  FIRST, UM, AND WHAT ARE YOU BRINGING  TO THE TABLE IN RIGHT NOW, I  HAVE NOT SEEN ANYTHING BRING ANYTHING  TO THE TABLE OTHER  THAN ASKING THE COUNTY FOR LAND  AND FOR US TO BE  RESPONSIBLE FOR THAT:  AND UNTIL  I SEE A BROADER  BASE OF COMMITMENT,  WE HAVE REQUESTS  AND LOT OF GOOD IDEA,S WE DON'T  HAVE A NITMENT--IDEAS, WE DON'T  HAVE A COMMITMENT FROM OTHERS OTHER  THAN THE COUNTY WITH SKIN IN THE  GAME. I AM LOOKING  FOR, DO NOT BRIDGE ME ANOTHER RESOLUTION,  SHOW ME THE  DOCUMENT WHERE YOU ARE COMMITTED  TO SUPPORT. THAT IS WHAT I  AM  GOING  TO BE LOOKING FOR. 

IF THE COUNTY HAS  LAND OTHER GROUPS ARE GOING  TO BRING FUNDING FOR BUILDINGS AND  A, AND THEY CAN ALSO  APPLY FOR GRANTS, AND FEDERAL  AND STATE DOLLARS TO HELP  NOT ONLY BUILD THE SITE, BUT ALSO  FOR THE MAINTENANCE PIECE  OF THE SITE. I THINK THAT  WE, AS A COUNTY GOVERNMENT, HAS  TO SOME HOW STEP UP TO THE PLATE  TO BECOME A, A MAJOR  PARTNER,  OR  A  PARTNER IN THIS VENTURE. I  HAVE LOBBIED AND RECEIVED  FUNDING FOR, NOT THAT CAN  HELP US FOR SETTING UP A PLAN OF  ACTION AND ALSO TO HELP AS IT  RELATES TO SEE MONEY. SO I THINK  THAT WE HAVE SOME HOW GOT TO  REALIZE THAT WE TOO ARE SOME SKIN  IN THE GAME AND WE NEED TO STEP  UP TO THE PLATE AT SOME  POINT. AND SAY YES, WE WANT TO BE  IN PARTNERSHIP AND WE DON'T  HAVE TO HAVE EVERY ANSWER BEFORE  WE MAKE A COMMITMENT. WE DO NOT  DO THAT WITH MOST  THINGS ANY WAY. THANK  YOU, MR. CHAIR.  

MR. WAGNER.  

YES, I THINK THERE WAS AN E-MAIL  THAT WENT TO EVERYBODY WITH A GENERAL  PROPOSAL OF WHAT IT IS AND ALL IT  IS IS JUST THE  COUNTY BUILDS IT THROUGH INTERLOCAL  AGREEMENTS THEY WALK AWAY. IT IS  AN ONE TIME MONEY  THING. SO THE LAND, WE WOULD  HAVE TO PICK A LOCATION. SO F  YOU WANT--IF YOU WANT ME TOE HAVE  IT  RECENT, THAT IS FINE. I WILL JUST  HAVE IT E-MAIL TODAY ALL OF YOU  AND READ IT OVER. AND TWO WEEKS  FROM NOW,  I WILL ASK  AGAIN. IF NOT, JUST VOTE  NO AND WE  MOVE ON. I AM GOING TO BRING IT  UP AND I AM GOING TO BRING  UP THE VACANT BUILDINGS AS WELL,  WITH THE BUILDINGS AND  LAND. THERE ARE SPECIFIC PROJECTS  UNDERNEATH. THAT IS HOW I AM LOOKING  AT THE PLANS. THEY FIT INTO,  WHEN WE START TO  DO A  BUILDING ANALYSIS AND AN ASSET  CHECK. BUT I CAN DO THAT IN  TWO WEEKS. THIS SO TO  ME, THERE ARE TWO CATEGORY THAT  IS THIS FITS UNDER AS FAR AS WHAT  I WANT TO  BRING FORWARD, ONE IS HUMANITARIAN  AND I BELIEVE THIS IS UNDER THAT  CAT GORY AND  SOME OF THE--CATEGORY AND SOME  OF THE THINGS I HAVE PUSHED FORWARD  AS WELL ADD THE OTHER ONE  IS ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT. THIS IS  FOR  MY DISTRICT AND ALL OF OURS, THAT  WHY IT IS UNDER ECONOMIC DEVELOP,  THE CATEGORY BUT WE WOULD HAVE SOMETHING  WITH THE BUILDINGS, LAND, AS A  CATEGORY, THINGS WOULD FALL UNDERNEATH  AND YOU HAVE THE HUMANITARIAN  ISSUES AND THAT  WOULD  FALL UNDER THAT CATEGORY. 

 THERE ARE MORE SOCIAL SERVICE  AGENCY IS IN TOWN THAN-- AGENCIES  IN TOWN OTHER THAN OUT BY  THE COUNTY JAIL. I ARE BEEN ON RIDGEWOOD  AVENUE FOR  OVER 20 SYSTEM SOME YEAR--20 SOME  YEARS NOW AND IT IS STILL THE SAME  HOMELESS PEOPLE UP AND DOWN  THE STREET ALL THE TIME. AND SOME  HOW, 100 SOME PEOPLE OUT, OUT BY  THE COUNTY JAIL BEING LED OUT IN  THE MORNING, WHEN THEY ARE DONE  AND HOW ARE THEY GOING TO GET  INTO DAYTONA? WELL, THAT WOULD BE  GREAT FOR [ INAUDIBLE ] I HAVE A  FEELING A LOT OF PEOPLE ARE GOING  TO BE ON THERE AND THEY ARE NOT  GOING TO BE PAYING. WE ARE GOING  TO BE STUCK MOVING THEM OUT THERE  AND BACK IN. AND YOU KNOW, A FRIEND  OF MINE THE OTHER DAY,  HE WAS COMING OUT OF CHURCH HERE  AND HE HAD A HOMELESS GUY COME  UM AND ASK HIM FOR SOMETHING TO  EAT. AND HE SAID I WAS IN DAYTONA  BUT THEY GAVE ME SOME MONEY TO COME  TO DE-LAND. SO YOU KNOW, THEY  HAVE THEIR OWN RELOCATION PROGRAM  OVER THERE  DAYTONA BEACH AREA. BUT I THINK  THAT, YOU KNOW, THERE IS VACANT  LAND THAT IS CLOSER IN TO THE  EAST SIDE THAT WOULD PROBABLY  SERVE BETTER. UM, AND THERE IS CLOSER  MEDICAL SERVICES  IN THAT AREA. UM, SO, THAT IS WHY  I COULD SUPPORT SOMETHING OVER THERE.  I AM NOT TOTALLY AGAINST IT. I JUST  DO NOT THINK THAT THE LOCATION YOU  ARE TALKING ABOUT IS GOING TO SERVE  VERY WELL AND CREATE MORE PROBLEMS  IN THE  LONG RUN,  BOTH YOU KNOW.  

MR. DANIELS.  

UM, AGAIN, UM, I DON'T THINK  THAT WHAT WE ARE TALKING ABOUT IS  THE COUNTY COMMITTING ANY MONEY  UNTIL WE HAVE EVERYBODY ELSE IRONED  DOWN. WE ARE NOT TALKING ABOUT GOING  INTO THIS LIKE A SHEEP LOOKING FOR  GRASS, YOU KNOW, HEAD DOWN, BOTTOM  UP. WE ARE TALKING ABOUT HAVING  AGREEMENTS WITH THE REST OF THE  CITIES SO WE KNOW WHAT THE DEAL  IS BEFORE WE  DO ANYTHING. THE REASON FOR UM,  ON TRYING TO GET MONEY  RIGHT NOW, BECAUSE  IT IS THE LEGISLATIVE SESSION. IF  YOU DON'T DO IT NOW, YOU HAVE TO  WAIT A YEAR. THE Is ARE NOT DOTTED,  THE Ts ARE NOT CROSSED, THEY WOULD  HAVE TO BE OTHER WISE WE DON'T TAKE  THE MONEY AND WE  MOVE ON DOWN THE ROAD. IT IS, IT  SEEMS TO ME THAT IT WOULD  BE FAIRLY, FAIRLY SIMPLE TO DO.  BUT IN HEARING MR. PATTERSON TALK,  IT STRIKES ME, THIS IS THE ONE  WAY THAT WE CAN MAKE  SUN RAIL WORK. WE PUT IT NEXT  TO THE RAIL  STATION. OKAY, THANK YOU.  

OKAY, MR. WAGNER, ANY FINAL?  

I WAS JUST GOING TO, NO, I WAS  JUST GOING SAY PAT, THE REASON,  A LOT OF THAT STUFF IS  STILL HAPPENING  IN DAY DAYTONA--IN  DAY--DAYTONA AND  THAT IS  CREATING A CENTRALIZED SERVICE CENTRAL.  AND THEY ARE DRIVEN BUS FAIR AS  THEY GET OUT AS PART OF  A RELEASE. SO  THEY DO GO TO DAYTONA BEACH. I WILL  JUST E-MAIL IT TO YOU SO YOU CAN  READ  IT.  

 ANYTHING ELSE,  SIR IS?  

THIS ALL YOU. HAVE YO  TURN ON YOUR MICROPHONE--TURN TO  TURN ON YOUR MICROPHONE.  

THERE WAS A  MOTION AND THERE IS ALREADY AN ARTICLE  ONLINE AND IT IS VERY POINTED AS  TO WHO IS BEING  INVEST THE FOR THAT MOTION--  INVESTIGATED FOR THAT MOTION. AND  PROBABLY STAFFER  AND TO THE MEDIA,--STAFF AND TO  THE MEDIA AND  WHO IS THIS INVESTIGATOR  INVESTIGATING?  

THE INVESTIGATORS IS INVESTIGATING  THE ISSUE. THE PARTICULAR PERSONS,  YOU KNOW, THEY WERE UNNAMED BY ME  AND ANYBODY THAT COMES UP WITH PARTICULAR  PEOPLE ARE SPECULATING.  

THIS SAYS THAT YOU SAID, JUST  SO YOU KNOW, THAT YOU  UM, THINGS LIKE INTERESTED  IN PETTY CORRUPTION AMONG  LOCAL GOVERNMENT OFFICIALS, THE  INVESTIGATION IS TO, IT MAKES IT  SEEM LIKE THE INVESTIGATION  IS OF  COUNTY COUNCIL MEMBERS.  

 I WOULD HAVE TO LOOK  AND SEE WHAT THE ARTICLE SAYS, WHAT  I SAID RIGHT HERE AND EVERYBODY  HEARD IT, IF ANYBODY HAD ANY  DIFFICULTY WITH WHAT I SAID, THEY  COULD HAVE BROUGHT IT UP AT THAT  TIME.  

NO, DOUG, I AM BRINGING IT UP  NOW, DOUG. I HAVE  A RIGHT TO KNOW. ACTUALLY,  LET ME ASK STAFF, LEGAL, HOW YOU  TOOK THE MOTION,  WHO IS BEING INVESTIGATED AND IF  YOU DON'T KNOW, I NEED CLARIFICATION  FROM THE MAKER OF THE MOTION.  

I DON'T KNOW THAT I AM IN A  POSITION TO ANSWER THAT. I TAKE  IT THAT I AM  A SUBJECT OF THE INVESTIGATION.  I DON'T THINK IT IS RIGHT TO SAY.  I WOULD LIKE TO ADDRESS  THE ISSUE IN SOME, OTHER DETAIL  AT A LATER POINT.  

I APPRECIATE THAT.  

AND TWO, UM, OUT OF THE  11 PEOPLE, OUT OF  THE 13 PEOPLE  EXCUSE ME, THAT WERE QUOTED AS TAKEN  CONTRIBUTIONS, I WAS ONE OF THOSE.  

OKAY, SO I WILL ASK THE QUESTION,  DOUG, WHO IS  BEING INVESTIGATED BY THIS PERSON?  I HAVE A RIGHT TO ASK THE QUESTION.  

YOU HAVE A RIGHT TO ASK THE QUESTION  AND YOU  NEED TO ASK THE PERSON TO WHO  DOES INVESTIGATION. DOUG, YOU ARE  THE MAKER OF THE MOTION.  

WOULD SOMEONE READ THE MOTION  BACK?  

THE MOTION IS, WAS, TO  HAVE SOMEONE, UM, IT WAS  PASSED BY EVERYONE. THE MOTION IS  TO HAVE SOMEONE INVESTIGATE  THE UM, THE  WAVERLY BUS BENCH DEAL. UM, AND  THE CLERK CAN READ IT BACK AND WE  CAN  HAVE IT WORD  FOR WORD.  

THAT IS YOU.  

I CAN ONLY READ WHAT  WAS WRITTEN BECAUSE WE DON'T  HAVE THE RECORDING.  

WELL, I WILL GO AHEAD AND READ  WHAT IT SAYS, DOUG. IT IS ONLINE,  YOU CAN PICK IT UP AND MY CONCERN  IS, I THINK YOU NEED TO CLARIFY,  BECAUSE THEY ARE ACING THAT THE  CONSISTORYLATION--THEY  ARE SAYING  THAT THE COUNTY'S  RELATIONSHIP WITH WAVERLY SMELLS  LIKE ROTTEN FISH ON A DOCK,  DOUG DANIELS SAID, HE AND THE COUNTY  ATTORNEY, SAID IT WAS AUTHORIZE  THE BY THE COUNTY'S OWN CHARTER  WHICH I AGREE WITH HOW  THEY ARE PARAPHRASING THAT. ACING  IT IS OUR RESPONSIBLE TO DO IT  INSISTING THAT THE  STATE ATTORNEY'S  OFFICE IS UNLIKELY TO FULLY INVESTIGATE  THE CASE. I DON'T THINK THE F.B.I.  IS  INTERESTED IN CLAPPINGS. I THINK  THE--CORRUPTION. I THINK THE  PETTY OF THIS IS EMBARRASSING ALL  THE WAY AROUND. I HAVE A RIGHT AS  SOMEONE SITTING ON THE COUNCIL TO  ASK IS YOU THE QUESTION  OF WHO IS BEING INVESTIGATED.  

THE  ISSUE IS BEING INVESTIGATED. IT  INVESTIGATOR WILL DETERMINE  WHO DID WHAT.  

THE IN[ INAUDIBLE - MULTIPLE  SPEAKERS]  

I WOULD SAY ALL OF  US. EVERYBODY IS AND THE INVESTIGATOR  IS GOING TO DETERMINE WHO DID WHAT.  WE NEED TO LANCE THE BOIL. WHAT  WE DID WAS THIS, WE  HAD THE SITUATION WHERE  WE HAD  WAVERLY MAKING ILLEGAL CAMPAIGN  CONTRIBUTIONS TO PEOPLE AND GETTING  BENEFITS FOR IT  THAT NEEDS TO BE INVESTIGATED. WE  ARE ALL UNDER A  CLOUD, IT NEEDS TO BE DONE.  

NOW YOU ARE STARTING TO THROW  INTO ANY INDIVIDUAL RIGHTS.  

YOU ARE BASING  THIS INVESTIGATION, YOU ARE NOT  A PROSECUTOR, 309, YOU ARE INVESTIGATING  OPERATIONS, YOU DO NOT HAVE A  RIGHT TO TELL  THE INVESTIGATOR TO INVESTIGATE  EVERYBODY. THERE ARE THING THAT  IS COME INTO PLAY  AND IF YOU START TO GO  TOO FAR DOWN THE ROAD, YOU MADE  COMMENTS WITH NAMES, THERE IS  GOING TO COME A TIME WHEN MALICE  IS INVOLVED AND THINGS ARE  GOING TO GET REALLY INTERESTING.  SO YOU ARE  SAYING THIS COUNCIL IS INVESTIGATED.  AND THE PRIOR COUNCIL, I READ THE  ARTICLE, SO  FRANK  T. BRUNO  JR., ALEXANDER, ME, PAT NORTHEY,  THE PRIOR COUNCIL IS BEING INVESTIGATED  AS WELL BECAUSE THAT IS  WHEN THE LAST RFP WAS.  

THE INVESTIGATOR I BELIEVE IS  GOING DETERMINE WHO IS GOING TO  BE INVESTIGATED.  

SO YOU SAID THEY  ARE GOING TO HAVE SUBPOENA  POWER. ARE  YOU HIRING THE INVESTIGATOR TO  WORK AT HIS OWN WILL OR ARE YOU  TELLING HIM WHAT TO DO. SO I HAVE  A RIGHT, BECAUSE I AM A MEMBER OF  THE COUNTY COUNCIL TO KNOW EXACTLY  WHAT THE PERSON IS  DOING. YOU SAID YOU JUST WANT TO  HIRE SOMETHING TO SAY TO LOOK INTO  THIS WHICH YOU ARE SAYING IS PRIOR  COUNTY COUNCIL MEMBERS, YOU ARE  SAYING STAFF, YOU TOLD  THE ATTORNEY, THAT UM, THAT ASIDE  FROM, UM, ALLEGING BAR COMPLAINTS  ON HIM TWICE,  THAT HE IS BEING INVESTIGATED,  THAT MANAGEMENT IS  BEING INVESTIGATED. WHERE IS  THIS ENDING?  

TO  SOME DEGREE, MIS-CHARACTER IZING  WHAT I WAS SAYING. I SAID IT LOOKS  TERRIBLE AND TO  CLEAR THE AIR IT 

     NEEDS AN INVESTIGATION. I  DON'T KNOW WHERE  IT GOES AND WHERE IT  LEADS.  

CAN MR. ECKERT CRIME IN ON THIS  ONE.  

WELL, AT THE RISK  OF UM, I SAID EARLIER MY COMMENTS  MAY NOT BE RIGHT, BUT IF I  UNDERSTAND THE PROCESS THAT IS BEING,  MR. DANIELS THINKING THAT THE COUNCIL,  AND I THINK YOU NEED TO COME  BACK TO WHOM THE INVESTIGATOR IS  GOING BE, THE PERSON MAY NOT BE  LAWYER AND IF HE IS  LAUREN, HE MAY REQUEST SPECIAL COUNCIL  TO ADVICE HIM TO ANSWER SOME OF  THE QUESTIONS WITH THE SCOPE, FOR  EXAMPLE WHETHER OR NOT  THAT PERSON CAN, IS IMPEDING  WITH A CRIMINAL  INVESTIGATION OR THE  LIKE. SO UM, I GUESS MR. DANIELS  IS SAYING IT DOES NOT HAVE A PARTICULAR  SUBJECT BUT IN SOME WAYS IT DOES,  BECAUSE OBVIOUSLY, I THINK WHAT  IS BEING, I DON'T KNOW IF MY ADVISE  IS IN QUESTION, I WILL BE HAPPY  TO ACCOUNT FOR THAT, OR THE BAR  ISSUE, WHICH I WOULD LIKE TO, TO  WHICH I WOULD LIKE TO RETURN IN  A SECOND, UM, BUT YOU ARE ARE GOING  HAVE TO GUIDE THIS  INVESTIGATION.  

THIS IS MY POINT.  

HE OR SHE GOING TO HAVE TO RETURN  TO YOU, I THINK AND SAY HIRE IS  WHAT I FOUND. --HERE IS WHAT I FOUND.  AND YOU ARE GOING  TO HAVE  GIVE HIM, OR HER, LIMITATIONS AND  I, UM, MR. DANIELS IS SAYING  THAT HE CAN NOT KNOW WHAT THE SCOPE  IS GOING TO BE  AT THIS POINT. I DO NOT  MEAN TO MIS-CHARACTERIZE YOUR COMMENTS  MR.  DANIELS.  

 I  THINK THAT IS FAIR.  

WITH REGARD TO THE BAR  ISSUE, IF I MAY. THE UM, IF I  HAVE FAILED IN MY OBLIGATION, THEN  I,  I AM SORRY. BUT I UNDERSTAND, I  DO NOT UNDERSTAND  COUNCIL MEMBERS WHO ARE CANDIDATES  FOR OFFICE TO BE MY  CLIENTS. SO I  RENDERED ADVICE TO SUPERVISOR,  AS TO SAY THE ADVICE,  WHEN THEY ARE A CANDIDATE, I AM  NOT THEIR  LAWYER. I RENDERED ADVICE  TO SUPERVISOR MCFALL AND REGARDING  REFERRAL OF THE  MATTER TO THE STATE  ATTORNEY'S OFFICE. DID NOT SPEAK  TO THIS THIS MORNING AND I AM SORRY,  BECAUSE I COULDN'T SAY  THIS AT THE TIME, BUT UM, IN  JANUARY OF THIS YEAR, I, AT, I AM  NOT REALLY THE RECORDS KEEPER BUT  IN  JANUARY I GOT A  SUBPOENA  FOR RECORDS AND  I DISTRIBUTED IT TO THE STAFF, REQUESTING  THE RECORDS, THAT WAS COMMUNICATED  TO THE MANAGER THAT  THE RECORDS WERE  BEING REQUESTED. IT WAS AN INVESTIGATIVE  SUBPOENA AND IN TERMS  OF MY ABILITY  TO REPORT TO YOU, IT  SAID, UM, TO A CRIMINAL  INVESTIGATION, YOU ARE NOT TO DISCLOSE  THIS REQUEST BECAUSE IT CAN  IMPEDE THE  INVESTIGATION UPON BEING CONDUCTED  AND  INTERFERE WITH THE LAW. SO UM,  I, I GATHERED THE RECORDS AND GAVE  THE RECORDS TO  THE STATE ATTORNEY. I AM NOT ACCOUNTABLE  FOR MISSION INVESTIGATION. I CAN  ONLY--FOR HIS INVESTIGATION. I CAN  ONLY SAY THAT I CONTACTED HIS OFFICED  TO SO I CAN SAY TO SOW WHAT I JUST  SAID, THOUGH NOT  THE DETAIL, AND  UM, THAT THE INVESTIGATION IS STILL  ONGOING. I STAY TO YOU, TWO THINGS,  FIRST OF ALL, I BELIEVE THAT I  CARRIED  OUT MY BAR OBLIGATION  CORRECTLY. BUT IF I HAVE NOT, I  WOULD LIKE FOR YOU TO UNDERSTAND  THAT AT LEAST I  HAVE HAD  DIRECTION, THE I SUBPOENA, NOT TO  DISCLOSE IT, THE DETAILS OF  THE INVESTIGATION. NOW  WHETHER OR NOT YOU RECEIVED GOOD  LEGAL ADVICE, I AM HERE TO ANSWER  YOUR QUESTIONS:  YOU REALLY INDIVIDUALLY, COLLECTIVELY,  THE  RECORDS ARE  ALL PUBLIC RECORDS. I JUST THINK  IT IS RIGHT  TO SAY WHAT I THOUGHT MY ETHICAL  OBLIGATION TO BE AND I AM NOT TRYING  TO, TO DODGE YOUR QUESTIONS,  BUT I, IF YOU INDICATED THE  NEED FOR SPECIAL COUNCIL, I MEAL  ONLY UNSTEADY GROUND.  

IN RESPONSE, YOU KNOW,  IT WAS, I AM SORRY,.  

MR. WAGNER STILL HAS THE FLOOR.  

REASON I BROUGHT IT UP WITH  DAN IS, DAN AND I ARE ON  OPPOSITE END OF THE OPINION AND  BELIEVE ME, I HAVE BEEN ANGRY QUITE  OFTEN IT IS NOT, IT  IS NOT CORRECT TO, TO  SAY SOMEONE SHOULD TWO TIMES HAVE  A BAR COMPLAINT AGAINST YOU, IT  IS NOT RIGHT AND I DON'T THINK IT  IS RIGHT AS  MY LAWYER BECAUSE YOU HAVE SEVEN  CLIENTS AND I THINK  YOU ARE AND HONNABLE  MAN. ANYBODY CAN SAY ANYTHING  THAT ABOUT WHAT DANEIL  ECKERT, YOU ARE AND HONORABLE MAN  ANDORRA FINE  TORN, ONE IN WHICH, I--MAN AND  YOU ARE A FINE ATTORNEY. AND I RESPECT  YOU. I DO NOT  ALWAYS LIKE YOUR DECKINGS SIX--YOUR  DECISIONS AND IT IS NOT PROPER  FOR ANOTHER ATTORNEY. DO NOT  RESPOND. I DON'T NEED A RESPONSE.  I THINK THIS HAS GONE TOO  FAR. I THINK A SIMPLE, LOOKING INTO  IT IS A LOT DIFFERENT THAN PUTTING  THIS COUNCIL  PRIOR COUNTY COULD BE--COUNTY  COUNCILS UNDER A 309  INVESTIGATIONS BECAUSE IT JUST  GOES INTO --GOES TOO FAR. DAN SAID THAT THE  STATE ATTORNEY'S OFFICE IS INVESTIGATING  IT. IT IS NOT US TO POLICE  AN INVESTIGATION. IF WE NEED TO  LOOK THE CORRUPTION, THAT IS WHY  309 IS SET UP. SO  IF WE ARE LOOKING AT SELF CORRUPTION,  IT IS A DIFFERENT SITUATION. I  VOTED AGAINST IT. YOU ARE OPENING  A DOOR THAT IS, ANOTHER COUNCIL  MEMBER THAT MADE THE MOTION,  THEY ARE LOOKING AT IT VERY  BROADLY AND JUST REALLY WHAT YOU  DID VOTE FOR. YOU REALLY  NEED TO  THINK ABOUT THAT.  

 MR. DANIELS.  

THANK YOU, MR. CHAIRMAN. THIS  WAS BROUGHT TO THE COUNTY  ATTORNEY'S ATTENTION IN JULY  OF 2013, THE  DOCUMENT NO--DOCUMENT TO NOT TALK  ABOUT IT WAS MONTHS LATER. I  THINK MR. WAGGER SAID IT AND  SAID IT WELL, IT WAS  NOT BROUGHT UNTIL JULY OF  2012 WHEN IT WAS FIRST  DISCOVERED. THAT WAS MY POINT. THAT  WAS MY POINT. IF IT WAS BROUGHT  UP AT THAT TIME, THEN IT WOULD HAVE  BEEN IN ADVANCE OF THE COLLECTIONS  AND IT MIGHT HAVE  BEEN  USEFUL  AND  TO THE CANDIDATES THEMSELVES. UM, YOU KNOW, YOU  HAVE CLIENTS, YOU HAVE OBLIGATIONS  TO YOUR CLIENTS BUT YOU GOT THIS  ORDER FROM THE UM, FROM THE,  THE PROSECUTORS  OFFICE, BUT FROM JULY UNTIL JANUARY,  IT WOULD HAVE BEEN OPEN  FAIR GAME.  

AGAIN, THIS IS AN ISSUE THAT  IS PROBABLY NOT GOING TO GO AWAY.  IT IS SOMETHING THAT WE REALLY DO  NEED TO GET TO THE  BOTTOM OF AND  THEN MOVE ON. UM, THE INVESTIGATION  IS NECESSARY, IT IS THE ONLY WAY  TO MOVE FORWARD WITH  IT. THANK YOU.  

ALL RIGHT, MR. WAGNER. JUST,  THERE IS A BIG DIFFERENT BETWEEN  GIVING THE  PERSON THAT WAS ARRESTED FOR WAVERLY  WHO HAS ALREADY BEEN SENTENCED WAS  FOR GIVING MONEY,  IT WAS NOT THE [ INAUDIBLE ] THERE  IS  A  BIG  DIFFERENCE BETWEEN THE TWO. IS THERE  A GAIN SO IF THAT IS THE ISSUE,  WHICH IS REALLY THE ISSUE, WHY  AREN'T  YOU LOOKING  AT EVERYBODY'S CAMPAIGNSINGS DOUG?  IF WE ARE BRINGING IN AN INVEST  GAY TO SEE IF  WE ARE-- INVESTIGATOR TO SEE IF  WE  ARE CORRUPT, WHY NOT LOOK  AT EVERYTHING.  

I DO THINK THAT THE,  THAT THE WAVERLY SIGN ISSUE BRINGS  THAT TO THE FOREFRONT. WE HAVE  AN ORGANIZATION THAT UM, HAS AN  UM, ONE OF  THE PRINCIPALS A COCAINE DEALER.  THE OTHER ONE IS AN AN ACCESSORY  TO MURDER. THEY COME IN HERE AND  SEEM TO GET BENEFITS FROM  THEIR ILLEGAL COME PAIN CONTRIBUTIONS  AND THEY MEANT TO GET  THE BENEFITS. THAT IS WHAT THEY  DID IT  FOR. IF YOU DON'T  THINK THAT THAT BEARS INVESTIGATION,  I DON'T  KNOW WHAT WOULD.  

AND  DOUG, YOU WANT  TO INVESTIGATE WEAVERLY, AND THAT  IS FINE. BUT YOU HAVE DECIDED TO  TAKE THAT INVESTIGATION AND INVEST  COUNTY GOVERNMENT, THAT INCLUDES  COUNTY STAFF, THAT INCLUDES COUNTY  COUNCIL MEMBERS, THAT IS GOING TO  INCLUDE FORMER COUNTY COUNCIL MEMBERS  BECAUSE THAT IS GOVERNMENT  OPERATIONS UNDER YOUR DEFINITION,  WHICH I DISAGREE WITH AS WELL. SO  IF YOU ARE SAYING  THERE IS CORRUPTION,  WHY WOULD IT STOP THERE?  

[CAPTIONERS TRANSITIONING]  

WHAT WE ALL HAVE WHY WE  ARE INFLUENCED, WHY WE MAKE OUR  DECISIONS WHAT I AM SAYING IS WAVERLY MEDIA OBVIOUSLY WAS MAKING  ILLEGAL CAMPAIGN CONTRIBUTIONS AND WE NEED  TO INVESTIGATE THAT .  

.-DOT THAT IS THE STATE ATTORNEY'S  OFFICE JOB 309  SAYS SPECIFICALLY COUNTY GOVERNMENT  OPERATIONS .  

MR. WAGNER I WILL NOT TALK TO THIS ANYMORE I THINK I MADE  THE POSITION CLEAR IF YOU DO NOT  THINK THIS TYPE OF ISSUE BEARS INVESTIGATION, SOVIET.  

THAT IS NOT THE ISSUE AT HAND  THAT IS THE PART YOU KEEP CONFUSING  AND THE MEDIA ALL PICKS UP ON THAT  PART.  

 THANK YOU MR. CHAIRMAN I AM NOT  GOING TO GET IN BETWEEN THE MIDDLE  OF THE TWO ATTORNEYS ABOUT WHAT  THE WORD IS  THAT I WANT TO GO ON RECORD AS SAYING THIS, FOR ME IS NOT ABOUT DAN ECKHARD, HE IS A FINE ATTORNEY  HAS BEEN A FINE ATTORNEY FOR THE  TIME I HAVE HAD THE PLEASURE I HAVE CONFIDENCE IN YOU, DAN , IT'S NOT ABOUT YOU BUT I DO BELIEVE IT IS NECESSARY  FOR US TO GET TO THE BOTTOM OF WHAT  IS GOING ON WITH WAVERLY I AM TIRED  OF READING IT IN THE  PAPER I AM TIRED OF READING ABOUT  IN THE PAPER.

SO MY ADVICE TO THE SUPERVISORS AND THE APPROPRIATE LAW ENFORCEMENT  OFFICIAL IS THAT IS WHAT  I DID IF I FAILED I AM VERY SORRY  BUT I AM NOT SAYING YOU SHOULD NOT  GET TO DEAL WITH THE REST OF IT  BUT THOSE ARE THE FACTS  REGARDING NOT. -- THAT.  

USED ON THE FLOOR? ARE  YOU DONE? YOU ARE DONE? OKAY MS. Q?

NOW THAT YOU HAVE GOT ME STRAIGHT  ABOUT THE CEMETERY  IS IN GOOD SHAPE IT LOOKS VERY NICE.  AM SO PLEASED  EVERY TIME I GO THERE I CAN'T THINK COUNTY GOVERNMENT AND UP FOR THE WAY IT LOOKS. I WANT TO  ASK YOU ABOUT THE AIRPORT NOISE WHO KNOWS ABOUT THAT?  IS THAT ANY BETTER?  

THAT IS ACTUALLY -- IF I MAY ARE -- IF I MAY, I HAVE BEEN IN CONTACT  WITH INDIVIDUALS I HAVE BEEN IN  CONTACT WITH THE SHERIFF, BEN JOHNSON IS THAT WHAT WE  DO THE REAL PROBLEM DOWN THERE IS  THE AIRBOATS GET GOING, LAKE CARNEY  IS SPLIT IN THE MIDDLE SO LIFE STARTED IN ON THE GO TO THE  SEMINOLE COUNTY SIDE AND VICE VERSA AND IT IS RIDICULOUS YOU CAN'T  CATCH THESE PEOPLE THEY'RE SUPPOSED TO HAVE STATE  RULES AND REGULATIONS ON MUFFLERS,  EXHAUST AND ALL THIS NOISE AND  SOCIAL PROPELLERS AND ALL KINDS  OF THINGS AND TO BE HONEST WITH  YOU IT IS A FIGHTING BATTLE BEN JOHNSON HAS BEEN LOSING . I HAD EXPERIENCE WITHOUT.  

DOESN'T REQUIRE A SHOTGUN? THANK  YOU I LIKE THIS ALREADY.  

YOU KNOW TRYING TO GET TRENTON COUNTING  TO PASS A  NOISE ORDINANCE TO PROTECT THE PEOPLE  ON THE TRENTON COUNTY SIDE THE COUNCIL  DID NOT  PASS IT BECAUSE THE LAKE COUNTY  AIR VOTE OWNERS CAME AND COMPLAINT  YOU REMEMBER THAT?  LAKE COUNTY I KEPT SAYING THESE  GUYS ARE FROM LAKE COUNTY FOR GOD  SAKES BUT IT DIDN'T MATTER THE COUNCIL BACKED OUT ON A IT IS SOMETHING .  

WHEN WAS THAT? DWIGHT WAS  ON THE COUNCIL BACK THEN?  

IT WAS A LONG TIME AGO YOU WERE  A YOUNG ONE OF YOUR CHILD OF YOUR CHILD --  A MERE CHILD. THE TROUBLE WITH THAT IS A COUPLE WILD -- FOLD STATE STATUTES ARE WRITTEN BY THE AIRBOATS OWNERS ASSOCIATION AND THEY MAKE IT DIFFICULT TO BE  ABLE TO MEASURE THE NOISE TO DETERMINE  WHETHER OR NOT SOMEBODY IS VIOLATING  A IT IS NOT IMPOSSIBLE. CHIME IN HERE I REMEMBER BACK WHEN WE HAD HIGH WATER  YEARS AGO BACK IN 97, 98 AND BOATERS NORTH OF THE ASTOR BRIDGE  BARRELING THROUGH THE WE WERE  TRYING TO STOP THE WAVE WASH THAT  WAS ERODING THE COUNTY SIDE BUT BECAUSE LAKE  COUNTY WAS ON THE OTHER SIDE LAKE  COUNTY SAID NO WINDOWS EIGHT OF  THE PROBLEM NOBODY COULD DO ANYTHING  SO IT IS INTERESTING WHAT  HAPPENED.  

HE DIDN'T HAVE HOMES ON THE OUTSIDE .  DO YOU THINK IT WOULD BE WORTH TRYING  AGAIN TO TRY TO GET SOMETHING DONE?  I AM READY TO DO  IT.

BIG ONES.  

WELL WITH THE APPROPRIATE THAT WE COULD BRING THIS BACK AND  HAVE IT ON THE AGENDA?  

WE HAVE TO HAVE A WORKSHOP OR A MEETING TO DECIDE .  

 ASK STAFF TO DRAFT AN ORDINANCE? THERE'S PROBABLY AN ORDINANCE FROM  WHAT WE DID AT THE LAST TIME THAT  COULD BE UPDATED?  

THERE WAS A REPORT ON THE ISSUE  OF PREEMPTION I THINK WE WILL BRING  BACK A REPORT TO YOU, UPDATE THAT , ANY CHANGES IN STATE LAW AND GET  YOUR DIRECTION TO TELL US  TO DRAFT AN ORDINANCE I WOULD SAY  COUNCILMAN WAGNER IS NOT THE ROOM,  THE SAME FOR THE SEPTIC TANKS,  I THINK IN THAT CASE WE WOULD LIKE  TO BRING TO YOU WHAT THE PROPOSAL  WOULD BE DIRECTED  TO ADVERTISE IT, .  

DO WE NEED A MOTION TO DO THAT?  

 IT WOULD BE A CONSENSUS MOTION .  

EVERYBODY IN AGREEMENT? BRING  FORTH THAT JUST KIND OF GET YOUR  A RAISE?  

I'M GOOD WITH THAT. TELL YOU  WHAT.  WHAT YOU CAN AND CANNOT DO.  

YOU MAY HAVE TO HOLD THE MEETING  IN THE OCEAN CENTER BUT I DON'T  KNOW IF ANYBODY IS GOING TO SHOW  UP.  

THEY WILL BRING THEIR AIRBOATS.  

ACTUALLY IT WILL JUST BE  AIRBOATS ASSOCIATION ALL YOU HAVE  TO WORRY ABOUT.  

THEY WILL BE HERE.  

SOME SEMINOLE ONES  TOO.  

SOME SEMINOLE ONES.  

MAY BE FILLED WHAT WE WERE GOING  TO DO AND WE DIDN'T DO IT AND WE  SHOULD HAVE WE ARE GOING TO PARK AND AIRBOATS  OUTSIDE THESE CHAMBERS AND  REVVED THE ENGINES OF PEOPLE IN  CHAMBERS CAN HEAR HOW LOUD IT WAS ONLY FIGURED THAT WOULD'VE GUTTED  BY THAT FOR -- YOU NEVER DID WORK OUT.

EMBEDS THAT PERSON YOU  HAVE THAT YOU INDIVIDUAL AS THEIR REPRESENTATIVE ON THAT  COUNSEL BE I MAY  NOT REPRESENT OR THE DISTRICT THREE BUT I REPRESENT  ALL OF TRENTON COUNTING SO TO SAY THAT I WILL TAKE THE CLUE FROM THAT AREA FOR THERE  ARE THREE REPS IN EVERY AREA  SO I STILL HAVE SOME PROBLEMS WITH  THE FACT THAT I HAVE LOST MY  APPOINTMENT AFTER  THREE WEEKS BASED ON THE FACT FOR  OTHER PEOPLE SAY THAT PERSON SHOULD  KNOW LONGER BE SERVING FROM THAT  IS A PROBLEM.  I NEED SOMEBODY TO TELL ME SOMETHING .  

MAYBE JOSH WILL LET YOU TAKE  A?  

I WILL TELL YOU THE PUBLIC POLICY 

     OF WHY IT IS SO WRONG BECAUSE YOU  CAN HAVE UNDER THIS RULE YOU CAN  HAVE FOUR COUNCILMEMBERS AT ANY  TIME CONTROLLING AN ENTIRE  BOARD BECAUSE ALL THEY HAVE TO DO  IS FIND A PERSON NOT THEIR APPOINTMENT AND THEY DON'T  LIKE AND IT ROLLS TO THE NEXT ONE  THEY CAN KICK THE PERSON UP. END  OF THE PUBLIC POLICY, REALLY .-DOT  PUBLIC POLICY THE GOOD THING IS  MY DISAPPOINTMENT AND I'M GIVING  IT TO YOU -- I  WILL TAKE -- MY APPOINTMENT AND I AM GIVING  IF YOU -- I TAKE THE RECOMMENDATION .  

WE HAD THAT DISCUSSION IT  IS UNFINISHED BUSINESS WITH ME   MR. CHAIR.  

I AGREE.  

I AM EQUALLY AS MAD. ANYTHING  ELSE MA'AM?  

YOU THINK I SHOULD GO ON?  

SOMETHING  ELSE G-LETTER.  

I G-LETTER.  

I CAN'T LET IT FLY.  

WHATEVER YOU FEEL LIKE YOU WANT  TO DO, MADAM.  

I WILL CALL IT A DAY.  

MR. DANIELS?  

THANK YOU MR. CHAIRMAN.  

ANYTHING LEFT US A?  

I DO. WE STILL NEED TO COME UP WITH THE WAY TO APPOINT THE SPECIAL  COUNSEL WE TALKED ABOUT. I HAD PROPOSED JOHN TANNER EARLIER, FIGURING WITH  HIS EXPERIENCE AND BACKGROUND TO  BE AN EXCELLENT CHOICE BUT I WOULD LIKE TO SUGGEST THAT THE  NEXT MEETING EVERYONE, THE NAME  OR TO TO, PUT THEM ON A HAT, WE WILL VOTE  AND WHOEVER GETS THE MOST VOTES,  THAT IS IT.  

DO WE NEED A PRICE?  

IS THAT ACCEPTABLE?  

PRICES, AND TO BE IN GOVERNMENT YOU HAVE TO DO AN  RFQ YOU HAVE TO GIVE EVERYBODY A  CHANCE TO RESPOND. I WOULD THINK .  

THERE NEEDS TO BE AN RFQ FOR  SOMETHING LIKE THIS?  

YOU HAVE TO HAVE A QUALIFIED  PERSON I WOULD THINK.  

I DON'T THINK THAT WOULD BE COVERED BY YOUR PURCHASING ORDERS.  

OKAY, LET'S HAVE PEOPLE BRING  SOMEBODY  AND THROW ALL THE NAMES IN THOSE  ON THEM AND SEE WHICH ONE WINS . AND INDEED GOING BACK TO THE ADVERTISING  AUTHORITY, YOU KNOW I STILL  THINK THAT WE WILL BE BETTER OFF  WITH ALL THESE BOARDS IF WE JUST -- EVERYBODY  NOMINATED SOMEBODY, WE BOTH  AND WHOEVER GETS THE MOST VOTES  IS ON IT RATHER THAN HAVE ONE PERSON  HAVE AN APPOINTMENT BASICALLY BECAUSE  THAT IS WHAT CREATES THE FRICTION AND NO HARD FEELINGS BUT THAT WAS  MY THOUGHT AND  IT HAS BEEN SHUT DOWN SO MANY TIMES  I DON'T KNOW WHY I BRING IT UP AGAIN.  THANK YOU MR. CHAIRMAN.  

THANK YOU.  WELL, OKAY NOW IT IS MY TURN.  I HAVE BOTH BARRELS LOADED UP. A  COUPLE ISSUES, TODAY , ROUGHLY  -- I THINK I COUNTED CORRECTLY,  15 TIMES I HEARD THE NAME NICOLE  CARNEY, NICOLE CARNEY BROUGHT UP  TODAY. MR. ECKERT , WHAT IS GOING ON WITH NICOLE CARNEY?  AFTER TWO YEARS HAS  FDL HE COME TO  A RESOLUTION? HAVE THEY TURNED BACK  OVER TO MR. SMITH? HAVE THEY GIVEN  IT BACK TO THE SHERIFF?  I REALLY THINK MAYBE THIS COUNCIL  WOULD LIKE TO GET SOME RESOLUTION  BECAUSE WE HAVE THE MERCHANTS HOLDING  FOR RANSOM TELLING  THEM THEY ARE NOT GETTING ANYTHING  FROM US UNTIL THAT ISSUE IS RESOLVED?  I WOULD LIKE TO GET ON WITH BUSINESS AND BASICALLY,  PARDON THE PUN, GET IT OUT OF OUR  HAIR.  

I KNOW THAT THERE HAVE  BEEN SOME CHANGES IN STAFF AND LOCATION  AND THE OFFICE WE HAD SOME CONTACT WITH THEIR OFFICE  IN THE LAST MONTH AND AS FAR AS  I KNOW, WHAT I MEAN BY THAT IS THE COMMUNICATION  WE HAD ABOUT THREE WEEKS AGO, FOUR WEEKS AGO  IS THE INVESTIGATION IS STILL ACTIVE.  

IS THERE A WAY WE  CAN LIGHT A FIRE UNDER SOMEBODY TO GET THIS DONE?  

I JUST READ WHAT WAS IN  THE PAPER.  

IS THAT A STATE AGENCY ARE DEALING  WITH?  DO WE KNOW THE REPRESENTATIVE OR  STATE SENATOR?  

I BROUGHT THIS UP TO THEM, CAN  YOU DO SOMETHING, WHENEVER WE GET DOWN TO HEAR, THEY  ARE IN OFFICE SESSIONS BY THE TIME  THEY GET BACK THEY FORGOT.  I MEAN, I AM OPEN FOR WORKING --  LET'S GET IT DONE.WE DON'T NEED  TO MOVE OUT HALF THE SPEED OF GOVERNMENT ALL THE TIME. THAT IS ONE  POINT. IF YOU -- MR. ECKERT? IF  WE CAN WORK TOGETHER ON THAT  FOR THE NEXT COUPLE WEEKS?  

COULD YOU TELL ME WHO HAS THIS  RIGHT NOW WHO IS RESPONSIBLE?  

FLORIDA DEPARTMENT  OF LAW ENFORCEMENT. I HAD ACTUALLY  A CONVERSATION WITH THE AGENT, WHAT  YOU NEED I WILL PERSONALLY BRING  IT TO YOU IF I HAVE TO.  AND WAS REFERRED TO ONE OF THE ASSISTANT  ATTORNEYS I HAVE BEEN ADDED SINCE  SO AND SO I JUST WANTED DONE.  WE HAVE AN ISSUE HERE  WITH  RPL DRC ISSUE,  MR. JOHN,  JOHN GRAHAM? DO WE HAVE AN  AMOUNT OF MISSED MEETINGS THAT  THE PL DRC CANNOT DO BECAUSE OTHERWISE  I MEAN  ARE THEY STILL IN THEIR SAME TO  MEETING RULE OR IS A DIFFERENT PROGRAM?  -- FOR THEM LIKE OUR AD AGENCIES  TO MEETINGS AND YOU ARE DONE?  

YOU NEVER STARTED  HE NEVER STARTED MR. CHAIR I ACTUALLY HAD AN OPPORTUNITY TO  TALK TO ESTHER DANIELS AND  I THINK THAT -- MR.  MR. DANIELS -- I THINK HE FEELS  THE PERSON IS NOW GOING TO GO ON  BOARD AND JOIN THE PLDRC. YOU UNDERSTAND  IT IS IMPORTANT WE ARE GETTING A  LOT OF VOTES AND YOU NEED AT LEAST  A TIEBREAKER.  

LIKE TO DATE WE SAID ROUGHLY FOUR HOURS GOING THROUGH PLDRC WE SHOULD NOT -- WE WOULDN'T  HAVE GONE THROUGH BECAUSE THEY WOULD'VE  SAID YES OR NO UNLESS THEY WANTED  TO APPEAL.  

LEAVE ME I FEEL THE PAIN .  

I ALSO KICKED IT AROUND AND I WANT TO JUST THROW IT OUT  THERE LET SOMEBODY SHOOT A SPITBALL AT IT IF  YOU LIKE, SOME OF THESE PLDRC HEARING THAT WE GO THROUGHTHROUGH, EVERYBODY  WANTS TO BRING OUT ALL THIS GREAT , WONDERFUL INFORMATION, PUT  UP 40 POWERPOINT PRESENTATIONS -- 40  PAGE PRESENTATIONS, ALL THIS GREAT  STUFF. I WAS WONDERING IF THIS COUNSELOR  LIKE US TO LIMIT THOSE TO SAY , LIKE THE SUPREME COURT DOES, FOR THIS AGAINST THIS YOU HAVE  10 MINUTES, YOU HAVE 10 MINUTES,  PRESENT ALL THE EVIDENCE AND THE  OTHER ONE REPRESENTS ALL HE CAN IN 10 MINUTES AND WE  SIT BACK AND DISCUSS IT.  

WE USED TO GIVE EACH PERSON , THEY HAD  A TIME LIMIT AND THEY BROUGHT THEIR STUFF IN,  WE DID NOT LIMIT THE PUBLIC, THE  PUBLIC WAS ALLOWED TO TALK BUT THE  ACTUAL PEOPLE AND THE POWERPOINT WAS IN THE AGENDA.  

I KNOW.  

SO HE -- IT WAS KIND OF SILLY TO PUT  THAT BACK UP.  

I WAS JUST .  

I THINK THERE WITH LEGAL ISSUES  WITH THAT.  

AMONG THEM ARE  -- I MEAN THERE IS  KIND OF A DUE PROCESS ISSUE BUT  YOU CAN POSE A LIMIT ON AN APPLICANT  FOR TIME BUT IN THE MEANTIME THE  LEGISLATURE PASSED A STATUTE ENTITLING CITIZENS TO BE HEARD  ON THESE ISSUES IF YOU DID NOT DO  SO BEFORE BUT YOU ARE IMPOSING THREE-MINUTE LIMITS BUT CITIZENS  WANT TO BE HEARD ON A PARTICULAR  MEASURE AND THE  LEGISLATURE SAYS  .  

NOT MY IDEA SO MUCH AS THE CITIZENS CITIZENS ARE FIRED BUT WE HAVE  STAFF, AND SOMETIMES STAFF WILL  TALK FOR 15 MINUTES BUT THE GUY ON THE OPPOSITE SIDE WILL  COME UP AND ONLY GIVE THREE MINUTES  -- CITIZENS ARE FINE -- BUT  HE HAS THE RESPONDENT SHALL WE SAY.  SO I'M JUST WONDERING IF THE COUNCIL  WOULD NOT MIND SAYING OKAY YOU GET  10 MINUTES, YOU GET 10 MINUTES,  WHOEVER IS GIVING .  

I DON'T WANT TO LIMIT STAFF -- WE  ASKED QUESTION .  

BEGINS IN 10 MINUTES TO THEIR  PRESENTATION AND THEN OF COURSE .  

SOMETIMES HERE WE CAN BE -- BEAT A DEAD HORSE TO DEATH .  

OKAY, WELL, WITH  THAT -- .  

I DO THINK MR. CHAIRMAN THE APPLICANT  SHOULD BE GIVEN A GREATER AMOUNT OF TIME THEN THREE  MINUTES TO PRESENT THEIR CASE BUT IF THEY HAVE AN ATTORNEY, THEN  THE ATTORNEY CANCELS THEIR TIME. I AM OKAY WITH  THAT TO SAY FIVE MINUTES IS GOOD.  

I WOULD LIKE TO WORK ON THAT.  OKAY  GOT A COUPLE MORE THINGS HERE THIS HAS HAPPENED  EVER SINCE I TOOK OFFICE HERE BELIEVE IT OR NOT I HAVE GREAT RESPECT FOR EVERYBODY  TO SIT UP HERE ELECTED OFFICIALS,  STAFF MEMBERS HERE, EVEN THE  DEPUTY MAYOR. WHAT I GOT BACK I  HAVE TO SAY HI TO HIM, HE HAS A  GUN -- DEPUTY THERE -- REALLY BOTHERS ME WHEN SOMEBODY  TAKES THE LIBERTY I DON'T THINK IT'S VERY APPROPRIATE WITH ANYBODY  THAT IS OUR STAFF MEMBER OR ANYTHING BUT COMMENT A  CERTAIN INDIVIDUAL  ON THE BOARD MADE ABOUT MR. WAGNER,  I READ IN THE NEWSPAPER I IMMEDIATELY PICKED UP THE  PHONE AND CALLED HIS BOSS ON THE  BOARD AND SAID YOU WILL FIX THIS.  THE COUNCILMEMBERS -- DIDDLY SQUAT -- I CAN SAY THE WORD I DON'T KNOW  IF IT WOULD BE POLITICALLY CORRECT  ON THIS VENUE YOU ARE NOT GOING TO DO THAT EVERY  COUNCIL MEMBER WHILE I AM SITTING  HERE I WILL FIGHT TO DO AND THERE  NO REASON FOR IT IT IS  UNPROFESSIONAL, UNACCEPTABLE, SO WITH THAT STATEMENT IN MIND I WOULD LIKE TO HAVE I  THINK IT WOULD BE A GREAT IDEA IF  SOMEBODY MADE A MOTION THAT SAYS  THAT WE INCORPORATE THE WORDING  IN OUR SPIEL I READ EVERY MORNING , ANY COMMENTS , ATTACKS, PERSONAL ATTACKS ON  A COUNCILMEMBER, CITIZEN OR STAFF  MEMBER BY A BOARD MEMBER OR PERSON APPOINTED  BY ONE OF OUR BOARDS NOT ONLY WILL  BE NOT TOLERATED BUT THAT MEANS FOR IMMEDIATE TERMINATION. I DON'T THINK THAT IS ACCEPTABLE.  

MR. WAGNER WOULD  YOU LIKE TO COMMENT?  

I WILL MAKE THE MOTION.  

I WILL SECOND -- WE HAVE A SECOND AND EMOTION, GET  THE WORDING OF?  

 I REALLY APPRECIATE THAT VERY NICE  OF YOU TO DO TO GIVE  MR. DAVIS -- HE IMMEDIATELY CONTACTED ME .  HONESTLY HE AND I GOT A LOT OF GREAT  DISCUSSIONS. I HAVE TO GIVE IT TO  HIM I REALLY HAD SOME CONVERSATIONS, WE TALKED  ABOUT THINGS AND IN A STRANGE WAY, IT HELPED OUR RELATIONSHIP I KNOW IT SEEMS A LITTLE SILLY -- I THINK HE WAS GENUINE AND THAT I  APPRECIATE THE FACT HE CALLED AND  APOLOGIZED I WILL NOT LIE WHEN I  THOUGHT YOU SAW MY RESPONSE THERE  WAS  A FUNNY RESPONSE I HAVE VERY THICK  SKIN SO IT DOESN'T REALLY BOTHER  ME BUT I DO APPRECIATE 

     THERE'S A DIFFERENCE BETWEEN ME  THINKING IT IS FUNNY AND THE POSITION  I AM SITTING IN AND I RECOGNIZE  THAT. I UNDERSTAND NOT LIKING BUT YOU HAVE TO RESPECT THE POSITION  I GET THAT AND I THINK HE DOES TOO AND A MISTAKE WAS MADE AND I THINK  HE DID THE HONORABLE THING BY REACHING  OUT TO ME  AND YOU DID THE HONORABLE THING,  I DID NOT KNOW THAT.  

AS SOON AS I READ I DROPPED THE  PAPER, I HAD TO WAIT FOR THE CLOCK  TO TICK BY OKAY HE'S ABOUT THIS THE PHONE IS RINGING .  

YES I JUST WANT TO LET YOU KNOW  I APPRECIATE THAT. I WAS UNAWARE NO ONE TOLD ME SO THANK YOU.  APPRECIATE IT.  

PART OF MY DUTIES. MS. NORTHEY?  

I AM NOT SURE WHAT THE INTENT  OF THE MOTION IS FRANKLY I THINK  IT IS PROBABLY A VIOLATION OF  FIRST AMENDMENT RIGHTS. PEOPLE HAVE  RIGHTS TO SAY ALL KINDS OF THINGS  ABOUT US IS EFFICIENT -- ELECTED  OFFICIALS I DON'T KNOW HOW YOU STOP  THAT?  

HERE IS WHAT I WAS THINKING  .  

I UNDERSTAND WHERE YOU ARE COMING  FROM AND I LOVE BOB DAVIS, NOBODY  SAID -- I LOVE THAT HE SAID HE APOLOGIZED AND MR. WAGNER  IS COMFORTABLE AND I THINK THAT  IS PROBABLY THE WAY TO HANDLE IT  CERTAINLY AS A CHAIRMAN YOU CALLED -- I DON'T HAVE A PROBLEM WITH  THAT I'VE I DON'T KNOW  BUT I WANTED  TO MOTION OUT THERE THAT  JUST BECAUSE THEY SPEAK ILL WILL.  

WOULD BE A POLICY WITH COVER  BOARD MEMBERS.  

MR. CHAIR, IF I MAY ,  MR. DAVIS (MULTIPLE SPEAKERS) .  

IT IS BEEN WIDELY REPORTED I  WAS A RECIPIENT OF AN E-MAIL AND  IT WAS INAPPROPRIATE BUT  MR. DAVIS  IS NOT A BOARD MEMBER.  

IS NOT ONE OF OUR BOARD MEMBERS?  

SO  YOU CAN -- I THINK THE LANGUAGE IS  INAPPROPRIATE BUT BOARD MEMBERS MAY CRITICIZE YOU AND YOU REMAIN  REMOVE THEM FOR BEING INCONSISTENT  IN POLICIES THEY SERVE  AT YOUR PLEASURE BUT THAT DOESN'T  KEEP THEM FROM CRITICIZING YOU.  I THINK THAT  THE POLICY IS -- YOU ARE PROPOSING IS A LITTLE  OFF TARGET, RESPECTIVELY.  

NO PROBLEM I DON'T WANT VIOLATE ANY CONSTITUTIONAL  LAW.  

I WITHDRAW MY MOTION.  

IT HAS BEEN WITHDRAWN. YOU ARE  GOING DOWN THERE?  ALL RIGHT, FINALLY .  

WITHDRAW THE FIRST?  

NO SHE WITHDREW THE MOTION  SO THE SECOND IS AUTOMATICALLY WITHDRAWN,  YOU ARE GOOD.  I RECEIVED A LETTER, SOMEBODY ASKED  ME IF THIS IS POSSIBLE HERE AND I SAID I DON'T KNOW I WILL  BRING INTO THE COUNCIL AND HERE  IT IS. SOMEBODY SUGGESTED  WE MAKE ONE PARKING SPOT NEAR  OUR DOOR  FOR THE WOUNDED WARRIOR PROGRAM. AND WHAT HAPPENS IS THE WOUNDED WARRIOR TAKES A SPOT ON THE OTHER SIDE  OF THE DISABLED AND PUT UP A WOUNDED  WARRIOR STAND, SIGN AND WHENEVER THERE IS  A WOUNDED WARRIOR WHO CARRIES THE  DISABLED ID CARD OR IN A WHEELCHAIR  OR WITH A CANE, THAT IS A VETERAN THEY GET A PARKING SPOT THEIR.  ABLE TO PUT SIGNS UP , THEY PUT THE WOUNDED WARRIOR PAINT  ON THE GROUND, DO EVERYTHING THEY  NEED TO DO TO MAKE THAT LOOK APPROPRIATE AND THAT WAS OFFERED TO US , I DON'T KNOW IF THE COUNCIL WOULD  LIKE TO TAKE IT .  

I WOULD LIKE, IN ADDITION TO  THE NUMBER OF HANDICAP SPOTS THAT  ARE OUT THERE NOR OR ARE YOU SAYING  TAKE A HANDICAP SPOT?  

NO IN ADDITION TO ON THE OTHER  SIDE LIKE IF YOU HAVE TWO  YEAR IT WOULD TAKE ONE OVER.  

I WILL MAKE A MOTION FOR YOU  JASON, TO GO AHEAD.  

MOTION FOR ACCEPTING OF WOUNDED  WARRIOR?  

SECOND BY MS. NORTHEY ANY OTHER  DISCUSSION ON THIS? EVERYTHING,  BY THE WAY IS FREE . I WILL CONTACTED THE WOUNDED WARRIOR  ORGANIZATION IN JACKSONVILLE TOMORROW, THREE COUNTIES ARE EXCEPTING THE  SOFTWARE.  

THE THING IS, THAT IS CITY LOT THAT IS NOT OUR LOT.  

THEY WILL PUT IT AT EVERY SINGLE  COUNTY LOT WE HAVE VACANT WHEN  THERE .  

WE ARE NOT -- STEPPING INTO  THE CITY 'S BUSINESS ON THAT.  

WILL GRAB BOB AND SAY HEY, LOOK.  YOU KNOW WHAT RIGHT  OUT THERE IS OUR SPOT WE CAN GET ONE OF THEIR TOO. BUT  EVERYTHING IS FREE AND ABLE, AND INSTALL IT EVERYTHING  IS GOOD TO GO I WILL CALL THEM TOMORROW. ANY DISCUSSION?  

STAFF.  

I AM GOING THERE ALL THOSE IN  FAVOR OF THE WOUNDED WARRIOR PROGRAM PLEASE SIGNIFY BY AYE?  ALL OPPOSE? SO PAST.  WITH THAT, THAT IS ALL I GOT TO  SAY  MISTER DID NEED YOU HAVE ANYTHING  TO SAVE MY?  

UNFORTUNATELY I DO TO PUT THINGS.  THE FIRST DAY I PUT IN FRONT OF  YOU DONNA?  UNFORTUNATELY  DON WILL EXPLAIN TO THIS WE HAD  A REDUCTION IN FUNDING  LI AGP BUDGET .  

DONNA BUTLER COMMUNITY ASSISTANCE  DIRECTOR.  ARE FINDING WHICH IS LOW INCOME  HEATING ENERGY ASSISTANCE PROGRAM WE SAVED  ABOUT A $500,000 REDUCTION . USUALLY BY THIS TIME WE WILL HAVE  BEEN TOLD WE WILL HAVE SOME EXTRA  MONEY COMING FROM THE STATE, WE  HAVE NOT SEEN IT YET.  THE WAY IN WHICH WE WERE DELIVERING  LIHEP  SERVICES WAS TWICE A YEAR ONCE IN  THE HEATING TIME OF YEAR AND ONCE  IN THE COOLING  TIME IF WE KEEP GOING AT THE SAME  DELIVERY RATE WE WILL NOT HAVE ENOUGH  MONEY TO COVER ALL THE EXPENSES. WE ARE SUGGESTING  WE MOVE TO EIGHT ONE TIME A YEAR  ASSISTANCE FOR THE FOLKS.  

WE ARE VERY -- THIS IS (MULTIPLE SPEAKERS) .  

BECAUSE WE LOST SO MUCH FUNDING AND WE WANT TO TRY TO STILL SERVE  THROUGHOUT THE YEAR,  TOUCH EVERYBODY WANTS -- IT IS A SAD OCCURRENCE .  

TO THINK OF THE GET ADDITIONAL  FUNDING THERE COULD BE A LIST THAT  WOULD PUT THEM BACK ON?  

IF WE DO WE -- USUALLY IT COMES  TO US EITHER THE HEATING TIME WHICH  WE HAVEN'T  [INDISCERNIBLE--LOW VOLUME] IF THERE  IS EXCESSIVE NEED THEY ALSO CHANGE  THE GUIDELINES AND ASKED WE GIVE  OUT MORE MONEY TO THE SPECIAL  NEEDS CATEGORY, ELDERLY AND SOME OF THE DISABLED FOLKS SO THEY  ARE ACTUALLY ABLE TO GET A LITTLE  MORE. THAT IS ALSO CURBING THE  AMOUNT OF OUR EXPENDITURES WITH  12.  

EVERYTHING WITH THE PROGRAM AND  HELP PEOPLE THAT ARE DESPERATE AND  IN SOME CASES THIS COULD BE THE  TIPPING POINT FOR SOMEONE TO  BECOME HOMELESS. IF THEY CAN'T PAY  THAT BILL IT STARTS IT. IT  IS UNFORTUNATELY LOST ALL THIS MONEY.  AND OTHER WORDS  THEY ARE FORCING US THE WAY WE ADMINISTER  THE PROGRAM. I WANT EVERYONE TO  KNOW THAT. IT IS NOT A  HAPPY OCCURRENCE. THE NEXT ISSUE  I HAVE IS  -- I AUTHORIZED RICK, UNDER MY AUTHORITY, TO MOVE  AHEAD AND DO AN EMERGENCY REPAIR  AT THE AIRPORT AND THIS IS THE FIRST  OPPORTUNITY I HAVE HAD  TO ALLOW COUNSEL TO NOTICE AND  GET YOUR BLESSING ON THIS. WE NEED  TO MOVE ON AND THEY ARE STARTING  TOMORROW WOULD YOU LIKE TO TELL  THEM I HAVEN'T?  

YES, SIR MR. CHAIR, MEMBERS OF THE  COUNCIL, RICK KARL, DIRECTOR OF  AVIATION WE HAVE A SLIDE TO GIVE  YOU A PERSPECTIVE THIS IS AN ISSUE  WE HAVE WITH THE MAIN AIR CARRIER  TAXIWAY , THERE IS AN OLD DRAINAGE PIPE  OUT THERE THAT WE ARE IN THE PROCESS OF RENOVATING UNDER [INDISCERNIBLE] THIS IS ACTUALLY UPSIDE DOWN BUT  YOU CAN SEE THE CIRCLE THE MAIN RUNWAY , THE MAIN TAXIWAY IS RIGHT THERE  AT THAT SECTION THERE ARE TWO PIPES , DRAINAGE PIPES THAT WHEN WE  WERE DOING RENOVATION OF  THE UNDERGROUND WE LOOKED AT THOSE PIPES AND THEY ARE FAULTY AND ENGINEERS  RECOMMEND WE SHUT THE TAXIWAY DOWN , CREATING A HUGE INCONVENIENCE AND QUITE FRANKLY SAFETY ISSUE  SO  WE TRIED TO DO AS MUCH IN-HOUSE  AS WE COULD BUT BECAUSE THE SPECIALTY  OF THE PIPE WE HAD FOUR FETTERS  ALL LOCAL JB CONSTRUCTION OF BORDER BEACH WAS  THE LOW BID $385,000 -- NOT INCLUDE ENGINEERING WITH RENTALS  THAT THE NAILS WHICH IS ALSO UNDER  CONTRACT WITH US SO WE CONTACTED  MISTER HILL BEGINNING CONSTRUCTION  TOMORROW REPLACE THE PIPE, BUT  THE PAYMENT -- PAVEMENT BACK ON AND RE- STRIPE AND PAINT SO HOPEFULLY  HAVE IT DONE IN THE NEXT SEVEN TO 10 DAYS.  

SENT ALONG SIX? --  SO IT  IS NOT A LONG SIX?  

AS QUICKLY AS AGAINST TO THE  POINT IS THIS AMOUNT OF MONEY IS  THERE A WAY OVER MY ABILITY TO SPEND  ON MY OWN I MADE THE DECISION  WE SHOULD MOVE, GET IT FIXED NOW  SO THAT AS I AM LETTING  YOU KNOW.  

DOING IN A MUCH?  

RUNNING A MOTION.  

MOTION TO APPROVE THE EXPENDITURE?  

, MOTION TO APPROVE AND  SECOND FROM MS. NORTHEY ANY FURTHER  DISCUSSION? ALL THOSE IN FAVOR SIGNIFY BY AYE ALL THOSE  OPPOSED?  [INDISCERNIBLE] ABSENT IN THE BACK  ROOM HAD TO MAKE THAT KNOWN FOR  THE RECORD ANYTHING ELSE *-ASTERISK?  

MARIANNE HAS A CLARIFICATION.  

GO AHEAD.  

THE MEMORANDUM  CHANGING THE COASTAL DIVISION DEPARTMENT  ASSIGNMENT DOES REQUIRE A REVISION TO THE CODE OF ORDINANCES  I WOULD LIKE COUNCIL AUTHORIZATION  IN A DIRECTION THE COUNTY ATTORNEY  TO MAKE THE APPROPRIATE MODIFICATION  TO THE CODE OF ORDINANCES.

THANK YOU.  ANYTHING --  OTHER DISCUSSION? ALL  THOSE IN FAVOR SIGNIFY BY AYE?  

AYE.  

ALL THOSE OPPOSED? SO CARRIED  MS. CUSACK?  IS THAT IT OVER THERE? MR. ECKERT ANYTHING YOU WOULD LIKE TO SAY?  

NO, SIR. STEP WHERE WILL WE HAVE  ONE CITIZEN PARTICIPATION THIS EVENING  MR. HENRI FREDERIC WOULD YOU PLEASE,  PRINT AND CENTER?  -- FRONT AND CENTER?  THERE YOU GO WE NEED YOUR NAME AND ADDRESS YOU  THREE MINUTES OR.

ELIZABETH MARTIN AND I -- ELIZABETH GIFFORD  AND I RATHER AT THE AD AUTHORITY  HAVE BEEN WORKING ON A MID-OCTOBER  PRESENTATION ON WHERE WE ARE AND  WHAT WE HAVE PUT TOGETHER  AND WHERE IT IS GOING. MR. WATTS  AND HAS NO INTEREST IN WHAT I HAVE  TO OFFER, MADE  THAT VERY CLEAR TO ME, ASSURED ME  THE COUNTY ATTORNEY TOLD HIM THERE  WILL BE NO ATTEMPT TO TAKE AWAY  THE REMAINDER OF MY CONTRACT  OF WHICH THERE IS $2000 AND  AS FAR AS HE IS CONCERNED THERE  IS NO OPPORTUNITY FOR ANOTHER PITCH TO GET ANOTHER  SIX MONTHS OR WHATEVER. THAT IS  FINE BECAUSE PALMER WILSON  WAS A SACRIFICIAL LAMB BECAUSE IT  STARTED WITH ME AND  I THINK A LOT OF PEOPLE HERE PROBABLY  REALIZE THAT MORE THAN THEY ARE  WILLING TO ADMIT. I DON'T WANT TO  SAY TOO MUCH MORE BECAUSE IT GETS INTO PERSONALITIES BUT SUFFICE  IT TO SAY  OVER THE NEXT SIX TO EIGHT WEEKS,  THEN GOD FOR JOURNALISM, IT IS  GOING TO COME OUT. PANDORA'S BOX  WILL BE OPENED  AND I HAVE A FEELING MISTER DINNEEN  WILL BE TAKING OVER THE AD AUTHORITY SOONER THAN HE THINKS.
