ONE OF OUR MEMBERSHIP MATTRESS,  FOR THOSE OF YOU, THE COMMERCIALS  ARE OUT THERE, EVERY EIGHT YEARS  YOU SHOULD BUY A NEW MATTRESS, CONSIDER  BUYING IT LOCALLY AT  ONE OF OUR  VMA MEMBERS, FOX MATTRESS, IN GOOD  STANDING WITH THE ORGANIZATION.  DOWN THE ROAD  HERE, PERFORMANCE DESIGN, MAKING  PARACHUTES, THAT -- AND WE HAVE  A NUMBER OF COMPANIES  THAT ARE IN THAT BUSINESS.  I TALKED  TO THEIR HR DIRECTOR  RECENTLY, REBA,  THEY ARE ADDING 50 POSITIONS TO  THEIR BUSINESS.  I THINK THEY WERE  AT THE JOB FAIR YESTERDAY -- OR  THE DAY BEFORE YESTERDAY,  I REMEMBER READING ABOUT THAT.   AND  SO THEY ARE A GROWING COMPANY.  A COMPANY CALLED SILVASPUR IS HERE,  YOU HAVE SEEN THE COMMERCIAL, I  HAVE FALLEN WHEN I CAN'T GET UP,  WHEN YOU DO YOU HIT THE  CALL BUTTONS, YOU CALL BUTTONS ARE  MADE HERE IN VOLUSIA COUNTY.   LOTS OF BOATS DOWN IN EDGEWATER,  WE HAD TWO OR THREE BOAT MANUFACTURERS  THAT ARE LARGE COMPANIES THAT  ARE PART OF THE VMA.  WE ARE STILL NOT A  LARGE PART OF THE EMPLOYMENT PICTURE  IN VOLUSIA COUNTY.   ABOUT 7% OF ALL EMPLOYEES  WITHIN THE COUNTY  WORK IN MANUFACTURING.  BUT WE'RE  -- WE ARE GROWING, WE ARE GROWING  AT A RATE  THAT IS MUCH LARGER THAN THE GENERAL  ECONOMY ITSELF.  WE  HAVE OVER 450 MANUFACTURERS IN VOLUSIA  COUNTY, AND THAT MAY SURPRISE A  NUMBER OF YOU THAT THE NUMBER OF  COMPANIES THAT WE DO HAVE THAT ARE  IN MANUFACTURING.  THE AVERAGE ONE  PLOYS 21 PEOPLE.  WE HAVE  SEVERAL THAT PLOY SEVERAL  MONEY HUNDRED, HUDSON TECHNOLOGIES  HAS 260, TELEDINE HAS OVER 300.  AND WE HAVE  A A NUMBER THAT ARE OVER FOUR  AND FIVE HUNDRED, THE AVERAGE IS  21 FOLKS.  WE HAVE PLAYERS IN THE  WORLD MARKET.  TELEDINE OIL  AND GAS HELPED CLOSE THE 2010 OIL  SPILL IN THE GULF.   HUDSON TECHNOLOGIES HAS NINE  COMPONENTS AND THE MARS ROVER, WE  MADE EVERYTHING FROM THINGS IN OUT  I REMEMBER SPACE TO THINGS THAT  GO INSIDE  THE HUMAN BODY, PACEMAKERS,  DEFIBRILLATORS, OTHERS.   SPARTAN ELECTRONS PRODUCES AND LOCATES  THE BLACK FLIGHT BOXES FROM  THE OAKS FLOOR, THEY ARE -- THE  OCEAN FLOOR, THEY ARE WORKING  ON THE LOST PLANE OUT  THERE.  SO, THE -- AND WE  JUST HEARD FROM ROB RESENTLY AT  THE LAST QUARTERS ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT,  THE AVERAGE WAGE  IN MANUFACTURING NOW  IS APPROACHING $53,000.  THAT'S  $53,000 BEFORE BENEFITS, SO WHEN  YOU LOOK AT THE WAGES IN  MANUFACTURING, COMPARED TO VOLUSIA  COUNTY I THINK  THE AVERAGE WAGE IS 35,000.  WE ARE 150% HIGHER THAN THE AVERAGE  WAGE IN THE COUNTY.  AND BELIEVE  IT OR NOT, WE CAN'T FIND  ENOUGH PEOPLE.  THE AT OUR EXPO  THAT WE HAD RECENTLY WE HAD ALMOST  300 JOB OPENINGS AND THESE ARE JOB  OPENINGS THAT PAY THIS KIND OF MONEY.  SO, WHEN YOU LOOK AT VOLUSIA COUNTY,  WE ARE ONE OF THE LARGEST MANUFACTURERS,  AND WHEN YOU LOOK AT THE WAGES  THAT WE PAY, WE RANKED 10th OUT  OF THE 67 COUNTIES IN  TOTAL NUMBER OF MANUFACTURING JOBS.  WE ARE GROWING, AS I MENTIONED AT  3% PER YEAR WHICH IS  GREATER THAN THE STATE AVERAGE.  AND I AM -- I CAN TELL YOU AND  PROBABLY SOME OF YOU ARE PRIVY TO  THIS, THAT WE HAVE A COUPLE OF THREE  VERY LARGE MANUFACTURERS THAT  ARE LOOKING TO OPEN  BUSINESSES IN VOLUSIA COUNTY, TALKING  TO ROB THAT THE OPENING  -- THE OPENING CEREMONY THAT THEY  HAD YESTERDAY I  THINK THAT THE VOLUSIA COUNTY  BIRD OUGHT TO BE  THE BUILDING CRANE.  SO, WE WANT  -- WE WANT TO GROW MANUFACTURING.  WE ARE WORKING BOTH WITH THE --  WITH THE ALLIANCE AND WITH THE VMA  TO MAKE SURE THAT THERE IS  JOB GROWTH, AND THE JOB GROWTH IS  THOSE KIND OF JOBS  THAT  PAY  THESE KINDS OF MONEY.  WE ARE LARGE  ARE THAN CONSTRUCTION, FINANCIAL  ACTIVITIES AND WHOLESALE TRADES,  IT IS MADE UP OF SKILL TRADES THAT  ARE PART OF  OUR ORGANIZATION.  SPREADING THE  WORD, BECAUSE THIS IS MANUFACTURING  MONTH, THERE IS A NUMBER OF EVENTS  THAT ARE TAKING PLACE, HAVE TAKEN  PLACE ON THE SECOND  WE HAD OUR MANUFACTURING EXPO THAT  HAD -- WE HAD OVER  1500 PEOPLE COME TO RIDDLE TO SEE  WHAT IS GOING ON IN  MANUFACTURING.  AND DURING THAT  -- DURING THAT EVENT THERE WAS A  LOT OF CONNECTIVITY THAT TOOK  PLACE BETWEEN MANUFACTURERS, WE  HAD STUDENTS HERE THEREFORE  ROBOT I CANS COMPETITION  AND WE ALSO -- ROBOTICS COMPETITION,  WE POSTED OVER  250 JOBS THAT WERE OPENINGS WITHIN  OUR MANUFACTURING ALLIANCE, I AM  NOT GOING TO READ TO YOU ALL OF  THOSE THINGS UP THERE, PLANT TOURS,  WE HAVE TWO OF THEM THIS MONTH,  WE ARE SPEAKING NOT ONLY TO  THE COUNTY COUNCIL BUT TO EACH OF  THE CITY COUNCILS AND TALKING ABOUT  MANUFACTURING.  WE WANT TO MAKE  SURE THAT WHEN YOU  MAKE DECISIONS THAT YOU RECOGNIZE  THAT MANUFACTURING IS A  STRONG  PRESENCE HERE IN VOLUSIA COUNTY.  A LITTLE BIT ABOUT OUR  ORGANIZATION, WE'VE BEEN AROUND  FOR 34 YEARS.   AND WE REPRESENT THE MANUFACTURERS,  WE HAVE THREE PLANTS AND THEY  ARE EDUCATION, GROWTH AND RELEVANCE.  AND THE REASON THAT I'M HERE AND  WE'RE HERE TODAY IS THAT RELEVANCE  PIECE.  WE WANT TO BE RELEVANT  WITHIN THE COMMUNITY.  WE CERTAINLY  WANT TO  BE RELEVANT WITH OUR MEMBERSHIP  AND WHEN IT COMES TO LOCAL GOVERNMENT  WE ALSO WANT TO MAKE SURE THAT  WE'RE RELEVANT.  WE DO  SPEND TIME UP  IN TALLAHASSEE TALKING TO LEGISLATION  THERE ABOUT ISSUES THAT ARE  IMPORTANT TO MANUFACTURING AND WE'LL  CONTINUE TO DO THAT.  BUT WE ALSO  FROM TIME TO TIME WANT TO HAVE A  PRESENCE WITH YOU AND  YOUR GROUP.  SO, WHAT DO WE WANT?  AND AGAIN, WHAT WE WANT IS  THAT YOU RECOGNIZE THE IMPORTANCE  AND THE VITALITY  OF MANUFACTURING WITHIN THE COUNTY.  WE ARE ON A MISSION TO  SPREAD THE WORD.  THAT THERE  ARE GREAT CAREERS IN MANUFACTURING,  WE ARE OUT TALKING TO PARENTS, WE  ARE OUT TALKING TO SCHOOLS, WE ARE  OUT TALKING TO TEACHERS ABOUT CAREERS  IN MANUFACTURING.  NOT EVERYONE  NEEDS TO GO OFF TO A  LARGE, FOUR YEAR SCHOOL RUN  UP SIX-FIGURE DEBTS AND GET DEGREES  IN FIELDS THAT THERE AREN'T CAREERS  IN.  THERE ARE CAREERS IN  MANUFACTURING.  WE ARE HIRING,  WE ARE OPEN FOR BUSINESS.  AND CAN  WE COUNT ON YOU?  THANK YOU.  WHILE  WE STILL HAVE SOME TIME, IF  THERE ARE ANY QUESTIONS THAT EITHER  I OR TOM OR JANE CAN ANSWER WE WOULD  OPEN IT UP AT THIS TIME  

THANK YOU, WE DO HAVE ONE CITIZEN  THAT WOULD LIKE TO MAKE CONVERSATION.  SO, HAVE A SEAT ONE MOMENT,  WE'LL CALL AGAIN  UP HERE AGAIN.  CULLIGAN, IF THERE  IS ANY QUESTIONS THE COUNCIL WILL  BE GETTING  THEY WILL TOGETHER.  MR. CULLIGAN.  

MORE TIN, 66 TANGLE  WOOD ROAD.  WONDERFUL -- ACCORD  TO GO THIS  INFORMATION HERE, THIS IS MANUFACTURING,  THAT IS WHAT IT SAYS, POLLUTION  MANUFACTURING, IS THAT WHAT IT SAYS?  SEE, I TOLD YOU SO.  COUNTRY WIDE.  IT'S  ALSO BREAST CANCER AWARENESS MONTH.  THE POINT I AM TRYING TO MAKE  ABOUT THIS, THIS  COUNCIL AND MYSELF HAS TO SUFFER  THROUGH COMPANIES LIKE VMA MAKING  THESE SOLICITATIONS, THEY HAVE FIVE  OF THEM TODAY.  15 MINUTES A  POP.  THEY COME WITH PRESENTATIONS,  YET THE TAXPAYERS, INDIVIDUAL TAXPAYERS  HAVE LOUSY THREE MINUTES BEFORE  THE COUNCIL COMES IN SESSION I THINK  WE HAVE IT BACKWARDS I THINK SOME  OF THESE LESS TATE I DON'T REMEMBERS  NEED THREE MINUTES BEFORE THE COUNCIL  COMES IN.  15 MINUTES, NOT  VMA THEY ARE NOT ASKING FOR MONEY  THAT I CAN SEE OF, IT MIGHT BE A  NICE ORGANIZATION, BUT 15 MINUTES  CHUNKS OF TIME.  WE  HAVE TO  SUFFER  THROUGH ALL THESE SLOLICITA KNOWNS,  FOX MATTRESS, PER ORAL -- ANY WAY  WE HAVE TO SUFFER THROUGH THAT I  THINK THE ISSUE SHOULD BE PUT AT  8:30 LIKE THE TAXPAYERS ARE.  THANK  YOU.  

ALL RIGHT.  THANK YOU,  SIR.  

MR. DANIELS, YOU HAVE THE  FLOOR, SIR.  

THANK YOU, MR. CHAIRMAN.  DO  YOU HAVE ONE QUESTION AND, YOU KNOW,  JANE, YOU MAY BE THE ONE  TO ANSWER THIS.  YOU KNOW,  YOU ARE HAVING DIFFICULTY GETTING  THE TRAIN WORKERS THAT WE NEED,  THAT IS PRETTY CLEAR.  WHY IS THAT?  AND WHAT'S WRONG -- WHERE IS THE  DISCONNECT BETWEEN US AND OUR EDUCATIONAL  SYSTEM THAT CREATES THAT PROBLEM?  

I BELIEVE THAT THE DISCONNECT  IS WITH THE AWARENESS OF THE PEOPLE  IN OUR COMMUNITY THAT WE  HAVE MANUFACTURING HERE.  WHICH  IS THE PURPOSE OF MANUFACTURING  MONTH TO DISPEL THE MISCONCEPTIONS  THAT PEOPLE HAVE OF MANUFACTURING.  MUCH OF THE PRESS, MANY TIMES WHEN  PEOPLE GO TO THE BIG BOX STORES  THEY SEE THINGS ARE MADE IN CHINA.  SO, THE PURPOSE OF OUR  PRESENTATION TODAY WAS TO REITERATE  THAT WE HAVE OVER  450 MANUFACTURERS THAT WE  OFFER -- THAT MANUFACTURING IS CAREER  OPPORTUNITY THAT OFFERS GREAT POTENTIAL  FOR A GOOD LIFE FOR PEOPLE IF THEY  ARE INTERESTED IN GOING IN THERE.  SO WHAT WE DO HAVE ARE THE JOBS  AS WAS STATED BY MARK, WE HAVE  -- WITH 25 COMPANIES WE KNOW THERE  IS 300 JOB OPENINGS, WE ALSO  IN OUR EDUCATIONAL FACILITIES WE  HAVE PLENTY OF TRAINING, WHAT WE  DON'T HAVE ARE THE PEOPLE GOING  INTO THE TRAINING PROGRAMS.  

THE PROGRAMS ARE THERE BUT WE  LACK STUDENTS FOR SOME REASON.  

THAT'S CORRECT, BECAUSE OF THE  MISS PERCEPTION.  

IS THIS IN HIGH SCHOOL OR POST  HIGH SCHOOL?  

I THINK IT'S A COMBINATION OF  EVERYTHING.  I THINK IT'S PARENTS,  TEACHERS, IT'S GUIDE APSE COUNSELORS  THAT ARE JUST NOT AWARE WHAT THE  OPPORTUNITIES AND THE SKILL LEVELS  THAT ARE NEEDED IN MANUFACTURING.  I THINK THEY SEE IT --  THE PERCEPTION IS  STILL IT'S THE OLD SCHLEPPING PARTS  A BOX, WE NEED PEOPLE WITH  GOOD MATH SKILLS, MECHANICAL SKILLS,  GOOD CRITICAL THINKING SKILLS.   ONE COUPLE OTHER THINGS THAT WE  ARE DOING -- ARE WE FINISHED?  COUPLE  THINGS THAT  WE ARE DOING, WE HAVE AN ENGINEER,  SPEAKING TO THE ACADEMY OF ENGINEERING  ON MONDAY TALKING ABOUT HIS CAREER  PATH, IT WAS A YOUNGER MAN, 25 YEARS  OLD SO HE CAN RELATE TO THE STUDENTS,  WHAT IS SIGNIFICANT ABOUT THIS IS  THAT HE HAS INVITED THIS ENGINEERING  CLASS TO WORK ON A LIVE PROJECT  THAT TELEDINE IS WORKING ON RIGHT  NOW, THEY ARE LOOKING TO DESIGN  A NEW ROV OPERABLE LATCHING MECHANISM  BECAUSE THEY WANT TO BUILD  THE NEXT GENERATION OF CONNECTORS,  IF WE CAN EXCITE OUR YOUNG  STUDENTS, THESE WERE SOPHOMORES,  UNIONS, SENIORS, THESE ARE OPPORTUNITIES  RIGHT HERE IN VOLUSIA COUNTY, WE  THINK WE CAN TRY TO SOLVE THE CHALLENGE  THAT WE ARE FACING OF THE AWARENESS.  

YOU KNOW, AT ONE TIME YOU COULD  GET AN  ENGINEERING DEDEGREE HERE IN DAYTONA,  IS IT OF THAT LEVEL OR ARE YOU LOOKING  AT FOR WORKER THAT ARE BELOW  THE ENGINEERING DEGREE LEVEL?  

THE BUT THEE OF MANUFACTURING  IS THAT IT IS  A PATH, SO PEOPLE CAN ENTER MANUFACTURING  WITH NO SKILLS, BECAUSE THERE IS  JOBS AT THAT LEVEL, THEY CAN GET  THREE MONTHS OF TRAINING, THEY CAN  GET SIX MONTHS OF TRAINING, THEY  CAN GET A YEAR, TWO YEARS, THE OTHER  THING IN MANUFACTURING THEY HAVE  THE OPPORTUNITY FOR THE COMPANIES  TO PAY FOR THEIR EDUCATION ONCE  THEY ACTUALLY GET INTO THE COMPANIES.  

IS THERE ANYTHING WE CAN DO TO  HELP?  

WE WANT YOU TO BE OUR CHEERLEADERS,  THAT IS WHAT WE ARE ASKING FOR TODAY,  SO WHEN YOU ARE TALKING IN -- AND  I KNOW YOU HAVE A LOT OF PEOPLE  THAT YOU KNOW YOU CAN SAY HAVE YOU  THOUGHT ABOUT CAREERS IN MANUFACTURING,  HAVE YOU THOUGHT THAT THERE IS OPPORTUNITY  THE RIGHT HERE?  YOU DON'T HAVE  TO WORRY THAT YOUR CHILDREN NEED  TO FIND A JOB SOMEWHERE ELSE, THEY  CAN -- THEY CAN FIND A JOB HERE  IN VOLUSIA COUNTY.  SO THAT TRULY  IS OUR ASK IS THAT MORE PEOPLE THAT  CAN TALK ABOUT IT, MY PERSONAL  VISION IS WHEN WE HAVE 500,000 PEOPLE  IN VOLUSIA COUNTY, MY PERSONAL MISSION  AND GOAL IS THAT EVERY SINGLE PERSON  IN VOLUSIA COUNTY IS A CHEERLEADER  FOR MANUFACTURING AND LETS PEOPLE  KNOW THERE  IS OPPORTUNITIES  HERE.

THANK YOU.  

AGAIN THANK YOU SO MUCH U  FOR BEING GRACIOUS TO US AND GIVING  US THE TIME TO GET THE MESSAGE OUT  THAT WE HOPE WILL HELP YOU IN YOUR  EFFORTS TO GROW OUR  COUNTY.  

ALL RIGHT. MS. DENNINGS.  

THANK YOU. MR. DANIELS ACTUALLY  COVERED A LOT OF MY COMMENTS AND  QUESTIONS RELATING  TO THE INDUSTRY, BUT IT'S NOT AGE  SPECIFIC. WE'RE NOT JUST LOOKING  FOR THE HIGH SCHOOL GRADUATES AND  COLLEGE GRADUATES. YOU'RE JUST LOOKING  FOR WORKERS THAT CAN FILL  THE TECHNICAL POSITIONS OF MANUFACTURING;  CORRECT?  

THAT'S CORRECT.  

I MEAN, IT DOESN'T HAVE AN AGE  LIMIT ON THIS?  

IT DOES NOT.  

THOSE WORKERS THAT ARE REENTERING  OR NEED TO REENTER THE WORK  FORCE.  

THERE'S TRAINING FOR THAT, AND  I BELIEVE ROBIN KING IS HERE AND  CAREER SOURCES IS A BIG SOURCE FOR  PEOPLE FOR RETRAINING DOLLARS IF  THEY NEED IT. BUT RIGHT  NOW, WHAT WE NEED  ARE  PEOPLE THAT HAVE MATH SKILLS, THINKING  SKILLS, PEOPLE THAT CAN SHOW UP,  STAY UP  AND  FALL ASLEEP ON THE MACHINES.  

IT'S NOT LIKE IT USED TO BE?  

THE TECHNOLOGY SKILLS, WE'VE  TALKED ABOUT THIS OVER  AT  THE ATC WITH THE CLASSES 

     AND THE JOB OPPORTUNITIES HERE.  IN THE PLANNED TOURS THAT YOU DO,  WHICH IS WONDERFUL, AT LEAST IN  SOUTHEAST VOLUSHIA, THE CHAMBER  OF COMMERCE AND THE BUSINESSES,  THEY WAIT FOR THESE PLANT  TOURS AND THEY'RE WELL ATTENDED.  MY ONLY REQUEST IS MAYBE TO IT  ON A TIME WHEN THERE'S NOT COUNCIL  MEETINGS BECAUSE I WOULD HAVE ATTENDED  SEVERAL OF  THEM,  BUT THEY HAPPEN  TO FALL AND YOU SAID YOU WANT  US TO  BE CHEER LEADERS, RIGHT?  

GIVE ME A V. WE WILL ROCK YOU  VMA, THAT'S THE CHEER.  

SHE DOES ROCK.  

WE HAVE ONE ALREADY. THANK YOU  FOR ALL THAT YOU  DO. AND THANK YOU  FOR HIGHLIGHTING SOME OF THE BEST  THE BEST OPPORTUNITIES IN VOLUSHIA  COUNTY, AND THANK YOU FOR ALL THAT  YOU DO, HELPING THE TAXPAYERS WITH  GROWING REVENUE AND ALLOWING US  TO DO WHAT WE DO IN SERVICING THE  NEEDS OF THE  CITIZENS,  THANK YOU.  

ALL RIGHT. THANK YOU.THIS  IS WONDERFUL NEWS, I THINK, AND  I'M SO GLAD THAT YOU'RE HERE  TO PRESENT TO  US TODAY. MY QUESTION IS THIS. HAVE  YOU TAPPED IN ANY  WAY THE WORK  FORCE DEVELOPMENT AGENCY.  

WE WORK VERY CLOSELY WITH ARE  YOU TALKING ABOUT CAREER  SOURCE?  

YES.  

I KNOW IT'S CHANGED. I WORKED  THERE WHEN IT WAS  PRIVATE INDUSTRY COUNCIL. ROBIN  AND I HAVE WORKED TOGETHER FOR A  LOT OF YEARS. WE HAVE A VERY  CLOSE RELATIONSHIP WITH THEM. WE  HAVE OUR HR DIRECTORS WORKING WITH  THEIR BUSINESS SERVICE REPS AND  PEOPLE THERE TO LET THEM KNOW WHAT  KINDS OF SKILLS AND PEOPLE WE KNOW.  AND YOU KNOW, WE CAN ALWAYS IMPROVE  AND GET BETTER AT THAT. WE TRY TO  WORK WITH EVERY SINGLE PERSON WE  CAN THINK OF TO HELP  PEOPLE GET JOBS. THE BIGGEST INJUSTICE  IN LIFE TO NOT HAVE A JOB, AND SO  WE'RE TRYING TO MAKE SURE EVERYBODY  THAT WANTS ONE GETS ONE AND GETS  THE TRAINING THEY NEED.  

THIS IS GOOD NEWS. THIS IS REALLY  GOOD NEWS. I THINK THAT IS SO IMPORTANT  THAT PEOPLE HAVE OPPORTUNITIES TO  WORK. I THINK THAT WE HAVE MORE  PEOPLE OUT THERE THAT WANT TO WORK  THAN IT WOULD INDICATE BY SOME THAT,  YOU KNOW, THEY DON'T WANT JOBS.  WHEN YOU COME TO US  AND PRESENT IN THIS MANNER, AND  YOU ARE CONNECTING THE DOTS BY SHOWING  US THAT THIS IS  AN IMPORTANT CHART FOR THIS COMMUNITY,  I'M ALL ON BOARD WITH TRYING  TO  DO WHAT I CAN DO. I WORK WITH THE  UNIVERSITY, AND I DON'T KNOW IF  YOU HAD HAD ANY CONTACT  WITH THE  UNIVERSITY.  

NOT A STRONG CONNECTION. NOT  YET, IF YOU CAN HELP WITH THAT,  I WOULD APPRECIATE THAT. AS A TRUSTEE,  I THINK WE MIGHT BE ABLE TO ENCOURAGE  THAT CONNECTION THAT YOU MIGHT BE  ABLE TO  DO  SOME THINGS WITH THE UNIVERSITY.  WE'D PRIOR TO THAT. THANK YOU SO  MUCH  FOR BEING HERE.  

THANK YOU, MR. WAGNER, EVERYONE  HAS SAID EVERYTHING. I APPRECIATE  YOUR TIME I FELT APPRECIATE WHAT  YOU DO. THEY'RE GREAT JOBS. I'M  GLAD TO BE A CHEER LEADER.  

WE CAN GET YOU YELLOW SHIRTS,  YOU KNOW, NOT ONLY A  CHEER, WE HAVE SHIRTS.  

MR. PATTERSON, I KNOW I'M GOING  TO SOUND LIKE A BROKEN RECORD, BUT  THIS IS SOMETHING THAT TO ME GOES  ALL THE WAY BACK TO 2004 IN THE  LEGISLATURE, WHEN I HAIRED THE COMMUNITY  COLLEGE AND WORK FORCE COMMITTEE.  FLORIDA IS THE LAST OF THE SOUTHERN  STATES TO USE THE TECHNICAL COLLEGE  CONCEPT, AND I THINK YOU WOULD FIND  THERE WOULD BE A LOT MORE PEOPLE  LOOKING AT THE MANUFACTURING IF  THERE WAS A COMPONENT WITH THE  TECHNICAL CERTIFICATE THAT WOULD  ALLOW THEM TO GET AN ASSOCIATE DEGREE  AND EVENTUALLY A BACHELOR'S TREE  IN BUSINESS ADMINISTRATION. I DON'T  KNOW WHY WE'RE LAGGING BEHIND BUT  IT IS, YOU KNOW, I HAVE RAN INTO  A LOT OF PEOPLE WHO COME DOWN HERE  FROM THE NORTH, AND THEY HAVE THAT  ALL OVER THE PLACE. GEORGIA RECENTLY  A COUPLE YEARS  AGO WENT TO THAT CONCEPT AND THEIR  COMMUNITY COLLEGE ENROLLMENT DOUBLED  IN ONE YEAR BECAUSE THEY PUT  THAT COMPONENT IN THERE. THE TECHNICAL  COLLEGE. SO MAYBE WE CAN GET THERE  SOMEHOW.  

I THINK  WE HAVE SOME GOOD NEWS, SIR, IN  THAT IN THE HIGH SCHOOL ARENA, THEY'RE  OFFERING A LOT OF CERTIFICATIONS  NOW THAT ARE  GETTING OUR STUDENTS PREPARED TO  GO RIGHT INTO VERY GOOD JOBS BECAUSE  THEY HAVE THE CERTIFICATION, THEY  CAN GET THEIR MSCP IN HIGH SCHOOL  AND HA PUTS THEM AT A  HIGHER SKILL LEVEL. PROBABLY NOT  AS IDEAL AS WE WOULD LIKE  THEM TO BE. WE'RE  DEFINITELY SEEING PROGRESS. THERE'S  A NEW ATTITUDE IN THE HIGH SCHOOL  LEVEL, IN THAT IT'S CAREERS AND  COLLEGE, NOT JUST COLLEGE, AND THAT'S  A HUGE CHANGE. I THINK THAT'S GOING  TO BE ABLE TO BUILD OUR WORK FORCE  THAT WILL MAKE US MORE COMPETITIVE  FOR WHEN ROB IS OUT THERE DOING  THE ECONOMIC  DEVELOPMENT.  

I  HAD WORKED WITH SOME EUROPEAN  FOLKS AND THEY WERE HAVING STUDENTS  IN HIGH SCHOOL THAT WERE GETTING  THEIR CERTIFICATE, AND THEN GOING  ONTO COLLEGE THERE, AND THEY WERE  WORKING AND GOING TO COLLEGE AT  THE SAME TIME SO THEY DIDN'T HAVE  THE MASSIVE DEBT THAT A LOT OF KIDS  HAD, AND I THINK THAT'S IMPORTANT.  SO THEY HAVE THE OPPORTUNITY IN  HIGH SCHOOL TO START LEARNING THESE  VARIOUS JOBS AND IF  THERE'S 300 POSITIONS AVAILABLE,  YOU KNOW, I WISH THERE WAS 3000,  YOU KNOW, THAT WE COULD REALLY FILL  AND MAKE US LOOK GREAT HERE IN VOLUSHIA  COUNTY. THANK YOU FOR EVERYTHING  THAT YOU DO.  

YOU'RE WELCOME.  

ALL RIGHT. AND  IF I MAY BEFORE YOU MR. DENYS.  

I HAVE TAKEN THE TOURS THROUGHOUT  THIS COUNTY, AND I HAVE BEEN TO  SEVERAL OF YOUR WONDERFUL LITTLE  BENEFIT OR WHATEVER.  

SHOWCASE?  

SHOWCASE, I CAN'T REMEMBER ALL  THE TERMS SOMETIMES.  

THAT'S OKAY.  

AND I FIND THEM VERY VERY  INTERESTING. I REMEMBER LAST YEAR  WE  WENT  AND  THEY WERE PREMIERING ALL THESE 3  DIMENSIONAL PRINTER PROJECTS. WE  CAN ALL GO TO COLLEGE AND BE A  LAWYER OR A RADIO PERSONALITY OR  INSURANCE AGENT OR ANYTHING, BUT  THERE'S STILL GOT TO BE SOMEBODY  OUT THERE BUILDING  SOMETHING. SOMEBODY HAS TO PUT THE  INK PENS TOGETHER. SO WE DO NEED  MANUFACTURING, AND I HAVE BEEN ALWAYS  A BIG SUPPORTER OF GETTING NEW BUSINESSES  IN HERE TO CREATE THINGS, TO  BUILD NEW BOATS, TO BUILD INK PENCE,  TO BUILD THINGS BECAUSE THAT'S WHAT  WE REALLY NEED AND  A SPECIAL THANKS TO TELEDINE FOR  YOU COMING ON BOARD IN  VOLUSHIA COUNTY, WE APPRECIATE THAT.  ANYWAYS WITH THAT, I  WILL CLOSE MY COMMENTS COMMENTS  COMMENTS AND I WILL CLOSE THE FLOOR.  

ONE THING WE MIGHT WANT TO DO  IS MAKE A REQUEST TO TEAM  VOLUSHIA ABOUT HOW THEY'RE PACKAGING  THE INFORMATION THAT WE ARE AN AREA  THAT DOES MANUFACTURING, I MEAN,  THAT IS REALLY NOT KNOWN, AND IN  FACT I THINK WHEN WE DO ECONOMIC  DEVELOPMENT, IT'S ONE OF THE GREAT  WEAKNESSES BECAUSE IT'S LIKE WHO  COMES FIRST, CHICKEN OR THE EGG.  YOU DON'T GET MANUFACTURERS IF YOU  DON'T HAVE MANUFACTURING, THEY DEPEND  ON EACH OTHER. WHEN I TALK TO PEOPLE  ABOUT THE NUMBER OF COMPANIES THAT  WE HAVE THERE IN MANUFACTURING,  PEOPLE ARE ASTOUNDED BECAUSE THEY  DO NOT CONSIDER VOLUSHIA COUNTY  AS A PLACE THAT  DOES MANUFACTURING. AND I THINK  IT'S A WEAKNESS, ESPECIALLY AS WE'RE  GOING FORWARD WITH THE CHANGES THAT  WE'RE SEEING AND  THE REAL POSITIVE  THINGS ON THE HORIZON WITH CHANGES  HERE, THAT WE'RE TRYING TO HAVE  AN ECONOMY THAT'S MORE  THAN TOURISM 365 DAYS A YEAR. MS.  DENYS LIKES TO SAY WE DON'T SELL  OURSELVES ENOUGH. I DO NOT BELIEVE  WE SELL OURSELVES AS A MANUFACTURING  AREA AT ALL. NOT EVEN WELL. I DON'T  THINK WE DO A VERY GOOD JOB  AT ALL. IT'S NOT YOUR FAULT. IT'S  THAT WE'RE NOT KNOWN FOR IT. I'M  NOT SURE THAT WE HAVE DONE AS GOOD  A JOB AS WE CAN TRYING TO INTEGRATE  THAT INTO OUR MESSAGE WITH TEAM  VOLUSHIA AND WE MAY WANT TO TALK  TO THEM ABOUT WHAT'S  THEIR PERSPECTIVE AND HOW ARE WE  MAKING SURE PEOPLE UNDERSTAND THAT.  MANUFACTURING GIVES YOU CAPABILITY  TO HAVE OTHER MANUFACTURERS BECAUSE  THEY NEED EACH OTHER. IN FACT, I  THINK SOME OF THE INDUSTRIES WE'RE  STARTING TO GET. WE HAVE TRADER  JOES AND ALL, IS THEY LOOK AT HOW  THEY'RE GOING TO OPERATE THEIR FACILITIES.  THEY NEED PEOPLE THAT CAN DO THINGS  IN THE MANUFACTURING AREA  TO IMPROVE THEIR BUSINESS MODEL.  BOTTOM LINE IS I'M NOT SURE WE GET  CREDIT FOR HAVING THE MANUFACTURERS  WE HAVE. THAT WOULD BE MY SUGGESTION  IS THAT WE AND TEAM VOLUSHIA TO  SHOW HOW THEY'RE HIGHLIGHTING AND  TRYING TO MAKE THAT  PART OF  OUR MARKETING CAMPAIGN. THANK YOU  VERY MUCH. WE APPRECIATE IT: AND  I'LL HAVE THAT GENTLEMAN BE IN TOUCH  WITH YOU LATER ON THIS WEEK.

THANK YOU, MA'AM. OUR NEXT ITEM  UP IS THE  PROSECUTION FROM THE FLORIDA  DEPARTMENT OF FLORIDA FOREST SERVICE  REGARDING LAKE GEORGE STATE FOREST.  GOOD MORNING. PLEASE STATE YOUR  FULL NAME AND POSITION RECORD.  

GINGER ADARE, VOLUSHIA COUNTY  ENVIRONMENTAL MANAGEMENT, AND I'M  JUST HERE TO  INTRODUCE TO YOU KATHY LOWENSTEIN,  THE FORESTRY RESOURCE ADMINISTRATOR  FOR THE FLORIDA FOREST SERVICE AND  SHE HAS A  BRIEF  PRESENTATION ABOUT LAKE GEORGE STATE  FOREST.  

THANK YOU GINGER, GOOD MORNING, COUNCIL, I APPRECIATE  THE OPPORTUNITY TO BE HERE, AND  I WOULD  LIKE TO INTRODUCE  OUR FORRESTER FOR JUS TINA JONES.  WE WANTED TO MAKE THE ANNOUNCEMENT  FOR OUR PUBLIC  MEETING PROCESS. THIS IS  OUR PUBLIC HEARINGS AND PUBLIC OPPORTUNITY  TO DISCUSS THE LAKE FOREST GEORGE  MANAGEMENT PLAN. THIS IS OUR TEN  YEAR UPDATE OF THE MANAGEMENT PLAN  THAT IS DUE, AND WE HAVE BEEN COMPARING  A DRAFT THAT WILL  BE READY IN  DECEMBER FOR THIS PUBLIC PROCESS.  OUR MEETINGS WILL  BE ON DECEMBER  2nd AT THE VOLUSHIA AGRICULTURAL  CENTER. AND AT  5:00, WE WILL HAVE  A PUBLIC MEETING THAT WILL  PREPARE A MANAGEMENT PLAN ADVISORY  GROUP KNOWN AS THE IMPACT GROUP  IN OUR ACRONYM THAT WILL HELP  COORDINATE THIS PUBLIC PROCESS.  SO THE PURPOSE OF THE INITIAL PUBLIC  MEETING IS FOR  THAT IMPACT GROUP TO COME TOGETHER  AND TO BE PREPARED FOR GOING THROUGH  THE PUBLIC HEARING WHICH  THEN BEGINS THAT SAME  EVENING AT 6:00 P.M. DURING THIS  PUBLIC HEARING, THE PUBLIC WILL  BE ABLE TO MAKE COMMENTS. THERE  WILL BE A PRESENTATION ALSO ON  THE MANAGEMENT PLAN. AND THE MANAGEMENT  OF LAKE GEORGE STATE FOREST. THE  IMPACT GROUP WILL HEAR THOSE COMMENTS  AND THEN DURING THE NEXT PUBLIC  MEETING, THE SUBSEQUENT  DAY, WEDNESDAY, STILL AT THE VOLUSHIA  AGRICULTURAL CENTER. WE WILL HAVE  A PUBLIC MEETING OF THE IMPACT  GROUP WHO WILL ASSEMBLE TO DISCUSS  COMMENTS AND THE PLAN ITSELF  AND MAKE RECOMMENDATIONS TO OUR  AGENCY TO HELP US IN  COMPILING A FINAL DRAFT OF  THE MANAGEMENT PLAN FOR APPROVAL  BEFORE THE DEPARTMENT  OF ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTIONS COUNCIL  THAT HEARS THOSE PLANS. SO OUR  PURPOSE TODAY IS BOTH TO ANNOUNCE  THESE PUBLIC MEETINGS AND THE PUBLIC  PROCESS THAT WILL GO THROUGH, AND  I WOULD ALSO LIKE TO JUST  BRING ATTENTION TO OUR REQUEST THAT  ONE OF THE COUNCIL MEMBERS BE IDENTIFIED  TO HELP US  ON THE IMPACT GROUP. WE ARE LOOKING  FOR A COUNTY ELECTED  OFFICIAL TO PARTICIPATE IN THE PROCESS.  AND SO WE WANTED TO INVITE YOUR  EITHER DISCUSSION NOW OR AT A LATER  TIME TO IDENTIFY FOR US WHO WOULD  BE ABLE  TO PARTICIPATE IN OUR PROCESS. THANK  YOU.  

ALL RIGHT. DO I HAVE A VOLUNTEER.  

YEAH, ME, SINCE IT'S IN MY DISTRICT.  I LOVE LAKE GEORGE. AS A MATTER  OF FACT, WE HAVE THAT BOAT RAMP  THAT THE COUNTY IS LOOKING OUT AT  THE END OF SHELL HARBOR ROAD. I  DON'T KNOW IF YOU KNOW, THAT GENTLEMAN  WHO DONATED A LARGE PIECE OF  LAND. IT HAS A BOAT RAMP ON  IT, AND WE'RE LOOKING AT DEVELOPING  THAT AS A FACILITY FOR A  PARK TYPE FACILITY AND  BOAT RAMP. SO AND I UNDERSTAND  THAT AREA IS THE SECOND LARGEST  BALD EAGLE NESTING AREA IN THE COUNTRY,  IS WHAT I HAVE HEARD. I DON'T KNOW  IF THERE'S ANY TRUTH TO THAT  OR NOT.  

THERE ARE A LOT, OUR PORTION  OF THE CONSERVATION LANDS IS JUST  SOUTH OF THAT AREA. WE HAVE A  SMALL AREA ALSO THAT ABUTS  ONTO THE LAKE GEORGE ITSELF AND  THEN OUR LAKE GEORGE STATE FOREST  IS ABOUT 5000 ACRES  NORTH OF 40 AND A LITTLE  OVER 13800 SOUTH OF STATE ROAD 40,  SO OUR AREA IS IMMEDIATELY SOUTH  OF THE VOLUSHIA COUNTY LAKE GEORGE  FOREST, WHICH IS OFTEN CONFUSED  BY THE SIMILARITY OF THE NAME, BUT  APPRECIATE YOUR INTEREST IN  THE AREA.  

OKAY. I DO. IF THAT'S ALL RIGHT  WITH THE COUNCIL.  

IS THAT  THE PLEASURE OF THE COUNCIL? OKAY.  SO MR. PATTERSON IS OUR VOLUNTEER.  I ALSO LIVE UP THERE AS A MATTER  OF FACT. RIGHT AROUND THE CORNER  FROM THAT PLACE, I MIGHT JUST  PERIODICALLY SHOW UP JUST TO SAY  HI AND SEE WHAT'S GOING  ON. ANY FURTHER DISCUSSION, MA'AM?  

I WANT TO MAKE SURE GINGER  ADARE DOESN'T OFFER ANY CONDOMINIUMS  UP IN THAT AREA.  

WE APPRECIATE IT. THANK YOU.  

IS THERE ANY FURTHER COMMENTS,  I NOTICED YOU HAD YOUR LINE ON FOR  A MOMENT.  

I WAS JUST GOING TO  NOMINATE  MR.  PATTERSON SINCE HE VOLUNTEERED.  SO YOU'RE COMPLETE.  

YES, THANK YOU VERY MUCH.  

ANY FURTHER COMMENT FROM THE  COUNCIL OR STAFF.  

MAKE SURE I GET NOTICED OF WHEN  THE MEETINGS ARE GOING TO BE.  

ALL RIGHT. AND OKAY, WELL, THANK  YOU VERY MUCH. AND WE  WILL MOVE  ON. ITEM NUMBER 3  IS DAY -- DAVE BYRON, THE SUNRAIL  FEEDER BUS PROGRAM.  

DAVE CAN I JUMP IN FOR A  SECOND.  

YES,  SIR. ON THIS  ISSUE, AND DAVE, AND STEVE WILL  WALK YOU THROUGH. THIS IS PART OF  THE ELUSION OF WHAT WE'RE DOING  WITH SUNRAIL AND THE CONNECTING  FEEDER SYSTEM FROM THE BUS SYSTEM.  THE THING WE WERE ASKED TO DO ON  THE ADMINISTRATIVE SIDE IS WORKING  WITH STEVE AND TRYING TO MAKE SURE  IT'S THE MOST EFFECTIVE IN DELIVERING  PEOPLE. BECAUSE IT WAS NEW, THEY  STARTED WITH A SYSTEM AND A ROUTE  THEY THOUGHT WAS BEST, AND THEY'RE  HERE TODAY TO TALK TO YOU ABOUT  A SUGGESTED CHANGE WHICH I THINK  THEY BELIEVE  EVERYONE BELIEVES WILL WORK BETTER. DAVE? 

I'LL  TURN IT OVER TO OUR GENERAL MANAGER,  STEVE, AND LET HIM WALK YOU THROUGH  HOW WE'RE DOING AND THE CHANGES  WE WOULD LIKE TO MAKE.  

NO PROBLEM. I'LL TAKE YOUR PAIN  FOR THE DAY, TOO.  

THANK YOU  VERY MUCH.  

AND I'LL TAKE  YOURS.  

WAIT A MINUTE,.  

DAVE  BYRON WAS SPEECHLESS. I'LL TELL  YOU. 

 I'M HERE TO TALK ABOUT THE SUNRAIL  FEEDER SERVICE WE PROVIDE RIGHT  NOW, AND TALK  ABOUT SOME RECOMMENDED CHANGES THAT  WE HAVE  WORKED ON AND  DISCUSSED WITH FDOT, OUR FUNDING  PARTNER FOR THE FEEDER BUS SERVICE.  TO KIND OF GIVE AN  OVERVIEW OF  WHAT WE'RE DOING RIGHT NOW  WHAT  WE'RE DOING RIGHT NOW, WE ACTUALLY  OPERATE FOUR DIFFERENT FEEDER  BUS ROUTES. ROUTE 30 THROUGH 33.  AND ROUTE 30 AND 31, THOSE ARE  THE TWO ROUTES THAT SERVE  THE DELAND AREA, SO THEY ORIGINATE  INSTEAD DELAND AREA, AND THEY  DELIVER FOLKS TO AND FROM DeBARY.  ROUTE 30 SERVES U.S. 1792 STARTING  AT THE DELAND ITF AND IT  TRAVELS DOWN TO THE DeBARY SUNRAIL  STATION AND  STOPS AT ALL THE ESTABLISHED VOTRAN  BUS STOPS. ROUTE 31 IS DESIGNED  AS AN EXPRESS ROUTE. IT TRAVELS  PRETTY MUCH THE SAME CORRIDOR, BUT  IT DOES START A LITTLE BIT FURTHER  NORTH AT THE AMELIA AVENUE  SUPER STOP AROUND  INTERNATIONAL SPEEDWAY BOULEVARD  AND AMELIA. THAT TRAVELS FROM THAT  LOCATION DOWN  TO THE DeBARY SUNRAIL STATION. ROUTES  32 AND 33, THESE ARE  THE TWO ROUTES THAT  SERVE DELTONA,  ORANGE CITY, AND DeBARY LOCATIONS.  32 IS DESIGNED  AS A ROUTE THAT STOPS AT  ESTABLISHED VOTRAN  BUS STOPS. IT TRAVELS ALONG 1792,  SAXTON, NORMANDY, AND DELTONA BOULEVARDS  AND AGAIN STOPS AT THOSE ESTABLISHED  BUS STOPS AS NEEDED. ROUTE 33  IS DESIGNED MORE THAN  AN EXPRESS ROUTE. THAT ALSO  SERVES DELTONA,  ORANGE CITY  AND DeBARY BY 1792 SAXTON PROVINCE.  THAT HAS LIMITED  STOPS IN BETWEEN. NOW, THE ROUTE  31 AND 30, THOSE TRAVEL ALONG  PRETTY MUCH THE SAME CORRIDOR. ROUTE  32 AND 33, THOSE ORIGINATE MORE  IN DIFFERENT LOCATIONS  AND THEN HAVE THE SAME END RESULT  DROPPING FOLKS OFF AND PICKING PEOPLE  UP FROM THE DeBARY, SUNRAIL STATION.  SO THIS NEXT SLIDE  THAT YOU SEE, THAT'S A GRAPHICAL  REPRESENTATION OF WHAT THE SUNRAIL  FEEDER BUS RIDERSHIP HAS LOOKED  LIKE BY ROUTE  OVER THE PAST FOUR MONTHS. VOTRAN  BEGAN OPERATING FEEDER BUS,  IN MAY. THE FIRST TWO WEEKS WERE  A LITTLE BIT DIFFERENT THAN THE  FOLLOWING MONTHS BECAUSE IT WAS  FREE AND BECAUSE WE  HAD AN OVER FLOW AT DeBARY SUNRAIL  PARKING LOT. ONCE THE FREE  SERVICE WAS ENDED  AND SUNRAIL STARTED CHARGING FAIRS,  THEN THE -- FARES,  THEN THE DEMAND FOR PARKING  SHUT OFF AND THERE WAS NO  NEED FOR WHAT  THEY WERE OFFERING. THE BETTER REPRESENTATIONS  ARE JUNE, JULY AND AUGUST. THOSE  ARE MONTHLY NUMBERS FOR EACH ONE  OF THOSE ROUTES AND YOU CAN SEE  THAT THERE IS A PRETTY STEADY TREND  FROM WHEN WE BEGAN  THOSE ROUTES THAT EACH ONE  OF THEM HAS INCREASED AS THE MONTHS  WENT BY, AND SEPTEMBER WAS  NO DIFFERENT. WE JUST WEREN'T ABLE  TO HAVE THAT DATA BY THE TIME WE  NEEDED TO GET THIS  PERCEPTION IN, BUT  D PRESENTATION IN, BUT -- PRESENTATION,  BUT SEPTEMBER SLOWED SLIGHT INCREASES  IN MOST OF THE ROUTES. WE TALKED  ABOUT THAT WE WERE GOING TO BE RECOMMENDING  SOME ADJUSTMENTS TODAY, AND WHAT  WE HAVE DONE THROUGH THE PAST FEW  MONTHS WE HAVE EVALUATED THE  DIFFERENT ROUTES AND ONE OF THE  THINGS THAT  WE, ALONG WITH FDOT HAVE DISCUSSED  IS COMBINING ROUTES 30 AND 31. NOW,  WITH THAT, THE REASON WE HAVE TALKED  ABOUT DOING THAT, ONE IS BECAUSE  THOSE TWO ROUTES BASICALLY DUPLICATE  THE SAME SERVICE AREA ALREADY. WITH  THE EXCEPTION OF ONE  GOING A LITTLE BIT FURTHER NORTH  TO THE EMILIO SUPER STOP,  AND THE OTHER ORIGINATING AT  THE DELAND ITF. BY COMBINING THOSE  TWO ROUTES, THAT SERVICE ALONG THE  CORRIDOR WOULD GO TO 30  MINUTE FREQUENCY OF SERVICE, AS  CURRENTLY, EACH ONE OF THE ROUTES  THAT EXIST TODAY ARE OUR FREQUENCY  OF SERVICE. SO IT WILL IMPROVE THE  FREQUENCY TO 30 MINUTES,  MEANING EACH BUS STOP WILL BE SERVED  TWICE AS OFTEN AS THEY ARE RIGHT  NOW.  YOU HAVE BEEN HANDED A  SCHEDULE THAT LOOKS VERY SIMILAR  TO THE ONE THAT'S ON  THE SCREEN RIGHT NOW. IT DOES CONTAIN  DIFFERENT TIMES. IT WAS  ACTUALLY BROUGHT TO OUR ATTENTION  THAT, WHAT DO WE GOT GOING?  

I PUT IT UP.  

THERE WE  ARE. WHAT YOU SEE ON THE SCREEN  NOW IS AN UPDATED SCHEDULE. IT WAS  BROUGHT TO OUR ATTENTION THAT THERE  WAS CONFLICT WITH TIMES THAT WOULD  PREVENT SOME EMPLOYEES OF THE COUNTY  TO ACTUALLY GET FROM THE DELAND  ITF TO THE COUNTY BUILDING IF THE  MORNING TO MAKE IT TO  WORK BY 8:00. SO WE WERE GLAD THAT  THAT COMMUNICATION CAME TO US AND  WE WERE ABLE TO ADJUST THE TIME  POINTS TO WHERE THOSE FOLKS CAN  STILL USE SUNRAIL TO GET TO TO WORK  AND GET TO WORK AT THE COUNTY. THOSE  ADJUSTMENTS HAVE BEEN MADE IN THE  TIMES, AND THAT'S WHAT YOU SEE  ON THE SCREEN RIGHT  NOW. BUT BASICALLY THE SCHEDULE  SHOWS THAT WE START SERVICE  AT APPROXIMATELY 4:30 IN THE  MORNING AT THE EMILIO SUPER STOP,  AND WE WOULD RUN SERVICE  IN THE MORNING THROUGH ABOUT 8:48,  AND THOSE HOURS ARE VERY SIMILAR  TO WHAT WE'RE DOING RIGHT NOW, AND  THEN IN THE AFTERNOON, AT ABOUT  3:30, WE WOULD START SERVICE AGAIN,  AND RUN UNTIL 8:48 IN  THE EVENING. AGAIN, THOSE TIMES  ARE VERY SIMILAR TO  THE TIMES THAT WE  OPERATE RIGHT NOW. IT'S JUST BEING  SERVED AT 30  MINUTE FREQUENCY INSTEAD OF HOURLY  FREQUENCY INSTEAD OF ONE ROUTE.  OKAY, NOW WE CAN GO  BACK. THE NEW ROUTE 31 WOULD SERVE  THE U.S. 1792 CORRIDOR FROM THE  AMELIA AVENUE SUPER STOP THROUGH  THE DELAND ITF TO THE SUNRAIL STATION,  STOPPING AT ESTABLISHED BUS  STOPS ALONG THE WAY. AND ADDITIONALLY,  MINOR  CHANGES WOULD BE MADE TO ROUTE 32  THAT WOULD IMPROVE THE EFFICIENCY  OF THE ROUTE, AND WOULD ALLOW THAT  ROUTE TO MEET  ADDITIONAL TRAIN ARRIVALS AND DEPARTURES.  ALL OF THIS IS BEING  DONE USING THE FUNDING THAT WE'RE  RECEIVING RIGHT NOW. IT DOESN'T  REQUIRE ANY ADDITIONAL FUNDING.  THERE'S NO CHANGE IN THE REVENUE,  THE NUMBER OF REVENUE HOURS OR,  AGAIN, NO INCREASE IN  FUNDING, SO  FDOT HAS APPROVED THE ADJUSTMENTS  AND IF  COUNCIL BLESSES THIS  PLAN, THEN WE WOULD IMPLEMENT  THESE CHANGES EFFECTIVE DECEMBER  1st. I'M SURE THERE WILL BE QUESTIONS,  SO I'D BE GLAD TO ANSWER QUESTIONS  YOU ALL MAY HAVE.  

THANK YOU STEVE. MS. NORTHEY.  

THANK YOU. FIRST OF  ALL, JUST ANOTHER SHOUT OUT ON THE  MAY STUFF BECAUSE I KNOW THAT WAS  A VERY DIFFICULT BEGINNING FOR ALL  OF US AND YOU  ALL RESPONDED REALLY WELL DURING  THE PROCESS THAT THE STATE KIND  OF BUNGLED IN MY OPINION. WE  RESPONDED. THANK YOU FOR DOING THAT.  HOWEVER,  ONE OF  THE THINGS THAT CONTINUES TO PLAGUE,  THAT'S PROBABLY NOT THE RIGHT WORD  IS WITH RIDERS, HOW THEY GET  INFORMATION. HOW WILL WE ENSURE  THAT THESE CHANGES WILL BE IN THE  PUBLIC, THE RIDERS WHO WOULD BE  USING THIS WOULD UNDERSTAND THE  CHANGES. WHAT PROGRAM DO WE HAVE  IN PLACE TO TAKE CARE OF THAT?  

ONE OF THE THINGS THAT WE HAVE  DONE IN THE PAST WITH ANY CHANGES,  ANY SIGNIFICANT CHANGES WITH OUR  ROUTES IS WE'LL PUT ACTUAL PEOPLE  ON THE GROUNDS. WE'LL PUT CUSTOMER  SERVICE PEOPLE ON THE GROUND, WORKING  UP TO THE TIME THAT CHANGES WOULD  GO INTO PLACE. SO THEY WOULD BE  OUT TALKING TO  CUSTOMERS AT THOSE LOCATIONS. WE  WOULD PUT MAPS AND SCHEDULES ON  THOSE SUNRAIL BUSES THAT ARE SERVING  THE TRAINS IN THE  TIME PERIOD COMING UP TO DECEMBER  1 DECEMBER 1st. WE HAVE A MAILING  LIST THAT WE CAN SEND OUT  THE INFORMATION TO PEOPLE DIRECTLY.  WE ALSO HAVE OUR ON OUR WEB SITE,  A LOT OF FOLKS HAVE SIGNED  UP FOR OUR ALERTS, PASSENGER ALERTS  TO WHERE WE CAN ACTUALLY SEND OUT  A TEXT ALERT OR AN E-MAIL  ALERT TO PEOPLE THAT HAVE REGISTERED  TO THAT SERVICE AND IT WILL GO DIRECTLY  TO THEIR CELL PHONES SO WE CAN SEND  THOSE THINGS COMING UP TO DECEMBER  1 DECEMBER 1st TO REMIND PEOPLE  THAT THOSE CHANGES WOULD GO INTO  EFFECT. WE FEEL GOOD ABOUT THE WAY  WE HAVE BEEN ABLE TO COMMUNICATE  WITH OUR CUSTOMERS IN THE PASTS  AND WE INTEND ONING IT IT THE SAME  -- ON DOING IT THE SAME.  

MR. MANAGER, MAY I AND THEM TO  DO ONE MORE THING, MAKE A POINT  TO GET DOWN TO THE CITY, ONE OF  THEIR MEETINGS AND  LET THE CITY LEADERSHIP KNOW. BECAUSE  SOMETIMES PEOPLE DON'T KNOW WHO  TO CALL. THE CITY HAS  A SIMILAR  PRESENTATION DURING A PUBLIC MEETING.  CAN YOU DO THAT.  

ABSOLUTELY. I THINK IT'S A GOOD  IDEA TO DO A PRESENTATION. IN  A COUPLE CITIES, DELTONA, ORANGE  CITY AND DeBARY.  

I THINK IT'S HELPFUL, AND YOU  KNOW, THEY MIGHT HAVE PEOPLE THAT  CALL THEM.  

ACTUALLY. THAT WOULD BE A GOOD  IDEA. STEVE WE'LL DO A LITTLE PRESENTATION  IN ALL THREE CITIES, BECAUSE THAT'S  WHERE MOST OF THE RIDERSHIP IS AND  GET IT OUT, LEAVE INFORMATION WITH  ALL THREE GOVERNMENTS SO THEY CAN  HAND IT OUT ALSO. WE WANT PEOPLE  TO TAKE ADVANTAGE OF THE CHANGE.  WE THINK WE'RE DOING SOMETHING THAT  EVERYBODY WANTS THEY'RE GOING TO  LIKE THE HALF HOUR SERVICE.  

YEAH.  

I THINK THAT'S GOING TO BE A  BIG  IMPROVEMENT  TO A LOT OF PEOPLE. I THINK STEVE'S  DONE A GOOD JOB AND DAVE. WE'LL  GO TO ALL  THREE  GOVERNMENTS  AND MAKE A PRESENTATION.  

FINALLY, DO WE HAVE ANY IDEA,  WHEN WE RAN THE 200 SERVICES, HOW  MANY RIDERS TRANSFERRED TO SUNRAIL,  DO WE KNOW THAT?  

WE KNOW THAT THERE WERE  QUITE A FEW THAT DID. BUT I COULDN'T  GIVE YOU AN EXACT NUMBER. WE DON'T  HAVE THAT INFORMATION. BUT WE KNOW  OF QUITE A FEW  FOLKS THAT WERE USING ROUTE 200  THAT HAVE SWITCHED OVER AND ARE  DEFINITELY USING SUNRAIL. SOME OF  THOSE FOLKS ARE ALTERNATIVES USING  THE FEED -- ALSO USING THE  FEEDER BUS  SERVICE.  

OKAY. AND THE PROCESS OF GETTING  ON VOTRAN  AND  ONTO SUNRAIL, ISN'T THERE A COMBINATION  PASS ON THAT. OR ARE THEY PAYING  SEPARATELY? DID WE EVER WORK OUT  A  COMBINATION.  

IT'S NOT A UNIVERSAL FARE CARD  THAT SOMEONE CAN  COME ONTO A VOTRAN BUS AND USE THAT  SAME PASS ON SUNRAIL.  

ARE WE EVER GOING TO GET THERE,  MAYBE OR NOT IN THE  PLANS.  

WE DO HAVE PLANS TO EVENTUALLY  UPGRADE OUR FAIR COLLECTION  EQUIPMENT. THE CHALLENGE FOR US  IS THAT IT'S VERY EXPENSIVE. WE  WOULD HAVE TO MAKE SURE THE ENTIRE  FLEET USES THE SAME TYPE OF FAIR  COLLECTION EQUIPMENT AND TO CHANGE  THAT FOR JUST THE SUNRAIL ROUTES  WOULDN'T  NECESSARILY  WORK WELL.  

I AGREE. OKAY. THANK YOU.  

OKAY. I SEE NO FURTHER COMMENT.  THERE'S NO ACTION  LISTED ON  THIS. THIS WAS JUST A PRESENTATION?  

THERE'S NO ACTION REQUIRED ON  THIS, IS THERE?  

NO, WHAT THIS WAS WAS  AN INFORMATION SESSION. IF FOR SOME  REASON THE COUNCIL FELT WE SHOULDN'T  MOVE FORWARD ON THIS, WE WOULD TAKE  ANGST THAT WAY. IN THIS CASE, WE  WANTED TO MAKE SURE YOU'RE ALL ON  BOARD WITH THE CHANGES THAT WE'RE  MAKING. WE THINK THEY'RE IN THE  RIGHT VAIN.  

SOUNDS GOOD. MR. BYRON.  

JUST A REMINDER, MEMBERS OF THE  COUNTY COUNCIL, WE'LL BE USING THE  SAME METHOD METHOD OF COMMUNICATION  THAT STEVE JUST MENTIONED FOR THE  CHANGE IN FARES, IF YOU REMEMBER  THE COUNTY COUNCIL APPROVED THE  TWO PART FARE INCREASE. THOSE NEW  FARES WILL GO INTO EFFECT AROUND  THE FIRST PART OF FEBRUARY. WE'LL  BE MAKING A VIGOROUS EFFORT ON  AN OUTREACH POINT OF VIEW TO LET  OUR RIDERS KNOW AND THE GENERAL  PUBLIC KNOW WE'LL BE HAVING THE  FAIR ADJUSTMENT FOR THE FIRST PART  OF FEBRUARY. JUST AN FYI.  

THANK YOU, SIR. THANK YOU  STEVE.  

THANK YOU MR. BYRON. ALL RIGHT.  MR. RICK KARL, PRESENTATION OF THE  AIRPORT PROJECTS AND IMPROVEMENTS,  THIS IS ALWAYS  AN EXCITING SUBJECT. MR. CHAIR.  

YES, MR. DENNINE.  

THIS TOPIC IS ONE, IF YOU REMEMBER  IN THE LAST COUPLE OF MEETINGS AS  WE HAVE TALKED ABOUT DIFFERENT ISSUES,  ESPECIALLY IN THE LAST MEETING,  I MENTIONED THAT WE'VE DONE A LOT  OF THINGS AT THE AIRPORT AND CONTINUE  TO DO A LOT  OF IMPROVEMENTS BUT THAT I BELIEVED  WITH THE STAFF THAT IT WAS TIME  TO DO NOW THAT THE ECONOMY IS COMING  AROUND, WE HAVE A LOT MORE PASSENGERS  COMING THROUGH. THAT I THINK IT'S  TIME TO UPGRADE SORT OF  THE IMAGE OF OUR  AIRPORT. WELL BUILT BUILDING, GOOD  DESIGN. BUT IT'S GETTING A LITTLE  DATED. IT'S A LITTLE WORN, AND I  THINK IT'S TIME TO CHANGE THAT IMAGE  IN KEEPING WITH WHAT WE WANT IN  THAT COMMUNITY. THAT AIRPORT IS  NOW USED BY NOT JUST TOURISTS BUT  WE ARE GETTING A NUMBER OF BUSINESS  TRAVELERS COMING THROUGH THE AIRPORT.  WHAT I HAVE ASKED RICK AND  KAREN TO DO TODAY WAS  TO DO AN OVERVIEW A LITTLE BIT OF  WHAT WE HAVE BEEN DOING AT THE AIRPORT  ON THE CAPITOL SIDE TO CHANGE THE  AIRPORT AND KEEP IT UP AND GET IT  READY FOR THE FUTURE. I THINK THAT  YOU'LL FIND THIS INTERESTING BECAUSE  IN THE MIDST OF THE DOWNTURN, EVEN  WHEN WE HAD TO OPERATE TO A CERTAIN  DEGREE IN THE RED, WE NEVER LOST  SIGHT OF WHAT THE REAL ISSUE IN  TERMS OF KEEPING THE AIRPORT VIABLE  FOR CURRENT TRAVELERS AND FOR FUTURE  TRAVELERS, AND IF YOU'RE NOT READY  FOR SUCCESS, SUCCESS IS NOT  GOING TO COME YOUR WAY. WE WANT  TO EXPAND. WE WANT OTHER AIRLINES  TO FIND US, THE PLACE TO COME. WE  DO BELIEVE THAT WE ARE BECOMING  MORE AND MORE ATTRACTIVE EVERY DAY.  BUT WHEN THEY COME, ONE OF THE  DECISIONS IS  CAN YOU HANDLE  US EFFICIENTLY. BE IT  HANDLING BAGGAGE, HANDLE TRAFFIC,  HANDLING PARKING, HANDLING THE PASSENGERS,  WE HAVE TO BE READY TO COMPETE.  I'M VERY PLEASED. I THINK THE AIRPORT  STAFF, BEHINDS SCENES, HAS MADE  SURE THAT VISION HAS STAYED TRUE.  SO WHILE ALL OTHER THINGS WERE HAPPENING  AROUND US, WE NEVER LOST SIGHT OF  WHAT WE HAD TO DO AT THE AIRPORT.  RICK AND KAREN WILL GO THROUGH THE  CHANGES THAT WE HAVE MADE TO SORT  OF GIVE YOU AN OVER VIEW. I THINK  YOU'LL FIND THIS INTERESTING. YOU'LL  SEE HOW YOU HAVE PUT IN PLACE THINGS  THAT WILL KEEP US COMPETITIVE AND  ATTRACTIVE FOR NEW AIRLINES AND  RETAIN THE AIRLINES WE HAVE. NEVER  EVER TAKE FOR  GRANTED THE AIRLINES YOU HAVE. THERE  ARE AIRPORTS THAT HAVE DONE THAT,  AND THEY ARE NO LONGER AIRPORTS.  THEY ARE WAREHOUSES NOW. BOTTOM  LINE IS YOU HAVE TO STAY COMPETITIVE  IN THE FIELD. THE OTHER  THING IS ONCE YOU GET PAST THIS,  ONE OF THE ISSUES I HAVE HAD, IN  THAT CHANGING OVER SOME OF THE DECOR,  A BECAUSE I WANT MORE OF A PROFESSIONAL  CORPORATE LOOK IF OUR AIRPORT, TOGETHER  WITH SOME EMPHASIS ON THE KIND OF  COMMUNITY WE ARE, WITH BEACHES AND  A GREAT ENVIRONMENT,  BUT A LITTLE MORE CORPORATE VIEW.  WE NEED TO HAVE A THEME, AND THAT  THEME HAS TO DO WITH COLORS AND  PRESENTATION OF MATERIALS. WITH  THAT, RICK WILL WALK IN. KAREN WILL  WALK YOU THROUGH WHAT WE HAVE  BEEN DOING, AND  WHERE WE'RE GOING.  

THANK YOU. RICK KARL, DIRECTOR  OF AVIATION. I'M HERE WITH KAREN  FEASTER, DIRECTOR OF AIRPORT SERVICES  AND STEVE  COOK,  OUR DIRECTOR OF BUSINESS DEVELOPMENT.  THERE HAS BEEN A LOT OF THINGS GOING  ON AT THE AIRPORT. OUR PRIMARY OBJECTIVE  IS TO  KEEP THE PASSENGERS SAFE AND SECURE  AND WE SEND A LOT OF  TIME AND MONEY AND THROUGHOUT THIS,  THIS IS THE HIGHEST PRIORITY. WE  DO NOT DRAW FROM TAX DOLLARS FOR  OUR OPERATIONS, SO WE HAVE  TO RUN  THE PLACE AS  A BUSINESS BUSINESS IS GOOD. AS  YOU SAW DURING THE LAST PRESENTATION.  OUR NUMBERS HAVE HAD  CONSISTENT MONTH OVER MONTH INCREASES  AND WE'RE UP AGAIN 5% LAST MONTH,  AND THAT DOES RELATE TO REVENUE.  AS WITH MORE PASSENGERS COMING THROUGH,  WE GET MORE RENTAL CAR REVENUE.  MORE PARKING REVENUE, MORE CONCESSION  REVENUE. IT'S A GOOD STORY AS WE  HAVE EXCEEDED THE RECOVERY AND BEATEN  THE TREND AS WE POINTED OUT  LAST TIME WITH OTHER SMALL NON-HUB  AIRPORTS THAT ARE NOT DOING AS WELL  AS WE HAVE BEEN. WE'RE POISED FOR  SUCCESS. THAT'S WHY WE WANT TO FOCUS  ON THE INFRASTRUCTURE THAT WE'RE  TALKING ABOUT. AS WE POINTED OUT  ALSO, AS YOU LOOK HISTORICALLY,  EVEN THOUGH WE'RE DOING WELL  OVER THE PAST 5 YEARS, THINGS  HAVE BEEN RUGGED BECAUSE OF 9/11,  GE LEFT, A LOT OF THINGS OUTSIDE  OUR CONTROL, SO WE DIVERSIFYING  OUR REVENUE PORTFOLIO IN AN AGGRESSIVE  WAY BY DEVELOPING THE REAL ESTATE.  WE ARE BRINGING FORWARD TO YOU ON  THE 20th OF NOVEMBER,  A STRATEGIC DEVELOPMENT PLAN.  

RICK, BACK  UP ONE SLIDE. IF  YOU LOOK AT 2006, THAT'S WHERE I  BECAME MANAGER, AND YOU CAN SEE  WHAT HAPPENS IN THE GIANT DOWNTURN  IN THE  ECONOMY IN 2007 THROUGH 2009 ON  WHY THE PREVIOUS COUNCIL WAS SO  CONCERNED ABOUT EXPENDITURES  AND WHILE WE REALLY REVAMPED OUR  BUSINESS PLAN ON HOW TO MAKE SURE  THAT WE HAD REVENUE FROM SUCH THINGS  AS RESTAURANTS AND THAT TO  HELP US OFFSET COSTS TO THE AIRPORT,  AND AT THE SAME TIME WE HAD THAT  CHALLENGE OF WATCHING OUR COSTS,  CUTTING BACK WHERE WE COULD, THE  DILEMMA THAT WE FACED IS WE CANNOT  LET THE AIRPORT LAG BEHIND OR IT  WILL NEVER CATCH UP, RECOVER OR  BE ATTRACTIVE. THE THINGS HE'S TELLING  YOU, YOU HAVE TO LOOK AT  WHAT'S GOING ON WITH THE REVENUE,  AND YOU CAN SEE THE AMOUNT OF AIRLINE  TRAFFIC AND THAT'S WHY I'M PROUD  OF THE STAFF, AND YOU CAN SEE WHY  THE OTHER COUNCIL WAS SO CONCERNED  WAS THE DROPOFF WAS DRAMATIC FROM  7 TO 9. AND THEN YOU  SAW WHAT HAPPENED AS IT STARTED  TO COME BACK. WHAT I'M PLEASED WITH,  WE NEVER LOST SIGHT THAT WE HAD  A FUTURE. BUT THAT  DROPOFF WAS DRAMATIC.  

IT WAS. TWO AIRLINES. WE LOST  TWO AIRLINES AND A LOT OF PRETTY  SCARY TIMES. TO PUT IT IN PERSPECTIVE  OVER THE PAST 24 YEARS, WE  HAVE BEEN AWARDED $162 MILLION IN  GRANTS, STATE AND FEDERAL  GRANTS. $162MILLION. WE CURRENTLY  HAVE $23 MILLION IN ACTIVE GRANTS.  SO KAREN AND HER TEAM  ARE OUT THERE DOING  THESE PROJECTS FROM APPLYING FOR  DEVELOPING THE JOINT, CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT  PLAN TO APPLYING FOR  THE GRANTS, TO PUTTING RFP'S OUT  IN THE STREET, TO DOING THE PROJECTS,  TO CLOSING OUT THE GRANTS. THIS  IS AN ENORMOUS PROCESS IN DOING  THESE GRANTS. AND AS YOU'LL SEE,  WE HAVE BEEN DOING THIS ALL ALONG,  EVEN THOUGH WE  HAVE BEEN IN A DOWNTURN. AS WE  GO FORWARD, WE POINTED OUT THAT  WE ARE MOVING FORWARD WITH  THE STRATEGIC DEVELOPMENT PLAN.  WE ARE BRINGING FORWARD  THE AWARD TO A PROPOSED CONSULTING  FIRM TO DEVELOP THE PLAN. WE'RE  NOT BRINGING A PLAN FORWARD, JUST  GETTING THE CONTRACT IN PLACE SO  THAT WE CAN DO AN  AWARD. WHAT I'M TRYING TO DO RIGHT  NOW IS JUST HIGHLIGHT SOME OF THE  ISSUES, SOME OF THE AREAS THAT I  HAVE TRIED TO ACCOMPLISH, AND WE  HAVE IN THE WORKS. THIS IS  BY NO MEANS, AN ALL  INCLUSIVE RISK. I WANTED TO HIGHLIGHT  THINGS, STARTING WITH THE FRONT  ENTRANCE STYLE. YOU CAN SEE THE  DIFFERENCE IN STYLE THAT WE HAVE  ACCOMPLISHED IN THE FRONT ENTRANCE  WITH THE INTERNATIONAL SPEEDWAY  BOULEVARD COALITION  MEMBERS LIKE THE SPEEDWAY AND SPEEDWAY,  AND EVERYBODY IS TAKING IT UP A  NOTCH. WE WANTED TO MOVE FORWARD  AND HAVE MORE OF A CORPORATE APPEARANCE  IN THE FRONT END IF  WE DID THAT A NUMBER OF YEARS AGO,  AND COMPLIMENTARY TO THE NEW  OUTBACK RESTAURANT, AND THE NEW  HOOLIGANS. THE FRONT ENTRANCE TABLE  IS SET AND READY  TO GO, AND THAT'S ALSO GENERATING  REVENUE. THIS COUNCIL INVESTED IN  THE FUTURE BY PUTTING IN THE  UCF INCUBATOR AND TEST BED. THIS  WAS UNDER CONSTRUCTION. IT  TOOK AN OLD UNDERUTILIZED STRUCTURE  AND INVESTMENT OF ABOUT A MILLION  AND A HALF  BY THIS COUNCIL. AND PUT IN ABOUT  $6 MILLION AND NOW WE  HAVE A VERY ROBUST  BUSINESS CENTER, AND THAT NEXT GEN  TEST BED, TOKES COME FROM ALL OVER  -- FOLKS COME FROM ALL OVERT COUNTRY,  ALL OVER THE WORLD TO DO TESTING  IN THE AVIATION. THE NEXT SLIDE  HERE, I WANTED TO BRING UP AND HIGHLIGHT.  THIS WAS A MATTER OF POLITICAL COURAGE  IN MY  VIEW. THERE WAS AN UNUSED AREA OF  BUFFER THAT  THROUGH A LOT OF  LEGAL WORK ON MR. DINNEEN, WE PUT  THIS PROPERTY BACK IN THE  AIRPORT LAYOUT PLAN, AND ALLOWED  TO TURN IT  FROM THIS BLANK, EMPTY, AREA,  TO A ROBUST, BEAUTIFUL FACILITY.  I MEAN, THIS IS SPECTACULAR. IF  YOU HAVEN'T BEEN OUT THERE  TO SEE WHAT  THIS FACILITY LOOKS LIKE,  IT'S SPECTACULAR. AMY RIDDLE IS  INVESTING $270 MILLION IN THEIR  INFRASTRUCTURE, AND WE ARE PROUD  TO BE A PARTNER WITH THEM  AS THEY MOVE FORWARD.  

WHEN THIS PROJECT HAPPENED, AND  I THINK THERE'S AT LEAST ONE OR  TWO COUNCIL MEMBERS WHO MAY HAVE  BEEN HERE. I'M NOT SURE. WHEN THIS  REALLY BECAME A HOT ISSUE  AND THE BOTTOM LINE  WAS THAT THIS BECAME A SERIOUS ISSUE.  NOT ONLY WAS THAT PROPERTY NOT UTILIZED  CORRECTLY, THEY FELT IT WAS A DETERRENT,  THERE WERE A LOT OF PEOPLE  ABUSING THE PROPERTY. THEY WERE  USING IT FOR NEFARIOUS ACTIVITY.  IT WAS A PROBLEM, AND IT  REALLY WASN'T GOOD FOR THE NEIGHBORS,  BUT WE HAD A STALEMATE ON THE WAY  THE PROPERTY WAS HANDLED AND  AN AGREEMENT. THE UNFORTUNATE PART  THAT DIDN'T MAKE SENSE WHEN THE  WORLD CHANGED. RIDDLE AT THE TIME  ALSO ONCE HAD HAD REALLY RETHOUGHT  ABOUT WHAT THEIR FUTURE IS GOING  TO BE, ESPECIALLY AFTER THE BIG  TORNADO HIT THEM. AND THEY LOOKED,  CAN WE USE THIS PROPERTY,  ESPECIALLY TO EXPAND OUR ATHLETIC  FACILITIES BECAUSE WE BELIEVE THAT  WE NEED THAT TO BE FOR OUR UNIVERSITY  TO BE HERE. THERE ACTUALLY WAS DISCUSSION  AT FIRST THE CITY OF DAYTONA BEACH  WAS THE ONE THAT ACTUALLY CONTROLLED  THIS PROPERTY. AND THE CITY OF  DAYTONA BEACH WOULD NOT ACCOMMODATE  THEIR PLANS. WHEN THEY WERE LOOKING  AT PUTTING THEIR HEADQUARTERS THERE  FOR THE SCHOOL, THERE WAS ACTUAL  TALK OF MOVING IT TO PRESCOTT. BECAUSE  THEY BELIEVED THAT THEY HAD RUN  INTO A BRICK WALL AND THAT IF WE  DIDN'T SEE, IF PEOPLE DIDN'T SEE  THE VALUE OF THE FUTURE, THEN MAYBE  THEY'RE IN THE WRONG PLACE. WELL,  WE JUMPED RIGHT ON THAT, MY COUNCIL  DID, AND SAID, YOU'RE IN THE RIGHT  CITY, YOU'RE IN THE RIGHT COMMUNITY,  AND SO WE WORKED OUT THIS AGREEMENT,  THE CITY OF DAYTONA BEACH TRANSFERRED  THE RESPONSIBILITY FOR THIS PROPERTY  TO US. I WORKED THAT DEAL OUT, AND  THEN WE MADE THE PLAN TO WORK  WITH THE NEIGHBORHOOD AND WORK WITH  RIDDLE. I'M REALLY PROUD OF THIS.  I THINK THAT RIDDLE FEELS THAT THIS  WAS A REAL CONCESSION TO SAY YOU'RE  IMPORTANT TO US AND WE WANT YOU  TO STAY FOR THE FUTURE. I BELIEVE  THAT THIS WILL PAY BACK A RETURN  ON INVESTMENT WILL  BE IN SPADES ON THIS. AAPPLAUD EVERYBODY  -- APPLAUD EVERYBODY THAT HAD THE  COURAGE TO WORK ON THIS, AND MAKE  SURE WE GOT IT DONE.  

THANK YOU MR. DINNEEN. THE NEXT  SLIDE SHOW SHOWS A PRIMITIVE SERVICE  ROAD. THIS IS A VERY  IMPORTANT PROJECT FOR SAFETY. IT  WAS AN $11 MILLION PROJECT. TOOK  SIX YEARS BECAUSE OF VARIOUS PHASES,  BUT IT'S ABOUT 7.2  MILES. WHAT THIS DOES IS IT ALLOWS  FOR SERVICE VEHICLES TO TRAVERSE  THE PROPERTY WITHOUT CROSSING ACTIVE  RUNWAYS OR TAXI WAYS, VERY IMPORTANT  SAFETY FEATURE AND ALLOWS SAFETY  PATROLS AND KEEP THE PLACE SECURE.  THIS IS AN IMPORTANT PROJECT WE  INVESTED IN OVER THE YEARS. IT GOES  HAND IN HAND WITH THE NEW SECURITY  SYSTEM THAT, AGAIN, THAT TOOK 8  YEARS TO DEVELOP. WE HAVE OVER 300  CAMERAS. IT WAS 100% FUNDED  BY THE FLORIDA DEPARTMENT  OF TRANSPORTATION. AND YOU CAN SEE  THAT, I MEAN, WE HAVE IRISH SCANNERS,  STATE OF THE ART, WE HAVE GONE ABOVE  AND BEYOND IN TRYING TO PROTECT  THE AIRFIELD, WHICH IS REALLY ACTUALLY  A NATIONAL PROBLEM THAT TSA IS HAVING  WITH PEOPLE CLIMBING FENCES AND  TRYING TO BOARD AIRPLANES, NOT SO  MUCH FOR TERRORISM BUT MORE ON A  PROBLEM WITH THE AIRLINES. WE HAVE  GONE ABOVE AND BEYOND  THAT WITH THESE CAMERAS. WE HAVE  EXCEEDED, REQUIRED TO HAVE A 6-FOOT  FENCE. WE HAVE 7-FOOT FENCE, WRAPPED  NEW, ALL THE WAY AROUND. STATE  OF THE ART. WE'RE TRYING TO TWEAK  IT AND IMPROVE IT AT THIS TIME.  

THIS IS ONE OF THE THINGS THAT  RICK'S WORKING ON. THIS HAS BECOME  A SERIOUS PROBLEM AT A LOT OF AIRPORTS  AND I HAVE MADE CLEAR TO RICK, I  WANT US TO BE ONE OF  THE ONES THAT THE FAA SAYS IS THE  MODEL FOR MAKING SURE WE'RE SECURE  AND WE'RE SAFE. IT HAS BECOME A  BIG ISSUE A LOT OF PLACES AND A  LOT OF AIRPORTS ARE FINDING THEIR  SECURITY IS NOT VERY GOOD, AND THIS  IS A HIGH PRIORITY TO ME THAT WE  BE CONSIDERED ALWAYS SAFE AND PROTECTED.  

AND SO THAT END  AND TO SPEAK  TO RIDDLE. WE HAVE  WORKED WITH THEM ON THEIR AUTONOMOUS  VEHICLES ON VARIOUS LEVELS AND ONE  WAS A GROUND VEHICLE, IT'S  THE ONLY AUTONOMOUS GROUND VEHICLE  TESTED ON A PUBLIC  AIRPORT FOR PERIMETER SCANNING SECURITY.  AND IT MADE NATIONAL AND WORLDWIDE  HEADLINES AND WE'RE GOING TO MEET  AGAIN WITH TSA TO TALK ABOUT THE  USE OF AUTONOMOUS VEHICLES FOR SECURITY  SO IT'S A  VERY IMPORTANT PARTNERSHIP THAT  WE HAVE. OF COURSE, YOU ALL REMEMBER  THE RUNWAY, THAT  WAS A  HUGE UNDERTAKING. THAT WAS IN 2011.  THAT WAS $17 MILLION PROJECT THAT  WAS 95% FUNDED. YOU CAN SEE  TO THE LEFT, THAT'S THE  15-INCH CONCRETE KEEL THAT WAS MONOLITHIC  PORE BECAUSE THAT, AND YOU CAN SEE  ON THE RIGHT, THE WHITE STRIPE IN  THE MIDDLE IS THAT CONCRETE KEEL.  THAT'S WHERE 95% OF THE TRAFFIC  LANDS. THAT WAS DONE HAND IN HAND  WITH THE  INSTRUMENT LANDING SYSTEM, WHICH  AIDS AIRCRAFT IN INCLEMENT WEATHER.  THIS GIVES US DUAL ILS FROM BOTH  APPROACHES AND IT'S VERY IMPORTANT  AS WE RECRUIT AIRLINES AS  MR. DINNEEN POINTED OUT. THIS IS  OUR CURRENT  FIRE STATION, 1970s VINTAGE. IT  DOES NOT MEET SPECS REQUIRED BY  FAA PART 139,  AND  SO WE HAVE RETAINED CHINKLE SCHULTZ,  AS YOU RECALL DID AN EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT  CENTER AND WE WERE ALSO ENGAGED  TO DO THE INTERIOR DESIGNING  WORK AT THE AIRPORT. THAT WE'RE  GOING TO BE DOING THAT WE'LL  TALK  ABOUT IN JUST A MINUTE. INFRASTRUCTURE  IS VITAL. THIS IS ANOTHER IMPORTANT  PROJECT THAT'S IN DESIGN. WE HOPE  TO GET FUNDING FOR THIS. THIS  IS TAXI WAY NOVEMBER. THIS RUNS  PARALLEL TO THE MAIN CARRIER RUNWAY.  IT'S ABSOLUTELY IN BAD SHAPE, AND  IT NEEDS TO BE RENOVATED. THIS IS  PROBABLY IN THE  MAGNITUDE OF 17, $18 MILLION PROJECT.  AGAIN, 95% FUNDING FOR STATE AND  FEDERAL GOVERNMENT. WE HAVE TO DO  SOME FOR RESERVE. THIS IS ESSENTIAL  TO KEEP THE DOORS OPEN. THE PUBLIC  DOESN'T SEE THIS. THIS IS SOMETHING  WE CONTINUE TO DO.  

AND THIS IS A WEAK POINT. THIS  IS THE WEAK POINT, IF I'M  NOT MISTAKEN, IN BAD STORMS. FOR  EXAMPLE WHEN WE GOT THE 8 INCHES  IN 24 HOURS, THIS AREA  IS LOW ENOUGH. IT NEEDS TO BE RAISED.  NO WAY TO KEEP WATER OFF IT. WATER  AND LANDING AIRPLANES IS NOT A GOOD  COMBINATION. IN THIS CASE IT'S ONLY  THE TAXIWAY, BUT YOU HAVE TO HAVE  IT FREE OF WATER. IF WE'RE GOING  TO HAVE A FUTURE, THESE THINGS NEED  TO BE DONE. THAT IS NUMBER ONE PRIORITY.  

AND THERE'S A LOT OF  INFRASTRUCTURE OUT AT THE AIRFIELD,  GOING BACK TO THE 1940s, THERE'S  PIPES THAT NEED TO BE REHABILITATED  AS WELL. THERE'S A LOT OF THINGS  FIND THE SCENES AND THE TERMINAL  ITSELF THAT ARE VERY IMPORTANT.  WE HOPE TO INSTALL A GENERATOR.  WE HAVE A GENERATOR  UNITS EXISTING FOR  PORTIONS OF THE AIRPORT  BUT NOT FOR THE  ENTIRE FACILITY, AND  THE AIRPORT TERMINAL IS A CRITICAL  FACILITY. WE GOT 50% GRANT MONEY  FOR THAT, AND IN AIR HANDLERS WHICH  ARE 22 YEARS OLD AND NEED TO  BE REPLACED. GETTING GRANT MONEY  TO DO THESE PROJECTS IS IMPORTANT.  AS WAS THE ROOF, WHICH  USED TO  LEAK LIKE A SIEVE. WE ARE IN PHASE  3 RIGHT NOW, AND HAVE  A 4 PHASE. THIS IS A $2.8 MILLION  PROJECT. AGAIN, RECEIVE GRANT MONEY  TO ASSIST WITH THIS. VERY IMPORTANT  PROJECT. TOOK A LOT OF EFFORT, AND  I HAVE TO SHOUT OUT RIGHT HERE,  I TELL YOU  THAT THE COUNTY ENGINEERING HAS  BEEN WE COULD NOT DO THIS  WITHOUT JERRY BRITAIN'S JOB. THEIR  ENGINEERING TEAM, WHICH COMES TO  ASPHALT, ROOF, ANY OF THESE THINGS.  THEY STEP UP GARY MORTON FROM THE  PROJECT SIDE TO LAURA  LASER. AND TODD, THE WHOLE TEAM  IS RIGHT THERE WITH US. THIS  IS VERY IMPORTANT FOR US. MR. DINNEEN  TALKED ABOUT THE BAGGAGE SYSTEM,  WE HAVE JUST A REPLACED OUR  OLD INLINE BAGGAGE SYSTEM AND EXPANDED  THIS TREMENDOUSLY. THIS IS, WE HAD  ONE EXPLOSIVE DETECTION SYSTEM UNIT.  NOW WE HAVE THREE. THESE ARE MULTI-MILLION  DOLLARS UNITS THAT ARE OWNED BY  THE TSA. WE OWNED THE REST OF THE  FACILITY, AND THE TSA GAVE A US  A $7 MILLION GRANT THAT WE  ARE ABLE TO INSTALL. WE CAN HANDLE  66 BAGS PER HOUR, VERY IMPORTANT  IN RECRUITING AIRLINES.  

THIS IS THE KIND OF STUFF. THEY'RE  INTERESTED IN OBVIOUSLY, THINGS  THAT ARE OBVIOUS TO ALL OUT  OF US, LIKE THE TAXIWAYS, WHEN YOU'RE  RECRUITING AIRLINES, WHEN YOU HAVE  PASSENGERS, THEY WANT TO KNOW BECAUSE  THEY GET CHOICES FROM AIRLINE BECAUSE  THEY DON'T HAVE PLANES. NOW THEY'RE  PICKY WHERE THEY PUT PLANES, AND  THEY WANT TO KNOW CAN YOU HANDLE  THE BAGGAGE. THIS IS THE POINT OF  BEING READY FOR SUCCESS AND WITHOUT  THESE THINGS, MY OPINION THAT WE  HAVE DONE IN THE LAST 8 YEARS, WE  WOULD NOT BE  READY FOR SUCK SUCCESS.  

THANK YOU, AND AGAIN, THESE ARE  SAMPLES OF THINGS WE'RE DOING. THERE'S  A LOT OF INFRASTRUCTURE THAT WE'RE  CONSTANTLY DOING AND MAINTAINING.  WE LIKE TO TURN NOW TO THE INTERIOR,  THE PUBLIC SIDE OF THE BUILDING,  THE PARKING IMPROVEMENTS ARE COMING.  WHEN WE TALK ABOUT THE PARKING  PROJECT, THIS INCLUDES NEW WAY  FINDING SIGNS. THESE SIGNS ARE OBVIOUSLY  OUTDATED AND WHAT WE HAVE DONE IS  WE NEED TO REHABILITATE A HANDFUL  OF THEM, AND I APPRECIATE THE PUBLIC'S  UNDERSTANDING AS WE GO THROUGH THE  CONSTRUCTION PROCESS. THESE SIGNS,  THERE'S A LOT OF THEM, VERY BIG  AND IT'S GOING TO TAKE A  WHILE TO GET THEM DONE. THEY WILL  BE FOLLOWING A NEW DESIGN CONSISTENT  WITH THE REST OF  THE TERMINAL THAT WE DESIGNED. IT  WILL INCLUDE CANOPIES AND PARKING  LOT PAVEMENT AND  UPGRADE TO THE LIGHTING. WE WILL  HAVE A RFP OUT IN  THE FUTURE FOR A NEW VENDER THAT  WILL INCLUDE THE NEW TICKET DISPENSERS  AND UPGRADE THE ENTIRE PARKING FACILITY.  THIS IS VERY IMPORTANT BECAUSE  OUR PARKING RATES ARE COMPETITIVE.  IT'S ONE OF OUR THINGS THAT  WE MARKET AND SETS US APART. THE  OLD NEWS GIFT, WHEN I TOOK THE JOB  HERE, IT WAS DEPRESSING TO SEE THIS  RIGHT AT THE DOWNTURN. WHAT WE DID  IS WE DIDN'T HAVE THE TRAFFIC TO  GENERATE ANOTHER NEWS GIFT OUT ON  THE CONCOURSE WHICH IS WHERE THIS  IS. WE PARTNERED WITH THE DIVISION  OF ACADEMIC DEVELOPMENT TO CREATE  A BUSINESS CENTER. THIS IS THE BEGINNING  WHERE WE STARTED TO TURN THINGS  EXPANDER CREATE A DIFFERENT LOOK.  IT HAS A VERY CRISP LOOK WITH WORKSTATIONS,  VERY MODERN FACILITY. YOU CAN GO  IN THERE AND  GET SOME WORK DONE. WE HAVE THE  DISPLAY IN THERE SO YOU CAN KEEP  TRACK OF THE FLIGHTS. THIS IS REALLY  THE VERY BEGINNING.  

ONE SECOND. ALSO, I'VE GOTTEN  COMMENTS FROM A LOT OF THE COMPANIES  AROUND HERE THAT DO APPRECIATE THAT  WE PUT THAT IN. BECAUSE A  LOT OF CASES WHERE YOU HAVE TOURIST  POPULATION COME, ESPECIALLY, NOW  THAT YOU HAVE MORE PEOPLE IN THE  TERMINAL, I HAVE HAD BUSINESS PEOPLE  TELL ME, THAT WORKED OUT BECAUSE  THERE'S A SEPARATION BETWEEN THEM  AND SOME OF THE OTARIES WITH KIDS  AND STUFF. WHICH IS -- OF THE TOURISTS  WITH KIDS, AND STUFF. WHICH IS GOOD,  BUT PEOPLE WANT TO BE THERE IN TIME  FOR THEIR FLIGHT. WE'RE GETTING  POSITIVE FEED BACK. WE'RE TRYING  TO MAKE THIS TRANSITION THAT WE'RE  BOTH CORPORATE AND TOURIST AIRPORT.  

THIS IS A VERY POPULAR AMENITY.  IT GIVES US THE OPPORTUNITY  TO SHOWCASE ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT  INFORMATION  AS WELL IN THE  AREA. WE DID GET A NEWS  GIFT VENDER AND THEY INVESTED  $200,000 INITIALLY IN THE GIFT SHOP.  AND BY PUTTING THE GIFT SHOP FROM  ITS OLD LOCATION OUT ON TO THE  CONCOURSE, AS EVERYBODY ELSE IS  DOING IN POST 9/11,  THE REVENUE WENT  UP 71%. DRAMATIC INCREASE IN REVENUE.  A DRAMATIC INCREASE. A SMALLER SPACE,  MUCH MORE REVENUE. WE ANTICIPATE  THIS WILL BE VERY SUCCESSFUL, EVEN  THOUGH IT'S A SMALLER SPACE. THE  SAME VENDER IS GOING TO RENOVATE,  HAS TAKEN OVER THE RESTAURANT. AND  THEY ARE GOING TO  BE SPENDING $200,000 FOR THREE LOCATIONS.  THIS IS RIGHT AT THE ESCALATOR.  THERE'S ALSO THE BAR NEXT TO THAT  AND THEN OUT  ON THE CONCOURSE. THESE ARE ARE  RENDERINGS OF WHAT THE PLACE WILL  LOOK LIKE. THEY'RE UNDER CONSTRUCTION  RIGHT NOW, THIS  IS BY THE ESCALATOR,  THIS  IS OUT IN THE CONCOURSE. IT'S BEAUTIFUL,  REALLY VERY NICE. WELCOME ANY OF  YOU TO COME BY AND SEE  IT. STATE OF THE ART, VERY NICE  APPEARANCE. THE REST OF THE AREA  WILL BE FINISHED PROBABLY EARLY  NEXT YEAR.  

PART OF THIS, OBVIOUSLY, THIS  IS THE PART, AND YOU HAVE TO DEAL  WITH WHAT THE REALITY IS. THESE  PEOPLE HAVE TO MAKE A LIVING, AND  THEY WEREN'T GETTING THE TRAFFIC  BECAUSE PEOPLE WANT TO GET THROUGH  TO THEIR AIRLINE TO WAIT. THESE  ARE FOR PEOPLE  WAITING FOR OTHER  PEOPLE. THIRD-DEGREE REALLY GOTTEN  -- THIRD-DEGREE THIS HAD REALLY  GOTTEN WORN. THIS NEEDS CHANGE DRAMATICALLY.  THIS WILL BE A  NICE CHANGE. A GOOD INVESTMENT BY  THEM. THEY'RE TAKING A GAMBLE. WE  NEED THAT AMENITY FOR PEOPLE ON  THE OTHER SIDE OF THE TO GET IF  YOU WANT TO BE CONSIDERED AN AIRPORT  PEOPLE FIND FRIENDLY AND USABLE  WAITING FOR PEOPLE TO FLY IN AND  PEOPLE FLYING IN AND OUT. I THINK  THIS WILL BE A NICE EDITION. THIS  WILL START TO GO WITH, FOR EXAMPLE,  ALL THE OLD FURNITURE YOU SEE OUT  THERE ON THE CARPET AND EVERYTHING,  THAT'S GOING. THAT'S REALLY OUTDATED  AND SO THIS IS ALL PART OF THE CHANGE  WE WANT  TO MAKE.  

THEY'RE MAKING AN $800,000 INVESTMENT  INITIALLY, AND THE  STYLE IS MODERN, COMPLIMENTARY,  WITH WHAT WE'RE DOING TO  THE REST OF THE AIRPORT CONCOURSE  AND TERMINAL BUILDING. AS YOU CAN  SEE, THIS IS AN EXAMPLE WHERE WE  HAVE GOTTEN STARTED. THIS IS  THE AREA BY THE ELEVATOR, BEFORE  WE DID THE RENOVATION  AND WITH THE NEW LOOK, THIS IS PROXY  FLOORING WE'RE MOVING TO, AND YOU  CAN TELL, IF YOU COMPARE  THE  TWO, IT'S NO COMPARISON. WE'RE USING  MODERN, NOT  ONLY A  MODERN LOOK, BUT MODERN EQUIPMENT.  AND HERE'S THE RESTROOMS, AS THEY  ARE NOW. THIS IS THE DOWNSTAIRS  RESTROOM BY THE  DELTA AREA.  

ACTUALLY, BACK UP. BELIEVE IT  OR NOT, THIS IS ONE OF THE AREAS  I GET A LOT OF COMPLAINTS  ABOUT. THEY THINK THE RESTROOMS  ARE OUTDATED. THEY THINK THEY'RE  GRUNGY, EASTBOUND WHEN WE TRY --  EVEN WHEN WE TRY TO KEEP IT  CLEAN. THERE'S A POINT AT WHICH  IT DOESN'T GET CLEAN LIKE IT USED  TO, AND IT'S DATED LOOKING, THIS  IS THE KEY TO MAKING IT LOOK NICER.  

THIS IS A PICTURE OF THE ONE  RENOVATED RESTROOM  THAT WE  JUST COMPLETED. IT'S GOT APOXY FLOORING,  BRUSHED ALUMINUM STALLS AND SOLID  SURFACES ON THE SINKS. IT'S STATE  OF THE ART. EASY TO MAINTAIN. WE  HOPE TO CONTINUE THIS THROUGHOUT  THE REST OF THE TERMINAL BUILDING  AND  DO ALL THE RESTROOMS. WE'RE TRYING  TO BUDGET THIS AS WE GO FORWARD,  AND ACCOMPLISH THIS IN  A FISCALLY RESPONSIBLE MANNER. AS  I SAID, WE HAVE  ENGAGED THE SHINGLE SCHULTZ AS THE  ARCHITECTURE FOR THE INTERIOR WORK.  WE'RE GOING TO BE TAKING A LOOK  AT HOW WE TAKE THIS  LOOK AND EXPAND IT  THROUGHOUT CARPETING PAINT, WALL  COVERINGS, SO FORTH SO WE'LL BE  BRINGING THIS BACK TO YOU IN  THE COMING MONTHS, HOPEFULLY EARLIER  NEXT YEAR. WE'LL BE ABLE TO MAKE  HEAD WAY AND  HAVE A DESIGN PORTFOLIO FOR YOU.  ONE THING, AS MR. DINNEEN POINTED  OUT DURING THE LAST MEETING, THE  DISCUSSION ABOUT, YOU KNOW, AIRPORT  AUTHORITY VERSUS COUNTY  GOVERNMENT OR  CITY GOVERNMENT, OPERATING, THE  AUTHORITY CONCEPT WORKS  AND THERE'S ARGUMENTS ABOUT THAT,  BUT WHERE GOVERNMENT OPERATED FACILITIES  WORK IS WHERE THE SENIOR MANAGEMENT  IS CONNECTED. AND I HAVE TO TELL  YOU MR. DINNEEN IS DIALED  INTO THE AIRPORT. HE RAN THE AIRPORT  BEFORE. WE WORKED VERY CLOSELY TOGETHER.  AND HAVING THAT LEADERSHIP IS  VERY IMPORTANT TO ME. IT GIVES US  THE COVER WITH ALL THE  DEPARTMENTS THAT WE REQUIRE FROM  PURCHASING, HR, EVERYTHING, WE GET  VERY VERY HIGH LEVEL TREATMENT AND  SUPPORT FOR THE COUNTY MANAGER,  AND I THINK THAT MAKES A DIFFERENCE,  AND THAT'S WHAT MAKES A SUCCESSFUL  AIRPORT, HAVING THE SUPPORT OF THE  COUNCIL AND THE SENIOR MANAGEMENT,  SO THANK YOU  MR. DINNEEN. IF THERE'S ANY  QUESTIONS, WE'D  LIKE TO.  

MS. NORTHEY?  

THANK YOU. WHAT DID  YOU CALL THAT  FLOORING? APOXY?  

IT'S APOXY FLOORING.  

REMINDED ME OF  OLD TARAZO IN MIAMI, WHICH WAS  VERY DURABLE.  

I MEAN  THE NEW STUFF. JUST A  COUPLE QUESTIONS. ON THE SIGNAGE  ISSUE, THE WAY FAIRING SIGNAGE,  WHEN YOU LEAVE THE AIRPORT, I HAVE  HAD  HAD HAD A COUPLE COMMENTS ABOUT  IT'S DECLINING AND DIFFICULT TO  FOLLOW WHERE PEOPLE ARE SUPPOSED  TO GO. I KNOW YOU SAID YOU'RE REPLACING  THAT. YOU DON'T HAVE A TIME LINE  ON THAT.  

THE OVER ALL PROJECT IS IN DESIGN  RIGHT NOW. THIS IS GOING TO TAKE  A YEAR TO DO THE DESIGN WORK  BECAUSE IT WILL HAVE A NEW  LOOK. IT'S GOING TO HAVE A NEW FONT,  NEW COLOR, MAYBE, IT'S GOING TO  BE CONSISTENT WITH THE REST OF THE  TERMINAL LAYOUT. IN THE SHORT-TERM,  WHAT WE HAVE DONE, THERE'S A HANDFUL,  WE HAVE TAKEN THE WORST, I THINK  THERE'S 17, 15, AND WE  HAVE REDONE THOSE. SO IN THE PAST  WEEK OR SO, PEOPLE MAY HAVE SEEN  THEM COMING DOWN, AND BEING RENOVATED.  SO WE'RE TRYING TO DO A PATCH WORK  ON THE SHORT-TERM WITH A LONG-TERM  OVER ALL.  

HERE'S WHAT HAPPENED. I WANT  THIS TO MOVE ALONG. I'VE HAD THE  SAME CONCERNS. AND I'VE  TALKED TO THE STAFF. I HAVE AGREED,  THEY BELIEVE THERE ARE KEY SIGNS,  TEMPORARILY YOU COULDN'T READ THEM.  

THAT'S WHAT WAS SAID TO ME. WE  HAD TO DO  THAT SO YOU COULD READ THE SIGN.  THE FUTURE IS A MORE COMPREHENSIVE  VIEW, WHICH IS WHAT THE COUNCIL  WITH MYSELF AND THE STAFF WILL BE  WORKING ON IN THE NEXT YEAR,  WHICH IS WE'LL LOOK AT DESIGN. WE'RE  GOING TO LOOK AT MESSAGE, BECAUSE  I THINK SOME OF THE MESSAGE MAY  HAVE CHANGED, ESPECIALLY IF  WE DO THINGS, LIKE ONE DAYTONA IS  UP. WHERE THEY'RE LOCATED, HOW THEY  LOOK, WHAT THE COLORS ARE AND WHAT  WE'RE GOING TO DO IS TO HELP KAREN  WHO'S TRYING TO MAKE THIS ALL WORK,  AND IN FACT, ONE OF THE THINGS THAT  YOU DIDN'T MENTION IF I'M NOT  MISTAKEN IS THE NEW RESTAURANT THAT'S  GOING IN ON THE OTHER SIDE, WHICH  IS ALREADY UNDER CONSTRUCTION.  

THE CONCOURSE. IT'S ALMOST FINISHED.  

THE ONES THEY TALKED TO YOU,  THE ONES YOU  SAW PICTURES OF WAS THE ONE IN  THE NONSECURE AREA, BUT THE ONE  IN THE SECURE AREA  IS REALLY GOING  TO BE NICE. I MEAN, IT'S VERY HIGH  QUALITY. I WAS IMPRESSED BY THE  MATERIALS THEY WANT TO USE, AND  THE COLORS WOULD FIT OUR CORPORATE  TYPE LOOK. I THINK PEOPLE WILL BE  SHOCKED AT HOW NICE THAT WILL BE.  A BEAUTIFUL VIEW OF THE AIRPORT,  AND A NICE RESTAURANT RIGHT THERE  IN THE AIRPORT. WHAT I HAVE ASKED  RICK TO DO AND KAREN TO DO IS WE  HAVE DECIDED BASED ON WHO'S ON BOARD  WITH US NOW IS TO USE SCHULTZ  TO GIVE US, I NEED SOMEBODY  TO HELP MAKE SURE WE COORDINATE  ALL THE CHANGES SO THERE'S A UNIFORMITY  WHEN WE GET INTO CARPET AND  EVERYTHING, ALL THE PAINT. WHEN  WE MOVE STUFF AROUND, EVEN WHERE  WE LOCATE THINGS. THAT PLAN WILL  BE PUT TOGETHER THIS NEXT YEAR,  TOGETHER WITH, AND WE'LL BE ABLE  TO GIVE AN UPDATE, WHEN WE'LL BE  ABLE TO DO THE CERTAIN ELEMENTS.  I THINK AS YOU CAN SEE HERE, EVEN  WHEN WE HAD THE DROP, AND WE HAD  TO DEAL WITH THE REALITY OF WHERE  OUR INCOME WAS, WE DIDN'T LOSE FOCUS  ON WHERE WE WANT TO BE. AND NOW  IS THE TIME, I THINK TO CAPITALIZE  ON THAT. I HAVE TALKED TO  A NUMBER OF OUR BUSINESS PARTNERS,  ESPECIALLY ON TEAM VOLUSHIA, AND  THEY ARE STARTING TO USE OUR AIRPORT  A LITTLE MORE. BOY, IF WE EVER GET  AN AIRLINE DIRECT TO NEW YORK OR  WHATEVER, THEY'LL USE A LOT MORE.  THEY LIKED, FOR EXAMPLE, THE BUSINESS  CENTER. I HAVE TALKED TO PEOPLE.  I THINK PEOPLE THINK IT'S A NICE  AIRPORT. IT'S CUTE, IT'S GETTING  DATED. AND SO THIS IS ALL PART OF  SHOWING THAT WE'RE THE KIND OF AIRPORT  THAT'S READY FOR SUCCESS. AND THE  PLAN WE'LL BE PUTTING TOGETHER NEXT  YEAR, YOU'LL BE ABLE TO LOOK THE  PIECES AND PARTS AND WE'LL HAVE  A PLAN THAT WILL ONCE AND  FOR ALL DO AN OVERVIEW OF UPGRADING  US ON THE IDEA OF WHAT PEOPLE WILL  SEE. THERE'S ANOTHER ELEMENT TO  THIS THAT I HAVE TALKED  TO RICK ABOUT AND TO DAN. WE  ALWAYS NEED TO MAKE SURE  WE HAVE ADEQUATE REVENUE, AND SO  AS RICK SAID, PARKING  IS IMPORTANT. THAT'S ONE OF THE  KEYS, OTHER AIRPORTERS WHAT THEY  CHARGE YOU WITH PARKING AND DRIVING  DOWN TO ORLANDO OR WHATEVER, IT'S  VERY EXPENSIVE. WE HAVE TO MAKE  SURE WE HAVE PARKING THAT'S QUALITY  THAT PEOPLE WITH GET IN AND OUT  BUT ALSO IS REALLY AFFORDABLE. I  THINK IT'S PART  OF OUR HOOK FOR PEOPLE. THE OTHER  THING THAT'S REALLY IMPORTANT TO  ME REVENUE WISE IS WE HAVE  SPACES IN THE AIRPORT THAT  WE NEED TO RENT. WE HAVE SOME REALLY  GOOD SPACES THAT NONE OF YOU  KNOW ABOUT. THEY'RE IN CORNERS,  IN PLACES THAT COULD MAKE GOOD OFFICE  SPACE FOR PEOPLE, THAT WORK WELL.  THAT DON'T HAVE TO GO THROUGH SECURITY.  WE'RE GOING TO NEED TO GET SOMEONE,  I HAVE TALKED TO RICK AND DAN ABOUT  THIS, HOW WE DO THIS. I NEED TO  GET A PROFESSIONAL FIRM THAT CAN  MARKET THAT TO THE RIGHT CUSTOMER.  FOR EXAMPLE, WE HAVE SOME SPACES  THAT WOULD BE WONDERFUL FOR  REAL ESTATE OFFICES OR LAWYERS THAT  ARE REALLY NICE  SPACE THAT WE NO LONGER NEED. THERE  ARE LEFTOVER FROM OTHER DAYS, PIECES  OF OFFICES YOU DON'T NEED. NOW THAT  THE ECONOMY IS CHANGING, THIS IS  A GOOD PLACE TO LOCATE OFFICES LIKE  THAT BECAUSE WE HAVE PARKING, WE'RE  IN THE MIDDLE OF THE COUNTY, IT'S  NOW GOING TO BE A QUALITY PLACE  TO BE. THERE WILL BE A RESTAURANT  IN IT. THERE'S OPPORTUNITIES FOR  PEOPLE TO USE THAT SPACE. WE HAVE  A LOT OF SPACE, THOUGH, THAT IF  WE CAN BRING IN DECENT RENT, MAKE  A BIG DIFFERENCE. THAT'S GOING TO  BE A PUSH. I'M NOT SATISFIED WITH  THE FACT THAT WE HAVE  SPACES THAT ARE EMPTY THAT WE NO  LONGER NEED OR THE TSA NO LONGER  NEEDS THAT HAVE REAL OPPORTUNITY  TO BE RENTED. I'M GOING TO LOOK  AT A UNIQUE WAY OF RENTING  THOSE. THOSE ARE ONES THAT NEED  TO FIND SOMEONE WHO MARKETS SPACE  AND CAN FIND  US THE RIGHT CUSTOMER THAT FITS  OUR MISSION OUT THERE AND DOESN'T  INTERFERE, MAKES SENSE IN AN AIRPORT.  THERE ARE A LOT OF PROFESSIONAL  OFFICES THAT COULD GO IN SOME THAT  SPACE, AND THAT COULD MAKE A BIG  REVENUE SOURCE FOR US. AND HAVING  BUSINESSES LIKE THAT IN THERE THEN  HELP SUPPORT THE RESTAURANTS AND  THINGS THAT YOU HAVE IN THE AIRPORT.  SO THAT'S A WHOLE OTHER ANKLE THAT  I WANT TO GO AFTER BECAUSE I DO  BELIEVE THAT WE NEED TO GET  ON THAT PATH.  

WELL, WHEN WE'RE LOOKING AT THAT,  I WOULD AND A  COUPLE OF THINGS, ONE, WE HAVE SOME  REALLY GOOD ART WORK, FROM ART AND  PUBLIC PLACES PROGRAM, AND I WOULD  LIKE TO KNOW HOW THAT'S GOING TO  BE HANDLED IF WE'RE TALKING ABOUT  CHANGING OUT STUFF, I HOPE WE'RE  NOT INCLUDING MOVING THAT.  

THE QUESTION FOR THE COUNCIL  IS WE WILL HAVE TO REMOVE ART IN  TERMS OF DOING  WORK.  

I UNDERSTAND THAT.  

AND THE QUESTION WILL BE,  DO WE REINSTALL IT THERE, INSTALL  IT SOMEWHERE ELSE, DO WE CHANGE  IT OUT, PUT NEW ART THERE THAT'S  IN KEEPING WITH THE DESIGN. THAT  WILL BE UP TO THE COUNCIL. WE'LL  GIVE YOU THOSE OPTIONS. THAT ART  IS NOT GOING TO DISAPPEAR, BUT WE  MAY DECIDE TO RE-PURPOSE IT.  

THE PIECE  IN THE  FRONT OF THE BUILDING DISAPPEARED.  I WAS NOT A FAN ANYWAY WAY, IT WAS  A MOBILE PIECE THAT STOOD OUT AT  THE ENTRANCE. I HAVE NO IDEA WHERE  THAT ENDED UP.  

THAT'S PROBABLY BEFORE MY TIME.  

YOU'LL KNOW IT WHEN YOU SEE IT.  

I'M TALKING THE STUFF INSIDE.  

THAT'S REALLY WHAT MY CONCERN  IS.  

YOUR CONCERN IS WELL PLACED.  WE KNOW THAT WE HAVE TO MOVE SOME  OF IT TO MAKE SOME CHANGES AND EVEN  PAINT, THINGS LIKE THAT. MY QUESTION  WOULD BE, YOU KNOW, WE MAY WANT  TO RE-PURPOSE IT TO ANOTHER BUILDING.  WE MAY WANT TO BRING NEW ART AND  CHANGING IT, MAKE IT FRESHER, AND  BRING A NEW ONE IN. THAT'S SOMETHING  WE HAVE PLENTY OF TIME.  

THE ARCHITECTURE, TO ADD TO THAT,  THE ARCHITECTURE WILL, IN LAYING  OUT THE COLORS, JUST CHANGING THE  COLOR OF THE WALL UPDATES THAT WE  DID ONE WALL WHERE WE HAD PHOTOGRAPHS  ON IT, BY PAINTING IT A MORE  UPDATED COLOR, AND CHANGE THE  ENTIRE LOOK.  

WE HAVE SOME REALLY GOOD PIECES  THAT WERE DONE BY SOME LOCAL ARTISTS  AND SOME OTHER ARTISTS.  

ABSOLUTELY.  

AND SPECIFICALLY FOR THAT BUILDING  THAT WENT THROUGH A PROCESS BY A  COMMITTEE THAT PICKED THEM OUT IN  THIS COUNCIL, BUT COUNCIL  APPROVED IT, SO I JUST WANT TO BE  SURE THAT WE'RE GOING TO HONOR THE  INTEGRITY OF THAT  ART WORK.  

THE ART WORK'S NOT GOING TO BE,  NOTHING WILL HAPPEN THAT'S NEGATIVE  TO THE ART WORK. WE MAY WANT TO  MOVE THE LOCATION EVEN IN THE AIRPORT.  

AND THEN AS WE MOVE THROUGH THE  PROCESS, PLEASE ASSURE ME THAT  WE'RE LOOKING AT SUSTAINABLE FEATURES  WITH OUR WATER, IF WE REPLACE ANY  KIND OF WATER ELEMENTS OR IF WE  DO LIGHTING THAT WE'RE, YOU KNOW,  WE'RE A GREEN CERTIFIED  COUNTY, AND  WE SHOULD BE USING SUSTAINABLE FEATURES.  

FOR EXAMPLE, THE PARKING LOT,  YOU KNOW, WE'RE GOING TO L.E.D.  LIGHTING. EVERY OPPORTUNITY WE HAVE.  

THAT'S GOOD TO  HEAR.  

THE NEW AIR HANDLERS WILL BE  STATE OF THE ART. ABSOLUTELY AT  SOME POINT, MAIN THAT AS  OUR MISSION.  

AND THEN FINALLY, AS WE MOVE  THE BUILDING TO LOOK MORE BUSINESS  FRIENDLY, I HOPE WE'RE NOT LOSING  THE IDEA OF OUR TOURISM ASPECT BECAUSE  WE PROCESS A  LOT OF TOURISTS THROUGH THERE, AND  I THINK IT'S IMPORTANT THAT BOTH  SECTORS BE ENGAGED WHEN THEY COME  THROUGH THAT  BUILDING THAT THEY FEEL CONFIDENT  COMFORTABLE, WHICH LEADS ME TO THE  LOOPING VIDEO, I'M GOING TO TRY  THAT ONE AGAIN, EXCUSE ME,  THE RIVER CORRIDOR ALLIANCE, HISTORIC  CORRIDOR ALLIANCE, AND THAT  VIDEO IS WELL DONE. WE PREMIERED  IT LAST WEEK. IT IS A BEAUTIFUL  PIECE OF WORK, AND I DON'T KNOW  WHETHER THE OTHER CORRIDORS HAVE  SIMILAR PIECES OR NOT, BUT WE NEED  TO BE SURE THAT  OUR TOURISM ASPECT THAT WE DO HAVE  STUFF THAT WERE NOT LOST IN THIS.  

WE'RE NOT GOING TO LOSE THAT.  THAT'S AN IMPORTANT PART. WE WANT  TO BLEND IT IN. RIGHT NOW, IT'S  NOT ABOUT A BALANCE. THERE IS NO  BALANCE. IT'S ALL ONE WAY IN TERMS  OF THE WAY IT WAS PAINTED AND THE  IMAGE WE HAVE. AND WE WANT TO BRING  A LITTLE MORE MODERN LOOK TO IT  AND MAKE A BALANCE BETWEEN BOTH.  

IT'S TIME FOR AN  UPDATE,  NO DOUBT. WHEN WE OPENED THAT 1992?  

KNOWING WHAT I KNOW ABOUT AIRPORTS  AND BUILDINGS, I'M A BIG BELIEVER  THAT THE DESIGN IS A  BEAUTIFUL DESIGN.  

IT'S A BEAUTIFUL DESIGN.  

I BELIEVE THE BUILDING WAS BUILT  WELL. THE WEIRD THING ABOUT THE  BUILDING, IT WAS WELL BUILT AND  IT'S REALLY WELL  DESIGNED, AND I THINK THAT'S WHAT'S  NICE IS IT WILL ACCOMMODATE A FUTURE.  YOU'LL BE SURPRISED WITH DIFFERENT  COLORS HOW DIFFERENT THAT WE CAN  TAKE ADVANTAGE OF SOME OF THE THINGS,  FOR EXAMPLE, THE SKYLIGHT THEY PUT  THROUGH THE TOP OF IT, I THINK WITH  A DIFFERENT COLOR COMBINATION, WILL  REALLY STAND OUT, AND THOSE THINGS.  THE WEIRD THING ABOUT THAT  BUILDING, THOUGH, IS THE SPACES  THAT WE HAVE THAT COULD BE RENTED  AND REALLY DO SOME GOOD FOR SOMEBODY  FOR OFFICES AND MAKE US SOME REVENUE.  THE WEIRD THING IS BECAUSE OF THE  WAY THE BUILDING WAS DESIGNED, THEY  REALLY HADN'T HAD THAT CONCEPT IN  MIND, AND SO HOW WE'RE GOING TO  MARKET THAT SPACE, WE HAVE TO REALLY  WORK HARD AND SO TO GET TO IT AND  PROVE TO PEOPLE THIS IS A GOOD SPACE,  AND I THINK THEY'LL BE SHOCKED KNOWING  WHERE THEY'RE AT. WE MIGHT HAVE TO LOOK  AT -- LAW FIRM. WE MIGHT HAVE TO  LOOK AT HOW WE IDENTIFY WHERE THE  LAW OFFICES ARE. IT'S A BEAUTIFUL  SET OF OFFICE THE WE DON'T NEED  THEM ANYMORE. BUT WHEN THEY DID  THE BUILDING, THOSE WERE USEFUL  SPACES FOR THINGS WE NO LONGER DO  OR NEED TO DO AND WE DON'T NEED  THE SPACE. THAT'S TO ME THE ONLY  THING ABOUT THE BUILDING THAT IS  A CHALLENGE TO MAKE SURE WE CAN  MARKET. ESPECIALLY THE SPACE THAT  TSA DOESN'T NEED ANYMORE.  

TSA BUILT A LARGE SPACE  AFTER 9/11.  

BEAUTIFUL SPACE.  

AS PART OF THE  WHOLE CHECK POINT AND ALL THAT WHEN  THEY CONSOLIDATED, THEY ARE TALKING  ABOUT DOWNSIZING.  

IT'S ON THE SECOND FLOOR WHEN  YOU GET OFF THE ESCALATOR TO THE  RIGHT, AND IT'S HIDDEN AWAY FOR  MOST PEOPLE.  

THAT'S IT FOR ME. THANK  YOU.  

THANK YOU.  

THANK YOU MS. NORTHEY, MS.  DENYS.  

THANK YOU. JUST ONE WHERE REQUEST,  MR. KARL WILL THE FOOD COURTS BE  OPEN BEFORE THE FIRST FLIGHTS LEAVE  IN THE MORTGAGE, AND -- IN THE MORNING,  AND I HAVE TO TELL YOU, I'M ONE  OF THOSE FLYERS AND I HEAR THIS  FROM CITIZENS.

JOHN PUBLIC WORKS DIRECTOR. MR.  DINNEEN PRETTY MUCH SAID IT ALL.  I'LL THROW A FEW MORE WORDS IN THERE.  I WANT TO  KEEP MY PAYCHECK. BEFORE I INTRODUCE  MIKE ULRICH I'LL GIVE DETAILS OF  WHAT THE PROJECT CONSISTS OF, A  COST SHARE AGREEMENT WITH THE ST.  JOHN WATER DISTRICT, RECEIVING  GRANT FUNDS IN THE AMOUNT OF  $490,000 FOR A FORCE MAIN  EXTENSION UP INTO  THE NORTH PEN AREA. ALONG ATLANTIC  AVENUE. CERTAINLY IT'S A CRITICAL  PROJECT. IT'S CRITICAL INFRASTRUCTURE  FOR THE NORTH PEN  AREA. IT SATISFIES AND MEETS THE  INITIATIVES OF  THE COUNCIL COUNCIL AUTHORIZED IN  THEIR, OR SUPPORTED IN THEIR WATER  QUALITY INITIATIVE. IT MEETS A CRITICAL  NEED IDENTIFIED BY THE HEALTH DEPARTMENT  AS AN AREA OF HIGH CONCENTRATION  OF SEPTIC TANKS AND PACKAGE PLANTS.  A GOOD THING TOO IS GRANT MONEY  IS HELPING  US TO FUND THIS PROJECT. WE  REALLY APPRECIATE ST. JOHN'S RECOGNITION  OF THAT AND CON ABUSE TO THIS PROJECT.  AND LET ME BRING IN MIKE ULRICH  AND HE'LL EXPLAIN THE PROJECT IN  DETAIL AND WHAT THE FUTURE OF THIS  PARTICULAR EFFORT IS GOING TO BE.  

THANK YOU JOHN.  MR. CHAIR, COUNSEL  MEMBERS, MIKE ULRICH, WATER RESOURCES  AND UTILITIES DIRECTOR. AIRPORT'S  ALWAYS A HARD ONE TO  FOLLOW. WE ALL SAW AN ENTERPRISE  FUND. WE ALSO GET GRANT MONEY. IT'S  NEVER 95% FUND BID FEDERAL AND  STATE, UNFORTUNATELY, NEVERTHELESS,  THIS IS A PROJECT  OF SIGNIFICANCE. IT'S A STEP IN  THE RIGHT DIRECTION. FIRST I WOULD  LIKE TO GIVE YOU GENERAL  BACKGROUND ABOUT THE PROJECT ITSELF.  JOHN'S GIVEN YOU THE GENERAL GIST  OF THIS AS FAR AS THE COST  SHARE AGREEMENT, WHICH YOU'LL BE  CONSIDERING TODAY. I WOULD LIKE  TO SHOW YOU THE LOCATION OF THIS  PROJECT. AS YOU CAN SEE, THIS IS  A WASTE WATER PROJECT AND FROM THE  STANDPOINT OF  THE NORTH PENINSULA, WHICH IS IDENTIFIED  AS THE AREA ON  THE BEACHSIDE, NORTH OF ORMAN  BEACH, SAND CASTLE DRIVE, HEADING  NORTH, THIS IS THE GENERAL AREA  WE'RE TALKING ABOUT. THE WATER PROVIDER  FOR THIS IS THE CITY OF ORMOND,  THE WASTE WATER IS ANOTHER STORY.  THIS IS PRIMARILY AN AREA  OF SEPTIC  TANKS AT THE RESIDENTIAL  AREAS. ORMOND BEACH ALSO PROVIDES  SERVICE TO SOME OF THE CONDOMINIUMS  AT THE SOUTH END OF THIS. VOLUSHIA  COUNTY HAS A COUPLE OF PACKAGE PLANTS  SCATTERED THROUGHOUT THE NORTH PENINSULA  AND OF COURSE  THE NORTH PENINSULA UTILITIES COMPANY  ALSO HAS AN AREA OF RESIDENTIAL  PROPERTIES WHICH  THEY SERVE AS  WELL. COMBINED THERE'S ABOUT 6000  EQUIVALENT RESIDENTIAL CONNECTIONS  TO HAD THIS AREA. ORMOND BEACH IS  THE ONLY ONE OF WHICH, THOUGH,  PROVIDES ADVANCED WATER TREATMENT  ON THE BEACH SIDE AS FAR AS CONVEYING  IT FROM THE BEACH  SIDE BACK  OVER TO THE MAINLAND SIDE. GIVING  AN IDEA OF WHAT  THE PROJECT CALLS FOR, ESSENTIALLY  AN 8-INCH MAIN FROM THE CITY  OF ORMOND BEACH, TO  OCEAN GROVE DRIVE. WHAT THIS ENABLES  US TO DO AS A COUNTY IS WE'RE  ABLE TO ELIMINATE FOUR OF OUR FIVE  PACKAGE PLANTS THAT ARE ON THE PENINSULA.  THIS IS VERY IMPORTANT FROM OUR  STANDPOINT BECAUSE FACED WITH THE  CHALLENGES OF WHETHER OR NOT WE  SHOULD REPLACE THEM AS A WHOLE OR  BE ABLE TO ELIMINATE THEM, REALLY  THE BEST ALTERNATIVE FOR THIS WOULD  BE TO ELIMINATE THEM  SO THAT WE CAN ESSENTIALLY  HANDLE THE AFFLUENT FROM THE  MAINLAND SIDE. THE ESTIMATED COST  OF THIS PROJECT IS 1.4 MILLION  DOLLARS. ST. JOHNS SHARE  OF THIS IS 33% UP  TO $490,000. THE  PROJECT HAS THREE MAJOR  COMPONENTS COMPONENTS. AS I MENTIONED,  IT ELIMINATES THE FOUR AGES PACKAGE  PLANTS ALONG THE PENINSULA THAT  THE COUNTY OWNS AND THAT'S IMPORTANT  FOR US BECAUSE  THEY ARE DIFFICULT TO MAINTAIN.  THERE'S ABOUT 25 PACKAGE PLANTS  WITHIN THIS NORTH PENINSULA  AREA. AND THEY'RE ALL PRETTY MUCH  IN CONDITIONS  ASSESSED BY THE TDEP AS ANYWHERE  FROM FAIR TO GOOD, TO A CERTAIN  EXTENT. MOST OF THEM ARE IN FAIR  AND DETERIORATING. THIS GRANT PROVIDES  US A COST EFFECTIVE MEANS FOR US  TO BUILD THIS FORCE MAIN EXTENSION  WHICH WILL ENABLE US TO CLOSE THOSE  FOUR PACKAGE PLANTS AS WELL  AS SEND THE FLOW OVER TO  ORMOND BEACH, WHICH PROVIDES AN  ALTERNATIVE WATER SUPPLY FOR THEM  TO BASICALLY CREATE ADDITIONAL RECLAIMED.  THESE ARE THE FLOOR PACKAGED PLANTS  WHICH WE WILL BE REMOVING FROM THIS  PROJECT, BUT IN ADDITION TO THIS,  THIS HAS THE  POTENTIAL TO REMOVE AS MANY AS 14  MORE PACKAGED PLANTS ALONG THE PENINSULA.  THIS IS ONE OF THE KEY ELEMENTS  OF THIS PROJECT. THIS IS ONE OF  THE REASONS THE DISTRICT  ITSELF RANKED THIS PROJECT 5th  AMONG 62 APPLICANTS FOR THIS CYCLE.  FUTURE EXTENSION CONSIDERATIONS  FOR THIS PROJECT INCLUDES THE  FORCE MAIN, WHERE WE PLAN TO BRING  IT NOW. WE ARE LOOKING  AT THE OPPORTUNITY TO CONSTRUCT  8200 LINEAR  FOOT  FURTHER TO THE NORTH AREA. 150  UNITS WHICH WE SERVE UP THERE,  AND IT AGAIN HELPS US TO ONE  DAY ELIMINATE THE REMAINING PACKAGE  PLANTS THAT  ARE ALONG THE NORTH  PENINSULA CONSISTING OF 180 UNITS.  AND HELPS TO ACHIEVE THE LONG-TERM  GOALS OF THE PACKAGE PLANTS IN THE  AREA, REDUCE THE NUTRIENT LOADINGS  TO THE HALIFAX RIVER, AND AGAIN,  AS I MENTIONED BEFORE, INCREASE  THE ALTERNATIVE WATER SUPPLY FOR  ADDITIONAL RECLAIM PURPOSES.  IF I CAN ANSWER ANY  QUESTIONS, LET ME KNOW.  

JUST MAKE ONE COMMENT AT THE  END OF THAT, AND THAT IS IF YOU  EVER WANT TO SHOW RIGHT OFF THE  BAT, A PROJECT THAT GOES, IT'S IN  KEEPING WITH THE RESOLUTION THAT  YOU PASSED ABOUT WATER QUALITY.  THIS IS DRAMATIC. YOU'RE TAKING  THOSE PACKAGED PLANTS, WHICH ARE  A STEP BETTER THAN SEPTIC  BUT ONLY A STEP BETTER. YOU'RE STILL  PERCOLATING THAT THROUGH THE BARRIER  ISLAND, SO WE ELIMINATE OURS AND  AS HE JUST SAID, YOU HAVE ALL THESE  OTHER POTENTIAL CON DOS, THAT HAVE  THEIR OWN PLANTS THAT CAN ALL COME  OFFLINE. NOT ONLY ARE YOU PROTECTING  THE ENVIRONMENT, BECAUSE THIS IS  NO LONGER GOING TO BE USED AS A  FILTER BASICALLY, THE BARRIER  ISLAND, YOU ALSO, BY SENDING IT  THROUGH ORMOND, SEND IT TO REUSE,  WHICH IS WHERE THIS WATER SHOULD  GO. IF YOU WANT AN EXAMPLE OF A  PROJECT THAT GOES HAND IN HAND  WITH WHAT YOU'RE TRYING TO TELL  PEOPLE, THIS IS  IT.  

I DO HAVE ONE QUESTION. ABOUT  A YEAR AGO OR SO, WE HAD  A WASTE WATER TREATMENT PLANT CAME  TO US AND SAID WE WANT TO  TAKE OVER ALL THESE?  

THAT'S FURTHER NORTH.  

THAT'S FURTHER NORTH THAN WHERE  THIS IS? IS THERE A FUTURE PLAN  TO INCORPORATE THAT AREA?  

YOU CAN SEE THE FUTURE EXPANSION.  

OKAY. SO IT'S WITHIN  THAT FUTURE EXTENSION AREA? OKAY.  

THAT SYSTEM, NORTH PENINSULA  UTILITIES IS STILL PROCEEDING WITH  ITS PLANS AND IS STILL BEING CONSIDERED  BY THE PUBLIC SERVICE  COMMISSION. OUR PLAN IS TO CONTINUE  RUNNING THE FORCE MAIN  NORTH ALONG A1A BECAUSE WE STILL  HAVE COUNTY OPERATED FACILITIES  TO THE NORTH. AND THAT'S THE ROLE  THAT YOUR UTILITY CAN TAKE IN THIS  CONTEXT, AS LONG AS WE HAVE CUSTOMERS  WE CAN  BE AN ACTIVE PART OF  THIS SITUATION. OUR THOUGHT HAS  ALWAYS BEEN THAT IN NORTH  PENINSULA UTILITIES GOT INTO ANY  KIND OF TROUBLE, AT LEAST IF WE  HAVE THE LINE OUT ON A1A, IT  CAN BE CONVERTED TO  USE THAT FORCE MAIN IF NECESSARY.  THIS IS IMPORTANT, BUT I THINK MIKE  WAS MAKING THE POINT, WHEN WE  LOOK AT THESE PROJECTS IN THE FUTURE,  IN THIS CASE, AGAIN, BECAUSE  WE HAVE CUSTOMERS, UTILITY CAN PARTICIPATE,  BUT THEY'RE GOING TO HAVE  TO BE CONTRIBUTIONS FROM  THE SERVICE PROVIDERS FROM THE GOVERNING  JURISDICTIONS AND ULTIMATELY FROM  FUTURE CUSTOMERS. OR MONDAY BEACH  IS NOW ACTIVELY LOOKING AT ITS MASTER  PLANS FOR THE NORTH PENINSULA AGAIN.  THERE IS STILL A LOT OF WORK TO  BE DONE TO THE  SOUTH. THE SIDE STREETS WILL BE  SERVED BY LINE BY A FORCE  MAIN RUNNING ALONG JOHN ANDERSON,  AND THAT OF COURSE IS ITS  OWN CHALLENGES, THIS WILL AT LEAST  ADDRESS THE PACKAGE PLANS  ALONG A1A AND THEN CAN ADDRESS SOME  OF THE SIDE STREETS IF THERE IS  EVER A SYSTEM THAT EFFECTIVELY COLLECTS  IN THOSE AREAS AND CAN BE BROUGHT  TO THIS FORCE MAIN BY  A MASTER PUMP LINE.  

PROBABLY IN ADDITION TO WHAT  IT OBVIOUSLY CAN DO, IN A WAY, ESPECIALLY  IF WE GET THE FUTURE EXTENSION DONE,  IT ALSO BECOMES AN EMERGENCY BACK  UP BECAUSE THERE IS AN ALTERNATIVE,  IF YOU CAN GET THE COLLECTION OVER  TO IT, TO GET THE STORAGE  TO A TREATMENT PLANT. YOU NEED THIS  PIPE AT LEAST FOR ALL THE STUFF  ON THE EAST SIDE  TO HAVE ANY OPPORTUNITY TO SOMEDAY  GET OUT OF THESE PACKAGE PLANTS  AND IF YOU WANT, ELIMINATE THE  SEPTIC SYSTEMS.  

DO YOU HAVE FURTHER COMMENT?  

MS. NORTHEY,  YOU HAVE THE  FLOOR.  

YEAH, HOW DOES THIS REMOVE, HOW  MUCH EFFLUENT DOES IT REMOVE FROM  THE RIVER.  

FOR THIS PARTICULAR  PROJECT AND  JUST OUR FORCE MAINS, THIS WILL  REMOVE, I TELL YOU WHAT, I KNOW  THE NUMBER. IT'S ABOUT 300  POUNDS PER YEAR, AS FAR AS  THE FOUR PACKAGE PLANTS. HOWEVER,  WITH THE PACKAGE PLANTS OF ALL OF  THE PRIVATE ONES,  IT COULD REPLACE  AS MUCH AS  4000 POUNDS OF NITROGEN FROM THE  PENINSULA. AND OF COURSE, THAT'S  ONE OF THE REAL KEY THINGS  HERE, AS YOU HEARD GINGER  ADARE DO THE WATER QUALITY PROJECT  DISCUSSION IS REDUCING NUTRIENT  LOADINGS TO THE HALIFAX RIVER IS  CRITICAL, AND IN THIS  TYPE OF SITUATION, REMOVING  THOSE NUTRIENTS FROM THE PENINSULA  AND GETTING THEM ONTO THE OTHER  SIDE WHERE THEY CAN BE TREATED,  IT CAN THEN BE TURNED INTO ALTERNATIVE  WATER SOURCE AS WELL, WHICH HELPS  THE WATER SUPPLY. SO IT'S A WIN-WIN  FROM THAT STANDPOINT.  

AND HOW DO WE MEASURE THAT? DO  WE HAVE A BASELINE AND THEN WE  GO BACK LATER AND TEST AGAIN? I  MEAN HOW DO WE KNOW THIS?  

THE ENGINEERS REPORTS FROM THE  FLOWS THAT WE CURRENTLY DERIVE FROM  NOW ARE ABLE TO GIVE US  A GOOD IDEA  AS TO WHAT EACH UNIT, A TYPICAL  RESIDENTIAL UNIT  WOULD HAVE WITH WITH REGARDS TO  ITS WASTE WATER AND WHAT IT WOULD  GENERATE.  

THEN TO SKIP GEARS BECAUSE YOU'RE  STANDING IN FRONT OF ME. ARE YOU  AWARE OF ANY  EFFORTS BY PORT ORANGE AS THEY  REPLACE WATER LINES THROUGH UNINCORPORATED  WILBUR TO INCLUDE SEWER IN THAT.  THERE WAS A CONVERSATION LAST NIGHT  AT THE BOAT HOUSE, AND THEY'RE,  YOU KNOW, WONDERING ABOUT THAT?  

HONESTLY, I HAVE NOT HEARD THAT.  

OKAY.  

I'M USUALLY IN TOUCH WITH THEM  PRETTY OFTEN.  

I HAVE NOT HEARD ANYTHING EITHER.  

I HAVE NOT HEARD THAT  ONE.  

OKAY. THANK YOU.  

ALL RIGHT. SO WE'RE GOING TO  NEED A MOTION FOR APPROVAL.  

JUST IN RESPONSE TO YOUR QUESTION,  I DO BELIEVE THAT SEWER LINES WERE  ALWAYS INTENDED TO BE PART OF SOME  OF THOSE PROJECTS,  THAT PORT ORANGE MADE A COMMITMENT  YEARS AGO THAT THEY WERE GOING TO  BE REDOING AND EXTENDING SEWER LINES  IN THE AREA. I THINK THERE WERE  CONCERNS FROM SOME OF THE  CITIZENS IN THAT AREA.  

IT STILL IS.  

AS TO WHETHER OR NOT  THAT THEY WOULD BE REQUIRED TO CONNECT.  THE COMMITMENT FROM PORT ORANGE  AT THAT TIME, WAS THAT THEY  WOULD NOT BUT THAT IS SOMETHING  THAT I THINK.  

I THINK IT WOULD BE  IMPORTANT, SINCE  THE WILBUR COMMUNITY IS UNINCORPORATED  THAT WE UNDERSTAND WHAT PORT  ORANGE'S INTENTIONS ARE AS WE MOVE  THROUGH THEIR PROJECT, AND THAT  IS RELAYED TO THE  CITIZENS OF WILBUR. IT'S COME UP  AGAIN, AND I DON'T HAVE  AN ANSWER FOR THEM. SO THANK  YOU.  

ALL RIGHT. SO THANK YOU, SIR.  SO THE ACTION IS GOING TO  BE A MOTION  FOR APPROVAL FOR THIS PARTICULAR  ISSUE, ITEM NUMBER FIVE S THERE  A MOTION ON THE TABLE.  

A MOTION FROM MR. PATTERSON,  IS THERE A SECOND.  

I HAVE A SECOND FROM MS. DENYS,  THE MOTION IS FOR APPROVAL FOR THE  COST SHARE AGREEMENT WITH  THE ST. JOHN'S RIVER WATER MANAGEMENT  DISTRICT FOR THE CONSTRUCTION OF  WASTE WATER ABANDONMENTS, SECOND  BY MS.  DENYS, MOTION BY MR. DINNEEN. ALL  THOSE SIGNIFY  BY AYE, ALL THOSE OPPOSED,  UNANIMOUS.  

YOU'RE BACK ON THE MICROPHONE,  AGAIN, BEFORE I LIVE, I WOULD  LIKE  TO BRING IN JIM McALY, I KNOW EVERYONE  WOKE UP TO BEAUTIFUL COOL WEATHER,  THE BUGS ARE DOWN, PRIOR TO THIS  NIGHT FRONT THAT MOVED THROUGH,  AN AWFUL LOT OF  RAIN COLLECTED THROUGH THE COUNTY,  AND CERTAINLY IN THE  NAMES OF WEST NILE, AND CHIKUNGUNYA,  WE HAVE BEEN VERY BLESSED  TO HAVE MR. McNALLY AND HIS CREW  HAS BEEN WORKING TIRELESSLY, SHIFTING  SCHEDULES, FLYING MISSIONS, GOING  INTO PEOPLE'S BACKYARDS, GETTING  THE MESSAGE OUT TO TREAT THE MOSQUITO  POPULATION. I WOULD LIKE TO BRING  HIM ON BOARD TO GIVE AN  UPDATE TO THE COUNCIL ON MOSQUITO  CONTROL EFFORTS OVER THE PAST COUPLE  OF MONTHS.  

THANK YOU  VERY MUCH, JOHN, MOSQUITO CONTROL  RARELY COMES BEFORE THIS GROUP,  SO VERY QUICKLY, I HAVE BEEN THE  DIRECTOR  OF MOSQUITO CONTROL SINCE JUNE OF  2011. I'VE BEEN AROUND THE BLOCK.  I HAVE BEEN IN BUSINESS DOING THIS  SINCE 1979. BEFORE I TOUCH  ON CURRENT EVENTS, WHICH ARE  BASICALLY THE WEST NILE CASES THAT  WE HAVE HAD HAD HERE IN THE  LAST COUPLE OF WEEKS THAT YOU'RE  AWARE OF, I'M GOING TO BRIEFLY TOUCH  ON WHAT WE DO AT MOSQUITO CONTROL  TO LOOK AT DISEASES THAT HAVE THE  POTENTIAL TO IMPACT PUBLIC HEALTH  HERE IN VOLUSHIA COUNTY. WE MONITOR  ON A WEEKLY BASIS FOUR  DIFFERENT DISEASES THROUGH A SERIES  OF CHICKEN FLOCKS, 12 OF WHICH ARE  DISTRIBUTED AROUND THE COUNTY, 6  INSIDE THE DISTRICT, 6 OUTSIDE OF  THE DISTRICT, SO WE'RE LOOKING AT  NOT JUST WEST NILE, BUT THREE OTHER  DISEASES THAT ARE ASSOCIATED WITH  BIRDS THROUGHOUT VOLUSHIA COUNTY.  ON A WEEKLY BASIS. WE DO THIS IN  SON JUNCTION WITH THE -- THIS IN  CONJUNCTION WITH THE FLORIDA DEPARTMENT  OF HEALTH HAD. WE RECEIVE INFORMATION  FROM THE FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF HEALTH  ON THREE OTHER DISEASES, DISEASES  THAT MAKE THEIR WAY TO  THE UNITED STATES MUCH LIKE WHAT  YOU'RE SEEING WITH EBOLA, SO PEOPLE  GO ON VACATION TO  AN AREA, BITTEN BY A MOSQUITO, THERE'S  THE POTENTIAL FOR THEM TO COME  BACK WITH THE DISEASE  LIKE MALARIA AND CHIKUNGUNYA OR  DENGY. WE'RE IN TOUCH WITH 7 DISEASES  ON A REGULAR  BASIS THROUGHOUT  THE ENTIRE YEAR. [ CAPTIONER TRANSITIONING  ]  

HERE IN  FLORIDA, WE HAVE  10  CASES. MULTIPLE CASES. THERE ARE  INDIVIDUAL CASES IN FIVE  OTHER COUNTIES. IT'S BRED ACROSS  A WIDE GEOGRAPHIC AREA IN THE STATE  OF FLORIDA  AT THIS POINT. EACH ONE  OF OUR CHICKEN  FOGS HAS TESTED POSITIVE. OUR FIRST  WENT POSITIVE IN THE MIDDLE OF JULY.  WE STARTED AGGRESSIVELY GOING AFTER  THE SITUATION IN JULY. WE WEREN'T  NOTIFIED UNTIL THE FIRST WEEK OF  SEPTEMBER ABOUT OUR FIRST HUMAN  CASE. SO WE'VE BEEN WORKING THIS  WEST NILE  VIRUS SITUATION AGGRESSIVELY SINCE  THE END OF JULY. MUCH OF  THAT HAS INVOLVED FLYING, NOT JUST  IN THE DISTRICT, BUT OUTSIDE OF  THE DISTRICT WITH OUR HELICOPTER,  WITH OUR CONTRACTOR'S PLANE TO ATTEMPT  TO INTERRUPT THE FLOW OF  DISEASE THROUGHOUT THE COUNTY. WE  JUST LAST NIGHT DID  MORE THAN 30,000 ACRES. WE JUST  LAST NIGHT WENT OVER 400,000 ACRES  SPRAYED IN THIS FASHION. PEOPLE  WILL REFER TO IT AS FOGGING. IN  A FIVE YEAR LOOK BACK WE HAVE NOT  DONE THAT FOR THE PAST FIVE YEARS.  THAT'S A NEW BENCHMARK FOR US. IT'S  SPECIFICALLY ASSOCIATED WITH ATTEMPTING  TO SUPPRESS  FURTHER TRANSMISSION  OF WEST NILE VIRUS. I WANT TO THANK  MANAGEMENT FOR SUPPORTING THOSE  EFFORTS. WE REALLY  PRESSED OUR SITUATION. WHEN WE EXPRESSED  THE SITUATION AS IT WAS  UNFOLDING, MANAGEMENT HAS SUPPORTED  OUR EFFORT AND SUPPORTED OUR EFFORTS  TO CONTINUE THOSE EFFORTS. NOT JUST  IN THE DISTRICT BUT ON THE WEST  SIDE AND IN OUR CITIES  OUTSIDE  OF THE DISTRICT. ARE THERE  ANY QUESTIONS? THAT'S  A BRIEF  OVERVIEW.  

MISS NORTHEY.  

THANK YOU. HAVE -- WE'VE  HAD CASES OF I I THINK I JUST HEARD  YOU TALK ABOUT SOME CASES. WHAT  IS THE MEDICAL SEVERITY OF  THOSE CASES? AND WHAT SHOULD PEOPLE  BE DOING TO --  BESIDES DUMPING WATER OUT OF THEIR  PLANTERS AND STUFF. IS THERE ANYTHING?  

THERE THERE ARE ACUTE IMPACTS  TO PEOPLE THAT CONTRACT THE DISEASE  AND THERE ARE LONGER TERM  CHRONIC IMPACTS. IT CAN BE AND IS  A SEVERE SITUATION IN MANY CASES.  WHAT PEOPLE SHOULD BE DOING  IS PROTECTING THEMSELVES. WE CAN'T  PROTECT EVERYBODY IN THE COUNTY  FROM BEING BITTEN BY A MOSQUITO.  PEOPLE CAN TAKE THE PROPER PRECAUTIONS  OF AVOIDING MOSQUITOES. AVOIDING  DUSK AND DAWN. THEY  CAN ACCESS REPELLENTS THAT  UTILIZE DEET. THEY  CAN CERTAINLY MAKE SURE THAT THEIR  SCREENS ARE IN GOOD SHAPE  AND REPAIR. THEY CAN CERTAINLY TAKE  A WALK AROUND THEIR RESIDENCE AND  MAKE SURE THAT THEIR CONTAINERS  ARE NOT PRODUCING MOSQUITOES. THERE  ARE MANY WAYS THE PUBLIC CAN HELP  US AND HELP THEMSELVES. THE  EASIEST WAY TO AVOID WEST NILE VIRUS  OR ANY OF THESE DISEASES IS TO  AVOID BEING BITTEN BY MOSQUITOES.  

THAT LEADS ME TO A QUESTION  ABOUT, I KNOW, JOHN MAYBE YOU --  I DON'T KNOW WHO NEEDS TO ANSWER  THIS. WE HAD  SET ASIDE IN LAST YEAR'S BUDGET  I THINK IT WAS  $50,000 TO DO MOSQUITO CONTROL  IN THOSE AREAS THAT ARE NOT PART  OF THE DISTRICT. DID WE  UTILIZE THOSE FUNDS? WHAT LEVEL  DID WE UTILIZE THEM? DO WE HAVE  THOSE IN FOR THIS UPCOMING BUDGET  YEAR. I DID NOT CHECK IT WHEN WE  DID THE BUDGET.  

YOU ACTUALLY PROVIDED  US WITH  $150,000.  

OKAY.  

TO CONTEND WITH POTENTIAL SITUATIONS  ON THE WEST SIDE. AND AS I  REFER TO, WE ACTUALLY EXCEEDED THAT  AMOUNT OF MONEY. WE'RE A LITTLE  OVER $200,000 AT THIS POINT. WE  EXPLAINED THE SITUATION TO  MANAGEMENT. MANAGEMENT SUPPORTED  US. AND YOU ACTUALLY AS A  COUNCIL SIGNED OFF ON ADDITIONAL  FUNDING IF WE NEED IT HERE MOVING  FORWARD TODAY WITH OUR AGENDA ITEM.  

SO WE'RE GOOD FOR THE NEXT --  FOR THIS CURRENT BUDGET YEAR.  

ABSOLUTELY.  

WE WILL END -- AND THE CITIES  THAT -- WE HAVE CITIES UNDER  CONTRACT WITH MOSQUITO CONTROL;  CORRECT?  

CORRECT.  

WHAT ABOUT THE SANFORD CONTRACT.  IS THAT STILL IN EFFECT?  

IT IS STILL IN EFFECT, YES. WE  INSTITUTED A THREE YEAR  CONTRACT WITH THEM. I THINK WE'RE  INTO THE BEGINNING OF THE THIRD  YEAR. I THINK WE'VE GONE THROUGH  TWO YEARS.  

AND WILL THIS COOLER WEATHER  KILL OFF THE SKEETERS?  

NO, IT'LL SLOW THEM DOWN,  BUT  NO, UNFORTUNATELY. THIS IS FLORIDA.  VERY MUCH DIFFERENT FROM WHERE I'VE  WORKED IN THE  PAST.  

THANK YOU.  

THANK YOU.  

OKAY -- DON'T GO ANYWHERE. NO,  NO. THE SCREEN  HAS LIT. MISS DENYS.  

THANK YOU. WHAT I'M HEARING.  WE TALKED ABOUT THIS EARLIER THIS  WEEK. IS IT TIME TO LOOK AT A  WEST VOLUSIA MOSQUITO  DISTRICT?  

IT'S CLEARLY UP TO THE CITIZENS.  IN OTHER WORDS, WE PROVIDE THIS  SERVICE BECAUSE THESE RESIDENTS  IN THESE AREAS, EITHER  THROUGH CONTRACT OR THROUGH THE  TAX THAT WE COLLECT PAY FOR THE  SERVICE. IF THEY WANT THAT SERVICE,  THEN CLEARLY WE WOULD BE OPEN TO  PROVIDING THE SERVICE IF  THERE'S A DEMAND.  

AREN'T WE PROVIDING THE SERVICE  CURRENTLY?  

WE PROVIDE THE SERVICE TO THOSE  WHO PAY FOR THE  SERVICE. SO EVERYONE THAT PAYS WHETHER  UNDER CONTRACT OR WHETHER THEY PAY  THROUGH THEIR TAX BILL -- LIKE WE  PAY FOR IT. THOSE AREAS THAT PAY  FOR IT, THEY GET THE SERVICE. SO  IF THEY WANT SOMETHING IN THE AREAS  WHERE WE'RE NOT DOING IT, WE WOULD  NOT BE DOING IT BECAUSE THEY HAVE  CHOSEN NOT TO PAY FOR IT. IF THEY'RE  INTERESTED IN CREATING A DISTRICT  OR COMING UNDER CONTRACT OR WHATEVER,  WE'D BE GLAD TO LOOK AT THAT AND  TRY TO PROVIDE THEM SERVICE, YES.  

BUT WE ARE SERVICING WEST VOLUSIA  AND SPRAYING IN WEST VOLUSIA,  ARE WE NOT?  

THERE'S A LIMITED DEGREE OF SERVICE.  THE REASON THAT THE DISTRICT IS  DRAWN THE WAY IT IS  IS THAT IN EAST VOLUSIA THERE WERE  ALWAYS THE SWAMPS AND THE  MANGROVES AND SO THERE'S A -- THE  SCALE OF THE EFFORT IS SIGNIFICANTLY  DIFFERENT IN EAST VOLUSIA. AND THAT'S  REALLY WHY THE DISTRICT WAS LIMITED  THAT WAY. IN  WEST VOLUSIA, YOUR BREEDING GROUNDS  HAD MORE TO DO WITH FLAT  WOODS, SO YOUR ABILITY TO, YOU CAN  COMBAT, YOU CAN RESPOND, BUT YOU  CANNOT DO THE KINDS OF PREVENTIVE  WORK THAT IS DONE IN EAST VOLUSIA  BECAUSE YOU HAVE MATERIALLY DIFFERENT  CONDITIONS. SO THAT'S WHY THE DISTRICT  WAS DRAWN THE WAY  IT IS. IT WOULD HAVE TO BE, I  THINK APPROACHED WITH DIFFERENT  EXPECTATIONS AS TO, YOU KNOW, WHAT  COULD BE DONE IN EXPENDING  IT COUNTY WIDE.  

BUT ALSO, YOU HAVE TO HAVE A  REVENUE SOURCE. NO OTHER WORDS,  IF YOU WERE TO STEP UP  THAT KIND  OF SERVICE, NOW IT MAY MEAN YOU  WOULD DO SOME THINGS DIFFERENTLY  ON THE GROUND, WHATEVER. BUT YOU'D  HAVE TO HAVE A REVENUE SOURCE FOR  THAT. REAL BASIS OF THE TREATMENT  IS BECAUSE THE PEOPLE IN THE AREAS  THAT GET THE MOST SERVICES, IT'S  A LITTLE DIFFERENT ENVIRONMENT,  BUT THEY ALSO PAY FOR THAT SERVICE.  

I UNDERSTAND. THAT'S WHERE I'M  GOING. THAT'S THE REASON I'M HAVING  THIS DISCUSSION. AND YOU SAID LAST  NIGHT YOU SPRAYED OVER 30,000 ACRES?  

CORRECT.  

AND WHERE WAS THAT DONE?  

 WE DID 27,445 ACRES BY AIR CENTERED  ON THE HONTOON AREA  --  

WEST.  

WHICH TOUCHED ORANGE CITY, DELAND  AND I THINK A PIECE OF  DE LEON SPRINGS. IT'S THE  FRESH WATER MOSQUITOES THAT DRIVE  WEST NILE  VIRUS.  

RIGHT.  

AND THAT WAS BASED ON POSITIVE  CHICKENS.  

I UNDERSTAND. THERE'S A NEED  FOR IT. I'M JUST WONDERING AS WE  LOOK AT BUDGETS AND GOING FORWARD  IF THAT'S GOING TO BE A  SERVICEABLE AREA, WHICH WE SHOULD  SERVICE. I'M NOT SAYING WE SHOULDN'T  SERVICE IT. BUT IF THERE'S A DEMAND  FOR SERVICE, WE MIGHT NEED  TO TAKE A LOOK AT REVENUE SOURCE,  AT THE FUNDING SOURCE.  

CORRECT. CORRECT.  

IF COUNCIL GOES THAT DIRECTION,  WE CAN  SERVICE THE AREA.  

I'M JUST SAYING WE NEED TO MAYBE  START TALKING ABOUT THIS AND PUT  THIS UP THERE FOR  DISCUSSION.  

I AGREE. ONCE AGAIN, YOU HAVE  CERTAIN CITIZENS PAYING FOR IT AND  OTHER CITIZENS NOT PAYING FOR IT.  YOU CAN'T PROVIDE A SERVICE, IN  OTHER WORDS IF THEY'RE NOT PAYING  FOR MOSQUITO CONTROL, IF YOU GO  INTO AREAS THAT ARE NOT PAYING FOR  IT, EXCEPT FOR LIMITED AMOUNT OF  APPLICATION, YOU'D HAVE TO HAVE  A DIFFERENT REVENUE SOURCE. YOU'D  HAVE TO HAVE --  

A DISTRICT  --  

I AGREE. I DON'T THINK THAT'S  A BAD WORD. ESPECIALLY IF WE  WERE EXPANDING SERVICES OBVIOUSLY  NEEDED AND MAYBE A LITTLE MORE SO  THAN WE HAVE BEEN  SERVICING, VERY HONESTLY, TO THE  CITIZENS.  

THE APPLICATION METHOD COULD  BE A WHOLE DIFFERENT PLAN THAT YOU  USE. YOU MAY NOT BE ABLE TO DO IT  BY AIR AS MUCH. THAT'S YOUR ISSUE.  WHAT YOU DO IS YOU'D HAVE TO TAILOR  THE PLAN  AND THE EXPECTATIONS IN THE COST  BASED ON THOSE FACTORS. I GUESS  WHAT WE'RE SAYING IS  WE'RE AT AT ALL OPPOSED TO DOING  THAT AS LONG AS THE EXPECTATIONS,  THE TECHNIQUE YOU USE AND THE MONEY  ARE ALL IN ALIGNMENT. WE'D BE GLAD  TO LOOK AT THAT IF PEOPLE REALLY  WANT THAT SERVICE. THE OTHER  THING IS RIGHT NOW, YOU KNOW, WE'RE  IN THE PROCESS OF LOOKING FOR A  PILOT. WE DON'T HAVE A PILOT. A  LOT OF THE AIR APPLICATION, IF I'M  NOT MISTAKEN, IS FIXED WING.  

WE DON'T HAVE A FULL TIME  PILOT. WE'VE ENGAGED FLAGLER COUNTY'S  PILOT WHO IS A FORMER EMPLOYEE OF  VOLUSIA. WE HAVE A  SPECIAL WORKER PILOT.  

AND I KNOW THAT THIS IS TRUE,  BUT IT STILL AMAZES  ME. WITH RIDDLE HERE -- IT'S PROBABLY  A DIFFERENT LICENSE APPLICATION.  

IT'S A  REAL UNIQUE SKILL.  

THERE ARE MANY PILOTS. THERE  ARE NOT MANY PILOTS WHO ARE CROP  DUSTERS, IF YOU WILL. AND WHAT WE  NEED IS A CROP DUSTER. WE NEED SOMEBODY  THAT WILL GET LOW ON THE GROUND  TO MAKE AN APPLICATION. WE NEED  SOMEBODY WHO IS WILLING TO FLY AT  NIGHT. IT'S A UNIQUE SET OF SKILLS.  

YOU BETCHA.  

THERE'S ALSO AN OLD ADAGE. THERE  ARE OLD PILOTS AND  BOLD PILOTS BUT THERE AREN'T ANY  OLD, BOLD PILOTS.  

I UNDERSTAND.  

WE HAVE THREE VERY GOOD CANDIDATES  AND WE'LL BE INTERVIEWING ON  THE 24th.  

THANK YOU. THAT'S ALL. JUST FOR  POINT OF DISCUSSION. THANK YOU.  

MISS NORTHEY.  

JUST WANT TO  FOLLOW UP ON MRS. DENYS COMMENTS.  I WENT DOWN THIS PATHWAY A COUPLE  OF YEARS AGO. IT IS NOT AS SIMPLE  AS JUST EXPANDING  THE DISTRICT BECAUSE THERE ARE DIFFERENT  KINDS OF MOSQUITOES. WANT  APPLICATION PROCESS IS -- THE APPLICATION  PROCESS IS DIFFERENT. RIGHT NOW  WE ARE DOING ON DEMAND. WE  ARE NOT BEING -- FOR WEST VOLUSIA,  IS THAT CORRECT? IT'S NOT PROACTIVE,  EXCEPT FOR I GUESS WE HAD  CHICKENS.  

CORRECT. IT'S PRIMARILY ON DEMAND.  

AND THE CITIES PAY FOR THAT SERVICE.  THEY CALL YOU, DON'T THEY, JIM?  DON'T THEY REQUEST SERVICE?  

SOMETIMES THE CITIZEN WILL COME  TO US FIRST. THEY STILL HAVE TO  LOOP BACK THROUGH THE CITY AND THE  CITY HAS TO SIGN  OFF.  

UNINCORPORATED AREAS WE ALLOCATED  MONEY IN THE  UNINCORPORATED MSD. THEY ARE PAYING  -- MR. MANAGER, I WANTED TO BE SURE  IT WAS UNDERSTOOD THAT WE'RE NOT  GIVING AWAY FREE SERVICE.  

NO, THAT'S NOT WHAT I MEANT.  IF YOU GET INTO THESE OTHER PROGRAMS,  YOU'VE BEEN THROUGH THIS WAY MORE  THAN ME. IF YOU GET INTO THESE PROGRAMS  AND SAY IS THERE OTHER WAYS  TO DO MOSQUITOES THAT ARE FRESH  WATER AND THERE'S OTHER -- I KNOW  THERE'S OTHER APPLICATIONS AND OTHER  TECHNIQUES. YOU GET INTO, DO YOU  WANT A SPECIAL DISTRICT? THAT'S  WHEY WAS GETTING AT IS THAT WE  DON'T MIND PROVIDING THE SERVICE  AS LONG AS EVERYONE UNDERSTANDS  WE'D HAVE TO LOOK AT WHAT THE EXPECTATIONS  ARE, WHAT THE CHALLENGES ARE.  

WHICH COULD BE DIFFERENT ON THIS  SIDE OF THE COUNTY THAN THEY WOULD  BE IN EAST VOLUSIA.  

EXACTLY. IN ADDITION TO YOU CAN  MAKE SOME OF THE ARGUMENT THAT EVEN  SOME OF THE THINGS ON THE WEST SIDE  HELP THE EAST SIDE. YOU CAN MAKE  THAT ARGUMENT TO A CERTAIN  DEGREE.  

MY CONCERN THAT -- AND I APPLAUD  JIM AND HIS GUYS BECAUSE THEY ARE  VERY RESPONSIVE WHEN THE WEST SIDE  CITIES AND PEOPLE, THEY'RE VERY  RESPONSIVE. THEY DO MONITOR  THE CHICKENS. HOWEVER, IT IS  ALMOST BECOMING NOT JUST AN ISSUE  OF YOU WANT TO SLAP A MOSQUITO  BECAUSE IT'S ANNOYING YOU, BUT A  HEALTH ISSUE. THAT WOULD LEAD ME  TO SAY THAT WE PROBABLY NEED TO  HAVE A CONVERSATION ABOUT HOW  WE HANDLE THAT BECAUSE OF THE  HEALTHCARE CONCERNS. IT IS UNTIL  (INAUDIBLE)  --  

CHIKUNGUNYA.  

THAT'S A CIVIL WAR  BATTLE.  

YOU  ARE OLD,  DANIELS. [ INAUDIBLE ]  

YOU CAN GET  AWAY BY  USING CHIK V.  

I JUST THINK THAT PROBABLY  IN THE COMING YEAR THAT AS WE GO  THROUGH BUDGET DISCUSSIONS THAT  THAT MIGHT BE SOMETHING -- AND OF  COURSE IT WOULD HAVE TO ENGAGE THE  CITIES. THEY'RE PAYING FOR IT NOW  WHEN THEY REQUEST  THE SERVICE. BUT IT IS DIFFERENT  KIND OF PERFORMANCE BASED APPLICATION  FROM WHAT I UNDERSTAND.  

MISS NORTHEY, YOU MAY BE RIGHT.  BECAUSE OF THIS CHANGE WHERE PEOPLE  ARE SEEING IT AS MORE OF A HEALTH  ISSUE. YOU MIGHT HAVE CITIZENS THAT  SAY YOU KNOW WHAT, I WOULDN'T MIND  PAYING SOMETHING EXTRA. YOU'LL HAVE  TO DO A DIFFERENT TECHNIQUE. YOU  TRY TO EXPLAIN WHAT OPPORTUNITIES  ARE AVAILABLE, WHAT THE LIMITATIONS  ARE. WE DON'T MIND HAVING  THAT DISCUSSION. THEY ARE TWO DIFFERENT  ANIMALS. THAT'S WHAT I'M  GETTING AT  APPROXIMATELY.  

THANK YOU, JIM.  

I'VE HEARD TWO SHOUTOUTS ALREADY.  I WOULD LIKE TO RECOGNIZE THE  PEOPLE AT MOSQUITO CONTROL. ONE-THIRD  OF OUR WORK FORCE WAS OUT  UNTIL MIDNIGHT OR  AFTER  LAST NIGHT. 

I WANT  TO EXPAND MOSQUITO CONTROL DISTRICT  AS WELL AS THE PORT  AUTHORITY DISTRICT. THANK YOU.  

ALL RIGHT. THANK YOU. THANK YOU,  SIR. WE APPRECIATE IT. WAIT  A MINUTE, MR. PATTERSON.  

WASN'T THE ORIGINAL MOSQUITO  CONTROL DISTRICT SET UP BY A REFERENDUM  BACK A MILLION YEARS AGO FROM WHAT  I UNDERSTAND?  

I'M NOT SURE. IT WAS LESS  THAN 80 YEARS AGO.  

DAN WOULD KNOW BETTER THAN ANYBODY.  

HE'S THE OLD MAN.  

WHEN YOU NEED AN ANSWER GOING  BACK IN TIME, YOU ASK DAN.  

BECAUSE THAT'S CURRENT EVENTS  FOR HIM.  

AT THE TURN OF  THE CENTURY,  DAN. [ LAUGHTER ]  

SET UP BY SPECIAL ACT. I DON'T  RECALL RIGHT NOW WHETHER WHETHER  IT  WAS REFERENDUM. CONSISTENT OF A  COUPLE COUNTY COMMISSION  DISTRICTS  ESSENTIALLY, I THINK.  

THANK YOU, SIR.  

I'M ONLY 6 MONTHS OLDER --  

I  KNOW THAT. I UNDERSTAND. I HAVE  TO PERSONALLY THANK YOU FOR WHAT  YOU GUYS HAVE DONE OUT  THERE IN PIERSON. I'LL TELL YOU  WHAT, THAT INCORPORATED WITH WHAT  MOSQUITO CONTROL  HAS DONE. YOU'VE CUT DOWN THE MOSQUITOES  BY CLEANING UP THAT DITCH. I NOTICED  IT THE OTHER DAY. I'LL HAVE TO  LOOK AT THE HOLE LATER. I MEAN,  THE MOSQUITOES WERE STARTING TO  GET THICK OUT THERE,  BUT THEY'VE GONE AWAY TO A DULL  OR SMACK EVERY ONCE IN A WHILE.  I BELIEVE YOU GUYS ARE ALSO WORKING  HAND IN HAND WITH THESE GUYS WHEN  YOU CLEAN UP THESE DITCHES.  

WATER FLOWING.  

GET THIS  WATER MOVING. WE REMOVED THE BREEDING  CYCLE OF THE MOSQUITO  AND IT HELPS.  

I APPRECIATE YOUR APPRECIATION.  THEY'RE WORKING UP IN THAT SECTION  OF THE COUNTY AND GOT TO THE SECTION  YOU AND THE RESIDENTS WERE CONCERNED  ABOUT.  

YES, EVERYBODY IS ECSTATIC ABOUT  IT. THANK YOU VERY MUCH.  

ITEM NUMBER  6 HAS BEEN REMOVE. I'M GOING TO  REPLACE ITEM NUMBER 6 WITH THE  EMERGENCY ORDINANCE THAT MR. ECKERT  HAS HANDED TO US THIS MORNING. WOULD  YOU PLEASE TAKE THE FLOOR AND EXPLAIN  THIS EMERGENCY ORDINANCE  TO THE  COUNCIL. DO YOU  NEED  MY COPY? OKAY. [ INAUDIBLE  ]  

AS WE IMPLEMENTED THE --  

YOU HAVE TO IDENTIFY YOURSELF  FOR THE INTERNET.  

I THOUGHT MR.  ECKERT DID. JAMIE SIEMEN. AS WE  IMPLEMENTED THE INNER LOCAL  SERVICE BOUNDARY AGREEMENT, IT BECAME  APPARENT THAT  WE NEEDED SOME TRANSITION TIME  TO  APPROPRIATELY ADDRESS  THE OKTOBERFEST EVENTS, THE OUTDOOR  ENTERTAINMENT. WAY THE DOCUMENTS  WERE DRAFTED, THEY TOOK EFFECT  IMMEDIATELY. SO IN ORDER TO RATIFY  THE EXISTING PERMITS THAT HAVE BEEN  ISSUED AND TO PROVIDE THAT TRANSITION  TIME, WE HAVE PUT BEFORE  YOU AN EMERGENCY ORDINANCE  MAKING THE REQUISITE FINDINGS THAT  WE NEED TO DO THIS IN ORDER TO MAKE  SURE THOSE PERMITS  ARE VALID FROM TODAY THROUGH MONDAY  AT THE END OF OKTOBERFEST. IT ALLOWS  FOR TRANSITION TIME BY  POSTPONING THE IMPLEMENTATION OF  THE ORDINANCES YOU ADOPTED TO  DECEMBER 31, 2014. TO PASS THIS  ORDINANCE, YOU MUST DO IT BY A FOUR  FIFTHS VOTE BECAUSE IT IS AN EMERGENCY  AND WE DID NOT ADVERTISE IT, BUT  WE ARE ASKING YOU TO DO SO SO THAT  ALL PERMITS ARE VALID  AND WILL REMAIN  VALID THROUGHOUT  OKTOBERFEST.  

OKAY. MISS CONNORS.  

THANK YOU, MR. CHAIR. WE DID  MEET WITH THE CITY OFFICIALS LAST  WEEK TO DISCUSS HOW THIS TRANSITION  WOULD OPERATE TO MAKE SURE THAT  ALL SERVICES WERE COVERED. COUNTY  WILL HAVE ITS PEOPLE OUT  THERE TODAY AND THROUGH THE  EVENT. WE HAVE INVITED  STAFF TO RIDE ALONG TO UNDERSTAND  HOW THIS EVENT IS  CONDUCTED AND HANDLED SO THAT THEY  WILL BE PREPARED WHEN WE GET TO  BIKE WEEKS TO  TAKE THIS OVER. WE L CONTINUE  TO -- WE WILL CONTINUE TO PROVIDE  OUR SERVICES. WE WILL HOLE TO MAKE  SURE OUR SERVICES ARE COVERED IN  TERMS OF  THAT COST. HOPEFULLY WE'LL GET  ORMAN PREPARED EFFECTIVE JANUARY  1 TO  TAKE THIS OVER.  

OKAY. THANK YOU,  MA'AM. ANY OTHER STAFF REPORT ON  THIS ISSUE? IT'S UP FOR THE COUNCIL  FOR DISCUSSION OR  MOTION.  

MOVE APPROVAL.  

MOTION FOR APPROVAL FROM MR.  DANIELS.  

SECOND.  

SEC FROM MR. PATTER SOP. ANY  FURTHER DISCUSSION? ALL THOSE IN  FAVOR PLEASE SIGNIFY BY AYE.  

ALL THOSE OPPOSED.  

OH, NO, NO -- I DIDN'T MEAN  THAT. [ LAUGHTER ]  

I WAS A LITTLE  BEHIND.  

OKAY, SO YOU APPROVE.  

I'M GOOD.  

WE ARE UNANIMOUS. WE ARE UNANIMOUS.  THANK YOU VERY MUCH. THAT  CONCLUDES OUR MORNING SESSION. LET'S  GO AHEAD AND LET'S START WITH SOME  COUNCIL DISCUSSIONS. MISS NORTHEY.  YOU'RE FIRST ON. I'M VERY ANXIOUS  TO HEAR ABOUT OUR MONUMENT WE  HAVE GOING  ON.  

THANK YOU.  

TWO WEEKS AGO WE HAD --  HAD UPDATED YOU WITH A CONCERN BEING  EXPRESSED BY RESIDENTS  IN OSTEEN THAT WHAT WE WERE USING  FOR A PARKING LOT  FOR THE TRAIL HEAD WAS INDEED A  VETERANS PARK THAT  HAD BEEN IDENTIFIED  MANY YEARS AGO AND HAD BEEN APPROVED.  I THINK SOME OF US DOUBTED THAT  THERE WAS ANY LANGUAGE THAT SUGGESTED  THAT WAS SO. WE WENT THROUGH THE  OLD BOOKS, THE OLD MINUTE BOOKS  AND FOUND  THE RESOLUTION FROM 1957 THAT  MR. PELL ASSURED US WAS GOING TO  BE THERE AND SURE ENOUGH THE RESOLUTION  CALLS FOR THIS TRIANGLE PIECE OF  PROPERTY TO BE A  VETERANS WAR MEMORIAL PARK. IT'S  BEEN SITTING THERE WITH ONE WORLD  WAR I, I THINK IT'S A WORLD  WAR I MONUMENT ON IT AND  WE THOUGHT IT WAS FALLOW GROUND  AND THEY ASSURED US IT WAS  HALLOWED GROUND. I WAS VERY HAPPY  TO GO DOWN  TO THEM ON, I THINK IT WAS MONDAY  OR TUESDAY. CAN'T REMEMBER  THE DAY. WE PRESENTED A PLAN THAT  MOVED THE PARKING SOME  AND THEY STILL WERE NOT CONVINCED  THAT WAS THE BEST WE COULD DO. WE  WENT BACK AND  MR. BRENTON TOOK IT ON AND  WE CAME UP, JERRY CAME UP WITH A  PLAN THAT MOVED THE PARKING COMPLETELY  OFF OF THIS SITE  AND PUTS IT UNDER THE  ACTUAL TRAIL HEAD -- THE PED  OVERPASS AND ADJACENT TO THE CIVIC  CENTER ON A ROAD THAT  HAS BEEN VACATED  FOR USE BY VEHICLES. SO WE  HAD THREE MEMBERS OF THAT GROUP  COME TO THIS  MORNING, CARL, LEE,  AL. THEY WANTED TO EXTEND THEIR  THANKS TO THIS COUNCIL AND TO  THIS STAFF, PARTICULARLY FOR WORKING  SO HARD ON THIS. THAT INCLUDED PARKS  AND -- I'M SORRY, I GOT SOMETHING  IN MY  THROAT. PARKS AND RECREATION. TIM BAILEY WAS INVOLVED  IN IT FROM VETERANS SERVICES. MIKE  WHITE WHO HAS AGREED TO WORK  WITH THEM ON IDENTIFYING MORE OF  THE PEOPLE FROM OSTEEN WHO SERVED  IN WARS. THEY WANT TO EXPAND THE  MEMORIAL AND THEY WANT TO DO SOMETHING  NICE WITH THIS PARK. THEY'RE PRETTY  FIRED UP RIGHT NOW ABOUT MOVING  IT FORWARD. IT WAS  A GOOD EVENT. IT'S  A WIN FOR US. WE'VE HAD SOME DIFFICULT  DAYS DOWN  IN  OSTEEN. THIS GROUP IS VERY PLEASED  WITH THE FACT THAT WE WERE AS RESPONSIVE  AS WE WERE TO THEIR CONCERNS. WE  ARE GOING TO REPLACE THE  FLAG POLE. ELECTRIFY IT. I'VE  ALREADY -- LIGHT -- WELL,  LIGHT IT. YES, ELECTRIFY IT. THAT  DOESN'T. -- LIGHT IT. I'VE SPOKEN  TO CONGRESSMAN'S OFFICE. PROVIDE  A FLAG. TALKING ABOUT A REDEDICATION  OF THE SITE. WE'RE GOING TO PUT  SOME BENCHES IN THERE. WE'RE GOING  TO PUT SOME PANELS  IN THERE. IT'S REALLY  BEEN A GOOD EXPERIENCE. I JUST WANTED  TO SHARE THAT  WITH THE  COUNCIL. WHILE WE'VE HAD SOME BAD  ONES THERE, THIS ONE IS A  GOOD ONE. MR. PELL SAYS I'M NOT  A PUBLIC SPEAKER, I FORGOT TO SAY  THANK YOU TO THE STAFF. I SAID WELL  I WILL PASS THAT ALONG FOR YOU,  AL, THAT THE STAFF KNOWS HOW GRATEFUL  YOU ARE. HE WAS GRINNING FROM EAR  TO EAR. IF YOU KNOW  AL, HE DOESN'T ALWAYS GRIN. HE CAN  BE A TOUGH GUY. HE'S A HAPPY GUY.  LEE IS HAPPY AND CARL IS  HAPPY. I'M HAPPY. I DIDN'T KNOW  WHETHER OR NOT YOU WANTED ANY ADDITIONAL  EXPLANATION OF WHAT WE'RE DOING,  BUT IT'S A GOOD PLAN. THANK YOU  JERRY FOR YOUR WORK ON IT. I KNOW  IT HASN'T BEEN  AN EASY TASK THERE.  

THANK YOU MISS NORTHEY AND STAFF  FOR GETTING THAT PROBLEM, SITUATION  TAKEN CARE OF. FURTHER  COMMENTS?  

UM --  

MR. CHAIR.  

YES, SIR.  

IF THE OTHER COUNCIL MEMBERS  WOULD LIKE, JERRY PUT UP A MAP TO  SHOW YOU HOW THEY WORKED IT OUT.  IF YOU'D LIKE HIM TO EXPLAIN THAT.  

HE WAS THERE. HE JUST VANISHED.  OH, THERE HE IS. DO YOU WISH TO  SPEAK  ON THIS,  SIR?  

JERRY BRENTON, COUNTY ENGINEER.  AS MISS NORTHEY SAID. YOU CAN SEE  IN  THE PURPLE TRIANGLE THE WESTERN  HALF OF THAT, THAT'S WHERE THE PARKING  LOT  HAD BEEN DESIGNED. SO THEY'RE  WORKING WITH STAFF. WOULD LIKE TO  RECOGNIZE THE HEAD OF OUR DESIGN  SECTION AND HIS STAFF FOR VERY,  VERY QUICKLY TURNING THIS INTO A  SET  OF PLANS. THE ROAD THERE,  YOU SEE IN YELLOW GOING HORIZONTAL,  THE BRIDGE IS THE  GREEN. THAT'S THE ACTUAL BRIDGE.  AND THE STRUCTURE IS TOO LOW FOR  THAT ROAD TO STAY OPEN. THAT WAS  WHAT'S ON THE LEFT HAND SIDE NEAR  RAILROAD AVENUE, THAT  SHORT PIECE WAS GOING TO BE JUST  CLOSED OFF. WE DIDN'T WANT A LITTLE  STUB OF PROPERTY LEFT. WE WERE GOING  TO OFFER THAT WITH COUNCIL'S  APPROVAL TO BE VACATED  AND PROVIDED TO THE TWO  ADJACENT PROPERTY OWNERS. WITH THIS  COMING UP,  IT'S 50-FOOT WIDE. IT'S AMPLE FOR  PARKING. WE HAVE PARKING ON WHAT  WOULD BE THE SOUTH SIDE OF THE  TRAIL, THE SIDEWALK UNDER THE TRAIL  BRIDGE AND PARKING IN FRONT OF  THE COMMUNITY CENTER. WE'LL PUT  IN TWO BATHROOMS  OR ADA. THAT'S ON A SEPARATE PROJECT.  IT'LL PROVIDE EXCELLENT ACCESS.  YOU SEE WHERE YOU CAN DRIVE IN OFF  OF  NEW SMYRNA AVENUE ON ONE LEG AND  THE OTHER LEG IS  OSTEEN, MAYTOWN ROAD. IT WORKED  OUT WONDERFUL. WE DON'T HAVE  A PUT A -- BUILD A  NEW RETENTION POND. THAT WAS GOING  TO HAVE TO BE BECAUSE YOU'RE  PAVING A GRASSED AREA. WE'RE  GOING TO BE REPAVING A ROAD  AND STRIPING IT FOR PARKING. IT'LL  BE A COST SAVINGS. IT WAS  AN EXCELLENT COMPROMISE. I  HAVE RECEIVED SOME  VERY NICE E-MAILS SAYING THANK  YOU. WORKED OUT WELL.  

AND, WELL I'M TELLING YOU I THINK  WE NEED TO DO -- YEAH, CHANNEL 9  WOULD BE A GOOD ONE. WE NEED TO  DO A HERE AND NOW OR SOMETHING TO  GET THE WORD OUT ON THIS. IT REALLY  IS A WIN. HERE'S -- AS ANOTHER PIECE  MR. MANAGER THAT YOU WILL APPRECIATE  IS BEING A FISCAL CONSERVATIVE  LIKE AL PELL. WE TALKED  ABOUT ON THIS TRIANGLE THERE ARE  MOUNDS OF MATERIAL THAT ARE BEING  USED TO BUILD THE  TRAIL. WE THOUGHT WE NEEDED TO MOVE  THEM. JERRY OFFERED TO MOVE THEM,  GET THE CONTRACTOR TO MOVE THEM  BECAUSE OF THE WAR MEMORIAL THAT'S  THERE. AND AL SAID TO ME THIS MORNING,  HE SAID THAT'S GOING TO COST YOU  SOME MONEY TO DO THAT. I'M OKAY  IF YOU WANT TO JUST PULL IT BACK  SO -- THEY'RE CONCERNED ABOUT IT  ROLLING OVER INTO THE MEMORIAL.  HE DID NOT WANT TO SEE US SPEND  MONEY TO MOVE THE MATERIAL THAT  IS GOING TO BE USED FOR  THE TRAIL ANYWAY. SO THEY'RE GOOD  WITH THAT MATERIAL REMAINING ON  SITE AS WE DO THAT, JUST THAT WE  CAN PULL IT BACK A LITTLE BIT SO  IT DOESN'T IMPACT THE  SITE.  

YES, YOU HAVE A COMMENT.  

I'M REAL PROUD OF JERRY AND HIS  STAFF.  

YEAH, THEY DID GOOD WORK.  

WE'RE CONSTANTLY TRYING TO MAKE  THEM WIN-WIN. IN THIS CASE, WE DID.  THE OTHER THING THE COUNCIL MAY  WANT TO DO. I'VE SEEN THIS DONE  BEFORE. YOU HAVE AN OLDER PARK THAT  IN SOME WAYS WE'RE NOT EVEN SURE  WAS DEDICATED. LOOKED LIKE IT WAS  PASSED BY RESOLUTION.  

YEAH, ONLY RESOLUTION.  

WHAT YOU MAY WANT TO DO AS A  FINAL NOTE IS CONSIDER WHETHER YOU  WANT TO DO A REDEDICATION AND MAYBE  GET THEM --  AS WE TALKED ABOUT, MAYBE A FLAG  THAT WAS FLOWN OVER THE CAPITOL,  WHATEVER. YOU THINK THE  NEIGHBORS WOULD APPRECIATE IT. I  THINK THAT'D BE LIKE ICING ON THE  CAKE. YOU MAY WANT TO CONSIDER THAT  UNTIL THE FUTURE.  

GREAT.  

IF I MAY INTERJECT HERE ALSO.  THE PEOPLE THAT ARE INVOLVED IN  THIS, THE  SONS OF THE --  

CON FEDORASY.  

THEY'VE ASKED ME  TO CONTACT  MR.  MICAH'S OFFICE. MAYBE  AN OLD MILITARY PIECE. I THINK AN  OLD USED ARTILLERY PIECE. WE'LL  MAKE SURE IT'S FULL OF CONCRETE  SO IT'S NOT ACTIVE. THEY'RE LOOKING  FOR SOMETHING LIKE THAT. IT IS KIND  AFTER MILITARY PROTOCOL IF YOU MOVE  A MONUMENT OR REPLACE SOMETHING,  WE DO GENERALLY DO REDEDICATIONS.  I WOULD BE OPEN FOR THAT IF WE  WANTED TO DO A REDEDICATION ON THAT.  I THINK THAT WOULD BE  GOOD.  

THAT'S IT FOR  ME.  

E DID HAVE ONE  OTHER THING. POET LAUREATE. WE NEED  TO HAVE A PROCESS  TO ACTUALLY PASS AND ORDINANCE.  THEY'RE WORKING ON THAT. JUST A  REMINDER IF WE COULD GET THAT ON  THE DO LIST FOR THAT TO COME  BACK TO US TO MAKE  A SELECTION  PROCESS. THANK YOU. THAT'S IT.  

THANK YOU, MA'AM.  

ANY CLOSING COMMENTS?  

I DON'T HAVE ANYTHING RIGHT  NOW. MAYBE THIS  AFTERNOON.  

OKAY. MR. WAGNER. ANY CLOSING  COMMENTS FOR YOU,  SIR?  

OKAY. MISS CUSACK,  ANY CLOSING COMMENTS?  

MR. CHAIR, I HAVE NO CLOSING  COMMENTS.  

MR.  DANIELS. ANY CLOSING COMMENTS?  

 THANK YOU, MR. CHAIRMAN. THEY VOTED  TO DISBAND EFFECTIVE THE 31st AND  TO TAKE US UP ON OUR OFFER. LOOKS  LIKE THINGS ARE PROGRESSING DOWN  THAT ROAD. THANK YOU.  

CAN I COMMENT ON THAT?  

SURE.  

I ATTENDED THAT MEETING. I WENT  AS THE TPO CHAIR BECAUSE  WE HAVE SOME JOINT USE OFFICE SPACE  THERE THAT WE HAD ASKED  IF THEY WOULD MAKE US WHOLE  THROUGH THE LEASE. THEY DECLINED  TO DO THAT. THERE WILL BE THE MEMBER  GOVERNMENTS AND THE TPO, WHICH ARE  ALSO -- MOSTLY THE MEMBER GOVERNMENTS  OF VCOG WILL HAVE TO DETERMINE HOW  WE DEAL WITH THAT EXTRA CAPACITY  AND THE COST  OF THAT. HOWEVER, I TOLD MAYOR KELLY  THAT HIS CONCERN WAS THAT  WE NOT LET TOO MUCH GRASS GROW UNDER  OUR FEET BEFORE WE CALL A MEETING,  YOU KNOW, AND ACTUALLY PULL  PEOPLE TOGETHER. THEY'RE CONCERNED  ABOUT HAVING A ROBUST SCHEDULE.  THEY WOULD LIKE TO HAVE A SCHEDULE  AND SO I TOLD THEM I WOULD REPORT  THAT BACK TO THIS GROUP THAT  THEY'RE LOOKING FOR -- THEY'RE EXCITED  TO BE WORKING WITH  THE COUNTY. BUT THEY ALSO WANT TO  NOT LOSE  MOMENTUM. I DON'T KNOW -- I KNOW  YOU PUT THIS DEAL TOGETHER WHAT  YOUR INTENTIONS WERE AS FAR AS  THE FIRST MEETING.  

MAKING SURE THEY UNDERSTAND IT'S  NOT OUR MEETING. IT'S  THE GROUP. TO GET THEM STARTED I  THOUGHT THAT THE ONLY AGENDA ITEM  WE WOULD HAVE IS AN ITEM  THAT SAYS THAT THE FIRST MEETING  WILL BE ABOUT  ORGANIZING THE GROUP WHATEVER WAY  THEY FEEL  MOST COMFORTABLE  WITH. HOW THEY WANT IT ORGANIZED.  IF THEY WANT TO ELECT THEIR OWN  CHARM OR WHATEVER. I SEE THAT AS  THE ONLY AGENDA ITEM IN THE MEETING.  THE THING I WILL TRY TO DO FOR EVERYONE  IS WE WILL TRY THE BEST  WE CAN. WHAT THEY ARE REALLY CONCERNED  ABOUT IS -- I WILL TELL  YOU. I'VE HEARD NOTHING BUT ACCOLADES  FROM THE CITIES WHO REALLY  LIKE THIS IDEA OF THIS --  THEY ALSO LIKE THIS TITLE OF  THE ELECTED OFFICIALS ROUND TABLE.  THEY APPRECIATED THAT WE WOULD TAKE  MINUTES  AND  NOTICE IT. WE APPRECIATE -- COUPLE  THINGS. I'M WILLING TO LOOK AT WHAT  WOULD MAKE A FIRST  SHOT AT HAVING A  CALENDAR. THEY WANT TO KNOW WHAT  TIME AND DATE OF THE MONTH, WHEN  WE WOULD HAVE  IT.  

MR. MANAGER, ED KELLY SUGGESTED  TO ME YESTERDAY THAT IT BE, I BELIEVE  THE FIRST MONDAY OF EACH  MONTH. BECAUSE NOBODY HAS A CITY  COMMISSIONER OR COUNTY COUNCIL MEETING  ON THAT DAY.  

WHAT WE'LL DO IS PUT TOGETHER  A  CALENDAR SHOWING THAT. I  HAVE A  QUESTION ABOUT. ONE IS START WITH  THEIR FIRST MEETING, THE ONLY REQUIREMENT  THAT THE COUNTY WILL REQUIRE IS  THAT THEY TRY TO TELL US WHO IS  GOING TO BE THERE SO I CAN HAVE  LUNCH FOR THAT MANY PEOPLE. BECAUSE  WE SAID WE WOULD PROVIDE LUNCH FOR  THAT MEETING. THAT'S THE ONE  ENVIRONMENT. THAT'S THE ONLY ENVIRONMENT  IS THEY HAVE TO TELL US IF THEY  WANT LUNCH HOW MANY PEOPLE ARE COMING.  I'M GOING TO HAVE TO COMMUNICATE  THAT TO THEM. THE OTHER THING IS,  THE WAY I  ENVISION THIS AND I THINK EVERYONE  AGREED. I'M GOING TO NEED HELP FROM  THE COUNCIL HERE. THEY  WOULD OFFICIALLY DESIGNATE WHO ON  THEIR COUNCIL WOULD OFFICIALLY REPRESENT  THAT GOVERNMENT WITH THE UNDERSTANDING  THAT OTHER COUNCIL MEMBERS CAN COME.  BECAUSE WHAT WE SAID WAS IT WOULD  EITHER BE THE MAYOR OR THE CHAIR  OR THE  DESIGNEE. SO WHAT I -- WHAT WE NEED  FROM THE COUNCIL, IF IT'S OKAY,  IS AT LEAST THE LATITUDE WHERE I  CAN WRITE THEM AND SAY TO GET THE  MEETING STARTED WE WOULD EXPECT  THEM, ONE TO TELL US HOW MANY PEOPLE,  AND TWO TO DESIGNATE WHO  THE PERSON IS. SO WE KNOW WHO IS  COMING TO THE MEETING. IF EVERYONE  IS OKAY WITH ME TAKING LIBERTIES  TO TRY TO WORK THIS OUT, I'LL DO  THAT. I LIKE THE IDEA OF  THE FIRST MONDAY. I'LL TELL YOU  WHAT I HEARD, WHICH I HAPPEN TO  BELIEVE IS WHAT WILL PULL US TOGETHER  ADDS A GROUP. WE WILL TRY TO DECIDE  AND WORK ON THINGS AND TRY TO  ARRIVE IN CONSENSUS. NOT VOTES.  IF YOU HAVE TO ARRIVE AT A  CONSENSUS, YOU HAD TO TAKE EVERYBODY'S  POINT INTO CONSIDERATION TO GET  THAT. IT'S NOT ABOUT A MAJORITY  TRYING TO  OVERRIDE  SOMEBODY ELSE'S NEEDS. THAT MAYBE  IS THE HEALTHIER WAY TO DO IF. IF  IT'S OKAY, I'LL HAVE THOSE LETTERS  GO OUT ASKING THEM TO  DO THE FOLLOWING. I'LL MAKE SURE  THEY UNDERSTAND MORE THAN ONE CAN  COME. THEY HAVE TO TELL US  FOR LUNCH. HOW TO  HANDLE PARKING. I'LL TELL THEM WHERE  IT'S AT AND FIRST MONDAY  OF THE MONTH.  

THAT WOULD BE GOOD. THANK YOU.  

TRY TO SHOOT FOR THAT. I'LL TRY  TO SHOOT FOR IT FOR THE FIRST  MEETING BEING IN DECEMBER. THAT  GIVES EVERYONE ADEQUATE TIME TO  GET EVERYTHING DONE.  

THAT SOUNDS  FINE.  

MR. DINNEEN. HOW ARE WE GOING  TO HANDLE IF THEY WANT TO  BRING STAFF TO IT. ARE WE JUST DOING  THIS FOR THE ELECTED  OFFICIALS?  

IT'S THE OFFICIALS ROUND  TABLE. MY. IS THAT'S WHO WE WOULD  PROVIDE THE LUNCH FOR. THE NICE  THING ABOUT COMING THERE IS THAT  WE'LL HAVE PLACES IN THE AIRPORT  AND THEY CAN PICK STUFF UP ON THE  WAY LIKE WE DID, WHAT THE MANAGERS  DO. THEY PICK UP THEIR OWN STUFF  IF THEY'RE GOING TO COME. I CAN'T  PROVIDE FOR ALL THE STAFF TOO. I  DON'T KNOW HOW MANY PEOPLE THAT  WOULD BE.  

BUT WE WOULD EXPECT -- THERE  WOULD BE OCCASIONS WHEN STAFF  WOULD BE  THERE.  

TO ANSWER MR. DANIELS AND TO  FIND OF TOUCH ON MR. PATTERSON'S  QUESTION. I THINK IF WE REQUEST  THEM TO BRING STAFF, THEN WE PAY  FOR THE LUNCH.  

OKAY.  

IF YOU HAVE A MEETING WHERE YOU  SAY WE'RE GOING TO BRING OUR MANAGER  AND FINANCE DIRECTOR, THAT'S WHAT  THE GROUPMENTS TO DO, THEN I'LL  KNOW A SPECIFIC NUMBER AND ALL THEY  HAVE TO TELL ME IS IF THEY'RE BRINGING  THEM. THAT I CAN  TAKE CARE OF. THEY MAY JUST WANT  TO HAVE THEIR STAFF COME BY TO SIT  IN THE AUDIENCE. I'M NOT GOING TO  ASK THEM HOW MANY OF THOSE PEOPLE.  I DON'T WANT THAT CONFUSION. WE'LL  DO IT THAT WAY. IF THEY'RE INVITED  AND THEY'LL TELL US HOW MANY PEOPLE  ARE INVITED, THEN WE'LL ADD THEM  TO THE LIST.  

I DON'T WANT TO TURN THIS INTO  A LUNCHEON CLUB.  

IT WOULDN'T BE. THE POINT WOULD  BE IS THIS WOULD BE, YOU KNOW, HERE'S  THE POINT ABOUT DOING LUNCH. IT'S  NOT LUNCH FOR LUNCH'S SAKE. THE  BEAUTY OF DOING LUNCH WAS  THAT IT ELIMINATED, IN MOST CASES,  PEOPLES CONFLICT WITH OTHER MEETINGS  OR SCHEDULES OR IF THEY'RE WORKING.  MOST EVERYBODY TOOK OUT  TIME  FOR LUNCH. I DIDN'T HAVE  A MEETING SCHEDULED AT THAT TIME.  THAT WAS WHY WE DID IT AND PROVIDED  IT TO  BE A  HELP.  

VERY GOOD.  

THANK YOU. THANK  YOU.  

MISS DENYS. CLOSING COMMENTS.  

JUST A REQUEST  FOR PROCLAMATIONS. LEAVING OFFICE  -- I'D LIKE TO GIVE A  PROCLAMATION AT HIS LAST MEETING  AND FOR MAYOR MIKE  THOMAS OF EDGE WATER. SAME  THING. PROCLAMATION FOR THEM. I  WILL WORK WITH STAFF TO GET THEM  FROM THEIR STAFF ALL  THE NECESSARY  INFORMATION. IT'S THAT TIME OF YEAR  AGAIN FOR THE VOLUSIA  COUNTY FAIR. NOVEMBER 13th. SO  WE HAVE TO DECIDE  IS THIS A TRADITION IF WE'RE GOING  TO GO  TO  THE LIVESTOCK  AUCTION. I'M  IN. I WILL GO. OKAY. ARE YOU  IN?  

ABSOLUTELY.  

BUT YOU WON'T SHOW UP. YOU'RE  JUST IN.  

I MAY NOT BE THERE.  

BUT THAT'S HALF THE FUN.  

HE'LL BE THERE.  

YOU'RE IN THE PICTURE THIS  TIME. YOU ARE IN.  

HERE'S AN INTERESTING THING.  I HAD A CONVERSATION WITH BILLY  WHEELER WHO IS PRESIDENT OR CHAIR  OF VOLUSIA LEAGUE OF CITIES. WE  TALKED ABOUT THIS LAST YEAR. IT'S  TOO LATE TO ORGANIZE THIS  YEAR. ESPECIALLY WITH THE REORGANIZATION  OF THE ELECTED  --  

MAYORS.  

OUR ROUND TABLE.  

ELECTED OFFICIALS.  

ELECTED OFFICIALS THAT WE DO  A CHALLENGE FOR 2015. WE SHOULD  DO IT THIS YEAR ANYWAY.  

WE DID TALK ABOUT  IT.  

AND YOU HAVEN'T KICKED OFF THE  FOOD DRIVE, HAVE YOU?  

NO.  

SO --  

SO BASICALLY WE ARE CHALLENGING  ALL THE  CITIES.  

TO GO BUY SOMETHING AND DONATE  IT.  

WE CAN BUY A PIG.  

CAN'T WE NOT JUST ISSUE AN OFFICIAL  THROW DOWN FOR THOSE CITIES THAT  CHOOSE TO PARTICIPATE --  

RIGHT HERE, RIGHT NOW.  

THERE'S OUR OFFICIAL THROW DOWN  PERSON RIGHT NOW.  

THROW DOWN.  

FOR THOSE  CITIES WE CHALLENGE ANY CITY --  

YOU'RE CHALLENGING THE ELECTED  OFFICIALS.  

ELECTED OFFICIALS.  

BECAUSE WE DON'T WANT PEOPLE  TO THINK THAT TAXPAYERS ARE  PAYING FOR THIS.  

AND THAT'S FOR THE RECORD. WE  WRITE PERSONAL CHECKS.  

WE CHALLENGE THE CITIES ADMINISTRATION  TO ADMINISTRATION. EMPLOYEES TO  EMPLOYEES.  

ELECTED OFFICIAL  TO ELECTED OFFICIAL.  

THAT'S EVEN BETTER.  

ISSUE THE CHALLENGE.  

GOOD MORNING. JO ANN MAGLEY.  YOU MENTION FOOD DRIVE AND I HAVE  SOME INFORMATION FOR YOU. JUST LAST  WEEK, MR. DINNEEN DID SEND THE LETTER  TO  ALL THE CITIES FOR THIS YEAR'S FOOD  CHALLENGE. THEY RECEIVED THAT INFORMATION.  COMMUNICATION HAS STARTED WITHIN  THE CITIES. TOMORROW ALL THE CONDITION  DIVISION, THEIR POINT PEOPLE WILL  GET THE INFORMATION. THE FOOD DRIVE  THIS YEAR WILL BE NOVEMBER 16th  THROUGH THE  29th. IT'S BASICALLY  THE SAME TIME FRAME AS LAST YEAR  BECAUSE YOU HAD THE HOLIDAY. IT  GIVES YOU A FEW MORE DAYS TO  GET EVERYTHING TOGETHER. YOU DID  TALK LAST YEAR  ABOUT A COMPETITION OF SOME  SORT.  

NOT THAT WE'RE COMPETITIVE AT  ALL.  

I THINK I HEAR YOU SAYING YOU  WANTED  TO DO THAT. JUST  SO YOU HAVE THEM. YOU COULD WEAVE  INTO THE COMPETITION THAT'S GOING  ON AND COLLECT YOUR OWN FOOD, IF  YOU WANTED TO. IT WOULD  BE SEPARATELY WEIGHED SO ALL THE  ELECTED OFFICIALS COULD DO THAT.  THEY WOULD HAVE THEIR OWN SEPARATE  WAY IN  FOR THE FOOD. YOU COULD COLLECT  SPECIFIC TYPES OF FOOD LIKE SAY  YOU GUYS DECIDED YOU WANTED TO  DO PEANUT BUTTER. THAT'S  JUST ONE IDEA. I THINK HISTORICAL PERSPECTIVE  FROM COUNCIL IS  THE FAIR AND I FOR ONE WANT TO  FOCUS ON THAT.  

OKAY.  

WE'LL KEEP THAT -- THAT'S JUST  MY. WE'LL KEEP THAT AT THE ELECTED  OFFICIALS. BECAUSE WE'RE WRITING  PERSONAL  CHECKS FOR THIS. IT'S FUN. IT'S  INTERESTING.  

WE GOT THE  WEIGHT OF THE ANIMAL AND WE WERE  ABLE TO ADD THAT TO  THE TOTAL NUMBER. BUT THAT WEIGHT  OF WHATEVER ANIMAL YOU  PURCHASE WILL BE -- THAT WOULD BE  YOUR --  

THE GOOD THING ABOUT  USING THE COUNTY FAIR AND  DOING IT THIS  WAY IS THAT'S THE ELEMENT THAT  MISSES FROM MOST FOOD DRIVES IS  FRESH MEAT. ALL THE OTHER STUFF  IS CANNED GOODS OR WHATEVER.  

DON'T USE THAT WITH ELECTED OFFICIALS,  MR. MANAGER.  

DON'T USE THAT WITH ELECTED  OFFICIALS.  

BECAUSE IT'S A BLOOD SPORT AND  PEOPLE GET SLAUGHTERED IN THE  PROCESS?  

I HAVE A GAVEL HERE.  

I THINK IF YOU USE  THAT, YOU BRING A  COMMON DENOMINATOR. OTHER ANIMALS,  A STEER. YOU COULD GO TO CITIES  -- THEY'D HAVE TO SPLIT, OKAY, BUT  TWO CITIES COULD GO TOGETHER IF  THEY WANTED TO BUY A STEER  OR WHATEVER. THE POINT IS IT WOULD  BE A GREAT COMPETITION BETWEEN YOU  ALL. THAT WOULD BE A PART  OF PROVIDING FOOD THAT'S VERY NEEDED  THAT'S HARD TO COME BY. IF YOU DID  IT THAT WAY. FIGURE OUT -- WE'D  FIGURE OUT THE DETAILS OF HOW YOU  DO THE COMPETITION. NICE THING ABOUT  THAT, YOU'RE ALL IN  THE SAME VEIN. THAT WOULD BE THE  WAY TO DO IT.  

SUCH A GREAT EVENT TO SUPPORT  THOSE KIDS.  

EXACTLY.  

AND IT'S  COUNTY WIDE. THE FUN  THING ABOUT IT, YOU KNOW WHO IS  BIDDING WHEN WE HAVE THESE  NUMBERS. PUT IT DOWN. NO, WE WANT  THIS. BUT THE BOTTOM LINE  IS -- AND WE DID GOOD. DON'T SAY  ANYTHING. WE DID GOOD. BUT YOU'RE  RIGHT. IT'S A COUNTY WIDE  THING. IT'S COUNTY WIDE AND IT  SUPPORTS OUR YOUTH. I THINK IT'S  A GREAT PROJECT.  

THE OTHER THING THAT I THINK  WOULD BE A HOOT IS YOU'D ALL BE  THERE AT THE SAME TIME  BIDDING.  

WELL YEAH --  

I MEANT --  

CITIES HAVE TO BE THERE.  

THEY HAVE TO BE THERE. THAT WOULD  BE INTERESTING.  

NO, THEY HAVE TO BE THERE. THIS  IS THE AUCTION  NIGHT.  

THAT'S MY POINT.  

WHICH ACTUALLY IS SOME KIND OF  INTERESTING DRAMA, OKAY. HAVING  AT LEAST REPRESENTATIVES OF THOSE  COMMUNITIES  ALL THERE. I THINK IT BODES WELL  FOR WHAT YOU'RE TRYING TO ACHIEVE  AT THE FAIR OF HELPING THE  YOUNGSTERS WITH A SPLENDID THING  LIKE RAISING LIVESTOCK. IT'S ALL  FOR A GOOD CAUSE. YOU GET  TWO BITES AT THE APPAL  WAY. YOU DON'T HAVE TO BE THERE  AT THE SAME TIME, WHICH IS KIND  OF FUN.  

AND YOU GET YOUR PICTURE TAKEN.  

YES. YOU GET YOUR PICTURE.  

I'D COME TO  SEE THAT COMPETITION. -- REALLY  IS A GOOD  EVENT.  

I'LL TELL YOU THE OTHER THING  I THINK IS GOOD ABOUT IT. IN TALKING  TO THE OTHER CITIES. WE TALK ABOUT  WORKING TOGETHER AND TAKING SOME  LEADERSHIP. I WILL TELL YOU RIGHT  BACK NOW, I AM REALLY PROUD OF THE  FOOD PROGRAM. YOU PROBABLY KNOW  THAT. WE TOOK SOMETHING THAT DIDN'T  EXIST AND NOW IS  THE BIGGEST FOOD DRIVE. I  DO THINK THE CITIES TOOK THE --  I THINK THEY'D APPRECIATE THE ELECTED  OFFICIALS THAT YOU TOOK THE LEADERSHIP  TO SAY IN GOOD -- YOU  KNOW, FOR A GOOD CAUSELET ALL COME  TOGETHER. I THINK IT'LL BODE WELL.  THE CHALLENGE WOULD BE A GOOD  CHALLENGE.  

JUST TO RECAP. IN 2011  IT WAS 38,000  POUNDS. IN 2012, COUNTY WIDE WE  RAISED 67,000 POUNDS. LAST YEAR  THE TOTAL WAS 71,000 POUNDS, GIVE  OR TAKE A FEW.  

AT 38,000 POUNDS, WE WERE THE  LARGEST FOOD DRIVE THEY'D EVER HEARD  OF AT 38,000. THAT LAST DRIVE FED  SO MANY PEOPLE THAT NOW PEOPLE  ARE JUST BLOWN AWAY BY WHAT WE WERE  ABLE TO DO. THIS CAME  ABOUT BECAUSE  IT WAS PUBLIC EMPLOYEES. AND SOMETIMES  WE'VE GOTTEN A BAD RAP  FOR NO REASON. I THINK IT WAS ABOUT  PUBLIC EMPLOYEES THAT LIKE TO GIVE  AND ALSO BECAUSE IN THE DOWNTURN  IN THE ECONOMY, A LOT OF OUR PEOPLE  -- EVEN THOUGH WE DIDN'T -- WE LET  POSITIONS GO VACANT WHEN THEY WENT  THROUGH ATTRITION AND WE DIDN'T  LAY ANYBODY OFF, OUR PEOPLE HAD  JOBS. THEY WANTED PEOPLE TO INDIANA  THEY GAVE BACK. IT BODES WELL  FOR  THE GOVERNMENTS. YOU DO THIS, YOU'LL  KICK IT UP ANOTHER  NOTCH. I THINK IT'S GOOD. THE FOOD  DRIVE HELPS BRING US TOGETHER AS  INDIVIDUALS. SHE WORKS WITH ALL  THESE PEOPLE. PROUD OF THE FACT  THEY KEEP WINNING, WHICH IS INTERESTING.  THE OTHER THING IS --  

WE'RE CHANGING THAT THIS YEAR.  

LET'S HOPE SO. AND THE OTHER  THING IS I THINK IF WE DID IT WITH  THE ELECTED OFFICIALS IT'D BE ANOTHER  LEVEL OF COMING  TOGETHER  ON SOMETHING GOOD. THINK WHO WE'RE  GOING TO DONATE IT TO. LAST YEAR  WE HAD TROY  KENT FROM HALIFAX URBAN  MINISTRIES. WHOEVER ACCEPTS THE  NONPROFIT, THE DONATION, HAS TO  BE THERE THAT NIGHT TO SIGN FOR  IT. WE PAY FOR IT. THEY SIGN  FOR IT TO TAKE WHICH CHANGED LAST  YEAR.  

THE WHOLE PROCESS CHANGED.  

THAT'S A GOOD POINT. HERE'S WHAT  WE AGREED WITH THE CITIES  TO DO THOUGH. EVERY CITY GETS  TO DECIDE WHERE  THE GOOD GOES.  

YOU DECIDE WHERE YOURS GOES.  EVERYBODY ELSE WOULD DECIDE WHERE  THEIRS GOES. THEY HAVE TO FIGURE  IT OUT. WHICH THEY  WILL. AND  HAVE SOMEBODY THERE. IF YOU SAY  GO, WE'LL PUT OUT THE CHALLENGE.  

THROW DOWN. I'M  HITTING  SOCIAL MEDIA NOW.  

GO.  

OKAY, THANK YOU. JUST ONE OTHER  -- BEACH  CLOSING PARAMETERS. I'M GETTING  SOME REQUESTS AND SOME FEEDBACK  AND THE QUESTION THAT I'M HEARING  IS WHO DECIDES WHEN TO  CLOSE THE BEACH. IN OTHER  WORDS, THE WATER  TABLE. DO WE HAVE SOMEBODY IN BEACH  SAFETY THAT  SAYS OKAY, CLOSE   3rd AVENUE  ACCESS. CLOSE FLAGLER AVENUE. THERE'S  AN APPEARANCE THAT WHOEVER THE LIFE  GUARD IS SAYS THERE'S NOT MANY CARS  ON THE BEACH AND THE WATER IS GETTING  HIGH, WE'RE GOING TO CLOSE IT. I  KNOW THAT'S NOT  OUR PROCESS. COULD YOU ADDRESS HOW  THESE ARE  MADE?  

SURE. DIRECTOR OF PROTECTION.  THE BEACH IS NEVER CLOSED. WE ONLY  CLOSE THE  RAMPS. AND THE RAMPS ARE CLOSED  BASED ON EACH ZONE  HAS SUPERVISORS. LAW  OFFICERS, SENIOR LIFE GUARDS IS  THE TITLE. THEY COORDINATE WITH  EACH OTHER AND WITH DIRECTOR SWANSON  TO MAKE THE DETERMINATIONS BASED  ON SAFETY, IT'S BAITED ON THE AVAILABILITY  OF PARKING. IF THERE'S NOWHERE TO  PARK, THEY'LL ALSO CLOSE THE  RAMP. AND THE LOT -- RECENTLY WAS  THE HIGH TIDES. WE HAD A  SUCCESSFUL EVENT THIS  LAST WEEKEND. THE WINGS AND WAVES.  WE HAD TO DEAL WITH THE HIGH TIDE  IN THE MIDDLE OF THAT EVENT. IT  DID MAKE SOME -- FOR  SOME INTERESTING CHALLENGES. WE  TRY WHEN THAT OCCURS TO GET PEOPLE  DOWN ON TO THE BEACH AND PARKED.  HOPEFULLY MOST OF THE PEOPLE WILL  STAY THERE AND RIDE  OUT THROUGH THAT  TIDE. TIDES ARE UNUSUALLY HIGH THIS  TIME OF YEAR  IN OCTOBER. SOMETHING ELSE TO REMEMBER.  NO LIFE GUARD MAKES THAT DETERMINATION.  THAT'S DONE BY THE LAW OFFICERS  AND THERE'S THREE ZONES ON THE BEACH.  A ZONE OFFICER ON EVERY SHIFT THAT  TAKES -- MAKES THAT DETERMINATION.  IN CONJUNCTION WITH THE DIRECTOR.  

THE OTHER THING IS, I HAVE SPECIFICALLY  TALKED TO MARK ABOUT HOW I FEEL.  HE KNOWS HOW I FEEL IN TERMS OF  HE IS TO  TRY AND MAXIMIZE EVERY SPACE THAT  PEOPLE CAN BE ON THAT  BEACH GIVEN SAFETY. SO HE'S RESPONSIBLE  FOR THAT AMBULANCE BETWEEN THE TWO.  I DON'T WANT TO HEAR THAT WE CLOSED  THE RAMP EARLIER THAN WE HAD  TO OR WE DIDN'T OPEN BACK UP, OR  THAT WE COMMUNICATED. I KNOW A COUPLE  OF COUNCIL MEMBERS. I THINK I TALKED  TO JOYCE AND PAT  NORTHEY AND TO MIGHT HAVE BEEN JASON  ABOUT THE FRAUDULENT INFORMATION  THAT WENT OUT THE LAST TIME ABOUT  WE HAD CLOSED ALL THE BEACHES AND  STUFF. WE -- THAT WAS -- WE DID  NOT  TELL ANYBODY THAT. THAT WAS  THE ELECTRONIC MEDIA. WE CORRECTED  THAT. I KNOW THE PRESSURE YOU'RE  UNDER TO MAKE SURE THERE'S  -- . WHEN PEOPLE WANT TO USE  THOSE SPACE. WE WANT THEM TO USE  IT. FILL IT UP AND DON'T CLOSE THE  RAMPS UNLESS WE HAVE TO. THERE IS  THAT AMBULANCE BETWEEN SAFETY AND  DOING THAT. I WILL TELL YOU  UNEQUIVOCALLY I AM ABSOLUTELY  IN SUPPORT AND PROUD OF HOW OUR  PEOPLE ARE HANDLING THIS. YOU HAVE  TO REMEMBER HOW MANY THOUSANDS OF  INTERACTIONS THERE ARE BETWEEN A  WHOLE VARIETY OF PEOPLE THAT HAVE  DIFFERENT VIEWS ABOUT THE BEACH  AND TO TRY AND MAKE  THAT WORK  FOR EVERYBODY IS A GREATS CHALLENGE.  OUR PEOPLE HAVE HANDLED WITH A LOT  OF CLASS. I GET SO FEW COMPLAINTS  ABOUT HOW OUR PEOPLE HAVE HANDLED  IT. DIFFERENT PEOPLE HAVE DIFFERENT  VIEWS OF HOW THEY SHOULD BE ABLE  TO BE ON AND  OFF THAT  BEACH. I'M GLAD YOU BROUGHT IT UP.  TO WATCH WHERE THE SAFETY IS.  

THANK YOU. JUST FOR POINT OF  CLARIFICATION AND ON THE  RECORD. I APPRECIATE IT. THANK YOU.  FOR THE RECORD, I DON'T GET THAT  MANY  COMPLAINTS OR INQUIRIES. EVERY ONCE IN A WHILE  THERE IS A QUESTION. ONE LAST ITEM.  OUR SMART GROWTH COMMITTEE. I THINK  WE GAVE IT A TIME CERTAIN OF 12  MONTHS. WE WANTED THEM BACK IN 12  MONTHS.  

DIDN'T THEY SEND US A LETTER?  

WE DID A VOTE TO EXTEND IT?  

THEY SENT A LETTER.  

THAT'S WHERE I'M GOING WITH THAT.  THEY WANT AN EXTENSION  SO THEY CAN COMPLETE WHAT THEY  FEEL THEY NEED TO WITH THEIR COMMITTEE.  IF WE HAVE COMMITTEE MEMBERS THAT  ARE VOLUNTEERING AND SPENDING THEIR  TIME -- EXCUSE ME. I MAKE A  MOTION TO EXTEND THE SMART GROWTH  COMMITTEE FOR 6 MONTHS?  

I'LL SECOND IT.  

FOR ANOTHER 12 MONTHS.  

THERE'S A MOTION ON THE TABLE  TO EXTEND THE SMART GROWTH  ME  FOR ONE YEAR. THERE'S A SECOND BY  MR. WAGNER. WHAT IF THEY SAID WE  ONLY NEED 6 MONTHS, WOULD THAT BE  UP TO THEIR OPTION?  

THAT'S THEIR OPTION. WE'LL GIVE  IT TO THE END OF DECEMBER  2015.  

YES, MR. ECKERT.  

ACTUALLY IT'S MISS  SIEMENS.  

YOU HAD A SPECIFIC RESOLUTION  WITH SPECIFIC TASKS THEY  WERE TO PERFORM. WHEN  YOU CAN SAY WHEN THEY CAN FINISH  WHAT THEY THINK IS NECESSARY. THAT  CAUSES ME SOME CONCERN. NEAR THE  END THEY WERE VEERING OFF TOWARDS  THE ENVIRONMENTAL MINIMUM STANDARDS.  THE ENVIRONMENTAL MINIMUM STANDARDS  WERE NOT SOMETHING THAT YOU PUT  IN  THAT ORIGINAL RESOLUTION. SO YOU  EXTENDING THE DATE OF THE RESOLUTION  WITH THE EXISTING TASKS YOU GAVE  THEM.  

INDEED.  

THANK YOU.  

MISS NORTHEY. YOU HAVE A COMMENT.  

PERHAPS I MISSED THE LETTER.  THERE WAS A LETTER THAT CAME FROM  THEM REQUESTING AN EXTENSION?  

IT WAS THROUGH E-MAIL.  

OKAY. I'M USUALLY GOOD ABOUT  THAT. I MISSED THAT.  

IT WASN'T AN E-MAIL. IT WAS A  HARD COPY  REQUEST.  

IT WAS?  

I DON'T REMEMBER SEEING IT. WHAT  WAS THE REASON THEY GAVE US NEEDING  ADDITIONAL TIME?  

JUST RAN OUT OF TIME.  

WAY TOO MUCH TO DO.  

RAN OUT OF  TIME.  

WELL, BUT -- WE HAVEN'T HAD AN  UPDATE FROM THEM. WE DON'T KNOW  WHERE THEY'RE AT. HOW LONG HAVE  THEY BEEN WORKING ON THIS? A  YEAR? IT'S BEEN A YEAR.  

IT  EXPIRED IN SEPTEMBER.  

THEY'VE HIT THEIR POINT -- WHAT  IF WE ASK THEM TO GIVE US A  REPORT OF WHERE THEY  ARE.

WHY DON'T WE HAVE THEM COME IN  AND REPORT A STATUS.  

LET'S DO THAT  THEN. LET'S CALL THEM  IN. WHICH LEADS TO ANOTHER PHILOSOPHICAL  QUESTION  AS COUNCIL. AND WE'VE ASKED CINDY  TO GIVE US OUR -- GIVE US  THAT REPORT. WHEN WE HAVE A COMMITTEE  LIKE THIS WITH TIME  CERTAIN AND DATES, SHOULD THERE  NOT BE A FLAG TO COUNCIL THAT YOU'VE  HIT THAT AND SHOULD THEY NOT BE  HERE REPORTING AUTOMATICALLY? IN  OTHER WORDS WE SHOULDN'T  HAVE TO WAIT FOR AB ADVISORY COMMITTEE  MEMBER TO TELL US WHEN THEIR DATE  IS AND WE DON'T HAVE A REPORT AND  WE NEED AN EXTENSION. I'M ASKING  WHEN WE HAVE TIME, ESPECIALLY TIME  CERTAINS ON THESE COMMITTEES,  COUNCIL SHOULD BE UPDATED OF WHERE  WE ARE AND TO MAKE THIS HAPPEN.  

ARE YOU WITHDRAWING YOUR MOTION?  

I AM WITHDRAWING MY MOTION.  

MOTION HAS BEEN WITHDRAWN. SECOND  OKAY  WITH THAT? THANK YOU. CONTINUE PLEASE.  

THEY NEED TO COME FORWARD AFTER  THE UPDATE AND WE  SEE WHERE THEY ARE. THEN WE CAN  AGREE OR  DISAGREE TO EXTEND FOR CONCLUSION.  

HERE'S WHAT I SUGGEST. I SUGGEST  THAT FROM NOW ON IN THE  RECORD WE ENTER OFFICIALLY WHEN  YOU DO THIS WE  ENTER WHEN YOUR EXPECTATION IS THEY'RE  DONE, WE'LL DO THAT WITH THE IDEA  THAT THAT'LL FLAG THE SYSTEM FOR  OUR PEOPLE TO SEE MAYBE A MONTH  OR TWO MONTHS IN ADVANCE WHERE THEY  ARE. IN THIS CASE, THEY'RE REALLY  A SEPARATE COMMITTEE OF THE COUNCIL.  

I UNDERSTAND.  

WHAT WE'LL DO IS WE'LL DO IT  FROM THE MINUTES BY MAKING SURE  THAT WE KNOW WHAT  THE DATE ON ANYTHING THAT HAS A  --  

TIME CERTAIN.  

A FINAL DATE, WE NEED TO MAKE  SURE THAT GOES BACK TO MARCY AND  THEM AND AT LEAST 60 DAYS IN ADVANCE  SO THEY CAN BE FLAGGED AND WE CAN  DO IT. IT'S A GOOD POINT. I NEED  TO DO IT THROUGH THE RECORD BECAUSE  WE HAVE SO MANY THINGS THAT GO ON  AT ONCE.

THANK YOU, MR. CHAIR.  

ARE WE GOING TO SUPPORT IT?  

I DON'T KNOW. ALL IN FAVOR OF  THE MOTION, AYES.  

 AYES.  

OPPOSED?  

WELCOME TO OUR WORLD.  

 THANK YOU, MR. PATTERSON. ITEM 36.  

I HAVE A QUESTION.  

I HOPE I  HAVE AN ANSWER.  

DID YOU CONTACT  THIS PERSON AND GO THROUGH BACKGROUND  CHECK.  

MR.SMITH, I HAVE MET HIM BEFORE,  YES. I HAVE NOT GONE THROUGH BACKGROUND  CHECK. I HAVE THE SAME FILES EVERYBODY  ELSE.  

SO YOU HAVE THE SAME FILES EVERYONE  HAS AND YOU MADE THAT MOTION  ON THAT ASSUMPTION.  

YES, MA'AM, BECAUSE I  HAVE MET HIM BEFORE.  

I JUST WANT THAT ON THE RECORD.  

YOU HAVE MET HIM. THANK YOU,  SIR.  

MOVING ON, ITEM  36. DISTRICT FOUR APPOINTMENT  TO THE HISTORIC  PRESERVATION BOARD.  

I WILL REAPPOINT MR. BEN.  

YOU WILL REAPPOINT MR.  BEN. MOTION FOR JOHN BEN  TO  BE APPOINTED HISTORICAL PRESERVATION  BOARD?  

IT'S  A REN  STATEMENT.  

OKAY. IT'S A REN STATEMENT. WE  STILL HAVE TO GO  THROUGH THE BOAT. THANK YOU. --  VOTE. THANK YOU. A REN STATEMENT.  MOTION MADE BY MR. DANIELS. I DON'T  NEED A SECOND ON  THIS. ANY FURTHER DISCUSSION? NO  FURTHER DISCUSSION, ALL IN FAVOR  SIGNIFY BY AYES.  

AYES.  

ALL  THOSE OPPOSED? SO  CARRIED. ALL RIGHT. WE NOW HAVE  A  PUBLIC PARTICIPATION. BEFORE WE  GO TO THE FINAL THREE PEOPLE,  MR. PATTERSON, MR. WAGNER,  MS. CUSACK WITHHELD TIME FOR THIS  AFTERNOON, PUBLIC PARTICIPATION,  WE WELCOME YOUR INVOLVEMENT AND  ARE INTERESTED IN HEARING YOUR COMMENTS.  PLEASE COMPLETE THE PUBLIC PARTICIPATION  SLIP AND INDICATE IN THE SUBJECT  LINE THE ISSUE YOU WISH TO DISCUSS.  YOU MAY USE THE BACK IF YOU HAVE  TO. AFTER YOU ARE RECOGNIZED,  STATE YOUR NAME AND ADDRESS FOR  THE PUBLIC FOR THE RECORD  BEFORE YOUR COMMENTS. YOU CAN SPEAK  UP TO THREE MINUTES. COUNTY  COUNCIL DOES NOT ANSWER QUESTIONS  DURING PUBLIC PARTICIPATION. BE  COURTEOUS FOR OTHERS. PERSONAL ATTACKS  ARE  NOT TOLERATED. MR. BOB NORVILLE.  IT'S JUST YOU SPEAKING?  

I THINK SO.  

YOU DIDN'T WANT TO SPEAK? OKAY.  WE WILL LEAVE IT TO MR.  BOB. MR. NORVILLE, WE NEED YOUR  NAME AND ADDRESS FOR THE RECORD.  YOU WILL HAVE THREE  MINUTES.  

ROBERT NORVILLE, 5433 EAGLE CLAW  DRIVE, PORT  ORANGE, FLORIDA FLORIDA. 32028.  OUR PURPOSE HERE TODAY IS TO ASK  FOR YOUR ASSISTANCE AND HELP IN  OBTAINING A TRAFFIC LIGHT BELIEVE  IT OR NOT, A TRAFFIC LIGHT  AT THE INTERSECTION OF CREAM LAKES  BOULEVARD AND TAYLOR ROAD IN PORT  ORANGE, THE GATED ENTRANCE TO OUR  COMMUNITY OF SOME 863 HOMES. WE  HAVE BEEN TRYING NOW FOR OVER TEN  YEARS TO OBTAIN THAT TRAFFIC LIGHT.  WE HAVE GONE THROUGH MANY PEOPLE,  MANY DISCUSSIONS WITH MANY PEOPLE.  WE HAVE BEEN TOLD ALL KINDS OF THINGS  AND WE ARE NOT SURE WHAT IS TRUE  AND WHAT ISN'T TRUE  TO BE QUITE FRANK WITH YOU. WE HAVE  BEEN TOLD THAT THERE ARE TRAFFIC  STUDIES THAT HAVE BEEN MADE. WE  HAVE BEEN TOLD THAT THERE ARE COSTS  AND ENGINEERING STUDIES THAT WERE  MADE AND THAT EVERYTHING  IS SET TO GO EXCEPT THERE IS NO  MONEY FOR IT. NOBODY WANTS TO SPEND  THE MONEY. THE LAST WORD THAT WE  HAD THAT YOU WOULD CONSIDER TO BE  OFFICIAL I WOULD GUESS WOULD BE  TO SAY THAT THE COUNTY  TOLD CITY OF PORT ORANGE AND RESIDENTS  OF CRANE LAKES IF THEY WANTED THAT  TRAFFIC LIGHT THEY WOULD HAVE TO  PAY FOR IT THEMSELVES. SO HERE WE  ARE SOME YEARS LATER TRYING AGAIN  TO SEE WHAT WE CAN DO ABOUT  OBTAINING THAT LIGHT. THE COMMUNITY  IS SOMEWHAT OLDER THAN TEN  YEARS. IN THE TEN YEARS WE HAVE  HAD 17 ACCIDENTS. FORTUNATELY, NONE  OF THEM HAVE BEEN  SERIOUS. BUT THEY HAVE BEEN ACCIDENTS  AND THERE IS A MAJOR ONE  WAITING TO HAPPEN. THIS IS PROBABLY  THE MAJOR CONCERN THAT WE HAVE.  NOT ONLY PROPERTY DAMAGE THAT OCCURS  WHEN YOU HAVE THE ACCIDENT BUT ALSO  POTENTIAL FOR SOMEBODY GETTING  SERIOUSLY HURT. SO HERE WE ARE.  WE BELIEVE THAT IT'S A  COUNTY RESPONSIBILITY. IT'S A COUNTY  ROAD. THEREFORE IT WOULD  BE COUNTY MONEY. SO WE'RE  HERE TO KIND OF ASK FOR YOUR HELP.  WHAT IS IT THAT NEEDS TO BE DONE  AFTER TEN YEARS AND ALL KINDS OF  EFFORTS ON THE PART OF NOT ONLY  THE COMMUNITY BUT  ALSO  THE COUNCIL, VOLUSIA COUNCIL, AS  WELL AS PORT ORANGE. WE DON'T SEEM  TO BE GOING ANY PLACE. WE HAVE NO  TRAFFIC LIGHT. WE HAVE THE SAME  PROBLEM WE HAVE HAD FOR GOING ON  TEN YEARS AND IT'S GETTING WORSE.  IF YOU ARE NOT FAMILIAR WITH TAYLOR  ROAD, TAYLOR ROAD  IS AN EXTENSION. IF YOU ARE  FAMILIAR WITH PORT ORANGE, IT HAS  BECOME THE BUSINESS CENTER OF PORT  ORANGE. ANYBODY GOING IN AND OUT  OF PORT ORANGE USES AT ONE POINT  OR ANOTHER TAYLOR ROAD TO GET IN  OR OUT ESPECIALLY THE PEOPLE COMING  FROM THE WEST. THE TRAFFIC IS  NOT  GETTING LESSER. IT'S GETTING MORER.  SORRY BY MY ENGLISH, IT IS GETTING  MORE DIFFICULT. WE ARE ASKING PLEASE  WE NEED YOUR  HELP.  

THANK YOU, SIR. ANY OTHER  PUBLIC PARTICIPATION ON THIS ISSUE  OR ANY ISSUE? NONE? VERY WELL. WE  WILL CLOSE THAT AND  WE WILL GO TO -- YES, MA'AM, MS.  CUSACK. SORRY, I DID NOT SEE THE  LIGHT.  

THANK YOU MR. CHAIR. I THINK  THAT WE NEED TO HAVE -- THIS  IS MY  COMMENTS FOR MY -- COMMENTS  FOR TODAY. IT IS ABOUT THIS LIGHT  AT CRANE LAKE. I WAS  WONDERING IF WE  MIGHT HAVE TRAFFIC, SOME  STUDIES AND WITHIN THE NEXT COUPLE  COUNCIL MEETINGS BRING THIS BACK  TO  THE COUNCIL FOR SOME  DISCUSSION.  

OKAY. IT DOES NEED  TO BE DONE. IS  THIS YOUR DEPARTMENT? NOT  IN  HIS DEPARTMENT. WE GO TO  MS. MARY ANN.  

IF WE CAN HAVE  AN AGENDA ITEM, THAT WOULD BE  MOST APPRECIATED. I WILL MOVE THAT  WE WOULD PUT THIS ON THE AGENDA.  

I HAVE A MOTION TO PUT THIS ON  THE AGENDA. WHICH  AGENDA, MA'AM? THE NEXT ONE?  

I WOULD SAY  THE SECOND  ONE.  

TWO WEEKS?  

YES, WE CAN DO AN UPDATE ON THE  STUDY BUT WE CAN BRING IT BACK CERTAINLY  WITHIN TWO MEETINGS, YES.  

THE MOTION IS FOR THIS ISSUE  TO COME TO OUR AGENDA IN  TWO WEEKS. I HAVE A SECOND FROM  MR. WAGNER. MS. DENYS YOU  HAVE THE FLOOR.  

TO THIS ISSUE I WANT GO ON THE  RECORD THAT WE ARE RESPONDING  TO THIS ISSUE BECAUSE IT HAS BEEN  INITIATED BY CITIZENS AND BECAUSE  IT SEEMS TO BE A LOCAL ISSUE. WE'LL  SEE WHAT THE REPORT BEARS OUT  AT THAT TIME. BUT I HAVE BEEN DISTURBED,  I HAVE TO TELL YOU, THAT THERE IS  A YOUTUBE VIDEO OUT THERE FROM  I BELIEVE IT HAPPENED AT  CRANE LAKES. A CANDIDATES FORUM  I WATCHED AND SEVERAL PEOPLE SENT  ME CLIPS. I BELIEVE ONE CANDIDATE  RUNNING FOR CITY OF PORT ORANGE'S  COMMENT PUBLICLY WAS COUNTY IS ONLY  GOING TO RESPOND IF  THERE IS A DEATH.  

THAT HAS BEEN SAID.  

IT HAS BEEN SAID. IT'S PUBLIC  RECORD. IT'S OUT THERE. IT'S  ON YOUTUBE. FOR THE RECORD, THAT'S  NOT WHAT ANY OF US THINK,  WORK, OR TALK ABOUT. AND I, FOR  ONE, THINK THAT'S A PRETTY OFFENSIVE  STATEMENT  VERY HONESTLY. IT WAS THE LADY RUNNING  AGAINST I THINK BOB FORD FOR CITY  COUNCIL IN PORT ORANGE. I BELIEVE  THAT'S WHO SAID IT. IT IS  PUBLIC RECORD. GO TO CRANE LAKES.  MS. CUSACK YOU WERE THERE.  

I WAS THERE AND THAT WAS THE  REASON I MOVED THAT WE HAVE THIS  DISCUSSION.  

DID YOU AT ANY TIME SAY I AM  SORRY THAT'S NOT HOW COUNCIL WORKS?  IF I WAS THERE I WOULD HAVE BEEN  OUT OF MY SEAT SAYING WE HAVE GOT  TO GO ON THE RECORD.  

IF IT WAS ON YOUTUBE MY COMMENT  SHOULD HAVE BEEN ON THERE BECAUSE  I DID MAKE THAT COMMENT.  

GOOD. THEY EDIT, I UNDERSTAND  THAT.  

OKAY.  

I AM NOT QUESTIONING YOU. I KNOW  THINGS LIKE THAT GET EDITED SOMETIMES  BEFORE THEY GET POSTED. THAT PART  OF IT'S  NOT ON THERE. FOR YOUR  CREDIT AND FOR THIS COUNCIL WE DO  THINGS BECAUSE IT'S THE RIGHT THING  DO NOT BASED ON COMMENTS LIKE THAT  AND ANYBODY THAT WOULD MAKE A COMMENT  LIKE THAT VERY GENUINELY DOES NOT  BUILD A COLLABORATIVE PROCESS, LET'S  JUST LEAVE IT AT THAT. ANYWAY, WE  LOOK FORWARD TO BRINGING IT BACK  ON THE AGENDA. I TRAVEL TAYLOR  ROAD A LOT. WE'LL SEE WHAT HAPPENS  WITH THIS GOING FORWARD. THANK YOU.  

MR. WAGNER HAD A COMMENT.  

COMMENTING ON MARY ANN'S COMMENT  ABOUT WE CAN UPDATE THE STUDY BUT  WE'LL STATEMENT BE SENDING A LETTER  TO PORT ORANGE. THESE ARE  PORT ORANGE RESIDENTS. THERE IS  SHARED RESPONSIBILITY. SO WE'LL  BE CONTACTING PORT ORANGE AGAIN.  THEY HAVE BEEN CONTACTED  BEFORE. WE WILL CONTACT THEM BECAUSE  I DO THINK THAT A LOT OF  THESE THINGS ARE SHARED RESPONSIBILITIES.  

CAN I SAY SOMETHING?  

PLEASE. YOU MUST COME  TO THE MICROPHONE, SIR. IDENTIFY  YOURSELF.  

ROBERT NORVILLE AGAIN FROM CRANE  LAKES. I JUST WANTED TO MAKE THE  COMMENT THAT ON TUESDAY THE  21 21st OF OCTOBER, WE HAVE PLANS  TO BE AT THE PORT  ORANGE CITY COUNCIL MEETING. IT  HAS BEEN PUT ON THE AGENDA. IT'S  A TOPIC OBVIOUSLY FOR THAT MEETING.  WE ARE HOPING TO HAVE A FAIRLY DECENT  TURN OUT OF PEOPLE NOT ONLY FROM  CRANE LAKES BUT FROM THE COMMUNITY  SURROUNDING US BECAUSE IT'S OF  INTEREST TO ALL OF THEM.  

 VERY WELL. MR. WAGNER.  

STINKS FOR THE COUNTY, WASN'T  A FEW MONTHS BACK WHEN WE DID THE  LIGHT ON WILLIAMSON EVEN THOUGH  WE HAD AN AGREEMENT WITH PORT ORANGE  TO DO THE LIGHT. PORT ORANGE TOLD  US WHERE THEY WANTED THE LIGHT AND  A NEW COMMISSION CAME IN AND  SAID NO YEARS LATER, WE WOULD LIKE  ONE HERE AS WELL AND WE ACCOMMODATED  IT AND FIGURED OUT WAY DO IT. WE  ARE GREAT PARTNERS. WE ARE WILLING  TO WORK ON IT AND GET IT DONE. HEARING  COMMENTS LIKE THAT IS UNFORTUNATE  BUT HOPEFULLY THAT PERSON RUNNING  UNDERSTANDS THE HISTORY OF SOMETHING  WE LITERALLY JUST DID.  

TWICE ACTUALLY.  

WE'RE TEAM PLAYERS.  

WELL WE HAVE A MOTION FOR APPROVAL  TO BRING IT FORTH TO THE NEXT  COUNTY  COUNCIL AGENDA, BY MS. CUSACK,  SECOND BY MR. WAGNER. ANY  FURTHER DISCUSSION? ALL IN FAVOR,  AYES.  

AYES.  

ALL OPPOSED? SO BE IT. IT  SHALL BE ON OUR NEXT AGENDA IN  TWO WEEKS SIR. PLEASE BE HERE WITH  YOUR FRIENDS.  

THAT'S FOR DISCUSSION PURPOSES  ONLY. IT'S NOT SOMETHING WE WILL  APPROVE.  

RIGHT. IT WILL BE UP FOR DISCUSSION.  WE WILL HAVE ALL KINDS OF DISCUSSION  ABOUT IT. ANYTHING ELSE? MS. CUSACK  YOU STILL HAVE THE FLOOR.  

MR. CHAIR, THAT'S ALL I WANTED  TO REPORT.  

THANK YOU. MR.  PATTERSON, YOU RESERVED YOUR TIME  FOR THIS AFTERNOON. IS THERE CLOSING  COMMENTS YOU WOULD LIKE TO MAKE?  

NO.  

NO CLOSING COMMENTS FROM MR.  PATTERSON. MR. WAGNER YOU RESERVED  YOUR NAME.  

WE HAD AN E-MAIL  FROM ROBERT MARBA ABOUT A PRESENTATION  SAYING HE WOULD COME PROBONO. HE  ASKED IF WE COULD PAY HIS EXPENSES  TO BE HERE. I THINK THAT'S A GOOD  IDEA, TO HAVE HIM COME AND AS DOUG  SAID WE WOULD BE THE ONE TO  ASK TOUGH QUESTIONS.  

I THINK I DID SAY THAT.  

IT MAKES SENSE. HE SAID HIS  TIME IS PROBONO BUT HE ASKED IF  WE COULD COVER THE COST OF THE TRIP.  

WHERE IS  HE  COMING FROM?  

COULD BE A FLIGHT. WE DO RUN  AN AIRPORT.  

YES WE DO, ACTUALLY HE DOES.  

I THINK RICK COULD FIND HIM  A FLIGHT HERE THAT'S REASONABLE.  

I KNOW A COUPLE PRIVATE PILOTS  THAT COULD GET HIM HERE.  

IT WOULD BE A GOOD IDEA. HE HEARD  US SAYING WE WOULD LIKE HIM TO KNOW.  HE LET US KNOW HIS TIME IS PROBONO  TO DISCUSS THE MATTER. I THINK IT  WOULD BE GOOD TO HAVE HIM HERE.  

THAT WOULD HAVE TO BE A MOTION  FOR US TO PAY MONEY.  

I MOTION TO PAY  TRAVEL EXPENSES FOR MR. MARBA TO  COME AND GIVE THE PRESENTATION.  

MR. NORTHY DID THE SECOND. IS  THAT A ROUND TRIP TICKET?  

YES.  

WE'LL SEE.  

YOU ARE SAYING  HE IS LEAVING.  

YEAH. WE HAVE A MOTION AND  A SECOND. ANY FURTHER DISCUSSION  MS. DENYS?  

I THOUGHT WE AS COUNCIL AGREED  WE WOULD HAVE STUFF COME BACK AND  GIVE US AN UPDATE.  

THAT TOO.  

I WOULD LIKE  TO HAVE STAFF'S INPUT BEFORE WE  BRING THE CONSULTANT IN. I WOULD  LIKE TO BE BRIEFED BY OUR STAFF  BEFORE HEARING FROM THE  CONSULTANT. I WILL AGREE TO IT,  THOSE ARE THE ONLY TERMS I  WILL AGREE TO.  

HOW LONG UNTIL YOU CAN HAVE --  

MAYBE THIS WILL HELP  FOR EVERYBODY. TO BE PRODUCTIVE  I HAVE SPENT TIME READING THE REPORT.  I HAVE GONE THROUGH IT TWICE. WHAT  I REALLY THINK WE HAVE IS THERE  ARE SO MANY -- THERE ARE A NUMBER  OF UNANSWERED QUESTIONS THAT WITHOUT  THE ANSWERS TO THE QUESTIONS I AM  NOT SURE YOU CAN HAVE A CONVERSATION  BEYOND WHAT YOU COULD READ IN  THE REPORT. SO WHAT I THINK WOULD  BE HELPFUL IS IF WE ASKED HIM  A SERIES OF -- QUESTIONS ABOUT  HIS REPORT. THEY'RE LEGITIMATE QUESTIONS.  HE PROPOSES A FORMULA FOR  HOW PEOPLE WOULD PAY. I CAN'T FIGURE  OUT HOW TO MAKE THE FORMULA WORK.  I DON'T THINK ANYONE WOULD TRUST  NUMBERS IF HE DOESN'T DO THEM. I  THINK ASKING HIM TO LOOK AT HOW  THE FORMULA WOULD WORK MAYBE IF  WE GAVE HIM BACKGROUND DATA TO PUT  TOGETHER NUMBERS, YOU WOULD HAVE  SWAG NUMBERS TO GO BY. THERE MAY  BE OTHER QUESTIONS  IN IT. I CAN SHARE THEM BEFORE WE  SEND IT OUT. I THINK IF HE WAS PREPARED  TO ANSWER QUESTIONS THEN I THINK  THE DISCUSSION WOULD BE MORE PRODUCTIVE.  IT'S SORT OF LIKE IN SOME WAYS HE  GAVE YOU A VISION OF WHAT IT COULD  BE, NOT SO MUCH A ROAD MAP OF HOW  TO GET THERE AND HOW YOU WOULD SUSTAIN  IT. YOU MIGHT WANT HIM TO COMMENT  ON SOME OF THOSE THINGS. I WOULD  BE WILLING TO PUT TOGETHER QUESTIONS.  I AM TALKING ABOUT REALLY GOOD PERTINENT  QUESTIONS THAT I  THINK WOULD HELP. I CAN'T DO AN  ANALYSIS OF HIS REPORT WITHOUT SOME  OF THE QUESTIONS ANSWERED.  

BUT YOU  PREVIOUS TO THIS,  THE COUNCIL UNANIMOUSLY AGREED TO  HAVE STAFF GIVE US A REPORT.  

IN THE NATURE OF OUR REPORT WOULD  BE THE FOLLOWING. HERE IS THE QUESTIONS  WE HAVE ABOUT THE REPORT. OKAY.  I CAN'T GO FURTHER THAN THAT BECAUSE  WITHOUT THE INFORMATION, I CAN'T  UNDERSTAND THE NATURE OF IT.  

AGREED. BUT I WOULD STILL LIKE  THAT PROCESS TO OCCUR. I WOULD LIKE  BASIC DISCUSSION WITH COUNCIL TO  OCCUR.  

OH OKAY.  

BEFORE THE CONSULTANT GETS HERE  AND THEN WE ARE ALL OVER THE PLACE.  

OKAY.  

I THINK WE AS A COUNCIL IF WE  ARE GOING TO HAVE THIS SERIOUS CONVERSATION,  I WOULD LIKE  TO HEAR STAFF'S CONCERNS, STAFF  QUESTIONS AND THEN WE CAN DISCUSS  IT AND THEN BRING THE CONSULTANT  IN. I WOULD BE AGREEABLE  TO THAT. I'D REALLY LIKE TO  HEAR FROM YOU, FROM STAFF LIKE  WE AGREED ORIGINALLY.  

IF THE COUNCIL WOULD LIKE I GUESS  THAT WOULD BE AN EXTRA STEP. WE  COULD TALK ABOUT WHAT THOSE ISSUES  ARE AND THEN YOU  COULD DECIDE, EITHER  EXPAND  OR AGREE. YOU COULD HAVE HIM HONE  IN ON THE AREAS YOU NEED TO QUESTION.  THERE ARE REALLY FUNDAMENTAL THINGS  ABOUT THE REPORT THAT YOU NEED TO  KNOW BEFORE YOU COULD DECIDE I THINK  WHETHER YOU LIKED IT OR NOT. WE  COULD DO THAT IF THAT'S WHAT YOU  WOULD LIKE. WE WOULD PROPOSE QUESTIONS  THAT WE WOULD DISCUSS AND THEN MAYBE  THE COUNCIL WOULD DECIDE WHICH QUESTIONS  THEY WANT ANSWERED BASED ON THE  THINGS WE FOUND.  

BASED ON THE HISTORY OF US ON  THE COUNCIL AND A CONSULTANT AND  WHAT RESULTS WERE IN IMPLEMENTATION  IT'S NOT A VERY SOLID TRACK RECORD  AT LEAST  WITH MY SHORT TENURE. I THINK PRECEDING  IT WITH YOUR INPUT.  

HERE IS WHAT I CAN DO. WE HAVE  ALREADY GONE THROUGH IT. WE'LL PUT  INTO WRITING THOSE AREAS WHERE WE  THINK WE NEED ADDITIONAL  INFORMATION OR ADDITIONAL RESEARCH  FOR CERTAIN BASIC QUESTIONS. WE  CAN SHARE THEM WITH COUNCIL AND  COUNCIL COULD DISCUSS THOSE. OUT  OF THAT YOU COULD DECIDE WHAT THINGS  YOU WANTED US TO PURSUE WITH  THE CONSULTANT DIRECTLY. HOW DOES  THAT SOUND? I THINK IT WILL BE MORE  PRODUCTIVE.  

IT WILL BE, SURE.  

I DON'T THINK HE WOULD BE SURPRISED.  FOR EXAMPLE I THINK EVERYONE IS  ASKING WHAT DOES THE FORMULA MEAN?  I HAVE NOT MET ANYONE THAT UNDERSTANDS  IT. I AM NOT CRITICIZING HIM. HE  HAS HIS WAY OF DOING IT, BUT I THINK  IT WOULD BE  BETTER FOR EVERYONE. FOR EXAMPLE  HE MAY NOT HAVE BACK GROUND INFORMATION  DO THE FORMULA. WE WOULD BE WILLING  TO SUPPLY HIM THAT IF WE HAD THE  DATA. THEN I THINK YOU WOULD HAVE  A BETTER HANDLE ON WHAT THE FORMULA  MEANS. I HAVE HAD THE CITY ASK ME  THE SAME THING. DO YOU UNDERSTAND  HOW THAT WOULD BE APPLIED? I DON'T  UNDERSTAND IT SO NO I CAN'T ANSWER  THAT. I COULD DO THAT AND THEN THE  GROUP COULD DECIDE WHAT IF ANY QUESTIONS  YOU WANT TO ASK HIM AS YOU INVITE  HIM IN, IF THAT ANSWERS YOUR CONCERNS  SO THAT YOU FEEL COMFORTABLE, I  WOULD BE WILLING DO THAT.  

I THINK THAT'S THE WAY TO PROCEED  IN AN ISSUE THIS IMPORTANT,  THIS BIG. WE NEED  TO  PROCEED CAUTIOUSLY. I  AM DONE. THANK YOU.  

MR. DANIELS, YOU HAVE  THE FLOOR.  

I THINK DEB  PRETTY MUCH SAID EVERYTHING. I AGREE  THAT WE NEED THE PREPARATION AHEAD  OF TIME. IT WOULDN'T BE USEFUL TO  HAVE HIM COME HERE AND ASK QUESTIONS  HE COULDN'T ANSWER. IT WOULD BE  EMBARRASSING AND WOULDN'T WORK WELL.  IT WOULD BE FAIRER FOR US TO HAVE  THE DISCUSSION AHEAD OF TIME. THERE  WILL BE NUMBERS QUESTIONS BECAUSE  IN READING THROUGH THE REPORT I  THOUGHT IT WAS  VERY LIGHT ON NUMBERS AND CERTAINLY  VERY LIGHT ON HOW YOU GET FROM HERE  TO THERE. SO THE PROCEDURE OF  HOW YOU GET FROM HERE TO THERE AND  IN THE NUMBERS ARE CRITICAL,  ABSOLUTELY CRITICAL TO  MAKING  THIS WORK.I KNOW HE RECOMMENDS WE  DO IT IN THE MIDDLE OF THE  COUNTY. IT WOULD BE INTERESTING  TO FIND OUT HOW THOSE PEOPLE ARE  GOING TO GET THERE, YOU KNOW, HOW  ARE THE HOMELESS PEOPLE GOING TO  GET TO THE MIDDLE OF THE COUNTY?  IF YOU GIVE THEM A TOKEN TO RIDE  THE BUS, ARE THEY REALLY GOING TO  RIDE THE BUS? ARE YOU GOING TO  HAVE POLICE OFFICERS? ARE POLICE  OFFICERS GOING TO CART THEM OUT  THERE? WHAT ARE YOU GOING DO? HOW  IS IT GOING TO WORK MECHANICALLY?  THOSE WOULD BE THE QUESTIONS HE  WOULD NEED TO BE ABLE TO ANSWER.  THANK YOU.  

THANK YOU,  SIR.  

MS. CUSACK.  

COULD YOU CLEAR BY SCREEN DOWN  TO MR. PATTERSON. EVERYBODY ELSE  IS DONE. MS. CUSACK.  

THANK YOU. I AM OF THE OPINION  THAT WE SHOULD HAVE  THESE QUESTIONS PREPARED TO PRESENT  TO THE PRESENTER IN  ADVANCE BUT I DON'T SEE THE THIRD  STEP WHERE WE NEED TO HAVE  THIS DISCUSSION AND THEN ASK HIM  QUESTIONS AND  THEN HE COMES HERE. FOR ME, I THINK  IT WOULD BE IMPORTANT FOR US TO  HAVE SOME DIALOGUE AS TO WHAT  QUESTIONS. WE HAVE DONE THAT BEFORE  WHEN WE HAD  PRESENTERS. WE HAVE PROPOSED QUESTIONS.  HAVING READ THE REPORT YOUR QUESTIONS  WILL COME TO MIND AND YOU CAN  ASK THOSE QUESTIONS, SEND THOSE  QUESTIONS TO HIM AND ASK  FOR HIM TO PRESENT THEM TO US,  THE ANSWERS TO THESE QUESTIONS SO  HE WOULD HAVE SOME IDEA AS TO WHERE  WE ARE GOING AS FAR AS OUR  DISCUSSION SHOULD BE. THAT WOULD  BE MY RECOMMENDATION. I DON'T SEE  GOING THROUGH THREE STEPS. WE CAN  HAVE OUR MEETING. WE CAN ASK THE  QUESTIONS THAT WE WANT, HAVE THEM  PRESENTED TO HIM AND HE WOULD COME  AND PRESENT THEM  TO US, THE ANSWERS.  

THANK YOU,  MA'AM. MR. PATTERSON.  

I FIND IT  INTERESTING THAT THIS CONSULTANT  HAS BEEN IN SEVERAL COMMUNITIES  AND HE IS GREAT AT CREATIVE WRITING  ON THESE REPORTS BUT HIS  NUMBERS ARE PRESENTEE BAD. IT --  PRETTY BAD. IT DOESN'T GIVE ME  MUCH CREDIBILITY TO HIS Ph.D BECAUSE  IN ORDER TO GET A Ph.D YOU'VE  REALLY GOT TO EARN IT BY BEING ABLE  TO SUPPORT THE DOCUMENTS  THAT YOU WRITE. SARASOTA WASN'T  IMPRESSED WITH HIM. ST. PETERS BERG  RIGHT NOW IS FLIPPING OUT AND  THE SHERIFFS COMMENT WAS ALL THIS  GUY DOES IS WALTZ IN AND THROW A  BUNCH OF DUST AROUND HERE AND THEN  HE LEAVES AND THEY'RE LEFT  HOLDING THE BAG. I WANT SOLID  NUMBERS. I COULD CARELESS -- I HAVE  SEEN THE MIDDLE OF THE COUNTY OR  OVER HERE, I SEE A LOT OF PROBLEMS.  I SEE A LOT OF EXPENSES  THAT AREN'T EVEN BEING CONSIDERED  SUCH AS HOW THESE PEOPLE ARE GOING  TO MOVE OUT OF THESE SITES. ARE  WE GOING TO HAVE TO BUILD BUILDINGS  FOR THE SERVICES WE'LL HAVE TO MOVE  OUT THERE? THE ONLY THING OUT THERE  IS MENTAL HEALTH AND DRUG ABUSE.  THESE PEOPLE, WE HAVE SOME OF THESE  HOMELESS PEOPLE WITH THOSE PROBLEMS  BUT FOR THE LARGE PART THERE ARE  HOMELESS PEOPLE THAT NEED TRAINING  AND A LOT OF  THEM HAVE CHOSEN  THIS LIFESTYLE. THAT'S THEIR CHOICE.  I JUST DON'T WANT HIM TO COME HERE  AND DO THE SAME THING, THROW FAIRY  DUST IN THE AIR AND WE FALL  OVER OURSELVES LIKE I HAVE SEEN  DONE IN THE OTHER CITIES BECAUSE  HE SEEMS TO SOLVE A PROBLEM BUT  THERE IS NOTHING SOLID. THERE IS  NO MEAT TO IT. IT'S JUST  A  LOT OF HAPPY PLATITUDES I HAVE SEEN  IN HIS WRITING. UNLESS HE IS READY  TO DEFEND HIS WRITING WITH SOLID  NUMBERS, WITH A LOT OF THINGS. THAT'S  MY FEELING.  

WELL THE MOTION ON  THE FLOOR IS TO GET A ROUND  TRIP TICKET FOR  THIS GENTLEMAN. MR. WAGNER?  

IT WILL INCLUDE I GUESS PROBABLY  A HOTEL  NIGHT OR -- IF HE FLIES IN THE  MORNING AND FLIES OUT. I DON'T KNOW.  THESE ARE ALL GREAT QUESTIONS TO  ASK. I AGREE WITH EVERYBODY.  

MOTION ON THE  FLOOR FOR MR. MR. WAGNER IS  TO PAY FOR TRANSPORTATION AND I  GUESS HOUSING.  

UNLESS IT'S A SINGLE DAY TRIP.  

DO YOU WISH TO AMEND THAT TO  INCLUDE HOUSING IF NECESSARY.  

WHATEVER THE TRIP ENTAILS.  

IS A SECOND OKAY WITH THAT?  

YES.  

OKAY. MOTION IS TO PAY FOR TRANSPORTATION  AND HOUSING WHILE HE IS HERE  FOR PRESENTATION. MOTIONED BY WAGNER  AND  SECOND  BY NORTHY. DISCUSSION? SEEING NONE,  SIGNIFY BY AYES?  

AYES.  

OPPOSED?  

MR. PATTERSON IS  OPPOSED. WHEN WOULD WE LIKE TO START  LOOKING FORWARD TO OUR FURTHER DISCUSSION  OF THIS? IS IT GOING TO BE AN AGENDA  ITEM OR JUST KEEP TALKING NOW?  

HERE IS WHAT WE'LL DO. I WILL  ASK EACH COUNCIL MEMBER WHETHER  THEY HAVE SPECIFIC QUESTIONS  THEMSELVES. I HAVE SOME QUESTIONS,  JUST PROFESSIONAL QUESTIONS, THAT  HE WILL NOT BE SURPRISED BY THAT  I THINK HE WILL  AGREE NEEDS CLARIFICATION. I WILL  SHOW EVERYBODY WHAT THE QUESTIONS  WILL BE. I WILL SIGNAL FROM THE  COUNCIL MEMBERS. I CAN SEND THEM  TO HIM. I HAVE HEARD FROM THE COUNCIL  THAT THEY WANTED TO SORT OF VENT  THAT FIRST. I NEED TO KNOW HOW YOU  WANT DO THAT. WE CAN DO THAT AT  THE NEXT COUNCIL MEETING. WE CAN  TALK ABOUT THE QUESTIONS WE HAVE  PUT TOGETHER. IF THE COUNCIL ENDORSES  THAT PACKAGE OF QUESTIONS, I CAN  SEND IT TO HIM. IF YOU WANT TO SKIP  THE STEP AND WE SEND THEM DIRECTLY,  I JUST NEED TO KNOW. I AM NOT SURE  WHICH ONE YOU WANTED. ONE WOULD  TAKE ONE MORE STEP WHICH IS THAT  WE WOULD DISCUSS THE QUESTIONS AND  WHERE WE ARE GOING JUST AS A  GROUP WITHOUT HIM  BEING HERE . WE WILL ARRANGE FOR  HIM TO COME DOWN. IF THAT'S WHAT  EVERYONE WANTS DO, I CAN ACCOMMODATE  THAT.  

THAT SOUNDS LIKE A  GOOD PLAN. MS. DENYS, YOU HAVE THE  FLOOR.  

MY CONVERSATION WAS I THINK WE  WANT DISCUSSION HERE AND I WANT  THE DISCUSSION TO BE, MR. MANAGER,  MORE THAN WHAT QUESTIONS WE ARE  GOING TO ASK HIM BECAUSE PRIOR TO  THIS MOTION YOU WERE GOING TO GIVE  US  AN UPDATE AND  YOUR INPUT. I  WANT YOUR INPUT. IN OTHER WORDS  A CLEARING HOUSE FOR QUESTIONS,  WE COULD DO THAT AND SKIP THAT STEP  BUT THAT'S NOT THE PURPOSE. THIS  ISSUE IS TOO LARGE. I FIND  IT INTRIGUING MR. PATTERSON TOO  THAT I ACTUALLY CHUCKLED WHEN  I READ THE CONSULTANTS COMMENTS  WHEN HE SAID HE WAS LISTENING TO  US AND SAID THERE HAD BEEN  LIVELY DISCUSSION AT COUNCIL. I  AM WONDERING, I ACTUALLY DELETED  MY  RETURN MESSAGE BECAUSE INDEED, HE  HAD TO LISTEN BECAUSE WE WERE  IN SESSION WHEN THEY  GAVE  THE Q&A IN DUELAND WHEN COUNTY COUNCIL  WAS IN SESSION. ANYWAY --  

YOU HAVE 33 CHURCHES SUPPORTING  THIS PLAN AND  THEY HAVEN'T PUT $.10 UP. MAYBE  THEY SHOULD BE THE ONES TO PAY  HIS TRAVEL  TO/FROM. THIS IS FASCINATING TO  ME WITH WHAT'S HAPPENING HERE. IT  SEEMS LIKE IT IS BEING PUSHED AND  PUSHED AND  PUSHED. I HAVE HEARD THAT THE CENTER  IN TEXAS THAT HE NEVER RAN THAT  FACILITY. HOW CAN HE COME UP WITH  NUMBERS TO LET US KNOW WHAT IT WILL  COST WHEN HE DID THE SAME  THING? JUST SAID HERE IT IS. HERE  IS WHAT YOU NEED TO DO, AND THEY  GET STUCK WITH THE COST.  

THERE ARE ALSO STATEMENTS AS  I UNDERSTAND IN THE REPORT STATING  WHAT COUNTY COUNCIL HAS AGREED.  I DON'T BELIEVE THIS COUNCIL EVER  HAD OFFICIAL POSITION OR DISCUSSED  IT. WE MAY HAVE  INDIVIDUALLY MADE COMMENTS IN ARENAS  THAT WE MOVE IN BUT AS A COUNCIL  THIS COUNTY HAS NOT AGREED TO  ANYTHING OFFICIALLY. WE DO NOT HAVE  A POSITION SO THE CONSULTANT IS  WELCOME TO COME AND FILL UP THE  CHAMBERS. I HAVE SOME  PRETTY STRONG QUESTIONS AND  I WILL ASK THEM. BUT  MR. MANAGER, THE BEST THING YOU  CAN DO FOR YOUR COUNCIL AND THAT  I AM ASKING YOU TO DO IS TO GIVE  US YOUR EXPERIENCE AND  YOUR WISDOM IN TAKING A LOOK AT  THAT REPORT.  

HERE IS MY DILEMMA. I HAVE SPENT  TIME LOOKING AT THE REPORT. I KNOW  THE SUBJECT MATTER WELL. IN ALL  FAIRNESS TO HIS REPORT, IT'S HARD  FOR ME TO COMMENT UNLESS I GET HIM  TO CLARIFY STUFF FOR ME. THAT'S  PART OF THE PROBLEM. FOR  EXAMPLE IF THE ISSUE IS HOW YOU  ARE GOING TO PAY FOR OPERATING  COSTS, I HAVE NO CLUE FROM THE WAY  HE DID THE FORMULA HOW THAT WOULD  WORK OUT WHICH COULD HAVE AN EFFECT  ON WHETHER WE THINK IT IS FAIR.  IN ALL FAIRNESS TO HIM HERE IS WHAT  I WAS GOING TO TELL YOU. I HAVE  TO GET CLARIFICATION FROM HIM FOR  ME TO UNDERSTAND THE REPORT. ANOTHER  THING I READ THAT HE SAID IN THE  PAPER AND HE CLARIFIED SOMETHING  I WOULD WANT HIM TO CLARIFY. I THINK  FOR YOU THAT LISTEN TO HIM, HE HAS  MADE IT REAL CLEAR, I  BELIEVE, IN HIS REPORT, AND I WOULD  AGREE WITH HIM ON THIS POINT THAT  HE BELIEVES -- I DON'T WANT TO PUT  WORDS IN HIS MOUTH. I WOULD LIKE  HIM TO VERIFY THIS. THE IMPRESSION  I GET IS HE IS SAYING THAT -- PUT  IT THIS WAY. I HAVE SOME DOUBTS  ON THE SHELTER SIDE ABOUT THE  DISTANCE BASED ON  MY PROFESSIONAL EXPERIENCE. BUT  WHAT HE SAYS IS THAT I  THINK HE IS SAYING TO  MAKE IT WORK -- CORRECT ME IF YOU  DON'T THINK THIS IS WHAT HE SAID.  HE BELIEVES THAT THE WHOLE PACKAGE  OF SERVICE INCLUDING FEEDING HAS  TO BE AT  THE CENTER SITE. HONESTLY IF HE  IS RIGHT THAT IT IS GOING TO WORK  THERE, I HAVE DOUBTS, BUT I DO BELIEVE  HE IS RIGHT ON THAT POINT. I DON'T  WANT TO PUT THOSE WORDS IN HIS MOUTH.  I THINK THAT IS SO  IMPORTANT TO UNDERSTAND THAT IF  HE IS SAYING FOR IT TO  WORK, AND I THINK  HE IS SAYING THIS, IT HAS TO ABSOLUTELY  HAVE MORE THAN JUST THE SHELTER.  IT'S GOT TO HAVE THE OTHER SERVICES  THAT GO ALONG. HE HAS MADE A BIG  ISSUE ABOUT THE  FEEDING HAS TO STOP. HE CALLS IT  ENABLING WITHIN THE CITIES. WHAT  I WOULD SAY AS A PROFESSIONAL IS  IF HE IS RIGHT THAT THE CENTER  OF THE COUNTY WILL WORK, WHICH I  HAVE CONCERNS ABOUT, I WOULD AGREE  THAT IF HE SAYS ALL THE SERVICES  NEED TO BE THERE AND FEEDING STOPS,  THAT THAT'S KEY TO MAKE IT WORK,  I WOULD SAY PROFESSIONALLY I AGREE  WITH HIM. IN OTHER WORDS I THINK  HE IS RIGHT IN THE SENSE THAT IF  YOU ARE THAT FAR OUT YOU HAVE TO  HAVE THAT KIND OF DRAW. I NEED TO  ASK HIM IF  THAT'S WHAT HE MEANT.  

HERE IS THE MOST INTERESTING  THING ABOUT YOUR COMMENT IS HOW  YOU STARTED. HE SAID IN THE PAPER.  THROUGH THIS WHOLE PROCESS  AS MANAGER OF VOLUSIA COUNTY HAVE  YOU BEEN INVITED TO ANY DISCUSSION  WITH HIM OR ANY ROUND TABLE OR ANY  OF THE MEETINGS?  

HE HAS MET WITH US  TWO OR THREE TIMES. TWICE. HE  HAS MET WITH US TWICE. WE  PROBABLY WERE HIS -- I THINK HE  WOULD TELL YOU WE WERE HIS MOST  INTENSE DISCUSSIONS BECAUSE WE REALLY  GOT INTO ELEMENTS OF HOW  YOU RUN FACILITIES. THEY WERE  GOOD DISCUSSIONS. ITCH NOT BEEN  TO HIS PRESENTATION BUT WHEN I  READ HIS REPORT AND WHEN I  LISTEN TO SOME OF  THE COMMENTS HE MADE AND I ALSO  READ THIS  IN THE PAPER, HE WAS NOT AS VIDEO  HELMET  IN HIS DISCUSSIONS  ABOUT ENABLEING PEOPLE THAN HE  WAS WITH WHAT HE SAYS. ANOTHER THING  IS I DO THINK HE THINKS THIS IS  AN ISSUE THOUGH I DON'T SEE IT IN  HIS REPORT. HOW DO YOU DO TRANSPORTATION?  DO YOU HAVE TO HAVE SOME TYPE OF  SHUTTLE SYSTEM THAT WORKS FOR PEOPLE?  I AM NOT SURE THE BUS WOULD WORK.  I THINK THESE ARE VALID QUESTIONS  TO ASK. ONCE YOU KNEW THE ANSWERS  TO ALL THOSE THEN I THINK IT IS  EASIER TO DECIDE WHAT THE RISK AND  REWARD IS. I CAN'T TELL THAT AND  IT IS NOT FAIR TO HIM BECAUSE  YOU NEED  TO CLARIFY THOSE QUESTIONS. A KEY  ELEMENT IS THIS THING ABOUT THE  CHURCHES NOT FEEDING OR THE PEOPLE  NOT FEEDING. THE PROBLEM YOU HAVE  IS SOME OF THE CHURCHES YOU ARE  GOING TO FIND A LOT OF THE FEEDING  THEY DO IS FOR POOR PEOPLE  NOT NECESSARILY HOMELESS. ARE THEY  GOING TO COMPLETELY QUIT FEEDING  IN THE CURRENT LOCATION AND FEED  AT THE SHELTER? IF HE  SAYS, WHICH I THINK HE IS RIGHT  THAT THAT'S A MAJOR FACTOR, THEN  I AM CURIOUS AS TO HOW THEY WEIGH  IN ABOUT THEIR WILLINGNESS DO  THAT. I AM GIVING HIM THE BENEFIT  OF THE DOUBT THAT HE IS RIGHT ABOUT  THAT.  

WE ARE TALKING AROUND MINOR ISSUES.  THE MAJOR ISSUE IS FUNDING STREAMS.  I STILL HAVEN'T SEEN A COMMITMENT  OR CONTRACT. MR. PATTERSON WAS SAYING  WE HAVE 33 CHURCHES. IF THEY'RE  SO COMMITTED, I HAVE SAID THIS TO  THEM, DON'T SHOW ME RESOLUTION OF  SUPPORT. THAT'S LIKE ANONYMOUS MAIL.  SHOW ME A CONTRACT WHERE  YOU ARE ALL COMMITTED AND PUTTING  X AMOUNT OF DOLLARS IN. AN ACCOUNT  LIKE THAT, IF IT DOESN'T EXIST AND  IF THEY HAVE BEEN WORKING ON  IT FOR YEARS AND IT WAS THAT SERIOUS,  YOU KNOW, ACTION WOULD HAVE BEEN  TAKEN. AND IT HASN'T BEEN.  

I THINK ONE OF THE REASONS --  I AGREE WITH YOU. I THINK ONE OF  THE REASONS HE NEEDS TO BE ASKED  AND ONLY HE CAN ANSWER THIS,  HE IS THE ONLY OBJECTIVE PERSON  THAT HAS TO PUT THIS IN FRONT  OF EVERYBODY. ASK HIM HOW THE FORMULA  WOULD WORK AND WHO WOULD PAY WHAT  AND HOW MUCH. HE IS GOING TO HAVE  TO TAKE A SWAG AT THAT BUT  IT WOULDN'T BE THAT FAR, A CRAZY  SWAG, BECAUSE HE WANTS  TO USE POPULATION AND POVERTY RATES.  HE NEEDS TO PUT THAT TOGETHER. THAT  WOULD ANSWER FOR YOU WHERE THE MONEY  WOULD COME FROM AND HOW MUCH. I  HAVE ASKED  TWO  CITIES ALREADY WOULD THEY BE INTERESTED.  THEY SAID THEY UNDERSTAND HE WANTS  A LARGER COMMITMENT IN FIVE OR TEN  YEARS. THEY SAID THEY MAY BE INTERESTED.  THEY WERE TWO MANAGERS. THEIR POINT  WAS I CAN'T TELL YOU ANYTHING BECAUSE  I DON'T HAVE ANY IDEA WHETHER THAT  WAS 25 GRAND OR 500 GRAND. I DON'T  KNOW WHAT NUMBER IT IS AND THAT  WOULD HAVE AN  EFFECT ON THEIR COUNCILS. I THINK  MR. MARBA WOULD HAVE TO ADMIT THAT  NUMBER IS NOT IN THERE. BECAUSE  IT IS NOT THERE, THERE IS NO WAY  TO ANSWER THE QUESTIONS. I THINK  THAT'S A VALID QUESTION TO ASK.  IF ANYONE ELSE DOES THE NUMBER YOU  WOULD HAVE TO UNDERSTAND THE FORMULA.  IF ANYBODY ELSE DOES THE NUMBER,  NOBODY WILL TRUST IT. HE'S GOT DO  IT. THESE ARE ALL QUESTIONS THAT  NEED TO BE ANSWERED. THAT'S THE  ONLY WAY I CAN GIVE YOU MY OPINION.  I HAVE TO GET THE ANSWERS TO SOME  OF THE QUESTIONS.  

OKAY. THANK  YOU.  

 MR. NORTHY NORTHEY.  

I SHARE THE CONCERN BEING EXPRESSED  HERE. I THINK THERE ARE  TWO THINGS. WE NEED TO HEAR FROM  HIM. HE NEEDS TO BE  BEFORE THIS COUNCIL BECAUSE I UNDERSTOOD  AT THE MEETING IN DAYTONA THAT THERE  WAS A DISCUSSION ABOUT WHO WAS LEAD  AND THE CITY SAID  THE COUNTY SHOULD BE LEAD. MY POSITION  WOULD BE IT'S THE CITY,  IT'S A MUNICIPAL ISSUE  IN THE CITIES. MRS. DENYS AS  YOU HAD POINTED OUT IN APRIL AT  THE FAITH RALLY THERE WAS DISCUSSION  ABOUT A DOCUMENT THAT  WOULD BE PUT TOGETHER IN YOUR LOCAL  BETWEEN THE CITIES AND NOT FOR PROFITS.  THAT HASN'T HAPPENED YET. I STILL  THINK THERE  ARE QUESTIONS THAT AS WE WALK THROUGH  THIS PROCESS AND I DO AGREE  MR. MANAGER YOUR INFORMATION COMING  TO US FIRST IS THE RIGHT WAY DO  IT. BUT I THINK WE HAVE TO  HEAR FROM HIM. JUST TO SATISFY ISSUES  THAT COME UP. THAT DOESN'T MEAN  THAT THIS COUNCIL OR THIS  COUNCIL MEMBER IS SIGNING OFF  WITHOUT ANY DISCUSSION ON COST BECAUSE  THAT IS A MAJOR  CONCERN. LOCATION IS A MAJOR CONCERN  FOR ME. I AM NOT CONVINCED YET THAT  PUTTING IT IN THE CENTER OF THE  COUNTY WHERE YOU HAVE TO PROVIDE  BUS TRANSPORTATION DURING THE DAY  AND WHAT HAPPENS TO THEM DURING  THE DAY, THAT IS UNANSWERED AS WELL.  I KNOW THEY'RE SUPPOSED TO BE GOING  THROUGH A PROCESS  WITH RETRAINING AND  EDUCATION. I AM NOT AS CONFIDENT  THAT THAT IS OUT THERE IN THE CENTER  OF THE COUNTY IS THE PLACE DO IT  BUT I WANT TO HEAR WHY HE THINKS  THAT IS. HE IS SUPPOSED TO BE THIS  EXPERT. IT IS IMPORTANT THAT WE  HAVE AN OPPORTUNITY TO HAVE A DIALOGUE  WITH HIM FIRST. I THINK THERE ARE  TWO THINGS. WE NEED TO ANALYZE  THE REPORT AND, TWO, BRING HIM  IN FOR FURTHER DISCUSSION. THAT'S  NOT TYING MY HANDS ON ANYTHING.  I AM NOT SIGNING ON ON ANYTHING  AT THIS POINT. THERE ARE UNKNOWN  QUESTIONS AND THINGS THAT NEED TO  BE ANSWERED.  

I  AGREE. MR. DANIELS.  

THANK YOU. THERE ARE A LOT OF  PROBLEMS AGAIN WITH  THE NUMBERS. ONE OF THE MORE  SIGNIFICANT ONES I SAW WAS HE HAD  STEWART DOING A LOT BUT DIDN'T  HAVE ANY PAYMENT GOING. IN OTHER  WORDS IT WAS SORT OF LIKE WE HAVE  ALL THESE PROBLEMS AND THEN THIS  MIRACLE IS GOING TO  OCCUR. STEWART MARSHMAN IS GOING  TO TAKE CARE OF IT  WITH NO MONEY. I DON'T THINK STEWART  MARSHMAN IS A GREAT ORGANIZATION  BUT I DON'T THINK ANY OF  US ALIVE TODAY CAN PERFORM MIRACLES.  THAT WOULD NEED TO BE TAKEN CARE  OF. WE NEED SOLID NUMBERS AS TO  WHAT THIS IS GOING TO COST. WE WOULD  NEED TO COME UP WITH WHAT THE STRUCTURE  IS GOING TO BE. THE COUNTY IS NOT  GOING TO WANT TO BE IN A POSITION  WHERE WE WILL DO OUR PART AND WE  WILL KEEP OUR COMMITMENTS BUT WE  DON'T WANT TO BE LEFT HOLDING THE  BAG. WE DON'T WANT TO BE SITTING  THERE AND HAVE OTHER PEOPLE BAIL  OUT ON US AND HAVE US BE  THE ONES RESPONSIBLE ULTIMATELY  FOR FUNDING IT AT THE END WHEN EVERYBODY  ELSE IS GONE, WHEN EVERYBODY ELSE  DECIDED THEY WANTED TO GO IN ANOTHER  DIRECTION. THOSE ARE THE SORTS OF  THINGS THAT WE NEED TO  TALK ABOUT. FEEL FREE, HAVE DISCUSSION  WITH HIM BETWEEN  NOW AND THEN. I DO THINK WE NEED  TO HAVE THE MEETING AHEAD OF TIME  WHERE WE TALK ABOUT OUR OWN PARTICULAR  ISSUES AND BRING HIM IN AND GO OVER  IT. MAYBE BY THE TIME IT IS OVER  MR. PATTERSON HE WILL BE  WORTHY OF A Ph.D.  

MR. PATTERSON WILL BE WORTHY?  

NO.  

SOMETIMES THAT STANDS FOR PILED  HIGH AND DEEP.  

WE WILL SEE.  

I GOT A Ph.D. IT'S A  POST HOLE DIGGER. YOU HAVE  THE FLOOR MR. PATTERSON MR. PATTERSON.  

I HAD SOMEBODY TELL ME THEY THOUGHT  I WAS PRETTY CHEAP.  

THEY KNOW YOU.  

YEAH, KNOW ME WELL. MY WIFE COMMENTS  SAYING IT'S A SHAME YOU GREW UP  SOME POOR BECAUSE YOU ARE SO DARN  CHEAP. I SAY WELL WHEN YOU DON'T  HAVE MONEY YOU GOTTA MAKE DO  WITH WHAT YOU GOT. IF YOU WANT TO TALK ABOUT THIS,  GENTLEMEN, WE CAN DO THAT. IT WAS  A BAD APPOINTMENT.  

I'M TALKING ABOUT COUNCIL, NOT  POLITICS.  

I'M TALKING ABOUT THE SAME THING.  

SO IS YOUR STATEMENT -- THEN,  OKAY. YOU'RE STANDING BEHIND THAT  IN APRIL 2012, COUNCIL MEMBER--  

COUNCIL MEMBERS GET THEIR APPOINTMENTS.  YOU KNOW THAT.

PAT, THAT'S NOT WHAT THE MAILER  SAYS. EVERYONE SHOULD TAKE THE OPPORTUNITY--  

EVERYTHING ON THAT MAILER IS  ACCURATE.  

OKAY. THEN I WILL END MY  COMMENTS ON THIS. PAT SAYS THIS  IS AN ACCURATE STATEMENT. IN 2012,  COUNCIL MEMBER JOYCE CUSACK APPOINTED  PM TELL TO AREA ADVERTISING AUTHORITY,  DESPITE CLEAR OBJECTIONS FROM COMMUNITY  LEADERS AND FELLOW COUNCIL  MEMBERS. WE COULDN'T REALLY UNDERSTAND  THE APPOINTMENT, BUT AFTER HAVING  GONE THROUGH THAT RATHER BITTER  CONFRONTATION, I WASN'T  REALLY UP FOR YET ANOTHER ONE ON  MR. PATEL. IT WAS MY FIRST VOTE ON THE  COUNCIL. SHE WAS NOT APPOINTED,  SO THE COUNCIL DOES HAVE THAT ABILITY.  NOW, THAT BEING SAID, THERE'S TWO  THINGS GOING ON AT THE SAME TIME.  DOUG, I RESPECT THE FACT THAT YOU  WANT TO MAKE AN ARGUMENT THAT PM  PATEL SHOULDN'T BE ON THE BOARD.  PAT, I RESPECT THE FACT THAT YOU  DON'T WANT HIM ON THE BOARD. I GET  IT. IT'S OKAY. THANK YOU, MR. CHAIR. THE ONLY  THING I WOULD SAY IS THIS. I DON'T  HAVE TO STOOP TO CERTAIN LEVELS  TO GET ELECTED TIME  AND TIME AGAIN. THANKS TO EVERYONE  HERE, YOU ALL HAVE CAMPAIGNS TO  RUN AND THE WAY THAT YOU RUN THEM  IS YOUR BUSINESS. AND SO THEREFORE,  I'M NOT GOING TO GET CAUGHT  UP IN THE SHENANIGANS THAT SEEMS  TO BE GOING ON HERE AT THIS  DAIS AS IT RELATES TO  ELECTIONS. THANK YOU, MR. CHAIR.
