KAREN CLARK, 1855 GRAND AVENUE  IN DE LAND,  FLORIDA. I'M HERE TO ONE THING TO  THANK YOUR BRIDGES AND ROADS  CREW. THEY DID A WONDERFUL JOB REDOING  GRAND AVENUE. THERE WERE SOME PERSONALITY  ISSUES WITH WORKERS AND YOUR SUPERVISOR  TOOK CARE OF IT TO THE SATISFACTION  OF THE NEIGHBORS THAT WERE COMPLAINING.  BUT IT WASN'T ANYTHING THAT MAJOR.  THE OTHER THING IS ANIMAL CONTROL  HAS BEEN DOING A REALLY GOOD JOB,  AND TRUST ME, I HEAR EVERYBODY'S  COMPLAINTS, BECAUSE THEY VENT TO  ME. YOU GUYS ARE DOING A GOOD  JOB. THEY KNOW MY E-MAIL AND PHONE  NUMBERS. THE MOST IMPORTANT THING  IS HERE THERE'S  BEEN AN INFLUX OF ANIMAL VACCINE  VEHICLES COMING DOING LOW COST PET  SHOPS. THE VETERINARIANS DON'T HAVE  A PROBLEM WITH THAT, BUT I DO AS  FAR AS THE LACK OF  REGULATION ON THE COUNTY. I KNOW  STATE LAWS, AND AS  FAR AS ANIMALS GETTING LOST AND  RETURNED, YOUR CREW HAVE THE SCANNERS  WITH THEM, THEY HAVE THE INFORMATION,  SO IF THEY'RE IN AN AREA AND PICK  UP A BOXER, THEY CAN ACTUALLY  TYPE IN THE BOXER  IN THE AREA  IF  THE VETERINARIANS HANDED IN THE  RABIES VACCINE AND NARROWED IT DOWN,  IT WILL HELP RETURN ANIMALS THAT  ARE LOST.   ACCORDING TO THE FLORIDA  STATUTES, THE SUPERVISOR GAVE ME  THIS PAPER, THE RABIES VACCINES  OF CATS, DOGS  AND FOR RATS UPON  VACCINATIONS AGAINST RABIES, THE  VETERINARIANS SHALL PROVIDE THE  OWNER AND ANIMAL AUTHORITY WITH  THE CERTIFICATE. EACH ANIMAL CONTROL  AUTHORITY AND VETERINARIAN SHALL  USE THE RABIES CERTIFICATE -- IN  OTHER WORDS, THE NAME,  ADDRESS, THE TYPE OF ANIMAL, THE  ANIMAL'S DESCRIPTION, WEIGHT, WHETHER  IT WAS SPAYED OR NEUTERED. WHEN  THEY HAND THAT IN, EVEN THOUGH THERE'S  A SUNSHINE LAW WHERE PEOPLE CAN  SEE THIS, BECAUSE OF HOMELAND SECURITY  LAW THE NAMES AND ADDRESSES TO US,  THE GENERAL PUBLIC, IS BLOCKED,  SO ONLY ANIMAL CONTROL CAN  SEE THE WHOLE FORM. THIS IS GOT TO  BE SOMETHING  DONE WHERE OUR VACCINE CLINICS CAN'T  BE OVERLOOKED. IT WILL HELP THE  PEOPLE. I MADE SUCH A STINK ONE  TIME I WAS READY TO CALL THE COPS  AND THEY PACKED UP  AND  LEFT, THAT WAS  PET CARAVAN TWO YEARS AGO. AND VETERINARIANS  NEED TO SEND IN THEIR INFORMATION.  ONLY ABOUT 50% OF THEM DO. SO THAT'S  ABOUT IT.  

THANK YOU. YOU MADE  YOUR THREE MINUTES. AND 11 SECONDS.  

OKAY. YOU GUYS ARE DOING A  GOOD  JOB.  

THANKS, KAREN. OUR  NEXT  PERSON UP IS  MR.  MORT CULIGAN. HOW ARE YOU?

SO CARRIED 6-0. ITEM NUMBER  2. THIS IS OUR THIRD QUARTER PRESENTATION  FOR THE KICK DEVELOPMENT DATA. THIS  IS -- DOMESTIC DEVELOPMENT  DATA.  THIS IS ALWAYS GOOD TO  HEAR. STATE YOUR NAME AND POSITION.  

GOOD  MORNING  MR. CHAIR. MEMBERS OF THE COUNCIL.  ROBEHRHARDT. TRYING TO GET MYSELF  ON THE CLOCK HERE.    WE'LL LET THAT GO. BEGINNING WITH  THE FIRST SLIDE, WE'RE GOING TO  SHOW YOU A  COMPARISON OF POPULATION AND LABOR  FORCE SEGMENTED BY  AGE AGAINST A BACKDROP THAT DEFINES  GENERATIONAL TERMS THAT I THINK  WE'RE ALL FAMILIAR WITH AND AS A  NOTE, THOSE GENERATIONAL  TERMS ARE AS DEFINED BY  THE PEW  RESEARCH  CENTER. THOSE TERMS ARE  MILLENNIALS, GEN  EXERS, AND THE BABY BOOMERS, SILENT  GENERATION. 16 TO 19, 20 TO 24,  AND 25 TO 44. AND UNFORTUNATELY  WE WERE NOT ABLE TO SEGMENT THAT  GROUP INTO TWO SEPARATE GROUPS.  BUT YOU CAN SEE THEY MAKE UP NOT  ONLY A LARGE PERCENTAGE  OF OUR WORKFORCE,  BUT  CERTAINLY  THAT LATTER GROUP  SPANS MILLENNIALS AND GENE XERS.  FINALLY, AGES 65 AND OVER. WE'VE  ADDED TO THIS SLIDE A LINE  GRAPH THAT SHOWS THE POPULATION  IN INCREMENTS OF FIVE YEARS FROM  AGE 1 TO ALMOST 90. SO  THE PURPOSE OF THIS IS  REALLY TWO-FOLD. JUST TO SEE  THE CONTRAST, THE COMPARISON BETWEEN  THE WORKFORCE AND POPULATION. AS  WE HEAR THESE TERMS AND  HERE SOCIALOLOGISTS DISCUSS THESE  GROUPS OF INDIVIDUALS AND HOW THEY  MAKE DECISIONS BOTH  PERSONAL AND PROFESSIONAL DECISIONS,  WE THOUGHT THIS  WAS INTERESTING IN THAT CONTEXT,  BUT ALSO IN THE CONTEXT  OF OUR ECONOMY AS GROWS AND  STANDS. UNEMPLOYMENT RATE AVERAGES  IN THE THIRD QUARTER 6.3%. THAT'S  DOWN FROM 7.1% A  YEAR AGO. THE LABOR FORCE IS JUST  OVER 259,000. AND THE NUMBER OF  UNEMPLOYED FOR THE THIRD QUARTER  AVERAGED OVER 16,000. GOOD NEWS  THERE IS IT'S DOWN ALMOST 9% COMPARED  TO THE SAME PERIOD A YEAR  AGO. AS IMPORTANTLY, THE MONTH OF  SEPTEMBER, THE NUMBER OF UNEMPLOYED  WAS JUST OVER 15,000. THAT CONTINUES  TO BE ENCOURAGING NEWS.   MOVING ON  TO TRADITIONAL SLIDE  SHOWING MAJOR INDUSTRIES, WITH THEM  LISTED ON THE LEFT COLUMN, MSA NEXT  TO IT, AND A VISUAL REPRESENTATION  OF THOSE AS A BAR CHART EXTENDING  TO THE RIGHT. WE'RE GOING TO SEE  A CHANGE IN A FEW MONTHS  AND I WANTED TO BRING YOU UP TO  DATE ON THAT  CHANGE. I'LL START BY DEFINING A  METROPOLITAN STATISTICAL AREA AS  GEOGRAPHIC REGION ESTABLISHED BY  THE FEDERAL GOVERNMENT FOR THE PURPOSE  OF REPORTING EMPLOYMENT RELATED  DATA. THESE AREAS ARE REVIEWED REGULARLY.  CERTAINLY AFTER THE CENSUS EVERY  10 YEARS AND UPDATED WHEN NEEDED  AND WHERE APPROPRIATE. IN THIS CASE,  AS A RESULT OF THE MOST RECENT REVIEW,  WE'RE GOING  TO SEE THE  PALM  COAST MSA MERGED WITH OUR DELTONA, DAYTONA  BEACH MSA. BOTH THE NUMBERS AND  BAR CHARTS, AND YOU CAN START TO  GET SOME CONTEXT AS TO WHAT THESE  NUMBERS WILL LOOK LIKE IN SIX MONTHS  OR SO WHEN THE DATA IS ONLY AVAILABLE  AS A COMBINED SET OF DATA. SO WE'LL  START TO SEE  COMBINED TOTALS SOMETHING MORE LIKE  183,000. I DON'T KNOW IF COMBINING  THE MSA'S IS GOOD NEWS OR BAD  NEWS THING, BUT IT'S CERTAINLY NOT  ANYTHING WE HAVE CONTROL OVER AND  JUST WANTED TO MAKE YOU AWARE OF  THAT AS YOU SEE THAT CHANGE COMING  TOWARD US. WE HAVE OUR  TRADITIONAL SLIDES HERE, TAKING  THE LABOR FORCE STATISTICS IN THE  QUARTER, BREAKING THEM DOWN BY  MONTH FOR THE MSA AND FOR THE FIVE  CITIES WHERE THE POPULATIONS IS  OVER 25,000. IT'S OUR UNDERSTANDING  OUR MSA DATA FROM THIS DATA SET  WILL CONTINUE TO BE AVAILABLE JUST  FOR AGAIN OUR MSA.   MOVING FORWARD INTO SOME PERMIT  DATA DISCUSSION FOR  NEW CONSTRUCTION RESIDENTIAL PERMITS,  GOOD NEWS IS THIRD QUARTER WAS SLIGHT  UPTICK COMPARED TO SECOND QUARTER  IN TERMS OF DOLLARS, ABOUT 2% INCREASE.  I THINK IT'S INTERESTING,  TOO, IF YOU ADD UP THE NUMBER  OF PERMITS IN THE FIRST THREE-QUARTERS  OF 2013, THAT NUMBER IS 964. IF  YOU ADD FIRST THREE-QUARTERS OF  THIS YEAR, IT'S 923. THOUGH IT IS  DOWN A LITTLE BIT, IT'S OUR  UNDERSTANDING THE BUILDING INDUSTRY  STILL FEELS LIKE 2014 IS UNFOLDING  AS A SOLID YEAR AND CERTAINLY PUTTING  THEM IN A POSITION TO MANAGE  THE GROWTH IN THEIR COMPANIES AND  INDUSTRY. LOOKING AT THE DETAILS,  WE'RE GETTING USED TO THE IDEA THAT  DE LAND IS ALWAYS AT  OR NEAR THE TOP. AND IN THIS CASE,  NEW SMYRNA IS WITH THEM. I ALWAYS  LIKE TO DO A BASIC DIVISION PROBLEM  TO TAKE THE TOTAL DOLLAR VALUE OF  THE PERMIT, DIVIDE IT BY THE NUMBER  OF PERMITS. DO THAT FOR THE THIRD  QUARTER OF 2013 IN THIS CASE, AND  COMPARE IT TO THIRD QUARTER OF  2014. THERE'S AN INCREASE OF 4.1%.  WHAT THAT TELLS US IS THAT THE AVERAGE  DOLLAR VALUE OF THESE NEW CONSTRUCTION  PERMITS OVER TIME IS INCREASING.  I THINK WE ALL SEE THAT AS  A POSITIVE. MOVING INTO THE COMMERCIAL  PERMIT DATA AREA, I'M VERY HAPPY  TO REPORT THAT THE THIRD QUARTER  COMMERCIAL PERMIT DATA IS NOT  ONLY INCREASE, BUT RELATIVELY SIGNIFICANT  INCREASE COMPARED TO SECOND QUARTER  AND YOU MAY RECALL THAT WHEN I WAS  HERE THREE MONTHS AGO MAKING  THE REPORT TO YOU, WE USED THESE  OVAL CIRCLES TO SUGGEST THAT  MAY BE THE CASE. SO I'M GLAD THE  ONE TIME I MADE A FORECAST  IT ACTUALLY CAME TO PASS. I THINK  BASED ON WHAT WE KNOW UNFOLDING  IN THIS FOURTH QUARTER, THAT I'LL  REPORT TO YOU IN FEBRUARY, THERE'S  REASON TO BE OPTIMISTIC THE FOURTH  QUARTER WILL CONTINUE TO SHOW THAT  SAME TREND, INCREASE.   LOOKING AT THE NUMBERS BY THE CITY,  DAYTONA BEACH LEADS THE WAY WITH  JUST OVER $19 MILLION. THAT'S ATTRIBUTED  PRIMARILY TO TWO LARGE PERMITS,  ONE IS OVER $10 MILLION FOR THE  EAGLES LANDING APARTMENT COMPLEX.  AND THE OTHER  IS FOR THE  FOUNDATIONAL WORK  FOR THE LARGE DISTRIBUTION  CENTER AT DUNN AVENUE OVERPASS.  WE SEE A DECLINE IN  THE FILINGS OF NEW RESIDENTIAL FORECLOSURES  FOR HOMESTEADED PROPERTIES. THOUGH  THIS RED LINE THAT  WE'VE ADDED HERE IS NOT MATHEMATICALLY  ACCURATE, I  THINK IT PROVIDES A REFERENCE POINT  AND CONTEXT TO SAY  LOOK WHAT'S HAPPENED ALMOST  OVER A THREE-YEAR PERIOD OF TIME.  IT'S GOOD NEWS FOR THE HOUSING INDUSTRY  OVER TIME AND ECONOMY. I WOULD SUGGEST  TO THE RIGHT WHERE YOU SEE WHAT  I THINK IS A TREND DEVELOPING  FOR SALES OF FORECLOSED PROPERTIES,  THAT'S STARTED TO DECLINE. THAT  IS ALSO GOOD NEWS. WE  BELIEVE THAT REFLECTS NOW A DECREASING  INVENTORY OF PROPERTY. WITH THAT  SAID, TO BE HONEST, WE STILL HAVE  TO RECOGNIZE THAT THE STATE OF FLORIDA  IS STILL REGARDED AS NUMBER ONE,  AND THAT'S NOT A GOOD NUMBER ONE  IN THE NATION IN TERMS OF FORECLOSURE  ACTIVITY.   LOOKING AT EXPORTS  FOR OUR MSA, WE HAVE A LINE  GRAPH THAT SHOWS A VERY  NICE INCREASE IN EXPORTS OF  COMPANIES. ALMOST 400 MILLION, FOR  2013. THE LATEST YEAR THAT THE DATA  IS AVAILABLE. IT'S NICE TO SEE THAT  TREND, THAT DECLINING TREND THAT  WE SAW IN THE  PREVIOUS YEARS REVERSED AND HEADED  BACK UP. WE MAKE THIS TOPIC A REGULAR  PART OF OUR CONVERSATION WITH LOCAL  BUSINESSES TO HELP THEM UNDERSTAND  THAT IF THEY'RE NOT EXPORTING, IT'S  CERTAINLY SOMETHING WE COULD ASSIST  THEM IN EXPLORING AND IF THEY ARE,  MAYBE IT'S SOMETHING THEY WANT TO  TRY TO FIGURE OUT HOW TO EXPAND  AS PART OF THEIR REVENUE GROWTH.  ONCE AGAIN, TO MAKE SURE THAT  WE'RE KEEPING OURSELVES HONEST,  MEASURING OURSELVES AGAINST THE  OTHER MSA'S IN THE STATE OF FLORIDA,  AND THERE ARE 20 OF THOSE. WE'RE  IN THE MIDDLE OF THE PACK. SO AGAIN,  IT JUST REINFORCES TO ME THE NEED  FOR US AS A GROUP TO  KEEP OUR FOCUS ON ASSISTING COMPANIES  WITH THIS OPPORTUNITY.    FINAL SLIDE IS,  IF YOU'LL ALLOW THE EXPRESSION,  A GOOGLE-LIKE REPRESENTATION OF  WHAT WE THINK IS GOING  ON IN OUR LOCAL ECONOMY,  IN TERMS OF BUILDING AND CONSTRUCTION,  CERTAINLY WITH OUR OFFICE AT THE  DAYTONA BEACH INTERNATIONAL AIRPORT,  I CAN'T REMEMBER THE LAST TIME I  CAME  TO WORK THERE  WASN'T A CRANE DOING SOMETHING IN  THE FREEWAY. BUT THIS IS GOING TO  REPRESENT OUR BRAND, IF YOU WILL,  THE DIVISION OF ECONOMIC  DEVELOPMENT'S BRAND FOR THE NEXT  SEVERAL QUARTERS. TRYING TO REINFORCE  THE LOCAL BUSINESSES THAT AS A MEMBER  OF THE ECOSYSTEM, WE'RE NOT THE  ONLY PARTNER THAT IS HERE TO ASSIST  LOCAL BUSINESSES, BUT IT'S CERTAINLY  OUR INTENT TO WORK WITH THEM AND  HELP THEM ADDRESS CHALLENGES IN  THEIR BUSINESS AND PURSUE GROWTH  OPPORTUNITIES. THAT CONCLUDES MY  REPORT. I'LL TRY TO ANSWER ANY QUESTIONS  YOU MAY HAVE.  

THANK  YOU VERY MUCH, SIR. MS.DENYS?  

JUST ONE COMMENT, INDICATORS  ARE OBVIOUSLY STRONG AND HEADED  THE RIGHT WAY. WHEN YOU TALKED ABOUT  SEEING A BUILDING CRANE, IT  REMINDS ME WHEN THE VMA WAS PRESENTING,  I  BELIEVE IT WAS A GENTLEMAN FROM  TELLADINE, HIS COMMENT STRUCK  ME THAT SAID, PERHAPS VOLUSIA COUNTY'S  BIRD SHOULD BE THE  BUILDING CRANE. I THOUGHT, HOW APPROPRIATE  A VISUAL IS THAT FOR WHAT'S  GOING ON. I THINK IT'S BEING ACKNOWLEDGED  EVERYWHERE. THANK YOU.  

THANK YOU.   JUST TO DRIVE  THAT POINT HOME, JOEY TILTWOOD,  HE'S ACCEPTED TO BE OUR GUEST SPEAKER  TOMORROW. CERTAINLY HE'LL BRING  A LOT OF  ENERGY TO THAT FORUM.  

THANK YOU. MR.DANIELS?  

THANK YOU, MR. CHAIRMAN. YOU  KNOW, I'M GLAD TO HEAR THAT THINGS  HAVE TURNED AROUND AND THINGS ARE  BEGINNING TO MOVE FORWARD. WE CERTAINLY  DO NEED TO HAVE THAT HAPPEN. BUT  I DO THINK WHAT WE NEED TO DO IS  BEGIN TO LOOK AT OURSELVES  IN COMPARISON WITH THE REST STATE  OF FLORIDA AND COMPARISON WITH  OUR PEER GROUP OF COUNTIES,  AND IN THAT REGARD WE DO  NOT MEASURE  UP  THAT WELL. I WAS LOOKING THROUGH  THE FLORIDA ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT  STRATEGY, AND WE ARE PICKED TO  GROW, OVER THE NEXT 30 YEARS, 49th  OUT OF  57 COUNTIES. WE'RE AT THE BOTTOM.  AT THE VERY BOTTOM. 49 OUT OF 57.  THAT  IS, AND LORD KNOWS WHO IS  BEHIND US, MAYBE LEVY  COUNTY OR SOMEBODY, AND I HAVE A  SLIDE, IF YOU WOULD PUT THAT  UP. WHAT  THIS SHOWS IS THE AVERAGE WEEKLY  WAGE, FIRST ONE IS UNITED STATES,  FLORIDA, AND THE  VARIOUS COUNTIES  AROUND US. YOU GET DOWN TO VOLUSIA,  THE THIRD FROM THE  END, AND YOU SEE HOW SMALL THE GRAPH  IS THERE. AVERAGE WEEKLY WAGE IN  THE UNITED STATES  IS $920 A WEEK. THE AVERAGE  WAGE IN BREVARD COUNTY  IS CLOSE  TO $850. WE'RE DOWN AT $650. HILLSBORO  COUNTY IS, WELL, THEY'RE OVER $850.  WHAT WE'VE GOT IS SOME HUGE GAPS  BETWEEN US AND WHAT SHOULD  BE OUR PEER GROUP. YOU KNOW,  WE'VE GOT HILLS BORROW COUNTY THAT  PEOPLE MAKE ON AVERAGE $200 A WEEK  MORE THAN THEY MAKE HERE. WE'VE  GOT IN THE NATION THAT THEY MAKE  OVER $300 A WEEK MORE THAN THEY  MAKE HERE.   WE 

     GOT BREVARD COUNTY,  $150. ST.JOHNS COUNTY IS 50 PLUS  DOLLARS MORE. BUT THIS IS OF COURSE  WAGES MADE IN THE COUNTY. IF  YOU TAKE  ST.  JOHNS COUNTY, THE FACT 

     THEY HAVE  PONTE VEDRA -- WE DON'T HAVE THAT  OR ANYTHING CLOSE TO IT. WHEN YOU  SEE THESE KIND OF NUMBERS, WHAT  IT DOES, RATHER THAN, YOU KNOW,  PAT OURSELVES ON THE BACK ON THAT  WE ARE RECOVERING AND THINGS ARE  MOVING FORWARD, WE NEED TO SEE HOW  FAR THAT IT IS  WE NEED TO GO. AND WE'RE  NOT MAKING  THE PROGRESS THAT  WE SHOULD MAKE. LOOKING FURTHER  INTO THE ESSENTIAL FLORIDA COMPREHENSIVE  ECONOMIC STUDY OF THIS WHOLE AREA,  INCLUDING VOLUSIA COUNTY, YOU LOOK  AT OUR MAJOR EMPLOYERS. THEY'RE  GOVERNMENT AND BIG BOX COMPANIES.  THEY'RE NOT THE KIND OF COMPANIES  THAT DRIVE AN ECONOMY THAT BRING  IN MONEY FROM OUTSIDE. WHAT THEY  DO IS TRADE  MONEY THAT'S ALREADY  HERE. THAT'S  NOT REALLY A VERY  GOOD SCENARIO. WE HAVE, AS ONE OF  OUR DEVELOPMENT PROJECTS THAT WE  ARE GOING BE  DOING AN INDUSTRIAL PARK OUT AT  DBIA, AT THE AIRPORT, WHICH WOULD  BE A FANTASTIC THING, IN CONJUNCTION  WITH EMORY RIDDLE UNIVERSITY,  IT WILL BE SOMETHING THAT POTENTIALLY  COULD CREATE HIGH WAGE JOBS AND  GET US OFF THE  GROUND. THE REASON WHY I PULLED  THE ENGINEERING CONTRACT WE HAVE,  POTENTIALLY BETWEEN THE AIRPORT  AND ENGINEERING FIRM, IS THAT THEY  ARE AN ENGINEERING  FIRM. THEY ARE NOT A BUSINESS  PARK DESIGN FIRM. THEY SEEM TO LACK  THE EXPERTISE, UNLESS  THEY CAN GET IT FROM SOMEWHERE ELSE,  TO REALLY PULL THAT  OFF AND MAKE THAT SUCCESSFUL. THE  OTHER THING THAT  I DO THINK WE  REALLY  SHOULD NOTE, IS  THAT IN HERE, IN THE CENTRAL  FLORIDA -- HERE WE GO -- THE CENTRAL  FLORIDA STUDY THAT THEY DID, THEY  GO THROUGH THE VARIOUS  PROJECTS THAT PEOPLE ARE WORKING  ON, AND  THERE  IS A FLORIDA  ENERGY AND  AEROSPACE  TECHNOLOGY UNIT  BUILT, AND THAT'S TERRIFIC. THAT  WOULD BE WONDERFUL IF IT  WERE NOT IN LEESBURG. IT'S IN LEESBURG.  HOW DID WE NOT GET IT HERE? THESE  ARE THE QUESTIONS WE NEED TO BE  ASKING OURSELVES ABOUT WHAT WE'RE  DOING AND WHAT OUR FUTURE IS GOING  TO BE. A LOT OF THESE QUESTIONS  GO BEYOND WHAT THE COUNTY COUNCIL  CAN DO. WE CAN  ONLY DO  SO MUCH. THESE ARE COMMUNITY-WIDE  ISSUES, COMMUNITY-WIDE PROBLEMS.  WE HAVE A NUMBER OF SOCIAL PROBLEMS  IN VOLUSIA COUNTY AND THEY DO GROW  OUT OF THE FACT THAT OUR  ECONOMY IS NOT GOOD, AND WE NEED  TO GET BUSY AND WE NEED TO START  WORKING ON OUR ECONOMY. WE NEED  TO START IMPROVING IT. WE NEED TO  START CREATING JOBS WHERE PEOPLE  CAN MAKE A LIVING WAGE. I THINK  A LOT OF THE PROBLEMS  THAT WE SEE IN  VOLUSIA COUNTY WILL BEGIN TO  CLEAR UP. THE OTHER STATISTICS THAT  I RAN DOWN, AND I WON'T  SHOW YOU THE GRAPHS. IT'S NOT SURPRISING  THE AVERAGE AGE IN VOLUSIA COUNTY  IS PRETTY OLD,  THAT'S 44. THAT'S CONSIDERED  TO BE VERY  OLD. UNFORTUNATELY-- NO, I'M SERIOUS.  IT'S VERY HURTFUL. IT'S HURTFUL  TO ME PERSONALLY.  

THAT'S PERSONAL.  

YOU KNOW, REALLY YOU SHOULD --  WHEN I WAS WORKING WITH THE CITY  OF DAYTONA BEACH TRYING TO  GET PEOPLE TO MOVE DOWN THERE  TO MAIN STREET, WHAT THEY WANTED  TO KNOW IS HOW MANY PEOPLE LIVE  AROUND HERE THAT ARE UNDER THE AGE  OF 55? IF YOU'RE OVER THE AGE  OF 55, YOU MIGHT AS WELL  BE DEAD. THAT OFFENDED ME THE FIRST  TIME I HEARD THAT. BUT I GOT ACUSTOMMED  TO IT AFTER A WHILE. WE'VE GOT TO  GET TO THE POINT WHERE WE  ATTRACT YOUNG PEOPLE AND HAVE THEM  HERE. WE NEED TO GET  TO THE POINT WHERE WE NEED EDUCATED  PEOPLE. I WOULD SHOW YOU THE GRAPH  ON THE EDUCATION LEVELS IN VOLUSIA  COUNTY VERSUS THE EDUCATION LEVELS  IN OUR SURROUNDING COUNTIES, BUT  IT'S EVEN WORSE THAN THE  INCOME LEVELS. THAT'S THE OTHER  THING PEOPLE LOOK AT. THEY WANT  AN EDUCATED  WORKFORCE, A  WORKFORCE UNDER 50, 55. THEY WANT  SOME PLACE THAT HAS GOT A PLAN AND  GOING SOME PLACE. THAT'S THE THING  WE NEED TO DO AND  THE COUNCIL CAN'T DO  IT ALONE. WE NEED TO START FOCUSING  ON THAT, AND I THINK THE WAY TO  START FOCUSING ON THAT IS TO  START SHOWING THE NUMBERS. SHOWING  THE NUMBERS OF HOW WE STACK UP,  SO THAT IT IS  A CALL TO ACTION. PEOPLE CAN BEGIN  TO UNDERSTAND THAT THERE IS AN  ISSUE HERE. AND ONE THAT  WE NEED  TO DEAL WITH. I'M NOT REAL SURE  WHAT NUMBERS EXACTLY WE SHOULD FOCUS  IN ON. BUT TYPICALLY WHAT YOU WANT  TO DO IS YOU WANT TO FOCUS IN ON  SEVERAL NUMBERS AND TRY TO MAKE  THEM BETTER. YOU CAN'T DO EVERYTHING  ALL THE TIME EVERYWHERE. BUT WE  NEED TO START FOCUSING  IN ON NUMBERS. AND TRY TO MAKE THOSE  NUMBERS BETTER VERSUS THE REST OF  CENTRAL FLORIDA VERSUS THE REST  OF THE STATE OF FLORIDA. THERE  IS NO EXCUSE FOR US  NOT BEING ABLE TO  MAINTAIN PACE AND  INDEED WE HAVE  NOT. I WOULD LIKE TO SUGGEST WE  BEGIN TO LOOK AT THE NUMBERS AND  PUT THEM IN OUR ECONOMIC REPORT,  BECAUSE THEY ARE A CALL TO  ACTION. I HAVE ONE  POSITIVE THING TO SAY. AND THAT  IS THE SCHOOL SYSTEM AGAINST ALL  ODDS SEEMS TO  BE  DOING DECENTLY WELL. NOW, GRADUATION  RATES ARE ABYSMAL. IF YOU LOOK AT  THE MATH SCORES FOR 8th GRADE  STUDENTS, WE GOT SMOKED BY BREVARD  COUNTY, NO SURPRISE THERE. GOT SMOKED  BY SEMINOLE, NO SURPRISE THERE.  BUT THE REST OF THE COUNTIES IN  THIS AREA, AND FOUR OR FIVE OR SIX  LEFT, WE BEAT THEM  PRETTY GOOD. AND THAT'S WITH A  SCHOOL SYSTEM WHERE OUR PROPERTY  VALUES COLLAPSED AND THEY PULLED  THAT OFF WITHOUT MUCH MONEY. I THINK  THAT THE SCHOOL SYSTEM DOESN'T QUITE  GET THE CREDIT IT DESERVES. I CERTAINLY  DID NOT GIVE IT THE CREDIT  IT DESERVES BEFORE I SAW THOSE  NUMBERS. BUT WE NEED TO  HAVE A COMMUNITY-WIDE EFFORT TO  BEGIN TO PULL OURSELVES UP AND BEGIN  TO DO THE THINGS THAT ARE NECESSARY  TO IMPROVE OUR ECONOMY, OTHER COUNTIES  ARE DOING IT AND IT GOES BEYOND  COUNTY GOVERNMENT. THANK YOU.    

     [ CHANGING CAPTIONERS ]  

START TALKING ABOUT THE SPECIFIC  ITEMS THAT WE WOULD LIKE TO HIT,  AND OBVIOUSLY WITH NEW COUNCILMEMBER  LARRY COMING IN, YOU AND THE OPPORTUNITY  FOR INPUT WOULD HELP  ECONOMIC DEVELOP INTO. THE ISSUES  ARE GREAT BUT I THINK YOU NEED HELP  FROM A GOVERNMENT STANDPOINT. WE  HAVE PROJECTS  THAT  ARE  --  TRADER JOE'S, A LOT OF  THE THINGS THAT WERE BROUGHT UP  A MOMENT AGO BY COUNCIL MEMBERS,  THESE REPORTS  WERE DONE  BEFORE  ONE DAYTIME. THEY WERE DONE FOR  HER WE HAD A MILLION DOLLARS INVESTMENT,  THEY WERE DONE  BEFORE TRADER JOE'S. THESE TYPES  OF THINGS ARE NOT TAKEN INTO CONSIDERATION  BECAUSE I CAN TELL YOU THAT  IF YOU GO ANYWHERE IN THE UNITED  STATES AND YOU SAY, WE CAN  BRING IN A  $1.2 BILLION PROJECT, I DON'T CARE  WHERE YOU ARE, THAT IS A BIG PROJECT.  THAT IS A HUGE DEAL. WE HAVE SOME  AMAZING THINGS GOING ON, BUT I THINK  WITHOUT THIS COUNCIL REALLY GETTING  DOWN INTO IT AND STOP  --  I'LL GIVE YOU THE PERFECT EXAMPLE  OF WHAT I THINK IS A  SOMEWHAT INTERESTING DECISION. THEY'RE  IS A  REASON BREVARD  -- NOTHING AGAINST  YOU, BUT HERE'S THE  REASON. NASA, SCIENTISTS. I HAVE  A FAMILY MEMBER WHO IS LITERALLY  A ROCKET ENGINEER. NOT BY  BLOOD, BY MARRIAGE. BUT, WHY? HE  GETS PAID MORE, HE DOES WELL. HE  HAS A GOOD  LIVING. THEY ARE  OBVIOUSLY SPACE, ENGINEERING.  

I WILL GIVE YOU AN EXAMPLE OF  WHAT THE REASONS  WHY I THOUGHT OR YOUR DECISION AS  WE TALK ABOUT BEING STRATEGIC.  IT'S ALL ABOUT  --  1 YEAR AGO WHEN  WE HAD THAT MEETING THOUGHT IT WAS  WONDERFUL, IT WAS A GREAT IDEA  TO BE USED TO TEACH IT. NOT TO BE  NEGATIVE BUT THEN WE HAVE CONSULTANTS  COME IN AND ONE OF THE BEST THINGS  WE CAN DO FOR JOBS IS HAVE A SPACE  PROGRAM. YOU LOOK AT THE NUMBERS  AND WE HAVE SOMEONE COME IN THAT  WE SUPPORT, LOTS OF PEOPLE ARE  COMFORTABLE WITH HIM  AND KNOW HIM. WE DID THE SMART THING  STRATEGICALLY, AND  SAID, BUT CONSIDER  THIS FIRM TO BREAK OFF AVIATION  BECAUSE STRATEGICALLY THAT MAKE  SENSE. WE  LOOK AT IT AS FOCUS, WE LOOK AT  MOVING THIS COUNCIL FORWARD IN A  POSITIVE DIRECTION  AND STOP FOCUSING AND TRYING TO  BEAT OUT THE PERSON IN  ANY WAY POSSIBLE. WE FOCUS ON THE  POSITIVES THAT WE DO HAVE, THE 1.2  BILLION IN INVESTMENTS. WE TALK  ABOUT, AND I HOPE TO BRING UP, AND  IT WILL COME UP AT THE BEGINNING  OF  THE  YEAR, THE STRATEGIC ASPECT OF INFRASTRUCTURE,  THE 1 CENT SALES TAX. OBVIOUSLY,  THE SCHOOL BOARD DECISION GOT KIND  OF PUT ON THE BACK BURNER BECAUSE  IT GOT CONFUSING AS TO HOW THINGS  WE'RE GOING ON, AND IT HAD TO  HAPPEN THAT WAY. BUT WHEN YOU  START TALKING ABOUT REDUCING TAXES  OR BE MORE STRATEGIC IN INFRASTRUCTURE,  AND I WILL GIVE YOU  THE PERFECT EXAMPLE. TRADER JOE'S  CAME HERE BECAUSE OF  INFRASTRUCTURE. THAT'S IT. COVER  AND DID WHAT GOVERNMENT WAS SUPPOSED  TO DO, IT  WASN'T A HANDOUT. WE PROVIDE  INFRASTRUCTURE. HAS EVERYONE DRIVEN  PAST THERE IN THE LAST COUPLE DAYS?  THE WALLS ARE UP. HAS ANYONE LOOKED  AT IT AND SAID,  I  WON'T SAY ON THE RECORD, BUT MY  REPLY WAS, HAVE YOU SEEN HOW BIG  IT WAS? IT  IS GIGANTIC. WHEN THAT THING IS  THAT PEOPLE DRIVE  THROUGH VOLUSIA COUNTY AND SAY,  HOLY SMOKES, WHAT'S GOING ON HERE?  IT'S A BEACON  OF  DEVELOPMENT, BEACON OF BUSINESS.  WE TALK ABOUT REGGIE  AND QUARTERLY UPDATES, AND THIS  IS POSITIVE.  THIS IS SOMETHING TO BE PROUD OF.  WE SHOULD BE PROUD OF WHAT  WE ARE DOING. OTHER PEOPLE MIGHT  HAVE SOME EXTERNAL BENEFITS. SOUTH  AMERICA, THEY ARE GOING TO MIAMI.  I GET THAT. OF COURSE I WOULD LIKE  TO LEARN SPANISH, THAT WOULD PROBABLY  HELP AS A COUNCILMEMBER. BUT AS  WE FOCUS ON STRATEGY IN THE BEGINNING  OF THE YEAR AS  IT COMES BACK, AND WE HAVE JOB AND  RICK AND TIM, WE SAY, WHAT ARE THREE  OR  FOUR THINGS? SPACEPORT, AVIATION,  THAT HAS TO BE ONE OF THEM. BUT  AS WE MOVE FORWARD AS A GROUP I  THINK THEY WILL BE BETTER.  I THINK EVEN WITH DECISIONS WHEN  IT COMES TO HIRING CONSULTANTS,  WHEN IT COMES TO, HOW DO WE DISCUSSED  THE 1  --  POSSIBLE 1  PENNY SALES TAX, IT NEEDS TO BE  BASED ON ONE THING. AND I THINK  DOUG SAID  IT BEST ALTHOUGH EYE DO LIKE THE  AGE 44 BECAUSE I HAVE ANOTHER SEVEN  YEARS TO LIKE IT THERE. SO I  DO FEEL BETTER.  THAT BEING SAID  --  

YOU HAD ME  UNTIL THEN. [LAUGHTER]  

BUT, I WANT THIS  TO REMAIN POSITIVE. I THINK EVERY  DECISION WE MAKE IN THE NEXT COUPLE  YEARS, LET'S KEEP THOSE  THINGS IN MIND. LET'S TRY TO GET  THERE TO TAKE DOUG MING'S INTO CONSIDERATION.  LET'S TRY  TO GET THERE. I AM 100 PERCENT ONBOARD  AND IF WE HAVE TO CALL SOME STUFF  OUT AND MAKE IT DECISIONS AND  LOOK AT ENGINEERING AND  HAVING THEM HIGHER ANOTHER ASPECT,  THAT MAKE SENSE. SO I WANTED TO  SAY THANK YOU. SOMEONE LONG-WINDED  BUT I THINK WE ARE IN A GOOD PLACE  AS A COUNSEL TO MOVE FORWARD AND  THE AIRPORT IS DEFINITELY  PROBABLY FOR VOLUSIA COUNTY OUR  STRONGEST ECONOMIC DEVELOP WENT  RIGHT OR,  SIMPLY BECAUSE OF [INDISCERNIBLE]  AND THAT IS  A HUGE DEAL. I THINK THIS COUNTY  STAFF HAS BEEN ONE OF  THE MOST SUCCESSFUL AND THAT IS  OUR FUTURE TO KEEP  THE YOUNG PEOPLE HERE. THE INCUBATOR,  WITH THE  TEAM OF GUYS WITH THE STUDENT AND  PROFESSORS. I THINK AS  WE MOVE FORWARD WITH THE INCUBATOR  WE SHOULD START TALKING ABOUT THAT  MORE AS  WELL. GET TO THAT UNDER 44 A, THAT  SUGGESTION WOULD BE  HELPFUL. SO, INCORPORATED  YOU.  

THANK YOU. MR.JANINE.  

WAS THE  QUICK FOLLOW-UP COMMENT. FIRST OF  ALL ON THE STRATEGIC PLAN WE HAVE  BEEN WORKING BEHIND  THE SCENES BUT BEING PREPARED TO  GET TOGETHER THE INFORMATION OF  THE THINGS THAT YOU WANTED DONE.  YOU HAD THINGS LIKE WATER QUALITY,  MARIANNE IS  READY WITH A WHOLE SLEW OF THINGS  WE ARE GOING  TO  WORK WITH. MY  OPINION IN THE LONG RUN, YOU WILL  BE REALLY GLAD THAT WE KEPT THAT,  IN TERMS  OF  HAVING  CONTROL. AND I  THINK I THINK YOU WILL BE SURPRISED  AT HOW MANY PEOPLE WE CONTACTED  AND WHY WE DID WHAT WE DID. ONE  OF  OUR BIG ISSUES AT THE AIRPORT IS,  BECAUSE OF SOME OF THE MOST VIABLE  LAND THAT WE HAVE, BUT THE WAY  WE THOUGHT IT AND THE WAY IT CAME  PIECEMEAL TO US, WE HAVE ISSUES,  ENVIRONMENTAL ISSUES OUT THERE IN  TERMS OF, IT IS IN A FLOODPLAIN.  THERE ARE LOW AREAS, WET AREAS AND  WE TALK ABOUT WHERE THE WATER WILL  GO AS WE  BUILD AIRPORT FACILITIES. WHAT WE  NEED IN AN ENGINEERING STANDPOINT  IS UNDERSTANDING WHAT  IS THE POTENTIAL WE HAVE TO BUILD  OUT THERE AND HOW  TO MAXIMIZE THAT. KNOWING WHAT WE  CAN BUILD ON IS VERY IMPORTANT AS  WE GO FORWARD INTO WHAT THAT  USE SHOULD BE. BUT THAT IS AN ISSUE  AT THE AIRPORT AND ONCE  AND FOR ALL WE HAVE TO START UNDERSTANDING  HOW MUCH LAND WE HAVE AVAILABLE  OUT THERE TO BUILD ON, AND THAT  HAS BEEN AN ISSUE AT THE AIRPORT  BECAUSE WE'VE NEVER LOOKED AT IT  THAT WAY. IT'S AN ENGINEERING  SIDE TO IT THAT HELPS US GET READY  TO  MAKE THOSE DECISIONS. THAT DECISION  ON HOW WE DO THIS  IS PART OF WHAT I ENVISIONED AS  I'VE SAID EARLIER HAVING  WORKSHOPS ON THIS. AND ONE WORKSHOP  WE WERE GOING TO HAVE WAS ON THE  AIRPORT THOMAS SPECIFICALLY ON THE  LAND-USE THAT THE COUNCIL AGREED  THEY WOULD  WANT TO DO. BUT IM A GREAT BELIEVER  THAT IT IS SOME OF THOSE  MOST VIABLE PROPERTY THAT WE OWN  AND WE DON'T  WANT TO SQUANDER THAT. THAT WILL  COME OUT IN THE WORKSHOP THAT WE  WILL WORK WITH ON THE COUNCIL AS  OF GET ALL THESE THINGS TOGETHER  AND TRY TO GET  THE  RIGHT LAND-USE TOGETHER. AND I WOULD  BE GLAD TO GO OVER THE DETAILS WHEN  WE GET DOWN  TO THOSE ITEMS. I THINK WHAT  MR. JAMES THAT HAS A LOT OF TRUTH  TO THAT AS WELL AS WHAT  MR.  WAGNER SAID. I'M PLANNING ON THAT.  NEXT YEAR SO WE ARE REALLY CLEAR,  WE HAVE LOTS OF BIG ISSUES THAT  THE COUNCIL WANTED TO WORK ON BUT  I HAVE SOME VERY BIG ISSUES IN TERMS  OF HEALTHCARE,  THE FIRE FUND, THE CAPITAL PROGRAM  THAT I HAVE TO BRING  FORWARD THAT WE'VE BEEN DELAYING  FOR ABOUT SIX YEARS BECAUSE OF THE  DOWNTURN IN  THE ECONOMY EMMA ALL THOSE THINGS  WILL BE IN FRONT OF THIS COUNCIL  NEXT YEAR BECAUSE THERE'S NO WAY  TO AVOID IT. WE WILL HAVE  A VERY FULL CALENDAR NEXT YEAR,  VERY  BIG THINGS.  

THANK YOU.  

MR. DANIELS, CLOSING COMMENT  BEFORE WE MOVE ONTO THE  NEXT ITEM?  

YES, I AGREE WITH MR. WAGNER.  WE DO HAVE OUR ASSETS, WE JUST HAVEN'T  TAKEN ADVANTAGE OF THEM. WE HAVE  NOT COORDINATED THEM AND WE HAVE  NOT SEEN HOW EVERYTHING FITS TOGETHER  AND HOW WE CAN MOVE FORWARD. OTHER  COUNTIES AROUND THE STATE  OF FLORIDA  HAVE. THE HILLSBOROUGH.CASE, MIAMI-DADE  HAS DONE THE SAME THING, JACKSONVILLE  WAS  GETTING ATTACKED TOGETHER, WHAT  I'M SAYING IS WE HAVE THE PIECES  HERE AND WHAT WE  NEED TO DO IS TO PUT IT TOGETHER  AND MAKE IT WORK AND MAKE  IT WORK WELL. IT'S MORE THAN JUST  A COUNTY COUNSEL ISSUE, IT IS  A COUNTYWIDE ISSUE THAT INVOLVES  A LARGE NUMBER OF ORGANIZATIONS  AND A LARGE NUMBER OF PEOPLE. I  AGREE THAT WHAT WE NEED TO  BE DOING IS HEADING DOWN THE  ROAD TOGETHER. WHAT WE LOOK LIKE  TO DO ULTIMATELY AND WHAT WOULD  BE GOOD IS DECIDE ON OUR DIRECTION  WHAT WE WANT  TO  DO AND HOW  --  WE WANT  AN EDUCATED WORKFORCE, AND HOW DID  WE GET FROM  HERE TO THERE. AND, HAVE IT BE SOMETHING  THAT IS JUST WHAT WE DO. IT DOESN'T  MATTER WHO IS ELECTED APPEAR  OR ELECTED ANYWHERE, IT DOESN'T  MATTER WHO  OCCUPIES WHAT POSITION, THIS IS  JUST WHAT THE COMMUNITY DOES BECAUSE  THE COMMUNITY HAS DECIDED  TO DO  THAT. THANK  YOU.  

AMAZING REPORT. IT SHOWS  SOME GOOD GROWTH. I  AM LIKING THIS. IT'S  ALMOST EVERYTHING HERE, AND IT SHOWS  OUR GROWTH THE  LAST COUPLE YEARS, AND I LIKE  THE FACT THAT EVERYONE IS WORKING  WITH  US. THE  SHOWS PARTNERSHIPS AND THERE'S ONLY  ONE THING I REALLY DON'T LIKE AND  THIS THING. COULD YOU PLEASE CHANGE  THE PICTURE?  COULD  YOU, SIR FAX.  

SURE.  

I WOULD LIKE  THIS PICTURE DESTROYED. [LAUGHTER]  AND THERE'S SOME MORE CURRENT ONE  ON THE  WEB I HOPE.  

MAYBE WE COULD PUT SOME HAIR  ON THAT. PAY PERIOD MR.  CHAIR, HERE'S WHAT CAN DO, WE WILL  LET YOU PICK OUT THE PICTURE  THAT YOU LIKE.  

OTHER THAN THAT, THIS IS GREAT  REPORT. I WILL SEE YOU GUYS TOMORROW  MORNING, WE HAVE VERY SHORT OPENING  COMMENTS TOMORROW  MORNING. SO THANK  YOU VERY MUCH.  

 ITEM NUMBER THREE.  

SO I GUESS WE NEED TO KEEP THIS  PICTURE AROUND? [LAUGHTER]  

NO, WE NEED TO BRING  THAT PICTURE. [LAUGHTER] I'M MORE  HANDSOME AND  DEBONAIR NOW. [LAUGHTER]  OKAY THEN. [ LAUGHTER]  

ITEM THREE, YOU ARE GIVING US  AN UPDATE ON  THIS TRAFFIC LIGHT. THERE WAS  A GENTLEMEN HERE, HE WAS  OVER THERE AND HE DOES WANT TO SPEAK  ON THIS ISSUE, AND MY CORRECT? AND  I HAVE TO APOLOGIZE TO HIM FOR SLIDE  BECAUSE HE CAME UP AND WANTED TO  DISCUSS THIS AND I SAID, I HAD TO  STEP AWAY BECAUSE  WE  HAVE RULES.  

MS. CONNORS, YOU HAVE THE FLOOR.  

THIS REQUEST WAS BROUGHT TO THE  COUNTY COUNSEL A COUPLE WEEKS AGO  BY THE RESIDENTS  OF CRANE O'LAKES. WE SUBSEQUENTLY  CONTACTED  PORT ORANGE AND DISCUSSIONS OF THIS  NATURE ARE GENERALLY DIRECTED TO  THE GOVERNING JURISDICTION OF THE  CITIZENS  MAKING THE REQUEST. WE ALSO,  SINCE THE ROAD IS A DOWN THE ROAD  WE CONDUCTED A WARRANT STUDY FOR  THE SIGNAL, AND THAT HAS BEEN PROVIDED  TO PORT  ORANGE. PORT ORANGE CITY COUNCIL  HAS MET IN SUPPORT OF THE PROJECT.  WE HAVE PROPOSED  A SHARED FUNDING FOR THE SIGNAL  WHEREBY THE COUNTY WOULD  TAKE  RESPONSIBILITY FOR THE ENGINEERING  DESIGN, PROJECT MANAGEMENT AND RIGHT-OF-WAY  THAT NEEDS TO BE ACQUIRED TO ACCOMMODATE  THAT AND CITY WOULD BE RESPONSIBLE  FOR CONSTRUCTION AND MAINTENANCE  IN THE FUTURE. THE CITY MANAGER  HAS INDICATED THAT HIS COUNSEL IS  IN SUPPORT OF THE PROJECT AND WE  WILL NOW MEET TO WORK OUT AN AGREEMENT  IN THE TIMETABLE  FOR ITS CONSTRUCTION.  

I WOULD LIKE TO ADD TO  THAT TO SAY I THOUGHT THIS WAS A  GOOD EXAMPLE OF TWO GOVERNMENTS  WORKING TOGETHER. THE CITIZENS ARE  GOING TO USE THIS AND FOR THE  MOST PART ARE ALL  PORT ORANGE RESIDENT. THIS IS HOW  WE WOULD LIKE TO WORK THESE AGREEMENTS  OUT. THE ONE THING  THAT I CLEARLY MAKE HIM CONDITION  OF THIS IS THE LIGHT HAS TO BE  ACTIVATED BY PEOPLE WHO ARE GOING  TO NEED TO USE THE LIGHT,  BECAUSE IF NOBODY WILL BE WAITING  TO  USE THE LOADED, IF WE BACK UP BREAD  AND HAVE TRAFFIC OUT THERE AND THEN  WE WILL HAVE A BIG  ISSUE OUT THERE. WHAT WE DON'T WANT  TO DO IS ANGER EVERYBODY ELSE BECAUSE  WE PUT THAT LIGHT AND, AND IF  WE MAKE IT SELF ACTUATED BY THE  CARS THEMSELVES THEN I DON'T THINK  WE WILL HAVE AN ISSUE WITH HOW PEOPLE  UNDERSTAND THEM.  I THINK IT IS A GOOD EXAMPLE OF  US TRYING TO WORK TOGETHER BETWEEN  PUSH COUNTY AND THE  CITY.  

INCORPORATED YOU.  

THIS DENNY'S, YOU  HAVE  THE FLOOR.  

MS. CONNORS, DO YOU HAVE  ANY FURTHER COMMENTS?  

GOOD MORNING SIR. WE NEED YOUR  NAME AND  ADDRESS.  

ROBERT NORVILLE, 4355 PORT  ORANGE FLORIDA. ACTUALLY, I THINK  MOST OF MY COMMENTS ARE NOT NECESSARY  THEM BECAUSE I HAVE HEARD COMMENTS  FROM YOU ALL THAT SAY, IT IS  EXACTLY WHAT IT IS THAT I  WOULD  HAVE MISSED.  

I WOULD LIKE TO ENCOURAGE THE  COUNCILS RECOGNIZE THE  IMPORTANCE OF THIS TO THE COMMUNITY  AND ITS PURPOSE. READING THE STUDY  REPORT, IT WAS  THE  CONCLUSION. SO IT SHOWS SOME OF  THE NEGATIVE ASPECTS OF THE LIGHT.  I WOULD ASK THE COUNCIL TO WHEN  MAKING THE DECISION THAT THE TYPE  OF LIGHT AND  THAT  OPERATING CRITERIA BE KEPT IN MIND  THAT THE PURPOSE OF THE LIGHT AND  IT'S OPERATING DESIGN BE SUCH THAT  IMPROVES THE SAFETY OF THE INTERSECTION  BUT NOT INTERFERING WITH THE SAFETY  AND EASY FLOW OF TRAFFIC. TRAFFIC  SHOULD NOT BE SLOWED OR IMPEDED  OUTSIDE THE HEAVY  MORNING AND EVENING HOURS BY HAVING  LONG TAINTING  INTERVALS. IT ELIMINATES CONTROLLED  OR STOPPED INTERVALS WHEN THERE  IS NO TRAFFIC. IN THE  ELECTRONICALLY CONTROLLED WORLD,  IT SEEMS AWFUL THE SIGNAL  CAN BE  DESIGNED AND THAT FUNCTIONALLY PROVIDES  WITH THE COMMUNITY NEEDS. THANK  YOU VERY MUCH.  

ANY FURTHER PUBLIC COMMENT BEFORE  WE GO  TO COUNCIL  COMMENT?  

NO  SIR.  

OKAY. MS.DENNY'S, YOU HAVE THE  FLOOR.  

MY COMMENTS, THE MANAGER AGAIN  ANSWER THE QUESTION OR THE STATEMENT  THAT I WANT TO MAKE ON THIS, BECAUSE  WHILE WE ARE ASSISTING THE  CRANE LAKE SUBDIVISION THERE ARE  OTHER AREAS OUT THERE, AND I CAN  TELL YOU THAT I  HAVE HEARD FROM THE  DISCUSSION, THE RESIDENCE THAT APPLY  IN OUT THERE, IT'S  A STRAIGHT SHOT DOWN TAYLOR ROAD.  THERE ARE INSTANCES WHERE THERE  MAY BE BACK UP IN SOME AREAS. IT'S  EXCEPTION, IT'S NOT THE ROLE IN  THAT AREA. SO  JUST BE AWARE THAT WHILE WE ARE  LOOKING AT THIS ISSUE THERE ARE  OTHER CITIZENS AND RESIDENTS GEOGRAPHICALLY  IN THAT  AREA THAT ARE NOT  --  

     LET'S SAY, WARM TO THIS PARTICULAR  IDEA. I THINK MR. MANAGER, WE TALKED  ABOUT THIS TO, THE REAL ASSISTANCE  IS COMING OUT OF THE SUBDIVISION  BECAUSE IT IS A RIGHT TURN GOING  IN AND WE NEED THAT RIGHT AWAY ISSUE  TURNING  INTO  CRANE LAKES. BUT COMING  DOWN TAYLOR ROAD, THE CHURCHES ARE  FLYING A COUPLE OF OTHER RESIDENTIAL  AREAS DOWN THERE AND THE REAL BACK  UP IS DOWN AT THE OTHER INTERSECTION  AT  TAYLOR AND WILLIAMSON, DOWN THEIR  CLOSER TO 95 IS WHERE THAT  STARTS  BACKING UP. WE START BACKING IT  UP FURTHER, WE MAY BE CREATING THE  VERY THING THAT WE SAY WE DON'T  WANT, THAT'S  MY CONCERN.  

RIGHT, IF YOU BACK UP TRAFFIC  YOU CAN CREATE A SITUATION THAT  IS LESS SAFE. THE OTHER THING WE  MAY HAVE TO AGREE ON IS WE MAY HAVE  TO WORK WITH THE CITY OF PORT ORANGE  TO  TWEAK  HOW THAT WORKS AND THAT'S ONE OF  THE COMMENTS THAT WE MADE HERE,  THE DURATION OF THE LIGHT MAY BE  CHANGED BASED ON THE TIME OF DAY  OR THE VOLUME  THE TRAFFIC IS. THEY DON'T WANT  TO CAUSE  A BACKUP, AND THE SPEED ON THE ROAD  IS  PRETTY HIGH ALSO. WE HAVE TO FIND  A COMPLEX THAT WORKS FOR EVERYBODY  BECAUSE IF YOU CREATE A NIGHTMARE  WHERE PEOPLE ARE  ALL BACKED UP, YOU GET FRUSTRATION  AND SOMETIMES HAVE A  BACKUP THAT WAY. WE EXPECT FOR ORANGE  TO DO  THE CONSTRUCTION AND IMMENSE AND  THAT'S HOW THIS HAS TO WORK. MY  IMPRESSION IS THAT THEY ARE WILLING  TO DO THAT BUT THEY HAVE TO FIGURE  IT INTO  THEIR OWN BUDGET.  

ALL  RIGHT, MS. CUSACK.  

THANK  YOU, MR. CHAIR. I AM GRATEFUL TO  THE CITIZENS OF CRANE LAKE  FOR HAVING  RECOGNIZED A NEED, AND APPROACHING  THE COUNTY GOVERNMENT, TO MAKE SURE  THAT WE DID WHAT WAS NECESSARY TO  PROVIDE RELIEF FOR THE CITIZENS  IN THAT ENTIRE AREA. THANKS  TO OUR STAFF, WE ARE MOVING  IN THIS DIRECTION, AND I  THINK IT'S APPROPRIATE  --  THE  APPROPRIATE AND RIGHT THING TO DO  BECAUSE THAT'S WHAT WE OUGHT TO  BE ABOUT, ADDRESSING THE  NEEDS OF THE CITIZENS THAT WE REPRESENT.  AND SO THAT'S WHY WE HAVE TO WORK  WITH PORT ORANGE AND MAKE SURE THAT  THEY COME TO THE TABLE  AND DO  THEIR PART AS FAR AS THE CONSTRUCTION  AND MAINTENANCE OF THAT LIGHT. IT'S  OUR RESPONSIBILITY TO MAKE SURE  THAT WE EXTEND THAT  ALL OF BRANCH, AND THIS  IS A  WHEN-WHEN FOR US.  --  WIN WIN FOR US FOR VOLUSIA COUNTY  AND PORT ORANGE AND ALL OF US THAT  USE  THAT ROAD. I'M GRATEFUL TO ALL OF  YOU FOR WORKING TOGETHER. THIS WILL  HAPPEN, AND WE WANT TO BE GOOD STEWARDS  OF THAT. SO, I THANKS, MR. CHAIR,  TO ALL INVOLVED, FOR MOVING IN  THIS DIRECTION. THANK  YOU.  

ALL RIGHT, MY COMMENTS EARLIER  WERE TOO LONG SO I WILL SIMPLY  SAY, GREAT WORK, AND I THANK  YOU.  

[LAUGHTER] ALL RIGHT, YOU WILL  MAKE THAT UP  LATER. MR.PATTERSON.  

I THINK THIS WILL CREATE SOME  PROBLEMS EVENTUALLY WHERE THAT ROAD  WILL HAVE TO BE OR  LANES OUT THERE.ON SUNDAYS, MY WIFE  AND I GO TO CHURCH COMING FROM THE  LAND ON STATE ROAD 44, WE GO  UP THAT ROAD. AND THE MINUTE YOU  GET UP THERE NEAR  THE INTERSTATE, THE TRAFFIC LIGHTS  --  I DON'T EVEN TRAVEL THAT ROAD  ANYMORE  ON  SUNDAYS, AND,  FROM THE ENGINEERING STANDPOINT,  RIGHT  NOW  I LIVE IN THE LAKE AREA, STATE ROAD  44, ALL THE WAY OUT THERE IN THE  MORNINGS AND AFTERNOONS AND EVENINGS,  AND IT'S AN ABSOLUTE NIGHTMARE.  THAT NEEDS TO BE RESOLVED. WE  JUST DON'T HAVE ENOUGH MONEY TO  DO WHAT WE  NEED TO DO AND THE TRAFFIC LIGHT  WILL MAKE IT EASIER FOR PEOPLE TO  GET  IN AND OUT. IT IS JUST PEOPLE WILL  HAVE A HECKUVA TIME MOVING EAST  AND WEST ON  THE ROAD TRYING TO GET THE TURNPIKE,  AND IT KIND OF EXACERBATES THE  ROAD  GRADE ISSUES.  

HERE'S PART OF OUR ISSUE, AND  IT'S AN ISSUE WITH PORT ORANGE.  WHAT YOU ARE HAVING OUT THERE IS  NOT CRANE LAKES AS MUCH AS IT IS  A VICTIM OF ITS OWN SUCCESS. THAT  PART OF PORT ORANGE HAS REALLY GROWN  AND THEY KEEP  ADDING MORE IS THIS THERE AND IT'S  AFFECTING THE TRAFFIC  ON THE ROAD. I'VE BELIEVE IT'S ONE  OF THE KEY AREAS THAT WE WILL  LOOK AT WITH THE CITY  OF PORT ORANGE. THEY HAVE NOT BEEN  THAT WAY IN SOME CASES WITH THESE  KIND  OF ROAD ISSUES, AND I THINK WE WILL  MAKE THE LIGHT WORK. IF LIGHT DOESN'T  WORK, THAT  THE DIFFERENT STORY. WE HAVE TO  PLAY WITH THE TIMING  ON  THE LIGHT, I'VE BELIEVE IF THERE  IS ANY OTHER NEGATIVES TO IT WE  WILL FIND AWAY TO TRY TO CORRECT  THOSE ONE WAY OR THE  OTHER.  

VERY WELL. THANK YOU VERY MUCH  FOR  THE UPDATE.  

AND WE ARE GOING TO MOVE ALONG  TO ITEM NUMBER FOUR.  

THIS IS OUR DISCUSSION  OF QUESTIONS FROM THE COUNCIL TO  SEND TO THE CONSULTANT ON THE  HOMELESS ISSUE. MR.JIM  JANINE, YOU HAVE THE FLOOR, SIR.  

MARIANNE IS PASSING  OUT A COPY  --  I'VE PROMISE THAT  WE HAVE A COPY FOR YOU  OF QUESTIONS AND WHAT I THOUGHT  WE COULD DO THIS  QUICKLY WALK THROUGH. WE TRIED TO  MAKE  --   HERE IS THE POINT IN THIS,  IN ALL  FAIRNESS. HIS REPORT SHOWS ALMOST  LIKE A POLAROID OF WHAT COULD BE.  BUT IN THE POLAROID THERE IS NOT  A LOT  OF DETAILED INFORMATION AS TO HOW  WE SORT OF GOT TO THAT PICTURE.  FOR US TO ACTUALLY ENGAGE AND  HAVE THAT DISCUSSION, I THINK  THAT  DISCUSSION WOULD BE  --  WHAT IS  PIVOTAL IN THAT DISCUSSION IS UNDERSTANDING  THE CLARIFICATION OF MANY POINTS  THAT HE MADE. I THINK  IT WOULD BE UNFAIR TO HIM TO ASSUME  THINGS ABOUT GETTING HIM TO VERIFY  THEM. FOR EXAMPLE, YOU SEE  AN ATTACHMENT HERE, IT IS A  LINK THE ATTACHMENT WHICH HAS DRAWINGS  FOR THE BUILDING THAT HE POSED.  IF YOU REMEMBER IN THE REPORT, IT  WAS IN THE REPORT, BUT IT WAS  A TINY PICTURE THAT YOU  COULD NOT BE. WHAT WE DID BECAUSE  THEY DID NOT HAVE THE MEASUREMENTS  FOR THAT, BECAUSE I WANTED MY STAFF  TO LOOK AT THAT  --  FOR EXAMPLE,  IF SOMEONE  TELLS YOU THAT THEY ARE GOING TO  BUILD A BUILDING AND ALL  WILL COST $3.9 MILLION, AND TRYING  TO UNDERSTAND WITH THAT INCLUDES  FOR THE COUNCIL. I'M TRYING TO UNDERSTAND  WHAT DO YOU MEAN BY THAT,  IS  IT REALISTIC, ETC. WHAT WE WERE  ABLE TO DO IS GET THE COPIES OF  THE ACTUAL DRAWINGS FROM THE ARCHITECT  THAT  DID THAT WORK.  FROM THOSE DRAWINGS, JERRY WAS ABLE  TO DO AN ANALYSIS OF HOW BIG THE  BUILDING  WOULD BE, AND  -- FOR EXAMPLE, WHEN  HE SCALED IT OFF, THE BUILDING HE  SHOWS WOULD BE ABOUT  34,000  SQUARE  FEET. AND AND THE JURY CHOSE WHAT  IT WOULD COST TO BUILD A BUILDING  AND THE  TYPE OF QUALITY YOU ARE TALKING  ABOUT, WHICH IS NINE  OR $10 MILLION. IS THIS REALLY WHAT  YOU MEANT OR DID YOU  MEAN  SOMETHING SMALLER? SO THIS IS WHAT  I WOULD  LIKE TO DO. IF YOU WANT TO COME  DOWN FRONT, WE COULD WALK THROUGH  THE QUESTIONS. SHE CAN WALK YOU  THROUGH  --  IF YOU HAVE QUESTIONS  ABOUT THE QUESTIONS  --  NOW,  WE CAN ELIMINATE, ADD OR SUBTRACT  AND MY RECOMMENDATION IS THAT WE  ASKING REASONABLE QUESTIONS, SEE  IF WE  CAN GET HIM TO GIVE US THE ANSWERS  TO THE QUESTIONS, AND I UNDERSTAND  THAT  YOU WANT HIM TO COME DOWN. BUT I  THINK IT WILL BE A MORE PRODUCTIVE  DISCUSSION IF YOU HAD SOME OF THESE  QUESTIONS ANSWERED. BECAUSE  THEN I THINK YOU COULD HAVE A BETTER  DISCUSSION ABOUT WHAT HE'S  PROPOSING. FOR EXAMPLE, THE FIRST  QUESTION. HE PUTS IN HIS  REPORT, THERE IS SUPPOSED TO BE  OF COORDINATING BOARD  FOR  THE PROPOSED  SHELTER. I DON'T UNDERSTAND WHAT  THIS BOARD, HOW IT  WOULD  BE APPOINTED, AND THIS IS WHAT  WE TALKED ABOUT. IF YOU WOULD LIKE,  WE CAN GO THROUGH THIS AND THEN  YOU CAN GIVE ME DIRECTION AS  TO  WHAT QUESTIONS YOU WANT TO PUT.  I TALK TO MOST OF YOU AND GOT A  FEEL FOR WHAT QUESTIONS YOU MIGHT  HAVE AND TRY TO INCORPORATE THEM.  MARIANNE HAS HANDLED THIS AND SHE  WILL WALK YOU  THROUGH THE QUESTION AND SEE IF  YOU WANT TO SUBTRACT ANY OR ADD  ANY OR WHATEVER.  

BEFORE  WE START,  THE PRESENTATION HERE EMMA IS THIS  OUR COMPILATION OR IS THIS WHAT  THEY PASSED OUT  DURING THE  PRESENTATION?  

I'VE BELIEVE THAT'S WHAT WE PROVIDED.  

SO WE  ARE WORKING OUT THE RENDERING.  

YES, THAT'S WHAT THEY PROVIDED.  WE CALLED THE CITY OF DAYTONA BEACH  TO GET THAT.  

THE WAY WE ARE APPROACHING THAT  IS GENERAL CATEGORIES, BASIC  ADMINISTRATIVE AND  PHILOSOPHICAL PRINCIPLES AND UNDERLYING  THIS OPERATION. OPERATIONAL QUESTIONS  THEMSELVES, THE SCHOOL QUESTIONS  ARE PRESENTED THROUGHOUT. EACH  OF THESE QUESTIONS, IT IS TRYING  TO MOVE US TOWARDS A BETTER UNDERSTANDING  OF THE ACTUAL MECHANICS IN TERMS  OF HOW THIS SHELTER WOULD  BE OPERATED, HOW IT WOULD BE FUNDED,  WE WOULD OPERATE IT AND  WHETHER OR NOT WE HAVE IN FACT COVERED  ALL THE RESPECTIVE FUNDING  NEEDS FOR IT. AND THEN OF COURSE  HOW IT AFFECTS THE REST OF THE COMMUNITY.  SO STARTING  IN THE BEGINNING, WE START WITH  WHO IS THE CORD KNITTING BOARD FOR  THE PROPOSED PSALTER AND THIS GOES  THROUGH  THE  BASIC OPERATIONAL QUESTIONS AS TWO,  WHO IS THIS BOARD, HOW DOES THAT  OPERATE AND WHERE DOES IT  COME FROM?  

OKAY. APPARENTLY, AS IS GOING  TO HAVE TO BE SOME SORT  OF APPOINTED BOARD. ALL WE ARE DOING  AT THIS POINT IS ASKING HIM  --  BECAUSE HE DID THE REPORT, TO CLARIFY.  WHEN HE CLARIFIES IT THEN I THINK  THAT IS  THE APPROPRIATE TIME COME IF YOU  HAVE AN OPINION OR YOU WANT TO QUESTION  HIM.  

I THINK THE QUESTION  THAT YOU MAY WANT TO ASK  --  WELL YOUR QUESTION HERE IS,  WHO  DOES IT REPORT? THIS IS  THE  ULTIMATE.  

AND, AND I DON'T WANT TO PUT  WORDS  IN  HIS MOUTH. I DON'T THINK YOU WOULD  HAVE  SAID THIS. I WANT TO UNDERSTAND  THE DETAILS AND WHY HE WROTE  WHAT  HE WROTE.  

HE'S PREPARED TO  ANSWER THESE QUESTIONS, THEN I THINK  YOU WILL HAVE A BETTER DISCUSSION  BECAUSE THEN YOU CAN GET INTO THE  BOARD AND THEN QUESTION WHETHER  IT'S RIGHT OR  WRONG OR WHATEVER.  

QUESTION NUMBER TWO  IS ABOUT THE SEVEN KEY PRINCIPLES  REFERENCED  IN THE REPORT. I'M NOT SURE IF THOSE  ARE THE BEST PRACTICES HE WAS  REFERRING TO, BUT, HE HAS  DONE THIS IN A FEW LOCATIONS AND  NOW WE WOULD LIKE TO UNDERSTAND  EXACTLY WHAT HE MEANS BY BEST PRACTICES  AND WHERE THEY HAVE BEEN APPLIED  SO WE CAN UNDERSTAND HOW THEY  OPERATE IN CONTEXT.  

EVERY QUESTION  WE HAVE HERE IS DIRECTLY RELATED  TO WHAT WE WROTE IN THE REPORT.  SO HE DIDN'T GO  OUTSIDE OF WHAT HE GAVE US.  

ITEM NUMBER THREE ABOUT MEDICAL  SERVICES, THERE WERE REFERENCES  BOTH TO INTERNAL SERVICE  PROVIDERS  AND EXTERNAL IN TERMS OF WHERE THE  CLIENTS WOULD BE GOING. IT WASN'T  CLEAR TO US TO THE INTERNAL SERVICE  PROVIDERS WERE AND HOW THAT WAS  ACCOUNTED FOR IN TERMS  OF  COST. LIKEWISE, GOING OUTSIDE, IS  THAT SOMETHING THE SHELTER IS RESPONSIBLE  ORDER OR IS IT SIMPLY A RECOGNITION  OF ONE IS GOING OUTSIDE  FOR MEDICAL CARE?  

ONE OF THE THINGS WHERE WE WERE  AT A DISADVANTAGE WAS,  HE SHOWED US  --  WHERE HE SHOWED  US IN THE PRICE OPERATED WAS VERY  SPARSE IN TERMS OF DETAILS. SO WE  WERE  TRYING TO UNDERSTAND, IT'S NOT READILY  AVAILABLE IN THE INFORMATION  HE PROVIDED. SO ARE THESE ADDITIONAL  COSTS OR NOT? THOSE ARE THE KIND  OF THINGS WE ARE TRYING  TO FIND OUT.  

OKAY, QUESTION FOUR ON  THE SECURITY SETTING. WHEN WE VISITED  WITH BELLS SAVE HARDER THERE WAS  A MIX  --   PINELLAS SAFE HARBOR, IT WAS A MIX  FROM THE SHERIFFS DEPARTMENT. SO  AT THIS CASE IT WAS COSTED AT A  LEVEL THAT WITH THE CONSISTENT FORCE  AND UNDERSTANDING WHAT  HE WAS RECOMMENDING. IF THAT WAS  THE STRUCTURE HE WAS ADVISING AND  THE ASSOCIATED COSTS THAT WOULD  GO WITH THE PRIVATE SECURITY WORKS.  

 ITEM NUMBER FIVE. THIS IS KIND OF  AN OPERATIONAL QUESTION IN TERMS  OF THE  PHILOSOPHY. THERE IS CONSIDERABLE  DISCUSSION IN TERMS OF THE  NEED TO ENGAGE AND GET THE HOMELESS  INVOLVED IN PROGRAMS. BUT, IT IS  NOT CLEAR WHETHER THAT IN  FACT IS A REQUIREMENT OF BEING  AT THE SHELTER. ARE YOU ALLOWED  TO BE AT THE SHELTER IF YOU ARE  NOT INTERESTED IN GETTING  INVOLVED IN PROGRAMMING? OR, ARE  YOU ONLY ALLOWED TO BE OUTSIDE  THE FRONT DOOR? THE  EXTERNAL HOUSING AREA, THAT'S WHERE  YOU STOP UNLESS YOU ARE WILLING  TO GET INTO THE  PROGRAM. THE  COST ALLOCATION, THE COUNCIL HAS  MADE COMMENTS ABOUT WILLINGNESS  TO SPORT THIS  AND BE RESPONSIBLE TO INSTRUCT  A FACILITY, AND THAT WAS THE EXPECTATION  AND IT EXPECTED TO BE A  GENERAL  FUND COSTS.  

AS THE MANAGER SAID WE ARE UNCLEAR  AS TO THE SIZE OF THE ANTICIPATED  FACILITY.  THE REPORT WAS FAIRLY EXPLICIT IN  TERMS OF THE POPULATION  TO BE SERVED, BASICALLY 250 ON THE  ROOF, 50 ON THE  PORCH, AND THE FACILITY ITSELF,  THIS IS LARGE. TO PUT THIS IN THE  CONTEXT, THIS IS LARGER  THAN OUR EEOC. THIS  IS LARGE BUILDING,  43,000 SQUARE FEET. SO WE ARE POSING  THE QUESTION, IS THIS THE INTENDED  SIZE, IS THERE ANY INITIAL  SIZE VERSUS AN ALTERNATE SIZE THAT  WE MIGHT BE TALKING ABOUT, TO CLARIFY  THE SCOPE OF WORK AND  THE ASSOCIATED COSTS.  AND  THE COUNCIL  --  AND ITEM NUMBER  EIGHT, THESE ARE ALL QUESTIONS ABOUT  THE ALLOCATED COST. THEY'RE IS  A RECOMMENDED  FORMULA, AND IT HAS TO DO WITH  THE% OF POPULATION. A% OF POPULATION  UNDER THE POVERTY RATE, AND THEN  AN AVERAGING OF THOSE TWO PERCENTS  TO DO  THE COST ALLOCATION.  POVERTY RATE, WE ARE TRYING TO UNDERSTAND  WHAT  THE CORRELATION IS, BECAUSE THE  PROPERTY RATE DOES SEEM TO HAVE  SOME CORRELATION PERHAPS  TO GENERAL  HOMELESSNESS. THAT THIS WAS A SPECIFIC  POPULATION, AND THE SHELTER IS TO  ADDRESS THE SINGLE ADULTS, WHEREAS  A  LARGER POVERTY RATE WOULD  SOMEHOW ENCOMPASS FAMILIES. WE HAVE  VERY HIGH POVERTY RATES ASSOCIATED  WITH SOME OF OUR SMALLER COMMUNITIES  AND THAT SEEMED TO BE  TAKING THIS FORMULA PERHAPS IN AN  UNINTENDED DIRECTION.  SO WE WILL ASK THEM TO APPLY THE  FORMULA AND HELP US WALK. IN TERMS  OF HOW THESE ELEMENTS CORRELATE  TO THE PROBLEM THAT  WE ARE ADDRESSING, AND HOW IT  ACTUALLY AFFECTS DIFFERENT COMMUNITIES.  

THIS IS A REALLY IMPORTANT ISSUE.  WE CLEARLY  NEED MR. MARVA TO DO THIS, BECAUSE  WE  APPLY THE FORMULA, BECAUSE IT WOULD  MAKE NO SENSE THE WAY IT CAME OUT.  SO WE EITHER  MISAPPLIED IT, OR HE HAS ANOTHER  WAY OF  DOING THAT. AND THIS IS ABSOLUTELY  KEY TO WHAT HE SAID COME AND  WHAT EVERYONE BELIEVES. THAT IS  WE HAVE A SHARED  COST AMONG THE COMMUNITIES AND I  DO NOT BELIEVE  THAT THESE COMMUNITIES WILL BELIEVE  THE NUMBER UNLESS  A THIRD-PARTY DOES THAT NUMBER.  IN OTHER WORDS, WHOEVER DOES THE  FORMULA IF IT NEVER CHANGES, THAT  PERSON WILL SAY THEY DID  IT WITH AN INTENT TO CHANGE  THE FORMULA. SO LET'S  MAKE AN ASSUMPTION. LET'S SAY FOR  ARGUMENT SAKE IT'S TWO AND HALF  OR  IT  $3 MILLION. AND I AGREE WITH  THEM ON THIS, YOU HAVE TO DO SOMETHING  ACROSS THE BOARD. BUT I THINK WHEN  YOU LOOK AT THOSE NUMBERS COME A  I THINK FOR THEM TO UNDERSTAND WHAT  THEIR  SHARE IS, ONLY THE THIRD-PARTY PERSON  THAT DID THE REPORT COULD MAKE IT  SO THAT EVERYONE WOULD UNDERSTAND  THAT THAT  IS A NUMBER. WHEN WE APPLIED THE  FORMULA, IT CANNOT BE WHAT HE MEANT  BECAUSE IT DID NOT MAKE RATIONAL  SENSE WHEN WE DID IT. IT DIDN'T  COME OUT RIGHT.  

OF COURSE THE ISSUE HERE SEEMS  TO BE  

     --  AND AFTER MARVA, IT'S VERY EXPLICIT  THAT THE POINT IN TIME ACCOUNTS  ARE NOT WHAT HE CONSIDERS RELIABLE  MEASURE. SO HE IS THE KING FOR ANOTHER  MAJOR TO APPLY. QUESTION NUMBER  NINE, SALTER IS DESCRIBED AS  A 24/SEVEN OPERATION. THIS WAS A  QUESTION AND AGAIN, OPERATIONALLY,  WHEN WE WENT TO  PINELLAS SAFE HARBOR, THERE WAS  A CURFEW IN PLACE. YOU DON'T JUST  SHOW  UP 24/SEVEN. UNLESS YOU ARE STAYING  ON  THE FRONT PORCH. AND  I GUESS, HOWEVER YOU GET THERE,  YOU HAVE TO COME IN  THE FRONT DOOR.  ITEM NUMBER 10, THEY INDICATE  THE CURRENT FACILITIES IS OPERATING  AT MAXIMUM CAPACITY. WE ARE  TRYING TO UNDERSTAND, IF THIS IS  TO BE  AN  ADJOINING OPERATION, SHOULD WE ASSUME  THAT THE STAFFING AND OPERATION  COSTS ARE GOING TO  BE IN ADDITION, CERTAINLY BASED  ON OUR DISCUSSIONS,  THEY WOULD BE IF THEY DID NOT HAVE  A PACITTI THAT THEY ARE PUTTING  INTO THIS, BUT THEY ARE SIMPLY:  LOCATING  IN ANOTHER OPERATION. ITEM NUMBER  11,  RELOCATION OF SERVICES. IS THE ALLOCATION  OF SPACE, ASSUMING  THAT  SERVICES  ARE YOU LOOKING FROM THE COMMUNITY,  ARE THEY GOING TO  SHARE SPACE? AGAIN, THEY ARE:  LOCATING AND NOT TAKING RESIDENCE  IN THE SPACE, AND HOW DOES THAT  RELATE TO THE COST OF OPERATION?  WE ARE LOOKING AT SPREADING OUT  THE EXISTING RESOURCES AND WE HAVE  TO KNOW WHAT THOSE  COSTS WILL CAPTURE.  

 AT THIS POINT, IF AND WHAT YOU THINK  THE SIZE OF THE SHELTER IS, IF YOU  WERE GOING TO SHOW SOMETHING, SAY  THE 43,000 SQUARE FOOT WAS WHAT  HE MEANT, WHAT WE  DON'T SEE IS THAT COULD BE BECAUSE  YOU ARE GOING TO DO OTHER SERVICES  IN THE FACILITY. FOR EXAMPLE, IF  YOU START  DOING MEDICAL, DENTAL JOB PLACEMENT  TRAINING, YOU COULD DEFINITELY  MOVE THE FACILITY FROM WHERE I THINK  IT WOULD BE  AT 25,000 REW 43 IF YOU ARE GOING  TO HOUSE THE SERVICES THERE. SO  MAYBE  YOU COULD CLARIFY?  

THERE ARE SEVERAL REFERENCES  AND MUCH REFERENCES ON NEEDING TO  RELOCATE FEEDING SERVICES AS BEING  ABSOLUTELY ESSENTIAL TO MAKING  THIS OPERATION WORK. BASED ON OUR  FAMILIARITY WITH SOME OF THE LOCAL  FEEDING OPERATIONS,  THIS POPULATION IS ONE  SEGMENT OF THEIR  AUDIENCE, THERE ARE ELDERLY, PEOPLE  WHO USE FAITH  BASED AND LOCAL FEEDING SERVICES  WHO ARE NOT HOMELESS. SO WE TRY  TO POSE THE QUESTION, HOW DOES  THE LARGER COMMUNITY  --  HOW ARE  THEY AFFECTED IF IN FACT A FEEDING  SERVICE IS RELOCATED TO  A REMOTE  SITE? AND THEN, ONCE OPERATIONAL  AT THE  SHELTER LOCATION AGAIN, IS THE REQUIREMENT  TO BE IN THE PROGRAM PART OF USING  THE  SERVICE? ITEM 13,  AS YOU ARE, THAT'S HIS ACRONYM,  IS  A VOLUNTEER-VOLUNTARY PROGRAM. THERE  ARE SEVERAL REFERENCES TO THE PUBLIC  SAFETY PORTAL WHICH WOULD  IMPLY THAT  YOU ARE ARRIVING WITH LONG LAW OR  SOME COURT ACTION AND IT IMPLIES  THAT THIS IS HOW YOU COME,  NOT NECESSARILY A WALK UP, BUT IT'S  THROUGH  A  CRIMINAL JUSTICE. ITEM NUMBER  14 WITH REFERENCE, THAT IS BASED  ON THE REPORT  HE DID FOR SARASOTA. HE IS ACTIVE  IN THE COMMUNITY FOR SEVERAL  MONTHS. THE QUOTE HERE  INDICATES THAT, AGAIN,  THE NET REPORT WAS VERY CLEAR THAT  THE REMOTE SITE BEING CONTEMPLATED  FOR DIFFERENT SHELTER  FACILITIES. AND THE EMPHASIS WAS  NOT ON THE LOCATION  IN TERMS OF THEIR BEING A PERFECT  ANSWER. SO THIS WAS TO SAY, WELL,  HOW DID THAT CRITERIA WHICH HE OUTLINED  IN THE SARASOTA REPORT  APPLY TO FALLUJA? BECAUSE IN FALLUJA  THERE WERE NOT ALTERED FOR SITES  THAT WERE SUBJECT TO EVALUATION.  THERE WAS A SINGULAR EMPHASIS ON  ONE SITE. SO WE ARE TRYING TO  UNDERSTAND HOW THE SARASOTA EXPERIENCE  RELATED TO THE VOLUSIA EXPERIENCE  IN TERMS OF  CHOOSING THE ROTATION.  

STUART MARCHAND WAS REFERENCED  AGAIN  AS AN IDEAL CODE LOCATOR, BUT THE  CURRENT SERVICES ARE BASED  ON A CRISIS, AND  STABILIZATION SERVICES AT STUART  MARCHAND. AND, HOW THAT RELATES  TO  THIS TARGET POPULATION VERSUS OTHER  COUNSELING ADDICTION TREATMENT SERVICES  AND MENTAL HEALTH SERVICES IN THE  COMMUNITY,  THIS IS UNCLEAR. THOSE SERVICES  ARE AVAILABLE IN MULTIPLE LOCATIONS  AS OPPOSED TO STUART MARCHAND WHICH  IS  AN  INPATIENT PROGRAM.  

IT YOU ARE  RELOCATING SERVICES HERE TO WHAT  PURPOSES AND HOW IT AFFECTS OTHER  SERVICES  IN  THE COMMUNITY.  

16. OUTREACH TEAMS. THIS IS  SOMETIMES IN THE REPORT, THEY  ARE CALLED  A  HOTS. ONE SOCIAL WORKER CONTACTS  AND GOES OUT INTO THE COMMUNITY  FOR ENGAGEMENT,  NOT CLEAR HOW IN THIS CASE THOSE  TEAMS WOULD BE CREATED AND STAFFED  AND  PAID FOR. 17. THERE WAS A RECOMMENDATION  FOR  MODEL ORDINANCES, A MODEL ORDINANCE  TO BE DEVELOPED, AND PASSED BY ALL  COMMUNITIES FOR CONSISTENCY IN TERMS  OF REGULATION OF THE CONTROLS  ON HOMELESS ACTIVITIES. WE ARE ASKING  FOR AN EXAMPLE OF WHAT  THOSE WOULD BE. 18. THERE WAS AN  UPDATE  REPORT. THE PINELLAS SAFE HARBOR  PROGRAM HAS BEEN  IN  EFFECT SINCE 2011 AND THERE WAS  AN UPDATE REPORT REQUESTED BY THE  CITY OF ST. PETERSBURG THAT WAS  DONE IN JUNE  OF  THIS  YEAR. AND AND  THAT WAS ONE COMPONENT OF THE PROGRAM  AND THAT WAS CAPTURED ON  THE SHERIFFS DEPARTMENT, ACTUALLY  A WING IN THE JAIL THAT HAS  SUBSEQUENTLY BEEN DISCONTINUED.  THE PINELLAS SAFE HARBOR STILL EXISTS,  BUT THE FINANCIAL INSTABILITY  IN PINELLAS COUNTY HAS BECOME  CLEAR, AND SO WE ARE ASKING WHAT  THE HINDSIGHT HAS TAUGHT US IN TERMS  OF HOW  YOU STRUCTURE THIS  AND THE  SUSTAINABLE GOVERNMENT.  

THERE HAS TO BE SOME WAY THAT  PEOPLE WALK INTO  LONG-TERM  SUSTAINABLE FUNDING. AND HE IS  UNHAPPY OF THAT. I THINK IT WAS  A NEW PERSPECTIVE ON HOW WE WILL  GO FORWARD TO MAKE SURE THAT  DOESN'T HAPPEN HERE.  

19, THIS IS AGAIN AN OPERATIONAL  QUESTION ABOUT  FACILITY CLEANING. VISITED PINELLAS  SAFE HARBOR,  THE ACTUAL MAINTENANCE WAS NOT DONE  BY THE RESIDENCE, IT WAS DONE  BY JAIL INMATES WHO WERE BROUGHT  IN TO DO THE CLEANING AT THE SITE  BECAUSE IT WAS  ON THEIR PROPERTY. SO ASKING HERE  AGAIN, WHAT  IS THE EXPECTATION? BECAUSE WE SAW  THE SITUATION IN  DALLAS SAFE HARBOR, WE DON'T KNOW  WHETHER THAT WAS A COMMON SITUATION  OR JUST SPECIFIC TO THAT PARTICULAR  SITE. ITEM NUMBER 20. AGAIN,  TERMINOLOGY  NOT THAT CLEAR, OPERATIONALLY WHAT  IT MEANS, THERE ARE TRANSFORMATIONAL  CONSEQUENCES FOR NEGATIVE BEHAVIOR.  I WOULD LIKE TO DEFINE  WHAT THAT MEANS. REFERENCES TO THE  MEASURES OF OUTCOME AND SYSTEM OF  CHANGE, WE WOULD LIKE TO HAVE SOME  EXPERIENCE WITH HOW THAT HAS BEEN  DEVELOPED IN SOME OF  THE  OTHER LOCATIONS AND, THEY HAVE MADE  FINDING IN TERMS OF THE NUMBERS  OF THE HOMELESS, AND WE LOOKED AT  THE SAME POPULATION AS BEST  WE COULD DO. WE FOUND DIFFERENT  NUMBER SO WE ARE TRYING TO RECONCILE  OUR FINDINGS WITH  HIS REPORTED FINDINGS.  

ONE FINAL COMMENT. THERE ARE  QUITE A FEW QUESTIONS HERE AND YOU  CAN SUBTRACT OR  ADD  OR WHATEVER, THESE WERE THE ONES  THAT WE THOUGHT WERE IMPORTANT,  BUT HERE IS THE KEY. WE DIDN'T THINK  THEY WERE JUST IMPORTANT TO VOLUSIA  COUNTY, WE THOUGHT THEY WERE IMPORTANT  TO A ARCHER COMMUNITY. WHAT WE WOULD  LIKE TO DO IS GIVE  THEM THE QUESTIONS, AND SEE IF WE  CAN GIVE HIM AN  OVERVIEW OF ANSWERS, SEND THEM BACK  AND THEN HAVE HIM COME  DOWN  TO TALK. YOU CAN ALSO HAVE A BETTER  BASIS THAN IF YOU WANT TO INVITE  THE CITIES OR ANYONE ELSE IN BECAUSE  I THINK THIS WOULD ANSWER QUESTIONS  FOR THEM. FOR EXAMPLE, I TOTALLY  AGREE ON THE ISSUE OF  FEEDING. HE  CALLS IT ENABLING. I THINK ONE OF  HIS KEY ISSUES IS, IS SPECIALLY  IF HIS FACILITY IS THIS FAR OUT,  THE FOOD  WOULD  BE A BIG ISSUE. BUT  SOME COMMENTS FROM CHURCHES ARE,  WE SEE PEOPLE THAT ARE NOT HOMELESS.  SO HOW  DO WE  --  DO WE STILL DO THAT?  HOW DO WE STILL DO THAT AND NOT  ENABLE PEOPLE IF I AND USING FOOD  AS A MAGNET. AND I'M NOT SAYING  IT CAN'T HAPPEN, JUST THAT WE NEED  TO TALK ABOUT THOSE  THINGS. SO THAT'S THE OVERALL LIST,  IF YOU WANT TO ADD OR SUBTRACT,  LET ME KNOW WHAT YOU WANT  TO  DO  ABOUT THIS.  

DO YOU HAVE A COMMENT OR QUESTION?  

YES, THANK YOU, MR. CHAIR. THESE  DOCUMENTS, CAN WE ATTACH THEM TO  THE AGENDA ITEM  FOR PUBLIC  RECORD?  

YES. AS OF THIS MORNING WE SPENT  LOTS  OF TIME LOOKING. WE DIDN'T WANT  TO GET OVERLY PICKY BUT THESE WERE  REALLY IMPORTANT QUESTIONS THAT  RELATED TO  COST  AND FUNCTIONS. EVEN TODAY,  WE  ARE  FINALIZING QUESTIONS.  

OF THE SUPPORTING DOCUMENTS,  IF WE COULD JUST ATTACH THAT TO  THE AGENDA ITEM GOING FORWARD. IT'S  INTERESTING  --   AND IF THIS IS A GOOD SET OF QUESTIONS  THAT NEED TO BE ANSWERED FROM THE  CONSULTANT. IN THE TWO PRESENTATIONS  THAT WERE DONE WITH THE CITIES,  WAS ANYTHING LIKE THE SUBMITTED  FROM THE CITIES  OR FOUR VERIFICATION? WAS  THERE ANY FOLLOW-UP FROM THEM THAT  WE ARE AWARE OF SO WE ARE NOT  CREATING  REDUNDANT THE?  

I WAS AT THE PRESENTATION IN  DAYTONA BEACH WITH SOME COUNCIL  MEMBERS AND I DON'T RECALL ANY   --  THERE WERE QUESTIONS, BUT I DON'T  RECALL ANY  LIST OF QUESTIONS.  

TO THE BEST OF MY KNOWLEDGE NONE  OF THE  CITIES HAVE SUBMITTED  ACTUAL CLARIFICATION QUESTIONS.  

AND THAT IS A STATEMENT I WANT  TO GO ON THE RECORD.  

I'M NOT SAYING THAT AS A NEGATIVE,  JUST UP  TO THIS  POINT.  

I UNDERSTAND. THE QUESTIONS THAT  WE ARE ASKING THE COUPLE WHICH NEED  TO BE ASKED, I  TOTALLY AGREE,  BUT I WONDER --  THE TOUGH QUESTIONS,  EVEN IF WE GET THESE ANSWERS, ARE  STILL  TO THIS CITIES IN THE FUNDING. I  MEAN, WE ARE  TALKING ABOUT  --  UNLESS YOU  HAVE  A FUNDING AGREEMENT I DON'T WANT  TO HEAR UNTIL ICY CONTRACTUAL EVIDENCE  OF FINANCIAL SUPPORT, THE  RESOLUTION OF SUPPORT MEANS  NOTHING VERY HONESTLY, AND HISTORICALLY,  ESPECIALLY WITH A PROJECT LIKE THIS  THAT WE HAVE  SEEN IN PINELLAS. I'M LOOKING FOR  FUNDING AND FINANCIAL  COMMITMENTS FROM THOSE INVOLVED,  NOT JUST THE CITIES,  FROM THE FAITH ORGANIZATIONS THAT  ARE SO SUPPORTIVE OF THIS. IT'S  TIME TO PUT DOLLARS WHERE THEIR  REQUEST IS.  

ONE OF  THE REASONS THAT I TRY TO CLARIFY,  BECAUSE HE HAS IN ALL FAIRNESS TO  HIM, I THINK IS NEEDED EARLY CLEAR  THAT THERE NEEDS TO BE A  PERMANENT FUNDING STREAM THAT ADEQUATELY  AND FAIRLY DISTRIBUTES  ACROSS THE COUNTRY. I'M NOT PUTTING  WORDS  IN HIS MOUTH, I THINK HE SAID THAT  IN HIS PRESENTATION. SO BY THE QUESTIONS  THAT WE ASK ON THE FORMULA AND FUNDING,  HE KNOWS WHAT  HAPPENED IN PINELLAS AND IT WOULD  BE GOOD FOR THE CITIES TO HEAR WHAT  HE THINKS  THE NUMBERS ARE. TO GIVE YOU A FEELING  WHERE IT WOULD STAND, I THINK  IT'S  AN OPPORTUNITY. AND IF THESE QUESTIONS  WERE NOT ASKED ALREADY BY THE CITIES,  THESE  QUESTIONS ARE IMPORTANT TO THE CITIES,  TOO. I THINK THAT YOU MAY WANT TO  INVITE HIM DOWN. IF YOU WANT TO  INVITE THEM  TO BE HERE WHEN YOU START TALKING  ABOUT THESE THINGS  IN  MORE DEPTH.  

I THINK YOU MADE A GOOD POINT  ALSO, MR.  MANAGER.  YOU NEED TO DIFFERENTIATE, HIS SUGGESTION  IS STOPPING THE FEEDING PROGRAMS,  WELL VOLUSIA COUNTY IS GEOGRAPHICALLY  THE SIZE OF RHODE ISLAND AND I KNOW  IN SOUTHEAST FALLUJA IT'S NOT NECESSARILY  THE HOMELESS AT SOME OF THE NONPROFITS  ARE SUPPORTING  AND FEEDING BUT THE POOR, WORKING  POOR  AND SENIORS THAT STRUGGLE. SO WE  NEED TO MAKE SURE THAT WE DIFFERENTIATE  TERMS AND NOT SHUT OUT OTHER OPPORTUNITIES  FOR OUR CITIZENS THAT REQUIRE IT  OTHER  THAN THE HOMELESS. SO THIS IS A  BROAD ISSUE GOING FORWARD AND I  THINK TERMINOLOGY WILL BE  REALLY IMPORTANT, AS IS  -- I'M  STILL LOOKING AT FINANCIAL MEANT,  AND I  DON'T SEE IT. I WILL WAIT UNTIL  WE GET THE QUESTIONS ANSWERED AND  GO FORWARD. INCORPORATED YOU.  

INCORPORATED YOU,  MA'AM. MR.DANIELS.  

THANK  YOU, MR. CHAIRMAN. I'M VERY SUPPORTIVE  OF  GETTING THIS DONE. THE ONE THING  THAT WE ARE GOING TO NEED, AND I  THINK  --  WE HAVE A A LOT OF DETAILED QUESTIONS  HERE BUT I'D  THE OVERALL QUESTION, AND I DON'T  KNOW IF THIS IS THE MAN TO DO IT  OR  NOT. THE OVERALL THING THAT WE NEED  IS  A USABILITY STUDY. MONEY IN, MONEY  OUT. WHERE WILL  IT COME FROM? THESE ARE MUSICIANS  AROUND THAT HELP THE HOMELESS ALREADY,  WHAT ARE THEY GOING TO DO HIM WHAT  ARE THEY  GOING TO  CONTRIBUTE? YOU KNOW, HE HAD  -- I GUESS THE  PROJECT IN PINELLAS, OR I GUESS  THERE WAS ONE HERE, IT WAS GOING  TO BE RE- HUNDRED THOUSAND DOLLARS  PER YEAR IN FOOD DONATIONS. WELL,  WHAT SORT OF BACK BACKUP  DO WE HAVE THAT SAYS IT IS GOING  TO ACTUALLY OCHER? IN OTHER  WORDS, WHEN  YOU DO A USABILITY STUDY, YOU COME  UP WITH THE NUMBERS AND YOU BACK  THEM  UP. ACTUALLY, LOOKING TO NEED THE  NUMBERS, TALKING TO THE PEOPLE IN  QUESTION AND GETTING THEM TACKED  DOWN AS TO WHAT THEY ARE WILLING  TO DO AND NOT WILLING TO DO,  I DON'T THINK  --  IT'S  NOT REALISTIC TO GO TO  CITIES AND SAY, IT IS, YOU ARE ON  THE HOOK FOR SOME AMOUNT OF MONEY  AND WE WILL TELL YOU THE  AMOUNT LATER ON. WE HAVE TO HAVE  THE FEASIBILITY STUDY. EVERYONE  HAS TO KNOW WHAT IT'S  GOING TO COST THEM. AT LEAST, THE  PROJECTION [AUDIO INTERFERENCE]  AT LEAST, OUR BEST GUESS AS TO WHAT  IT'S GOING TO COST BEFORE WE GO  TO THEM AND SAY, OKAY, THIS IS WHAT  IT IS GOING TO BE. I'M  NOT SURE THAT MARBURG IS THE GUY  TO DO THE FEASIBILITY STUDY, WE  CAN WRITE SOME INFORMATION, BUT  I DON'T SEE ANYTHING  IN HIS REPORT THAT REMOTE WITH JUST  THAT HE HAS  --  SUGGEST THAT HE HAD THE BACKGROUND  TO DO THE  FEASIBILITY STUDY THAT  WE NEED.  

OKAY. THANK  YOU SIR. MS.NORTHEY.  

THANK YOU, AND THAT THIS MICROPHONE  THAT NEEDS  TO BE FIXED. THIS 43, 43,000 SQUARE  FOOT, WHAT IS THE  SQUARE  FOOTAGE OF THE  EEOC?  

THE NEW EEOC  IS LIKE 42. SO TO GIVE YOU A SCALE  IN  YOUR HEAD, IT'S LARGER THAN THAT.  

YOU ARE TALKING ABOUT THE OLD  ONE?  

NO, I'M TALKING  ABOUT  THE NEW ONE.  

I JUST WANTED TO FOLLOW-UP ON  SOMETHING COUNCILMEMBER DANNY SAID.  INDEED I DO THINK IT WAS WHEN  WE WERE AT  THE FAITH ASSEMBLY, AND I WAS TRYING  TO FIND IT IN MY E-MAIL BUT I ONLY  HAVE MY  LAPTOP. THERE WAS WHAT I  UNDERSTOOD, THE COMMITMENT THAT  THEY WILL UNDERGO A PROCESS WHERE  THERE WOULD BE  COMMITMENTS FROM WORKERS, THAT THAT  WAS THE RESOLUTION OF COMMITMENT  AND I KNOW THAT THAT IS  NOT ALWAYS BINDING, BUT THERE WOULD  BE AN OUTLINE OF THE COST AND IT  WOULD CONTRIBUTE TO WHAT,  BUT THAT  HASN'T HAPPENED.  

I WOULD AGREE, THESE ARE  GREAT QUESTIONS. I WOULD  AGREE  THAT MAYOR MARV IS NOT THE PERSON  TO DO A FEASIBILITY STUDY, BUT I  DON'T THINK ANYONE SHOULD BE MOVING  FORWARD ON ANYTHING UNTIL THERE  ARE SOME CONCRETE ANSWERS AS TO  COST, AND WE  DON'T HAVE THAT YET. IT SOUNDS GOOD  TO SAY, WE ARE GOING TO DO THIS,  UNTIL SOMEONE PUTS PENCIL TO PAPER  OR PAPER TO PENCIL, WE DON'T KNOW  WHAT WE ARE DEALING WITH. SO EYE  JUST WANTED TO CONFIRM THAT IT WAS  MY UNDERSTANDING THAT THE FAITH  ORGANIZATION WAS GOING TO PICK  UP THE BATON AND GET ALL THE  CITIES, AND CERTAINLY, YOU WANT  TO TALK ABOUT SOMETHING THAT THEY  COULD PUT THEIR TEETH INTO, BUT  THEY CHOSE NOT  TO. SO THAT'S IT.  

THANK YOU,  MA'AM. MR.PATTERSON?  

I'M  THE MEAN SOP ON THIS THOMAS  BECAUSE I HAVE  SOME SERIOUS PROBLEMS. I DON'T HAVE  PROBLEMS BUT THERE ARE SERIOUS PROBLEMS  WITH THE WHOLE THING. AND  DOCTOR MARBACH COMING IN LIKE THE  PIED PIPER LEADING LOTS OF PEOPLE  IN PINELLAS COUNTY, I HAVE  PROBLEMS WITH IT, AND I KNOW SARASOTA  TOOK ONE LOOK AND FINALLY RAN HIM  OUT OF TOWN BECAUSE THEY DIDN'T  LIKE WHAT HE WAS SAYING. I  DO HAVE SOME CONCERNS,  I REALLY DO. AS YOU DO HAVE THIS  FAITH BASED  ORGANIZATION IS TAX-EXEMPT, PUTTING  US ON THE HOOK FOR LOTS  OF MONEY. I KNOW WE WANT TO SEE  SOME TYPE OF COMMITMENT OUT OF THOSE  33 CHURCHES THAT ARE INVOLVED IN  THIS AND BEING SO POLITICALLY VOCAL  AND GETTING PEOPLE TO  COMMIT TO THINGS THAT REALLY, WE  DON'T HAVE ALL THE INFORMATION THAT  WE REALLY NEED. I'M  ALSO CONCERNED ABOUT THE TALK  OF THE LOCATION. BECAUSE I  KNOW THAT, WHAT ESSENTIALLY IS HAPPENING,  ONE AREA OF TOWN IS GOING  TO THE PEOPLE TO ONE AREA OF TOWN  AND  WE  HAVE AN $8 MILLION COMPLEX GOING  UP ON THE WEBSITE OF VOLUSIA COUNTY,  PRETTY CLOSE TO READ THIS PROJECT  COULD BE. WHERE ARE THE HOMELESS  PEOPLE GOING TO GO  DURING  THE DAYTIME TEXT WILL THEY STAY  AT THE FACILITY WERE MIGRATE OUT?  WITH THEY GO OVER TO THE MALL OR  --  THE NEXT THING YOU KNOW  YOU  HAVE  PROBLEMS AND I'M CONCERNED THAT  IT ENDS UP  --  HAVING BEEN SIX MONTHS ON THE  CAMPAIGN TRAIL, ALL I'VE EVER HEARD  IS, YOU WILL RAISE MY  PROPERTY TAXES. SUDDENLY, WE WILL  BE BACK AT THIS AGAIN AND OUR GENERAL  FUND WILL BE ATTACKED,  PAYING FOR SOMETHING. AND I'M  CONCERNED ABOUT THAT. THE OTHER  THING IS, THERE ARE SERVICES THAT  THE HOMELESS PEOPLE  --  I WONDER  IF THEY ARE  GETTING, LIKE FOOD STAMPS. WOULD  THAT BE AVAILABLE TO THE HOMELESS  SHELTER TO PROVIDE FOR THESE PEOPLE  SO THEY ARE NOT GETTING FOOD STAMPS  AND THEN SELLING THEM AND BUYING  THEIR LIQUOR AND CIGARETTES? WE  ARE JUST CONTINUE TO  EXACERBATE THE PROBLEM. I WOULD  THINK THAT WE SHOULD BE ABLE TO  TAP INTO SOME OF  THE FINANCIAL  SERVICES  THAT THE GOVERNMENT --  THEY MAY  BE RECOVERING FROM THE STATE  OR FEDERAL GOVERNMENT. THE FINANCIAL  AND TO ME IS LIKE A BIG DARK CLOUD  HANGING OVER US. IT WILL  RAIN ON US IF WE  DON'T MAKE SURE THAT THE WINDS BLOW  TOTALLY OUR  WAY. THAT'S MY CONCERN.  

THANK YOU,  SIR. MR.WAGNER.  

I THINK THOSE ARE ALL GOOD CONCERNS  AND GREAT QUESTIONS THAT  WE CAN ASK. I DO LIKE HAVING A FEASIBILITY  STUDY AND I THINK  THAT WILL HELP. AS FAR AS FAITH  IS CONCERNED THAT THEY'RE WILLING  TO  STEP UP AND MEET COMMITMENTS AS  FAR AS MAYBE NOT FAITH BUT THE  CHURCHES WITHIN FAITH, AND I'D THOSE  ARE  WE  CAN ADDRESS.  

 THANK  YOU SIR.  

MS. CUSACK?  

I THINK WHAT WE HAVE TO BE MINDFUL  OF IS, WE NEED TO BE PARTNERS. I  THINK THAT THIS LIST OF QUESTIONS  IS GOOD  PLACE TO  BEGIN. I'VE BELIEVE THAT THE FAITH  GROUP WILL BUY IN  AND BECOME PARTNERS AND WILL STEP  UP TO THE PLATE  AS FAR AS WHAT THEIR FINANCIAL  OBLIGATIONS SHOULD BE.  

I THINK IT'S IMPORTANT  FOR US TO KNOW, BEFORE WE START  SAYING HOW  MUCH EVERYONE NEEDS TO PUT IN, WE  ALSO HAVE THAT FEASIBILITY STUDY.  I THINK THAT WE SHOULD  PROBABLY GET A THIRD PERSON TO  DO  THAT STUDY. SOMETHING MEANING AND  UNBIASED PERSON DOING THE  STUDY  FOR FEASIBILITY, AND WE NEED TO  HAVE ANOTHER SET OF EYES LOOKING  AT OUR PROCESS AND WHAT WE ARE TRYING  TO ACCOMPLISH HERE.  BUT  I'VE BELIEVE AS COUNTY GOVERNMENT,  AND WE ARE ATTEMPTING TO DO THAT,  WE MUST BE ACTIVELY ENGAGED  IN THE PROCESS. FOR US TO ASK THE  HARD QUESTIONS  IS GOOD DAY. IT'S ALSO IMPORTANT  FOR US TO BE A MEMBER  OF THIS TEAM,  AND KNOWING THAT IT IS  A COUNTYWIDE PROBLEM, AND WE ALL  MUST BE A PART OF THIS LUCIAN, AND  I  THINK THAT, THEY SHOULD GET THESE  QUESTIONS IN ADVANCE. THAT WOULD  HAVE BEEN NICE IF WE WOULD HAVE  HAD A CHANCE TO LOOK AT THEM  IN ADVANCE ALSO.  

BUT I THINK THEY ARE GOOD QUESTIONS.  I REALLY THINK THAT HE SHOULD  HAVE THESE QUESTIONS, WE SHOULD  HAVE AN OPPORTUNITY TOO, AND PRESENT  TO US THE ANSWERS TO THESE QUESTIONS  SO THAT WE CAN HAVE DIALOGUE  WITH HIM, AND THE CITIES AND ALL  THE MAJOR PLAYERS IN THIS AND HAVE  DIALOGUE WITH HIM, RIGHT HERE  IN THESE CHAMBERS. SO I THINK WE  ARE LIVING IN THE RIGHT DIRECTION.  WE MUST KEEP AN OPEN MIND EMMA BEARING  IN MIND THAT IT IS A PROBLEM FOR  ALL OF US AND WE  ALL MUST BE [INDISCERNIBLE]  OF THIS  PROCESS.  

THANK YOU. MAY EYE GO FIRST?  

 YOU SURE CAN.  

I HAVE TO ECHO PRETTY MUCH WITH  THE  COUNSEL IS SAYING. YES, WE  HAVE A PROBLEM. AND YES, THIS PROBLEM  NEED A RESOLUTION, BUT IT NEEDS  MORE THAN THAT. IT  NEEDS FINANCIAL BACKING.  I'VE MET WITH THE FAITH ORGANIZATION  AND LEADERSHIP HERE  IN OUR OFFICES, AND THEY HAVE COME  TO ME AND SAID  THE  SAME THING. WHEN WILL YOU WRITE  A CHECK? AND WE ARE LIKE, YOU ARE  NOT WRITING A CHECK, YOU GUYS HAVE  TO  PONY UP MONEY AND BE A PARTNER IN  THIS. WE CAN'T KEEP THROWING THIS  MONEY OUT. IT MAY LOOK LIKE IT STARTS  OUT, THIS WILL BE MUCH MONEY, BUT  IN THE LONG-TERM WE ARE TALKING  MILLIONS AND  MILLIONS OF DOLLARS THAT IS BEING  ASKED THAT  THIS COUNCIL AND COUNTY AND GOVERNMENT  COMMITS  TO  THE PROCESS. OUR BUDGET IS TIGHT,  AND OUR COUNSEL IS SAYING WE DON'T  HAVE THE MONEY TO DO THIS  OR DO THAT, AND WE NEED TO GET SOME  COMMITMENTS FROM NOT ONLY FAITH  FINANCIALLY BUT  WE ALSO NEED  TO REACH OUT AGAIN TO THE CITIES  AND SAY, YOU GUYS HAVE TO COME ON  BOARD AND  HELP US TWO. WE ARE STARTING THIS  WITH OUR MIRRORS MEETINGS AND SOME  OF THE OTHER PROJECT WE  HAVE GOING ON. THESE  QUESTIONS ARE AMAZING, THEY ARE  VERY WELL DONE AND I LIKE THEM.  BUT I WOULD SUGGEST THAT  IN ONE  OF YOUR  QUESTIONS,  YOU SAY CAYA. BECAUSE  THIS WILL BE IN PUBLIC RECORD WE  NEED TO  SPELL OUT WHAT CAYA MEANS BECAUSE  THAT'S WHAT I THOUGHT IT  WAS AT FIRST.  

I WOULD LIKE  --  IT  SEEMS VERY COMPREHENSIVE, YOU HAVE  SOME GOOD  QUESTIONS. I HOPE THIS GUY CAN GIVE  US  SOME SOLID ANSWERS. DID WE OR  DID WE NOT DO A STUDY A WHILE  AGO ON HOMELESSNESS? WAS THERE A  NEW STUDY THAT  WE HAVE DONE?  

IT WAS A REQUIREMENT THAT THE  COALITION HAS TO DO THAT UNDER FEDERAL  LAW. THAT IS NOT US.  

HAVE THEY DONE  THIS STUDY LEX.  

IT DOESN'T ADDRESS THE ELEMENTS  OF THIS. THAT'S REALLY  ABOUT ACCOUNT AND A PLAN  AND ALMOST EVERY ONE IN AMERICA  IS HOW YOU GET TRANSITIONAL HOUSING.  THIS IS DIFFERENT, IT'S TO  HELP  NEEDY PEOPLE IF I COULD MAKE  MY COMMENTS NOW  --  

I HAVE ONE MORE THING IF I'M  A BEFORE YOU GO DOWN THERE AND I  DO HAVE ONE OF LITTLE CONCERN. IT  SAYS ON THE FRONT OF  THIS THING  HERE, THIS POWERPOINT, THAT THIS  IS A 200% HOMELESS  SHELTER.  200 PEOPLE? AND IT WAS  SOMETHING LIKE 1200.  

THERE WAS A FACILITY THAT HELD  250 PEOPLE INSIDE AND 50 PEOPLE  WILL FALL ON THE PORCH. THAT'S 300  PEOPLE AT  ANY  GIVEN TIME. IT'S  A ROTATING BASIS.  

IT'S A LOT OF  SQUARE  FEET. AND THEY OPENED  UP  THEIR FACILITIES IF YOU WEREN'T  IN WHEN IT  WAS GETTING COLD, I'M SURE  WE WILL ADDRESS ALL THESE QUESTIONS  IN  THE  FUTURE. AND WE NEED TO RECOGNIZE  A COUPLE OF THE THINGS THAT  THE  CONSULTANT  DID, AND THE COUNTY  WOULD TAKE OVER TRYING TO RUN IT  AND ANY SUPPORT YOU HAVE WILL DISAPPEAR  BECAUSE IT WILL BE CONSIDERED THE  KIND  OF PROGRAM AND HE DID NOT SUGGEST  THAT  WE RUN IT. WE  PUT IN HIS REPORT BASED ON SOME  COMMENTS THAT I THINK WERE AT THE  MEETINGS, THAT THE COUNCIL  MAY BE INTERESTED IN. AND I'M NOT  DEFENDING, I JUST WANT TO MAKE SURE  WE ARE CLEAR. I THINK WE DID SOME  THINGS THAT WE ALL HAVE TO  BE CLEAR  ABOUT. I THINK  --  THAT THE ONE-TIME  COST SO THAT'S WHY FINDING PUBLIC  THE FACILITY IS AND  EVERYTHING ELSE IS IMPORTANT. I  THINK THERE HAS ALWAYS BEEN  SOME DEBATE ABOUT WHETHER WE WOULD  HAVE AN ONGOING COST FROM  THE OPERATIONAL PART, BUT WE WOULD  BE THE PARTNER AND NOT THE PERSON  RUNNING IT. SO I DO THINK  THAT THE IDEA OF HAVING A THIRD  PARTY DO THAT FEASIBILITY STUDY  IS  AN EXCELLENT IDEA, BUT THE PARTY  THAT HE SUGGESTED, AND I AGREE WITH  HIM ON THIS, KNOWING WHAT HAS BEEN  SUCCESSFUL ACROSS THE COUNTRY. HE  MADE IT CLEAR THAT THE BEST PEOPLE  TO RUN THIS ARE  THE  NONPROFITS, AND THERE'S LOTS OF  IMPLICATIONS AS TO WHY THEY ARE  THE BEST BECAUSE IT SPEAKS AND BUSINESSES  THEY GIVE MONEY AND FOOD AND ALL  KINDS OF THINGS AND HE SAID URBAN  MINISTRIES WAS THE BEST GROUP TO  RUN IT. IF WE WANT TO DO  A FEASIBILITY STUDY  --  FIRST OF  ALL, I THINK THAT IS A  GOOD IDEA. IF WE WANTED THAT TO  BE OUR  PART OF THIS  --  WE DIDN'T  CONTRIBUTE  TO [INDISCERNIBLE] BUT WHAT WE NEED  TO DO IS FIGURE OUT HOW TO DO A  THIRD-PARTY BUT IKE WE NEED TO DO  THAT IN CONSULTATION WITH URBAN  MINISTRIES BECAUSE THEY ARE THE  GROUP THAT HE IDENTIFIED, AND IF  I'M NOT  MISTAKEN THEY SAID THAT THEY WOULD  CONSIDER RUNNING IT. SO THEY NEED  TO KNOW AS MUCH AS EVERYONE ELSE,  IS THERE SUPPORT OUT THERE? AND  MY UNDERSTANDING IS  THAT HE ASSUMED HE WOULD DO SOME  PORTION OF THE OPERATING CLASS.  THIS  WAS VERY IMPORTANT. IF THE COUNTY  GOVERNMENT EVER SAYS THEY ARE GOING  TO DO IT, EVERY BIT  OF SUPPORT WILL DISAPPEAR. AND  HE KNOWS THAT. SO IN ALL FAIRNESS  HE MADE IT. WE SHOULD RUN  IT AND  THAT  A NONPROFIT. SO I THINK THE QUESTIONS  ARE CLEAR TO HIM BECAUSE I THINK  THERE ARE ASSUMPTIONS ON HIS REPORT  THAT HE DID DO WITHOUT GETTING INTO  REPORT BACK ON THAT. I SUGGEST WE  SIT ON THE QUESTIONS, WE ASK THEM  TO COME DOWN, THE FIRST WHAT I WOULD  LIKE TO  DO IS GIVE THE OVERVIEW FOR THE  QUESTION SO I CAN GIVE IT TO YOU  BEFORE THE MEETING BECAUSE YOU WANT  TO DO FOLLOW-UPS WHEN  HE IS THERE.  THE SECOND THING, WE NEVER CONTRIBUTED  TO THE REPORT THAT YOU CAN CONTRIBUTE  IF WE WANT TO TO HIGHER THE THIRD-PARTY  TO DO THAT FEASIBILITY STUDY. I  WOULD LIKE TO DO THAT WORKING WITH  URBAN MINISTRIES BECAUSE THEY ARE  THE ONE BEING ASKED TO RUN THIS.  I WOULD LIKE HIM  TO  HAVE  INPUT, AND, I WOULD BE GLAD TO DO  THAT, OBVIOUSLY I WANT TO TALK ABOUT  WHO WE THINK WE SHOULD USE  FOR THE THIRD-PARTY, THIS IS NOT  YOUR NORMAL  THIRD-PARTY  FEASIBILITY  STUDY. AND, SOMETIME BASED ON YOUR  DIRECTION, WE INVITE THEM DOWN.  CONTINGENT WITH THAT I GO  TO URBAN MINISTRIES, IT'S A FEASIBILITY  STUDY AND WE ARE WILLING TO  PAY FOR IT. I DO THINK THAT THEY  NEED TO BE PARTY TO THIS BECAUSE  THEY ARE BEING ASKED TO RUN IT.  THAT WOULD BE MY QUESTION. I JUST  NEED TO KNOW HOW THAT COUNSEL FEELS.  

THAT SOUNDS LIKE  A GOOD IDEA. YOU MAY WANT TO TRY  SOME OF THE  MAJOR  CITIES ALSO.  

AND I DON'T KNOW  THAT PORT ORANGE CONTRIBUTED, I  DON'T KNOW IF THEY DID  OR DID NOT.  

I DON'T KNOW IF THEY DID OR DID  NOT CONTRIBUTE  TO THE STUDY.  

I THINK IT OUGHT TO BE BROAD-BASED,  AND THAT WAY EVERYBODY WOULD HAVE  THE CONFIDENCE THAT NO ONE PERSON  WAS IN CONTROL AND  MANIPULATING THE NUMBERS. THE  NUMBERS AND NUMBERS, I WOULD  ALSO SUGGEST THAT I WILL BE  TALKING ABOUT IT. I CAN'T THINK  OF A BETTER TOPIC. IF THERE WAS  EVER A TIME TO TALK ABOUT THESE  ISSUES, I JUST KEEP EMPHASIZING  IN ALL FAIRNESS  THAT MR. MARVA  --  IF HE WAS CORRECT,  HE SAID IT OUGHT TO BE A NONPROFIT  THAT IS RUNNING IT. AND IF  THEY ARE ON THE HOOK, THEY OUGHT  TO BE A PARTY TO THAT WHEN IT COMES  OUT  OF  FEASIBILITY.  

ALL RIGHT, WE KIND OF HAVE  A CONUNDRUM HERE. BEFORE I LET YOU  GO, AUDREY LEE. I GUESS YOU  --  WE NORMALLY LISTEN TO COMMENT FIRST,  BUT IT WOULD BE AT THE DISCRETION  OF THIS COUNCIL THAT THEY WOULD  LIKE TO HEAR THE  DISCUSSION FOR COMMENTS.  ANY OBJECTIONS?  

NO.  

MS.  LEE, COME FORWARD. WE NORMALLY LISTEN  TO THESE THINGS IN FRONT. THAT WE  KEEP THE FLOW  AND KEEP MOVING.  

MY NAME IS AUDREY LEE AND  I LIVE AT 1700 CONVERTIBLE'S THREAD  HERE.  

 YOU HAVE THREE-MINUTE.  

THIS IS REGARDING THIS ISSUE  THAT WE ARE  SPEAKING OF. I'VE  LISTENED VERY ATTENTIVELY TO  YOUR DISCUSSION.  I WANT TO HEAR AND I THINK THAT  IS MOST SUPPORT, THE FACT THAT EACH  OF YOU REALLY HAVE A PASSION, AND  A COMMITMENT TO ADDRESSING  THE SEVERE PROBLEM OF HOMELESSNESS.  I UNDERSTAND MONEY IS AN ISSUE AND  I'M ATTACKS. JUST LIKE  ALL  OF YOU, AND THERE  IS NO ADDITIONAL WELL THAT WE CAN  GO TO TO  GET  ADDITIONAL DOLLARS. AND WE CAN LOOK  AT ALL THE POSSIBLE VARIABLES INVOLVED  IN  MAKING IT HAPPEN. IT HAS TO BE HEART  WRENCHED DESIRE  TO DO  THIS. AND I HERE, FOOD STAMPS IS  GROWING UP IN MONTCLAIR  AND NEW JERSEY. MY FAMILY  IS ON FOODS. MY  PARENTS WERE PROUD THAT WE WERE  ABLE TO STAY TOGETHER. WE HAD A  ROOF  OVER OUR HEAD, AND THAT WAS  AN ISSUE WHEREBY THOSE  --  THAT  CERTIFICATE THAT WE GOT, TO HELP  US FEED THE NINE KIDS IN OUR FAMILY,  THAT WAS SOMETHING WE REALLY DO  NEED TO HAVE. BUT WE WERE  STILL PROUD OF. WE WERE SELLING  THEM, WE WERE DYING LIQUOR WITH  THEM, AND I THINK THAT TENDS TO  BE A PERCEPTION ARE TOO  MANY PEOPLE  HAVEABOUT THAT POPULATION. THAT'S  NOT  ALWAYS THE CASE. YOU HAVE BABIES,  CHILDREN WHO NEED A ROOF OVER YOUR  HEAD WHO ARE BEING  SHUFFLED  AROUND  FROM TASTY PLACE TO KEEP SHELTER  BY THEIR FAMILIES. WE HAVE TO UNDERSTAND  THAT THIS ISSUE IS MORE THAN JUST  A  40 SOME ODD SQUARE FOOT  OR  400 SQUARE-FOOT FACILITY, IT'S SOMETHING  THAT HAS TO ENTAIL A VISION FOR  PEOPLE, AN OPPORTUNITY FOR PEOPLE  TO  GROW OUT OF. THEY ALWAYS TALKED  ABOUT  JOBS BEFORE, AND  -- 

     [ AUDIO INTERFERENCE] WHEN THE FEASIBILITY  STUDY IS CONDUCTED, LOOK AT ALL  THE VARIABLES. DON'T JUST LOOK AT  THE SIZE OF  THE  BUILDING OR WHO'S GOING TO PUT IN  WHAT, LOOK AT ALL THE ISSUES THAT  CREATE THE PROBLEM IN  THE  FIRST PLACE. AND WHAT YOU CAN DO.  COUNTY GOVERNMENT WILL NOT SOLVE  ALL THE PROBLEMS BUT YOU HAVE TO  LOOK AT IT IN A COMPREHENSIVE WAY.  PLEASE LOOK AT IT BECAUSE WE DON'T  HAVE TO COME BACK AND CONSTANTLY  LOOK AT WHAT WE CAN DO TO RESOLVE  AN ISSUE THAT WE  REALLY DON'T UNDERSTAND. THE LESS  UNDERSTAND WHAT THE WHOLE ISSUE  IS AND COME TOGETHER AS I KNOW  THAT YOU  CAN.  THANK YOU, MA'AM.  

MR. PATTERSON, YOU HAVE  THE FLOOR NOW.  

REGARDING THE FEASIBILITY STUDY,  I DON'T ACHE WE NEED TO KNOW THAT  THERE IS POTENTIAL STAKEHOLDERS  OUT THERE THAT CAN BE  IMPACTED WITH THE LOCATION OF THE  SHELTER  LIKE THIS AND, WHAT THEIR FEELINGS  ARE ON THAT AS WE MOVE  FORWARD. I KNOW THAT DOCTOR MARVA  HAS BEEN OVER  BEFORE THE PINELLAS COMMISSION PUSHING  FOR A  HOMELESS SHELTER FOR FAMILIES, AND  THAT SHOULD BE PART OF  THE  FEASIBILITY, AND AND I'M REALLY  CONCERNED ABOUT THAT. AS AN INSURANCE  AGENT AND RISK MANAGEMENT IS KIND  OF AN AREA THAT IS  I'M  CONCERNED ABOUT. AND IT  DOESN'T  COME BACK TO AND THAT'S RELATES  TO PEOPLE WHO GAME THE SYSTEM AND  NOT EVERYBODY  ELSE OUT THERE EMMA SOMETIMES I'M  JUST TALKING ABOUT APPLES AND WE  GET  TO  ORANGES  SOMETIMES. WE CONTRIBUTE  TO  THE FACILITY, AND I  DON'T KNOW WHAT'S LEGAL,  THAT'S  MY  CONCERN.  

I THINK GOING FORWARD, I WOULD  LIKE TO CONSULTANT TO ANSWER  THESE QUESTIONS FIRST  AND IF COUNSEL I WOULD  LIKE THE ANSWERS PRAYER TO HIM COMING  AND THEN WHEN HE'S HERE I INVITE  THE  CITIES AND  STAKEHOLDERS, AND I  THINK WE HAVE BOTH AGREED ON THIS,  AS PROFESSIONALS, KNOWING HOW  THESE THINGS WORK. THIS IS WHY THE  HELL AFFECTS MINISTRY IS IMPORTANT  BECAUSE, IF THE COUNCIL WOULD GIVE  LAND AND BUILD A BUILDING,  MY ASSUMPTION WILL BE IN THE FEASIBILITY  STUDY AND WE WOULD BE TURNING THE  FACILITY  OVER TO THEM. AND THAT'S WHY WE  NEED TO BE PART OF THAT THIS IS  THE MAC VISIBILITY BECAUSE WE ARE  RESPONSIBLE FOR THE BUILDING. I'M  PLANNING ON PUTTING THAT AS PART  OF THE USABILITY STUDY BECAUSE MR.  MARVA SUGGESTED THAT TOO.  IS LIKE IM IN THE SENSE THAT HE  KNOWS THAT YOU UNDERMINE THE IDEA  THAT PEOPLE WILL CONTRIBUTE, ESPECIALLY  IF IT FOLKS, IN THAT  IF  IT  BECOMES A COUNTY GOVERNMENT, IT  TAKES AWAY THE WHOLE REASON FOR  PEOPLE TO COME TOGETHER. YOU NEED  THE COMMUNITY TO WORK TOGETHER ON  THIS TO MAKE IT  WORK AND THAT'S HOW YOU KEEP EVERYONE  CONNECTED. I WILL MAKE THAT ASSUMPTION  IN THE FEASIBILITY STUDY. IF  THAT IS OKAY THEN I WILL MOVE AHEAD  AND WE WILL SEND THAT  INFORMATION OUT TO MR. MARVA TO  GIVE HIS ANSWERS, AND THEN WE WILL  DISTRICT OF THOSE. I WILL TAKE MY  GUIDE FROM THE COUNCIL IN TERMS  OF WHAT WE WANT TO DO IN TERMS OF  HAVING HIM DOWN HERE, AND I WILL  ALSO TRY TO FIGURE OUT  WHO  WE THINK. AND  I CAN'T AGREE, YOU HAVE TO MAKE  THEM  FEEL COMFORTABLE TWO.  

I THINK WE ARE DOING  --  WHAT I WILL DO IS  I WILL TRY TO SOLICIT THE CITIES,  ALL  OF THEM, AND THEY WILL TRY TO GET  THE COST AND HOW ABOUT  WE DO THIS AREA THE ONE-PARTY WE  WILL ASK  IS  URBAN MINISTRIES.  

IT WOULD HAVE TO BE  SOMEBODY TOTALING JEWEL.  

 NO FURTHER COMMENTS.  

LET'S HAVE A 10 MINUTE RECESS.  PAY PERIOD REQUEST FOR 10  MINUTE  RECESS. ANY OBJECTIONS? NO OBJECTION.  WE WILL TAKE A 10 MINUTE  RECESS.

IF THE CHAMBERS COULD PLEASE  COME TO ORDER. WE ARE GOING TO TRY  TO GET BACK INTO BUSINESS. WE ACTUALLY  HAVE A PRETTY SHORT AGENDA TODAY  SO I'D REALLY LIKE TO KIND OF FINISH  IT UP AS QUICK AS POSSIBLE, IF THE  COUNCIL  COULD  JOIN ME. WE ARE GOING TO HAVE TO  --   WELL, WE HAVE FOUR. WE  NEED  ONE MORE. AND WE HAVE ONE  MORE  INVENTORY.  

WE  HAVE MR. RICK CARL WHO WILL NEVER  LEAD US ASTRAY, DO WE WILL CONTINUE  ON WITH ITEM NUMBER FIVE. THE  STATE LEGISLATIVE AGENDA.  

THANK YOU ESTHER  CHAIR, MY APOLOGIES, I LOST MY VOICE.  RICK CARL, DIRECTOR AVIATION  AND ECONOMIC RESOURCES.  

SO THIS WILL BE  SHORT, RIGHT? [LAUGHTER]  

AT LIKE TO INTRODUCE MARLENE  SMITH, OUR LEGISLATIVE COORDINATOR  EMMA TO WALK YOU THROUGH THE APPROVAL  OF YOUR  PRELIMINARY  LEGISLATIVE AGENDA. MARLENE?  

GOOD MORNING, ARLENE SMITH  WITH THE LEGISLATIVE [INDISCERNIBLE]  OF THE COUNTY. YOU HAVE THE 2013  STATE LEGISLATIVE AGENDA. I'D LIKE  YOU TO KNOW THAT THIS HAS BEEN A  REAL COLLABORATIVE EFFORT IN EVERY  DEPARTMENT OF THE COUNTY HAS HAD  INPUT INTO THISDOCUMENT. AND OF  COURSE WITH THE INPUT FROM GREG  ROBINSON AS WELL. WE DO HAVE GRAY  ROBINSON HERE WITH US TODAY. THE  LEGISLATIVE SESSION STARTS IN MARCH  BUT THE FALLUJA DELEGATION MEETING  IS DECEMBER THIRD. AND NOW IS  THE TIME TO BEGIN  OUR LOBBYING EFFORTS. YOU WILL NOTICE  THIS AGENDA IS VERY  FOCUSED AND IT INCLUDES THE MEMBER  FUNDED PROJECT REQUEST  THIS YEAR. IT IS A LOADED DOCUMENT  THAT COUNCIL MAY WANT TO MODIFY  AS THE SESSION YOU FALSE, BUT THIS  IS OUR STARTING POINT. WE HAVE STAFF  HERE TODAY IN ADDITION, TWO ROBERT  STEWART WITH RAY ROBINSON. SO  IF YOU HAVE ANY QUESTIONS WE ARE  AVAILABLE  TO ANSWER  THEM.  

ROBERT STEWART, COME UP AND SAY  A THE WORDS FOR  THE UPCOMING  SESSION.  

GOOD MORNING, COUNSEL.  HOW ARE YOU?  

DO YOU NEED TO IDENTIFY YOURSELF  WITH THE RECORD?  

ROBERT STEWART THOMAS RAY ROBINSON  LAW FIRM. HAPPY TO BE OUT HERE WITH  YOU TODAY, AND HAPPY THURSDAY TO  DO. AS WE ALL KNOW, THE  ELECTIONS WERE ON TUESDAY AND FROM  A LEGISLATIVE PERSPECTIVE I CAN  TELL YOU  THAT THE HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES  WILL NOW BE CONTROLLED BY SUPER  MAJORITY OF  REPUBLICANS THAT THAT SEATS AROUND  THE STATE TAKING THEIR TOTAL TO  81 REPUBLICANS  AROUND THE HOUSE. THE SENATE COMES  BACK UNCHANGED, LITERALLY, NO MODIFICATIONS  TO THE SENATE. COMING INTO NEXT  YEAR THERE WAS ONE CONSISTENCY IN  SOUTH FLORIDA THAT THE REPUBLICANS  WERE TRYING  TO  PICK UP. MARIA SACHS, THE DEMOCRAT  IN FORT LAUDERDALE WAS ABLE TO HOLD  ONTO THAT SEIZED, SO THERE WILL  BE 26 REPUBLICANS IN THE SENATE  OUT OF THE  40 SENATORS STATEWIDE. OBVIOUSLY,  GOVERNOR SCOTT WAS REELECTED AND  HE WILL CONTINUE IN THAT ROLE FOR  A FEW MORE YEARS,  AND FROM A PROCEDURAL PERSPECTIVE,  THE NEXT BIG DAY LEGISLATIVELY IS  ONE WEEK FROM NEXT TUESDAY  THE 18TH WHEN LEGISLATORS KNOW RAY  WELL AND WILL BE IN TALLAHASSEE  FOR EDUCATIONAL SESSIONS. THAT SESSION  WILL BE LOTS OF POMP AND CIRCUMSTANCE  WHERE THEY WILL  APPOINT THEIR COMMITTEES, THERE  IS NOTHING  OFFICERS WILL SPEAK AND THERE WILL  BE FLOOR TIME FOR SWEARING IN OF  MEMBERS AND THE LIKE. THAT IS THE  FIRST TIME THE LEGISLATION WILL  BE  TOGETHER IN  TALLAHASSEE. FOLLOWING THAT THERE  IS NO COMMITTEE MEETING SCHEDULED  FOR THE MONTH OF DECEMBER AS OF  RIGHT  NOW. THAT COULD INCLUDE VOLUSIA  COUNTY THAT ARLENE MENTIONED. THEN  JANUARY THERE ARE  TWO COMMITTEE MEETING WEEK SCHEDULED,  THREE AND FEBRUARY AND THE FIRST  TUESDAY AFTER THE FIRST MONDAY IN  MARCH, WHATEVER DAY  THAT FALLS ON THIS YEAR. WE WILL  KICKOFF THE  60 DAY SESSION. IN THE SESSIONS  FOLLOWING ELECTION YEARS, IT'S ALWAYS  A VERY COMPRESSED TIMEFRAME, WHEREAS  NEXT YEAR IN 2015  THEY WILL BE HAVING COMMUNITY MEETINGS  AS  EARLY AS SEPTEMBER WITH COMMITTEE  MEETINGS CONTINUE TO SEPTEMBER THROUGH  THE START SESSION  IN MARCH OF 16 GIVEN THE ELECTION  SEASON IS MUCH MORE PRESSED. WITH  THAT, I WILL ANSWER ANY OTHER QUESTIONS  THAT  YOU HAVE. YOU HAVE A GREAT DOCUMENT  IN TERMS OF THE STARTING POINT FOR  THE LEGISLATIVE AGENDA. I THINK  THE NEXT STEP FOR US ON YOUR BEHALF  IS MEETING WITH THE MEMBERS OF THE  DELEGATION INDIVIDUALLY IN PREPARATION  FOR  THAT  ALLEGATION MEETING AND CERTAINLY  HAVING A PRESENTS FOR THE CHAIRMAN  OR ANY OF THE COUNCIL MEMBERS THAT  THE DELEGATION MEETING WILL BE IMPORTANT,  TO PRESENT IN A FORMAL WAY  THE COUNCIL'S AGENDA. AND WITH THAT,  I WILL ANSWER ANY OF YOUR QUESTIONS.  HAPPY TO BE WITH YOU THIS MORNING.  

 THANK  YOU SIR.  

ROBERT, WHAT DO YOU THINK WILL  BE HAPPENING WITH THE AMENDMENT  NUMBER ONE?  

RATE QUESTION. I SHOULD HAVE  MENTIONED THAT. YOU NOTICE AMENDMENT  ONE PASSED OVERWHELMINGLY, 75% OF  THE  VOTERS IN FLORIDA VOTING IN FAVOR  OF THAT. I CAN TELL YOU INFINITELY  THAT THE LEADERSHIP OF THE MEMBERS  IN THE HOUSE  AND SENATE THINK THAT AMENDMENT  IS PROBABLY WRITTEN ENOUGH THAT  THEY CAN  SPEND THE MONEY WAS JUST ABOUT ANY  ENVIRONMENTAL PURPOSES THAT THEY  ARE  SPENDING MONEY ON. CAPITAL PROJECTS,  LAND ACQUISITION, WATER QUALITY,  WATER QUANTITY, ALL THAT  --  

 SEPTIC TANK REMOVAL?  

ALL OF THAT I THINK IS IN PLAY  FROM  THE LEGISLATIVE PERSPECTIVE. THE  MORE DIFFICULT PART IS ULTIMATELY  THE COURTS WILL DECIDE WHETHER OR  NOT THE LEGISLATURE TO NEARLY OR  TWO PROBABLY IMPLEMENTS THE CONSTITUTIONAL  AMENDMENT. IF THE SUPPORTERS OF  AMENDMENT ONE DON'T FEEL LIKE THEY  WENT FAR ENOUGH, OR WE FEEL LIKE  THEY WENT TOO FAR, WHATEVER THE  CASE MIGHT  BE, THEN IT WILL END UP IN THE COURSE  TO DETERMINE WHETHER OR NOT THE  LEGISLATURE IN THEIR PURVIEW TO  IMPLEMENT IT WENT TOO FAR OR  NOT OUR ENOUGH.  

WHAT SHOULD WE BE DOING TO PREPARE  OURSELVES? DO YOU SEE THAT THERE  WILL  BE FUNDING FORMULAS FOR THE PENDING  WRECK NATIONS WILL COME OUT FOR  THE NEXT SESSION, IS THERE SOMETHING  THAT WE COULD BE  DOING  NOW TO MAKE SURE THAT WE ARE IN  LINE? 93,000 SEPTIC TANKS IN VOLUSIA  COUNTY, HAD TO DO  SOMETHING ABOUT THAT.  

THE ESTIMATES IN THE YEAR ONE  WAS $650 MILLION.  

I'LL TAKE 10% OF THAT. [LAUGHTER]  

ONE  THIRD OF THE DOC STAMPS COMES OUT  TO ABOUT ONE FIFTH OF THAT AND  THAT'S  WITH THE IT REQUIRES, THE INVESTMENT  OF ONE THIRD OF DOCUMENT. STAMPED  REVENUES INTO  THESE EVENT PURPOSES. THE LEGISLATURE  WOULD ARGUE THAT THEY SPEND ABOUT  1.2 BILLION ON SIMILAR PURPOSES  THIS  PAST FISCAL YEAR. THAT IS THEIR  VIEW. SO THE  QUESTION THEN BECOMES THE LEGISLATURE  SPEND ONLY 632 WHICH MIGHT BE A  REDUCTION OVER THE AMOUNT OF SPENDING  THAT WAS DONE THIS YEAR,  OR I THINK THE SUPPORTERS OF AMENDMENT  ONE OR  THE PACKERS WOULD SAY, 632 IS IN  ADDITION, TO WHATEVER THEY HAVE  ALREADY SPENT.  

IT'S LIKE  THE LOTTERY REPLACEMENT.  

IT'S LIKE THE SHIFTING OF FUNDS,  NOT NEW MONEY. WHERE WE SHOULD  BE RIGHT NOW ON YOUR AGENDA IS DIRECTION  FOR US TO  ENGAGE  IN CONVERSATION ABOUT THE IMPLEMENTATION  OF THAT CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENT,  HOW THE MONEY CAN AND WILL BE SPENT  AND OF COURSE, IN THE PREPARATION  PROCESS TO GATHER SOME OF THOSE  FUNDS AND BRING THEM BACK TO VOLUSIA  COUNTY.  

I GUESS MY QUESTION THEN IS,  YOU THINK  THAT THERE WILL BE  --  THIS NEXT  SESSION THERE'LL BE AN ALLOCATION  OF FUNDING OR WILL THAT TAKE ONE  YEAR TO GET THROUGH THE PROCESS?  

IT WILL HAPPEN THIS SESSION.  

SO MY QUESTION TO YOU  IS OUR WAY. WITH PROJECTS THAT WE  CAN TAKE FORWARD  IN AN ATTEMPT TO GAIN SOME OF  THOSE EARLY  DOLLARS?  

WE ARE INVOLVED IN SOME PROJECTS  NOW, BECAUSE WE ANTICIPATED THAT  ANYTIME YOU REQUEST MONEY YOU BASICALLY  NEED AS DESIGNED  TO BRING FORWARD, AND A PROJECT  THAT HAS AT LEAST THAT LEVEL OF  LOCAL COMMITMENT ALREADY BEHIND  IT. SO WE HAVE SOME PROJECTS IN  DESIGN RIGHT  NOW.  

ALL RIGHT, THANK YOU. GOOD JOB  ROBERT, WE ALWAYS LIKE WORKING WITH  YOU GUYS.  

ALL RIGHT, MS.  PENNIES.  

THANK YOU. SPEAK  TO ME ABOUT, IT  WAS NOT SUCCESSFUL LAST YEAR BUT  AGAIN  ON  THE DDJ OVERPAYMENTS THAT THE COUNTY  HAS MADE. EXPLAIN TO US HOW YOU  ARE ONE TO WORK WITH OUR DELEGATION  SPECIFICALLY ON THIS ITEM,  BECAUSE THIS PARTICULAR ITEM  I'VE BELIEVE  IS, MR. MANAGER, 8% OF OUR GENERAL  REVENUE THAT  THE STATE OWES?  

YES. IT'S A SIGNIFICANT OR GIANT  CHUNK OF MONEY.  

WE TALK ABOUT FUNDING  AND  THIS IS 8%, SO LAST YEAR, THE NEEDLE  DIDN'T MOVE, AND I  HAVE  TO TELL YOU, AS LOBBYISTS, THIS  IS THE ONE ISSUE FOR ME THAT I AM  GOING TO BE ASKING FOR UPDATES AND  SEEING IF THERE IS ANY MOVEMENT  AT THE STATE LEVEL AND WITHIN OUR  DELEGATION OF SUPPORT  FOR THIS, BECAUSE, MY CONCERN IS,  WE GET THESE ITEMS AND WE GET THESE  AGENDAS, AND I UNDERSTAND HOW IT  WORKS, BUT I JUST DON'T  AT THIS FOLDED UP AND, OH BY  THE WAY, SUPPORT OF POLLS, SUPPORT  OR OPPOSE, THIS HAS AN IMMEDIATE  IMPACT TO VOLUSIA COUNTY AND HOW  WE OPERATE AS A GOVERNMENT IN  OUR GENERAL FUND. SO EXPLAIN HOW  YOU SEE US GOING FORWARD  WITH THIS ITEM.  

GREAT QUESTION, AND IT IS  A CRITICAL PRIORITY, BUT  I THINK IT'S PLACED PERFECTLY AT  THE TOP OF THE LIST. IS A BEGIN  TO MEET MY PERSPECTIVE WE MEET MONTH  ONE-ON-ONE WITH  THE DELEGATION MEMBERS AND I THINK  THAT STARTS NOW. ONCE WE HAVE APPROVAL  OF THE AGENDA. I THINK WE START  WITH  AN EDUCATION PROCESS AND WE START  MAKING SURE THAT THE DELEGATION  MEMBERS IN VOLUSIA COUNTY UNDERSTAND  THE IMPACT OF THE ACTIONS ON THEIR  CONSTITUENCIES AND  OF THE TAX  BASIS IN  VOLUSIA COUNTY. THE GOOD NEWS IS  THERE WAS AN EFFORT LAST YEAR AS  WE REPORTED STATEWIDE  TO FIX THIS. THERE IS PENDING LEGAL  ACTION THAT IS STILL GOING ON TODAY  AND I WOULD OFFER TO THE COUNTY  ATTORNEY ON THE STUFF, AND WITH  THAT ULTIMATELY LANDS.  THERE IS  -- THEY HAVE THIS VERY  HIGH ON THE LIST OF PRIORITIES AS  WELL BECAUSE OF THE IMPACT IT HAS  THERE AND IN OTHER COUNTIES AROUND  THE STATE. SO IN PARTNERSHIP WITH  THE ASSOCIATION OF COUNTIES AND  DIRECT LOBBYING WITH THE DELEGATION,  IT STARTS AS AN EDUCATION PROCESS  SO THAT THEY UNDERSTAND  HOW THEY GOT TO THIS POINT AND OPTIONS  TO GET OUT  OF IT. AND WE HAVE AN UNDERSTANDING  THAT THERE IS AN OVERPAYMENT THAT  NEEDS TO BE REIMBURSED TO THE COUNTIES  WITH SOME FORM A LOT AND IT WAS  ATTEMPTED LAST YEAR  WITH IT LEGISLATION BUT WILL BE  BACK AGAIN THIS  YEAR FOR SURE.  

ACCORDING TO THIS WE HAVE OVER  A BILLION DOLLARS IN SURPLUS FOR  FISCAL YEAR 13. SO IT'S NOT THAT  THE MONEY  DOESN'T EXIST, BUT  --   I WOULD LIKE THIS COUNCIL UPDATED  ON A  REGULAR BASIS AND WE WILL MEET ONE-ON-ONE  WITH OUR DELEGATION,  THE FALLUJA DELEGATION, AND IT EXPLAINS  TO THEM THE  IMPORTANCE OF THIS.  

YES, THIS AND EVERY OTHER ITEM  ON THE AGENDA.  

 I UNDERSTAND THAT. THEY ARE ALL  IN.BUT SOME ARE RATED HIGHER THAN  OTHERS IF YOU WILL. THIS HAS BEEN  ON THE LIST FOR QUITE A  WHILE, AND AGAIN,  WE WILL HAVE A DIRECT PHYSICAL IMPACT.  I  WILL HAVE A PHYSICAL UPDATE AND  LOOK FORWARD TO SUCCESS SOME  WAY OR SOMEHOW IN VOLUSIA COUNTY.  

NO FURTHER COMMENTS.  DISCUSSIONS OR QUESTIONS? THE CHAIR  WILL ENTERTAIN A MOTION.  MOTION FOR APPROVAL? I  HAVE A SECOND FROM MS. NORDBY  OVER THERE. ANY FURTHER  DISCUSSION? NO FURTHER DISCUSSION.  ALL THOSE IN  FAVOR? ALL THOSE  OPPOSED? SO CARRIED.  

ALL  RIGHT, MOVING  ON 2  --   VERY NOISY IPAD. ITEM  NUMBER SIX IS, OTHER BUSINESS OPEN  TO PUBLIC HEARING. WE ARE LOOKING  FOR  STAFF REPORT 204  --  16 REPELLING  THE CHAPTER TO ARTICLE EIGHT DIVISION  II OF THE CODE ABOARD  AND ANSWERS, RESOLUTION 69-16 WHICH  ESTABLISHES THE VOLUSIA COUNTY  COUNCIL  OF GOVERNMENTS.  JAMIE SEAMEN?  

THANK YOU, MR. CHAIR. WE  HAVE APPROVED A NEW  --  HE WOULD  NO LONGER WANT  TO PARTICIPATE IN THE COUNCIL. WE  ARE ASKING FOR YOU TODAY TO APPROVE  THIS ORDINANCE WHICH WILL REPEAL  THE ORIGINAL  RESOLUTION 69-69 ESTABLISHING VCOG  AND REMOVE IT FROM THE  CODE OF  ORDINANCES.  

THANK YOU. ANY FURTHER DISCUSSION  FROM STAFF? SEEING NO FURTHER STAFF  REPORT EMMA WE WILL AND THE  STAFF REPORT SECTION. IS THERE PUBLIC  PARTICIPATION ON THIS  MATTER?  

NO SIR. OKAY, WE CLOSE THE PUBLIC  PART OF THE PATIENT SECTION OF THIS  ISSUE. WE ARE NOW CLOSING THE PUBLIC  HEARING AND COUNCIL  DISCUSSION, ESTHER PATTERSON?  

I'M MOVE  FOR APPROVAL OF  THE APPEAL OF  CHAPTER TWO ARTICLE EIGHT DIVISION  TWO OF THE CODE OF ORDINANCES. I  HAVE  A SECOND FROM MS. DENNIS  FOR THE DISCUSSION. NO FURTHER DISCUSSION?  ALL THOSE IN FAVOR, PLEASE SIGNIFY.  ALL THOSE OPPOSED? SO  CARRIED. ITEM NUMBER  SEVEN. HALF MARATHON UPDATE.  

ESTHER CHAIR, BEFORE I TOUCH  ON THAT, YOUR LAST ITEM, JUST HANDED  YOU A DRAFT OF THE LETTER THAT I  TEND ON SENDING OUT WITH THE LAWYERS  SIGNATURES INVITING EVERYONE TO  THE INAUGURAL MEETING ON  THE ELECTED OFFICIALS  ROUNDTABLE. THE EOR. IF YOU TAKE  A SECOND TO LOOK THAT OVER AND SEE  IF IT IS OKAY, I WILL TELL YOU THAT  I HAVE  HAD NUMEROUS MEMBERS OF DIFFERENT  COMMUNITIES AND ELECTED OFFICIALS  TELL ME THEY ARE REALLY  HAPPY ABOUT THIS AND ALSO BECAUSE  OF THE WAY WE ARE GOING TO DO IT,  WE HAVE  A DESIGNEE, BUT IN THE CASE OF ANYONE  ELSE THAT  WANTS TO COME, HE CAUSE WE ARE GOING  TO TAKE THE MEETINGS AND PUT THEM  ON THE WEB. THEY CAN DO THEIR OWN  MINUTES IF THEY WANT FROM THAT,  AND WE  WILL PROVIDE THAT. WE WILL ALSO  NOTICE THE MEETINGS THAT ANY OTHER  PUBLIC DID OFFICIALS WANT TO COME  AND ATTEND THIS, DEPENDING UPON  WHEN THE GROUP WANTS TO RUN THEIR  MEETING, WE CAN ALLOW THEM TO SPEAK  AND NOT WORRY ABOUT SOME GIANT ISSUE.  I DO THINK THERE ARE SOME TOPICS  YOU CAN DISCUSS THAT  TOLD EVERYONE THAT I  --  THE ONLY  THING A BELIEVE IS THE RULES THAT  WE TRY TO REACH CONSENSUS ON ISSUES  THAT WE ARE  MOVING FORWARD WITH. THE HOMELESS  ONE IS A GOOD ONE TO START WITH  BUT WATER QUALITY IS ONE YOU'LL  PROBABLY WANT TO TALK ABOUT BECAUSE  WE ARE STARTING TO GET SOME OF THE  LETTERS BACK. IF THIS IS OKAY WE  WILL LEAVE IT UP TO THE  GROUP. MR.DANIELS SUGGESTED THE  FIRST MONDAY OF THE MONTH AND WE  WERE GOING TO  SUGGEST THAT ONCE AGAIN, WE DID  WANT  TO DICTATE. SO WE SAID THE GROUP  WOULD DECIDE HOW THEY WERE GOING  TO ORGANIZE AND HOW THEY WERE GOING  TO MEET. THE ONLY THING WE'VE PROBABLY  DICTATE IS THE TYPE OF FOOD. BUT  WE  ARE PROVIDING IT.  

IS THAT ACCEPTABLE TO  EVERYONE?  

LOOKS GOOD.  

I WILL TELL  YOU  ONCE AGAIN IT WAS SURPRISED AT HOW  MANY PEOPLE THAT HAVE COME UP TO  ME THAT ARE JUST ELECTED OFFICIALS  FROM OTHER CITIES THAT WERE PRETTY  AND COURAGE BY THIS NEW MEETING.  I THINK IT WILL BE PRETTY INTERESTING.  ALL RIGHT, THANK YOU.  

DID YOU HAVE SOMETHING? OKAY.  YOU STILL HAVE THE FLOOR  MR. JANINE ON THE  HALF MARATHON UPDATE.  

JUST A QUICK UPDATE FROM ME  PERSONALLY. I'M GOING TO  --  I'VE  BEEN WORKING WITH THE SPEEDWAY AND  WE ARE GOING TO BE ANNOUNCING THAT  ARE HALF MARATHON WILL BE POSTPONED  THIS YEAR BECAUSE OF THE CONSTRUCTION  AT THE TRACK. IS NO REAL WAY TO  MAKE THIS WORK THAT MADE ANY SENSE  SO WE  WILL POSTPONE IT AND TALK TO THE  SPEEDWAY. WE BOTH AGREED, THIS IS  OUR LAST YEAR  --  WELL IF WE HAVE  A NEW CONTRACT WITH CENTRAL SUPPORT  WE WOULD HAVE TO STARTED NEXT YEAR.  I'VE ALREADY TALKED TO CENTRAL SPORTS  AND THEY CANNOT PROVIDE US THE KIND  OF SUPPORT THAT WE NEEDED TO RUN  THE HALF  MARATHON EVEN THOUGH WE AND THE  SPEEDWAY BELIEVE THAT WE CAN GROW  IT. WE BELIEVE THERE ARE NEW WAYS  TO GROW ESPECIALLY WITH ONE DAYTONA  OPENING UP, AND WE  MANAGED TO GET THIS TEAM OR 700  PEOPLE BUT WE WANT MORE LIKE 15,000.  SO THE SPEEDWAY AND I TALKED ABOUT,  ORIGINALLY WE HAD IT ON THE SUNDAY  OF QUALIFYING WHICH IS CAUSING PROBLEMS  FOR THEM AND PROBLEMS WITH  THE HALF MARATHON, AS WE HAVE TO  START SO EARLY AND HAVE EVERYONE  ELSE OFF  THE TRACK BY 10 TO ALSO IT'S NOT  THE BEST TIME FOR  HOTEL VACANCIES. AND THEY GIVE PEOPLE  BETTER PACKAGES, AND THEY BOTH   --  WE  BOTH AGREED THAT WE WANT TO MANAGE  THIS FOR SUCCESS AND WE WANT TO  GROW THIS INTO A FORMIDABLE RACE  OF 15 OR 20,000 PEOPLE SUNDAY. SO  AS  PART  OF THAT, BECAUSE CENTRAL SPORTS  REALLY DOESN'T HAVE THE EXPERTISE  IN DOING WHAT WE WANT, WE HAVE INTERVIEWED  AND ARE IN PROCESS OF SENDING  A VIEW OUT, WE ARE IN  THE PROCESS OF RUNNING A COUPLE  OF SPECIALS  WITH RUNNING COMPANIES. I'M IN THE  PROCESS OF REVIEWING THOSE AND WE  WILL SELECT ONE OF THE CONSULTANTS  TO HELP US. CLEARLY IT'S WITHIN  MY PURVIEW AND I ASSUMED THAT WILL  NOT MIND THAT I SELECT THEM  TO USE, AND I ANNOUNCED TO THE PEOPLE  THAT WE WILL NOT HAVE THE HALF MARATHON  THIS YEAR HIM WE WILL BRING IT  BACK EXTERIOR. WE TALKED ABOUT HAVING  IT FOR THIS NEXT YEAR THOMAS A SPECIAL  RACE ON THE WEST  SIDE, AND ALSO,  YOU KNOW THE CAR FUNCTION THAT WE  DO FOR THE LEGENDS ON THE BEACH,  ON THE SATURDAY BEFORE THE  SUNDAY OF QUALIFYING, WE  THOUGHT ABOUT HAVING THE RACE ON  THE ORIGINAL TRACK IN  FRONT OF  THE ANTIQUE CARS. WE WOULD LET THE  RUNNER START EARLY ENOUGH BECAUSE  THERE ARE ALREADY  PEOPLE  LINED UP. HAVE THE AUDIENCE RIGHT  THERE AND CAN RUN THE TRACK AHEAD  OF TIME AND WE WILL COME UP WITH  SOME KIND  OF CUTE NAME. BUT THERE IS THE INAUGURAL  RACE OVER THERE, WE TALKED  ABOUT DOING THAT, AND OF THE THANK  YOU FOR ALL THE PEOPLE THAT HAVE  SIGNED UP IN THE PAST, WE WERE GOING  TO  CONTACT THE PEOPLE AND LET THEM  KNOW THAT THEY COULD RUN THIS FOR  FREE IF  THEY WOULD LIKE. BUT IT SHOULD BE  PRETTY COOL. ONCE WE GET THE  CONSULTANT ON BOARD I WILL BE COMING  FORWARD IN THE FUTURE WITH A MORE  DETAILED  IDEA OF WHAT WE ARE GOING TO DO  IN  TERMS OF RUNNING. DAVE, WOULD YOU  LIKE TO PICK IT UP?  

THANK YOU MR. JANINE, I'M A BYRON,  DIRECTOR  OF COMMUNITY SERVICES. IF WE ENVISION  THIS RACE GETTING TO THE MANY THOUSANDS  THAT  ALL OF THE RUNNING COMMUNITY AND  THOSE THAT ARE INVOLVED IN THESE  KIND OF EVENTS THINK THAT THIS RACE  HAS THIS KIND OF POTENTIAL, I THINK  ONE OF THE THINGS WE  NEED TO DO IS CREATE AN EXECUTIVE  COMMITTEE THAT'S COUNTYWIDE IN NATURE  SO WE CAN GET A GOOD BYE IN  FROM ACROSS THE COUNTY AND GET  SOME GOOD TOURISM AND HOTEL COMMUNITIES  AND OTHERS THAT CAN HELP  LINE UP A EXECUTIVE  COMMITTEE STRUCTURE WITH OUR INVESTMENT  FIRM, RACE MANAGEMENT FIRM BEING  THE GUIDANCE AND EXPERTISE TO ACTUALLY  THE MECHANICS OF THE RACE ON.  I THINK THAT WITH STAFF AND MAYBE  SOME OUTSIDE HELP, WE CERTAINLY  HAVE THE MARKETING EXPERTISE TO  DO A GREAT JOB OF  BUILDING THIS RACE, AND I THINK  IF WE GET COUNTYWIDE BUY-IN RIGHT  FROM THE BEGINNING, EVERYONE WILL  SEE THE VESTED INTERESTS THAT THEY  HAVE  IN THIS RACE.  

(PLEASE STAND BY WHILE CAPTIONERS  TRANSITION AT  THIS TIME.)

I THINK IT HAS A LOT OF  POTENTIAL. I MEAN A NUMBER OF  POTENTIALS. SO I'M EXCITED ABOUT  IT.  I CAN'T TAKE CREDIT FOR THIS  ONE. BUT MR.  PATERSON WAS OVER HERE. 

A RATTLESNAKE RUN.  

I'M NOT SURE THAT PEOPLE WILL  COME FOR THAT ONE.  

AT LEAST I CAN SEE WHY  YOU DIDN'T TAKE CREDIT.  

I GAVE IT TO MY COLLEAGUE  MR.  PATERSON.  

HE SAYS A LOT OF THINGS OFF   MIC THAT WE DON'T REPEAT.  

THERE'S A GOOD REASON WHY WE  DON'T DO THAT. ANYTHING ELSE SIR?  

NO. THANK YOU VERY MUCH FOR THE  TIME.  

NOW, HERE WE GO. ITEM NUMBER  EIGHT. WE HAVE A LOT OF PEOPLE HERE.  DO WE HAVE A LOT OF  PUBLIC PARTICIPATION FOR  THIS? ITEM NUMBER EIGHT. A FARREL  CAT TRAP NEUTER RETURN PROPOSAL.  I HAVE TO MAKE A COMMENT BEFORE  WE GO TOO FAR HERE. I WAS  GETTING THESE EMAILS THAT SAID MR.  DAVIS WE NEED YOU TO BE IN  SUPPORT OF THE TNR. WHAT'S  A TNR? I'M LIKE, OH WE NEED  TO SUPPORT THE TNR. TNR. I'M LIKE  WHAT? I'VE HEARD OF A DNR. I'VE  NEVER HEARD OF A TNR. SO I'M LIKE  WHAT IS GOING ON? I FINALLY SAID  WHAT IS A  TNR. AND I  WAS EXPLAINED TO IT. JEEP ERS CREEPERS. ALL RIGHT. I'LL GIVE  YOU THE FLOOR SIR, FOR A SHORT PERIOD  OF TIME.  

THANK YOU MR. CHAIR. THANK YOU  COUNCIL. I JUST WANT TO MAKE A FEW  OPENING COMMENTS AND  THEN OUR ANIMAL SERVICES DIRECTOR  SERGIO WILL COME AND GIVE A LITTLE  BIT OF THE MEAT OF  THE PRESENTATION. WE'RE HERE TODAY  TO PROPOSE A NEW STRATEGY IN  THE WAY WE HANDLE THE FARREL  CATS THAT ARE OUT IN THE UNINCORPORATED  COUNTY. WHAT WE'D LIKE TO DO  IS USE OUR EXISTING RESOURCES. SO  THERE WILL BE NO CHANGE IN OUR  INCREASE IN OUR BUDGET. AND WE'RE  GOING TO DO THIS WITH THE  HELP OF THE COMMUNITY. ESPECIALLY  THE GROUP, THE CONCERNED CITIZENS  FOR ANIMAL WELFARE. AND THE GOAL  WILL BE TO REDUCE  THE NUMBER OF FARREL CATS THAT WE  HAVE TO TRANSPORT TO THE HUMANE  SOCIETY AND SADLY TOO OFTEN THESE  CATS ARE NOT  ADOPTED AND THEY'RE EUTHANIZED.  IT WILL CHANGE THE WAY OUR OFFICERS  OPERATE WHEN WE RECEIVE  COMPLAINTS FOR THESE CATS. AND IN  EXCHANGE FOR HELPING US WITH THE  CATS, WE ARE GOING TO  PROVIDE SOME  SERVICES TO THE PEOPLE. THE CAT,  COLONY FOLKS OUT THERE, AND ALSO  HELP THEM AS THEY STRUGGLE WITH  THIS PROBLEM. SO WITH THAT, I'M  GOING TO TURN IT  OVER TO MR. PACHECKO WHO WILL GO  OVER WHAT THE ACTUAL PROGRAM ENTAILS.  

THANK YOU.  GOOD MORNING LADIES AND  GENTLEMEN OF THE COUNCIL. I'M SERGIO,  THE DIRECTOR FOR VOLUSIA COUNTY  ANIMAL SERVICES. AND TODAY WE'RE  GOING TO DISCUSS THE TNR  PROPOSAL. THE FIRST SLIDE AS YOU  CAN SEE, WHAT ARE FREE ROAMING CATS  ? THEY'RE COMMONLY KNOWN  AS  FARREL,  STRAY, DISCARDED AND STRAY CATS.  THEY CONGREGATE IN COLONIES AND  PRODUCE OFFSPRINGS AT AMAZING  RATES. PRESENT NUISANCE BEHAVIORS  LIKE FIGHTING, MATING AND SPRAYING  AND HAVE NEGATIVE EFFECTS ON  NATIVE WILDLIFE. THE GROWING FREE  ROAMING CAT PROBLEM IN VOLUSIA COUNTY,  KITTENS ARE AS YOUNG AS FOUR MONTHS  CAN BECOME PREGNANT. CATS CAN HAVE  THREE LITTERS A YEAR. ABOUT 15  KITTENS. AND FEMALES CAN BECOME  PREGNANT AGAIN ALMOST IMMEDIATELY  AFTER GIVING BIRTH. IN SEVEN YEARS,  A PAIR OF MATING CATS CAN  BE RESPONSIBLE  FOR OVER 10,000 CATS. REPRODUCTION  FAR EXCEEDS RESOURCES TO EVEN ATTEMPT  TO REMOVE AND EUTHANIZE CATS. TAX  DOLLARS SPENT ON FREE ROAMING  CATS, ANIMAL CONTROL,  NUISANCE CALLS. ANIMAL CONTROL CAT  TRAP  REQUESTS. HUMANE SOCIETY IMPOUNDMENT  COSTS. VOLUSIA  COUNTY ANIMAL SERVICES IMPOUNDED  2,360 CATS FOR FISCAL YEAR 2012  AND 2013 AT A COST OF, AS  YOU CAN SEE, OVER $200,000. THAT'S  A LOT OF MONEY. WHY TRAP  AND REMOVE DOES NOT REDUCE THE POPULATION.  CATS ARE TRAPPED AND REMOVED AND  TAKEN TO A  SHELTER. CATS MULTIPLY AND COLONY  IS REESTABLISHED. TRAP AND REMOVE  POLICIES  HAVE FAILED FOR DECADES. AND NEW  CATS ENTER  THE AREA. TNR PROGRAM UTILIZED IN  ORGANIZATIONS AROUND THE  COUNTRY.  HERE LOCALLY, THE PORT ORANGE FARREL  CAT  PROGRAM. THE CITY OF  DELAND, JACKSONVILLE FARREL FREEDOM  PROGRAM, FIRST COAST NO MORE HOMELESS  PETS. HUMANE SOCIETY OF THE UNITED  STATES. THE CITY OF DELTONA. CITY OF ORMON BEACH. ANIMAL SERVICES  RECOGNIZES THE THE KEY TO SUCCESSFUL  REDUCTION OF FARREL CATS  IN VOLUSIA  COUNTY. THAT WOULD ONLY  BE ACHIEVED THROUGH THE COORDINATED  STRATEGIES AT THE COMMUNITY AS WELL  AS THE GOVERNMENT  LEVEL. TNR PROPOSAL, ANIMAL  SERVICES ROLL WILL PROVIDE FREE  SPADE AND NEUTER SURGERIES TWO DAYS  A MONTH. PROVIDE CONCERNED CITIZENS  FOR ANIMAL WELFARE THE TNR SURGERY  DATES AND A NUMBER OF CAGES AVAILABLE  AND THE USE OF CAT TRAPS WHEN  NEEDED. CONCERNED CITIZENS FOR ANIMAL  WELFARE'S ROLL, CARE GIVERS WILL  CALL CONCERNED CITIZENS FOR ANIMAL  WELFARE TO SCHEDULE SURGERIES. CONCERNED  CITIZENS FOR ANIMAL WELFARE WILL  KEEP RECORDS OF ALL CARE GIVER  APPOINTMENTS AND INFORMATION. CONCERNED  CITIZENS FOR ANIMAL WELFARE WILL  AGREE TO THE FOLLOWING POLICIES  AND  PROCEDURES OF VOLUSIA COUNTY  AND THE PET VET  CRUISER. CONCERNED CITIZENS WILL  PROVIDE ANIMAL SERVICES WITH A LIST  OF REGISTERED CARE  GIVERS IN THE UNINCORPORATED AREA  OF THE COUNTY AND AGREE  TO CONFIRM THE  ADDRESSES. WE HAVE A SECOND PHASE  WHERE OUR ANIMAL CONTROL OFFICERS  WILL PICK UP FREE ROAMING CATS,  AND AS LONG AS THEY'RE HEALTHY,  THEY'RE TRANSPORTED TO THE PET VET  CRUISER. AND WE CAN HAVE THESE CATS  SPADE AND NEUTERED AND BROUGHT BACK  IN THE GENERAL AREA WHERE THEY WERE  PICKED UP AT. THESE ARE THE BENEFITS  OF IMPLEMENTING A TRAP AND  NEUTER RETURN PROGRAM. DRAMATIC  IMMEDIATE REDUCTION IN THE NUMBER  OF CATS TAKE ON THE  THE HUMANE SOCIETY AND EUTHANIZED  RESULTING IN THE   LOWER HUMANE  SOCIETY FEES. TIME ONCE SPENT BY  ANIMAL CONTROL OFFICERS TRAPPING  AND TRANSPORTING CATS CAN BE   UTILIZED IN OTHER AREAS. SAVING  THOUSANDS OF CATS AND  EVENTUALLY SAVING TAXPAYER DOLLARS.  THIS IS AN ACTUAL CAT. THIS  IS TNR WORKS. THIS IS A MALE FARREL  CAT. HE WAS INJURED, HUNGRY, AND  ROAMING FOR  FEMALES. HE IS PROGRAMMED TO REPRODUCE,  IMPREGNATE SEVERAL FEMALES UP TO  THREE SQUARE MILES AWAY. THE SAME  FARREL CAT AFTER TNR DOES  NOT MATE. DOES  NOT FIGHT. DOES NOT SPRAY. AND PRODUCED  ZERO KITTENS. HE IS  NOW VACCINATED AGAINST DISEASES.  AND THIS  IS THE PROGRAM. ANY QUESTIONS? 

 THANK YOU SIR. MR.  WAGNER, MISS  NORTHEY I HAVE TWELVE PEOPLE WHO  WILL LIKE TO SPEAK  ON THIS. YES, REALLY, WE DO. WE'RE  GOOD THE TO GO. WHAT WE'LL DO IS  WE'LL START CALLING CITIZENS UP  HERE. THE WAY WE LIKE TO DO THIS,  IT MAKES IT QUITE EFFICIENT IF  I CAN GET STAFF, COULD YOU  STEP TO  THE NEXT ROW BACK. MISS  KAREN CLARK. YOU ARE THE FIRST ONE  UP IF YOU'LL STEP UP TO THE  MICROPHONE AND  THEN MISS LAURA  SHEEHEY YOU'RE SITTING THERE. META  JONES. MISS JONES. COME ON  UP FRONT  ROW PLEASE. CAROL CANTFIELD. COME  ON UP MISS CAROL AND HAVE A SEAT  IN THE FRONT ROW. THIS BELIEVE IT  OR NOT MOVES  THINGS  ALONG QUICKLY. NATALIE CRAWFORD.  NANCY LEONARD. BOB BARD. CHERYL ROB EL. COME ON  UP FRONT. DON'T BE  SHY. BOB  BELT. COME  ON UP  FRONT. PAT MAHOLLOCK. JOE ELLEN  BACILE. HEIDI  HERSBERG. COME ON  UP HEIDI. WE HAVE ONE EXTRA  CHAIR UP HERE. ALL RIGHT. NOW, WHEN  YOU COME TO THE  PODIUM, YOU HAVE  TO STATE YOUR NAME AND YOUR ADDRESS  FOR THE RECORD. AND THEN YOU WILL  HAVE THREE MINUTES TO  SPEAK. OKAY. SO FIRST ONE UP, MR.  KAREN  CLARK. SHE'S DONE THIS ONCE  OR TWICE BEFORE. SO SHE'S YOUR ROLL  MODEL HERE.  

KAREN CLARK, 1855 GRAND AVENUE  IN DELAND FLORIDA. AND I'M HERE,  YOU'RE GOING TO HEAR FROM A LOT  OF PEOPLE. THE  THE VERY SAME THING. YOU'RE PROBABLY GOING TO HEAR THE  SAME THING FROM ALL OF US IN OUR  OWN DIFFERENT WAYS. BUT THIS IS  A PROGRAM THAT ACTUALLY  WORKS. AND IT WORKS WELL. PEOPLE  THINK THE BEST CAT IS A DEAD  CAT. WELL I'M SORRY. YOU KNOW. THAT'S  SOME PEOPLE'S OPINIONS. BUT THAT'S  A FACT OF LIFE. WE HAVE FARREL  CATS OUT THERE. AND IF THEY'RE NEUTERED  AND SPADE, THEY REALLY DON'T FIGHT  JUST LIKE IN THIS INCIDENCE. NEW  YORK CITY IS A TREMENDOUS AREA.  AND THEY SUPPORT  THE ALLEY CAT ALLIES, SPADE AND  NUDER, TRAP NEUTER AND RELEASE PROGRAM.  AND IT'S EXTREMELY SUCCESSFUL. AND  I KNOW PEOPLE HERE WILL BE SHOWING  YOU THE SAME THINGS. AND THIS IS  A REALLY GOOD THING. YOU REALLY  SHOULD PAY ATTENTION AND PASS THIS.  BECAUSE IT WILL WORK. AND YOU HAVE  ALL OF US PLUS OUR  NETWORKING BEHIND IT. SO THIS IS  SOMETHING THAT  YOU SHOULD SERIOUSLY CONSIDER.

A COUPLE WEEKS AGO I ASKED FOR  THERE TO BE A DISCUSSION  ON THE ORDINANCE INVOLVING DOGS,  VIOLENT DOGS AND WHAT CAN BE DONE.  SHE HAD A SITUATION THAT WAS VERY  BRUTAL TO TRY TO SEE IF THERE'S  LEGAL CHANGES WE CAN MAKE TO BETTER  PROTECT CITIZENS  IN A SITUATION WITH VIOLENT DOGS  IS WHAT IT COMES DOWN TO. LET'S SEE. WOULD YOU MIND HANGING  AROUND AND SPEAKING DURING PUBLIC  PARTICIPATION AFTER WE'RE DONE?  

IT WON'T BE LONG.  

SURE.  

I'M GOING TO HOLD YOU OFF TO  THE SIDE. THANK YOU  MA'AM.  

ALL RIGHT. MOVING  ON. META JONES.  

HI. META JONES. 13 SUNSET DRIVE  DE BERRY. I'M NOT IN THE UNINCORPORATED  AREA BUT I'M  ACTIVE IN CASADAGA THE CHAIRPERSON  OF THE ROAMING CAT COMMITTEE. GOOD MORNING  EVERYONE. I APPRECIATE YOU LETTING US  SPEAK LIKE  THIS. CAROL CANFIELD IN DE BERRY  FLORIDA.

RETIRED LAW ENFORCEMENT.  

RETIRED LAW ENFORCEMENT I'M SORRY.  AND BEING A RESIDENT IN DE BERRY  I GOT MYSELF INVOLVED ON HELPING  PEOPLE THAT -- WITH THEIR  CATS. I FELL INTO THIS. YOU HAVE TO IDENTIFY   YOURSELF.  

HEIDI HERTZBERG. DELTONA. THE  MAYOR IS GOING TO ADDRESS THIS  WITH  HIS  MANAGER AGAIN. AND DE BERRY. ORMAN  BEACH HAS BEEN DOING IT  FOR A WHILE. DE BERRY HAS THEIR  OWN FARREL CAT. IT RIDES IN  THE CAR WITH CASSANDRA.  

HOLLY  HILL IS ON BOARD. ORMAN  BEACH IS ON BOARD. DAYTONA, IT'S  ON THEIR AGENDA.

ALL RIGHT THANK YOU. MISS DENYS.  

THANK YOU. I THINK THIS IS A  GREAT PROGRAM, FOR THE RECORD. WE  HAVE A HEART TRAP. WE LIVE IN THE  -- WE USED TO LIVE IN THE UNINCORPORATED  PART OF THE COUNTY. WE'RE IN THE  COUNTY. WE'RE IN THE CITY NOW. AND  UNFORTUNATELY PEOPLE DUMP ANIMALS  AS WE KNOW, ESPECIALLY CATS OUT  IN THE RURAL AREAS AND  UNFORTUNATELY, CLOSER TO THE HUMANE  SOCIETY AREAS. AND I THINK IN OUR  PROPERTY, WE HAVE A LIGHT THAT'S  LIT WITH A BIG  ARROW FLUORESCENT LIGHT THAT SAYS  IF YOU'RE MISSING THEY WILL FEED  YOU. AND AT ONE POINT I THINK WE  HAD EIGHT OR NINE FARREL CATS THAT  MY HUSBAND TRAPPED. WE TAKE THEM  TO OUR VET AND RELEASE THEM BACK  ON OUR PROPERTY. AND OUR NEIGHBORS  ARE VERY HAPPY BECAUSE THEY HAVE  HORSES. AND IT HELPS WITH  THE MICE POPULATION. YOU KNOW. A SPADE MAY  ACTUALLY GO TO THE GROUP THERE,  THE CONCERNED CITIZENS FOR ANIMAL  WELFARE WILL WATCH THE CAT UNTIL  IT'S HEALTHY AND THEN GO BACK OUT  TO WHERE IT WAS BEFORE. BUT FOR  THE INDIVIDUAL THAT'S TRAPPING THEM,  YOU KNOW, WORKING WITH THEM, WE'LL  WORK THOSE IN EVERYDAY WHEREVER  THAT CRUISER IS AT. BECAUSE  YOU SAY THERE MIGHT BE SOMEONE WHO'S  IN EDGEWATER AND THE CRUISER IS  A FEW MILES UP THE ROAD,  WE'LL TAKE CARE OF THAT. AS FAR  AS PART OF THE PROGRAM. OR WOULD THEY  BE IN A POSITION TO HIRE  SOMEONE TO FILL THAT   GAP?  

THANK YOU MR. DANIELS, RICK  CARL, DIRECTOR OF AVIATION. A COUPLE  OF POINTS I CAN MAKE. STEVE COOK  THE DIRECTOR OF BUSINESS DEVELOPMENT  IS HERE TO FILL IN. IF I NEED TO.  BUT IF -- FIRST OF ALL, THIS IS  A CONSORTION. THIS IS  A GROUP OF CONSULTANTS. CNS  COMPANIES IS THE LEADER. THEY  ALSO HAVE KIM LEHORN AS  A SUB AND ANGIE  BREWER. AND TOGETHER THEY HAVE DONE  A LOT  OF AIRPORT REALESTATE  DEVELOPMENT. THE AIRPORT CORPORATE  PART THAT YOU'RE REFERRING TO IS  ONE PIECE OF A  VERY LARGE UNDER  TAKING. THAT'S  GOING TO REQUIRE YOUR DIRECTION  AS COUNCIL. WHAT IS BEFORE YOU  TODAY IS SIMPLY TO GET THEM  UNDER A CONTRACT. WE WILL BE  NEGOTIATING AND DEVELOPING WITH  YOUR GUIDANCE A TASK ASSIGNMENT  THAT WILL VET OUT THE ACTIVITIES  THAT ARE GOING TO  BE UNDER TAKEN. WHICH WILL INCLUDE,  WE DO  HAVE  TO AS MR. DINNEEN POINTED  OUT. WE HAVE TO FIGURE OUT HOW MUCH  OF THE PROPERTY THAT'S AVAILABLE  SHOULD BE USED  FOR AVIATION,  RUN WAY  ACCESS USE. VERSES COMMERCIAL DEVELOPMENT.  SO THERE'S A MARKETING  COMPONENT TO IT. WHICH THEY'RE VERY  WELL  QUALIFIED TO  DO. MATHEW TAYLOR, WE WORKED WITH  HIM IN THE PAST. HE'S DONE A LOT  OF WORK. HE'S A  RECOGNIZED EXPERT ON DEVELOPING  REALESTATE AROUND AIRPORTS WITH  THE CONSTRAINTS OF  THE FAA. SO I WOULD  BEG YOUR TOLERANCE UNTIL WE CAN  COME FORWARD AND BRING WITH YOU  A DISCUSSION ON HOW WE ARE GOING  TO DEVELOP THIS GOING FORWARD. THIS  IS JUST STEP ONE  TO  GET THEM UNDER CONTRACT. 

THE  POINT THAT I WANTED TO MAKE IS THAT  WE ALL KNOW THAT WHAT WE NEED IS  AN AVIATION BUSINESS PARK OUT  THERE TO CREATE HIGHWAYS JOBS. AND  IT MIGHT NOT BE THE EASIEST THING  TO DEVELOP. IT MIGHT NOT BE THE  QUICKEST WAY YOU GUYS COULD EARN  MONEY FOR THE AIRPORT FUND. IT MIGHT  BE SOMETHING THAT TAKES A LITTLE  BIT LONGER. IS A LITTLE BIT  MORE DIFFICULT. AND I JUST FOR ONE  -- ONE COUNCIL MEMBER  WANTED TO REGISTER MY PREFERENCE  FOR GOING FOR  HIGHWAYS JOBS, AVIATION RELATED.  THE KIND OF THING THAT WILL MOVE  THE COMMUNITY FORWARD. I DON'T WANT  TO SEE A HOLIDAY INN. I DON'T WANT  TO SEE A  MCDONALD'S. AND WITH  THAT  I MOVE APPROVAL.  

SECOND.  

I HAVE A  MOTION FOR  APPROVAL. WHO OVER HERE? SOMETHING  I HEARD ON MY RIGHT SIDE. MISS  CUSACK IS THE SECOND. ANY FURTHER  DISCUSSION ON THAT MR. DINNEEN.  

I COULDN'T AGREE MORE. I THINK  IT'S A VERY UNIQUE PIECE OF PROPERTY.  I THINK IT'S ONE OF THE RARE PIECES  WHERE, WE'RE KIND OF NOT DESPERATE  AND DATELESS OUT  THERE. THIS IS  ONE OF THE RARE PIECES THAT YOU  CAN GET SOME HIGH-TECH  INDUSTRY REPORTS TO AVIATION. I  SEE NO REASON AT ALL TO UNDER DEVELOP  THE PROPERTY. AND IN FACT, THE ONLY  REASON YOU WOULD DO THINGS LIKE  A RESTAURANT OR WHATEVER,  THERE ARE PIECES LIKE WE DID, OUT  BACK THAT WE  OWN THAT MAKES SENSE, THEY'RE IN  PLACES THAT MAKE SENSE FOR RETAIL.  BUT THAT BIG PIECE OF PROPERTY WE  OWN BACK THERE, I COULDN'T AGREE  WITH YOU MORE. THE FIRST STEP WE  WANT DONE IS THE ENGINEERING. EVERY  TIME I TALK ABOUT IT  I KEEP GETTING BACK  THIS GOBBLE DI GOOK ABOUT WHAT'S  AVAILABLE. I WANT TO KNOW HOW MUCH  LAND IS AVAILABLE. I WANT TO KNOW  WHETHER WE NEED TO CHANGE PLACES  WHERE WE STORE WATER OUT THERE.  AND I WANT TO MAKE SURE ONCE AND  FOR ALL IF WE'RE GOING TO HAVE SOME  OF THAT LAND FOR WATER RETENTION  FOR THE AIRFIELD I WANT TO KNOW  WHERE IT IS SO THAT WE CAN GET ON  WITH THE BUSINESS OF KNOWING HOW  MUCH LAND WE HAVE AND WHAT WE CAN  DO WITH IT. BUT I THINK IT WOULD  BE A MISTAKE IF WE  DON'T DEVELOP IT. AS VERY HIGH END,  HIGH WAGE, SOPHISTICATED TECHNOLOGY  TYPE JOBS. BECAUSE I THINK IT'S  ONE OF THE FEW PLACES THAT WE HAVE  THAT PEOPLE WILL FLOCK TO FOR THAT.  AND IT'S NOT LIKE ANY OTHER LAND  IN THE COUNTY. SO I COULDN'T AGREE  MORE. I'LL GO ON RECORD TO SAY I  THINK THAT'S THE BEST USE. AND I  DO THINK THAT WHILE THESE PEOPLE  CAN DO THE ENGINEERING PART, THEY'RE  PART OF A TEAM. AND WE'RE GOING  TO MAKE SURE THAT WE BRING PEOPLE  IN. AND THE OTHER THING IS THE LAND  USE WILL NOT BE DECIDED  BY MY STAFF. WE'LL BRING RECOMMENDATIONS  THE COUNCIL WILL DECIDE WHAT WE'RE  GOING TO PUT  OUT THERE.  

MISS NORTHEY.  

MR. MANAGER --  

IS YOUR MIC ON?  

IT'S ON.  

I CAN HARDLY HEAR.  

HELLO. IT'S  NOT QUITE AS COMFORTABLE. DO WE  HAVE EVERYTHING IN PLACE  WITH DAYTONA SINCE THE ACTUALLY  IN THE CITY THE AIRPORT. AND THAT'S  ALL BEEN DONE.  

WE RESOLVED ALL THAT. WE WENT  THROUGH A LOT WHEN WE BOUGHT THAT  PROPERTY. THE WHOLE THING WITH  EMERY RIDDLE WE STRAIGHTENED THAT  OUT ONCE AND FOR ALL. THAT DELAYED  US FROM DOING STUDIES BECAUSE THERE  WAS A QUESTION ABOUT WHAT SAY THEY  HAD. SO NOW I FEEL PRETTY  COMFORTABLE.  

I JUST WANTED TO BE SURE THAT  WE HAD EVERYTHING IN PLACE. THAT  WE WEREN'T GOING TO HIT ANY ROADBLOCKS  FROM THE CITY ON THINGS THAT WE  WANTED TO DO ON THE PROPERTY THAT  WE'RE RESPONSIBLE FOR.  

I DON'T BELIEVE THAT'S NO LONGER  THE CASE. AT ONE TIME IT WOULD  HAVE BEEN.  

ALL RIGHT. FURTHER DISCUSSION?  OKAY. NO FURTHER DISCUSSION. I HAVE  A MOTION FOR APPROVAL FROM MR. DANIELS.  I HAVE A SECOND FROM MISS  CUSACK ON ITEM NUMBER NINE WHICH  IS SELECTION OF CNS ENGINEERING  TO PROVIDE AIRPORT STRATEGIC  DEVELOPMENT PLAN. ALL THOSE IN FAVOR  PLEASE SIGNIFY BY AYE, ALL  THOSE OPPOSED. SO CARRIED  ITEM 26. SETTLEMENT  OF EMINENT DOMAIN ACTION, PARCEL  FOUR.  

MR.  CHAIR, I'LL ADDRESS THAT. TO CORRECT  AN ERROR IN THE  AGENDA ITEM. IT'S ACTUALLY THE AMOUNT  NEEDED FROM  THIS POINT FORWARD IS 80,131  INSTEAD OF THE 80,431  AND WE WANTED TO MAKE THE  CORRECTION ON THE RECORD.  

CHANGE FOR THE RECORD  IS AN  EXPENDITURE  OF $80,131 VERSES  $80,431. SO WE SAVED $300.  

YES, SIR.  

OKAY. WE'LL ENTERTAIN A MOTION.  

MOVE APPROVAL.  

MOTION FOR APPROVAL ITEM  26. SECOND BY MISS DENYS. FURTHER  DISCUSSION. SEEING NONE. ALL THOSE  IN FAVOR SIGNIFY BY AYE.  

AYE.  

ALL THOSE OPPOSED SO CARRIED.  ITEM 27 POLED FOR  STAFF TO DISCUSS  CONTRACT FROM CONTRACTOR INC  PORT ORANGE. THAT'S JERRY BRITAIN.  YOU HAVE THE FLOOR SIR.  

GOOD AFTERNOON COUNTY  COUNCIL.  MY NAME IS JERRY BRITAIN. COUNTY  ENGINEER. IT WAS  JUST A MATH, ERROR. YOU  RECEIVED IN YOUR PACKET A CORRECTED  SHEET THAT  WAS  HIGHLIGHTED IN YELLOW AND FOR THE  RECORD ON THAT SHEET, NEXT TO THE  LAST PARAGRAPH SAYS THE CITY ISSUE  ADD PURCHASE ORDER IN THE  AMOUNT OF SHOULD BE 

     $3,053,323.41 THAT PURCHASE ORDER  HAS BEEN ISSUED. THEN THE VERY LAST  PARAGRAPH IS SENTENCE, NEXT TO THE  LAST SENTENCE SAYS OF THE TOTAL  COST THE  COUNTY ROADWAY PORTION  IS $8,095,707.53S AND THE CITY PORTION  IS, THIS IS  THE  CORRECTED AMOUNT. $3,014,772.53. WE'RE JUST  PUTTING THIS IN AS A CORRECTION  FOR THE RECORD.  

MOVE APPROVAL.  

SECOND.  

MOTION FOR APPROVAL  MR.  PATERSON. SECOND BY MISS DENYS.  MISS NORTHEY YOU HAVE THE FLOOR.  

THANK YOU. SORRY I WAS LATE THIS  MORNING. I WOULD HAVE PULLED THIS.  SO I'M GLAD IT DID GET  PULLED. IS THIS THE FIRM THAT DID  SACK SON BOULEVARD?  

YES, THEY ARE.  

WHICH WAS A MESS FOR A LONG TIME.  WHAT DO WE HAVE IN PLACE TO ENSURE  THAT WE'RE NOT GOING TO HAVE THE  SOME KIND OF  ISSUES WITH TRAFFIC CONTROL AND  TIME? IS THERE IN THE CONTRACT  IS THERE SOME KIND OF --  

WE HAVE ADDED  LIQUIDATED DAMAGES PER DAY I BELIEVE  IT'S $1,000  A DAY FOR DELAYS. AND  YOU KNOW, THIS IS A HEAVILY TRAVELED  SECTION.  

IT  IS VERY  HEAVILY TRAVELED.  

NOT LIKE SACKSON WAS  AN ANIMAL ALL  BY ITS OWN. WE DID  EL CAM TO COURTLAND SECTION WHICH  IS VERY, VERY  BUSY. AND THAT WENT  BY WITHOUT BIG HITCHES.  

THIS ONE GOES PASSED THE WAL-MART.  ABOUT THE ONLY RETAIL STORE WE HAVE  IN DELTONA AND IT TIES INTO THE  415 WHERE THE STATE IS NOW WORKING  ON IT. WHAT IS THE TIME WITH  THE STATE CONTRACT AT 415 AND HOLLAND  AND THIS. ARE WE INTEGRATING  THOSE?  

THEY'RE OVERLAPPING, YES. THIS  GOES, IF YOU REMEMBER WE, WHEN THE  WAL-MART WENT IN, THEY GOT A USE  PERMIT TO FOUR LANE FROM  415 JUST PASSED THEIR ENTRANCE.  SO WE'RE NOT DIRECTLY IN FRONT OF  THEIR ENTRANCE. WE TIE INTO IT.  IT'S STILL IN THE SAME AREA. PEOPLE  TRYING TO  COME TO AND FROM. BUT  THIS -- DON'T ANTICIPATE ANYTHING  MORE OUT OF THE ORDINARY THAN WE  HAD ON THE OTHER. THIS ONE  HAS SCHOOLS IN IT. AND WE'VE GOT  --  

PUBLIC AND PRIVATE.  

WE HAVE TRAFFIC -- WE PUT IN  HERE THAT THE CONTRACTOR WILL PROVIDE  CROSSING GUARDS AND THAT SORT OF  THING. WE WORKED CLOSELY WITH  SCHOOL STAFF AND SO THE OTHER THING,  THEY WERE APPROXIMATELY A MILLION  DOLLARS LESS THAN THE SECOND LOW  BIDDER. SO THEY'VE  DONE WORK FOR US. AND THEY'VE HAD  SOME COMPLICATED JOBS.  

I JUST KNOW WE RAN INTO SOME  ISSUES WITH SACKSON AND TRAFFIC  CONTROL WAS ONE OF THEM AND I'M  HOPING THAT WE DON'T HAVE AN ISSUE  WITH THIS ONE.  

WE WILL BE WATCHING THIS VERY  CLOSELY.  

THANK YOU.  

OKAY. NO FURTHER DISCUSSION?

WE DO HAVE ONE DISCUSSION FROM  A CITIZEN. NOW  AS THE PUBLIC PARTICIPATION PART  IN THE AFTERNOON. WE HAD TO  STEP HER ASIDE FOR THE KITTY  CAT DISCUSSION BECAUSE  THIS HAD SOMETHING TOTALLY DIFFERENT  TO DO WITH A DOG. WE HAVE  OTHER PEOPLE  TOO, OKAY,  KARA CLARK? HI. HOLD ON.  

SAY IT  AGAIN?  

LAURA? 55 -- 5455 STATE ROAD  11 DAILY SPRINGS. I SENT  ALL THE MEMBERS OF THE COUNCIL AN  E-MAIL ON OCTOBER 16 OCTOBER 16th  AND I DON'T KNOW IF YOU WOULD TIME  TO LOOK AT IT BUT I HAVE  HAD SOME PROBLEMS WITH  MY NEIGHBORS DOGS. SIX OF MY  NEIGHBOR'S DOGS ATTACKED HER AND  WOULD HAVE KILLED HER IF PEOPLE  HAD NOT STOPPED AND BEATEN  THEM OFF WITH SOME BOARDS. SHE SUED  HIM AND HE WAS NOT REQUIRED TO PAY  FINES BECAUSE HE DIDN'T HAVE ANY  MONEY. FOUR YEARS AGO, THEY CHEWED  UP ONE OF MY DOGS AND  IT COST ME $800 TO PUT HIM BACK  TOGETHER AND I DID NOT REPORT  HIM AND A FEW WEEKS LATER THEY  KILLED MY SON'S DOG AND HE HAD  JUST COME BACK FROM THE MARINES  AND WE HAD TO SEND HIM  TO MY DAUGHTER'S  HOUSE SO HE WOULDN'T KILL THE NEIGHBOR  AND THEN THREE WEEKS LATER  THEY KILLED MY DAUGHTER'S THROAT  AND SHE HAD TO HELP ME PUT HIM IN  THE CAR AND SOMETHING NEEDS TO BE  DONE ABOUT  THE ORDINANCES. THEY ARE BAD DOGS  AND STILL THEY DON'T GET OUT OFTEN  AND WHEN THEY DO I DON'T WANT THEM  TO COME EAT MY DAUGHTER. IF THEY  DO ATTACK MY DAUGHTER, I DON'T KNOW  WHAT MY SON WILL DO BECAUSE  HE WANTED TO KILL THEM OVER A PUPPY  AND I DON'T KNOW WHAT HE WILL  DO-OVER HIS SISTER. ANIMAL  CONTROL HAS BEEN WONDERFUL IN TALKING  TO ME  AND I CAN ASK THE JUDGE TO TAKE  THEM AWAY BUT LEGALLY  THEY CANNOT BE TAKEN AWAY UNLESS  THE JUDGE RULES IT. THERE IS NO  LAWS TO PROTECT US AND  MY DAUGHTER IS NOT ALLOWED TO GO  OUTSIDE UNLESS UNDERSTAND AROUND  WITH A GUN AND  HE MAY BE DEPRIVED OF HIS PROPERTY  IF WE TAKE HIS DOGS AWAY BUT I AM  DEPRIVED OF FEELING SAFE IN  MY FRONT YARD, SO I AM ASKING IF  THERE IS SOME RULE YOU CAN MAKE  WHICH APPLIES TO THE OWNER WHERE  DOGS ARE HORRIBLE AND KILLERS AND  NOT JUST A BITE. THIS IS  NOT JUST A DOG  BITING, THESE ARE BAD DOGS AND MY  TIME IS UP.  

THANK YOU, MA'AM. THIS  DOES BRING GREAT  CONCERN. 4th AMENDMENT GUARANTEES  US SAFETY -- RIGHT TO SAFETY  OF OUR OWN HOME.  

BUT THE QUESTION  BECOME -- WELL WE NEED TO DO SOMETHING,  THE QUESTION IS WHAT CAN WE DO AND  HOW DO WE PROPOSE  IT AND WE CAN ASK LEGAL AND  SEE WHAT WE CAN DO  LEGALLY AND CONSTITUTIONALLY. THAT  IS THE BEST WAY TO DO IT  BECAUSE IF WE TURN AROUND AND  RESTRICT HIS RIGHTS WE WILL HAVE  SOME SERIOUS COURT ISSUES AND IT  MIGHT BE BEST TO ANALYZE  WHAT WE ARE  DOING. WHAT IS THE SAFEST WAY TO  DO IT BECAUSE I FEEL WE NEED TO  DO SOMETHING. THEY CONTINUE TO GET  RID OF THEIR DOGS BUT THE OWNER  CONTINUES AND IT'S NOT A QUESTION  OF A BAD DOG IT IS A QUESTION  OF A BAD OWNER SO IT IS REALLY A  LEGAL QUESTION AS WELL AS WORKING  WITH ANIMAL CONTROL,  IS  THAT APPROPRIATE, DNA? SO SEE WHAT  OTHER AREAS WE ARE  REACHING?  

YES, WE  CAN DO FURTHER RESEARCH  ON THAT WHERE WE ARE NOT PREEMPTED  FROM TAKING ACTION BUT WE WILL  BRING OUR ANALYSIS BACK TO YOU.  

AND ANIMAL CONTROL WILL BE PART  OF THAT, AND THE PROCESS  HAS STARTED AS LONG AS COUNCIL WANTS  TO MOVE FORWARD?  

YES.  

THANK YOU, I'M  SORRY.  

MISS DENNY?  

JUST TO COMMENT, GRANTED THE  OWNER HAS RIGHTS BUT HE  ALSO HAS RESPONSIBILITIES AND THERE  ARE RESPONSIBILITIES HERE AND ONE  OF THE MAIN FACETS IS TO  PROTECT THE SAFETY AND WELFARE OF  OUR CITIZENS AND THIS IS  A PERFECT EXAMPLE OF THAT, I HAVE  SPOKEN WITH THE NEIGHBOR AND THERE  IS A CATEGORY DEEMING DOGS DANGEROUS  AND THEN GOING FORWARD, BUT TO DO  THAT YOU HAVE TO DOCUMENT IT. EVEN  WITH CELL PHONES TAKING  PICTURES, YOU NEED TO LOG  EVERY INCIDENT EVERY TIME BECAUSE  IF YOU DON'T DO THAT, THERE  IS NOTHING TO IMPLEMENT OR TO  TELL THE STORY. I KNOW  IT  IS DIFFICULT, I  HAVE CHOSEN  NOT TO  FILE IS REPORTP  AND WE ARE DEALING WITH A SITUATION  SIMILAR TO THAT WHERE UP  LIVE BUT WE CAN ONLY IMPLEMENT THAT  WHICH HAS BEEN DOCUMENTED SO THE  BEST THING YOU CAN  DO TO PROTECT YOUR HEALTH SAFETY  AND WELFARE IS TO  DOCUMENT EVERYTHING, PICTURES, JUST  DOCUMENT, WRITE IT DOWN AS OFTEN  AS YOU CAN AND START TELLING THE  STORY AND THE JUDGE WILL LISTEN  TO YOU. BUT YES, I AM IN  SUPPORT OF STRENGTHENING  ANIMAL ATTACKS,  ESPECIALLY DOG ATTACKS  AND  DOGS  THERE ARE DIFFICULT SO THAT WHEN  THIS GOES IN FRONT OF A  JUDGE THAT INFORMATION IS NOT LEFT  OUT AND THAT'S CRITICAL SO WE NEED  TO MAKE SURE EVERYTHING IS DOCUMENTED  AND WHEN THIS GOES TO COURT FOR  A HEARING ALL OF THE RELEVANT INFORMATION  IS PRESENTED AT THE TIME OF THE  HEARING BECAUSE -- THAT IS  ON US. THAT IS WHAT WE NEED TO DO  TO SUPPORT THIS. THE BOOKS -- OUR BOOKS, OUR BOATS,  WE GOT SOME E-MAILS ABOUT BOATS  AND DRIVEWAYS HAVE YOU GOTTEN ANY  E-MAILS ABOUT -- I GUESS WE HAVE  A REGULATION CAN'T DO IT OVER THREE  DAYS I AM BEING  TOLD, 36 HOURS TO CLEAN THE BOAT  AND THERE ARE SOME AREAS  WE CAN DO IT FULL  I AM FULL-TIME, I GUESS  WE HAVE  A REGULATION  YOU  CAN'T KEEP YOUR POET IN A DRIVEWAY.  WE CAN CONSIDER THIS AFTER THE ORDINANCE,  IT IS IN DISOWNING CODE,  DEPUTY ATTORNEY, THIS HAS BEEN  IN DISOWNING CODE FOR AS LONG AS  I HAVE  WORKED FOR  THE COUNTY WE PROHIBIT  THIS AND COUNCIL  HAS  NEVER --  COUNSEL HAS NEVER CHANGED IT.

     ARGUMENT. I'M NOT  SURE AND BEEF AND WE WILL  HAVE TO DO SOME RECOUCH FOR YOU  -- RESEARCH ON IT FOR YOU.  

TALKING ABOUT THE  LAW OF  UNINTEND UNDER CONSEQUENCES. ONE  SIDE IF IT'S ALL AND -- FITS ALL  AND ONE OF THE MAIN REASONS THEY  HAVE A TIMEFRAME ON BOATS, THAT  WAY YOU DON'T TURN INTO REPAIRING  YOUR BOAT IN THE FRONT YARD AND  IF YOU CAN'T LEAVE IT IN 36 HOURS,  SOMEBODY IS DOING A NORMAL THING,  THEY ARE CLEANING IT AND FIXING  SOMETHING SMALL, THAT  IS ONE THING. ALL I AM  SAYING IS YOU MAY HEAR OF IT AND  NOT EVERYBODY IS  A GOOD NEIGHBOR AND SOME WE HAVE  THE SAME  WITH THE CRV, IF YOU HAVE TO HAVE  IT FOR  A  PERIOD OF TIME AND  FINANCE I  PRECAUTION  IF YOU AND PRETTY SOON, IF  TO YOU HAVE NOT INTENDED IN YOUR  HOUSE YOU WILL NOT  APPRECIATE YOUR NEXT DOOR. AND I THINK THAT  WE HAVE TO BE  VERY CAREFUL FOR WHAT WE DO AS  IT  RELATES TO CHANGINGEL AND HAVING  WORKED -- I DON'T HAVE  A PROBLEM  WITH MOVING AND WHAT YOU TO PROCEED  WITH  THE COST.  

AND  LET'S SEE WHERE WE ARE GOING.  

ALL RIGHT M-WASSER  YOU STILL HAVE  THE  FLOOR STORM -- FLOOR  STORE.  

I GUESS THERE WAS A BIG ISSUE  OF CLEANING FISH AND THE BIRDS ARE  POOPING ALL  OVER THE VEHICLES, IT IS A  BIG NIGHTMARE.  

THE GENTLEMAN HAS REQUESTED WE  DO THE SAME THING THE DEPARTMENT  OF INTERIOR DOES  AT THE WILDLIFE REV OPPORTUNITY.  THEY HAVE A RULE IN  -- WILDLIFE REFUGE. THEY HAVE A  RULE IN PLACE AND I GUESS WE COULD  PUT SOMETHING IN PLACE TO PROHIBIT  CLEANING THE FISH  AT THE BOAT RAMPS, AND AT  LAKE ASHBY PARK HAS NO ALCOHOL AND  IT IS THE ONLY  PARK  THAT HAS  A PROVISION  WHICH  IS THEIR VIEW  WHICH EVIDENTLY ATTRACTS VULTURES. NATIONAL WILDLIFE THEY PROHIBIT  THE CLEANING OF IT.  

IT IS OUT OF  CONTROL,  IT IS.  

IF IT IS OKAY WE  CAN PUT  THROUGH AN ORDINANCE. DO  WE  HAVE THE  OKAY?  

ANY OBJECTION?  

WELL E-WE HAVE BEEN WAITING TO  BRING IT UP UNTIL AFTER THE ELECTIONS  AND THERE ARE SOME  STREETS ON BEACH SIDE NEARBY AREA,  I HAVE BEEN APPROACHES BY SOME  OF MY NEIGHBORS, I HAVE SPOKEN  TO JIM ABOUT IT,  CERTAIN CUT THROUGH ROADS ARE HIGHWAYS  AND THEY ARE SUPPOSED TO BE  NEIGHBORHOODS AND JIM KNOWS, NOW  HE REALIZE MY ROAD IS A HIGHWAY  AND MY NEIGHBORS WANT TO KILL ME  AND IT IS OUT OF CONTROL BECAUSE  WHAT HAPPENS IS EVERYBODY COMES  OUT OF THE BRIDGE AND IF THERE IS  A RED LIGHT THEY TAKE IT THEY DON'T  STOP ON THE RED, THEY DON'T STOP  ON THE STOP SIGN AND THEY LITERALLY  RACE TO THE NEXT STOP SIGN AND THERE  IS TWO ROADS CUTTING THROUGH SO  MY  NEIGHBORS ARE LIKE, AREN'T YOU  A COUNTY COUNCILMAN? AND THAT CUT  THROUGH IS JUST -- I MEAN CARS --  IT IS BAD. I DON'T  KNOW HOW WE ADDRESS IT -- I DON'T  KNOW HOW WE COULD ADDRESS IT, WE  COULD PUT SPEED HUMPS  OR REROUTE CARS COMING  IN  AND OUT .  

IT DEAD INS AND THERE  ARE ALREADY TWO 2 ENDS --  DEADENDS THERE AND IT IS OUT  OF CONTROL FOR HOW BAD IT IS GETTING,  BUT THIS TIME OF YEAR NOT  SO BAD. SUMMERTIME WHEN IT RAINS  AND I CAN TELL YOU WHEN IT IS BIKE  WEEK, THEY ALL KNOW ABOUT IT AND  IT  IS  LATERALLY A RACETRACK. IT IS A SMALL  UNINCORPORATED AREA AND MY NEIGHBORS  ARE SAYING I DON'T KNOW WHAT  TO DO ABOUT THIS BUT I DON'T KNOW  WHAT TO SAY TO THEM.

I SAY GO DOOR TO DOOR  AND HAVE  EVERYBODY'S ADDRESSES  AND  SAY THIS PERSON  IS A -- AVAILABLE AND  THEN I THINK IT WOULD  BE WORTHWHILE TO LOOK AT  BECAUSE MY EXPERIENCE IS A LOT OF  TIMES PEOPLE DON'T WANT  TO BE INCONVENIENCEED I  COULDN'T LIVE THERE, THAT  IS TOO MUCH TRAFFIC IN FRONT OF  RESIDENTIAL HOUSES. IT IS THE  UNINCORPORATED AREA AND WE CAN HAVE  OUR TRAFFIC PEOPLE LOOK AT IT.  

WE ARE LETTING THEM  DEAL WITH IT. IT IS INTERESTING  BECAUSE I LIVE THERE.  

I APOLOGIZE BECAUSE I AM ONE  OF THE  OFFENDERS.  

I GET A LOT OF BEEPS.  

I DRIVE BY BUT I AM  USUALLY GOING  DOWN  TO HATCHERS'.  

WHAT WORRIES ME IS  CHILDREN.  

THE GAMBLING, THEY HAVE A LOT  OF HEAVY DRINKING AND I WOULD KNOW  THE TIS THOSE MORE. IT WOULD NOT  BE BAD --  

YOU HAVE EXPERIENCE IN NOTICING  PEOPLE WHO ARE DRINKING.  

YOU CAN TELL THE  GROUPS.  

ACTUALLY WE SHOULD JUST LET  MR. WAGNER HANG OUT TO DRY ON THIS  ONE WITH HIS NEIGHBORS.  

I HAVE BEEN WAITING AND I HAVE  BEEN HANGING, I TOLD THEM ALL. WHAT  I WILL DO IS GET THEM TO GO  AROUND WITH A FORM. A  PETITION.  

THE VOCAL ONES ARE  COMING TO ME.  

NOW  ISN'T  THAT  AREA,  ISN'T  THAT THE CONDOS. THE LAST ITEM IS  -- I KNOW EARLIER WE WERE  TALK BUG ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT AND  THINGS I THINK WOULD BE GOOD AS  FAR AS UNITY IS CONCERNED AND THE  LAST FEW COMMENTS AT THE LAST  MEETING WERE VERY  STRONGLY WORDED TO A COUNCIL MEMBER  BECAUSE I DIDN'T LIKE HOW THINGS  WERE COMING OUT. THANK YOU EVERYONE, THANK  YOU FOR BEING HERE AND I LOOK FORWARD  TO TO THE NEXT TWO YEARS.  

IS  THAT  IT, SIR? 

MISS CUE ZACK.  

NOW I AM PLEASED TO BE PART OF  THAT AND DOING BUSINESS FOR THE  PEOPLE AND I WANT YOU TO KNOW I  HAVE SOME GUESTS HERE TODAY  THAT -- I APPRECIATE YOU SEEING  US WORK THROUGH THIS PROCESS AND  BEING HERE AND I  WANT YOU TO KNOW HOW MUCH ALL OF  YOU MEAN TO ME. IT IS  A GREAT PARTNERSHIP AS IT IS WITH  THE CITIZENS OF VOLUSIA  COUNTY, STAFF, I WANT US TO BE  PARTNERS AND WORK TO MAKE THIS COUNTY  A BETTER PLACE TO LIVE AND WORK  AND PLAY, FOR THAT IS THE AGENDA  WE ALL SHOULD HAVE. NOW  DOWN TO BUSINESS. I  WANT TO TALK ABOUT MAYTOWN ROAD  TRAIL PROGRAM. I HEAR  THERE WAS  A HEARING FOR  MR.  AM BRIT SAID  THERE  WAS DIALOG  AND CERTAIN MEMBER  SHIPS, I AM TALKING  ABOUT THE PREVIOUS PROPERTY AND  WHETHER YOU WILL MAKE SURE  THAT IT IS MADE WHOLE AGAIN AND  HOW YOU PLAN  TO DO THAT.  

YES, COUNTY ENGINEER, THIS  MORNING THERE WAS  A HEARING BEFORE A  JUDGE ON SEEKING AN  INJUNCTION TO STOP THE TRAIL PROJECT  IN THE CLEARING,  THERE WERE  THREE PROP  FIST THEY WERE  ONE OF THE  THINGS  AND A WHEN  ALL WALLS SAID AND  DONE, THEY CAN CONTINUE BECAUSE  THEY DIDN'T PRESENT A LEGAL CASE  THAT WAS SUFFICIENT TO  SAY  THAT  THE COUNTY YOU KNOW WAS IN  ERROR AND IT WAS HASHED  OUT AND  THESE PROPERTY OWNERS WANT  THE EXISTING RIGHT-OF-WAY AND FILL  THE DITCH AND WE SAID YOU CAN'T  ELIMINATE THE DITCH AND WE WENT  THROUGH THE PROCESS OF ASKING THE  STATE TO RELEASE ROUGHLY 30  FEET OF THE 100-FOOT EASEMENT  OF THE MURPHY DEED AND THAT TOOK  PLACE EARLIER THIS YEAR, I BELIEVE  IT WAS ACTUALLY DECEMBER OF LAST  YEAR, THE  STATE TRANSFERRED THAT PORTION OF  THE MURPHY DEED TO THE  COUNTY. YOU AWARDED A CONSTRUCTION  CONTRACT  AND THEY  STARTED CONSTRUCTION ON SEPTEMBER  THE 8 8th, WE ARE ON  A VERY TIGHT,  TIMEFRAME TO FINISH, WE HAVE --  WE HAVE JUST  RECENTLY A $250,000 STATE  GRANT REINSTATED AFTER IT EXPIRES  AND WE  CANNOT MISS  THAT GRANT DATE  AFTER WE MISS THAT TO SAY,  TODAY THIS HEARING, COUNCIL HAS  SAID WE ARE ON SOLID GROUND, THEY  DON'T HAVE A LEGAL CASE TO --  FOR A JUDGE TO FIND WE ARE IN  ERROR SO  WE  PROVIDED CLEARING. JUST LAST WEEK,  WE HAD GOTTEN TO WHERE WE  CLEARED  THE  PROPERTIES  ALONG MAYTOWN.  THE WILDLIFE  CLAIMED WE WERE PROCEEDING WITHOUT  PERMITS AND WE DEMONSTRATED WE HAD  ALL THE PERMITS AND  THEY SAID  WE WERE DESTROYING  STRUCK JAY HABITAT  SO A U.S.  OFFICIAL CAME  CAME ACCOMPANIED BY AN EXPERT IN  THE  FIELD AND AGREED GIVEN MONTHS  AGO THERE WAS NO  HABITAT AND  NO DANGER TO SCRUB  JAYS, NO DANGER, NO  BIRDS WERE SEEN SO THERE IS  NO PERMIT. HOWEVER, WHEN PROPERTY  OWNERS FILED A COMPLAINT  WITH FISH AND WILDLIFE, THEY HAVE  AN OBLIGATION  TO INVESTIGATE. THEY  CAME  DOWN, THEY INVESTIGATED LOOKED  AT ALL THE EVIDENCE AND CLEARED  OFF THE PROPERTY UNTIL WE HEARD  FROM U.S. FISH AND WILDLIFE. WE  GOT A VERBAL OKAY AND THAT THEY  WERE GOING TO  BE COMPOSING A LETTER SAYING THERE  IS NO HABITAT OR  TAKING OF AN ENDANGERED  SPECIES : I GOT WORD YESTERDAY  MORNING THEY HAVE THAT -- THEY HAD  THAT FINDING AND THEY HAD DETERMINED  IT THE DAY BEFORE WHEN THEY  COMPLETED THEIR WORK. YESTERDAY  I RECEIVED  A PAGE STATING THERE IS NO  HABITAT IN  THERE AND THAT  THERE  IS NO  TAKING OF SCRUB JAY.  

GO FOR TORTOUSES?  

WELL, WE ALREADY HAD  OUR PERMIT. THE STATEWIDE FISH AND  WILD LIFE SERVICES SAY  EACH AND EVERY TIME A GOVERNOR  IS  FOUND  -- A  G.O. A. IF ER IS FOUND, WE DID NOT  CLEAR THERE AND  WE WAITED UNTIL FISH AND WILDLIFE  WAS THERE AND UNDER  OUR PERMIT WE PROPERLY  EXCAVATED AND RELOCATED THOSE  TWO ANIMALS. YESTERDAY  MORNING, KNOWING THAT U.S. FISH  AND WILDLIFE HAD DETERMINED  THERE WAS NO ADVERSE IMPACT  AND NO HABITAT AND NO TAKING AND  THEY WERE GETTING  READY TO  SEND US A LETTER BECAUSE  WE  HAVE ALREADY  STOPPED  ONE  FOR PREVIEWS EYE  VINCE, AM AUTHORIZED  THEM, IF YOU REMEMBER HIS  AM PROPERTY IS ONE OF SEVERAL WHERE  IN STEAD OF PUTTING THE TRAIL BEHIND  THE DITCH AND BEING CLOSER TO THEIR  HOME YOU AGREED AND MADE THE  DECISION, THE MORE COSTLY DECISION,  WE WOULD FILL IN THE  EXISTING DITCH, ROADSIDE DITCH,  WE WOULD BUILD THE  TRAIL ON TOP OF THAT DITCH, ONLY  7 FEET  ON THE EDGE OF  THE PAVEMENT. SEVEN FEET, I  HAVE NEVER HAD ONE THAT CLOSE,  SEVEN FEET OFF THE  EDGE, 40 TO 50-MILE-PER-HOUR ROADS  AND WE WERE ON TOP AND WE WILL BE  BUILDING IT ON TOP OF THE DITCH.  WE THEN HAVE TO RELOCATE THAT  DIFFERENT AND THE DITCH IS  ON THE BACKSIDE  OF THE  TRAIL AND THE LAST  ONE WELL WAS PEAVYS. THE ONE WHERE  YOU MADE YOUR -- COUNCIL MEETING  WHERE YOU MADE  YOUR FINAL DECISION, YOU TOLD ME  TO MINIMIZE THE TAKING OF TREES  AND WHEN WE ARE ALL SAID  AND DONE TO  PUT BACK SOME  PLANTINGS TO OFFER SOME BUFFER WHERE  BUFFER HAS BEEN TAKEN AWAY. AND  ON THE PEAVYS AND ON A NUMBER  OF OTHER ONES, WE INTEND  TO DO THAT. BUT  THE BEST TIME  TO DO  IT, THE DITCH IS FINE AND  YOU CAN CLEARLY SEE WHERE BUFFER  IS EXPOSED AND THAT'S STILL OUR  DIRECTION AND WHERE WE ARE FOLLOWING  THROUGH WITH THAT. RESIDENCE DON'T  LIKE IT AND I HAVE BEEN PERSONALLY  ABUSED AND I HAVE HAD  MR. PEAVY COME AT ME WITH  A 6-FOOT POLE,  VIEWED BY  TWO SEMINOLE DEPUTIES  AND  I HAVE HAD IT AND I  HAVE BEEN -- I  HAVE HAD IT, I HAVE  BEEN POLITE AND RESPECTFUL AND IF  THEY DON'T LIKE IT THEY  CONTINUE TO FIGHT AND THERE  IS ONLY SO MUCH  I CAN TAKE. THEY COME AT ME  WITH VIDEO CAMERAS  IN  MY FACE, MS. PEAVY, IN MY FACE SCREAM  ISING AT ME, WHY DID WE TEAR  DOWN HER FENCE BECAUSE SHE HAS  A ROOSTER IN  HER YARD. THERE IS GAPS  THIS WIDE  AND  THE ROOSTER CAN'T  GET OUT. SHE SAID WHY DID YOU TEAR  IT DOWN, YOU ARE A LIAR --  

ALL RIGHT, THE POINT IS THAT  WE FOLLOWED THE LAW, THEY HAD AN  OPPORTUNITY TO TAKE IT TO COURT  FOR AN INJUNCTION, THEY  WERE TURNED DOWN. WE WERE AND I  HAVE INSTRUCTED HIM ALL ALONG BECAUSE  HE HAS HAD MY PERMISSION ALL ALONG,  IT IS MY RESPONSIBILITY AND WHEN  HE IS DONE WITH THE TRAIL NOW, THE  OBLIGATION WHICH IS WHAT YOU ARE  ASKING, THE OBLIGATION IS  ONE WE  HAVE THE TRAILER IN  PLACE AND THAT'S TO GO  BACK AND MAKE  SURE ANY FANSING  OR REMOVER SOMETHING UNDERSTOOD.  YOU DIRECTED ME TO DO THAT  AND I INTEND TO DO  THAT.  

THE THING I TALKED ABOUT, I DON'T  THINK IT WAS APPROPRIATE TO DO  THAT UNTIL WE FINISH  BUILDING THE TRAIL. BECAUSE YOU  HAVE IT ALL DONE THEN.  

WHAT IS THE TIMELINE?  

WHEN DO YOU THINK WE WILL  HAVE IT  ALL DONE? 

 THE TIMELINE IS AUGUST OF NEXT YEAR  AND WHEN WE GET TO THE POINT WHERE  THE TRAIL IS MOSTLY COMPLETED  AND WE CAN SEE WHERE THERE IS A  LOT OF EXPOSURE THAT  DIDN'T EXIST BEFORE, WE  WILL BE OPPOSED AM  -- PROPOSING  PLANNING SOME  TREES, THE APPROPRIATE BUFFERS.  

SO YOU THINK IT WILL  TAKE UNTIL AUGUST 15 AND YOU WILL  DO THE ENTIRE TRAIL BEFORE YOU PUT  IN THE BUFFER?  

YES. BECAUSE WHAT HAPPENS IS  THEY ARE CLEARING AND THEY BRING  OUT HE  THEIR  CLEARING EQUIPMENT . THEY SOD THE SLOPES AT THE VERY  END --  

ONE OF THE REASONS YOU WANT TO  WAIT UNTIL IT IS DONE IS THE EQUIPMENT  THEY USE 0 COULD END UP IF  THEY PUT SOMETHING IN COULD END  UP DAMAGING IT. YOU WILL KNOW THE  NEW STUFF YOU PUT  IN WILL SURVIVE. HERE IS WHAT WE  WILL DO. WE WILL GIVE YOU AN UPDATE,  IF  WE GET A BETTER CLARIFICATION. THE  DATE ARE -- IF THE DATE  MOVES UP .  

MR. CAN  YOU ZACK. THE OTHER -- CUE ZACK,  WE HAVE MADE IT SO  TIGHT THE RIGHT-OF-WAY, THAT THEY  ARE IN A NUMBER OF LOCATIONS AND  THERE IS NOT ROOM ON COUNTY PROPERTY  TO PLANT THESE. SO WE WILL BE TALKING  TO  THE  PROPERTY OWNERS IN REQUESTING PERMISSION  TO PLANT THE BUFFER TREES  OTHERWISE THEY WILL BE DOWN  IN  THE DITCH. 

WHAT THANK  YOU WE JUST WANT TO  MAKE SURE WE STAND BY OUR COMMITMENT  AND I DON'T LIKE EMPLOYEES TO BE  ABUSED AND LET'S BE STRAIGHT ON  THAT AND I DON'T WANT THE CITIZENS  TO THINK WE ARE ABUSING THEM AND  SO WE HAVE TO WORK TOGETHER AND  I RESPECT YOU AND THEM TOO  TO DO TO WORK IN CONJUNCTION  TO GET THIS DONE, THANKS YOU, THAT'S  ALL I HAVE.  

THANK YOU.  

I WANTED TO TALK TO MISS  BUTLER ABOUT  THE SICKEL CELLED A PEOPLE WHY,  IS -- ANEMIA, IS  THERE A  PROVIDER, WHERE ARE  WE THAT? 

 WHAT I CAN DO,  GIVE YOU A NUMBER WHICH  DEPENDS ON THE TYPE OF INSURANCE  AND HOW MUCH MONEY WE ARE SPENDING  WITH BROWN AND BROWN WE ALSO  CAN SHOW WHEN WE ARE LOGICALLY COMING  FORWARD TO BID AND THAT SETS THE  TIMEFRAMES WHEN WE GET NEW INSURANCE.  

THAT  WOULD  BE GOOD. 

SHE IS ON HER  WAY.  

THANK YOU MR. CHAIR, THAT'S ALL  I HAVE.  

AFTER, WE WILL COME BACK TO YOU  ON THAT QUESTION WHEN HE GETS HERE.  

THANK YOU, MR. DANIELS, DO YOU  HAVE ANY CLOSING COMMENTS?  

THANK YOU MR. CHAIRMAN. WHAT  I WOULD LIKE TO GET IS AN  UPDATE ON WHERE WE ARE ACQUIRING  BEACH FRONT PROPERTY, CAN WE  DO THAT NEXT MEET SOMETHING IN.  

WE CAN. WHAT MIGHT BE THE BEST  WAYS TO DO THAT IS TO HAVE JAMIE  TALK  TO  YOU INDIVIDUALLY.  

WE MIGHT BE BETTER OFF INDIVIDUALLY  AND TALK TO  YOU ABOUT WHERE WE ARE IF THAT IS  SUFFICIENT?  

CAN I COMMENT ON  THAT ACTUAL  INITIATIVE?  

YES. AND THEY ARE GREAT WITH  ACQUIRING THAT, IT HAS BEEN POSITIVE  AND NEIGHBORS ARE ALL SINGING PRAISES.  THAT IS NICE TO HAVE.   [ CAPTIONER  IN TRANSITION.   

HAVE THE  FLOOR.  

MISSISSIPPI CUSACK YOU HAVE  THE FLOOR NOW.  

SHE'S HERE NOW.  

FILL THE COUNCIL IN AS  IT RELATES TO SICKLE CELL ANEMIA  PROVIDER. WHERE ARE WE WITH  THAT.  

THE MARSH BUTLER COMMUNITY ASSISTANCE  DIRECTOR  FOR  THE COUNTY OF VIEW VOLUSIA. THE  CHILDREN FAMILY'S ADVISORY BOARD  HAD ONE RESPONSE TO THEIR REQUEST  FOR AN AGENCY TO  FILL THE SERVICES. THAT CAME  FROM BETHUNE. AT THE TIME THEY SUBMITTED  IT, THEY DIDN'T COVER EVERYTHING  THAT WAS IN THE NOFA. WE  SAT AND  HAD  A LOVELY MEETING, MYSELF, AND SO  THEY'RE REVAMPING THE APPLICATION  TO TALK ABOUT THE RESOURCES AVAILABLE  IN THE COMMUNITY AND HOW THEY'RE  GOING TO MARSHAL THOSE RESOURCES.  THEY HAVE SOME BIGGER PLANS LONG-TERM  TO REALLY GROW THESE SERVICES. BUT  I'M PRETTY CONFIDENT THEY'RE GOING  TO BE ABLE TO DO IT. WE HAVE  GIVEN THEM TIME  TO DO THAT, AND I  BELIEVE THE MEETING IS NEXT TWO  WEEKS.  

YOU EXPECT MAYBE IN THE MONTH  YOU'RE GOING TO KNOW SOME DIRECTION  WHERE WE ARE WITH THAT.  

YES, MA'AM. I HOPE TO BE BRINGING  THE CONTRACT TO YOU ALL  FOR APPROVAL.  

SO WHO IS PROVIDING THE SERVICES  NOW?  

THERE IS  NO ONE PROVIDING THEM. WE HAVE ASKED  THE HEALTH DEPARTMENT IF THERE'S  A NEED. AT THIS POINT THERE HAS  NOT BEEN ANYONE STEPPING UP SAYING  THERE'S A NEED, AND COOKMAN HAS  IN PLACE THE ABILITY TO DO THE TESTING.  SO IF THERE WAS SOMEONE THAT THEY  THOUGHT NEEDED SOME TESTING, THEY  WOULD DO THAT. THEY'RE ACTUALLY  PLANNING ON DEVELOPING A REALLY  NEAT STUDENT PROGRAM TO DO COUNCILLING  WITHIN THEIR OWN -- COUNSELING WITHIN  THEIR OWN COMMUNITY AND COUNTY WIDE.  THEY FEEL THERE ARE FOLKS THAT DON'T  REALIZE THEY HAVE THE TRAIT BECAUSE  YOU DON'T HAVE TO BE FULLY SICK  TO HAVE THE TRAIT. THEY WANT TO  DO EDUCATION IN THE  COMMUNITY, NOT JUST WITHIN THE BETHUNE  COMMUNITY. THEY'RE TRYING TO RAMP  UP A NEAT MENTORSHIP PROGRAM AND  DO THAT AS WELL.  

THAT'S GREAT. THANK YOU.  

THANK YOU SO MUCH. I APOLOGIZE  THAT YOU  HAD TO COME BACK DOWN. BUT  THANK YOU. THAT'S IT FOR ME MR.  CHAIR.  

WHY IS YOUR LIGHT ON, ACCIDENTAL?  

YOU JUST GET TO THAT MOMENT,  JUST GOT TO  HIT THE BUTTON. OKAY. MS. DENYS,  YOU HAVE THE FLOOR  FOR CLOSING COMMENTS.  

THANK YOU. MR. BRITAIN  HAS LEFT THE ROOM.  

LIKE ELVIS?  

YEAH, BUT I JUST WANT TO GO ON  THE RECORD BECAUSE THERE HAS BEEN  A LOT OF INFORMATION OUT THERE AND  A LOT OF MISCHARACTERIZATION, AND  INDEED, HE HAS BEEN  GRACE UNDER FIRE. HE HAS BEEN  ACCUSED. THERE HAS BEEN THE VERBAGE,  I'VE HEARD IT. I HAVE WATCHED SEVERAL  AVOIDS OUT THERE ON YOU TUBE, AND  THE ONE YOU TUBE VIDEO, SHE  ACTUALLY SAYS, I BELIEVE IT'S CHERYL  MAN, AND IF YOU'RE GOING TO DO THIS  PUBLICLY WE'RE GOING ON THE RECORD,  ACTUALLY STATES THAT SHE'S GOING  TO MAKE  HIS LIFE  MISERABLE. IT'S ON THERE. IT'S ON  THERE. SO IT COMES TO THE POINT  IN TIME WHERE IT'S UNACCEPTABLE,  AND I THINK THAT'S WHERE WE ARE,  AND I HAVE BEEN THERE FOR A LONG  TIME WITH THIS. SO THE STUFF THAT  WANTS TO BE POSTED ON SOCIAL MEDIA  AND HIDE UNDER AND VIDEO TAPES,  FAIR ENOUGH. BUT I'M GOING TO PUT  IT ON THE RECORD PUBLICLY IN COUNCIL  CHAMBERS BECAUSE SOME OF THIS IS  JUST FLAT OUT ABUSIVE, AND MR. BRITAIN,  JUST FOR THE RECORD,  YOU HAVE BEEN GRACE UNDER  FIRE. BUT ONTO ANOTHER SUBJECT,  THEN. THE COUNTY FAIR IS NEXT WEEK.  WE AGREED TO GO TO  THE AUCTION AND BID ON  LIVESTOCK ON SWINE. SO WE HAVE TO  DECIDE WHAT NONPROFIT WE WANT TO  DONATE IT TO, AND WE HAVE TO LET  STAFF MAKE PLANS BECAUSE OF  THE WAY IT'S STRUCTURED, WHOEVER  IT IS HAS TO  BE THERE  TO SIGN FOR IT. WE USED HALIFAX  URBAN MINISTRIES LAST YEAR.  

BUT THEY HAVE  THE SOUP KITCHEN. THEY HAVE THE  KITCHEN, THE ONLY ONE I  KNOW OF.  

THERE ARE LOTS OF PLACE.  

THAT WAS THE COMMENT FROM LAST  TIME. I PERSONALLY DON'T CARE.  

COMMUNITY LIFE CENTER SERVES  WEST VOLUSIA.  

WE DID EAST SIDE, LET'S DO WEST  SIDE THIS YEAR.  

WILL THEY ACCEPT SOMETHING LIKE  THIS, CAN THEY HANDLE THIS?  

I'M SURE THEY WILL. THEY HAVE  SEVERAL KITCHENS AROUND THE WEST  SIDE THAT THEY FEED.  

IT WOULD BE DIFFICULT TO DO.  THEY HAVE TO  BE THERE AT THE SCENE.  

     SCENE.  

I HAVE A BRIEF UPDATE FOR YOU.  IN REGARDS TO YOUR QUESTION, I THINK  THE WAY YOU CAN DO IT. I DON'T THINK  YOU CAN SPLIT IT BECAUSE AS YOU  MENTIONED THE CHARITY HAS TO BE  THERE, AND THEY TAKE OVER WHERE  THE ANIMAL GOES, BUT YOU DID PUT  A COMPETITION OUT TO THE OTHER CITIES  AND I'M SORRY TO TELL YOU THAT  NO ONE HAS  BEEN ACCEPTED THAT  CHALLENGE.  

WE WIN. THEY'RE CHICKEN. WE'RE  GETTING A  PIG. YOU WILL BE THE LOAN ELECTED  OFFICIALS VYING FOR THE LIVESTOCK  AUCTION.  

I WILL NOT DRAW A CORRELATION  BETWEEN THAT AND ANY INITIATIVE  GOING FORWARD, BUT CONTINUE.  

THERE'S THE  UPDATE ON THE LIVESTOCK COMPETITION.  YOU'LL JUST BE COMPETING AMONGST  YOURSELF TO SEE HOW HIGH YOU CAN  GET THAT GOING. AS FAR AS THE  FOODIE IN GENERAL -- FOOD DRIVE  IF GENERAL, WE ARE REARING TO  GO, BOXES AND BARRELS BEING DELIVERED  OVER THE COUNTY NEXT WEEK. FOOD  FOR FINES AGAIN THIS YEAR, AND AGAIN  THE FOOD DRIVE IS NOVEMBER 16th  THROUGH THE 29 29th. OUR GOAL IS  TO RAISE MORE THAN 71,000 POUNDS  OF FOOD!  COOL.  

WELL MAYBE NEXT YEAR IF WE GIVE  A LITTLE MORE LEAD TIME, WE'LL HAVE  A CHALLENGE.  

ACTUALLY, AT LEAST ONE CITY,  I JUST GOT  A LETTER FROM A CITY OF  DELAND AND THEY SAID THAT IF THIS  WAS NEW TO THEM, AND WE ASKED THEM  EARLIER NEXT YEAR THEY MIGHT BE  ABLE TO DO IT.  

AND THAT'S WHAT I  HEARD, TOO, IN ALL HONESTY. MAYBE  NEXT YEAR, WE'LL SET THE TABLE IF  YOU WILL A LITTLE EARLIER FOR THIS  ONE.  

WE WERE LEADING A  LITTLE  QUICKER THAN THEY COULD FOLLOW.  THEY'RE ALL THE CITIES, WE  HAD A MISCOMMUNICATION. WE DIDN'T  THINK THEY WERE GOING TO BE IN IT.  THEY'RE GOING TO BE IN IT THEIR  OWN WAY. WE WEIGH THEIR MATERIAL,  THEY GIVE IT OUT THEIR OWN WAY,  WHICH IS FINE. WE ALWAYS SAID YOU  CAN PUT IT  IN YOUR OWN COMMUNITY.  

ALL THE CITIES WITH  THE EXCEPTION OF OAK HILL THEY ARE  GOING TO BE TALKING ABOUT IT AT  THEIR COMMISSION MEETING. BESIDES  THAT, AS MR. DINNEEN SAID, ALL CITIES  ARE ON BOARD, AND DELTONA IS PARTICIPATING,  THEY ARE JUST NOT DOING THE COMPETITION,  IF YOU WILL, THEY ARE DOING IT DURING  THE TIME FRAME AS THE OTHER CITIES  AND SENDING IT, DOING THE DELIVERY  OF THE FOOD ON THEIR OWN. THEY ARE  DEFINITELY PARTICIPATING.  

OKAY. WELL, FOR COUNSEL, WE STILL  NEED TO DECIDE WHAT NONPROFIT TO  DIRECT THIS TO, BECAUSE THURSDAY  IS THE AUCTION. AND DID I HEAR MR.  DANIELS, YOU ARE GOING TO JOIN YOUR  COLLEAGUES AT THE  FAIR?  

DO I GET THE END.  

IF THAT'S  YOUR CHOICE.  

ALL RIGHT. YOU GET THE POST.  

THAT'S A NO, BUT  OKAY.  

CAN WE AND IF THEY COULD CONTACT  COMMUNITY LIFE CENTER AND SEE IF  THEY WOULD BE INTERESTED?  

CAN YOU REPEAT THE  AGENCY?  

COMMUNITY LIFE CENTER, IT'S PASTOR  STILL WELL, AT PINE RIDGE METHODIST,  THE ONE HEADING  THAT  UP.  

OKAY. PLEASE STOP.  

HOLD ON. OKAY. CONTINUE. I'M  SORRY.  

WE ARE  THE WINNERS.  

OKAY. I WILL DO THAT. ANYTHING  ELSE FOR ME, ANY  QUESTIONS?  

THANK YOU.  

THANK YOU JoANN.  

ANYTHING ELSE?  

NO, THANK YOU SO MUCH.  

MRS. NORTHEY, YOU HAVE THE FLOOR.  

THANK YOU,  I HAVE TWO THINGS, AND I DON'T KNOW  WHETHER THIS GOES TO  LEGAL OR ADMINISTRATION. I MET WITH  SOME FOLKS IN SOME DELTONA OFFICIALS  SOME WEEKS BACK ON BIG LAKE AND  BIG LAKE IS THE LAKE THAT  IS IN DELTONA. IT'S PRIVATELY OWNED  MOSTLY. THERE IS SOME COUNTY PROPERTY  AROUND IT, AND  THERE ARE SOME UNINCORPORATED COUNTY  HOMEOWNERS AS WELL AS CITY INCORPORATED  PEOPLE THAT ARE SURROUNDING  THE LAKE. BUT THE LAKE ITSELF IS  PRIVATELY, NEEDS TO BE PRIVATELY  MAINTAINED. THERE IS AN ISSUE WITH  OVERGROWTH AND THEY WANT TO DO SOME  CLEAN UP OF THE LAKE. THEY  HAVE BEEN DIRECTED TO FORM THEIR  OWN TO GET THE, I GUESS, TO  GET A GROUP TOGETHER THAT WILL THEN  GO SEE IF THERE'S 51 OR 50% PLUS  ONE OF THE HOMEOWNERS WHO WILL PAY  TO KEEP THE LAKE  TO CLEAN IT UP KEEP IT CLEANED  UP. BUT OF THOSE HOMEOWNERS, SOME  OF THEM  ARE IN UNINCORPORATED VOLUSIA COUNTY.  DELTONA WILL TAKE LEAD ON IT. BUT  SOMEONE FROM OUR SIDE OF THE  BUSINESS NEEDS  TO WORK WITH  DELTONA ON HOW WE HANDLE THAT ON  THE TAX RECORDS,  I GUESS, IF THEY GET THE 50 PERCENT  TO TAX THEMSELVES FOR CLEAN UP.  I DON'T KNOW MR. MANAGER IF YOU  WANT THAT OR WHETHER THAT GOES TO  LEGAL BUT I'LL SEND YOU ALL THE  STUFF I'VE GOT ON IT.  

JUST SEND IT  THROUGH. WHAT YOU'RE DESCRIBING  IS JUST A JOINT ASSESSMENT THAT  WILL FUND A MAINTENANCE  EFFORT.  

RIGHT.  

OKAY. AND THEN I'LL JUST  FOLLOW UP ON MRS. DENYS'  COMMENTS. THAT WHOLE PROCESS WAS  HIGH JACKETED BY A GROUP OF CITIZENS  THAT DID NOT WANT TO BELIEVE OR  FOLLOW A RULE OF LAW. WE HAVE DONE  EVERYTHING RIGHT AND FRANKLY IT'S  BEEN AN OUTRAGE. I THINK ABUSIVE  IS AN APPROPRIATE WORD. I THINK  THAT THERE IS A LIMITED  NUMBER  OF PEOPLE IN THAT AREA THAT HAVE  BOUGHT INTO THIS. THEY ARE VERY  LOUD AND NOISY. THEY HAVE BEEN ABUSIVE,  NOT JUST TO OUR  STAFF BUT THE CONTRACTORS AS WELL,  AND SHAME ON CHANNEL 9. CHANNEL  9 HAS  BEEN COME  POLICE SIT IN PROMOTE -- I WAS LATE  TODAY BECAUSE I  HAD BEEN CALLED BY A MEMBER OF  THE COMMUNITY AND HAD TOLD ME THAT  WE WERE MOVING ACROSS THE PROPERTY,  SO I WENT OUT TO SEE FOR MYSELF,  AND FRANKLY I WAS HAPPY TO  SEE IT HAPPEN. IT'S TIME. WE HAVE  FOR TOO LONG, MR. MANAGER, YOU HAVE  TO DO  SOMETHING ABOUT THESE ANTS. THEY'RE  EVERYWHERE. IT  WAS TOO LONG. SO THANK YOU, MR.  BRENTON, FOR PATIENCE ON THIS. I  KNOW IT HAS NOT BEEN AN EASY LIFT,  AND THANK YOU TO THE STAFF, THE  LEGAL STAFF, BECAUSE  I KNOW THIS TEAM IN PARTICULAR,  YOU HAVE BEEN FOREMOST IN RESEARCHING  THE LAW, AND WE HAVE BEEN RIGHT  EVERY TIME, AND THEY HAVE TO  STOP. IT'S TIME FOR THEM TO  STOP. THAT'S  IT FOR  ME.  

THANK YOU, MA'AM.  

OKAY. COUNCIL, COMMENTS AT THE  END, OF COURSE. WE HAVE A BIG PARADE  TOMORROW. I'M SORRY. LET  ME TRY THAT AGAIN IN ENGLISH. SATURDAY  WE HAVE A BIG PARADE  HERE IN DELAND. IT'S VETERAN'S DAY  PARADE, FOR ANYBODY WHO DIDN'T KNOW.  VETERAN'S DAY IS NEXT TUESDAY, HONOR  A VETERAN, SAY THANK YOU FOR  YOUR SERVICE. SHAKE HIS HAND AND  WELCOME HIM HOME.  

OR HER.  

OR HER. I  STAND CORRECTED  THANK YOU, MADAME. POLITICAL CORRECTNESS.  THE PARADE STARTS OUT HERE SATURDAY  MORNING. GET THERE EARLY. GET A  GOOD SEAT. THERE'S GOING TO BE BANDS,  PEOPLE WALKING AROUND, AND I OF  COURSE BEING A VETERAN, I'M INVITED  AND WILL BE ATTENDING IN THAT  PARADE. OF COURSE WE  GOT THE FAIR THING TONIGHT. AND  I TOLD MS., I  DON'T KNOW, MS. CONNORS, SHOULD  I TELL MR. DINNEEN ABOUT  THIS MORNING AT THE FARM? SAY,  I JUST BOUGHT A 10-ACRE FARM OUT  THERE IN BEAUTIFUL  DOWNTOWN PIERSON, SO I'M NOT A  PIERSONIAN. THIS MORNING I HAD HAD  HAD TO GET UP AND GO OUT AND GET  THE BUCKETS AND I'M DOING THE HORSE  AND THE DOGS FEED AND EVERYTHING,  AND GO OUT TO THE HORSE PASTURE,  AND WALKED OUT THERE AND  FED THE HORSES IN MY PAJAMAS, THIS  MORNING, AND HOW  THE HECK THEY GOT PAJAMAS,  I'LL NEVER KNOW. LIGHT  HUMOR, SO LIGHT, IT FLOATED AWAY.  I DON'T HAVE ANYTHING OTHER THAN  THE PARADE.  

YOU GOT THE HUMOR, OKAY. TONIGHT  WE WILL BE AT THE FAIR DOING OUR  OPENING CEREMONIES. IT'S GOING TO  BE A GREAT THING THIS WEEK,  AND YOU HAVE  THE FLOOR MR. DINNEEN.  

GET RID OF THE ANTS, PLEASE.  

I GOT TWO THINGS, WE KNOW ABOUT  THE ANTS, THE OTHER THING WE DID,  WE KNOW WE ACTUALLY HAD THEM IN  A DIFFERENT PART OF THE BUILDING.  SOMETIMES IT STARTS TO GET COLDER,  THEY'LL MOVE IN. WE ERADICATED FROM  THEM, AND THEY MOVED HERE. I DID  NOT WANT TO PUT THAT CHEMICAL OUT  AS YOU REMEMBER LAST YEAR WHEN THAT  SPRAYED BACK HERE. ALL I GOT WAS  COMPLAINTS. SO WE HELD OFF FIGURING  THAT THIS WOULD BE A SHORT MEETING,  AND GEORGIA'S HERE READY TO TAKE  ON THIS PART OF THE  BUILDING IN TERMS  OF THE ANTS. AS FOR THE MICROPHONES,  THE UPGRADE IS GOING TO  MAKE A BIG DIFFERENCE AND I'LL BE  COMING FORWARD WITH  THAT. I HAVE TWO REALLY, ONE THING.  TOM, MR. MOTES IS GOING  TO COME FORWARD. I HAD TALKED TO  ALL THE COUNCIL MEMBERS ABOUT THIS,  DID NOT SOLICIT A VOTE. I JUST TOLD  YOU THAT I MAY BRING THIS UP. I  HAD NO ONE STOP ME FROM BRINGING  IT UP. AND  THIS IS A REALLY POSITIVE THING.  AND THIS IS MY RECOMMENDATION, OBVIOUSLY  THE COUNCIL HAS TO AGREE  TO DO THIS. BECAUSE OF  THE TIRELESS EFFORTS OF OUR EMPLOYEES  OVER THE LAST SEVERAL  YEARS AND THROUGH THE DOWNTURN THAT  THIS YEAR, CHRISTMAS FALLS ON A  THURSDAY, JANUARY  1st, FALLS ON A THURSDAY. AND WHAT  I'M SUGGESTING IS THAT WE ALLOW  THE EMPLOYEES, THIS IS  A ONE TIME OFFER, FOR THEM TO  BE OFF FRIDAY, THE TWO FRIDAYS.  THAT WOULD BE DECEMBER 26th DECEMBER  26th AND JANUARY 2 JANUARY 2nd.  YOU HAVE TO AGREE THAT YOU WOULD  ALLOW THAT. THE ONLY EXTRA COST  TO US WOULD BE THE PEOPLE THAT HAVE  TO BE HERE, AND WOULD HAVE TO  BE PAID OVERTIME. I WOULDN'T SUGGEST  THIS IF I DIDN'T THINK THAT IT WAS  APPROPRIATE IN TERMS OF, YOU KNOW,  THE EFFORT THAT OUR EMPLOYEES HAVE  PUT IN, AND THAT IS EVERYONE KNOWS  OUR EMPLOYEES TEND TO, IN A LOT  OF CASES GET LESS BENEFITS  THAN A  LOT OF THE OTHER ENTITYIES THAT  OUR PEERS FOR EXAMPLE, OTHER GOVERNMENTS,  CITIES AND ALL THAT. WITH THAT,  I'M GOING TO HAVE TOM TALK TO YOU  ABOUT HOW WE WOULD DO THIS. MARY  ANN, WOULD YOU KEEP THE COPIES OF  THE LETTERS OUT, AS WE'RE GOING  TO SHOW YOU THE LETTERS  THAT WE HAVE TO DO. ONE  IS A LETTER JUST TO OUR NONUNION  EMPLOYEES THAT IS TELLING THEM THAT  WE ARE PROVIDING THESE TWO  DAYS. THE OTHER ONE IS  A LETTER TO THE UNION  TELLING THEM BECAUSE THEY DO HAVE  A UNION CONTRACT THAT THIS IS AVAILABLE  FOR THEM. SO TOM, WHILE THEY'RE  GETTING THE LETTERS, ONCE  YOU  WALK THROUGH THEM FIRST, THE  ONE TO ALL OUR NONUNION EMPLOYEES.  

TOM FROM HUMAN RESOURCES DIRECTOR.  WE HAVE THE INNER OFFICE MEMORANDUM  THAT WOULD COME FROM MR.  DINNEEN, AND IT SPEAKS AS THE COUNCIL  GRANT SAYS A ONE TIME LEAD FOR DECEMBER  26th DECEMBER 26th AND JANUARY THE  2nd, AND THAT WOULD BE DECEMBER  26th, 2014, AND JANUARY  2nd, 2015. THIS WOULD GO TO ALL  EMPLOYEES LETTING THEM KNOW IT'S  A ONE TIME, 8 HOURS FOR  EACH OF THOSE DAYS AND THOSE EMPLOYEES  THAT WOULD HAVE TO WORK  WOULD BE ELIGIBLE TO RECEIVE THOSE  HOURS AND PUT THEM IN A BANK AND  BE ABLE TO USE THEM  LATER. WE WOULD SEND THAT OUT TO  ALL THE EMPLOYEES THAT ARE NONREPRESENTED,  SO THE REPRESENTED EMPLOYEES, WE  HAVE TO SEND A LETTER AND THAT  WOULD BE THE OTHER LETTER TO THEIR,  THE PRESIDENT OF THEIR UNION BECAUSE  UNDER THE LAW, WE CANNOT GRANT THEM  A BENEFIT OR  TAKE A BENEFIT AWAY FROM THEM WITHOUT  THEIR BARGAINING OR GETTING THEIR  PERMISSION. WHAT WE WOULD BE DOING  IS ASKING FOR THEIR PERMISSION TO  GRANT THIS DAY TO GIVE TO THEM.  AGAIN, IT WOULD STATE THE SAME THING  THAT WOULD GO BY POLICIES. IF THEY  WERE, THE OFFICE WAS CLOSED THAT  THEY WORK IN THAT DAY, AND THE EMPLOYEES  WOULD BE OFF, THEY  WOULD BE OFF. BUT HAVE TO WORK,  THEY WOULD BE GIVEN THE 8 HOURS  TO BANK AND USE AT A LATER TIME.  WE WOULD GIVE THEM A PERIOD OF TIME  UNTIL DECEMBER THE 5th TO LET US  KNOW THEY'RE REJECTING THAT. IF  NOT, WE WOULD GO AHEAD AND GRANT  IT. AND THAT'S HOW WE WOULD HANDLE  THAT WITH THEM. WE WOULD APPROACH  HIM BEFORE I WOULD SEND THE LETTER  OUT, OF COURSE, I WOULD GIVE THEM  A PHONE CALL, A COURTESY TO LET  THEM KNOW WE'RE DOING THIS, AND  SEND THEM THE LETTER.  

ALL RIGHT. IF I'M CORRECT, DOES  THIS  REQUIRE A MOTION.  

ABSOLUTELY. VERY WELL, MS. NORTHEY.  

HAS YOUR NAME ON THE LIST, MS.  NORTHEY, MOTION FOR APPROVAL.  

SECOND.  

I'M GOING TO GIVE SECOND TO MS.  CUSACK BECAUSE SHE CALLED IT. WOULD  THAT BE FINE WITH  YOU MA'AM. OKAY MS. CUSACK SECOND.  YOU HAVE THE FLOOR MS. NORTHEY.  

JUST WANT TO MOVE THE  MOTION.  

ALL RIGHT. MR. WAGNER.  

MERRY CHRISTMAS AND HAPPY NEW  YEAR TO ALL THE EMPLOYEES.  

THERE YOU GO. THAT IS A GOOD  CHRISTMAS.  

I KNOW MOST PEOPLE ON THE COUNCIL  ARE PROBABLY GOING TO SUPPORT THIS,  BUT I DON'T WANT TO BE  THE GRINCH  OR ANYTHING, SO I WON'T. YOU'RE  RIGHT JOSH.  

PRETTY BAD TO NOT SUPPORT  THIS. JUST THROWING IT OUT THERE.  YOU DON'T SUPPORT THIS ONE, COAL  FOR YOU.  

LET ME MAKE THIS YEAR. DURING  THE DOWNTURN IN THE RECESSION, WE  DID NOT GRANT THESE BECAUSE IT  WAS TOUGH TIMES, AND IN ESSENCE,  WE THOUGHT, WOW THAT DIDN'T COST  US ADDITIONAL MONEY, IT GAVE THE  WRONG MESSAGE TO PEOPLE THAT WERE  REALLY STRUGGLING. IN THIS CASE,  I THINK WE CAN AFFORD IT, AND I  THINK WHEN YOU LOOK AT SOME OF  THE SACRIFICES THAT OUR PEOPLE MADE,  WE DIDN'T GIVE RACES AT CERTAIN  TIMES, WE DON'T GIVE SOME OF THE  SAME BENEFITS. I THINK FOR THE COUNCIL  TO APPROVE THIS, IT WOULD  BE SOMETHING YOU'RE APPROVING I  THINK SHOWS THAT YOU APPRECIATE  THE EFFORTS THAT EVERYONE PUT IN.  

I THINK IT'S ALSO ONE OF THOSE  THINGS, I TAKE THE DAY OFF AT WORK,  GRANTED I WORK FOR MYSELF, BUT I  TAKE THE DAY OFF. I FEEL IT'S APPROPRIATE  TO DO THE SAME FOR OTHERS. I SPEND  TIME WITH MY FAMILY. IT'S GREAT.  I LOOK FORWARD TO IT. THAT TIME  OF YEAR, IT'S NOTHING BETTER. ESPECIALLY,  YOU KNOW, WITH NEW YEARS. I'M NOT  PROMOTING DRINKING AND HANGOVERS  THE NEXT DAY, BUT I DO HAVE  A REALLY GOOD BLOODY MARY RECIPE  THAT I'LL BE POSTING FOR  ALL THE EMPLOYEES. IT'S GOOD. I'LL  MAKE IT FOR YOU GUYS.  

YOU KNOW, MR. WAGNER, YOUR STATEMENT  EARLIER WAS CORRECT, YOUR LIGHT  IS ON JUST BECAUSE YOU LIKE TO TALK.  

SIR, CHAIR, I THINK WHAT'S  BEST IS YES, SOMETIMES, BUT THE  DAYS OF LIGHT JOKES AND I SEE PAT  PATTERSON PLAYING MUSIC DURING THE  COUNCIL MEETING AND ENJOYING HIMSELF,  I KNOW THERE'S SOME THINGS IN JEST,  BUT WE TO NEED TO REMEMBER, IF YOU  KEEP A SENSE OF HUMOR, EVEN THOUGH  TIMES ARE HARD AND WE FACE VERY  SERIOUS THINGS, IT WILL HELP  ALL OF US, ALWAYS. I JUST THINK IT'S FAIR.  

TIS THE  SEASON TO BE JOLLY.  

ANYTHING ELSE, SIR?  

I BELIEVE THAT'S ALL.  

THANK YOU VERY MUCH.  

THANK YOU, SIR.  

ALL RIGHT. MR. ECKERT DOWN THERE  ON THE FAR END, DO YOU HAVE ANY  CLOSING COMMENTS, SIR.  

NO, SIR. NOTHING TO ADD.  

VERY WELL, NEXT COUNCIL MEETING  IS?  

UNKNOWN.  

WHAT DO YOU MEAN UNKNOWN  NOVEMBER 20th. WE'RE HAVING A PROBLEM  WITH THE MICROPHONE. NOVEMBER 20th.  WITH ALL THAT, I WILL ENTERTAIN  A MOTION FOR ADJOURNMENT.  

I MOVE.  

SO MOTION, ALL  THOSE IN  FAVOR,.  

AYE.  

ALL THOSE OPPOSED. WE ARE ADJOURNED.
