STATISTICS  FOR 3rd-QUARTER, UNFORTUNATELY THE  GOVERNMENT  SHUTDOWN  DID IMPACT  THE AVAILABLE  THE OF NUMB--AVAILABILITY. SO A  HIGHLIGHT IS VOLUSIA COUNTY'S AVERAGE  FOR THE 3rd-QUARTER IS 7.2. SIZE  OF THE LABOR FORCE CREWING THE [  INAUDIBLE ] PROGRAM IS JUST  UNDER $254 AND THE NUMBER  ON--254,000  AND THE NUMBER OF UNEMPLOYED IS  AROUND 15,000. THE TYPICAL INCREASE  FROM JULY AND AUGUST, JULY TO  AUGUST FOR LOCAL GOVERNMENT HAS  A RESULT OF THE EDUCATION SYSTEM  GETTING BACK UNDER WAY, THE NOTABLE  UM, INCREASES YEAR OVER YEAR, UM,  CONTINUE TO SHOW FOR 
     LEASHER  AND HOSPITALITY. UM, LOOKING AT  LABOR FORCE NUMBERS FOR THE  MSA, IN THE MONTH  OF JULY, UM, WE HAD A REDUCTION  OF ALMOST TWO FULL POINTS  FROM 2012 TO 2013 AND WE DID SEE  A REDUCTION FOR THE MONTH OF AUGUST. AND IT IS ABOUT THE SAME OF THE  COMER SAL PERMIT ACTIVITY IN 2011.  SO THINGS ARE PICKING UP IN THE  COMMERCIAL PERMIT AREA. JUST A COUPLE  OF NOTABLE  UM, PERMITS FOR UNINCORPORATED VOLUSIA.  BEACH SIDE SOUTH, A NEW CONDO, JUST  OVER $10 MILLION AND THE OCEAN WALK  PROPERTY, AND THEN THE CITY OF  PORT ORANGE ISSUED 19 PERMITS FOR  THE WHITE  PAM APARTMENT COMPLEX IN  THAT--WHITE PALM AMOUNT COMPLEX  IN THAT CITY. THIS IS A GREAT STORY,  NEW FILINGS OF FORE CLOSURES, A  REDUCTION FROM THE 3rd-QUARTER COMPARED  TO THE 2nd-QUARTER OF 65%. AND I  UNDERSTAND THAT IS RELATED TO THREE  ISSUE, ONE A POLICY ISSUE AND THAT  IS A NEW STATE LAW, IT WAS  STARTED IN JUNE THAT REQUIRES A  MUCH BETTER JOB OF DOTTING THE  Is BEFORE THEY  TAKE A DIS-STRESSED MORTGAGE  TO A FORE CLOSURE AND WE  HAVE--FORCLOSURES AND WE HAVE HAD  A LIFT IN  MORGANS AND BANKS ARE DOING A MUCH  BETTER JOB OF PROCESSING. UM,  I WAS ESPECIALLY IMPRESSED NOT ONLY  WITH THE SKILL  LEVEL AND EVERYTHING THAT  THE SHERIFF'S OFFICE DOES, ALSO,  I WAS IMPRESSED BY THE FACT THAT  HE DID IT ON HIS OWN, ON HIS  OWN VACATION TIME AND NEVER ASKED  FOR ANYTHING AND WE GOT THE  AWARD, WE GOT THE $18,000. SO THE  ONLY WAY I CAN DO THAT IS TO  MAKE SURE THAT THE DAYS HE USED  IT, WE ARE GOING TO GIVE BACK  HIS VACATION DAYS. I THANK YOU  VERY MUCH. I REALLY APPRECIATE THAT.  
[ INAUDIBLE - LOW VOLUME ] TOOK  THE SUMMER OFF.  
I SAID THE SPECIFIC DAYS AND  I WILL HAVE THAT CHECKED. THE BOTTOM  LINE IS TO DO SOMETHING THAT MADE  US LOOK THAT GOOD AND FOR YOU TO  DO IT WITHOUT ASKING FOR ANYTHING,  THAT IS THE MOST IMPRESSIVE PART  TO ME, HE DID, HE DID NOT ASK,  I AM THE ONE THAT ASKED HIM TO COME  HERE. I ASKED HIM TO BE HERE BECAUSE  I KNOW THAT THE LAST PERSON WHO  WANTS TO SHOW OFF IS HIM. DO WE NEED A MOTION  AND A SECOND FOR THAT?  
I DON'T  BELIEVE YOU DO.  
OKAY, COOL. MS. NORTHEY.  
I JUST WANTED TO ADD  MY CONGRATULATIONS AS WELL. THAT  WAS SOME.  
Reporter: FINE RIDING. IN  MYOCARDIAS WE HAD A BIKE--MY YOUNGER  DAYS, WE HAD A BIKE, AND I DON'T  KNOW IF I COULD GO  THROUGH IT WALKING AND REMEMBERING  WHETHER TO GO NEXT. SO THANK  YOU AND CONGRATULATIONS.

THANK YOU, DAVE. YOU KNOW,  IF YOU GO B--IF YOU GO BACK,  THE COUNCIL AGREED TO  INCREASE THE FARE AS TRYING TO MAKE  IT FIT WITHIN OUR BUDGET. WHAT DAVE  IS GOING TO DO IS WALK YOU  THROUGH THE PROCESS, WITH MR. SHARE,  WE DO HAVE TO FOLLOW A SPECIAL PROCESS  BY LAW TO MAKE SURE THAT THE FARES  CAN BE DONE THE WAY THAT THE COUNCIL  WANTS. I DID HEAR BACK AND DAVE  WILL WALK YOU THROUGH THE PROCESS,  BUT I DO THINK THAT  THE FACT  WHILE WE DID A  $0.50 INCREASE, DOING IT IN  $0.25, I HAVE GOTTEN FEEDBACK, PEOPLE  APPRECIATED THAT WE SPLIT IT BETWEEN  THE TWO YEARS SO THEY WERE NOT HIT  ALL AT ONCE. SO I  DID HEAR POSITIVE COMMENTS  THAT THEY APPRECIATED THE FACT THAT  THE COULD YOUR HONOR SILLED--THAT  THE COUNCIL TRIED TO  MAKE IT MORE AFFORDABLE. DAVE.  
THANK YOU, MR. DENNIEEN. I DO  WANT TO ENTER THE RECORD THIS MORNING  THE STEPS THAT WE HAVE TAKEN  LEADING UP TO THE MEETING TODAY.  THIS IS THE FINAL PUBLIC HEARING  AND WE ARE CONSIDERING  AND INCREASE IN FARES. UM, WE HAVE  DISCUSSED THIS BEFORE THE COUNTY  COUNCIL A NUMBER  OF TIMES. THIS IS BEING RECOMMENDED,  A FAIR INCREASE IS BEING RECOMMENDED  AS A WAY TO PROVIDE MORE MONEY TO  TRY TO MITT GAY THE  AMOUNT OF SUBSIDY FROM THE  COUNTY'S GENERAL FUND WHICH IS  $8.2 MILLION. FARES AS A  REVENUE STREAM ARE BUDGETED AT $2.8  MILLION IN THE CURRENT BUDGET WHICH  ASK ABOUT 15%  OF THE--WHICH IS ABOUT 10 SALVE%  OF--IS ABOUT 15% OF THE  COST. AT THE JULY 11 MEETING  THIS YOU YOU AUTHORIZE THE THE STAFF  TO  BEGIN THE REQUIRED PROCESS THAT  MUST PRECEDE A FARE I CAN  CREASE. WHAT THAT MEANS IS--INCREASE.  WE HAVE TO DEMONSTRATE THAT AN ANALYSIS  HAS BEEN DONE, WHICH  IT HAS AND WE MADE A GOOD FAITH  EFFORT TO PROVIDE NOTIFICATION AND  WE HAVE SOUGHT PUBLIC COMMENTS.  WE PROVIDED NOTICE OF THE FAIR INCREASE  AND THE THINKING FOR IT IN THE FORM  OF INFORMATION ON BUSES. WE USED  THE COUNTY'S RADIO, TELEVISION,  AND WEBSITE VEHICLES. WE HAD NEWS  RELEASES AND WE HELD FIVE PUBLIC  MEETINGS AROUND THE COUNTY  AT TIMES AND  PLACES GOOD FOR THE RIDERS AND THIS  YEAR THERE WAS A WELL  ATTENDED PUBLIC MEETING AIMED  AT INFORMATION FOR VOLUSIA CITIES.  BACKGROUND ON THE FARE INCREASE  IS ON THE WEBSITE WHICH CONTAINS  A PLACE FOR  PEOPLE TO PROVIDE COMMENT. IN ADDITION,  UM, WE REACHED OUT TO  AGENCIES,  IMPORTANT STAKEHOLDERS, IF YOU WILL  TO PROVIDE NOTICE AND  FEEDBACK. ALL COMMENT THAT ISS--COMMENT  THAT IS WE GOT UP UNTILLED TO  ARE IN THE PACKAGE AND I BELIEVE  WE  HAVE MET THE REQUIREMENTS. IN SUMMARIZING  THE COMMENTS THAT WE RECEIVED, I  THINK IT IS  FAIR TO SAY THAT WHILE NO ONE RELISHES  THE IDEA, THERE'LLS TO BE A GENERAL  UNDERSTANDING OF A NEED FOR A FARE  INCREASE AND THE RECOGNITION THAT  THE LAST INCREASE WAS IN 2007. WE  DO HAVE A LETTER OF SUPPORT, OF  THE FARE  INCREASE, FROM THE  TRANSPORTATION DISADVANTAGE  LOCAL COORDINATING COMMITTEE. WHEN  THAT COMMITTEE CONSISTS  OF  EVERY STAKE HOLDER AGENERAL--OF  SEVERAL STAKE  HOLDER AGENCY. AND OUR CURRENT ONE-WAY  FARE IS ON THE  LOW SIDE COMPARED STATEWIDE. THE  CURRENT ONE IN  ORLANDO IS 2 DOLLARS. --IS $2. SO  ON THE TABLED TO IS A  PROPOSED TWO STEP FARE INCREASE.  STAFF RECOMMENDS AN INCREASE OF  $0.25 FROM THE CURRENT FARE  OF $1.25 FOR  THE ONE-WAY FAIR TO $1.50. THIS  WOULD BECOME  EFFECT SIEVE FEBRUARY  2014. THIS--EFFECTIVE FEBRUARY 2014.  AND THIS WOULD INCREASE AGAIN IN  FEBRUARY OF 2014 AND ALL  OTHER FARE OPTIONS WOULD INCREASE  AS WELL. AND THE,  THE CURRENT FARES AND THE PROPOSED  FARES ARE IN THE AGENDA  PACK AN. AND INCREASE IS  GOING TO GENERATE AN ESTIMATED $232,000  FOR A FULL YEAR OF  REVENUE AND A FARE  OF $1.75 WOULD GENERATE JUST SHY  OF $350,000 ACCORDING TO ESTIMATES.  SO AT THIS POINT, YOU NEED TO SEEK  PUBLIC COMMENT FROM THE PEOPLE WHO  WISH TO SPEAK TODAY, IF THERE ARE  ANY HERE AND CONSIDER THEIR INPUT  ALONG WITH ALL OF THE INPUT  THAT WE  HAVE PRE-OUSLY RECEIVED AS YOU--PREVIOUSLY  RECEIVED AS YOU MAKE YOUR DECISION.  AND I WOULD ALSO NOTE THIS MORNING,  THERE IS A RECOMMENDATION TO ADJUST  THE YOUTH  AGE FOR THE CHILDREN WHO BOARD THE  BUS AT REDUCED  FARE. WE CONSIDER THAT AGE 6-17  AND WE ARE RECOMMENDING  TO CHANGE IT TO 7-18,  AND  THAT WOULD MAKE IT CONSISTENT WITH  THE YOUTH POLICY OF OUR PARTNERS  IN THE SUN RAIL SYSTEMS. SO WE  NEED TO GET READY FOR SUN RAIL  SERVICE NEXT SPRING. SO THAT  UM, CONCLUDES MY REMARKS. SO UNLESS  YOU HAVE QUESTIONS FROM THE COUNCIL  THAT I CAN ANSWER, I WOULD RECOMMEND  THAT YOU OPEN THE PUBLIC  COMMENT PERIOD.  
I DO HAVE  ONE  QUESTION NOW, MAYBE  I MIS-UNDERSTOOD YOU READING IT,  FEBRUARY 2014 IS THE FIRST AND THEN  THE NEXT ONE IS?  
ONE YEAR LATER.  
I COULD HAVE SWORN ON THE ROAD  YOU SAID '14.  
I AM SORRY.  
I JUST WANT TO MAKE SURE IT IS  THIS COMING AND THEN A YEAR LATER.  
YES, SIR.  
OKAY, ANY OTHER  COMMENTS, QUESTIONS FROM COUNCIL?  OKAY, SEEING NONE,  ANY OTHER COMMENTS FROM STAFF? NO  OTHER STAFF REPORTS. OKAY,  WE'LL CLOSE THE STAFF PARTICIPATION.  DO WE  HAVE ANY PUBLIC PARTICIPATION SLIPS?  
NO, SIR.  
OKAY, NO  PUBLIC PARTICIPATION. GOING ONCE,  TWICE, OKAY. WE WILL NOW  CLOSE THE PUBLIC PARTICIPATION SECTION.  COUNCIL MEMBERS, IS THERE ANYONE  WHO WOULD LIKE TO  MAKE A MOTION OR HAVE DISCUSSION?  
I WILL MAKE A  MOTION TO  APPROVE THE ITEM.  
I HAVE  A MOTION OF APPROVAL FROM MS. NORTHEY.  AND MR. WAGNER WILL MAKE A SECOND.  OKAY, NOW WE'LL OPEN  IT UP FOR DISCUSSION. AND  I SEE NO DISCUSSION, OKAY. ALL  THOSE IN  FAVOR OF APPROVAL  OF ITEM NUMBER 4. ALL IN  FAVOR PLEASE SAY  I. ALL  OPPOSED.  
I.  
ONE OPPOSED, MS.  DENYS OPPOSED. MR. PATTERSON  IS ABSENT. ALL  OTHERS  APPROVE. OKAY,  SO FAR SO GOOD. ITEM NUMBER FIVE,  AUTHORIZING TWO MORE  SOCIAL WORKERS FOR  COMMUNITY ASSISTANCE.  
GOOD MORNING, MR. CHAIR. BEFORE  HE MAKES HIS COMMENT WHAT I WOULD  LIKE TO SAY, THAT CAME OUT  OF THE DISCUSSION  WE HAD THE LAST MEETING. MS. CUSACK  RAISED THE ISSUE. IN OUR NEED TO  CUT COSTS WE HAVE REALLY HAD TO  LIMIT OURSELVES AND HAVING OUR ABILITY  TO, TO HANDLE AS MANY PEOPLE AS  WE LIKE. UM, WE DO THINK IT WAS  AN ISSUE. WE ALL AGREED THAT MS.  CUSACK WAS RIGHT  AND I THINK THE COUNCIL  UNDERSTOOD. AND WHILE THIS IS GOING  THE LET US HIRE UP  TO PROBABLY  TWO PEOPLE THROUGH AN AGENCY, I  THINK WE ARE TRYING TO SHOW YOU  THAT, AND I THOUGHT I WOULD BRING  IT IN FRONT OF THE COUNCIL BECAUSE  I DO NOTED A  POSITIONS AROUND HERE. THIS IS UNUSUAL,  EVEN FOR TEMPORARY ONES UNLESS THE  COUNCIL HAS ALREADY SEEN THIS IN  BUDGET. BUT I THINK IN IN CASE THERE  IS A NEED AND WE HOPE THAT  THE NEED WILL  DECLINE OVERTIME.  
GOOD MORNING,  DONNA, BUTLER COMMUNITY ASSISTANCE  DIRECTOR. YOU HAVE BEFORE YOU THE  ITEM THAT WOULD BRING  ON BOARD TWO TEMPORARY EMPLOYEES  AND THEIR SALARIES WOULD BE  ABOUT $36,000 APIECE. AND WE WOULD  BRING  UM,  FUND THAT THROUGH GENERAL  FUND RESERVES. WE HAVE ALREADY TRIED  TO MAKESHIFTS TO MAKE THE FLOW A  LIT THE BIT BETTER. THERE WILL CONTINUE  TO BE AN INCREASING NEED OF  CLIENTS BUT WE WORK AS FAST AS WE  CAN AND THE TWO MORE STAFF  PEOPLE WILL MAKE A HUGE DIFFERENT  IN DEALING WITH THE CASE LOAD.  
HERE IS THE ISSUE THAT  I HAVE TALKED ABOUT, WHICH  WAS, IT DEPENDS ON HOW THE NEED  KEEPS GROWING. AND SO DEALING WITH  ALL OF THE PEOPLE WE HAVE BECOMING  A DIFFICULT SITUATION IN TERMS OF  TRYING TO SERVE THE NEEDS  BECAUSE THE NEEDS ARE GREAT. OUR  HOPE IS, AND WE WOULD ONLY USE THE  PEOPLE AS WE NEED THEM, OUR HOPE  IS THAT WE CAN TRY TO ENSURE THAT  IF SOMEBODY COMES THAT DAY, THAT  WE'LL TRY TO SEE THE PERSON IF  THEY COME THAT DAY. IF THERE HAS  TO BE A CUT  YOU TIME. WE DON'T WANT TO--CUTOFF  TIME. WE DON'T WANT PEOPLE TO SIT  THERE ALL DAY AND THEY HAVE  TO START ALL OVER. WE ARE GOING  TO TRY TO  ADDRESS EVERYBODY THAT CAME THAT  DAY AND I THINK THAT IS THE PART  THAT WE CAN CONTROL BETTER THAN  WHO KNOWS HOW BIG THE NEED IS GOING  TO GROW. WE ARE HOPING THAT THE  NEED IS GOING TO DECLINE BUT IT  IS NOT AT THIS POINT.  
EVERYBODY COMES IN, SIGNS IN,  AND THEY HAVE THE OPPORTUNITY PRETTY  QUICKLY TO HAVE THEIR PAPERWORK  REVIEWED TO MAKE SURE THEY HAVE  WHAT THEY NEED TO BE SEEN BECAUSE  IT MAKES NO SENSE FOR THEM TO WAITND  THEN FINALLY SEE A--WAIT AND  THEN FINALLY SEE A CASEWORKER AID  AND THEN BE TOLD YOU NEED THE THREE  PIECES OF PAPER AND  WE CANNOT HELP YOU  UNLESS YOU HAVE THOSE. AND THEN  WE HAVE THE INFORMATION AND THE  AMOUNT OF PEOPLE THAT WE CAN SEE.  WE ARE HOPING THAT IS GOING  TO GROW. SO WE'LL HAVE THEM ON BOARD  AND WORKING TO SERVE CLIENTS.  
OKAY, IS THAT  IT?  
YES.  
OKAY, UM, MS. NORTHEY.  
THANK YOU, MR. CHAIRMAN. UM,  DONNA, WE ARE HAVING  ISSUES ALL OVER THE COUNTY, AND  SO WHILE I APPRECIATE  THAT THIS IS ADDRESSING DAYTONA  HOW ARE WE GOING TO  ADDRESS THE SAME ISSUES ON THE WEST  SIDE?  
THE LINES ARE NOT AS LENGTHY  IN DE-LAND AND ORANGE CITY  OFFICES. THEY ARE, THERE ARE LINES,  I AM NOT GOING TO DISAGREE WITH  YOU.  
NOW LET ME SAY THIS, THIS WAS  NOT ABOUT DOING IT FOR ONE SPECIFIC  AREA. WHAT I HAVE TOLD THEM, WE  NEED TO GIVE THE SAME LEVEL OF  SERVICE ACROSS THE COUNTY AND THEY  SHOULD PUT THE PEOPLE WHERE THEY  ARE NEEDED. IF THEY TELL ME THIS  WILL NOT DO IT SO THAT WE  WOULD HAVE UNEQUAL SERVICE, THEN  I WILL COME BACK AND DEAL WITH THAT.  I AM GIVING THEM THE CHANCE  BASED ON WHERE THEY BELIEVE THE  CROWD IS.  
I WANT TO DEAL WITH THAT ISSUE  ACROSS THE COUNTY. SO I REALLY  APPRECIATE WHAT YOU ARE SAYING.  WE ARE GOING TO TRY TO PROVIDE EQUAL  CHANCES TO BE SERVED ACROSS THE  COUNTY.  
WELL, THAT IS ENCOURAGING TO  HEAR BECAUSE WE DO HAVE  ISSUES, I AM HAPPY TO HEAR THAT  WE ARE NOW DOING, ARE WE DOING THAT  AT ALL OF THE SERVICE CENTERS IN.  
YES, WE ARE.  
OKAY, BECAUSE THEY SHOULD HELP.  
WE TRY TO DO IT. IT IS NOT  ALWAYS POSSIBLE TO GET THROUGH EVERYONE'S  PAPER WORK BECAUSE IT IS  A LONG LIST. UNFORTUNATELY, IT IS,  IT IS A  CHALLENGING PROCESS THAT SIGN SPOON--THAT  SOMEONE THAT NEEDS HELP HAS TO GO  TO. AND WE HAVE THE STATE AND FEDERAL  GUIDELINES FOR WHAT SOMEONE HAS  TO PROVIDE TO GET FUNDS, IT IS  LENGTHY. IT IS, IT IS CHALLENGING,  WHICH IS WHY WE HAVE THE CASEWORKER  AID AS A, AS A FRONT LINE DEFENSE.  SO THAT PERSON GETS TO MEET WITH  THEM FIRST, AND SAY  OKAY, YOU HAVE GOT EVERYTHING, CAN  YOU CALL OUR LANDLORD AND GET YOUR  POWER BILL, WHATEVER THAT THING  IS THAT THEY ARE MISSING. SO  THAT THEY CAN BE SEEN. IF NOT, IT  GIVES THEM A CHANCE TO GO AHEAD  GO HOME, DO WHAT THEY NEED TO DO  AND COME BACK THE NEXT DAY AND HAVE  A BETTER SHOT OF BEING  SEEN. BUT IT  TAKES A MINIMUM USUALLY OF AND  HOUR TO AND HOUR  AND A HALF.  
I REALLY--  
THAT IS JUST CRAZY.  
THE PEOPLE IN A  LOT OF CASES ARE DESPERATE. I MEAN,  THIS REALLY MAKES A BIG DIFFERENCE  ON WHETHER THEY MAKE IT THROUGH  THE DAY. AND SO, WE ARE SENSITIVE  ACROSS THE COUNTY. AND IF I FEEL  THAT THEY COME BACK TO ME AND SAY  JIM, WE STILL NEED  MORE, I'LL COME BACK TO YOU. THIS  DOES NOT CHANGE THE AMOUNT OF MONEY  THAT WE HAVE AVAILABLE. IT IS REALLY  TRYING TO ADDRESS THE MONEY THAT  WE HAVE, MAKING SURE  THAT PEOPLE GET ACCESS TO IT. I  MEAN, WE ARE IT  IN A LOT  OF CASES. WE ARE THE SOCIAL SERVICES  NETWORK FOR A LOT OF PEOPLE. WE  ARE GOING  TO TRY AND ADDRESS IT. THIS IS NO  THE THE NORMAL FOR US, TO TRY AND  ADD PEOPLE. SO I WANT TODAY MAKE  SURE THAT WE WERE ALL CLEAR, I HAVE  THE GREEN LIGHT, I THOUGHT I DID,  TO GO AHEAD. BUT THEIR STAFF, I  THINK WITH THE PROGRAM, THEY ARE  TRYING TO BE VERY SIMPLET  I CAN TO PEOPLE. SHE--SYMPATHETIC  TO PEOPLE. PEOPLE COULD'VE GOTTEN  SOMETHING THAT DAY TO GET BACK AND  THEY ARE TRYING TO MAKE SURE IT  HAPPENS.  
DO WE GIVE THE FOLKS, IF THEY  HAVE TO LEAVE TO GO GET SOMETHING  ELSE, DO WE, AND COME BACK THE NEXT  DAY, TO THEY HAVE THE OPPORTUNITY  TO BE FIRST IN LINE IF  THEY HAVE BEEN WAITING? HOW DO  WE HANDLE THAT?  
THIS IS PAT JAMES AND IF A  CASEWORKER CALLS IN SICK, SHE SHIFTS  STAFF. THERE HAS ALREADY BEEN A  SHIFT SINCE WE GOT ONE  FILLED. SHE MOVED ANOTHER ONE TO  SOUTHWEST VOLUSIA.  
I KNOW WE HAVE HAD  SOME TENSION IN  SOME AREAS.  
AND LET ME LET  HER TELL YOU  WHAT HAPPENS.  
GOOD MORNING, PAT JAMES  FOR THE HUMAN SERVICES. ACTIVITY.  WHAT WE WILL DO, IF THEY LEAVE THAT  DOES NOT HAVE THE  INFORMATION, THEY HAVE TO BRING  CERTAIN THINGS BACK. WE GIVE THEM  A CHANCE TO BRING THAT BACK ON THE  NEXT SERVICE DAY. WHEN THEY BRING  THAT INFORMATION BACK, IF YES WE  HAVE APPOINT--IF WE  HAVE APPOINTMENTS AVAILABLE, WE'LL  TRY TO SCHEDULE THEM FOR THOSE.  AND WE  TRY TO GIVE THEM PRIORITY IF  WE ARE DISABLED OR ELDERLY. THERE  ARE MAYBE  TIMES WHEN THE DOCUMENTATION MAY  NOT ALWAYS BE THE CORRECT DOCUMENTATION  AND WE TRY  TO CLARIFY THEY ARE THEM WHAT WE  ARE ASKING FOR BECAUSE THE OTHER  THING WE FIND, THE INFORMATION THAT  WE ARE ASKING FOR IS NOT NECESSARILY  WHAT THEY THINK WE ARE  ASKING FOR. UM, THERE IS MAYBE A  TIME WHERE WE ACTUALLY NEED INFORMATION  REGARDING YOUR LEASE AND THEY MAY  BRING US  A RESEAT THINKING THAT--RECEIPT  THINKING THEY CAN ACCEPT THAT. SO  WHEN WE RUN INTO PROBLEMS AND SEE  PROBLEMS THAT WE CAN IDENTIFY, WE  DO TRY TO MAKE EXCEPTIONS AND LOOK  AT HOW WE CAN WORK  TO HELP  THE  INDIVIDUALS  BETTER.  
OKAY, THANK YOU.  
I DO HAVE IS A COUPLE  OF QUESTIONS MYSELF. THERE  YOU ARE, MS. BUTLER. MS. BUTLER,  WHY DO WE HIRE  TEMPS AND UM, HOW MANY TEMPS DO  WE HAVE IN THE SYSTEM?  
THE REASON THAT WE STARTED TO  BRING ON TEMPS, WE WERE IN A SITUATION  OF NOT WANTING TO BRING  ON MORE STAFF WHEN WE  GOT  OUR DOLLARS. THEY ARE THE STIMULOUS  DOLLARS AND WE KNEW THE FUNDS  WERE GOING TO DRY UP. IT WAS NOT  A CONTINUING SOURCE OF REVENUE.  SO AT THAT TIME, COUNCIL DIRECTION  WAS DO NOT BRING SOMEONE ON AND  GRANT THAT YOU ARE  GOING TO HAVE TO DEBT--UNDER AGROUND  THAT--UNDER A GRANT THAT YOU ARE  GOING TO HAVE TO LET GO. SO WE  GO OUT AND FIND PEOPLE AND BRING  THEM IN AND THEN AS WE LOSE  SOMEONE, OR THEY GO ON  ANOTHER JOB, IF THERE IS A  COUNTY VACANCY, WE ALREADY HAVE  A POOL THROUGH THE TEMPS  THAT WE USE TO SAY THIS IS THE BEST  PERSON SO IT IS KIND OF A WIN, WIN  FOR THEM. THEY HAVE THE CHANCE  TO HAVE EMPLOYMENT WHEN IN MANY  CASES RIGHT NOW, CASEWORKERS ARE  HAVING  A HARD TIME FINDING EMPLOYMENT.  
AND HOW MANY TEMPS IN THE  POOL DO WE ACTUALLY  HAVE?  
SEVEN.  
I HAVE MET A  COUPLE OF THEM.  
THE ADDITIONAL  TWO WILL MAKE NINE. SO WE HAVE SEVEN.  
AND WE ARE LOOKING AT INCREASING  THE TEMP  FORCE TO NINE.  
YES, SIR.  
OKAY. UM, OKAY, THAT  IS ALL I GOT. MS.  CUSACK.  
THANK YOU, SO MUCH. THIS IS ABSOLUTELY  THE RIGHT THING  FOR US TO DO. UM, AT THAT  MEETING THAT I WAS  AT, IT WAS  EVERY, EVERY AREA WAS REPRESENTED  THERE, THE FOLKS FROM  ORANGE CITY, DE-LAND OFFICE,  AND DAYTONA, THE OFFICE IN DAYTONA  HAS THE GREATEST NUMBER AND THE  LONGEST LINES. SO IT WOULD JUST  KIND OF SEEM  THAT WE  NEED TO START THERE. UM,  MY, MY ONLY QUESTION IS THIS, IF  WE ARE GOING TO HAVE NINE TEMPS,  HOW MANY  FULL-TIME  DO WE HAVE CASEWORKERS? 
MA'AM,.  
WELL, MAYBE YOU CAN GET THAT  TO ME.  
WE ARE TRYING TO COUNT  IN OUR HEAD. WE HAVE WORKERS, AIDS  THAT ARE COUNTY EMPLOYEES. AND THE  SAME WITH THE TEMPS. SO WE'LL GET  THE NUMBERS TO YOU, HOW MANY EMPLOYEES  WE HAVE IN THE THE CATEGORIES  ALSO HOW MANY  TEMPORARY EMPLOYEE THAT IS WE--EMPLOYEES  THAT WE HAVE.  
AND IF THE LIST IS OF  SUCH, I KNOW THERE IS JUST A POOL,  THAT IS ALL YOU HAVE. THE POOL OF  MONEY THAT YOU HAVE IS ALL  THAT YOU HAVE. BUT IT SEEMS IF YOU  ARE USING TEMPS FOR YEARS, SOME  WHERE ALONG THE LINE THE FOLKS NEED  TO BECOME FULL-TIME EMPLOYEES. THAT  IS JUST FOOD FOR THOUGHT.  
SOME  OF THEM HAVE. WE HAVE TWO, AS A  MATTER OF FACT WHEN  WE ACTUALLY LOST COUNTY EMPLOYEES  TAKE INTO  CONSIDERATION WENT ONTO OTHER EMPLOYMENT,  WE WERE NOT CREATING NEW POSITIONS  AND WE ADVERTISED BUT THOSE TWO  VACANCIES THAT HAPPENED WERE  FILLED BY TEMP FOLKS SO WE KNEW  THE CALIBER OF THE WORK THEY WERE  GOING TO DO. IT WAS A WIN, WIN FOR  US.  
AND YOU KNOW, UM, DONNA,  I THINK THIS IS FOR GOVERNMENT,  WHAT IT IS  ALL ABOUT. THAT THE NEEDS STOP FROM  THE BOTTOM OF--START FROM THE BOTTOM  UP, NOT FROM HERE DOWN. I  AM, I AM SO FORTUNATE AND  SO GRATEFUL THAT I HAD A CHANCE  TO BE A PART OF  THAT COMMITTEE THAT I COULD HEAR  FIRSTHAND FROM THOSE WHO ARE REALLY  WHERE THE RUBBER  MEETS THE ROAD, TALK ABOUT THE CONDITIONS  IN WHICH OUR CLIENTS ARE COMING  AND ALSO THE CONDITION IN WHICH  OUR EMPLOYEES HAVE TO WORK UNDER:  AND I CAN NOT THANK  THIS COUNCIL ENOUGH FOR THE VISION  THAT THEY WOULD SAY YES, THERE  IS A NEED. A CONTINUING NEED AND  WE NEED TO DO SOMETHING TO LIGHTEN  THIS SO THAT WE CAN  BETTER SERVE THE FOLKS WHO ARE  IN MANY TIMES, AT THEIR, AT THE  END OF THE ROAD AND WE ARE  IT. SO I, I JUST CANNOT SAY  ENOUGH ABOUT COUNTY GOVERNMENT AND  THE STAFF WHO HAS THE VISION AND  WHO IS THE ONE--AND WHO ARE  THE PEOPLE THAT WE NEED TO  MAKE SURE THAT WE HEAR WHEN THEY  SPEAK BECAUSE THEY ARE THE ONES  THAT ARE ACTUALLY MAKING US  DO WHAT WE NEED DO TO BE  SUCCESSFUL AS COUNTY COUNCIL PERSONS.  THIS IS OUR JOB. THIS  IS WHAT WE OUGHT TO BE ABOUT, MR.  CHAIR, MAKING SURE THAT WE ARE PROVIDING  THE NECESSARY SERVICES FOR THE PEOPLE  IN VOLUSIA COUNTY. AND I THANK YOU.  AND WITH THAT BEING SAID, I WOULD  MOVE FOR APPROVAL OF THIS ITEM.  
SECOND.  
I HAVE A MOTION FOR  APPROVAL FROM MS.  CUSACK AND A SECOND FROM MS.  NORTHEY. MS. DENYS.  
THANK YOU, MR. CHAIR. DONNA,  SO WE ARE ADDING TWO MORE TEMPS  BUT WE ARE  NOT INCREASING THE DOLLARS AVAILABLE.  
ANDLY TELL YOU WHAT WE DO--AND  I WILL TELL YOU  WHAT WE DO. WE ARE AWARE OF THE  MONEY THAT YOU  PROVIDE THROUGH THE GENERAL FUND  DOLLARS AND ALSO THROUGH  THE GRANT FUNDS. IT IS CHALLENGING  BECAUSE YOU GET A LITTLE BIT HERE  AT AN ODD TIME. WE HAVE  WEEKLY SPREAD SHEETS, WE HAVE A  SPREAD SHEET THAT IS UPDATED WEEKLY  THAT TELLS US WHERE WE WOULD BE  IF WE TOOK ALL OF  THE MONEY AND AND YOU--AND YOU KNOW,  SPENT IT EQUALLY EVERY WEEK. WE  DON'T WANT TO GET TO A SITUATION  WHERE WE ARE OVERSPEND ISING AND  GET TO THE--OVER SPENDING AND  GET TO THE END AND BE BANKRUPT.  WE ALSO CAME BACK TO YOU, THE MANAGER  BROUGHT IT FORWARD THAT WE ARE NOT  IN THE POSITION, BECAUSE OF,  UM, REDUCTION IN  GRANT FUNDS, TO  BE ABLE TO PROVIDE EMERGENCY  ASSISTANCE TWICE A  YEAR. SO WE ARE PROVIDING IT  ONCE A YEAR. UNLESS SOMETHING HAPPENS  AND WE GET EXTRA MONEY FROM THE  STATE, THAT IS HOW WE ARE  GOING TO CONTINUE AND THAT WILL  HELP SOME WHAT. DOES IT MEAN WE  ARE GOING TO MEET ALL OF  THE NEED? PROBABLY NOT. WE'LL DO  OUR BEST TO MANAGE AND IF THERE  IS AN ISSUE, WE'LL BE BECOME TO  THE MANAGER--WE'LL BE BACK TO  THE MANAGE  MANAGER.  
WELL,--MANAGER.  
WELL, I HAVE A  FEELING, I HAD A TALK  WITH SOME INDIVIDUALS YESTERDAY  BECAUSE WHAT IS, I DON'T KNOW IF  YOU RECALL, BUT SEVERAL YEARS  AGO WE HAD AN ISSUE ARE AFTER  SCHOOL CARE AND TIEING THAT INTO  THE CFBA AND ALL OF THAT GRANT  AND FUNDING. BUT FOR A WORKER TO  QUALIFY FOR THE GRANTS AND THE WRAP  AROUND DOLLARS FOR AFTER SCHOOL  CARE AND DAY CARE, THEY HAVE TO  WORK A MIN NUMB  OF 30 HOWS AND--MIN MINIMUM OF 30  HOURS AND PEOPLE WERE CUTTING HOURS  TO 29 HOURS AND WE SENT A LETTER  OUT TO KEEP THAT WORKER WORKING  IN THE WORK FORCE AND WE COULD COME  UP BEHIND THEM WITH THE WRAP AROUND  DOLLARS. AND NOW THAT WE HAVE A  WHOLE NEW HEALTH DEPARTMENT  CARE MANDATE, EMPLOYERS ARE CUTTING  BACK UNDER THE  30 HOURS. EROSIVING  AND I O--EROSIVING AND A--SEEING  AND--WE ARE  SEEING AND AGENCIES ARE GOING TO  CUT PROGRAMS BECAUSE OF THE WRAP  AROUND DOLLARS, SERVING THE MOST  SENSITIVE POPULATION AMONG US, TRYING  TO KEEP THEM IN THE  WORK FORCE. THAT IS GOING AWAY.  AND MY CONCERN IS THIS IS GOING  TO  INCREASE AND WE HAVE AGENCIES  WATCHING US. WE ARE NOT INCREASING  THE REVENUE, I MEAN, WE ARE NOT  INCREASING THE DOLLARS AVAILABLE.  DO WE JUST DEPLETE THE DOLLARS THAT  WE HAVE SOONER BECAUSE WE ARE NOT  REALLY SERVING A LARGER POPULATION,  WE ARE JUST, I DON'T KNOW  IF WE ARE JUST INTERVIEWING, I DON'T  KNOW WHAT, IN OTHER WORDS, WHAT  ARE WE GOING  TO GAIN BY ADDING TWO TEMPS OTHER  THAN SHORTENING THE LINE, IT IS  THE SAME POT OF DOLLARS, IT  IS THE SAME APARTMENT--THE SAME  AMOUNT OF DOLLARS.  
WELL, WE CAN GET YOU INFORMATION  ON THE NUMBERS OF PEOPLE THAT SIGN  IN, THE NUMBERS OF PEOPLE THAT ARE  SEEN AND THE NUMBERS OF PEOPLE  THAT ARE ELIGIBLE  FOR SERVICES. AND THE PERCENTAGE  OF THOSE ELIGIBLE FOR  SERVICE, THE NUMBERS THAT ARE ELIGIBLE  FOR SERVICES REALLY STAYS  ABOUT THE SAME. AND SO UNFORTUNATELY,  PEOPLE ARE GOING TO BE SEEN AND  THEY ARE GOING IF--THEY  ARE GOING  TO BE TURNED DOWN AND IT IS HEART  BREAKING FOR THE STAFF TO TELL THEM  HOW SORRY THEY ARE AND  THEY SEND THEM TO AGENCIES TO SEE  IF THEY CAN GET SOME  ASSISTANCE.  
IT IS GOING INCREASE.  
IF I CAN ADD, HERE IS ONE OF  THE THINGS THAT YOU LOOK  AT THE IN SOCIAL SERVICES, OUR  ABILITY TO TRY AND SEE AS MANY PEOPLE  AS POSSIBLE IS TO MAKE SURE  THAT SOMEBODY WHO  MAYBE  DID NOT QUALITY, OKAY,--QUALIFY  DOES NOT SUB PLANT SOMEONE LEFT  AT THE DOOR AND  THE ONE DAY CAN BE  DEAF STATING AND YOU ARE---DEVASTATING  YOU MIGHT GO THROUGH TWO PEOPLE  WHO CANNOT QUALITY AND THAT  THIRD PERSON THAT WOULD NOT BE  BEEN SEEN WOULD HAVE AND IT WOULD  HAVE MADE A DIFFERENCE. SOME OF  THE  PEOPLE,  IT IS THAT DAY. [CAPTIONERS  
SOMETIMES  THAT'S HOW CLOSE  IT GETS.  SO WE HAVE A MOTION FOR  APPROVAL. SEE NO FURTHER  DISCUSSION.  ALL THOSE IN FAVOR  OF APPROVAL  OF ITEM NUMBER FIVE  PLEASE  SIGNIFY BY AYE.   

     ITEM NUMBER SIX  IS  A TIME SPECIFIC  AT  11:30 SO 

SOME CITIZENS HAVE CONCERN  ABOUT THIS  --  I THOUGHT THAT MAYBE  WE COULD  HAVE SOME DISCUSSION  ABOUT ITEM  NUMBER 

ITEM 20, SIR?  YES, MA'AM.   

THE QUESTION IS,  IS THAT THIS PERSON THINKS THAT  THERE  IS SOME CONCERN SO IF YOU  WOULD WALK US THROUGH THE  PROCESS OF  HOW WE GOT TO THIS  NUMBER AND THIS  FUNDING.   

WE MAY HAVE TO WAIT FOR  THAT. 

WE HAVE TO POSTPONE THAT?  

HE'LL BE HERE TO ANSWER  IT.  

SORRY, I'M GOING TO RESPOND  TO THAT.  

THANK YOU ANYWAY FOR COMING.  

WITH THAT I GUESS WE'LL TAKE  A SHORT RECESS UNTIL JERRY GETS  HERE BECAUSE THAT'S THE END OF  THE MORNING.  

I HAVE ONE OTHER ISSUE I  COULD BRING TO THE COUNCIL IF  YOU WOULD  LIKE.  WE JUST THOUGHT WE COULD  FILL  THIS IN IF WE HAD A FEW  MINUTES. I WAS ASKED FOR AN UPDATE ON  THE INTERN  PROGRAM.  WE HAVE PEOPLE HERE TO  GIVE US  THE TWO-SECOND UPDATE.  ALSO ONE OF THE INTERNS, SO  SUCCESSFUL, WANTED TO MAKE A  FEW COMMENTS TO US,  THAT PERSON  INTERNED WITH US AND  ENDED UP  GETTING A JOB WITH US.  SO WE THOUGHT FROM THAT  PERSON'S PERSPECTIVE YOU MIGHT  FIND IT  INTERESTING.  WE CAN BRING THOSE  PEOPLE  FORWARD IF YOU LIKE.

RIGHT.  

CAN YOU ELABORATE A LITTLE  BIT? 

WITH THESE  FUNDS.  

THE FUNDING FOR THIS PROJECT  IS, I THINK WITH THIS IT WAS  COUNTYWIDE  PARK  IMPACT FEES,  AND  THE ECO SET I SIDE FUNDS.  THE  COUNCIL APPROVED A NUMBER  OF YEARS  AGO ONE MILLION OFF  THE TOP OF  ECHO TO GO TO THE  SHOWCASE TRAIL  SYSTEM.  SO THAT IS THE FUNDING  THAT WE  HAVE BEEN USING  AND TRYING TO  LEVERAGE AS MUCH MUCH  MONEY AND  WE'VE BEEN VERY SUCCESSFUL  WITH  THAT. SO THIS IS A COMBINATION  OF  COUNTYWIDE PARK IMPACT FEES  BECAUSE THIS IS  CONNECTING OVER  TO THE GEMINI  SPRINGS PARK.  THEN THE BALANCE  OF  IT IS THE  ECOTRAIL FUNDS.  

THE REASON I'M ASKING THIS  IS BECAUSE, THIS CONSTITUENT  SAYS THAT THE FACT THAT WE'RE  USING PARK IMPACT  FEES IS NOT  TOTALLY CORRECT.  HE SAYS THAT THIS IS ABSOLUTELY  TRICKERY ON THE PUBLIC.  ON  THE PUBLIC WHO IS LED TO  BELIEVE FUNDING IS DERIVED FROM  PARK  IMPACT FEES WHEN IN FACT  IT IS  NOT DERIVED FROM PARK  IMPACT  FEES.  SO I JUST WANT TO MAKE SURE  THAT THIS, ALL OF  THIS FUNDING,  IS  DERIVED FROM PARK IMPACT  FEES. AND HOW MUCH OF THIS IS DERIVED  FROM ECO?  

$250,000 IS  PARK IMPACT  FEES. THEN  $183,778 IS OUR ECO SET  ASIDE TRAIL  FUNDS.  THAT  COMPLETES THE $433 AND  CHANGE  CONTRACT AMOUNT.  FOR  THE AWARD WE'RE REQUESTING  COUNCIL'S  APPROVAL.   

THANK  YOU.  

I'M STILL A LITTLE  GRAY ON THAT.  HOW MUCH MONEY  IS IN THE  APPROPRIATE RATED FUND  BALANCE  FOR THE IMPACT FEES FOR  THE  PARK SYSTEM?  THAT PARK IMPACT  FEE?  HOW MUCH MONEY IS READILY  AVAILABLE IN THAT  ACCOUNT?  

MY  UNDERSTANDING IS THAT  IT'S --  IT'S 

     NEARLY DEPLETED BUT THIS  HAS BEEN  -  

LET ME GET THAT YOU NUMBER  WHILE HE'S TALKING.  

OK.  

THE TWO PROJECTS THAT I KNOW  OF  IS BECK GRANT THAT COUNCIL  APPROVED. AND THERE WAS SOME BALANCING  REMAINING FROM  THAT.  AND SO TIM WAS ABLE TO APPLY  THAT TO THIS  PROJECT.  

YOU'RE SAYING  THAT FUND,  WHERE THIS MONEY IS  SUPPOSED TO  COME FROM IS  ALMOST DEPLETED.  

TIM WOULD HAVE TO SPEAK TO  THAT. 

I WAS JUST ASKING BECAUSE I  WOULD THEN  THEREFORE ASK  --  I GOT IT HERE,  ACCOUNTS TO BE  ADJUSTED. I'M LOOKING  AT THE RESOLUTION.  IT SAYS ACCOUNTS  TO BE  ADJUSTED. FROM WHERE?  IF THIS MONEY IS NOT, LET'S  SAY,  I'M AND GOING TO SPITBALL  HERE, I'M NOT GIVING YOU A FACT  BUT  IF THIS NUMBER, THIS AMOUNT  OF  MONEY IS  $20,000, $30,000 IN  THIS IMPACT  FEE ACCOUNT DOES  THAT MEAN WE HAVE  TO  APPROPRIATE RATE $230,000 OUT  OF THE GENERAL FUND?  

NO NO.  

NO SUPPORT THIS FUND  

NO.  IT'S JUST  SIMPLY ACCOUNTING.  PUTTING THAT  FROM ONE ACCOUNT  INTO ANOTHER ACCOUNT  SO THAT IT  CAN BE USED FOR  THIS PROJECT.  LIKE A  BUDGET TRANSFER.  

I'M AFRAID I HAVE TO WAIT  UNTIL TIM GETS HERE TO TELL ME  WHERE THE MONEY IS GOING FROM  AND GOING  TO.  

THERE'S ABSOLUTELY NO  GENERAL FUND.  100% OF THE CONTRACT AMOUNT  IS  SPLIT AS YOU SEE ON YOUR AGENDA  ITEM, $250,000 FROM  PARK IMPACT  FEES AND THE BALANCE  ROUGHLY  $184,000  FROM ECO SET ASIDE.  

I UNDERSTAND  THAT THE SET  ASIDE THAT THE MONEY  IS THERE.  I WANT TO MAKE SURE WE'RE  NOT  BOUNCING TOO FAR INTO THE HOLE  ON ONE ACCOUNT AND HAVE TO BAIL  IT OUT WITH THE GENERAL FUND  KIND OF THING.  

THE ACCOUNTING IS NOT MINE  BUT I, IT WAS PRESENTED TO ME  AS PART OF DISCUSSION EARLIER  THIS YEAR IN RENDERING THE  OPINION  THAT THE MONEY COULD BE  USED FROM  THE PARK IMPACT FEE  FOR  THIS PURPOSE.  AND THIS ACTUALLY  WAS, COUNCIL  MAY RECALL WAS THE  TOPIC OF  PREVIOUS DISCUSSION AT  LEAST AT  THE TIME I BELIEVE THAT  WE  AUTHORIZED A RESOLUTION FOR  CONDEMNATION  FOR  PARCELS.  IT CONNECTS TWO PARKS.  WE BELIEVE IT'S A LEGITIMATE  EXPENDITURE FROM PARK FUNDS AND  THIS IS THE  --  IT'S  NOT A FINITE  AMOUNT OF  MONEY. THE PARK  IMPACT FEES REPLENISH  THEMSELVES WEBCASTS ARE UPDATED  AT 10:00,  NOON, 2:00, AND 4:00  P.M. AS THE  FEES ARE PAID  --  FROM TIME TO  TIME AS FEES ARE  PAID. THERE WAS  SUFFICIENT MONEY AND  I BELIEVE  YOU'RE NOT ADVANCING  MONEY FROM  THE GENERAL FUND.  THE SPECIFIC  ACCOUNTING IS NOT  MINE TO DO BUT  IN RENDERING THE  OPINION WE WERE  NOT ADVANCING  MONEY FROM THE GENERAL  FUND TO  THE PARK IMPACT  FEE FUND.  

I'M REMEMBERING A LITTLE  NOW. THE  IMPACT  FEES CANNOT BE USED  FOR OPERATING  OF ANY OF THEIR  PARKS. SO IT'S  --  IT CAN ONLY BE SPENT ON CAPITAL  PROJECTS. 

IT'S TRUE.  

SO I THINK IT'S AN IMPORTANT  NOTE. AND THEY ARE NOT A WHOLE  LOT OF  NEW  CAPITAL PARK PROJECTS.  AND TIM  HAS FELT THAT THIS IS  THE  ONLY AMOUNT.  WE WERE LOOKING AT  HOW MUCH CAN  BE APPLIED TO THIS  TRAIL  PROJECT AND HE SAID THIS  IS THE  MOST I CAN PUT IN  THERE.  IT WILL FIT WITH MY PROGRAM.  

THESE ARE  --  THIS IS A WORTHWHILE  --  WOULD BE A APPROPRIATE AND  WORTHWHILE EXPENDITURE OF PARK  IMPACT FEE FUNDS EVEN IF YOU  HAD NO OTHER TRAIL SYSTEM.  

I'M NOT QUESTIONING THE  LEGITIMACY OF USING THE PARK  IMPACT FEE FUNDS  FOR CAPITAL  PROJECTS BECAUSE THE  TRAILS IS  A BASICALLY, A COUNTY  PARK LIKE  THE BEACHES.  SO IT'S  A A COUNTY PARK.  I DON'T HAVE ANY  QUESTION ABOUT  LEGITIMACY, I JUST  HAVE A  QUESTION ABOUT WHERE'S THE  MONEY COMING FROM, HOW  MUCH IS  THERE AND WE JUST WENT  THROUGH  THIS TWO MONTHS AGO AND  BELIEVE  ME WE ALL GOT BEAT UP A  LITTLE  BIT. SOME MORE THAN OTHERS.  I JUST WANT TO MAKE SURE WE'RE  STARTING TO HEAD DOWN THE RIGHT  TRAIL BEFORE WE START  --  DIDN'T MEAN TO THROW A PUN  IN  THERE BUT BEFORE WE  FUND THE  RIGHT TRAIL I WANT TO  MAKE SURE  WE'RE ON THE RIGHT TRAIL.  

GOOD MORNING.  TIM BAILEY, PARKS  AND  RECREATION CULTURE DIRECTOR.  THE IMPACT FEES WE HAVE  ASSOCIATED WITH THIS PROJECT  ARE DISTRICT  PARK IMPACT FEES.  WE HAVE PRETTY  MUCH ALL OF THE  IMPACT  FEELS RELATING TO  DISTRICT ALL  ALLOCATED.  THIS IS THE LAST PIECE  THAT WE  HAVE FUNDS AVAILABLE  FOR.  THERE'S NO GENERAL FUND DOLLARS  HERE, ALL IMPACT FEE FOR  DISTRICT. 

SO YOU'RE TELLING ME THERE'S  $250,000 IN THE IMPACT FEE  ACCOUNT TO PAY FOR THIS  --  

CORRECT.  

SECTION OF THE TRAIL.  

THAT'S CORRECT.  

AND THERE WILL BE NOTHING  COMING FROM AN APPROPRIATE  RATED GENERAL  FUND.  APPROPRIATED  GENERAL FUND?  

THAT'S CORRECT.  

THAT WAS MY BIG QUESTION, MY  BIG FEAR.  I GOT THE SAME E-MAILS,  SAME  CONVERSATIONS. I SAID I HAVE  TO FIND OUT.  

IT'S ALL IMPACT  FEES.  ALL OF THE FUNDS THAT WE  HAVE  ALLOCATED  IN THE  --  IN THE 135 DISTRICT  IMPACT FEE  THE BALANCE IS ALL ALLOCATED  ALSO FOR FUTURE PROJECTS.  IF THERE  WAS ANOTHER PURPOSE  FOR DISTRICT  IMPACT FEES I  WOULD HAVE TO BUMP  ANOTHER  PROJECT BUT THIS PROJECT  IS  FUNDED AND COMPLETELY USING  DISTRICT PARK IMPACT FEES.  AND THE BALANCE OF ALL THE  OTHER  135 IMPACT FEES ARE FOR  OUR  PROJECTS.  

DID THAT CLARIFY EVERYTHING  FOR YOU  MS. CUSACK?  ANYONE ELSE HAVE FURTHER  QUESTIONS FOR THIS ITEM?  

I  RECEIVED CORRESPONDENS  FROM A GENTLEMEN WITH SIMILAR  QUESTIONS AND IT LOOKS LIKE  THEY'VE BEEN  ADDRESSED.  

GOOD, I WILL  NOW ENTERTAIN  THE MOTION.  I HAVE  A MOTION FOR APPROVAL.  

MY MICROPHONE WASN'T ON.  MY  FAULT.  

I HAVE TO BEND TO HEAR IT.  

I'M SORRY.  MOVE THE AGENDA ITEM.  

THERE WE GO.  A MOTION.  

 SECOND.  

I HAVE A SECOND.  ANY FURTHER  DISCUSSION?  NO COMMENTS?  ALL THOSE  IN FAVOR PLEASE  SIGNIFY  BY AYE.  ALL THOSE  OPPOSED?  NOW WE KNOW WHERE THE  MONEY IS  GOING TO.  I'M VERY HAPPY  ABOUT THAT.  OUR NEXT  ITEM IS UP AT  11:30.  I KNOW MR. JERRY IS DOING  WHAT  YOU NEED HIM TO DO.

BACK AT THE PROGRAM, IT  GENERATED A LOT MORE INTEREST  THIS YEAR.  WE HAD 364 APPLICATIONS  COMPARED TO THE FIRST YEAR OF  ONLY 79.  WE HAD 12 PARTICIPANTS  AGAIN.  THIS YEAR WE HAD SEVEN  DIVISIONS PARTICIPATE.  LAST YEAR WE HAD  SIX.  SO WE HAD  MORE PARTICIPATING.  WE HAD,  AGAIN, BETHUNE COOKMAN,  STETSON UNIVERSITY, DAYTONA,  FLORIDA, FLORIDA STATE, EMBREE  RIDDLE AND ONE FROM THE  UNIVERSITY OF FLORIDA  PARTICIPATE IN THE  PROGRAM.  I AM PROUD TO SAY ONE  OF THE  INTERNS FROM THIS PAST YEAR  IS  CHRIS  BUTHUCCI, HE INTERNED IN  THE PERSONNEL  DIVISION. WHAT WE'RE DOING  IS THAT TOM  HAS  THE RIGHT, FOR TAMMY TO  EXPAND  THE PROGRAM.  I NEED PEOPLE LIKE  MIKE TO ASK  FOR ASSISTANCE LIKE  THAT.  I REALLY FEEL GOOD ABOUT  THE  COUNCIL TAKING THIS INITIATIVE  ON. SOMETIMES YOU GET CAUGHT  UP IN  WHAT WE'VE DONE IN THE PAST  AND  BUDGETS AND PEOPLE LET THINGS  LIKE THIS GO BY THE WAYSIDE BUT  WE NEVER DID.  WE EXPANDED IT.  IT THINK IT PAYS GREAT  DIVIDENDS. BUT HE CAN DO IT THAT WAY.  THE OTHER THING  --  YEAH, SPEAK TO  THAT.  THE OTHER THING I THINK IS  REALLY IMPORTANT IS THAT THE  INTERNSHIP PROGRAM HAS ANOTHER  BENEFIT THAT  A LOT OF TIMES YOU  DON'T SEE.  NOTHING I THINK MAKES PEOPLE  APPRECIATE THE JOB THEY HAVE  AND SORT OF REALLY FEEL GOOD  ABOUT IT THAN TO SEE THE  ENTHUSIASM  OF YOUNG PEOPLE  ESPECIALLY IN AN  INTERN PROGRAM  THAT WOULD LOVE  TO HAVE YOUR  JOB. WOULD LOVE TO  HAVE THAT  OPPORTUNITY. AND WHO  HAVE THAT ENTHUSIASM  THAT SOMETIMES  WE GET A LITTLE  JADED OVER  TIME.  SERIOUSLY, YOU HEAR FROM  EMPLOYEES, A LOT OF TIMES IF  YOU'RE WORKING WITH SOMEONE YOU  EXPLAIN WHAT YOU DO.  FIRST OF ALL YOU  START  PREECIALTING WHAT YOU DO  --  PREERKTING WHAT YOU DO AND  IT  PUTS IN PERSPECTIVE HOW  IMPORTANT THE JOB IS.  AND A LOT OF PEOPLE  COME AWAY  FROM HAVING AN INTERN  SAYING IT  MADE ME FEEL BETTER ABOUT  MYSELF AND MY JOB AND MY  COLLEAGUES. I THINK IT HELPS INVIGORATE OUR  OWN PEOPLE WHERE WE GET CAUGHT  IN THE TRENCHES EVERYDAY AND  SOMETIMES YOU START TO LOSE  SIGHT OF THE  BIG PICTURE.  I APPLAUD IT FOR THAT  REASON.  THE OTHER THING, I THINK  IT  HELPS PEOPLE FIND EMPLOYMENT,  I  THINK THE GENTLEMAN WAS RIGHT  WHEN HE SAID IF I DON'T HAVE A  JOB, I GOT TO HAVE SOME KIND OF  EXPERIENCE TO  SEPARATE MYSELF.  PEOPLE THAT TAKE  THESE  INTERNSHIPS, IT MEANS THEY  ARE  A CUT ABOVE IN THE SENSE THAT  THEY ARE WILLING TO GO OUT  THERE IN SOME CASES AND DO  THESE TASKS  FOR LITTLE OR NO  PAY TO GET THAT  EXPERIENCE.  I THINK THAT DEMONSTRATES  TO  EMPLOYERS THIS IS THE KIND OF  ATTITUDE YOU WANT IN THE WORK  FORCE. SO I REALLY THINK THAT IS GOOD.  I'M REALLY PLEASED WITH TOM'S  WHOLE DEPARTMENT AND HOW THEY  REALLY RALLIED AROUND THIS.  AND I APPRECIATE  THE COUNCIL  ASKING FOR UPDATES.  BECAUSE I DO THINK IT REALLY  REMINDS US, ESPECIALLY PEOPLE  LIKE  MYSELF THAT ARE CLOSER TO  THE END  OF THE CAREER THAN THE  BEGINNING THAT SOME PEOPLE ARE  JUST STARTING  OUT AND WE NEED  TO GIVE THEM A  HAND.  TOM? 

TWO THINGS.  ONE I WOULD LIKE  TO EXPAND ON  THAT. THE LAST INTERN,  THERE WERE NO  AVAILABLE SLOTS THAT  TIME BUT  THEY DID GET A JOB AND  SAID  THEIR EXPERIENCE HERE HELPED  THEM SECURE THAT JOB.  SO WE ARE  REAL PROUD OF THAT.  MANY OF OUR  INTERNS STAY IN  CONTACT WITH THE  DIVISIONS THEY  WORK FOR.  SOME  STILL HAVE OTHER  EMPLOYMENT AND  SAY IT'S  DIRECTLY RELATED SO IT'S  WORKED. THEY ARE STILL EXCITED.  SOME ARE STILL IN SCHOOL AND  SAYING IT'S REALLY HELPED THEM  RELATE THEIR STUDIES BACK TO  WHAT THEY  ARE DOING.  VETERAN  SERVICES WILL CONTACT  MR. WHITE.  THEY WILL HAVE A LITTLE MORE,  THEY CAN GET AN INTERNSHIP  PROGRAM  BUT ONE OF THE PROBLEMS  IS THE  STUDENTS WILL HAVE TO BE  VETERANS. IN THAT CASE IT REQUIRED YOU  HAVE TO BE A VETERAN.  

THE VETERANS ARE COMING  BACK. 

YES, THEY ARE GOING TO  SCHOOL. IT WILL BE A LITTLE MORE OF A  CHALLENGE, WE CAN WORK WITH HIM  BUT TO LET  YOU KNOW THAT THE  STUDENTS HAVE  TO BE A VETERAN  GOING BACK TO SCHOOL.  

I'M ONE OF THEM.  

WE'LL WORK WITH HIM ON THAT.  I'LL GET WITH HIM AND LET HIM  KNOW THAT.  THEN WHEN WE PUT THE PROGRAM  OUT WE'LL JUST HAVE TO LET HIM  KNOW. THIS INTERNSHIP IS ONLY  AVAILABLE --  DO YOU VOLUNTEER  TO BE PART OF  THE INTERN PROGRAM?  

HOLD IT.  NO, I ALREADY DID  MY INTERNSHIP  HERE. REMEMBER? BY THE  WAY, DEB AND  MR.  DANIELS, CONGRATULATIONS,  YOU WERE  ELECTED A YEAR AGO.  HAPPY ANNIVERSARY.  IT WAS A YEAR AGO WE WERE  ELECTED. 

IT'S TRUE.  

I TELL YOU, THE FIRST TWO  MONTHS I DID MY INTERNSHIP  HERE. YOU  WERE HERE.  IT WAS NOVEMBER 8th,  I WALKED  IN THE DOOR AND SAID OK,  WHERE'S THE COFFEEMAKER?  AND  WHO THE HECK IS THAT GUY IN  THAT OFFICE OVER  THERE?  THANK YOU VERY  MUCH.  ITEMS NUMBER  --  WE HAVE  TO MOVE AHEAD HERE.  NUMBER  NUMBER 24,  MR. DENEEN,  YOU HAD INFORMATION  ON ITEM 24  WHICH IS OUR 2:00 ISSUE?  

YES, SIR, WE CHECKED WITH  MR. MORRIS AND THE MATTER NEEDS  TO BE HEARD TODAY.  

OK.  WE  WERE ANTICIPATING MAYBE A  HALF  DAY FOR THAT.  

OH, WELL.  WE DIDN'T DO THAT.  OK, WELL OUR NEXT  --  WE'VE GOT  AN HOUR TO GO BEFORE  OUR  NEXT ITEM SPECIFIC WHICH IS  11:30. 

MR. CHAIR?  

YES, SIR.  

WE HAVE A LITTLE TIME HERE.  I HAVE A REALLY IMPORTANT ISSUE  TO BRING.  JERRY'S PREPARED  -  

IT'S THAT IMPORTANT?  

YES, THE ONLY THING, THE  NUMBER WE'RE GOING TO GIVE YOU,  THERE'S A POSSIBILITY YOU'LL BE  HERE UNTIL  2:00.  HE CAN EXPLAIN IT ALL.  IF I HAVE TO ADJUST THE NUMBER  IT WOULD PROBABLY BE DOWNWARD  AND SO IT WOULD NOT BE AN ISSUE  BUT I WOULD LET YOU KNOW.  JERRY'S  HANDING OUT AN  OVERVIEW. HE TALKED TO ME ABOUT THIS  YESTERDAY. THIS IS  --  I WOULDN'T BRING SOMETHING  UP  THIS SHORT NOTICE BUT I HAVE  TO  REACT. LOIS  AT THE TPO SENT US A  REQUEST, SHE  TOLD JERRY THIS  WAS COMING.  AND THE STATE, IT'S REALLY  INTERESTING, WE WERE SEEING  SOME REAL INTERESTING  THINGS  COMING OUT  OF FDOT.  THEY SEEM TO BE A LITTLE  MORE  INTERESTED IN TRYING TO MOVE  FUNDS ALONG TO GET PROJECTS  BUILT. WHAT LOIS TOLD US WAS THAT  THERE'S  A NEW DEVELOPMENT IN  THE STATE  WHERE FDOT IS LOOKING  AT ALL FUNDS  THAT ARE IN ALL  COUNTIES, THAT  ARE TRIP FUNDS  THAT HAVE NOT BEEN  EXPENDED  EITHER BECAUSE THEY HAVE  NOT  BEEN ABLE TO GET AROUND TO  IT,  THERE ARE PROBLEMS, THEY CAN'T  GET THE PROJECT OFF THE GROUND.  FOR SOME REASON THEY DIDN'T  SPEND ALL THE MONEY, AND SO  THERE'S, LOOKS LIKE THERE'S  GOING TO BE  A CONCERTED EFFORT  FROM THE STATE  TO GO AROUND AND  COLLECT UP ANY  OPPORTUNITY FOR  EXTRA FUNDS THAT  ARE LEFT OVER  FROM OTHER COUNTIES  THAT HAVE  TRIP FUNDS AND THAT  FIRST COME  FIRST SERVE IN A SENSE.  SO WHAT LOIS SAID IS IF WE WANT  TO GET OUT THERE AND PUT IN AN  APPLICATION FOR A PROJECT, A  SPECIFIC PROJECT, THAT SHE'LL  FORWARD THAT.  SO SHE SENT THAT MEMO TO ALL OF  US. I'VE ASKED JERRY TO LOOK AT  WHERE WE WOULD HAVE A POTENTIAL  CANDIDATE OR CANDIDATES FOR  THIS. I DO BELIEVE THAT WHOEVER  STRIKES FIRST MAY END UP  GETTING THE MONEY.  WE DON'T KNOW HOW MUCH  MONEY  WILL BE AVAILABLE SO WE'RE  GOING TO ASK FOR, I BELIEVE WE  SHOULD ASK FOR WHAT WE NEED.  I DO BELIEVE THAT WE, JERRY  TALKED TO ME ABOUT HIS  RECOMMENDATION. I DO THINK THAT IT WOULD BE  GOOD IF WE RECOMMENDED A  PROJECT BECAUSE  I THINK YOU'RE  GOING TO BE COMPETING  WITH  OTHER PROJECTS.  SO I THINK  WE OUGHT TO PUT ALL  OUR EGGS IN  ONE BASKET AND SEE  IF WE GET ANY  MONEY.  IF WE GET MONEY IT WILL  BE A  SORT OF WINDFALL BACK TO US  ONLY IN THE SENSE THAT MAYBE IT  WILL HELP BALANCE OFF THE FACT  THAT WE DID NOT GET MONEY WHEN  OTHER COUNTIES DID ESPECIALLY  DURING THE STIMULUS TIMES.  SO I DO  THINK THAT MAYBE WE CAN  MAKE THE  ARGUMENT THAT THIS IS  THE TIME  TO START REBEING THE  BOOKS WITH  THE  --  REBALANCING THE BOOKS WITH  THE  STATE. I APPRECIATE THAT LOIS  QUICKLY  SENT THIS OUT.  I BELIEVE  THAT THE COUNCIL, I  DON'T THINK  I HAVE THE  AUTHORITY TO SEND THIS  OVER TO  THE TPO WITHOUT THE COUNCIL  ENDORSING THAT WE WOULD BE  UPTAKING THIS PROJECT, TAKING A  PROJECT AND SENDING THAT  FORWARD FOR THIS  MONEY.  BUT I CANNOT IGNORE THE  FACT  THAT THIS MAY BE A CHANCE  TO  GET SOME MONEY FOR A NEEDED  PROJECT THAT WE WOULD NOT HAVE  GOTTEN OTHERWISE.  THAT WILL STILL  BE COMPLETE  COMPETING,  DOESN'T MEAN WE  WON'T GET ANYTHING  BUT I THINK  WE HAVE THE OPPORTUNITY  TO GET  OUR BEST SHOT.  JERRY, YOU  WANT TO WALK THEM  THROUGH? 

YES, JERRY  BRENTON, COUNTY  ENGINEER. THIS CAME UP VERY QUICKLY.  IN  FACT MR. WAGNER  HAD HAD,  ABOUT 7:00 TUESDAY  NIGHT AT OUR  COMMITTEE MEETING  ON,   MR. WAGNER IS THE CHAIR OF  OUR  VETERANS MEMORIAL PROJECT  ADVISORY COMMITTEE,  LOIS  BOHNBACK, EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR  WHISPERED TO ME THAT D.O.T.  JUST CONTACTED THEM AND SO SHE  GOT THIS MEMO THAT IS ATTACHED  TO WHAT WE HANDED  OUT, IT JUST  CAME OUT  YESTERDAY.  SO IT'S  --  IT'S REALLY  BEING HANDLED IN  TALLAHASSEE AND  BECAUSE THEY  OVERSEE ALL THE  FUNDS THAT ARE  NOT BEING SPENT  IN THE  DIFFERENT DISTRICTS.  AND THEY'VE GOTTEN PRETTY MUCH  A DIRECTIVE  TO SPEND THAT MONEY  IN THE YEAR  THAT THEY  PROGRAMMED IT.  THE COUNTY  OR CITY, A RECIPIENT  IS NOT  ABLE TO SPEND IT AND A  LOT OF FOLKS  DON'T HAVE THE  LOCAL FUNDS TO  MATCH.  THIS PROGRAM IS  A 50% MATCH OF  THE TOTAL PROJECT.  SO JUST LIKE WE SPOKE WE'RE  GOING TO GET INTO THAT  SITUATION IN  THE NEAR FUTURE  THAT WE DON'T HAVE  LOCAL MATCH.  

IN FACT THAT IS SOMETHING WE  HAVE TO PAY ATTENTION TO.  THIS IS HOW WE GET HURT, NOT  HAVING MONEY.  WHEN THEY WOULD ASK US  FOR  SOMETHING LIKE THIS IN THE  FUTURE WE WOULD NOT BE ABLE TO  RESPOND. YOU'RE GOING TO LOSE OUT  ON  OPPORTUNITIES. BUT HEAR, I THINK  JERRY FIGURED  OUT A WAY THAT WE  CAN MOVE  FORWARD. 

 RIGHT.  AND  TRIP IS A PROGRAM THAT IT  HAS TO  BE A MAJOR REGIONAL  FACILITY .  ON   HAL HALLEN BOULEVARD, WE HAD  TO DO A LOT OF CONNECTING TO  GET  IT ELIGIBLE FOR TRIP FUNDS.  

IS THAT TRIP MONEY?  

IT IS.  BUT  THAT AREA IS  MAXED OUT.  MATCHED OUT.  THE OTHER  ONE THAT THEY WERE  LUCKY WE CONVINCED  THEM WAS  REGIONAL IN NATURE IS  ON YOUR  SHEET HERE.  LPGA  BOULEVARD.  OF COURSE  THAT CONNECTS A STATE  ROAD  OVER TO INTERSTATE 95,  THEN  ON AROUND TO U.S. 92.  SO  THAT'S ONE THAT  IS VIRTUALLY  CONSTRUCTION READY.  AND LOIS'S  E-MAIL STRESSES AND  D.O.T. WHEN  I SPOKE TO THEM  YESTERDAY THEY  STRESSED THEY  ARE REALLY LOOKING  FOR ONES  THAT THEY CAN SPEND  IMMEDIATELY. THAT THERE'S NOT A CHANCE  YOU'RE GOING TO FALL INTO THE  SAME SITUATION  THAT YOU CAN'T  MEET  THE  DEADLINES.   

 LPGA IS FULLY FUNDED.  YOU SAID  IT'S A 50/50 MATCH?  

YES.  

I'M LOOKING AT  THIS.  

MORE TRIP COULD BE APPLIED  TO THAT.  

THAT'S WHAT I WAS LOOKING  AT. THE 50/50  ON THAT.  

WE ARE FEELING AS THOUGH WE  OUGHT TO FOCUS ON ONE  PROJECT.  DON'T DILUTE IT.  AND  THE PROJECT THAT ISN'T  FULLY FUNDED  AS WE INITIALLY  THOUGHT IT COULD  BE.  IS THE SOUTH WILLIAMSON  EXTENSION  TO, THAT TWO  AND-A-HALF MILE PROJECT.  

COUNCIL APPROVED AN  AGREEMENT AND AMENDED IT A  NUMBER  OF TIMES.  AS A  FOUR-LANE EXTENSION FROM  WHERE  SOUTH WILLIAMSON ENDS UP  NEAR  AIRPORT ROAD DOWN TO  PIONEER  TRAIL.  WELL, ENVIRONMENTAL REGULATIONS  HAVE  CHANGED, THEY ARE  REQUIRING AS  MUCH AS EIGHT FEET  OF FILL  MATERIAL AND PRICES ARE  GOING UP.  SO AS WE  SPEAK TODAY THE  COUNTY'S  $9.8 MILLION, THAT YOU  COMMITTED TO  THAT  PROJECT, AND   -- IT ISN'T ENOUGH  TO BUILD THE  FOUR-LANE FACILITY.  WE HAVE STARTED LOOKING AT,  WITH THE CONSULTANT, IS IT  ENOUGH TO BUILD A TWO-LANE  FACILITY? WELL WE THOUGHT WITH THIS  OPPORTUNITY COMING, BEING  PRESENTED  RIGHT NOW THAT LET'S  NOT ABANDON  OUR FOUR-LANE  FACILITY. AND LET'S SEE IF WE CAN PUT ALL  OUR EGGS IN ONE BASKET AND GO  AFTER THE FULL FOUR-LANE ROAD.  AND THIS  IS DEFINITELY A  REGIONAL FACILITY, IF YOU CAN  PUT UP THE  MAP.   

YOU'RE TALKING ON THE DOTTED  LINE? 

NO.  THE OVAL.  

OH, THE OVAL.  

IS THIS  PROJECT.  AS YOU  NOW WILLIAMSON BEGINS  WAY UP HERE,  U.S. 40.  COMES DOWN  CROSSES ISB, U.S.  92. THEN  IT  CONNECTS TO DONE  BEVILLE, CROSSES  BEVILLE WHICH  IS 400.  THEN  INTERSECTIONS  WITH  DUNLAUOTO  IN IN PORT ORANGE.  THE DOTTED LINE  IS THE FUTURE  EXTENSION. THAT WOULD  CROSS 44,  INTERCONNECT WITH ANOTHER  STATE  ROAD. THEN FURTHER TO THE  SOUTH,  WOULD INTERSECT AT I-95  AND  STATE ROUTE 442 IN EDGEWATER.  AND THEN AS Y'ALL KNOW THE   

     FARMINGTON AGREEMENT REQUIRES  AN EXTENSION OF THAT SOUTH AND  WEST TO CONNECT TO STATE ROAD  415 IN  THE LONG RANGE FUTURE.  IN THE  

     DELTONA OSTEEN.  YOU HAVE A 42-MILE  REGIONAL  FACILITY AND THIS IS AN  IMPORTANT LINK IN ACHIEVING  THAT. WE BELIEVE IT OUGHT TO BE BUILT  AS A FOUR-LANE THAT SILT TO  START WITH -- FACILITY  TO START  WITH. IT'S NEVER GOING  TO GET ANY  CHEAPER. IF YOU HAVE  TO BUILD IT AS A  TWO-LANE IT'S  GOING TO BE AN  AWFUL LONG TIME  BEFORE THAT  THING IS  EXPANDED.  THE  RECOMMENDATION IS THAT  SOUTH WILLIAMSON  BE A  --  THE CANDIDATE FOR VOLUSIA  COUNTY THAT WE SUBMIT.  WE GOT  A CALL IN TO PORT  ORANGE. I  DON'T BELIEVE THEY HAVE A  CANDIDATE PROJECT AND ASKING TO  SEE IF THEY WILL IN FACT  ENDORSE THIS AS WELL.  AS  A PRIORITY.  IT WOULD BE 50% OF  THE TOTAL  PROJECT COST,  AND BASED ON  ESTIMATES TODAY  THE SHORTFALL  IS  9.8 MILLION.  CITY AND COUNTY  HAVE COMMITTED  ALREADY THROUGH  AGREEMENTS  $10.3 BILLION.  

THANK YOU ARE SIR.  MR. WAGNER?  

SO WHAT DO YOU  NEED FROM US,  AS FAR AS THE  COUNCIL? THAT'S MY  OTHER QUESTION.  

I THINK WHAT WE NEED IS, FOR  THE COUNCIL TO DECIDE ONE, DO  YOU WANT TO SUBMIT   --  LOIS ASKED FOR ANY COMMUNITY  THAT WAS CAPABLE OF SUBMITTING  TO SUBMIT.  SO THAT THEY CAN MOVE  AS  QUICKLY AS POSSIBLE TO SEE IF  THEY CAN GET EXTRA FUNDS IN  THIS COUNTY.  WHAT YOU REALLY NEED TO  TELL ME  TODAY OR  --  TELL ME IS  WHETHER  JERRY CAN  SEND THIS OVER, AS A CANDIDATE  FOR HER TO SUBMIT.  THIS DOESN'T  MEANWHILE GET  ANYTHING BECAUSE  WE DON'T EVEN  KNOW HOW MUCH MONEY  BUT WHAT  SHE'S TELLING US IS THE  FASTER  YOU GET PROJECTS TO QUALIFY  THE  BETTER THERE'S A DEMAND FOR  THEM, THE BETTER OUR SHOT AND  NO ONE KNOWS HOW MUCH MONEY  WILL  BE AVAILABLE, SO WHAT YOU  DO IS  PUT DOWN THE AMOUNT YOU  NEED AND  IN OUR CASE YOU WOULD  BE ARGUING,  OUR MATCH IS ALL  THERE, SO THERE'S  NO EXTRA  MONEY FROM US.  WE WOULD  BE TRYING TO LEVERAGE  OUR MATCH  AND SAYING LOOK, IF  WE DON'T HAVE  ALL THE MONEY IT  WILL GET BUILT  AS A TWO-LANE  ROAD, NOT A FOUR-LANE  ROAD.  THIS WOULD BUILD IT AS A  FOUR-LANE ROAD, IF THEY GAVE UP  ALL THE MONEY.  NO  ONE HAS ANY IDEA IF WE'RE  GOING TO GET THE MONEY.  DO YOU WANT  TO SUBMIT THIS TO  THE  TPO AS A PROJECT FOR THEM  TO SUBMIT  TO THE STATE?  

THE D.O.T., I BELIEVE IT WAS  YESTERDAY THOUGHT THE DECISION  WAS GOING TO BE MADE BEFORE THE  END OF DECEMBER.  SO VERY,  HAVE HE SHORT TIME  FRAME. 

WE NEED TO ACT NOW.  

WE ARE CONSTRUCTION-READY ON  THAT. WE'VE GOT PERMITS IN HAND.  WE'VE GOT ALL THE RIGHT OF WAY,  THE DEVELOPER HAS DONATED 100%  OF THE RIGHT OF  WAY.  IT'S 60% DESIGNED AND  THEY HAVE  SELECTED THREE  DESIGN BUILD  FIRMS  TO COMPETE.  HAVEN'T  REQUESTED THE QUOTES  YET. SO THIS  ONE IS READY.  YOU  COULDN'T GET ANY READIER ON  THIS. THEY HAD ESTABLISHED LESS  THAN  A YEAR TO COMPLETE IT.  THEY WERE ON A VERY FAST TIME  FRAME. SO RFP SAYS IT HAS TO BE  COMPLETED. I THINK THEY EVEN PUT IT AT  EITHER 10 OR 11-MONTH  COMPLETION DATE.  SO YOU COULD BE COMPLETE BEFORE  THE --  NEAR THE END OF  NEXT YEAR.  

THIS IS KIND OF LIKE A MINI  TIGER, ISN'T IT?  TIGER  GRANT.  NOT HAVING TO JUMP THROUGH  AS  MANY HOOPS.  IT'S A GOOD PROJECT.  I'M CERTAINLY GOING TO SUPPORT  IT. I DO HAVE A QUESTION THOUGH.  ON NORTH WILLIAMSON  SOUTH OF  40, I  THINK  IT'S BETWEEN HAND  AND THE POST  OFFICE ON  WILLIAMSON THERE'S A  TWO-LANE  SEGMENT THERE.  I KNOW  IT'S NOT ELIGIBLE BUT  COULD YOU  JUST GIVE ME AN  UPDATE ON WHAT  IS HAPPENING  WITH THAT TWO-LANE  SEGMENT  BECAUSE THAT IS REALLY  THE ONLY  TWO-LANE SEGMENT THAT  WE WILL  HAVE ON  WILLIAMSON THEN.  

THERE'S ANOTHER ONE SOUTH  FROM BEVILLE TO THE PAVILION.  

YOU'RE RIGHT, THERE IS.  

BUT NOT NEARLY AS DEVELOPED  AN AREA.  THE SECTION YOU'RE TALKING  ABOUT. WE ALREADY DID  DESIGN PLANS FOR  THAT. SO WE HAVE  PLANS IN HAND AND I  BELIEVE  WE HAVE ALL THE  PERMITS. WE,  IF YOU RECALL BACK SOME,  YOU WILL  REMEMBER THAT NUMBER  OF YEARS AGO  WE ENTERED INTO  AGREEMENTS PURCHASING  THE  RETENTION PONDS AND  THEY WERE  JOINT USE AGREEMENTS  WITH  CONSOLIDATED --  ALL OF THOSE  ARE, WE HAVE ONE  RETENTION POND  THAT WE WERE NOT  SUCCESSFUL IN  FINDING A GOOD  LOCATION. SO THERE'S  ONE PARCEL, ONE  RETENTION POND  THAT REMAINS.  MR.  DENEEN WAS IN A MEETING  JUST  RECENTLY WITH  FDOT, AND I  BROUGHT THAT TO THE  D.O.T.'S  ATTENTION THAT THAT WAS  A  PROJECT THAT WAS REAL CLOSE TO  BEING  CONSTRUCTION-READY AND WE  WOULD THINK THAT ZONE ONE WOULD  BE ONE  OF THE HIGH PRIORITIES.  

IT REALLY IS.  IT'S ONE OF THOSE  THINGS, IT'S  LIKE, WELL, WHY IS  THIS NOT  DONE? WE NEED TO GET THIS  PIECE DONE.  

THE LAST PROJECT WE WENT  FROM DONE UP  TO LPGA BOULEVARD   -- DUNN  UP  TO LPGA BOULEVARD AND  WE  EXPANDED AND WENT UP ABOUT  1,000 FEET.  THEN YOU DO HAVE  THAT TWO-LANE  SECTION UP  TO HAND.  WE STOP UP THERE AT THE  TECHNOLOGY, DAYTONA STATE  TECHNOLOGY CENTER.  

YEAH.  

OK.  WE ARE WORKING  ON THAT.  D.O.T. IS AWARE OF THAT.  BECAUSE THAT IS REALLY A  RELIEVER PIECE FOR INTERSTATE 4  AND IN  PARTICULAR WE HAVE A LOT  OF  VOLUME ON OUR  SO  YOU  --   -- ABOUT A MILE IT  NARROWS DOWN.  ONE OTHER QUESTION,  I KNOW IT'S  NOT SPECIFIC TO THIS  BUT ARE WE  ABLE TO TALK ABOUT ANY  OTHER  MONEY THAT MIGHT BE COMING  OUR  WAY? ARE  YOU ALLOWED TO TALK ABOUT  THAT? 

WHAT I WOULD LIKE  TO DO, AS  WE FINALIZE, WE UNDERSTAND  THAT  THERE'S OTHER FUNDS  --  IT'S INTERESTING.  I'VE BEEN HERE SEVEN  YEARS AND  ALL OF A SUDDEN  --  

THEY ARE THROWING MONEY  AROUND. 

I WOULD SAY THEY ARE  FRIENDLIER. 

THEY ARE FRIENDLIER.  

WHAT I WOULD LIKE TO DO IS  TO DISCUSS  --  I DON'T THINK WE'RE  REALLY ABLE  TO DISCUSS SOME OF  THAT THIS  MINUTE BUT I WOULD LIKE  TO  BRING THAT FORWARD AND DISCUSS  SOME OF THE  OPPORTUNITIES THAT  FDOT IS GOING  TO AFFORD US AS A  COMMUNITY. HONESTLY, ONE THING I FEEL  JUSTIFIED ABOUT  IN SOME OF THE  MONEY THAT MAYBE  WILL COME OUR  WAY IS THAT WE REALLY  GOT  SHORTED. REALLY BAD  COMPARED TO OTHER  PARTS OF THE  STATE.  AND BEING SUCH A DONOR AS  WE  ARE WITH MONEY WE REALLY GOT  SHORTED. SO I WOULD HOPE THAT  WE WOULD  ARGUE THAT THIS PROJECT,  IF YOU  SUBMIT IT THAT WE OUGHT  TO GET  SOME MONEY BACK BECAUSE  WE  DONATE MORE THAN WE'RE GETTING.  I'LL BRING YOU FORWARD  SOMETHING IN THE FUTURE WHERE  WE'RE GOING  TO DISCUSS  -

CHAIRMAN.  I'LL MOVE  THAT WE FORWARD THIS  TO THE TPO  FOR CONVERSATION.  FOR THEM TO  ADVANCE IT.  IS THAT WHAT I  NEED TO DO?  

THAT'S ALL YOU NEED TO DO.  GIVE IT TO THEM, ADVANCE IT.  

WE HAVE A MOTION ON THE  FLOOR. 

SECOND.  

THANK YOU.  

SORRY ABOUT THAT.   

THAT'S ALL RIGHT.  MISS NORTHY,  MOTION FOR  APPROVAL. IT'S ALL YOURS.  

I WAS JUST TRYING TO CLARIFY  TO MAKE SURE YOU UNDERSTOOD IT  WAS JERRY'S RESPONSIBILITY WHEN  HE FOUND THIS OUT TO COME TO ME  AND MAKE THIS RECOMMENDATION.  HE DID.      1111:30.  MR. PATERSON  IS NOT PRESENT  TODAY SO WE'LL START  WITH   MR. WAGNER.  

THE FELLOW THAT CAME IN  TODAY THAT HAD THE VIDEO LINK  ON THE  MOTORCYCLE.  

YEAH.  

THAT WAS REALLY NEAT.  CAN WE  THOUGHT PUTT THAT AS A  LINK IN  ONE OF OUR OUTGOING  E-MAILS WHEN  WE DO SOMETHING?  DAVE? SOMETHING WHERE IT WOULD  RELATE, I THINK  IT WOULD BE  REALLY NEAT.  I THINK  PEOPLE WOULD LIKE TO  SEAT    -- SEE. THAT THAT IS PERFECT.  AWESOME. THANKS.

WAGNER MENTIONED THE  INDIAN RIVER  LAGOON CASORE SHUM  HAS REQUESTED  THAT EACH COUNTY  PROVIDE AT LEAST  THEIR TOP  THREE  RANKED PROJECTS TO  PROMOTE WATER  QUALITY  IMPROVEMENT WITHIN THE  INDIAN  RIVER LAGOON.  THIS DOCUMENT  IS  --  

KELLY?  THEY JUST DID THIS RIGHT?  

YES.  

JUST REQUESTED THIS?  

YES.  VERY RECENTLY.  IN FACT  THEY SENT AN E-MAIL I  THINK YESTERDAY  SAYING THEY  WANTED TO EXPEDITE  IT AND  ACTUALLY VOTE ON FRIDAY.  

THE REASON I'M SAYING THIS  IS, THIS IS THE KIND OF STUFF  THAT I'M NOT  --  BECAUSE  THIS DOESN'T  --  I'VE HAD NO OPPORTUNITY  TO  BRING THIS TO THE COUNCIL.  SO LET'S MAKE SURE WE'RE  CLARIFIED. WHEN THIS CAME ABOUT.  I TRIED  TO GIVE EVERYTHING OUT  TO THE COUNCIL.  THIS JUST CAME ABOUT.

I SIMPLY CUT AND PASTED THEIR  LIST WITH THEIR SCORES.  WITH A SMALL  SUMMARY ON WHAT  THEIR SCORES MEAN.  WE ADDED ALSO ON THE PUBLIC  WORKS LIST SPECIFICALLY THEY  DID THANK  THEM VERY MUCH  BECAUSE THEY DID  PUT THE  NUMBERS TOGETHER FOR US.  THERE'S A RANGE OF DOING THE  ENGINEERING AND DESIGN FOR THE  HIGHEST PRIORITY  SYSTEMS.  AND THEN A NUMBER, A RANGE  OF  NUMBERS FOR THE ACTUALLY  INSTALLATION AND THEN THERE IS  THE  THIRD PROJECT IS A ROAD AND  DRAINAGE IMPROVEMENT PROJECT  ADJACENT  TO THE INDIAN RIVER  LAGOON. THIS IS A STARTING POINT.  NOT THE END  ALL BE ALL BUT THEY  NEEDED SOMETHING  QUICKLY.  SO THESE WERE PROJECTS  WE KNEE  WHY WEATHER OUT THERE AND  THERE  WAS A NEED SO  WE PUT THEM  TOGETHER. SINCE WE'RE  HEARING A LOT OF  GRANT OPPORTUNITIES  ARISING  WHAT WE WOULD LIKE TO DO  IS DO  THE SAME THING FOR THE ST.  JOHN'S RIVER.  WE SPOKE ABOUT THAT  YESTERDAY  MORNING, THE STAFF.  WE NEED TO FIGURE OUT IF WE'RE  GOING TO DO THE WHOLE ST.  JOHN'S OR  FOCUS IN ON, FOR  EXAMPLE, BLUE  SPRINGS.  WE'LL BE BRINGING THAT  INFORMATION TO YOU AS WELL.  SO THAT EVERYBODY HAS  INFORMATION. WE CAN ALL BE TALKING ABOUT THE  SAME PROJECTS IF THESE ARE THE  PROJECTS THAT YOU ALL PREFER.  

WHAT HAPPENED WAS THE  DIFFERENT FUNDING SOURCES HAVE  ASKED THIS  GROUP NOW, HEY, ARE  THERE  PROJECTS, THINGS YOU WANT  US TO  CONSIDER.  THAT IS WHERE THE GRANTS  COME  IN. AND ASKING ALL THE MEMBERS  TO  COME BACK WITH A  --  SOMETHING. SO IF THE GRANTS ARE AVAILABLE  THEY WOULD DO IT AS A GROUP.  TRY TO HELP EACH OTHER IN  NUMBERS  IS WHAT IT IS.  SO IT'S REALLY ALL  IT IS.  I DIDN'T WANT TO GO AND  --  WITHOUT  SOMETHING.  THAT'S IT.  

CAN I ASK A FOLLOW-UP  QUESTION ON THIS?  

ARE YOU  -  

REALLY QUESTIONING THE  FLOOR, SIR?  

YES, FOLLOW-UP PLEASE.  

MR. WAGNER, DID THEY TALK AT  ALL ABOUT PONCE INLET?  I  HAD GOTTEN SOME E-MAIL FROM  SOMEONE IN BREVARD WHO  INDICATED ONE OF  THEIR PROJECTS  WAS LOOKING AT  AN INLET,  ADDITIONAL INLET AROUND  THE  PONCE INLET AREA.  WE ALL KIND  OF SCRATCHED OUR  HEADS AND SAID  VOLUSIA COUNTY   --  

I HAVE NOT HEARD THAT.  

OK.  

THE  ONLY DISCUSSION WE HAD  -- I GUESS  WE'RE AT THE TOP, SO  PONS DOES  KIND OF START  IT, AND  I HAVEN'T HEARD ANYTHING.  AS A SURFER MY EARS  WOULD HAVE  PERKED UP SO QUICK.  NOT JUST AS A COUNCIL MEMBER,  IT WOULD HAVE BEEN SHOCKING TO  ME. I DON'T KNOW HOW YOU WOULD GET  THAT --  I DON'T KNOW HOW THAT  WOULD  EVER --  UNLESS A HURRICANE  CREATED IT  AND THEN THEY WOULD  PROBABLY  PUT IT BACK.  SO I DON'T  KNOW, OR AT LEAST  TRY. YEAH, IF  YOU COULD FORWARD ME  THOSE E-MAILS.  

I WILL.  

THAT WOULD BE  AWESOME.  

MISS DENYS, YOU WILL BE  COMING UP FOR COMMENT IN A  MINUTE. BUT YOU HAVE A COMMENT ON THIS  PARTICULAR ISSUE IN  

YES.  

PLEASE.  

ON THIS I'M LOOKING AT THE  FIRST PARAGRAPH WHERE WE USE  LOCAL  PLANNERS, ELECTED  OFFICIALS. I'M ASSUMING THIS IS OBVIOUSLY,  THE BULK IS SOUTHEAST VOLUSIA.  YOU HAD INPUT FROM THE CITY OF  OAK HILL.  I'M ASSUMING IN YOUR  ORGANIZATION, JOSH, IN IN  MEETING?

ARE YOU COMPLETE?  

IT'S OK?  OK. THERE'S AN  ISSUE THAT KEEPS  COMING UP.  IT CAME UP  FIVE YEARS WHEN I  CAME ON COUNCIL.  

WAIT, MR. DANIEL, DID YOU  WANT TO COMMENT -  

NO.  IT GOT APPROVAL, DID IT  NOT?  I WAS JUST GOING TO -  

GIVE A MOTION?  

WHAT I WAS GOING TO DO WAS  THE --  I JUST WANTED TO BACK UP WHAT  MR. WAGNER WAS  SAYING, THAT THE  INDIAN  RIVER LAGOON  

     ESTUARY  PROGRAM ADVISORY BOARD  ASKED  THE GROUP TO COME UP WITH  THIS  LIST AT THE LAST MEETING.  THAT GROUP IS GOING TO WEIGH IN  AND BE SUPPORTIVE OF THE  LOBBYING EFFORT TO GET THIS  MONEY OUT OF  WASHINGTON.  SO INDEED THEY WERE  ASKED TO DO  IT. AT FIRST  GLANCE THE PROJECTS WE  HAVE LISTED  HERE ARE GOOD  PROJECTS. THAT'S  ALL I HAVE TO SAY.  THANK  YOU.  

I GUESS BEFORE WE GO TOO  MUCH FARTHER ARE ALL IN AGREANS  THAT THIS IS ACCEPTABLE FOR HIM  TO  PRESENT?  

 YEAH.  

DO WE NEED A MOTION?  

NO, JUST UNANIMOUS  AGREEMENT. THANK YOU.  

WANT TO MAKE SURE  WE  FINALIZE THAT.  FURTHER COMMENT?  

AN ISSUE HAS COME UP, IT'S  THE ISSUE FOR EVERYONE THAT  GOES TO  THE BEACH THAT SURFS OR  FISHES. WITH THE PIER ZONING, I KNOW A  LOT OF PEOPLE HAVE BEEN GETTING  THE E-MAILS FROM THE MOTHER  THAT WAS DISTRAUGHT ON HOW THE  DAUGHTER'S SITUATION WAS  HANDLES. WHAT I SPOKE TO GEORGE ABOUT  WAS THE POSSIBILITY THAT THE  LAST  TIME IT CAME UP IT WAS  AWFUL. WERE  YOU HERE?  THAT WAS A LITTLE BEFORE  YOU,  RIGHT JOYCE?  WE DIDN'T DISCUSS  THE PIER  ZONES. THAT WAS A YEAR  BEFORE YOU  CAME. IT WAS NOT PLEASANT.  THE ONLY WAY I COULD SEE AS  REALLY TRYING TO DO SOMETHING  IS HAVE  SOME SORT OF COMMITTEE  GET SOME  FISHERMEN TOGETHER.  THE PIER OWNERS  TOGETHER THAT  WOULD INCLUDE DAYTONA  BEACH AND  THE SUN  GLOW PIER.  AND TRY TO FIGURE OUT  A WAY IS  THERE AN ALTERNATIVE WAY  OF  DOING IT THAT WOULD MAKE  EVERYONE HAPPY.  BECAUSE I KNOW  THIS ISSUE IS  COMING BACK.  IN  SOME FORM.  I WOULD RATHER DEAL  WITH IT  HEAD ON THAN HAVE SOMEONE  ELSE  DEAL WITH IT FOR US.  I  DON'T WANT TO BE ON THE  COMMITTEE. I THOUGHT ABOUT IT.  I THINK IT  WOULD PUT ME IN A  WEIRD POSITION.  BECAUSE I'M BIASED.  I  AM.  SO I DON'T THINK  --  

WE NEVER EVEN GO TO THE  BEACH. 

REALLY?  

REALLY.  I LIVE IN VOLUSIA COUNTY.  I NEVER GO TO THE BEACH.  

PERFECT.  

AND DEB DOESN'T GO TO THE  BEACH EITHER.  

YEAH.  

SHE SAYS I DON'T EVEN WALK  ON THE BEACH.  

KEEP TALKING.  

SEE?  WE HAVE THREE OF US RIGHT  HERE.  

I THINK IT'S SOMETHING WE  SHOULD CONSIDER THINKING  ABOUT.  IT'S GOING TO COME BACK.  SO I JUST WOULD RATHER DEAL  WITH IT THIS WAY.  I THINK IT MAKES  SENSE IF YOU  GUYS AGREE,  LIKE I SAID.  I COULD ON THE COMMITTEE  BUT  I'M NOT GOING TO PROVIDE MUCH.  I WOULD RATHER SOMEONE JUST  FACILITATE THE PUBLIC AS YOU  HAVE. DID YOU  GUYS GET THE E-MAILS?  

NO.  

WHAT HAPPENED, A 17-YEAR-OLD  SURFER WHO, SHE WAS SURFING  INSIDE THE ZONE, AND  INSTEAD OF  ARRESTING HER WHICH  COULD BE  DONE THEY GAVE HER A TRESPASS  WARNING FROM THAT AREA OF THE  BEACH. PERSONALLY, I THINK MY PERSONAL  VIEW IS I ACTUALLY LIKED THE  FACT THAT THEY DID THAT  CREATIVELY  RATHER THAN AN  ARREST. 

I AGREE.  

WE'RE TALKING YEARS AND  YEARS AGO WHERE SURFERS WERE  GETTING HANDCUFFED TO THE PIER  POLE. WHILE PARENTS WERE CALLED.  IT WAS A  BAD SITUATION.  I GREW UP IN THAT  SITUATION.  I CAN TELL YOU  -- 

WAS IT YOU?  

I NEVER HAD TO DO THAT BUT I  DID CHARGE THE PIER AT  DIFFERENT TIMES TO GIVE MY  VIEWS  TO FISHERMEN.  THOSE DAYS LUCKILY  THE PIER,  AND I'LL TALK ABOUT THE  SUN  GLOW PIER, IT'S BEEN REALLY  THE  BIG PIER AS OF LATELY, THEY  HAVE DONE AN EXCEPTIONAL JOB TO  CHANGE THE MINDSET OF THE  FISHER MELBOURNE AS WELL --  FISHERMEN AS WELL.  I APPRECIATE THE CHANGES  THEY'VE MADE.  THAT SAID THERE'S  STILL THIS  CONFLICT. IT'S  NOT ENDING.  IT SEEMS SILLY WE EVEN  HAVE TO  HAVE THE CONVERSATION BUT  IT'S  SOMETHING THAT COMES UP OVEN.  I THINK WE  --  OFTEN. I  THINK WE SHOULD DEAL WITH IT  IN A WAY THAT IS MORE PROACTIVE  THAN REACTIVE, THAT IS WHY I  THINK  A SUBCOMMITTEE MAY MAKE  SENSE. NOTHING MAY COME FROM IT BUT  SIMPLY USING  THE BEACH, MAYBE  THE BEACH HEADQUARTERS  AND  HAVING AN OPEN MEETING AND  OPEN  DISCUSSION, TO INVITE THE  PIER  OWNERS, TO HAVE A DISCUSSION  WITH SOME OF THE FISHERMEN AND  SOME OF THE SURFERS THAT I  THINK, CAN I GET ONES IN THERE,  LIKE JIM MORRIS IS A PERFECT  EXAMPLE OF SOMEONE WHO CAN GO  IN THERE  AND BE LEVEL-HEADED  AND NOT LET  EMOTIONS GET  CARRIED AWAY AND SAY  THINGS.  

IF THE COUNCIL WOULD LIKE TO  DO SOMETHING I APPRECIATE THE  ISSUES THAT MR. WAGNER IS  TALKING ABOUT.  I DO THINK THAT IF YOU GET  PEOPLE TOGETHER SOMETHING MAY  COME OUT  OF IT.  I DON'T THINK IT WILL BE  SOMETHING THAT EVERYBODY LOVES  BY NO MEANS.  YOU COULD GET SOME  KIND OF  MUTUAL -  

A PEACE AGREEMENT.  

YEAH, A SORT  OF MUTUAL  DETANTE  MAYBE.  [LIGHT LAUGHTER]   

NO, REALLY.  THAT'S WHERE WE  ARE AT.  I REALLY WANT TO SAY, I  WANT TO  GO ON THE RECORD HERE.  OUR PEOPLE DID, I THOUGHT THE  RIGHT THING IN A VERY  PROACTIVE, SORT OF DISNEY-LIKE  APPROACH TO DEAL WITH THIS  ISSUE WHEN THIS WAS AN ISSUE  WHERE  THIS PERSON HAD DONE THIS  MULTIPLE TIMES.  THE PARENTS NEED TO GET  A GRIP.  THEIR KID DOES SOME  THINGS, OK?  I THINK WE HANDLED  THAT  CORRECTLY. THAT DOESN'T MEAN  THERE ARE NOT  ISSUES. THIS IS ONE  TIME THAT, AND I'M  GOING TO TAKE  DIRECTION FROM  THE COUNCIL, IF  YOU WOULD LIKE  US TO DO SOMETHING,  WE CAN DO  SOMETHING. I THINK MY  STAFF IS VERY  PROFESSIONAL IN HANDSELING.  THIS IS ONE TIME WHERE MAYBE IT  WOULDN'T HURT TO USE SOMEBODY  AS A SORT OF NEUTRAL  --  NOT  ARBITRATOR BUT A SORT OF  FACILITATOR. WHAT I WOULD WANT THOUGH IS YOU  CAN HAVE THE PIER OWNERS BUT  YOU HAVE TO HAVE SOMEBODY THAT  WOULD REPRESENT THE FISHER  MELBOURNE, REPRESENT THE  SURFERS. NOT JUST  SOMEONE, ONE OR TWO  PEOPLE WITH  THEIR OWN IDEAS.  SOMEONE THAT WOULD  LOOK FOR THE  GROUP. IF THEY WOULD  LIKE WE COULD GET  THE PEOPLE TOGETHER  AND REVISIT  WHAT THE RULES ARE,  HOW WE  HANDLELE EVERYTHING.  IF THE COUNCIL WANTS ME TO DO  THAT, THAT WOULD BE MY  SUGGESTION ON  HOW TO DO IT.  I THINK MY STAFF  WOULD BE FINE  WITH DOING THAT.  I FEEL MORE COMFORTABLE NOW  WITH THE STAFF I HAVE OUT THERE  WITH THE MANAGEMENT I HAVE THAN  I EVER  HAVE BEFORE.  THAT WE COULD FIND  WAYS,  BECAUSE I THINK WE'RE REALLY  TRYING FOR NEW WAYS TO HANDLE  THESE KINDS OF ISSUES.  I WAS PLEASED  WITH HOW THEY ARE  DOING IT.  I  AGREE, IN THE OLD DAYS IT  WOULD HAVE BEEN TOTALLY  DIFFERENTLY. BUT I NEED TO HEAR  FROM THE  COUNCIL. IF THEY WOULD  LIKE US TO DO  THAT. IT'S SOMETHING  I CAN DO  INTERNALLY, YOU  ALL KNOW, IN  SOME WAYS I THINK  IT WOULD BE  BETTER IF THERE WERE  NOT  --  I THINK FOR COUNCIL MEMBERS  MAYBE TO OBSERVE BUT I DON'T  THINK YOU WANT TO BE IN THE  MIDDLE OF  THAT.  

I DON'T.  

I WOULD LIKE TO HAVE  REPRESENTATIVES OF THE FISHING  COMMUNITY. I'LL TELL YOU WHY, IT GOES  BEYOND SOMETHING  YOU SAID.  WE ALSO HAVE THE ISSUE  ABOUT,  WIMP I WOULD LIKE TO CLARIFY,  ABOUT PEOPLE FISHING ON THE  BEACH AND THEN FEELING LIKE WE  SHOVE SHEM THEM OUT OF THE  ROAD. THERE ARE PEOPLE WITH THAT  ISSUE TOO.  MAYBE WE CAN ADDRESS THEM ALL  AT ONCE.  I COULD SEE US  DOING, MAYBE WE  CAN HAVE A NEW  REFRESHED LOOK  AT OUR RULES TO  MAKE SURE THEY  ARE UP TO DATE.  I NEED TO KNOW IF THE COUNCIL  WANTS TO GO DOWN THIS PATH.  IF THEY  WANT ME TO I THINK I  CAN PROBABLY  MAKE SOMETHING  WORK THAT AT LEAST  WE WOULD  HAVE A SHOT AT TRYING  TO HAVE  MAYBE RULES  LOOKED AT.  

LET ME BE THE FIRST TO SAY I  WOULD BE ON BOARD WITH THAT.  

MAKES SENSE  I WANT TO MAKE SURE  I PUT ON  THE RECORD AGAIN I THOUGHT  THE  OFFICER HANDLED IT RIGHT AN  I  LET GEORGE KNOW AND PUT IT IN  AN E-MAIL.  I REALLY DID.  

I THINK HE DID.   

I WANTED TO MAKE SURE I  BACKED THAT UP.  I THOUGHT IT WAS A TREATIVE  WAY  TO HAND  --  CREATIVE WAY TO  HANDLE THE  SITUATION. I LIKE  JIM'S PROPOSAL ON  HANDLING THAT  IN THAT MANNER.  IT MAY BE NOTHING.  

THIS THING ABOUT THE  FISHERMEN THOUGH, I DON'T GET  THAT MANY  THINGS FROM THE BEACH  THAT OFTEN.  I'VE GOT A COUPLE OF THESE NOW  WITH PEOPLE WHO ARE FISHING  THAT REALLY, THERE'S THIS  CONFLICT  BETWEEN WHETHER WE'RE  MAKING THEM  MOVE AND  --  SO I ACTUALLY HAVE  THAT ISSUE.  THAT I LIKE MY STAFF  TO LOOK AT  A LITTLE CLOSER.  

BY THE WAY, FOR ANYBODY WHO  GOT THE DUNBAR E-MAILS,  GEORGE?  GEORGE? IS THERE AN UPDATE  ON THE GIRL  NOW? SHE WAS OUT  SURFING YESTERDAY  IN REALLY BAD  SURF.  WAS UP BY THE INLET.  SHE HAD A BAD WIPEOUT.  SHE HAD TO  BE RESCUED FROM THE  WATER. SHE  WAS AT THE HOSPITAL.  

I'M NOT SURE I WANT TO GET  INTO THAT.  THAT WAS  NOT OUR  -  

I JUST WANTED TO  --  LET HIM  KNOW.  

YES, SHE WAS  --  SHE GOT PULLED  OUT BY HER  BOYFRIEND. ROUGH  SURF.  THEY WERE TRYING TO SURF  IN  THIS STUFF.  

YEAH, CRAZY STUFF.  MISS  NORTHEY?  

THANK YOU.  I GUESS A COUPLE  OF QUESTIONS.  I'M ALL FOR COMMUNITY  INVOLVEMENT BUT I'M TRYING TO  DETERMINE WHETHER THIS IS A, A  REAL PROBLEM  AGAIN.  I KNOW WE HAD, IT'S A PROBLEM  -- IT WAS A PROBLEM SOME TIME  AGO  BUT SEEMED LIKE WE TOOK A  DIFFERENT APPROACH AND WE'VE  NOT HAD THOSE  ISSUES.  I UNDERSTAND WE'VE HAD  THIS ONE  PARTICULAR ISSUE.  BUT I DO THINK, I AGREE WITH  MR. WAGNER,  I THINK WE HANDLED  IT APPROPRIATELY  AND SO I JUST  WANT TO BE SURE THAT  WE'RE NOT  OPENING UP A CAN OF WORMS  THAT  DOESN'T NEED TO BE OPENED  UP.  THAT WOULD BE MY ONLY THOUGHT  ABOUT IT.  IS THAT,  REALLY, NECESSARY OR  WAS THIS AN  INCIDENT THAT JUST  HAPPENED  AND IS HANDLED NOW?  AND WE NEED  TO, MAYBE JUST MOVE  ON? FROM  HERE?  BUT IF WE DO DECIDE TO DO  IT I  THINK WE SHOULD INCLUDE THE  HALIFAX FISHING  CLUB.  

I WENT OUT THERE AND LOOKED  AT THIS THING.  I MADE THE SUGGESTION  TO THE  MANAGER AND TO GEORGE,  SOMETIMES IT MIGHT BE NOTHING  MORE SIMPLE THAN JUST PAINTING  THE  POLLS ORANGE SO YOU CAN SEE  THEM A LITTLE CLEARER.  THEY SEE  THEM?  

THEY SEE THEM, TRUST ME.  WE  KNOW THEY ARE THERE.  AND I DO  SAY  WE.  

I DIDN'T EVEN KNOW WHAT THE  POLE WAS THERE FOR.  TO BE HONEST WITH  YOU.  I THOUGHT IT WAS JUST A PLACE  WHERE THEY MARKED THE HIGH  WATER. I DIDN'T KNOW.  MISS  CUSACK?  

THANK YOU, MR. CHAIR.  I WOULD  BE IN AGREEMENT OF  FOREMAN OF SOME TYPE OF GROUP  TO LOOK AT THAT.  IF THERE ARE NO  PROBLEMS IT  COULD BE VERY WELL  AN UPDATE AS  TO WHERE WE ARE.  AND HOW WE'LL DEAL WITH  IT.  I  DON'T THINK  --  MAYBE THE TIME  HAS COME THAT WE  NEED TO HAVE A  DISCUSSION TO  MAKE SURE THAT THINGS  ARE  PROCEEDING IN THE WAY WE WANT,  THEN PEOPLE CAN BIND TO THAT.  IF THEY ARE NOT THEN WE WILL  HAVE SOME INPUT FROM THOSE  INTERESTED PARTIES.  SO I WOULD BE  IN FAVOR OF  PROCEEDING WITH SOME  TYPE OF  DISCUSSION. 

 OK.  WE'RE JUST GOING TO HAVE TO  PUT  THIS TO A VOTE.  ALL THOSE  THAT WOULD LIKE TO GO  AHEAD AND  HAVE THIS COMMITTEE,  JUST RAISE  YOUR HANDS SO WE CAN  GET A QUICK  HEAD COUNT?  ONE, TWO, THREE,  FOUR,  PFEIFFER.  -- FIVE. YOU'RE OPPOSED?  OK. FOR THE RECORD MR.  PATERSON IS  NOT HERE.  MISS  NORTHEY VOTED AGAINST THE  SETTLING OF THIS COMMITTEE.  AND OTHER COUNCIL  MEMBERS ALL  VOTED TO ASSEMBLE THE  COMMITTEE. SO WE'LL START GETTING  9  COMMITTEE TOGETHER.  ANYTHING ELSE, MR.  WAGNER?  

THAT COMPLETES MINE.  

OK.  WE HAVE FOUR MINUTES UNTIL  OUR  TIME SPECIFIC SO WE'LL JUST  GO  TO THE NEXT  ONE.  MS. CUSACK,  ANY COMMENTS?  

THANK YOU, MR. CHAIR.  I HAVE  NO COMMENTS  TODAY.  WE'VE HAD A PRETTY SUCCESSFUL  MORNING. 

I THINK IT HAS BEEN.  

THANK YOU.  

OK, MR. DANIELS, I'M GOING  TO GIVE YOU THREE MINUTES.  >> I  KNOW ONE.  MISS  DENYS.  

I'LL TAKE THE THREE MINUTES,  MR. CHAIR.  

YOU WOULD.  

A COUPLE OF THINGS HERE.  FIRST OF ALL, FORMER COUNTY  COUNCIL MEMBER JOY ALEXANDER  CALLED AND SHE SAID DEB, YOU  KNOW, IT  HAS BEEN A TRADITION  WITH THE COUNCIL  AND SHE HAS  BEEN THE FORMER REPRESENTATIVE,  REPRESENTING US AT  THE COUNTY  FAIR IN BIDDING  AT THE  LIVESTOCK AUCTION.  SO SHE  HAS AGREED TO GO WITH ME  TO TEACH  ME  THE PROCESS, AND  HOWEVER LONG THAT  TAKES.  BEING FROM INDIANA I MIGHT  BE A  LITTLE COMFORTABLE WITH THIS.  ANYWAY, NEEDLESS TO SAY I NEED  TO KNOW FROM MY COLLEAGUES THAT  THIS IS SOMETHING YOU WANT TO  PURSUE AGAIN.  BUT ACTUALLY MR. DANIELS,  WE  WERE THINKING ABOUT YOU BECAUSE  SEVERAL MONTHS AGO YOU SAID I  DON'T EVEN KNOW WHAT THE ISSUE  WAS,  WE WERE SUPPOSED TO BUY  LIPSTICK, PUT IT ON A PIG.  WE DIDN'T EVEN  HAVE THE PIG.  [ LAUGHTER ]   

YEAH, WE COULD HAVE A MASCOT  NOW. THAT WOULD BE  GREAT.  

WE'RE GOING TO BUTCHER THIS  ONE. 

YOU CAN'T DO THAT TO OUR  MASCOT. [ LAUGHTER ]   

I WILL GET YOU A LITTLE  SUCKLING IF YOU WOULD LIKE ONE.  JUST A  LITTLE BITTY SUCKER LIKE  THAT. 

TO RUN AROUND CHAMBERS.  

NO PROBLEM.  

THEY CAN BE HOUSE-TRAINED.  

SO LET'S TALK ABOUT   --  TALK ABOUT TOO MUCH  INFORMATION. BUT I NEED  TO KNOW IF MY  COLLEAGUES WOULD  LIKE TO COUNT  ME IN.  

WE'RE HAPPY TO REPRESENT YOU  IN BID AND HOWEVER THE PROCESS  WORKS FOR AS LONG AS IT TAKES.  

IT'S JUST THE COUNCIL  --  SO THE COUNCIL MEMBERS KNOW, IT  ENDS UP BEING ABOUT $130  TO  $150 EACH.  OUT OF OUR PERSONAL  MONEY.  COUNCIL, JOEY MADE IT SEEM  LIKE  WE'VE BEEN DOING IT FOREVER  AND  NO ONE COULD SAY NO.  

SHE'S STILL DOING IT.  IT'S REALLY  A GOOD CAUSE.  IT'S A HOLIDAY SEASON  AND I  THINK WE SHOULD DO IT AGAIN.  

BUT I WANT TO, DEFINITELY,  SHE'S TEACHING YOU, BE  SKEPTICAL BECAUSE  I THINK SHE  PUSHED IT A LITTLE  HIGHER JUST  TO GET IT UP THERE.  

THERE WAS ONE TIME WHEN WE  WERE OUT THERE AND BIDDING  AGAINST  OURSELVES.  BECAUSE ONE OF THE   --  TRULY, ONE OF THE FAIR BOARD  OF  DIRECTORS WAS, HE WAS GOING  TO  HELP US.  HE WAS OUT IN THE  AUDIENCE AND  JOEY AND I WERE UP  IN THE  STANDS AND DIDN'T SEE MIKE.  WE SAID OH, MY GOD, OUR PIG IS  UP, WE HAVE TO BID.  WE'RE BIDDING,  MIKE IS IN THE  AUDIENCE BIDDING.  FINALLY WE GOT TO THE NUMBER WE  AGREED ON ON AND SAID WHAT DO  WE DO?  WELL JOEY WENT A LITTLE HIGHER.  THEN SAID WE HAVE TO STOP.  THEN MIKE BID AND HE WAS  LAUGHING LIKE  HELL AT US.  HE KNEW EXACTLY WHAT  HE WAS  DOING. SO YES.  

WE'RE WATCHING BECAUSE YOU  CAN REALLY  --  . 

YES.  

WATCH  JOEY.  

YEAH, WATCH  HER.  

GIVE UP AN EVENING AND GO TO  THE FAIR.  

JUST KILL YOU.  

IT'S FUN.  IT IS FUN.  

JUST TWO OF US, THAT ENDS UP  BEING A BIG  BILL.  

YOU'RE ALL WELCOME TO JOIN  US. WE CAN SAVE SEATS IN THE  STANDS. 

THEN WE USUALLY DONATE THE  FOOD TO TWO DIFFERENT FOOD  BANKS. 

IF THAT'S OK.  SHE ALSO SAID  THAT COUNCIL  WOULD DECIDE WHICH  PART OF THE  DISTRICT WAS REPRESENTED.  I SAID WELL IF I'M THE FIRST  ONE OUT THIS TIME I'M GOING TO  FIND SOMEBODY ON THE EAST SIDE  WITH ALL DUE RESPECT.  Y'ALL CAN DECIDE  NEXT YEAR WHO  IS GOING TO GO, HOW  WE  DO IT.  

WHERE DID IT GO LAST TIME?  

I HAVE NO CLUE.  I THINK  IT WENT TO  --  H.U.M. 

THE CONTRIBUTION?  

THE STUDENT.  

OH, THE STUDENT.   

USUALLY WE LET ONE OF THE  FAIR GUYS GIVE US AN IDEA.  THEY  WOULD USUALLY PICK  SOMEBODY. SOMEBODY IN NEED.  

I'LL TAKE JOEY'S DIRECTION.  WE'LL FIGURE IT OUT.  

IT DOESN'T MATTERS TO ME WHO  WE PICK.  

I'M COOL.  

EVERYBODY'S IN?  

I'M IN.  

ALL RIGHT.  GOOD. OK. 

ARE  WE VOTING FOR PATTERSON?  

SOMEONE MAY WANT TO CONTACT  PAT. 

HE'S THE RICHEST ON THE  COUNCIL. HE'S IN.  

WE JUST TOLD HIM HE'S IN.  SO LET IT BE.  

I'M SURE HE'S LISTENING.  WRITE IT DOWN, PAT.  OTHER  ISSUE, JUST FOR  INFORMATION PURPOSES,  NEXT  WEDNESDAY, IT HAS  BEEN REPORTED  THAT GEORGE CLOONEY  IS GOING TO  BE ON CANAL  STREET FILMING IN  NEW SMYRNA BEACH.  IT'S THE TRUTH.  SO EASY ON  THE EYES.  

HE'S DREAMY.  

I CLEARED MY CALENDAR.  I'M GOING  TO BE HAVING  BREAKFAST, LUNCH  AND HAPPY HOUR  PROBABLY ON CANAL  STREET  WEDNESDAY. 

IS IT ONLY A HAPPY HOUR?  OR  WILL IT BE MANY HOURS?  

CAN WE DO SOMETHING FUN?  SINCE HE'S GOING TO BE HERE  LET'S DO  A PROCLAMATION CALLED  GEORGE CLOONEY  DAY.  

THERE YOU GO.  

I THINK THAT WOULD BE PRETTY  COOL. 

I NEED A PIN  TOO, JOYCE.  

YOU KNOW WHAT, LADIES?  LADIES. I THINK THE THREE PEOPLE THAT  ARE GOING TO THIS PROCLAMATION.  

LADIES, LADIES.  I THINK I MIGHT  HAVE TO READ  THE  PROCLAMATION HERE.  

I THINK IT WOULD BE A NICE  ADDED TOUCH TO MAKE IT GEORGE  CLOONEY DAY WHILE HE'S HERE.  I DON'T SEE  WHY THERE'S ANY  PROBLEM WITH THAT.  

IT'S IN MY  -  

IT SOUNDS LIKE AN EXCUSE TO  ME. 

I MAKE A MOTION THAT THE  DAY, WHATEVER DAY THAT IS,  WE'LL GO  AHEAD AND MAKE IT  GEORGE CLOONEY  DAY.  AND PAT KUHNE CAN GET  IT  STARTED. 

IS IT GOOD TO GO?  WE KNOW THE  DATE?  

WEDNESDAY.  

NEXT  WEDNESDAY.  

ANY PARTICULAR TIME?  

SOME OF THE STUFF IS PRETTY  CLOSE TO THE VEST AS FAR AS  --  FOR  OBVIOUS REASONS.  

I'LL SEE WHAT I CAN FIND  OUT. I HAVE A CONNECTION OR TWO  THERE. ANYTHING ELSE?  

THE MANAGER HAS MADE THE  EXECUTIVE DECISION SO THE ONLY  WAY YOU GET  THE PROCLAMATION IS  IF I GET TO  PRESENT IT.  

GOOD ONE.  

WAIT A MINUTE.  HOLD ON A SECOND  HERE.  LET ME LOOK UP THAT  --  LET ME LOOK UP THAT  --  LET ME LOOK  UP THAT IN THE  COUNTY CHARTER HERE.  

PUT THAT IN  MOTION.  HAS TO BE PRESENTED BY  A  COUNCIL PERSON.  

I THINK THERE'S THREE, TWO  ON EITHER SIDE OF ME AND ONE ON  THE 

     END.  SOUNDS FAIR TO ME.  

I THINK IT SOUNDS  VERY  FAIR.   

I'LL BRING HIS SECURITY FOR  HIM. ANYTHING ELSE, MISS DENYS SO WE  CAN MOVE ALONG WITH OUR 11:30?  

YES, QUICKLY -  

WAIT, WE HAVE A MOTION.  A MOTION  FOR THE PROCLAMATION.  I STILL NEED  A SECOND.  

I SECONDED IT.  

MISS NORTHEY DID SECOND  THAT. 

WITH GLEE.  

SHE WAS GLEEING ALONG.  ALL THOSE  IN FAVOR SIGNIFIED BY  AYE. ALL  THOSE  OPPOSED.  I HOPE HE'S VERY HAPPY  FOR  THIS. WE JUST PROCLAIMED THAT,  WHATEVER DAY IT IS  --  WAIT A  MINUTE, THAT WOULD BE  THE 13th  OF NOVEMBER, GEORGE  CLOONEY DAY.  OH, BOY.  

I THINK WE SHOULD CELEBRATE.  

WE WILL IF WE CAN GET TO THE  NEXT AGENDA ITEM.  AND WE'LL GET  OUT OF HERE EARLY  AND THEN YOU  CAN CELEBRATE ALL  DAY. 

WOULD YOU LIKE ME TO DELAY  UNTIL LATER?  THERE'S TWO MORE QUICK  --  

YOU'RE IN THE MIDDLE.  KEEP ROLLING.  

I SENT OUT AN E-MAIL EARLIER  LAST WEEK WITH THE SUGGESTION  THAT WE POSSIBLY DELAY OUR  WORKSHOP ON A STRATEGIC PLAN TO  THE FIRST  QUARTER OF 2014.  FOR THE SIMPLE  REASON THAT I  THINK GOING FORWARD  AS A  COUNCIL THERE'S A LOT OF GOOD  IDEAS THAT ARE OUT THERE AND I  THINK IT WOULD BEHOOVE ALL OF  US TO HAVE THE BEST ATMOSPHERE  TO PRESENT IDEAS AND FOR FREE  DISCUSSION OF THOSE IDEAS.  SO I  WOULD LIKE TO SUGGEST A  DELAY UNTIL  AT LEAST THE FIRST  QUARTER OF 2014.  UNTIL WE CAN GET SOME OF THESE  OTHER ISSUES BEHIND US AND MOVE  FORWARD. 

ARE YOU MAKING THE MOTION,  MADAM? 

I AM.  

SECOND.  

I HAVE A SECOND.  I HAVE A MOTION  TO DELAY  STRATEGIC PLAN UNTIL AFTER  --  OR? 

NO TIME CERTAIN JUST FIRST  QUARTER OF 2014.  SO WE  CAN MOVE FORWARD.  CLEAN SLATE.  

MISS NORTHEY?  ANY OTHER DISCUSSION  ON THAT  ISSUE? ALL  THOSE IN FAVOR SIGNIFY BY  AYE. 

AYE.  

ALL THOSE OPPOSED.  ALL APPROVED.  MR. PATTERSON IS  NOT PRESENT.  

ONE MORE QUESTION,   MR. MANAGER,  CAME UP TODAY.  I'M LOOKING AT THE  AGENDA AND  DIDN'T SEE ANYTHING  BUT I WAS  LOOKING, TO APPROVE THE  MINUTES  THINKING WE DON'T HAVE  MINUTES.  WE DIDN'T HAVE MINUTES  AT THE  LAST MEETING EITHER.  WHEN I WENT ON-LINE THE LAST  MINUTES POSTED ARE FROM OUR  AUGUST 8th  MEETING.  

WE HAVE SINCE MOVED UP ON  THAT. I'VE TALKED TO CINDY ABOUT  THAT. WE HAD SOME ISSUES IN TERMS OF  WHO WAS AVAILABLE TO DO THEM.  I HAVE NOW TOLD  THEM THAT  BECAUSE OF THE WORK LOAD  AND  PEOPLE GET SICK OR ON VACATION  THAT I'M NOW AUTHORIZING THEM  TO ACTUALLY LOOK INTO HIRING A  FIRM TO HELP US KEEP UP ON THE  MINUTES. I ALREADY NOTICED THAT WE WERE  GETTING REALLY GOOD AT STAYING  UP. AT THE END OF THE MEETING.  

NO.  THIS IS YOUR TIME.  

I'M GOING TO RESERVE THE  RIGHT. 

YOU DO NOT GET TO RESERVE  THAT 

     RIGHT.  

CAN WE VOTE ON THAT.  [ LAUGHTER ]   

OK.     

OF COURSE.  I'M ALWAYS OPEN TO  DISCUSSION.  ALL RIGHT, MOVING ALONG.  ITEM NUMBER 6  --  

ARE YOU DONE WITH YOUR  COMMENTS? 

I AM, SIR.  

THANK YOU.  

OPEN ORDER OF BUSINESS,  PUBLIC HEARING  ORDINANCE,  2013/19, TRANSFERRING  COASTAL  DIVISION TO PUBLIC WORKS  DEPARTMENT. MARIAN CONNORS?  

THANK YOU, MR. CHAIR.  THIS IS  A FOLLOW-UP.  

IDENTIFY AND  -  

MARIAN CONNORS, DEPUTY  COUNTY MANAGER.  

THANK YOU.  

THIS IS THE ORDINANCE TO  IMPLEMENT THE PROPOSAL WE  BROUGHT BEFORE COUNCIL IN THE  LAST  MEETING.  IT'S A REORGANIZATION  THAT  MOVES THE COASTAL  DIVISION FROM  AIRPORT AND ECONOMIC  DEVELOPMENT INTO PUBLIC WORKS.  OUR REASONING FOR THIS IS THAT  THE COASTAL DIVISION WAS  ORIGINALLY, JUST THE PORT  AUTHORITY. THEN AS IT BECAME THE COASTAL  DIVISION IT ASSUMED A NUMBER OF  OPERATIONAL FUNCTIONS.  THOSE  FUNCTIONS WHICH ARE DAY  TO DAY  OPERATIONS FOR  MAINTENANCE, GARBAGE  PICKUP,  THINGS LIKE THAT ARE MORE  CLOSELY ALIGNED TO PUBLIC WORKS  FUNCTIONS. AND WE THOUGHT IT WOULD  BE BOTH  A STRONGER SUPPORT SYSTEM  AND  NETWORK FOR COASTAL TO BE  FUNCTIONING IN WITH, LIKE  OPERATIONS. THAT'S THE BASIS FOR  THIS  DECISION. 

ONE  ADDITIONAL POINT, THAT  WAS MOVED  ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT  OVER TO  THE AIRPORT AND THAT'S  WORKED OUT  WELL.  BUT AS WE  GO FORWARD WE'RE  EXPANDING OUR  ECONOMIC  DEVELOPMENT ISSUES.  WE TOOK ON THE TEAM VOLUSIA AND  A NUMBER OF  OTHERS.  I CLEARLY WANT RICK TO  STAY  EVEN MORE INVOLVED IN THE  INCUBATOR, WITH ROB.  IN THIS CASE  I THINK THAT JOE  NOLAN IS BETTER  MANAGED.  I THINK, IN PUBLIC WORKS.  BECAUSE I THINK HIS FUNCTION IS  DEFINITELY MORE DIRECTLY  RELATED TO THOSE ONGOING ISSUES  AND  I THINK HE, I THINK IT'S  BETTER SUPPORT FOR JOE.  I ALSO THINK  IT TAKES ONE THING  OFF OF RICH'S  PLATE AND ALLOWS  HIM TO EXPAND  SOME OF MY  EXPECTATIONS ON EXPANDING  ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT, SOME OF  THE THINGS WE'LL BE DOING IN  THE FUTURE.  

MR.  NORTHEY.  

HOLD ON, WE HAVE TO FOLLOW  THE ORDER.  ANY OTHER PUBLIC   --  OR ANY STAFF REPORTS?  

NO, SIR.  

WE'LL CLOSE THAT SECTION.  ANY PUBLIC PARTICIPATION AT  THIS TIME?  MISS DEBBIE?  

  NO, SIR.  

I SEE A COUPLE  --  OK. A  COUPLE  --  GOING ONCE, TWICE.  PUBLIC PARTICIPATION IS HEREBY  CLOSED AND THE HEARING IS NOW  CLOSED. MISS NORTHEY?  

MY HEAD SPINS WITH ALL THE  CHANGES IN TRYING TO FIGURE OUT  WHO IS  LANDING WHERE.  COASTAL  DIVISION INCLUDES WHAT?  DOESN'T THAT ALSO INCLUDE A  COUPLE OF  PARKS AND SO I WOULD  QUESTION WHY  PARKS WERE NOT  GOING TO PARKS  AND I'M JUST  -  

WHEN COASTAL WAS FORMED THEY  BASICALLY TOOK THE WATERFRONT  PARKS AS OPPOSED TO THE INLAND  PARKS. 

WASN'T SPRUCE CREEK  -  

WENT TO THE INLAND GROUP AS  OPPOSED TO THE BEACHFRONT.  I'LL SAY  THAT.  BECAUSE THEY WERE  --  COASTAL HAS  BEEN FOCUSED ON THE  BEACHFRONT, PARKING AND PARK  ACTIVITIES. AND THOSE THAT  WERE MORE  CLOSELY RELATED TO SOME  OF THE  BOAT ACCESS.  BUT -- AND  THE VENDORS, THE  CONCESSIONEERS ARE UNDER  COASTAL, THE CONTRACTS  FOR  MAINTAINING THE BEACH ARE UNDER  COASTAL. THE  REPAIRS OF THE GRATING AND  WALKOVERS ARE UNDER COASTAL.  AND THE FUNDING,  SUPPORT  FUNDING. IT'S  PORT AUTHORITY IN THE  FUNDING FROM  THE FIFTH DOLLAR,  FROM THE BEACH  TOLLS.  THAT SUPPORT A LOT OF WHAT  GOES  ON IN  THAT DIVISION.  SO  OPERATIONALLY, AGAIN, WHAT  WE SAW  WAS THAT THERE WAS A LOT  OF  LIKE FUNCTIONS IN PUBLIC  WORKS, PLUS WE'VE BEEN GOING  THROUGH  AN IMPLEMENTATION THAT  THE SAME  PROCESS WE WENT  THROUGH IN PUBLIC  WORKS USING  THE  LUCIDITY SYSTEM THAT WE'VE  BEEN DOING IN OTHER DECISION  DIVISIONS -- DIVISIONS, WE'RE  TRYING TO  NOW GET THAT  IMPLEMENTED IN COASTAL.  SO AGAIN WE START HAVING A  BETTER IDEA OF OPERATIONALLY  WHAT IT  COSTS US TO -  

THEN WHO HANDLES THE  RECREATION ELEMENTS OF THOSE  PARKS? 

 THESE ARE RECREATION  --  WELL,  LIKE, WE DO PROGRAMMING  DOWN  THERE.  I'M   ASSUMING   --  BEACH WALKS.  

NO.  

NO?  

NOT A LOT OF PROGRAMMING IN  THESE PARKS.  PROBABLY THE MOST ACTIVE  -  

CAN YOU GIVE ME THE NAMES OF  WHAT WE'RE TALKING ABOUT?  

SURE.  LET'S  SEE  -  

ARE THESE THE PARKING LOT  PARKS? 

YEAH.  

SUN SPLASH?  

SUN SPLASH?  27th  AVENUE?  

27th IS  --  I THINK WE'VE  NOT TURNED THAT  OVER TO  --  NOW TURNED THAT OVER TO NEW  SMYRNA. THE  BOARDWALK.  

NEW SMYRNA PARK IS THERE AND  PONCE INLET.  WE  DO DO SOME PROGRAMMING FOR  THE  TWO INLET PARKS.  IT'S NOT  GOING TO GET LOST IN  THIS? 

NO.  NOT AT ALL.  

IT'S REALLY  IMPORTANT THAT   --  

IT'S INTERESTING.  

WHAT ABOUT THE MARINE  SCIENCE CENTER IN WHO DOES THAT  REPORT TO?  

THAT'S UNDER ENVIRONMENTAL.  

SO THAT IS UNDER  ENVIRONMENTAL. THAT --  THIS DOESN'T IMPACT  THE MARINE  SCIENCE CENTER.  

DOES NOT.  

IN FACT, THAT USED TO BE  UNDER THEM.  WE TOOK THAT AWAY  FROM THEM  BECAUSE WE FELT THAT  -   

THAT'S WHAT I'M SAYING, I  CAN'T KEEP UP WITH IT.  

BUT THERE ARE EVOLUTIONS TO  THINGS WE THINK ARE MORE  EFFICIENT AND  BETTER BECAUSE WE  DID THINK THAT  WAS BETTER, THAT  THAT WAS A MORE  ENVIRONMENTAL  PROGRAM AND WE BELIEVE  THAT  PUTTING IT UNDER THEM HAS  REALLY MADE A HIGHER FOCUS.  

I AGREE.  

WE HAVE SOME REALLY EXCITING  THINGS THAT WE'RE GOING TO  SHARE BUT THAT I CAN'T SAY NOW  BUT ON  THAT WHOLE ENDEAVOR OF  THE MARINE  SCIENCE CENTER NEW  THINGS HAVE  COME OUR WAY.  IT'S GOING TO BE  UNBELIEVABLE.  THE OTHER THING WAS  ON THE  STUFF THAT ACTUALLY TOUCHES  THE  OCEAN LIKE THE PARKS, WHETHER  IT BE NEW SMYRNA  DUNES OR PONCE  PARK AND ALL OF  A SUDDEN THE  VENDORS, ONE OF THE  THINGS WE  ALSO FOUND AND THIS IS  WHERE  JOE HAS BEEN REALLY GOOD,  IF  IT'S BEACH SAFETY, YOU TALK  TO  MARK SWANSON.  IF IT'S AN OVERALL  THING, FOR  SAFETY IT'S GEORGE BUT  SWANSON  HANDLES ALL THAT.  IT'S ALMOST LIKE AN, IF YOU  HAVE SOMETHING  ELSE ON THE  OCEAN, YOU'RE NOT SURE,  YOU ASK  JOE. IF HE DOESN'T KNOW  HE'LL KNOW  WHO TO TELL.  THAT HAS  BEEN VERY HELPFUL FOR  FISHING COMMUNITY,  THE SURFING  PEOPLE, BECAUSE THEY  KNOW THEY  CAN ALWAYS ASK JOE AND  JOE  USUALLY HAS CONNECTION TO ALL  THE STUFF THAT TOUCHES THE  OCEAN. 

SO SPRUCE CREEK PARK REPORTS  TO WHO?  

PARKS.  

OK.  

THE OTHER THING I WOULD LIKE  TO MENTION.  WE'VE HAD JOE DEVELOPING  A  CAPITAL PROGRAM.  TRYING TO PUT  TOGETHER THE SAME  KIND OF CAPITAL  PROGRAM FOR THE  BEACH THAT WE  DO FOR OTHER  PUBLIC  INFRASTRUCTURE.  SO THAT WE LOOK  AT THOSE  GATEWAY RAMPS AS  GATEWAYS.  WE LOOK AT THE RESTROOM  FACILITIES. WE LOOK  AT REPAIR OF THE ENTRY  FACILITIES AND REALLY START  DEVELOPING  A CAPITAL PROGRAM  FOR THE BEACH,  FOR COUNCIL TO  LOOK AT AND SAY  THESE ARE THE  THINGS THAT WE SHOULD  BE  INVESTING IN.  

HOW MANY EMPLOYEES DOES THIS  INVOLVE BESIDES  JOE?  

I DON'T KNOW.  

LET US GET BACK TO YOU WITH  A NUMBER ON THAT.  

IS MARGE RHETT HODGE NOW IN  THIS --  MARGARET HODGE NOW IN THIS  DIVISION? 

YES.  

SHE WILL BE GOING TO PUBLIC  WORKS? 

YES.  

OK.  I THINK THAT'S WHERE SHE  STARTED A LONG TIME AGO.  

IT IS.  

ONE OF THE THINGS THAT  MARGARET IS GOING TO HELP US ON  IS THAT  I'M CONVINCED, AND THE  STAFF HAS  TALKED TO ME ABOUT  THIS AND I'M  A GREAT BELIEVER  THEY ARE RIGHT.  WHEN MARIAN SAYS CAPITAL IT'S  TWO WAYS.  IT'S ONE WHERE SOMETHING  NEEDS  TO BE FIXED BUT MY STAFF  BELIEVES THERE'S NOT A  CONSISTENT HIGH QUALITY THEME  IN TERMS OF  THE LOOK OF THE  STUFF WE HAVE LONG  THE BEACH.  TENDS TO  BE HAPHAZARD, NOT BE  RELATED. WHAT THEY ARE LOOKING IS SOME  KIND  OF FLOW.  YOU SAW THE GATES WE DID  WHERE  IN THIS CASE  IT HIGHLIGHTEDDED,  YOU REMEMBER  WHEN WE  DID THIS,  WITH THE GATES THAT HAD  THE  FLAGS ON THEM AND SHOWED YOU  WHERE THE ORIGINAL RACING WAS  ON THE BEACH.  PEOPLE SAW THAT AND  THOUGHT  THERE OUGHT TO BE SOME  KIND OF  THEME ON THE GATES SO THEY  ARE  NOT UGLY UP THE COAST.  ONE OF THE THINGS I'VE TALKED  TO THEM  ABOUT IS WE GOT SIGNS  THERE THAT,  IT'S ALMOST LIKE  THEY GET OLD ENOUGH,  THEY GET  RUSTY ENOUGH, THEY CAN'T  BE  READ, WE JUST PUT UP ANOTHER  SIGN. WE NEED TO GO BACK AND START  TAKING AWAY STUFF THAT IS  JUNKIE AND THEN THEY ARE  TALKING ABOUT  NOT ONLY HAVING  SIGNAGE BUT IS  THERE A THEME?  IS IT A BEACH THEME?  ARE THE COLORS  --  I THINK MARGARET  HAS SOME  REALLY GOOD IDEAS.  SHE'S TALKED TO US ABOUT, HEY,  FOR NOT  THAT MUCH MONEY WE CAN  REALLY UPGRADE  OUR IMAGE.  I'M CONVINCED THAT THE  STAFF IS  RIGHT, THAT WE DON'T   --  WE BRING THAT TO YOU FOR YOUR  APPROVAL BUT SOME OF IT IS NOT  JUST MONEY.  THAT MUCH MONEY.  IT'S REALLY A THEME THAT WOULD  GIVE US A LITTLE DIFFERENT  VIEW. I  THINK THAT IN SOME CASES  SPRUCING IT UP A LOT WOULD  REALLY HAVE  A WHOLE  --  AN IMAGE CHANGE.  AND WE BELIEVE  --  IN ALL FAIRNESS  TO MARIAN SHE  SUGGESTED TO MARGARET  WHO IS  PROBABLY THE ONE  THAT CAN  REALLY HELPED US AND HAS  JUMPED  ON THIS, THAT WE CAN REALLY  TIE  ALL THAT STUFF THAT TOUCHES  THE  OCEAN WITH A BETTER THEME THAT  IS A LITTLE HIGHER QUALITY AND  SOME KIND OF CONSISTENCY.  SO WE'RE  GOING TO BE BRINGING  FORWARD TO  YOU SOMETHING LIKE  THAT AS SHE  TALKS ABOUT THIS  CAPITAL PROGRAM.  

THANK  YOU.   

OK, I GUESS I WILL ENTERTAIN  A  MOTION.  

FOR APPROVAL.  MR. CHAIR.  

THANK YOU.  I HAVE A MOTION OF  APPROVAL FOR  MS. CUSACK.  A SECOND  FROM MR. WAGNER.  ANY  FURTHER DISCUSSION?  OK. ALL  THOSE IN FAVOR PLEASE  SIGNIFY  BY AYE.  

AYE.  

ALL THOSE OPPOSED?  SO CARRIED.  MR. PATTERSON IS BE A  SEPTEMBER. ALL OTHERS  --  ABSENT. ALL  OTHERS VOTED IN APPROVAL.  

IF OFF MINUTE BEFORE YOU GO  TO LUNCH, WHAT SPURRED ME TO  THINK ABOUT THIS.  MS.  DENYS SAID ABOUT THE PIG  AND HOW  TO DONATE THE FOOD TO  NEEDY PEOPLE.  I HAVE JOANNE HERE THAT CAN  GIVE YOU A TWO-SECOND UPDATE.  ONE  THING I'M PROUD ABOUT, YOU  ALLOWED ME TO DO IT, HAVE THE  PUBLIC  SECTOR EMPLOY A FOOD  DRIVE. SHE COULD TELL YOU WHERE WE'RE  AT  IF YOU WOULD LIKE HER TO  STEP TO  THE MICROPHONE.  

WOULD YOU LIKE TO DO IT NOW?  OR PICK IT UP AFTER 2:00?  

NOW.  

YOU CAN DO IT RIGHT BEFORE  LUNCH. 

YOU HAVE THREE MINUTES.   

GOOD MORNING,  EVERYBODY. JOANNE MAGLEY, COMMUNITY  INFORMATION  MANAGER FOR THE  COUNTY. HOPEFULLY YOU'VE SEEN THESE  POSTERS THROUGHOUT  THE BUILDING  PROMOTING OUR THIRD  ANNUAL FOOD  DRIVE. OUR DIVISIONS AND CITY IS  PARTICIPATING. I'VE NOT ONLY HEARD  FROM TWO  CITIES BUT THIS YEAR DELTONA  TALKED TO ME, THEY ARE ON BOARD  AND WE'RE LOOKING FOR ANOTHER  GREAT 

     SEASON TO DISTRIBUTE THE  FOOD AGAIN.  NEXT WEEK OUR STAFF WILL BEGIN  TO DELIVER THE BOXES AND THE  BIRTHDAYS TO ALL THE DIFFERENT  CITIES --  BARRELS TO ALL THE DIFFERENT  CITIES. ALL THE CITIES HAVE ALSO  RECEIVED AN UPDATED LIST OF ALL  THE AGENCY  THAT'S ARE RELATED,  CONTRACTED  WITH THE SECOND  HARVEST, BUT  AGAIN IF AN AGENCY  WANTS TO DONATE  THEIR FOOD TO  SOME AGENCY THAT  IS NOT ON THE  LIST THEY CAN DO  THAT.  THEY CAN DO  --  THEY CAN  SEND THEIR FOOD  WHEREVER THEY  WANT TO.  

I THINK THAT WAS ONE OF THE  ISSUES WITH DELTONA.  WE'VE TOLD THEM  THAT BUT I  DON'T THINK THEY  -- 

NO, THEY HAD A DISCUSSION ON  THIS ON MONDAY NIGHT.  THEY ARE  GOING TO PARTICIPATE.  THEY GOT  TO CLARIFY THAT, IN  FACT THEY CAN  KEEP THEIR FOOD  LOCALLY. IT'S TRUE,  THEY DON'T HAVE THE  AGENCIES  IN-HOUSE, ONLY A  COUPLE OF SMALL  GROUPS THAT  THEY WILL GIVE THE  FOOD TO.  

I SPOKE WITH THE PERSON FROM  DELTONA. THEY ARE DOING THE HANDLING  OF  ALL THEIR FOOD AND WILL REPORT  BACK HOW MUCH THEY COLLECTED.  

THEY TALKED ABOUT  LAST NIGHT  AT THE COMMISSION MEETING.  

I AM SO HAPPY THEY'VE JOINED  US. THAT WAS AN  EMBARRASSMENT THAT  THE LARGEST  CITY DIDN'T.  WE'RE TRYING TO PUSH  THE  ENVELOPE. WE WENT FROM A   MODEST TO NICE,  PRETTY BIG  SUCCESS THE SECOND  YEAR. I MEAN,  THE FIRST YEAR WAS JUST  OVER 34,000  POUNDS OF FOOD AND  THE SECOND YEAR  WAS JUST OVER  67,000 POUNDS  OF FOOD.  

THAT'S INCREDIBLE.  

THAT'S SIX TIMES ANY FOOD  DRIVE THEY'VE EVER GOTTEN  BEFORE. OUR GOAL IS TO TRY AND  OBVIOUSLY  BEAT EACH YEAR, IT'S  AMAZING HOW  MANY PEOPLE WE  HELPED. HOLLY HILL  WON THE TROPHY  TWICE. SO WE'RE  SEEING WHO IS GOING TO  WIN THIS  YEAR.  

WE NEED TO GET THE BOY  SCOUTS TO HELP US BECAUSE  THAT'S HOW  THEY DID IT.  I KNOW.  

THEY GOT A LOT OF FOOD AND  THE POINT BEING THAT I THINK  IT'S  AN OPPORTUNITY FOR THE  PUBLIC SECTOR  EMPLOYEES TO  DONATE BACK BECAUSE  THEY DO  HAVE --  THEY DO HAVE  STABLE JOBS.  THE  OUTPOURING HAS BEEN  FANTASTIC. I'M SO HAPPY ABOUT DELTONA.  

ALL THE EMPLOYEES LIKE THE  FRIENDLY COMPETITION.  THIS YEAR WE'RE NOT  JUST DOING  IT WITH THE AMOUNT OF  POUNDS OF  FOOD. WE'RE  HAVING TWO WINNING  CATEGORIES IF  YOU WILL.  JUST FOOD ALONE AND THEN  THE  FOOD WITH THE MONEY  CONVERSION.  SO THAT  --  

THERE WAS A REASON FOR THIS.  IS THAT SOME PEOPLE SAID LOOK,  I DON'T HAVE CASH BUT I'M  WILLING TO GO OUT AND  I EITHER  HAVE FOOD, KNOW PEOPLE  OR CAN  GET DEALS MYSELF ON CANNED  GOODS OR WHATEVER.  THAT IS A  BIG  EFFORT.  IT'S A BIG PHYSICAL EFFORT  TO  DO IT.  OTHER PEOPLE SAY LOOK,  I'M VERY  MUCH INTERESTED IN CONTRIBUTING  AND WE DO NEED CASH BECAUSE  THEY BUY ALL THE PERISHABLES  WITH THE  CASH BUT WE HAVE A  CONVERSION  FACTOR FOR WAIT ON  THE CASH.  SORE SOME  --  SOME PEOPLE SAID THEY  DIDN'T  THINK IT WAS FAIR BECAUSE  THE  EFFORT DEMANDED WAS DIFFERENT.  IN OTHER WORDS, YOU CAN PUT  MORE PHYSICAL EFFORT INTO A  SMALLER AMOUNT OF WEIGHT THAN  YOU CAN  GET CREDIT FOR IN CASH.  WE WANTED  TO KEEP BOTH.  SO WE NOW HAVE TWO  LIKE AWARDS.  INSTEAD OF ONE,  TWO  TROPHIES.   

WE HAVE A PROGRAM RUNNING  CONCURRENT WITH THE FOOD DRIVE  CALLED FOOD FOR FINES ALLOWING  PATRONS WHO HAVE FINES  TO BRING  IN AN ITEM, CANNED GOOD  OR  BOXED GOOD FOR EACH ITEM.  IT'S WORTH A DOLLAR OFF OF THE  FINE UP TO $25.  LAST YEAR WHEN THEY  DID THIS  THEY COLLECTED OVER 6,000  POUNDS OF FOOD.  THEY DIDN'T TRACK  THE NUMBER OF  ITEMS AND THEY ARE  GOING TO DO  THAT THIS YEAR.  SO THIS YEAR IN ADDITION TO THE  POUNDAGE THAT WE'LL BE WEIGHING  WE WILL  ALSO KNOW FROM THE  LIBRARIES THE  NUMBER OF ITEMS  AND THE CONVERSION  OF MONEY, OF  FINES  THAT WILL WEIGH FOR  PATRONS. THEY ARE GIVING OUT THESE  BOOKMARKS ALONG WITH IT TO HELP  PROMOTE  THAT PROGRAM AS WELL.  

IS THAT GOING TO BE ADDED TO  THE TOTAL?  OR IS THAT  --  

A SEPARATE LINE  ITEM.  

I DO HAVE ONE  QUESTION.  WHEN  MISS DENYS GOES THERE AND  WE BUY  OUR 700-POUND PIG DOES  THAT GO  IN ON THE WEIGHT?  

NO.  

WHY?  IT'S FOOD.  I THINK IT  SHOULD BE COUNTED.  THIS PROGRAM  IS ALREADY  BEGINNING. SO I  --  ALL THOSE IN FAVOR OF THAT  COUNTING PLEASE SIGNIFY.  

I'M ON BOARD.  

LET'S PUT IT THIS WAY.  WE COULD  TRACK IT AS PART OF  THE  PROGRAM.  OK? 

COULD BE ANOTHER SEPARATE  LINE ITEM.  

BUT WE'RE NOT GIVING YOU A  TROPHY. 

NO, WE GIVE OUT THE TROPHY.  

I'LL TELL YOU WHAT WOULD BE  INTERESTING. I'LL TELL YOU WHAT WE CAN DO.  WE CAN TRACK IT.  HOW ABOUT WE DO  THIS, TRACK IT  AND ENCOURAGE TO  SEE WHICH  COUNCIL CAN DO  --  OUTDO EACH OTHER, MAYBE NOT  THIS YEAR BUT NEXT YEAR.  

I LIKE THAT IDEA.  

CHALLENGE THE COUNCIL.

IT'S ALWAYS THE EMPLOYEES  VERSUS THE EMPLOYEES BUT WE'VE  NEVER  CHALLENGED COUNCIL VERSUS  COUNCIL. 

THAT IS GOOD.  I LIKE THAT.  

WHY DON'T WE SHOW THEM WHAT  YOU DID AND THEN WE'LL SAY HOW  ABOUT SEE IF YOU CAN BEAT THE  COUNTY COUNCIL NEXT YEAR?  

WE HAVE TIME THIS YEAR.  THE  FAIR HASN'T STARTED.  

THE DATES OF THE FOOD DRIVE  ARE NOVEMBER 17th THROUGH THE  23rd. 

WE WON'T PICK UP OUR PIG  UNTIL NOVEMBER 20th.  IF YOU WOULD LIKE  WE CAN SEND  OUT A CHALLENGED LETTER  TO ALL  THE COUNCILS AND SAY WE'RE  GOING TO COUNT UP OUR WEIGHT,  OK? MISS NORTHEY, WE HAVE FIVE  MINUTES AND THEN WE CAN BREAK  FOR LUNCH.  DO YOU HAVE FIVE MINUTES' WORTH  OF COMMENTS?  

I WAS WONDERING, WE COULD  GET A LIST OF THE VETERANS  MEMORIALS THROUGHOUT THE COUNTY  AND ARE  THERE SPECIFIC BY WAR  -- I SAY  THIS ONLY BECAUSE WHEN WE  WERE  IN PORTLAND AT THE END OF  THE CONFERENCE  WE HAD A LITTLE  BIT OF TIME TO,  BETWEEN THEN  AND THE END OF THE  CONFERENCE  AND THEN WHEN THE FLIGHT  WENT  OUT LATER THAT DAY AND STOPPED  BY THE  PORTLAND VETERANS,  VIETNAM VETERANS  MEMORIAL AND  IT WAS A  VERY MOVING PLACE.  IT JUST STRUCK  ME THAT  WE KNOW  THOSE GUYS ESPECIALLY,  THAT  GENERATION, CAME HOME AND  DIDN'T GET THANKED.  I DON'T KNOW  THAT WE DO  --  I'M JUST LOOKING  TO SEE WHAT WE  DO ON MEMORIALS.  I KNOW THAT WE ALWAYS REMEMBER  OUR OLD GUYS AND WE SHOULD.  BUT THE VIETNAM GENERATION JUST  KIND OF GOT HUNG OUT. IF I MAY ADDRESS  THAT.  WE AT THE AMERICAN LEDGIANS  OF  VP  -- LEGIONS  OF VFW'S AROUND THIS  COUNTY, THEY ARE GETTING  REACQUAINTED WITH THEIR  FAMILIES AND NATION  AGAIN.  SO WE'RE BRINGING THEM BACK  TO  THE FOLD.  WE DO HAVE  SEVERAL VIETNAM  VETERAN MEMORIALS  AROUND THE  COUNTY. SMART  DOWN HERE IN DUBARY THEY  HAVE THE  PARK THAT IS GOING ON  DOWN  THERE.  IF WE  --  

CAN WE JUST GET  A LIST?  OF WHERE THE MEMORIALS  ARE?  SO I KNOW.  

YES.  

THAT'S ALL I HAVE,   MR. CHAIRMAN.  

OK.  I  HAVE THREE MINUTES.  THAT  REALLY HURT.  SOMEBODY DID THAT.  THEY GAVE ME THREE MINUTES.  IT REALLY KILLS YOU.  YOU CAN'T DO  IT IN THREE  MINUTES. SO, I WILL  BE AS BRIEF AS  POSSIBLE. I DO HAVE  A COUPLE OF ISSUES  THAT HAVE COME  UP.  WE'RE TALKING ABOUT THE HOLIDAY  SEASON. I  WAS JUST  --  JUST BROUGHT TO MY  ATTENTION  THAT TOYS FOR TOTS IS  HERE.  IT'S IN THAT BUILDING JUST  ACROSS THE  FOUNTAINWAY THERE.  THEY  RENT A PART OF THE  BUILDING OR  SOMETHING.  I WOULD LIKE TO KNOW  IF IT  WOULD BE POSSIBLE  FOR OUR  COUNTY COUNCIL TO IMPLEMENT  THE  PLACING OF AT LEAST ONE TOYS  FOR TOT BOX IN OUR COUNTY  BUILDINGS. LAST YEAR  --  I UNDERSTAND TIMES ARE ROUGH  AND TIMES ARE HARD, BUT THERE  WAS A 50% REDUCTION IN TOYS FOR  TOTS FOR THESE KIDS.  A LOT OF THESE  KIDS WERE HOPING  FOR THE DOLL OR  THE BICYCLE OR  THE GI JOE OR  WHATEVER AND IT  REALLY DIDN'T HAPPEN.  WE FELT BAD.  OF COURSE I'M A MEMBER  OF THESE  ORGANIZATIONS THAT WORK  TO TRY  TO GET THESE THINGS OUT.  IT WAS ROUGH LAST  YEAR. IF WE ARE THE GRINCH MAYBE.  

I THOUGHT WE DID IT BEFORE.  

I DID TOO.  

IF I HAVE AN INDATION YOU'RE  OK WITH IT WE'LL DO IT.  

SO DONE.  THANK YOU.  I DIDN'T  KNOW IF WE NEEDED A  MOTION OR NOTHING  ON THAT ONE.  

FOR NOW.  

WE ARE GOING TO HAVE A  LITTLE PROBLEM.  I WAS WATCHING THE NEWS  LAST  WEEK,ALITY   WEEK ALTAMONTE  SPRINGS, THIS  LITTLE TOWN IN A  PLACE WE NEVER  GO  THROUGH.  THEY HAD AN ISSUE WITH  SECURITY. THEY DIDN'T HAVE ENOUGH  SECURITY CAMERAS.  I HAVE  A FEELING THAT.  THEY JUST DIDN'T  SO THE CITY  TOOK IT UPON THEMSELVES  AND  SAID HEY, LET'S PUT UP THE  SECURITY CAMERAS.  CRAZY. NO  PROBLEM.  SECURITY CAMERAS.  480,000 DOLLARS WORTH THOUGH.  I WAS LIKE  REALLY?  LET ME TELL YOU ALL,  FOLKS, FOR  $1,000 I GO DOWN TO  HARBOR  FREIGHT AND BUY YOU A  FIVE-CAMERA LITTLE RECORD VIDEO  ALL DAY ALL  NIGHT AND BURN IT  ON A CD SO YOU  CAN PUT IT IN  THE FILE AND HAVE  IT FOREVER.  THIS  $400,000  --  BUT I HAVE A FEELING  WE'RE  GOING TO BE RUNNING INTO  A  SITUATION WHERE SOMEBODY'S  GOING TO SAY MY CAR GOT BROKE  INTO AND  YOU DON'T HAVE  SECURITY  HERE.   [PAUSE FOR CHANGE OF  CAPTIONERS] 

AND MR. WRIGHT ISN'T HERE. I WAS HOPING HE'D CATCH THAT WIND AND SFEEK? HERE. I DON'T -- BEING HERE AND NEW, COMBOENT QUITE UNDERSTAND THE POLICIES ON HOLIDAY -- I DON'T QUITE UNDERSTAND THE HOLIDAYS. I TALKED BRIEFLY ABOUT VETERAN'S DAY. WE DON'T GIVE OUR EMPLOYEES A DAY OFF. I WAS JUST WONDERING -- SOMEBODY ASKED ME, CAN WE HAVE THAT DAY OFF? I SAID THAT'S NOT UP TO ME. WE CAN WORK IT OUT HOW WE WANT TO WORK IT OUT. I'M JUST GOING TO THROW THAT ONE OUT THERE. NO T CAME UP. FRANK BROUGHT IT UP. 

HERE'S YOUR ISSUE. IT'S NOT THAT WE DON'T HONOR THAT ISSUE. PEOPLE CALL MY OFFICE ABOUT THIS. IT'S THAT IT'S ALL A MATTER OF BENEFITS AND MONEY. IN OTHER WORDS, YOU'RE PAYING PEOPLE TO BE -- TO NOT WORK. NOW, THE WAY THIS NORMALLY HAPPENS IS, WITH ALL THE UNIONS, IT'S A NEGOTIATED DECISION. SO IN OTHER WORDS, YOU CAN'T EVEN JUST DO IT, YOU HAVE TO NEGOTIATE AS A CONDITION OF EMPLOYMENT. OBVIOUSLY CAN YOU DECIDE WHATEVER YOU WANT FOR THE NON-UNION PEOPLE. HISTORICALLY BECAUSE OF THE IMPLICATIONS OF MONEY, BE IT -- THIS HAPPENED WHERE I USED TO WORK, OKAY, IN MY FORMER LIFE AND YOU HAVE TO DECIDE WHAT YOU WANT TO DO HERE. IF YOU UNIFORMLY JUST SAY TO EVERYBODY, WE'D LIKE TO GIVE YOU-ALL THE DAY OFF; I DON'T THINK YOU'RE GOING TO GET MANY ARGUMENTS FROM THE NON-UNION PEOPLE, AND WHILE I HAVE TO TAKE IT TO NEGOTIATIONS FOR THE UNIONS, YOU'RE PROBABLY GOING TO GET NO PROBLEM AT ALL, AS LONG AS YOU DON'T WANT ANYTHING BACK. NOW, WHERE I CAME FROM, THIS WASN'T THE HOLIDAY. IT WAS A DIFFERENT HOLIDAY. THE ISSUE BECAME, DO YOU ASK PEOPLE TO TRADE OFF A VACATION DAY THEY HAD A FOR VETERAN'S DAY. THAT'S ONE THING YOU CAN NEGOTIATE. OR YOU CAN USE IT TO NEGOTIATE SOMETHING ELSE AND USE IT AS A BENEFIT. OBVIOUSLY I'LL DO WHATEVER WAY I'M DIRECTED, BUT THE ISSUE IS ABOUT BENEFITS, MONEY, AND PEOPLE BEING OFF THAT DAY. AND IF YOU EXPECT NOTHING BACK FROM IT, AND YOU JUST WANT TO GIVE IT AS A GENERAL HOLIDAY TO EVERYONE, I FEEL FAIRLY COMFORTABLE THAT I CAN MAKE THAT HAPPEN. IF YOU'RE TALKING ABOUT TRADING IT OFF FOR ANOTHER BENEFIT, OR TRADING IT OFF FOR SOME OTHER HOLIDAY, THEN I'D HAVE TO -- WE'D HAVE TO TALK ABOUT THAT IN CLOSED SESSION. AND LAST NIGHT IT STALEMATED IN TERMS OF WHAT THE COUNCIL WANTS TO DO. I'LL TAKE DIRECTION WHICHEVER WAY THE COUNCIL WANTS TO GIVE IT TO ME. 

OKAY. I JUST WANTED TO BRING IT UP BECAUSE IT'S -- LIKE YOU SAID, I'VE BEEN GETTING BEATEN UP BY THIS AND I JUST BRING UP THE THINGS WE WANT TO TALK ABOUT. 

THANK YOU MR. CHAIR. WOULD WE NOT ALSO BE THEN CONCERNED ABOUT THE IMPACT OF THAT EXTRA HOLIDAY ON THE BUDGET?

WELL, MY -- ALSO MY OTHER QUESTION IS, WHAT OTHER -- WHAT OTHER HOLIDAYS DO WE HAVE? AND I'M SURE A HOLIDAY IS -- TO EACH INDIVIDUAL IS SPECIAL. YOU KNOW WHEN MY KIDS WERE GROWING UP, CHRISTMAS WAS ALWAYS THE TIME. THEY'RE GROWED UP, THEY'RE GONE. CHRISTMAS IS JUST A DAY TO HAVE A BIG FAT CHICKEN ON THE TABLE. THAT'S ABOUT WHAT IT IS. SO, YOU KNOW, CHRISTMAS IS NOT AS IMPORTANT TO ME AS A HOLIDAY AS IT IS FOR MOST PEOPLE WITH KIDS. SO, I MEAN, AND I UNDERSTAND THAT HOLIDAYS MAY MEAN DIFFERENT THINGS, LIKE GOOD FRIDAY. MAYBE -- DO WE GIVE GOOD FRIDAY OFF HERE? I MEAN, MAYBE IF THEY WANTED TO TRADE GOOD FRIDAY FOR THAT AS -- YOU KNOW, I -- I DON'T -- 

LET ME SUGGEST THIS. THIS IS A BIGGER DEAL. HERE'S WHAT I WOULD SUGGEST, IS THAT WE WILL BE GETTING BACK MAYBE AS EARLY AS THE NEXT MEETING AT LUNCHTIME. I HAVE TO TALK ABOUT OTHER NEGOTIATING ISSUES. THERE COULD BE A TIME WHEN -- IF WE WANT TO LOOK AT THIS, YOU REALLY HAVE TO START WITH THE UNIONS, IS THAT WE COULD GIVE YOU THE HOLIDAYS AND THE IMPLICATIONS BECAUSE I WOULD SEE IT AS SOMETHING THAT SHOULD BE DISCUSSED IN NEGOTIATIONS TO SEE IF IT'S A BENEFIT THAT YOU WANT TO GO FORWARD. YOUR ISSUE ON COST IS THERE ARE SOME DEFINABLE COSTS WHERE YOU MIGHT HAVE TO BRING IN OTHER PEOPLE -- SOME PEOPLE HAVE TO BE PAID EXTRA FOR THAT HOLIDAY. THE OTHER THING IS YOU HAVE TO LOOK AT WHAT IS THE VALUE OF LOSING ALL THAT PRODUCTIVITY. IT'S HARDER TO DEFINE IN CASH AS IT IS TO -- IT'S A LITTLE TRICKY. THE BOTTOM LINE IS SOMETHING YOU NEED TO NEGOTIATE AND YOU WOULD START WITH THE UNIONS. THE BEST CONTEXT IS FOR ME TO TALK ABOUT WHAT THE IMPLICATIONS ARE IF WE EVER DO A HOLIDAY WITH THE UNIONS. YOU MAY WANT TO BRING IT UP IN NEGOTIATIONS SOMETIME. EITHER A TRADE OFF OR IF YOU WANT TO GIVE THE DAY, DO YOU WANT SOMETHING ELSE IN RETURN FOR IT? THAT WOULD BE THE CONTEXT TO DO IT. I THINK HAVING THIS DISCUSSION'S GOOD BECAUSE YOU DON'T WANT PEOPLE TO THINK BECAUSE THEIR EMPLOYEES ARE HERE, THAT DIMINISHES THE VIEW OF VETERAN'S DAY, BUT AS A MATTER OF FACT, THE IMPACT ON THE BUDGET, AND EMPLOYEES ARE GETTING PAID NOT TO WORK. AND -- WHICH HAS ITS OWN IMPLICATIONS IN THE PRIVATE SECTOR.

THOUGHTS ON THE ROAD  INTO HOLLY WHO WERE AMENDMENT AREA  IS THE REZONING IS  TO ALLOW RETAIL SALES AND A CARETAKER  COMES ON  THE  SECOND FLOOR.  THE PROPERTY WAS DEVELOPED 76 AND  HAS BEEN USED AS MULTIPLE BUSINESSES  AS A WAREHOUSE. IT'S A VERY GOOD  EXAMPLE OF INFIELD DEVELOPMENT,  AND IF APPROVED, AFTER  KENT IS KENT IS PROPOSING TO APPROVE  LANDSCAPING ON THE DEVELOPMENT,  AND THEY ARE ALSO PROHIBITING ALCOHOL  SALES AND FIELD SALES,  WHICH IS CURRENTLY ALLOWED IN THE  EYE OF ONE ZONING CLASSIFICATION  SO THEY ARE PROPOSING TO STICK THE  USE IS AVAILABLE TO THEM  TODAY. ON SEPTEMBER THE  TENTH, THE PLANNING  BOARD UNANIMOUSLY RECOMMENDED TO  FORWARD THIS REZONING TO COUNTY  COUNCIL FOR APPROVAL, AND THE RECOMMENDED  MOTION FOR EACH DAY IS  TO ADOPTS A  RESOLUTION WITH THE REVISED CODE  STAFF RECOMMENDATION COMMISSION  WHICH HAS BEEN INCORPORATED INTO  THE  DEVELOPMENT AGREEMENT.

SO IN THE FUTURE IF SOMEONE BOUGHT  THE PROPERTY, THEY WOULD HAVE TO  COME BACK.  

IF THEY WANTED TO  ADD THOSE USERS, YES.  

IF THEY WANTED TO ASK THOSE USES,  BUT ARE PRESENTLY IN  PLACE TODAY LOOKS.  

YES MA'AM.  

AND WHAT THE ADVANTAGE OF CHANGING  THE SEARCH AT THIS TIME  LEX IS THAT BECAUSE OF WHAT THEY  ARE GOING TO USE IT FOR? WHY  DOES THE ALCOHOL --  WHY IS IT A  PROBLEM LOOKS.  

I'M JIM MORRIS, REPLY TO YOUR  QUESTION. THEY PROPOSED USED IS  NOT PERMITTED IN THE ZONING,  SO  WE NEED THE FINAL IS  THOSE  USES  ARE NOT INCONSISTENT AREA BUT USES  PERMITTED IN THE AREA THEY WERE  NOT PERMITTED. FROM THE PERSPECTIVE  OF THE STAFF REPORT  THE SENATE  REQUESTED WE DO THE  ALCOHOL AND TOBACCO TO DO THAT SO  FROM THE PERSPECTIVE OF OUT THOSE  THINGS ARE ASKED TO BE DELETED AND  WE DID. ALSO, WHILE IT DOESN'T SHOW  CLEARLY ON THE  ARIAL  FOR THE GRAPH, THIS PROPERTY IS  LOCATED EFFECTIVELY ONE LOT FROM  A CORNER LOCATION AND THERE ISN'T  A CONVENIENT STORE FROM THE CORNER  LOCATION WHICH DOES SELL BEER AND  WINE, SOME OF THE TYPICAL THINGS  CONVENIENCE STORES SELL. WHETHER  MY CLIENTS THINK THEY NEED ALCOHOL  SALES, THEY DID NOT CONTINUE TO  THEM SO THEY MOVED TO REJECT PERMITTED  USE.  

SO IF OUR CLIENT EVER WANTED  TO SELL THIS TO THE PROPERTY, AND  MAYBE HAVE A BAR THERE, WOULD THAT  BE -- THE.  

THEY WOULDN'T BE PERMITTED TO  DO THAT. I DON'T THINK THEY WOULD  BE PERMITTED TO DO THAT NOW IF  I WON EITHER. THAT PERMIT SALES  BUT NOT CONSUMPTION ON THE PREMISE.  I THINK STAFF WILL LOOK AT THAT,  WHEN YOU HAVE A BAR  VERSUS PACKAGE SALES, PACKETS  TREATED  IN MY ZONING MORE OR LESS  AS A RETAIL ACTIVITY, BUT  IF  YOU DO CONSUMPTION ON PRESENCE WHICH  IS THE LICENSEE HEARD ABOUT, BUT  THE  BAR ALLOWING YOU TO DRINK ON  THE PREMISE AND THAT'S NOT TYPICALLY  ANY ZONING I  RECALL. BUT IN ANSWERING, IF THE  COUNCIL WANTED TO DO THAT AND THE  COUNCIL TODAY APPROVES THE REQUEST,  THE NEW PERSON WOULD NEED TO COME  BACK TO THE COUNCIL AND REQUEST  THE CHANGE TO  ALLOW THE USE.  

EVEN THOUGH YOUR CLIENT DOES  NOT SEE THAT AS  THE PROBLEM TODAY?  

YES MA'AM. I THINK THAT MIGHT  ANSWER YOUR QUESTIONS.  

THE STAFF IS RECOMMENDING THAT  THIS  RESTRICTION BE PLACED.  

MY CLIENT AGREE TO IT IN FROM  THE PERSPECTIVE OF HAVING IT EXCLUDED,  WOULD YOU AGREE WITH  THE STAFF  IT WOULD BE  EXCLUDED.  

WE ARE CHEAPER THOUGHTS SENTIMENT,  BUT WE DID  AGREE WITH THAT.  

ALL RIGHT, AS LONG AS  WE AGREE WITH THAT. BUT IT  DOES PROHIBIT IF YOUR CLIENT WANTED  TO SELL THE PROPERTY LOOKS.  

THEORETICALLY, IT WOULD ELIMINATE  THE SEGMENT OF THE  MARKET, YOU  ARE CORRECT.  

THANK YOU.  

BUT WE DIDN'T DECIDE WHAT TO  DO WITH IT AND WE  AGREE  WITH THAT METHOD CLICKS OKAY. MR.DANIELS?  

THANK YOU, MR. CHAIRMAN. I MOVE  APPROVAL.  

I HAVE A MOTION  AT A  SECOND BY MS. INSTAGRAM.
