IT  HAS BEEN A  REAL PLEASURE AS I ARTICULATE  THE TIMES THAT WE TARTED THE  DIFFERENT PROGRAMS, THE  MEDICAL REVIEW AND DRUG SCREENING  PROGRAMS, I WOULD DO PART OF THEM  HERE IN THE OFFICE AND THEY WOULD  GO DOWN TO YOUR OFFICE FOR  THE COMPLETION OF THOSE EXAMS. ANY  TIME THERE WAS ANY MEDICAL  CONCERNS, YOU WERE THE CONFIDANT  AND THE LIEDER OF THE PACK. --AND  THE LEADER OF THE PACK. JUST A  REAL YOU. I HAVE--A REAL JOY. I  HAVE NEVER SEEN YOU UPSET. I  JUST CANNOT SAY  ENOUGH WONDERFUL THINGS. YOU ARE  SUCH AN ASSET TO OUR PROFESSION  THAT I AM JUST AT AWE FOR HAVING  HAD THE PLEASURE AND THE PRIVILEGE  TO HAVE KNOWN YOU AND TO HAVE KNOWN  NANCY WHO WOULD BRING THE PHYSICAL  EXAM PAPERS BACK TO THE  OFFICE FROM YOUR OFFICE DOWN ON  NEW YORK TO OUR OFFICE OVER  ON RICH AVENUE. AND WE WOULD  HAVE YOUR TALKS AND JUST  TALK AND YOUR SONS, TWO SONS, RIGHT?  

THREE.

IT IS TIME  THAT YOU BE ABLE TO DO SOME OF THE  THINGS THAT  YOU AND  YOUR FAMILY SO  RICHLY DIVERSE.  

THANK YOU, JUDGE. BEFORE I SIGNED  ALL OF THE LETTERS OVER THE PAST  MANY, MANY YEARS, I, RIGHT BEFORE  MY SIGNIFICANCE YEAHTURE, I WOULD  PUT--SIGNATURE, I WOULD PUT GOOD  LUCK AND GOOD HEALTH.  

AND WE HOPE THE SAME FOR  YOU,  SIR.  

ANY FURTHER COMMENTS? DISCUSSION?  NOPE, BUT SOMEBODY HAS A CELL PHONE  ON. DO YOU WANT ME TO ANSWER IT  FOR YOU? I WILL TALK TO THEM. I  USED TO  DO THAT TO MY TROOPS. GIVE ME THAT  PHONE,  I  WILL TALK TO THEM. WE  ARE DOING THE BIG PHOTO  OBAMA HEALTH P AND WE'LL--OP  AND WE'LL TAKE A SHORT RECESS WHILE  WE DO THAT.  

 ALL RIGHT, ITEM NUMBER SIX. THE  RECOGNITION OF THE  2013 CITIZEN'S ACADEMY CLASS. IF  YOU COULD, EVERYONE OF  YOU PLEASE  STAND UP  AND JOIN CINDY. OH COME ON, NOW,  GET REALLY CLOSE TO HER. GOOD MORNING, MR. CHAIR. UM,  FIRST, I WOULD LIKE TO THANK  THE COUNCIL, UM, FOR FUNDING THIS  CLASS AS WE HAVE LEARNED EVERYTHING  HAS TO GET FUNDED THROUGH COUNTY  ILL. SO WE--COUNCIL. SO WE WOULD  LIKE TO THANK YOU FOR THAT AND WE  WOULD LIKE TO THANK THE STAFF, AS  CINDY SAID, THE  PEOPLE WERE WONDERFUL, THE PEOPLE  WERE JUST GLOWING. YOU HAVE A GREAT  GROUP OF DEPARTMENT HEADS AND EMPLOYEES  IN THE COUNTY, AND OUR COUNTY. AND  IT IS VERY REFRESHING  TO SEE THAT. WE WERE TREATED VERY  WELL EVERYWHERE AND  PEOPLE WERE JOYFUL TO TELL US WHAT  THEY DO AND IT HAS  REALLY BEEN AN EYE OPENING EXPERIENCE  FOR ALL OF US TO SEE THE MANY  THING THAT IS THE COUNTY DOES MUCH  OF WHICH YOU DO NOT THINK ABOUT  BUT AS THE MANAGER SAID, YOU GET  OUT AND WALK UP TO A WATER 1st DOWNATION  AND YOU PUSH A BUTTON, THE WATER  COMES OUT THAT IS SAFE TO DRINK.  YOU DON'T THINK ABOUT IT UNTIL YOU  LEARN WHAT GOES INTO  THAT MAKING THAT HAPPEN. AND THE  ROAD WITHOUT POTHOLES AND  THE  MANY THINGS  THAT GOVERNMENT DOES. AS A CLASS,  WE CHOSE TO MAKE A DONATION AND  WE HAD A FOOD DRIVE AND  WE RAISED $25 IN CASH AND APPROXIMATELY  100-POUNDS IN FOOD FOR THE FEED  THE IMMEDIATE FOOD DRIVE AND--THE  NEED FOOD DRIVE AND WE HAVE  COLLECTED  $225 FOR THE CASH DONATION FOR THE  PHILIPPINES EFFORT THIS  YEAR. AND AGAIN, WE APPRECIATE HAVING  HAD THIS CLASS. AND IF YOU ARE IN  A BIND, JOUST CALL US,  WE CAN CARE--JUST CALL US, WE CAN  TAKE CARE OF  IT.  

NOW I AM NERVOUS. MS. NORTHEY.  

THANK YOU, I JUST WANTED TO ADD  MY CONGRATULATIONS TO THE GROUP  AND I HEARD ABOUT YOUR COUNTY  COUNCIL MEETING. YOU GUYS WERE  TOUGH WHO FROM WHAT I--TOUGH FROM  WHAT I UNDERSTAND AND SURPRISED  THE STAFF WITH THE EARLY POSITION  AND IT DID GET RESOLVED BUT IT WAS  AN EYE OPENER FOR SOME OF THE STAFF  MEMBERS SO GOOD FOR YOU. THAT IS  ALWAYS FUN. I HOPE THAT YOU TAKE  THIS EXPERIENCE AND THAT YOU UM,  USE IT IN YOUR EVERY DAY LIFE, THAT  YOU FEEL BETTER ABOUT YOUR COUNTY  GOVERNMENT, THAT YOU UNDERSTAND  WHAT WE DO UP HERE AND  THAT UM, YOU COME BACK AND VISIT  US AND WE ARE ALWAYS  LOOKING FOR GOOD PEOPLE TO SERVE  ON COMMITTEES AND YOU KNOW, WE HAVE  OPENINGS NOW ON A LOT OF OUR BOARDS  AND SO ONE OF THE BENEFITS  FOR US UP HERE  IS WE FEEL LIKE WE HAVE AN  INFORMED GROUP THAT WOULD  MAYBE BE INTERESTED IN COMING BACK.  SPREAD THE WORD FOR NEXT YEAR  WHAT A GOOD EVENT THIS. AND ARE  YOU GOING TO INTRODUCE EACH OF THE  MEMBERS?  

DO YOU WANT TO  INTRODUCE YOURSELVES?  

I WOULD JUST LICKETY TO HEAR  THE--I WOULD JUST LIKE TO HEAR THE  WOW MOMENT.  

TWO SHORT WORDS,.  

OKAY, DO WHERE HE WANT  TO DO THAT--DO OKAY, DO WE WANT  TO DO THAT NOW?  

I AM NEWTON WHITE, I HAVE FROM  EAST VOLUSIA COUNTY AND I  REALLY THINK UM, MY  WOW MOMENT WAS, WAS PROBABLY, THAT  WOULD BORE MOST PEOPLE TO DEATH,  IT WAS CENTRAL SERVICES AND  GEORGE BAKER.  

THERE IS NOTHING  BORING ABOUT GEORGE.

I AM JIM, I AM  FROM PINES INLET. AND MY WOW  MOMENT  WAS  SITTING IN DEAD SEA .  

I AM ALFRED FROM DAYTONA  BEACH, ALSO RETIRED MILITARY  SERVICE FOR 20  YEARS. THE ENTIRE CLASS FOR ITSELF,  IT WAS GREAT,  I LOOK AT HOW YOU RUN AS FAR AS  CITY FUNCTIONS AND THERE IS A LOT  OF INFORMATION TO WHICH I DID TAKE  FROM IT AND I AM  GOING TO TAKE BACK. I AM THE CHAIRPERSON  FOR THE ZONE FIVE WATCH TO I  CAN EDUCATE  PEOPLE. I REALLY ENJOYED IT. THANK  YOU.  

GREAT.  

HELLO, I AM BETTY, I AM RETIRED  FROM THE SCHOOL BOARD. MY  WOW MOMENT WAS THE LOCAL LANDFILL,  HOW LARGE IT IS  AND HOW WELL  IT IS RUN.  

I AM KAITLYN,  I AM FROM  ORMAN BEACH. AUGURY UP WITH PARENTS--I  GREW  UP WITH PARENT WHOSE WERE  EMERGENCY SERVICES AND JUST GETTING  TO SEE WHAT THEY PROBABLY  EXPERIENCED WITH HOW THEY WERE RUNNING  THINGS WAY BACK WHEN THEY WERE  DOING THINGS WAS REALLY COOL. AND  PROBABLY DEFINITELY THE [  INAUDIBLE ] IN THIS ROOM.  

GOOD MORNING, I  AM PETER, RETIRED NAVY AFTER 23  YEARS OF SERVICE. AND  MY  WOW  MOMENT WAS HOW YOU  TREAT THE NEW HAMPSHIRE STATE BIRD.  

GOOD MORNING, I AM AN ATTORNEY  HERE IN DELAND,  FLORIDA. MY WOW MOMENT WAS SHADOWING  MR. DENNIEEN. WHAT I GOT A CHANCE  TO DO WAS SIT IN ON HIS STAFF  MEETING AFTER HAVING VISITED ALL  OF THE DEPARTMENTS AND WHAT  IT DID WAS PULL TOGETHER FOR ME  THE IMPACT AND IMPORTANCE OF TEAM  WORK AND HOW YOU PUT POLICY TOGETHER  AND GET IT  GOING. AND I CAME AWAY THINKING  MR. I AM VIRGINIA, I AM NORMAN BEACH,  THERE IS JUST SO MUCH  ABOUT THE THE CITIZEN ACADEMY  THAT WAS REALLY OVERWHELMING. I  WAS VERY IMPRESSED WITH YOUR EMPLOYEES  AND YOUR--YOUR EMPLOYEES AND SUPERVISORS.  EVERYBODY SEEMS  TO REAL LIE--TO REALLY APPRECIATE  THE JOB THAT IS THEY DO. BUT MY  WOW MOMENT, I GUESS WAS AT THE MARINE  SCIENCE CENTER  WORKING  WITH UM, MR.--AND THE VETTURA  THEIR JANUARY AND THE LAY--VETTURA  THEIR  YANKS  I  THINK THE UM, WE--UM, AND IT IS  A GREAT PLACE TO BE A PART  OF. AND I REALLY LIKE VOLUSIA  COUNTY. IT IS ONE OF THE BETTER  COUNTIES IN FLORIDA.  

WE ALL AGREE WITH  YOU ON THAT.

AND I  ALSO SHADOWED THE HUMAN SERVICES  DEPARTMENT AND WAS ABLE TO CONNECT  WITH SEVERAL DIVISIONS IN THERE  AND IT IS A WOW TO SEE HOW $20  MILLION IS TO WELL TAKEN CARE OF  AND SPREAD OUT AROUND THE COUNTY. DISEASE DISEASE  NEW AREAS FOR ME. IT HAS BEEN  MORE THAN JUST AN EDUCATION. IT  HAS BEEN AN OVERWHELMING EDUCATION.  I KNEW THAT VOLUSIA COUNTY WAS A  PRETTY GOOD  PLACE TO BE. NOW I KNOW IT IS A  GREAT PLACE TO  BE. I APPRECIATE  MY CLASSMATES. I  TEND TO BE SENTIMENTAL. AND THAT, I FOUND THAT  IT TOOK ME ABACK AND I FOUND IT  REFRESHING  THAT UM, WE ARE  UM, WE ARE JOINT AGAINERS HERE AND  I HAVE BEEN TO THE WEB IDENTITY  TO LOOK TO SEE WHERE I COULD SERVE.  I AM PRESENTLY A SMALL BUSINESS  OWNER LOOKING TO BUILD THAT BUSINESS  AND I WANT TO FIND OUT HOW  YOU ALL HAVE GIVEN AND THOSE BEFORE  YOU HAVE GIVEN AND NOW IT IS MY  TURN TO STEP UP AND SEE HOW I CAN  GIVE BACK AS WELL. THANK YOU SO  MUCH FOR THIS OPPORTUNITY.  

ALL RIGHT, THANK YOU. AND OKAY.

I DID HAVE THE OPPORTUNITY  AND I WAS THE SHADOW OF  GEORGE BAKER, IT WAS  AMAZING. I ALREADY ASKED HIM THIS  MORNING IF I COULD COME BACK AND  DO IT AGAIN. HE HAS A LOT OF  GREAT PEOPLE. GET ONLINE AND FILL  OUT THE APPLICATION TO GET ON THE  COMMITTEES BECAUSE YOU THINK YOU  HAD A LEARNING EXPERIENCE THERE,  THAT WILL BE A REAL  LEARNING EXPERIENCE. IT IS REALLY  EXCITING. MR. PATTERSON, YOU  HAVE SOME COMMENT?  

YES, UM, BACK WHEN THIS PROGRAM  FIRST STARTED I WAS IN THE STATE  LEGISLATURE AND MY AID  CAME OVER TO ME AND ASK IF SHE COULD  TAKE PART IN THE CLASS AND THE  HER WOW MOMENT WAS GOING OVER AND  WATCHING AN AUTOPSY. BUT IT WAS GREAT FOR HER  AND SHE STILL TALKS ABOUT IT, AND  THAT WAS MANY YEARS AGO  WHEN SHE WENT THROUGH THE FIRST  PROGRAM. AND MR. WHITE, DID THEY  GET ANY ICE CREAM FROM YOU  AT ALL?  

MANY, MANY  DAYS.  

YOU HAVE TO COME TO  THE MICROPHONE.  

I AM SORRY,  THANK YOU, MR. CHAIR. YES,  MANY MORNINGS OUR MORNING REFRESHMENTS  CAME FROM THE MARKET. THANK YOU.  

AND THEY WERE  GOOD, TOO.  

PUBLICS USED TO PUT ON AN ICE  CREAM SOCIAL WHEN I WAS IN THE LEGISLATURE.  AND THAT WAS GREAT FUN. I JUST WANTED  TO THROW THAT IN THERE. BUT THANK  YOU, THANK YOU FOR DOING IT  AND FOR TAKING THE  TIME. IT MAY COST THE COUNTY MONEY  BUT I THINK YOUR TIME  AND WHAT YOU PUT INTO IT  IS WORST MORE THAN WHAT--IS  WORTH MORE THAN WHAT WE PUT OUT.  SO IT IS A  GREAT  EXPERIENCE  FOR ALL OF YOU.  

YOU WERE ABLE TO SEE THE REST  OF THE STORY, IF YOU WILL ON THE  DAY-TO-DAY OPERATION OF WHAT WE--OPERATIONS  OF WHAT WE DO. BUT TO MY SHADOW  UM, I ENJOYED PENDING THE TIME WITH  YOU. HE--SPENDING THE TIME WITH  YOU. HE CAME TO THE MEETING IN THE  MORNING AND THEN  WE WENT TO LUNCH MR. THE MAYOR SPOKE  SO WE HAD THE CHANCE TO SPEAK TO  A LOT OF LEADERS IN THE COUNTY AND  WHAT CRAFTED THEM AS LEADERS AND  HOW THEY DO LEAD. SO I  ENJOYED IT. BUT I JUST HAVE ONE  QUESTION, I DON'T KNOW WHAT THE  ISSUE WAS THAT YOU WORKED  ON,  DID YOU PREVAIL, JOHN?

JUST TO SAY THANKS ONCE AGAIN  FOR THE TIME THAT YOU PUT IN. THANKS  FOR ALL OF THE INPUT THAT YOU GAVE  ME BACK ON  THE EMPLOYEES IN OUR  ORGANIZATION. UM, YOU DID COME UP  A LITTLE SHY ON YOUR CHALLENGE SO  I  HAVE TO KEEP  THAT IN MIND. I WOULD LIKE MORE  PEOPLE TO FEEL THAT AND I DO  WANT TO APOLOGIZE AHEAD OF TIME,  IF YOU START TO LOSE  YOUR INVITATIONS TO COCKTAIL PARTIES  WHEN YOU FEEL COMPEL TODAY  DEFEND GOVERNMENT OR CORRECT MYTHS,  YOU NEED TO WATCH THAT. BUT I AM  GLAD THAT YOU ALL ENJOYED IT. UM,  THE OTHER THING THAT YOU DO FOR  US AND I DID NOT SAY  THIS, WE HAVE THE CHANCE TO MEET  FIRST AROUND TRY TO GET AN--AND  TRY TO GET AN IDEA AND THEN WE  MEET LAST TO TRY AND SEE HOW IT  ALL WENT. BUT YOU ALSO DO US A  FAVOR THAT  YOU DO NOT SEE. NOTHING INSPIRES  PEOPLE THAN FOR OTHER PEOPLE TO  BE INTERESTED IN THEIR JOBS AND  TO GIVE THEM A CHANCE TO DEMONSTRATE  WHAT THEY DO BECAUSE THEY DO IT  EVERY DAY AND A LOT OF TIMES, GENERALLY  THE MOST FEEDBACK YOU GET IS WHEN  YOU DO SOMETHING WRONG. RARELY DO  PEOPLE RUSH DOWN HERE TO SAY  WONDERFUL JOB. AND SO FOR THE OPPORTUNITY  FOR THEM TO SHOW PEOPLE WHAT YOU  DO AND TO GET A CHANCE TO SHOW YOU  AND THE FEEDBACK THEY GOT BACK DOES  WONDERS FOR MY WORK FORCE AND  SO I APPRECIATE THAT TIME THIS YOU  TOOK BECAUSE I THINK THAT I GET  FEEDBACK FROM YOU AND THE EMPLOYEES  WHO SAY THANK YOU. A  LOT OF TIMES YOU NEVER APPRECIATE  WHAT YOU DO AND YOU DO NOT VALUE  IT AS WELL BECAUSE YOU GET SO CAUGHT  UP IN  DAILY LIFE. THANK YOU VERY MUCH.

I JUST  WANT TO THANK ALL OF YOU FOR GIVING  OF YOUR  TIME TO COME AND BE A PART  OF THIS, THANK YOU, CINDY FOR DOING  A GREAT JOB AND IT IS  SO IMPORTANT THAT  THE PARTICIPANTS TARHEELS WE  HAVE A GOOD--THAT WE  HAVE A GOOD INSTRUCTOR TO GET THEM  THROUGH THE SYSTEM. SO THANK YOU  FOR YOUR SORE--YOUR  VEER SIS TO THE  COUNTY. AND--SERVICE TO THE COUNTY.  --SERVICE TO THE COUNTY. AND YOUR  COST IS YOUR VOICE. YOU PAY FOR  THAT BY GOING OUT AND TELLING OTHERS  ABOUT THE CLASS AND ABOUT WHAT  COUNTY GOVERNMENT IS  DOING AND WILL DO  TO INCREASE THE QUALITY OF LIFE,  THAT YOU GET IT. AND WE MAY PAY  THE COSTS, WE WANT  YOU TO BE OUR VOICE AND GO FORTH  AND DO  THE THINGS THAT WILL ENLIGHTEN THE  GENERAL PUBLIC AS WHAT WE DO AND  AS A PART OF THE COUNTY. WE THANK  YOU FOR YOUR TIME AND WE LOOK FORWARD  TO YOUR SERVICE. THANK YOU  MR. CHAIR.  

THANK YOU. MR.  WAGNER.  

THANK YOU. SORRY, I MISSED BREAKFAST  THIS MORNING. I AM THE SICK KID  THAT HAD TO GO TO SCHOOL. ALONG  WITH MY SICK KIDS WHO ARE  WITH MY MOTHER TODAY. SO AMEN TO  THAT. MY WOW MOMENT WAS WHEN I WAS  DRIVING TO A COUNTY COUNCIL MEETING  ONE DAY AND IT WAS EARLY ON AND  IT WAS RAINING AND WE WERE HAVING  A LOT OF FIRES, NOT THE FIRES LIKE  EIGHT YEARS AGO, THEY WERE A  LOT. BUT I GUESS FIVE YEARS AGO  AND I WAS EXCITED THAT IT WAS RAINING  AND  I SAW  A MUD PIDDLE AND--MUD PUDDLE AND  THEN YOU HAD THE BUGS. YOU  ARE DEALING WITH DRAINAGE ISSUES  AND BUCKS. AND  THERE IS ALWAYS--AND BUGS. AND THERE  IS ALWAYS SOMETHING. I DID APPRECIATE  THE YOLK, IT WAS BASED  ON SOMEONE THAT HAS  GONE THROUGH THE CITIZEN'S ACADEMY,  YOU ARE PAYING THE  BILL. THAT WAS GOOD. YOU  TURNED REALLY RED, THAT RED JELLY  BEAN  WAS A SHADE BELOW  YOURS. JUST KIDDING. BUT NO, I APPRECIATE  EVERYBODY DOING IT. IT  IS A GREAT PROGRAM AND CINDY  DOES  A GREAT JOB. I HAVE A FAMILY MEMBER  ON THE END. I DO APPRECIATE  EVERYBODY AND I DO THINK IT IS  EYE OPENING FOR EVERYONE. THANKS.  

WELL, WITH ALL OF THAT SAID THANK  YOU ONCE AGAIN FOR UM, LEARNING  ABOUT GOVERNMENT AND HOW WE WORK  AND HOW EVERYTHING HAPPENS AND UM,  I GUESS WITH ALL OF THAT, YOU GUYS  ARE DIS-MESSED. HAVE A  GREAT DAY AND FORE--DICES  --YOU ARE DISMISSED. GO FORTH AND  GET EVERYBODY THAT YOU KNOW, COME  ON OVER AND JOIN THE CITIZEN'S ACADEMY  AND LEARN ABOUT WHAT IS GOING ON.  SO THANK  YOU  FOR  YOUR SERVICE VERY MUCH. 

ALL RIGHT, WITH ALL OF THAT  FUN DONE, WE WILL  NOW MOVE  ONTO ITEM NUMBER 7. RESOLUTION  REQUEST TO THE TROT  TRUST--OF THE TRUSTEES TO  TRANSFER MURRAY DEED RESERVE EASEMENTS  TO THE COUNTY ALONG THE BAY TOWN  ROAD. AND I DID IT ALL WITH ONE  BREATH. JERRY, GOOD  MORNING.  

GOOD MORNING. JERRY  BRENT, COUNTY ENGINEER. UM, BEFORE  YOU TODAY IS UM,  IT IS A REQUEST REGARDING A  MURPHY DEED RELEASE AND IT PERTAINS  TO THE NEXT SEGMENT  OF THE EAST CENTRAL REGIONAL RAIL  TRAIL. IF WE CAN  GO TO THE FIRST SLIDE. UM, THIS  DEALS WITH A SEGMENT THAT IS UM,  OH, IT IS ABOUT TWO AND A HALF  MILES LONG FROM STATE  ROAD 45 SALVE  TO--45 TO GUYS ROAD. ---415 TO GUYS  ROAD. AS YOU CAN SEE ON THE MAP,  THERE IS A BLUE OVAL THAT SHOWS  THE SHORT SEGMENT. UM, OF THE 66  MILES THAT ARE IN QUESTIONED TO  UM, ABOUT 1300 FEET. THAT IS A QUARTER  OF A MILE THAT  THE STATE WAS NOT UM,  ABLE TO PURCHASE THE 100 FEET OF  RIGHT OF WAY FROM  THE OLD FEC RAILROAD WAS. THEY PURCHASED  UM, SO THERE IS A SHORT SEGMENT  ON ONE SIDE AND THEY PURCHASED IN  THE MIDDLE AND I WILL  GET INTO THAT AND THEN ABOUT ANOTHER  FIVE LOTS WHERE THEY DID NOT  PURCHASE. THE NEXT SLIDE SHOWS MORE  DETAIL OF THAT SEGMENT  FROM 415 WHICH IS UM, WHERE  THE TRAIL ENDS COMING FROM UM, THORN  VIEW PARK AND WE HAVE GOT  UNDER CONSTRUCTION THE BRIDGE OVER  415. AND THERE IS A TRAIL  GOING DOWN 415 UNDER  CONSTRUCTION TO SEMINOLE COUNTY.  THE OVAL REPRESENTS UM, THE SEGMENT  THAT IS THE 1300 FEET PLUS THERE  IS IN THE MIDDLE OF THAT, IT  IS ACTUALLY HALF A MILE, BUT HALF  OF IT HAS RAILROAD RIGHT OF  WAY. BUT ON EITHER END THERE IS  NO RAILROAD RIGHT OF WAY THAT WAS  PURCHASED BY THE STATE. AND YOU  WILL SEE THAT IN A SECOND. THE NEXT  SLIDE IS A SERIES JUST  QUICKLY THROUGH THIS, BACKING UP,  BACK SEVERAL YEARS AGO IN 2009,  I THINK IT WENT WITH A FINAL  REPORT IN 2010. WE DID THE PD AND  E STUDY. THAT IS THE PROJECT DEVELOPMENT  AND ENVIRONMENT STUDY  AND IT FOCUSES ON  ALIGNMENT, THE GENERAL LOCATION  OF ALTERNATIVE A VERSES ALTERNATIVE  B THINGS OF THAT SORT, IT LOOKS  AT THE ENVIRON MENTAL IMPACTS  AND IMPACTS TO THE NATURAL ENVIRONMENT,  HOMES, BUSINESSES, THAT SUCH  OF THING. THIS STUDY, IT COVERED  THE WHOLE LENGTH OF  WHAT WAS PURCHASED FROM DELTONA  ALL THE WAY TO EDGE  WATER. A FEW SLIDES HERE DEAL WITH  THE SECTION THAT IS FUNDED  AND WE ARE UM,  TALKING ABOUT TODAY, BEGINNING AT  415 ON YOUR LEFT HAND SIDE, THIS  WAS AN ALIGNMENT  THAT FOLLOWED THE RAILROAD, THE  100 FEET OF RIGHT OF WAY. YOU CAN  SEE THAT BUSINESSES AND DEVELOPMENT  IS NEXT TO IT. IF YOU GO TO THE  NEXT ONE YOU CAN SEE IT IS REALLY  IN THE BACK OF PEOPLE'S PROPERTIES  AND THEIR HOMES AND YOU CAN SEE  THAT IT IS IN FRONT  YARD SO TO  SPEAK, OF AT LEAST ONE RURAL  RESIDENCE  THERE. THIS  IS WELL SOUTH OF OWES TEEN MAY TOWN  ROAD RIGHT  NOW. YOU ARE NOT GOING TO SESTINE  MAY TOWN ON THIS EXHIBIT. GO TO  THE NEXT ONE, PLEASE. THERE YOU  CAN SEE UP AT THE CROSS THE  TOP. YOU CAN SEE THE ROAD, BUT  YET THE RAILROAD WAS  ONE PROPERTY DEPTH REMOVED FROM  MAY TOWN ROAD. AND YOU CAN SEE IT  IS IN BASICALLY, THE BACK OF ALL  OF THOSE LOTS. THEN AS WE GO TO  THE NEXT SLIDE WE ARE STILL WITHIN  THAT 100 FEET THAT THE STATE  OWNED, THEY BOUGHT, AND HAZELESSED  IT TO--AS LEASED IT TO YOU TO PUT  THE TRAIL IN. THERE YOU CAN SEE  PRETTY CLOSE TO SOME OF THE HOMES,  UM, THEN YOU ARE PICKING UP  WHERE THE CURVE ON THE UPPER  RIGHT HAND CORNER,  YOU CAN SEE WHERE THE ROAD CURVES  DOWN AND GETS CLOSER TO THE  OLD RAILROAD. NEXT SLIDE. HERE IS  WHERE YOU CAN SEE  UP INUNTIL YOU SEE THE--UP UNTIL  YOU SEE THE DARK BLUE AND THE YELLOW,  YOU CAN SEE THE OUTLINE OF WHERE  THE 100 FEET GOES TO  AND IT ENDS. IT ENDS AT I BELIEVE  THE MAN'S NAME IS MR. MARK DAVIS.  HE SPOKE AT THE COUNCIL MEETING  TWO MEETINGS AGO. THAT IS HIS HOME  WHERE WE LOOKED AT THAT THE STATE  COULD NOT BUY THAT PIECE OF RIGHT  OF WAY. SO WE LOOKED AT DO YOU GO  AROUND THE BACK OF THE  PROPERTY OR DO  YOU GO GENERALLY  ADJACENT TO THE ROAD? WE  FELT THE LEAST IMPACTED AND UM,  THE BEST ALTERNATIVE WOULD BE TO  BE UP THERE WHERE YOU HAVE  THE TRUCKS AND CARS AND  EVERYBODY RUNNING ALONG THE ROAD.  AND THEN YOU CAN SEE THE RAILROAD  RIGHT OF WAY PICKS UP AGAIN ON  THE NEXT PROPERTY. SO THERE  ARE SEVEN MORE  PROMMERTIES. --MORE PROPERTIES.  THERE ARE SEVEN WHERE THE STATE  DID BUY THE 100 FEET OF RIGHT OF  WAY. THEY OWN IT. AND THEN YOU  GET TO THE NEXT UM, I BELIEVE FIVE  PROPERTIES WHERE THEY DID NOT BUY  IT AND YOU CAN SEE THAT WE LOOKED  AT THE SAME AL EARNTIVES,  ONE--ALTERNATIVES, ONE ALONG THE  ROAD AND ONE DEEP  IN THEIR BACK HERE, REPRESENTED  BY THAT DARK BLUE. AT THIS TIME,  WE THOUGHT THAT WE WERE GOING HAVE  TO BUY THE RIGHT OF WAY. WE DID  NOT KNOW ABOUT THE MURPHY  DEED AT THIS STAGE. BACK THEN, WE  DID NOT DO ENOUGH RESEARCH. WE JUST  NEVER THOUGHT IT WAS OUT HERE. SO  WE THOUGHT WE WERE GOING  TO BE  BUYING IT. WE DEVELOPED AN ALTERNATIVE,  WE MINIMIZED THE IMPACT AS MUCH  AS WE COULD. YOU GO TO THE NEXT  ONE, YOU JUST SEE THE REMAINDER  OF THE FIVE PROPERTIES WHERE THE  STATE DID NOT BUY. AND THEN YOU  CAN SEE IT PICKS BACK UP WITH THE  100 FEET OF RIGHT OF WAY AND THAT  CONTINUES TO THE  EAST. IF WE  GO TO THE NEXT SLIDE, THIS  IS AN AERIAL SHOWING ALL OF THOSE  TOGETHER, WHAT IS HONE ON THE  FAR LEFT, A LITTLE BIT OF PINK  IS WHERE WITHIN THE 100 FEET OF  STATE OWNED  RIGHT OF WAY. WE  CURVE UP ALONG THE ROAD ON  THE DAVIS PROPERTY. THEN, YOU '  THE PINK--THEN, YOU SEE THE PINK.  THIS IS THE TIME, AT THIS TIME,  WE KNOW THERE IS A  MURPHY DEED. SO WHAT WE HAVE SAID  IS WE BELIEVE THE PROPERTY OWNERS  ON THE PINK PROPERTIES, THE SEVEN  PROPERTY OWNERS RATHER THAN USE  THE STATE 100 FEET OF RIGHT OF WAY,  YOU SEE THE DASHED YELLOW  LINE. RATHER THAN USE THAT, WE FELT  THOSE PROPERTY OWNERS AND THEIR  HOMES, THE BRIGHT RED UM, SQUARES,  WE FELT THEY WOULD RATHER US BE  UP ALONG THE ROAD JUST AS  THE OTHERS. SO THAT IS WHY WE HAVE  HAVE INCLUDED THOSE IN THE REQUEST  TO YOU TO  ASK THE STATE TO  RELEASE A PORTION OF  THE MURPHY DEED. AND THEN ON THAT  PINK, WE WOULD SUPPORT THE PROPERTY  OWNERS IF THEY HAVE TO BELIEVE THAT  THEY WOULD WANT US  TO HELP THEM APPLY TO RELEASE THAT  HUNDRED FEET OF  RIGHT OF WAY. WE HAVE  TALKED  WITH THE STATE AND UM, THEY ARE  RECEPTIVE AT LEAST TO A SWAP. SO  IF WE GET IN, AND  WE ARE  ABLE TO PROVIDE A CORRIDOR THAT  CAN BE A REPLACEMENTINGS THEY WOULD  CONSIDER TAKING IT OFF OF THAT PROPERTY.  AND THEN, YOU CAN SEE THEIR HOMES  RIGHT IN THE PATH PATRICK  OFFORD WHERE THE--IN THE PATH OF  WHERE THE RAILROAD WAS  AND THEN  WE  GO ALONG  THE ROAD. NOW, THE ROAD  IS 20 FEET WIDE. THE  PROPERTY BOUNDARIES ALL  OF  THESE, THEIR PROPERTY GOES 30 FEET  IN THEIR DEEDS IS THE SECTION LINE,  WHICH FOR THE MOST PART THE  SECTION LINE IS THE CENTER LINE.  FROM THE FAR WEST, IT IS SLIGHTLY  OFF. BUT FOR THE MOST PART IT IS  THE CENTER LINE  OF THE ROAD. SO  THEIR PROPERTY, THEIR LEGAL DESCRIPTIONS  START 30 FEATEST OF THE CENTER LINE.  THAT IS--FEET SOUTH OF THE CENTER  LINE. THIS IS 10 FEET  OF PAVEMENT. 20 FEET OF SHOULDER  AND DITCH AND THEN FOR  THE POST PART THERE IS A HOG WIRE,  MOST OF IT IS OLDER BUT I THINK  IT IS STILL ENOUGH TO HOLD IN,  THEY HAVE SOME HOGS, CATTLE, SOME  HORSES, IT  IS ON THE  BACKSIDE OF THE DITCH. SO OUR RIGHT  OF WAY GOES 30 FEET. IN SOME  PLACES THE FENCE ACTUALLY IS IN  THE DITCH. BUT IT IS WHAT IT IS.  IT IS THERE. SO WHAT WE ARE PROPOSING  ON THE FIRST PROPERTY THERE ON THE  WESTERN SIDE, WELL, IF YOU LOOK  REAL CLOSELY, YOU CAN SEE A THIN  RED LINE RUNNING  ALL THE WAY ALONG. THAT IS  THE HUNDRED FOOT FROM  CENTER LINE. THAT IS THE MURPHY  DEED. POINT TO THE THIN LINE RIGHT  THERE. YOU CAN SEE AND THE LIGHT  BLUE IS WHAT WE ARE REQUESTING THE  STATE TO RELEASE FOR CONSTRUCTION  OF THE TRAIL. BUT  THE RED LINE IS WHAT THE STATE,  OWN IS PROBABLY TOO STRONG A WORD.  BUT IT IS WHAT THE  STATE HAS CONTROL OF, THE EASEMENT,  THE RIGHT OF WAY. WE ARE NOT  REQUESTING RELEASE TO THE  COUNTY OF THE ENTIRE  100  FEET. IT IS ONLY ABOUT 30 FEET.  SO  ON THE WESTERN MOST PROPERTY,  WE HAVE, WE ARE PUTTING, WE ARE  PROPOSING THE TRAIL TO BE  ON THE BACKSIDE OF THE SWELL THERE.  IN THAT PROPERTY, IT IS NOT MUCH  OF A SWELL. IT IS FAIRLY GENTLE.  BUT WE ARE ON THE BACKSIDE, WE ARE  AS CLOSE AS  WE CAN BE TO THAT SWELL. IN  FACT FROM TWO MEETINGS AGO, WE  HAVE PULLED IT  CLOSE CLOSE--CLOSER TO THE ROAD,  20 FEET. WE HAVE LOOKED AT THEM  AND LOOKED AT THEM MORE CLOSELY  AND PULLED THAT WE WERE  ABLE TO PUT A SHARPER CURVE. WE  DID NOT HAVE THE SHARP OF A CURVE.  IT MEETS ALL OF OUR STANDARDS BUT  WE TIGHTENED IT UP SO WE  ARE ABOUT SO WE ARE ABOUT 20 FEET  FURTHER AWAY. THE TRAIL IS DIRECTLY  IN FRONT SEAT OF THE  HOME THERE, IT  IS ABOUT 120 FEET. THEN YOU GET  INTO THE NEXT SECTION,  AND  WE ARE AGAIN, DIRECTLY BEHIND  THE SWELL. AND IN THAT WHOLE SECTION  THERE, IT IS 25 FEET BACK FROM THE  GENERALLY WHERE THEIR FENCE IS.  AND WHAT WE WOULD PROPOSE TO DO  AS PART OF OUR CONTRACT, IS  WHATEVER FENCE THEY HAVE, WE  WILL REPLACE IT ON THE BACKSIDE  OR THE TRAIL BETWEEN THEIR PROPERTY,  THEIR HOME, AND THE TRAIL. IF IT  IS A HOG WIRE FENCE, WE'LL REPLACE  IT WITH A BRAND NEW TYPE OF A FENCE  TO KEEP THE LIVESTOCK  IN. I THINK ON THE FAR LEFT, MR.  DAVIS, HE HAS GOT, IT  IS  PRETTY OLD, IT IS A STOCKADE FENCE  FOR A PART OF HIS LOT. IF WE ARE  HITTING THAT, WE'LL REPLACE THAT  TYPE OF FENCE. HE  HAS GOT A LITTLE  DECORATIVE SLAT FENCE AT HIS  DRIVEWAY. WE'LL RELOCATE THAT, YOU  DO NOT USUALLY DO THAT, THEY BREAK  UP, PUT A NEW ONE. WE WILL REPLACE  THE TYPE OF THINGS. IF THEY HAVE  GOT A GATE AND SOME  OF THEM HAVE GATES, THEY HAVE A  GREAT WHERE THEY DRIVE IN, WE  WILL REPLACE THAT GATE WITH  EITHER  A SWING  OUT  OR A ROLL HORIZONTALLY. WHATEVER  MAKES IT WORK BEST WITH THEM AND  WILL WORK WITH OUR PROJECT. AND  AGAIN, I AM RECOMMENDING TO YOU  THAT WE NOT USE WHAT IS OWNED BY  THE STATE FOR THOSE SEVEN PROPERTIES.  WE MOVE IT FURTHER AWAY FROM THE  HOMES. YOU CAN SEE ONE RED ONE IS  RIGHT  UP AGAINST WHAT THE STATE BOUGHT.  WE DON'T KNOW WHY THEY WOULD  WANTTOUS BE IN  THERE. --WANT US TO BE IN THERE.  SO IT IS ON  THE BACKSIDE OF THE DRAINAGE DITCH.  THEN WHEN WE GET TO THE FAR EAST  WHERE THEY DID  NOT BUY ANY, YOU CAN SEE THE HOMES  REALLY CLOSE, ONE PARTICULARLY CLOSE,  THE ONE  TO THE RIGHT, THAT  ONE, THAT  ONE, AGAIN,  IN, IN SUBURBAN OR URBAN TERMS IT  IS NOT THAT CLOSE. BUT THAT IS 50  FEET FROM THE EDGE  OF THE TRAIL. YOU THINK ABOUT NEIGHBORHOODS  YOU KNOW, SIDEWALKS AND PEOPLE IN  FRONT OF HOMES, A LOT OF TIMES IT  IS 20, 25, 30 FEET IN  FRONT OF PEOPLE'S HOMES. THIS IS  50 FEET. BUT FOR THIS AREA,  WE THINK IT  IS CLOSE. BECAUSE IT IS RURAL. SO,  WE HAVE  DONE MORE TREATMENT THERE AND YOU  CAN SEE THE LITTLE CUT OUT. WE ARE  PROPOSING ON THAT  PROPERTY TO DO A  COMBINATION PIPE AND  SHALLOWER SWELL, WHICH WILL ALLOW  US TO PULL BACK WHAT  WE REQUEST TO BE TRANSFERRED UM,  FROM WHAT WE  HAD BEEN PROPOSING AN ADDITIONAL,  I  BELIEVE 13 FEET. ON THE ONE  TO THE WEST, IT IS FAIRLY  CLOSE BUT AGAIN,  IT  IS 80. FEET YOU, IN--80 FEET. IN  RULE CONDITIONS THAT IS CLOSE. ON  THAT ONE, WHAT WE HAVE PROPOSED  TO DO IN  THE AREA IS TO RELOCATE THE DITCH.  RATHER THAN THE TRAIL BE ON THE  BACKSIDE OF THE DITCH AND BE  CLOSER TO THEIR HOMES,  WE HAVE SAID LET'S PUT THE TRAIL  AS CLOSE TO THE TRAVEL LANES  AS WE CAN. AND THE CLOSEST  I CAN FEEL COMFORTABLE WITH IS SEVEN  FEET OFFSET. IT IS 45  MILES PER HOUR. HEAVY  TRUCKS AND TRAFFIC. SEVEN FEET OFFSET  AND THEN A 12-FOOT TRAIL. WE'LL  FILL IN THE  DITCH. BUT YOU CANNOT ELIMINATE  THAT DITCH. YOU CANNOT TAKE AWAY  THE VOLUME. YOU ARE JUST ASKING  FOR TROUBLES THE NEXT TIME WE GET  A HEAVY RAIN EVENT. PLUS, WE  ARE ADDING 12 FEET OF  SURFACE. THAT IS 12 MORE FEET OF  WATER THAT HAS  TO GO SOME WHERE. SO WE  DON'T FEEL COMFORTABLE AT ALL IN  PIPING ANY OF THIS SECTION. SO WHAT  WE ARE PROPOSING IS YOU PUT THE  TRAIL AS CLOSE TO THE ROAD AS  YOU CAN, THEN WE PUT OUR SWELL.  AND I WILL COMMIT TO YOU AS WE DO  ON ALL OF  OUR PROJECTS, WE WILL, WE WILL MISS  AS MANY TREES AND MINIMIZE THE IMPACT  AS MUCH AS WE CAN. WE  WILL NOT BUILD A BIGGER SWELL THAN  WE FEEL WE NEED TO. WE ARE GOING  TO BE VERY SENSITIVE  TO WHAT THE RESIDENTS CONCERNS  ARE. AND THAT IS THE WAY THAT IT  IS ALL THE WAY ALONG TO THE END  OF THIS. THE SWELL IS ON THE BACKSIDE  BECAUSE WE BELIEVE THEY WOULD RATHER  HAVE THE BIKERS,  THE WALKERS, THE  HIKERS, WALK CLOSER TO THE ROAD.  IT IS A LOT MORE EXPENSIVE BUT WE  THINK IT IS THE RIGHT THING TO DO  BECAUSE THIS IS A RURAL AREA, AND  UM, YOU KNOW, IT IS NOT A NEIGHBORHOOD  STREET WHERE SIDEWALKS ARE YOU KNOW,  20, 25 FEET  FROM YOUR HOME. CLOSEST WILL BE  50 FEET TO THE  TRAIL. AND THE NEXT CLOSEST IS 80  AND I THINK ON THE  FAR RIGHT THE THIRD  ONE, MR. AND MRS.--THEY ARE UM,  150 FEET FROM  THE EDGE OF THE TRAIL. AND  THEN THE FIRST ONE, MR. DAVIS, HE  IS 120 AND THEN IT JUST  INCREASES ON THE  OTHER ONES. SO  WE HAVE TRIED TO DO EVERYTHING THAT  WE BELIEVE FROM THE  ENGINEERING STANDPOINT TO MINIMIZE  THE IMPACT BUT, A  CARDINAL RULE IS  YOU DON'T REDUCE THE VOLUME OF DRAINAGE.  WE HAVE HAD SPOKEN TO SOME OF  THE RESIDENTS, THEY HAVE NOT SEEN  RAIN, THE KIND OF RAIN  EVENTS THAT WE HAVE EVERY, YOU KNOW,  2004, WE HAD A HURRICANE, YOU KNOW,  WE HAD THE TROPICAL  STORM CAME THROUGH THE BERRY AREA.  I DON'T KNOW WHAT IT DID HERE BUT  YOU  JUST DON'T DO THAT. THEY ALWAYS  REMEMBER WHEN THEIR YARD FLOODS  OR THEIR HOUSE FLOODS, THEY REMEMBER  WHAT WAS  THE LAST PROJECT THAT TOOK PLACE?  WE HAVE BEEN IN A  NUMBER OF LAWSUITS, LAKE GIRDY WAS  THE LAST, MOST RECENT, WE  HAD ONE DOWN IN BERRY ABOUT FOUR  OR FIVE YEARS AGO WITH A  POND. YOU MAY  REMEMBER IT VERY WELL. IT OVERTOPPED  AND IT WAS  WHEN A TROPICAL STORM FAY  CAME THROUGH. A MAJOR LAWSUIT AND  THEN OTHER ONES FURTHER BACK IN  THE BERRY AREA AND  UM, SO, WE ARE VERY ATTUNE  TO YOU DON'T REDUCE THE DRAINAGE  AND WE ARE ACTUALLY  PUTTING ANOTHER 12 FEET TO ACCOMMODATE  THAT. SO WHAT WE ARE  REQUESTING TODAY IS THAT  YOU UM, APPROVE THE RESOLUTION TO  BE SENT TO THE STATE, THEY WILL  MAKE  THE FINAL DETERMINATION. OF THE  100 FEET, THE PORTION THAT IS  ON THEIR  PROPERTY,  WHICH IS BEHIND  THEIR FENCES, IS ABOUT  20 FEET TO ABOUT 34 FEET. AND THE  BALANCE OF IT BETWEEN THE  LIGHT BLUE AND THAT SOLID RED  LINE AS I TOLD YOU A COUPLE  OF WEEKS AGO, WE WILL WORK WITH  THE PROPERTY OWNERS TO HELP THEM  IN PROCESSING THE PAPERWORK TO ASK  THE STATE TO RELEASE THE BALANCE  OF IT TO THEM SO THAT IT  IS NO LONGER A CLOUD ON THEIR TITLE  AND WE WILL WORK WITH THE STATE  ALSO ON THE PINK,  THAT 100 FEET TO SEEK THEM TO  SAY THERE IS NO PUBLIC USE FOR IT.  IF WE HAVE GOT THE TRAIL TO THE  NORTH OF IT, THERE IS NO PUBLIC  USE, IT NEEDS TO BE BACK ON THE  TAX ROLL AND  WE WOULD SUPPORT  THAT AS WELL. AND  THAT CONCLUDES, OH, UM, IN  YOUR PACKET, WHAT I PASSED OUT TO  YOU, THIS DRAWING HERE, THE  NEXT IS A REVISED RESOLUTION AND  LEGAL  DESCRIPTIONS AND SCREECHES THAT  REFLECTS--AND SKETCHES THAT REFLECTS  WHAT YOU SEE ON THE CUTOUT THERE  WHERE THE CLOSEST HOME, THEY HAVE  A LITTLE WELL HOUSE RIGHT THERE,  WE  ARE MISSING THAT. HE HAS GOT A GATE,  UM, WE RESPECT THAT HE NEEDS TO  BE ABLE TO PARK HIS  TRUCK OUTSIDE OF HIS GARAGE AND  THIS WILL ALLOW, I BELIEVE IT IS  33 FEET OR SO AND I WOULD  THINK THAT WE WOULD  PUT A SLIDING GATE RATHER THAN AN  OPENING WEIGHT. BUT WE'LL WORK WITH  THE PROPERTY OWNER AS TO JUST WHAT  THEY WOULD LIKE. BUTLY  COMMIT TO YOU, I HAVE--BUT I WILL  COMMIT TO YOU, THERE IS NICE LANDSCAPING  OUT THERE. WE  WILL WORK WITH THEM TO SALVAGE AND  KEEP AWAY FROM THE LANDSCAPING.  WE LOVE THE TREES, KEEP THEM. THAT  IS THE BEAUTY OF BEING OUT ON A  TRAIL, SEE THE  NATURE. SO WE COMMIT TO YOU THAT  WE ARE DOING--THAT WE ARE GOING  BE VERY CAREFUL AND MINIMIZE MY  TAKING AND REPLACE  WHATEVER THEY ARE, THAT  FENCE,  AT UM, COUNTIES  EXPENSE. THAT NOW CONCLUDES MY  PRESENTATION.  

OKAY, THANK YOU VERY  MUCH. UM, ANY OTHER COMMENTS  FROM STAFF? OKAY. WE DO HAVE SOME  CITIZEN PARTICIPATION HERE. UM,  I DO HAVE ONE ME BEFORE YOU  GO ANY WHERE, JERRY. I AM LOOKING  AT THE DIAGRAM, THE TOTAL DISTANCE  FROM UM, I AM LOOKING RIGHT  AT THE DIAGRAM, THE  TOTAL DISTANCE FROM THE CENTER OF  LINE, IT SAYS ON THE FAR  LEFT, 55 FEET,  IS THAT CORRECT? I HAVE GOT AN IPAD,  IT IS REALLY EXPANDED UP SO I CAN  READ AN ALL OF THE  NUMBERS. AND IT SAYS COUNTY ROAD,  IT IS THE DRAWN ONE, NOT THE PICTURE.  

OKAY.  

UM, I THINK ON  OURS--  

THAT SOUNDS CORRECT. IT WOULD  BE 30 FEET OF RIGHT OF WAY AND IN  THAT AREA, I BELIEVE THROUGH THE  PINK AREA, AS I RECALL IT  IS 25 FEET, IT GETS TO 30 FEET ON  THE OTHERS.  

OKAY, I AM JUST GOING ON  THE DIAGRAM, THE TOTAL FROM THE  CENTER LINE IS 55 FEET OUT  AND THAT IS WHERE THE TRAIL GOES.  

WHATEVER IS WRITTEN ON THERE  IS CORRECT AND THAT  SOUNDS CORRECT.  

OKAY, THANK. ANYONE  ELSE? OKAY. OKAY, WE HAVE CITIZEN  PARTICIPATION. HERE WE UM, WHAT  I AM GOING TO DO IS JERRY, YOU MIGHT  WANT TO LEAVE THE FRONT ROW HERE,  WE ARE GOING TO FILL UP THE FRONT  ROW HERE WITH THE PEOPLE AS  WE GO ALONG. BRINE, IF YOU  LO--BRYAN, IF YOU TOM--BRYAN, IF  YOU COME  UP, CHRIS TEEN, KATHRYN. SAY AGAIN?  

[ INAUDIBLE - LOW  VOLUME  ]  

I AM SORRY. OKAY. BRNON.  --BRYON. OKAY, 

     TIMOTHY. WILLIAM [ INAUDIBLE ].  COME  ON UP FRONT THERE, WILLIAM. NOW  YOU ARE  MAKING  ME WEAR MY GLASSES. GEORGE, 

     JANICE. OKAY, SO YOU ARE JANICE?  OKAY. I WILL PULL YOU  OFF TO THE SIDE. MARK. MARK? AND  YOU?  

[ INAUDIBLE - LOW VOLUME ]  

WE GET A LIST OF TWO OF THREE  PEOPLE TOGETHER AND ONE PERSON WANTS  TO SPEAK WE CAN GIVE THEM THE  FIVE MINUTES. ARE YOU GOING  TO SPEAK  FOR MORE THAN JUST HIM? SURE, 19 FEET.  

[ INAUDIBLE - LOW VOLUME ]  

YOU WILL HAVE TO SPEAK  ON THE MICROPHONE. AND GIVE  HIM A HAND  MICRO MICROPHONE--MICROPHONE.  

YES, STOP HIS TIME FOR A MOMENT.  

OKAY, TAKE OFF WITH IT. YOU HAVE  IS MORE ROOM GO THAT WAY.  

BEGIN  HIS TIME, PLEASE.  

SLOW DOWN. KEEP GOING. WE ARE  AT 13. KEEP GOING. WE ARE AT 14.  GO ALL  THE WAY TO THE BACK. KEEP  GOING SLOW DOWNRIGHT HERE IS 25  FEET FROM THE EDGE OF  MY ROAD  TO MY PROPERTY. OKAY? GO THE OTHER  30 FEET IF THEY WANT TO  TALK WHAT IS MY  PROPERTY, JUMP OUT  THE WINDOW. GO, STOP. WE ARE  AT 40 FEET. 36 MORE FEET YOU GOT  TO  DO THAT TO HAVE A DITCH OR A DRAINAGE?  WHEN I HEARD  THE PASTOR THIS MORNING DO HIS PRAYER  AND HE SAID IN AMERICA TODAY WHAT  IS WRONG IS RIGHT AND WHAT  IS RIGHT  IS WRONG. YOU KNOW WHAT HE  MEANT? THIS YEAR  WHEN THE GOVERNMENT SHUTDOWN HAPPENED  A LOT OF WORLD  WAR I I VETERANS GOT OUT AND IT  WAS BARRICADED AND  THEY BROKE IT. THEY WENT TO JAIL.  BY LAW, THAT WAS RIGHT. YOU ARE THE FIVE MINUTE PERSON.  

 OKAY, YOU  HAVE FIVE MINUTES. AZIONE SOON AS--AS  SOON AS WE, THERE YOU GO.

YES, I KNOW. I  HAVE ACTUALLY HELD THAT TAPE.

IF YOU DON'T  MIND, SIR, THANK YOU. ALL RIGHT,  KATHRYN. AND YOU HAVE FIVE MINUTES  BECAUSE YOU ARE SPEAKING FOR MORE  THAN ONE PERSON.  

CORRECT.  

AND PLEASE, THANK YOU.  

OKAY, I AM  KATHRYN AND  I LIVE AT  695 OSTEIN, I  WANT TO THANK  DEN ANIES--DENYS FOR CALLING, PAT  PATTERSON CALLED IN AND THANK YOU  FOR THOSE WHO TOOK INTEREST  IN HEARING OUR VIEWS. IN  THIS THE 2009 PD  AND E STUDY, IT DID ATHAT MAY  TOWN TRAIL, YOU COULD GET 10 FEET  WITH A TOTAL  OF 16 FEET, CAUSE ME. BUT NOW AND  SHALL--EXCUSE ME. AND NOW IT IS  CHANGE TODAY 55 FEET AND WE DON'T  UNDERSTAND WHY. HE TALKED ABOUT  THE DRAINAGE BUT THERE IS  MORE INFORMS IN THE PD AND E STUDY  AND IT IS QUITE UM, DETAILED AND  THERE IS A LOT OF DETAIL ABOUT THE  DITCHES. AND IT CAN  BE DONE. IT SAYS, THE TRAIL CAN  BE LOWERED TO TEN FEET. BUT WE  ARE NOT DISPUTING THE FACT, FINE,  PUT A 12-FOOT TRAIL. BUT PUT IT  ON YOUR PROPERTY. THERE IS  NO REASON TO TAKE OUR LAND. AND AGAIN, YOU TALK ABOUT  THE 12-FOOT WIDE TRIAL. WELL, THAT  IS THE--TRAIL. WELL, THAT IS THE  WIDTH OF OUR GATE. WHY DO  YOU NEED ANYTHING  WIDER THAN THAT? BESIDES THE EXTRA  FEET. SO 25 FEET OF AND ANOTHER  30 FEET THEY WANT TO TAKE OF THE  MURPHIES DEED AND THEY WILL HELP  US APPLY FOR THE STATE FOR A RELEASE  OF THAT. THEY DON'T NEED THAT. THAT  IS WHAT WE ARE HERE FOR TODAY. THEY  DON'T NEED  ALL OF THAT ROOM. AND ADDITIONAL  30 FEET TAKES ALL OF  OUR BEAUTIFUL LANDSCAPING AND NATURAL  HABITAT AND TREES AND I DON'T KNOW  HOW YOU ARE GOING TO BE ABLE TO  REPLANT BIG TREES AND PLANT LIFE  THAT WE GET TO ENJOY EVERY  DAY. AND IT BUFFERS US AND OUR SON  FROM THE BUSY ROAD. BECAUSE WE HAVE  A 4-YEAR-OLD SON, I WILL NOT LET  HIM OUT ON THE TRAIL, EEN IF THEY  BUILD IT. BUT WHO--EVEN IF THEY  BUILD IT. BUT WHO IS TO  SAY THAT A STRANGER DOES NOT SEE  MY SON  AND TAKE HIM AWAY? WHO IS TO SAY  THAT DOES NOT HAPPEN? BECAUSE YOU  CAN GO ALL THE WAY DOWN  TO 95 AND  THERE YOU  GO. AND KEEP GOING. THIS IS ANOTHER  VIEW AND IT IS HARD TO SHOW YOU.  THIS IS FROM THE 25 FEET AND THE  NEXT ONE IS PLUS THE 30 FEET AND  THEN FROM THE CENTER OF  THE ROADWAY, 100 FEET, WHICH IS  THE FULL MURRAY  DEED. THEY CAN TAKE THAT FULL 100  FEET IF THEY WANT TO. KEEP THE 25  FEET. YOU CAN TAKE YOUR 25 FEET  AND BUILD WHATEVER YOU WANT. THERE  IS ROOM FOR THE DITCH,  TOO. THEY DO NOT SHOW  REAL LIFE. HE IS NOT GOING TO HAVE  TO LIVE DOWN THIS ROAD. SO AGAIN,  THERE IS PLENTY OF ROOM TO USE  THE COUNTY'S RIGHT OF WAY FOR THIS.  NOT OUR LAND. AND THEN ALSO THE  PD AND E  STUDY STATES AGAIN, 12-FOOT  SIDEWALK DIRECTLY ADJACENT TO THE  ROAD. I UNDERSTAND SAFETY. I AM  A SCHOOLTEACHER, I GET IT. BUT  THERE  IS ALSO COMMON SENSE HERE. THIS  IS IN BERRY,  APPROACHING ENTERPRISE ROAD. HERE  IS ANOTHER SIDEWALK. REAL LIFE,  IT IS CLOSE TO DELTONA  MIDDLE SCHOOL, FOUR-LANE ROAD,  VERY  BUSY ROAD, 12-FOOT SIDEWALK, FOUR  FEET BUFFER. 16 FEET, THAT  IS WHAT THEY GOT  THERE.  

YOUR  TIME IS UP, MA'AM. YOU HAD FIVE  MINUTES. YOU ARE DONE.  

I KNOW, I  AM DONE. I WILL LET THE NEXT PERSON  FINISH.  

OH, IS THERE A PERSON WHO HAS  THE  OTHER  PART  OF THE POWERPOINT GOING? OKAY, WILL,  THEN WE HAVE--OKAY, WELL, THEN YOU  HAVE, IS SOMEONE PICKING UP WHERE  YOU ARE LEAVING OFF HERE?  

NO, SHE PROBABLY WILL AT THE  END.  

OKAY. WELL, WE'LL HOLD ON  TO THE  POWERPOINT I GUESS. ALL RIGHT. TIM--

I WAS JUST GOING TO GO THROUGH  THE LIST AS  I GOT THEM. WE ARE JUST  GOING THROUGH. WHAT DO WE HAVE?  HOLD ON ONE SECOND. I WILL PUT YOU  WITH THE OTHER TWO PEOPLE THAT  ARE LEFT. HOW IS THAT? I WILL  LET YOU GO FIRST,  TIM. WE NEED YOUR NAME AND ADDRESS.  YOU NEED THREE MINUTES.  

I AM TIMOTHY [ INAUDIBLE  ] LIVE AT 10 SOUTH  [ INAUDIBLE - HEAVY ACCENT]. I HAVE  BEEN WORKING ON TRAIL PROJECTS  EXACTLY LIKE THIS FOR NEARLY 30  YEARS. I UNDERSTAND THAT TENSIONS  ARE RUNNING HIGH. I TOTALLY UNDERSTAND  THEIR CONCERNS. THIS HAS COME UP  ON EVERY TRAIL PROJECT THAT I HAVE  BEEN INVOLVED WITH. THE ARGUMENTS  ARE EXACTLY THE SAME AND MOST OF  THEM ARE BEEN MITIGATED  IN THE PAST. SMART, MOST  OF THE ADJACENT PROPERTY OWNERS  HAD BEEN OPPOSED TO THE TRAILS AND  IN THE END  HAD BECOME THEIR BIGGEST SUPPORTERS.  THEY ACTUALLY CUT HOLES IN THEIR  FENCES AND PUT IN  GATES TO HAVE BETTER ACCESS TO THE  PROP THEY ARE I. THE  PRO---PROPERTY. THE TWO BIGGEST  MYTHS IS ONE, THAT  THEIR PROPERTY  VALUE IS GOING TO  GO DOWN AND ACTUALLY THEY INCREASE  QUITE A BIT. THE OTHER BIG MYTH  IS THAT THROWN OUT IS THAT CRIME  IS GOING TO INCREASE WHEN THE EXACT  OPPOSITE HAS HAPPENED, THE CRIME  HAS GONE  DOWN BECAUSE OF HIGH EYES--BECAUSE  OF EYES ON THE  TRAIL  AND THE TREAT. TREAT--AND THE STREET.  ONE GOOD EXAMPLE IS THAT I HELPED  DEVELOP A TRAIL  NEARLY 25 YEARS AGO IN A VERY  RURAL COUNTY, WE  HAD VERY, VERY STAUNCH OPPOSITION  TO THE TRAIN EXCEPT FOR THIS TRAIL,  WE HAD 400 PEOPLE SHOW UP FOR THE  PUBLIC HEARING. MOST OF  THEM OPPOSED. AND THE TRAIL GOT  DEVELOPED ANY WAY. A CUP OLE YEARS  AGO  I WAS--A COUPLE OF YEARS AGO I  WAS TALKING IN TALLAHASSEE AND A  MAN SAID HE GREW UP THE TRAIL AND  SAID IT WAS THE BEST THING THAT  HAPPENED THIS EM. AND IT CAN BE  ONE OF THE BEST THINGS  TO HAPPEN TO VOLUSIA COUNTY BECAUSE  THESE ARE GREAT FOR THE ECONOMY.  THEY BRING IN A LOT OF MONEY TO  THE COUNTY. ONE STUDY THAT WAS DONE  LAST YEAR AS PART OF  THE CROSS FLORIDA TRAIL CONNECTOR  POINTED OUT THAT THREE TRAILS IN  THE CENTRAL FLORIDA  AREA, THREE TRAILS ALONE GENERATED  $48 MILLION LAST YEAR. SO I AM  REALLY HOPING THAT THE TRAIL WILL  GO THROUGH. I DON'T THINK THAT THE  COUNTY CAN WALK AWAY FROM THIS.  AND THIS IS BACKED UP BY THE THE  STATE OF FLORIDA. VISIT FLORIDA  REPORTS THAT IT IS THE MOST ASKED  QUESTION, WHERE THEY CAN RIDE BIKES  IN FLORIDA. I GOT  A CALL LAST  MONTH FROM IRELAND FROM PEOPLE WANTING  TO RIDE IN OUR AREA. I AM HOPING  THAT THE TRAIL WILL MOVE FORWARD  AND I THINK IT IS A  WIN WIN SITUATION. THANK  YOU VERY  MUCH.  

OKAY. NOW, MARK DAVIS. IS THIS  THE REAL MARK DAVIS IN.  

YES, THIS IS  THE REAL--MARK DAVIS?  

YES, THIS  IS THE REAL MARK DAVIS. I COULD  HAVE FIVE MINUTES. I AM WITH HARRY,  PLEASE.  

 THANK YOU VERY MUCH. MS. CUSACK  WAS NUDGING ME.  

I AM MARK DAVIS, I LIVE AT  629 MAY TOWN ROAD. UM, FIRST, I  WOULD LIKE TO SAY A LOT  OF PEOPLE, I GOT SIGNATURES WHO  COULD NOT MAKE IT TODAY BECAUSE  THEY HAVE TO WORK. THEY  WANT TO BUT THEY CAN'T. I APPRECIATE  WHAT THE LAST MAN  JUST SAID. BUT WE HAVE NEVER EVER  BEEN AGAINST THE TRAIL AT ALL. WE  HAVE NOT BEEN APPROACHED BY  ANYBODY TO ASK OUR OPINIONS THROUGH  MEETINGS AND STUFF LIKE THAT THAT  WE FOUND OUT ABOUT. WE ARE 100%  FOR THE TRAIL. THAT IS NOT THE ISSUE  HERE. THE ISSUE IS WHERE YOU  WANT TO PUT THE TRAIL. AND LIKE  KATHRYN SAID BEFORE YOU, HAVE PLENTY  OF ROOM  ON THE RIGHT OF WAY. THE DITCH AND  ALL OF THIS STUFF, I DUG MY  OWN DITCH. IT IS FLAT,  ALMOST THAT WHOLE QUARTER OF A MILE.  I DUG IT TO KEEP PEOPLE FROM DUMPING  IN MY PROPERTY. THAT IS WHY I DID  THAT. THERE IS NO DITCH, THERE IS  NO COUNTY THROUGH  THAT. THEY DO NOT CARE, RUNOFF AND  STUFF LIKE THAT. THERE ARE A LOFT--THERE  ARE A LOT  OF OTHER ISSUES WITH HIM, WITH THE  RAILROAD AND THE LAND OWNERS ARE  GOING TO PRESENT WITH APPRAISERS  AND OBVIOUSLY THEY ARE BEING TAXED  ON IT. AND IF YOU ARE BEING TAXED  ON IT, IT MEANS YOU OWN IT. BUT  NOW, BACK TO  THE ORIGINAL WRITE WANTED TO--ORIGINAL  WHERE I WANTED TO TART. OKAY, FROM  THE START--TO START, OKAY, FROM  THE START, I SAID THIS IS JUST  ANOTHER SMOKE SCREEN FOR THE COUNTY  TO GET THE BIKE TRAIL THERE. AND  WE ARE NOT AGAINST IT. I WANT  THIS CLEAR, WE ARE  NOT AGAINST IT. SOME OF US, WE ARE  NOT AGAINST IT. RUN IT DOWN THE  LENGTH OF THE RIGHT  OF WAY AND WE'LL HELP YOU  MAINTAIN IT. AND HE  HAS THE EXPENSES OF MOVING AND TRIES,  JUST RUN IT DOWN THROUGH,  MAKE A DITCH, WHICH  THERE IS NONE NOW. THE 2009 STUDY  SHOWS THIS, A NICE PERFECT LINE.  WHAT HAPPENED TO THAT? I KNOW WHAT  HAPPENED TO IT. THE PROBLEM IS,ND  I WAS SO WRONG  THINKING IT WAS ABOUT THE BIKE TRAIL.  HAS NOTHING TO DOT WITH THE BIKE  TRAIL AT ALL. IT HAS TO DO WITH  FOUR LANES  THE ROAD. THAT IS THE PAIN  REASON A MURPHY ACT IS HERE. IT  IS BECAUSE THEY THOUGH AND THEY  WANT TO PREPARE THEMSELVES TO FOUR-LANE  ALL OF THE ROAD. THIS HAS  BEEN A RUMOR FOR  YEARS, CLOSED DOOR DEALS, THIS IS  NOT NEW BUT THIS JUST PROVED IT  RIGHT HERE. THE COUNTY WANTS TO  GO AND GET--WANTING TO GO  AND GET  LAND FLU THE MURPHY RESERVATION  IS A STATE THAT THEY ARE GOING TO  WIDEN THE ROAD AND THAT IS WHAT  THEY WANT TO DO. AND THEY HAVE ALREADY  STARTED AT 415. IT HAS BEEN IN THE  PLANS FOR YEARS, LACK OF MONEY  OR WHATEVER TO FOUR-LANE IT. THEY  HAVE BEEN DOING IT  AND IT IS A MESS AND EVERYTHING  ELSE. A YEAR AGO I STOOD  RIGHT HERE AND WE WENT UP  AGAINST DELTONA AND WE SLOWED THEM  DOWN BECAUSE ALL THEY WANT  IS COMMERCIAL, COMMERCIAL, COMMERCIAL  AND THAT IS WHAT THEY WANT WITH  THE ROAD. THEY WANT TO MAKE THAT  A COMMERCIAL MAKER, ALL THE WAY  TO 95. THEY  DO NOT CARE ABOUT AGRICULTURE, THEY  JUST WANT TO GET THE FOUR-LANE AND  IT IS  JUST GOING BE INDUSTRIAL,  WAL-MARTS, 40,000 HOUSES IN FARMING  SON AND ALL--IN FARMING TON AND  ALL OF THIS. IF THEY DID CARE ANT  THE BIKE TRAIL, IT WAS  IN THE DESIGNED BACK IN 1937 FOR  BIKE TRAILS. IT WAS TO GET MONEY  BACK SO THE COUNTIES AND STATE WOULD  NOT HAVE TO PAY LATER ONTO  WIDEN ROADS FOR COMMERCE. THIS IS  WHAT IT IS ALL ABOUT. YES,  THEY ARE  TRYING TO  USE IT AS EXCUSE. AND NOW--AS  AN EXCUSE. I HAVE HAD, IN JUST SIX  HOURS, ONCE WE FOUND THIS OUT AND  ONCE THIS GETS OUT, ON THE NEWS,  I HATE TO THINK WHAT IS GOING TO  HAPPEN. BUT YOU BROUGHT US TO THIS.  WE TRY  TODAY WORK WITH YOU. NOT ONCE HAS  ANYBODY AID LET'S TRY TO--SAID  LET'S TRY TO WORK  THIS NOT JERRY OR ANYONE ELSE. NO  ONE SAID LET'S SIT THIS  DOWN. WE WERE IN 100% EASEMENT,  WE WOULD LOVE TO ARE THE BIKE TRAIL.  WE WILL PROTECT AND IT HALL WILLEN  IT AND--AND HELP IT AND MAINTAIN  IT. BUT DO NOT TAKE  OUR PROPERTY. WE WANT IT REMOVED  RUN  YOUR TRIAL AND WE'LL HAVE A PERFECT  COUNTY FOR A BIKE  TRAIL. THANK YOU.  

 THANK YOU MR. DAVIS. WILLIAM. THE  ATTORNEY. AM I MESSING UP YOUR NAME?  IS.  

[ INAUDIBLE -  LOW  VOLUME ]  

I AM WILLIAM 1432 STONE TRAIL.  

AND  YOU ARE SPEAKING FOR YOURSELF?  

YES. UM, ONE OF MY BIG  CONCERNS ABOUT BUILDING A SUBSTANDARD  TRAIL AND THAT  WOULD BE A TRAIL THAT DOES NOT MEET  THE FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF  TRANSPORTATION DIVINE CONSTRUCTION  AND MAINTENANCE FOR STREETINGS AND  HIGHWAYS, WHICH ADDRESSES TRAILS,  SOMETIMES CALLED THE FLORIDA GREENBOOK  IS THE LIABILITY THAT THE COUNTY  MAY  INCUR IN THE RESULT OF AN ACCIDENT  FOR BUILDING A TRAIL THAT IS TOO  NARROW OR CLOSE TO THE ROADWAY.  I KNOW IT IS  GOING TO AFFECT ME AND UM, I, YOU  KNOW, THAT IS UM, ONE OF  MY LARGEST CONCERNS. AND NOW IF  A SUBSTANDARD TRAIL IS BUILT, I  CERTAINLY HOPE  THAT I GET THE CASE, IF  SOMETHING BAD HAPPENS TO SOMEONE.  THENLY BE ABLE TO AFFORD TO BUY  JON MORGAN'S BEACH HOUSE WHEN HE  GETS TIRED OF IT. I CERTAINLY UNDERSTAND  THE CONCERNS OF THE RESIDENTS ALONG  THE ROAD, I MEAN, IF SOMEBODY CAME  ALONG AND SAID WE ARE GOING TO TAKE  SOME OF YOUR PROPERTY,  I WOULD BE OUTRAGED. BUT  AGAIN, THE  UM,  THE IRONNY IS THE--THE  IRONNY IS THAT IT IS GOING TO  DECREASE THE CRIME AND MANY OF THE  PEOPLE HERE WHO ARE MAYBE NOT OPPOSED  TO THE TRAIL BUT THE WAY IT IS  BEING PROPOSED TO BE DEVELOPED,  THEY ARE GOING LOVE THE TRAIL. UM,  WHETHER THEY ARE GOING OUT FOR A  WALK AFTER DINNER, NOT WORRYING  ABOUT TRAFFIC, OR RIDING A BICYCLE  AFTER 20 YEARS BECAUSE HEY, THEY  DON'T HAVE TO WORRY ABOUT CARS  HITTING THEM ON  THE ROADWAY. UM, AND AS TIM POINTED  OUT, THIS IS THE PATTERN  THAT HAPPENS THROUGHOUT THE STUDENTED  STATES OF AMERICA. A TRAIL IS PROPOSED.  RESIDENTS OPPOSED. IF THE TRAIL  IS PUT IN, RESIDENTS  LOVE IT, MOST RESIDENTS  LOVE IT. UM, AND THE PROPERTY  VALUES INCREASE. SO THAT WOULD BE  UM, THAT WOULD BE  MY  SIDE. THANK YOU.  

THANK YOU, SIR. ALL  RIGHT. GEORGE--OH, YOU SPOKE FOR  HIM. SORRY, GEORGE. YOU ARE OUT  OF THERE, GEORGE. ALL RIGHT, UM,  OKAY, I HAVE  TWO MORE PEOPLE HERE, I  HAVE ROY WALTERS  AND  CHERYL MANNISH  AND YOUR NAME, MA'AM? YOU  ARE CHERYL. I SNUCK IN HERE. ALL  OF  THE THINGS GOT A  LITTLE, OKAY. OKAY, WELL, LET'S  SEE, YOU ARE PHYLLIS. CAN I GET  HER TO COME UP FRONT,  PLEASE? I WILL HAVE YOU SPEAK  NOW. YES, PLEASE. I TRYING TO KEEP  ALL OF THIS PIPE OF  PAPER WORK. THEY COME WAY DOWN THAT  WAY WE CAN HEAR YOU.

OKAY, AND  I JUST WANTED TO COME  AS  A VOLUSIA COUNTY RESIDENT SINCE  '72 I RETIRED FROM THE  FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION  WITH ALMOST 35 YEARS. NINE  AND A HALF RIGHT OF AWAY PRAISE  THE. TWO AND A HALF ENGINEERING,  THE REST IN TRAFFIC. AND SO I KNOW  A LITTLE  ABOUT SOME OF THIS STUFF,  DEED WRITING AND THINGS. I AM JUST  HERE TO SAY THAT I AM FOR  BIKE TRAILS. I USED TO DO  TRAFFIC STUDIES AND PEDESTRIAN STUDIES,  BUT THAT IS  ANOTHER POINT. UM, WOULD JUST LIKE  TO SAY THAT UM, YOU  DO HAVE ENOUGH PROPERTY. YOU CAN  MAKE VARIANCE JANUARIES,  IT IS--YAW ADVANCES, IT IS--MAKE  VARIANCES. IT IS DONE A LOT  OF TIMES. BUT THEY CAN, IT DOES  NOT HAVE TO BE THAT WIDE AND  THEY DO NOT HAVE TO TAKE A  WHOLE BUNCH OF PEOPLE'S PROPERTY.  THAT IS ALL I AM  SAYING. AND BY THE WAY, I  AM KATHRYN EAST MOTHER. SO--KATHRYN'S  MOTHER. SO YOU ALL HAVE A  WONDERFUL DAY.  

THANK YOU, KATHRYN'S MOTHER.  OKAY, WE HAVE TWO LEFT HERE. HAS  EVERYBODY EXCEPT  FOR THESE TWO SPOKEN? I  ARE ROY AND CHERYL. DOES ANYONE  ELSE WISH TO SPEAK? YOU HAVE  GOT ABOUT  SIX MINUTES TO DECIDE. WE'LL BRING  ROY UP.  

I AM ROY WALTERS  480 WAR HEAD TRAIL. I AM A MEME  MEMBER OF THE--A MEMBER OF THE PPOD  PACK, I AM NOT SPEAKING FOR  THEM TODAY. BUT I HAVE THE KNOWLEDGE  OF THE SYSTEM, SO TO SPEAK. AND  FOR EVERYBODY HERE IN THE  AUDIENCE, B PACK FUNDS TRAILS, THEY  HAVE FUNDED A LOT OF TRAILS AND  IT IS  NOT THEIR PPO  BUT WE GRADE AND RECOMMEND THEM  AND THERE ARE REQUIREMENTS OR  THEY ARE NOT FUNDED. THIS IS A TRANSPORTATION  CARDER, IT WAS AN INDIAN TRAIL,  BELIEVE IT OR NOT,  AND THEN IT BECAME PARTLY  A WAGON TRAIL, SOME  OF WHICH IS PRESERVED. UM, THIS,  WHEN THE WAGON TRAILS, WHEN THE  RAILROADS WERE INVENTED, THE  RAILROAD TOOK OVER AND THIS IS TO  MOVE GOODS AND THINGS BACK AND FORTH  FROM THE COAST  TO THE ST.  JOHNS RIVER, ENTERPRISE AREA. AND  THEN ALONG CAME THE MOTORIZED WAGONS  AND THEY TOOK OVER FROM THE RAILROADS,  THE ROADS THAT WE HAVE  NOW. AND THIS IS  A  TRANSPORTATION CORRIDOR AND THE  RAILROADS ENDED THERE IN THE 1960s.  AND THE RAILROADS  HAVE BECOME TRAILS. NOW, WE HAVE  A PROBLEM AND THE PROBLEM IS THAT  WE KNOW IN THE VERY  NEAR FUTURE THERE  WILL BE 708,000 OR MORE--70,000  OR MORE PEOPLE LIVING ON THE ROAD  TO THE EAST. THERE IS NO SECRET  THAT IT WILL NEED TO  BE WIDENED. YOU HAVE TO UNDERSTAND  THAT IS COMING. RIGHT, DO YOU WANT  TO PROMISE US THAT WHEN  IT IS BUILT, WHICH IS REALLY IMPORTANT,  AND HAS BEEN IN THE WORKS FOR  DECADES THAT YOU WILL BE  ABLE TO ACCOMMODATE THE TRAIL. A  BIG PROBLEM, THE TRAIL MUST BE 12  FEET WIDE. THAT IS THE STANDARD.  IT IS A SAFETY STANDARD. BELIEVE  ME, YOU NEED IT. IN SOME CASES,  WE BELIEVE THAT UM, THE  16-FOOT TRAIL LIMIT IS BLOOMING  AND WILL BE THE STANDARD. THE PENCE  COUNTY IS NOW GOING 16  FEET. THE TRAIL ALONG 415 IS 16  FEET WIDE. SO, WE  ACTUALLY ARE DOING A SUBSTANDARD  TRAIL. ALL RIGHT, IT MUST HAVE SAFE  SEPARATION FROM THE ROAD, CAN  YOU THINK ABOUT A 60-MILE PER HOUR  ROAD, PEOPLE GOING BY AND YOU ARE  FEET FROM THEM? YOU HAVE TO HAVE  AT LEAST FIVE FEET FROM THE  ROAD. AND NOW WE HAVE SOME MAJOR  PROBLEMS. I THINK THAT THE COUNTY  STAFF HAS DONE A GOOD JOB OF PLANNING  THE LOCATION AND RECOGNIZING THE  FUTURE AND THAT IS A PROBLEM, THE  FUTURE IS COMING. UM, THE, YOU KNOW,  I ASSUME THAT  YOU UNDERSTAND THAT THE CONSEQUENCES  OF NOT DOING THIS CORRECTLY  ARE SEVERE. THANK YOU.  

THANK YOU, SIR. ALL  RIGHT, CHERYL. I AM NOT GOING TO  BUTCHER YOUR LAST NAME. IS THERE  ANYONE ELSE WHO HAS OTHER COMMENTS  ON THIS PARTICULAR ISSUE BEFORE  WE CLOSE  DOWN THE CITIZEN PARTICIPATION?  THINK CLOSELY, THINK CAREFULLY.  BECAUSE AFTER CHERYL WE WILL  CLOSE  DOWN  THE CITIZEN PARTICIPATION. THAT  IS  QUITE ALL RIGHT. NAME AND ADDRESS.  

I AM CHERYL AND I AM  AT 445 SOUTH STATE  ROAD 415. I AM  THE FOUNDER OF SAVE OSTEEN NOW.  WE ARE TRYING TO  KEEP THE AREA RURAL AND  AG DUG CHARCOAL. WE ARE HAVING A  HARD TIME--AGRICULTURE.  

YOU ARE SPEAKING FOR SEVERAL  PEOPLE, RIGHT?  

YES.  

FIVE MINUTES.  

OKAY,  THANK YOU.  

BEGIN.  

OKAY, WHERE KATHRYN LEFT  OFF, THIS IS A FOUR-LANE ROAD WITH  A MEDIAN IN  THE MIDDLE, THEY GO 50-60  MILES PER  HOUR ON THE ROAD. THIS HAS A FOUR  FOOT GRASS AREA WITH A BUILT UPSIDE  WALK AND IT IS  A 12-FOOT SIDEWALK, FOR IT TO BE  16 FEET, IT IS NOT SUBSTANDARD.  HERE THEY ARE USING AN UNDER  GROUND DANAGE SYSTEM. THIS WAS RECOMMENDED  IN THE 2009 STUDY WAS  DESIGNED BY THE  VOLUSIA COUNTY ENGINEERS IN 2009-2010.  SO I DON'T THINK ACCORDING TO YOU  GUYS THAT YOU ARE GOING TO BE DESIGNING  A PLAN THAT IS SUBSTANDARD SO THROW  THAT ONE OUT. OKAY, OVER  HERE IN FRONT OF DELTONA MIDDLE  SCHOOL, WE WILL ALL ADMIT  THAT THE MOST IMPORTANT AREA IS  IN FRONT OF SCHOOLS. THAT IS  WHY THERE IS A 13-FOOT RIDE  GRASS AREA AND A  TOTAL OF 21 FEET FOR OUR CHILDREN.  HERE IS ANOTHER PICTURE OF IT. IT  SHOWS  THE EIGHT FOOT SIDEWALK, 21 FEET.  NOW, IN THIS STUDY,  THEY ARE SHOWING PUTTING THE TRAIL  RIGHT NEXT TO THE ROAD. THAT IS  FINE WITH US. WE DO NOT WANT IT  IN THE BLUE AREA. THAT IS NOT FINE.  OKAY, YOU NEED SIX FOOT OF  GRASSY AREA, THAT IS--GRASSY AREA,  THAT IS FINE. YOU GOT  THE ROOM. SO LET'S DO MATH  HERE. YOU HAVE SIX  FOOT PLUS 12-FOOT, THAT IS  18. YOU CAN PUT A DRAINAGE DITCH  NEXT TO IT OR ACCORDING  TO THIS, OKAY, FROM THE  STUDY, IT SAYS A CLOSED DRAINAGE  SYSTEM WOULD ALLOW THE CONSTRUCTION  OF THE  TRAIL ON TOP OF THE DRAINAGE  SYSTEM REDUCING THE NEED FOR MORE  RIGHT OF WAY. SO THAT WAS  JUST FINE IN 2009 AND 2010. I DON'T  KNOW WHY ALL OF A SUDDEN THEY DECIDED  THAT THE DRAINAGE IDEA WAS NOT A  GOOD IDEA IN 2013. ALL RIGHT? THAT  IS THE QUICK  SUMMARY OF THIS WHOLE THING. AND  HERE IS THE PROBLEM. THE MONEY IS  GOING TO RAISE A TRAIL. IT IS NOT  GOING TO HAVE LU  A COUNTY. THAT IS--TO VOLUSIA COUNTY.  GO AHEAD, BUILD THE TRAIL. BUT THE  MONEY IS NOT GOING TO PAY FOR  OUR POLICE OFFICERS THAT HAVE NOT  HAD A RAISE  IN SIX YEARS OUR SCHOOLTEACHERS,  OKAY, THE MONEY IS NOT  GOING TO HELP VOLUSIA COUNTY. IT  GOES TO PUT IN A SIDEWALK. SO DO  YOU REALLY WANT TO DEAL WITH LAWSUITS,  BAD PRESS, AND PROBLEMS, I DON'T  THINK SO, BECAUSE THEY ARE NOT GETTING  NOTHING OUT OF IT. OKAY? NOW, I  DON'T UNDERSTAND WHY THE COUNTY  ENGINEERS IN 2010 APPROVED  THE STUDY WITH A SIX FOOT GRASS  AREA, WITH A DRAINAGE  SYSTEM WITHIN THE 20 25* FOOT AREA.  THE GO AHEAD, BUILD IT THAT WAY.  BUT NOW A FEW MONTHS AGO, THAT  CHANGED. NOW THEY ARE ASKING FOR  55 FEET, 25-FOOT RIGHT  OF WAY PLUS ANOTHER 30-35 FEET NEXT  TO THAT FOR A 12-FOOT SIDEWALK?  THAT IS CRAZY. ALL RIGHT, THEY  ARE TAKING TWO ACRES FROM THE LANDOWNERS  AND THEY ARE NOT PAYING FOR IT THIS  IS A GREAT  WAY FOR THEM TO GET EMINENT DOMAIN  WITHOUT  THEM PAYING FOR IT. THAT IS NOT  RIGHT. THIS CAN BE USED FOR A FOUR-LANE  EXPANSION OF THE ROAD. WELL,  AS MOST ATTORNEYINGS NOW, IN THE  MURPHY ACT, IT IS SUPPOSED  TO BE USED FOR ROAD WIDENING PROJECTS  BUT THEY STARTED  ALL OF THIS THING SAYING IT IS FOR  A TRAIL, NOTHING  ABOUT THE FOUR-LANE EXPANSION. SO  LET'S RIP THIS OFF, WE ARE TALKING  ANT AT FOUR-LANE ROAD. NOT USING  THE BIKE FRAIL AND BY THE--BIKE  TRAIL AND LATER ON, WE ARE GOING  TO TAKE YOUR LAND. ALL  RIGHT, THAT WAS NOT BEING TRANSPARENT  GOVERNMENT AND WE DO NOT APPRECIATE  THAT. ALL RIGHT? WE WANT TO KNOW  IN 2013 WHEN THEY CHANGED THAT  PLAN TO THE 2013 PLAN TO  ADD, BY THE THE WAY, MAY TOWN ROAD  IS 25 FEET, NOW WE ARE TALKING A  TOTAL OF 25 PLUS 55 AND YOU HAVE  NEARLY 100 FEET  TO BUILD A FOUR-LANE ROAD. WE WANT  TO KNOW WHO IS MAKING THE  DEAL TO CONVERT THE TRAIL PLAN TO  THE ROAD WIDENING TRAIL PLAN OF  2013:  WE WANT TO KNOW WHERE IT  STARTS  AND WHERE IT ENDS. BECAUSE, THIS  IS ALL ABOUT MONEY. AND WITH A BIKE  TRAIL, I AM GOING  TO FOLLOW THE  MONEY TRAIL. THANK YOU.  

THANK YOU, MA'AM. ALL RIGHT,  IS THERE ANYONE ELSE THAT WISHES  TO SPEAK? EITHER FOR OR  AGAINST THIS ISSUE, PLEASE  RAISE YOUR  HAND NOW. GOING ONCE, TWICE, PUBLIC  PARTICIPATION  IS HERE BY CLOSED. COUNCIL,  IS THERE ANY DISCUSSION? MYSELF,  I HAVE A  COUPLE OF QUESTIONS HERE, WE GOT  UM, YES. WHOEVER WOULD LIKE  TO ANSWER THIS,  UM, NUMBER ONE,  I HEARD THE THREE GENTLEMAN TALK  ABOUT THE PEOPLE ARE NOT AGAINST  THE  BIKE TRAIL, ANYBODY, THOSE CITIZENS  AS A MATTER OF FACT, THEY WOULD  PROBABLY ENJOY THE BIKE TRAIL AND  RIDE THEIR HORSES WITH RUBBER  SHOES DOWN THE TRAIL. I HAVE SEEN  HORSES ARE RUBBER SHOES, THEY DO  MAKE THEM, IT WAS NOT HUMOR. AND  THEY ARE MADE FOR  RIDING ON TRAILS AND SIDEWALKS.  AND I AM SURE SOME OF THE PEOPLE  RIGHT HERE WOULD LOVE TO HAVE A  SAFE PLACE TO RIDE THEIR HORSE,  ON A TRAIL, WHERE THEY  CAN YOU KNOW, ENJOY THE NATURE.  THEY ARE NOT AGAINST THAT. I HAD  THE PLEASURE OF SPEAKING WITH THE  CITIZENS AND THEY ARE JUST  AGAINST THE IDEA OF SOMEONE  COMING IN AND TAKING IAPETUS OF  THE PROP THEY ARE I. IT  WAS--TAKING A PIECE OF THE PROPERTY.  IT WAS BROUGHT UP A COUPLE OF TIMES,  THEY KEPT SAYING THERE IS  A STANDARD. THERE IS A  STANDARD. AND I WAS GOING TO ASK  WHAT IS THE STANDARD AND NOW I KNOW,  IT IS A 12-FOOT  TRAIL  WITH A 5-FOOT BUFFERRER. 12 PLUS  FIVE IS 17. SO  WE HAVE A 25-FOOT EASEMENT. SO I,  I MYSELF, I AM SITTING HERE ACING  THAT IS AN INTERESTING THING AND  BY OUR  OWN  STUDY ON PAGE  103, '09-2010 STUDY THAT YOU SHOWED,  THIS IS WHAT WE CAN DO AND THIS  IS HOW WE CAN DO IT  AND IT WORKS. THESE ARE MY CONCERNS  HERE THAT I HAVE WITH THIS  PARTICULAR ISSUE. AND I AM ALL ABOUT  SAVING THE COUNTY MONEY. BELIEVE  IT OR NOT. UM, WITH THAT, I AM  GOING TO TURN  THE MICROPHONE AND  THE FLOOR OVER TO MS. NORTHEY.  

THERE IS SOMEONE LISTED HERE  BEFORE ME.  

NOPE, YOU ARE NEXT ON THE LIST.  I PUSHED MY BUTTON.  

YOU PUSHED THE BUTTON. ALL RIGHT,  YOU PUSHED YOUR  OWN BUTTEN. THANK YOU. MR. CHAIRMAN,  I WANT TO THANK THE COMMUNITY MEMBER  WHOSE CAME OUT, I HAD A CHANCE TO  MEET WITH A NUMBER OF THEM  AND WE HAVE A DIFFERENCE OF OPINION  ON THIS, I HOPE WHEN IT IS OVER  WE CAN WORK ON THE OTHER ISSUE AND  GET THAT TAKEN CARE  OF WITH THE UM,  VETERAN'S AND THE MEMORIAL THERE.  UM, I WANT TO  APPLAUD THE STAFF FOR  WORKING VERY HARD  IN ELIMINATING THE UM, UNNECESSARY  USE OF LAND, THEY HAVE WORKED VERY  CLOSELY ON THIS ONE. I DON'T KNOW  THAT WE COULD DO ANY  BETTER OF A JOB IN  DOING A DESIGN THAT PROTECTS THOSE  WHO WILL BE USING THE  TRAIL. PROTECTS THOSE ON THE ROAD  AND ACCOMMODATES THE HOMEOWNERS  BY MOVING THE  TRAIL TO THE ROAD. PRETTY MUCH,  UM, THE ISSUE OF THE FOUR-LANING  IS NOT  A NEW ISSUE. THAT HAS  BEEN AN ITEM OF DISCUSSION, AND  I WILL ASK OUR ATTORNEYS, I RECALL  THERE IS A REQUIREMENT IN THE PLAN,  THE FORMING TON LOCAL PLAN  THAT REQUIRES--THE FARMING TON LOCAL  PLAN THAT REQUIRES THEM TO REBUILD  MAY TOWN ROAD WHEN THEY  START, WHEN THEY START  THE CONSTRUCTION OF FARMING TON.  IS THAT CORRECT?  

IS THAT IS CORRECT--THAT IS CORRECT.  

OKAY, AND THE PLAN HAS BEEN IN  AFFECT FOR A NUMBER OF YEARS  THAT WE HAVE BEEN WORKING ON THAT  ONE. FOR ME, THAT IS NOT WHAT DRIVING  THIS. WHAT IS DRIVING THIS, WE HAVE  A CHANCE TO HAVE A WORLD CLASS  SHOWCASE TRAIL ACROSS UM, VOLUSIA  COUNTY AND UM, 12-FOOT  WIDE IS OUR STANDARD. WE DO  HAVE A STANDARD FOR SEPARATION.  UM, AND I THINK IT IS IMPORTANT  THAT WE RESOLVE THE  ISSUE OF THE MURPHY RESERVATION.  I WOULD THINK THAT THE  HOMEOWNERS WOULD WELCOME OUR SUPPORT  IN, IN HELPING THEM TO RESOLVE  THE  ISSUE OF THE REMAINING RESERVATION  EXCEPT FOR THE PIECE THAT WE WOULD  LIKE TO USE. SO WITH THAT I AM  GOING THE MOVE THE  AGENDA ITEM REQUESTING THE TRUSTEES  OF THE TRUST FUND OF THE  STATE OF FLORIDA RELEASE PROPERTY.  

I HAVE A MOTION  FOR APPROVAL.  

SECOND.  

I HAVE A  SECOND FROM  MR. PATTERSON. MS. CUSACK.  

THANK YOU, MR. CHAIR. THANK  YOU, CITIZENS FOR YOUR PARTICIPATION  IN GOVERNMENT. THAT IS  WHAT GOVERNMENT IS ALL ABOUT. I  HAVE, I WANT  TO MAKE SURE THAT WE DO NOT  SEND THE MESSAGE THAT WE WOULD  WANT SUBSTANDARD TRAILS IN  VOLUSIA COUNTY. WE DO  NOT. WILL NOT SUPPORT SUBSTANDARD  TRAILS. I THINK THAT IT IS  INTERESTING THAT  WE DO HAVE THE NECESSARY  UM LAND TO BUILD THIS TRAIL  WITHOUT GOING ONTO THESE  CITIZEN'S PROPERTY. AND SO, I DON'T  THINK THAT WE NEED THE MURPHY DEED  AT THIS POINT IN  TIME. SO I OPPOSE THIS MOTION BECAUSE  I BELIEVE IN THE RIGHTS OF  CITIZENS  AND I TAKE CITIZENS OVER, OVER  RECREATIONAL USE ANY TIME. CITIZENS  RIGHT OF  OWNERSHIP OF THEIR PROPERTY. SO,  I, I HAD, UM,  CAN WE BUILD A 12-FOOT TRAIL ON  THE PROPERTY THAT WE HAVE? WE  CAN. IT IS NECESSARY THAT WE GO  ON TO  THE CITIZEN'S PROPERTY? IT IS NOT  NECESSARY. SO BASED ON THE FACT  THAT WE CAN HAVE THE BEST OF BOTH  WORLDS, WE CAN HAVE OUR TRAILS AND  WE CAN PROTECT THE RIGHTS OF OUR  CITIZENS, AND BASED ON  THAT, MR. CHAIR, I CANNOT  SUPPORT THIS MOTIONMENT THANK  YOU, SIR. --THIS MOTION. THANK YOU,  SIR.  

[CAPTIONERS TRANSITIONING]  
WITHOUT REDUCING THE CAPACITY FOR STORM WATER TREATMENT, YOU CANNOT. CAN THAT BE ACCOMPLISHED THOUGH WITH AN UNDERGROUND, CLOSED DRAINAGE SYSTEM UNDER THE TRAIL ON THE COUNTY'S EASEMENT? THAT CAN THAT BE ACCOMPLISHED? 

IMAN ENGINEER. >> I'M AN ENGINEER. I CAN DO ANYTHING YOU WOULD, ACCEPT GET WATER TO RUN UP HILL. THE EXAMPLES THEY WERE SHARING ON THE BYPASS, THAT IS A CLOSED DRAINAGE SYSTEM, NEW FOUR-LANE ROAD. HUGE PIPES WITH INLETS, CURB AND GUTTER GOING ON TO FIVE RETENTION PONDS, ACRES AND ACRES LARGE. WATER RUNS OFF THE ROAD INTO THOSE INLETS AND GO. YES, YOU CAN BUILD 12 FEET RIGHT OFF FOUR FEET OFF THE EDGE OF THAT. IT'S GOT A CURB. ON THIS, IF YOU WERE TO TRY TO PIPE, YOU'RE LOOKING AT PUTTING VERY LARGE BOX CULVERTS TO REPLACE THE DITCH. IF YOU'D HAVE TO PUT CURVE ON THIS TWO-LANE ROAD, YOU'D HAVE TO TWO INLETS -- YOU'D HAVE TO CHANGE PROT FILE SO THE WATER CAN -- PROFILE SO THE WATER CAN HAVE ARE -- YOU CAN'T HAVE STANDING WATER IN THE INLETS AND ALL THAT GOES INTO THE LARGE PIPES OR CULVERTS. IT DIDN'T PERK INTO THE GROUND AS IT DOES TODAY. SO ALL THAT WATER WOULD FLOW TO THE EAST. THAT'S THE WAY IT FLOWS. YOU'D BE WITHOUT IMPROVING THE DITCH DOWN THERE, WIDENING IT, INCREASING THE CAPACITY. YOU HAVE PUT HALF A MILE OF WATER DOWN ON OTHER FOLKS RUNNING EAST. 

AND OUR CHAMBERS WOULD BE FULL WITH THAT ISSUE. 

THAT IS THE AREA THAT REALLY HAS DRAINAGE ISSUES. 

UNDERSTOOD. AND I GUESS MY QUESTION WAS, WITH THAT MAJOR INFRASTRUCTURE, SHOULD SHOULD BE LIKE THAT BE DESIGNED AND SHOULD WE HAVE THE MONEY TO FUND IT, BUT WITH THE CLOSED SYSTEM WE JUST LOOKED AT IN THE EXAMPLE, THE FUNDING SOURCE CAME FROM THAT AND I'M ASSUMING SOME FEDERAL MONEY OR THE STATE IN THE RETENTION EVERYTHING AND ELSE YOU JUST DISCUSSED; IS THAT CORRECT? 

YES THAT WAS PROBABLY A $50 MILLION PROJECT. 

SO WHILE WE'RE TALKING ABOUT SAVING THE MONEY AND USING ONE FOR HIS PROJECT, IT'S ALSO THE FUNDING SOURCE, AND WHATEVER HAPPENS HERE, CAN BE FROM THE COUNTY -- THIS IS THE MAJORITY OF THIS, IS THAT ACCURATE? THIS HAS ECHO FUNDING. 

THIS HAS ECHO SET ASIDE FUNDING, AND IT HAS A STATE GRANT. AND ANY CLOSED DRAINAGE SYSTEM THAT WOULD ALLOW TO YOU STAY WITHIN THE EXISTING RIGHT-OF-WAY, IT IS IN THE MILLIONS OF DOLLARS. IT WOULD FAR EXCEED THE COST OF THIS PROJECT. WE DON'T HAVE THE FUNDING. YOU COULD NOTE BUILD IT WITH ANY FUNS THAT WE HAVE AVAILABLE TODAY. 

EVEN IF WE CAN, WE'RE ALSO LOOKING AT ADDING RETENTION AREAS WHICH MEANS, AGAIN, WE WOULD BE LOOKING FOR LAND ON SOMEBODY'S EXISTING PROPERTY. 

THAT'S A CORRECT STATEMENT. 

TO FIT SOME RETENTION BASE INS YET AGAIN. 

SO, WE'RE LOOKING AT TAKING LAND -- IF WE DO A CLOSED SYSTEM, WE DON'T HAVE THE FUNDING SOURCE, YOU'RE LOOKING AT MILLIONS OF DOLLARS THAT COUNTY DOES NOT HAVE. 

RIGHT. 

SO THE ANSWER'S YES, IT CAN BE DONE IN A PERFECT WORLD WHERE THE FUNDINGS'S THERE. WE DON'T HAVE THE MONEY AND THEN WE WOULD ALSO BE LOOKING AT TAKING LAND YET AGAIN FOR RETENTION. IT'S NOT JUST CARTE BLANCHE. I WOULDN'T SAY JUST RETENTION THAT YOU COULD DO IT BY WIDENING THE DITCHES DOWNSTREAM BUT THEY HAVE TO GO OUTSIDE THE RIGHT-OF-WAY. 

AGAIN, ON SOMEBODY'S PROPERTY. 

YOU'D BE LOOKING AT ACQUIRING RIGHT-OF-WAY OUTSIDE THE DITCHES TO WIDEN -- BECAUSE YOU CAN'T JUST DUMP A HALF MILE OF WATER DOWNSTREAM WITHOUT POTENTIAL IMPACTS. 

SO THE -- I GUESS THE REASON I'M ASKING ALL THESE QUESTIONS MR. BRITON, IS THIS DECISION WAS NOT MADE IN A VACUUM. IT'S NOT LIKE YOU DID NOT LOOK AT USING THE RIGHT-OF-WAY AND THESE OPTIONS WEREN'T CONSIDERED. I MEAN, IS THAT ACCURATE? 

THAT IS CORRECT. AND THE PD AND E, WHILE THAT WAS ONE OF THE THINGS THAT THEY DESCRIBED IN THE REPORT, IT WAS NOT THEIR RECOMMENDATION. THEY SAID IT WOULD FAR EXCEED THE COSTINGS OF COSTS OF ANY OTHER ALTERNATIVES. 

I GUESS, JAMIE, YOU WOULD LIKE TO SPEAK? 

I JUST WANT TO CLARIFY MS. NORTHEY'S MOTION. 

WITH THE AMENDED LEGAL DESCRIPTION? 

THE RESOLUTION THAT'S ATTACHED TO THE DOCUMENT GIVEN OUT TODAY. 

YES, THE AMENDED ONE THAT HAS THE NOTCHED OUT PARCEL. 

OKAY JUST WANTED TO CLARIFY THAT FOR THE RECORD. THANK YOU. 

OKAY. I THOUGHT -- MR. DANIELS? 

THANK YOU MR. CHAIRMAN. MS. DENYS ASKED THE QUESTIONS THAT I WANTED ANSWERED AND I'M FINE NOW. THANK YOU. 

ALL RIGHT. MR. WAGNER? 

I GUESS THAT, DEB, DID YOU ASK ABOUT, AS FAR AS YOUR QUESTIONS ARE CONCERNED, IF THE ROAD'S FOUR-LANED, HOW DOES THAT CHANGE THE RESPONSES? THAT PUTS THE COUNTY -- I KNOW YOU CAN ENGINEER YOUR WAY OUT OF ANYTHING. IF YOU 4 LANE THAT ROAD WHICH IT'S BEEN DISCUSSED FOR EVERY YEAR SINCE I'VE BEEN ON HERE, YOU CAN'T DO IT, AND EVENTUALLY, YOU WOULD HAVE TO DO THIS AGAIN. WE'D HAVE ANOTHER MEETING. 

CAN I -- >> BECAUSE YOU CAN'T DO IT. 

-- SPEAK TO THAT FROM WHAT I BE? 

FARMTON -- JAMIE, PLEASE CORRECT ME IF I'M WRONG -- IS RESPONSIBLE FOR THAT ROAD PROJECT. I KNOW THAT THEY ARE ALSO LOOKING AT ALIGNMENTS, DIFFERENT ALIGNMENTS ON HOW THEY WOULD -- WOULD CHANGE THAT ROAD PROJECT. SO, THAT IS OUT PROBABLY 20 YEARS. YES, I DO BELIEVE THAT IF THAT ROAD ALIGNMENT A HAPPENS, THEY WOULD HAPPEN TO ADDRESS REBUILDING ANY OF TRAIL PROJECT AND UNDERSTAND THEIR REQUIREMENTS DO THAT AND IF I REMEMBER CORRECTLY, MS. SEAMAN THAT IS IN THE COMPREHENSIVE PLAN? 

YES, MA'AM. 

THANK YOU. 

THAT WOULD BE A CONCERN FOR ME IS BUILD SOMETHING AND TEAR IT DOWN. BUT I DO APPRECIATE COUNCIL MEMBER CUSACK'S POSITION AS DOING THE LEAST AMOUNT OF DAMAGE TO MR. PROPERTY. CAN WE -- I KNOW IT'S KIND OF -- WE'RE VOTING TO SEND THIS TO THE STATE BUT IS THIS ANY WAY TO ASSURE THE CITIZENS AND HOMEOWNERS, IS THERE A WAY TO PUT IN THERE, AS FAR AS THE DESIGN -- AND I KNOW YOU DO THIS ANY WAY -- IS DESIGN, MAKING THE BUFFER AS LARGE AS POSSIBLE WITH THE TREES? IS THERE SOMETHING WE CAN DO FORMALLY TO MAKE THEM FEEL BETTER? DON'T YOU, JERRY? WHEN YOU GET ON A SITE SOME OR YOU JUST GET IN A BULLDOZER. 

THERE REQUEST IS TO RELEASE A SET AMOUNT OF RIGHT AWAY TO US, BUT I THINK I EARLIER SPOKE TO MY COMMITMENT TO YOU THAT WE WILL MINIMIZE IT AS MUCH AS POSSIBLE AND PERHAPS IF COUNCIL MAKES THAT A DIRECTIVE. 

IF THAT WAS A DIRECTIVE, I THINK THAT LETS THEM KNOW AS FAR AS YOUR MOTION IS CONCERNED THAT WE'RE SERIOUS ABOUT IT, WITH THE SAME TIME INCLUDING THE ISSUES AS THAT SAME GENTLEMAN. 

I WOULD INCLUDE THAT SAME PART OF THE MOTION IF THAT WOULD SATISFY YOU MS. WAGNER. 

THERE'S BEEN A CHANGE TO INCLUDE THAT DIRECTOR. YOU'RE THE SECOND. 

MR. PATTERSON SAID HE STANDS FOR THAT. 

IT'S ON NOW. 

ANYTHING ELSE MR. WAGNER? 

MS. NORTHEY? ACCIDENTAL. >> I THINK MR. DAVIS MADE A STATEMENT, YOU DUG YOUR DITCH AND HAVE YOU TO ADDRESS TO THE --

AND CAN YOU SACK AND -- ACCUSE -- MS. C USA CK. 

WE'RE GOING TO TAKE A TEN. EVERYBODY ENJOY AND WE'LL BE BACK IN TEN MINUTES . [ TEN-MINUTE BREAK ] 

DURING OUR LITTLE RECESS, THERE WAS SOME INFORMATION THAT CAME TO ME ON ITEM NUMBER 8, THE NORTH PENINSULA UTILITIES COMMISSION. 

MARY AN CONNORS, DEPUTY COUNTY MANAGER. REPRESENTATIVE FOR THE NORTH PENINSULA UTILITIES HAS ADVISED THAT UTILITY WAS INFORMED BY THE PUBLIC SERVICE COMMISSION THEIR NOTICE IS DEFECTIVE. THE PSC WILL NOT BE PROCESSING THIS SPECIFIC APPLICATION AND THE 30-DAY TIME LIMIT WAS ALSO CONVEYED TO THE CITY OF ORMOND BEACH WHICH WAS HEARING THIS MATTER AND THEY WITHDREW IT FROM THEIR AGENDA. I'M CLAY HENDERSON, ON BEHALF OF THE UTILITIES CORPORATION. EVERYTHING MARY ANNE SAID I CONCUR WITH. DURING THIS TIME THE PSC STAFF DISCOVERED THE NOTICE WAS DISCOVERED. WE'RE NOT OPERATING UNDER A DEADLINE. WHAT WE HAVE -- AND DURING THIS PERIOD WE MET WITH YOUR STAFF, WE HAVE MET WITH STAFF OF HEERMENTD ORMOND BEACH, AND TRY TO REACH AN AGREEMENT ON A REVISED SERVICE AREA AND WE'LL RENOTICE AND AT THAT TIME, YOU WILL HAVE THE OPPORTUNITY TO CONCUR OR REJECT OR SLOOUT -- SOLUTE. WE HAVE A MOTION, SECOND FOR CONTINUANCE. ANY OTHER -- 

MS. CUSACK? 

ANY FURTHER DISCUSSION ON THIS MATTER? AND SEEING NONE, ALL THOSE IF FAVOR, PLEASE SIGNIFY BY I. 

I. 

ALL THOSE OPPOSED? 

WE WILL SAY THAT SIX -- SIX VOTED, AND MS. CUSACK IS ABSTAINED. 

MOVING ON ITEM NUMBER 9 PROPOSED A ABANDONMENT OF ANIMALLY IN WEST HIGHLAND SUBDIVISION, PETITIONERS FREDERICK AND MARY TANNER. MR. BRITON, YOU ARE PRESIDING. JERRY BRINTON, COUNTY ENGINEER. THIS TRULY NON CONTROVERSIAL. 

AS YOU'VE SEEN ON NUMEROUS OCCASIONS, WE'VE COME BEFORE YOU TO PRESENT PEOPLE'S PETITIONS TO VACATE OR ABANDON PUBLIC RIGHTS AWAY , PLANTED RIGHTS OF WAY. IN THIS CASE, IT'S IN THE WEST HIGHLANDS. THEY HAVE NUMEROUS ALLEY WAYS IN AND AROUND THE -- THE SUBDIVISION. THIS RELATES TO A PLANTED 25-FOOT WIDE, THAT'S THE ONE -- THERE'S A 25-FOOT ALLEY BETWEEN THE TWO PETITIONERS. THE TANNERS BOUGHT THEIR HOME IN 2004, AND THEN THEY APPLIED TO PUT A -- SOME FENCING UP AND A NEW SURVEY SHOWED THAT THEIR PORTABLE WATER, THEIR DRINKING WELL WAS NOT ON THEIR PROPERTY. IT WAS IN THE ALLEY WAY. AND IN FACT, IT WAS ON THE -- THE ADJACENT -- WELL, IT WAS IN THE NORTH HALF OF THE -- OF THE 25 FEET. AND WHEN YOU REQUEST A AN ABANDONMENT OF A PLAT, HALF OF IT GOES, 12 AND A HALF FEET WOULD GO TO ONE PROPERTY OWNER, 12 AND A HALF DO THE OTHER. WELL, IN THIS CASE, IF IT WERE VACATED, HER WELL IS IN WHAT WOULD BE VACATED TO HER NEIGHBORS. SO HER NEIGHBOR HAS JOINED THE PETITION AND HAS SAID IF -- IF THE COUNCIL VACATES THIS 25 FEET, HALF WILL GO TO EACH OF THEM, AND HER NEIGHBOR, THE CO-PETITIONER WILL DEED HER 12 AND A HALF FEET TO THE TANNERS SO THAT THEIR WILL BE IN THEIR PROPERTY. WE'VE LOOKED AT IT FROM A STANDPOINT OF IS THERE ANY PUBLIC PURPOSE, PUBLIC USE, NOW OR IN THE FUTURE FOR THIS LITTLE ALLEY WAY AND WE FIND NO PUBLIC PURPOSE. SO, STAFF RECOMMENDS APPROVAL OF THIS ABANDONMENT VACATION REQUEST. 

OKAY. THANK YOU, SIR. IS THERE ANY PUBLIC PARTICIPATION ON THIS MS. MARCY? ? 

I'D LIKE TO GRANT THIS. 

SECOND. 

ANY FURTHER DISCUSSION FROM EITHER OF YOU GENTLEMEN? ANY OTHER DISCUSSION FROM ANYONE ELSE ON THE COUNCIL? THE QUESTION HAS BEEN MOVED FOR APPROVAL. ALL THOSE IN FAVOR PLEASE SIGNIFY BY I.

ALL THOSE OPPOSED. SO CARRIED. THEY NOW HAVE 12 FEET. ARE YOU THE TANNERS? 

HI. THANKS FOR COMING. STAFF HAS PULLED ITEM 20. WE ARE NOW IN CONSENT AGENDA. STAFF HAS PULLED ITEM 20; RESOLUTION PROPOSED BUDGET YEAR-END FUND RECONCILIATION, AND 2013-14 REVISITED BUDGET FOR OCEAN CENTER CONTRIBUTION FOR COORDINATED MARKETING EFFORTS. THAT WOULD BE CHARLENE WEAVER, TAMMY BONG, DON POUR, ANYBODY. 

IDENTIFY YOURSELF. 

DON POUR, OCEAN CENTER DIRECTOR. GOOD MORNING. TAMMY I THINK WAS GOING TO ADDRESS THE ENTIRE ADJUSTMENT BUT I WANTED TO ADDRESS THE $400,000 PORTION OF IT. IF YOU RECALL THE HABORD GAVE US ADDITIONAL MARKETING MONEY AND CURRENTLY I JUST WANTED TO KIND OF BRING YOU UP TO WHERE WE ARE. WE HAD TWO IN THAT OF THE $400,000, WE HAD TWO APPROVED POSITIONS ASSOCIATED WITH THAT MARKETING BUDGET. ONE WAS A MARKET RESEARCH PERSON WHO WILL [ INAUDIBLE ] WITH THE SALES FOLKS AND NOT DO A LOT OF COLD CALLS WHICH IS CURRENTLY DONE. THE OTHER WOULD BE A SALESPERSON WHICH WE'D PUT INTO THE CORPORATE MARKET SEGMENT. THERE'S SOME ADDITIONAL FUNDS, SOME $30,000 FOR BENEFITS AND SOME $25,000 FOR TRAVEL FOR THE ADDITIONAL SALESPERSON. THE REST OF THE MONEY, THE $242,000 THAT'S LEFT OVER OF THE $400,000 WILL BE USED AS A PROMOTIONAL FUND WHEREBY WE WOULD FUND A PARTICULAR GROUP THAT MEETS CERTAIN REQUIREMENTS BASED ON THE STRUCTURE THAT WE'RE DRAWING UP THAT WE WOULD AWARD THEM SOME MONEY EITHER FOR TRANSPORTATION OR MARKETING OR A DISCOUNT ON THE RENT AND SO FORTH. BASICALLY, WHERE WE ARE, THOSE TWO POSITIONS ARE CURRENTLY BEING ADVERTISED AND WE WILL FILL THOSE HOPEFULLY AROUND THE FIRST OF THE YEAR. THE PROMOTIONAL FUND STRUCTURE, WE HAVE NOT FINALIZED YET, BUT WE'RE BASICALLY WORKING ON TO QUALIFY FOR THOSE FUNDS, 80% WOULD BE FOR NEW BUSINESS AND BASICALLY YOU'D HAVE TO BE WHAT WE WOULD CONSIDER THAT TO BE A CITY WIDE TO QUALIFY FOR THOSE FUNDS. YOU'D HAVE TO HAVE 1,000 SLEEPING ROOM NIGHTS AT PEAK NIGHT AND THREE HOTELS ASSOCIATED WITH IT. AND I'D BE GLAD TO ANSWER ANY QUESTIONS, AND ALSO ADD TO THAT, THAT WE AGREED TO MEET WITH THE HOBORD, AS WELL AS WITH THE COUNCIL ON A QUARTERLY BASIS ONCE WE HAVE THOSE THINGS IN PLACE TO GIVE YOU AN UPDATE. THE ADDITIONAL PIECE OF INFORMATION IS THAT WE HAVE SET THIS UP IN A SEPARATE ACCOUNT CALLED COORDINATING MARKETING SO WE CAN TRACK EVERY EXPENDITURE. 

WE'LL LET TAMMY GET INTO IT. ONE OF THE THINGS I PROMISED MR. FRANCOTI. THAT'S YES ASKED DON TO TALK ABOUT THE MONEY TODAY WAS THAT WE WOULD SHOW -- AND TAMMY GO THROUGH HOW WE'RE GOING TO HANDLE THIS MONEY SEPARATELY SO THERE'S NO CRITICISM WHEN WE USE THIS FOR SOMETHING OTHER THAN IT WAS GIVEN TO THEM FOR AND I ALSO HAD A CONCERN BECAUSE DON AND I TALKED, AND HE MAY ALLOCATE MONEY TO -- THIS IS WHAT WE HOPE HE DOES -- TO BRING FUTURE EVENTS SO IT WOULD BE AN ENCUMBERED AMOUNT SO THAT WE COULD SPEND A FUTURE OF IT IN FUTURE COMMITMENTS AND STILL HAVE THE MONEY ON THE BOOKS WHICH WOULD BE INTERESTING TO TALK TO THEM ABOUT FUTURE REQUESTS. TAMMY, DO YOU WANT TO TALK ABOUT HOW WE'RE HANDLING THAT? 

MS. NORTHEY HAD A QUESTION FOR MR. POOR. 

I'M NOT SURE WHETHER IT NEEDS TO GO TO YOU, MR. DON OR MR. MANAGER. I'M CURIOUS YOU HOW THE BLENDING OF -- NOT BLENDING IS PROBABLY AN INCREDIBLE WORD IT'S NEW ORGANIZATION HOW THAT IS WORKING. THIS COUNSEL SENT PRETTY DIRECT RECOMMENDATIONS ABOUT OUR PART OF THE BUSINESS, AND THE HOBORD PART OF THE BUSINESS. MY CERTAIN IS, THERE'S A SERIES OF E-MAILS THAT ARE COMING OUT FROM ONE OF THE T D.C. NUMBERS, SOMEONE FORWARDED THEM ON TO ME, IN KAD INDICATING SOMEONE WOULD LIKE US PUSHED BACK TOGETHER AND I'M WONDERING THAT IS SOMETHING WE ARE EXPLORING AGAIN. 

LET DON ANSWER AS TO HIS DIRECTIVE WAS THAT THEY WERE GOING TO MEET WITH THE -- HE WAS GOING TO MEET WITH JEFF FROM THE HOBORD AND WENT IN WITH A VERY POSITIVE ATTITUDE AND DON'S SAID THEY STARTED OFF -- I'LL LET YOU TELL THEM WHAT YOU TOLD ME. 

ACTUALLY THERE'S TWO ISSUES. MS. NORTHEY IS REFERRING TO THE T D.C.. A MOTION OF THE OCEAN CENTER AND [ INAUDIBLE ] GO ON FACT FINDING MISSIONS TO DETERMINE HOW THEY FUN THEIR MISSION. PERHAPS TAKE SOME COMMUNITY LEADERS ALONE WITH THEM TO THOSE TRIPS TO SEE WHAT THEY COULD GARNER AND KNOWLEDGE. THE OTHER ISSUE -- 

CAN WE JUST STOP THERE? THE -- I HEARD ABOUT IT -- READ ABOUT IT FROM AN E-MAIL, AND IT HAS NOT BEEN SOMETHING THAT THE T D.C. HAS TALKED ABOUT OR MR. MANAGER THAT YOU'VE TALKED TO ME ABOUT, SO I GUESS I'M CURIOUS AS TO WHERE THIS IS GOING FROM THE COUNTY'S SIDE? ? 

I'VE NOT HAD ANY OTHER DIRECTION. I THINK WHAT YOU'RE HEARING IN THE PAPER IS ONE PERSON. 

THIS IS SOMETHING THAT JUST -- 

IT'S NOT IN THE PAPER. 

I DON'T MEAN THE PAPER; I MEANT E-MAILS. 

YOU DON'T READ THEM. I'LL SEND THEM AND MARCH CAN GET THEM TO YOU. 

I DON'T TELL YOU I READ THEM. THAT'S WHAT I DO. 

ALL RIGHT, MR. BONG I GUESS YOU'RE UP. >> I THINK THERE WAS A SECOND ISSUE. 

AND THEN SHE'LL EXPLAIN. 

OKAY. EVERYBODY GOT VERY QUIET. 

THE SECOND ISSUE, MS. NORTHEY IS ADDRESSING AT OUR MARKETING MEETING TUESDAY MORNING, WE WERE TOLD THAT CVB WAS CONTACTING SOME OF OUR EXISTING CLIENTS AND SAYING TO THEM THAT THEY NO LONGER WOULD BE PROVIDING SERVICES ASSOCIATED WITH THOSE EVENTS COMING HERE IN THE FUTURE, AS WELL AS ANY FUNDING THAT HAD BEEN GUARANTEED TO THEM, WOULD HAVE TO COME THROUGH THE OCEAN CENTER AT THIS POINT.

CORRECT IF THERE'S ANY SUBSTANCE. I WILL TELL YOU I KNOW DON HAS MET WITH HIS STAFF AND THE HOBORD AND TRYING TO MAKE THIS ALL WORK OUT. 

I'M CONFIDENT OF THAT, MR. MANAGER WE'VE DONE EVERYTHING WE'RE EXPECTING DO. 

AND HE REPORTED BACK TO ME HE THOUGHT THINGS WERE ON THE RIGHT TRACK. TAMMY DO YOU WANT TO TALK ABOUT THE MONEY? I PROMISED MR. FRANCOTI, I WOULD GET THIS ON THE RECORD BECAUSE THERE WAS SOME QUESTIONS HE FROM MEMBERS.

AND I'D BE HAPPY TO ANSWER ANY OTHER QUESTIONS OUTSIDE OF THE OCEAN CENTER IF YOU HAD ANYTHING ELSE YOU WOULD LIKE TO DISCUSS TODAY. THANK YOU. 

THANK YOU. 

I DON'T SEE ANY LIGHTS LIGHTING UP HERE. THANK YOU VERY MUCH, MS. BONG. GOOD TO SEE YOU, DON. 

WE NEED A MOTION TO APPROVE. 

SORRY. MY FAULT. IT IS A RESOLUTION. 

I HAVE AN ABBREVIATION ALL THOSE IN FAVOR SAY I. 

OKAY. NOW LET'S TALK TRASH. 

I ASKED THIS ONE TO BE PULLED BECAUSE IT'S SUCH A LARGE AMOUNT OF MONEY. IT IS A -- I DON'T WANT -- IT'S A HOUSE KEEPING TO A CERTAINLY DEGREE, BUT IT'S REQUIRED FOR US TO DO THIS FOR POST CLOSURE. BUT BECAUSE IT'S SUCH A LARGE TRANSFER EVEN THOUGH WE'RE TRIED TO DO IT, I THOUGHT I WOULD CLARIFY. IT'S PART OF THE LAW. SO WHOEVER -- I THOUGHT WE WERE REQUIRED TO DO IT. MS. ANGIULLI. I'VE GOT LENNY HERE BACKING ME UP. IT WAS NICE TO HEAR THE COMMENT THAT CALLED AT THE LANDFILL. 

THEY SEE THE SIZE OF THOSE MACHINES AND THE ACTIVITIES AND THE JOB THAT LENNY'S DONE AND HIS CREW'S TRULY AMAZING. THIS RELATES TO THAT ACTIVITY THAT'S OUT THERE. WE ARE REQUIRED TO PUT MONEY ASIDE FOR LANDFILL CLOSURE AND POST CLOSURE CARE EVERY YEAR WE A ACCUMULATE AT THAT TIME MONEY. IT'S REPORTED ON OUR ANNUAL FINANCIAL REPORTS. THE ESTIMATE WAS ABOUT 500 -- $500,000 FOR FISCAL YEAR 2013. THE -- THOSE NUMBERS WERE CALCULATED BASED ON WHEN YOU CLOSE A LANDFILL YOU USE DIRT. YOU MINE DIRT, WHAT LENNY DOES TO TRY TO SAVE COSTS IS WE HAVE DIRT ON-SITE SO WE MINE THE DIRT FROM THE SITE AND WE HAVE A COST THAT WE ASSOCIATE WITH THAT MINING WHICH IS BASICALLY $5.25 A CUBIC YARD. FDEP HAS ACCEPTED THAT FIGURE ROUTINELY IN THE PAST AS THE COST OF DIRT TO MINE, AS WELL AS TO PLACE IT ON THE CLOSED LANDFILL. FDEP HAS NOW COME BACK TO US AND SAID, YOUR SOIL ESTIMATES NEED TO COME FROM A OFF-SITE LOCATIONS, CANNOT BE ASSUMED THAT YOU HAVE THE AVAILABLE RESOURCES ON-SITE. IT'S A DECISION REALLY TO PROTECT THE PUBLIC WHEN A PRIVATE ENTITY GOES OUT OF BUSINESS. THEY OFTENTIMES DON'T HAVE THE FINANCIAL RESOURCES NOR THE AD QUIT MONEY ASIDE -- ADEQUITE MONEY SET ASIDE. SO, BACK TO THE STORY, SINCE WE HAVE TO NOW APPLY THE HIGHER RATE, WHICH IS AN OFF-SITE RATE OF $11.25 A CUBIC YARD THAT HAS BUMPED OUR NEED TO SET MORE MONEY ASIDE IN OUR LANDFILL CLOSURE COSTS. WE HAD MONEY IN THE RESERVE, SO WE ARE NOW COMPLYING WITH THE CURRENT FDEP REQUIREMENTS. NOW WHAT WE ARE DOING, LENNY MADE A NUMBER OF CONTACTS WITH IN THE LOCAL FDP OFFICE, AS WELL AS THE STATE. THERE IS AN ABILITY TO GET A VARIANCE ON THAT AND THAT'S WHAT WE ARE FILING FOR NOW. THE VARIANCE IS REQUESTING AS LONG AS WE HAVE THE RESOURCES AND WE CAN DEDICATE THE SOIL REQUIREMENTS WE NEED AND WE WON'T TOUCH IT UNTIL CLOSURE, THAT WE CAN BE WAIVED OF HAVING TO APPLY FOR THE OFF-SITE FOR SOIL THAT WE CAN GO BACK TO THE ON-SITE COSTS. WE'RE GOING TO ADDRESS THAT FROM A LEGISLATIVE ISSUE, AS WELL, TO MAKE THAT BACK TO A COUNTY, MUNICIPAL RUN OPERATION LIKE THAT SHOULD NOT -- MAY -- MAY BE -- HAVE THE ABILITY NOT TO COMPLY TO THAT RETIREMENT SUCH AS A PRIVATE LANDFILL. . 

TO BE HONEST WITH YOU, I WAS ACTUALLY PART OF A DELEGATION TO TRY AND GET THIS LAW IN. THERE WAS NO POST CLOSURE REQUIREMENTS AND QUITE FRANKLY, THE PUBLIC WAS REALLY HAVING MAJOR PROBLEMS IN A LOT OF COMMUNITIES WHERE PEOPLE IN THE FINAL YEARS OF A LANDFILL WOULD SHIFT IT TO A CORPORATION THAT HAD NO RESOURCES, THEN THEY WOULD CLOSE IT, WALK AWAY, AND ALL OF THE POST CLOSURE PROBLEMS OF RUN OFF, EROSION OF THE CAP, THERE WAS NO MONEY, AND THE PUBLIC GOT STUCK WITH IT. SO, WHAT THEY REQUIRE NOW IS YOU HAVE TO PUT MONEY PHYSICALLY ASIDE SO YOU CANNOT PUT SOME DUMMY CORPORATION IN THAT HAS NO -- THIS HAPPENED ALL TIME. AND SO I'M VERY PROUD OF THE FACT THAT FEDERAL GOVERNMENT TOOK THIS ON AND REQUIRED ALL THESE RULES ON POST -- THERE WAS THE ISSUE ABOUT -- ARE WELL, IT'S FOR 30 YEARS OF POST CLOSURE. SOME OF THESE ARGUED THESE LANDFILLS ARE SUPPOSED TO LAST HUNDREDS OF YEARS. WE'LL BE INTERESTED TO SEE HOW THAT WORKS OUT. THE FACT OF THE MATTER IS AFTER YOU CLOSE SOMETHING IN THE FIRST 15, 20 YEARS, IF IT WASN'T REALLY BUILT CORRECTLY OR THERE WAS ANY SLOPPINESS IN OUR IT WAS PUT TOGETHER OR NOT MANAGED WELL, THAT'S WHEN YOU'RE GOING ON TO SEE THE EROSION AND POTENTIAL DAMAGE TO THE ENVIRONMENT. IF YOU'RE A GOVERNMENT AND IT WASN'T YOUR LANDFILL, THESE ARE MILLIONS OF DOLLARS OF DEALING IT. THE LAW MADE GOOD SENSE. I KNOW WHY THEY APPLY TODAY BUT THEY'RE REALLY TRYING TO DO THE RIGHT THING. WE HAVE TO PROVE TO THEM WE HAVE THE WHEREWITHAL BECAUSE WE'RE GOVERNMENT OWNED AND OPERATED HERE BUT I DO THINK PUTTING THE MONEY ASIDE, IT'S REQUIRED BUT I DON'T THINK IT WAS -- THE MOTIVATION IS TO PROTECT THE ENVIRONMENT. 

ALL RIGHT. 

BUT I FELT YOU NEED AUDIO WHEN WE MAKE THIS KIND OF TRANSFER, YOU STILL NEED TO KNOW WHAT -- I THINK THAT'S A LOT OF MONEY. 

EXCUSE ME ONE SEC. COULD YOU STEP ASIDE. 

COULD YOU ASK YOUR LADY FRIEND TO TAKE HER FEET OFF THE FURNITURE? SORRY. MR. PATTERSON. 

IS THERE FEDERAL OR STATE THAT YOU'RE TALKING ABOUT LEGISLATIVE? 

THIS IS STATE, BUT IT -- BUT -- 

IS IT -- HAVE WE INCLUDED THIS AS PART OF OUR LEGISLATIVE AGENDA FOR THIS COMING SESSION? 

WE WILL. 

YES, I'VE SPOKEN WITH ARLENE ON IT, AND ALSO THROUGH OUR ORGANIZATION SOLID WASTE MANAGEMENT OF NORTH AMERICA, WE'RE ALSO WORKING WITH -- TALLAHASSEE IS GETTING READY TO WRITE 62701 WHICH IS THE SOLID WASTE RULES THAT GOVERNOR OUR WORLD. I'VE SPOKEN WITH TALLAHASSEE AND THE LOCAL DISTRICT HERE IN ORLANDO AND ALL THE CHIEFS OF STAFF AGREE THAT GOVERNMENTENTITY IS A LITTLE BIT DIFFERENT THAN A PRIVATE ENTITY. THE KEY FACTOR IN THIS WHERE YOU HAVE TO HAVE THE -- THE GOVERNMENT ENTITY, IS A LITTLE DIFFERENT THAN A PRIVATE ENTITY. ONE PERSON COULD OWN THE PROPERTY AND ANOTHER COULD OWN THE LANDFILL. THE LANDOWNER DOESN'T WANT TO CLOSE THE LANDFILL, THERE'S A BANK OF MONEY THERE. GOVERNMENT HAS HAD A LARGE CONVERSATION EXPLAINING THE IMPORTANCE THAT WE HAVE THE CAPACITIES FOR THE BURROW MATERIAL WHERE IT WOULD EFFECT OUR TIPPING FEE AT SOME POINT TO SAY LET US UTILIZE, DO A SURVEY, DO A TOPO AND DESIGNATE THAT FOR THE AREA WE HAVE. AND DEP IS ACTUALLY AGREEING WITH WITH US AND THEY'VE WRITTEN THAT INTO THE NEW RULE PORTION THAT SHOULD BE APPROVED AFTER THE FIRST OF THE YEAR. BUT WE ARE ALSO WORKING WITH THE COUNTY ATTORNEY'S OFFICE FOR US GETTING A VARIANCE. 

SO WE MIGHT -- IF THIS CHANGES WE MIGHT HAVE TO DO AN ADJUSTMENT TO DO THIS? 

YES, SIR AND THAT WOULD GO THROUGH TAMMY AND DONNA TO DO THAT. 

MS. NORTHEY. 

THANK YOU. JUST A COMMENT AND A QUESTION. FIRST OF ALL, JOHN, I CHAIRED THE LEADERSHIP WEST VOLUSIA CLASS FOR FIVE YEARS AND I WOULD ALWAYS GO TO THE LANDFILL, TELL ME WHAT YOUR WOW MOMENT WAS, AND I WOULD TELL YOU HALF OF THEM WOULD SAY IT WAS THE LANDFILL BECAUSE IT IS AN INCREDIBLE PLACE THAT PEOPLE DON'T EVEN KNOW WHAT'S GOING ON THERE UNTIL THEY VISITED. IT'S NOT JUST ABOUT THE TRASH; IT'S ABOUT A BIGGER -- IT IS ABOUT AN ENVIRONMENT, ITS OWN NATURAL ENVIRONMENT. BIRDING IS REALLY BIG OUT THERE. FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION IS WIDENING INTERSTATE 4, AND I KNOW THEY'RE PUTTING IN SOME PONDS AND THEY'RE TAKING SOME DIRT. WE ARE -- DO WE HAVE A RELATIONSHIP WITH THEM ON THAT WIDENING PROJECT THAT WE'RE SELLING THEM DIRT OR ON ARE THEY PUTTING PONDS ON OUR PROPERTY? 

WHEN I FIRST CAME ON BOARD, THEY BOUGHT A PORTION. I BELIEVE IT WAS RELATED TO THAT. WE ARE IN NO CURRENT AGREEMENT WITH THEM FOR ANY DIRT. 

SO WE'RE NOT SELLING THEM DIRT FOR IT'S. 

NO, MA'AM. 

I WAS WONDERING ABOUT THAT. THANK YOU. 

ONE OTHER THING IF I CAN ADD ON THE LANDFILL IS ASIDE FROM THE WHOLE ENVIRONMENTAL ISSUE, A LOT OF COMMUNITIES -- THIS COMMUNITY HASN'T EXPERIENCED THIS NOT RECENTLY. THEY DON'T APPRECIATE, BUT ONE OF THE BIGGEST ISSUES FROM AN ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT STANDPOINT IN MOST COMMUNITIES IS REASONABLY PRICED AVAILABLE DISPOSAL, AND WE HAVE SUCH A GOOD FACILITY FOR THE LONG-TERM, THAT THAT HAS A LOT TO DO WITH ECONOMIC HEALTH, ESPECIALLY IF YOU'RE TRYING TO ATTRACT IN ANY KIND OF INDUSTRIAL USERS OR ANYTHING THAT GENERATES LARGER VOLUMES OF WASTE BECAUSE IT HAS BEEN SO EXPENSIVE I. IN FACT, UNTIL THE BIG DOWNTURN THAT BROUGHT DOWN LANDFILL PRICES IT BECAME A BIG FACTOR OF PEOPLE WOULD INDICATE INDUSTRIES THERE. IT'S A BIG DEAL UP NORTH. HERE -- WHEN I CAME HERE, I TOLD YOU I WAS AMAZED AT HOW -- HOW MUCH OPPORTUNITY, HOW GOOD RESOURCE WE HAD OUT THERE THAT'S NOT OPPOSED BY ANYBODY BUT IT'S ONE OF OUR SHINING STARTS FOR ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT .

GOOD AFTERNOON. BECKY  MENDEZ, SENIOR  PLANNING  MANAGEMENT. THIS IS WILBUR-BY-THE-SEA  COUNTY LIAISON. AND IT'S FIXATED  IN THE WILBUR-BY-THE-SEA LOCAL PLAN.  AND ON THE  MAP, IS PAGE 33-6 OF  THE AGENDA PACKAGE AND  SHOWS THE GENDER BY THE SEA ZONING  AREAS. THE OVERLAY, THE OVERLAY  DOES TWO THINGS,  PRIMARILY. ONE, IT LIMITS BUILDING  HEIGHTS TO 35 FEET. AS YOU COULD  SEE ON THE MAP, THERE ARE  FIVE ZONING CLASSIFICATIONS. RESIDENTIAL  AND R3 AND R9 HAS A  MAXIMUM BUILDING HEIGHT OF 35 FEET.  THE COMMERCIAL, INDICATED IN THE  RED, THE RESOURCE CORRIDOR, WHICH  IS THE GREEN AND THE PUBLIC  ZONING CLASSIFICATION DOES ALLOW  BUILDING HEIGHTS UP TO 45 FEET.  THE OVERLAY ZONE LIMITS THE BUILDINGS  TO THE SAME,  RESIDENTIAL CLASSIFICATION TO  PROTECT THE RESIDENTIAL AREA. AND  IT DOES ONE OTHER THING,  THE RESIDENTIAL CLASSIFICATION DOES  ALLOW CLUSTER SUBDIVISIONS. IT MEANS  IF SOMEBODY CAME AND ASSEMBLED A  LOT OF THE BUILDINGS FIVE HOUSES  OR SO, THEY CAN TAKE THE HOUSES  DOWN AND RESUBDIVIDE THE PROPERTY  AND CREATE MUCH SMALLER LOT  SIZES. I'M HERE OFFICIALLY AS PRESIDENT  OF THE WILBUR ASSOCIATION. TO LET  YOU KNOW, BASICALLY THE BOTTOM LINE,  THE ENTIRE COMMUNITY IS SQUARELY  BEHIND THIS. THIS IS THE CULMINATION  OF A PROJECT THAT WE TOOK ON  IN 2003. WE WORKED VERY CLOSELY  WITH THEN DIRECTOR MONTY BEAMER  IN THE GROWTH  AND PLANNING DEPARTMENT  ON THE, THE WILBUR-BY-THE-SEA LOCAL  PLANT. THE LOCAL PLANT WAS ADOPTED  BY THE VOLUSIA  PLAN DEVELOPMENT OF 2004-1. IN  THE PLAN, ONE OF THE  STATED OBJECTIVES IS THE  IMPLEMENTATION OF THE PLAN COULD  BE DONE THROUGH A ZONING OVERLAY.  REMEMBER, THIS WAS BACK IN  2003-2004. WE HAVE WAITED PATIENTLY  TO GET  TO THE POINT. IN 2010, WE DID MEET  WITH THE GROWTH AND MANAGEMENT DEPARTMENT  TO EXPLORE THE NEED TO HAVE A ZONING  OVERLAY TO  SUPPORT THE PLAN. I THINK  I COME HERE NOT REPRESENTING  THE ENTIRE WILBUR-BY-THE-SEA, BUT  I COME HERE REPRESENTING THE PEOPLE  WHO ARE MEMBERS OF OUR ASSOCIATION.  I COULD TELL YOU THAT WE DO HAVE  OVERWHELMING SUPPORT AND I ASK FOR  YOUR CONSIDERATION OF PASSING THIS.  THANK YOU.

ARNOLD WILSON, I WAS THE PAST  PRESIDENT OF THE ASSOCIATION, ALSO  WORKED ON  THE ZONING WITH  KELLY McGEE. WE'RE VERY PLEASED  WE'VE COME THIS FAR. WE  SUPPORT THIS. AND BOB SAID HE DOESN'T  REPRESENT EVERYBODY BECAUSE NOT  EVERYBODY PAYS THEIR DUES  AN SORATION. WHEN THE PROJECT STARTED,  THE ENTIRE POPULATION WAS SURVEYED  BY THE COUNTY. AND THE LONGEST SERVING  MEMBER UP HERE, I FEEL LIKE I HAVE  A CERTAIN RESPONSEIBLITY TO TRY  TO BRING SOME  CLOSURE TO THE PROCESS. WHILE I  WISH WE WEREN'T HERE,  WE ARE. AND SO I'M GOING TO MOVE  TO HIRE A SPECIAL COUNCIL TO  INDEPENDENTLY ADVISE THE COUNTY  COUNCIL ON A PROCESS  AND PROCEDURE PURSUANT TO SECTION  309 OF THE VOLUSIA COUNTY  CHARTER. IN ORDER TO MAKE THE INVESTIGATION  OF AFFAIRS, COUNTY GOVERNMENT, RELATING  TO THE WAIVERLY MATTER IN ORDER  TO DETERMINE WHETHER NEW LEGISLATION  IS REQUIRED FOR PURCHASING OR ADDITIONAL  STANDARDS OF CONDUCT, IN LIGHT OF  THE FINDINGS OF  THE INVESTIGATION. THIS SPECIAL  COUNCIL SHALL REPORT BACK TO THE  COUNTY COUNCIL AT THE NEXT REGULAR  MEETING ON THE PROCEDURES FOR MOVING  FORWARD AND SHALL COMPETE THE INVESTIGATION  AND MAKE A REPORT TO  THE COUNTY COUNCIL. OPEN MEETING  WITHIN  90  DAYS. I ASKED THEM. I JUST WANT  TO PUT YOU GUYS THERE  RNTLE.  

THAT WAS HOGS.  

 I THAT I. IT WAS CONSIDERING.  

YEAH, THAT'S A VERY LENGTHY MOTION.  

IT HAS SPECIFICS IN  THERE.  

THERE'S SPECIFICS, TALKING  ABOUT SPECIFICS. WE'LL MAKE A --  GOING TO NEED A COPY OF THAT. YOU  HAVE ONE SENTENCE AND NO, THIS IS  NOT GOING TO WORK. IT'S BEEN  A MOTION. THERE'S A, SPECIAL  INVESTIGATOR,.  

COUNCIL.  

AND OH,  JUST COUNCIL. WE'RE JUST GOING TO  HIRE A SPECIAL COUNCIL, WHICH WOULD  MEAN THAT MR. ECKERT WILL NO  LONGER BE THE COUNCIL  DECISION, CORRECT?  

I CAN'T RESPECT  THAT  PAUSE  THERE  MAY.  

MS.  BOZ CROR,  MR. PATSERSON J.  

AND I THINK BECAUSE AT THAT PART  OF THE CHARTER IS SO OPEN  ENDED, I THINK AT THE TIME, THE  CHARTER BACK IN THE 70s, THERE WAS  A LOT OF CORRUPTION GOING  ON IN VOLUSIA COUNTY. I THINK THAT  PROBABLY  WISELY THE CHARTER, -- CHARTER REVIEW  COMMISSION AT THAT TIME FAILED TO  LEAVE IT OPEN OR IN  THE  FUTURE CHARTER -- WHEN THE CHARTER  COMMISSION MEETS AGAIN THEY MAY  WANT TO TAKE ON THE ISSUE. AT THIS  POINT, LEAVING IT LIKE THAT. I THINK  THERE ARE SOME ISSUES IN THERE WITH  THE  SPECIAL COUNCIL. I THINK -- I'M  HOPING THE SPECIAL COUP SILL WILL  MEET WITH  THE COUNCIL MEX AND BRING  AT  THE INPUT. I LOOK -- AFTER MOO TWO  YEARS THAT I SERVE AS CHAIRER  OF THE ELECTIONS  COMMITTEE IN  THE E. AS ALWAYS,  WHAT  DIFFERENT SHAN HAS.  

 IS IT -- IT'S SO SACRED  TO ME. I THINK THERE'S SOME THINGS  THE ELECTION COUNCIL SHOULD HAVE  EXPERIENCE IN, IN ORDER TO SEE,  IF THERE ARE PARTS  OF CHAPTER 104, 106 THAT HAVE BEEN  VIOLATED. MAYBE THOSE ARE THINGS  THAT SHOULD DP TO  THE FLORIDA ELECTIONS -- COMMISSION,  AND THINK ABOUT WHAT THE STATE'S  ATTORNEY IS DOING. MAYBE THE REGULATION  AND GOVERNOR SHOULD APPOINT A  SPECIAL PROSECUTOR. THESE ARE THINGS  THAT I WANT  TO SEE. THESE ARE THINGS BEFORE  I  HAD TO  SEE.  

AND -- I  THINK  IT'S DARN PERFECT.  

THERE'S A STORY IN THE  PAPER TODAY, IT DID ANSWER SOME  QUESTIONS I HAD. THEN IT OPENED  OTHER QUESTIONS THAT I HAVE ALSO.  SO THIS IS WHY I FEEL THIS IS A  SPECIAL COUNCIL, OPPOSED TO SPECIAL  PROSECUTOR COMING IN. AND SITTING  IN HERE GRILLING A BUNCH OF PEOPLE.  I THINK SOME OF US DON'T HAVE THAT  KIND OF EXPERIENCE. I COULD  PICTURE THE  INSURANCE POLICY. I COULD MAKE LAWS  AND WRITE BILLS. I NEVER TRIED TO  BE A LAWYER. I TRIED TO RELY ON  THOSE WHO HAVE THAT  KIND OF EXPERIENCE. RELY ON THE  COUNTY MANAGER. I DID MY GRADUATE  WORK IN ADMINISTRATION,  SUPERVISION. YOU KNOW, I'VE BEEN  AN INSURANCE AGENT  FOR 35  YEARS. I  DON'T TRY .D.  

BUT THINKS TT,  AT THIS POINT?  

AS THIS GOES FORWARD AND WE HAVE  SK CLEAN THAT COMES OUT AND WE CAN  MOVE FORWARD. I WANT TO GET THIS  OVERWITH. WE HAVE TOO MUCH GOING  ON NEXT YEAR. TO SPEND A  LOT OF TIME ON THIS. IF YOU WANT  A SECOND. YOU MADE THE MOTION THAT  I WAS GOING TO MAKE. PAT AND I ARE  KIND OF THE SAME. AND WE  MUST HAVE BEEN TELEPATHIC IN SLEEP  LAST NIGHT OR SOMETHING. ANYWAY,  THAT'S WHERE I AM. THANK  YOU.  

OKAY. MS. CUE SACK?  

I GUESS THIS QUESTION WOULD BE  FOR THE MAKE OF THE MOTION. IT SAYS  THAT WE WERE  HIRED A SPECIAL COUNCIL. WE, MEANING  THE KIND OF COUNSELING AN  HOW WE WOULD GO ABOUT? WHAT  ARE THE RAMIFICATIONS  OF SPECIAL COUNCIL AND WHO, IN FACT,  WOULD BE SELECTING THAT COUNCIL,  THAT SPECIAL -- I WOULD ASSUME THAT  WE WOULD SELECT THE COUNCIL. I DON'T  KNOW IF ANYBODY HAS ANY NAMES THAT  THEY WOULD LIKE TO THROW  IN THE MIX. CERTAINLY I WOULD LIKE  TO SEE SOMEBODY FROM OUTSIDE OF  THE COUNTY, BUT IF THAT'S  NOT POSSIBLE, THEN SOMEONE FROM  INSIDE THE COUNTY TO LOOK INTO,  SOMEONE THAT HAS CREDENTIALS AND  IS WELL REGARDED IN THE COMMUNITY.  I DON'T KNOW IF ANYONE THOUGHT OF  NAMES OR NOT BUT, THAT  WOULD BE MY PROPOSAL THAT IT  BE SOMEBODY WHO  HAS GOOD STANDING IN THE COMMUNITY.  I WOULD INCLUDE THE COMMUNITY TO  MEAN, CENTRAL FLORIDA, VOLUSIA  COUNTY, THE STATE.  

AND THEY WILL BE INVESTIGATING  WHO -- WHO WILL THEY BE  INVESTIGATING?  

JUST THE EMOTION  --  

YOU CAN ELABORATE.  

GOVERNMENT OPTIONS, RELATING  TO  THE WAIVERLY MATTER.  

THAT DOESN'T PROVIDE. THAT'S  NOT CLEAR FOR ME. IT MIGHT BE CLEAR  FOR YOU.  

CLEAR TO  MAKE.  

IT'S NOT JUST -- IF YOU ARE TRYING  TO GET MEMBERS OF THE  COUNCIL TO DIVIDE, TO SUPPORT WHAT  YOU'RE TRYING TO SAY, IT OUGHT  TO BE EXPLICIT AND CLEAR. FOR  ME IT'S AS  CLEAR AS  MUD.  

OKAY, MR. WAGNER.  

IT LOOKS LIKE WE'RE --  THERE'S TWO DIFFERENT THINGS AT  THE SAME TIME. SPECIAL COUNCIL  IS NOT ONLY 309. IT'S UNDER  A DIFFERENT PROVISION. I DON'T KNOW  HOW WE'RE MIXING  TWO, TWO TWO  SEPARATE PARTS?  

I DON'T THINK YOU COULD ANSWER  ON THAT, KENNY?  

HE'S STILL OUR ATTORNEY.  

IF WE DON'T HAVE AN ATTORNEY,  THEN WE HAVE TO STOP WHAT  WE'RE  DOING -- AND HIRE  ONE.  

JUST CURIOUS. WE DON'T  WANT TO HAVE THIS PROBLEM AGAIN.  

I COULD UNDERSTAND THERE WAS  SPECIAL ADVISERS TO ADVICE US  AS COUNCIL  MATTER. HE DOESN'T WANT  TO PUT DAN --  A I COULD  SIGH FINANCIAL  COUNSELOR MUCH?  

WHEN YOU, YOU HIRE  SPECIAL COUNCIL, YOU  COULD  ADVICE SPET. THE PERSON  ONLY HAS THE. THAT'S WHERE I  RUN  INTO  PROBLEM. US HE I '-- UNDER THE CLOAK  OF GOVERNMENT TO  DISCUSS THIS PERSON. IT JUST  GETS REALLY INTERESTING. I DON'T  THINK -- LIKE I SAID, HIRE AN INVESTIGATOR  TO ADVISE US WHAT'S THE LEGAL WAY  OF DOING IT, I'M OKAY WITH  THAT. AS THIS STANDS, THIS  IS NOT -- OUR OWN  ATTORNEY  TOLD US  THAT.  

I'M GOING ON THE ADVICE  OF MY ATTORNEY. AND IF YOU  WANTED TO HIRE  COUNCIL TO ADVISE US BECAUSE  YOU DON'T LIKE  COUNCIL'S OPINION. I WOULD ADVISE  THAT. THIS IS NOT WHAT THIS IS.  

DID YOU WANT TO COMMENT AGAIN?  OR DID YOU ACCIDENTALLY PUSH A BUTTON.  

I WAS REFERRING TO  SECTION 309. COUNCIL INVESTIGATOR  POWERS INTO THE APPEARANCE OF  COUNTY GOVERNMENT. THE COUNCIL WILL  BE OUR INVESTIGATIVE ARM.  

THIS SAYS  WE'RE HIRING COUNCIL.  

THERE'S A DIFFERENCE BETWEEN  HIRING COUNCIL AND HIRING SOMEBODY  TO DO AN INVESTIGATION, WHICH IS  WHAT  I'M SAYING, .D YOU'RE  SAYING HIRING COUNCIL, WHICH IS  AN ATTORNEY TO ADVISE. THEY ARE  TWO SEPARATE THINGS. IF YOU SAY,  HIRING COUNCIL TO ADVISE US, THAT'S  FINE, UNDER THE SEPARATE ONE, I  THINK IT'S --  

ACTUALLY HIRING COUNCIL.  

SO IT'S TOTALLY SEPARATE. THAT  PERSON TECHNICALLY DOESN'T HAVE  TO BE AN A ATTORNEY. IT WOULD BE  YOU'RE HIRING SOMEBODY TO INVESTIGATE.  WHICH OUR ATTORNEY, UNDER THAT  PER VISION, WE CAN'T DO THATS IN  IT WAS AN OPEN SESSION. ONCE AGAIN  ON  THE REPORT, I INVESTIGATE  -- IF YOU WANT TO  HIRE  A ATTORNEY  TONED.  

IT'S TOLLLY SEPARATE. I COULD  SEE HIRING COUNCIL, SAY  HIRING COUNCIL FOR SAY DAN, AND  WE DIDN'T HAVE AN  EMINENT DOE MAP. IF IT'S JUST AN  INVESTIGATOR, IT'S NOT -- IT'S JUST  A 309. OUR ATTORNEY ADVISES US HE  DOESN'T THINK IT'S APPROPRIATE AND  I'LL STAND BY FOR THE FACT, I WOULD  SUPPORT AN INVESTIGATION IN COUNCIL  CHAMBERS.  

OKAY, MR. DANIELS?  BEFORE  YOU GO --  

I WOULD WONDERING TO RESPOND  TO THAT.  

THEY ARE. THEY  CAN BE CON  FIND.  

THE QUESTION OF SPECIAL COUNCIL  IS DIFFERENT FROM THE QUESTION  OF  THE INVESTIGATION. UNDER  6212, I EM  SECTION COUNCIL, YOU  COULD WHORE. IS THIS YOUR  PLEASURE AND  DIRECTS ZAC COULD HAVE SPECIAL COUNCIL  WITHOUT EVOKING  SECTION  309. IF  YOU WANT -- MOTION INDICATES THAT  THE QUESTIONS ARE INTERTWINED. I  WOULD GIVE AN OPINION ON THE NATURE  OF  THE INVESTIGATION. IF SO -- OTHER  THAN SAYING, IT COULD BE -- THEY  CAN BE COMBINED, I DON'T KNOW WHAT  FOR THE RECORD  SAY ABOUT THAT. I WOULD -- THE NATURE  OF THE INVESTIGATION THAT  YOU'VE INDICATED IS RELATED TO  THE LEGISLATIVE MATTER. I THINK  THAT  YOU  COULD HAVE SPECIAL COUNCIL TO GET  THE FACTS, IF THAT'S HELPFUL  TO MAKING  YOUR LEGISLATIVE DECISION. WHERE  I THINK  THE ISSUE  COMES TO HEAD IS IN TWO  RESPECTS. FIRST, I THINK  THAT 309 INVESTIGATION HAS TO BE,  IF THAT'S WHAT YOU MEAN  TO HAVE. IT'S TO BE IN  THE ENTIRE COUNCIL. IT DOESN'T MEAN  YOU CAN'T HAVE SPECIAL COUNCIL TO  GATHER YOUR FACTS. AND  THAT'S THE DUE LEGISLATION ON THE  SUBJECT THAT YOU'VE INDICATED. AND  I THINK THAT IF  YOU -- IF SOMEONE ELSE WERE REACHING  A DIFFERENT CONCLUSION UNDER THE  ABILITY OF THE COUNCIL TO DELEGATE  THAT TASK, I THINK THAT --  IF  YOU'RE CONDUCTING A 309 INVESTIGATION  THAT  BECOMES ALL SORTS, FIGURED  THE  INVESTIGATION  CONDUCTING. AND GATHERING  FACTS. AND I DON'T KNOW WHAT ELSE  IS -- WOULD BE HELPFUL TO YOU.  

HERE'S MY ISSUE. AND I  HAVE A CLIENT HANGING OVER US RIGHT  NOW. AND IT'S A BIG ONE. I  NEED TO FIGURE OUT HOW IT ALL HAPPENED  AND HOW WE  CAN  FIX IT. AND I'LL LOOK AT THIS, IT  GIVES US POWER  TO INVESTIGATE. SO JUST LIKE ANY  OTHER BODY THAT HIRES PEOPLE TO  HELP THEM WITH THAT, THAT  WOULD BE WHAT THIS GOAL IS, IS TO  HIRE A SPECIAL COUNCIL  TO WORK INDEPENDENTLY TO ADVISE  TO SPECIAL COUNCIL.  

YOU COULD HIRE, YOU COULD HIRE  SOMEONE TO INDEPENDENTLY  ADVISE THE COUNTY COMMISSION. AGREE  YOU  COULD DO 

     THAT.  

WE'RE -- FROM MY PERSPECTIVE  AND YOU COULD HAVE,  THAT SPECIAL COUNCIL COULD ASSIST  YOU IN QUESTIONING SOMEONE BEFORE  THE COUNTY COUNCIL, IF THAT'S --  

THAT'S  NOT MY  INTENT.  

WHERE I THINK-- I DON'T KNOW  IF THIS IS HELPFUL TO YOU  OR NOT, BUT WHAT I  THINK -- WHAT I DISAGREE, I DON'T  THINK THAT SPECIAL  COUNCIL CAN SOMEBODY SOMEONE TO  APPEAR BEFORE HIM OR HER OUTSIDE  THE COUNCIL CHAMBERS.  

THEN I GUESS THAT'S WHERE WE  HAVE A DISAGREEMENT.  

AND I THINK THAT IF YOU DO DELEGATE  WHAT IS  IT? THE LEGISLATIVE TASK AND  IF YOU -- I  DO -- I INVESTIGATE MATTERS RENDER  OPINIONS TO YOU. YOU HAVE  DELEGATED AUTHORITY  TO ME. SO  -- IF YOU DELEGATING  LEGISLATIVE AUTHORITY, DEPENDING  ON HOW YOU SCOPE THIS OUT  IN YOUR SPECIAL, WITH WHOEVER YOU  HIRE, IF YOU DELEGATE YOUR  TORT TO A PERSON THAT WILL  BECOME  A SUNSHINE BODY. SO IF YOU WANT, SO IF THE  INTENT OF THE MOTION, YOU WANT TO  ENGAGE IN SPECIAL COUNCIL TO GO  OUT AND  GATHER FACTS AND FACT-FINDING AND  RECOMMEND LEGISLATIVE CHANGES TO  YOU, THAT'S ENTIRELY  WITHIN YOUR PREROGATIVE. I  DIFFER ONLY ON  CERTAIN OF IT. DIFFER. MY OPINION  I GIVE TO YOU, WILL ADDRESS THIS  CERTAIN ASPECTS OF THIS. YOU COULD  HIRE  A SPECIAL COUNSEL OF YOUR CHOOSING.  THAT PERSON COULD GO OUT AND DO  SOME FACT-FINDING, BRING THE FACTS  TO YOU. I DON'T KNOW IF THAT  PERSON NEEDS SUBPOENA  POWER. YOU HAVE THE DOCUMENTS BEFORE  YOU. IF HE DOES, OR SHE DOES,  THEN MAYBE YOU COULD -- YOU  COULD HAVE  THAT PERSON  RECOMMEND SUBPOENA BE ISSUE FOR  THE TESTIMONY BEFORE YOU,  MATTER OF FACT,S -- MANY OF THE  FACTS WITHOUT THE NECESSITY  OF THE  SUBPOENA POWER. AND SO, IN THE MAIN,  I THINK YOU COULD DO WHAT YOU WANT.  I'M JUST CAUTIONING THAT I DON'T  THINK -- I DON'T THINK  YOU COULD DELEGATE SUBPOENA POWER  TO THAT PERSON, TO HAVE  A WITNESS APPEAR WITH HIM OR HER  AND I  DON'T -- AND  IF THAT PERSON JUST ENGAGES  IN FACT FINDING, BRINGS TO YOU,  I DON'T THINK IT'S A SUNSHINE  ISSUE. YOU COULD END  UP, DELEGATE SOMEONE, LEGISLATIVE  POWER, TO A COMMITTEE OR  SPECIAL PERSON, SPECIAL TO COMMITTEE  TO ONE PERSON, YOU COULD END UP  CREATING -- I THINK THAT'S SOMETHING  YOU -- SHOULD GO ALONG. IF THAT'S  NOT YOUR  INTENT.  

OKAY. DO YOU YIELD?  

I'M NOT AN ATTORNEY. I'M NOT  GOING TO GET INTO AN ARGUMENT, TO  SET MY ATTENTION AND SOMEBODY, WHO  HAS ANOTHER IDEA THEY WANT TO THROW  OUT THERE, I'LL LISTEN. THAT'S  WHERE I AM  AT?  

I'M JUST CURIOUS --  

I'M GOING TO SAY, MUCH OF YOUR  MOTION COULD BE ACCOMPLISHED, TEN  OF YOUR MOTION, MUCH OF IT  COULD BE ACCOMPLISHED  WITHOUT  ANY LEGAL ISSUE YOU MAY  NOT HAVE TO  ENCOUNTER THOSE ASPECTS AT THIS  POINT.  

MR. DANIELS, FOURTH TIME, I'M  GOING TO TRY  IT.  

SURPRISINGLY, MR. ECKERT OR NOT,  AGREE ON  SEVERAL THINGS HERE. THE INTENT  OF THE MOTION WAS TO HIRE  A  SPECIAL COUNSEL. WHAT THAT SPECIAL  COUNSEL, TO FOLLOW THE PROCEDURES  WE NEED TO FOLLOW, WHAT  SHOULD BE CONDUCTED, WHAT HIS RIGHTS  WOULD BE, WHAT SORT OF  RESOLUTIONS OR ORDINANCES THAT NEED  TO BE PASSED AND MAKE IT WORK,  MAKE  IT WORK PROPERLY. AND MOTION, WHAT WE EXPECT,  THE MOTION, AND SPECIAL COUNCIL  TO DO, GO BEYOND THAT AND  GATHER INFORMATION. WE CERTAINLY  WOULD EXPECT HIM  TO GATHER INFORMATION. AND -- AND  TO DO THE INVESTIGATION, TO SIFT  THROUGH THE DOCUMENTS, YOU KNOW  YOU SEND US ALL THE  DUMES-- DOCUMENTS, A MONTH AGO OR  SOMETHING LIKE THAT. WE NEED TO  HIRE SOMEBODY TO BE ABLE  TO DO THAT. THE DIS-- THE PERSON  WOULD GATHER EVIDENCE AND THEN PRODUCE  IT BEFORE THE COUNTY COUNCIL AND  IN OPEN SESSION, JUST LIKE THE CHARTER  SAYS. YOU KNOW THE CHARTER SAYS  THE EVIDENCE HAS TO BE GATHERED  AND HAS TO BE PRODUCED  BEFORE THE COUNSEL IN OPEN SESSION  AND CERTAINLY WE WOULD DO THAT.  I WOULDN'T ENVISION THIS PERSON  MAKING RECOMMENDATIONS AS  TO  LEGISLATIVE CHANGES. I WOULD ENVISION  HIM ON GIVING ADVICE ON WHAT WE  WOULD DO IN CONDUCTING  THE INVESTIGATION, TO GO AHEAD AND  GATHER THE INVESTIGATION AND TO  PRESENT IT BEFORE THE COUNCIL IN  SESSION JUST AS THE CHARTER  SAYS. AS FAR AS THE  SUBPOENA POWER GOES, THE  OTHER PROCEDURAL ISSUES, I WOULD  SAY, WE LEAVE THAT TO WHOEVER IT  IS WE HIRE AS SPECIAL COUNCIL TO  COME UP WITH WHAT THOSE  MAY BE. TYPICALLY THE --  IF THE COUNTY  COUNCIL NEEDS TO ISSUE SUBPOENAS,  THEN THE  COUNTY COUNSEL COULD ISSUE SUBPOENAS.  WHAT TYPICALLY WAS DONE IN COMMITTEE  STRUCTURES, THE COMMITTEE MEMBERS  SIGN THE SUBPOENAS AND THEN IT  WILL BE FINE. AND THE DEPOSITIONS  ARE OFTEN HELD OUTSIDE, YOU KNOW,  WE GET WRAPPED UP IN TV. WHEN  YOU SAY CONGRESSIONAL INVESTIGATIONS,  THEY ARE NOT JUST CALLING PEOPLE  IN AND SITTING THEM DOWN AND HAVING  PEOPLE ASKING QUESTIONS. THERE'S  A LOT OF TERRITORY WORK THAT WENT  ON AHEAD OF TIME. THEY TAKE  DEPOSITIONS. THEY TAKE DEPOSITIONS,  YOU KNOW, NOT IN THE COUNCIL CHAMBERS,  NOT IN PUBLIC. THEY TAKE DEPOSITIONS  AS PART OF THE DEAL. IT WOULD  SEEM TO ME, THAT WOULD BE THE SORT  OF THING WE CAN DO, BUT I WOULD  DEFER TO  THE SPECIAL COUNSELS OPINION WHETHER  OR NOT THAT WAS PROPER, WHETHER  OR NOT THAT FIT AND WHETHER OR NOT  IT'S NECESSARY. WHAT WE'RE LOOKING  TO DO IS HIRE SOMEBODY TO LET US  KNOW WHAT THE PROCEDURES ARE AND  TO CONDUCT THE INVESTIGATION AND  THEN RECORD THE EVIDENCE BACK TO  THE COUNSEL AND UP IN SESSION JUST  AS THE  CHARTER SAYS. THANK YOU.  

OKAY, THANK  YOU. MR. DANIELS. MR. WAGNER, YOU'RE  UP. IF I MAY MAKE A COMMENT. I HAVE  BEEN LISTENING AND FOR THE BENEFIT  OF THE INDIVIDUALS OF THE AUDIENCE,  WHO MAY NOT KNOW THE 309, THAT'S  A PAGE OUT OF THE CHARTER. I WANT  TO LET EVERYBODY KNOW, WE HAVE IT  UP. IT STATES TO THE PURPOSE OF  COUNSEL SHOULD CALL THE SUBPOENA  TO BE ISSUED, TAKE  OATH AND TAKE TESTIMONY REQUIRED  FOR THE PRODUCTION OF EVIDENCE BEFORE  THE COUNSEL IN SESSION. SO I THINK  THAT IS CLEAR. WE'RE THE ONES  WHO HAVE TO ISSUE THE SUBPOENA.  I DON'T THINK FROM READING THAT  AND ALSO READING  IN 601 THE COUNCIL, WE  GET TO HIRE SPECIAL ATTORNEY AND  EXPERTS, SHOULD BE EMPLOYED  ONLY IN SPECIFIC MATTERS. IT DOESN'T  GIVE THE ATTORNEY OR RIGHT TO GIVE  HIM THAT PARTICULAR SUBPOENA POWER.  IF HE CAME TO US AND SAY, HEY, I  HAVE A PILE OF  EVIDENCE, THIS THICK, AND WE NEED  TO ISSUE 12 SUBPOENAS TO BRING THE  PEOPLE HERE, TALK TO THEM, GET THE  ANSWERS THAT WE NEED TO FIGURE OUT  THE PROBLEM, I'M ON BOARD. I DON'T  HAVE A PROBLEM. ONE OTHER BIG  QUESTION I GOT AND I THINK EVERYBODY  HAS BEEN MISSING THIS  HUNDRED POUND  -- 600-POUND GORILLA. DOES ANYONE  KNOW HOW MUCH THIS IS GOING TO COST?  RIGHT NOW WE'RE TALKING ABOUT  A SPECIAL ATTORNEY, MAYBE A SPECIAL  INVESTIGATOR, WE'RE TALKING TIME  AWAY FROM OUR JOBS, TIME AWAY FROM  THEIR JOBS, SOMEBODY GIVE ME A BALLPARK  FIGURE, THAT PROBABLY WOULD MAKE  ME A LITTLE  HAPPIER. MR. WAGNER?  

I DON'T KNOW ABOUT THE  PRICE. I WOULD ASSUME THEY'LL HAVE  AN HOURLY RATE. YEAH, I MEAN --  I DON'T KNOW. I JUST STAND BY  THE FACT THAT DOING THE  PAPER AND ARTICLE, THE CITY ATTORNEY'S  OFFICE QUOTED SPECIFICALLY NO  CANDIDATE HAD ANY INVOLVEMENT OR  DIDN'T -- WOULD NOT KNOW OF  ANY INCOME CONTRIBUTIONS THAT'S  COME UP A COUPLE OF TIMES IN THE  COUNSEL THAT SPECIFICALLY ADDRESSED  IT. THE STATE ATTORNEY'S OFFICE  HAS THOROUGHLY BEEN INVESTIGATING.  IF WE WILL FOLLOW 309 AS  IT'S WRITTEN AS OUR ATTORNEYS ADVISED  US, I WOULD SUPPORT IT BUT WE'RE  NOT. I'M NOT SUPPORTING SOMETHING  THAT I THINK -- WE'RE INVESTIGATING  SOMETHING THAT PEOPLE THINK VIOLATES  THE CHARTER BUT COUNCIL MEMBERS  ARE WILLING TO VIOLATE THE  CHARTER TO INVESTIGATE. SO I HAVE  A PROBLEM WITH THAT SO I  TRUST OUR ATTORNEY. IF IT WAS AN  OPEN INVESTIGATION, IF IT WAS IN  THE ROOM, I WOULD SUPPORT IT.  

OKAY, JOYCE KUZA.  

THANK YOU MR. CHAIRER. I THINK  THAT IT IS  VERY IMPORTANT TO ME TO KNOW  THE SCOPE OF WHAT YOU ARE TRYING  TO INVESTIGATE. AREINVESTIGATING  THE MEMBERS OF THE COUNCIL WHO RECEIVE  ANY KIND OF CONTRIBUTIONS  FROM WAIVERLY? ARE YOU  INVESTIGATING  THE PEOPLE WHO WE EMPLOY THAT'S  AN ATTORNEY AND  OR THE COUNTY MANAGER? WHAT IS THE  INVOLVEMENT -- OR WHO  DO YOU SEE IN THE POSITIONS THAT  THEY NEED TO BE  INVESTIGATED. ARE WE INVESTIGATING  EVERY MEMBER OF THE COUNCIL WHO  HAVE RECEIVED CONTRIBUTIONS FROM  FOLKS THAT WE DO BUSINESS  WITH? ARE YOU INVESTIGATING  ONLY PEOPLE WHO HAVE HAD  ANY KIND OF CONTRIBUTIONS FROM WAIVERLY.  THIS TO  HIRE OUTSIDE SPECIAL COUNSEL TO  GATHER FACTS, WHAT FACTS ARE YOU  LOOKING FOR? AND ISSUE SUBPOENAS,  WHICH WE DON'T HAVE THE POWER TO  DO -- I MEAN THEY DON'T. INVESTIGATOR  DOESN'T HAVE THAT POWER. SO SOMEONE  IS ON  A FISHING EXPEDITION HERE AND I  DON'T KNOW EXACTLY THE PRICE THAT  YOU ARE ASKING THE CITIZENS OF VOLUSIA  COUNTY TO PAY FOR YOU TO  HAVE YOUR AGENDA MET. NOW IF YOU  ARE TALKING ABOUT WHETHER OR NOT  I DID SOMETHING ILLEGAL, THEN I  THINK THAT THE  STATE ATTORNEYS ARE IN THE BEST  POSITION TO SAY THAT. AND HE GETS  PAID FOR DOING  THAT. I GET PAID AND WAS ELECTED  TO DO THE  PEOPLE'S BUSINESS. AND WHAT THIS  WITCH HUNT WE'RE ON TODAY, IS NOT  THE PEOPLE'S BUSINESS. THEY WANT  TO KNOW ABOUT ROADS. THEY WANT  TO KNOW ABOUT THE  INFRASTRUCTURE OF BUILDINGS. THEY  WANT TO KNOW ABOUT  HOW WE'RE  HANDLING V-TRAN. THAT'S WHAT WE'RE  -- THEY DIDN'T HIRE  ME TO SATISFY THE WHIMS  IF, YOU WILL, OF MEMBERS  OF THE COUNCIL THAT HAVE  PERSONAL AGENDA TO THROW  OUT. IF YOU WANT TO KNOW ABOUT PARTICULAR  EVENTS AND PERSONS, SAY THAT. PUT  IT ON THE TABLE IN THIS  OPEN FORUM. AND AM I AGAINST BEING  INVESTIGATED? YOU BET YOUR BOTTOM  DOLLAR I'M NOT. AND I VOTED  FOR THE INVESTIGATION BUT ARE YOU  TALKING ABOUT DAN ECKERT AND HIS  ABILITY TO FUNCTION AS A ATTORNEY  THAT WE HAVE HIRED? WHAT IS THE  NAME OF THE GAME WE'RE PLAYING HERE  AND THE TIME WE'RE WASTING HERE  AT THE EXPENSE OF THE  TAXPAYER? I CAN'T SUPPORT THIS.  IT'S NOT CLEAR AND I DON'T KNOW  WHERE YOU ARE TRYING TO GO OR HOW  YOU PLAN TO TRY TO GET  THERE. THANK YOU, MR. CHAIRER.  

MR.  DANIELS?  

THANK YOU MR. CHAIRMAN. YOU KNOW,  WHATEVER THE PRICE IS I THINK IT  WOULD BE WELL WORTH IT TO  GET THE  SCANDAL, TO MOVE ON. YOU  KNOW, IF YOU -- IF YOU LOOK  AT THIS, WHAT WE'VE GOT IN THE  NEWSPAPER  THIS MORNING, MR. BROWN IS  TO BE BELIEVED. COUNCIL MEMBERS  UNIT, THEY WERE  GETTING 1,000 OF FREE  ADVERTISING. PEOPLE RUNNING FOR  OFFICE WAS GETTING THOUSANDS OF  DOLLARS WORTH OF FREE ADVERTISING.  IT'S HARD TO -- HOW THAT POSSIBLY  COULD BE LEGAL? THEN HE GOES ON  TO SAY THAT SOME OF THEM WERE BEGGING  THEM FOR MORE, BEGGING FOR  MORE FREE ADVERTISING. AND  IT'S -- THEN IT CALLS TO QUESTION  THE STATE ATTORNEY'S INVESTIGATION  WHEN HE SAID THAT NONE OF  THE CANDIDATES  KNEW, INDEED, THEY DID ASKED  FOR MORE. AND THEN  QUESTIONS DID ARISE THAT CAME UP  BECAUSE OF THE ARTICLE OR CREATED  MORE URGENCY OR MORE NEED TO GET  THE INVESTIGATION DONE. AGAIN, I  DO THINK WE NEED TO  LEAVE THE PROCEDURES TO THE SPECIAL  COUNCIL WE  ARE, DO WHAT THEY ARE AND THE SCOPE  WOULD BE HARD TO DETERMINE RIGHT  NOW BECAUSE YOU JUST DON'T KNOW  WHERE IT WILL LEAD, YOU DON'T REALLY  KNOW WHAT'S INVOLVED. IT IS,  YOU KNOW, ONE OF THOSE THINGS THAT  YOU JUST HAVE  TO, AGAIN, FOLLOW, SEE WHERE YOU  END EP UP. AND I WILL SUPPORT THE  MOTION AND I THINK WE SHOULD JUST  GO AHEAD AND GET ON  WITH IT. I  DO.  

OKAY, MS. NORTHEY.  

I WANT TO PUT INTO THE RECORD  SOME DATES. THIS IS WHY  I'M MORE CONVINCED THAN EVER  WE NEED TO  MOVE MOVE WITH SPECIAL  COUNCIL  AND INVESTIGATE  THIS IF YOU LOOK THERE'S A SERIES  OF E-MAILS AND IT WAS FROM ME. I  HAD THAT LONG,  11-10 -- 2010, I BEGAN TO ASK FOR  THE INFORMATION  ABOUT BUS BENCHES AND DID NOT GET  A RESPONSE OTHER THAN I THINK AT  THIS  TIME, THIS WAS  CONTRACT, TERMINATED, CURRENTLY  WORKING, ADVERTISING AND NEED ANY  FURTHER INFORMATION, PLEASE LET  ME KNOW. I ASKED THAT QUESTION THEN,  WHY WAS IT TERMINATED? IF  THERE'S A RESPONSE -- I DIDN'T SEE  IT IN THE  PACT. WE FAST FORWARD TO 2013, JANUARY,  OF THIS YEAR, AND I ASK  THE QUESTION AGAIN. WHAT IS THE  RELATIONSHIP WITH WAIVERLY. DO  WE HAVE CONTRACTS? ARE THEY PROVIDING  SERVICES TO THE INCORPORATED COUNTY  FOR US. THERE'S A SERIES OF E-MAILS  THAT FOLLOW ON THAT. AND IN  MY OPINION,  JUST KIND OF --  THE INFORMATION THAT I GOT -- I  DIDN'T BELIEVE I  WAS GETTING -- THE DETAIL OF INFORMATION  THAT I WAS REQUESTING, NOT BECAUSE  THEY DIDN'T, THEY COULDN'T GIVE  IT, THEY COULDN'T GIVE IT BECAUSE  THEY DIDN'T  HAVE IT. SO ON 2-7,  I SENT MR. ECKERT, THE SERIES OF  E-MAILS, THAT BEGAN IN 2-2,  BETWEEN DAN AND STEVE SCHERRER AND  I. AND I ASKED SPECIFICALLY ABOUT  CANDIDATE ADVERTISING. AND HE SAID  -- THESE ARE ALL  IN THE  PACKAGE. LET ME SEE. CAN YOU CONFIRM  HOW THEY ACCOUNT FOR IN  KIND BUS ADVERTISING. IN OTHER WORDS,  HOW DO WE GET THE CUT, ADVERTISING  THEY GAVE TO CANDIDATES. REMEMBER,  THERE WAS A CONTRACT HERE THAT WE  WERE SUPPOSED TO BE PAID TO  HELP OFFSET  VOLTRAN COSTS. THE RESPONSE, THIS  WAS FROM MR. SHEERER. WE DON'T  KNOW WHAT THE ARRANGEMENTS WAS MADE  FOR BUS  ADVERTISING. SO DAN RESPONDED, THIS  IS A TOPIC OF MANAGEMENT REVIEW  I WANT TO TALK TO YOU ABOUT  NEXT WEEK. ON 2-7, I SENT AN E-MAIL,  I INTEND TO DISCUSS THIS DURING  COUNCIL TIME UNLESS YOU BELIEVE  YOU HAVE AN  APPROPRIATE RESPONSE. MR. ECKERT,  YOU AND I STOOD IN THE ROOM BACK  THERE, YOU ASKED, HAVE YOU GOTTEN  EVERYTHING YOU NEED ON  THE WAIVERLY ISSUE? I RECALL I SAID  NO, I DIDN'T. MR. ECKERT,  I BELIEVE I AM GETTING  AN IMPRESSION, YOU PREFER I DON'T  TALK ABOUT IT IN PUBLIC. YOU  SAID YOU PREFERRED YOU DIDN'T BECAUSE  IT WAS UNDER  INVESTIGATION. THAT WAS 2-7-2013.  I DON'T HAVE ANY ANSWERS TODAY THAN  I DID  ON 2-7-2013. SO I'M LOOKING FOR  ANSWERS AND MY MOTION IS OUT  THERE. YOU COULD VOTE IT  UP OR DOWN. HERE'S NINE  PAGES ON INFORMATION ON PUS BENCH  ADVERTISING TIME LINE, BEGINNING  WITH 1979,  GOING THROUGH 10-24-2013. IF YOU  READ THE  MESSAGE, READ THIS PARTICULAR  DATE LISTING, THERE'S LOTS OF TALK,  LOTS  OF MEETINGS. BUT THERE WASN'T A  LOT OF ANSWERS. I'M LOOKING  FOR SOME  ANSWERS.  

I HAVE TO KIND OF WATCH. SOMETIMES  I DON'T -- IF YOU GOT IT DONE. MR.  PATTERSON, YOU HAVE A  COMMENT?  

YEAH. THIS IS -- YEAH, I SEE  TWO THINGS HERE. ONE,  I SEE THAT  THE WHOLE WAIVERLY CONTRACT AND  -- WHERE IT'S BEEN AND I DON'T WANT  TO SEE ANYTHING LIKE THIS HAPPEN  IN THE FUTURE. I THINK THAT'S SOMETHING,  SPECIAL COUNCIL COULD COME IN AND  TELL US, YOU GOT TO CLEAN THIS PROCESS  UP. I THINK THAT COULD HAPPEN. I  THINK THAT, I THINK -- I DON'T WANT  THAT  TO HAPPEN AGAIN, WE'RE BIDDING OUT  OR NOT BIDDING OUT OR THE PROCESS,  THAT IS UNDERTAKEN  OR IF THERE'S, WHAT ROLE THE COUNCIL,  IF IT'S GOING TO HAVE AN INVOLVEMENT,  IT IS DONE IN THE SUNSHINE AND NOT  IN THE SERIES OF E-MAILS. WHATEVER.  THESE ARE THE KIND OF THINGS THAT  WE CAN WORK THAT OUT IN SPECIAL  COUNCIL ADVISING  US. I THINK REGARDLESS WHAT IT COSTS,  WHEN IT GETS TO THE ELECTION  PROCESS IN VOLUSIA COUNTY, THIS  IS SOMETHING THAT WE NEED TO FIND  OUT WHAT'S  GOING ON. HOWEVER THE CAMPAIGN,  WE HAD ONE  CAMPAIGN WITH ABSENTEE BALLOTS AND  SOMEBODY ENDED UP GETTING IN A LOT  OF TROUBLE OVER IT. IN SOUTH FLORIDA,  THEY HAD THE SAME PROBLEM. THEY  HAD PEOPLE IN JAIL. HERE WE HAVE  SOMEBODY WHO IS -- GETS A MISDEMEANOR  AND MOVES ON FROM THERE. THE  PROCESS, I DON'T WANT TO SEE THAT  IN THE FUTURE, OUR ELECTION PROCESS  BECOMES NOTHING MORE THAN A LITTLE  GAME OF TRYING TO GET AWAY WITH  WHATEVER YOU COULD GET AWAY. IF  YOU DO  GET CAUGHT, WELL, HOW LONG HAVE  WE BEEN WAITING FOR THE STATE'S  ATTORNEY TO GIVE US  WHAT WE NEED? I DON'T CARE  WHAT HE SAYS IN THE PAPER? I WANT  TO SEE RESULTS. IF HE DOESN'T, I  WANT TO SEE A SPECIAL PROSECUTOR  BROUGHT IN BY THE GOVERNOR. I WANT  TO SEE, HEY, WE NEED  A SPECIAL PROSECUTOR BECAUSE EVIDENTLY  THE STATE ATTORNEY'S OFFICE IS  NOT TAKING IT AS  SERIOUSLY. THIS IS VERY IMPORTANT  TO US. WE HAVE FUTURE ELECTIONS  COMING NEXT YEAR. WE DON'T HAVE  TO HAVE IT CLOUDED BY THINGS THAT  WENT ON IN THE LAST  ELECTION CYCLE. THERE ARE THINGS  THAT I FEEL HAPPENED AND IF  THE SPECIAL  ELECTIONS SAYS, IT'S NOT  IMPORTANT, MOVE ON. I WANT TO GET  THIS OVERWITH, THOUGH.

THAT  WAS THE MOTION SENT BY MR.  PATTERSON. ALL THOSE IN FAVOR SIG  ANY FY BY AYE. ALL THOSE OPPOSE  

There is  a cloud. Integrity is in question,  one way or another we need to bring  closure to that. We need to have  the process to bring that closure  with the state attorneys office  it's my understanding he is  only investigating cash contributions,  not the enkind. There is  tangible and intangible. We need  a charging decision one way or another.  Something has to be done  from the state attorneys office.  This is a process. We are going  through it, but we need  ethics reform because  right now somebody just drove a  Mac truck through an open piece  of our charter and the way we  do governing. We are all here because  we went through the elections process.  We know the legal forms that we  signed as a candidate. We know the  financial disclosures that we signed,  and there is one thing we all  have. When you are elected officer  you run as a candidate. There is  one thing and that's your  name. We sign our name  to everything that we do and not  knowing or to have a third party  who is actually  quoted as saying he wasn't even  sure he  understood the election law and  to have Mr. Brown quoted  if indeed he could be  believed is just not okay, it's  done, and that's the end of it.  I agree with my colleagues in that  for me that  raised more questions than answers.  Not just questions but some red  flags to even timing and why he  would be credible in this issue  to begin with. At this stage of  the game for me he is not  even  a credible source. We have to bring closure. We need  to restore integrity to the process  not just for us, but for those that  come after us because there is a  cloud of question over the council  hand we do on a day to day  basis. Because of that reason we  have to go forward. That's why I  voted the way that I  did. Thank you Mr. Chair.  

Pursuant to this motion we are  going to  move forward here. I would like  to close this item if we can. I  guess we have to give direction  to the staff what we are proposing  outside  of the county, looking for this  investigator outside of the countedy.  

I have a recommendation.  

I have one too. I was waiting  to see.  

We will all be  voting on recommendations. Okay. I guess what we need  do do is say what kind of person  are we looking for? We are looking  for an  outside attorney  if possible.  

This is not part of the motion.  I have a recommendation.  

It's part of  the recommendation. Ladies and gentlemen,  we have been dragging this  for three months almost. I would  like move forward with it.  

Let's get it done.  

I am trying to get it done. Let's  get a list of who  we are looking for.  

Mr. Chairman, I have a recommendation  as to a specific attorney.  

Okay. A recommendation.  

I move that we hire  John cany to be  the special counsel. I had called  several attorneys outside  the area and did not  get anyone that was particularly  well known or well regarded  that were not particularly interested  in being involved with this particularly  when they understood there might  be problems with their county attorney  what if this will take despite the  fact that some people want somebody  outside the area, it takes somebody  who lives here, cares about the  county, and is willing to take this  on. It will be a difficult thing,  but we need somebody here who will  take it on and  has the integrity, has intelligence  and tenacity to  conduct the investigation. John  cany fits that role. I  met him when I first  got to town. I worked on the cobb  coal with John cany. I know the  type of person he is. He is a  man of integrity, a man of  great intelligence. I move that  we hire joncanoe and he be paid  regular hourly rate and be  reimbursed usual reasonable expenses  for his services.  

I have a motion and  second. Well these are nominations  here. We have a  nomination and second. Mrs.  Northey you  have a nomination?  

Mr. Cane and I went separate  things on an issue many years ago  so I did not call him. But  I do know that  he is well regarded. He  loves Volusia County. He  regards the charter  and I don't share my colleague's  comments regarding Mr. Ekered. I  know he has a  good working relationship with Mr.  Ekered and I think that would  work there as well. Have  you talked to John?  

I am interested in what  his hourly rate is.  

John is one  of our pre imminent attorneys in  Volusia County and I believe he  would be fair. So I will support  the motion if he  is interested Mr. Daniels. I don't  know whether he  is interested. Somebody outside  the county would be good but I don't  know who that would be and the  more I think about Mr. Cane the  more I realize he is probably the  right person because he is  a no nonsense guy who loves and  knows this county, and knows  all the players.  

Since I left common coal which  must have been 25 years ago my  contact with Mr. Cany  has been limited. After it became  apparent that I am trying to find  somebody of equal caliber from outside  the area was not going to be possible  my colleagues said they wanted  somebody from outside the area,  it became obvious if we were going  to get somebody of Mr. Cany's caliber  it was going to have to be him because  it needed to be somebody who really  cared about Volusia County. I called  and asked him if he would be interested.  He said he would think about it.  He called back and said yes he would  do it. Those are the only two contacts  I had with him about this case.  Just those two things. One call  to call and ask if he would do it  and he called back and said  yes,  he  would. Thank you.  

Any other council member with  a recommendation for an attorney?  

I think John cany is experienced  enough to handle something like  this. There is not many locally  I think have expertise  in sunshine law that would involve  government law and I think  he actually understands it.  

Any other comments?  

He just doesn't understand that  he actually is one of the leaders  in sunshine law. That I  appreciate. I will support it. For  the record I think you can put a  perimeter for yourselves if you  want to put a number to ask him  go to the number. It might be a  way, Doug, to do it if you give  a number and go under it you  may be better off. I know he does  work for government. He probably  has a pretty standard rate either  way. I know he does work for the  college, I think, and a couple others.  It is already out there  what he is getting.  

I believe you are right. I assume  he would be fair with Volusia County.  I didn't ask him what the hourly  rate would be. I assumed it would  be fair. Indeed that  would be part of his first report  back county council as far as procedures  go. We would know all of that then.  If it were Miami prices  then we could make an adjustment  at that time. Any  other comments? Motion has been  made to hire John cane as  the outside attorney for this investigation.  

I need clarification. Is it  cane or  cany?  

Mr. Daniels could you spell his  name?  

KANEY.  

Thank you.  

Okay. I am sorry. I missed the  Y  on that. Thank you ma'am. Mr. John  cany has been nominated. All those  in favor signify  by ayes.  

Ayes.  

All opposed? What are we going  to tell  him  to look for? 

We have asked  him to come back. I would assume  he would be talking with council  members and developing procedures  and coming back. If it is necessary  to come up with a scope of work  I am sure he will do that also.  For us to sit around and debate  it now with nothing to look  at doesn't make sense. When we get  what he produces to us, we are free  to make  any adjustments we want.  

Very well.  

Mr. Chairman, I do think there  is one other concern for benefit  of the  staff, the process of notifying  Mr. Kaney, asking him his interests.  I know you have done that Mr. Daniels  but it needs to be formally  done. I would recommend that  we ask Mr. Ekeredered or  our manager to make that call  and  ask him, put that on the  agenda for next meeting.  

Okay. Is that appropriate?  

Are you  comfortable with that? Jim  calling John. Okay.  

Okay. That is where we are going.  

Okay.  

Very well. Any other comments  on this issue? I look forward to  speaking to Mr. Kaney then. We  are  now moving on. You got that  miss brown? We beat  it before 5:00. Ms. Brown was  so worried about being out by  5:00. We have nominations. Volusia  County health  facilities authority. Any council  member may  make a nomination. There is one  from  Ronald C Thomas Jr.  

I move Ronald  C Thomas Jr. to the  appointment to the Volusia counselee  health facilities authority.  

Nomination from Mr. Patterson  for Ron old C  Thomas Jr. to Volusia County  health facilities authority. All  in favor, ayes.  

Ayes.  

All  opposed? Item 36, Mr. Wagner.  

I am asking for  a recommendation from  council member Cusack based on  when the department was stripped.  I told her I would  give her mine. Whoever she recommends.  

We don't think that's a violation  of our policy?  

I can take any recommendations.  Someone from the crowd could yell  out a name and I could  take it.  

That's true.  

Mr. Wagner, thank you for the  consideration. I certainly do appreciate  that. I would like to recommend  to you that you  might recommend  to this body Mr. Eugene Shelton.  

Sounds good  to me. Eugene Shelton it is.  

You have to make that nomination,  sir.  

So nominated.  

You have to  --  

I move, Eugene Shelton.  

Thank you. I will make you do  this. I will make you work for  it. Nomination of Eugene B Shelton  to the southeast Volusia County  advertising authority. All in favor  signify by ayes.  

Ayes.  

 All opposed? So carried.  

Thank you.  

Code enforcement board. District  5.  

That Mr. Chairman. I  will nominate Kenneth  rung.  

Nomination of Kenneth rung by  Mr. Northey to code  enforcement board. All in favor,  signify by ayes.  

Ayes.  

All  opposed? So carried. Mr. Daniels,  we are still  not seeing your PLDRC member. Ohms  not filed all  his paperwork. I don't know if he  is going to file it. We have called  and asked and talked to  him.  

I saw him Sunday and he  swore he was going do it, he has  taken down the financial  disclosure forms, has realized they're  not as honor us as he thought. He  is going to fill them out. The reason  I am hung in with genogram for  so long is because I -- John gram  for so long is because I think he  is a great guy and would be a  great asset. If I didn't think that  I would have asked don't you really  think you are  really not interested and would  have moved on. But you will like  John. John is a great guy.  

I will love  John, I hope. Can we give  him final option this time? Can  we maybe get somebody else on  the board? This three, three split  will come up to kill us very soon.  

It's becoming a problem. I understand  it. I talked to John about  it being a problem. I said God knows  I am so tired being asked when are  you going to fill  out your paperwork. He swore he  was going do it. I will call him  yet again. If he doesn't  do it expeditiously shall  say we say  I will say well John it doesn't  look like you are interested because  after all it has  been 11 months.  

Little excessive, you think.  

Okay. That is the end of our  county business for  this lovely November. I have public  participation slips and that will  be done after county  council comments, closing comments  from council members. First up  on the  floor, closing comments,  Mr. Wagner.  

Sorry. I am still sick. I am  just going to  cough on everybody's microphone.  Only really one. There is a rate  increase coming from Duke energy  in west Volusia I done agree with.  I think government has done it a  couple times in the past, cities,  I know we have done it, I would  move for resolution against the  rate increase. I am not oppose Todd  rate increases but not when I read  an article where you are having  record profits. That I have an issue  with. If it wasn't during the week  of record profits, a report coming  out of New York, I wouldn't have  a problem and get engaged. I think  on behalf of citizens I would like  to put a resolution out there against  it and  send it to them.  

Okay.  

I have a recommendation  for a resolution.  

Opposing a rate increase.  

Opposing a rate increase  for Duke energy. It's for citizens  and seconded by Ms.  Cusack. I did read that thing and  I will tell you what,  that rate increase -- we get  money out of it.  

We get a percentage of it  the way it works.  

I got to thinking about that.  We have been thinking about this  since I have been up here,  since I have been  running. I would entertain a proposal  since I can't make the proposal  but I would also like to see all  the money that would be coming in  and it could be substantial funding,  I would like to see that funding  set aside  just for sun rail  and VOTRAN and maybe we can save  those and there is your new  revenue source everybody was talking  about.  

Earmark it.  

I would like to have it. But  we have another issue on the floor.  

That's not part of the motion.  

No. That's not part of it. There  is another issue on the floor I  said. After that we can discuss  that.  

So we'll vote on this and then  talk about that.  

Sure.  

That's cool.  

A comment here. I am uncomfortable  with government taking a motion  against private industry in  how they do business. I don't remember  Duke energy coming before us when  we increased everybody's taxes.  I think they let us do what we do  in our chambers and we let private  industry do what they do. I  won't support this. I certainly  don't agree with the increase but  I disagree more against government  interfering with private industry  and how they do business. It doesn't  mean a thing to them honestly. With  that I won't be supporting the motion.  

You are probably correct. It  does not mean darn thing. They're  going go through with their raise.  I read the article too. It  was quite interesting how blatantly  they said we are doing this so we  can  make our projected revenue. It was  crazy.  

I want to reply. I will say once  again it would be different if we  were having a record year in  profits for Volusia County government  to my lovely Republican friend to  the right, this is not  a Republican issue. I know that  general stance of Republicans being  probusiness when I would have to  say I am as probusiness as they  come. This is a rate increase at  a time when people are hurting  but it is also record profits. There  is a big  difference between the two. You  won't hear this come out of my mouth  to send a resolution against any  agency that  has a monopoly on who citizens pay  because they don't have a choice.  So it's not your  normal private sector. It is a quasi.  I think it's a position. Do I think  it's going to stop them? No. I  think as government it behooves  us to take position for citizens  that the contact is sometimes and  then bring this to light. I think  it makes sense. If it wasn't during  record increases I wouldn't have  brought it forward, record profits.  

Doesn't this go before public  service commission.  

Yes, it did. They were  cleared.  

They approved it.  

Oh, yeah.  

So it's already  been approved?  

Yes. It went to Tallahassee.  This is just a statement saying  we don't agree with that.  

With all due respect  I said philosophically to my colleague  on the left.  

Not that far left.  

I am saying to my left  this is  a philosophical disagreement, not  partisan. So to my colleague to  the left I philosophically disagree  with you.  

Mr. Daniels. Did you accidentally  push the button?  

I have one  quick question. Record profits is  it Duke as a whole or Duke of Florida.  

My understanding is Duke  as a whole. They bought progress.  

Progress energy was a disaster.  They lost a money on progress. They  got took to the cleaners on that.  

That's why they got bought out.  

That's probably why they actually  need a rate increase. I think it  was the nuclear facilities that  were a disaster. Nobody told them  or they didn't look  as closely as  they should. Besides president of  Duke in Florida is a friend  of mine. What am  I  going do?  

Thank you.  

Duke does pay close to a million  dollar in his property taxes in  Volusia.  

I am not saying I  don't like Duke energy. I am saying  during record profit it is probably  not the best time for a rate increase.  That's just my opinion. I value  yours. If it fails I am okay. I  won't lose sleep.  

I am wondering if I can ask what  the purpose is if this has already  been approved? I thought it maybe  hadn't been approved.  

I think we are paying attention.  I think that's really all it is.  Like you do a proclamation to show  someone you are proclaiming a day  and it's important, you are just  making a statement that you think  is important. It would be different  if you are not  reading literally the same week  those reports.  

I will support  the motion, Josh, but I really --  part of the reason I will support  is because I think they blew  the issue on nuclear power. Now  the generate payer is someone having  to pick up the tab because they  were sloppy about business practices  on it.  

If you want to put that in there  you can but  that's a little harsh.  

Anybody want to call the question?  

Call the question.  

Thank you ma'am. All in  favor of  the resolution for what Mr. Wagner  said. Could you just restate  the question.  

Taking the position not in favor  of the rate increase at this time.  

It was seconded by Ms. Cusack.  All in favor signify by ayes.  

Ayes.  

All opposed.  

Ayes.  

Who was  the nos? Deb, Doug,  Mr. Patterson. All  others, it  passes.  

Chair, what was your vote? Did  you  vote for it?  

Yes. When this went through,  the money that we get in our tax  base we started talking about that.  I would entertain a motion to see  if we can  put that aside. We have been looking  at a $3 million bill coming down  the road in about seven years.  

I wouldn't support anything like  that today because I don't have  information on it.  

I understand.  

I have no problem. Can  we're mark it?  

I just would observe that the  money you get from the source  if I understand what's being discussed  is money that goes to the  municipal service district only.  It's not a county  wide source. That may be part.  

Oh, that's right.  

Would have to stay in the MSD.  

If it's got to stay in the MSD,  it's got to stay in the MSD,  I understand that. Can we get a  definite. You said I think it does.  

It goes to the MSD. It is imposed  only in  MSD. Cities have taxes.  

I need that money in the  MSD where I live.  

We do need it in the MSD.  

You always need  money. Anything else Mr. Wagner?  

I know you  can't make motions, so what would  you?  

There is no motion to make.  

But you would like to see  it earmarked.  

It has to go to the  MSD apparently.  

Just trying to help  you out Mr. Chair.  

We are still looking for that  money. Jim knows I am  looking hard. Anything else Mr.  Wagner?  

I don't think so.  

Ms.  Cusack, closing statements.  

 Thank you  Mr. Chair. There is  going to be  on Saturday will by the see will  be dedicating or have an event  as they  honor  the historic board house. All of  you are excited. They will have  a program at 2:00 Saturday and also  we will be presenting a  proclamation at that time. That's  all I  have. The  next person, Mr. Daniels you are  recognized with your comments if  you have  any.  

Thank you. I would like to  bring up the dog park  in Holly hill. From what I understand  a group of people  there have come together and what  they believe they will be able to  do is come together and form a funding  source and be able to take care  of that park much like  the park in beach is taking care of the one  Bach there. They're asking we delay  closing the park for a period of  90 days.  

Mr. Daniels if you would like  to hold onto that conversation these  individuals are the people that  want to discuss this marry after  we are done -- matter after we are  done with the council meeting.  

They can join in now.  

No. This is our council participation  time. After us is the citizens.  So we bring them all up and let  them talk after we are done. I will  let you have the floor immediately  after council meeting so you can  discuss that.  

Also tallulah motion  would be appropriate?  

Yes at that time we could make  a motion if you desire.  

Thank you.  

Anything else you would through  speak  about or -- like to speak about  or is that it?  

That's it.  

Thank you. I had to go  get my cup  of tea. Ms.  Denys, closing  statements. Oh, yes. Ten.  

That was our number at  the Volusia County fair over the  weekend when we went and bid on  a hog for  the first time. That was great  fun.  

Never give her the number. She's  going how are you  doing over there? No! Put the thing  down.  

We almost bought a few things  a night. It was enjoyable. That  being said it was a  fun night. I thank councilman Patterson  and Northey and the chair for coming  out. We had a good  time. The bidding was very interesting  because it went out very quickly,  faster  than we thought. We were looking  at each other and some of these  were coming in at 300 pounds  at 4 and  $5 a pound each. We're like Oh,  my goodness. So the good news  is we bought  a hog  and transferred it  to hall urban ministries. Troy ray  was there and signed the bill of  sale. I will send an E-mail. We  spent  $770 for the actual hog and another  134 packaging. So it's about $120  each.  

That's pretty good.  

It is. We actually did really  well.  

Can I get a ham steak  out of it?  

Yeah.  

We make it to you? Did you pay  for all of  it.  

I did.  

It's 128.  

128. It was fun. We talked  about next year. We talked about  our throw down between school board  and the cities and encouraging them  to be in the audience and to get  there early for the really good  seats so you could have  a place to sit. Volusia County  has been highlighted yet again as  a beach recognized as one of the  top ten beaches, surf towns in the  world this time for  year round surfing. Volusia County  would be very proud with this beach  serving us all very well, top ten  in  the world  for surfing. We have had this conversation  and Julie came up during  public participation this  morning from representative Santiago  and hood too on this film  council. What I would like with  this instead of putting it on the  agenda, I would like to discuss  this concept  attitude a workshop. -- at a workshop.  I think the  concept of aphemia lines, I don't  know what that is -- film  alliance. I don't know what that  means. I would like to put this  on for discussion at a workshop.  

I would  like to speak.  

I wish we had the people here  that we had this  morning.  

Just talking delay to  the workshop.  

Go ahead.  

This morning there were individuals  here talking  about this creative industry  alliance and that the purpose of  having it on the agenda on the 12th  was so we  could have  this conversation. I don't see why  we could not have it at that time.  Why do we have the workshop to get  information about the alliance and  they want to come and  present that information to us  at a regular scheduled time. I  just was wondering what was the  rationale in that we could not have  it at that time?  

Is it something we are even going  to support?  

I didn't  say support. Just information.  

Whatever is your pleasure, just  my suggestion. With that, that's  all I have.  

Okay.  

I was just going to say that  I would support having a meeting  just so we can get the presentation  and get it going. They have been  trying for a while. I think they  have done great things.  

They've had a lot of presentations  all  over the county. Mr. Patterson.  

I have  heard from them. I have  serious concerns about this whole  operation and what we might be putting  the county and cities into because  they basically want us to kind  of dictate the cities that whatever  this film commission wants that  they're going to be the  sole source, the provider. I don't  have a problem with them going out  and becoming a consultant if somebody  wants to come in and do something  and the county has a process  and cities have a process. I  think they're looking at something  where they're in charge of the show  and I have seen from what has  happened in south Florida,  there was a T show I loved called  the burn notice. Miami daddy  county  got burned -- DADE county  got burned. It didn't work out the  way the state thought it would.  I don't think they're getting funding  anymore from the state. I want to  caution my colleagues up here. There  are a lot of  moving  parts of this. 

That'sThank you. There was going  to be a discussion on I think  the west side incubator study will  be coming back maybe  in December. Maybe it would be appropriate  to have that as part of the discussion.  I think maybe at one point they  were looking for incubation. I don't  know if that's what will come out  of the report but it may be an appropriate  time  to talk about it. West Volusia  tourism authority sent a letter  of support on the trails program  and particularly the coast to  coast connector. It is of utmost  importance to close gaps in the  existing multi use  trails. Hopefully we are hearing  rumors that in fact there will be  funding put on the  trail for five year program  to be announced  shortly. There was a meeting in  the metro area, metro Orlando  area on homelessness and there  was a report  done, rethink homelessness. I would  like a copy of that report. I don't  know whether other members would  like a copy. But I would like  to read it and see what  came out of their meeting they held.  I think it was yesterday or the  day before. If somebody from staff  could get that for me I would appreciate  it.  

It was yesterday.  

I thought it was yesterday. Did  you go, Mr.  Chairman?  

No. I think I need a  new microphone. I was at the planning  meeting and then I had other issues.  

Okay. I was  just wondering.  

John lane went.  

Okay.  

Anything else?  

No, that's it.  

Mr. Patterson,  any closing comments?  

Just couple things. I we were  working  on split zoning done up in  deal springs and the request to  continue south of Cortez. I am hoping  we can  start that process, administrative  rezoning. I hope the council is  okay with that so we can start  working  on that issue. About a week and  a half ago I had a  phone call from Pete Glover recently  appointed to smart  grove committee. Mr. Glover and  his business partner Kevin choir  sometime ago had property up  I guess  close to the piercen area. The countedy  was looking at it. It's in the red,  goes to lake George. It has a boat  ramp on it. There is some property  there. The county was looking  at buying this property. It didn't  quite work out. This was about ten  years  ago or so. Mr. Glover called me  and  said he would -- he and his  partner would like to donate the  land, boat ramp, other parcels to  the county. They would like to have  it done before January 1. There  aren't any other boat ramps up in  that area. There are a couple but  you have to pay for them. It's  pretty shallow in there  so initially you pretty much just  use kayaks and  canoes. I talked to Tim Baily. His  suggest was probably to get some  money in there and maybe dredge  it out. I think it would be a great  asset and a way to get on  lake George. With the council and  staff I would like  to have  staff contact and we  can move forward on it. It would  be an additional asset for the  parks program. It's free.  

Is that a motion?  

I will make a motion that staff  begin working with the two gentlemen  on the condition.  

Second.  

We have a motion  to work with Mr. Patterson's friends  to try to obtain this land for a  park I guess and I have a second  from Ms. Northey noting the  key word here, my favorite one,  free. I wish I knew your  friends. I could always use free  land. Anyways, any  other discussion about that? All  in favor please signify by ayes.  

Ayes.  

All opposed? So carried. That  was good. Anything else Mr.  Patterson?  

That's it.  

With that, I only  have maybe one or  two items here. It was so great  to hang out for five  and a half excruciatingly boring  hours with all six of the council  at  that ethics board. It was so much  fun that I would like to now turn  to county staff and say can we get  a one hour class set up every quarter  so we can go to these things one  hour a quarter and not have to go  spend five hours and $300 per head  to go to  these stupid classes? There is  no reporting requirements.  

I think we can design the training  for you. I would observe since  that meeting was scheduled I think  ethics commission has reduced its  12 hour program to a 4 hour program  which can be taken online  at your convenience.  

Really? I don't have four hours  to sit in front of a laptop.  

I don't know that you have to  take it all at one time.  

We had it for this year. I am  talking about next year once every  quarter. If we take an hour  lunch like for executive sessions,  an hour at lunch, make  it working lunch, give ethics training  and I will give you free certificate  blank so you can write up  the certificates. Just get this  done. It's a state requirement.  I am thinking that would be a really  great idea verses six hours  or four  hours. It seemed like an  eternity. It  really did. Already  talked about  that, that, that, that. Do  you have closing comments?  

I will turn it to Mary Anne.  She has an overview of one of our  issues. I will tell you  when we discussed the dog park a  number of council members have said  something to me and I talked to  them after I understood there might  be a volunteer group. Clearly I  have some suggestions if council  wants to  hear them. Mary Anne.  

Thank you. I have a request  from the fire services division.  They would like council permission  to apply for a grant from the  assistance to firefighters training  program. It's under homeland security.  They are requesting permission to  seek a grant to replace a 12 year  old mobile command  session that they use. This  is a 9010 funding opportunity. The  vehicle itself is estimated to be  about $800,000 so their contribution  would be 10% of that plus  associated equipment and technology.  This is strictly the initial request  to apply for the grant.  

Do you need a motion?  

It would help.  

I will go ahead and move. So  move.  

I have a motion to  allow the firefighters to apply  for the grant. I need a  second.  

Second.  

Second from Ms. Cusack. Further  discussion? Seeing none all in favor  signify by ayes.  

Ayes.  

All opposed? So carried.  

Thank you.  

Just so the council knows, I  have been doing due diligence on  trying to understand the exact cost  and implications of what is happening.  I have experience on stuff  with homeless shelters. A number  of us are going tomorrow to safe  haven in pin Ellis. We  have been doing research on how  they're paying for it but we want  to go over it. We have set up time  to talk to staff. They know we're  coming. We will tour the facility  and try to get a real feel for what  they believe, how well it is working  and what costs are.  

A quick question  for  you, Mr. Manager. Is chief chip  wood going with you?  

He is not going with us. The  city was going go on their own.  They changed their plans and decided  to go later I think in December.  We were only able to coordinate  us going for now. Once we get this  detail of how it will be, what they  tell us, then I think we may want  to go back. Sometimes after you  go the first time you  see enough to really get educated  about what you want to  ask the second  time. So I really do believe that  I think any real discussion -- this  is the concern I have. There is  a lot floating out there. Based  on my background I am somewhat predisposed  to appreciating the need. But I  really think it goes beyond need.  You really have to know what you  are trying to achieve on outcome  basis. I think you have to be open  in the beginning to exactly what  the implications are, what it costs  hark real issues are  in running a facility. I am not  trying to give anyone indication  on the council that we are trying  to take a position on  the administrative  side or persuade you but I believe  we are responsible for understanding  the facts. Everything I hear is  from people getting it second or  third hand and have never been  in the business. I believe it is  my responsibility to really understand  what it costs and what the  implications are. That's why we  are going.  

Absolutely. It would be interesting  to see what it costs verses  what you 'tilly would save in --  actually would save in jail. It's  a critical issue.  

I have to caution people about  this. You only save if you are  going to reduce the capacity of  the jail by what you put on in bids  or if you are going to build a facility  this size as a jail. If  you don't do either one of those  this is a straight out cost. It's  cheaper but if you were going to  build a 225 person facility then  you can look at how much cheaper  this is to run. If you are going  to run this in leu of the 225 beds  then you save. If you don't change  anything  in the current system and you add  this, it is an added cost. That's  what I want people to understand.  You don't save anything unless you  take it from somewhere else. This  has to be in leu of something you  would do or honestly if you were  going to increase the capacity of  the jail, the council, that's a  big decision. If you were going  to increase that, you might look  at is this an offset and cheaper  to do this than to increase capacity.  There were people that asked me  about that. In my opinion there  is no savings unless one of  those two happened.  

I think we would be interested  in  having savings associated with this.  I think probably most of us would  be. Indeed that's what we have heard,  she thinks the savings would  be there. The other thing is to  make sure that  it has a  strong law enforcement  presence in running the operation  rather  than touchy feely. That seems to  be from what I gather why  it works. You  will know more when you come back.  

The model is jail light. That's  definitely not touchy feely. As  far as one thing I brought up is  we have been discussing this for  the past couple years, to show that  it is a cost savings I think what  we could  do is actually talk to the judges  in the Criminal Justice system and  take a position that if  we do this that a specific amount  of time that we are not going build  a new jail. Actually put a date.  I can say we are running to capacity.  The judges could fill that up in  a heart beat. If we say this is  in leu of time then you really are  going to have cost savings measure.  It's something to consider in the  equation.  

The other thing we probably ought  to consider is of course down the  road assuming we decide to go  down this road. We are contributor  of last resort of charities around  here. Some of them may not  want  to move out there. If they find  their check will be delivered out  there, they may change their mind.  We need to sort through  that also.  

Hear you loud and  clear.  

Was that it Mr.  Denys?  

Yes.  

Any final thoughts? That  ends our  county business. We will open the  floor  for public participation. I know  Ms. Mary Nichols is here. Are you  speaking for yourself or your group?  

Group.  

Come forward, give us your name  and your address.  

I have a hand out.  

Oh,-oh. You have a hand out?  

I do.  

We're back in school. You have  to give the handouts to Marcie  on  the corner. She will  get five minutes because she's speaking  for a very large group that I have  had a discussion with. Where is  big?  

He can't be here. He is  on the radio.  

Oh, he is on the radio talking  about it. Hi big. I  am Mary Nichols.  

Address.  

1715 Aniston avenue Holly hill.  

You have five minutes ma'am.  

Okay. Since closing of the Rivera  dog park citizens who use the park  have come together and formed a  group friends of Rivera oaks park.  Currently we are a group of dog  lover who is have mobilized over  310 people who want to save the  park. We recognize that the park  is more than just for dogs  but for bicyclists, fishermen, people  looking for safe places to walk  among others. We would like to work  with the county for permanent solutions  on how to fund and manage this park.  These are the steps we have taken  to date. Formed an organization  and are in the process of incorporating  it, applying for  a nonprofit 501C3 status. We  have elected officers  myself Mary Nichols as  chairperson, Jill Warren  as secretary,  gray. Concerned citizens  for animal welfare for Volusia  County and the county's only pet  food pantry. What we would like  to ask of you is we would like to  meet with someone from county based  on your recommendation to discuss  different options and work on the  details such as a lease management  agreement like you currently have  with botanical gardens of Volusia  incorporated who run sugar mill  garden. We have provided you with  a copy of the agreement. We have  researched other actions that have  been taken by other cities and citizens  to save parks. Some may  be a consideration. Only with  direct discussions can we narrow  down the right solution for citizens  and bring it back in 90  days for consideration and acceptance.  We have come together as a group  because of the tremendous role this  park has played in our lives and  community. One particular story  of a five year old  boy who was terrified of dogs came  with his mother on a continual basis  until he could be close to dogs.  Now they have  adopted their own dog principle  hall fax humane society and come  every weekend. Senior citizens whose  only forms of socialization for  their dogs and for themselves have  formed life long friendships  at the park. People come with wheel  chairs, walkers, canes wouldn't  miss a day. Fund raisers have been  done for sick dogs in order to  pay vet bills, surgeries, medications.  Out of town guests utilize this  park, local hotels advertise this  park on websites  and brochures. We even have that  is car drivers that use this park  during race weeks. This park has  brought dog.  

S together who are a breed  of their own with independence and  generosity, like people coming together  and forming caring  and giving relationships. Closing  the park has devastated the community,  and we can't even put signs up to  let people know where we can all  come together. We know that you  want to be dog lovers. The entire  dog community is watching us and  hoping we can come together for  a permanent solution to the park  closing. So our second request of  this council is to  temporarily open Rivera oaks dog  park for 90 days as we work through  the details with you to find the  right solution to keep it permanently  open. We want to stand together  with you to make this park a success.  We will work with your parks department  through volunteer effort to maintain  the park for the 90 days  to your specifications. In conclusion  we thank you for taking time to  listen  and considering our request.  

Thank you very  much.  

Thank you.  

Don't go nowhere. I am sure we  have somebody here that would like  to say something. Mr. Daniels you  wanted to discuss this during  closing comments. I will give you  first shot.  

Thank you. Indeed I did. I do  think we should give these people  a chance to  run this park. I do think 90 days  for them to be organized and get  up and start collecting money and  figure out how they're going to  make things work is reasonable.  It's reasonable for the county too.  This is a county park  of course. We seldom close county  parks. This is the only county park  I remember that we  have closed. It's one that is used  and used rather extensively.  

Yeah.  

If we can get citizens to come  in and share the  load on this thing, then that  is probably the  optimal solution, you know, have  people responsible that use it,  take care of it and  do the policing. I think it would  be something we really ought to  consider. We really should do this.  Give them 90 days. If it can't be  worked out in 90 days so be it but  let's give them 90 days.  

Is that a motion?  

That's a motion.  

I have a motion to reopen park  for 90 days so we can work with  this organization. I have a second  from Mr.  Wagner. Mr. Patterson, discussion.  

Somehow my feelings on this is  because we were working with this  through Holly hill I really think  that Holly hill and this group should  work together  and come to  us with a plan. I  would like to amend the motion to  the point that we request that they  work through the city of  Holly hill in reopening the park  and how they want to maintain it  because Holly hill was maintaining  the park  all along. I would like to amend  that motion to have them work with  the city of Holly hill.  

Do you accept the amendment?  

I do think they will be working  with the city of  Holly hill certainly. I don't want  to make it part of the front end.  I don't want to pre-judge what they're  going to come back with. I would  guess what they're going to come  back with is a group of citizens  in which Holly hill has an involvement.  But I don't know that. If Holly  hill for some reason is not interested  and they're able to pull it off  anyway I don't see any reason  to turn them down. But we would  encourage you to work with Holly  hill in making this work.  

With that I would  like to segway over here. Mr. Dean  and I have been talking a lot about  this particular dog park. He has  good ideas.  

I have an amendment. If there  is no second then  fine.  

There was no  second.  

I  seconded amendment. Add that to  the original motion that they  also meet with Holly hill. Is  that my understanding?  

I think this group and Holly  hill coming up with some agreement  and coming back will be acceptable  to the county and they will  work together. Our involvement in  it  will be strictly that they'll  be doing it through the city.  

I have to check with the maker.  

We have been doing this over  the last years. The city has been  handling it.  

The city has been doing this  all along. They have the experience  of working with it. They can show  them what needs to be done there  and they can  have some agreement and can  come.  

Mr. Daniels did you agree to  make the amendment on your motion  that was on the  floor?  

It's a motion  to amend Mr.  Chair.  

Okay. So now we have a motion  and a motion to amend, amendment  to the motion, seconds on both.  Did you get all that? We're going  open the gate for  90 days. You still work with Holly  hill.  

I understand.  

I would like to take Mr. Dean  out of order. He is number  4 in  line. We're opening discussion.  We're in the discussion phase. We  have been talking about this thing  for about a week  and  a half now. He has good ideas. I  would like hear some of his ideas.  Mr. Baily, director of  parks and recognizes is back there.  -- reeks is back there. Take a  picture of him. He is another devil  issuely good looking guy.  

I am encouraged that people want  to be actively involved. The  park is well  used. The real relationship issue  became between us and Holly hill.  We tend to be in  regional parks. This tends to no  longer being a regional park. One  of the comments I found interesting  from the Mayor is the fact that  he found it interesting if it  was their park. Personally I see  it more as a community interest  and if the council would allow me  I would like explore the idea that  maybe we could turn over the park  to them with the  understanding that first half, it's  ten acres, half is in the city of  Holly hill. The other half is  incorporated. We can allow  to annex unincorporated into  Holly hill. I don't blame them because  it's not their park and only part  of it is technically in Holly hill.  Put it in Holly hill. Let them have  the park and coordinate with you.  I think little issues that would  come up because as pastor said we  were paying them  to maintain it. If you can work  with them to cut costs that  eliminates Holly Hill's issue with  us. It was about money. They have  the experience. I would think if  you have a small problem  like a lock broke or  something it's easy to call Holly  hill. They're right there. The people  that have been dealing with it can  deal with it. We can put a  reverter that says if they change  it from a dog park the  council would want input as to the  change. We bought  it with storm funds. I would like  to turn it over  to them. If there is a way. I see  that it would make more sense for  city government who really is interested  in it, their issue was money. They  wanted more money. If you resolve  their issue with money by taking  that out of the quotient I don't  think it's a Holly hill issue and  I think it's an  asset  in their community. This is a  thought. If you allow me to discuss  that I will be glad to put that  in the mix.  

That's just the dog  park.  

We have other property we would  retain. We have other issues. We  may have future uses for it even  with Holly hill but the dog park  which is ten  acres out of 30 frankly what  I am looking for is a win-win that's  permanent.  

 Mr. Wagner, unless you accidently  put your proclamation on.  

No. I think that should be part  of the conversation over the next  90 days. I will not vote  to support the amendment. I would  support the motion, not the amendment  although I agree with the amendment  if  that makes sense. What I would look  for if we will go that route is  to have a provision in there, if  it would be transition to Holly  hill if they wanted do it. I don't  know if they will or not. If they  want to there would have to be provision  the dog park would be open a minimum  amount of hours as a dog park.  

No different than it is today.  We can work something like that  out.  

Something like that I would feel  comfortable doing. These are discussions  over 90 days that can be worked  out. I see it open. I support it  being open. I rarely will ever  support closing a park. If it's  being used it doesn't make sense.  That's pretty much it. I support  doing it. I am not sure how we do  it but I think there is a way to  figure it out. 90 days seems to  be a reasonable amount of time.  

I was not at the meeting where  this conversation came up so I am  cloudy on the details. This is  a 30-acre site and 10 acres is dedicated  to a  dog park?  

Correct.  

I remember when big  John was in this position.  

There were no dog parks. It was  cooperative effort between the communities.  Then everyone fell abay. It turned  out the only two putting effort  into it was us and Holly hill. Holly  hill was doing maintenance but they  were charging us. They wanted a  significant increase  to maintain it.  

We said we couldn't.  

I put it in front of council.  Council said they're not interested  in spending money.  

The other 20 acres is used  as storm water retention.  

Storm water retention. But our  need for storm water retention has  changed. The neighborhood that got  affected originally we have bought  a lot of the houses. We now have  retention where the houses were  and don't  have the same need. In the long  run this property has other potential  some day in the future but the dog  park is already built, only ten  acres  of the 30. 

I walk neighborhoods. Everybody's  got a dog. Most people have two  or three. They love dog parks  and they're emotionally attached  to them many that's the message  I got from  knocking on doors. You  don't mess with dogs.  

I spend two hours a  day, seven days a year, 365  days a year with my dogs at  this park. We don't miss a beat.  We are there at the same time everyday.  This has been really hard on my  dogs as well because we live just  down the street  from the park.  

Mr. Wagner, did you push  your button to speak?  

Yes.  

Your light never seems to go  off.  

It's a  sticky button.  

Just as far as the amendment  is concerned, I think if you are  going to the city as Doug was saying  as far as negotiations are concerned  it's not just that we're putting  it in there, it's like we are making  it a must for the city. I think  it is unfair for the city go in  with that type of pressure. I think  it's better to go in with the softer  sell to say we'd like to figure  out a way do this. I think the softer  sell comes across better with our  relationship with the city commissioners  and their city manager who does  a great job. I don't want to put  them in a corner. It's a different  approach. We would get there anyway  but I think it's a different approach  saying you have to do this if this  park will stay open rather than  if there is a different alternative  that might be a better at earn it  I've that we are not aware of now.  I just don't want that to create  a contentious type situation.  

You don't want that to be the  fly in the ointment. Mr. Patterson.  

I would like to close on  my amendment here by saying it was  the city who brought this  to us trying to burn us up with  it making it like this would  be the deal. I am not trying  to force them. I am just trying  to get them involved in  this and have them take  some ownership of this because some  of the comments in the press they  were saying weren't too kind to  us. Yet it was them  coming  in telling us $32,000. We came  back with what I thought was a good  offer of  paying 20,000 something the first  year, 10 the second, 5 the  third. Maybe by then we would have  turned it over to them or something.  They rejected that offer. That's  why I feel we need to be serious  and see how  serious they are. I will support  the motion whether the amendment  is there or not but I really think  if we are really serious about what  we are doing we are going to ask  Holly hill to  have ownership of this  issue.  

Mr. Wagner.  

Just because someone says naughty  words doesn't mean we should say  naughty words back. I think we can  go in with negotiations and say  here is the olive branch. We  want to talk. We will not force  you to talk about it. Respectfully.  

We have to vote on the amendment  to  the motion  first.  

The naughty word amendment.  

Could somebody restate the amendment  to the question? Can you  do that Ms.  Marcie? Is that possible? We  got so  into it. I think the amendment  was something to include or involve  Holly hill into the negotiations  for this dog park.  

Yes, Holly hill should work with  the group and then they come back  to us or back to the county  council.  

So so be that is the amendment  to the motion that we must now  vote on. Any other discussion on  the amendment? Seeing none all in  favor please signify by ayes.  

 Ayes.  

Opposed?  

Ayes.  

Same three. Oh, four. Mr. Daniels.  I am not used to  that. Mr. Daniels, Wagner,  Cusack, myself.  

Caught me off  guard!  

How did  that happen? Got to love holly hill.  Thank you holly hill. We are back  to the original question. It is  to leave the gates open for 90  days, work with this organization.  What is the name of the organization  going to be?  

Friends  of Rivera  oaks  park.  

FOROP?  

That's exactly what it is.  

I like that.  

Call the question chair.  

Work with  FOROP90 days to keep the park open  and see if we can resolve this issue.  All in favor, ayes?  

Ayes.  

All  opposed? Unanimous carry. Congratulations  ladies and gentlemen.  

Thank you so much!  

The man to get to know is like  I said that other  devil issuely good looking bald  guy. He is Tim Baily,  our parks director. We can get everything  together. Let's work with it. You  know me. Keep us council mention  in the loop.  

I -- members in the  loop.  

I definitely will.  

Thank you very much.  

Who has the keys to  the gate? Very  well. There is no other citizen  participation I don't think. Unless  there is any objection, our next  council meeting  will  be December 12th, 2013. 0830 in  the morning I will be here. Until  then we  are adjourned. [Event concluded]
