
NOTICE OF SPECIAL MEETING
The Volusia County Educational Facilities Authority (the "Authority") will meet at 8:30 a.m. on December 4, 2019, or as soon thereafter as practicable, in Conference Room 204 located within the Jim W. Henderson Welcome Center, located at Embry-Riddle Aeronautical University, Inc. (the “University”), 1 Aerospace Boulevard, Daytona Beach, Florida, on the proposal of the University to participate in financings and refinancing by the Authority.  The bond issue to be considered is its Educational Facilities Refunding and Revenue Bonds (Embry-Riddle Aeronautical University, Inc. Project) (the "Bonds") to be issued in one or more series.  The Authority will consider the documentation associated with and the authorization to finance certain capital improvements to the University’s Daytona Beach, Florida, and Prescott, Arizona campuses and refund all or a portion of the Issuer’s outstanding Educational Facilities Revenue Refunding Bonds (Embry-Riddle Aeronautical University, Inc. Project), Series 2013 and a portion of the Issuer’s outstanding Educational Facilities Revenue Bonds (Embry-Riddle Aeronautical University, Inc. Project), Series 2015B, and pay the costs of issuance of the Bonds.
The Authority may consider other matters to be brought before the Board of the Authority. 
In accordance with Volusia County requirements and the requirements of Title II of the Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990 (the "ADA"), the County of Volusia (the "County") will not discriminate against qualified individuals with disabilities on the basis of disability in its services, programs, or activities.
