     Welcome. At this time will have  public participation. Those of you  that have filled out a card and  would like to speak up on any issue  please do so. If three people that  would like to speak. We thank you  for participating in the process. The  meeting is called to order. I know some last minute things. Be courteous to those when  you speak. We will not answer  questions, however, councilmembers will ask  to speak with you at the end of  the conference were follow up with  staff on any other questions or  concerns. The first person that  wants to speak today is Alvin. You will be given three minutes  to speak. I'm not account the minute it takes you to get the desk. 
Alvin one more Daytona.  Glad you're feeling better, serve. I would like to thank all of our  first responders first of all. Thank  you to the counselors for allowing  me to speak here today.  I'm here to voice my concerns of  the current elected share of. I  stand in front of this commission and  warned that public information I've  ever seen in past was wrong. Honest  individual seem to be opposite. The claims I make and are will continue to  be public. I've asked to speak with  his counsel again and again  for an opportunity to privately  discuss a few ongoing issues that  need attention.  I found it very much easier to get  the answers I desire through the  attorneys office. In less than 24  hours Robert Jagger replied that I was in fact correct, 991072  he is a law enforcement exclusion 
     invalid with regards to the information  I requested. I would like to thank Mister Eckert  would be interested. I have learned to triple check 
     and information should be readily  available to all as it once was. This happened in 1998 at what wild. I was with three of my  guy friends. We had went to the parking lot  and our intent was to spoke marijuana. Shortly after sparking  up at orange county deputy appeared.  He was very nice. He took Eric stash  but then told us to leave. I couldn't  believe it. I never get lucky. I want to nearly 20 years believing  I met the coolest cop ever. Then I realize the truth. What  wild pay deputies very well. With this, deputies are directed not  to arrest. What wild had? That family atmosphere  look very much like the arrangement at the CSO and NASCAR  have at the Speedway.  Let's not make this mistake with  the county we live in. We deserve  honest crime reporting. We  deserve unopposed access to information. I know if the case is not pursued, arrested juveniles. I've  lived here since 91.  And consistently since 97.  Deltona is very near Daytona and  crime.  Have compiled info on crime stats  in Volusia County. I requested the  numbers. The 2017 shows an extreme  drop in crime overall. I've a document dated January 17  under the heading command staff  meeting. Is  this connected to the crime percentage  drop? Master case number for multiple  instances. Records manager  William Bellucci discussed -- 
Thank you for your time  and participation. John Nicholson. 
John Nicholson grin Avenue. With regard  to Dauphin Park. It connects the  parking garage to ocean walk. The  homeless have decided to use that  as a sleeping location. They also leave all the trash behind. I'm asking you if you could at  some point, the 16th of whatever,  make the part . They cannot leave all the trash behind. It becomes  a gathering place. Many people go  from the parking garage and you have to gear your way  through those people. Secondly,  under the peer, thank you. Almost nobody under the peer  for the last 10 days. They are sleeping  to left and right of it. Lastly  there were four people sleeping. To and from the boardwalk , Mardi Gras. Oneself  of the rip and then another one  up by the bandshell. When I was a kid you cannot sleep  on the beach. I'm presuming that  still true. Could you ask the guys  to double check that. Be nice. Were trying to get as  many people from sleeping in that  area as possible. Lastly, on taxes. It's been 15 years. I understand.  Went through that with our municipal  Stadium. We went through 20 years  without checking it. That should  never be the case. I'm asking when that  comes before you to go halfway and  then go three quarters of the way  and then the third year go to  the recommendation. Nobody like  sticker shock. I'm forever going for our city  commission and asking them. Never  do with what we did with but Asher. We did eight years. They just kept cutting to the bone  and then we went 27% increase.  I would rather nickel and dime it  and get these whoppers. We did the  we don't want to raise, and now  are getting cut in the rear end. I'm asking you when it comes don't  sticker shock. Please don't double  it. Half of it and then the following  year go to three quarters of the  recommendation and then catch it  on the third year.  And then something in place were  every year it goes up. The cost  of living or percentage or whatever.  Thank you. 
Thank you John.  Kate Farley. >> Good morning chair,  Mister Kelly, and all other counsel  members. I'm Kate Farley and I  live the 727 drive Florida 3720. I'm a retired educator. On Thursday, September 18 my husband  and I were awakened by an explosion  at our house. I looked out the window,  are trailer was engulfed in flames. I called 911 as I ran out and disconnected the  electric and we removed the propane  tank. The 911 dispatcher  was calm and very helpful. Volusia County Sheriff's office  was the first responder on the scene.  They were very common helpful. I  was worried because my truck at  my house, my boat is parked 5 feet away from my  travel trailer.  Travel trailer is engulfed in flames  in the book is next to it and my  truck was 40 feet away. Is parked next to my carport which  was about 60 feet from my home. I could've lost a  lot that day. The shares officer  told me that  rescue was about two minutes away and sure enough it came  very quick. Volusia County fire  services -- 
     I believe the unit off of what would  road responded and Elaine fire department  after international Speedway. They  were there about 10 minutes, pulled up, get  everything out and the fire was  out. It was fabulous. The travel trailer was a complete  loss but we had no damage to the  carport. I'm  here today to thank  our first responders. As a former curator and  teacher a column community helpers. I appreciate everything they do. Thank you. >> Thank you. I think that's the last  speaker we have. Thank you to those of you that  are here to participate in the process  and share thoughts with else. At  this time we will recess this meeting  and we will reconvene back here  at 10 o'clock. >> [ The event is on a recess. The  session will reconvene at 10:00am.  Captioner on stand by]  >> Good morning. We will be starting  in approximately two minutes. This  is your two minute warning. Less than two minute's. 
Less than one minute . >> Good morning. It is  10 o'clock. I've always wanted to do that. We're going to call the meeting  back to order.  Thank you all for being here today. At this time. Have the indications given by Pastor Peter . Asked to  cancel the stand and it will be  followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.  
Let us pray. Lord God we humble ourselves before  you on this Tuesday  to realize we are but mere men and we desperately need  your influence, your wisdom and  your direction in the affairs of  men. Thank  you for this counsel, the decisions  they will make today, the discussions  that will unfold will  affect a lot of lives.  Mister chair , Pastor [Indiscernible] is on our county  board of children and family advisory  and is gonna be coming on as a chair.  I'm sorry, human services. Besides  being a pastor he's working with  us to help us out. Thank you pastor.  
Thank you for serving.  >> 
     Roll call please. >> Mister Q Cusack, Ms. Denys, Doctor  Lowery,  Mister Patterson,  Ms. Wheeler, and Mister Kelly. 
Anyone on  the counsel wish to comment  on any of the agenda items?  
Mister chair.  I like to pull some items.  
Pulled items.  
Pull one item today. Item K  has been asked to be pulled. Any  other items? All  entertain a motion to approve. >> Seems like a  lot has happened. Any  objections to the motion? Hearing no objection  pass is unanimous. Mister Patterson,  item K. 
This is a renewal of the membership  of the Florida Association of Counties. With  what's going on in the state especially  with amendment 10 I  don't have much satisfaction  with the action by the Florida Association. I wish they would get  more of the members  to recognize if they really true  believe in home rule they would  come out and verbally support a resolution or something for the voters to vote against  amendment 10. I prefer that the $62,000 to pay  for this would be better spent in  the next legislative set session  in the state of Florida rather than  County Association. What I  recommend to not approve it if  things change I would like to move that we postpone this to the first meeting in January. 
Second.  
Motion made by Patterson, seconded  by Wheeler to  postpone this discussion of items.  
Sorry. Ms. Denys.  >> We will get through this.  Bear with me. Motion made  by Patterson  and second by Denys to postpone  this to the first meeting in January.  Any comments? Let's do  a roll call vote on this please.  
 Miscues that? Missed  Denys?  Lowery?  Mister Patterson? Missed  post.  
Negative.  
Ms. Wheeler? Mister Kelly 
My vote doesn't count . I counted to for already. 
You can't be as stubborn as  I was. This will come back to us the first meeting in January and I would  like to been the first or second.  The first is organizational. We will keep it on the first meeting  in January. With that, we have  completed the agenda. We will  now move to item 2. I believe you can explain something  to us.  
Good morning  Mister chair members Donna Butler.  Community services director. This  is an item most of you are familiar  with. Each year your advisory board makes recommendations to you on three different areas of their funding. Is approximately $2.4 million.  There's three different areas.  The first is $1.9 million. These  are for contracts to eight  different organizations. They  provide core services in the community  and use subcontractors to make sure  those things are being done throughout  community. The second area is  for contingency funding. That is for services that don't  fit in these priority areas  by the children and family advisory  board. Finally, there's approximate  $300,000  for summer camp scholarships.  This goes to low income families  that might otherwise not be able  to put their kids in summer camp. A big chunk of that goes for summer  camp program, the remaining goes to nonprofits that  you approve  after the children and families  advisory board recommends that you.  I have one note of an issue that I would like to  make a recommendation to you on.  The early learning coalition has  had very short conversations. They are required by  the state to provide match , approximately $500,000 they provide  each year of which we pay to  them a portion of that as  their contract. 
     The state is recommending they go  from a 6% matched to an 8% match. That would be a substantial difference  in the amount of funds. Proximally  hundred 42,000. I would like  to recommend that we put this on  our legislative platform to urge  the state not to increase the local  match. It be hundred and $42,554 additional that they would have to come up  from that would include us that may be asking, United Way, other local  governments, plus increasing her  fundraising. The other part was  proposed last year. First, this  year.  They would be penalized if they  do not meet their match requirement.  Previously they've made it or been  close enough that they've always  gotten the amount that they were  entitled to  the proposed legislation would penalize  them and they were not received refunds. I would like to propose that  is something -- 
Quick question. From the six to the eighth. Is  not currently in effect?  
 Correct. Currently it's a 6% requirement  a certain part of their budget. The state legislator  is adjusting that it goes to a percent.  
 But they haven't passed it yet?  
Correct. It will come up again.  
But if they did it won't be effective  till next year.  
July 1, next year. That  would be in the middle of our budget  year.  
I would think they would be wise  enough, maybe I'm giving them more  credit. Projects in effect would  not be penalized. 
The rate the legislation was  written they would be impacted. If they did not meet that  8% threshold during the next fiscal  year which is July 1 through June  30 they would be penalized in the  future year. 
Thank you Mister chair. This  is crucial because it  seems like a 2% increase.  Actually, it's  a 33% increase. There direct services is $7.1 million. This year they have a match of 427. Next year will go to 570 if  that want to the 8%.  
If it goes to a percent. When you hear early learning coalition  you have to understand that's a  voluntary pre-K. It's  a federal wraparound service for the before and after school  services. This impacts a whole lot of our  families that need the services  the most. This is something we need  to get in front of, it will be our citizens that need  it the most that we need to keep  in the workforce that are trying  to do their best. They pay after school care and  all those other services that the  early learning coalition sees. If we could make that a priority.  This will come back to us and our  other agencies in Volusia County and  I'm not willing to letter representatives  cut taxes and pass it on to the  street and times. I want to make  a motion. Approve the 20 1819 children advisories  funding recommendation.  
Second. Do you have a comment?  
I think everyone knows missed Denys was a former  chair  and as a current county representative. I want to say ditto to everything  she said. This is  too important to families out there. They do a wonderful job.  >> Beforehand, CJ Lee about the director  and I are gonna sit down and write  our position statement together. We are sure the thing she sees  are important are dressed. 
Any objections to the motion? Hearing  on the motion passes unanimously.  Thank you. Item 3 .  
This is can be Mike  Aldrich director of utilities and  resources. 
Good morning Mister chair. 
You have a pink shirt on today  as do I. This October is cancer awareness month. 
Very good.  We didn't even college other. Good  morning again  honorable councilmembers. You  may recall during a water  quality meeting presentation about  a year ago where I had quoted an old adage, whiskeys for drinking  but water is worth fighting over.  Whether it was marked -- Mark Twain or not it goes back  as far as the late 1800s when growing  communities truly understood the  value of their water in terms of  quality of life as well as economic  prosperity. The reason I mention  it today  is because this local agreement  with Orange city has unique history  to it as well. It's previous agreements dating back  to 1999 which came as  an effort  to resolve a lawsuit between Volusia  County and Orange city. Probably  say with come a long way. Especially I like to think my utilities  team as well as Russ bound and John  and Julie and County manager George Rector  Walt. We also have representatives  from one city today here as well.  City manager Dale Hairston. Public  works Daniel Harris. And Mendez. I will summarize the  key elements of this new  interlocal agreement and all explain  that map. Essentially, we are aligning  the city's water and reclaim  service utilities boundary areas . It calls for the transfer  of certain County wastewater infrastructure that's located within the city where they are already  the water provider. They  will also assume responsibility  for maintenance of certain wastewater  infrastructure in some of the  collection systems. 
     It enables the city to provide retail  water, and reclaim services through  development known as Parkhill.  The city has aligned directly to  the adjacent of the development  in the counties have this little bit further away.  In addition it recognizes previously  purchased wastewater treatment capacity  by the city and it establishes terms  for rate structures for the county  and wholesale provider. We provide  wastewater treatment as well as  reclaim service to the city. This is  truly a partnership as the city  grows. We grow. If I may, I will  take a moment to highlight what this  is doing. Let's  see how well this works. This area here is essentially -- this is the new area. The outside area is all the cities new service area . The majority of it remains unchanged. The color areas of  the Minnesota boundaries extend  beyond that. It's very typical of  most cities. What we've done is  that area we've just identified  there is already within the city's  limits is the Parkhill development in the city has existing  water lines that's running redone  Veterans Memorial and again we remained the wastewater and  reclaimed water service provider. In addition to that, the  wastewater infrastructure, the  existing one -- fortunately I'm  not the legal person, arms control  the cell. Don't hold me to  this exactly. That's why we have  a two-page legal agreement and the  whole thing. This is essentially  a lot of the existing area 
     of where we go into cities and maintain  wastewater services while the city  maintains the water service. There's a certain degree  of redundancy that's not necessary  to handle. And picking up this additional  area will also be picking up some  of the additional area as far as  the wastewater service. These are  already existing customers but they're  gonna get the maintenance forward  as well. Again, I think there's been a lot of driving  factors behind why we're doing this  at this point in time. That's essentially as far as utilities  go across not  only our county but the entire state. The need for regionalization and  economy is a scale and taking the  logos off things just  to make sense of how the best way  to provide service to the public. Continued growth throughout the  entire state of Florida as well  as her own area, expansion as well as a variety of regulatory  factors are impacting all of us. Public drinking water, the Department  of Health, use permits from the  St. John's water management.  DEP's regulations for  minimum flows as well as pollutants in our waterways. Working together is  far better than trying for  each of the utilities to work separately. I think  that's what the common message is  among all of us. Lastly I would  like to point out that the Orange  city Council, they're very supportive  of this.  They unanimously approve this agreement  at their meaning on September 25. Your county staff respectfully recommends this agreement  as well.  
Any questions?  Is there motion to the item? Mister chair Mister Patterson?  
I approve with agreement  with realignment. 
Second and by  Cusack. Any objections?   Hearing on the motion passes. Thank  you. Move in to  item 4. 
 Yes Mister chair. Item 4 has a request from the disabled American veterans,  chapter 84 to provide funds to replace  their van. Some have over 200,000 miles. The  chapter had requested a contribution  of $8700. That offset the cost of the van.  I would like to recognize former  chair Frank Bruno. He wants to come up and speak on  the issue. 
Good morning  Mister chair. I just wanted take a moment to  say I'm glad you're feeling well. It's great to see you here  this morning. I do have a few folks from the  DA here that I would like to recognize. [Name Indiscernible] and then we have Harold call away former commander and then I have done more who's  the chaplain I will probably  leave off a lot of  other recognitions I just wanted them to be here so  you can meet them. I can't thank  you enough. We figure  out a percentage of disabled veterans  that live in unincorporated Volusia County and  we based our request on those folks  it's as to the number of cities. We've asked  all the cities in the same way. Tomorrow morning beaches can have it on  their agenda for around $4000 which represents their  veterans there. They sent in $1000. They were the  first ones to send in $1000. We also had Tokyo and  Edgewater send in thousand dollars were working with all the other  cities. We would like to have a  logo from each of the County and  the cities when we dedicate band. The fabulous -- van. It's a fabulous van. We  are having to get a lot of veterans back from surgeries and so on and  so forth into these vans. It's a  big improvement from 2008 when we  had the vans back then. Let  me just as the creator --  [Indiscernible -- low volume] 
Chairman, Council members. 
State your name. 
Paul Martin, attorney at law. Disabled American veterans is the only veterans  service organization that offers  free transportation through our  veterans which is one of the reasons  we are requesting this expenditure  from the county. Currently Volusia County has over  50,000 veterans and currently 
     we have more need for transportation  than we've been able to provide. Part of the issue is  a lot of our older veterans are  overweight and bench seats  have made it difficult to get more  people and. This new vehicle has individual seats for  each person making it easier for  more people to transport. The  transportation goes regularly to  Orlando. Also to Melbourne and occasionally but rarely  Gainesville. Lake Nona which I consider Orlando. I appreciate  your consideration for the request. There is definitely a need. The need will not  go away especially with all the  new housing going in in our county. A lot of veterans are attracted  to Florida because of our wonderful lack of  state income tax. Think you. 
 Good morning ladies and gentlemen. I'm a Ormond Beach resident enema hundred percent disabled. Currently my wife takes  me around.  The vans are in improvement and  we need them. I was planner  of chapter 84 for four years. Unfortunately 
     the price of vans and transportation  has gone through the roof. The last  vans we got were $15,000 , these  are $53,000. We been able to  work with a local dealership over  in Daytona and he has given us a lot of perks  and discounts. Whatever you can contribute would  be greatly appreciated. As  a Vietnam veteran I salute you all. 
Thank you for your service.  >> Thank you again  on behalf of the [Indiscernible].  
Thank you for taking  on this responsibility. Frank approach  me last year  and said we have this coming out how would you like to be in  charge of it? I said you are so  experienced that this I think we  would be much better served with  someone that has experienced it  is your the one that brought the  program forward. It's only appropriate you would  continue it. Ms. Wheeler.  
On that I'm going to make a motion to approve  the donation to the disabled American veterans Chapter 84 for  the purchase of a new van in the  amount of $8700 and I do want to say  thank you Frank, thank you gentlemen, I was doing well and  so you saluted us and then I thought  I was gonna lose it.  Thank you. This is just a small  token of our appreciation.  
Mister Patterson?  Second by [Name Indiscernible].  >> I'm one of the 50,000 veterans  here in Volusia County. Although  I'm only at 10% disabled -- it gets me hearing aid, that's  about it. 
[Indiscernible  -- low volume]  
Serve? 
[Indiscernible -- low volume]. 
He couldn't hear you. [  Laughter ]  
 I will be happy to say where I am. We have a lot of  veterans organizations and great  things for veterans and this is  one of them. We have a  bunch of guys that go over to the  various nursing homes and work with  the veterans over there. We take them out flyfishing. I'm very pleased  with everything. Thank you.  
Miscue sack?  -- Miss Cusack.  
Thank you for  all you've done. I say to you this is money well spent. We say to  you thank you for your service.  This is such a small thing that  we are doing to say we want  to make your days as comfortable  as possible in every  way possible for your services.  We salute you for all you've done. 
Just to give you a little update.  This is the good part. We've been able to acquire the  first van from Gary Allman. He reduced  the price by was $10,000 per. He thing for the rapid the van. That's another $3000. We are headed in the right direction. We will  announce from were gonna have that. It's great that I'm here this morning. You are recognizing antimatter  act and I will make sure I was here  for her. Thank you all very much. 
Any objections? Hearing on the motion passes.  And thank you again to all of you. When you  stop and think, 10% approximately  of the population is made up of  veterans. It's a pretty  powerful number.  >> Since you gave me the intro to  item 5 I will follow your lead  on that. Tim is coming forward. 
Good morning. I am Tim Baylie.  I am here today to introduce  to you Nancy Mattix who has received this  year's Tippin Davidson award from  the Volusia County cultural alliance. 
     Thank you. Nancy, as you may recall,  is a former employee. She currently  heads leader services department  for the city of Mercer Beach. Mister Chairman.  
Nancy, it's good to see  you again. Congratulating you on this prestigious award. Nancy H Maddox is a long time highly  respected proponent of the arts  and culture in Volusia County. She  has supported the arts through years  of public service , philanthropy, and a volunteer  for many local organizations. Historic preservation, culture 
     [Indiscernible] and assisted in  creating many partnerships between  local and state agencies with nonprofit  organizations. She has been a leader services  director since 2015 and previously  worked for Volusia County Parks  and Recreation for 15 years overseeing  the Volusia County cultural Council and public places and historic preservation board,  county's recreation programs, the  historic site , environmental center, and echo  advisory committee.  It's her personal commitment as  an advocate and connector as enhancing the lives of Volusia  County and Florida residents in  the lives of environmental, historical, and  outdoor recreational facilities  and opportunities. Rasmus Maddox  served in a volunteer leadership  role a festival of the arts, a Florida  trust for historic preservation,  historic floral conditions, the flag United Way's  initiative, WRC, [Indiscernible] in children and  the Florida Hospital.  Where as the Volusia County Council  congratulates Miss  Maddox as she accepts the Tippin  Davidson award , we the County Counsel of Volusia  County Florida do hereby proclaim October 2 as Nancy Mattix day in  Volusia County and urge all residents to thank  her for elevating the arts in our  community. Thank you. [ Applause  ]  
Thank you. Good morning Mister chair, counsel thank you so much  for this honor. To the cultural  alliance, [Indiscernible] called and told  me about this I was in shock. Frank  the recipient .  [Indiscernible] are recipients.  Never did I dream  of being honored like this. It's  amazing. I think all of 
     the VCA members that are out here  today. I know they are out here.  I have to thank Frank Brando and Pat nor the. There always my  supporters. And [Indiscernible] when she came on  board with us. And Ms. Cusack  and  Patterson Esther working  with in the Florida legislature. They continue  to support us. [Name Indiscernible] I don't see her. She had me. I  think her for the opportunity and George recommend Wald and Betty. They were  my advisors, my mentors, they listen  to me. Nancy, just keep doing what you're  doing.  I have to thing my staff from accounting. -- .County  they are my partner in crime. Chair Mooney retired after 40 years. [Name Indiscernible], and  Sandy Falcons. I also  have to thank the city of Smyrna  Beach. Specially my boss. He's here today and his  amazing visionary. I have to thank  my BFF. Maybe next year you can raise it to a dollar 25. To make  my pitch year. To increase the arts  in our county. The community benefits and  economics are there. I thank you again for this very  special recognition. It's because  opportunities you gave me and the  people I work with that enabled me to  accomplish all the wonderful things  we have.  
[ Applause ] Thank you Nancy. Any other counsel members like to add comments? Miss  Denys?  
 Hi Nancy. I remember when you left  us. You left us. 
I'm  still here.  
You went to your home in new  Smyrna Beach. I  got the call and I thought, at least I have  your personal selling you're still  on speed dial. We can still make  great connections. I think new Smyrna Beach has recruited  the best. This is  why you recognized. Listening to  you, leaders draw a  big circle. They pull others in. They don't  keep the amount. That's your strength.  We've worked through some issues  nobody knows how many  coffees or glasses of wine have  been held at various places  on dark and stormy night . We work through issues that are 
     important through city, county,  constituents, how do we get there?  What are the stumbling blocks? How  do we fix it? How do  we build a bridge over it? Who can  we pull in. I just want to thank you for that.  That's your strength. That's why  you're being recognize today as  a leader you are. You love  our community. You took Pam but I'm  glad we have her. Great honor. Look forward to recognizing  you. 
Mister Patterson. >> I know from the many years your  with the county and you left us,  trader,  it was always a pleasure working  with you. Coming to Tallahassee was always a fear of your wrath if we get  we wanted. I've enjoyed working  with you. I and joy coming to new Smyrna Beach  the job you're doing. Thank you  for what you did for us. Thank  you for what you're doing for them. 
Mister Eckert. >> Actually it's missing [Name Indiscernible].  I would like not see to call  me out. The county  manager had just reorganized. I  was one of the department heads  of the time. We had culture moved  into our group and we  needed somebody to take charge and  get cultural programs up and functioning in a positive way. Nancy interviewed and  I was so impressed. I hire this woman who had a  background in criminal justice.  It was not even her background.  She was so passionate. I just thought this woman  could get our cultural program up  and running and we were blessed  with her for number of years. 
Nancy, come forward so we can present  to this proclamation and take a  couple photos. >> At this time  are in recess for about 15 minutes.  We will see you back here  at 10:56 . >> [ The event is on a 15 minute recess.  The session will reconvene at 10:56am.  Captioner on stand by ]  We will reconvene the Council meeting  in two minutes. >> Mister Patterson.  Ms.  Cusack?  >> Okay. It is 10:59. We will  reconvene the Council  meeting. We will move to item 6.  We will open the public hearing.  We will get the staff report from  Mister Kaz beer. --  Kasbeer.  
Good morning. Kasbeer.  Project  for Myrtle Avenue. On the east side has been ongoing for some time. As a. Project we purchased a parcel the  southwest corner, U.S. one and 10th  Street for stormwater and web playing we've been approached by people have a contract on the outside  of 10th Street. We are bringing up the exhibit  here in a minute. 06 stash 41. 
     They would like to exchange properties. As a part of this agreement we would get 6 acres  of the property after they close  on it. We would give them are 2  1/2 acres. As a  part of this they would give us  all their due diligence which includes  the survey. 
     The materials include the survey, a biological assessment, a phase 1 contamination assessment and evaluation. They also pay to modify our plans  to make use on this particular site as well as modify the  water management permits that we  need. In return, we would give them the  2 1/2 acres we have.  The exhibit you have in front of  you of pager six stash 41 in the  staff report, yellow is the property the county would be acquiring and  the red is the property we would  be giving up. The benefits to the  county aside from switching properties is that we are looking for purposes to be able to treat the canal which isn't very visible on this  but occurs on the north side of  the exhibit. We're looking for stormwater  front to treatments with that canal before discharges. Essentially will do something at  another location but it would be  further upstream. Would not provide the cleaning we would like  to have. This provides a much better location  for us to do that and gives us quite  a bit of room to do so. We would  be able to make the modifications  as part of our project. We are asking  that you approve this agreement .  
This is public participation. I've no one that wishes to speak  on this item. The close of public  participation. 
Thank you Mister chair. This is true win-win in collaborative  agreement here between the study  of Edgewater, this applicant,  and this land owner and the county. 
     Edgewater has one of this piece  for Gateway. They're gonna get some  commercial revenue, were  gonna double are stormwater. This should  help us keep 10th Street --  or expedited. 
We want to deal with  FPC so nothing is expedited. [ Laughter  ]  
It's a three  letter word. Mister Rector Mulder? 
 What's the added benefit to part of our quality assurance  plan in that area  and the water quality plan that  we've committed to.  This is another example where we  saw an opportunity to help clean the river and that the board he canal  had said this is as  close as you can get to the river  and then have that ability to clean  it. It's a very important project for  that as well. It's a great situation where staff  recognize each other's projects  and the value of what's going on  and they went to Jerry at the time when he  was here and  said here's a big opportunity to  do something good. You were instrumental  in the fact that they had reached  out , the private concern, wondering  if we would be interested in anything. Of course, the light bulbs and  bells went off. This is  a great opportunity. Thank you. 
It really is one of those textbook cases of collaboration.  Staff, you did a great job. Thank you for that. With  that, to make a motion that we approve  the agreement for exchange of real property with BG Edgewater LLC.  
Motion made.  Second Wheeler. The  motion passes. We will move to item  number six a. I'm gonna need a motion to continue  this item to October 30 at 10 dock  30 8 AM.  
Mister chair I move to move this item to October 30 . Did you say 10 AM?  
I second that. 
Any objections? Hearing on the  motion passes. We will move to item  7. I need a motion for the same  exact thing. It will be continue to October  30 at 10 dock 30. 
I move to be continue to October  30. 
I second.  
Motion made. Any  objection made?  
Hearing none.  Motion passes. We will go on  to item 8. We need exactly the same  thing.  
I move to move item 8 to October to October 30 .  At 10:30 a.m.  
Motion made by Patterson and seconded by Lowery.  Any objections? Hearing none it  passes unanimous. We will  move to item 9.  I have someone that wants to speak.  We are moving this to  the 30th. Does the person who wishes to speak  not understand that, maybe? This is not coming before us other  than to move it forward. Where not to bring it to the floor  for discussion. I need a motion to move this to  continue on October 30 at 10:30  .  >> Move to move item 9 to be continue  to October 30.  
Motion made  by Denys. Second by Wheeler.  Any  objection? Hearing none.  Motion passes. We will move now to item  number 10. 
 Good morning. Resource management. Today we have  an appeal by a property owner who came forward to the  development review committee requesting  assistance with regards to getting  access to her property that is located  near [Indiscernible] city off  Indiana Avenue. The location  map shown in front of you is from your agenda packet. Let  me find the correct page number. It's on page 10 Dash five of  your agenda packet. This is the  location of the 10 acre parcel.  This gives you a closer look. This is Indiana Avenue and Illinois. This is  a 10 acre tract. As you can see  by the blue there some wetlands  that are subject to  be submerged. Miss Finney was a property owner  
     came in and requested the ability  to get a building permit on this  property. At the heart of it is  that when the county amended its  regulations they went through and  reviewed all the roads. They  determine if they were passable,  usable, and if they had been substantial  development on the property surrounding  it. What occurred through a series  of history of memorandum , the first is on 10 Dash 10 of  your agenda packet. This is a 1983  memorandum pertaining to Indiana  Avenue. Again, they are referencing that the right away was there.  There was concern they may be confused for powerline easement. Basically, they said it was open  and passable but not necessarily  developed. You  did not necessarily see the amount  of development that was required  to make sure he was a vested, exempted  development. This is at the very  heart of it. We have subdivisions throughout Volusia County where  we had dozens of plotted  rated ways. We put  in place our subdivision regulations  in 1976 there was concern about  the fact that some of the should  be invested and how do you determine  if they are vested or not. What happen is staff went out and  looked at all the roads dedicated  to these various plats and some  divisions and drove them to determine  if they were open and passable and  substantially developed which meant at least .5% of the  property utilizing the right-of-way  was under some form of development. That gave us a list of all the  subdivisions that would be exempt  from her new regulation. Anything  subsequent to that or wasn't considered of them had  to comply with new regulations.  At the heart of why we're here.  As you can see on the overhead,  the subject property  is identified as the Finney parcel  has property all around it that  has been developed that is based  on being exempt because  they were open and passable and  developed. As you can see by the  coloration you see the red being  county maintained road's. The yellow and green our county  maintenance or county  emergency maintenance. Section of  Indiana Avenue are the two roads we would like to utilize  see you can get access to the parcel that you would like to divide out  for development for single-family  home. They rely on those roads. Our development  review engineers rightfully deny  the request because they do not  have paved access that  meets our current standard. This  is what you're currently seeing  right now. That is also in your  agenda packet. That's on  page 10 Dash 19. When they came back around the  development review committee agreed with the engineering and  said we cannot allow for development  to occur but we don't necessarily  have to have a 60 to 70 foot right away  paved, stormwater, and everything  else. Can we do something that's  gonna meet a common sense approach so they can have  reasonable use of the property,  still have access, and we would  be consistent with our current standards. We don't want to get into a situation  where we allow  dirt roads throughout the county  for people rely on us to that come in  in trying cleanup. The whole point  was to make sure if we have roadways  utilized in the public roadway they  are to our standard and we are not  creating a safety issue.  Engineering identified an option of a 15 foot road with a 2 foot  clearance on either side and sub  base. Our fire safety folks requested  20 feet. DRC on hearing from both engineering  and fire safety folks said,  this Finney go on Indiana Avenue  go 465 feet south and put in  your access to your property that  way and include a fee formation so folks with large vehicles  can back out. This would be subject  to garbage collection, emergency vehicles,  we want to make sure that's all  being met. She has tried to work with that.  She sent a letter that she believes  it's overkill and there's unique circumstances  out here that make things a little  bit different and as such she  would like to have flexibility with  what she can do in regards to the  road. She has requested a 10 to  15 foot driveway feeding into  her property. From staff perspective we cannot technically approve something  like that. We understand where she's  coming from. We can work with  her within the 10 to 15 feet. We may be able to accommodate what  she's doing. We just want to make sure any kind  of future purchase of the property  are aware this 465 feet is solely the maintenance responsibility  of the private property owner and  that the county has no obligation to do any kind of maintenance other than the current emergency management. 
     If there some sort of disclosure  or something along the lines of the  deed subsequent purchasers throughout  the property would be aware of what's  going on. If the counsel wants to  follow and grant minutes Finney  her appeal to the  conditions for the approval of the  project we would recommend you try  and work with the 10 to 15 foot  limitation and require the turnaround and have an advisory note so that way in the  future anyone buying this property  would be aware of those requirements.  I know Miss Phineas here. She is someone who is also  speaking for her. If there's any  questions for staff we are available.  
How did you arrive at the 10  or 15 feet? 
On page 10 Dash 18 is  her request. I'm in a read from  her letter.  
The driveway should be 10 to  15 feet with material shale, clay, or recycled  asphalt to be cleared to feet  on either side of the lien driveway and this is a note she is saying. This is an upgrade to the rest  of Indiana Avenue. The turnaround  be required as this is a driveway. We are saying that  15 feet would be preferred obviously.  From our perspective, the greater  the with gives us ability to have  two-way travel on their, gives us  a clearance that if an emergency  vehicle needs to get down there it should have free and clear space  so it can pass through. That would  be our preference, obviously. By the technical standards this  appeal is in front of you. From  our perspective we want to see 20 feet with a 2  foot clearance and everything else  from that perspective.  If, again, we acknowledge there  are no further development south  of this project know once relying  on this right-of-way for access  to the property. We can see where Miss Finney is  bringing up her point. We have to  follow. If the counsel feels there's  appropriate situation here to roll  out for limitation on the we  [ Captioners Transtioning ]believe  the 15 feet would be something we  can work with.  >> 
Looking at the 10  to 15 feet wide as that actually we have  for the  we left 15 feet four emergency vehicles? 

Yes. 

     15 feet is standard for emergency vehicles to move  down without any issues.  Particularly with the parcel like  this. We are concerned about  trees growing into that section. The branches. 

     >> To add on the turnaround portion, she has asked  that not be included. That needs  to be there. It  allows four a space for them  to turn around. That's a big part  of the fire code.  We agree with the fire department.  It allows for garbage trucks or bigger trucks that may come  down there. They will have equipment. That makes  good sense to have that space. 15 feet is our expectation. We are comfortable  with that.  

My second question Mr. chair,  can you point out where  the turnaround would be?  

It would be an extension of Indiana to the south  of the driveway. This goes all the  way down to New York Avenue. I don't  know if that has been  spelled out. It would be as far  north as possible. Somewhere in  that area. The turnaround would be an extension of 50 feet  south. It would not come all the  way down to here. Would  be somewhere here. They could not use the driveway  to turn around? They would pull into the driveway. 

Yes okay.  >> Good morning. Representing Mr. and misses Finney.  Let me stress the turnaround we talked about that. We are good  with that turnaround. I think that  is appropriate. The original thought  was this is a driveway. You can  do the turnaround in the property.  They pointed out, this may the road maybe open before the  house. We are  in agreement with the turnaround.  The first thing I was supposed  to say she is a County employee she wants to  make sure everybody knows  she took one vacation day. She is  here on her own time. I would not  want to spend my vacation time this  way. The second thing,  she is an honest lady . She wants to make sure I clarified  something when this first started, the 40 acre homestead property  for the sun back this is going forward, the  son has already bought another place.  She wanted to make sure in case you check the deed records  you will see, that has happened.  The intent is still four him and  his wife to move out of  the property. She wants nobody to think there's a misrepresentation.  Have a fairly in depth discussion. Frankly I  agree with most everything. The  points I would make our surplus. If you agree with  that data 15 feet. That is a minimum with four driveway. This is a driveway. If you go to  the aerial which is on  seven, you can see everything  else that would use this row, is developed and has other  access. So, the approaches this  will be a driveway. It is 10 feet and some portions. It will  be wide enough other portions 15 as you go around, they may need more for Clarence. If we can work with the  County engineer on that. That is why we say 10 to 15 that  will also work. We would prefer  to have that flexibility 2 feet on either side clearing  an agreement with the base. The County maybe did not want to use  the base. This is really  a driveway. We would prefer to  have that base as well.  As far as putting the public on  notice, we could work  with the county's legal staff to  develop a recording that would recognize the County is  not responsible for maintenance. They are not responsible for storm  water. This is just  to get access. We recognize that you are not responsible for  maintaining that.  

I hope I can cut  it off. Is there is  anything else? We will give you the time to answer  that.  

Mr. Patterson. Mr. chair, let's review the committee. In my denying or approving the appeal? Due to the conditions I need to be specific on the conditions.  

Yes, you do. 15 foot driveway?  

 It will be 10 to 15 feet wide a. Four feet  of material. [  indiscernible ] turnaround  

They agreed to the  turnaround.  

This is item  number one.  The pattern tends the Patterson's.  If the chair and counsel pleases I would like it  to be that the  if you're going to have that 10  to 15 I would like that to be at  the discretion or the approval of  the County engineer. He should be  he RC representative will decide if any narrowing  was necessary 

     I would like to start at 15. If  there was a condition or something  he felt warranted it, because it  is not a small thing,  when the garbage trucks and also  when the fire department and I know 

     that we all live in rural areas  keeping trees and branch of back  is a big task. If we go with  15 and if there is a tree or something  he feels necessary I would like  that to be his call. Not the  landowners.  >> You do have a second.  

I do? I am sorry did  not here that. We have a motion to second. I would support it without the  15 feet. I don't want to put the County and the liability situation  where if a vehicle needs to get  down there, it would not be able  to. I think  15 feet is the minimum that we should have to have a vehicle  get down there. If you had fire  service down there, I know they can probably drive on 10 feet . They drive on 8 feet in  the highway. I personally,  feel better from the county's perspective maybe I'm the only person speaking I question  the 10 or 15 feet. We do 15 unless, County engineers can see  that it's necessary to do the 10 in places than 15.  >> I thought it was to work from 15  back to 10.  

The motion was 10 to 15 feet.  Without that stipulation. I will  amend it working with  the County engineer, 

     approval.  >> 

     I will set the lot. The motion has  been made to amend the item on the  floor that it be 15 feet working  with the County engineer if  need be for 10 feet.  Any discussion on that amendment? Any objection to  the amendment? The amendment to  the motion passes. Any further discussion  on the amended item? Roll it. Any objection to the motion is amended? 

     >> 

     Okay. Sorry.  

I want to make sure  we were including that there would  be an affidavit acknowledging that  the applicant would maintain this. Is  that included? I wanted to verify  that. Thank you. Okay. 

     Let the record show that the applicant and the attorney are nodding their  heads.  

With all due respect, nodding  heads today  unless it's in the contract means  nothing. Five years from now when the hurricanes  come, and I washed that road out,  it has got to be in print. When  we cannot get emergency vehicles  down there.  You should see the list of roads  I have right now where good people  did this in public meeting and now  we have to go back and  maintain roads. You have got to  be clear. It's gotta be in  that contract. Yeah. That will  be part of the use permit will be  a requirement to record  the document stating they are responsible  the property only  

Owner shall be responsible. He is shaking  his head in agreement. He agrees to  come down and shovel.  

Okay. We are clear. You are all  clear? No objection to the motion the  motion passes. The amended motion  passes. Thank you we will move to  item number 11. 

     Good morning. This is a unique situation. I will go through a little bit  of a history. The subject property  is located in the area on  the east side of State Road 415.  It is part of an exempt subdivision known as the farms. The current property owners Mr.  Ford. He can forward trying to split  lot 28 into two parcels. In doing so staff went through  and investigated the background  on the line. The property is subdivided  in three. In doing so, we  discovered, resolution 2004  that's 163. It was  the resolution that vacated the . Allotment subdivision back  in 2004. This is a copy  of the second page of the resolution. The critical portion we are talking  about is here. It says the vacation of the right away  will allow the subdivision limited  to 28 lot. When you go  to the actual Tallacoe trails subdivision  on page 1129. You can see how they took the  196 acres and created a variety  of different lots throughout the  area. The subject property we  are talking about is lot number  28. Because of the restriction you  cannot allow from  Mr. Ford to subdivide the property  and half. He's looking to subdivide  the property and half because there  is environmental restrictions due  to the wetlands there located on the site. It would  limit the ability to develop it.  The aerial  from that page you can see in this  general area here, there's a wetland  that goes through there. That limits  the parcels. Limits it to  the South area it is not available. You can access it to the north  area he wishes to come back and  subdivide the property so that way  he can come in and create access on the 415 and  create basically two lots and make  it usable. The DRC when we were informed that the resolution was in place, looked at Mr.  Ford is that we appreciate your  efforts but unfortunately we cannot  approve it. That was the decision  made by the council. The County  Council can go back and override the decision made in 2004.  Basically encapsulated into  a resolution. What Mr. Ford is requesting today,  is that this counsel direct staff  to come back at a later date, with  the revised resolution that would  allow for 28 lot limitations to  be 229 lots. From that perspective, one of the  things we have concern  about is notification.  When you go through the vacation that went through we sent  out notices to property owners and  anybody who would be impacted if  the County Council feels it's appropriate  we would make sure that we contact everybody associated  with the original request as  well as any subsequent landowners, if we could go back to the location map I think it is on page 11  four. Within that area,  we would make sure adjacent property  owners impacted property owners  within the trails as well as everybody  in the area adjacent properties, make  sure they are notified so that way,  they are aware this is going forward. To give  you some background on why this  limitation was put in place. The  original applicants for this in  2004, we are coming through the  vacate this. They wanted  to do it exempt subdivision.  That's what they did. However, there was concern because  at that point there was aggressive  annexation. Many  of the residents feared this was being done so that  we the property could be subdivided into upwards of 180 lots.  Deltona would annex the property to provide utility. Everybody in  the area were concerned about the  negative impacts of the rural lifestyle. The attorney representing the  applicant at that time, came in  and agreed to 28 lot restrictions. Back on  August 2004, it would be incorporated into the resolution  when they vacated it. Therefore, I will let Mr. Ford come describe  why he feels it's appropriate that adding one more lot will not necessarily  create an issue. He would ask you  to help him out going forward. As  I said, they reviewed it. We cannot  act beyond what is already in the  resolution I was given. We cannot  authorize the further subdivision  of the property.  Any questions?  

 It appears as though that lot is  the biggest in that section. In some cases, it is three and  four times than the others. It is large.  Lot 21 is also a large property.  So is lot number one. If you scroll  down a bit, scroll down more. As you  can see, the lots get relatively  uniform in this area. On the eastern side of this trail  Brett lot 21 and lot 28 are the  two largest. I am familiar  with this annexation of years  gone by, I can understand why they  did that. I would probably support allowing him to subdivide that.  So many  lots are small. Some of them are  small. They are much smaller than  that. Anyway, my question on that  was about the size.  That was not in the form of a motion.  

I wanted to ask a question. In the information, it said that one of the suggestions  would be adjusting the lot lines. What does that mean?  How would you adjust the lot lines ?  

It does not necessarily adjust  the number. It means that 27, 28, 26 they would change those around  so there would be better utilization  of property.  

 Adjustment of the lot lines means  if you own multiple parcels, and  you come in and as long as you need to meet the zoning requirements  you keep the size of the lot within  zoning requirements,  you meet everything else, and subdivisions  are adjusted so that 28 could become smaller,  27, 2625 could become bigger. That does not it dress what Mr. Ford is asking four. An additional lot.  >> This may help out a little bit.  As you can see, this shows ownership  now. You can see Mr. Ford, lot 28, 27, 26, 25, he could come  back in. Therefore what he could do is possibly  come in, 

     instead of utilizing the lines that  are existing, he could rearrange  the lies himself. The number of  lots would remain constant. We would  still be facing the 28 lot limitation. It would allow for better utilization  of the existing property. 

Would that make it 28 lots are  29?  >> They would not increase the number  of lots. It would rearrange the  lot lines. You could have better  utilization.  

I did not understand. That was the preferred option?  

That wasn't option offered to  Mr. Ford. Lot 28  is not properly configured. He  would lie to get better utilization of the  property he has. He could rearrange  lot lines.  

That's the way I understood it. 

That was the option  offered to him. My preferred alternative, is to  split 28 so I can get one more lot.  

That's the way I understood it. Okay. 

Thank you Mr. chair. On the other lot owners familiar with that document . Are  we asking [ indiscernible ]  

We have not made  any notification yet. We did not  want to do so until we found out whether or not  the Council was going to allow for  the resolution to be heard. We will male out the notice to  let them know this has been the  request  

The resolution is recorded. It should come up in a title search.  They should be aware that the subdivision is subject  to 28 lots total. If you chose to  make it 29, we will have to notify  every property owner to advise them  the Council is considering going  to 29 lots. Splitting lot 28 into  two lots.  

 Have we dealt with this situation  before?  

No.  

Know this is unusual. When  you vacate lots  you have sometimes put conditions on those lots. At the time, when this was originally  advertised, there were no restrictions. Counsel was concerned, of how many lots were going to  go out here, given the rural nature . The property owner at the time,  that attorney volunteered during the hearing,  to restrict it to 20 lots and no  more than 20 lots based on that. Council put that condition into  the resolution.'s 

     ---   resolution .  

If the others are notified and  the object.  

They can come to the public hearing.  You will have to have a public hearing.  

You have already voted to change  that, right?  

No. We may advertise and notified all of those property  owners that you are considering  amending resolution 229 lots. We  would advertise that. We would send  them a notice by male --- mail.  I would present to  you an amended resolution that would  change it to 29 lots.  

And the research of Y 28, was the  main emphasis to keep it from being  small lots? Was that the main emphasis or was  there any other reason given  for limiting?  

On page 11 --- 13 are the minutes from the meeting. The was the concern of loss of rural lifestyle. Would allow for the people to  come back  rezoning and everything else it  would allow four that. I believe the number  was 180 or something along those  lines. The main concern was, we did not  want the intrusion of suburban or urban densities. We wanted  urban light  ---  lifestyle. They were able to go through and do an exempt  subdivision process so big could  do so. If we can go back. 

What size is that? How many acres is that?  

That is 16  acres.  

We are not going to be anywhere near the two?  

The zoning requires a 5 acre  minimum. I would like to make a motion that  we allow this to be publicly advertised. I would like to go to the necessary  steps to allow this to happen. I'm  not sure exactly how.  >> Moved to advertise four the amendment  to resolution 2004 1632 allow for 29 lots.  

Exactly. Motion made. Patterson. 

Thank you Mr. chair.  We need to get Mr. Irvin, if you could come back  to this could open the door.  We have been around long enough,  so  we see when the store opens, you  are setting the table, four all  the other changes. Can you help me  with this discussion?  

I would like to ownership map to be put back up please. To the  extent that some of these owners  could come in, and if they could meet the  five-acre, they could then again  request another amendment to that  resolution and another vote to that  resolution.  

That the door I am not willing  to open. I cannot.  

The motion is made. 

Thank you, Mr. chair. I'm on  that same page. We are  opening up a Pandora's box amending  a resolution that we have in place 

     we are  putting this into a document. Now  we are going to change it. I do  not want to go down that road. I will not support this motion.  >> I think you should be able  to hear from the applicant.  

He did not fill out a card. I  will allow him that privilege. Here  is my feeling. If I was the owner  of lot 10 or 

     14 or 24, and I bought it with the  understanding that it will be 20  lots, they will be at least 5 acres,  I would be mad knowing that somebody else  is going to do this. I'm not worried  about anyone else subdividing another  lot. I don't believe in that amount of acreage that could  be done. I don't like the idea of  when you lay down the law and say  this is how will be, 14 years ago,  then you say well now, we want to subdivide that lot,  if I was in there, even though they had the 5 acres, I would not be  very happy.  I did see the fact  of the owners of those lots and he owns eight  lots or something like that total, that is where I  am conflicted. We have to represent the  other property owners. I do not  want to lay out of President. Every  action I voted on is not based upon  the necessary precedent. I believe each case I vote on would  stand on their own. The applicant is here. 

     He would like to shed light on something  we have not heard. Come forward. State your name, address for  the record.  

My name is Anthony Ford. One thing I do want to know, we still own the majority of the  parcels. There are a couple on the  south end. I believe it is 28 and scroll up a bit more. 18 and 19. Those are the only ones sold. We were not aware of the resolution  when we brought the property. A may have missed that.  That is our fault. We think it is reasonable.  

I hate to interrupt you. You  said you own all of the lots except  18 and 19?  

Yes.  

 We on the rest. Except four 10 as well. 

I was going by the color codes  as far as the lots. That's what we have  to base our thinking process on.  

The ownership  map is based on April [ indiscernible ]  

Just a minute. 

     You on  I want own you own all but two lots.  

Three . Nothing that makes a big  difference but you own all of which  lots?  

Scroll that up  10, 19 and 18.  >> 10, 19 and 18 you do  not own.  >> Of you acquire these lots since  the date of this map it's a  

These are the subdivision names as of 2018 when  I made the application for each  one of these represents a different  subdivision they were process. Not  the ownership.  

That's what  we were basing it on for them when  they applied originally there were  seven.  

There was an exemption  at the time that allowed four lots  per person. I think that is why there are different  colors. They were intending to.  There okay. 

     The original intention the minimum  lot is 5 acres? 

     >> 

     Depending on those A-2 has five,  83 has one. 

Where are we here?  How many?  >> So so so basically, the way I heard it,  these were individual owners , that on the lots. They are plotted subdivisions that  are subdivided and can  be legally subdivided according  to the minimum lot size. Is that  accurate?  

The image  you just saw that showed the original subdivisions. They were limited to 28 lots. Based on the standards of zoning  and everything else. This does not  show ownership. This shows how  the original parties shows landholdings. The reason  is how they came through we  have here, we have the resource  corner we have small portion of  a three in this  area. A3 is  here. You see a to  you see the court are running through. This area of this subdivision is  again a 2 acre exemption based on 2004 resolution. The majority  of the property has a to with RC. There's a small  portion on by Mr. Ford here at  the southwest corner that  has the A3 zoning which allows for  the 1 acre lot.  

My conclusion is right legally. Since the 2004  resolution, we know land gets bought  and sold with all due respect, if the  property gets old one year from  now he has another subdivision. He wants to subdivided into parcels.  By law, this  could happen. Let's  make sure we are framing I want to make sure I am framing  this accurately. These are subdivisions , not lot owners. They can be subdivided.  Accurate?  

You can come back  and request four further subdivision of your  property if you are consistent with  land development regulation.  

That is where we should  have started. We should not have  had to have this much conversation,  to get to this. 

     >> The fact is though, the resolution  2004 163, overrode  all of that. Regardless of land-use and zoning and  land development regulations, the  ownership of the property within  that area, is limited to 28 lots.  That is why we are talking about  the resolution. We cannot take in  applications or go forward  with anything until that resolution is determined if it will  be upheld or amended. What Mr. Ford is asking  to do is a man that to allow him  to do 29 total lots in that area  as opposed to 28.  

Understood. 

     We are opening a Pandora's box.  

One more question.  You have some that are 83. Any property that is a three and if you property adjacent  to that, it could also have a zoning  request to change that to A3 yes? That just requires a  yes.  

Unfortunately I could tell that. It's not a simple  issue. This green area is resource  quarter. That means we would not  allow four rezoning to capital a three. They can make adjustments, based  on a wetland delineation. To go  in there  and wholesale he rezoned that to  A3 .  

You have A3 and  RC.  You have that. If the property you could not for example, you  cannot take the A  to section which is connected to the A3  to make that lot 28 for example,  you could not rezone that to  a 1 acre lot? We are talking about capital a  to Mack we have A3 to the south  split  by the RC. Weber develops this could in fact  put 1 acre pieces of property  on that part and since A2 is right  next to it, once that is done or  before  I have that subdivided as  well. Yes, no, maybe?  

Based on the zoning, yes.  Again, access and there are a Whole bunch of other  things.  

You would have to have access  to the roads. You would lose 25% of it to do  that at least. It could be done. That is all  I am asking.  

I was  under the impression we were going  to try to I would like to try to  remove and extra restriction put  on this that was in fear of  Deltona annexation. That does not  seem to be a point. Basically what I was  thinking in we are going to remove this extra  restriction. We were going to allow  him to work by the  existing codes we have four A3 and  A2.  Does that make sense?  

That is the  applicants request. What  I was trying to think of doing,  was removing this extra encumbrance  that we put on the property. We  were going to allow the normal codes and regulations that would  be normal for this area to take  place. In my missing something?  

You may be correct. As we  look into this, I did not realize this directly the different zoning classifications. There are only four owners in this  entire section. You can take any of the A3 in  subdivided further . We are not really making a  variance here. Am I off base on  that?  

Feedback from staff. Let me try one more time to clarify  some of the issues. The actual area of A3 that allows  for the 1 acre tract  or a minimum  size is two portion the property  to Mr. Ford owns. I am trying to circlet. That's  the only area that is owned A3 at  this point.  That's a  relatively small amount of the total  acreage. The remaining portion of  what is the old Tallacoe trivial 

     the two subdivision that would require improvement,  basically, is is owned A2 . Those properties on the west zone  are zoned RC. If the property owners over here which is east of the RC 

     requested rezoning to A3, again,  we can  take the staff's recommendation.  Right now, the zoning is four A2. This RC  area , the only way that would  change is if the property owners came in with a wetland delineation. They would not get rid of the RC  would adjust it to where the wetland  lines are.  This is a limited area that is located  over on the forge property that  we are talking about.  They have every property owner in this area  has the right to come in and under  the zoning request whatever as long as it complies with regulations. The critical point is that there's  a restriction.  It restricts it to 20 lots. Nobody  can do anything now it all. If the exemption is lifted. He's asking you to modify the exemption. 

     He wants you to lift the exemption  to 29 lots. You come back through  the process with the staff. He wants to  meet the minimum dimensional requirements. That is  where we are out. I hear what the concern is that  if you do it for Mr. Ford, how do you not  stop the other property owners or  even Mr. Ford to come in six months down the line, and make the same restrictions. 

What happens to  five-acre minimums?  

That is four the A3 rezoned  property.   >> It is A3 . That is 1 acre  right there. 

On that section on the right, how many of those are owned by  other people, and not Mr. Ford? There are three in that section. 

19  and 18. That goes back to this. Before  she does that, the lots here  that we were looking at, in  the top northwest corner, what is  that zoned?  

Can you scroll down. The other way. There you go. The northwest corner here? 

What is that zoned? That is A2.  That is A3  there is a quarter in here. 

That  is RC, right?  >> I am not sure  it is that big. 

     Is everybody clear on this?  What? I want to make sure we are  clear on what we which is different from where we  originally thought we were.  

I wanted to put it this way. 2008, an ordinance had been  put in he would be able to do what  he wanted to do, there would be  no problem. Is that correct? That  restriction was put in that is what I'm concerned about. They tried to solve  the problem. 

     I cannot speak to whether or not  that is the sole reason. The rural lifestyle was identified critically.  I'm looking to the land Northeast  of that. There are smaller parcels  there. It is not like  he's doing something that is out  of character. That's all I have.  Thank you.  >> If you want  to make it clearer than what we  already feel we are clear on you  are welcome to do that. 

I am not sure I can do that. 

     I think he understands what we are  after. This restriction was put  in to me that's not important. I could care less whether they  wanted to and so not. What  is relative is what you are restricting. The restriction was put in and  2004. It could've been it does  not really matter. We can go through this process  and appeal it and allow you to do  this it could've been that Deltona  was knocking on the door to annex  that day. It does not matter. It  does not matter. What we are tasked with now, is to allow you to make  29 lots instead of 28. I think now everybody understands. You  own 80% of this or 85% of this. I will give you 90%. You on basically 90% of it.  If you wanted to, you could buy  those others out. You good on 100% of  it. You could come back and redevelop  it anyway you wanted to. Counsel,  is everybody clear?  Is everybody good?  Okay. Counsel. 

There is a motion on the floor  to reconsider and amend the order 

     to advertise for that purpose.  >> That was our discussion portion  of it. Let's  do a roll call on this if you would.  

Ms. Cusack. 

No. Denny's.  No.  Lauri. Yes. Patterson  yes.  Ms. Wheeler yes.  Yes.  The motion passes. I have to. We will now at  12:06 PM.  Decide I have  not checked. We could do it now, we have one big item  we could do after lunch. Is  it here?  

I have not heard. If it is not here, maybe we could  move to one of the other items maybe  item number 13. 

     >> Okay. With counsel's permission, let's go to item number 13.  Is that okay?  Instead of going for the presentation. 

     >> I think you should put the Duncan  Associates after lunch. We could  go to item number 13. 

     Staff. Pardon. 

Time out. Let's take  an extra few minutes. We are going  to recess this meeting until 1:15 PM. The meeting is recessed until  1:15 PM. 

     >> 

[ The event is on a   recess.  The session will reconvene at  1:15 EstTime. Captioner on stand by.  ] We  will resume at 115 and is now 1:12  PM we will resume at  1:15 PM. 

     >> Good afternoon. We will  reconvene at  1:16 PM. We will move .  Item number 12. Good afternoon resource management. Today we  are presenting to you the updated traffic impact study  for the thoroughfare roads. I am  going to let Duncan and Associates take you  to the findings of the study. I  will come back and talk about some  of the potential financial  changes that would occur and talk through the process. We  will answer questions regarding  the legal process and anything else. 

The staff has worked  very hard along with the consultants to get  this report done. I  thank them. Today it is about going over the report and the results of the study. We will  look at where we want to go from  here. Counsel if it  pleases you if we have questions it will be a lengthy  presentation. If we had to read every word  it would be lengthy. Most  of us have gone through the majority of the findings. Let's hold questions until the end for the question  and answer. For the record, with Duncan  and Associates. We have prepared  this study. This is brief. 

     This is moving it forward. You  have had previous presentations  from staff. We have covered  the groundwork. And the legal  basis of how they are calculated. We  will not rehash everything today. 

     The current impact fees are based on the study done  in 2003. Was adopted in 2004. There was an update .  There were inflation adjustments after that. 80% of the maximum fees  that were calculated  in 2003. Single-family fee is over $2000. 

     There are other examples. The proposed  fee is not significantly higher. Over 5000  dollars. This is table  1 and two. This  is the executive summary. I want to talk about changes from  the last study from the 2003 study. We changed the definition of the thoroughfare  road. It excludes municipal roads  because the cities have their own road impact fees that will overlap. We  excluded those because of that reason.  Collectors that don't provide reasonable  activity are no longer considered part of the thoroughfare  system for the purpose of impact  fees. Would not  fund those improvements. We  updated the travel demand factors  which change the lot. The previous study was based on  the sixth edition of the trans- quotation manual that came out. Was published  in 1987. This one is based on the one published  last year.  Cost factors the  factors are unchanged. The cost  have gone up significantly over  the past 15 years.  The engineering there is record  cost index for example was  up two thirds from where it was in 2003.  I thought I would  talk about changes from the 2016  draft study, which has gotten public. 

     This was up luminary draft. We had not completed the quality control 

     for this to be ready for prime time.  The fees calculated in this study  are lower than those. Those single-family fees were 6200  instead of more like 5200. That's  another thousand dollars lower.  That's not because the cost went  down. The cost was higher in the update. We did discover there was a systematic  error in the roadway.  We took some of those roads out  that the municipal roads that had still been in there. We  took them out. We had not gotten all of them out. Comparison if we do  it side-by-side, over the last study and the current study,  you can see the costs are what has  gone up and is causing the fees  to go up through the net cost, is 200% higher. It  is more than tripled. At the same  time, the travel the amount of  travel demand four dwelling units over that period has gone down. That something we see  consistently in the literature. That's true especially for nonresidential. There is  a lot of online banking. 

     This chart shows a comparison of  the existing and proposed but updated  fees where talking about in the  study. We have got five groups of borrowers  multicolored bars the first group  a single-family and the second is  multifamily and  retail office and industrial. The  yellow bars at the far left, is  the current or  current fees. The green  bars are those are the fees  yeah those are the adopted fees.  The light green bars are calculated  in 2003. The Graybar  is the  2003 study  we supplied the growth and engineering construction cost. That is what they  would be if they were inflated annually. The dark green bar are the updated fees. The fees have gone up substantially. The fees 4 single-family in retail are little bit higher than what we  expect just looking at the  construction cost.  For industrial and office, the updated  fees are actually lower. Again, that's the effective  the changes in the travel demand that caused  the variation. Generally the fees  that we calculated our pretty  much tracking at  least nationally construction  cost increases. The last couple slides  comparing fees for nearby counties. The yellow bar is your adopted fees the  orange bar is the updated fees and  this particular one we looked at eight counties orange  St. John's, Brevard, Lake, Orange,  St. Johns, Osceola, Alachua, Polk,  Indian River . As you can see your fees compared to that set  of other counties, the low-end  now four retail  and single-family. It would be closer  to the higher end with  the updated amount.  With office and  industrial again, those fees are going are not  going up as rapidly.  Now you are  on the low end. You are closer to  the middle. That is  really all I have. I would be happy to answer any  questions.  

 Mr. Cusack.  

Thank you. 

     When you look at comparative fees, I  was concerned  about the one nearest to us. 

     [ indiscernible ] 

What County? Seminole? 

     I am not sure why that is not on  their. I am not sure.  

I can help  with seminal. Seminole has a one  cent sales tax.  It goes to their capacity. Has driven down their impact fees  substantially. Their fee is not a comparable  comparison.  >> Where are they?  

 We did have that in the previous  presentation. It was presented to  you back in June. I think  that is important to know. They  are impacted by that.  >> We can get that for you. 

     Probably somebody can pull that  up for you. I keep cutting  in and out. I am not sure why.  

Thank you. 

     We had 44 pages of everything that we  had to evaluate the methodology and everything. We came up with where you are.  That is where you are.  That is what we want to look at. 

     Not necessarily accepted but while we are here today, we have  more to go over. We are not  formally accepting it as much as not to act upon but to utilize.  

To  put up public comment , I don't want anybody to think that would be  with all the recommendations. We are saying, okay  we have been updated. We can  spread the word. Clay has more to follow. This is just the consultants  part.  

I did not know he  had something else.  

There is more. 

Thank you Mr. share. That  is where I was going to go too. We have all got the data. It is going to be public input. Giving it to the community is going  to be the key to where counsel is  going to go in the future. I will  wait to here all of that. 

 I'm working on getting that back  to you in June.  Will find out what Seminole County  is charging. 

     >> If we get up my presentation up  there when we received the report  you can see there are significant  increases across the board. Warehousing and Park issues  when we look at 150% increases and everything  else, we wanted to make sure we  could go over what was going to  be the net revenue? That will be very important for  U.S. to counsel and making policy  decisions and it will be important  for us.  Will that be able to address these that  are occurring? I think the most important to this  body is, how do we get feedback? Specifically the  2007 study, was distributed to VCARD and the  homebuilders  Association their comments and there was a  workshop held, we realized that  will be a limited audience. We have come up with some alternatives for you to make a decision on. County goes through some things. Once  we got the report we wanted to come  up with the conservative way of  estimating, how much money we would  be able to generate based on this. We looked at what was the one calendar  year we had all of the data. We're not done with 2018 yet. We looked at 2017 to get a good  idea of how many residential and nonresidential  permits we could get in. Based on  that we went through and applied  both the existing fees that we would  charge and the proposed fees to  get an idea of the estimate. This  is under very generic scenario about 1,000,000 ft.² nonresidential  in the same number of building permits  there were issued in 2017. What you see is  that the total lines of being about  13 million under the proposed fees  and 6 million than what we are  currently charging. That's  a net increase of about $7 million. This gives you an idea based on  building permit data from 2017 as to how the  individual zones or may this  is May, these are not ironclad these are estimates based  on past performance. We see around 4 million and 2 million in zone  two and 2,000,008 in zone three  and over 4 million in zone four. Those are revenue. 

     Now we have to take into account  the existing critics out there by  each zone. What you see is a current  zone. We have to $.2 million in  credit. They are associated with crop share agreements or agreements  for road improvement in those types  of things. The same situation is  occurring in zone number two which  is Southeast Volusia where we have  $4 million per zone three which  is Deltona that is run six ---   6 million. Which we have $28,000  in those types of credits. The next slide is these are  things that are traffic engineering  groups. These are monitored. These crop share agreements that  we have roadway agreements that  we have with developers. These pertain to in zone  number one where we have approximately  $20 million. That means money that  is allocated  toward road projects and also land,  construction.  Even though you may not see revenue  from it, we are getting roads built  to the equivalent of $20 million. Zone to we don't have any  in place. That  does not mean we could not get any  in the next several months. This  is a snapshot in time as of September 27 when this  information was provided to us,  that is what we have. $126,000 in zone three. 546 in  zone four. This next slide is going to be  assuming all credits are used one  year on the impact fees from that  2019 projection come through. All  of those crop share  agreements come to fruition. That is not necessarily reality  but it's a good way to conservatively  estimate what could or could not  be coming in. You see in zone one, you have  $70 million in a credit  for lack of a better term. Do not  want to make a sound like a deficit. It is $17 million with the  road improvements that are being  done by the private sector, in order  to mitigate for the work. They are  paying us to help pay for a larger  project. The same situation occurs  in zone number two. You see that  $2 million worth of work being  paid four and done by  the private sector.  It also has the situation that we  will not receive new cash  into the impact fee zone. Zone three will realize  if all of us comes through 1 million  peer zone four will seep  through million. That's an expansion of a to the vein  --- two lane road. It does help us out. We have future needs out there. It was identified by  the city as far as the  discussion on the sales tax. The critical parts we want to make  sure  we do see an increase in revenue  per it is important that will help  us out. There are credits that are  existing. That will be  gobbled up quicker because of the higher rates. The do not go as  far. And offers market where  people want to sell them quicker.  We have a lot of pending crop  share agreements. That will  put additional lane miles  on the ground. We will  not receive any impact fees, we have to give  those as credit. The other thing  out there as we  presented in February and Janice  we have, 2005 bond issues,  which will not be paid off  until 2024. We will have to make  sure portions of the revenues are  allocated toward that. You now have even those who have credit  you will better market to sell their. Single-family 

     if you choose to go to the amount  that is recommended. They will see  their market improve. The other aspect of it, is that it is not going to be able to find  everything. We want to make sure  this is clear. When you start to  see an estimated  generation of new impact fee people  think that will start to  save to get things going. That is  not the case. It makes a better situation for us from  capital funding. Makes it better for us in the long  run to be able to work with developers and four cities to come  up with programs to do road improvement.  It is not going to be able to put the bulldozers  out there tomorrow, making two lanes  into four. That's the quick  check from a new perspective. Process  wise. Today, we are not asking  you to take formal action. It  is your decision. If you're ready  to go, you can ask  our staff. What we would prefer, in order to make sure that there  is public input, we were  distributed to a variety of different  sources. All of the cities and chambers  we have several citizen groups ready.  They are operating.  We would also make sure they get  a copy of it. We would put a link on our website so people  could download a copy of the study  itself as well of the brief summary  that summarizes impact  fees 101. There is an understanding of what  has got to be done so they are not  overwhelmed. It is clear and they understand why we are doing  it. We would put that out there. We  would like to have a series  of meetings out in the public. 

     We are required to have zoning meetings. Here's what is  in the road program can you help  us out? Give us feedback. We will  do the same thing. We will have  a meeting in each zone. We work  on the details now. Are you okay  with this idea? We go over the same presentation  we just had. We would have  more graphics. That would be an opportunity for  the public to come in and ask questions. They would ask questions  of the Council. We would pile all  that and bring it back to you. We would like to be  able to bring it back as quickly  as possible. Scheduling those meetings, and  trying to get everything together,  the earliest would be the second meeting in November . We would like to bring it forward. You would have those four options. 

     We would come up with some amended Ford change . Would have  some ways of calculating it.  We could have some discussion about  staging when the full impact fee  is put in place. We could do it  in one or two years. 

     If you feel that the questions are  to back much. You can ask us to  do additional read that's research. The other option is starting all  over again. Not sure if you are  excited about that. We want to make sure  you will have a clear understanding  when we come back in November or  December with this, what will happen.  At that point, provide direction  to staff.  You can decide whether to go forward  with the ordinance are not. Today, that is it.  If there are any questions, we are  available. 

     >> Thank you, Mr. Sheriff think this  is a good process. I don't know where the rest of  the Council is, but I am in no  I don't think it is effective for  us to put it time certain on this. We need  to take as much time as required , to have these  community conversations. We need to get as much  input as we can. I think  there is a preconceived idea, that  we wanted this done by January 1. Those are  separate issues. At this stage,  we need to do this will  and thorough.  As transparent as we possibly can  be, we need to  get where counsel wants to go. I  am comfortable with that. I think 

     [ indiscernible ] we will take this  into the community as many times  as we can, for as long as required.  That is where I am. 

To answer the  question asked earlier about the  comparison with Seminole County,  that was what was provided in February 2018.  A staff presentation. They are  located here. You see you  have the two different numbers.  They do have fees that pertain to some areas where  the sales tax 

     is provided to some of the areas.  There are ranges that you have.  There are 705 two 1271  four single-family. 

     About 1800 to 4500 four retail. 1287 two 2300 for office and 524 two 944 for  industrial. That gives you a range based on the geographic region. That is the same situation that  occurs in Osceola. I believe as you can  see here,  that is divided into two different  regions as well. You have a different  fee because they have a  different [ indiscernible ]. They have a dedicated source for  it. This reflects what  it is. This is one where they  have a sales tax .  

I think those numbers  are important. We got slammed . That is probably not a very good word.  

We got slammed by the media.  We got more than our next-door neighbors,  Seminole County. If you publish  these numbers now, if people saw  those even with the asterisks,  they would see we really are not  that bad. I looked at one extensively, St. Johns County which is one of the wealthiest  counties in the state. That the number one in education  and the state, you  look at their fees they are only  hiring one category. Everything  else, they are way down four economic  development purposes. My feeling is, very similar to what you have. It is very very important, that  we get as much education information to the public. It was eye-opening when you showed  where we would be  in zone one and two if everything were  to happen and to occur, 

     it might be able to not go in zone number three if we  stretched it. This is what people need to see.  They need to see the analysis. They  need to see the process you have  to go through.  

Yes, thank you. I agree with both  of you in regard to that. I am in  no rush. I am glad to see houses being built  in Daytona again. I have not seen  that for years. Just because maybe  the [ indiscernible ] is in ICU they  are not ready to run the marathon.  The more information we can put out there  I think people got the impression  that if we tripled impact fees that  people from Mars would be paying  that. Our citizens would pay  for that. Developers have a way  of passing those zones  on whether people. We are really  looking at  people of Volusia County paying  for this in many ways. I want to  be careful.  When you hamstring businesses, that's a hindrance  to developers not  developers but businesses. They have to pay impact fees. The  second thing, not only are citizens be paying fees, it is really not  going to be a tremendous amount  of revenue to start paving hundreds  of miles of roads, it's not a drastic  increase of revenue. Those  have to be communicated. Just social  media in different places they had  the impression we would have all  these road problems be solved. That's not  the situation. This time, we need  to be very careful. We need to be  deliberate. We need to get the information out there. The more  feedback we get from citizens, the  better we will able to  make decisions.  

Mr. Patterson. I am with you. 

     Think if we took off [ indiscernible ] that would be totally different. Six or 7  inches of print in the newspaper it would take several  pages to go through all of this.  I think going out into the community and addressing this we  still have the issue of affordable  housing. I have run into people  all the time we need to  stop construction. Everything from  that to complete moratorium. We want to see  an economy. Look at the  building industry. It adds a lot  to a different type of economic  development . it adds a lot to  the community. They are buying lumber. They are buying concrete. All these things go into it. We have to  make sure I was up in West Virginia, a couple of  years ago. I  went to church with a friend. Everybody there was older than me. Everybody left.  All of the trades people left because they had to go someplace for work.  I do not want to kill and  important industry here. 

     We have to take care of the road  situation. Here that constantly. There is a misconception that impact fees  will pay for the road program. They  will not. Back in 1985 when I came on the Council,  impact fees were of big issue. I  got to be friends with people in  Seminole County. That had this  local option sales tax. It  was unbelievable what they were  doing. They were kicking butts as  far as economic development. It  was because of one guy that  convinced the commission they needed  to put this thing forward. Patterson is here pushing the sales  tax for I  want to look at all of the opportunities  that we have and everything we can possibly do to help us with the  road program. It is very important.  We need to find all of the alternatives. There and morn to public transportation  or mobility fees. We need to look  at all of the avenues. We need to let them know what we  have in these reports. We need away  all of the evidence. We need to  come up with solid solutions.  

Miss Wheeler. 

I am kind of going along with  everybody else. This study, it is  so important. Will agree  I think, this needed to be done  a long time ago. However, we do know, this is not  going to bring in the money for  the same reason. There are things  that I am still not sure of the  answers. The current imbalance between the  adoptive fees and developers credits. The house is it being  built four hundred and  50,000 are they going to get the  same fee  for 1,000,000 1/2 dollars? Does a residential and apartment house or low income  housing or whatever? Will they pay the same amount as one at the high end, when it is already  a hard thing to sell? There are  so many questions that need to be  addressed? I do not have all the  answers. Think going out in the public and hearing from them and adding  this into it. Needs to be addressed,  there is no doubt. I think  I want all the information. This  is a big decision. It will come down to the fact that, maybe  we cannot do this all at one time.  We have to split it up into increments. I do not know. I need more information.  I'm. Pleased with what I have in  front of me. I signed --- I feel more informed.  I want assistance. I want more than  what I am hearing  to add to the equation.  

 Thing most of us were  at the roundtable. I think four others were at the  last roundtable. I know Yarborough had mentioned the impacting study. There  were questions  when the country was going to be  moving forward on really I guess,  the discussion about it. I think  the bottom line was  when were we going to be moving  forward. I  took that as concerns as to being efficient . Don't kick the can down  the road. This has been  in discussion  for a long long time. This  was requested in 2015. We did the  study in 2016. We have been talking  about this issue for a long time.  I am not exactly clear what  I keep hearing, is that this  is not a fix. This is not a total six. That is  the impression that I am getting.  What  I keep hearing, is that we need  to educate the public more on either  the importance or not importance  of putting an impact fee forward. As a policy leader,  I am not quite sure why we are in that  boat.  I am looking at it as let's  get the information, and that is our job to make  those decisions.  If that is the correct decision, then we need to educate the public  on why that is the best decision and why  that's the decision we are making.  I am not sure why we are extending  the conversation. At this point, unless I get additional feedback  or information, I am not sure continuing to talk  about this is going  to help with a fix. 

Ms. Cusack  

Thank you Mr. chair.  

I believe that when we  make a decision, it is something  that we as council members, as  well as citizens, have to  live with. I think it is important  the we move forward , but I think it's important that  we have collaboration with citizens of Volusia County.  This is something that,  they too must buy into. We would not be good stewards if we did not have  that. We need to move forward as expeditiously as possible. I  think we need to have our partners  to understand what the impact fee study has brought to us . Where do we go from here? I think that we will get there, if we do not have to  get it done by the end of my firm  which is December 2018. We do not have  to do that. If we were ready  to do that, I'm ready to make that  decision. I do not want to make  that decision without having the  input and some expressions  if you will, from the citizen  ---  citizens of this county. I think we  need to have the citizens have input. I think all our citizens and everybody needs to get involved  and informed into what the study  has indicated. If they have recommendations,  I'm willing to listen to the  recommendations also. I think we have to move forward.  Think we have to take the time it  takes to be in the position to move  forward in a collaborative way. Thank you, Mr. chair.  

The reason that we are not kicking the can down the road, we just saw this. Today, the public is getting to  see since one week ago Friday, it has been a while. Does them  a chance. It gives fairness to some  of the social media they stated that, if triple the impact fees  are not to solve your problems.  It clearly shows the revenue that  would be generated from a one-year  snapshot. Exactly what that will  do so the people would clearly understand. We are trying to do the  right thing to take care of the  issues. This is not the  total answer. I think that is important for them  to understand. If they have ideas , we will do  it all at once. As Dr. Lori mentioned, who all is  affected blurry --- ? It is the same price impact fees. As  was quoted in the editorial this  morning, we should charge more four  a larger square foot home, the difference  in that is so and detectable it would not make  a difference. Certain things that we are constrained  on by the law. That is why Seminole County is so successful. We would be successful in eliminating  the infrastructure with the half  cent sales tax.  In conjunction with the impact fees.  We are going to have to adjust to impact fees. I want the public  and the people that are  partners with us, they can have  a say so in this. If it takes one  month, six weeks , get it back or two months whatever time it takes to give people the opportunity. We have heard on the last episode where you did not know about it. Here  it is people. We want you to weigh in on a. We  want your opinion. We want your  thoughts on it. We are asking for  your help. I  mentioned to George this morning, we will open it up right there.  I want them to be able to click  on that right there to gain information.  I then want our people to go and  no  everybody to know where it is. The  information is available to the  people for I want people to  see this. It is a difficult  thing we are going to have to make. I had rough numbers done from it. 75 two 80% of us never paid an impact  fee in the past. It is something that  people buying a house that were 20 years older 100  years old or whatever it is. Those  numbers or that person may not be  that scientific. That  is the reality of it. We have the information now, to  make a decision. I would think we  would be wise to get the public  and get their input. I  could tell you what I think right  now. I could tell you the way I want  to go right now. I'm prepared to  do that, but I don't think that's  fair to everybody else. Miss Wheeler.  

I want to reemphasize, councilmember post, I here it differently than you. We need to get  this out there, not to sell it,  but we want to get it out there so  we can discuss it. We need the input.  We need the feedback. What are we  missing? I  do not think we should delay it. I  would like to see these meetings  set up, as soon as possible. We  need to start the process now. We  need the input from our citizens and the builders Association. 

     We need the feedback from VCARD.  It is really important   for this big decision, to have all  of the feedback. I think that is  where I was looking at it a  little bit differently from you. It is not going out there to sell  our idea. Is going out there to get information  from them.  

This post.  >> Do we have ,  I understand I  know that we have been getting lots  of feedback. I know everybody has  been getting lots of feedback from  many different directions. Maybe not specifically on the  sexual study since this study only  came out a couple weeks ago. 

     Do we have a timeframe that we can  come up with? I guess that is my  final question.  

I might be able to help. We  can take our existing  Gordon minces --- ordinances  . The reality is, the ordinance  will not take effect until 90 days after you actually adopt. That is a requirement of state  law. We can back that timeline up,  if Mr. Irvin is able to get out  into the public within the month  of October. We could possibly  make that meeting in November  or the first meeting in December  for you all to consider, and to  accept those fees. We could possibly  make the second meeting in December,  for the adoption of those fees. 

     >> I thought it was still my turn.  

I was answering her question.  

That is a timeline, that has  been put I think this is  what we were looking at. You would  be getting out to create four  different meetings? We are prepared right  now to contact Daytona  Beach, new Smyrna Beach and to basically request that we hold  meetings at their chambers. We could provide information and  do a PowerPoint. We could allow people  to make comments. We could pull  that altogether and provide you  with a summary. You would have all of the comments.  In addition, you would have comments  by VBIA and VCARD  .  You ---  we could have a link to  allow four ---   for commenting. We  have a great deal of information. We should be able to get that done  I would say, in time for possibly  the first meeting in December. We  would provide you the  ordinance itself in place and background information.  

Mr. Patterson.  >> I think the information has been going out so far. A lot of people have made assumptions based on what they heard whether  it was rumors or what they think  I should be without getting all  the facts. This is what we need  to be doing is getting information  out. 

     Think a lot  of the groups like homebuilders, the realtors associations,  and VCARD, and all these of the group  can help us  in getting all the  information out. They are not part  of the problem. They can also be  part of the solution. I think that  would be important.  

Do we  have any did we have any feedback  from the impact fees meeting that VCARD  in new Smyrna? I know it was not on  the study. We must have gotten  some feedback.  

I have not heard anything . She has not forwarded anything  to me. I cannot speak to that. The VCARD  sponsored event. I have not received any information resulting from that presentation. 

Mr. chair, I was at  that meeting. There was a lot of  good information. It was valuable. There was not anything  really brought forward. It put out a  lot of great information. Ms. Seaman  was there. It got to the legal facts  of it.  You cannot quadruple the impact  fees. The fact is,  you have to come back on the  impact fees there was a lot of good information  there. There were a lot of people as far as the suggestion, there  really I cannot remember anything  coming out of that.  

Five or six of us saying,  let's proceed with the staff  has mentioned to having a public  meeting  and bringing it back in a timeline  if we can follow the timeline outlined  by Ms. Seaman.  We can do that. That would be a  good direction, I think.  

Yes sir.  I was going to say, at the next  meeting, here,  if we have not even started some  public meetings, I will report back at the next October meeting,  where we are with the website. We should be up  and running. We could change it to some of the  stuff you suggested. We will have the four meetings scheduled  by then. Like to say, I'm sure other groups will want  us to talk and present. We will  distribute the stuff up to the agencies . I can report that back. That will  harness in on where we are. We will collated. We will have  another presentation.  

We received a  white paper as such in the male  this morning. That will be one of  the things from the public for us  to evaluate . We are not voting  on this. Three people who wish to  speak on this. I will allow you  to speak with the understanding  that we are not voting on what the  impact fees are. 

     John Nicholson, are you okay to speak on this? ? I had you down to speak. It is  time.  I'm sorry. [ indiscernible ] 

You have three minutes to speak  on this issue.  

Thanks.  

I have three issues . We did talk impact fees, but not mobility fees. We have cells talks who does what, when, where,  and how. Impact fees go down then why pass the penny  sales tax? Two, if  we do the impact fee, which is not easily  understood, because anywhere between 

     $507,000, why is one neighbor doing $500 on the  other neighbor doing $5000.  There are two up there for $5000? I would have to understand  the reason. What affects what? That is something we need to know.  If we do this,  and we are about in that cycle of  people saying we are slowing down.  There will be a collection of the  market if we do this in --- incorrectly, the last correction  we did was  2008, it turned out to be a whopper.  Things went to a screeching halt.  17 project stopped in Daytona Beach. We have had one  project built. We do not want that  to happen again. We need to be mindful  that businesspeople need to do what they have to do. Some of us  rely on that for jobs. Secondly, it is difficult and  time-consuming to get these projects  through. A friend of mine,  did the ocean walk it took  15 years. The money market and lending  is extremely difficult for hotels. We will relying hotels for tourists.  Money markets are not great for  us. Third, lastly, I understand why. Let's understand why you letting them go free for 15 years? That's a long  time. This comes up and you are  paying too much. We want to lower  it in two areas. We are not  really communicating. He's getting  a free. They are overpaying. If we pass the  have sent sales tax, we will need  to lower it more. We do not understand and we are not on the same page.  Thank you.  

Thank you. I have a card  for you. Rob. 

     He had dental work done he wants  me to speak four him.  

1435 West Coronado.  We are not really having issues with what has been  presented today. We are reviewing  it. For everybody that has  a VCARD. I have a client concerned  about  not having a rate available  to him for his [ indiscernible ] they have an  age restricted community. They generate  less traffic than typically you get with  a single-family. It is documented  in the literature. Their use is  not shown in the table. What they would like to  do is have that considered in the  future. I did provide a paper. If you do not have it,  I have a copy here. I need to that  out. 

Some of us have been in meetings  today, Rob. We do appreciate you making the  effort. That is something that the  staff can evaluate. It  is important that all members of  the public and everybody needs to weigh in  on this. It's the very important  issue. We  don't want to stifle any  positive job creation that we have, jobs create wealth .  We shall evaluate  that.  

Rob, I will  let you speak anytime you want.  

Appreciate it.  

Mr. chair. Did you want to speak? Do you want to argue?  

This is where we  need public input. I  have not read the paper yet. The  reference you are making with all  due respect, I think everybody here is 55 and older. 

I think 

     the community itself, advertises  itself as an active lifestyle.  How many trips you can get to Daytona  Beach on the golf course, on the international Speedway and  the art museum and the air station, you are  going to have a tough time making  that case with the Council members.  

Let's move on  from that. We will look at that  information. I one more person.  Go ahead.  

I drive 40 miles  a day back and forth between  Daytona Beach. In 11 days I will be 70  years old. I am working because I want to work.  

They are  creating trips. All I said was, we will receive  it, and look at it. Did not want you to  take that as a given. I appreciate  your attention. 

1208 North Halifax,  Daytona Beach. Let's talk about  not increasing property taxes four residents of 15  years.  

That feeling you had just now  when I said that, that is how the  tax paying residents felt that they found out that  impact fees have been raised. You  probably do not care what we think . I am not  worried about what you think about  me. However,  you have left many millions of dollars  on the table. We have missed out  on over those 15 years. Probably  thousands of homes are already in  the pipeline. There are thousands  in the Daytona area I believe.  North of LPGA will be exempt of the increase. You are thinking of what  is best in terms of developers but  you do not think of  what is best in terms of the residence. You mentioned residence at the  end. Before that, it was never about  the residence. As Danny said earlier  we will be as transparent as we possibly can.  What is wrong with complete transparency? Mr. Lowery said he is in no rush.  We are losing millions of dollars. Whether it discredits , or whether it is cash, over the  15 years nobody is making a move. The total  answer, the answer is not 

     we continue to waste time, and do  nothing, continue to do nothing  and waste time and go along  to get along. We  have not had any information in  15 years. We have plenty of time to wait.  We can get more information over  the next few months. Meanwhile,  land-use attorney  I will not call the many names.  After you do decide to increase  the fees and the delay of 90 days,  it is time you started to think  about the effect of this on residence. If you think anybody is  going to get that sales tax move  without a serious increase in impact  fees, I think you  will be sadly mistaken. There is  no way of you don't get more money from developers,  they paid a lot of money for a lot  of years, you're going to have to  raise the impact fees if you want  anybody to consider voting for cells  tax-free.  

Thank you. If you saw the money being raised  if we increase them we would make  no money. We would make enough money to do a half  of a mile. I'm going to ask for some additional  numbers for staff on how much money  they think we lost on impact fees. The houses that we  built were not that much. If people  do not want the sales  tax they should be quiet. We  can live with exactly the traffic we have because impact fees if  we adopt the members that we were  given today, will not cover anything 

     to take care of the congestion that  we have. If you are willing to live  with that, that is what we are going to have  to live with. I hope people understand,  we are trying to find a way when  you have 60% of the money that would be  paid for the people who do not live  here on the tax, that would generate 40 something million dollars a  year, we can take care of a lot  of infrastructure issues.  The impact fees  will be adjusted, I can guarantee  that. I cannot tell you what they  will be. The Council is dedicated. That is why  we asked for the study to be expedited. That is so we could take  the information . Everything is in 100% transparency. Everything  we have will be published . It will be available to any resident. 

Would it be possible  to have staff and  look into that question they  have now, while we are  doing these public meetings so we  have that answer?  

What?  What?  

That's  a part of a study they will be giving.  We will evaluate that.  

We will bring the information  back. That is what I  was asking.  

Yes. Staff will take the information, and bring it back to us.  

Thank you 

Anything else? We have  heard the report.  I guess we did not accept it, but  we heard it. We received it. We  are aware of it.  >> We  will bring back the report to the  County Counsel.  Final decision in December hopefully. 

Hopefully I  had hopefully.  

At this point, yeah. There counsel did not set a date.  

You said what was possible.  

Take the date off of that. The public input will be what it  is without a date.  

Bring it back after the four  community meetings are held. Is  that a better direction?  

 Let me go ahead and lay out the plan. That will  show you a better idea.  

Yes. Okay. Item 13. Executive search  consulting services. Thank you Clay, and  everybody else involved. 

     You have way too  much information.  

I am coming prepared. Director of purchasing and contracts.  

Just a minute.  Is everybody ready? This item relates  to the executive search request  four  qualifications we put out that closed  on September 5. We received  three responses.  Management consultants in spring  stead waters.  We are seeking direction of how  you would like to proceed the  executive search firm. Counsel who wants to be first? Miscue Zach wants to  be first. Thank you Mr. chair .  

I will be brief. I would like  to make that in the form of a motion.  

Do we want to have a vote on  have a presentation? You made a motion ? I'm sorry. Motion made by miscue Zach ---  

Bring those  two back in four a presentation. A motion made and second question? You want to  proceed with voting on  one, two and three? Pardon? I have not  passed emotion I was waiting for  the discussion. No discussion? Any  objections to the motion? The motion passes and we will now  pass out the papers. I was going to say, I heard  the motion. I did not here  the vote that goes to the two people. I  want to make sure we were following  procedure. We would not want to  mess this up. The way I had planned to do that George was, she had  made a motion to do that.  The motion was going to say we bring  these two back. Now we  have to vote twice. One, two , and three. You  should have made that motion first,  Mr. Patterson. He was going to pick  one. I will make a comment.  The cost was the same across the board for  all three.  I did not see any real significant difference in they also math just --- matched the cost of the recent search that was conducted  in the city. 

We will just take  that one. Which one shall we vote four?  

I will wait for you. I will read the  votes now. Kelly Basinger and Associates one spring  stead three two Zach Colin Basinger one Flavin three spring stead waters two. Mr. Patterson Basinger and Associates one Slaven  to spread miss Wheeler  Basinger one management two  spring stead three Colin  Basinger three,  Slaven one spring stead two missed  post Basinger three  Slaven one spring stead two Dr. Lowry: Basinger one  Slaven three spring stead  waters two the number one would be: Basinger  and Associates 11 and Slaven management  two. There they got four votes. 

Counsel? 

     >> The motion was we were going to  do it was subject  to change. That is what we said we could do.  I could entertain a motion of counsel  wanted to go with the number one. Motion made by Dr. Lowry to go with the  number one choice. Discussion. That is who?  >> I am  not opposed to that. It is important. I think we ought to have the caveat to here ---  hear from  two of the providers. Are we going in the  right direction? 

     We can here from both choices. We  have flexibility that we have the  best couple providers  that were available to us. We can consider that?  

Discussion? I don't think this is  an area we need to be hasty on. We can have the two come in  and see who is the best fit. This is an important decision. 

The most important decision is who we pick  as a manager. We would have to have two or  three if the first one did not work  out.  They quoted their scope of work. The motion is there. Any  other discussion? The motion was made to go with the number one firm. Name it.  

Colin Basinger  and Associates.  >> Mr. chair, I withdraw my second.  

Motion  is called by the  entire body you cannot withdraw the motion.  

She said she did, but she cannot. You cannot withdraw. Let's do a roll call vote this  is to retain the choice that came  out number one what was the vote total? 11. 14 four Slaven and 17 for spring stead.  

Hundred 14 not win? What was the  lowest number?  

Sorry about that. Call the vote to select Colin Baenziger   Dr. Lowry yes  Patterson yes post no Wheeler Mr. Kelly I  am going to go I will go no. We will bring back those two  if we need if we want to make  a motion to bring back the two that  are listed  there, we need a motion for that  I believe. Dr.  Lowry made a motion seconded by  Ms. post to bring back the first , second, candidate for interviews , presentation . Five-minute presentations. I am being nice. You are trying to make the most  of your next five meetings, aren't  you Joyce?  That motion is made and seconded.  We have passed. We will bring those  back in time to be determined, based  upon their availability. Which two? Slaven  management consultants and Colin  Baenziger . 

Mr. chair. That was the motion that passed  prior to passing out the sheets. That does not need to be re-addressed.  The second motion would have modified  that. Your motion to go with the top  two stands.  

That is what I thought.  Okay, thank you.  

Thank you. Mr. chair. I found out in the newspapers,  Senator Hugo passed away this morning.  I would like to ask for moment of  silence.  >> Thank you. 

Thank you. For those of  you who may not have heard, Senator former Senator  Dorothy Hugo passed away earlier  today. We just had a moment of silence  for her. Now, we will move on to  item number 14. Pardon? Miscue Zach you were spot on. Before we do  this, can we take five minutes?  We will be back here at 2:45 PM.

     It is 2:45 PM. We will go ahead  and reconvene. Item number 14 

     I do not have everybody here. I tried to  get this done earlier Josh.  I better make sure it is after 2:30  PM. Thank you, Mr. chair. You  have a memo from the legal department. It is offered by myself and Rodriguez who handles Gordon  that's code  enforcement. He has been coordinating this with  the Sheriff's office. The  memo outlines that you had the authority  to identify which provisions  in your code of ordinances  will be enforced, and  in which manner you have the board  and civil citation process and  you can go to the County Court.  The memo indicates currently County  courts identify anything 

     as a criminal violation and  state law says they are prosecuted as misdemeanors even though they  are not identified as misdemeanors  by state law. They are  given a criminal case number. What the chair brought up several  weeks ago in the workshop was the  desire to reconsider that process being prosecuted  as a misdemeanor. Look at a civil citation system.  We have outlined what the options  are in the agenda package . It's a schedule provided to the  court that shows ordinances ,  and what the fines are. It gives  you a good review  so you can analyze which ones  you cite --- might  think  . Early  this morning, it is on the high-rise part of  the days. There is a  hand marked up copy  of the schedule, it indicates the correlating state  law misdemeanor charge , that goes with some of the County  ordinance violations. Behind that are the County code provisions, and  ordinances adopted those County ordinances violations that  correlate with  the misdemeanor charges in state  law. It  is open for Council discussion based  on their direction. We will come  back with subsequent  meetings outlining how the  code could be changed, and the code adoption at a future meeting  based on your direction today.  >> Mr. Wagner made  the effort to be here. He has been  helpful to me in providing certain  amounts of information. He realizes  what I felt was to simplify this no matter whether 

     the legal department folic it was  one thing. The courts interpret  it as something else or could interpreted  as something else. I felt we needed  to clear that up if we can. I'm not a lawyer. I  understand of plaintiff  and defendant they do not always  agree. Josh,  do you want to share your thoughts  with us.  Thank you.  

I want to warn Mr. Wagner he  goes too long it  will appear in the upper right-hand  corner.  

Wait wait wait wait wait wait a minute. Did we checked his  ID?  

It is all that  55 years or older stuff.  

I'm 41 years old.  

Thank you. Them Josh Wagner 4321  S. Atlantic. I like using numbers . Thank you for  having me. I appreciate it.  

This is an  important issue. It may not seem  like it for some. What you have  to consider for this, it's important  to you are providing a beach safety issue. Were giving them another option when it comes  to any illegal activity. You are  not making us a civil infraction. You are saying, this  is the path we are giving the officer  to make the decision. Of to look  at it differently. Marijuana. We  sold it as civil. The  clerk has to treated as criminal  based on how it is done. There are  is confusion. It is not just the  plaintiff and defendant it is the  judge. When you look at marijuana  which also has a state noncall which is unique and some ways frisbees which I  have read, there is no state statute. You can look at it in  different ways. The officer says  okay, here is a young kid, for these reasons I will go this  civil route. Right now, it is a  duplication because you have a misdemeanor. For frisbees, there is no state statute. You  are defining a new law violation.  To say it is illegal to impede traffic. There are two different ways to  look at it. The simplest way to  think about it, if you want to make  a change, you look  at a particular issue let frisbees  or there is one if you have the  wrong size numbers on your house,  that is actually criminal. There  are some that are old. They have  been there a long time. Some of  them probably deserve to  stay criminal. Are a  lot of them that do not. It is a tedious path to go through  and figured out. There are some  low hanging fruit. You can grab a couple. I'm not  here to tell you what you should  or should not do. My role is to  clear up confusion. It  is causing some issues  40 lawyers that are dealing in  and it. I know as a judge  it can be. I  know the clerk is having an issue  with it. That was something  took away from  it years ago. I plagiarized her.  I have tried to simplify it. As it comes to this issue I appreciate  it. I know we have talked about  it four years ago. I know your views I appreciate  it.  

Thanks, everybody.  

 Mr. Post. I wanted to explain this. I know a lot of us  have had many conversations with  many people. When  an officer comes across somebody  who is in  violation of the County ordinance  if it is not if they come across somebody who  is in violation of the County ordinance,  they write God on a form which is  a notice to appear form. A notice  to appear form is typically 

     in U of an arrest. It's an  arrest form except your giving that to them and say  instead of arresting you I am giving  you a notice to appear to show up  to court later. I'm not taking you  to jail. County ordinances 

     are still on the notice to appear  form. Your right  instead of here is your court date, you write  it's a County ordinance and here  is your fine.  They are responsible for paying  the fine. It is on that form. I have written  many of these. No  matter what, if it is a County ordinance, the officer has discussion either  way, to either  if it's a criminal if it is something criminal, and I'm looking at the listings,  there are 11  County ordinances that we have that  are also crimes. On those 11 things, that I have highlighted , for those  11 things, no matter what  we decide, yes, 

     there is a state statute that says  it's a crime. An officer has  the discretion. I've an option to make  the arrest . That  is something I could make you go to jail four. I could give  you a notice to appear. You can  come to court. According to the County ordinance  I could write you are in violation  of the County ordinance. You must  pay a fine. Those  11 things are still crimes in the state of Florida. That discretion is still  there and up to the officers. When we are looking at trying to make them civil, 

     do you know how many there are?  

No.  >> Out of these five pages of the  County ordinance listing, a number of them are civil. I know  that is been some of the discussion  is to make many of these things  civil. 

The cabdriver . These little  incidents is  do not end up in criminal court  for whatever reason. I think that has been the issue I know from discussion it sounds sort of silly. We're looking at getting  those out of the criminal court  sector. If we were to  look at these, and make the decisions  on though ones that are not listed  as civil, like the Frisbee throwing, if we  were to make them civil, that would  no longer make it to where it would  be showing up in the criminal court a notice to  appear would not be completed by  the officer.  Because of it is a civil infraction, you would be filling out civil  infraction.  

It is  like a ticket.  

That is why we are here. That is why at that we were here.  You said you want us to come back later.  

I did not know if you were prepared  to do that today.  

What I have said to council members,  in your absence, this is a bit  of a change excuse me if you will, 

     we have tried to deal with the issue  in the past is the basic decision  that confronts you today is whether  you want to is a charter County to avail yourself of the option  that cities have to designate some  of these some  or all, of these code offenses which would go to County  Court I'm sitting aside  code enforcement's if those that  would typically go to County Court and to say, some of those would be you might  say those that are not also violations  of state law or you could include  some of those  do we want to issue a civil citation  to which there would be a fine ? Mr.  Wagner advocated inclusion of  marijuana among that group . Councilmember post is observing there are  11. Frankly, I had not counted them. 

     Those are going to remain crimes,  and to be charges crimes the matter  what.  I do want to take the opportunity  to say, we have talked to the  Sheriff about this. I think his viewpoint thus far, is that yes, I  am in favor of doing that for some but not all.  I have not asked him  to express his opinion and on which  one would be included. We have not gone through them in detail. I think that is a  fair summary of his comments. What he would say about all  of them, I would not represent.  

Mia finished --- may I finish? I am trying to  explain.  

I brought this forward for this  reason. I am trying to discuss  this Mr. chair.  I am trying to ensure the public  understands what it is. There have been many discussions  about it. I have talked with a number of  people have gotten many different  opinions about it. I have gotten  many definitions of what  exactly is happening for I want  to know we all know where it stands. I would like to  make a proposal as well. 

Think we have  direction from what you and I think at that we were  going to go able to go  through these I was hoping we could outline these and proceed  that way. Ms. Wheeler  said they do not  want to go through that today. You said that?  

Did you  say that?  >> We could go through it today. Week --- 

     those things are ridiculous being  a crime.  >> Now I have to figure out where  I was. Now I have to start all over  again.  

Start where you were.  We are trying to move forward. At least three are not prepared  to identify the. How did we arrive  at getting to the things you and  I need to think need  to be decriminalized.  

I don't think anything should  be decriminalized. That is what I'm  trying to state. I don't think anything  should be decriminalized.  

You think they should all be  criminal offenses.  

I think things that are Florida  State Cratchit  ---  statutes 

     >> I could've explained this 10 minutes  ago if you would have let me. 

     Let me see if I can help Ms. post.  The 11 items that have a corresponding misdemeanor charge,  it is her preference that those  remain as 

     a process due to criminal post in  Volusia County as an ordinance  violation.  

Local jurisdiction it is my understanding the  local jurisdiction and and certainly  local government can make things  more astringent. That is one of  the rights that we have with  our ordinances. To make things  more stringent in  state statutes and not necessarily  to go backwards. To make things  that are state statutes not  no longer a crime. What I  am suggesting, is on the  11 things that are misdemeanors, and the state of Florida, I did not see a way that we can  make those civil infractions, because  they are in fact crimes in the state  of Florida. There are a number of  other items, that  are not crimes in the state of Florida  that we can do whatever  we want to with them, because that's  our local jurisdiction. Okay .  

She has expressed her possessions of less than 20 g of  marijuana.  They should still be criminal . Is that what you are saying?  

I am saying that these things  that are a crime in the state  are crimes.  I do not see how we can lesson them and decriminalized them in local  court.  

Okay  

I do not see how that is possible. 

Dr. Larry and Mr. Patterson .  

Since I am not an attorney is  a possible that our legal department could along with  the Sheriff make recommendations  of what they would like to see civil and what they  would? Criminal? If nothing else,  could we get a recommendation so  they could give them guidance. You guys travel in circles that we do not  with judges and attorneys. Otherwise, in a way, I am shooting in the dark unless I have for instance, Jamie  and Dan in  the legal department these are things  that would make sense to be civil  versus criminal. I think the Sheriff it would be a good idea  for him to have his input.  He does not need to make a presentation. Maybe I'm going in  the wrong direction. I would like  feedback from people that have wisdom  here and experience. 

I think he indicated we do need to get the Sheriff's  input. He has been provided with  the memo. He has the same documents . We have  not had the opportunity to review  this, we recommend that you hear from  the law enforcement community.  

Absolutely. I don't know if it  would be appropriate for our legal  department to in some areas where  they can make recommendation. The  more information we can gather the  more comfortable I would feel.  

Let me ask one question. If we go  to the second page on beach code,  the items that are there starting  with obstruction of public access. As we go down through the  last one. That  is on the page two  or five.  Obstruction on public access is  a $100 fine is that it criminal  or civil penalty? 

It is an ordinance violation. By Florida law, this gets into a topic that people  will debate is not criminal. If  you are guilty of a County ordinance  violation you are not guilty of  a crime. The Florida statutes say  the ordinance violations 

     the prosecutor prosecutes it 

     as if it were a crime for goes into  a criminal division but if you are  guilty of it, you are guilty of  an ordinance violation, not a crime.  At least the way we do it here in  Volusia. It is prosecuted in the third category. If you are charged with that, and  you go to court, the court rules  it is in the court record. Correct?  

I'm not a lawyer. 

Mr. chair, this is  what I was trying to explain . I was trying to  explain this in layman terms as to what the deal is when you  are making these.  

That's not important right now.  This is what is important. 

That is what you are asking.  

These items . Does not matter. If it is an ordinance  violation and it is in the court  system, whether it is criminal or  civil,  

I think she was trying  to get this. We have people  on staff.  >> 

     What the attorneys tell us that  I've had this discussion with attorney.  They give me their opinion. Of had  discussions with judges who have  given me their opinions.  

It is  not a question easily answered.  The correct legal answer is that, if you pick out one  of these obstruction of public access, and you are charged with that, and you are found guilty, you  would be guilty of an ordinance  violation. You would have  gone through a process which is  comparable to a criminal prosecution  but you would be guilty of  an ordinance violation,  not a misdemeanor under Florida  law.  

That would go on your  record as a criminal offense.  

It would be on your  record as an ordinance violation.  But not criminal.  >> Lawyers and judges are telling me  different.  

 This has been in discussion.  

When I started  practicing law, before Mr. Wagner  was born, he is not my only source.  >> Mr. Wagner is the ages of my two  oldest children.  

 I started practicing law before  the 10 Commandments.  >> CAD ordinance violations were treated  as misdemeanors. The same conduct within the city was  an ordinance violation. In 1979, they were  equivalent so that if  they had the same penalties available  as if it were second  degree misdemeanor. If you  are convicted of an ordinance violation  it is the staff. This  is against the state. That is  the test. I have had this  discussion with the judge and in Mr. Wagner presents.  It comes in here on a notice to  appear. If somebody does contested , the assistant county attorney,  currently not go  if he prosecutes the case, we routinely now, I think  almost without exception ever, I don't need to qualify,  we have declined and indicated  a waiver of intent to seek jail time. Otherwise we have to contract with the public defender's office if jail is on the table, then you have to  provide a defense lawyer, and if the person is still is  found guilty, say  of a noise violation because  that has been a recent topic, they are guilty of an ordinance violation, not a crime. Noise is not a state law violation. Council member post is saying  as far as she is concerned, and  I think the Council is right to  let the sure of have input, she is saying, I am  okay with that with having a  civil citation, but not for conduct which is also a crime under  state law.  Formal  ---  former councilmember Wagner says it is a crime under  state law. If you go through that  process even though it is in judge Foxman's court or whatever judge  is assigned, you are not guilty  of a crime. You are guilty  of an ordinance violation.  

Until  we can get a court to tell us that, 

     we can review this statute  but if it comes before me, it follows the criminal procedure. I think  she would agree, I  cannot speak for her, the  statute says it is not a crime. She views it  as being comparable to a crime.  I guess this is  why nobody has brought this up it  is too complicated. We have to go back  to generalities. What is shown is  civil in that seat is shown as being civil under state statute. We are a charter County  there are other ways to get there 

     we might've gotten their different  way. 

     We can exercise the same power as  to municipalities to say some  of those which to be designated  by the Council, should be treated as civil  in nature and civil infraction as state law provides for others.  On that level, there may be a anonymity.  When you get to the specifics,  there may not be. Council member post has indicated one position. The majority of  you may agree. I do not know yet. 

     Yes, I agree. Here is where I would draw  the line. I think that is a  fair summary of the position.  

Thank you. You think this was a discussion? They should have been here back  in the day. Grams  or ounces? Anyway. 

     This is a worthy discussion. Could  we bring it back? I would like to have the  Sheriff's input. I think we need to have Sheriff's  input and get more input and bring  us back at this time we are all over the  place. I think we need to hear from  the top we need to  here it from the top if we could  have the sure of command and had  the discussion publicly instead  of what [  indiscernible ] okay. Anything that does not sound criminal  should not be criminal. Such as  open containers, fishing, glass  containers, canvassing 

     and any of those that could be construed  to be a violation of an ordinance  that goes to trial and goes to court,  has been on somebody's record and  they have been guilty of an ordinance,  would if it is not designated civil,  it is criminal, right? 

I think the term in  the memo that I cited was in quotation marks in the case criminal in nature. Criminal in nature. 

We should make some concrete  decisions here today.  

Let's  go to page number two.  At least all of those are civil. We are talking about items number  14. Item 14. 

     Agenda item. You got  this one too, right?  

This  agenda item, it begins, I am  interested in all of them. I'm particularly  interested in that are related to  the beach code. There is so much of a problem  going on there.  It is formed me. If  we can go to beach code violation  20 --- 84. That is on the second page,  second line. It is a $100 fine.  Right now, it is an ordinance.  Can we make that a civil penalty? Currently, we do not know.  

You have that authority.  

Do you want to make that an obstruction  of public access?  

 We could bring that back to an ordinance. The same thing four  obstruction of vehicular access? Is  there anything in there that you  would not want to be? 20 --- 123. Breach of the peace  disorderly conduct. I want  I want I want that that because there is a comparable  misdemeanor under state law.  

I was going to address the  ones highlighted separately. Miss Cusack is working under the  ones that are on the agenda.  

 Who is the councilperson?  

What?  

Weight. ---  only  because there is a state misdemeanor  charge four illegally identified vessel.  We do require registration of jet skis for the beach. That  would be the only 

     I am adding that clarification. There is a comparable statute that  is a misdemeanor. There is  a provision in the beach codes,  swimming,  boating  and surf scene. 

All three of those should not  be crimes. The other two, those are yes.  

Pullout the one that you think  and the other two would not be part  of that. Leave  those as civil.  

Yes sir. Removal of 

     beach sand could be prosecuted as  of violence. That could be criminal  as well. Fireworks put them in jail.  

We can make those civil. That  is the councils preference. 

We can keep that civil. Would  you like to make that criminal?  All these make civil. Miss Denny's wants to make that no, she is shaking  her head at me.  >> I'm sorry I thought I saw you shaking  your head. I apologize.  I'm asking questions. That is no way for you to jump to illegal conclusion when I ask a question. It should not be criminal for  sure.  

It should not be criminal. I am  on the right page. I think it is  an exercise in futility. I would  like more information. Every time  I go to the beach, take sand home  with me. There are so many details. If we go line for  line, we are going to be here for  days.  

Why don't we address all of the  ones that are not okay, that is what we are doing.  

We have got consensus to bring  these back. If we bring these back  and they are not civil,  they can tell us.  

Let me see if I can clarify.  I have a lot of voices over here. He said he  will go along, right Pat?  Chapter 20, the beach code. 

We would like all  of them to be civil. The breach of the  peace,  the possession of cannabis, and these are  highlighted on this sheet I'm looking  at. Let's go to page number three. 

     All of those except unlawful acts could be criminal. Lighting standards four existing  developments. No those are ordinance  violations.  

Me I have two minutes  to explain that in layman's terms? I don't think  everybody quite understands. Certainly the  public does not understand.  

The public is not voting on this.  

Would you welcome a couple  of minutes? ?  May I have minutes to  explain this? Would you find my input valuable? I am law enforcement. This is my career. I have some valuable  input. I would like to explain it.  I think there is tremendous confusion  as to the criminal part.  

Not by me. Not  by me.  It is pretty straightforward. You do not want it processed through  the criminal division of the court. You are  going to tell me which ordinances  you do not want processed through  the criminal division of the County  Court.  

You pay  the fine and it goes away. That's  it.  

Does that help everybody?  Okay. 

     >> It is also left up to the officers  discretion.  >> It  is a state crime, but  just because it's a state crime,  it does not stop you from making  a civil citation. You cannot make marijuana a misdemeanor. Do not leave it  out the everything on the list,  everything, can be a civil crime. That's important.  Obviously Ray  Manchester is here. We can ask him. I want to get all of these  out-of-the-way. Then we can go back  to the highlighted ones. I'm glad  you are doing it. 

Mr.  Wagner has been over here saying, we do not know that,  but we do know that. 

     >> I am glad that Mr. Wagoner is  not billing me his hours.  

That I just  here from counsel that everything  on page number three you would like  not to be processed through the criminal court system. You would like it  processed as a civil infraction?  Is that a correct statement?  

Yes. It is no longer  County ordinance, it is a civil  infraction. Okay then let's go to  page 4.  

 I cannot  read you now. I am not even going  to try. Page number four. 

Dumping  in channels. Are we  better off to make the criminal? When you see people dumping oil,  used oil I would like for them to  go pay . I  am not that is item number 78  --- to. --- Two.  >> Once I drop the ordinance of ago  is a simple infraction unless you  want it to go as an ordinance. Leave that one as  an ordinance violation. Possession or consumption  of alcohol in Lake as be part. 

It is  going away.  For $50. They paid  $50.  

Does it have to  be a thing anymore? If we are changing it to civil?  Do we even need it? Any other Park should apply to that as well?  

You would be asking me to  repeal that. You would be asking us to  repeal that. 

Take that one out of the books.  Okay? Take that one out of  the books. If you have a  motor vehicle, you get a $250 fine. That is operation of motor vehicles in a park that is not on a road. 

     Essentially, yes. You  cannot drive pickups down the trail.  You cannot drive an ATV down the  middle of the park. Right now, you are telling  me which ones you want to take to  civil infractions.  

Let's make it civil. Let's make  it civil. Take  the lake asked be thing out. Theft or vandalism of recycling  containers or recycling materials. Especially when you have recyclable  materials. That should be the criminal  thing on that one. 106 

     one. Why do we have a County ordinance  for that? That has been in the solid waste ordinance in the 1990s when  we first started doing recycling. People were stealing from the recycling  bins. At that time there was a value  to the recycling items. Our contract  with the haulers they were making  money off of the recyclables and people were stealing from them. Do you want to  make that a civil? $350? Prohibited acts.  I am wide open on that one. We show it  is civil but if the sheriff comes back and he  wanted to be something else or the  beach or whoever happens to be,  if they want that for their benefit  and protection to change that, we  would be open to do that. We will look for his input. The constituents may complain. If they complain, rather than take somebody into court,  they will go about their merry way. When you  are called out to a noise violation, that is something that  constituents: a lot on. If you do  not have something  substantial that you can do, and you are responding, responding  all night to a noise  violation, if you do not have  anything to if there is no consequence, 

     it is a waste of the deputies time. On the noise ordinance, I  would suggest leaving that is a  County ordinance. You would have the  discretion to would  not just be a fine. If  we leave it there is no discretion .  

 I am saying either way it  will be a fine.  

If they do not pay the fine, then they end up  in criminal court. 

If they do pay the fine, we do  not get any of the money.  

I don't think it's a matter who  gets the money, we are looking at the different situations . We are trying to  figure out which should remain County ordinances.  

That is what we are doing. The noise violation . If I have  to go out again I will see you in  court.  >> That is hardly anything  at all. 

You do  you want to leave that in as an  ordinance violation? 5498 stays there. Loudspeakers and public  address systems. I think we are  talking about 498  and 499. Leave those two in.'s  everybody happy? Okay Mr. chair  you are asking about 10641. That  is the illegal dumping provision  of the code. It is a  series of prohibited acts related  to illegally dumping solid waste materials etc. 

     >> I think  those are ones we said should remain  as punishable by having to appear.  

 It was 549748. 

     What is the difference between those? That is what I'm going to  40 right now. When you saw 106 41 that is residential. And 106 165, it has to  do with illegally transporting solid  waste material. Illegally transporting them to  a dump they are not supposed to . 

We will says they are. I  will give you an explanation of  each one. I will provide you more  information.  >> The taxation and traffic in vehicles for lack of what is  explained I would say leave those.  I may be wrong. 

Abandoned vehicle is  an abandoned vehicle on this the  road. Advertising you must show the tax  collected on top. You cannot absorb  it in your rental values.  

 He was talking about the one below  that. Make that civil? 118 34, civil. One more page, we are almost finished. These are all  under traffic and vehicle. These  may be testy. 

     $15 fines.  

These are civil. That's the illegal telling. Leave  that. Everybody okay with leaving  that one? Equipment required prohibited. Equipment required. One 1895. Equipment four 

     towing vehicles that is equipment  they must have in order to  toll.  

Keep that one.  

That is related to [ indiscernible ] when 18  that is cannot  crew. 97 is they cannot Nalco  all of 118 leaves. Leave all  of 118. Utilities. Application for services. You are find  $200 if you do not do it? 

     You are illegally tapping into utilities. It is all about illegally tapping into utility systems. 

I  thought that would be one 2238. I  think all of the should remain County  ordinances. All the rest of them leave as ordinances. We finished it . I think we are getting brain-dead. Page 4.  

Page 4. Secondhand goods. What do we  do with these that are highlighted? 

That one I would definitely like  to comment on. I was part of that recovery unit.  539 and 538.  There is a reason that these are  in place. These statutes are in place specifically  four victims rights. These regards stolen property. They are crimes.  

I feel like we should leave these  as they are.  

We need to make sure we did not address this. We need to make sure .  

I  got it. Mr. Wagner,  referenced this to marijuana. We need the sheriff to weigh in  on this issue before you all make  a decision.  

Yes. I know what my preferences. I don't want anybody with  the possession of  19 g of marijuana to have that on their record for life or I want  that to go away.  

 We can do it. We can do it. 

Can you explain, can you talk  about your viewpoint in regards  to decriminalizing how a local jurisdiction  can not be  making something more stringent,  but decriminalize a crime? 

The legislature is just at that. They stop was crimes under  state law. You have the ability as we discussed earlier,  to provide four a County ordinance which  prescribes the same conduct and to provide that it would be punishable as  a civil citation. It's your prerogative  to do so, whether or not you choose. If the officer deputy, comes across  somebody it does not  keep it from being charged with  a crime, respectfully, you are  not the legislature. It remains  a crime under state law. You can  provide the option for the deputy or the beach officer, to write it as  a civil citation. The term decriminalize, is a misnomer as applied to the County Council,  because that is not within your  authority. You can provide  four enforcement mechanism.  We create actions which decriminalize  it.  

It remains a crime. That is what  I'm trying to say. What  the legislature has created , remains a crime.  And all 67 counties. We need to  talk. 

That is what I was trying to  explain earlier.  

What is illegal under federal  law, that's the issue with how  you deal with the medical marijuana. 

It is illegal under  federal law.  It remains a crime. It could be more than just  the marijuana. It remains  a crime and somebody could be given notice  to appear they could be taken into  custody. You could provide or the County ordinance  which you have already adopted, and which makes it a violation  of that ordinance is not a crime.  You could provide 48 enforcement  mechanism to  make a civil citation. That  is within your prerogative. Whether or not you choose to  do that, I do not know . The Council  proceeded you although we had talked  in terms of code violations, members of the  Council which preceded you, we probably  could've gotten to the same policy  decision they elected not to do  that. We are providing the different  mechanism for you to do that  whether or not you choose to  make it a civil citation punishable as a civil citation .  

Can you  bring us something back with wording  that would do that.  

It would be the same as what  we have just gone through for the  others. Can you tell us what  our options are in essence you  are saying you would prefer that  decision will take ultimately  the same activist with four votes. 

     We are going through in getting  these others. I want to say that  that's what I feel will present this on you  at a subsequent time. 

How can we come back and say  something that's a crime  only these 11 things something that's only crime in  the state of Florida, how can we  come back and say we do not think  that should be going on your record  as a crime. It is a crime. If you are in violation of it will  give you a site or fine,  or if we take you to  jail or give you a notice to appear,  it is still a crime. It is a crime. Three  wanted and four don't than it does  not change. We  want to not hold a person  who possesses 20 g or less in the officer chooses  to right a civil citation and they  paid the fine is not a criminal record that we have that right  but the state to do that.  Whether we choose to are not. It  will make that choice it says, it does not stop being in a crime  because the local government says. It would  not go through our court system  if we did it that way. If the officer issues a  civil citation it would not go through  the courts. You would pay the fine.  It would go through the court system  you pay it it would not go through  the criminal division. You would  pay divine we have  not said we have not discussed  this aspect. And some counties  it is treated as  a judgment for the amount of the fine if  it is not contested or not paid.  In other counties, the failure to  pay becomes becomes an ordinance violation  and it reverts to going to the criminal  division. I think we are brain-dead on the  rest of this. I may have  to call you back in for reinforcements we will  moved item 15. I would like  to nominate Andrew spell. The how ---  Housing Authority. We are working on a new response  plan and  several other 

     initiatives before the Council.  If we could have a little bit of  time to finish that up, and we are  not talking a lot of time because  you want to keep the pressure on,  that we just need probably to get  through this next month and maybe  two months to finish  it off and then we really  want to go to some meeting like  that with all the group on the same  page about what we want to do because  there are multiple partners and  that system and we feel it is important  to make sure that the city understands  what we are trying to do and the  person has a representative there  but then the other part of it again  is some of these things involved  is the hospital which I have  a meeting coming the week after  next with the Florida Hospital and  their head a person  that deals with the emergencies  and transport and  then Halifax. If we don't have a  thing from beginning to end it is  hard to be comprehensive. I will  say that we have done more in the  last few  weeks and Joe is in  the audience and asked him to take  over in  the interim as we work on the issue  and -- he is already done a great  job. Because we have been working  on it all along some  of the idea of having  some benchmarks and things, that  is all part of  what we also bring forth. But also  we have education components that  have to be  done and  we have a dispatch section that  I have to also work on and he  has  been supportive in preliminary talks about what  we want to do on that and because  that is all part of dispatch and  response and transport and  hospital care all part of it  is comprehensive. Other than that,  that is all I have.  

 Nothing, sir.  >> Thank you,  Mr. Chair. We had a  good day . And you have made some great decisions,  I think your today. I wanted to  talk about -- last  week we --  attended the the diversity and inclusion  meeting. It was a good  meeting and Councilman Patterson  and I  were there. I thought our presenter  did an excellent job and he talked  to us about inclusion and diversity  and how it starts with  enough. And we must be always mindful  of the decisions that we make that  will have an  impact on us as we deal with others. And  house woman Q sack and Councilman  Lowery at our table and we presented  the mayor with proclamation to honor  him  because that was going to be his  last league of cities dinner. So  we went up and joined the city to  join him and that was a lot of fun  and we are hosting the league of  cities next month at the ocean center  counsel. So we need to be there  and encourage our cities to be there  ensure that evening with them. I  think you have already touched on  that issue. Thank you for  that. Counsel, based on some conversation  on  we had and where  we are in the middle of a federal  lobbyist or lack of right now, I  would like you to consider to the  point that I will make a motion  to terminate immediately an exercise  of the 30 day clause of a federal  lobbyist contract  and the terms contained in  that contact section 3  dash 23 and the lobbying services  referenced  in that contract by and between  the sewage Square group in  the county -- Volusia County that  has been fully executed on  February  and I think  it is to call that contract  into termination and it would be the right thing  to do based on the situation now.  

Is there a second? Expect second.  

Motion made and seconded and  call the contract and call it for  lack of a better  word lobbyist. Any discussion? Any  objections to the motion? Let the  record note that Ms. Cusack  objected.  

Any other objections.  

 I think I object as well and I think  it is unfortunate at this point  that we have gotten to this point.  

Let the record also reflected  that Ms. post objects. Any others?  Motion  passes 5-2. 

Some quick things  and she has already touched on a  few things I will move on past those  but national  night out this evening and looking  forward to going over there and  spending time with officers and  other people involved and this Saturday  at 10:00, they have their angel  wings and we will have our scrub  J wings unveiled at the center at  10:00 Saturday morning and  I think it is Erica group,  the artist? She has been kind  to do that and I want to remind  everybody that I appreciate the  support on November 2 and I  will be  tallying each one of you all the  seas will be there so we know how  many we will have at the table.  That is all I have.  

Inc. you. Ms. post?  

I have nothing to add other than  tonight's  the Stewart Marchman annual dinner  and looking forward to attending  and supporting them.  Ms.  Wheeler? That I skip Mr.  Patterson? I marked you off before  I got to you.  

 Thank you. I have an issue that  keeps coming up in my  district and the people over on  Victoria Hills which is  over there around Orange  Camp Road they are  complaining -- well they are concerned  because there is a lot of new construction  going on and they only have one  way and in one way out over there  and it keeps coming up about the  right-of-way that Volusia County  has from Orange Camp Road up to  and into that area  south of  blue Lake. From off of orange  Camp Road. I am just wondering,  because we can't supposedly [Indiscernible]  is in there and a lot of people  are legally going out for 72 and  from what  I understand some way if we owned  that right-of-way we should start  looking at it coming from Orange  Camp Road and extend down  blue Lake on into it so they  have a second exit is a way of getting  out in case of emergencies or just  getting out of there. And that is  the only thing I  have.  

Okay.  Ms. Wheeler?  

I would like to get the Council's  approval  to sponsor -- be a sponsor of some sort for  the Volusia County Special Olympics  event that is going to be happening  November 14 . If I could have this  on the next agenda that we  approve  that is everyone okay with that?  

We will put it on the next agenda.  

Thank you.  

Was  that it? I guess that is it. It is down  to me. I want to thank everyone  for your support, and  your prayers with my incident two  weeks ago. Thank you all  for that. Ms.  chair and chair Denys for taking care of  anything and I listened to most  of the meeting and you all got through  it without me so that makes me feel  like I can just retire now.  

 A few quick things. Last Friday,  I met with Senator. Hudson  in Palm  Coast. We had a  delegation there and while it is  early, it is never too early to  meet with our people and it was  a great roundtable  discussion and almost one on one  because there were  only maybe 10 others from Volusia  County that were they are  talking  and asking. Of course he doesn't  know a lot. And as you  know Ms.  Cusack and Mr. Patterson. He proposed  something, which I may not probably  share right now , but actually I  will share it. He is going to  propose that the state put a lot  more money than what they are  putting into, into infrastructure  grants that can be applied for,  especially water related and a significant  amount of  money of 400 or $500 million to  be put in and whether he gets it  or not,  he is all supportive and water is  a very important issue and having  a conversation with him, he is  so approachable and easy to work  with. Depending on what happens  in this upcoming election, he might  be our Volusia  Senator.   -- Our Senator. Representative.  We can use any of the ones we  have .  But one more quick thing, I was  looking at the calendar and we have  three meetings  in October. I  think you notice the meeting in  November had been scheduled to the  20th. I don't know that we thought  that is two days before Thanksgiving.  Last meeting in October is October  30. That would have given us  three weeks to the next  meeting. So I suggest we look at  moving the  meeting from November 22 November 13, which  still puts us within our time frame  of getting everything done and staff  can do that if counsel would  be okay .  

 I would be glad to make a motion.  

Motion made by Doctor Lowry and  second by Ms. Wheeler to move the  November 20 meeting to November  13.  Any objections to the motion?  

Hearing none, the motion carries  unanimous. With that, one more quick  thing. I have some numbers. Volusia  County  general  tax rate ranks 43rd in the state  of Florida and not second as some  people continue  to tout. I think this counsel  in previous councils  for everything we have done to become  efficient.  And add 4:13, we will  be adjourned.  --  At 4:13, we will  be adjourned.  >>
