Hello Robert Chu 20828 Virginia Street in  Edgewater Florida since the  present has accused the media of  Fake News I hope the recent Daytona  Beach Journal story on climate change  misquoted if not it  is upsetting and embarrassed the and  a danger to my children and grandchildren 

     chairman Kelly skepticism regarding  the recently released national climate  assessment 170 page peer reviewed report put together  by 300 experts is concerning. I am assuming that chairman Kelly  is not an expert in climate disruption  or global warming and if not he  should refrain from making comments  on the subject and get his information from a  more reliable sources. He also may  want to read the recent findings  by the intergovernmental panel on climate change prepared by a group of scientist convened  by the United Nations. I do hope  Volusia County takes these dire warnings seriously  and takes aggressive steps to reduce  Volusia County's environmental footprint. 

     My background is I have a degree  in environmental science and I spent  over 30 years running a large solar  energy company before retiring and thank you for your time.

There have  been and there is a problem I talked  to up lifeguard last night as a matter fact they are using underneath the main street arch they are staying there and they started asking them to  lead because it is an approach so  what you've done in half the city  is fantastic I thank you very much  and I hope you all a happy holiday.

 And a  point of personal preference if  I may Lisa Lewis wanted to make  a quick comment she has to be in  Ocala by 1130 so I thought I would  do that with Council approval. >> Good morning Mr. Chair members  of the Council I wanted to take  a few minutes and I thank you for  your time  to thank everyone that helped with  the 2018 elections. Ms. Wheeler  was there a lot during the recount  and those of you that answer before  know what time it does take to serve  on the County Board and I appreciate  her and appreciate our judge that  we have the two judges that are  assigned to us also we could not  do it without them the  more specifically we could not do  it without the County and the County  employees they are a huge part of  making this a success or Volusia  County and I have heard wonderful words across the state  about how Volusia County came through the recount. As many of you know we had three  statewide recounts, in Volusia County  we even had three more additional  recount so we had six and I went  to the supervisor conference we  seem to be the winner in recounts  for the state this year. Six of  those machine recount turned into  three manual recounts  and we conducted all those and had  our results in on-time, each time  there was a deadline we were in  before the deadline and we could  not have done it without the employees  of this County, leaders of this  County and directors and one person I did forget to  mention that I cannot forget is  Mr. Eckert who leads us in following the  laws and making sure that we make  our decisions the way we are supposed  to and guides and direct us and  I thank you for that. There were  no conflicts , the judge was there handling things  on a daily basis, it was absolutely  an experience I would  suggest if anybody has that opportunity  to be on their in-service and hopefully  you don't have six recounts but it was truly an honor  and I just thank you Lisa and I'm  so proud of you and all your department  and we have talked about some things  that were your unique to the room  and I think it was a blessing I  was there to see it from the inside  and moving forward to make it even  better and I don't know how it would  be possible but with you guiding  the ship, it was just spectacular and thank  you for the honor of alumni to thank  you and Council for pointing me  to that position it was truly an  honor thank you.

And one more point if you don't  mind, when Ms. Wheeler mention the  party's when we had the recount, if you have not seen it and some  people were here in 2000 and remember  to change a little bit but the party's  are there representatives were there  from each candidate but it was like  election should be. Everyone was  getting along they are buying each  other lunch, breakfast, bringing  in snacks, people it was a nice  camaraderie and I remember looking  out thinking this is what election  should be the people vote and the  votes are counted and these are  the results. Good morning Tad here  County engineer the item you have before you is  a vacation of a portion of the Lake Ashby Shores and map of Ashby  Shores of neighbor Guild plat in the exhibit 02 -- five shows  the area in question looked to be  vacated the total area combines  14.61 acres of  the petitioner Nestor and Mrs. Smith  are seeking to vacate the right-of-way and the plotted lines and  create a single parcel as you can  see on the exhibit Russell Road  runs from state road for 15 down  to Lake Ashby itself which creates  a public access for the water body  there as a condition of the plat vacation  they will be granting a 10 foot  easement to replicate that access  along their southern property line. There have not been any objections  from the utility providers or from  the neighbors as far as we are aware.  We recommend approval.

Southern built LLC owns four parcels they previously requested  to subdivide one of those which  would bring the  lot total to 29 he came to for DRC  in the prior County decision we  had DRC had denied that request  to become before the Council back  in October do you approve that request  and this is resolution that goes along with  that direction from the Council  to allow the 29 lots.

Introduce  >> Thank you Mr. Chair is  my honor to introduce the Executive  Director of our Indian River Lagoon National Estuary  Program and I the honor being appointed  by this council as first chair on 

     our NEP and Council and Billie Wheeler  served as I can share and right  now Doctor Jeffrey it's interesting  Duane I call this Duane --  he spoke to our legislative delegation  yesterday in Daytona Beach and when  asked a question from I believe  Representative Renner on the subject  of sewer conversion and funding  and how the legislature was going  to go forward, his response came not just as an Executive Director  but as years as a scientist and  when you use terms like spatial  planning and I could see the looked  at each other  like we have someone who knows what  they're talking about not just asking  us for money so he validated it  but I never done this before and  I voted for you in hired you 

     was one of the votes when we first  came up with the National Estuary  Program and became viable with the  feds and the state and is the first  time I read your bio and read a  piece of it so you understand how  fortunate not just Volusia County  NEP is but the state of Florida  to have a gentleman of this caliber I believe this is from Eastern Florida EDU and somebody  might know there it is if you like deep enough into some  of Laura's most innovative conservation  initiatives you'll eventually run  across Duane's name 

     but with three decades Doctor Depriest  has been a champion and this is  why we are so effective. And science-based common sense Ocean and Coastal  conservation in Florida he is recognized  for his ability to see and communicate the big picture which you  did in front of the legislature  yesterday and thank you but integrating  environmental economic and social considerations into a vision for  Florida's future I won't redo all  the degrees this gentleman holds,  but I can tell you during his interview  process when we had to hire an executive  Director from  all the counties in both water management  districts in South Florida and St.  John water River management and  the DP when we are interviewing  the one question that I asked him  and every other every other interviewee  was okay this is obviously an environmental position how are  you a private industry we have the  same thing that Kate down there  pretty big piece of our National  Estuary Program and his ability  to partner with existing agencies is really what strengthen his position  so I'll read the rest of this Duane  but this is Doctor Dupree if you  could go ahead with your presentation  good morning.  

Thank you for that nice introduction  Mr. Chair members of the Council probably first and foremost I want  to thank you for your support you  have been a leader on  the Iredell Council Board of Directors  and been well represented by councilwomen  Denise and also councilwomen Wheeler  and that active engagement  was exactly what we anticipated  and hoped for three years ago when  we restructured the 25 year program  to empower our local cities and  counties to have leadership positions in this National Estuary program and so if you look back  on those three years that first  year was doctoral financial we started  from scratch and your number two we began  to build this coalition of local  state federal support and today  I'd like to share with you the culmination  of that what I call transition period on Friday the Iredell Council Board of Directors  unanimously adopted a final draft of a revision of art 2008 comprehensive conservation  management plan and 

     tomorrow morning depending on how  much crisis happens this afternoon  I will send that document for certification  to the EPA and I wanted  to quickly walk you through that  process because this is the beginning  of the real work in the beginning  of this program actually being able  to serve you at a higher level because what happens in  the CC NP is going to support every  project that affects the lagoon  that you and your cities move forward  from here on out so it's an important  time so I will go through this quickly  but I am open for questions as we  go. First slide, and many of you  know many of the public may not  that we are one of 28 estuaries dedicated by the U.S. Congress  as estuaries of national significance.  That is not only just the unique congressional designation but it  makes us part of the core water  programs within the Clean Water  Act which allows this comprehensive conservation  management plan to have  some teeth as we move forward supporting  our local partners in both projects and our search for  funny for those projects at all  levels including the federal level.  And  it's important to note we are nonregulatory  so there is nothing that is regulatory  that comes out of this program your  willingness to adopt as we move forward is really worldliness to see the big picture of restoration and I like to say I didn't say  yesterday and Councilwoman Deb said you should have said home rule this is  a home rule document this document can be adopted by cities, can be  adopted by counties, can be adopted  by citizens at any level and we  have kept that very clearly in our  mind because that is the clear purpose of the  National Estuary Program as we were  envisioned 30 years ago by Congress.  We help you to do the work that  you want to do in support of the  lagoon. So we changed in year two 

     our vision our mission and our promise  to you and probably most importantly  is the mission change. When we look  back and I try to take my science hat off  all the time because this is not  about science the science is clear on how we  restore estuaries, how we move forward  though is about the people and their  commitment and those of you who  represent the people moving forward  in those projects and policies that  are lagoon friendly so we changed  our mission from one that was really for technical goals  to one lagoon,  one community, one voice  and we are 38 cities retain their  identity and their unique aspects  but they are working together . Five really seven counties we  have five counties in the Iredell  Council but we have seven in the  watershed we are working broadly  with the same goals. Still understanding  those unique characteristics of  each County and so that really is the push point for  success that we are working together  as a super Region representing almost  40% of the East Coast of Florida and along with our partners in  her natural actuary program at Tampa  Bay Charlotte Harbor in Sarasota  Bay to move water policy and funding  forward. So I want to let  you know we have set up a challenging business model . We have over 100 citizens  serving in oversight committees  both in a citizen advisory committee  and the management Board and in a science technology engineering  and modeling committee and everything gets vetted through those three  advisory committees before we come  to the Council for our  policy decision. So  where we are today is a point that  I am actually a little surprised and also shaking my head that we  actually did it I was told repeatedly  over the last three years from everybody in the EPA, everybody  within our association and National  Estuary Program's that it would  take is 2 1/2 years to get through 

     a revision of our comprehensive  conservation management plan and  we are bringing this to you in 12  months. We are bringing this to  you with unanimous support of the  final draft of Council and so I  want to share where we are with  you in this and the steps forward. And  by the way the plan is still on  the website and still available  for public comment and in fact even  when we are done adopting this plan  will never come off our website  we are going to take public comment  as we move forward so we can gauge  where the public feels from here  on out . The major I won't read all these  but the major issue of our plan  was it wasn't responsive to a changing  lagoon and the water quality problems ,  wasn't a restoration plan, back  in 2008 we were pretty comfortable  with water quality we were thinking  we are moving in the right direction,  we decided to do a couple things  that were very unique and one of  them was to ask our cities and counties  to start giving us a list of your  projects and your five year and  10 year CIP's to get a sense because everywhere I go people's say how  much are we are talking and the  fact we are talking potentially  billions of dollars of projects  we have that list and show you what  it looks like in his generality  and we have separated that list  from the C PnP for the two reasons number one most of  those projects are not ready for  prime time and we have work some  are concepts some are at 90% design  and engineering I would say less  than 10% our shovel ready, but more  importantly we did not want the  EPA to be able to say well back  in 2019 you said you were going to  do this project and that project.  We wanted to let that be our decision at the local level and so Volusia County can decide what  projects you want to move forward  without the burden of federal entities say well you had this  project list five years ago and  said you were going to do it how come you're not doing it and  EPA is fine with that so we vetted  that through our Region 4 headquarters and so  that list will be evolving over  the next 10 years every year we  will relook at the list and work  with you were priorities, start  to bring those projects that are  ready to the front but we will not  prioritize that list from the  NEC but we will help you move those  forward. Where we are is we have  made a tremendous effort to engage from day one within  our management conference and also  within the public and you can see  here over the last three years over  135 public presentations probably made 10 and the last two  weeks, we are trying to get this out to everybody who says  we want to hear where you are and  we will continue that direct face-to-face engagement with the  public every chance we get. Where are we? This is the heart,  we have almost 200 pages of this  document and I left a hard copy  with your County Manager. This tells  it all. We have created a vital  signs wheeled to the Indian River  Lagoon in this is not an original  idea this idea came from the Puget  Sound partnership because I looked  at all 28 National Estuary Program's  before we started and look for good  things that what do we  want to emulate that works to be  honest we have never been able to  communicate the complexity of the  signs document well and I believe with a little luck, a little support,  and the right guidance by our volunteers,  we have that. This vital signs wheeled can be explained in a very simple  way. Think about 32 lanes of a highway. All leading to the center. A healthy  lagoon. Each one of those lanes longs  and as section so the one lagoon  section is where science ecosystems, sea grasses  and fisheries along whether clean  water, habitat or some of the biological diversity.  Then we have a section of local  communities where  this is called a one community piece  and the things you deal with on  a day today like letter coffee infrastructure  21st-century communities, how do  you build in the vision for  community growth and development and at the same time protect water  quality? One of the biggest changes  we made which was controversial is that  we decided that the National Estuary  Program as a program under section  320 needed to own some responsibility for deliverables  over the next 10 years. So in that  one voice bringing everybody together , you will see in this document  that we have identified specific  deliverables from the program that you are helping  to fund that will help you our partners  move forward. And I won't name all  of them there's about 17 but they  include a comprehensive monitoring  plan, and looking at the gaps and  monitoring that we have right now a comprehensive  lagoon wide habitat restoration  plan. Building a science document  over the next four years that is truly a tactical state of the  lagoon document that then can be  used by your staff to advise the  very best science and technology  on the table and  we have also been moving some technology  advancements which hopefully I get  a chance to brief you later but  we are moving very closely in alignment  with this idea that innovation and  technology, job creation, clean  water tech is important for us as  communities and import for the state  of Florida and that is where protecting  water quality and creating jobs  comes together. We also took a human health standpoint  back in the day if you look at our old  CCN P and most of them around the  country people rank these every  section is ranked high medium and  low and no big surprise everything  is high and how do you prioritize ? So we not just asked the community  and the community goes on they can  rank all 32 of these. We have ranked  each one as either critical condition, serious condition, undetermined where we know we have risk but don't have enough  information to assess, how urgent  that risk is, and last but  not least stable or improving trend . Just pull the most recent data  and I can tell you the general public  sees six  critical levels as a scientist I  might add a couple, but  they include stormwater wastewater  impaired waters by the way which  is where your  plan reasonable assurance plan would  lie along with TN DLs and sea  grasses harmful algae blooms and funding those were the six highest  critical issues that the public  saw and almost everything else falls in  the next two levels with most of  them in that serious level and I  think it's a little sad but almost  none fell in that stable or  improving level. Which is exactly  what we hoped if it was low priority,  stable and improving, we shouldn't  be worried about it right now because  we have a lot of water work in those  critical areas. And so where do  we go here in the adoption? We have gone through  a process in the process has been  really intense over the last 12  months. The formal adoption of a  draft CCN P final draft allows  staff representative to send this document to both Region  4 EPA and headquarters for certification in that certification  is really just making sure we are  in full compliance with the guidance  and governance under section 320. The document will come back to  us and we are hoping sooner than  later in 2019 with  an email certification that we are  in compliance and at that point  we will be bringing that certified  final draft back for consideration and so we are still in this process  and we will still have public comment  review, I talked to Councilwoman  Denise and I feel very strongly  that at that point before Iredell Council in management  Board actually moves to adopt final and adopt the plan that we should  be coming back to you all and in  fact our investors on Council  which includes the five counties  in the two water management districts  to bring it back for either a vote  of support or resolution support  whatever you all feel is appropriate and we are moving forward  in this is more of a request from  me to you, Council  has given me March 

     marching orders at both the state  and federal level as we move into  our legislative session and I was  able to make a presentation to the  Volusia delegation yesterday you  see on the stateside that continued  funding for this National Estuary  Program really is dependent on each  of the partners meeting the interlocal  agreement and we have to fight every  year at this date for the DEP funding because it seems to disappear and  either the House or Senate and running  up there before Congress or before it gets to the Governor's  desk when they get the conference  and say you guys forgot to put us  in the DEP budget but we will continue  to do that and make sure we are  here to suit best serve you and most importantly is the second  bullet is that we cannot do the  work of restoration without funding and I believe that we will  see significant water bills coming into session both in the  house and senate and so I will ask  you to work with us and especially your staff has been amazing to work with but  I need to know what your priorities  are so when I'm walking the hallways  and somebody goes as an example  what you think about the septic  to sewer I have it in my briefcase  and I can go funny you should ask  you had been very good at that over the last two  years not all the counties have  kept me totally in the loop but  I'm asking that if you have priorities please have your staff share them  with me so I can represent you best and the same  thing at the congressional level.  We are going to push back on Congress  that has been very supportive of  National Estuary's but presidential administration that  is looking to cut and I am in Washington  every year making sure and fighting  that this National Estuary Program remains reauthorized and funded and I have to tell you we have  had broad bipartisan support,  House and Senate with 71 House members 

     last signing the appropriations  letter and 25 senators I hope that  support continues with the changes  that are occurring that we can never  take funding for granted , not locally, not at the state  level and not at the federal level  and it is always some work. I think that's the last light I  have except I'd like to open for  any questions and thank you and  your staff again for engaging actively  in this process . Was the CCN  P is adopted then we will work with  you to move forward each and every  year to make sure we are making  progress on water quality and habitat  and also community enhancement throughout  the lagoon. Thank you. 

Ms. Denise 

 Thank you Doctor and listening to  you you asked Council do  you need a resolution of support  from us obviously not today but do we need  to direct staff to come back with  a letter of support for the CCN P or can you  give us guidelines going forward?  

If you like to do resolution  we can provide draft language we  actually have a resolution draft that  is specific to Council and I'm happy  to work with your staff to do that  if you think a resolution is most  appropriate. What I didn't want  and what we discussed was each of  the counties have a representative  and Andes represents you all and I  felt it was most appropriate to  come back to you as investors in  this Council before we adopt this 10 year plan  and make sure that we have your  full Council support before we move  it back to the IRS Council  and through our management Board and we will do the same with the  three leagues of cities and I know  a number of cities are probably  going to want that three months  ago they said we are ready to go  now we need money and I said we  don't even have a final draft it  is hard  to pass a resolution on a draft  but I think this is the appropriate  time to ask and engage that question.  

Two other points, Volusia County will be hosting the first meeting of 2019 and hopefully  bring back the CCN P final draft  to the IRS Council and we will be  in new Smyrna Beach at the Brennan  Center and we will make sure we  get that information out but something  you said you presented to the  elected leaders Roundtable and  sitting at the table he leaned over  and said you know I just hope St.  Lucie County was with sale tax and  we tied infrastructure into water  quality because every time  you build a new road or bridge or  improvement you are improving water  quality the runoff or stormwater  that not to lagoon but to the watershed  the spring shed can you very briefly  Doctor DiPrete here is an ask Diana a couple times with some involved  with this particular initiative  going forward can you briefly share  with Council what you said about how effective that  was and I never even connected the  two? Back thank you 

Thank you it's an important point  and it does go to that home rule  issue yesterday I said spatial temporal  scale, so if you look at the five counties  you are all uniquely different.  If I look at the Martin County and  St. Lucie the driving issue down  there is like Okeechobee discharges  in order to stop those discharges  we are looking at billions and billions  of dollars of Everglades restoration  but within the watershed they still  have septic to sewer stormwater  and so many of you may be aware  that Brevard County past I have sent  discretionary sales tax in 2016  and a dedicated 100% of  that half cent sales tax to Indian  lagoon resident River $40  million this year so $400 million  just it to Indian River Lagoon restoration  and I was down in St. Lucie and  in 2016 they tried to pass I have  sent discretionary sales tax and  it did not pass. It was a lot of  debate among the citizens about  making sure the projects were clear  where the money was going and this  year they were preparing for this next attempt at a sale tax and  I was getting some phone calls from  the environmental community and  quite concerned that it wasn't an  environmental .5 present sales tax  it was a infrastructure half cent and if you look at roadway infrastructure and the demands  of the 21st century roadway first  not to flood and first to  move people second  safety third no flooding but the part and parcel of what  we do today is to make sure that  we have appropriate stormwater control.  So when you go from say 1970s Road two@ 2019 road construction we are  doing everything better including stormwater as it relates to water  quality so when you approve the  road there is a connection to the  lagoon and if you improve a park where you look at 21st-century  technology for stormwater , you are improving water quality  and so I just connected for them those dots and I  know that you are contemplating  a one have sent possibly less and -- or combination thereof 21st-century infrastructure  whether wastewater stormwater  building codes all can  improve lagoon water quality if the water quality consideration  is in the design and engineering 

     and they're not disconnected issues  and in fact they are part and parcel  to building a good community. >> Thank you for serving so actively and you and Miss Wheeler taking the leadership on this it  is very important and I guess at  this point what we would like to  do is to ask to get the draft resolution to bring back  to Council and work with Doctor DiPrete and  we will get that expeditiously 

     thank you for sharing the information  some of us had discussed the importance  of the new construction as we were  looking last year the importance of runoff the importance  of the stormwater and all that and  how all of our communities are affected  by new construction or even reconstruction of certain  areas and intersections and interchanges 

     that maybe they would use the money  if we get to that point of doing  one have sent sales tax next year  at some point and -- the environment as well  as quantity very important to people  as well as environment and  a very positive approach to that  so thank you and appreciate your  presentation and 

Thank you and happy holidays  to you all and look for to a productive  2019.  

Okay thank you, sir. Joanne Magley? Community updates? 

Good morning Joanne Magley Director and I your updates  for this Council meeting Volusia  County Public Library will kick  off the big read program the 2019  program start January 19 with dozens of programs developed around  the book a wizard a birth seed the system 30 library branches  and other venues will 's book discussions and schedule  author talks and events and programs much more so listen to Coley library  Services Director here to provide  just a few more highlights on the  successful program.  >> Thank you Linda Coley library Services  Director as you know this is our  fourth national endowment for the  arts degree program and we are excited staff has worked hard to put together nearly 300 different programs  that would run from January 19th through February 28  and to highlight a couple our keynote  speaker will be novelist and comic book writer  Benjamin Percy and he will present  a program on making extra nori and activity Project Manager Karen  Paulson will present her fourth  MEA big read  of visual play series with a play  called tie-dye and would be presenting  at the library and 

     Museum of arts and sciences and  we have our art exhibit again this  year which will be downstairs in  the rotunda starting January 22  and the theme is transition earth  theme and we have 17 book discussions  federal throughout the libraries  in various community locations and we have nearly 300 programs that  will be presented on a wide variety  of subjects relating to [ Indiscernible]  for adults  and teens in children and excited and we thank you for allowing us  to present except the  grant and applied  a program thank you.  >> Spec to  other things I want to mention I  included the air service information  on this update it is not new information  but is worth repeating January 16  is when silver Airways will begin  their daily nonstop flight service  between Fort Lauderdale international Airport and Daytona  Beach international Airport January  28 is when suddenly will begin service  nonstop service to Toronto from  Daytona Beach and of course last week American Airlines will  provide seasonal service between  LaGuardia Airport in New York City  and Daytona Beach international  Airport so that service begins a  fourth and that concludes the  events updates.  

Thank you. And  I have not read a wizard of Earthsea  and you need to give me some new reading material thank you  for everything you do with the library  system and I share with that with  you privately what a great job you're  doing individual I appointed to  Library Board was very very 

     spoke highly of the program and  we have a library program I think  probably second to none and everyone  doesn't outstanding job.  

I  wanted to confirm Joanne in the  agenda it has two dated as January  17 and January 16th . A correction. 

Now it is  time for your update for the 2018 feed  the need public employee food drive and at this point if there's anybody  here for the food drive and asked  them to please come forward down  towards the front and again we partner  with all of the cities there were  14 cities that participated this  year along with the school way Café  which is part of Volusia County  school system and the health department  and we also partner with  second harvest who helps us distribute second harvest Food  Bank who helps take that  food we get and distributes it throughout  the community. So I'm going to start the presentation  and we began with going through  the various amounts that the County department and divisions  have raised and those who have submitted  pictures will be included so elections  with 96 pounds and property office 734 pounds  Sheriff's office 390 pounds, 

     the County Manager's office which  includes  County Manager staff legal and community  information was 748 pounds, Daytona Beach international Airport  economic development 133, purchasing  and budget they have over  4000 400 pounds of food and under business  services we have central services  informational to collagen revenue another big one with 68 hundred  pounds of food 

     everybody represented here in the  community services with the ag Center  with 345 pounds, community assistance  human services the very hall Department  of Health library services this  is the staff donation of food which is 743 pounds  in Fortran with 506 and pictures of the  Beltran team and Department of Health partners . Growth in resource management 2400  pounds, and under finance we have accounting  1500 pounds human resources 2200  pounds, Ocean Center 960, public protection we have animal  control corrections emergency management 259 pounds  you back 579 fire service is 983  and public protection administration  340, with public works we have  mosquito control with 282 pounds Public Works administration 120, road  and bridge 155 and solid waste 82. And cultural and beach safety they  combine their efforts so they brought  in more than 1000 pounds. So the grand total with counties divisions and departments was more than 20,000 pounds and the winner for  County again purchasing and budget , [ Applause ] 

     with their grand total of more than  4400 pounds and they have 22 full-time  employees that equals out to about  202 pounds per employee so congratulations  to them. And so now  we are going to go to the cities. 

     And you will see Daytona Beach with  more than 1400 pounds, DeBary 646  the land to 19, Deltona 1300 pounds Edgewater  more than 1200 pounds of food Holly  Hill with 254, new Smyrna Beach with more than  11,000 pounds of food, Orange City  41 Ormond Beach more than 4400 pounds  and Pearson with 131, Ponce Inlet has a  good showing with almost 2000 pounds  of food and same thing with Port  Orange up there 1987 pounds. And  here is photos of South Daytona  with 2418 pounds they submitted  some photos of them in action. And the school way Café part  of Volusia County schools collected 2000 pounds of food.  So this year we have a new winter 

     that's winner, new Smyrna Beach [ Applause ] I think it would be  important for if they would share what they did with the other cities and probably are ahead of me on  that or I'm behind you but when  they can accomplish that much with  a small size city of 24,000 people  or so something like that  >> That's  why since we started this friendly  competition we basted on the number  of full-time employees so it's really  an even playing field if you are  a smaller division or a smaller  community you still have the same  chance to win that prize because it is best but that's a huge accomplishment.  

I believe this representatives  hear from new Smyrna Beach if you  like to come up and say a few words.  

Come and take some bows and get  a standing ovation. 

What we do differently this year  is engage the entire city. We had  food captains in every department  and we had a luncheon for everyone  and Rob Rob let's get going and  are PIO was the biggest Rob  errata -- --  he really engaged everybody  and we are thankful for you for  being part of it and everyone we  are competitive. Our departments are very competitive.  In doing that, Claudia  who is in our personnel department  and Philip who is are PIO  we really got together and said  let's win. That's what we did . [ Applause ] 

     we are proud and honored to take  part in this every year so we take that we are glad to help our community. [ Applause ]  

They say great job  to me but really was no great accomplishment  there's a really great culture of  doing new Smyrna Beach so they make  my job easy everyone at City Hall  and across the city so my congrats  and thanks to them. That is not all 

We cannot forget about the County Council purchase at the Volusia County  fair 272 pounds and are  food for fines program and one can of food is a dollar  reduction in fines and  that was 6344 pounds of just food  that came in from patrons and those  last two totals are not included  in the counties total because  it is separate since it was actually  from when you add those in that brings this years total to 64,759  pounds that equals  54,000 meals to put  in perspective and that's  enough to feed 2600 families of  four for a week.  So in the eight-year total for the feed for fines program food that feed the need food drive  program the eight years food tell 

     is 782,000 more than 782,000 pounds  of food.  Our corrections division they did  the heavy lifting involved  in this program and they went to more  than 100 different locations throughout  the County first dropping off the  barrels and boxes and early November  and going back to those sites after  the food drive was over to pick  up all the food  literally handling 10,000 pounds  of food that they would pick up  and take to the second harvest Food Bank and  a big thanks to Director Mark Flowers  and his food drive team which was  led by Lieutenant Mark R and at  this time to wrap up with the food drive I like  to ask Robert Thomas branch Manager  for second harvest Food Bank to  come up and to say a few words.  >> Good morning, everyone and Bob,  second harvest Food Bank first of  all when Joanne 

     starts throwing all these numbers  appear we see a lot of pounds pounds  just remember that as food. That  is good quality food that people  are going to have in time for the  holidays. What it will do is brighten  up a lot of kids futures for Christmas,  give the parents a little extra  money to hopefully have a better  holiday season, but we are excited about that.  Also what the County picking up  this product and delivering it to  us all we really have to do is weigh  it in and Joanne in the County crew  they do all the work we really have  the easy part distributing it and  getting it to our partner agencies  who in turn get it to the individuals  but I want to reread her when you  see pounds and pounds think of it it makes a hell of a lot of  difference to a lot of people's  lives and we appreciate everything  Volusia County does for us.

All right  so that concludes that feed the  need food drive presentation we  do have trophies will update to  give to the winners at a later time  when we update the plaques .  

I just want to add -- a special thanks  to Mr.  Deneen who started this program  eight years ago on challenge the  other managers throughout the County  to do this and I was privileged enough to be in  a position to as an answer to continue  this and they have so although cities  have in its a  worthwhile thing I want to thank  all the people who do so much for  others in this program our staff  the city staff, Mark Flowers with  his ingenuity out there to do this  in a way that really is very cost  effective to go do what we do and I am just real proud of the whole  effort so I just want to put that  shot out to everybody and thank  you.  

We will  actually have certificates back  your for anybody from the cities  and from the divisions as well and  if not we will get those so quickly  though  on the same notion of giving we  just have a few more slides in Mr. Pies her one is  to talk about today since we are  talking about the spirit of giving. There's a lot of effort that County  employees do in addition to the  food drive. We want to do the single  those out we participate in United Way campaign  and County staff pledges this year  with more than $53,000. We have though trend  employees are collected 75 new toys  for toys for tots program, with purchasing contract based with the family Salvation Army  Angel tree purchased elementary  volunteer with Meals on Wheels and  did turkey sales for the United  Way. Accounting collected household  cleaning and personal hygiene supplies  for the family renew community,  frozen resource management Blessing  bags contain personal hygiene items socks things like that for 23 families and collected 500  pounds  of warm clothing for the coats of  care program to benefit the neighborhood  center. The Ocean Center $700  toward the Salvation Army Angel  tree and their staff volunteers  a number staff volunteer with 

     the program and donated $4000 to  support animal shelters. Be safe but guess for 31 foster children  IEAP local 77 raise funds to benefit  24 children at the shoulder's home society and  corrections division participated  in the Salvation Army Angel tree.  There's our staff Deb Sommer is a big cordon with the Angel  tree and mention Angel  tree she does a good job coordinating  that with the County. With supervisor of  elections they collected toys and  gifts for the Guardian ad litem  program, Sheriff's office and a  number of initiatives including  50 families that received $250 , toys to 150 families and 50 bikes.  150 helmets and toys to 35 families  through the Angel tree and neighbored  family.  Lastly we have one more example  of giving by our animal control  division and for this one interim  Director Mark Swanson will provide  some of the details of operation  safe Christmas.

Good morning County Sheriff .  Am also the interim animal control  officer director. I had an 

     offshore team of here a few days  ago and announced about giving to  a family who was a need for Christmas  and a title this operation save  the Christmas. I will let police  of these present that what they  did for the family. >> The two of  us were at a residence in mems  last week. This young woman as we explained our  need for her to comply with Volusia County ordinances she's  began to become emotional. Expressing  her plight and her  loss of money, funds . It really wasn't her  fault but by any means but it was  definitely for a cause for her son who was  suffering from a need for brain  surgery and multiple office visits to the Dr.  As a result she had expressed to  us that she could not take care  of her in the way that we  were expecting her to, getting her County licenses,  vaccinated etc. She was unable to  afford Christmas. We met obtained  -- maintain our professional base and completed our task. As  we departed the two of us pulled over  and said we don't know what was  going on. There was a chef to help  this person. I the following day  talking to Mark either you can say animal control and delete this  or I have to do this by myself.  It was God pushing me. Needless  to say we managed to earn three children's to be sponsored by our family and friends and our officers and employees . Three children , $641 worth of toys were bought  from our department to cover the  other two children as well as $300 in cash that was provided  to the mother to help her with her medical expenses for her child. 

     $10 gift card and a Christmas dinner  provided to them. [ Applause ] . 

That is  truly the spirit of Christmas. 

We can go home now. With that  thank you very much. >> Mark. You might want to  take a break. >> Good morning. Now  for the juicy role of Sony. This is a public  hearing I am so open to public hearing.  

Good morning. I am  the direct of growth and research  management. Here is an application for a special exception  for 20 acre parcel located at four application for a special exception  for 20 acre parcel located at 442  65 Marsh Road. This is near the  sea  of Deland. It is in a very  rural agricultural area. The applicant  is destined University. They want  to convert this to a recreational  area. Primarily for the use as their golf teams practice areas. They  will be doing putting  and driving. 726 and 727 gives you an  idea of the subject property. It  up reflects the area of the surrounding  area. This is the subject property . As you  can see there is some agricultural  land to the south and to the north.  Here is marsh Road. Next slide . This is give you an -- indication of the land use.  There is a uniform zoning around  the property. It is a one which  requires a 10 acre parcel . It is  20 acres. This is the future land  use which is again showing agricultural  resource so your land-use are your  zoning are consistent. The use of  self is required to be especially  exception. According to the zoning  ordinances the special exception  would be otherwise permitted it  has to meet certain criteria. In  this particular type of use it has  to be two sets of -- criteria. On page 7  11 of your  agenda packet  is a summary of the general categories  that have to be complied with for all  special exceptions. Anything that  is classified as a special exception  has to comply with those. There  are other conditions that are contained  in section that pertain to spare specific  uses. That is also shown on page 7  10  of your staff report. These are  the very specific criteria set apply  primarily to golf courses and golf  areas within a one zoning district.  It talks about maximum building  areas , hours of operation, lighting and  those types of things. Staff reviewed  the application and sent it to the  November 15 Jake PRC with the recommendation of  a period with a series of criteria  that they had to meet in order to  grant the approval. The applicant  was aware that there were some concerns  from the adjacent property owners. They met with them to go  over some of those concerns. At  the November 15th meeting the applicant  came in with a series of corrections  and updates to both the site plan  and to the conditions to hopefully  address the concerns that have been  identified by the residents. At the November 15 Jake meeting  there was approximately six people  who spoke at the meeting . The majority of them were against  the use. The primary concern work  that did this is a rural area, agricultural  area and if we could go back next  slide what we heard is that this area that is immediately south east  of the primary driving range and  those types of things , it is Patrick for grazing animals,  horses and kettles and they were  afraid that you would have a situation  where an errand the ball would be an a situation  where these horses and cows could  actually eat it because it is a  grazing area. They had some concerns  because this is actually of  firm area . Issues arise. The applicant has  met with them and gone over what  could be done to address all of  your concerns. If we could go for  two does . This is a site plan which  owes the general uses that are going  on. You have the pavilion area and &  

There has been an update to the site plan. You may have  an older version.  

What you can see is have done some arrangements so  they moved the driving box and all  of those things back here so you  have a distance of about 330 yards  to that location in the corner and  approximately 300 yards to the target  green that they are looking at.  The residents were very concerned  along the south boundary so the  agreement has been to put in a 30  foot Lesko buffer and inside of  that would be netting at a specified  height based on standards  in the Gulf War as to what would  have to be there to ensure that  if anybody did hit the ball  errantly it would be protected by.net  and natural landscape. It also ensure  that the residents when they looked  in would not seat netting. They  would be able to see  landscaping and still feel that  they work in rural areas. There is also a  condition that pertain to this 10  acres which is currently undeveloped  and left in its natural state. By our code we were going to require  them to combine the two properties.  Stetson has been in discussion with  this property owner to the South  who has indicated a desire to  purchase portions of that. To help  round out their acreage. What you  have is a condition in there saying  that if this property in Stetson do not  get into a group agreement for the  purchase of whatever acreage they  need this parcel  would be incorporated with that  parcel so we would have unified  control over the entire 20 acres.  The other issue that came up pertain  that to noise. Anyone who is been around a golf  course understand that they have  lightning detector so that those  throughout the golf course  is lightning is to indicate to get to a safe location.  That type of noise can be disruptive to many of the animals that they  have on the property. There has  been an agreement that they would  utilize a non-audible method, either  tactile or visual so that those  who are out there on the practice  range would be aware of inclement  weather coming and they can get  out of the way. What you're saying  is they have gone through met with  the residents, met all the current  period identified by stuff in the  preliminary review, provided additional  comments and requirements at the  PLB RC. On November 15 Jake recommended  approval with a 5 to 1 boat. They incorporated all of the criteria  that you see and if you go to pages  seven  three and seven  four that  will show you the  final recommendations that we have  for that. This is coming from staff and your Place DRC recommendation  of approval subject to those criteria  .  The applicant is here and if there  any questions for me I will be glad  to answer them.  

I do have one person who wishes  to speak and I believe it is  Astrid PRE  -- Perry. >> The applicants presentation is  next.  

Okay. I thought that is what  we just saw.  

Clay to such a  thorough job. Good morning for the  record. My dresses 231 N. My dresses 231 North Woodland Blvd. My dresses 231 North Woodland Blvd.,  Deland. I have athletic director and engineer and planner . Bobby Baldwin and Steve Burns.  We're here to answer any questions  you might have. I do want to start  off by thinking your staff . They have been great to work with  through the process even with some  changing conditions that we had  to do with with the last minute of the planning  board and just before it to resolve  some of the concerns that we had  out there. You were extremely help  us in helping move that through. They  did a great job of listening to  the concerns that were raised and  helping us to come up with some  modified says of conditions to do  with some of the noise concerns  that were raised. Astrid the Perry  we had a lot of very good back and  forth to address the concerns that  they raised and I want to thank  all of them for their courtesy and  professionalism in the process to  get is here. We are here with the  staff recommendation of approval  come of the planning board recommendation  of approval and certainly last but not least I want to thank Stefan for being willing to make  the accommodations and changes to  their plans to take into account  the concerns that we heard from  this property member. With that  I think Clay has gone through a  detailed presentation of what we  are proposing to do their . This will be a practice facility  for the Stetson golf team , the use will be limited to the  members of the golf team and the  coaches and staff and then some  occasional special event use .  We did include a condition to come  back to you after it has been operating  for years to make sure that everything  is working well and we're not causing  disruptions to the neighborhood  and things of that nature. I think  we have come up with a good set  of conditions . Everybody's comfortable with.  We are in agreement with all of  the updated staff conditions that  were listed on seven  three and seven  four. I'm here to answer  any questions you might have otherwise  I will move it to Astrid. 

If you will  come forward. 

Good morning. Chairman and members  of the County Council. Which your happy holidays. I will  make this a short as I can. To state  your name for the record. Astrid  the peer he here  to represent the adjoining property  owners on marsh area. I  would like to again thank everybody  on the common Council and also the  planning board and members of the  staff  and Mr. was and whose client for  working so well with us for trying to alleviate the concerns.  When this kit first came forward  the neighborhood was not please.  The neighborhood did not want this  and we have through the last two  months work through a lot of the  concerns. I am pleased that this  will be coming back to review  after one year to see how well this  has worked to see whether or not  we need to tweak anything, to adjust  anything , to address the neighbors concern.  At this point we don't know exactly  how well the protection of the  work. We're hopeful that it is going  to be a benefit to the entire community  and not a detriment to the immediate  neighbors  in the area. If there any questions  I will be happy to answer them.  Thank you so much for your time  and attention.  >> Miss posted you have  a question?  

I think there are no questions. I think you have done a good job.  I do have one question Mark.  This is for the entire 20 acre parcel. Is at 11 or 12 are going to  be sold?  

We are the bat -- about 9.3. We're going to  do refit configuration and have the northern  portion wooded areas going to be  joined with some properties.  

It was still be included in  the special exception.  

Yes. Then it will be transferred  over after we  had the lot line.  

If someone wanted to do something  with that property under the same  special exception , zoning  or condition they was still have  to come back to Council?  

That is correct. One of the things  that limits the use to Stetson so  it would not be available for anything that is not in Stetson.  They would have to come back and  address that. 

That would be a good point of  clarification. One of the special  conditions that have been agreed  to stipulated it by Stetson and was part of  what we discussed and I didn't realize  until today that it'd been dropped.  There had been a  12 the set in the event in which  the facility is constructed or sold  or transferred to another entity or any related it should be expired and  no longer  reinforce. There will be a lot line  adjustment and when the property is 9.3 acres  is purchased 

     adjoining property open the special  exception would not apply to that  property anymore. I need to be clear  on that point. May be &  

I eliminated that language because  once a special exception is granted  on a piece of property it is in  perpetuity. We will deal with that when and if the property is  sold and the lot line adjustment a course but I  reported that section intentionally  and sent the language to the attorneys  more than one week ago to let them  know that we could not have it expire from  property transfers. That  is why we change the language that  it could only be Stetson that could  use it because that 

     restricts the use of the property  to just at college and if somebody  did buy it we would have to start  all over again.  >> It is still accomplishes the same  thing.  

Yes or.  

The same effect legally because  only Stetson could use it if it  is transferred and Stetson would  not like to  and if they do want to come back,  that is why asked the question,  if anyone on the separate property  wanted to do something using the  special exception they were still  have to come back to Council to  get the approval which will be&  

They would not want to use  it for any golfing purposes.  

I understand that. That would  be permitted.  

Okay. That's good.  >> Considering the benefit to the  community and the fact that the  County and staff has worked with  the  public to ensure  that some of those concerns are  met and especially considering that  you will come back

Without objection I close the  public hearing. We have motion by  Miss post and seconded by Mr. Patterson. Any further discussion . Mr. Patterson? 

I know this has been a goal assessing  for a few years. Many years ago we were talking about this and we were looking at the landfill  site on Plymouth Road wish  we could not do anything with because  it was still under the environmental concerns.  I am glad this is coming forward  and this is important to Stetson.  I think it is something. When you  look at all of the sports activities with the goal, the rolling , it is been a tremendous several  years for me for supporting Stetson on these  endeavors. With that this litigation has been contentious but  resulted in a good cooperation in the settlement of it and we recommended  to you  as being in the best interest of  the County and of all concerned.

Danny, if you could in the narrative  the settlement doesn't -- is out claimants but then acres -- saves -- sing  this through and having this past are there still additional claims 

     in play either by us or by Waverley  media against us and if so can you  speak to that.  

Both. There is our two cases 

     one of which is where  Waverley media yes another defendant  in the special counsel and their  counterclaims for  by Waverley one of which is for declaratory judgment action similar  to that which was brought by  Mr. Dorn. The other two are civil rights claims . One is someone like was Mr. Dorn brought , a First Amendment  claim on behalf of Waverley. Those  two counterclaims have been dismissed  by the court in November. They  would be subject to replacing at some point. They  should amend the complaint has been  filed at this point if the counterclaimant is choosing  to do so. There is also can -- a  contract case where  the County sought damages from Waverley under the contract. They in turn  filed a counterclaim for  damages for breach of contract  for is improper termination. That  case is also  still pending both in Circuit Court.  This resolves the  claims between all of the claims between Mr. Dorn , Mr. keeper it and Mr. Kennedy against the County and  all of the five individuals that are named. It  resolves that whole part of the  litigation. All of the cases at  which work the subject of counsel  memo Councilwoman  Cusack motion for all  claims of  damages, costss,  attorney fees for all three plaintiffs.  It is not humility of amount of  the $75,000.

Absolutely. I am glad that this  is finished. I followed as  a spectator years ago with all of  this. A lot of us  in the community followed it and  being able to put it these four  aside I  am hopeful that there will be no  legs on the other two that are out  there. I feel that that would probably  be the case. The settlement was  good because some of the hard cost  experience are expressed by attorneys , Ted Doran. I  think the settlement was good and  fair. 

Before we get started I want  to point out the next few items  as we go through 11, 12, 13, 14 and 10 and nine. Those items together 

     it is almost $23 million in federal  monies that are coming into the  county. Because of the work of our  staff  at the airport and our staff and  our contractor of Votran. I  want to point out that we heard  about not getting federal money.  We get a lot of. These will go into each of these,  it is a toll of federal money alone is $23 million.  

Thank you Mr. Chair. Esther said  this is a significant amount of  money. These grants are the normal  is calculated. -- Are enormously calculated. We rely heavily  on the the records group. This is complicated  and all of this is subject to 39 grants and it health to stay out of trouble.  Jennys group, this is  an enormous amount of work and stages of the process. This project 

     is completed we will have done destroying my time over  $90 million in capital improvements at the  airports. It is a lot of money,  it is complicated and I would want  to think that this is a team effort . Everyone works very hard on  the things. It is very sensitive and this was yes -- is in multiple phases. These  items treated together .  

Good morning. As recommended the next four atoms  are together. Items 910 and 11  pertain to schedule C which is shown in blue. The green part where  currently under construction. Item  9 is the construction portion for Halifax paving. Item 10 is for F con , the consultant to do the post  design work and item 11 is with  Reynolds,  Smith and Hills and they will do  the construction administration  and the resident project representative  as well. Item  12 is scheduled the which is  shown in yellow. We expect to start  that sometime by July. This  portion is for the construction  for PNS paving. We are  requesting approval on our  -- on all  four items.

Second. Motion made by Patterson.  Second by post. The motion poses unanimously. George  what was a totally day for those  four items.  

In federal dollars for  just those four items that was  $17.4 million.  We have five more million coming  in a minute with Votran. 

That is huge . Thank you all for the hard work  and staying on top of it because  we know that the  grants pop-up and somebody has to be out there  and also the grant administration  is very important that you follow  through  and your follow through on the grants  that you have previously which is  what puts you in line in a good  standing to receive additional grants.  Thank you for the work on that.  

We do provide  in these cases about five but this is one  of the best grants that we have  where we're getting 90 percent from  the federal government, five from  the Department of Transportation  and five , no lobbyist is involved and at  -- in obtaining this. 

Okay, thank you.  Item 13. Good morning.  >> I'm Stevens under Voltaren. I do appreciate the comments at how complicated  this can be. I am glad to bring  for your consideration this morning  a request and approval of resolution  appropriate 6 million 

     appropriate 6,006,300 30,000 in  state and federal grant awards for  the fiscal year 2018/19.  The 1,000,720 you state award will  be used to purchase eight transit  vehicles to support  Votran service. The 856 331  portion required a 10 percent match. What is notable about this particular  funding stream is that it is competitive. You have received this type of  funding in the past but it has been and in small amounts.  I think what is notable is the amount  of the award, I give credit to the  Votran staff, give them a lot of  kudos led by Heather and Colby Stallings for  bringing that  Ford and giving it to Volusia County and Votran.  The remainder of that, 866,008 62 requires nomad as of  the federal funding amount of 4  million amount of $4,373,120 for capital  acquisitions that requires no match. The federal capital grant funding  will be used to purchase of seven  this route vehicles, to support  vehicles, facility maintenance which  includes of safety and security  improvements. Automotive equipment  and very software updates.  As a reminder these are replacement  vehicles, there was a portion for Smyrna beach that came online  in June for Smyrna beach that came  online in June 2018. It is doing  very well. We have are averaging five passengers per revenue  hour and posted 1400 one-way trips in November.  Another is a portion for the services in Deltona that we're looking forward  to in 2019. Along Highland Boulevard rock 25. We are excited about those  improvements. We have of 82 vehicles that we have in  the fixed Ralph fleet 23 of those  vehicles have passed a useful life so Federal transit  administration describes useful  life as 12 years or 500,000 miles  whichever comes first. We have of  those vehicles these  buses average 3 1/2 million miles  and fixed Ralph services per year. We do have a beer gray staff that 

     is led by Liz and supported by Rick and core  operations to make  sure the vehicles rollout every  morning. We're glad to have of those  23 fixed route buses that are passed use life we will be replacing those very  soon. In summary we have the capital  budget resolution  50 revenue services total so there  a pair of transit and seventh extra.  If up proved combined with the action  taken by County Council in August this year that will  be 2220 vehicles -- 22 toll vehicles and close the  gap and breathe our fleet up to  par. As we move forward I will make sure that we bring  these individual expenditures to  you for common consul approval. Staff recommends your approval.  >> Councilwoman Wheeler. I would like  to make  a motion to approve the budget appropriating new and  caring forward for the Department  of Transportation at the grand and Federal transit  administration the FDA capital grant  funds. 

Motion made. 

I wanted to  point out that I like the idea of the grants  but I would like the idea of note  required match. That is fantastic.  Just wanted to point that out again.  Great job.  

Any discussion? Any objection to the motion?   Hearing no objection it  passes unanimously. Item 14? He's back.  

Good morning Mr.  Chair. Stevens, manager of Voltaren.  The County Council approved  transit administration  5207 capital funds for the purchase  of capital equipment to include  these 11 paratransit buses. For  your consideration staff six Council  approval to purchase these transit  buses using the Votran service to  the state contract provided by the center of urban  transportation research. No local  match is required for this purchase  and staff recommends your approval.  

Councilwoman Wheeler  motion to approve to purchase 128  foot  flex bucks and  transit vehicles. No match.  

Seconded.  >> 

     I thought I heard 20 feet versus 26.

The flex bus is a 26  footer. The other bus are 23 foot.

I thought I heard 28 .  

Councilwoman  Cusack.  With this goal service there is a very long waiting time  for transporting seniors to the  Dr. and to  other places that they they have  to go. You to step up the service  or do something  where citizens should not have to  wait for six hours to  be transported to and from the office. That is unacceptable.  >> Yes ma'am. We will work on that.  

It is true with some patients  that I am aware of. 

I will get back with staff and  make sure that we &  

We need to make sure that we  get on that because that is unacceptable.  

A great.  

Our patients and not wait that  time to be transported to and from  the doctor's or other apartments -- appointments that they had to  make. Thank you so much.  

If we could have a follow up  on this to see if the records are  kept. We will take  a look at anything. It also ties  into a little bit about what we're  doing on our transport  so we will take a look at that as  well. We definitely need alternative  transports so that we are not ending  up using the emergency staff as  well.  If we had to use over or left or  something.  

Anything you need to use. More  than two hours is too long. Thank you Mr. chairman.  

Has moved to item 14. Do we just  do that?  We will move past it  then. Item 15? 

Good morning Council. I am Deputy County Manager de Peyster.  This will allow us to officially  secure and asked for funds from the department of emergency management  who close to the money for FEMA  for hurricane Irma. Once this is  approved we have about $11-$1200 waiting in the  wings to be transmitted out there  to request for reimbursement. This additional request that we  have ask of you is that you give  approval for the CSO which  is myself to actually sign additional  amendments to this grant agreement. The way this is  structured which is different than  the other grant amid --  agreements that we have had with  the hurricanes is at this particular  grant is for one project only. In  order what PDM has recommended is you  give authority to myself or to a  County employee , I am already registered out there  so this will expedite this , to assign additional amendments  for other project work six. There  are about 60 project worksheets  approximate  for hurricane Irma. Each is an amendment  to the agreement. This ask as an  overall agreement and each change is issuing a  statement of work as you would like in a different type of contract and the statement of work is considering  an amendment. Whether to bring the amendment  back for each one of these will  requesting that the amendment is be expedited which  would allow the funds into  Volusia County. 

Thank you Mr. chair. Deputy County Manager de Peyster.  The process was changed.  

 Yes.  

Multiple times.  

This came as a surprise to us.  One state that they made  that is different than what I have  ever dealt with in the past is that  normally once you request  a public assistance which we do  right away after the hurricane struck you  get your contractor within 30 days  to bring that to Council and have  it approved. Any projects that you  have, one or 100, all funder -- all fund under the contract.  This is different. DEM to say the  direction on this they did not want  to get contracts to any jurisdiction  until they actually have gotten  there first project 

     obligated by FEMA which we will  do not get it obligated until August. We did not  receive the contract until August  of this year which is almost close  to one year after the emergency  struck. And they had the additional issue. We had to work through the  contract because there were things  that were in the contract that we  felt were going to put us out of compliance  immediately with the way it was  written. It was written very similarly to a medication grant. Instead  of going back to the whole language  that they had in the previous contract  which may sense this did not. We  worked. Thank you to the staff,  legal staff which we worked back and forth  with to get this resolved. We did  not want to find ourselves out of  compliance coming out of the gate.  >> To start with we were  in compliance. We did everything  we were asked to do, the money came  down from the feds to the state.  The state change the parameters  and reporting procedures. Created  a bureaucratic delay once the project had already started . So the feds release  the money to the state, the state has  the dollars but the state says oh  by the way we're going to at layers.  This term called home rule is taking  a whole new meaning. I  am saying it with you  Councilwoman Cusack.  I think that is a good thing we do not  have our [  Indiscernible ]. This  is probably the most frustrating process that I have seen it a programmatic  delay.  

I cannot disagree with you. This changes things all along  the way. He has probably lost a few  more hair  and has turned a little grayer.  It is been a real challenge.  

We are not new to this either. You're talking to someone, Donna has been her role has handle the finances for more FEMA events than  anyone in the state. We do , we have experience staff , we as a people outside of us to change  all the time and then change the  rules. That is been one of the frustrations.  I can remember in 2004 they should change the people in the field  in the middle of what we're doing.  It is very frustrating but my hats  off to our staff that we hang tough  and get it right and then have a  very good record of keeping our  money. That is one of the things  that you jump too quick you  may be getting some back. We are  very good about getting things done ahead of time. It might  take longer but then we could to  keep it. This gives us an opportunity  to not delay going forward with  any additional monies. Do we have a motion to that effect.  

Mr. Chair I will agree  to the grant to  hurricane Irma.  

Seconded. >> That also includes a point of view  in this is the individual has signatory authority next  to any of this agreement. 

I know that you included that. 

Any further discussion?   It is a shame . You will not want to play football  with the state of Florida's rules  would you?  The ball is in the air  and it has to be caught in the end  zone. Loops, timeout . 

It is like Calvin ball  from Calvin and house. Whoever has  the ball makes the rules.  

Yes. Any objection to the motion . Hearing on it passes unanimous. We can go to item 16 .  >> Good afternoon Mr. capture and members of Council.  I am teacher at their environmental  management director. Item 16 is  of resolution amending the land  development fee schedule to establish  these for protection review. The notorious was adopted in 2010 and the ordinance at the time allowed  for the establishment of fees . That this is not made to not implement  the fees immediately and actually  start doing the work to see how the work progressed,  how much time does it take staff  to do that and to ease the development  community into the sort of new regulation.  Were coming back to you today  did ask for you to revise that fee  schedule to at the the . We are proposing a fee of $82  for the review that is consistent  with the fee that we charge for  a treat review. Over the years we  have determined that it is about  equivalent in terms of staff time  and manpower that takes to do those  so that fee is consistent with the  other fees that we charge in environmental  permitting.  

Okay. Is  there motion to amend the land development  fee schedule by establishing fees  for protection review. Mr. Patterson. 

Motion made by Patterson, seconded  by Lowery. Any discussion?  Any  objection?  Hearing none it passes unanimously. We are at  a point  that that that  >> I  think lunch will be in about nine  minutes. The food is due so that  gives you time to freshen up if  you want. If that is the case then  we will recess for lunch and be  back here at 1:30 PM  EST. >> [ Session will resume at 1:30pm  EST ]. [ Captioners  transitioning ] 

>> [ Captioner standing by ] is a good afternoon, it  is 1:30 PM, We are going to go ahead  and reconvened the County Council  meeting. 

We are moving some stuff around,  so just bear with me now.  

With the councils approval, we  are going to shift some items. 

Yes, thank you Mr. chair , the person, the people represented  have a long-standing appointment  that they are trying to get to.  So they asked me if there is anyway  that they could do this one first.  This is an agreement , that is with the city of Daytona  Beach. And  we have talked about, this is again , a developer agreement. Legal in particular. Our staff,  this is a mosaic development. And again this is an example of  taking the money and pipe lining it towards projects.  And this one in particular, some  of the money is going to go to the  bridge that we heard a lot about  before. The small bridge over the  river. There has been a lot of it of two. -- A lot of two 

     -- talk about it. This  will help us get going, because  as we have learned in these things,  you have to have some initial engineering  and stuff done to even try to secure  other funding. So this is really  going to help with that. And, I  apologize for going out of order,  I thought that this was important  because these folks are here today.  They're just going to be a little  bit of change here. Bear with me.  I'm going to turn it over to Jamie.  

Thank you. We go through  the impact fee process, you probably  learn more than you ever wanted  to know . We analyze the area in which the  development is causing the traffic  impacts, and  this is a prop share 

     agreement. We do these in three  ways, we either allow the development  -- developer to pay 

     by the phase of the project . As the phase comes through, they  can pay the amount for that one  phase as -- of the development or  they can pay  the whole thing upfront. We have  seen this once before,  paying upfront. The fact that the  developer here agreed to pay the  prop share upfront , is as George said,  a real benefit to us because this  allows us to program that money  to the engineer, for the widening between the roads. We know  that area. This will allow  us to do the engineering and environmentally get that started.  And once we get that started we  will make this eligible state and  federal grants. We appreciate the  developer coming to the table, he  agreed to pass them out out front.  They have executed the agreement. It will  be heard by the city of Daytona  Beach tomorrow night. The city is  actually determining the currency. They have to be part  of this agreement. 

Okay.  You're the only one to speak? 

Although it is a long and arduous process, to  do any kind of building, I  am especially aware that the corridor has a lot of impending  building that needs to be done and it needs to be  done there all the way from, at  least from Williamson to 92, there are several projects  that need to be done over the course  of the next 20 years. And as a matter fact, last night  I was at another homeowners association  meeting, regarding this exact thing.  And in explaining that, it  is very important for the public  to understand that funding needs to be acquired  before we can do the engineering  design. And this now provides us  with the funding for the River bridge . There has been a lot of information that nobody is  doing anything about the bridge,  it is never going to happen, but  this is in fact the process moving and it has to happen. And it will  happen. So, I move approval of the attached transportation permanent 

     cost allocation agreement for Daytona  Beach and the owner. Would it be bravo 2? LLC and the  attached budget. 

Is there a second? any discussion? 

Thank you Mr. chair. While we  have the design and engineer, this  is just the beginning of the process . Any transportation and building process,  we are looking at 5-7 years at a  minimum. I don't want false hope that this is going to  be expedited, this is a great start to get the project moving that is desperately needed. But  we are still in the pipeline. The right-of-way, the easements  and everything else. We are still  looking at about 5 years.  

I would say, yes. And let something word to drastically change with the department of transportation  or something. Remember, this is  going to tie directly onto that  interchange. They have their work  as well. It will have to be coordinated.  Excuse me, so 5 years, I would say  that that is a start. That key thing, like a said, it  takes several years to acquire the  funding . We know that it is hard to get  funding if you don't have designs  and studies and stuff. I think that  this is great work by everybody,  staff, they have really work together  with the developer and put together something that  is meaningful to move forward. And  again,  I think that this is a good day  to get that started. Did you want  to add anything? 

Mr. Chairman, I just  wanted to take a second and say  thank you to George  for helping. John, and Jamie , and  your staff, worked extra hours and  on the weekends to put this agreement  together. I just want to say thank  you. It was a very nice collaborative  effort. We will be at the city of  Daytona tomorrow. We have a  recommendation of approval from  their staff as well. So just thank  you, we are very excited.  

Thank you David.  

I want to say too, 

     he has worked very hard on this  from what I'm hearing too.  

He  did.  

It is part of the job.  

It is part of the job. This is  a great, great way to use  that as a bridge. Is that going  to come through the county? do we  need to get that on a list of our  project?  

Well, federal money, depending  on the dollars that we go after.  We probably will be coming in their , hopefully we can get some federal  bridge dollars. But, like a said,  with John and everybody watching , and  coordinating with the D.O.T., their project will also be  very critical. So we have to be  not in there where but we also need  to be ready because that could be  as many as six lanes coming across,  dropping down to two . So we have to be timely on how  we get all of that.  

Without roundabouts were going  to be a design issue.  

The best way to get money is to have plans sitting  on a shelf. When there is going to be infrastructure  money, show up. There  were times that we did not think  that there was money. With plans that are permitted and  designed and ready to go, sometimes  --  

Sometimes when they close out  the fiscal year end, we have this  set aside and the long-range transportation  plans.  

And we are going to be committed  to help. Yes we will. 

To success.  

Thank you. 

In summary of what she pointed  out, this is a start. Also, this  eliminates us from being  blasted in the media, from places  where they are doing nothing, we thank them for coming forward  with all of the money at one time.  Is does allow us to do the design  phase. I already pointed out, without  that you cannot go forward. We worry  about the funding. Also, as  George pointed out, I  guess you read my mind, it will  be in conjunction with the improvement  of the interchange, we'll probably  have this in advance, the completion  of the interchange.  

We will have the money,  I hesitate saying the other part. But  yes, we will have the money going  and we will be doing our work a  lot faster than we thought. As far  as actual seeing a crane out there  working on the bridge and all of  that --  

Is not going to be next week.  

Right now, we had  a lot of plans . And they sat and listed -- now is -- now we have some actual  real dollars. 

It will be completed before the  interchange is completed.  

No, no.  >> Do we have to take a break for  a second while I have CPR? it may  take 10 years to get the river  outstanding waterways .  

This is not just any Creek that  we are crossing. This is standing  water. A lot to do. We are started. Okay any objection to the motion  and further discussion?  

The motion passes unanimously. I still respect my bet .  

 Item 19. 

Yes I brought this to of approval for naming the County  Beach Park.  The Edwin pack Senior Park , Mr. pack has been  very instrumental in this entire  Volusia County and elsewhere. He  is a World War II Veteran, he was  born in 1918 , so all of you, 100 years old.  That right there is a celebration . And we are so grateful.  I happen to go to his birthday party  this year. [ Applause ] he is very successful, a self-made  businessman and a pioneer, condominium  developments. He is a  real estate industry leader and  a legendary force for economic development  community service and job creation  in the shores. Throughout East Central  Florida. He and his wife  have given so much to the community. The contributions to  the quality of life in central Florida cannot be overstated. He has --  he is highly respected for his devotion to the family,  community, construction and the  real estate industry. At this time,  it would be my pleasure if I would  get the approval, to make any a  motion to name the county beach  Park in  Daytona Beach Shores to the Edwin pack, senior Park .  

Motion made. Second. 

     Any discussion?

     would you like to come up. 100 years  old, he deserves to have a couple  of minutes. I will tell you that it has not been too long ago that he learn the computer, but  he also has a black belt. So you  know, just saying. 

Folks , I am in love. I love Volusia County . I live Daytona Beach.  I love Daytona Beach. 

     And in view of what you have just  done, I leave -- I love each and  everyone of you. [ Laughter ] my wife and I moved to Daytona  Beach Shores in 1970 . That is 48 years ago. I guess, I guess I have had a pretty active  life. But, what you  have done is just overwhelming . I  have received some honors, some  awards and whatnot, in  various activities. But, it  does not compare in my mind to what you folks  have done. After a while, I will be  moving on. Probably another 20 years. [ Laughter  ] but in the meanwhile, what you all have  done today will mean 

     that I will be here permanently.  And I thank you for that. I  hope that  many people , and I feel sure people of all  ages, colors, creeds, will enjoy  this park that you all have provided. It will bring  happiness to a lot of people and  I am glad to be associated with  that. That is all I have to  say except thank you once again  and I particularly want to thank  her. She has been responsible for  this program . I thank you.  

And we do one thing? can  we get the rest of the family to  stand up here?  and while we have the item on the background, whether  or not it ever shows up, I think  it would be appropriate, you might  know what -- you might want to have  that, with the naming. All of the  family. This  is happening once-in-a-lifetime.  

I would like to ask for clarification,  do you want his middle initial?  or just Edwin pack -- Peck, Sr. 

That is your family as well?  if you are family you cannot be  taking the picture. She needs to be in there too, doesn't  she? she will not listen to me.  There you go. We will get your picture appear . Yes, there you go. Awesome . Thank you.  

Thank you.  

In 20 years, we will have another  Park Frio. -- Park for  you. [ Applause ] just to finalize this, is there  any objection to the motion?  

I don't know if I need to make  a correction on that with the name,  to add the initial in the middle  it is W.  

Any objection to the motion?  the motion passes unanimously. This  is a great day. Okay, now we  are ready.  

This will be item number 17? 

Yes, sir. 

Good afternoon, today we have  an agreement  between him  and the County of Volusia. In your agenda  packet, you will see the agreement  starting on page 17-3. I would like  to point out some important facts  that are contained here. In that  first where as clause, they  identify what the definition of  a non-clave is. This is  where you have unincorporated Volusia  County surrounded by municipality, this creates a problem  with services. It creates confusion,  especially when you really do need  it at the most time, during an emergency . You're not certain what public  safety responders will be there.  Also, in regards to utilities an  effort -- and other types of things. So  if you look at this clause, the  reference 171 01, this is a stat -- section of the statute , how important is to  the legislature to eliminate enclaves? the rule has been changed to increase  it to 110 acres. What  we are facing today is a request , they came to Volusia  County and said we have done this  in the past we have worked out similar  agreements in 2001 and we have done  similar agreements in 2008. We worked  out all of the utility issues, --.  We -- they worked with us very diligently. What you see before us is an agreement  that both the technical staff of  Orange City and Volusia County agree  to. In November , the city Council for Orange City  reviewed this and approved it. 

     There was a public notice sent out  to all property owners that would  be impacted by this. This indicated  what is going on so they can come  and speak at Orange City and they  are available to speak today. An  area to be annexed totals over 200 acres. There sift -- there are 16 different enclaves. In other words, they are surrounded  by this city, there is one parcel  that backs up to a body of water,  this is still considered an enclave,  because the only way you can get  to that property is through the  city. So what we have been able  to do is come together and identify  the 16 pockets, which total 242  acres. If there any specific questions  about any of this that are showing  up here on the screen , this shows all 16. If there any questions, we  do have some specifics available  for the individual enclave areas.  I would be glad to go over any concerns.  This does affect a grand total of  119 single family homes, 72 multifamily  homes and developments. These property  owners have been notified. They  have been informed that they are going to be annexed,  if this is approved. They will be  annexed into Orange City. Part of  the agenda packet that was sent  out, this was also an annexation,  analysis of what happened to those property owners. We chose  $100,000 as a standard . When you look at  it, you include  this, this comes out to about  a $60.10 increase of your  annexed into 

     Orange City. I have to point out,  if the property values decreased,  and may not be as much. And conversely  if they are more expensive it could  be more. $100,000 is just a rule . This is a standardized comparison. Again, the actual amount  of changes, will be a function of  the value of the property and it -- and what the property is being  used for. And what will happen is  that we have  several issues that are identified . We have roadways. This  is pretty large, I have to tell  you, as we go through these discussions, taking on local roads can be a  sticking point. So in this you will see a list  of all of the different roads . We have been able to work through  some of the issues with the thoroughfare  as well. Wheels also put in conditions  such as a thoroughfare road that  we have determined is not necessarily  a thoroughfare road. We put in a  process. What you see is a great  deal of cooperation. This is sometimes  a very difficult issue. Land use, I know that many of the  residents that were speaking out  against it were concerned about  the use of their property. If you  look on page 17-5 in  your packet, this is section 4 that  we are talking about. The land use  and zoning. What you are seeing  is that nobody that is  being annexed is going to lose the  rights. You are  continued to allow to use it. The city  will work with you as far as that  goes. Everything that is applicable  to the counties current use, will  remain there until the city processes  there future  and resounds. They are starting  to match what is going on. The plan director has indicated  there have been some concerns by  the property owners in regards to  agricultural use, whether this will  be continued and protected. She  has assured me that no, nobody will lose any of  their agricultural classifications. They can continue to use the property  for an agricultural use. But, we are seeing a great deal cooperation  between the city and the county. This is a top priority of the state  as well as at the local level. This eliminates potential overlap,  duplications of services, it provides  both  governments a way to address these  future needs in regards to capital  budgeting, public safety and zoning.  As you can see, we come forward with a recommendation with  approval. If there any questions,  I would be glad to answer. They made  the hard travel to make it in here,  and if there any questions --  

Okay, I do have one person that  would like to speak .  [ Captioners Transitioning] 

We have  used it that way all  this time. I understand things change,  but Volusia  County has a rich history of agriculture  and I hate to see that be pushed  away. It is part of us.  Orange City has worked with us,  very well, and I commend them for  that. We will try to  make sure that we can continue. To try to keep them healthy and  strong. 

Counsel, questions? 

For the record, we are not changing any of the  land declarations? They are grandfathered  in?  

Yes ma'am.  

Just to underscore that, in counsel  we received this email  earlier from the condominium association  board president. She emailed us and let us know  that they have no objections, so  just to go on the record. They had  asked to go on the record. With that, do you want to make  a motion?  

Sure.  

[ Indiscernible - low volume  ]  

I do have a question. More of  just a curious question. Right now those people in the enclave  are basically paying taxes -- 

     what impact will that have on our  revenue, do we know?  

I will have to check to know  the exact amount. 

It is not a dealbreaker for me.  I am just curious.  

I would have to see what we have  for the value. But we pick up the fact that we no longer have  to cover those areas with police. We have agreements  in place, I think, for fire, I will  check on that, too. But of course,  that is the savings we get back, 

     not having service in those areas.  

I don't have the information  off the top of my head.  

I am just curious.  

In the case of these, they are  of such size.  We do lose a little bit of revenue,  but I think it is going to be pretty  easy to make up, by the savings  and services. The more troubling ones would  be some of the very large, densely  populated areas that we have. Those would be more impactful than  this.  

I would like to encourage Orange  city, that there are a lot of areas  they don't particularly want, I  understand, but I sure wish it could  happen.  

They could have a manifest destiny  to the west. I don't think that is their manifest  destiny.  

Mister chair, I move --  

I second.  

Motion made. Ms. Cusack? 

Thank you, Mister chair. Normally I have not wanted to support the  annexation of an enclave, because  there are other ways that can happen. But today I am in full support  of this, because I think it  is a win-win for the citizens of  Volusia County and residents of Orange  City.  The fact that we  are getting help, as far as  the maintenance of  the areas. Of the roads in that  area. That means a lot. I think it would probably be to  our advantage to do this. We lose some funding,  but I think we make up that difference  in savings, for having  had the opportunity 

     for the maintenance of those roads.  And agriculture exemptions are there.  So I think this is a good situation. There has been  collaboration with the citizens  and the county. So, I strongly support the annexation of the enclave.  Thank you.  

Thank you. Any other discussion?  Any objection to the motion? Hearing no objection, the motion  passes unanimously and we will move to item 20. Or not. Item 18. 

I am  Gary Blair 

     --  

Sorry about that, Mayor.  

I am the mayor of the great city  of Orange City.  Thank you for all  you have done. Our staff and everyone  worked together very well. It has been a long time  coming.  

Mayor, I apologize for not recognizing  you. I saw you  and I knew you were here. Thank  you. It is a good day for everybody. As Ms. Cusack pointed out, it is  a win-win.  

It is. We appreciate it.  

Thank you.  

Thank you.  

Now we will go to item 18. 

Good afternoon, I am the  economic development director. Here today to speak to you about a water quality infrastructure  grant program. 

     We heard this morning about the  presentation about the Indian River  Lagoon. The statement includes a  healthy ecosystem,  community, and  healthy economy. So I want to come  to you with this item today from that  perspective and that spirit. If  you look in your agenda, back in  the summary highlights, the first 11 words of the first  sentence, water quality and infrastructure  are key contributors to economic  equality. Just a personal story. I became the  economic manager in May, 2012. Shortly  after I was at a council meeting  and I heard a council woman talking  about a number of  issues and in the context of  that, there was the statement that  water is an economic development  issue. After that, I began to evaluate whether I  was qualified to be economic development  measure  -- development manager. I didn't  really appreciate those issues. Looking forward, that's  what this program is, trying to  look forward to economic development projects, be at an expansion of  an existing business, or  an improvement , generally. But  this project is in those environmentally  sensitive areas -- typically the northwest and the  southeast part of our county. Having  said that, we want to be judicious in how we have proposed this program,  so we have offered an additional  quiet 

     -- an additional qualifier that  is also shown in our packet. References  an existing statute . By the way, I would take this  moment to acknowledge Virgil Kimball.  He put a lot of hard work into this. And it has a lot of potential for applications,  going forward. The statute for qualified defense contractors , those are exactly the types  of firms that we want, here,  going forward. They typically come with  very high annual wages. It is a  combination of a relationship between infrastructure. Water infrastructure  and economic development. These watersheds and coastal estuaries and these types of  businesses, specifically. We recommend approval.  

Thanks. Any questions of dissent? 

Timing  is everything, is it not? 

We are lucky.  

I don't think this is luck, my  friend. This is visionary leadership.  When I first looked at this and  I saw the link, I thought , this isn't coming from the  state. This is an in house, Volusia  County grant program. Yesterday  we asked  the legislature representative -- good to see you, good  afternoon. Presenting yesterday,  we asked our delegation to take  Volusia where we have  never gone before. To that end,  we are putting our money where our  requests are, with the industries, specifically carved  out for those industries, but at  the same time protecting the water  quality and watershed . It is like a  three legged stool. We keep talking  about it and we are just now connecting  the dots. Finally. Like  your comments in the beginning.  You could actually see when 

     we were talking about water and  the economic development tool. It  takes time to change. But the timing  of it all today, with this , the vice president was down at  the Cape today and made a huge announcement,  while we were in here, talking about  all of this and evolving the commercial aerospace industry. And the tweets that are  coming out, he established a combatant command to oversee  U.S. military activities and bolster our national  defense. This is all part of that.  We are ahead of the curve and kudos to Volusia County staff for creating this grant program. This is cutting-edge.  You know what we need, I have been  reading this and watching this whole  thing come together at once. We  don't have a logo. On this grant  program for the water quality --  

The water quality infrastructure  grant.  

We need a logo. I kept looking at this and we need  a logo. We need a logo. But seriously --  

I am dating myself, WK RP  in Cincinnati. 

I don't know , was Virgil behind this? I don't know whoever started this.  

Actually Rob -- 

We appreciate the assistance from Mister Ehrhardt  and everybody  who worked on it,  but it is part of great problem-solving  that we have. We actually grew it.  We think this would be a good  program, so we are  helping retain these folks and we  have more tools in our toolbox. 

If I may, just a quick observation. What I will refer to as the Wheel  of Fortune. There was a section there.  The next layer out, it made reference to communications  collaboration. I would  submit that that is what this is an example of. 

     I think economic development will  continue to carry us.  

And again, timing being everything, I look forward to introducing this 

     to the Indian River Lagoon Council  when we have that meeting in February. Mister chair, do we  need a motion?  

We do.  

I move that we adopt and develop a logo for the water quality --  

We don't need that.  

Yes we do. [ Indiscernible -  low volume ]  this is a success going forward. So looking forward, wholeheartedly. 

Thank you. Let them develop the logo. 

I am done at this time --  

Okay, I didn't hear a second.  The motion was made to, we need  a second to adopt the water quality  infrastructure program. Any further discussions?  Hearing no objections, the motion  passes unanimously. Thank you.  

Thank you. 

Now we will move to item 24.  Right? Jessica? 

Good afternoon county counsel. Before you today is an item seeking direction  on the naming of two additional  parking lots. [ Indiscernible -  low volume ]  the  first one is at 726 S. Atlantic Avenue , located in  Daytona Beach. It is south of Riverview Boulevard. We have a county maintained public restroom that we call Riverview restroom. And it is north  of Glenview Boulevard, which is  also at the East End, we have county  maintained public restrooms. So we are at a loss for a name for this park. 

     I was asked to put together a couple  of options. The existing property was the sun  and surf motel, so we could play  off of that name. We could do son and surf, surf  and sun. Sunny surf. I also looked at what other people  are doing. We could go with wildlife. Manta  Ray. Internal shores.  Dolphin Shores.  Maybe Beach driving could be an  inspiration and we could call it pitstop off beach parking. Dune  buggy off beach parking.  

I think you just need to stop  with the names. Let's  just go. You are very creative.  

We admire the creativity, we do, but let's keep  it --  

My comment was for the 1255 --  

Okay. I kind of like the sun and surf  for surf and sun. It is simple.  It relates to what was there. Sun  and surf, because, alphabetically. 

     >> Sun, right?  

It comes before surf.  

 Sun   --  

Yes sir.  

You need a motion on that one to name it or  adopted and come back with it? Okay.  

I think it would be good, yes,  to go ahead and make a motion to vote on it.  

Okay, who made the motion?  Yes. The motion  is made by Wheeler, second by  Cusack.  Any more discussion?  No? Okay, motion is made and seconded. There  is no objection and the motion passes.  Now we will move to the item at 1255.  

Correct. 1255 ocean shore Boulevard. The good news is that we are just  about done. We are waiting for the  handrails to come in and once the  handrails come in, we will open  it up to the public. We do have a temporary banner that  we will put out. This property is located in Ormond  by the sea. It is across the street from the Publix shopping center. The adjoining roads that you have,  you have Lynnhurst Drive to the  south.  

How about you let us come up  with some names?  Ms. post? I thought maybe you were going  to make a motion that it be that.  

I am. Actually, if you could  put up the photos -- that area used to be  the Argosy hotel.  You will see it evolving through  the years. One more. So, you can truly see the sign,  but it is different.  Go to the next one. This was the most current. As you can see, it has been in  the area for many years. It has  evolved with the area. Not only  has it been part of the community , this family has been deeply  rooted in the area for a long time. This hotel, being a hotel or a motel, has been known around the United States as sort of beckoning  people to come to this area. So, I would move to  go ahead and name it the Argosy Park.  

Motion made by  Wheeler to name  at the   Argosy Park. I know we have two  people connected to that  that would  like to speak. You hear what we are doing. In fairness,  you contacted 

     me and I responded to you and if  nobody did that, I would have passed  the gavel and made the motion myself.  I think it is very appropriate.  People who know the area will know  the Argosy Park.  It will be continued. So, it will still go on and I  think that is kind of a cool thing. So you can speak out or you can  just say, thank you very much. We  have a lot of partying to do the  rest of the day. I am just  kidding. But, thank  you for being here. She said she  was going to start a  worldwide petition and I said I  don't think you need to do a worldwide  petition. I didn't know that she reached  out to you, Ms. Post.  

 Reached  out to everybody? She reached out  to everybody.  

Today, Margie drew 

     reached out as well.  

We have a motion and a second.  Any objection? Hearing none, the  motion passes unanimously. Thank  you for being here.  

Mister chair, I just wanted , first of all, thank you, Jessica. I asked  her to have a couple names in case  we drew a blank. But I am glad that we did what we did. I am glad  they are able to reach out and talk  to you. So, it is good. So along  that line, the Cardinal facility  will be coming next year. So, I have heard some talk  in the community. You guys have  lots of time. So be thinking about it. The Nathan Cobb shipwreck happens to  be offshore near that facility and there has been some talk about  that. We have a lot of time, but  I think it is nice to let people  know that we are needing names,  so people can contact you. We can  look at some historical markers.  In fact, Jessica brought that up . If you so desire, maybe  we can look at a little history on these things. There are very  interesting photos and things. We  can put it in the budget to have  some informative plaques or something  somewhere on the property. 

I would say let's go ahead and  name at the Nathan Cobb Park and  be done with it. I am just kidding. 

Did you say no?  

I am only joking. I can't make  a motion. But anyway. Rather than have Jessica search 

     for names, you came up with that  one. Okay. We will move on to item  21.  

Mister Chairman? I want , I was going to talk  about it later, but I want to do  it while Jessica was here. I ran  into Jessica at the 

     district soirée they had the  other night, which I think more  councilmembers should to be at. They do have a lot of money we  can tap into and our staff has done  a tremendous job finding that. One  of the things that they brought  my attention to and Joe Noland and Jessica talked to  me about and I think it would be  good for them to come back and do  a presentation, but the dredging that is going on  right now, there are 400 -- 400,000 cubic yards  of material.  They sent me a picture of it. This  is a project that is not costing us anything.  That sand is moving back toward  the beach. I think it would be good  to have a presentation from the district  or the Corps of Engineers. It is  an $8.5 million project we don't  have to pay for. You know how expensive  it is to get beach sand, so I just  want to graduate --  want to congratulate them for what  they've done, so, thank you, Jessica.  

I know this is off the subject, but while you are mentioning it,  that was part of our priorities  yesterday that the legislature continue  to fund, so, thank you very much.  

I am just thinking. They have 12  counties and each county gets one time a year, so we need to  take advantage of that. As it is, they have a lot of money. A small amount  on the tax bill, but when you added  up with 12 counties, Miami has $6 million  a year of that money. So we need  to tap into that for our project.  Thank you.  

Okay. If my record is correct, we will now move to  item 21.  >> 20A.  

My math was not correct.  It is in a red color. Okay, we  will go to item 20A. Sorry about  that.   

This is another development  agreement  again, where money will be going  into that sensitive area of Williamson . This is very similar, structured differently, but this is the same  idea, of the share, working  with the developer.  

Thank you, you all mentioned  in the previous agreement, the change that will  be going in. And  it will be over 

     I-95. The diamond has been used.  A doublecross has been used, but it is a new form of  an overpass interchange that is  supposed to help traffic move better. To prepare for that, we have to  have turn lanes to keep the traffic  moving. And working with Buc-ee's,  a development  that will be on the northeast corner  of I-95 and North LPGA, the developer  will be putting in an improvement  for county roadways,  specifically on 20 a-4. They will widen the LPGA Boulevard. To the northbound lanes of I-95, from  four lanes to six lanes. It will  widen LPGA to up it  from 4 to 6.  And they are going to upgrade  -- that widening,  we have the right-of-way. They will be  constructing it concurrent with  their development, so that the lanes  will be in place and it  will be prepared on the east side  of I-95, for that interchange to  go in. They have additional requirements  that they have to meet with the  city. Again, this is an agreement  that the city will hear tomorrow  night at their meeting, so your approval  will be contingent on the city's  approval tomorrow night.  The staff has worked with the developer  on this one and we appreciate them coming to the table, so we  can be prepared for the interchange.  

Okay. In your second statement, you said  something about LPGA extending south.  I misheard it. Were you  talking about -- I  don't think -- may be --  

I was talking about widening LPGA to the southbound  and northbound I-95 ramps. 

     So the reference I was making was  to the I-95 ramp.  

Okay.  

It is important to point out, because  again, this is a case where they  are building. It is  a cost that is out  there. We need  -- we get a benefit, but they are doing the  actual construction. You don't see  a big check coming in, but you see  the actual work. It is another form  of what we do. That's why I noted,  when we do work with these developers  with partnerships like this, this  is a really good example. 

You can't let George do all your  work for you, can we?  

Sure we could. [ Indiscernible  - low volume ]  you know, I really was impressed by how thankful  and happy you were by the previous  developers contribution. In this  case, Buc-ee's  is my client. I believe they will  be the first in the state of Florida.  It is an exciting project if you  don't know about it. It is a convenience store,  if you will. It is retail, with  lots of gas pumps, not a truck stop.  It will be at this important interchange,  growing fast. The number in front  of you is about twice what the previous developer is  bringing. So this is a record. This  is for the record books. Hopefully you guys can extend this same shout  out. This will be a great project. I am told that I will be there  at least once a week. So I won't promise that to you  guys, but I had a wager with one  of these guys. They are from Texas.  It is supposedly pretty phenomenal. One  of the kind. -- One-of-a-kind. So thank you  for your support and for this developer  coming to our community.  

For the record, I will indicate  that the construction project that  is anticipated under this project is estimated  at about $4.5 million between the  city and the county , so yes, they are making a substantial  contribution.  

That was actually  going to be my point. I  have had conversations with a number  of people -- I did  want to point out that Buc-ee's,  

     their share is at least $3 million.  So they are contributing to the  area and assisting. 

Can I get a motion --  

So, I would move to approve this allocation agreement with  the city of Daytona Beach and Buc-ee's.  

Motion made by Post, second by  Wheeler.  Discussion? I think it  is great and the number used or that they  will cause to happen is fantastic. I  will take the construction, equally,  or maybe even better than the money.  So, thank you. Any discussions?  Any objections? Hearing none, this  motion passes unanimously and we will give you a clap.  

There you go. You don't ask,  you don't get. Okay, now  we can go to 21? Am I correct? Item  21. This is  the evaluation of  the county attorney. No agenda, nothing to do.  Any discussion? I  guess -- 

     Ms. Cusack, we will start and go  right down the row. How about that?  I recognize you and then  I will said -- and then I said we will  go down the road.  

Let me begin by saying how much  I appreciate the expertise and legal advice  that I have received in the eight  years I have been on this counsel.  From our attorney,  Dan Eckert. He has done  many  things to accent us and he is consistent in what  he knows. And he is willing to  take on any challenge that comes  before him if he feels it is the right thing  for us to do as county government. They will accent  our ability to work and be successful  and defend lawsuits against this  county. I want you to know that  he has  been resolving litigation, second to none. Having  served on the claims committee, it is important to know  that Mister Eckert and his team does everything possible  to make sure we are well represented in all of our negotiations. I admire that. Sometimes there  is great discussion as to what needs  to be done. At the end of the day, with his  very mild manner, he comes in and  makes things happen. So, I trust you, Dan, and I trust your judgment. I trust that you  have done all of the things that  you can to make this place a better  place. I trust your institutional  knowledge about the law and I respect  that. Based on my tenure here, and prior 

     to coming here, you have been right  there, as it relates  to our elections and election laws. I served on  the canvassing board and you are  right there to make sure that everything  was done properly and legally. So that any time we had any challenges, I would stand up with  Mister Eckert's information  and  what he has given us. When he speaks, I listen.  Because  he knows the law. I respect you and I wish you well  as you continue on your journey,  here in County government. Your  institutional knowledge is second  to none and I am so honored. You are trustworthy.  I have found you to be a man that you  can trust,  and I don't take that lightly. I  want you to know that wherever you  go and whatever you do, I will  trust your knowledge about the law. I wish  you well and I would recommend that he receive the salary increase  that we have provided to our County employees. That would be my recommendation. Thank you so much. That is 

     a motion.  

Motion made, to extend the raise  to the county and -- to the  county attorney that the current  employees are receiving.  And seconded by Denys. Any further  discussion? Any comments? Any objection  to the motion? Hearing none,  the  motion passes unanimously. I would  like to comment after the motion,  though. I think you summed it all  up, Ms. Cusack.  He is trustworthy. His act -- his ethical standards are unblemished.  His institutional knowledge continues  to amaze me. 

     For 14 years, very closely, and  worked with other attorneys who  can give you information. In his  time off, he was watching a court proceeding  of the Supreme Court, or a review  of it. The time he took with me,  both of us, on Father's Day, to  work through the issue we had in June, working legally, where  we could go, what we have to do.  Taking his  Saturday and Sunday to share with  me, what we could and should do, shows that he would go the  extra mile to make sure it is right. We have already voted. I gave you my position on that. Dan, as long as you probably want to  stay -- anyway, other than being a  Florida fan, you are a pretty nice  guy. Ms. Post.  

I'm sorry Mister Chairman, I  thought we were still going down  the road.  

We can.   

All right, I will be a little  bit more brief. Unlike Dan, who sometimes is not  brief. Sorry. She said, when he speaks, I listen.  Most of the time when he speaks, I try to understand. Everyone knows  my joke. When he starts to talk, I get out my phone and I use the  app which translates his conversation  to English. There have been so many  issues, from maintaining the beach  access, and being on top of that, to the new healthcare at  the jail . I can't even begin to tell  you. But I can tell you during the  canvassing committee, he was the  attorney and this man can recite  the law. He knows it.  He can recite it,  every single time. And he is right  on. And what is 

     so good, as I am out in the community  a lot, as we all are, and  I am involved with a lot of businesses. And the attorneys. The city attorneys.  The business attorneys. They speak  so highly of him and his expertise. Always. Always  honorable. If there is one thing I can say, if I trust you, Dan,  I know you are not going to bend  the rules. You won't let us bend  the rules. You will flat come down  on us. You know, we are not always knowing what  way to turn, but you will always  give us the right advice. And that, I really appreciate that.  Because I know sometimes I don't  know what I am talking about, but you will  absolutely send me the message.  You will let us know. This is the  rule. Here is where you can find  it and it is there. He  can recite it like an encyclopedia. But I thank you. I thank you for  that. I thank you for the confidence  I have,  knowing that you are going to give  me the honest answers and I trust  you for that. I thank you very much. It has been an honor for  two years working with you and I  look forward to as many years as  you can deal with. Thank you, Dan. 

I apologize for going out of  order. Okay.  

So, there have  only been a couple of times, I can  count on one hand, where Mister Eckert has come  to me in my office and said, we  need to talk. And sat down  and closed the door. I am like,  this is either going to be really,  really good or really, really bad. 

     There is no line in between, when  you get to that stage. And I have  to say, to date, it has been very  good. It 

     -- 

     Mister Eckert, I have apologized  with you in a one-on-one recently  with staff  and I want to do it one  more time. The Department of juvenile  Justice. I know. I am just saying.  For those of you that don't remember, we filed a lawsuit against  the state because we were overbilled by the Department  of juvenile Justice and the state agreed with us that we overpaid,  because they overbilled us. To the  tune of about 13 million.  So we said we would like our money  back and they said, no. Literally,  no. So we dug our heels in. We were the last holdout before  that legislative session, remember? 

     They pulled that bill off the Senate  floor for the conference. Remember  the conference call?  

I remember.  

I am just saying.  They got it off the Senate floor  to get us to join the rest of the  counties and pull our lawsuit back , saying, no worries, we will make  it up in appropriations next year.  We know what happened. Unfortunately.  So we did, we took one for  the team. The rest of the state withdrew  from that lawsuit. The lawsuit was settled, two weeks  ago, Mister Eckert,  in favor of  the two counties that held tight. The court ruled in their favor. I can't  tell you. I cannot. In my tenure on this  counsel, if I could reverse anything, it would've been  that one. We should not have backed  out and we will never do it again.  Never. Two that point, your instincts  have been spot on. Even against your  personal wishes, in the conversations that I've  had with him. I don't know about  the rest of you -- we wanted to go  our way. There are six more of you. He  always has the big picture in mind. You do. I thank you. I am very confident. When push  comes to shove, the big issues in  Volusia County, you have one every single one of  them and I challenge anybody to  put something on the line that you  have not. I'm not talking Worker's  Comp. I'm not talking chips on the  sidewalk issues. Big, big issues. It is an honor to work with  you and something I have learned is  the Oxford,. When I see a  coffee mug that has the Oxford,  on there, there is something wrong. I'm starting  to think like you and how I use  my logic. It is a strange thing,  but thank you. You have my full  support and confidence. 

Yes, sir. I guess I will keep  it brief. I basically just did owe  everything that has been said going down the line. Having come  to the county, from being a city  commissioner, I was amazed at the scope of all the things  that we do, as compared to a city,  and the expertise of the scope,  found in Mister Eckert and his department. 

     Trust is the queen of the realm.  If you can't trust somebody, you  can't work with him. I always felt  that he gives accurate information  and I, too, give my full support. 

Dan, I want to say  that every time I have had a legal conversation  with you, you are like an encyclopedia. Your memory for  caselaw, for people, for any of  that just amazes me. It takes you  a long time to get it out, but your memory, every time we have a conversation, just truly  astounds me. Your legal knowledge, we are certainly blessed to have  your legal knowledge. And your direction.  For staff. The only thing I  would say, I know I discussed written evaluations.  We are not doing that. The only  thing I would add,  for 2019, looking forward, 

     perhaps working better to address any understanding -- any misunderstanding  that you may see in regards to legalities. If you're  picking up that there are any misunderstandings,  then you can specifically focus on that and speak up about  it, to make sure  that the legal points are  heard. That is the main thing I  would ask, in 2019. Thank you. 

I don't need anything in 2019,  for some reason. I have known Dan for many, many years. Actually 20 years if you want to  include my first time on the Council  in 1995. I served on the claims  committee and we had a lot of interesting  cases. Staff led us very  well and Dan's expertise 

     was excellent. I served on the canvassing  board with Dan. I've been through some really interesting  cases, years ago. Such is the -- 

     lawsuit. Dan was a star on  that one. It was interesting. And Judge Clayton, who is representing  the county, came up to me after  it was all over with,  because I guess he was counsel in  some way on that  lawsuit and he made the comment  to me that he had never seen anyone  with the work ethic that Dan had  to. I think you are excellent at delegating responsibilities. You  have a great staff. You hire very  well. You have some great people  around you that I can talk to and get advice  from. It has been a tremendous opportunity  for me. In the last 10 years on the Council  and previous to that, when I  knew you, we talked about things.  So I really appreciate everything  you've done in all  those years. 

     You always say, I am your lawyer,  but you are also my friend. Thank  you very much. 

I think you all for each of your  comments and the constructive criticism. I look forward to serving  you. It is a  great honor. I look  forward to serving the staff and  friends in the department. And  I hope we continue to maintain a standard  of which you can be proud. Thank  you.  

With that, we will move to item  22. Unless again I messed up. I  didn't know -- we moved around three items. I  didn't have it marked off.  At this time, the historic board preservation nomination. The elector  does not have to reside with any  councilmembers district. I  am going to nominate James Zacharias to  be appointed to the board. Any objections to that? I hear  none. Then he will be appointed  to serve on the historic preservation board. And at that  time, we will take  a five-minute break. Actually we  will be back here at 3:00. According  to my record -- 

     again I am just going by this, it says,  after appointments, take a five-minute  break. So, I can read it. If you  want comments, let's do comments. I  am just doing what it told me to  do. I'm fine if you want to do  that first. 

There they are, they snuck in.  

Let's make these comments quickly.  

One more thing. When we start that part, are  you here to recognize Ms. Cusack?  

I have no one else from the public wishing to comment, so we  will go to closing comments.  

I would just like to say, this  will close out the year. A really  good day again today. We accomplished  a lot. To get the big airport project  like we did in place  today. All the buses. The various items, the FEMA money  coming in. I think  it was great. All the nuts and bolts stuff that we had to do. As we go to the  holidays, again , I would like everyone to remember  that we do have staff we will be  working with for these holidays. People don't remember  that there is the -- there is the treatment plan out there and the  public protection and fire and all  those folks it will continue on. 

I am going to start. 

This is so not right. 

I will remember  that next year. Okay, we  will not go there? okay I have nothing  to say.  

Good. [ laughter ]. 

Thank you Mr. chair. Briefly,  thank you  Councilman Patterson,  to show up. For the meetings,  representing the county. 

     Meaning that the doctor was referencing  earlier. I will  find out when the next meeting is  to make a appearance especially with the position of  the NAP. 

It would be really good to have  all the councilmembers there.  

They are a great founding partner, it helps to put a face  to a name when we have to make those  calls. One issue I will bring back ,  Mr. urban you are still here.  

     Jamie is still here, I will forward  some emails. I would like to bring  back for discussion. In reference  to an issue that came up during the last meeting on the big red  barn venue and event. I have met with  the owners of the big red  barn venue, and they are making  some compelling case -- they are making a compelling  case on tourism based  on the Florida statute and, I would like to have us revisit it. I will forward their  emails and comments, and concerns on this  particular venue, because I think  actually I don't think I know laws can be interpreted. You know  that. Law is written and then interpreted.  I think there's some areas where we may  have fallen short and this is just  my opinion is on the definition  of agri-tourism in the enforcement  of agri-tourism of some venues that  may be more restrictive, then the  state code and the statues have  put and even in our own ordinance  of 2016. So there's a compelling  case and I would like to do that, it is not for discussion  now but I would like to bring it  back during the first of the year. With that, I will state  Merry Christmas and wait for the  rest of you guys. Thank you.  

One thing really briefly, I got  a extension for the enterprise,  museum project sometime back. And  time has run out. They are getting  work done but it's a volunteer,  and I don't know if it would be appropriate if I can ask for another  extension on that? I would like to ask for that because  there time is running out.  

I will make it as a motion I  guess. 

Wended their time run out?. -- .  

Sometime late summer, we can agenda it. 

Okay, that sounds good. Write. 

     -- Other than that, I do wish you  a Merry Christmas and happy new  year.  

Of a few things, speaking so  much today about the LPD -- the  quarter. I have so many residents that keep reaching  out about the miscommunication.  I have been talking with staff , about this. And I will be holding  a public meeting. In January or  early February. For the public  to discuss the entire  corridor. So hopefully, it can get  rid of any misinformation in there. The other  thing, for staff. Maybe for Donna. But  last April, of 2017 , I brought up about the contract  for the removal of lead. In that discussion, it  was said we would bring it back,  when they renew their contract,  I have researched and I cannot find  any renewal of that contract. So  I want to get with you, and someone recently asked me about that .  

I may be able to find it myself. 

It may be coming up, so we will see. Do you remember  the date? we will have to look. I remember the topic. And  we talked about it.  

 I think it was a 2-three-year contract.  We will look at that.  

The last thing is I would like to thank you for recognizing all of the people  that are working over the holidays and I  want to tell everyone Merry Christmas,  and happy new year and everyone  the best in the new year. We will  have a really good new year. I look  forward to it.  

Have three items here. I have some board vacancies , so we really need to  make sure we turn up the value  adjustment board, we only need to  have one but there should be two  councilmembers there. And tourist 

     development Council needs to be  taking care of. The meeting , will be January 31 , I am working on not. 

     -- On that. One things that I --  think I have realized is that Orlando  keeps the -- is at  the Orlando area keeps talking about  tourism and we should be part of  that region. They look at us the  same way they look at the sun rail  and we are going to get screwed  again, I would watch out anything  we do in the future  as far as regionalism is concerned. The whole sun rail commission  when I finally got that amendment  on their but the judge was considering, it still being stonewalled. And haven't heard anything from  Tallahassee or anything. So we really need  to do something about it. The days are coming up, went pretty  soon we will be stuck paying a bill , and not getting the service for  what we are paying four.  

On the sun rail maybe I can throw some bombs on the Stonewall. 

Yes if you have something nuclear. 

Maybe just laser. I may just  go lazer.  

 The staff has done a tremendous  job on this helping me get the amendments we  originally wanted, we had to come  back and do something and really  open it up a little bit more, but  still nothing has really happened . And we have to get some relief  on it because it can get very expensive .  

You have laid the groundwork  for it. I can go in and ask why  it's not getting done and we expect something to be  done sooner than later. They have  had the later part. 

I love sun rail, I write it.  It's a great deal. As a matter fact  all the meetings I went through  on sun rail every one of them I  took sun rail down there. It's a  pleasant way to go. Because trying  to find a parking place and  driving to Orlando is miserable. This  is a letter I got from a young man taking us, this  is a big deal for the young kids. We did  something good for the community,  and we did something good for him. And it inspires the entrepreneurial ship of these  kids when they go out and take that  risk of spending the money, of buying these wine and spend the money  on feeding it and hoping that they  can get something more than three  and half dollars per pound we did  okay there. 

Yes, everything is taking care  of. Lastly, I've been really  involved with the community association  and I was taking -- talking with  Jamie about it, they need -- they had a building 50  years ago up in Delian Springs and it's now where our fire station  is. Some of the old-timers up there,  I cannot say this is true or false, 

     but they feel the county was supposed  to or promised back in the 70s that they would replace that building  that was replaced by the fire station.  I don't know. They're trying to  get a community Center. I know we  leased land for a long period of  time, but they will probably let the  land come back to the County. It  will just not work for them. They  are doing their meetings at the  old historic porterhouse right there 

     on 17. In their thinking they would like to work out some  way of buying it. Trying to think  of some way we can help them on  it. We put a lot of money in the  spring Hill resource centers, and  the homeless shelter here and Elaine and what were doing here with the  old jail, I think that something  needs to be done up there. Revenue  program going up in the Pearson  area. I think that little community,  they are doing good things out there.  They're very involved with the  elementary, and working with the  students. Malloy had started a program 

     taking a number of jackets that  they took these kids up there that  Maloley and McGinnis elementary,  so many kids up there do not have  a jacket to go to school  in. They are very involved group of people, and I just want  to see something that we can do, I will be gone but I  will be watching. Thank you. And  Dan, and Donna , and George  it was a pleasure working with you  guys. I have worked with two county managers  into interim County managers in  my 10 years on the Council, and  it's been a real pleasure. It really  has been. Merry Christmas and happy  new year.  

 You can have  a closing comment but you can't  do anything about the other part.  

I forgot to make mention of Spring  Hills the RA -- CRA.  That both cancel member Patterson  and I are on that CRA, and they  are doing great things  for that. And we need to make sure,  we have  I don't know when you do the appointment.  So we need to people, to be the represented --  representation of  District 1 and Sheriff's appointee.  I just want to make sure you  got to get to people for that. They  are having their first meeting,  pushed it off until the first Tuesday 

     in February rather than in January. You need to appointments, thank  you so much. 

That seems like something Ben  Johnson and Barbara possibly?  

I was thinking maybe Ben Johnson and Barbara Girton . I'm just saying. 

I'm just listening. 

When she speaks, I listen  I have a couple of comments. You are the person complain about  my climate change comment that were  picked up and developed over couple  of months., That's my position,  I do nothing in any vote on the  Council to discredit anything . Those are my personal opinions  based upon facts. When I share some  of those facts, people do not want  to go to it because they do not  accept the facts. I tell them to  go to Noah's other website that  basically contradicts information, that they do accept. And Noah  also has facts . And I had as many people responding  about email supporting the fact  of taking a stand on the fact that  I did criticizing me.  So anyway, that was nothing  to tie the Council to my comments,  but that has been my feeling for  a long time. Anyway, I will  leave that one where it sits. 

     I will be making new appointment  on the 10th of January , with two new people coming on, I will make some adjustments on  them. I have an email  while we were here, from the central  Florida planning Council asking  if we would like to make -- like to make a presentation  on something unique we were doing.  I immediately thought about the  process on the water , that Rob is doing. If you want  to see that or something unique that we are doing, 45-10 minute  PowerPoint presentation, to show  them what we are doing as part of  the central Florida or the regionalization,  that's one of the regions that I want to represent  us on the sun rail, hoping that  some of that will help. And they  will think of us as regional . Also, on regional councils , as well as water , and I think there  are three. So, on that, I was told  yesterday or the day before, that  I may be receiving a invite request or what ever to  be in Tallahassee on the seventh  and eighth of January if that is not picked up as an expense to be there I will  cover it. But I will go to  comes through.  And I'll let you know what happens  on the seventh and eight. But I just want to let you know  I am going. This has been a busy  two weeks, or three weeks with the things  we have been involved in. I'm happy to be able  to do that and share, yesterday  presenting to the legislation delegate. Congratulations to the -- them on one of the things that  we were supporting which was the  Halifax extension.  They did get unanimous support on  that  as we also supported those. Was  that, we will take about a five  minute break. Before we conclude, the final part  of our business today. So,  if everyone wants to be happy.  

Was on the seventh and eighth ? 

Mister chair, I would like to  recognize Elizabeth. I  think she can recognize you. 

I wanted to get to her first.  Our state representative in this  area. [ clapping ] I recognized her but  she said no, she will wait. Okay were going to take five minutes,  and we will be back for the final  order of business today. [ Meeting on Break ] 

We are on, okay , ladies and gentlemen we have  one final piece of  business today. 

I might  tell miscue sack if she can't hurry  up and get on the desk she can come  to the next meeting, but I don't do that. [ laughter  ] tipping should pay attention to  me? just saying [ laughter ] just staying. Okay, we will call the meeting  back to order. 3:26 . Final piece of business on the  agenda we want to bid farewell and  say thank you to our at-large County  Councilwoman Joyce Cusack and Patterson. I know there are  a number of you that want to say a few words. Before  we get to that, we have a tribute  video to play. For Miss Cusack. Mr. Patterson have opted to have  his video  be shown later,  because his  wife and is not able to be there  and he wants to be able  to be surprised and share with her  and I think that's very admirable. 

     We may have some other ones that  will throw in there with them. So  at this point, all eyes on the monitors. And Rowlett. -- Rowlett, video  was sound.  -- Role it. Video with sound. 

[ music ] somewhere, over the rainbow, way  up high.  There is a land that I heard of, once in a lullaby. Somewhere , over the rainbow skies are blue , and the dream that you dared to dream really  do come true. 

     Someday I'll wish upon a star, and  wake up where the clouds are far  behind me .  

I am proud to be here. I am proud that I lived long enough  to see justice done. And so that's  one thing. And it feels you up to  know that. There so much history, and we have. -- done so many wonderful things. Was so little. It's about time  that the world understands,

 If there's anything I'd like to  be remembered by, is that we  try to make sure, that everyone,  understood the importance of education , and that we are all people and God loves us all, and it's  important to all of our children  to have a quality education.  Regardless of their race, or heritage.

[ clapping ] 

I believe she could fly high  above the rainbow don't you? Mr. chair?  

If anybody could come at the  start of the video all those red  colors I saw, was about ready to  bring  the switch card down to her?  

[ laughter ] Joyce I know you have  family members and so forth here  today, would you like to introduce  those to us? make them stand up . 

I want you to know that it is  very important and there is very important  people here today in my life. On  the first introduce you to my sister. And I have my little grandbaby my other grandbabies,  the twins, use  out one of them was standing near  the capital over there. They had photo ops  with Governor Bush, and Governor Chris. They both try to persuade them  to change parties. Then have my  little niece here,  Asia with the other little Cusack  girl.  Asia is Jimmy and Brenda's grandbaby. Her father was named from my husband Charles Allen Cusack. And, 

     my comrade who knows all about me when I clean up the  money don't clean up, and that is  my partner who helps me at my house  Adria. Thank you so much baby for being  here. He keeps me on the straight  and narrow, I love you young man. I have with me also my God son Jeff branch. Jeff is a son we never had. Is a graduate and  he works with the city. He's  an outstanding person and he told  me he was tall -- coming to the  meeting today when he came last night, he lied.  He came for this. And then, I have my childhood friend chert  -- Shirley, we were in kindergarten  through high school together. Then, I have my friend my nephew Thurman  he's here.  And Patricia who is sitting with  him. I have my sorority  sisters here. Some of my sorority  sisters will stand up please. That's  Natalie , and Gloria. That was a senior moment sorry. 

     She worked with me as a legislator.  She was my assistant. Thomas. I  would have my little niece doesn't she look just like me?  these to say that. I had two girls , I would thought I would  have all three of them together  as they have two girls, and they say no this  one is yours and they stayed that's  the one that's not mine. That my  niece. And then my good friends  who came from New Jersey. Audrey 

     who is my very, very good friend.  We've been through so much together  and her husband John.  And then, we have Maya, neighbor  and friend. Mr. Al bowie  who is here. And my other  friend from New Jersey Molly  Davidson, worked with me on every  campaign, the picture didn't look  right she said that doesn't look  right don't use that. I said let  it go let it go.  And then, 

     we have Darcy. You all know Darcy.  She was an employee here, and used  to be a clerk. When I was a nurse.  We go way back. And then  I cannot forget and you all know her but  Darla, she's not on duty right now  she is here. I have some words to  say about her later. Oh Deacon month the deacon from  my church. Has been used to say I never called  him Deacon until he had it drink  in his hand [ laughter ] but I can't  say that about my Deacon. I've never  seen a drink in his hands. And I  Jessica, city Commissioner from Deland and her husband Mario Davis  and my good friend, my good friend, Bob is here  as well. Is incoming  member of this Council, and my friend. That I get everyone? Louise Louise called me  my joy. Stand up Louise. Thank you so much  darling for calming. I've known  her all her life. 

Oh my Sherry, Sherry thank you  so much. Sherry takes care of me  and always possible. She thinks  I didn't know better you would think  I had her. That's my daughter I  didn't give birth to you, but she  is my daughter. I claim her and  they claim her children and my grandchildren.

     Mrs. Cusack, we first had the honor  of working together, when you accepted  an invitation to come to Embry Riddle  for a ribbon cutting.  It was a big deal, you are the highest  ranking official , and I sat down with the president  the day before and I made sure he  was going to introduce you properly.  As, and you tell me you think this  is right on the Florida House of  Representatives. Democratic leader ,  Joyce Cusack. And he said, that's  too hard, and I said  that's too hard to say? imagine what it took her to earn  that position. And he said again,  no, but I was ready and  I said I talked to Sam Bell, and  Sam Bell says you have to honor  her. Just so. But I tell that story because I  hope on that day, and on this day  and all the days that come, that  you get the honor, and respect that  you so richly deserve, thank you for all you deal. [ clapping ] -- thank you for all you do .  And Mr. Patterson, when I think  of all the things I can think you  for,  they all fall under the broad  category of language. Thank you, for teaching me how  to write a one pager, and because  of that there's engineering scholar program that continues  to this day. I think you for looking  after our county and state by paying  attention to all the bills, and  notes. Language are really matters,  but it must be said when it comes  to you and language, it's most colorful and fun conversations  I have ever had with an elective  official. They've been from you.  So thank you for your service, I  appreciate you both, and wish you  well. You for the time. -- Thank you for the time. [ clapping  ].  

Adria know you're here somewhere. 

Good afternoon.  Joyce introduced me, as her friend from New Jersey. I guess, it was in 2000 or so my  husband John and I, started to relocate from New Jersey where I grew up  and raised. Very low  income family, but  the city of Montclair Township now  it's called. Was made up of very low income people but very, very well to do very  rich people. And was the best place in the world  to grow up, because I had an opportunity  to see things as a kid I said one  of these days it was literally in  my backyard. We decided to and up here in the land where we had  a house built which we could never  have done in Montclair. I served  on the city Council there, for a  couple of terms until I get tired  of going up there every Tuesday, and saying another Tuesday and another situation we have to  fight, and do whatever, whatever  and I said I'm gonna cut that loose  so I came here to Deland and I got  involved in the church, the greater  Union first Baptist Church. It was a lady,  who used to come every so often,  and she was there pretty often.  Her name was Joyce Cusack. Always  introduced her. And I would look over and see this  lady and she said greetings, greetings and information  from Tallahassee. She was coming  home, to tell us what was happening  in Tallahassee. She is giving us  the information, that she needed us to know. So  that we could better our lives.  I said, that's my girl right there. I know what that's about. So when Joyce finished her term  there, I met her one day in the way into church and I said  Joyce, you don't know me and introduced  myself. I said, has anybody come  to you and said that we want  to have something to honor you for  all the hard work, that you have  done over the years? and she said, no. Knowing Joyce she didn't do  it for that reason. And I said what  we will do something. We got folks  together we honored her. I'm saying  all that to say that, what you do matters.  And it matters more than  most of you on a day-to-day basis  think about. Especially right now. Joyce, I think you so much when  I saw the video , I brought some tears to my eyes  because I know the struggle . I know the sacrifice that you've  made over the years for all of us.  And you know what? this may be your last meeting,  this is not your last time  and you cannot and you will not  come I know you you will not give  it up, you will still be there because  it's in you. It's in you. So, I want you to know , I for one and I'm sure everybody  else here who is here for you, feels the  same way. We appreciate you , and the sacrifice that you have  made over the years, you didn't  have to do it, but you did it anyway,  and I thank you so much, you made  a difference in my life , I'll tell you and you know from  the things we've been through, and  I hope and pray, each of you, as  you move on with your service , that you have that kind of determination  and that kind of commitment for why you are sitting in the  seats that you are in. Because,  our lives, all of our lives matter , and what you do makes a difference  in our lives. I thank you for your  service, your willingness to do  what you do. And I pray and I hope,  and Reverend you know what I talk  about when I say praying and hoping  that you are -- all will do what  you need to do across the board  for all people. I love you Joyce. You are the best girl, you are  the best girl. [ clapping ] 

Brenda? 

, Talk to the person who decided  to put me up behind Audrey. 

My name is Brenda Cusack, I'm  commonly known as the  other Mrs. Cusack. Mrs. Cusack Junior. Or however you want to call it. Every 45 years  of my life, I have been Joyce is sister-in-law. About 50 years ago, I came to Deland, and my brother-in-law was a pastor,  a young pastor a greater Union first  Baptist Church and there were many  young people or young couples in  the church. But, there was one , and the resume I paid attention  to them is because they had an interesting  young fella with them. I wanted  to meet him. But I discovered real soon I had  to get past his sister-in-law because  she opened up every meeting with who are  your people? [  laughter ] so after she got confirmation  that my people were all right, she  let me talk to her brother. Joyce  is my Christian sister, my  sorority sister, and my sister  and mom. But more than that she's  my friend. She has become the matriarch of  our family, and my husband, keep  saying is the patriarch. That's  how the fate had it , and were happy with it. I  think about, how  we have often heard the story that  Mrs. bassoon put her  hands on her when she was touring  the school as a child. And said,  God blessings on you. That is not  just a story, that was a prophecy. It is not -- now her testimony. God has blessed joy, and the things that she is -- has been doing it so successful.  I really set up, because I have  to say openly to 

     -- to Joyce is been my honor for  my people to confuse me as the other  Mrs. Cusack. And to be honest with  you, I used it.

We've been through some tough  times, and through all of that,  she continued to serve this community. God is going to reward you  for that. I want you to know Joyce, the word retire, does not mean new  ways to get tired, we are excited , we are so proud of your accomplishment, the little things, and  the big things, all counts. We are  looking forward to having you,  you can continue to serve them,  but welcome home, and God bless  you. [ clapping ] 

Jessica Davis. 

Good afternoon all, and thank  you council for allowing me to speak.  I met Mrs. Cusack, early 2000 I  was a college student at Florida  A&M University notetaking eight  American Government class and I  was required to interview an elected  official. This was a difficult  task for me, because I never  had really interaction with  elected officials. I made a phone call,  to my friend at that time Mario  Davis, down in Miami while he was  attending college and I said hey  this is my dilemma. In my grade. And then he said I know someone  that goes to my church, go to the  capital and meet her. I went in  and I was not sure to do. I did  not know the role that she played. 

     You go baby, she handed me a stack  of paper and maps in different things  and is able to take that information into my  class. But that's how it started,  but not how it's going to and. I  also served with you on the spring  healthy RA --  Springhill CRA. Bolivia played  a big impact on my  journey especially you Miss Cusack.  I think you for mentoring me, I  thank you for continuing to be my  friend and everything. This political arena can get ugly  sometimes, you keep me encouraged  and I think you -- thank  you for that. I would like to invite  the public and counsel because the  city of delay on -- delay I made  a motion to name our new resource center and that area  Doctor Cusack. We want  to honor you in a big way. [ clapping  ] that's  only one thing to honor you. You  definitely deserve much more. Just  stay tuned for the groundbreaking  and driven -- ribbon-cutting. On  behalf, of the Davis family and  the city of delay in, we love  you, and God bless you. 

Was there anyone who wanted to say anything after those remarks that did not get a chance  to? okay , it's our turn. I kinda hope to put this off a  little bit. George we will let you  start. 

First off. Speaking of Mr.  Patterson.  When I think about Mr. Patterson  first two words come to mind  is  statesman and professional. I worked with Mr. Patterson during  his two stints at the county. I appreciate the take on  what's going on not just here in  Tallahassee. I don't  think people really appreciate the  work he did, on the Council, going  back up to Tallahassee and doing a lot of behind the scenes  work for the County.  And really an advocate. He also went down to  son rail, and as he mentioned, when you talk regionalism, I think  he was a person that finally got  folks to start paying attention  and he had to do his own pros -- protest  down there.  A lot of the other folks from orange county  and the city. Enforced the issues to get addressed.  Which we are still in the middle  of addressing.  I am definitely going to miss his humor. We were  talking about it. He has a great  sense of humor, and I hope we can still share, he such  a historian. I always enjoyed his stories.      you both have. I am proud to have  worked with you and known you. I  also look forward to seeing you,  along the way. You are not done  yet. I think you have more to do.  So  journey on and best wishes and blessings  to all of you.

I was nervous earlier, sometimes  in the past it has been hard to  get a word in edge wise. [ laughter  ] so, I'm obligated to blurted out but  I'm also worried that councilmember  Patterson who I know well, might go on and  leave the chamber because it's the kind of person  he is. I  can restate, there are no two finer  people I have been honored to  serve your and common sense. [ Captioners  Transitiong ] 

 Nothing else, thank you.  

It is  really our turn .  

 This is always tough, my heart is  way out there. To both of you. 

     I have only been with you for 2  years, but what an experience. 2 understated people , how well they are respected in  the community and so many areas,  and behind the scenes, what they  have done historically, for Volusia  County , Pat , you and Joyce  from Tallahassee, to the sun rail,  people have it wrong. They don't  see all the things that you have  accomplished and still are working  on as we speak. Sun rail, going up to Tallahassee,  all the things you do behind the  scenes. You have made it that are for us and I  thank you for your work, your work  ethics, your knowledge, your jokes,  sometimes your words, not so much, but I appreciate  your friendship , Pat. I really do and I am counting  on that to be ongoing. And I am  counting on you to continue to teach  me about Roberts rule border, you  are the expert. And between the  two of you, you both have appointed  me to committees that you helped  near and dear to  your heart and you entrusted them  to me.  

We were just trying to get even. 

Yes, the canvassing was  one of them, thank you very much. Joyce, as  my partner, next to me, I came on  the Council six months after I lost  my husband. I thank you  for that inspiring comment to me,  all the time, and I can only pray, Ms. Joyce Cusack, that I could  be half as good as you. And serving  the people. -- In serving the people. And I cannot  say enough words about these 2 people  with the integrity, in all that  they have done prior, for me to  walk down there path, that they  have already laid out, there is  so much work behind the scenes that  they have done so honorably. And for some of it, I already get  the credit for because I just happen  to be here at this time. Again,  Pat, I love you. Joyce, love you .  

[Applause]  

We will give us just a brief break and let representative filler half, and I thought she  wanted to speak, and I knew she  wanted to speak. Elizabeth, I brought  you in and I can take you out. [Laughter]  

 Unfortunately  miss Patterson could not be here  today and I felt I needed to stand  up partially on her behalf so I  have known this man almost my whole  life and he is part of  the reason why I am here today as  a representative. I worked on his  first campaign for the state health -- house and 98 when I was 16 years  old. He had me in Tallahassee as a messenger the  first session and I got the bug  and 20 years later, here I am as  a representative in the state house. I cannot tell you how much it means  to have him as a mentor and as a  friend. While I'm sorry to see him go,  I know he will go on to bigger and  better things and still be involved as he I'm sure cannot stand to  be a part of all this process. And  of course former representative  Cusack, followed your career  while you were in the state house, and then on the County Counsel  in of his the started to see you -- sorry  to see you go as well and I'm sure  you will post a very involved in  this process and I look forward  to your counsel as I moved through  the state house process so thank  you so much and I appreciate it.  Many blessings to you.

[Applause]  

 Kyle bouy?  >> He was too shy  and bashful to fill a card out earlier.  [Laughter]  

I have been known for a lot of  things but shy and bashful is not  one of them.  

I figured everyone would know  that was really kind of a joke.  

Thank you for the opportunity  because I missed it earlier, but city Council, those assembled here, I see that  I have a few comments and partly  because all of you know Joyce Cusack and her accomplishments as a legislator , trailblazer, all the wonderful things she has done  in the political arena. She has  made an impact that will be long-lasting  and I think her legacy will last  forever and ever. Those who follow, really have a  really high mark to attain and to reach but I want  to share a personal story with you,  one that was left with  me. I have known Joyce for many  years. I have been a residence for  the land for 50 years. When I came  here shortly about two years after I  arrived, I bought a home from her  sister Joan and her husband. And  that is when eight met the Cusick  family, all of the Q sex, friends  of Jimmy, and Joyce's husband -- all of the Q sex, friends of Jimmy 

     -- all of the Cusick family, prince  of Jimmy, Joyce's husband, and something  that you need to know about her  humanity and dedication to humanity,  her heart, as well as her will and  determination, her profession as  a nurse, it really meant a lot to me  at a time when I was going through  a very difficult period in my life  my family was an accident and I  lost my daughter and my son was  in the hospital and my wife was  in another and after a short time my son was able to come home. And while I was busy with family  and friends at home too., Attending  to the concerns  of my wife who was in another hospital, I did not have time to really think  about how my son was getting along  because he was home and recuperating.  But I would -- when I did get home  at night, check in on  him and then when I got there my  family told me Joyce Cusack had  already been there . I did not have to ask her to come and look in on my son. I did not have a nurse in the family.  I did not have anyone there really  knew anything about changing bandages  and really helping  a youngster with some bones heal  and make sure he was well taken  care of but Joyce stopped by every day after work to look in on him and to make  sure that I did not have to worry  about him healing at home. Because  I was preoccupied with some other  matters. So I do not have to  worry about that. I got home and  they told me Joyce had already been  there  and looked in and change his bandages  and make sure he had the right nutrition, made sure everything  was working well, make sure he was  not experiencing a whole lot of  pain, just going through it.  

And that I will never forget.  You need to know this lady's heart. Her dedication to not only the community, but also  to humanity. Just making sure that things are well done. And I want to  tell you, Joyce, publicly, I love  you, I thank you for what you did  for me then and I thank you for what you have  already done so many times for so  many people. Because that I will  never, ever forget. And my prayer  is that God will continue to bless  you in a mighty way.  And that you will always be in his  favor.  Because the blessings that you have  given to so many people cannot be  counted. And he has done his work  through you in many ways. So I know there are  some good things yet for you in  this -- well your leave from  your duties here in this Council. And I will always remember that  and I just want to publicly, the public to know, what  a genuine friend , what a dynamic person that  you are in  ways many in this Council may not  have known. God bless you.  

[Applause]  >> Okay, we will continue with  the Council. Is there anyone else because I would like to the  Council to go ahead and finish --  if there was no one else though,  we will go ahead.  

Thank you,  Mr. Chair. I will start with my  colleague  Misty Patterson because I have known  you the longest.  When we moved to Florida, Pat Patterson  was an Allstate agent and in my insurance class my husband's  insurance class in  the past, in Florida, in Florida become an Allstate agent  so we have become friends and professional  colleagues a long time before the  political arena.  I have seen you in the community , and I have known you in the community.  I don't have as many probably personal tales, that we just heard,  with Mr. Bouy serine about Councilman  Cusack, but I do know that you have touched a lot of lives  personally that have gone unrecorded and things that you have intervened in personally. For  outcomes, for individuals. I know  that is a fact. So I want to thank  you for that.  

Both with Pat and  Joyce, what we are losing is institutional  knowledge. We are losing a lot of  institutional knowledge  and sometimes especially in the  political arena, it is like you  know, 

     clean the slate clean and bring  a new people but guess what you  lose? You lose the foundation and  even where you sit right now, two  [Indiscernible - static] you have  been a balance to those because  if you don't know what goes before  you, you don't know what the vision  is going forward. And there is a  lot of conversation sometimes as  you know when Council goes from someplace where  we think we should go or new counsel  get seated and you kind of have  to stop and say, wait a minute there  is a reason we did it this way and  even those before us did it this  way and if you do this this is the  unintended consequences of what  might sound good at first blush  but implementation I'm working it  out, you will cause more  negative consequences than positive  so we are losing that. Volusia County  is losing that with Councilman  Cusack -- and  I'm trying to think here.  

So those of you that you Council Patterson, he has very  sick sense of humor, he just does. You see there  laughing, they know you, Pat, they  know you. But his heart is as big  as goal. And we talked  about legacies,  and I will refer to Councilman Cusick 

     for just a minute but what was representative  [Indiscernible - low volume] out  here, what she just said, I was  actually going to say that.  But your legacy lives on, Pat, because  both you and Joyce, you are mentors,  you are mentors and I think the  fruits, they say don't judge  people by their action but judge  them by their fruit, there you go,  I think you're both very solid in  that regard and I thank you for  that. I will go -- and I  am going to miss those conversations,  Pat, and upstairs in the third floor, where our offices are, utter know  if you been up there but they are  more like coat closets, it is nothing -- you purposely [Indiscernible - low volume] call  it an office, but it is sustaining  us. So Councilman Patterson , is in our and and then mine and  then I think it is Ed, you are next.  Pat has a beautiful picture of his  wife up on the wall. [Indiscernible  - low volume] I do know, six months a  year, but I took it down and I replaced  it, [Indiscernible - low volume] it was good, really good. And  it was quite a while one day he comes  walking in my office, with his picture,  you did this. Yes,  months ago. I did that months ago.  So a lot of collegial respect  and just respect -- and disrespect sometimes, that goes on as we serve in this office. So Pat, I am sure  I will see you around again in the  circuit but thank you, thank you  for entering the arena and staying  in the arena. Councilman Cusick,  you know they talked about a legacy  also Mack. --  Also and was at the legacy were gala, they had that  beautiful video of -- video of you  up? I was hoping they were going  to play that today because I remember  that video they played probably  had something to do with that that  they played at that event. It was a  piece of history in which you endured,  which you want through in life that I  never did, that -- because we all  have our own life stories. I have  a story that you don't know about.  And you probably would be shocked  if you saw it on the big screen.  But that was a glimpse into your  life and who you are as a person and what has crafted you as a leader  and that is what brings us to do  what we do and make the decisions  we make. Several years ago I said  from the far end of the DS, and  Joyce, 

     you think you were still there in  our meetings would go long, and  I was kind of zoned out and all  of a sudden I heard this voice and  another DS going, Councilwoman Dennis,  are you hearing me? I was like,  yes, Joyce, I  cannot tell you what the issue was  and it did not matter what the issue  was but what she was saying to me  was this is important to me and  I need your support . Okay, I am in and I don't remember  what it was I voted for, I don't.  

I voted, just saying.  

Because up here , what we do,  all about integrity,  and trust, and leadership  and I have that with you, Joyce, Pat Patterson, I have that  with you. When we disagree, fair  enough, always a fair fight. And  that is what we are here for. One think that I just  heard and I forgot who just shared  it, [Indiscernible - low volume] laid hands on you. That alone is probably the most powerful thing  I have heard. What an honor, I never met  her never had that honor but my  favorite coat and reading her researching  I will never forget is be a Daniel , take a  vow of courage. If that lady laid  hands on you, 

     that is where your courage comes  from because everything that she  has, she transferred to you. It makes a lot of sense. So  for the next generation, I wouldn't  leave here unless you have this  lady lay her hands on you and part  and I mean that from my heart. You are blessed, if you get this  lady to lay hands on  you and impart the wisdom and even  the legacy of Dr. MacLeod, Dr. Mary  McLeod, from her  to Joyce. And if I had to think of one word  for you, Joyce, it was, you are  an advocate, you are a strong advocate and you balance us. The worst thing  we could have up here is seven people  think you know like and trust meet  we don't. We don't like. But you  always have been a good balance  for me. Here are some of the things  we had Joyce -isms. live to fight  another day, and walking through  the park, we  live to fight another day, just  saying. Just live to fight another day. And if you are not at  the table, you are on the menu.  Another Joyce -ism. and the one we  are all quoting today, I am just  saying, but as I passed my time on to my colleagues  here, I think what is really has  touch me regarding both of you today and  listening to your family and friends,  both of you have said,  this is the human part of what we  do and we talk policy and we talked  budget and we talked numbers and  issues as we should in our official  position, you know what, at the end of the  day it is the end of the day and  there's a lot of humanity, which  is why we do what we do, right?  Joyce? And I got  a feeling we will still be seeing  you around. And Pat, we will  be seen you. You  know what also Mack, Joyce, what struck me  today, you made the motion, couldn't  vote, conflict of interest, you  made the vote to close out Waverley. You know how strong  that was? As a leader, in the history of Volusia County  , and to have a councilperson that  was embroiled in the issue from  the beginning and not in a positive way. And  I am not making a judgment call. It is just the way it went down.  But for you as a leader to come full  circle and in your last day in this  counsel, make a motion to close  out a chapter four Volusia County  and be the one to make the motion, it is the highest of integrity,  my friend. That, I don't think you understand  the gravity of what she did. For  all of us.  

And I thank you for that. I am done.  >> Ms. George's bunch got up here at that we were  going to have church appear and  I was getting excited and ready  to take up an offering or something.  Anyway, that was great, I always  get excited when the Lord gets the  glory as well as is because he works  through us to accomplish things  that we can get done. We are losing  them to great sources of wisdom.  And knowledge. Joyce has been a  great inspiration to me.  She is firm but kind. That is a  good combination to have. Sometimes I am known as a quiet one, I guess,  but  that is all right, I do that on  Sunday. But anyway, I cannot tell you how many times  I thought I understood everything  and then one of my colleagues says something without, I'm glad  I did not say what I was going to  say because that would've been stupid  compared to what they just said.  So I tend to sit back a little bit  and listen to my colleagues. It  has just been great to serve with  you all and I also remember Joyce Saint  we have two years and one mouth  and I think that is from the book  of James. And I always remember  that. Joyce, thank you so  much for the inspiration you have  been to me and I appreciate it so  much and with Pat, I know when I  was 

     taken about running for County Counsel,  I wanted to try to meet with as  many of the current counsel is a  good enjoys, I apologize I did not  be with you and I regret that because  I wish I had. I did get to meet  with Pat. And he gave me some really  good advice and he got up with somebody  else I think and they said, just  got to think what you want to be  remembered as. You want to be remembered as  a good pastor or as a councilmember  and I got to thinking about that  because I do not want to beat --  being a good pastor to me is more  important than anything so I don't  want to lose that part and so I  have wanted to not do anything that  would diminish that. And I learned  how to not bid on a steer. I learned how to do that. And you  know coming on board, like I think  George said it, both of these are statesman, but  Pat, impresses me as the elder statesman and the class,  class guy. And Deb [Indiscernible  - low volume] I have not been on the Council  too much but Pat loses his balance  and falls out of his chair right  here on the dice and I thought I  can follow that, I can do that.  I will be okay. Let her know if  you remember that are not. But anyway, did you get pictures? It is on  video. I which is a it is been an  honor and privilege to serve with  these 2 experience and knowledge  eligible veterans and [Indiscernible  - low volume] greatly missed and  thank you for all you've done for  me and thank you.  

Go ahead.  

I'm not sure how to follow any  of this up. Joyce, I will make this brief for you, and I will  just say one of the things that I have noted about you  and that I will say that  I have certainly taken note of and  admired about you, is that you stand by your conviction, certainly and that you also center for people  who have no voice. And  yes, that sums up Joyce right there.  There you go.  And those are two things that I  sincerely take to heart and two  things that I try to do as well. Certainly not with the finesse  that you have acquired over the  years. But when they we will get  there. Change is happening. I do want you to know,  there has been talk about the impact that you have made and  I can tell you that I have not known you that  long, just two years in a day and we  have really not had the opportunity  to get to know each other too well  outside other than some offense  that we perhaps shared a great --  eight drink or 2 or maybe some --  shared a drink or 2 or maybe some chicken.  But I can tell you that is an area  that I will work on and that I will  think of you as I do those things.  I will think of you as I do my  own. Thank you for your service. And  I am going to miss looking down  there and seeing you and seeing -- sometimes  I get the look of wrap it up. And sometimes I get the nod and  I say I got the nod. And I say this  is good. Appreciate them both.  Pat, I truly have  enjoyed sitting next to you for  the two years. I have enjoyed  your humor.  Again, I don't blush often. I was a cop  in my past life. But Pat made me blush a couple of times. I have  greatly appreciated your humor and it certainly has been fun sitting  next to you.  Roberts rules, under no -- we will have to -- could we hire  a consultant for that because that  is basically what we are going to  need I think in terms of --  

100 bucks an hour.  

Okay. But it is good to be able  to look to you in Roberts rules and say, what is the appropriate way to get a, B, see and hear  from you? I would also like to point  out  what is a mean thing that I have  noted about Pat Patterson and my  two years? And I would say  really noting the behind the scenes thing. So your involvement with [Indiscernible - low volume] leaders , your involvement with the -- not for each  but the foreman agriculture areas . And  noting those kinds of things and  certainly your relationship with Ann,  how great I have enjoyed seeing  that. And you  are certainly blessed in that way. I know that you are retiring after  a very, very long career in service  and accolades to anyone who states  and politics for allow  -- for a long time because it is -- do tell -- but it is worth it.  I wish you well.  >> The tough part is going to last. I should just ended and say every -- ditto and everything was  said from the audience and everything  was said from here but I am not.  Brevity is the soul of with. There is a lot  of differences in there is a lot  of similarities in these 2. Both  are relatively quiet but when they  speak , it is truth and you listen. They both served and have served  for the right reasons that I think  people should serve in elected office.  And that is to serve , not to try to be somebody. We all are somebody to start with. Pat, we are going to  miss you on the Roberts rules of orders  but I have two books that I would  be happy to pass when around and  we also have a list to summarize  what they are so we will get by  if I get in any trouble I will come  and take a refresher class from  you. I think with  both of you, you are going to  be missed. The institutionalism  that you have, the knowledge that  you have, the way you both  handle yourselves, with the integrity  and the everything aboveboard  that you represent, either one  of you out in the County representing  Volusia County  Council, I'm happy to  say  -- I'm proud to same a part  of. And [Indiscernible - low volume]  require a lot of time and those  boards where you serve and places you served within the  community, people will know that  you are there and they know that  you are for them and everything  that you do. So we will have to  step it up, up here. Those  are your shoes,  they will be missed. And what we  will have to do to make that up , and I will agree with everything  else that is been said about the  two of them, but I want to say one  thing about Joyce.  If she and I 

     are 425 and 100 of us were in Washington  DC and they were all like us, she  and I could get this country going.  

Wait a minute.  

[Applause]  

And you take a white man and a woman that can get along as good as we  do, as respectful as we are of each  other, we have learned to disagree but  not be disagreeable when we disagree.  And respectful. And you can disagree and be respectful.  But the two of us could do that,  and Joyce, I love her like --  cancer mother because she is not  that old. -- Like  a mother or Kennen Tate mother because she is not that  old. You can say you love somebody  that you work with, but I do. And she know  she is going to be missed. And  we enjoy sitting when we get to  have lunch together, I always make  sure I get to sit beside her. Maybe  some of that goodness will rub off. 

It hasn't yet.  

But whatever has rubbed off  she had -- still has a whole lot  left.

She does like  my cookies. And my cakes. But you  are both going to be missed and  I will go off script a little bit. Sorry, Joanne. Just a little bit on my golf year, and Pat, I would like to present you with  this token. 

Let me get out of the way.  >> Pat Patterson of Volusia County  Council represented  1995-1998  and 2014- 2018, in 1997, vice chair 1996,  and 2014-2016, thank you for your  years and dedication and service.

You can do that now, Pat .  

You can make your comment.  

You get to make yours.  

All right.  >> Usually these kinds of things -- and I can  finally speak -- trying to  get evening but kind of hard to  get evening -- even when people  have been so nice to you and everything. But my journey in the political  arena started over 40 years ago , probably longer than that  because my mother always got me  involved in things even when I was  nine years old, Geta me up to go  mother's marches [Applause] March  of Dimes and going through me through  the neighborhood and looking at me that I was looking  for a few bucks but there was no  way and then my mother was always  involved in things and I guess I  kind of followed her. But I got out of  the Navy and started getting involved  with politics and the next thing  you know, doing campaigns and next  thing after that I am managing campaigns  and people are getting elected.  Especially when I moved up here  in 1985, I thought maybe it is time for me to run  for office and I did, first time  in 1992. Lost that election. But  I learned something from it and  I decided I would just keep going  for two more years and run  for the County Council District  1 and I ran for the at large seat  and I was a real experience because  I learned how big this County really  is. When you are running around  trying to get votes all over Volusia  County, it was really  just humongous.  Running at large. And then I came  on the County Counsel and still  remember coming on and Pat Northey,  had run and 92, she one. I came  on their in 94, 95.  And we did not have offices. They  talk about the little cubbyholes  you have now, we didn't have an  office. And we griped about that. And I finally convinced Kelton who was the acting County  manager at the time to get the keys  to this little conference room over  here. It took me about three months  to get the keys so I had a place  to beat people out here rather than  beat them in the coffee shops or  wherever. Then Pat Northey became the chair  and then Pat and I started working  and we got one office, seven counsel  Ma -- Consul members with one office  at the time.  And then I come back in here everybody  has an office out here, which is  crazy.  

I left  the Council in 1998. Larry [Indiscernible -  low volume] was County manager and he was a  little aggravated with me and I  think he wanted me to stay on two  more years. But it was an opportunity  and I took it and I one and in 2008 lost my election to my good friend  on there. Joyce. And I think for the next four  years I think my punishment from  the speaker of the house was they  put Joyce directly in back of me  and I was so glad when she became  one of the minority leaders , put  her way in the back of the room  and where she was creating all kinds  of havoc back there because that  was good because then I did not  have her behind me and everything  but it was some great years there,  my tenure as a legislator, [Indiscernible  - low volume] when I came back in.  And I never really thought about  running again until he came back  on some people suggested that I  run for the County Counsel there  -- Council  there in 2012 and it was  a great experience coming back on , two years and then for your time  and I had a great time, I had a  great run and I  have met a lot of great people on  this counsel, County Council members  and if you want to know what I look  back like back then in 1997 when I was on the chair I had hair and  the black and white photograph,  the reporter did a story about me  at the time, calling me retro Pat  because I was the only one up there  that was not surrounded -- completely  surrounded by colored photographs and could not  understand that, I just like that  picture better than all the other  pictures I have. But it 

     has been a lot of fun and there  are a lot of neat things that you  can do on this counsel, a lot of  neat things, --  on this Council, a lot of neat things,  the people you meet and opportunities  you have and it's  has its moment  like flying an airplane, you have  hours and hours of boredom [Indiscernible  - low volume] in moments of sheer  terror. You never know, because I mean, I was out trying to convince a  couple of rednecks up in the north  end of my district, were not getting  along too well, and got there and one of them  pulled a gun out, pointed it at the guy, one guy  pointed his finger at the guy and the other guy pulled his gun out  and about that time I thought it  was time to get the out of there.  But it is, it is a great experience. And I have enjoyed it . My counsel that  I have here right now, I have had  a great time with you all. A lot  of fun, a lot of fun things to do.  And I look forward to calling you  up in a way where I am not  lobbying you for the next two years,  if you have any life -- and I will  have to talk to Dan first to get  legal advice. But I'm  going to go back to teaching my  parliamentary procedures classes  and working on my  designation as a registered parliamentarian  and I have not given it up like  a last year when  I was running for reelection, but  if you are really interested in,  and something, many times I actually  have bit my tongue, and there are  a lot of things that General Roberts would be tearing his hair out and  when I look at old photographs of  him, he did have more hair than  I did. But I am enjoying it and  Ann and I have a lot  of things going on and she is on  a state Board  of Trustees and she just called  me up actually sent me an email  letting me know that I am her +1  as we go to Washington for the  Rick Scott Florida  sunshine ball. I get to go as  her date and usually  she is used to being my date all  the time.  Godspeed, everybody, really is.  I think a lot of all of you. Just  everything. I have  had some good times, real good times  and thank you.  

[Applause]  >> Councilwoman Cusick , please come down. The one thing  I left out on purpose in this is  one time -- there are others --  that I thought term limits  did not do is just as. And I am  glad when she was in the house, they did turn around so we could  have them but this is one time when  I think we are really going to be  lost in having term limits, my friend.

     Joyce Cusack, [Indiscernible - low  volume] at-large representative, 2011-2018 , vice chair 2012-2013 , thank you for your  years and dedicated service and  you put those eight years in the  house together, a lifetime of service. 

[Applause]  >> I have been waiting for this,  you know. To all things, there is  a season. The time has come that I close  this chapter in my journey, [Indiscernible  - low volume] member on this  Volusia County Council  has come  to an end.  It is been a wonderful experience. Thank you for that video , John and Jeff and  all those involved in getting that  together, for Julie, for lying and  telling me you needed the pictures  for the school. Thank you all for getting  that done. To you, my colleagues, it has been  a pleasure serving with you. And  I wish you well as  you continue to serve as members  of this robust body.  Pat, we have served together close to 12 years, I think. We  have had some good times in the  Florida legislature. We  did not agree on much but we  were able to do a lot of things  together and there were times that  we did -- and I guess we did agree  more that we disagreed , now that I think about it and  we always had the opportunity to  be friends. That establishment give  you the opportunity to develop some very lasting friendships . Let me thank all of you ,  the employees of Volusia County  government, you have  truly made a difference in my success  as a councilmember. From the  County manager, to the male courier, and everyone  in between. I say thank you. 

     I think you from the bottom of my  heart. As Jim Dinneen said, I  went from giving the shots  to calling the shots . As a councilmember I will 

     say who is calling the shots or  at least I thought so anyway. It  has been real and I thank you so  much, and I think you all and thank you, Jim,  Jim Dinneen,  who is a County manager when I came in November 2010 when I was elected  and I served with him until he retired just earlier this year. Thank you, Jim, for your service. 

     You serve the residents of Volusia  County well and I personally  thank  you for your service and your commitment to this great County. Is a member of this counsel 

     -- of this -- as a member of this  Council, we have had many  outstanding  accomplishments and just to refresh  your mind about some of those accomplishments , we were able to downsize this County budget  and the County general funds to  date, debt-free. We partnered with the city  of Daytona Beach to repave orange  Avenue, and it took us a  long time to get it done. But we  got Orange Avenue repaved. The cured -- secured funding for the Tom  stead veteran Memorial bridge. It  is set for completion  in early-mid-1920 -- early-mid-2019. We help fund the family shelter, called the whole place. To  secure additional off each parking, always mindful that we  must maintain access to her beautiful  beaches, never again will  citizens be denied the opportunity to be a part of Volusia  County   beaches. We added new trails ,  all throughout Volusia County.  These are trails that have  been an economic stimulus  to our economy. We expanded the artificial reef  programs. Establish funding for  the homeless shelter. And in Daytona that will  be utilized for all Volusia County  system. Those who need that service. We provided funding for homeless through the neighborhood center  in delaying, partnering with the  city of Delaine and that center , we have been able to have more  transitional housing for those in  need of a home. Thanks to  Don Butler for that service. We created the countywide employee food drive and you saw that today. Sees the need. -- Sees the need.  We implemented an internal diversity  and inclusion program and not only  did we implement the program but  we set benchmarks other identifiable, to mark the progress and we modernized and streamlined  the building per meaning -- permitting  process and we [Indiscernible -  low volume] Volusia County   fund rail and we are part of that  we will not be denied which is rightfully ours. We advanced additional vote trend services for our most  vulnerable citizens who need transportation, both [Indiscernible - low volume] service  is alive and well and we created  business incubator at the Daytona  Beach airport and consolidated emergency  dispatch which unify the 9/11 communication system. We've had additional part for our children's and families. [Indiscernible - low volume] Robinson  park  on city Island, and this was a collaboration  [Indiscernible - low volume] between  the city of Daytona Beach and the  County of Volusia and thanks, Josh Wagner, for your  insight into the process.  

We have increased  our private public partnerships  including that with  team Volusia  to recruit and stimulate businesses  to locate -- to locate and Volusia  County  such as the Trader Joe's  of the world and the  tented mall. Local internship programs  for our five universities and Volusia  County.  Build new emergency operation centers, EEOC and Sheriff office communications  center, we partnered with Volusia  County schools  to help fund school Guardian training program to provide safety in our schools. They dynamic master plan, tool  and process,  for continuity, the plan provides  information that facilitates effective  decision-making like Council and  staff.   Contracted to provide quality , inpatient health.  We want to make sure that even they are incarcerated,  their life is not hampered having  been a part of our system . Much has been accomplished , being on this  counsel, it is been a positive experience. And I  think the citizens of Volusia County  for giving me the opportunity to  serve, during my tenure,  two months I was the chair,  when Frank Bruno had to resign because  he was running for the Senate. And I served the rest of that time as the  vice chair for 2 years.  Thank you, Darla, and  all of the staff in the County managers office. Thanks to all of the citizens  that served on advisory boards,  your commitment to  this County is appreciated. George [Indiscernible -  low volume] interim County manager thank you so much for stepping up, to serve as the interim manager. You are doing an  excellent job. You are  a vision there. You have made some very important decisions in  your tenure. And I think that you  are the one to leave this organization. Now, now, they will see that after the search is complete. And  then I can say to them, I told  you so. Thank you so much, George, for your service and  your commitment to this County.  To your leadership with your team for all of the things  that you do to make it better. You picked up that ball and you  have not stopped running and I think  you, I think the citizens of Volusia  County , they are indebted to  the George, the George that we have  here in George with the wall. Thank you, Donna [Indiscernible  - low volume] and your staff, financially  this County is stable. To Dan Eckerd and his team, I say to you,  your ability to provide sound legal  advice  is always appreciated.  And finally I want  to thank all of my family  and friends for being  here today. Each of you have been  a part of my journey. It is you that make my life complete. Thank you  for the flowers. Today. Thank you for believing in me. My mom always believed in me. When I told her I would want for  the Florida House of Representatives,  she said, are you sure, Joyce? I  said yes, mother, I am sure. Thank you, mother, for believing  in me. Thank you for giving me permission to run.  We had a family meeting to make  that decision. Chuck and the girls,  I said, we need to make a decision  about this. I want to run for the  Florida House of Representatives. I told him to come over  because we needed to have a Cusack  family meeting. And by this time they thought I  was sick and so I  told him I wanted to run for public  office and yes, yes, yes, and  that was the least of their worries  at that point.  And I said to Chuck, I said Chuck,  that means I have to quit my job.  I was a nurse at that time  so we did something here  on this calendar that says you can  run for a public office and still  be an employee here. We changed that.  We went from giving the shots to  calling the shots. 

     That was a great thing for every  person that works here, should have  the opportunity to run for public  office without having to lose their  job. Thank you for giving me the  opportunity to the citizens to be in this public office. Thank you for supporting me when I made the decision to run  again, again for the Volusia County  Council.  And my darling granddaughters and  my little niece here today, I say to you, keep  the faith. Keep working.  Keep studying. And to  all of you I say, keep fighting for positive change. So together 

     we can make this a better place  for all mankind. For UC, life is  not measured by the number of breaths  we take, but by  the moments that take our breath  away. In this moment, you  have taken my breath away. So keep dreaming. Continue to chase your dreams. And don't let anything stand in  your way. Dreams, they really do  come true. They really do. They really do come  true. Thank you.
