We  have three, our first one is Sharon  to speak on the water  line. Sharon. Good  morning.  

I am here  to introduce  and invite. I live at  1487 West  Silver hammock. I wish to thank  you for the opportunity  to speak. I am the blue spring  Alliant ambassador and festival  coordinator. On  behalf of Duluth water alliance  I wish to extend  an invitation to all in  this room as we have invited all  Volusia County cities to attend  the water festival in downtown Deland  April 28. Alicia water alliance,  a diverse group  of dedicated stockholders that produce  the water festival  in 2016 water symposium  in October along with the continuing  sponsorship of blue  spring alliance . It  will be an all-day event on  Indiana Avenue. You will be unique  water themed  children activities,  and credible sidewalk  chalk artists, live  mermaids and  photo ops, DJs,  environmental organizations and much more. It will be a special  surprise about the mermaids but  you have to come to find out. We  believe the festival will deliver  our message and reach an  expanded audience. By demonstrating  the joy and mutual regard for the  water we all share.  Our cities depend on economic and  population growth  for prosperity. That does not mean  greater water use. With  more knowledge residents will have  a better choices to conserve  and  protect our precious  natural resources. Water is the  bond we all share whether it is  clean water for drinking and cooking  or for the peer enjoyment  of diving and boating. It defines  us and is a magnet that brings people  here. Thank you. I believe all of  you have  a handout.

Next one.  Next --  Bob Chu. State your  name  

208 Edgewater  Florida. I would like to congratulate  the Council on the recent assurance  plan. I do have some  issues that needs addressing. The  first is Seacrest. I think using  aerial surveys is not accurately  representing the  condition of Seacrest. I would be  happy to volunteer to  take out engineers to show me where  there is healthy seagrass because  we really don't see any. I think  we need to do it with the Tran  sent and counting  the seagrass the way the Marine  discovery center does. The second  thing is I think they should use  a year right before the cold  snap in 2009, that was a  healthy year and  I think that is what we should be  trying to get the lagoon back into  that condition. I don't think the  plan addressed ammonia  as much as  other nutrients. If they did they  would have been given a higher priority  to the removal of septic systems  and what I would like  to see is a  higher priority to the removal of  septic systems and to have a  special permit for septic  systems within the watershed. The  last  thing is a lot of people are talking  about ways to introduce seawater  into the lagoon especially  during times when you have  the brownouts or low oxygen's or  high temperatures or  high salinity. I would  recommend that the County look at  increasing funding  for having an engineering report  done  on how to put in coverts to bring  in seawater one way  gravity fed covert systems to bring  seawater and when the lagoon is  in trouble the way it is right  now. I have a degree in environmental  science, I'm a fisherman and entrepreneur  and what I am saying in the  lagoon is  an ethological  collapse. It is all predicated around  the seagrass which we have lost.  I think high priority has to be  given to whatever can be  done immediately. Not 5 to 10 years  from now. Thank you for your time.  

Thank you  Mr. Chu. If you will wait I  will give you a copy of the annual  report. The secretary of the  environmental protection also gave  a shout out  to Volusia on the  excellent plan that  was submitted.  I will talk about that later. If  you would like to  do that and provide an  interesting comment their very current issues  and  questions.'s

Three years ago when  I was objecting  to expansions of  both parking there  is plenty of parking as you go through  the gate to the lighthouse  point Park if  the parking is occupied  than  people  find parking and parked by  the cul-de-sac and be about 3 to  400 feet from the science door. Will be starting  the meeting in  one minute. Good morning. It is 10:00 and  welcome to the April 17th of the  Volusia County counsel. Thank you  for coming out on the summer --  spring day and taking your time.  I  walk up -- I woke up  and wondered what in the world  was happening. I wondered if it  was global  warming. I asked what happened and  it was warmer in  Denver Colorado . 

     Anyway .  

You're complaining about being  in Denver Colorado?  

Was  this the purpose of this will talk.  

Know I was in Las Vegas. [  Laughter ]. I will celebrate  my birthday. Welcome and the meeting  is called to order. We  will ask we will  like to follow this with the Pledge  of Allegiance.  Lord we come before you and invite  your presence. We ask  that you adorn this meeting that  your councilmembers will have  your wisdom. If you can grab that  wisdom from above so we can rely  on our  own wisdom and to learn to trust  and rely  under wisdom. We are only as wise  as you are. We trust in you and  ask for  your insight, a spirit of mercy  and grace. We ask that  you bless every counsel memo here  in the name of Jesus. Bless them  in their lives and in  their homes. We trust in you and  we are guided by you  and we commit this meeting to you.  In Jesus  name, amen. I pledge allegiance to the flag  of the United States of America  and to the Republic for which it  stands, one Nation under God, indivisible,  with liberty and justice for all.

 Ms. Denny, [ Roll call being  taken ]. It looks like  everyone is accounted for. Does  anyone wish to comment  on any item on the consent  agenda.  

We would like to comment on items  D  and Q.  

Your Mike is  on -- your microphone  is on. Move approval of  all remaining incentives in  the items , this is for common purposes.  Does anyone second  the agenda.  It passes.  

She will comment on comment --  item D. Good morning Mr.  chairman and members of  the Council. This item  is a modification to  our contract. We provide heating  and cooling assistance to our elderly  residents. This  prevents homelessness. It has  increased to approximately $107,000.  We -- hope that we can help  374 elderly  residents.  

This shows what we can do and  continue to do for  the homeless. Every  time there is an opportunity to  make that improvement or addition  to that we will be looking at that.  So I appreciate that.  

I think that when we are the  only person safety net it is easier  and more cost-effective from people  becoming homeless  and become -- begin  the downward spiral.  

On  item Q. This is a part of the strategy  that the Council has used two  pipeline projects. We thought we  would mention this because this  is a way of trying  to adjust and do with some of the  traffic issues as they continue  to grow. Thank you Mr. manager.  Interim County engineer. What you  have before you is  a agreement between the city of  Daytona in the ballpark  smoke point in which we would receive  $500,000 as part  of the agreement  to develop the area.  We had a previous item from to  mocha point center back in July  which contributed 1.8. We were able  to take that money and parlay that  into the job grant that  you would need  and approve. We want to  use these dollars to  help construct projects that  we previously did not have funding  for.  

Thank you for pointing that  out. We try to assure that some  of  the areas by having contributions  made to help offset the cost. This  was a process that  we used of trying to  collectively pipeline to a  specific area so  the developers that they actually  get an improvement that they put  out that is direct and  that area. We were lucky  to get $4 million and we will start  combining the pipeline with that  money to get  real projects 

     --  

In the past we had to take full  blown correction officers out of  the main cellblock and right now  as you know it  is difficult to get to officers  of entrained. To  that and -- and we are doing  following with other  institutions and having some private  security that will handle low risk  people like this  who have been taken to the doctor.  If they are in the hospital and  incapacitated for other reasons  we will  have these folks down there instead  of full-blown  corrections officers. Because we  are little short everyone that goes  on these details is  on overtime and we are trying to  eliminate some of the mandatory  overtime and we will see savings  in the overtime by using these particular  folks.  

Do you have any idea how  many personnel in terms of  numbers?  

Not off of the top of my head  but I will get that for you. Every  day it is in the neighborhood of  eight or nine officers that we have  to take to the doctor's office or  hospitals.  

Thank you.  

Before we go to the  public hearing  Ms. Dennis has asked for a  moment of personal  privilege.  

What I would like to do is count  the numbers that the manager  gave us this morning via email.  This came in from Mr. persist up.  

Heat top to me and sent this  to me -- he talked  to me and said this to me this  morning.  

In time to give Mr.  Dineen an opportunity to look at  this before we  discussed this if we can direct the manager to  see about funding 2 million for  the school resource officers  with the school district. Not in  a contract  but possibly like a grant in aid  program but with the caveat that  it doesn't  affect rollback in my opinion and  it doesn't affect our go to zero  and should count to go  forward if possible, what  date it will  be implemented and how it  would be used. Do you have time  to look at that before the end of  the meeting.  

I try to -- I will  try to. You know how hard it is  to make these  kinds of decisions so I  started to anticipate this. They  are asking that we have an arrangement  where we  share cost on the school resource  officers. He made it clear that  they are not asking to change that  arrangement. What he wanted to know  if the Council would consider that  we see how  things go .  

Instead of engaging in a full-blown  conversation at this point she is  asking to bring it  back during the next meeting.  

I can do that. We have people  that  are here .  

I just need a copy of the letter.  

It won't  be discussed. She  just asked, you didn't get a copy  of it?  

No.  

We all should've received  it.  

I was ready to second this on  the board  but I would like to see where we  find the money but I do  think this is a  great idea. When I was teaching  in the mid 70s we did not have  these problems and I was in a rough  school district myself and the housing  project.  

Is a former teacher  as well ,  Dr. Fred Lowry, no one has done  anything in it is about time that  we do something there  to keep our  school safe. Everyone failed us  recently. We will wait until later  on.  

If you can come back with the  way that you  can see, find  the funding.  

Redirect.  

For me to be able to  do this, if I am not going to  change the contract that matters  to me where I get the  money from.  

If you are  recalled two meetings ago I brought  this up. We will now look at it  so we appreciate the initiative  and look forward to what you can  find out between now and  member comments.  

I will be  prepared.  

Okay, we will be prepared.  

Will go to item 2.  Staff report. In the public hearing is open.  

Good  morning, Carmen. This is to amend  the County code for the affordable  housing advisory committee. This  is  a -- for  ship funding. The changes we are  requesting is to amend the membership  from 11 members  to eight and two also changes that  give us greater flexibility in  selecting membership.  

Okay. I have no one wishing to  comment on this that would  oppose. Counsel? Is  there motion? Mr. motion --  Mr. Patterson. 

Second by Dr. Lowery.  Any objection. Hearing no  objection it passes unanimously.  We will move to  item 3. Mr. chair and  honorable counsel. Deputy  County manager. We want to give  our quarterly update for  equitable projects. I  will be brief on the schedule if  you can bring  that up? Basically this will highlight a  few things. At the airport  we finished  the extension in the air  handling project. I wanted to point  out that they terminal renovations  are secured. And architect and we  are in the  process of working with the construction  manager. That will be a phased project  so we will put some time at the  end as we will be doing it  in pieces and we will elongate the  construction phase a little bit  but  by doing  wiser engineer we hope to minimize  any impact on the traveling public.  The ocean center is self  is handling a project that you approved  an extension with the  boilers. That is all complete and  final testing. There is a little  bit of insulation work that we will  be doing over the  next quarter. I also want to point  out that we have some hail damage  on the roof of the ocean center.  It might be that it worked  out because we were getting greedy  to do that  anyway -- getting ready to do that  anyway so we may pick up help  on  that. The other projects, LBJ  is wrapping up. There  was a delay  in  getting a mask on brought in but  this will be wrapping up this quarter.  We just had a meeting with the developers  and it is going very well as long  as the length that we talked about  on the storm order quality  assurance  project. We are finishing  up the temple bay bridge within  the next quarter and  we have finished out the  spring  trail. We don't have a date yet  but we are working on getting a  date for the Brown -- groundbreaking  for the  Sheriff's facility. That is all  of the things that are available  right now on the schedule. I did  want to point out  in general, if you look out a little  ways you see a lot of white space  because we don't have much. If we  continue where we are  at today you will be looking at  winding down a lot of the projects  over the next 2 to 3 years. I  do want to say that on the schedule  you have about  $290 million worth of  capital projects. Just about all  of that work goes out  to contractors within the central  Florida area and that is what you  are putting into the economy in  terms  of work. When you break it out and  break them into sections $100 million  in rose  and $35 million in buildings, $26  million in technology,  airport workers  $63 million, 9.5 million on  the beach and 7 million on the  trails and 29 millions and  solid waste. I  think we cross a lot of borders  when it  comes to discharging all sectors.  The last  thing is , this is not in the book yet  because we brought this together  based on your  boat today showing how we put it  together as a project. This will  be in your book  going forward. It shows a little  bit about where we are at now. We  have a design update. That is good  news because some of the changes  in design will result in a  much larger savings in  the construction. There  are various pieces of work that  will go along with what will develop  enter  -- and change some of the turn and  drive lanes. That is  an update but you can see in  the funding sources how we put this  together to have a project  and there will be more following  because we want to go farther north.  This gives us a workable  project that actually has a  logical determinants. That is what  you  see here.  

One quick question on the last  project. I know the  answer. Is there going to be looking  at putting a  traffic  signal.  

I will asked the engineer that  and I can answer it  for sure.  

While he comes to the microphone  I want to point out and talking  to -- in  talking to people at  our product, it appears that the  system that we are using in some  of the seeds may be using something  similar will  help us answer questions in terms  of an audit. Our system  is so well documented on how we  handle projects. If you get the  tax money is not a  place you have to look up what your  history is and how you handle the  project. I want to tell you that  the system that  the Council will really pay dividends  when we start looking at our audit.  

With  the regard to  the signal. We will start programming  the design for  the update. We will study whether  or not a  signal is needed.  

What if it is widen all  the way. It won't be as bad in the  early morning or afternoons. It  backs traffic up on  the Stricklin and up Williamson  with people that are  peak -- dropping their children  off from school. That only  seems to be the real time there  is an issue. It may not warrant  a traffic signal but I am  guessing that in the design a turn  lane of some say it --  some sort to alleviate the  traffic signal in the short term.  

When we look at the update it  is closer now than when the  plans were designed in 2011, the  property adjacent  to this  in the Souther section that  is  not currently developed were working  on an access plan. We will  study it to see if we need turn  lanes or  signals.  

As we widen the section from  Circle South down  to LBJ to  expedite the movement of traffic  in the flow it all has  to sit there and stop during the  busy times in the  morning then the purpose of widening  has been defeated. Hopefully they  will look at that and see if they  can come up with something even  if it includes, I see this  all  the time, traffic will  back up from 15 to 20 cards and  traffic is moving north and south.  They sit for several minutes.  

I am familiar  with it.  

I didn't expect that you would  not be aware but thank  you.  

The white space is noticeable  and will  be considered. Are there  any surprises that we did  not expect or got extended  or changed or delayed  on.  

There are  no surprises. There are a few of  our larger projects that were affected  by the hurricanes. I  will  say that the jury is still out on  where they are at. There trying  to make up ground from with a loss  of time during the hurricanes  and some other  technical issues so they have not  given us what they think is  a time that it will be complete.  Everything else is going according  to plan.  

Item 4. Master  plan goals.  

Good morning  chairman Kelly. Today is the  first quarter  to have a dynamic master  plan update. 18 matrices were updated to reflect  accomplishments. That is  everything a  to B. You will recall  the dynamic master plan is the living  breathing document so  some division added new strategies  and some reworded language and  five deleted. You have done so much  with the three goals that  we achieved. It had to take two  pages under  thriving communities from the health  and safety, provide services to  meet the needs of certain -- citizens  and craft stewardship for  the environment. We did the culmination  of hope place with the grand opening,  grand breaking  -- groundbreaking and had the plans  for the library,  recreation area. You  implemented improvements on the  bus system. Two routes change  their patterns so instead of a 60  minute turnaround they went to a  30 minute turnaround. You did things  regarding the environment and growth  looking at zoning changes as  well as the segment of the spring  to spring trail. We know  that we have talked about infrastructure  during an capital  projects. Under economic  and financial totality, achieve  strong economic  health, industry  balance and  financial soundness. Purchasing  to seminars on how to do business  in Volusia County. You approve multiple  grants as well  as contracts that produce revenue  for the county. Under excellent  in government, softer partnership  to deliver  exceptional services. You had partnerships  with the city  of Edgewater, library services,  coordinated with a host  of community as well as educational  institutions, the big read to grant,  the  share office -- Sheriff's office  engaged with forfeiture  money by distributing  that to drug treatment and mental  health and things for recreation  for the students.  You housed the Daytona  Beach marathon and in terms of expectations  for quality  be safety, ocean rescue was  recertified by their accrediting  body and emergency management  was recertified as a storm  ready community,  Volusia County. There are number  of things that I did not go three  but those are a  few highlights. If you have any  questions I will be happy to answer  them.  

There's not enough time for you  to go through everything. We will  have to have a special day  for that. That shows how much we  are accomplishing.  

The other thing is I have  heard a number of comments from  previous councilmembers and because  we all believe  that progress is incremental we  like this projects  because they're continuing.  

 Any questions?  

Just a point worth taking a look  at because it will become an  issue lady -- later. On  aviation and  record -- under aviation and economic resources.  A list all of our objectives and  I think we would do well with that  but I want to point out the one  in the middle. The business property  matrix. We will talk about that  in the South Russ  activity center later but to this  point our goal is  a County and Council is to create  a list of  parcels countywide. They  could be zoned for industrial development  and to improve product development.  I will bring that up later under  another agenda. Going forward  on these other issues.  

I think that is the  good thing about having a system  like this, I know where you're  going and what you are looking at  is a logical step and  evolution on one of the things that  we are doing. While the policy may  have been set you may  be looking  at if we want to expand or do we  want to do something else. This  is where it was show up if you  want to expand that concept.  

We don't need to expand because  it  clearly is countywide.  

You may want to implement somewhere  else in the  county.  

I think that would be a good  idea. Thank you. That is all I have.  

Thank you. Always good to see  you.  

Miss Magley.  Item  5.  

Good morning.  Community information director.  We have five new events since the  last update.  Starting off we have money smart  week at the library systems throughout  the county.  Sponsored by the Federal Reserve  Bank of Chicago and the American  Library Association. It is a national  public awareness campaign to help  people better manage their  personal finance. The Volusia County  Library system will have more than  70 financial programs during money  smart week which is April 21st  through the 28th. All programs are  listed on the website if you go  to Volusia.org. Click on the big  banner and it will take you where  you need to go. On April 25th at  1 PM the Volusia County  Council, St. Johns River water management  District and the flow  of department of protestant will  hold a ribbon-cutting for the Southwest  regional water  reclamation facility . Phthisis passion  improve the level of wastewater  treatment and ultimately will result  in a reduction of 27,000 tons of  nitrogen and 14,000 pounds of phosphorus  per year in the blue Springs said.  On April  28 Jake  Daytona Beach international Airport  is hosting customer appreciation  day from 10 AM until noon. This  is an opportunity for the airport  to think of the community or  its support and there will be lots  of other community partners there  as well providing information and  giveaways. We want to remind everyone  that sea turtles  nesting season begins on May 1st  our website sea turtles.org has  information about the lighting organist  -- ordinance and  how to have another successful  nesting  seasons. On May felt the Volusia  County will cut the ribbon for the  reopening of the regional library  in the opening of  the play yard. Will talk about this  more later during the  Council meeting  under 21 eight. That is all for  my event updates.  

 Thank you.  John Booker. We have you on the  schedule.  

This is an item that was  added.  

John Booker,  government affairs. Since  the 90s the Department of Transportation  has studied various sites and what  they do with that interstate system,  not just within Volusia County but  the entire state. Prior counsel  has signed and adopted a resolution.  There are three  or four that is not had an opportunity  so this is a reiteration of  fire resolution. We  are asking a  vote of approval.  

What  we had is for of the current members  were here when this was passed.  Three members were not on the Council  at the time. Not unlike things that  happened in  the past sometimes of there is a  change in consult it is not unusual  for councilmember to ask they  want to reaffirm to know if they  are still in agreement. This is  why it is on the agenda today.  There was a lot of interest and  emotion when this was  passed before.  Was opposed .  

I would like to make the motion  for the reaffirmation  of resolution opposing for the  department of transportation relocation  for truck service project and  Volusia  County.  >> I would like to record  to reflect that for or against we  will hear  any questions.  

This thing is a hot issue in  my district and the impact  on  us because the county wants  to get rid of something that they  don't want anymore what they have  is working  quite nicely and if it were up  to us the next would not work nicely.  

The other thing that we know  it  is raised his head again with the  . Secretary.  That is how it  got here.  

I will make a comment on this.  I  represent Volusia.  Years ago this was  brought up and at the  time they had no intent of  giving Volusia the truck stop. My  official quote just recently this  conversation  occurred that Volusia does not want  to demo a truck stop. If it is a  good idea then let them  keep her.  PPO made the  same type of proposal against it  in 2016. I will bring this  back to PPO to get this reaffirmed  from the  chief transportation. This is separate  from the other issues.  This is a standalone issue.  Volusia County needs  to know, if the trust stop needs to be moved  to Volusia County. We are saying  that we don't want to tear. That  is been my position in the previous  counsel's position in the past so  that is when I  have conversations and meetings  that is telling me that there is  a lot of backroom movement and we  need a cut of this and beyond  the record that is the reason I  brought it  up.  

Mac  finish? -- May  I finish? I wanted to make sure that it was  clarified exactly what this was  and why we were doing it. Thank  you  Councilman Denny.  

Thank you Mr.  chair. I will reiterate everything  that is just been set. We want the  record to reflect that  never, ever do we wanted in Volusia  County. Thank you  go  

Final comment.  

We had two of them  years ago.  The one on I-95 and one on  I four. There is a reason for .  close them. We don't want to have  to put up with what we had years  ago go  

A go.  

Does anyone object to  the motion?  There is no objection so it passes  unanimously. Make sure that in  the transportation planning that  you reflect  our sentiment and strong feelings  that if they like it as an economic  boost we will be glad to let them  have it.  Ski  --  

A prior story did identify a  few sites within  Seminole County to be relocated.  

Maybe there is hope. We moved  to  item 6. This is a  public hearing and we are open to  the public hearing and the staff  report. Mr. urban.  

Director of resource management.  This is a appeal on behalf of  Miss human who oversees  human trust. The appeal pertains  to how staff has  reviewed August 19, 1988 special  exception  as approved for an 80 acre parcel  of land located off of Lake  Winona Drive. It is  located at 5910 Lake Winona Drive.  Ms. Schuman has requested a zoning  verification from our office earlier  in 2017.  The zoning verification letter identified  that  these particular homes  that were posted for farm  living units. The Schuman's and  other property owners in that area  had grouped together  to request this. The Council approved  it and part of that was put on a  specific rendition that is  shown on 0609 of your agenda. It  is identified  four criteria that they had to  adhere to in order to continue to  use the property for farm worker  living. One of the requirements  was that there had to be  agricultural pursuit actively being  utilized on  the property. When we received the  zoning verification letter request  it was pertaining  to a 1 acre tract that was created  in 2009 and it was requesting that  they be  able  to continue. The property is  owned a one which requires a minimum  10 acre tract. One  was a approved by the County so  we have an illegal subdivision that  created the 1 acre  tract. Second, the  special exception provision. Number  four specifically saying that you  had to have a bona  fide agricultural suit on the property  and will continue to use them for  farm worker living units. Not to  be flippant but we have  farm worker living units you have  to have a farm. The request came  in from Mr. Elkind  the staff that there be an agricultural  use on the property in order to  allow for the homes to continue  to operate. We are talking about  two Quadra plexus  housing  eight apartments. This  is on 1 acre of land. When staff  was researching if we could do this  or not we looked at our future usage.  What is the landing. It  is agricultural resources. When  you look at that category and the  requirements associated with it  you realize that there are some  very specific language and farmworker  living  units, policy 1.3  point  seven states that farmworker living  units are allowed  and exceed. They had to be  associated in a modified agriculturally  or modified -- certified  by the county. That means  that property appraisers have reviewed  it and it has  an agricultural classification.  We have  a situation that specifically delineates how  farmworker living units are to be  administered. Second, we have a  zoning classification which identifies  farmworker living units as  special exceptions. Therefore they  have to go through an additional  review process to ensure that there  are conditions in place for compatibility  and consistency. That is what you  sign 1988 and that was  the criteria that it had to  have modified agriculture.  We are not trying to prevent Miss  human from using the property. One  of the recommendations that came  from was that  come back, Axa subdivision so  you have a 10 acre plat consistent  with  the language, incorporate that has  the multifamily with 9  acres utilized for  9 acres for bona fide agricultural  use in your consistent in  our opinions and no additional steps  are needed and everything is clarified.  If the Schuman's are granted  this appeal the concern we have  is an inconsistency with the plan  and zoning in  the 1988  special exception. We are trying  to work  through irrevocably's  -- remedies. We understand that  it is going through  agricultural changes. We understand  that things are not what they used  to be so we are working on  alternatives. Unfortunately we are  very restricted because of the comp  plan policy and zoning that  we can't just allow for 81 acre  tract to be put out in the middle  of an agricultural  area that mandates a 10 acre parcel.  There is a way that they can work  with us to meet the minimum and  we will be glad to help them out  so they can continue with the special  exception go if there any  other questions I will be glad to  answer them go  

We will go to the  public participation.  

Good morning,  I am  Darren Elkind. 505  Nocona Boulevard. It is my pleasure  to be here this morning. Is been  a decade since I have  been here. I  am on -- I'm here on behalf of the  Schuman family. A little bit of  background. The family has been  in this area for decades and has  a lot of property in  the area. Farming is not what it  used to be. They were  one  of pioneers in creating a farm order  housing facility in the 1980s when  you created the special exception.  When they came to me about it we  were looking at  other things and cleaning up some  things for the family and real  estate holdings. I came in to talk  with staff about this to make sure  that they understood. You been  super helpful. From day one  it was trying to solve the issue  and get it right because you have  eight residential units that are  built  very well and serves as  residential units for a number  of years. From the utilitarian perspective  it doesn't make sense to  bulldoze it because it is not a  farming operation. We thought we  had it figured out until  we looked at the actual  special exception is is there  must be an agricultural use on the  property. I want to say that I filed  an appeal and I understand  why we need to be here. I wanted  to make  that point. I understand the provision  about the plan  but I will submit to  you that it is at your discretion  to interpret it what is and is not  consistent. I will submit to  you from a practical's perspective  the  fix is to create an  agricultural operation on the 9  acres surrounding this which can  be  done but it is form  over substance. You have the same  result except you have  9 acres of agriculture operation  that doesn't exist  today. And -- in the end  it will not have any  practical difference. When people  ask me to come take positions with  the public body that don't make  sense I don't do it but  it makes good walking  around sense to allow this situation  to continue exist as  it is. I understand the 10 acre  issue but requiring the  agricultural requirement doesn't  make sense. Thank  you.  

 Mr. Dan? 

Good morning. I  am here to  speak for removing the special  exception requirement for the farm  living facility. In  1988 we did have a tremendous farming  business in Volusia County. We do  not now. This building has been  a low income housing that has  providing  housing for people that are working  and making a living in Volusia County.  I believe they are  collecting $700 in rent. They pay  over $7000 a year in taxes.  Even though it is owned  day one there still paying taxes  as  a residential piece of property.  It is been that way for several  years. I believe that having the  special  exception with blended to farm use that was great  in 1988 but not  for 2018. We need to look at it  because this is just another scenario  of something that has transpired  from the farming industry changing  until what we are having today.  If we  grant this it will clean up one  more mass and  -- mess and  it will be beneficial for the people  living there. They would not have  to  move out. 

     I believe what should happen is  Miss Schumer would have to come  back to the County and say I need  to appeal  the taxes that I have paid  because I cannot pay $7000 in taxes  without the rental.  

 Thank you. We will close the public  hearing portion  poor -- portion. I have  a  few questions. The exception was  put in 30 years ago for farmworkers  to work  a farm. I will save my comments unless  you want  to continue. I understand  counselor's position that it doesn't  make sense but if the  reason that it was put in there  was for farmworkers  what would stop anyone else who  has a total of 80 acres in  this  parcel --  

Their 80 acres as part of the  total application. There is  an exhibit that shows the total  80 acres that  was incorporated.  

Now that I have looked  at that, I guess  the concern is it does exist and  I understand it exist for  a reason. To this property come  before  us previously. This one has not  come before us before.  

That was a previous piece of  land owned by the Schuman's that  was granted as a  warehouse.  

That is not a part of that.  

I knew that we had missed Schuman  in  here before. I guess the concern  or question that I have to ask in  my  mind is , each one can stand on its own,  but if another person had 80 acres  and wanted  to build eight units and get a special  exception for living quarters would  we  grant that?  

They would have to go through  the special exception process. We  currently have farmworkers  living Eunice as a special exception  use in the A1 zoning. They could  come  in and and a  critical element,  a modified agricultural use can  request approval of farm worker  living Eunice.  

If it was a one and there were  no farmworkers could you  grant  living  units?  

Policy  3.1 .37 does give a deviation  from the  minimum density so you can have  more than one unit per 10 acres  which is otherwise required but  if someone came in and they  had 10 acres of agricultural land  and they were growing something  on 9 acres and wanted to use 1 acre  and put farmworker Eunice  in their we could  under our  current planning approved  that.  

 Mr. Patterson?  

I talk to staff  about this and went sideways  with them because I know it  one time that  years ago there was a lot of agriculture  in that area. There was a shortage  of living cultures for people. I  was involved with the  civil area through  a project for  people who would be working in  the field. It was important but  it  has changed. The only people that can stay in  there are farmworkers if there  are farmers.  I  feel that the deal  is something  that I'm glad  they did. But I'm glad that they  did. I will move to  approve the appeal request.  

Motion is made to appeal -- approve  the appeal of  the movement. Is  there second.  

I will second. Thank you  Dr.  Lowery.  

Would you like to discuss.  

I have to correct the record.  My lack of thoroughness of the code  is coming through.  Mr. Ashley pointed out that we do  have some density restrictions in  the special exception criteria and  the 10 acres would not allow for  a two Eunice. We are women to  do so. 

I want  to ask is this an extremely  unique case or is this something  where we are going  to open up a can of worms for future  things. That is my  first question.  

We in zoning have to deal with  how we interpret and implement our  code. Therefore  the situation is such that if someone  came in and asked for a  special exception to do  farmworker living without an agricultural  use associated with it we  would recommend it not and we  would not bring it to you  for approval. I know that the term  precedent is something that the  legal staff can  it dress but from our perspective  we had to follow  the code.  

Have we had any situations like  this before?  

I have been here for  two  years. I am trying to discern how  unique this is. Is this something  that because of the farming changes  will open up  a myriad of request  to change. I am not sure I want  to go there but if this is something  that is extremely unique that if  we were to grant this appeal we  would not be looking at 100  people storming your office next  week trying to follow through with  the same thing. That is what I'm  trying to  discern.  

The zoning manager for  the record. This is a  unique situation. There has been  one additional unit on the property.  Meeting the  density provision , there has generally been only  one unit. This is  a  unique situation. The changes that  have taken place in that area  has brought this on?  

 The change due to  the storms, the property in question  and adjacent land owned by  the family,  they had a fundamental business  and now that  is gone.  

Thank you very much.  

Just one  comment over the 30 year change.  If you look at all of the  orange rose  -- roads that are now  housing developments obviously farming  has changed. It offers  me the pause to think  that because of the change  in agricultural situation  that if there is a way that they  can work in  a way that was offered to utilize  the 10 acres to justify  I think  it is common sense to say  that us has to stay because it is  the law or the ordinance.  I think it changes the only constant that  we live with. It is the only constant  that we live with. Having  said that  I will &  

I have a question.  Is this  issue relevant to any of the code  changes that you are working to  incorporate?  

 No ma'am. In October we came forward with  a series of recommendation changes  to the zoning map and ordinance  and land development code. Those  are all tied to smart  growth recommendations as well as  recommendations of  the Council.  

In terms of  common sense we are talking about  changes in farming and  Volusia County over the  course of  many years, it changes and  Volusia County are changing the  circumstances and the situation  than I think it is very important  for us as a Council  and myself to be open to looking  at that. We just  talked about the  master plan with  the capital  project schedule and it is in involving plan and  it is constantly changing and  we need to be open to the fact  that things aren't exactly set  in  stone. In terms of setting  a  precedence that it is not changing  the code. Other citizens can still  come forward to request  special exceptions and that is the  great thing about our  government process. Citizens can  come forward and ask for exceptions.  There is a reason for that. I look  at this as one  of those reasons. This makes sense  to me.  I  will say that I am in favor of  this.  

I , ever vote I have ever made on  setting precedent I look at each  case on his own. I look at this  as a change whether or not we would  have to grant the same thing if  someone else was asking  for justifications. The bottom  line is, and I  was understanding of the previous  decision that we made and along  the use  of it, but this is so far away and  everyone knows my history of supporting  economic development  and change because I know we have  to deal with her. I just wish there  was a way that the change that is  being made could be something that  is applied in a way  that conforms to our regulations  and ordinances and  comp plan. Is seems to  have two alter our comp plan for  the Eunice  --  units.  

Mr. Patterson. Some  time ago I thought  that because of the changes in the  agricultural we needed to start  looking in  the future of how to handle the  situations. We will probably have  more situations as we go forward.  I grew up in agriculture and I have  grown up in St. Lucia County years  ago go it  was all agriculture down there.  Half of my district is North  of Dili  on screens and it is a different  situation. I feel for the people  that live up there and the challenges  that they have. This is why  I feel the way I do about this.  

Is there anything that we can  do to correct  and adjust other than just approving  a special exception that  was made for a  specific reason. If we  are going to expect that this will  happen how many other  farmworker housing properties do  we have or do we even  know.  

We don't know off of the top  of our head. It was one that was  approved 6 to 8 months  ago where they were looking to do  something along those lines.  

Wasn't that just for  one unit.  

Yes. One unit on a 5 acre tract.  

I wish you could take the time  to make it work within  the framework. I  understand the uniqueness of the  situation and I am usually willing  to bend and yield on the side  of helping and  making people 

     satisfied. Are there  any more comments from the  public?  

Just to make sure that we are  talking about allowing for the eight  units to  remain. Still realize that there  is a 10 acre lot that  they would have to come back  and remedy.  

That is the rest of the story.  Were looking at this but you have  to drill down and look  at the entire picture. There are  eight units the laissez Council  approves it and then  what happens.  

I'm asking  for clarification. If you are looking  at  moving forward and a  wave requirements for the  zoning classification because we  have a property that is owned  a one. The minimum  lot area is 10 acres. That is for  one unit. The  fact is that we  are saying,  depending on what the Council says,  we need some clarification and  looking to see if we  can address  the issue of the  subdivision.  

We are putting the cart before  the horse. There needs to be  a rezoning before the  exception.  

Mr.  archives recommended that there  was a 10 acre minimum requirement.  If the appeal  is upheld they will have  to come back and create a 10 acre  parcel.  

With all due respect that is  just verbiage. 

     This is a policy issue.  So counsel,  I'm struggling trying to justify  it because you almost had  me until  the rest of the story was told.  

Hold on just one minute. We will  let you respond to the  question.  

I can't support it  based on  

Legal help  us here.  

Let me see if I can weigh in  and straighten this out. There  is a request that they have to remove  the requirement to the agricultural  Arco staff has raised a concern  that this area requires a  10  acre parcel. We are not asking counsel  to way that today. For  them to be able to have a legal,  conforming lot date will have to  go through our process and  recombined  the property. All you are being  asked is to remove the special  exception requirement. It will not  be able to keep this as a 1 acre  lot. They will have to come through  our process and we are not waiving  that today. In any form  or action. If they wanted that they  would have to start all over again  with that request to counsel as  a separate request in the future.  Does that help  any?  

I guess my question is why didn't  we start there.  

That wasn't there  request and I  don't know if it was ever clear  with Mr. Elkind's letter originally  that the 10 acres would  be required. I think staff raise  the concern. You are  saying it is in the application  go  

If I may Mr. chair.  The applicant says the applicant  agrees with  it determination with the exception  of the requirement to have an  agricultural use on the  same parcel. Zoned A1 it has to  have 10 acres which is not an  issue in  our mind. When  I was referring to 10 acres, 9 acres  having agricultural use, I understand  and agree  with you. We understood that that was part  of the determination and it had  to be combined with nine  more acres. I  tried to be as clear as I possibly  could because we understood that  we  are not asking you to do anything.  

In your presentation you said  it was not common sense to escort  nine cents to be -- 9 acres to be  included.  

I apologies. I meant 9 acres  of farming operation.  

Ms. post.  I just wanted to follow-up that  it is what  it is. This is what you asked us  for and this is what we are making  a determination on.  Nothing else. Here is where we are at today  and this is what is in front of  us.  

Here is what we are actually  being asked to do. We are asked  to create a development of residential  property  or within 80 acres for 1 acre or  10 acres. The greater subdivision  is zoned A1. That  cannot  happen. I will go along with rezoning  things that can be rezoned, building  more units then allowed but to sit  and rezone and there's nothing Antigo  is to this and it has to  be zoned residential because it  is not meeting the exception of  farmworker housing.  It goes, I didn't want to make someone paint  the building so we change the code  that you did not have  to have, that you  had to have red and green on  the building. I am just  one person. I want to find a way  to make it work. I want  to find a way that works within  the framework of government because  that is what we represent and we  are sworn to uphold the ordinances  of the County. This goes  against this unless we can find  a way to make it work. At this late  stage in my life I am not that  willing to compromise  my feelings. I worked to make  it work but if you want  to bring it back to us  with something worked out I will  feel comfortable with that.  

Mr.  Ashley's original zoning determination  was that if it was combined with  the others to be a full  10 acres it would be fine. What  Mr. Ashley could not  waive its to the special  exception. Today,  we are asked  to wave the one thing that Mr. Ashley  could not do with the zoning official  and that is meet  the requirement that it  be in agricultural use.  That is not before you today. He  will require that or they cannot  convey the  property and it will not  be a legal nonconforming use. We  will not allow that. When you look  at it from the perspective that  is -- it  is a  a determination , Mr. Ashley has  asked that it be zoned  as an agricultural  property.  

I cannot support waiving that  because that goes against everything  that we have taken an oath  to do to way  something that we are  supposed to be creating a subdivision  in the middle of  80 acres for residential use. I  will grant you residential use on  80 acres I will be the  first  one to approve it but to pull  1 acre out of the center, I am sorry  if I'm  being straightforward. Do you have  another  comment?  

Dr.  Lowery.  

I guess I'm not understanding  at the way you are.  I understand that if we grant the  special exception without violating  any morality we  grant variances and  special exceptions, if this  was the one item that could not  be proceeded upon we are not creating  a series of dominoes that had  to keep coming back. That is not  the issue. If we can do this hurdle  then  everything else the land gets  recombined into the 10 acre plot  and everything fits the way it is  supposed to it can help our staff.  

Where waiving point  number four of the special exception.  That is what we are doing. It  is not the first time we have way  something. I don't like to do this  a lot because I don't want staff  to feel like they are a moving target.  Under the conditions of this at  this point I will support  it.  

I feel  that what we are being asked to  do is give  the authority to waive and put  something that  is owned agriculture  -- zoned agriculture to  be utilized  as residential. Is  that correct? 

You have residential use. You  can build a single-family home.  And all of the  agricultural designations. I think  what you are referring to is  the density, the number of  residential units.  

All residential?  And all  agriculture?  

Only if it is an exception for  a farmworker facility. You can only  have units of residential if there  is a special exception  for farmworker living facilities.  

Living facilities. I cannot  support this.  

Thank you Mr. chair. I am really  struggling with this one. I am  really struggling because the process  is backwards. It is  in  reverse. Jamie, the special exception  that they are asking for and based  on this will this  require them to  come back for another  rezoning.  

No ma'am. It will require  to follow a land development code  and go to Mr. Patton's office  and  recombined the property to a 10  acre parcel.  Those counsel , the authorization to move the  lot lines and that is what they  would have  to do. They would have to recombined  it with the other acreage and bring  it back to the 10 acres that is  required by the zoning and by the  comprehensive plan.  

And that appears to be the  answer. That appears to be the answer.  I did not know how to get to  you.  

Counselor is shaking his head.  

Is everyone shaking their  head  yes?  

Okay. I think we are at the point  that if we  deny this, and we are all  trying to allow this to happen,  if we don't allow this to happen  they can without coming back  to us achieve what they are trying  to achieve.  

That is  not accurate.  

They can follow the land development  and put a 10 acre  parcel together but it requires  by the 1988  resolution that if it  is use for  agricultural use, that they will  not be doing.  

Question. We are talking about  two  buildings with four apartments each.  Are they currently  being inhabited by farmworkers?  

I don't know  what everyone that lives there does  for a living but I  doubt that many of them are actually  farmworkers.  

That  is the  issue.  

That  is okay. We are looking  at creating  a subdivision.  

It is not  a subdivision. It is more  density on a 10 acre parcel then  your comprehensive plan would  ordinarily allow. So there would  be eight dwelling Eunice on the  10 acres. Your comprehensive plan  would not allow that in your zoning  ordinance were not allow this ordinarily.  Exception is what  they received in 1988 which  was for the agricultural operations  you can have a  farmworker facility. The best  that I can tell you is what I  am hearing from some of the councilmembers  and from Mr. Elkind  is the farming  operations are no longer viable  in this area of the county.  

If we take out farmworkers living  facility one think that we are  short of, and  I am really struggling  with this, and affordable housing  issue. We desperately need  affordable housing. Whether it is  farmworker or any other type  of worker. That will change my mind.  I will support this because  of that and if there is a fix under  that  banner I am comfortable with  it. You take  out, but then again you need to  take a look at all  of our,  we need to take a look at it.  

Mr. Patterson?  

 Mr. chairman.  

I second.  

Please call for  boat.  -- Vote. Ms.  Denny's, yes. Mr.  Patterson, yes. Miss post, yes.  Miss Wheeler, yes  miscue Zach,  Mr. Kelly, no. The  boat  passes  43.  -- Vote. Now we vote on  the question. I  think  that makes a two thirds pass. It  did  not pass.  

Do you want to keep  discussing this. 

Is everyone ready to boat. If  we are ready  to boat -- vote we  will  vote.  

 Ms. Denny's, this is on the  original motion. 

     To approve  the appeal.. To approve the appeal  of the denial. I have a yes vote.  Dr. Lowery, yes.  Mr. Patterson, yes.  Miss  post, yes, Ms. Willard.  

 Miscue  Zach, no.  

I tried to be somewhere where  we could but  the appeal  is granted and I hope we don't have a bunch  of other people, but asking for  eight units in the middle of  80 acres. With that we will go to item number  seven. Mr. urban  

This  is  a -- this  is originally approved  in 2000 prone invite Tomoka farms  road. They had been approved for  250 special event specifically  the races the applicant  is requesting an expansion of the  area by approximately  14 acres that will be utilized for  this go. This is a number of campsites  that can be available during the  same event from 250  to 400. It has been reviewed through  the county staff and is presented  to the  plan regulation commission. We did  not have any comment as a  public hearing. We did receive an  email from Mr. who is  raise objections  to the Council taking action on  a positive note on this  particular application. You will  be here and be able to speak to  it. I will review the  staff review and identify the specific  concerns that have been addressed  by  the applicant.  It has been removed to my understanding  so we are going forward with  the recommendation  as part of the special exception.  If  there are exceptions I will  answer them.  

This is a public hearing. I have  no cards other than from  the attorneys. We are going to  be breaking at 1145  for lunch -- 11:45  for lunch. We will be back at  1:30. Anyone that is waiting for  your time , 

     everyone else is gone. I'm on  my own. All alone. You have  18 minutes if you can stick to the  three minute rule we can get this  done but I doubt that that will  be happening.  

I'm not retired.  I am  Jim and I will not filibuster the  item. We will  finish before 11:45.  This started while I was  practicing law. The  request was split because there  were some concern from staff about  the plan for the western part of  the property. That is what is before  you now. My clients have a record  of performance consistent with all  of the conditions that have been  there previously and they are agreeable  to the staff report now.  I noticed Mr. Dunn's letter and  he was courteous enough to provide  a copy to me and there  are no personal difference between  us. From the perspective of his  client I need to bring several things  to your attention. This request  was noticed properly and extended  through the  process employed to get it to this  point in time which is revisions  to the plan requested by the county  staff of environmental areas. My  client purchased a  triangular wedge that shows in  the map, from the same person that  Mr. Collins purchased from.  Mr. Collins has a trust that owns  the property.  Mr. Collins lives in it. This  is something, he certainly  received notice whether he is  aware  that -- of that are not. The  property has been posted for public  hearing repeatedly. The complaints  remind me of the person that moves  in next to an airport and then complains  about the airport. Mr. Collins happens  to live in is the son  of a well-known person in  this area. Is complaints are not  well-founded and not be considered  in terms  of accuracy. I  assure you that notice was  done by mailing and posting by the  county staff as a part of this request.  The first item referenced in Mr.  Dunn's later  -- letter is why they did not  come to the hearing. In  respect to the code violations there  was a contract there and  staff noted that that should be  removed and it was removed before  the planning board shown in  the picture. That was some asphalt  in the middle of the field and it  is the actual area where was. This  is all cleaned up prior to the  planning board that was  heard during  this year. Might client  has a good history of  compliance with the code and from  the standpoint of other things they  spend roughly $45,000  per year and permit applications  and sell taxes and bed taxes.  No one has asked to check the bed  tax receipts. 

     Captures transitioning 

Nobody  has asked to check receipts that  they have bounced tears. And  then you have tourism tax. Economically it is significantly to  the revenue. And the Williams are both from  some solar. And they developed  the campground. There is  a cabbage patch across the street. My clients bought  from them.  The family as is entitled. There is competition and my client wonders about this significance  of that asked Becht. That  is something that we wonder about. From the standpoint of the local  employment, my client employed 50 to 70 people during  the campground and they have people  rotating to allow them to manage  that. When the wrestling comes on,  that is the package  -- cabbage plant. You will see in the staff comments,  the share department has an objection. My clients have done  a good job managing the property and the traffic -- that is is associated  with it. This is set north of them and they  use it as a field, they operate  two gates and they tack aims of  the traffic keeps moving. I have  been there to watch and it continually  moves. Previously you have traffic  jams because the traffic stops up. They are employing local people  to do that. You will see people  working and making extra money during  that time. It is a gift back to  the community. And something the  community earns back. You need to  consider that cabbage patch and  wrestling began the trends in the  area. And as campground came a feature zoning, developed on campgrounds. To purchase  a property across the street in 2016 and says, I  think this has been there for 20  years less, you should  continue and/or deny or doing number  of things. It has been going on  as long as it has and then there  are no good violations on the County. Looking at the  staff reports in the history, both  performing the prior conditions  of the corrections made, they have not told anything other than it  needs to be done. And from the active that we will make those  corrections. Another thing, if you  would on the next two pages, something they found on my clients  website that we are to what appears  to be the ability to have a campsite  from speed weeks to bike week, which  are to separate time period is.  This is a letter -- we were not aware of the ever  until it was brought to my attention. This is a letter from my client,  from the web master correcting the  website, and if you would go to  the next page. It shows the correction, the marking two separate dates.  They correspond to speed in five  weeks in 2019, is when this would come into play.  There was something potentially , maybe one day a  violation when my clients were aware,  and they asked immediately. In respect  to the number of campsites, we have  been in a transitional period, going  from 250 to the current site, and working with the staff to get  items done. We need to go through  site plan review subsequent to this  with the staff have to make sure  code requirements from the county  are met. In short, you have  a situation with one person that  is objecting, and I am not sure  that basis or foundation, other  than allegations alleged. One component is reference to the  letter I can't think that they think  occurred this past weekend. My client  has a permit, allowing entertainment events on the property.  Part of that in one zoning. They  had a barbecue and pavilions set  up to have cookout. They were there and that is what  you thing the pictures that are  attached. Those did occur  pursuant to the entertainment permit that my client has with the county.  They have purchased it. I do  not have a copy. I did not know until yesterday that is an issue. In summary, Mr. Chairman, the staff  has a number of conditions to meet,  and all conditions agreeable. We  have a good record with that share  department. And I tell you  the sharp department has nothing  to do with it except to monitor. They take care of everything. This  is not the that has going on  over 20 years. The extension time is to stop the  repetitious cycle of coming back  every 3 years, basically to repeat  the same conditions. I'm sure you  know that 415 is scheduled to training.  This is an intersection. In it may transition to something  else. Right now that is not what  is occurring. There are camp sites  that it on three of the four is at the intersection. I suggested that if you are interested, you may  want to acquire the fourth quarter. It is not a campground. But the objections today, the magnitude  of this just gives the weight of  the bus, I believe it should be  denied, and the request should be  approved subject to the conditions, consistent  and continuous code compliance.

It says they have expanded already.  And that they are catching up. This will allow them to [ Indiscernible  ] and they have added more sites.  The exact number I am not sure. That is what it says and that is  the basic objection. I do not check  the notice. The fact that he may  have received in the not read  until later is his own problem.  He received legal notice. I totally  agree. If you look at the pictures  that I have attached to the  letter, there may or may not be  a question event permit for a car  show, that is fine. Those are allowable. That is not what the picture shows.  It shows tents and RVs,  and outside of the window, if you  are allowed to camp three  days before and after, one of the  four designated special events.  You have the speed week, Mike  Lee, and the fast. This shows camping activities outside  the window as of the website, maybe  it was a missed day, it must've  been a series of lakes. If  you look at the attachment that  was on yesterday, clearly says the  dates,, and he clearly says extra  clearly for 28 days. Perhaps it  was a miscommunication. But it certainly  appears they were selling 28 days  of second camping, which is  not allowed, because is a great  weekend Mike week. It is  a common stay through the time.  It says inclusive. And extra trailers for 28 days. It did not seem to be a typo but  rather an intention. The current  exemption goes through the end of  the year. What I am on behalf of  the client  and the application until November. The staff report said the  needs to be site plan of two can where everything can and should  go out there. Let them demonstrate  that they are not abiding by the  the days before and after rule.  The picture shows otherwise. I do not see the harm in making  sure that the conditions are being  applied to this permit, it goes to the 2018 events. Continue  until November. Make sure everything  is fine with code compliance. And at that rate, if everything is  fine, come back and approve it.  My client is not the person who  moves next to an airport and complaints  about air traffic he knew what goes  on in the new what they do. All  my client wants is that they abide  in him will  Peschel exceptions and conditions,  and the terms. Come back in November . And then go ahead and approve  of the time. Thank you.  

Thank you. 

The nature of the complaint, is one, one should be five code  lines.  Effectively, you are being asked  to sanction the property owner with  a penalty that they would not be  tension with my code compliance. They would be told to come in compliance.  The site is not something  that gets over in 30 days. Mr. Collins  and Mr. Dunn have the  participation and they can be satisfied  with the review of that. If not  they can appeal. I will say  again, this just in between delay  this is something that would be  added balance with the allegations  made, simply their allegations are  not confirmed agreement. And inappropriate to do that in  the course of this process that  you are undertaking today. Also,  the reason why you apply  before it expires, so you can transition. And  not having someone at the last minute  trying, both agency and applicant -wise, to  meet a deadline they cannot meet  prior to the transitional approval. If you look at the record, insistently  it has been asked for extension. All the way through the Williams. We are asking you to do that today.  Thank you very much.  

Yes, I'm sorry. >> I would like  to ask a question. There was a  letter written -- does this  meet environmental requirements  is there a problem with the wetlands?  

No. When we submitted  the application, resubmitting the  plan and clearing to avoid the wetlands, there probably in pressure [  Indiscernible ].  It meets that's in the site plan  review will take further to investigate specific lines, depict  it in the land I  the staff and reviewed. It has another  step to go in terms of approval. That is coming following the approval.

It includes swimming,  diving, synchronized swimming, and  open swimming to be held July 25 through August 12. It is expected to attract thousands  of athletes. This year, the event  takes the open water portion of  the games to Daytona Beach for the open water  swim. The dates for that are August  4 and five 2018 and the tentative  start date is open water event at  7 AM. It is expected seven 700,000 -- 700 to 1000 athletes will compete.  It is similar to the 2017 national lifeguard competition.  The beach safety division has earmarked  $15,000 to be paid to the central  Florida YMCA which we use the funds for specific items such as swim caps for the entrance,  media marking and banners. The  staff is requesting approval. Please  allow me to introduce the following  people. We have Roddy Gaines,  Roddy Gaines is a three-time Olympic  gold medalist, world record holder and competitive swimmer. He  is the vice president of the aquatics  YMCA .  

He has to stand up while you  introduce him. He cannot just sit  and hike down there.  

[ Applause ]  

KC kicker. He is the cofounder  of the open water plant event.  I will turn it over to Roddy and  Casey and they will walk you through  a short recitation.  

Thank you.  >> I hate it when they do Roddy before  me. He has all the credentials.  

If you would stand , and then stand between  the microphones. We  will not belong.  

Just so we can hear your.  

Basic information you will need  to know. About $15,000 is the bid fee. We  know for international events that  is really small compared to most  international events. It usually  requires something in six figures  easily. We bring the open water  portion and expect about 700 to  1000 athletes. This  is the targeted demographic for  the new wave of marketing Daytona is doing for the marketing program . It is a Masters demographic. Everyone  is between ages of 35 and 55. They  earn over $75,000 each per year. They come  multiple nights and bring families.  It is low impact. There is not much  extra security needed. They do not  tear up hotel rooms. Like to spend  money. It is good for that.  Just to give you a quick timeline  of events, we will have a practice  day on Saturday. Everyone will come  in and do warm-ups on the course . We also hope to have a welcome reception. I'm  working with entities on that. The  goal is, the more  nights we can get them enticed to  say, the better off and the more  room nights we all get. Sunday we  will have a 5K open water swim 

     and a one-mile open water swim.  That is followed by an award ceremony.  This happens at the end of the Pan  Am swimming competition. You guys  have this nice open ended brackets.  We can encourage people to stay  a couple of days after the event.  This is just a quick overview of  open water swimming. We can make  this presentation available for  anyone that would like to see it.  Over 50,000 master swimmers it does  not include the international market.  We seek them as well. Those are  just demographics I spoke about. If entrance. When we do  these events people do not mind  traveling for them. There used to  it. Open water swimming is young.  People are accustomed to traveling  for. It is not a new concept. 70%  of the audience comes from over  two hours away. Most  will stay overnight. This goes into  what habits are in  terms of what they spend money on. How often they travel and go  to new locations. Most people say  most locations they visit  they visit because they've never  been there before. Then they come  back if they like it. The biggest  thing is exposure. You guys will  have a tremendous opportunity with  a brand-new market. We are partnering  with [ Indiscernible  ], the largest swimming media outlet  in the world. We have a robust media  calendar with them and some other  entities lined up. We have not activated because we are  waiting on this last little piece  to fall into place. We have a lot  of social media lined up. We have  great Olympians in the stable also. It gets the  word out. This is just a little  bit more of that. Everything we  use the $50,000 for, even swim caps, it has a brand  on it. Any media we do, -- fifth  teen thousand dollars -- $15,000  -- with the event in Daytona Beach  there are a lot of other things  to do around the area. Smack I will  very quickly add --  

-- I will give  you quick background. We were one of two  cities chosen as candidates for  the Pan Am games 2 years ago. 

     Domestically, it was San Antonio  and us. We outbid San Antonio. The  other one was Toronto, internationally.  This will be the largest swimming  meet in the history of the country , of any class, regular swimming  or master swimming. We expect somewhere  between 4000 and 5000 competitors. That is at  the aquatic center. What we are  trying to do is push all those 

     swimmers, as Casey said, to stay  and enjoy the weekend at Daytona  Beach. That is why we expect 700 to 1000. I  think will get more than that. The  world championship this past summer  in Budapest had 3800 open water swimmers. They  tell us to expect similar numbers.  I am a third generation Floridian. I was born  and raised here. My father and grandfather .  Daytona Beach is the fabric of who  I have been my whole life. I cannot  think of a better place in the state  of Florida to hold this event. Open  water competition , in case you  do not know, as exploded internationally.  It was made an official Olympic  event in 2008 as a 10K. Since then, open water has become  popular. As Casey said,  it is a perfect demographic for  us.  These are not kids who are coming  in. You have to be a minimum age  of 19 and up. The type of graphic  that we expect is exactly up our  alley, certainly at the YMCA , and here at Daytona Beach. I just  want to give a quick shout out.  He could not be here,  besides Mark, who is a huge support,  Charlie [  Indiscernible name ] has been a  huge supporter. I know he will be  there at the end we appreciate any support you can  give us. Thank you.  

I want to add one last comment.  We are working on, after the event, when you talk about longevity,  

This is a --  not a one and done.  

-- We are working on Likert skills  and an open water series with Jacksonville, Saint Augustine,  and other cities. This will be part  of that. -- Lifeguard skills -- 

Fantastic. Thank you very much.  

Counsel. Questions. Mr. Dineen.  

Thank you for the presentation. I felt that when Charlie brought  this to me, with Mr. Gaines and  Mark, that this was so much  in our venue that we are trying  to accomplish as we try to transition  to making the community bigger.  Especially for professional and  amateur sports, that I jumped at  this. I thought $15,000 is one heck  of a small amount for this kind  of portable get. It is the greatest ROI I have  seen in a while. I encourage the  County Council to vote for. It is  going in the right direction.  

What better fit than with the  wide open [ Indiscernible ].  There is not much wider than our  oceanfront. It is very well worth that theme  of it.  >> I was going to ask if we could  talk about the ROI.  

Okay.  

It is a great return. We do  not have a motion on this.

We will move to item 15 .  

With the councils permission  I would like to address item 15,  item 16, and item 17 at the same  time. They pertain to the same property.  I will clarify that if the Council  chooses to adopt or approve these  items, if you could please approve  them in the order of 16, 17 and  18, with 15 being the last thing  approved, what we are dealing with  is a variety of administrative actions.  They are tied to the Southwest activity  [ Indiscernible ]. Item 15 is the  abandonment of an existing DRI approved  back in 2003 by the city of Deltona. The land is  in Volusia County. Deltona has abandoned  it. The [ Indiscernible ] has requested  to abandon it. They wait for us  to do so. The Council directed us  in 2015 to go forward with the abandonment.  When you abandon a DRI, you have  to protect the property rights that  were established as well as make  sure that whatever development entitlements  and requirements are properly addressed  through the comprehensive land and  zoning [ Indiscernible ]. As to  item 16, it pertains to those comprehensive  plans -- plan policies that  we had. Just for simplicity, we took everything that was in  the DRI, and put it in the comprehensive [ Indiscernible ]. Why are we doing  that? The DRI first and foremost was severely modified and change  since originally approved in the  80s. We now face a situation where  we have a great deal more reporting  requirements and greater limitation. This gives  greater flexibility to the county  as well as the property owners to  be able to work through the development  of the area. What we are able to  do is take everything that was in  the DRI development order and put  it in the company has a plan. That addresses  the future land use, but you still  need to work through the zoning.  What we had to do was create a zoning  category. Previously we had a [  Indiscernible ] requirement for rezoning PUD, but that cannot be  done. You have to give property  owners other options than just a  PUD. We created two new zoning categories. This is the second hearing of the  adoption of that ordinance where  we added the zoning categories.  The last item, item 18, is the actual  application for that zoning to the  property. As we went  through this process, we had to  notify all of the state agencies  associated with the comprehensive  plan amendment as well as local  governments in Volusia County growth  management commission. A concern  identified was Orange city, how  are you handling the [ Indiscernible  ]? How are you allocating them? How is the county monitoring and  management the concurrency aspects?  We worked through them and that is why you see there is  an addendum that was added to item  16 in regard to the  comprehensive plan where there is  additional language requested by  the city of Orange city, where we  agreed that basically, we would  do a prorated share of the net external vested trips,  based on what is left over if any development occurs. Working  through this, we have roughly 500  acres, that is in jurisdiction of the county. Portions  of it are within  the water and sewer service area  of Orange city. If nothing develops,  all of that area , they get a prorated chair of the amount of  [ Indiscernible ] based on the acreage.  If something develops either in  Orange city or in the portion in  Volusia County service area, those  trips would be allocated there.  Whatever is left over would be split amongst  the other areas. The city has agreed  to that. We have agreed to it. I  know that one of the property owners  impacted by this had concerns about  the language. It did not reference  the specific term, of  net external trips. Making sure there was accountability for those  developed portions. I will let  Mr. Ford come up and speak about  those issues. He identified those  concerns to Jamie and me yesterday.  We were able to work through it. We believe he has come up  with a solution that is acceptable  to the county, to Orange city, and  to the property owners. In some,  -- in summation -- we had an effort  that started with the initial plan, was realized in 2003  with a DRI. Unfortunately, the economic  recession they had in 2008 created  a problem. We now look at a way  of trying to still maintain the entitlement, go forward with  development, and do so in a manner  that is generally consistent with  changes to 163 of the Florida statute  is to protect vested rights of property  owners. If there is any question  I will be glad to answer it. I do  -- I cannot stress -- we need to go in order of  adoption, 16, 17, 18, with 15 last.  

I assume we're doing public comment  on item 16 at this point. Mr. Ford.  

 Thank you, Mr. Chairman. I Mr. Ford representing the Ford  family and associated entities.  We apologize for not  getting this to you earlier [Address gfiven for record]  I took a little vacation and got  a little behind on work. I just  got to it last night. I appreciate the stats flexibility  in working with me on this. Is a  Kelly, as Clay mentioned, I had  actually two clarifications.  Kelly passes out?  >> [ Silence ] 

There are two clarifications. In several places, it referred  to external trips or [ Indiscernible ], or daily trips.  I want to clarify that would be  using the term net external [  Indiscernible ] daily trips. What  you will see when you get that is the  language where we substituted that  language in the color red. It clarifies  what we are talking about, using  the same terminology throughout.  The other change is in the last  line, the last bit  of red text, we change  that from saying it would be assigned  on a pro rata share , based on  acreage, through a pro rata share,  to the remaining acreage. Basically  what we are clarifying is that it  is only the remaining acreage that is [ Indiscernible ]. That is our request. If you have questions  I would be glad to answer them.  Then I will sit down.  

Mr. Patterson.  

No question. I want to make a  motion.  

I think Mr. Irvin emphasized  this is been accepted by Jamie,  legal has looked at this, [ Indiscernible  ] you explained what the net external  vested daily trips is  the same as the same condition awarding  that was in there . It sums it up a  little bit easier.  

We agree with that. It clarifies  and identifies specifics. Therefore  we agree with that. 

It is consistent with the original  intent of what staff and Orange  City had worked through.  

On item 16, Mr. Patterson.  

I will need to amend this on  two.  >> Yes or, on item 16, if you find  the language to be acceptable, please  identify that you recommend approval  of the ordinance with the addition  of the language that Mr. Ford  provided.  

Let me be more specific. Staff  actually provided updated information  for the agenda item. I would, the  motion would be to approve, with  the amended language to policy SW [ Indiscernible ] , as presented by staff and Mr.  Ford. 

That is easy.  

What she said.  

 I'm going to move we  approve ordinance number [ Indiscernible  ] adopting there are skill company  at the plan amendment to the Southwest  activity center local tax [ Indiscernible  ] with amendment [ Indiscernible  ],  1.0.3, and SW 1.0.4. 

     There are different ones on different  pages. They are not all of one page.  

It is all under 1.0.3. The redline.  

I am seeing two, three, four.  I am assuming that is on page 7  of this. 

That was part of the original,  I believe.  

Just to clarify, yes it only  pertains USW 1.0.3 and that is shown  on page 16 -- to of the  staff report. 16 -- 2 .  

The supplemental.  

Supplemental to the other amendment.  

 I had read it.  >> Which one, is that the whole page  I am putting and amendment on here?  

[ Indiscernible - speaker too  far away ] 

That is different than what I  have here that was handed to me. Two only the red part is what --  

Only the red part --  

The confusion is happening because  we sent out an addendum to address  the concerns from Orange city. 

That is part of the original.  

That is what I just handed you.  To confuse things further, we have  now handed out what Mr. Ford has.  Therefore there is a bit of confusion.  

Give me the language that I need  to make a motion to get this right. Please. Jamie.  Amending --  

Amending human emotion --  motion -- you made  the motion approving -- including the staff supplemental language of the policy  as W as W1 .0 .3 and the additional language resented  by Mr. Ford today. -- Presented by --  

I move approval amending with the -- I cannot read my  handwriting -- amending  this language that Jimmy just said. 

[ Laughter ]  

That was how it went.  

Motion seconded  by Wheeler. Any  further discussion or objections to the motion? 

That is item 16.  >> Item 16. Hearing no  objection the motion passes unanimously.  Thus we moved to item 17.  

Any surprises here? I move approval of ordinance [  Indiscernible name ] new zoning  SOUTHWEST ACTIVITY CENTER LOCAL  classification for thePLAN.  

Is there a second?  

Second, Cusack. Any objection  to the motion? Hearing  on, the motion passes unanimously.  Now we move to item 18. Mr. Chairman, I move  administrative rezoning of theREZONING  OF THE SOUTHWEST  --ACTIVITY CENTER  LOCAL PLAN AREA FROM THE CURRENT  EIGHT CLASSIFICATIONS TO TWO NEW

Move. Seconded. Having heard no objections, we will moved  to item 19 --  

Excuse me, Mr. Chairman,  I would like to back up to my comment  earlier on the dynamic master plan. This is all about the Southwest activity center . We need a Southeast  activity center. Mr. Manager, I  have been and counsel, I've been  talking about this for quite a while , not just in Southwest Volusia  but it all of Volusia County, we  have identified it as an immediate  need with the Volusia County going  forward. I have spoken with staff  about this. I spoken with Mr. Irvin.  What I would like to do if possible  is address the manager and staff  to come back --  >> This is kind of out of  order. Let's go ahead and finish  15. I will give you all the time  to do it later. Let's work with  what we have on the discussion.  I think everyone is agreeing or agreed that  we need to look to something else.  Let's get through this. This is  the last piece of this puzzle.,  

I will bring it back under counsel  comment.  

 I move to approve abandonment ofABANDONMENT  OF INTERSTATE  --4/STATE ROAD 472  ACTIVITY CENTER AREAWIDE DEVELOPMENT  OF REGIONAL IMPACT  RESOLUTION.  

Is there a second?  

Second.  

Is there any objection? Hearing  none, it is unanimously approved.  We will now move to item 20. Thank you  for helping us get through this.  As Ms. post pointed out this morning,  a lot of this is a process of administrative  things we have to take care of.  Housekeeping things. This does not look like  Donna Butler. That is okay.  

Good afternoon, Carmen Hall,  operations manager for the community  services department. This agenda  item is for the 2017-2018 Echo grants  recommendation. The echo advisory  committee reviewed and found 10  applications eligible for awards.  For a total of $2.3 million. There  is one condition for the city of Dewberry Gateway  Park, application 1801, I needed  to have the state renew their 

     lease or extend it. At this time,  the condition has been met. There  is also a second concern at [ Indiscernible  name ]. It is 1807, the  city of Orman, the complex lighting  project. It had a clean hands issue. Basically,  Echol guidelines say if any applicant owes the county  money, they are not eligible. At  this time, staff recommends approval  of nine applications . 1801 through 1806, and  1809 through 1811 for a total of  approximately $1.9 million.  

I do have  two people who wish to speak.  George Shanahan , city manager of the city of Ormond  Beach. And Randy Hayes, city attorney  for the city of Ormond Beach. 

Thank you, Mr. Chairman and county  council members. I'm Joyce Shanahan,  city manager for the city of Ormond  Beach. We take issue with the denial  of this particular grant. As you  know, our grant is to  install environmentally  -- L.E.D. -- lighting at the sports  complex for one ballfield and three  soccer fields. The echo  grant is to provide financing for the acquisition, restoration , and construction of facilities  to be used for environmental, cultural,  historical, other recreation purposes.  The grant is for $400,000. The matches 550, for a total of  $950,000. The city received a score  of 83.6, the second  highest score. The echo committee  reviewed it. Recommended approval. The echo guidelines  emphasize that the County Council  is the final arbiter of who  receives there grant. The  guide indicates further there are three parties who can be  eligible for grants, Volusia County, in his abilities in the County,  and nonprofits in Volusia County. The clean hands doctrine does not  apply essentially. It says the  clean hands -- you cannot owe any money to  the county or have any outstanding  violations. The County Council cannot -- they are constitutionally  immune from paying a pretty taxes . Municipal governments, if they  use the property for public purpose, they are  exempt from paying taxes. There  are two exceptions. One is if they  are using public property for proprietary  purposes, and another is It is -- if it is leased to a private  entity who is using it for a nonexempt  purpose. And such instance, the  leasehold interest is past, not  the city. Generally the clean hands doctrine  does not apply to municipalities  because constitutionally, we are  exempt from taxes when they are  used for public purpose. With regard  to nonprofits, really that is where I think the  clean hands article comes in. There  is a compelling public interest  to ensure that public funds are  used to improve private property that serves a public purpose and to ensure  that there are no liens or closures  on that property for which you  have provided public funds to improve. The staff contends we oh $135,000  for taxes for an address at 730 Airport Road. The property  has been leased to a private operator  for a public golf course for 27  years. The Lessie operation of the golf  course has been tax-exempt since  1994. In 2013, the property [ Indiscernible ] change the tax  status. The city received no notice  about that. If taxes have been lawfully  assessed, by the property appraiser,  against the leasehold interest,  they're not owed by the city, they  are rather owed by the Lessie. It  is important to note that echo grants are used for improvement on property -- the sports complex -- not the airport  Road property. But we are contending  is we are not personally responsible  for those taxes of  a Lessie. The city attorney will  speak further to this issue.  

Thank you, Ms. Shanahan.  >> 

     >>. Thank you very much. I think  we agree it is all in this equity and clean hands. The city does not owe the county  any taxes. We  come before you today with clean  hands. We do think clean hands is  an issue. But not by Ormond Beach. They understand -- to understand where we are at  today, you have to go back into  history and follow the tortured  path regarding the accident 

     status of the property in question.  Friendly, it is not related to the  property in question where the echo  funds would be used. Those funds,  by the way, would be used for youth  sports enhancement. We should all  be working with one another as opposed  to fighting with each other.  It seems like every time we come  here, there is the issue that we  just can't seem  to resolve it at a staff level.  That is fine. I'm somewhat philosophical  about that. That is what history  dictates. The underlying issue for  this counsel goes beyond the decision  on the echo grant today. Here is there a question. It  is anytime a Lessie of  public property fails to pay  taxes -- a lessee 

     -- according to the staff position,  that tax can be collected from a city  taxpayer. Think about that. Think  about all the governmental proprietary  leases in Volusia County. We have -- it is a  public property. Daytona has a bunch. Orange probably has some. If those  lessees of the property will not  pay their taxes, 

     and the staff recommendation is  the basis for the non-recommendation  or denial of the echo grant today,  the county's deposition can collect the to liquid taxes the  Lessie owes from the taxpayer. Think  about that. [ Indiscernible - low  volume ] it is just  plain wrong. Now, to understand where we are at today,  you have to go back and look at  the history. This golf course was  open to public play in approximately  1991 under the  leasehold interest zone by the [  Indiscernible name ] brothers. It was operated under Riverbend  investment grouping. They operated  the public golf course for approximately  14 years. In 2005, they  sold the leasehold interest to an  individual named Mr. Harold Lane. The  original lease was assigned to Mr. [ Indiscernible  name ]. The same place, the same  terms, nothing changed. That is  important to note. In 1994, the  city of Ormond Beach and the Lessie  filed a lawsuit against Volusia  County. Regarding  the use of the golf course. It concluded  in 1997. It was by stipulated agreement of the parties.  Everybody agreed that the use of  the golf course satisfied a public purpose and was therefore  tax-exempt. The tax-exempt status  was made retroactive in 1994. The  county refunded to the Lessie taxes  it'd paid. From 1994 until approximately 2012,  no taxes were ever assessed. None.  None at all. In 2005 they reassigned the leasehold interest  to Mr. Lehman. [ Audio disconnected - please  stand by while reconnecting ] 

     -- unless and until the uses change.  It never change. It is the same  as today that it was 27  years ago, whatever it is now. It  is the same use. That was the official  purpose for removing the exemption.  There is no prior notice. There  was no evidence of prior notice.  No notice to the city and none to  the Lessie. Did. The city did not  become aware that taxes were owed until it filed the  echo grant application in the fall  of 2017. We will engage in discussion with  County staff. We will get the issue  resolved. It should be easy to do  that, right? There are two issues.  There is a tax exemption. And who  owes the taxes. We struck out about  those issues. That is why we are  here today. During recent discussions on  tax exemption the copy of the 1997  final judgment the issue  is resolved they took it, they looked at it,  they came back. They said there  is a case. It and -- a 2001 case  invalidated a section of the statute  in which the judgment was entered.  The judgment basically was there was a joint stipulation  and agreement. 

     The stipulation was a part of the  final judgment. When staff comes back and says we have  this case. It invalidates a portion  I wish the judgment the inference was it would not  have mattered anyway. It is a 2001 case. What it says is this 

     they were deemed to be exempt the court said in that case the legislature exceeded authority. It has to be done when you file an application  for exemption the issue can be litigated and  ultimately the courts can determine  it. That is what happened here.  The parties entered into a contract  with a stipulation. It was incorporated  into the final judgment.  Arguably, there is a question I think today,  regarding the validity of the judgment.  Is not as -- an issue for  the city. It is an issue for the  Lessie. It is an issue for the city  because the staff takes the position  that taxes owed by a Lessie are  collectible by the city. Think about  that. Think about that. There is  nothing clean about that. Nothing. Like I said, the use  of the property is the same use  today as it was when the assignment was done in 2005.  As it was when the course was opened for play  in 1991. Nothing has changed.  Except that the property is no longer  exempt. Shame on the Lessie for  not letting anybody know that he was being billed  for taxes. We certainly did not  know. No trim notices. No tax bills. None of  thing ever sent to the city. All  sent to the Lessie. We had  no opportunity to hear or  discuss with staff or modify the  agreement. Nothing. Now 

     your staff wants to collect $135,000  from the city for tax  allegedly do by a Lessie [ Indiscernible  ]. Actually what they are saying  is, they  have not actually said we will collected  now, what they are saying is the  dishonesty of the Lessie in not paying the  taxes is being imputed to the city  and therefore we recommend denial  of the echo grant. That is really  what they are saying. Right? Guess what? They found  another [ Indiscernible ]. 2015  case. Roads the marina. It was a pretty court case. In Florida. What is notable about  the case is not what it says, but the issue it does not address. [ Silence ] I have to say, this whole tax laws  stuff is very collocated. I'm pretty  good as a government lawyer grant. Mr. Eckert is also good. So  is Jamie Seaman. Mr. Bartlett. We  can look at a case and it facially, we think we know what it means.  On stuff like this, you have to  get down into the belly. In this case, probably about 40  years worth, to truly understand  what Texel is and it's relationship  in municipalities, exemption status,  immunity status, collectibility  status, we are not 

     those people. We have an expert  who is. We are relying on his opinion  for a lot of the stuff. He has litigated  a lot of the stuff. His position on the [ Indiscernible name ] case is  that it is an inaccurate statement  of law because it does not fully  address statutory and regulatory [ Indiscernible ] for collecting  taxes. -- Tax law  -- statutes and the role from the  Department of Revenue  plainly and clearly say that when  there is a lease of public property  that the taxes are to be assessed  and collected by and from the Lessie of the public property. Your staff position, even though  they hang their had on the [ Indiscernible name ] case,  is not consistent with the statutory [ Indiscernible - low volume ].  There issues there that have to  be clarified one way or the other.  Part of the problem with the [ Indiscernible  name ] case is the statutory scheme  for collecting and assessing taxes  -- they were not truly at issue  -- that case is distinguishable  from the Riverbend situation.  The [  Indiscernible name ] case, taxes  were assessed directly against the  municipality's property . That is not so here. They were  assessed against the Lessie's leasehold  interest. They never received a  tax bill. They never received a  trim notice. Never received anything. That case  is not good and accurate law as  it relates to the Riverbend  situation. Our recommendation to  you today would be to approve the  echo grant the funds will be used not on the  golf course but on a separate sports complex that will benefit the youth. The bigger question  for this counsel is, what message do you want to  send to the taxpayer? When there  is a lease of public property and  the Lessie does not pay his taxes,  are you going to come knocking on  their door? For payment? Is that  the staff recommendation ? Thank you.  

Thank you. Ms. post. 

I'm sorry, I do not know your  name.  

Randy Hayes.  

Mr. Hayes, you said you were  not notified of the 2013 property appraiser tax exempt status?  

That is correct.  

When were you notified?  

The first we were aware that  taxes were out was in October or  November or November 2017 when we  filed the application for  the echo grant. We found some  email dialogue  in 2015 between somebody and property appraiser  office and somebody , maybe the airport manager, regarding  the new lease. 2 years after the exemption had  been removed.  

What is been done to talk to Riverbend on your  side about the taxes that are owed ?  

They have been put on notice.  There is a real possibility this  will put them out of business. I  don't know that. It is a possibility. Obviously, they have not pay taxes  since 2013.  I don't know that they can afford  that.  >> 

Where is the tax notice posted with the property appraiser's  office?  

We have had discussions with  the appraiser, the County Attorney  office.  

With no surprise, we have not  come to an agreement. On the status  of that.  

I am wondering why Larry is not here for this.  

He is the value guy.  

He is the first step.  >> He is the one that  gave this to you guys.  

They are hanging their hat on  the Grove P marina case. It is not  a good understanding for any  legal authority. Rather than find a solution they  came up with another recent it again.  That is fine if that is where  everybody wants to be a we know  which path we have to go to.  >> 

     >>. Just for the record on this.  >> The opposition is that the city  owes the taxes.  

All right.  

We need to address  the tax issue.  

Is that it?  

I look at it a little different.  

I look at it in the scope of  what we are dealing with.  

[ Captioners transitioning ] 

     strain 

>> You  have a project receiving very high  marks, and were it not  for one vote on there, it would  have received the highest when you look at the vote on  that from where they were ranked.  So should we penalize one project because of a question  of whether or not money is owed on other piece of property?  And  what if the funds are there and  the funds will not be dispersed  until the project is  completed, right?  I believe that is correct.  

That is what I understand.  

The city would extend the funds in  the next 12 to 16 months assuming  that it takes that long to get a  project done. I would like counsel  to look at it and not  just because I am from that area. I think this is a  question of apples and oranges,  bananas it bears because of the  way it is. 

Fundamentally it is about fairness  and equity and what is right. 

I have to attend -- tend to agree  with you, Mr. Chairman I think this  is one of those things that kind  of falls in the line of right and  wrong. And this is for  a project that is not even within  that realm that we are speaking  of for taxes. I would like to see  that settled somewhere else. But this is a very good project. And  we also saw that it was rated way  up there. I would like to make a  motion that we approve all of the  ones that have been proper for us  as well.  

Is there a second?  >> Made by Wheeler , second by post. Let me correct.  I was looking at her name when I  was listening and saying two different  things. Any further discussion by  counsel? 

Thank you , Mr. Chair. Before we go any further  on this, we have a motion at a second  on the floor . like the legal staff  to enter this discussion because  we are hearing quite a bit . So how did this determination come  about? Obviously there  is a legal virtual here . Mr. Eckert, do you want to take  this one? Or Cheney? It is your  call.  >> 

     We think that 

     the growth key case, let me put  it this way, the city is a taxpayer . City property is immune  from taxation. But unless, so long 

     as it is pretty noticeable purpose,  case law indicates clearly that  rental of his property to leaseholders of this property to the private property owner makes  it not used for many a simple purpose . The city's position is that though it has not collected the  taxes from it leaseholder that the  county is only , the tax collector can only collect  it from the lessee . We do not believe that  is a correct statement of law. So the city owes the money . It should be paid. The city would receive  approximately 20% of its back -- of it back, 

     of the taxes, they are about 20%  of taxes on this property. It is not just the county that  is not receiving the money. It is  the other taxing entities. We cannot  wait that on their behalf -- we've that on their behalf. -- Waive that on their behalf.  The city refuses to pay the taxes.  >> So that is where  we stand.  

And I think the property appraisers  have reviewed it and he thinks it  is rightfully , it's right on the tax will and  I agree with him, and we think that  the city properly owes the taxes. 

Let me  ask you a quick question. If the project is approved and  the courts determine that you are,  in fact, correct, then the money  would be paid. The money would  be paid by the city.  

I do not know  --  

Parting?  

I do not know what would make  that occur.  

I have an issue of whether or  not, it could wind up , you and Larry and Randy are not going, I do not think the  city is going to say they oh it.  And I think it would wind up in  a court situation.  And if it is settled, if  they say I won't pay it, it will have to  wind up in a court situation. And  to penalize an applicant for a project on money that could or  could not be paid in the future,  if they wind up,  the courts say they are not liable and we penalize them and  not allow the project to go forward,  then shame on us. If we withhold , if we allow them to go forward  and the court determines that they  oh the money, then everybody is  whole. Right?  If they lose  their appeal or whatever solution they take going  to court because they will go to  court, I think that is probably  pretty obvious, they feel , it happens all the time, I mean,  you three lawyers all know that.  And you all know that you win some  and you lose some and some get rained  out and some get settled out of  court. So what I am saying, if it  goes to court, and we the county  when and they have to pay,  and we have already granted them  the ECHO funds , everybody wins . If the courts say no,  they had tax exempt status, they do not  know the money, and he still have  granted them that right, we still --  like I have not seen their complaint.  I think their tax-exempt status  has become settled from the prior  years. What I think is happening  is that the city which I do  not need to, I do not know what the  city intends to do, but I think  if the grant you the exception,  they will take the position that  the taxes are not owed and it will  become the county that is suing, as  a tax collector, they will see the  city collection of taxes.  

I am not for forgiving taxes.  I am not taking that position. That  is not what I said it.  

The city is not proposing to pay the taxes to have  it settled. That's not what I have  heard so far.  

No. Their position from what  I understand from the city manager  and city attorney is the do not  oh it.  

Correct.  

It is a good thought process.  So my question is, I am trying to  get it right, if I am an owner and I rent my property, the tenant pays the rent. But I pay the taxes, correct?  

Correct.  

Isn't that correct? So the difference tween that in this is, if they  are the owner of the property , they are the owner of the property  and renting the property out, it  is not the property renter that  is responsible for taxes. It is  the owner of the property. Isn't  that true Lex  

Let me jump in for  a second. As a tax collector, everybody  forgets how that works, so I think  here is where we are going off track. All you are  really looking at today, because as tax collector, I have talked  to Mr. Bartlett, Texas out, you  will have a different of opinion and we will go to court  probably. All you are looking at  is my staff by your rules is not to allow to  award this based on the fact that  we believe they the taxes. So that  is the rule. We do not have a choice.  So all you are being asked today  is do you want to make an exception  based on this case to allow them  to move forward. --? That is really the issue today.  If you want to make an exception  to your to allow this one to move  forward while we may enter going  to court. But as tax  collector, I will be honest, I have  not seen anything that persuaded  me that Randy is right. I do believe  that we will and up in court. I  do believe they oh taxes and they are responsible  and they were contacted and I can  prove that but the fact of the matter  is that is for a different day in  court this is only one thing. My  staff does not have the authority  to allow this to go through because  Dan's office believes Mr. Bartlett office believes in the tax  collector believes that they oh  taxes. That being said, all you  have to say is if you want to make  this an exception based on everything  you said. That is up to you. We  do not have that authority. Only  you can make an exception to your role.  So that is really all that is in  play here today.  The other issue will not get saltier.  That will get solved in a court.  But you have to decide whether you  want to make an exception and you  may find in this case that you are  fond of making an exception. This  is not the normal that we see  with a nonprofit. They want to make  an exception, all you need to do  is free our staff to let it go  forward.  

And to the point, if this was  a nonprofit, we would not even be  having this discussion. It would  have been, it would have failed.  We would not even be, we would not even be at this  stage.  

Correct.  

If I can make an observation,  we have not had the issue with ECHO  grants with any other municipality.  And the others have least  whole property. 

Mr. Chairman, making me -- Namic one clarification?  

Sure. But we have two or  three others that have request.  I just want to say briefly that I think we need to be careful  making decisions based on what might  happen in the future or what might  go down there. We have a staff who has  given us strong suggestion. We have  a legal department that has given  us that. And currently I do not  see any need to go any other direction with that. I do not  have any justification in my mind  to make an exception because then  you are going to be making rulings  on all kinds of ECHO grandson issues  because there are more rules in  the ECHO grant  then just this one.  That is my thought on that.  

Thank you. I agree with that statement  simply because the rules are there  for a reason. And if we would have this particular grant  to go forward,  it clearly says that if you are  debt to the county, Texas , you cannot be granted and ECHO grant. That is pretty clear  to me. If we want to hear from that, if we want to grant this exception,  then we  sat in the precedents as to where  we go in the future with this . It is clear I think if the  will is there, we ought to follow  the rule in the lay of the land.  So I would not be in favor of  that motion simply because  it varies from the rules.  >> For clarification  purposes, there is a difference  and distinction between a public  property owner at a private property  owner. The situation as  described, yes, absolutely, the  private property owner would be  responsible for the taxes of the  tenant. Public property owners are  different. Under our escape, counties  are political subdivisions of the  state of Florida. The state of Florida  and counties are having to pay taxes on property. Disabilities are a little bit different.  Their property is exempt by Constitution from  the assessment of taxes that is  governmental or a public purpose.  And get into some different scenarios where it may  be proprietary purpose , public proprietary, and then you  get into the question of whether  it is taxable or not. But the city  is not a taxpayer. 

     That is another distinction we are  not going to settle the issue here  today . we are asking you to do,  --  

With all due respect, I understand  government. I do not need a primer  on that, with all these respect  however, if you have an entity , city has a for-profit entity, there's a crossover. City  that has a nonprofit entity, this  is a for-profit entity. I think  that is what establishing thing  is. Chair, would it be  proper to ask Mr. way in -- ask  Mr. Bartlett to weigh in ?  

Sure.  

 Please.  

I have a feeling he was listening  online. Might think he was going  to be called. He made the drive  over or the walk over. 

The walk up.  

The walk up.  

What  can I help us counsel with next  

You are like Samson right now. You are going to have to divide  this lady here. So help us  navigate position. Well, when I looked at this, I read the case law.  I think the case law is pretty clear. When you have a municipality leasing land to a for-profit density, 

     --  

That is tax exempt. Sorry.  

 Be were tax-exempt for 12 years.  

Go-ahead.  

The  for-profit entity, according to  the lease ,  pays the taxes. Taxes, then the  property, in this case it is the  city, is liable 

Is there case  law other than 81, is there case law where the  property owned by a musicality least  to someone public person -- public  purpose defaulted in taxes  or did not pay taxes in the city  or municipality paid it? I do not know of one of the top of my head.  

There is not one. Is  not important as far as  the issue is this is where you want to make  an exception to this case I will  tell you. Clarify. I have other responsibilities.  There are lots of other issues region  have done this with a lease  public property private enterprise.  So this is something that  is why we will go to court this  is a larger issue that. Daytona Beach has a number of  these. We also had a -- an issue  with this issue will probably add  up in court if you believe that  this is you will make an exception,  then please do so. Had fact of the  matter is this court because we  believe it is a lot I talked to  Mr. about it. It is a lot bigger issue that that I  believe this is responsible if they  lease property to someone private  enterprise. I really do believe  they are responsible for the taxes.  We are crossing over  here. 

Project passport highly.  This Council has the right to counsel separate  from the advisory board. Have done  it before we have  what we will make adjustments on  policy going forward. It is our  fiduciary responsibility.  Sublessee. Forward. Get  taxes. I have complete and you.  Other than  that, I think you are an attorney also, right?  

In a prior life.  

Back in the day. So  with that, it is  my opinion, we have got the money in ECHO. We have more  than enough money in ECHO. I am  willing , councilmembers, I think  it would be the prudent thing to  do just on will alone and ECHO program and a good project  to make  an exception with  a clear statement that taxes  are owed. But our attorneys , again, this is your job security. And that is where I am going to  go with it. I am going to support  this as an ECHO grant based on those  reasons  and not saying that taxes  are due are not I will let the legal  follow-up. Plus I do not think we  have to worry too much because this  is going to Sunset itself in 2020.  So we do not have that many more  years to deal with this. This is  setting a precedent that I do not  like. If it had been  a smaller business or somebody that  could not have hired  S Donovan attorney, this exception  would not be made either. So all of those things, I will support  that, Mr. Bartlett.  

Thank you.  What would happen then  it we would  have a contingent on the passing, after the court case  being heard, and they decided money was owed and money was paid  and that time, the grant can be issued?  

I think she is suggesting to  make the exception to get the grant  now. And there's no harm, no file.  If they go forward, the court will  decide whether they are responsible  for the taxes are not. Just to clarify  for the record, Mr. Arlette assesses  taxes. My office is actually charged with  collecting the taxes. I have a different  responsibility. You are putting  me in what. The bottom line is,  if you want to make an exception,  you need to decide in this case  because it is unique. The city.  There's a difference of opinion. There is no harm,  no foul on that sense if we  before. If we go to court, the court  will decide who is right. I think there are implications.  

The granting of the grant, canopy  contingent -- canopy contingent --  

We are talking about quite a  distance in the future. I think  they want an answer now. That may  be too far out in the future to  them.  >> I thought after the fact  it would be paid. 

I think they are planning on  exercising the money earlier than  that. 

I will call for the motion.  >> I thought  you were finished.  

She has the floor.  You cannot take it away.  

So you were saying that it would  be too long?  

Yes. I think this  could take quite a while. So I think  that, in that case, it  would be far enough in the future that it would not satisfy their  issue. If I was going to be quick,  it would be different. But  I do not see this going to court,  choice, until maybe the latter part  of 2019. And so I think they want  an answer.

Now we get a 10  minute recess. We will be back at 3:05 PM. >> [ BREAK -- This event will reconvene  following a 10-minute recess. ]  >> T -1 MINUTE. T  MINUS ONE MINUTE. >> 

     Council, it is 3:05 PM. It is  3:05 PM.  >> 

     It is 3:05 PM. We will reconvene  the County Council meeting. This  time, we'll move to item 21. 

     I believe there is a discussion  item. 

Yes. Thank you, Mr. Chair. This issue on the west side mosquito control discussion is just that. The Council  asked us previously to make sure  we put something on the agenda so  you could discuss what the implications  are of an expansion of the  mosquito control district that we  have in the East. We thought the  best way to do it would be to come  forward and give you a little overview  on what we do and how that would  apply. I think one thing that will  be clear as we go through this discussion is that the MST is somewhat  treated differently than the  Westside cities. The issues history more focused  on the city  

We are where the mosquito impacts the man or woman  and that is where it really matters.  The other thing is, just so I get  this on the record, and I have tried  to say this, this was just a discussion.  And you have got to tell us what direction you want to go in.  I think sometimes we put discussion  items appear, people think that  you are going to makes a big decision  to do something. Sometimes it is just direction  for us to do something in the future.  That is how we see this discussion.  

If we do not have it, we should  have it, items listed for discussion  will not be voted on and it should  be part of our protocol. I think  it is.  

It is. When you say discussion,  people need to assume because they  might want to be here. Discussion  means you can give us direction  10 not to vote -- direction, but you tend to  not vote . >> Good afternoon, counsel [ indiscernible --  low volume ] It is a discussion based on some  [NULL]  counsel provided in March. -- Some direction counsel provided in March. The  Westside mosquito control potential district could consist of some things. Before  I introduce Sue Bartlett , Jim went to  the Cayman Islands and he might be listening on the web right now  because he was instrumental and  we actually discussed a Westside  mosquito control district for a  little while, not  necessarily in anticipation of one,  but just thing that comes up what  in a while and wanted to fine-tune our point if this thing does  come forward. So he is going to  be here to answer technical questions  that are beyond my  capability. So if I could get here, 

     -- so if I could begin here, we  will start with an overview of the  East Volusia mosquito control district.  As you can see the map there, we  kind of color-coded this in  terms of population centers. So  you can see along the coastal barrier area where our population,  the majority of our population exists. Some key points of this district  in relation to what you will be  seen as potential district on the  west side is  30 miles consisting --  530 we are miles consisting -- square miles  consisting of marsh .  You're talking about $22.5 million  of tactical -- taxable  value there. Produces  around that $4 million mark with the number fluctuating. Some  people pay early of the people are  doing. This number not  exactly what your budget. It is  basically 6% of what  2.5 billion dollars. Mosquitoes, it  is a saltmarsh. You got a lot of,  50,000 acres of saltmarsh and mosquitoes. The saltmarsh mosquito is one  travel up to 20 miles believe it  or not  the skills of our county can come  over to Volusia County and come  to our side of the quarter. That's  often the case. 

The type of services we  provide, we call it integrated pest service model. 

     It's on the east side, and it is  very proactive meeting that we have established surveillance like we  have a lot of history, obviously,  beside no where the breeding areas  are those areas are targeted in  terms of monitoring  the mosquito populations. The surveillance network also includes our residents.  Our residents are very quick to  call her line and have a customer  service inquiry about  Oak Hill, have mosquitoes, there's typically a saltmarsh blossoming coming onshore. Another interesting  thing about this -- about  mosquitoes is there are night flying ghettos  and the domestic the time mosquitoes  that carry the Zika virus . Again, there's a word to learn overtime. We had cases in Ormond Beach where graveyards  and cemeteries , it's a convincing for us to  go and treat  the flowerpots. They read in the flowerpots  and backyards and cans collecting  water and flowerpots and things  of that nature. So our guys and gals are out there  constantly to educate the public about some of the species and what  can be done. The best approach , perhaps the  most effective approaches to cash  them while you're young, while they  are still in the water, in their larval state. We can treat those things people  use biological methods called ambrosia , you  don't know they are effective at controlling  it without pesticides and chemicals. Sort -- source site when they are  young is the best. We do have  aerial as well as fogging operations that  are quite affected as well. -- Effective as well. We have an excellent system along with our surveillance activities which  allow us to monitor the effectiveness of our programs. The methods we  are using, are they effective in  treating and ridding ourselves of  the nuisance or other  chemicals affected or do  we need to change it to make patient  -- to make an accommodation thanks we do provide Westside services. It's a  fact that may not be well-publicized it is more of a  reactive and proactive approach  on the west side of the county.  The limited surveillance into services, it began primarily as a response to mosquito borne viruses like  West Nile. Kind of  group as the Zika virus came  into being. That  subsequently led to a lot of cities  coming on board as well. I will give you a perspective of single suspected cases of Zica . Our crews will be notified  by the health department that there is a case of suspected and  it may not be confirmed at that  time but they withdraw a premature  that area and they will begin at  knocking on doors to inform people.  That is about a $25,000 average expenditure just for one case.  As my, you can see where, and those  cases, with that expenditure can  get quite largely trying to  deal with Zika virus itself. We  are quite lucky the state provided  funding when we had the initial  outbreak of Zica  and we were able to tap into it  to get some of those costs covered.  Again, being very attuned to the  environment, be connected with our  regulatory bodies, working with  the health department to  get a hold of some of that money,  we used it to our advantage we have  contracts with the city's. Each  city on the Westside contract with  control for services. It is driven by the city. They  control their senators.  -- Their expenditures. Their level  of responses monitored and controlled  by the city. We do not act. If a  resident calls us from the city,  we will refer them to the contact  and they will inform us to deliver  the service  our costs are reimbursed 100% on  average, we do about $21,000 with a business  with the city's. I think we  do quite well. I have not heard  any complaints at all. The  MS D funding, it  began with $150,000 allocation. It was there primarily for emergency response . We do have a surveillance  system out there. It is not an extensive  system. That's a little bit of a  proactive aspect of our Westside  service. The funding has since grown  to 300,000  -- you had $1000 primarily rated  -- $300,000 primarily related to the  Zica outbreak. On average, spent about  $150,000 a year. Is there for emergency  situations predominantly shared  and outbreak occurred. -- Should and outbreak occurred. >> We have  25 full-time employees. The majority  are licensed to visuals  that -- licensed individuals that  can handle herbicide  and  other chemicals. We  have part-time seasonal employees  in the summer months . The hurricane season tends to breed  mosquitoes and employees will come  help us in our surveillance as well  as treatment programs. Resources  it takes to do that,  I will not go into details. Some  important things is the materials in 2017, as you  can see, the liquid we applied, 1075 gallons  which was an association  we had with the state. The state  actually paid for that expense.  It was again having a good elation  chip with our state representatives . We will continue to do that.  What I find interesting is 40,000 fish that we released. Potential last side --  potential Westside mosquito control, the boundary is the western  boundary of your existing Easter mosquito control district and extends Western to the county  quarters. You can see population  centers are highlighted predominantly  in the Southwest section.  Unique aspects of this jurisdiction,  you see  726,000 square miles. That is larger  than what exists on the east side.  It is more rural in nature. It has  areas of undeveloped conservation  land. We have, on  the west side the St. John's  River floodplain  and saltmarsh. An interesting fact  is that the mosquito that is in  the St. John's River and floodplain  is considerably different than in  the saltmarsh. The mosquitoes along  the river basin area five a  couple of miles -- mayfly couple of miles rather than 20. It is much more narrowly focused  on the court or of the river. >> When we began to look at formulate  a Westside mosquito control program,  we began with the idea of providing a service that is  somewhat equivalent to the Eastside. Many of the bullets you see on  this chart are similar to what you  see on the Eastside chart. When  we started looking at the geography,  we noticed that, again, as I mentioned,  there are vast areas of, undeveloped actions in the central as well  as northern section of the Westside  area. We began to tailor  that approach. Our model is  more oriented towards the population  centers. It is where the folks  live. So we looked at a tailored  approach at providing to the Westside area by limiting our surveillance and  population centers. We  are more we are more -- we are more proactive in those  areas and less active in the rural  areas. We would deliver service  to the rural areas but it would  be more based on the surveillance  sites we had and chicken as well  as the resident inquiries as to  services. 

Treatment methods would  be identical and would  still emphasize larva sightings  in a population centers. Another important difference here  is that, whereas resident entities we  have to go to the city, representatives  to get to the control staff, with  the Westside district, they would directly to the staff and get  up with a response to their 

     -- and get a quicker response to  their request. On the east side,  we have a lot of mosquito control  canals that we do not have on the  Westside. He will still consider  retention ponds , catch basins, and things of that  nature.  We treat them similarly. Resources are  quite similar and scaled-back . One thing  we will have to consider is there's  a lot of time on the road not  delivery service. The fogging equipment does not like to sit in the hot  sun so we need storage to prolong  the life of that equipment. We anticipate  nine full-time positions with seasonal  workers. Certainly we would have helicopters and boats and things  like that, we would utilize  existing equipment but it would  depend upon how the district is  established. All that would go back  to whatever district is set up as  from a funding standpoint. 

This is a  chart that shows you what the taxable value is. I mentioned  early on in the  east side of the county what its taxable value is , $22.5 billion. 

     The west side of the county is $8.5  billion. It is $13  billion or $14 billion less than the Westside. You  can see on the pie chart that the  combined city contribution for the  taxable value is about 71% compared  to the county's 21%. That taxable  value is important when you take  into consideration a funding scheme for mosquito control on the Westside  depending on counsel direction moving  forward and what type of services are established. >> Determining a funding mechanism if it  moves forward, how do we want to  find that? I will defer those questions  to my left.  Tailoring the service based on that  funding, we proposed a model that we can  fine-tune a little more and we would  like to run it through it ,  the asset management system, we  can fully fund it out there and  have all the people and limited  run several iterations. We can tailor  that program to fit a funding scenario . Obviously to get something started,  we believe to start with capital. I know how  difficult it is to get personnel  these days. Certainly managing expectations  the first year, I think we have had a pest in Lakeland well and we  have tried barges to attract them and  that was under contract with the  city of Stanford for quite some  time. We got out from  underneath that agreement. The  city of Sanford does that now. That's another past we really do  not address -- test -- past -- pest  that we really do  not address. That concludes my discussion. I  am willing to answer any questions  you might have. 

Going back  to slide 21-5, the 300,000, we are  only spending $150,000 on  that each year set aside?  

On average. We have had , again, Wednesday  -- when the Zica outbreak was more predominant, we spent  more of that money. When  we look back, I think it was a five-year average that on average, we  spent about $150,000. But it is  therefore an emergency event. There  are occasionally unnamed storms  that will come through that will  cause an outbreak. That is 

     our funding source if we get a lot  of calls as a result of that from  our Westside residents and unincorporated areas that rely  on city funding for responses to  city issues.  

That  is a huge area to cover on the west  side of the county because it is spread out so far. 

     I would have loved to have seen  the newspaper stories  going back to 1940  two see the reason why the Westside did not want a part of the  mosquito control district and the  east side did. It would be interesting to see the history of that because  I can see the same thing developing  here again. I do not know how we  would set this thing up, whether  we would have a referendum on it  or how you would go about doing it.  But I sense that  getting the cities involved and  the unincorporated area and everybody paying  their fair share, it seems like  right now, it is not costing that  much to do the job. But if we take all of this , to me, the challenges , putting resources together, that's  a heck of an expenditure  with personnel and trucks and helicopters and boats . It sounds like we are  just creating a whole new bureaucracy  on the west side of the county.  

I kind of like what  we are doing. 

Dr. Larry.  

I have to echo everything that Councilman Patterson said. If it's not broke, do not  fix it.  In order to move ahead on this,  you mentioned while this is driven  by the cities, I think the cities that are involved, if they were to take the lead on  this and say we would like to do  this or we are representing our  citizens to do this,  really,  almost the 4 years I have been on  this counsel, I had two calls on mosquitoes. One was  from Daytona and I will refer them  to their Commissioner. The other  one I have contacted our guys here  at the county and he did some spraying. 

     I appreciate the presentation. Kind  of like Councilman Patterson's statement that it seems to be working  pretty good for us on the Westside.  I really do not have a lot of complaints  for people pushing us for impetus  to see the need for this. Thank  you.  

Jim, I will move to the Council  first. Debbie?  

I disagree with these  comments also. The only questions 

     that have been asked for the east  side is when we have these hurricanes  and these events, these water events  with really hot weather and mosquito  activity ramping up, 

     I don't know about you, of course  I am on the east side, but I do  get a lot of calls. And the questions  I received have been who is paying  for it on the Westside. The taxing district is  on the east side of the county.  But if we had these contracts with  the city's and knowing the will  be invoiced for the work that we performed there, I do not  know whether it is GPAs or however that  works, if that is working well,  it is great. I think it is one thing  we need to address because, during  the time when things are really  intense with water events and it is really hot,  the east side really does expect,  because they are the ones that are  paying for this, the services, so  that is kind of where this needs  to be addressed just for informational  purposes. But I think this is good.  But what about our helicopters? 

     I know we had an issue with getting  helicopters going. Be good with  that this coming season?  

We have  a helicopter . >> You can't hit a tree with that.  >> We do have  a helicopter. We have a second helicopter that we are looking at  to refurbish. I will  give you a sad story of that poor  helicopter because we thought we could save  some money by refurbishing it. It  was old. We wanted to upgrade it. We chose to send  it away to the renovation  company. What we found with  saltwater, as you know with a lot  of stuff, increase in behind thanks.  So  you take off enough, you take off  the cover, and he see more corrosion.  And that led to more corrosion.  

That's why I got rid of my last boat.  

Mr. Cusick .  

Thank you, Mr. Chair. If you  look at the page talking about existing  Westside services, tell me , in the unincorporated areas, there are  $300,000 of funding, is that on the east  side or is that the Westside? Second that is Westside.  

So they do pay.  

For the unincorporated Volusia County,  we have been allocated $300,000.  

It is not a  line item.  

So there is some funding .  

 It's $300,000?  

Yes.  >> And the average spending is only  $150,000.  

It is very limited services.  We have surveillance and traps out  there. We have chicken coupes folks  will go out and monitor. So we monitor for virus and the chickens or if  there is a large number of mosquitoes  that will warranty treatment. That it is not a proactive type treatment.  It is more reactive.  

And this is only, and these mosquitoes  on the Westside travel only --  

Difference is the saltmarsh mosquitoes that tend to take flight for the marshes  and the  St. John's River has a floodplain  and mosquitoes born along the floodplain,  they are subject to more fish interaction. But their flight patterns are much  less than a saltmarsh mosquito.  Saltmarsh can travel up to 20 miles and my experts can tell me if I  am wrong. And a freshwater mosquito coming off the St. John's River  can travel a couple of miles.  

It proves one thing to me. It is better on  the west side than the east side. 

It  seems like we are paying for them  to come here  and support them in that area. I  do not think we need to do anything  other than what we are doing. 

 She was not finished.  >> I think with the east side, if  they are traveling 20 miles, what  percentage of those this ghettos  and up over here?  

They go west to east. They do  not travel the other way. The travel  with the wind. >> I will ask my chickens when  I go home.  >> 

Sorry. It has been a long day.  

It has been a long day. And we  are exhausted from so much discussion.  But however, I think that  what we have in place is working.  And the complaints are limited.  I do not see  why we need to attach any other  sources of funding to this. So I am satisfied with  the reports.  

I agree  with everything you said. While  it is working, it is working. If you were to efficient it should  have to change the name of mosquito  Lagoon --  

[ laughter ]  

Do you  have anything important, Mr. [ participant  name ]? Incipit with that, I think you received  direction.  

Yes.  >> Before we go  to item 20 1A, Ms. Post has a flight to catch  for a meeting. So I will ask if  we can go to item 22 so she can  make a nomination.

This will  take a second.  It's an important update. The date  that has been selected now is May  5. We will explain why. This is  the big thing. We will open the  library. 

Make this quick because she was  to be here for closing comments  and she does have to leave.  >> As I mentioned earlier, we are  excited to officially announce the  opening of Daytona Beach library  and Rachel Robinson play yard on  May 5. We are going to celebrate both  of those on the same day. The play  yard is written -- named after Richard Robinson, named after the famous  ballplayer, Jackie Robinson. At the event, we will unveil a  beautiful marker in honor of her.  This family event will include children's activities,  community partner information table, inflatable's, free hot dogs and tours . The city of  Daytona Beach, they will coordinate a fun run  and walk along the sweetheart trail  which runs behind to city Island.  Now at this time, library services  director Lucinda Coley will provide brief update  on the renovations inside the library  followed by Parks, recreation, culture  director Kim Bailey who will have  an update on the play yard.  

Good afternoon. 

     On September 11 when we entered  the library after hurricane Irma, we found that 80% of the  building had suffered water damage. Deepest  area was about eight inches. It  was not deep but --  

I interrupt you briefly. If you can, we have a member that  is going to have to leave and really  have 20 minutes, if we can, if you  could abbreviate your comments on this, I would  appreciate it so we can get all  the comments and.  

Mr. Chair, this is important  also.  

 Or she does not have to make comments.  

I was wondering if that person  has to leave, if they could do their  comments and we could come back  to this.  

We can do that. Yes. That would  be fine with me if it is okay with  --  

 Let's have the member that has to  leave make their comments if that is agreeable with everybody  else because I would like to do  this report and not rush through  it.  

Do you want to do open discussion  now?  

We will let you do open discussion  and you can go ahead and make sure  you catch your flight.  

How about that ?  

All right.  

There you go. I was not trying  to rush you. But I was trying to  accommodate two people.  

I do not think we would have  to  rush at all today but it is almost  4 PM.  

You have 20 minutes.  

All right. 

You do not have to take 20 minutes.  

All right.  >> Speaking  of heading out of town, I appreciate representing the Council and were neck -- and [ indiscernible word ]  in DC. My flight is at 5:15 PM so I will be leaving. I  appreciate that. I did want to ask  if  we could have some discussion .  I would actually like to have a  motion to have staff look at  having some sort of compilation  of information on the drones used in the county. There are 70 different entities. And  I have talked with Rick Carl and  a number of other numbers in the  county -- members in  the county responsible for drone  programs. We have research stuff  going on. We have  emergency management  that is looking into drones. I think  we are all aware that Sheriff Chitwood  is part of a consortium of  four sheriffs in the state that  is working on drones. We have Larry Bartlett  with the property appraiser's office  looking at drones and doing various  things. I think as we  have seen many times in government, one of the major issues  is lack  of sharing of information. And it might  be a good idea to get in on the  ground here and starts not necessarily set  up a unit or anything but at least assigned someone possibly within airport somewhere  not to regulate or be in charge of  any of those things but simply to  hold the data on that so  we can at least be aware  of who is doing what in reference  to drones in the area. I think that is a big area that  we need to start keeping an eye  on. So I would like to  make a motion to have staff look  into that .  

I thing we had a detailed report  on drones not let long ago, last  year, and updated report on drones  along with along with  -- along with the new center and  private company doing that. 

There is no compilation , there is no one keeping that  information countywide that I am  aware of  or that anyone from the airport  is aware of. So if  we could do that, that  would be --  

Is this a need that has been  identified?  

It has.  I have had discussion with quite  a few people about this. And sharing of information is very  important. I think what it comes  down to when we have different things  happen, it is good  to know who has drone capability and to  is using it for what and what they  are doing. The Speedway is using  it. There are lots of different  uses of it in the county.  >> I just  mean countywide. Is this the 411 or 211 for  drone management in the area countywide?  

If  you are asking us to start another  bureaucracy, I am not interested.  

It's not creating a committee  or doing anything, just creating  something to where we would have  a --  

I am trying to see  how we are going to collect this  data and to can keep track  of all of this. To me , it would be another layer 

     but I would have to know more as  to how you can capture, if you will, who is using the drones  and is there a registration that  you have to have in order  to have a drone.  

Great question and great ideas.  

I am not sure that, who has to  answer to those things? Somebody  should know. I do  not know.  >> Not in terms of registering, I  am just saying --  

How can you capture who has it  if you don't have to register? Do you see what I am saying?  

I will come back to you with  something.  I wanted to address schoolwork funding.  That was the biggest thing I wanted  to address before I left. We received  this email from coral [ participant  name ] and I went to make sure, I am assuming --  

In the closing comments, [ participant  name ] is going to give us an update  on that.  >> I am just  making sure we are not voting on  this or doing anything like that  today, correct?  

Let me jump it.  

I am talking.  

Here is what I would suggest  is that I am prepared to take a  look at where we would get, we do  not find money and I am willing  to do that and I would suggest to counsel  that if you are interested, you  would give me direction to bring  something forward so people would  know when we would vote on it at  the next meeting. So if you want  to give your comments now --  

That was my understanding. I  just want to give my comments on  this is that we are good.  >> -- On this so that we are good. I have my own opinions on gun control and I will not delve into  that. But I will tell you that  nothing more serious than  to see that the state was able  to come up with $400 million out of nowhere or out of everywhere, I  should say, for this issue, when  we have not been able to come up  with $400 million anywhere for our  actual schools . And to do those things like have  more teachers and create relationships  with kids and have counselors  and all of that kind of stuff,  I am a little upset that we are coming up with $400  million for this. That's not  to say that I am not,  certainly the safety of students  is very important and certainly a priority because we all want  our kids to be safe. But I  can also say that I do not think  that putting the school resource  officers or law enforcement and each school will make much  of a difference. I see it as a knee-jerk reaction  and a Band-Aid 

     and we are spending all of this  money on a Band-Aid that is really  not  going to make any impact that I  see whatsoever. >> I am  absolutely against spending money  on a Band-Aid fix that is not going  to do anything. And then we are posed with the  issue of this is the school board coming to us  saying that now they are designated  by the state and they are responsible  to do this action which is 

     to demand a fix and stick it officer  in each school and I am still not  sure that is going to happen because  we are already short how many deputies? So I do not  know where we are going to pull  out another 70 80s for this. But -- deputies for this. But okay. But now I am posed with  the decision that the school board  has now been assigned this new legislation that  they have to put forth. So basically 

     that is the state telling the school  board you have to take all of this  money away from the schools to do a  Band-Aid fix that is really not  going to do anything and spend all  of this money. So then we are left  with the dilemma of do we say no and  then the schools will be hurt even  more because there is so  much more money being sucked out  of the schools or do we say yes  and try and alleviate some of the  hemorrhage that will now be going into the schools and take even  more away from the actual students? So I can tell you that if we do  vote on this and you do vote on  this today, I am absolutely not for giving money for this reason.  But if in fact the state is requiring this other school board and  the school board has to pay this  money out and there is no other  option, and I know I have  talked at length with Dan about  this, if there is any other possible way of interpreting  this in any way shape or form, then I think we need  to support our schools and  make sure the kids have what they  need. We cannot take away money  from elsewhere to solve this issue. That is my two cents. Thank you.  

That is exactly where the state got the $400 million.  They took it from other projects.  

That is the problem. Second that  is exactly what it is. I am sure  that Mr. [ indiscernible  name ] will look at something, hopefully,  I do not know what  it is, but it will not take away  from vital programs that we have  that we have to have an effect. 

It has to come from somewhere.  

If the state wants to give more  money, they just raise our share that the counties have  to provide in state taxes.  

Then they give us more money. But they are not giving us more  money. Anyway, sorry.  

I had this discussion with coral. He feels strongly about this. He  definitely knows where I stand.  And I think it is crazy. And God  bless Julie and Joyce .  

I am glad you were able to get  your comments in now instead of  having to miss those and business. Anything else?  

No. Thank you. 

Now we can go on  and I guess you  have additional --  

Yes. Yes. Mr. Chair, you have not had an opportunity to see what we did.  And I do not want it to be a shock  to the library. And I think you  deserve to see what we did to the play area before anyone  else. That is why they are going  to show it to you.  

We did not have a private showing. We are getting it now.  

You are getting a preliminary  showing. You will get a private  one if you want. You are getting  the movie version 1st.  

80% of the building suffered water damage . In my 30 years here, that is the  first time that the building had  any water intrusion. We  began immediately with remediation and trying out  the building even before the power  was restored. We brought in a company that started working to remove  all of the saturated floor covering . And we also bought in a library  moving company that has very large  cards, especially the children's  area, we loaded that up and we  did not lose that collection. We  saved almost $2 million in collection  items alone. We had to remove two  feet of drywall from almost every  interior wall. Before covering for the entire  facility was removed. We lost large  amount of wood furniture and shelving  and all of our built-in cabinets. Those all had to  be replaced. But we only lost 201  collection items and they were in the ..  The work that is --  they were in the book drop. The  work that is still  being completed, painting, the floor covering, the millwork  is being installed. 45% of the furniture and shelving  is in place. The rest will arrive  tomorrow. The staff returned to  work at that location, most  of them, on Monday to start unpacking.  When you start packing after a flood, it is not really  organized so there is a lot of work  to be done. So the cost for cleanup  and recovery, it is a total of almost  $1.4 million. The cleanup was a  little over $553,000 picked the recovery, replacement, 

     $688,404. We had planned capital improvement  projects. We have gone ahead and  completed those. Children's room  floor covering was already approved.  We had it in storage. So it was ready to be installed  once we removed the flooded carpet.  We renovated some restaurants that we  hope will be easier to clean for  us in the future. And be replaced  the lighting with energy-efficient  lighting. So  this is just a glimpse of what our  children's section now looks like.  It is wonderful. I am very excited. We have a new public service desk and new floor covering.  And this is the adult area. This  is after we removed all of the  floor covering. Some of the painting  had been done. This is just a glimpse  of what we are looking at we have  a new public service desk and we took an opportunity to combine  service desks  so we would just have one in the  adult area with new floor covering. It is just a glimpse. 

We cannot see  it.  

Sorry.  So anyway, we are very excited  and we hope to see you all soon.  >> Good afternoon. I am Tim Bailey . Can you?  

We cannot see it.  

To go back in time a little bit,  let me just back to December  15, 2016. County Counsel entered 

     into a joint agreement with the  city of Daytona Beach to construct  a play yard on the land adjacent Daytona Beach regional library  at city Island. The city agreed  to fund and maintain  the fence which I will show you  in a second. The county agreed to  fund the playground, the play safety service, the security  lighting, security cameras, the  two pavilions, the sidewalks, benches, and the city has opted  to fund and maintain stage structure which is going to be  installed next week. Go through  that with you. So -- I will  go through that with you. So  I wanted to give you a status update . >> Okay. So the status on all  of the improvements, first of all,  the fencing is in place. The playground,  billion, lighting, security cameras  have all been installed. The ground safety  service, you will see it in a second  and we added second logo off the  sidewalk right there. The sod was  installed or completed the installation  process last week. The benches will  be installed next week.  And the concrete footers for the  stage structure have already been installed. The  acres are being installed next week. And once those  anchors are in place, the concrete  poles that hold up the stage structure will follow immediately after that.  And the canopy will be attached  to those polls. We are estimating  it will be completed by next week. The Rachel Robinson  interpretive panel which we  have been working on for a little  while, it is being delivered this week.  Although we would like to delay  the installation until after the  stage structure is in so the Rachel  Robinson interpretive panel will  be installed closer to  the opening of the fifth. And that is for vandalism reasons as well.  There are two panels. One will be  on the exterior of the play yard.  And the other will be right outside  the children's exit  into the play yard.  

These are all the things that  you asked us to put in, this  shade structure, the special  servicing, and all of the sod and all of that,  you remember now, this is going  to be used not only by kids but  this is the one place that families  can get together. So there will  be , they will be able to  have some privacy and security with  their children in this area. And  here is the beauty that we love  about this this is restricted to  children or children with parents  and it is monitored directly to the  library. You cannot get there without  going through the library and the  library staff. Show them the picture.  

Hopefully, this is a parent or adult with the child and not just  every adult that wants  to go out. No adult can go on their  own. 

You have to be accompanied by  a child.  

Adults must be accompanied a  child.  >> Okay. So what you  see before you is the safety service as well as  the playground itself. This  is prior to the shape canopy installation. Here is  a drone shot a little ways away from the area  to give you an idea of the expense  of the fencing area and the whole  play yard itself. What we did, though,  is there used to be  a mixture of a variety of different  grasses. So  what we did was we scraped the surface  the intention of reciting -- re-sodding the area. It will be  approximately three weeks or a little  more for it to grow in. It is all  irrigated now. And we will apply fertilizer probably  next week sometime. That gives you  an idea. And then the footers for  the stage structure on the bottom right-hand  corner, you will see a concrete  pad. If you follow it up just directly  north, there is another concrete had. And if you go to the left  a little Northwest, the third is  there and just south is  a fourth. That whole area will be  covered with a shade canopy.  >> That is really all I have.  

I think you saw that we tried  to do it first class.  

Thank you, everybody.  

It looks good.  >> Mr. Chair, I have not gone over  there to the library  -- I haven't to have gone over there to the  library about a week after the damage  and people were a  little critical of the town that  we were not doing this job right. We really had to do it right because there was  so much damage there. At a went  back over there about a month or  so later and they were just working  through it. It was over $300,000  just to get the water out of their  just to get it out of the building. It was incredible,  just incredible.  

Did a good job. -- They did a good  job. That part was already voted  on 3 years ago to be added.  

I will mention also that , you are all  invited, Ms. cues that will be part  of the ceremony when we dedicate  it at 10 AM on the fifth. The Tortugas  are also going to be part of this  whole celebration. 

Okay.  

That concludes that. We now go into public participation.  I have no one. We  will now go to discussions of items  not on the agenda. Mr. County manager? 

Mr. Chair,  I have a letter that went to you from Mr. Bruno.  If you allow me to read it, I think this is a good thing. It is short. 

The one I got?  

Yes. He said  it's been brought to my attention  that the disabled veterans chapter  has been using two previously donated  transport vehicles to Gainesville,  Orlando, and Jacksonville. These  were donated in 2008 from the efforts  of the County cities, business owners,  and community members. They need  to be repaired and replaced. The  initial effort to purchase these  bands in 2000 was during his tenure as chair.  The vice commander of the Department  of Florida disabled veterans, American  veterans Brothers need to my attention  at request support. Veterans made sacrifices to our country and the committee came  out and supported this request. [ muffled audio ] the need for transfer service continues  to grow. I request that you personally  consider spearheading the effort  on behalf of the veterans of Volusia  County. I stand ready to assist  you in this effort you have any  questions would like to discuss,  please feel free to contact me.  I talked to Frank. I have a good  relationship with him. I told him that I think  you would be a great spearhead but  I know your schedule and he does  also. When he says he is ready to  assist you, what he is saying is if you will help watch this, he  will do what he did before which is he got money from everybody to do this and what he would like  is to do this again and he thinks rightly so that if it comes through  you and you designate  him to step out there, he will be  more successful to do this.  

It is a wonderful program.  

I personally will give him a  contribution initially , seed money to raise other money of $100, personally. That's not to say I might not add  more to it. But I think it is a  great idea. We all know people  who drive them to Gainesville and  places  and the time these volunteers take to take care of other veterans,  surely we can do something from  accounting standpoint.  

As a veteran, I think you, Mr.  Chair.  

[ laughter ] Second so I am going  to spearhead. How about the  Council spearheads?  >> I will also 

     get for you buy them next meeting  the contribution that we made so  that you can see with so did back  in 2008.  

Mr. Pattison said he would also  like to be a spearhead person.  

As a veteran, yes.  

We all would.  

I would suggest if  you make a motion to put this in  place and have Frank as  your spokesman for you and for this  counsel, it would be under your  guidance and I think he would love  to take this on.  

I think it is a team effort for  the Council. I don't like to take  things personally. I would do something  personally.  

If the Council would appoint  him and ask him to do this --  

[ indiscernible  -- low volume ]  

I move Mr. Chair to spearhead the fundraising  for the two veterans advance.  

Okay. We will send him a letter,  Mr. Chair.  

Any objection to that ? Hearing no objections,  he has been appointed by the Council . And we will all help individually  and collectively. How about that?  Second that would be great. I will  save my comments for the money until  it is brought back up interns with -- in terms of the schools.  

Okay.  >> I think Councilman strong about  it first.  

Mr. Eckert?  

Guess  who gets to go next. Miss  [ indiscernible name ] . We get to jump right into it.  

It will be pretty easy and quick.  I first want to share with you the  annual reports in the Indian  River Lagoon Council which were  members. And when you get bored  and really want to read something  intriguing, on page 15, if you look  at the top five projects, they are  all from Volusia County . But there still money  on the table that we have not availed  ourselves to including the cities  and some other nonprofits and organizations.  I am going to work with the Executive  Director, Duane, and bring him probably  to the airport, our conference room  up there.  And I will invite the cities and  other organizations to learn about  how to qualify for grants for the  next funding cycle. We will make  sure that Volusia avails itself  to money including Oak Hill. If you look at some projects that  got funded that are not in here  yet, they will be in the next annual  reports. I think there are some  funding streams that we can connect  with and I will do my best to  get that information out to our  cities and organizations. At that  meeting, the Florida  Department of environmental protection specifically think of Volusia County for the water quality assurance  plan. He said he has been so impressed in what  Volusia has done by taking control of the issue instead  of waiting for the states to direct and tell us what needs to be done and not only that, we saved  him a lot of time. So he is  very thankful and he is willing  to work with us and have a good  working relationship going there with the project. I think that  speaks very highly. All in all, it is a great start.  It keeps us in control of what , it is kind of call, what is that  word? We are exercising home role in a positive way. So  that is a very good thing. I need to bring  up against 16th Street in new Smyrna  Beach. We had the issue with when  we agree to open up every access  way and we are  opening one up north of that and that has met with  a complete rejection from the citizens in the city of new  Smyrna Beach. There has been a request  and there was at the time during  the commission meeting from the  citizens and even  the mayor of new Smyrna Beach weighed  in with an email to this group asking  that instead of drivable access if we could make  it a dune walk over with parking  on the side like we have done at  other points. We were looking at that and I think  we may have some room for diagonal  parking.  

But the question was then how  much of that do we own? I know we  have beach access in the area. But we own some of that land, don't  we?  

The county took jurisdiction  west from the beach to the nearest north-south road. In new Smyrna, in that  location, that would be Hill Street  in many locations. Hill Street was  vacated in some locations. So you  go all the way out to A 1 A. But in that  particular location, you would only  get to Hill Street which is a fair  distance. Do not get me wrong. We have to look at what is the  nearest north-south road.  

So it is possible we could add  the walkover access but we could  also add some off beach parking in a particular area.  

It is possible. Yes, ma'am.  

It is also my understanding,  this one little area, I guess  it's destroyed by nature  and has not been approved -- it  needs attention of ours. It is possible that maybe some  golf carts have gone over that and  got stuck.  And we need to do something out  there. So Council, my ask is would  you consider the directing a staff to  put a pedestrian walkover on 16th  Street with any additional parking  we can add with off beach parking in that particular area?  

 Here is the only question. We will  give you the price. But it will  be significantly less than it would  have been to improve that as a drivable access pick we will  take money out of the new fees.  Here is the only thing cautionary.  I think it is a good idea. But if  we spend money and time to build  a real walkover , they are not  cheap, and what the parking it,  it does not mean that you cannot  put the rampant. But you really  are pushing off even thinking about  that for quite a while because you  have invested that much money. You  would not want to put this in anterior  down. So you are actually saying  for the foreseeable future, we will  say a walkover, I think, that may be fine for  the city, but I think we have to  clarify that we are not going to  tear it down a year or two from  now so it would be a waste.  

So I guess to my colleagues,  can I get your agreement?  

Let me weigh in on my thoughts  on that. I have been engaged in  communication with a member who  supported doing what we were doing in new Smyrna. We are not going to be able to  get anything done and moving this  year anyway, I do nothing. I think it would be very, very  difficult.  

Turtle season.  >> Rather than not consider making  it an access  to vehicles, if we could get through  later in the year,  I don't like to create 

     a walkover, and how many cars can  you park there?  

Not many.  

10 or 15? Five 

Maybe four or five. Something  like that.  

Not a lot.  

You will be  able to park more than four or five  cars. So you are just making it  a walkover for people to do what  they are already doing a parking  other people's driveways or yards  or Street or somewhere to walk down  to walkover. Is not conducive?  Would we be better off to make sure  that we do not want to do  the drive access to the beach to  get the cars there? That leads to  the next question. There's been  discussion on it that people  are already parking down there anyway.  Right? They just come from a different  entrance point. Is not right? I  do not go down to that entrance. 

     So something may be better than nothing. That sometimes  sacrificing to give a little something  as opposed to the whole enchilada  might not be the best if we could just wait,  evaluate, see what kind of issues  surface, and say, look, I know we  went to work in cooperation with  you. Let's discuss this in November,  October, December, and say we are going to do it and we will give you the access  and we promise that we are going  to do an access to every beach about  that we can. You know you are going to get  some blowback. But you are going  to get blowback and criticism either  way. What would best serve all of  the residents of the county? A walkover for a few or  a drive  which is access for season pass  holders only. --? Let's  just maybe wait on this one  because we cannot get it done. And  if we come down at the end and you  look at some numbers and look at  some things and then later in the  year after we have done the budget  which would not necessarily preclude  this because it would be coming and we would still pick  up the money and we can evaluate  this and say we really need to have  vehicle access year, let's bite  the bullet, give them that, and  new Smyrna can either be mad or  glad. 

I think if we do that, what I  would suggest is it would not really cost me  anything and we would just do a  concept so people would know what  it would be. And then we have to  get out of turtle season anyway.  And then, when we do  the concept, we would look at these  things like where would people come  from and things like that. And then  when you are ready, then you have  something to evaluate.  

Right. I think that might be  just off the top of my head, --  

That is fair.  

Okay.  

We will do that.  

And I have to say also with beach  management, I was on the beach and  I was so impressed with the way  that it is set up to take the applications  for the beach permit. They really  do , you come off the beach and off  to the side like an access almost  like an access road, if you will,  to free up the rest of the cars  to come on the beach that already  have their passes or paid a daily  fee. It has really sped things up.  And this company is doing a wonderful  job of controlling that.  

We are really pleased.  >> It was impressive. I stopped and  watched it happen. They had three  or four workers at a time out there.  It was wonderful. And I hear you.  So we are going to use, we  will delay because of turtle season. When we first met with the city  of new Smyrna Beach, the manager had offered to put them at the  top since this was going to be a  big project but now we have got  all these other ramps that are in  the process of going to be done.  So this will fall to the end of  the list anyway because of process.  So I think waiting until November  and getting and waiting for turtle  season is a good thing to do. Again,  we are on paws. Right? Is that fair?  

Sounds good.  

Okay. Southeast Volusia activity  Center, I want to bring that up  again.
