JEFFREY BROWER: 
OK, if everybody will find a seat we will begin in 60 seconds. 

Alright. We will call the January 16, 2024 Volusia County Council Meeting to order at 4:01 PM. 

We will begin as we always do, in just a minute I will ask you to stand for the invocation and then we will go right into the Pledge of Allegiance, but I wanted to let you know before... If your faith group is interested in participating in the invocation, just send an email to kgreeen@volusia.org. This is Karissa Green to my left. She will get you all set up. It's open to all faith groups. 

So if you would stand with me, this afternoon we have Pastor Peter Migner of the DeLand Church of the Nazarene. 

PASTOR PETER MIGNER: 
It's an honor to be here. It's been a few years since I prayed here and Appreciate the opportunity. I have been pastoring in the city of the land for 15 years now, and as it's been about six and safe great here comes let's think out today for the opportunity to pray. 

Father, we think you so much for being the God gives grace each and every day. We thank you for the life that we have. We thank you for our county and our councilmembers who were here to conduct the business of the day end of the month. We just pray that your wisdom from above will guide our hearts and our minds as we prefer one another above ourselves, to think of our neighbor more highly than we think of our own needs. 

Lord, help this council today and these in this chamber we pray. In the name of Jesus our risen Lord, amen. 


SPEAKER:

JEFFREY BROWER: 
Karissa would you call the roll please. 

KARISSA GREEN: 
Mr Johansson. Mr. Kent. Mr. Reinhart. Mr Robins. Mr Santiago. Mr Dempsey. Mr. Brower. 

JEFFREY BROWER: 
We do have a quorum and we will proceed. We will start as we always do with public participation. 

Do we have any requests? 

We are waiting, thank you all for coming. It's always good to see people in the chambers. 

I will just call you in the order I was just handed these, and please come up to the podium. The podium adjusts so you can have the microphone near your mouth so we can all hear you and record it. 

You have three minutes to talk to the Council. There will be a clock on the screen above me and on the monitor their to let you know where you are on your time. And I will call time at the end of three minutes. We have a lot of people who want to speak this afternoon. 

First we have Chris Peterson. 

CHRIS PETERSON: 
commissions, my name is Chris Peterson from 45 financial eight Waterford Way. 45 is apace provided herein perform -- Florida. 

Me to address an ongoing issue between the FPFA which of the Florida Pace Funding Agency and Volusia County, tax collector, as well as several other counties and tax collectors around the state. 

As you may know back in late 2022 the FPFA call heated a judicial body village in which included a preemption clause allowing them to operate statewide. My company, 425 is a piece provider under the FPFA. However they do not have any influence over the FPFA, nor do we have anything to do with the judicial validation. 

At the time the FPFA did get the judicial validation fortified to provide that to outside counsel. Based on years of extensive case law, find that it was valid and we began in good faith unless of the courts validation order. 

After forever had financed these products, the Tax Court or advise the FPFA the assessments will not be placed on the property tax bills. 

To clarify, I do not represent FPFA, our present Fortify comments effective customers and contractors in here to help solve this issue so your constituents can be spared from the crossfire of an intergovernmental issue. 

We believe the courts and the legislature will resolve the preemption issue and we are supporting the legislation that is coming up here in Tallahassee, but still leaves us with a problem to address your Volusia. 

We cannot pay the contractors for the pace projects they've started or completed without assurance the assessments will be on the tax rol. 

Just to give you an idea, the 75 in progress, 78 completed, but 3.2 million. It's not a large amount but those folks, they needed a roof, they need to protect the home from the elements, with windows and doors, Geordie of these folks got roofs for insurance. Average score of 610 with an interest rate of 9.7%, it's hard to get, they won't be able to get that rate anywhere else. 

So your tax collectors indicated they won't include the assessment on the tax without an ILA. Our proposed solution of this problem is a curative ILA. A short-term agreement which only encompasses is the effective homeowners allowing those assessments originated during that specific period of time to be placed on the tax roll so the project can be finished and funded, and our customers can repay this arbitration in the manner they anticipated, which was through the tax rule. 

We will send a lot of draft for the curative ILA for your consideration. It does include a clause about not copper missing anyone's legal position or strategy, which I to do everything we can to stay out of that. 

Our only concern here is to make sure these folks can resolve â€“ can avoid this mass confusion on Î¸ there currently expressing. 

Again we can resolve this with security violate, I'll send it around, hopefully we can open up a meaningful dialogue can make some headway to (Indiscernible) these folks here. 

I'm happy to answer any questions off-line, thank you all. 

JEFFREY BROWER: 
John Nicholson. 

JOHN NICHOLSON: 
John Nicholson, Daytona Beach side. 

I wasn't going to speak on this but since it just popped up. 

We had discussion, our taxes inspector came in and spoke to us. These ILA's are damaging, people are losing their homes. Before you do anything, whatever you do, make sure that their homes are secure before you pass anything, because the whole issue is they are losing their homes. So looking at it very carefully, don't listen to anything that will cause these people to lose their homes. A roof is not worth losing your home over. 

Secondly, the newspaper had several articles with regard to development. And they are saying there is more development, there is plenty of land, where losing land, especially in the northeast of Daytona Beach, but there's plenty of land, and they're going to move to the beachside. 

Well, we want to develop a hotel on the beachside, people came out in droves saying we don't want that. "It is too tall, too wide, too many people, too many cars." There are so many excuses. 

One person wanted all the sea was taken out of Daytona Beach, all 5 miles. It's natural we want to do that, but if we did we would lose all the buildings east of that. So if we lost east of old buildings of (Unknown Term), they say we have to move it west of A1 A, which that is what causes me problems. We have to take out two city blocks west of A 1A to support the buildings you have not been bulldozing down. 

What happens, you end up with one city block left on the beach side. People are not looking at what they are saying. They are asking for these things. 

Ormond Beach is going through an issue, "Make the whole thing a park." While the developer is going to sit there and say, "Here is a park, I will maintain it for you." They are buying the land to develop it. 

At some point we have to look at what we are doing and what we are planning, and we need to plan in advance. I don't want to hit you guys where it hurts, but we have a development that people don't want just north of Orman. There is a project up there that we weren't expecting, and it came and bit us in the butt. Now we're trying to work backwards. 

So at some point, let's go through all of our codes, all of our land use forms, to make sure these things don't happen to us again. 

I mentioned it before, we should have done it five years ago. Again I am saying the development is coming, and I mentioned about the vomit on West IS B in the paper, the northeast corner of LPGA N West ISB will be starting towards the end of this year. 

So it is coming to ISB. We need to widen that. I am sure all around the county there are things that need to be done, need to be looked at. At some point we need to do it now rather than later. Thank you. 

JEFFREY BROWER: 
Eduardo Mosley. 

EDUARDO Moseley: 
Good afternoon folks. I am here about the blue Lake clove development. It is being pushed right across the street from where I live at. 

I moved to this neighborhood, I wasn't expecting a bunch of houses to be thrown up. So I am just trying to figure out a way of putting a halt to it and being able to figure out a better way of doing the business you guys are doing with us. 

I didn't move to the neighborhood to get pushed out by your developers. Thank you. 

JEFFREY BROWER: 
And Denise Mosley. 

DENISE MOSLEY: 
Good afternoon everybody, my name is Denise Mosley. I'm here on behalf of the new develop at going up as well. 

There is a lot of flooding in our neighborhood currently. We live on the County side. What were the people that are there have massive flooding other properties, they are not being helped. We pay our taxes, we pay for storm drain removal. We feel this new development coming in will drown us out as well. 

These people need help, the community needs help and we need not keep developing their until we get the situations fixed. 

There is a lot of water on people's properties there. And it is a sad situation. I just hope you guys take it into consideration and get that figured out before you go forward. Thank you. 

JEFFREY BROWER: 
Paul Richardson. 

PAUL RICHARDSON: 
Afternoon counsel, my name is Paul Richardson of Deland. In case you missed it it is the year of our Lord 2024. And unfortunate that means there is not one, not two, three elections in Florida this year. 

A lot of people have courses about the election process and results. In some states it took weeks to get back election results. Arizona was a total disaster getting the results in a timely matter. 

However, think to yourself reform after the 2000 election, we can get results in hours. 

With the exception of some minor nitpick complaints, I would say Florida elections are the best in the country. 

I know for a fact that Volusia County supervisor Lisa Lewis runs a tight ship to make sure the 2022 elections went off without a hitch. 

However, she wouldn't have gotten much done without poll workers. Lisa Lewis could always use the help to make it a fair election. 

Now it might not be too late to be a poll worker in the coming resident shall election, but I'm sure you can be a bulwark for upcoming elections. (Indiscernible). If you're interested in doing any of those things. You can visit the supervisor of elections office here in the land with more information about that. 

I wasn't paid or told to do this, I'm doing this because this is good public service announcement on that front.

JEFFREY BROWER: 
George Wright. 

GEORGE WRIGHT: 
My name is George Wright and I get to talk about the blue cov development that is going in next to, 300+ feet.. And all the slope of the land is going downhill towards me. The plans that I have seen, there is no way possible that these people can maintain the water on this property, that falls on this property. I will not accept it. And to be flooded out like some of the places you have seen. 

As well, in this particular area, I have people who have been there for a long time, who have invested their lives in their homes. Nice homes on nice lots. In this particular development there is a bunch of itty-bitty homes. About 24 last I saw. 

You are talking about 85 of them. From what I understand they are going to be rented or sold. There is a cul-de-sac off of Pennsylvania, sorry (Name) Avenue that someone built two years ago. And they came in and built one of these little houses. It has been for sale for two years and has not sold! 

If you put these little houses in this particular area, you will devastate the property values of these people that are living there today. You will flat-out destroy their dream homes. 

That is all I am going to say. 

JEFFRY BOWERS: 
Chris Barker. 

CHRIS BARKER: 
I am also here for the blue Cove subdivision. I need peace and quiet, I cannot take 87 bungalows in our subdivision. Please do what you see is rightâ€¦ 

SPEAKER: 
David (Name). You can correct me if I am wrong. Is David here? 

Debbie? Debbie (Name)? 

DEBBIE: 
good afternoon you all. We lived here 10 years and it was such a nice, quaint community when we first moved here. There has been so many changes and if so many houses and the traffic. It is not like it used to be and I know there is change. One of the changes that has been proposed for dream quest tiny neighbourhood development called Blue Lake Cove. It is going to be on the corner of Blue Lake and Grimsby. I live right there and there is going to be 87 of these small houses that are 20 x 24. 

That is the living quarters. That is super small. My husband and I worked very hard to save all the money and buy a nice house. Live in a great neighbourhood and I am so concerned that these 87, little tiny houses with the families that CAN that can be rentals is going to make our property value downhill. 

That is my opinion and I'm against it. I would like all of you to think, if you all had nice houses would you like one of these neighbourhoods to go in right across the street from you? And you have to deal with the 87 more cars and so forth. 

Thank you for listening to me and you all have a good day. 

JEFFREY BROWER: 
Next we will have Anne Barker. And when you come to speak, come on down. Tell us your name and where you live. You do not have to give your address for safety reasons but tell us which city you are in so your representative malls. 

ANNE BARKER: 
I am from Deland. And I am agreeing with what everyone else is saying. I hope you do not let them put it in. I am from Beresford and Blue Lake. Thank you. 

SPEAKER: 
(Name)? Followed by Mary Wayne Wright. 

SPEAKER: 
Good afternoon, I live very close to this area we are talking about. Blue Lake and the little tiny houses. I have been there for 27 years. We bought there and have approximately an acre of land that backs up to 10 acres. People already talked about earlier, they all came in and bought houses and built. We own to the middle-of-the-road there. 

This is scaring all of the property owners because we have had this property for so long and we have been watching things grow out of the housing developments all around the area. This is going to devastate everyone in the neighbourhood. I think it is going to kill us (Laughs) 

I hate to say it but it is one of those things. You build your whole life around something like that and then all of a sudden someone comes in and destroys it. It is like you lost it. I appreciate the time. Thank you. 

SPEAKER: 
Suzanne Scheiber? 

SUZANNE SCHREIBER: 
Hello, Ormond Beach. Speaking on behalf of (Name). In 2022 we took drinking water samples from the city of Lake Helen, Daytona Ormond Beach.. And sent them to the lab for PSF testing. Lake Helen and Latona came back with P FAS and (unknown term) detected. Each cycle test costs $79 evolution paid. These chemicals are found in everyday household items in aerospace, construction, electronics, military and firefighting to name a few. They are found in soil, water and air. These chemicals build up in your body and can lead to a list of health issues including but not excluding thyroid problems and cancer. 

In November 2023 we took water samples from Green Springs, blue Springs and (Name) spring to be tested for PS AS by the University of Florida. The University's testing water samples from 68 Springs across the state and the results are expected in April. The study of the land has P FAS detected. Tap waterâ€¦ Complied with federal health-based drinking water standards but keep in mind that legal limits of contaminants and tapwater have not been updated in almost 20 years. The FAS is not required to be reported on the annual drinking water by the city or any city. 

The city of Titusville signed onto a class-action lawsuit against 3M and DuPont within the last two months. That companies are being sued for their role in creating chemicals that end up in water sources. PFA S&P FOA are not currently require test by Florida DEP however the guidelines and regulatory testing is expected in 2025. 

Has the county tested the water for PFA S&P FOA chemicals at the source? Please let us know where to go for the results. Volusia County and governmentâ€¦ Selling water to the public have a responsibility to test and make the results of those tests. Militia government and city governmentâ€¦ Can go to cyclopure.com and find out how to test your water. We do not benefit in any way from putting this information out to the public. Thank you for your time. 

SPEAKER: 
Larry Wesley? 

LARRY WESLEY: 
Start neck the clock. My reason of seeking political solution, rather than a rational solution to this fuel farm. You put the Volusia County Council between a rock and a hard place because you are going to get sued buddy. Belvedere wins, one way or another. I suggest you sit down and talk with him. 

The fuel farm issue, it is a hard place that there are four activists sitting up here. That put yourself in this position by seeking political gain rather than taxpayer gain. Taxpayer is going to be resolved by you scratch that. 

You have 25 activists stir public opinion to stop Belvedere and propose nine-month moratorium on industrial building. Look at it, you get 25 votes for your effort. Introduce my company, (Name) consulting. I am CEO of that. I am giving you free advice here, buddy. I have worked with OSHA for 23 years. 

Started in 1973. OSHA started, they passed a bill in 1970 after a catastrophic fire in Pennsylvania. They got behind it. President Nixon signed it on December. It took him a whole year for Nixon to sign it. December 28, 1973, for bringing... I was hired by the Philadelphia deer Corporation and I worked in compliance with the OSHA people there. Compliance saved our company by cooperating with management. It saved us many thousands of dollars of these. 

Prior to 1972 there were no regulations to protect workers and those in the local community. Absolutely no regulations. We have is and now to prevent any major accident and catastrophic event. There is a plan. OSHA has that plan and that regulation. It has been in effect since 1970. 

Our company, we had volunteers to receive training in industrial firefighting. We had classes in fire safety, first aid and CPR all given by the company. At company expense we got paid. Certain councilmembers read the fear for political reasons to help them get reelected. There are two of you up for reelection aren't there? 

Looking for real solution than fear mongering to seek political gain. Council members vote no. Vote no on this proposal! It is ridiculous! 

Thank you. Those running for reelection, have (indiscernible) political reasons. Lucia County taxpayers! (indiscernible) Belvedere wins no matter what. 

SPEAKER: 
Mary Wainwright? 

Is Mary Wainwright and house? How about Joyce (Name)? 

JOYCE: 
I live on Massachusetts Avenue right across the street from Blue Lake Cove. I want to discuss some of the issues that we have. I am going to be directly facing the backs of these homes. I want to let you know a little bit about this Massachusetts Avenue. District County Road has not been paid since 2005. It has not been repaved. We have a good infrastructure here 

As the lady stated before, they are flooding, no good infrastructure. We have gunshots on regular basis out there. This is a problem. It is a problem already. You are going to stick 85 200 homes across the street from me, that is going to be a real big problem to. --85-100 homes. 

We love our homes if you look at the plot maps and everything you can see that this is our zone. Our â€“ three that is,... Single classification is to provide medium low density developments preserving character and existing or proposed residential neighbourhoods. 

r-3 is what we are over there. For what you are proposing and what is on their, it says they are going to change that to pud. Pud is a lot different than R â€“ three. You are going to be cramming people up in a neighbourhood. Look at what they said on her art â€“ three, "preserving the character of proposed residential neighbourhoods. That is for R â€“ three. If you put pud in there does not conform to our neighbourhood. 

We all have good sized lots. They are not giant but we have lots. We have space. When you put up pud and there we are on top of each other and we do not have the existing infrastructure for that. You are talking about maybe 200 cars. They have not paved our road since 2005! We have potholes that your tire could fall into. 

You have to think about these things before we start saying, "we are going to put a whole bunch of little dinky homes in here." That I have to look at and deal with because who was...? Renters. 

We have gunshots already fermenters down the street, cock fights. This is disgusting. What are we going to have here? It is very scary. We all have been very quiet part of that neighbourhood, very quiet. Elderly people. 

Thank you very much I really hope you reconsider. 

SPEAKER: 
Motion to approve consent agenda item as presented. 

JEFFREY BROWER: 
Motion to approve the entire consent agenda as presented by Vice Chair Kent. Second by Danny Robins. 

No discussion? All in favor say Aye. Any opposed? Consent agenda passes as written. 

That brings us to item 2. Retirement of Robert Roach after 34 years of service. 

Still have time to change your mind. 

(Laughter) 

SPEAKER: 
Good evening councilmembers, Ben Barlow public works director. 

We are here today to honor Robert Wade Roach, he goes by Wade, who worked 34 years and are owed in bridge division. 

I can tell you in the time I spent out in road and bridge, whenever I would see Wade, either out on the job or over at the barn, he was always working hard, and he had no qualms about telling me how it is good or bad. 

I always appreciated that, and he worked hard. I want to step on George's toes, Mr Recktenwald's toes too much as far as what we are going to say about him. But I enjoyed my time working with him, I know the folks down at the new Smyrna barn and all those people he saw every day on his duties miss him as well. 

I will turn it over to Mr Recktenwald to talk about Wade. 

GEORGE RECKTENWALD: 
Thank you. 

At the pleasure of meeting Mr. Roach back when I came, of course he had a few years only, but it started out in (Unknown Term) bridge in 1997. Wade was equipment operator, heavy equipment operator who maintained our dirt roads. He was part of a whole crew out there that maintains over 1000 miles of road. Almost 300 miles of sidewalk. 

They are out there in fair and foul weather, the sharp and clear roads after hurricanes. Wade is one of those typical guys who goes out and works, and yes he will tell you, will speak his mind and is a really good job of what he's done. 

Through the years, as he started in 1989, he worked his way up through the organization. Was actually the Roach family has been out there for multiple generations full of his father William Roach has a building, office building down here in the land was named after his father. 

Wade spent a good portion of his career over a New Smyrna Beach at the bar over there. Worked many rules. As I said, equipment operator, (Indiscernible) operator then became right away maintenance supervisor. He moved up into the Title IV he retired out on December 8. 

He has always had, you may have seen him recently, those of you at the fairgrounds. Wade has always had a passion for promoting agriculture education in our community. Has been a lifelong member of (Unknown Term). Board of Directors may refer Volusia County fair. 

I am assuming and I think I've heard in retirement he will do a lot more outdoor things. He likes to hunt and fish, and we are going to miss Wade and all those years of experience. People don't realize that kind of years, and people will come in, we'll talk about what flooded, what happened such and such year. Well here is someone who has been here for the better part of four decades, and he can tell you what happens in those areas and what used to flood, but didn't flood. Chances are he walked through it at one time. Probably cut down up to his chest and water getting stuff out of pipes and ditches, because that's the kind of guy that they are out in road and bridge. 

So again, we are going to miss you Wade. We want to thank you for all those hard nights and thunderstorms. Going out, going to work. Getting two hours of sleep, coming back and doing it the next day. So do appreciate you. 

JEFFREY BROWER: 
We would like to hear from you. 34 years worth. 

ROBERT ROACH: 
I don't have much to say except the County was good to me, kept me employed, good family. George and Ben are right, then he and some others know. Tell you how I feel about it. Honesty is the best, get it out there. 

But no, I appreciate it. Nowhere near retiring, just time to be on my own time clock. 

If you all will accept my thank you, I appreciate it. That's all I have. 

JEFFREY BROWER: 
Will thank you as well. I bet every councilman up here can say almost, probably 90% of the calls we get in our concern of road and bridge public works. You guys do an amazing job. You have done really good work. 

We would like to thank you. You deserve that. 

Have you ever maintained Lake Winona Road where it goes out to 40? 

Whoever is doing that is a magician. They are doing such a tremendous job on a road that's really hard to maintain. In the summer it wants to be an accordion. In the rainy season it's just... And it's just perfect all the time. 

ROBERT 'WADE' ROACH: 
That would be John boatman and I trained him. 

(Laughter) 

JEFFREY BROWER: 
Not surprised, please tell him thank you. Anyone else on the Council? 

Congratulations sir. 

(Applause) 

JEFFREY BROWER: 
We should, before he gets out of here we should make a motion on vote on it to see if we approve of his retirement. 

Wade? 

Wade Roach. We have not voted yet whether or not you get to retire. We are about to do that. 

Do I have a motion to accept Wade Roaches resignation... Resignation, retirement. 

SPEAKER: 
(Away from mic) 

(Laughter) 

SPEAKER: 
I will make that motion. 

JEFFREY BROWER: 
Motion by Danny Robins to recognize his retirement. Second by Matt Reinhart. All in favor say Aye. Any opposed? 

You are free to move about the county (Laughs). 

Item 3 is a confirmation of appointment of Nick Dunnam to the position of division director, Resource Stewardship. 

SPEAKER: 
Afternoon everyone, Clayton Jackson with the community information division. Item 3 on today's agenda is confirmation of a new Resource Stewardship Director. 

At this time I will turn it over to County Manager George Recktenwald. 

GEORGE RECKTENWALD: 
Thank you. Here today I am bringing before the Council my recommendation for confirmation for appointment, Nick Dunnam for the position of director of Resource Stewardship. 

Of course this is a division we put together as part of reorganization a few years ago. This division oversees four of the most critical and popular programs we have. Land management, the extension agency, (Indiscernible) out in the fairgrounds, Volusia Forever and Volusia ECHO. 

Nick has been with us since 2007. He is a 25 year veteran of the forestry and land management industry. We have been very lucky to have him for the last 17 years. He started as an environmental specialist, served as land manager, project manager, and he has actually been doing the job as the Interim Director since we promoted Brad Burbaugh. 

Previously spent nine years as a forest technician for the Natural Resource Planning Services and canal forest resources. So he has a background with other folks, and we like that. He also has extensive program and grant management experience. And was instrumental in developing the Volusia Forever transparency dashboard, which he shares with the program accountability data for the public. 

He holds a bachelors degree in business management, an Associates degree in forest management as well. 

So we are very lucky to bring Nick forward, and we feel he is really ready to take this division onto the next level. 

JEFFREY BROWER: 
Thank you County Manager. 

Nick, before I call for a motion to approve this, would you care to say anything? 

NICK DUNNAM: 
good evening Council, would like to thank the leadership for the opportunity to continue to serve our community and this expanded role. I would like to show his counsel and aim committed to developing synergy between the land management echo, Volusia forever extension activities within the division was the same time I call pushing the strategic goals you've identified for our government. 

We have an outstanding team of committed professionals in the Resource Stewardship division, and I look forward to leading them to new levels of accomplishments and success thank you. 

JEFFREY BROWER: 
Thank you, is there a motion? 

Motion to approve by Matt Reinhart. Second by Jake Johansson. Any discussion? 

Then all in favor say Aye. Any opposed? 

Congratulations sir. 

NICK DUNNAM: 
Thank you. 

(Applause) 

JEFFREY S. BROWER: 
That takes us to item 4, recognition of the 2023 citizens Academy. 

Dana you are going to tell the public about this Academy. I have heard so many good things about it, especially the last two years. It is a tremendous program so please fill us in. 

DANA PAIGE-PENDER: 
here this evening to present to you the individuals who completed the 2023 citizens Academy, this is the second cohort of the citizen Academy 2.0. We started with 30 participants and ended with 26 participants. They all applied over the summer and started classes in September. They went through 12 sessions every Thursday evening and field trips on Saturday mornings including the emergency operations Center in the landfill. 

This evening is their final session where they can participate in a County Council meeting. A huge thank you to Nicole and Tammy King who were our tour guide through this tour through blue shack. At this time I present you the 2023, citizens Academy. 

They will come up and be recognized and take their photo with council. 

(Applause) 

JEFFREY S. BROWER: 
That brings us to item 5, which is ordinance 2023 â€“ 40 a small-scale comprehensive news plan. I would ask for a motion to continue this item to the February 20, 2024 Council meeting. 

SPEAKER: 
Motion to continue. 

JAKE JOHANSSON: 
Second. 

JEFFREY S. BROWER: 
Motion to continue is made by Matt Reinhart and seconded by Jake Johansson. Any discussion? All in favor say "Aye". 

We have two members of the public would like to speak to us. First Paul Richardson. 

PAUL RICHARDSON: 
I am Paul Richardson of Deland. This will be the northwest corner of East York Avenue (indiscernible). 

What the proposal is, does not meet the test for me. It is in the wrong place. I spoke about this in the last meeting in public comments. If it was just a residential (indiscernible) for houses or even for apartments, I would not be opposed to this. However, this is going to be a misuse and it will add tremendously to the traffic congestion on the road. 

I do live within the Deland city limits and I go through that intersection a lot. In the morning it is very crowded and this proves it will greatly exaggerate the problem. Like I said, if this was situated on international three-way Boulevard, I would not have a problem with that. If it was just residential, I would not have a problem with that. As it stands I propose misuse for both residential and commercial. 

I do not think it would fit with that particular spot, right there. I do lives with Minnesota Avenue which is why I frequently cross that intersection. I do not live directly on it. But we will affect me if that goes in as planned.â€¦ At the land use and rezoning request. I do recommend if you ever get to (indiscernible) that you vote it down just like the (Name) did. 

Again, I am not against growth. Or residential projects in that particular spot. Just for what it is, I would highly recommend voting you down. Thank you. 

JEFFREY S. BROWER: 
Ruth Anne Faye? 

RUTH: 
Deland I've changed a lot, may be too much in the last 30 years. My husband was offered a position teaching at Stetson. Martin Luther King Road did not exist. Developments like Victoria Gardens did not exist. It was a home for bears, birds and a Boy Scout camp. 

The New York intersection is already congested. Sometimes you have to wait to stop light cycles before you get to the intersection. It is so bad I started taking Blue Lakeâ€¦ To go downtown. A while ago you hope to expand Beresford over 244 or I4. Trees were removed but the roadside alike. Nothing is happening there. Are you planning on building a bridge? I do not think he would end the congestion on 44. 

Euros already allowed three new apartment buildings around the ace Harvard building. Deland is not in my opinion a town with tall buildings. With tall buildings do we have? City Hall, the Hilton, some seniors living centres? You will make Deland ugly if you added tall buildings on the entry road. Adding any building, much less buildings for 450 people will really make the intersection worse. 

Who is going to live there? More northern two-car families? Illegal immigrants? You may think you will profit with more tax money, instead you will be lucky to break even as police, fire and ambulances will need more money. Tow trucks will block the intersection. You will have to provide water to new buildings. We have the worst water in Victoria Gardens. It has a food grade. Petrochemical and it to protect us from lead poisoning from the hold lead pipes. 

Please do not make Deland more congested. 

JEFFREY S. BROWER: 
Think you. I will close the public participation for item 5. Thank you for speaking. We have a motion on the floor to continue item 5, to February 20, 2024. 

If there are no questions or comments from the Council then all in favour of the continuance say aye? 

Any opposed. 

Item 6 is a companion with the same thing, a rezoning of 40.22 acres. I would like a motion to continue that as well, to February 20, 2024. 

SPEAKER: 
Motion to continue. 

JEFFREY S. BROWER: 
Motion to continue by Matt Reinhart seconded by Danny Roberts. Questions and concerns? 

Item 6 is continued until February 20, 2024. Which brings us to item 7, budget resolution appropriation of the community development Block Grant disaster recovery CBG â€“ DR grant for hurricane Ian recovery. 

DONA BUTLER: 
Good afternoon members of Council Dona Butler, Office of Recovery and Resiliency. Before you are actually four items, the first is a budget resolution item 7, eight, nine and 10 which will deal with the block grant dollars for disaster recovery. October 30 all approved our action plan that lays out this budget, HUD subsequentlyâ€¦ Provided notice of that on December 5. 

The next three items our progress. We have already received. I just got the latest update I think it is 898 sorry I just lost a number, 892 applications were received so far and of those hundred and 13 so far have been approved. It has taken a while for folks to get their information and but we are moving quickly and already prioritizing those who have been approved. 

The process is HUD requires a full damage assessment to get an estimated cost of repair. We also have to do an environmental assessment to determine if there is any environmental concerns with the property that is being approved. Item 8 is looking at the damage assessments. And there is a not to exceed of $6 million and environmental assessments not to exceed of $3 million that will be for all homes that we move forward with. 

Finally item 10 is staff augmentation. While I would like to say that I am the best expert on CBDG â€“ DR in their business County I might be that but I might not have all the talent required to get this done.the stomach augmentation gives us the opportunity to hire essentially, professionals in the field who have been doing this around the country. They can work remotely or brought here to provide some depth to our team that we may not have. 

Rather than hiring full-time county employees to try to do those tasks. We can hire them for short periods of time and let them go do things for other folks. Those are the four items in front of you and I am happy to answer any questions you may have. 

JEFFREY S. BROWER: 
Let's start with item 7 so everyone can focus on that. Does anybody have any questions for Donna Butler on the budget resolution? 

Matt? 

MATT REINHART: 
I have no questions. This moves the money to where we can start this process. I was really pleased to hear that 892 applications already this has been a big push for the Midtown area and other areas around Daytona Beach that suffered quite a lot. 

I know the state is very critical as to what the money can be utilized for and how we do this. This falls under that category. We are not going outside of those lines, we are colouring inside the lines of speak. 

I would like to make a motion to approve. 

JEFFREY S. BROWER: 
We have a motion to approve the resolution by Matt. Second by Jake Johansson. Questions for Donna Butler? 

Any discussion? All in favour of theâ€¦ 

SPEAKER: 
I would like to have a brief discussion if you recall last time I voted against this only because I did not believe, and I still did not believe, there is enough money and being allocated for infrastructure. I am going to maintain my no vote on this proposal only because I would like to see much more money. I think the last time, there was a certification we need 100 million for infrastructure and we are only allocating half of that through this budget proposal for infrastructure. 

I am going to maintain my no vote on this purely because I would like to see 50 million come off of a single-family repair section and have that allocated to improving our infrastructure.we have a lot of flooding problems around here, there is a lot of infrastructure issues that need to be addressed. I think that should take priority over single homes. 

I think there is a lot more infrastructure needs and I think we have already been certified for 100 million. We should use that to the fullest potential for infrastructure. I am a vote on this. 

JEFFREY S. BROWER: 
Before I call on you, Donna can you clarify that? I believe there is well over $100 million for infrastructure. 

DONA BUTLER: 
... And program allocation you will see $50,000. There was no unmet need for mitigation in the left-hand column. On the right-hand column you will see there is an additional 42,910,000, taking the contribution of mitigation and infrastructure to 92, almost 93 million of the 101 identified under infrastructure. 

In addition, there is an additional $48 million coming from FEMA for the hazard grant (Indiscernible) for stopping talk about this at length also in October, taking it well above the $100 million that's identified as an unmet need in infrastructure. 

Also said very clearly by Eric County Manager, will never have enough money for infrastructure. We can always spend more money on infrastructure, but it is really important to also note that Walters over 100 million, so 93 million+48 million, compared to 101. Through $661 million and I unmet need for housing, and we are putting in 200,000. We are putting in 1/3 of it where is this more than the amount listed here as an unmet need for infrastructure. 

So anyway, just wanted to clarify that in terms of the unmet need assessment this was done, and propose allocation already approved by HUD. 

JEFFREY BROWER: 
For questions, Vice Chair Troy Kent. 

TROY KENT: 
Thank you Chairman. 

Really I don't think it's a question, it's more of a comment. Councilman Don Dempsey. 

I appreciate you brought that up, and I appreciate the response you had for Miss Butler. What we are hearing is what is different from what you were looking at. So I agree with what you are saying about hey, we should be putting more into infrastructure, and it makes me think down at item 10, we are looking at item 10 everywhere we just heard we're not going to exceed $10 million on outsourcing jobs, not jobs here but I guess remote jobs. We are experts outside of our area. 

I will talk about item number 10 when we get to it, there's a little bit of heartburn that you may be able to relay for me before I thought on that. 

Councilman, I think your comment is well received from me, I hear what you're saying. 

The response, I don't know if it completely satisfies it. I wish that when you look at infrastructure, the unmet need, there was an*or something put it down to mitigation so there wasn't a question mark about what we had but exact a what you were talking about. The infrastructure needs. 

I agree there is a need in all of it that is unmet and we need more money, more money, or money. At some point those three words jump into my head. "Stop the insanity." This is taxpayer money, at some point other committees, other counties, other states, they need help as well. So thank you chair. 

JEFFREY BROWER: 
Don Dempsey. 

DON DEMPSEY: 
The only thing I would say is where recalling, I guess this is maybe a question for Dona. 

If we're saying infrastructure and mitigation are the same candy wrapped in a different wrapper, why don't we just call this all infrastructure then? 

DONA BUTLER: 
Because HUD identifies $42,910,000 as must be spent money towards medication. We don't actually have to spend money on infrastructure, but we do have to spend money on mitigation. That is what it is two separate categories. 

DON DEMPSEY: 
Theoretically we could still allocate this money as 101,000,004 infrastructure, 42,900,000 for mitigation. Basically yielding $142 million towards infrastructure. 

DONA BUTLER: 
You could have done that back in October. If you would like to make a change we would have to start the process again. 

DONA BUTLER: 
I Sam, I was a no vote last time, and being consistent. If I can refresh your memory last time we were talking with this individual home repairs, we had houses that were assessed at 150,000 being allocated. That still left a bit of a sour taste in my mouth. I would much rather see as much money as possible go to infrastructure, whether it is called infrastructure or mitigation. Whatever you want to call it, I want to go to help the masses as opposed to help individuals. 

That is why I am a no on this budget. 

JEFFREY BROWER: 
Thank you. 

Councilman Jake Johansson. 

JAKE JOHANSSON: 
I hate to do this chairman but I'm going to ask some questions. 

Dona, the infrastructure unmet needs, that's not all the infrastructure we need in the county? Those are the unmet needs that meet the parameters of the CBDG â€“ DR program as of the divide in the action plan, is that correct? 

DONA BUTLER: 
So it includes information from our housing mitigation plan that the cities and the counties department or division have been working on. Therefore social from cities that submit projects to us. There are a lot of, probably not going to say the right word. 

A lot of work there can also be considered maintenance works but probably, to upgrade stormwater, other utility systems, that would prevent some of the flooding from happening. That's the mitigation side as well as the infrastructure side. So we can go either way. 

JAKE JOHANSSON: 
Right, but the federal CDBG DR program doesn't broadly define, but almost defines what an unmet infrastructure need is. It can't be just anything we want it for. 

DONA BUTLER: 
That's correct. 

JAKE JOHANSSON: 
By the Dona math we have over $140 million worth of possible use of infrastructure. Correct? 

DONA BUTLER: 
Correct. 

JAKE JOHANSSON: 
I did the loose math. 

Regarding the homes that may cost 150, is it safe to say that we could do it cheaper if we went under the federal CDBG DR guidelines? 

DONA BUTLER: 
Probably. 

JAKE JOHANSSON: 
Is it fair to state that because the way we have to contract in the government, it would cost more than if me and you did the same window repair or roof repair on our own? 

DONA BUTLER: 
Probably. 

JAKE JOHANSSON: 
So due to federal regulations, we are spending more money than we probably want to on things we don't want to, and they don't always make it to the end user, in this case to our infrastructure. 

DONA BUTLER: 
We wouldn't have this money if it were your eye in the limitation. 

JAKE JOHANSSON: 
Very true. Very true. That's all I have, thank you very much chairman. 

JEFFREY BROWER: 
No thank you, these are good questions. 

I have a long question for you. You are well aware there was criticism of this program. There's a lot of people that aren't really looking forward to it. 

The criticism is it is made to look like we took this money out of general fund to put into low income housing. 

This money, it is still taxpayer money, but it comes from the federal government. Everybody in the US put into this, maybe some borrowed money from China. 

If the thing about it is, it doesn't go away, even if we have voted on no we don't want this money, didn't go away, and went to the state of Florida and they get to choose how to spend it and we get no say on it. This way we can have this conversation that Dona has quickly brought up. We can decide how this money is spent that best suits our community. 

My question is the same as it was last time. If we vote to change it, you said, and we start all over, tell me what that looks like please. 

DONA BUTLER: 
We went through a very lengthy process to get our action plan to you. It took us about four months. If you want to make an amendment to this plan now, we would have to write the language, we would have to have another 30 day public comment, then we would have to send it back to HUD for another 60 days with no guarantee they were going to approve it. Especially because they already did approve it as it was presented to you all and to them. 

The priority is with housing. It's Housing and Urban Development is what HUD stands for. And it may not be approved if it were changed, it might be but it may not be. 

JEFFREY BROWER: 
What happens if it is not approved by HUD? 

DONA BUTLER: 
We come back and start the process all over again. 
>> Matt Reinhart. 

MATT REINHART: 
Thank you chair, also with the process of the hundred 92 applications? 

DONA BUTLER: 
They go on hold. 

A couple of things have to happen. Our action plan has to be approved by you all and by hard for us to move forward. Then we have to do our tier 1 environmental assessment, then we can actually start spending money. Until those things happen we can't spend money. 

MATT REINHART: 
Everything is put on hold. And we go into another hurricane season. Just saying, where think what if so I'm throwing a what if out there. 

DONA BUTLER: 
One of the things you might not be aware of is we have an ability to do a modification, which still starts the process over again. 

It for some reason we don't spend all the money we have allocated for housing. For some reason if it's infrastructure, wherever it may be, we can transfer that money but we still have to do complete amendment process, but we need to get further down the road to figure out where we are going to land. 

JEFFREY BROWER: 
Councilman Robbins. 

DANNY ROBINS: 
Thank you chair. I think Don what you were asking, if it is still within the parameters right, of that 100 million for instance, my question is why wouldn't they? If it is still within HUD's parameters why wouldn't they approve it? 

DONA BUTLER: 
What you mean by HUD's parameters: this was an unmet needs assessment, they clearly showed 82% of the need was in housing. We put 60% of the dollars into housing. The unmet need was 12.6%. If you can buy 15.2% +13.1%, that's 28.3% compared to the 12.6% outlined as the unmet need. So they will have a hard time with us increasing the percentage when you combine those two. 

DANNY ROBINS: 
But if it was at 50 million and the other limit was 100 million... 

DONA BUTLER: 
But there is infrastructure and mitigation. So $50,000... 50,000... $50 million for infrastructure, 42 NanoTube $10,000 for medication. The two of those combined make up 28.3% which is far greater than the 12.6% outline for infrastructure. 

DANNY ROBINS: 
Thanks. 

JEFFREY BROWER: 
Thank you. Anyone else on the Council? 

Donna, I'm just going to say, every one of these councilmembers are correct to question was happening. 

DONA BUTLER: 
Absolutely. 

JEFFREY BROWER: 
However, I think for me Matt brings up a salient point. 800 and how many homes? 

MATT REINHART: 
892. 

JEFFREY BROWER: 
... We wouldn't have even gotten close to that this year. 

DONA BUTLER: 
I want to point out again about... That's talk about us compared to the state. 

The state is doing primarily housing rehabilitation. The only infrastructure or mitigation money they are providing is to the HMGP program. The 75% funds that come to our local municipalities. They are doing infrastructure. 

JEFFREY BROWER: 
Councilman Dempsey. 

DON DEMPSEY: 
If I'm allowed to speak again. 

The only thing I would point out is I have set 100 houses already through applications. If we wait to the next heavy rain, chasing it on the west side first posting videos of the entire neighborhood, their roads flooded, what about them? Those are the people I am concerned about. The people so entire neighborhoods are flooded. 

These people who just spoke today against Blue Lake, talking about the flooding issues they are dealing with. That's infrastructure. The west side, we are overrun with flooding issues. We need to allocate as much as possible for infrastructure to fix the problem on the west side with all this flooding. Like Gertie, (Unknown Term) Kepler. I would rather see that money go to fix that vanti for hundred homes. 

I'm not trying to be an ogre, not saying strip them of all money. Come on, we can take 50 million of the individual home phone and put the work towards infrastructure and let's fix the bigger problem. 

Because Jeff, I have seen all those, Mr Chair I should say. You have seen the videos, you know what's going on on the west side with all the flooding. We need to fix it. And we have potentially... I don't think she said 142 million that we have now. That's what I'm saying. If we are 101 million infrastructure +42 million in medication, there is your 142, 143. What they are proposing is 92. 

DONA BUTLER: 
92 + $48 million coming from FEMA for hazard mitigation. 

DONA BUTLER: 
I'm trying to say I would like to maximize... Is that for this 328? 

DONA BUTLER: 
Is not part of 328, it is in addition to the money for then we would have 140 million being spent. 

DON DEMPSEY: 
And talk about the 328 pool, only less than 100 been allocated to mitigation infrastructure would be good at over 50 million to it. Plus still get the FEMA money. You can have close to 200 million. 

JAKE JOHANSSON: 
Can we move to discussion? 

JEFFREY S. BROWER: 
Yes. 

If everyone is done questions, we will move to discussion. Danny Robins you are up first. 

DANNY ROBINS: 
Don, if you have a motion to make go ahead. 

SPEAKER: 
I believe we have a motion on the floor. 

JEFFREY S. BROWER: 
Do we have a motion, accepted by Matt Reinhart, second by Jake Johansson. 

JAKE JOHANSSON: 
I am ready for discussion. 

I do not like spending money, I am with you. But I guess I am unique position to know where federal and state money comes from and where it does not. 

In this particular program, this block grant money given to us by HUD is for this! They are allowing post to use it some of it for infrastructure. They are telling us to use $42 million for mitigation, of which we can weasel into mitigating our infrastructure issues which we currently see. 

The hazard mitigation Grant program gives us another $48 million to get it up to about hundred and $40 million that this program and that program can put towards infrastructure. You have grants from the St. John's water management District that we can put towards infrastructure, that we cannot put towards housing. 

You have grants from DEP that you can put towards infrastructure that you cannot put towards housing. We can discuss with our legislators and we do about infrastructure programs that we can put towards infrastructure, that we cannot put towards housing. 

There are very few times where the federal government through HUD or through anybody else, will give us money for housing. The reason I think we got all this money is because of the two hurricanes and all the damage it caused to our homes. 

I believe as we move down this agenda, the next complaint we will have is about the administrative money we spent. That kills me too. But when the federal government tells us how to spend the money they give us, you are slaves to that. 

We do not want to do it, but that is the way that we have to do it. We do it for FEMA when they tell us how to monitor the monitors. I am not saying we are stuck with this, but I think this is a good balance. It is the peanut butter spread. We can use all... If they gave it to us and said, "do what you think is best" we would probably be peanut butter spreading it worse than this because everyone would want peace. 

In my opinion having done this a few times, is this a good breakdown? No, but this is a breakdown we approved and asked staff to move forward with. We are not the pros, they are. I will support this as it is written. Thank you. 

JEFFREY S. BROWER: 
Councilman Dempsey? 

DON DEMPSEY: 
You have not seen the neighbourhood that have standing water and mosquitoâ€¦ I am just saying the infrastructure includes housing developments in neighbourhoods with standing water for months at a time. There is health issues to homes, even if you apply to infrastructure. The last time we were here I had the impression we could allocate $100,000 to infrastructure. I do not think what I am proposing is out of bounds with HUD. 

JAKE JOHANSSON: 
We could but we didn't. 

DON DEMPSEY: 
Was being consistent. I voted against it last time and I am voting against it this time. I want to maximize the amount of money to infrastructure, because we have mass flooding here. It is not 800 homes flooding, it is thousands of homes being flooded throughout our county and I want to fix it. I do not want to fix just 800, I want to fix thousands that are affected. That is why I am a vote on this. Thanks. 

JEFFREY S. BROWER: 
I agree with you Don. One of the things we could do is stop approving all the development under the same development pattern we are doing. Causing the flooding. 

Dona, I do not know if there is a question here. I am hearing what Don is saying and I wish it would all go into infrastructure because the flooding is so bad. What worries me, and the same as last time Don, if we send this back it might not come back to us. 

DONA BUTLER: 
Correct. 

JEFFREY S. BROWER: 
They are pretty stingy with how you can use federal money. Once we start trying to change what they tell us, change their strings, we could lose it all. That is my concern. Am I wrong? 

DONA BUTLER: 
You are not wrong. We could. If it was reallocated to the state there would be no infrastructure money at all. That is not what their action plan says. Their action plan focuses entirely on housing rehabilitation and reconstruction. With the only mitigation, money for mitigation has already been allocated (indiscernible) 

JEFFREY S. BROWER: 
I just misspoke to. I said I wished every dollar could go to infrastructure but I want money in infrastructure. There is 892 people with homes, insurance homeowner insurance in Florida are not covered. These people are left out. It is hard to get insurance in Florida now. 

It puts us in this position. The vice chair Kent? 

TROY KENT: 
I think Councilman Dempsey brings up a very good point. I am on the side to prove this" for this because of what I have heard from what you view. But what I have discussed with Miss Butler and went over this plan, the reason I am talking again right now is I just heard something and I need clarification on it. 

It is almost like, I do not want to go into fear mongering and scare tactic. If we do not do this, we could lose it. I heard you say "we could." 

I thought you also said we could open for 30 days and get it approved again. 

DONA BUTLER: 
It has to go back to HUD again. First we make an amendment, then we posted online for 30 days for public comment and have another public hearing. Then go back to HUD for another 60 days. They have the ability to approve or not approve. I have already approved it once and we do not have data at this point to substantiate making an amendment. 

If we make a substantial amendment at another point, say we get through this and only spent 100 million of our housing and we want to move the remaining amount over to infrastructure. We are going to show we only had this many applications, only this many were approved so therefore we cannot move forward and spend the money we need. We need to move it to other projects. We do not have thought to substantiate that. 

It is going to be based on a Council action, Council priority that differentiates from the data that was presented to you in your unmet needs assessment we can do it. We will send it back if that is your direction as counsel, happy to follow your direction. 

But we are at risk because they have already approved it. We are at risk of not being approved. 

TROY KENT: 
What percentage of that risk would you say? 

DONA BUTLER: 
I do not know. 

TROY KENT: 
Of course not. I have not heard people say they were totally against it and going to vote with Mr. Dempsey. I do not think this is in jeopardy of losing, I just said I am going to publicly supported. I do not like the sphere piece that has been put out there. "You can do it but by the way, now you might not get approval with that." 

I do not like that. I feel like it is a little heavy-handed and maybe staff will say "we just want to make sure you understand all the consequences that could happen because if this comes back and you do not get any of your money while there you are. We covered ourselves because we want to make sure we told you about that." 

I did not hear that upfront. I heard we could do it, it would slow things down a little bit but it could happen. Now I am hearing, well if you do it you might lose it. 

DONA BUTLER: 
I apologize that I was less than clear. There is always a risk that it will not be approved again. If I was unclear with that back in October or earlier today, I apologize. 

SPEAKER: 
Do any of the approvals come to us or are they approved in mass? Individual home repairs? 

DONA BUTLER: 
Each of them has submitted an application and we are working on getting their documentation, which is quite a bit of information they have to submit to determine income eligible first. Hundred and 13 I talked about earlier our income eligible. If this goes forward and also prove the damage assessment environmental assessment vendors, that is the next step for them. Those folks will go out and start doing assessments to determine did the house receive damage during this storm? 

They have to show photo documentation and so forth. And how much that cost is. Is it a repair or reconstruction? 

JEFFREY S. BROWER: 
All those decisions are made internally? None of these come back to the Council and to look at each home repair? Thank you. County manager? 

GEORGE RECKTENWALD: 
I just wanted to back up a little bit, I think Mr. Kent makes a good point. I do not think there was any intent on doing any kind of scaring, it is just a possibility. 

I think the bigger thing to look at, is it went out to the community. We have community meetings, we met in every city. We put a plan together. The percentages meet what HUD wants to meet. And to Mr. Johansson's point, they are looking for those percentages to get started. That is really what this is, an action plan to get started. 

It is HUD, Housing and Urban Development. Their number one is for housing. That is their priority. They do look at it like, "we are going to give you a little bit of money or percentage towards infrastructure, mitigation but we want a big chunk of it to go to housing under that program." 

But they are willing and their program to say, "get started." It is one of the reasons why we have a person following items coming up, the experts who do this across the country. They will help us build that database that says it does not look like we are going to need that much in housing. We really would like to put it in infrastructure or economic revitalization. Or any of those other categories that it could go into. 

Remember, this is a five year actually six year by closeout, a multi-year effort that we are in. It is a way to get started, we want to get this out and get to the people who need it. They are the ones sitting there, have been sitting there with damage to their homes and still waiting for something to happen. 

I think a good course is to get started and we hear you loud and clear. We of course are always in the infrastructure, looking for infrastructure. I do want to remind we have about $45 million in (unknown term) money that is being spent on stormwater and infrastructure related projects. That is the kind of infrastructure, I could say even more if you got into some of the other monies. That is just in the county. Remember the cities have money as well separate to us. 

Some of this money will go to cities as well. Not just to county unique programs. What is unique, as they gave it to the County to administer and many other times it goes to the entire state. As Dona said, (indiscernible) making a decision on the percentages. We are getting it, 92 million of it and putting it towards infrastructure that we would not have had had it gone directly to the state. 

That is what happened, if you look in other places like South Carolina or North Carolina. The money went to the state. They chose it to come here which is very unique, they did it for us. Sarasota and orange and down in Lee County. You will find our percentages of what we are doing fall in line similar to what they are doing. 

Again, it is the beginning. We can shift it as we see and the messages out there. If we have any money left over infrastructures where it is going to go. 



KARISSA GREEN: 
Mr Johansson. Mr. Kent. Mr. Reinhart. Mr Robins (No). Mr Dempsey (No). Mr. Brower. 

JEFFREY BROWER: 
Motion is approved 4-2. 

Dona that takes us to item 8, award of agreements for CDBG-DR damage assessments with CSA Associates, and I will let you finish. 

DONA BUTLER: 
Alright, item 8 is for damage assessments with CSA Associates and tetra tech to nationwide firms that will come out and will signed by task assignment the homes that are approved for them to come out to do an estimated cost to repair. 

They will use exactamate which is an estimate cost service and list everything that needs to be done. And will do that for up to 1500 homes. And there is a not to exceed of $6 million over the term of the whole thing. But the range of prices for those is anywhere from 2-$3000 each. 

JEFFREY BROWER: 
Thank you, questions? 

Infernal questions is there any discussion? Question Jake? 

JAKE JOHANSSON: 
Quick question, will probably meet for the County manager. 

One of the companies is Tetra Tech, we have other contracts with them? A related contract with them right now? 

GEORGE RECKTENWALD: 
Your one of our FEMA contractors as well. One of the ones we pick whenever there is a storm, there's a couple of them. 

JAKE JOHANSSON: 
Got it, is that the only contract we have with them other than this pending contract? 

GEORGE RECKTENWALD: 
Yes. 

JAKE JOHANSSON: 
Thank you. 

JEFFREY BROWER: 
Thank you. Any discussion? 

If there is none, I will call for... 

We will stall. Yes sir. 

(Laughs). 

Call for a vote on item 8, all in favor say Aye. Opposed? Item 8 carries unanimously. 

KARISSA GREEN: 
Can you clarify who made the motion? 

JEFFREY BROWER: 
Nobody. 

Motion by Johansen, second by Vice Chair Kent. Does anybody change their vote with the Vice Chair seconding it? (Laughs) 

Still unanimous. 6-0. 

Item 9, a word of agreement for CDBG-DR environmental consulting services with SWCA environmental consultants and Tetra Tech. 

DONA BUTLER: 
This contract is for SWCA and Tetra Tech. So Tetra Tech would also have this as well. Enrollment assessments that has to be done, actually got very lucky, hired in-house someone that is doing our tier 1 assessment, so we don't have to pay for that. They're excited about that. 

This consultant will go with -- introduction of that assessment, tier 2 site-specific environmental assessments required by HUD. The not to exceed is 3 million for this, and the range is a little lower. At the proximately 1000 2500 depending on the home. 

JEFFREY BROWER: 
Questions for Dona Butler? 

JAKE JOHANSSON: 
Yes sir. 

You mentioned it earlier but I want to reach back on this one. For all these consulting contracts that we are going through, you have not to exceeds. If they over perform and we underpay, and we have money left over, where does that money go? 

DONA BUTLER: 
This money as part â€“ will further damage assessments and the environmental assessments associated with housing, because we would also do them for infrastructure projects as well. For those two things they come out of the housing budget. 

JAKE JOHANSSON: 
They come out... So they come back into the housing budget. 

DONA BUTLER: 
There not to exceed so we won't take them out. 

JAKE JOHANSSON: 
Perfect. Thank you. 

JEFFREY BROWER: 
Any other questions? Discussion? Is there a motion? 

JAKE JOHANSSON: 
Approved, Johansson. 

JEFFREY BROWER: 
Motion to approve by Councilman Johansson. Is there a second? 

Second by Councilman Reinhart. 

All in favor say Aye. Any opposed? Motion carries 6-0. 

Item 10, the last part of, is that the last part? 

A word of agreement for CDBG-DR Staff Documentation with GrantWorks Inc.. 

DONA BUTLER: 
This last construct in this meeting, we will have two more in the next meeting, is for an as needed staff augmentation. For things we may not have. There is a list in the contract, but in includes things like a relocation specialist. If we need to help someone relocate because they are doing by outcome or a biota specialist. So we don't have to hire those folks on. We can hire someone that works a couple hours on the project, and we are not paying benefits for anything like that. 

That is what this contract is for. I'm happy to answer any questions. I Vice Chair, you have some. 

JEFFREY BROWER: 
Vice-Chair Kent. 

TROY KENT: 
Counsel, if you don't mind. Actually some comments maybe with the question mixed in. 

When I sat down with Ms. Butler I was concerned about the amount of money that had to be used in consulting and employees. I wanted almost all of the money to go to the people that need the help and the infrastructure. That's where I wanted it. 

Miss Butler did a great job expanding to me. 

Listen, as Mr Johansson mentioned earlier. "This is from the federal government. Here are the rules. If you accept this money that you're going to play with." OK, I'm going to accept the money, I want to help our community. 

One of the things that I heard in that meeting said I will just say tickled my mind bone was the money that we were going to spend on employees, which is a tremendous amount of money, was employees we would hire locally. And then when this project was over and done with in a few years, we then had an opportunity through attrition to look at those employees. They knew they were temporarily hired. 

Hey, we have a position with the county, you have done great for ask number of years, we would like to bring you on full-time. What a great thing. 

This gives me a little bit of heartburn and discomfort because now we are talking, for the specific area, not to exceed $10 million, and these are for remote jobs. That's what I heard. 

DONA BUTLER: 
In person or remote. It just won't be full-time sitting in our office. 

TROY KENT: 
OK, that bugs me a bit. Because if they are full-time sitting in our office. Then their housing is here. Their dining options are here. Their purchase power is right here in our community. And that is more of an added incentive to me. I don't like this firming this out to someone who knows where, and paying up to $10 million. 

You said a statement earlier and I agree with it. This is why I think you were moved into this position because you are the resident expert. This is on you, this is your baby. This is what you are running now. I think that was a wise decision by misdirecting bold world to put you in that mission. 

I'm comfortable with using the expert and running that and finding a more appropriate use of that $10 million to keep more of the bang for our buck right here in our community unless you or someone else can sway me differently. 

DONA BUTLER: 
I feel your concern. I don't really like the not to exceed of $10 million either. I would like to spend as little of my resources on consultants that I absolutely have to. 

TROY KENT: 
Not to interrupt you but here is my concern. 

If we give you not to exceed $10 million, you might spend up to $10 million. You might not, but why are we doing $10 million? Why aren't we doing $200,000? Half $1 million? $10 million, that's a ton of money. 

DONA BUTLER: 
Absolutely, and frankly I don't know, I will be quite honest, exactly what the cost is to have someone come in and do some of the work we need done. 

I will give you anything left the one thing I most think we need, that is help with duplication of benefits. 

HUD puts us on the hook if we ever make a mistake with the vocation of benefits, and we would have to pay out a general fund. That makes me nervous. I want our depletion of benefits expert, I mean work, to be perfect. 

However if I hire a consultant to do it, they are on the hook for any mistakes that were made. So that's one of the things were looking at. 

I'm also really interested in being trained by someone who really knows how to do it, train our staff, and then let us do it. 

So I am not an expert in location benefits, to I think I could learn it, absolutely. But I do appreciate the fact the person we are potentially hiring has 31 years of CBDG-DR and managed $18 billion. It's my first time... 

TROY KENT: 
You have a person, what are you projecting you will pay this person in the company? Not $10 million. 

DONA BUTLER: 
Is an hourly rate, lead project manager makes $189 per hour remotely. 

TROY KENT: 
Are they also working for Mr Dyer's Law 500 Square for $189 an hour. 

Mike, maybe you could get some accessible from them as well at that hourly rate. Who in Volusia County is making $189 an hour? Aside a handful of people I know. 

Alright. 

JEFFREY BROWER: 
Sorry, I'm just thinking. Good question. 

TROY KENT: 
Counsel unless someone sways me I am a no on this. Just being transparent with you. 

JEFFREY BROWER: 
Any other questions or discussion on this? 

Is there a benefit to... I am really asking the Council. If we are hiring consultants, we are less likely to be growing the size of government. Which all of us say we are for, so were not hiring employees that are your forever. We are hiring temporary people. Although determine, all the benefits. 

DONA BUTLER: 
That's why we did this. The maximum that I've committed to Mr Reicktenwald crack as we are going to have 30 invoice until the permit goes away. We are already planning shifting some of those from whatever position to another has been moved to the grant. As we finish with her Case Management intake, they can be doing file audits and reconciliations. 

So we are trying to be as lean and mean as possible. Growing additional staff to be will to do duplication of benefits or other tasks that are different they require more staff. 

I don't know. 

I am hoping we can be trained and use the folks that we've got, keep our staff to 30, but we do need expert advice from folks that have been in the business a long time. 

JEFFREY BROWER: 
OK, Councilman Johansson. 

JEFFREY S. BROWER: 
Councilman Johansson? 

JAKE JOHANSSON: 
Maybe my sense of frustration here and I have been in this boat before and it stinks. Like Dona said, CBD G smart but she is not duplication and benefit subject matter expert. Why don't we come up with a compromise and give her $5 million? If she needs to come back to us, she comes back to us for 5 million more? 

It is there. We know if you go to that money pretty quick and you can come back to us. If I can make that motion for a compromise? 

JEFFREY S. BROWER: 
You can because we do not have a motion yet. 

JAKE JOHANSSON: 
Motion to approve item 10 at $5 million? 

JEFFREY S. BROWER: 
We have a motion to approve $5 million, not to exceed $5 million. That motion was by Jake Johansson and the second was by Matt Reinhart. Any discussion on this? 

DONA BUTLER: 
I am happy today. 

JEFFREY S. BROWER: 
Alright. Karissa call the role-plays. 

MATT REINHART: 
I want to say thank you to Councilman Johansson because I think that is a compromise I can get behind. 

JEFFREY S. BROWER: 
Karissa? 

KARISSA GREEN: 
(Rollcall) 

JEFFREY S. BROWER: 
You sound so happy. 

DONA BUTLER: 
Thank you all. 

JEFFREY S. BROWER: 
A lot of hard work and a lot of hard work yet to come. Item 11, chair for the code enforcement. 

KARISSA GREEN: 
Mr. Andrew Hall expiredâ€¦ It is my understanding his application was not in on time when you made these appointments. Miss (name) she resigned from the board in October 18 of 2020 for the guy would leave the chair and that large for appointments. 

JEFFREY S. BROWER: 
At large, I will let you go first. 

JAKE JOHANSSON: 
I would like to nominate Andrew Hall. 

MATT REINHART: 
I will second that. 

JEFFREY S. BROWER: 
We have Jake Johansson nominates Mr. Hall. And I will do, Johnson was first name. 

Matthew Johnson. 

MATT REINHART: 
I will second that and now it is combined. 

JEFFREY S. BROWER: 
We have a motion for Hall and Johnson seconded by Troy Kent? All in favour say I. All those opposed Motion carries a 6 to 0. 
Do we have public input on this item? 


Councilman Johansson do you have a nominee? 

JAKE JOHANSSON: 
I would like to nominate Donna (Name). 

JEFFREY S. BROWER: 
Donna? 

JAKE JOHANSSON: 
The last one on the list. I would like to seek clarification, I think we are alright. She is running for a school board position right now, but I believe we are ok. 

JEFFREY S. BROWER: 
Any conflicts their county attorney? 

SPEAKER: 
None at this time. 

JEFFREY S. BROWER: 
Great choice Jake. Is there a second? Second by Matt Reinhart. Questions, discussion? All those in favour say I? All those opposed? 

Donna is appointed 6-0. At by 50 p.m. we will move to public participation. Since there is none, we will go to comments first by the County manager -- 5:50 PM 

SPEAKER: 
We have none. 

JEFFREY S. BROWER: 
County attorney? 

SPEAKER: 
Of course we have the lawsuit brought on by Belvedere terminals. If you have any questions about that, let me know and we can talk. We are doing our best to keep pace with the legislation. This is the time of year I noticed where the bills just keep coming. 

Some new legislation which I emailed you about, was Bill 1628. The equivalent house version of that, 1547, was filed. 

We are still working through that. But I did share with you a summary on Friday of that. There is a couple of things. Within the last few sessions the legislature changed state law on how ordinance of cities or counties can be challenged. And requires a business impact statement, exempt from the business impact statement required. We are basically land development ordinances like rezoning. 

If this bill were passed, and there is no legislate (indiscernible) on either so it is very early and the bills can be amended. A business impact statement would be required for ordinances related to land development issues. Those related to specific permits would remain exempt. 

There is also a process for challenging ordinances if the argument is that the local government is preemptive or the ordinances are arbitrary or unreasonable. This would be expanded to apply to these ordinances as well. The bills also create some legislative funding by the state on three sectors of the economy. They are very specific in the bill, forming relating activities, energy distribution... And supply chain points of connection including ports, railways and rail stations. And directs local governments to minimize impact to those sectors. It also creates a new process which really is not fully defined because it requires state agencies to adopt a moment to implement this. It would create a process for review by the Department of Agriculture, or the Department of Transportation to review all local governance action which negatively impacts any of these three sectors. Including ordinance adoption and amendment, adoption of charter provisions and broadly denial of an authorized permit. It is very broadly run. While that is being reviewed the local governance estate were suspended until that process is completed. 

As it is written now it appears to be an advisory statement by the state agency when it is released and the local government would take that up. There is no staff (indiscernible) on this we will keep you updated. There are obviously, the intent of this bill is to limit local government authority. 

I know often times we use the phrase preemption. It is a form of preemption because it is regulating the subject that is currently not regulated in this way. It does drag local governments to minimize or eliminate the potential impacts of local government action will have on the sectors. While still advancing the state public purpose, the public health safety and welfare. Creates additional cause of action or ordinances. More to follow on this. If you have any questions feel free to ask at your convenience. 

That is it for me this evening. Thank you. 

JEFFREY S. BROWER: 
Can I ask you a question on that right now? It might not be ready yet. None of us have read what you just sent us, but it sounds like there is a need for us to reach out to our local Volusia delegation and ask them for some help on these things that we are concerned about? 

SPEAKER: 
The proper way yes, would be for you guys to add that. Make a motion and add that to our legislative agenda. That frees up our lobbyists to go to work on our behalf. 

JEFFREY S. BROWER: 
It is not too late? 

SPEAKER: 
In fact there are other issues that I may bring up to you. If you give me some authority because of the fact that a lot may happen between now and the next meeting. We are here and I think the right thing to do now would be to efficiently add that. 

JEFFREY S. BROWER: 
Thank you. 

That brings us to the Council, Jake Johansson you go first today. 

JAKE JOHANSSON: 
I do. 

Very quickly. We have an email from William Roberts regarding the peace program and the gentleman I spoke earlier from Florida fire.I appreciate that. We also heard from a citizen. Here's the problem, as citizen comments we need to comment on those comments at the end. 

The PFAS thing that is in our water is everywhere. It is in our coke, it is in our sprite, it is in Arkansas, close, oil, soil, water, food. It is in nonstick pans. It is everywhere! 

There's a lot of things that we can do individually to limit our ingestion and our body taking in (unknown term) but we have to do it individually, we cannot rely on the government and everybody to be cognizant of our health. I think it is important that we educate people on what these things are and I applaud the public participant for providing that information. 

I advised everybody if they are interested, to get up to speed on this. Please do your research and take the appropriate action as you see fit. 

The other thing I heard today that very much bothers me, and I ask a rhetorical question to those who are left in the audience and those here on the dais. I will not call them renter haters but renter just like ours. I do not want more apartments -- disliker 

I'll ask you this was the first place you moved out of your parents home, was it a home that you bought? Possibly, probably not. It was not me for a bunch of years. In America there are 34% of our people that are renters. 66% are homeowners. There is a very small percentage after 35 years old, only 10% that are homeowners. 70% of homeowners are over 45. 

That tells me they probably worked long and hard to save money to buy house. I do not think I bought my first house until I was in my mid-20s, or maybe even later. 

I always become a little internally agitated when I hear people say "I do not want more apartments." If apartments is where this generation wants to live and we want this generation with bright young minds and future visions of what our country is going to be in this county. Doing great things, that may be apartments or what we need. We just need to balance that. 

Lastly, I will talk a little bit about the Citizens Academy. Our local Port Orange â€¦ Participated and she said she had a great time. I know a lot of the cities have this as well, what a great opportunity to educate our public on our departments, what they do here and I applaud Dana and the staff for showing our constituents and our Volusia County residents what we do. And what we do not do. When they come here, they do not ask us to perform a miracle that we do not have the ability to perform. But to get the information out to their neighbours about how to go about fixing things in our county. I think it is a great program and I know it will be kept up. I applaud staff for keeping that up and keeping irrelevant and sharing our good deeds and our challenges with the public. That is all I have. 

TROY KENT: 
Two brief things, George. We are two meetings in this year, and you're batting 1000 on the consent agenda. Nothing was pulled, everybody did their homework, and that is what is this post to happen. You listened to the charge of the Council, I will refresh memory, a year ago, the first two meetings, but our first 6 to 8 meetings were between eight and 12 hours long. We had a couple of things removed from the agenda, but even if there on here, another hour. 

This is becoming more streamlined, we are becoming more efficient and effective that we talked about. A big part of that is you, and the chairman, because both of you set the agenda. I did not want the evening to go by without complementing you on that. 

Next Monday, January 22, 5:55 PM, District 5 residents and District 4, we will meet at the Michael (unknown name) Bicentennial Park. This is an open dialogue, open forum. I'm here to listen to you, my constituents, about anything you want to talk about. Have a great evening. 

JEFFREY S BROWER: 
Troy, if I can interject? Real quick. The meetings are getting so streamlined, we have people in the audience are not bringing newspapers. 

TROY KENT: 
I love it, when I hear staff telling you, I say this tongue-in-cheek â€“ you're going too fast, Chairman, I wanted to say, "No, we cut the reins of the chairman." We are telling you this is what we want, and you are doing what we wanted, and this is what the people want, as well. 

Everybody, keep up the good work. 

JEFFREY S BROWER: 
The Council is doing a good job with the items we are dealing with. We are still listening to Don. 

SPEAKER: 
(Away from mic) 

JEFFREY S BROWER: 
Now we could have been gone. It is 6:03 PM. Matt Reinhart? 

MATT REINHART: 
Unless you guys want to talk about the jail? 

JEFFREY S BROWER: 
I am glad you brought it up. 

MATT REINHART: 
I had to, I couldn't let it go without mentioning. Thank you. 

JEFFREY S BROWER: 
Councilman Robins? 

DANNY ROBINS: 
Thanks, Chair. A couple weeks ago we had an agenda item of starting the domain process for (unknown name) Farms and Pioneer. I got was staff a few weeks ago, back in 2009 Deputy Frank Schofield was tragically killed at that intersection. There is currently a memorial for him. 

What I want to do is make a motion, during construction, to plan for a sign commemorating that intersection â€“ him as the guardian of that intersection, in honor of his 30+ years of service to the citizens of Volusia County, and the work he did as a deputy. I think it is very notable and I think it is a good time that we plan ahead and get that sign or memory set up. 

JEFFREY S BROWER: 
Jake? 

I think what Danny brings up is totally appropriate. You have correctly said it previously in meetings, do not put anything, let's not vote on the night, it has to go on the agenda. I think this is maybe an exception of that, because it's an action. I agree with your stance. 

JAKE JOHANSSON: 
If it comes up I will say yes but here's my thought â€“ the first question I had, not that Frank isn't worthy of it, I think that is a good idea. What I would do, if it comes up on the next agenda, maybe consent, is I would look at who else died at that intersection because we are spending a lot of money building a roundabout because a lot of people have died there. He is the most recent and the most impactful in our lives. 

I would like to make sure that it should not be named for three or four people. The unintended consequence is, you name it for when you find out four police officers have died there, and their widows come up and go, "Hey, where is the love here?" It sounds like I am on board with something like that. Let's put it on the next agenda, since we have not even broken, tipped dirt, no, shoveled dirt on the project yet. We got a long headstart we can put on the agenda. 

DANNY ROBINS: 
Whatever you guys want to do, I want to make sure that his existing memorial is not â€“ obviously it's going to have to move at the roundabout, and I have no problem making the motion specifically for Frank, because we dedicate roads and bridges and sidewalks and plants and pots for individual people at the time. Jake is right â€“ if you want to put on the consent agenda, we can. It is not going to change the motion to dedicate them intersection to Frank, thank you. 

JEFFREY S BROWER: 
Council understands that. Jake? 

JAKE JOHANSSON: 
And at a minimum, the dedication we have done for him there is a good placeholder. That is about it. He deserves more than that, for what he did. They named the Port Orange boat ramp there because of his service on the water. I think we owe him more than that. Throw it on the agenda and we can come up with a plan. 

JEFFREY S BROWER: 
I am trying to stay consistent with the will of the Council. Danny, can you make a motion to put that on the next agenda? 

DANNY ROBINS: 
Yes, sir. Motion to put that on the next agenda. 

MATT REINHART: 
Second. 

JEFFREY S BROWER: 
Seconded by Matt Reinhart, any opposed? Motion approved. Was that it, for you? 

TROY KENT: 
Because is an appropriate time to say it, I like what we did. You're trying to correct thing we have heard that you do not like, right in the moment, and for example I love you went to Councilman Johansson, who has led the charge with keeping us on track with things like that, and the end result is meant to be a better result because of what you just did, and the way we talk that down the road, publicly. Thank you. 

JEFFREY S BROWER: 
Jake? No? You're done? Alright. Don Dempsey? 

DON DEMPSEY: 
I have one thing real quick to say, the Blue Lake Cove, if anybody is listening, I encourage you guys to go to the City of Deland and tell them your concerns as well and Clay, I appreciate you, going to each and everyone of them, I am assuming that's what you're doing. City of Deland has a big player in this, they don't? I will stand down. Nevermind. I thought they did. 

JEFFREY S BROWER: 
I was hoping that you are right, I have not heard ending about this yet, is it coming to us? 

DON DEMPSEY: 
Can I ask a question? Or is that improper? Jake? 

JAKE JOHANSSON: 
You, do you. 

CLAY ERVIN: 
Clay Ervin, Dir. of Resource Management. Someone is interested in the piece of property in the unincorporated area of Volusia County, there are surveyors out there working and doing a survey out there. When the residents ask what is going on, that is when they heard that there is something being approved today for that project. 

What we have done is that approximately 14 or 15 folks that were here, Patricia Smith, our planning manager, we pulled them into the development review committee meeting room, went over where we are with the application. 

They have come in with some conceptual plans but have not made a formal application at all. 

DON DEMPSEY: 
Are they contiguous with the land? 

CLAY ERVIN: 
They are with the water and service area but not contiguous with the land. I don't want to give misinformation if there's a possibility of- that being annexed, I will identify but right now the application would have to be process, we have not even initiated this at this point. 

The one lady who spoke was correct â€“ they are going to have to rezone to PUD because we do not have the zoning category that allows for the size of homes they are proposing. 

DON DEMPSEY: 
I'm sorry, we do not have all the information. 

JEFFREY S BROWER: 
Do not be sorry. 

Two quick things, one on the County website. For any young people, young is under 50, that want to become lifeguards â€“ please consider Volusia County Lifeguard Corps, go to Volusia.org/beach. See if you can qualify. It's a great summer job and a great career, if you choose to go permanent. We have a great Lifeguard Corps, and we need people each year. It gets harder and harder to hire people. Young people, out in the audience, please consider the Volusia County Beach Patrol. 

The only other â€“ OK... I am not doing it. 

The other thing I want to say is, just to lift up Volusia County a little bit. I think Deland has a tremendous downtown. I think it is so much fun to walk downtown, go to the restaurants, Ormond Beach has a good downtown, DeBary is planning on building downtown.
