Before we  get started. With the music. >> Kick it up a notch. >> Okay. Good evening. It's been a long day. Welcome. We will call this meeting  back to order. We've been in recess. The  purpose of our hearing, I want to  turn it over to you.  >> Thank you. Honorable Council. Today  are public hearing is for public  comment on our proposed budget.  It's required by the Florida statute. We will have 10 taxing funds that  will require of vote for the [Indiscernible]. The general fund  will be presented at the rollback  rate and the remaining funds are  at last year's rate. The elected officials budget request  are fully funded. 

     To address the public safety service  response in the budget we  have eight  ENT positions as we talked about  in the past. For BLS ambulances. Also the sub budget reflects the  continuation of  the page you go for capital projects  with the general fund. We will have  our public safety projects at 800  MHz back we've been diligently working behind  the scenes to get ready to go out. We have our medical examiner, billing , we the  share records and management system, the 911 next generation included 

     and also the corrections jail network  projects. I want to  say now before we get into it I  want to thank all the staff that has worked through the year to put this budget together. These  things start around Christmas time. They work study through the year  to develop this. Special thanks to the management  and budget office for all their  hard work. These are the people  behind the scenes that put this  all together. It's not easy. It's a lot of back-and-forth  with the department's. I would like to turn it over  to our management and budget direct  or Tammy I would like you your consideration for the public  that may be listening the general 

     fun is presented at 5.69 which is equal to the rollback  rate. It's .552 Mills  or 75% grow back rate. It's at .0994 bills. 

     Volusia forever is the obligation is presented  at .1006. The echo fund is presented at .20 which is the voter  referendum rate. The control is  at .1 The control is at .188 The  control is at .1880 which is greater  than rollback. It's  six point It's 6.8%  greater than rollback. It's presented at 2.2399 Mills  or 6.47 greater than rollback. It's .015 Mills or 7.1% greater  than rollback. Fire  rescue district is presented at  4.081 Mills or greater than the  rollback rate. With that, we  want to discuss and present to you  some the variances of the general  fund. >> 

     This is a representation of the  general phone taxes. This is taking what you collect  and allocating it  based on the core services of governmental  operating purposes. At the top you talk about core  governmental services known as public  safety. They represent about 70%  of allocation from your general  funds. It goes from 119 228 or eight  point or 8.5% increase. The  next area are things required within  the governmental entity. There's one of them  that summary comes in and goes right  back out but it incorporated into  our rate. You of all the things  that are elected officials  elections, outgoing mental health. These are  all things required by the Florida  statute. Of course other services are things considered things you must do in order to  have accounting government. Your leadership  would be everything from your counsel  to your administration your legal  department so forth. Other areas that they have made  a priority to make sure they funded  the efforts of economic development. You have  to have an audit every year. Of course the maintenance of  the public works facility. That was a general fund allocation.  With that I would like to turn it  back over to County Counsel. For  public participation. >> 

     It's a long process getting there. Were going to  do public participation to have  any cards for public participation? 

No. Is there anyone that would  like to address counsel now.  

When it open up one more step.  Is there any department head that  would like to talk? It's okay. Were very tired. If  you want to talk to us now is a  good time.  >> Is there anybody that would like  to address the counsel? I making that offer because I have  heard we had one department head  and I don't see the sheriff here who said he was not  afforded the opportunity to come  to the microphone at the last budget.  I want to go on the record if anybody would like to speak  to counsel at this time you are  more than welcome. Looking at this  budget it can't go  without notice. The biggest increase  has been by this counsel  and staff in support of  our deputies of the 16.4% increase  in the extra $7.25 million. A lot of departments took a decrease  including our justice system that  went down two and half percent. Just know it does not go unnoticed. With that, if no one chooses to  speak to counsel and ask one more  time and then I want to close public  participation and we will go forward  with what we need to do here. 

Want to go into counsel discussion . We are ready to adapt. 

It's been my great honor to work  with so many amazing people in the  government. It takes a lot to work  in a budget office. I have  my assistant directors who will be retiring next Friday.  It's with a heavy heart that  I asked her if she wouldn't mind  coming in and reading the motion  for tonight's inclusion. 

Good evening. The first part of  our public hearing tonight is for  you to adopt each one of them [Indiscernible]  we have  an it has been my honor to serve the citizens of Volusia  County. Thank you.  The tax rate of 5.6994 Millie is  equal to the rollback rate. 

Madam  chair I move the approval for the  fund at the tax rate  of 5.6944 Mill equal to the rollback  rate. 

Motion by Councilwoman Wheeler. Any objection to  the motion? 

None, motion passes unanimously.  Thank you. 

Library fund of 0.5520 million is seven a half percent greater  than the rollback rate of 0.513  million. I move to approve the library  rate  of 0.5520. 

We have  a motion by Councilwoman post and  seconded by Councilman Lowery. Any  opposition to the motion? 

     Motion carried unanimously.  

The Volusia fund of 0.994 million  to 17.9%  greater rollback rate  of 0.843 Mill.  

Motion to approve  Volusia  .094 rate . 

 Motion one by Councilwoman Wheeler  seconded by  [Indiscernible]. Any opposition to the motion. Motion carries unanimous. >> The debt rate is 0.1106.  

Approver of  Volusia forever.  0.1106 mill. Motion by counsel meant . Any opposition to the motion?  Motion carries at unanimously. Volusia echo fund tax rate  of point Volusia echo fund tax rate  of .2 Mel is 7.4% greater than the  rollback rate of .1863. 

Madam Chairman approval of Volusia  echo it 0.200 million.

     It 6.8% greater than the rollback  rate of 0.08 mill.  >>

Motion by Councilman Patterson any opposition? 

     Seeing no opposition motion carried  unanimously. Municipal service fund  of 2.399 mill. At 6.7% greater than the  rollback rate of 2.0987 mill.  

Madam chair I move approval.  At 2.2399 Mills. 

Motion by Councilman  Patterson and seconded by Wheeler.  Any opposition? Motion carried unanimously.  

Silver Sands Beach fund Avalon tax rate  of 0.150 mill is 7.1% greater than the rollback  rate of zero  is 7.1% greater than the rollback  rate of 0.0140 million. Madam chair?  

[Indiscernible --  low volume]  the beach fund a tax rate fund of 0.150 million. 

Motion by Councilwoman Q sack. Any opposition to  the motion?  Motion carried unanimously.  

District fund ad valorem tax rate  is 4.8015. It's 6.7% greater than the rollback  rate of 3.8 It's 6.7% greater than  the rollback rate of 3.82 million. 

I move approval to fire rescue  services District at 4.0815 Mills.  

Second. Councilman Patterson. Any opposition to the motion? 

I  --  motion passes.  >> I ask that the Council approve  the accompanying resolution in your  packet. 

Before me answer that yes ma'am.  

Counsel,  I don't know what your thoughts  are.  

I think this  is your last budget. You're going to vote on for the  citizens of our great Volusia County  and what a time when we are voting  out debt and not increasing our taxes  for citizens in the general fund.  I think it would be only appropriate 

     for Councilman  Cusack to make the  motion for the final budget.

I will do it every time.  Madam chair. I move the approval to  adopt the fiscal year 2018/2019  operating budget totaling  768 million totaling 768,000,006 51 in the non-operating budget of 148. And the accompanying resolution. >>
