     Mr. Chair? 
Are you ready? 
 We have 28 seconds until the start  of the meeting. >> It's good to see  you back over there sitting in your  spot, Maria. We missed you. 
Good morning. We will open  the October 19 meeting of the Volusia  County Council. At this time we  will have public participation.  If you come to speak on any item on the agenda we will give you three minutes  to share your thoughts. We will get some information on  how we can help small businesses  that need help.  
Inc. you very much. My  name is Carl and I represent the  U.S. small business administration office of disaster assistance which is a vital part of the disaster  relief effort. Chairman Kelly you  mentioned something built into our  message . In times of disaster we help far  more than just small businesses.  We help large businesses, not-for-profit  and renters and homeowners  as well. We have low interest disaster loans  that are structured to help them  get back to normal and pre-Irma  conditions. Replace  their businesses and personal property. They  are structured in a way that makes  me proud to represent them. They  are structured to make recovery affordable. Terms can go as long  as 30 years. Businesses can borrow up to $2  million for physical damage . Homeowners can borrow up to $200,000 to replace their home or real estate. Another $40,000 for  personal property. That also applies  to renters. If you've had to move somewhere  else the landlord will take care  of the building, but you need to replace your furniture and clothing  etc. replace your furniture and  clothing etc. So the use are offered low interest rates. Homeowners  are offered 1.75%.  Not-for-profit 2.5% and  businesses 3.350%. 
     They are the most simple accounting  one-on-one loans you could possibly  envision. Simple interest fixed  for the term of the loan. No obligation  to take them if they are offered  and you don't feel you need them or you don't feel that it would  be appropriate, you can decline  it. If you decide within six minutes -- six months you don't have as  much is unique, we can reactivate  that within six months. The reason I'm here  today is that we are three weeks  from the filing deadline. Anyone  affected by Irma needs to register with FEMA first at www.disaster assistance start of .  --.gov. Whether you're a business, homeowner  or renter, completed and return  it especially for homeowners and  renters it's vital we have the  completed application. If we look at that and say you're  right, alone would not be right  for you, we will refer you back  to FEMA for additional grant assistance. If we don't get the application, we assume that you were fine where  you are.  There's no additional help for you. It's  vital to return that application  and get it back to us so we can  make the determination. If we are able to offer you alone, the first  loan payment will not be due for  one year until after you get the  loan. There's enough out there that you're  going to have to really work to  get these people out to your house  to fix it and we don't  want you to have to start paying  back the loan at least until some  work is done.  There are direct loans from the  federal government. No bank is involved. We work with each  disaster victim to Taylor these as much as possible  to your circumstances to help you  recover, rebuild, and basically  get on with your life.  
Thank you very much. I know you will get with JoAnn. 
     Will get that out to the public  and put it on the website and make  it available. Thank you very much.  >> I have no other cards for anyone  at this time. We will close the  meeting for public participation and we will see you back here  at 10:00. >> [The session will reconvene at  10:00 Eastern Standard Time. Captioner  on stand by.] >> We thank you  for this counsel and we pray for  them and your provision of wisdom  and guidance. The Lord's plan prevails.  Ms. Denys  . She's here  telephonically. Dr. Larry,  Mr. Patterson, Ms. post, Ms. Wheeler , Miss Cusack, Mr. Kelly?  >> Everyone is in attendance either  here or telephonically. Are there  any comments by anyone ?  
No, Sir.  
Does anyone wish to pull anything  from the agenda item? Do I hear  a motion for approval quick  
Made  by Mrs. -- Mr. Patterson  and second by Ms. post. 
     All in favor say  Aye. Those opposed ? Motion passes unanimously .  >> And  now we will move to item  1 -- item 2. This is an update on the  master plan. 
Good morning. I'm very happy  to be here today and talk about  the third quarter of the dynamic  master plan for the calendar  year 2017. 
     This quarter from July through September, 29 divisions and departments for updated.  26 were do to something the Council  did. That does not cover all of  the activities because some matrices  had two or more accomplishments.  Compare that with the last quarter , 16 matrices were updated  and in the first quarter  there were 8. So tried as hard as  I could to put this on one page, you all accomplish  so much. I just couldn't get it  to one page.  To review for everyone, the county's  mission is to provide responsive and fiscally responsible services for the health, safety, and quality  of life of our citizens. We do that  today 
     and our vision for today and into  the future is to be a community  rich with resources and opportunity today and for generations  to come. As a means to summarize  all of the work,  we have three goals and objectives.  What I have listed here for a goal of driving communities are  just some broad bullets and a lot of accomplishments. You  worked addressing the needs of the  homeless, near homeless, and preventing  homelessness. You address mobility. Acute care services, social services,  safety needs, responded to disaster  and emergency needs for the community  which we were not anticipating that  you've gotten quite good at . You acted with an  eye to the future protecting our  natural environment, planning for growth and quality  of life. You acted on infrastructure  and capital projects. You achieve  two major projects, you completed  the Boardwalk and  road paving. And you had a number of interim  achievements. Your second goal and objective,  economic and financial vitality.  You encouraged business, you  approved multiple grants, contracts  and fees which either produce revenue  or offset our costs.  You acted with fiscal responsibility  for efficiency and sustainability and services and decisions you  made and you developed and retained  a workforce that is diverse and  has varying job opportunities. More  about that in a couple of minutes. The third  goal and objected [Indiscernible] government. What  you did was about the power of partnerships , recognizing our  history and brand, Volusia County  is a great place to live, work,  and play. A high level of customer  service and you met expectations for quality.  I know I have summarized up pretty  quickly. There is a lot of matrices  I know you have done for the public  at home listening , these are available on the web.  Are there any questions? 
Thank you, Marilyn. 
Thank you very much.  
Item 3. 
     I'm going to introduce George who  will do the P's. The nice thing  is together with what Marilyn said you  can look at it this way. It's sort  of a report card this process works well because  you do so many things that it gets  lost sometimes. This is one way  to keep track of what we do. In  the case of the capital George will  tell us good morning, Mr. chair. I'm just going to  go over our capital project . As Jim had mentioned, we have actually  had two hurricanes within the last  fiscal year. Eventually is going  to catch up to us there are some other things in  there some good news in here. We  have one project, the fishing. Part of the dunes was completed ahead  of schedule. The actual , many parts  of the board walk through the park  are on schedule. That's pretty amazing  considering  that we've taken some of the brunt  of the storm. Just going down to  the list here, 
     lemon Bluff Park, we did have a  little bit of a delay there. We're  doing a bit of a design change as  were taking it out and meeting with  the neighbors . It is a good thing, it just added  a little bit of time. Michelle harbor  Park was definitely hurricane delayed . No sense to start it when you  can hardly get to that area right  now because of the high water in  the St. Johns River. There was a  slight change order  on the Fairfield rescue  firefighting facility. That is expected  to be opening , we hope to have that complete  by the end of this month. The other  projects you see the terminal Ruth  -- roof in front of the airport  is done and completed. Down  a little bit further the terminal  renovations we talked about, we  have been in the process of negotiating with an architect for  the project. Coming up with the fee schedule  for them. That will get moving shortly. And then a few more hurricane victims . The Branchdale roof, now is  not the best time for us to be  doing roofing projects. There is stress on that industry  so that has been delayed a little  bit. We are still expecting and just have pushed  it out one quarter. Some of the  other projects are off beach parking. We did a design  review and we have talked to the  neighbors on the one on 726 North  Atlantic. And a little bit of a  design change on the 650 Atlantic  Avenue. There's a question and I know councilperson Denny is out there . There's a question on 10th Street. I put a little  bit of time into that. That  goes back almost 10 years. 10th  Street as many of you know runs  between Mission Road and U.S. 1. It's the border between  Edgewater and [Indiscernible] beach. It also has the high school built  on that road and of course Daytona State College  has a satellite campus there.  When that road was planned we work  with the school board and the cities 
     and it was phased in such a way  to make sure we got the high school  and areas around the school taken  care of first. That's been completed. The final link between where we stopped  the widening, just a very short area, less than one quarter of  a mile to U.S. 1. If you ever had to deal  with the railroad, I was trying  to push through. They have the jurisdiction you  cross them by permit. So you really  at their mercy. Jerry in the game , we can explain some of the interesting  turns of events that got sold in the middle of  all of this. We had to start over  again. You have the [Indiscernible] canal  that comes down and you're not talking  about just laying new track. And so it's a very complicated  project. There's a big storm water project  that will help clean the mosquito lagoon and help take  some of the pollutants out. It's a win win situation where  were working with another property  owner there. So that  agreement will be coming before  you, hopefully in a few weeks. But that should  not delay where we are at with the  project itself. Where our storm  water is going to go is not tied  directly to the railroad. We hope  to be moving forward with that project  and with this new twist. There has been some stuff in the  paper. We saw what happened on the  train tipping over on the Memorial  Bridge. Again, I've said this in  some of the previous meetings,  it is a little bit early to say  there behind, but you don't really, when you  tip over a crane and you have two  hurricanes, they are running behind. They are a big company and they  have an opportunity to bring in  more resources and make up the gap,  I don't know if they will choose  to do that or not, but I can tell you that the manager  himself has met with the vice president  of the company. And their upper staff. They are  managing it along with the department  of transportation which is a critical  partner with us. This is a federally  funded project. It is important that everything,  just like in the FEMA world, it's the same thing with the Federal  Highway administration. You have  to work with them closely on anything  that's out there. We are doing that.  And then, Turnbull Bay, that bridge is still  on time. Again, there are  a great company down there . They have worked around flooding  conditions and things. I was going  to mention the Park Avenue, the  three lane widening. We've got some land faster than  we thought so  that one actually may have moved  up a little bit in schedule. That's it. We completed a few things  there. John had the Plymouth Avenue  traffic signal. One last thing,  the deep Creek aquifer got  shoved out a little bit. That had to do with  preparing the scope. It is a test  well and it's important we get it  right. Mike has secured some grandson  stuff for that. We expected to actually -- it was originally to be done  by the third quarter of this year.  That said. 
Are there any questions? 
 Mr. Chairman,  
     I would just like to thank 
     George Reckenwalk for addressing  concerns on the 10th Street widening.  For some reason is getting a lot  of attention from the citizens.  Is been an ongoing project, but  when it's done it will be fantastic.  Thank you for all the twists and  turns that of occurred and thank  you for addressing those. There  are quite a few people listening  today.  So thank you, George Reckenwalk  .  >> Thank you, Mr. Chairman.  I would like to have a little bit  of an update on the record  I know that city Island has been impacted greatly by the hurricane.  And I do have quite a few people  in my district that are calling  about that. They are getting the  vibe that this is going to be close  forever. We've got the playground  going but that's the least amount  of the phones. 
If you talking about the library,  that's not on the capital list.  Donna can update you exactly where  that sat. 
That goes with the playground .  
It definitely  was affected by the hurricane. It also was a fence issue. We had  to change out the particular design  of the fence. They are handling  that. And then of course  serendipitously we had that all  out there.  
Were not going to do anything to finish or dedicate  the playground until the  library is up and running. Those  two things will go hand-in-hand  and that will push it back. We're  doing a significant dedication. 
Ms. Cusack ? 
 Thank you, Mr. Chair. To further  engage in that piece is the fact  that Commissioner White and I have  been working with the playground  . It's on hold for right now until  we get to where  we are as far as the library is  concerned. Is progressing quite  well, -- >> I want to ask on another subject  about the debris. Did you say, give  me an update as to where we are  with the debris pickup from the  hurricane .  
There is a good article today.  I haven't checked with John yet,  but I think we are approaching nearly 185 piles and cubic yards  as from yesterday. I will tell you that Phillips and  Jordan our debris contractor did  step into the whole and take this song. I think it's  up to 70 vehicles.  That is starting to approach the  strengths that we had from Matthew. In the last few weeks  they have really started added --  adding resources. 
[Multiple Speakers]  
As of today, 94 . 94 vehicles now. We started with  about 25.  So they've almost quadrupled  the equipment and stuff that's out  there. 
People don't care about how many  trucks. What percent --  
 [Multiple Speakers]  >> We are about 40%. We estimate 500-600 cubic yards.  --  500-600,000 cubic yards. So you're actually over 200,000  cubic yards.  
That's about 40%  of the pickup.  >> 
     I was just wondering if there was  any way that we can give an idea to the  residence as to the different areas  or segments 
     outside of [Indiscernible] Beach , what about on the west side ?  >> I can tell you now we literally  have vehicles in just about every unincorporated area of the county.  We have moved from the hardest hit  areas in and around to the land, I know they're going right along and people don't realize where  those boundaries are, but were in and around all of Western  and Southern DeLand. >> [Indiscernible] [Multiple Speakers] >> 
     We are mapping everywhere were going.  
I think the statistic that by  early November to mid-November we  will have the whole first pass done.  That will be the first pass through  all of the neighborhoods. 
     Then we will do private roads during  the second pass. A lot of it has  to do with how many trucks. And  one other thing people have to remember,  because everyone was in trouble,  the cities were in trouble, when  we were doing the contract the trucks it became available,  we encourage them to give into the  cities. We gave  up some to work as a group so that  the cities would have trucks also.  
We are  really ramping up. You wouldn't  want to project the first week out.  At that time we only had 
     25 Eagles. So is getting faster  and faster. It could be early November.  
So it  would be safe to say that we will  have at least the first pickup by  mid-November.  
Absolutely. 
That was stated today.  >> It could be earlier if they keep  up with this level.  
Thank you, Mr. Chair.  
 I would like to answer the library  question .  
I want to make assurances to  everyone that we are in the process  of repairing and fixing the library . There is no intent to leave it  closed. We've got to go through  the process. We're at the point  where it has been remediated. The  dirty water has been moved out.  It has been sanitized and we've  had to do air-quality tests and they have been completed. We  have a vendor in their putting back  the drywall that had to be removed.  We are at the point  where we are getting the vendors  lined up to do the millwork which  is putting the shelving back in  and we have a significant amount  of floor coverings that have to  go back down. Keep in mind we've  got to do this very methodically  and very carefully. Make sure we  not only get FEMA money but our insurance  money as well. We must do it the  right way so we don't have a misstep.  We're several months out. It's a  big area to have to cover . Just ordering the material takes  a significant amount of time. The  shelving is somewhat custom. So it will all match and be correct. The children's area which was relatively  new, all has to be redone. We want to  put it back the way it was. This  took one year or so. We think this will  probably take about another six  months before we can open.'s early  to tell to get an exact date. Ms. Post  >> [Indiscernible -- speaker too far  from mic]  >> An update on the Sheriff's evidence  [Indiscernible] .  
I don't think your microphone  is working. >> The guaranteed maximum price which  is part of the process when you  have a construction manager which is a complicated building  like this should be coming before  you in January. They are going through the process  and the design has been done. Now  they are actually going out and  securing the pricing from all of  the subcontractors. They will set  the guaranteed maximum price taste  of that estimate . It should be coming to you in  January.  
The financing will be coming  in December. That will be December.  >> So the financing and then the price.  The actual design work is complete. It's just part of putting together the final estimate. 
Okay. Thank you. 
 Thank you. Thank  you, George. We will move now to  item 4. 
We're really pleased to  do this . The update was requested by the  Council. We are really proud of  this program . It's been in effect for a number  of years. Tom will give you the  update and overview. Tom?  >> Good morning my name is Tom Motes  and I'm the human resources director.  I have Molly Hudson our manager  of diversity  and Jamie Edmondson our diversity specialist. We came  to you in July for the master plan for diversity inclusion. This plan deals with recruitment  and inclusion.  Since that time, we have been implementing  that plan. One of the things we  had to do was we held a meeting  with the leadership and we had 200  people attend at the ocean center where he rolled  out the program for the master plan  of leadership. We had a speaker  who came in and that meeting was  very well attended. We are excited about the plan.  Since that time as we have started  moving forward, we have accelerated  the training. When we came to you  in July we've trained over 400 employees and we've trained  over 300 since that time. We train  our existing workforce at about  100 per month. We've introduced  diversity into our orientation program.  New employees get that as they come in the door and they  understand our goal and what we  are trying to change in this organization.  Each division when we rollout we  asked him to identify diversity  champions to work with human resources. Molly  and Jamie to help put this into  the organization. They have identified  those people. Last Friday we met  with them and we now have that part taken care of. Molly has met with each of the  divisions and will are working with  them on internship and shadowing  programs to bring awareness and  diversity. We have been working with those  particularly in areas that have  not been diverse. We have also said part of our training will  be posting videos out there for  managers and employees. We now have  to check out there. One of them  is from our meeting in July. We  were able to use it internally.  And the other one we have out there  is the power of one story. There on our intranet  under human resources under diversity. They are very powerful and very thought-provoking. We  will be using those in our training. Currently as  part of our ongoing thing we've  had for a number of years, each  year we have had divisions to 
     diversity projects. They work with  another division to not under  test to not only understand each  other but the people we hire. Just  this week it's in the row tundra. Tomorrow  we're having a diversity luncheon in which we help raise awareness . These are some of the things we  have been doing since July. Molly  and Jamie have been very busy. If  you don't mind, I would like to  take a moment and let each tell  you what they're experiencing and  the changes they're seeing out there.  
Thank you.  
Good morning, I Molly. Thank  you for having us here this morning. As we talk about diversity and  inclusion, when were out in the  field but we're finding is that  is not just the recruitment of people . I think it's also changing the  mindset of people who work here. 
     When we have the sessions in these  moments, we hear the different examples  and you find out that people don't  know what they don't know. It's  interesting to talk with them and  understand their differences and  insight. They are bringing [Indiscernible] I don't think they don't want to  do what's right, but they don't  understand why it's important to  diversify. It's a business asset. So talking with them, were seeing  that it's exciting to have someone  come up to you and give you examples. Is not just the  recruitment piece. Were also getting to work with  mindset change and that's exciting  for us . I believe we have the support  of the employees. I believe they  really want to do right. What we  want to focus on is management. To get them on board it would make  us the team effort and  we are excited about that . So it's exciting to talk to the  managers and the interns, special workers, i don't know, the shadowing program.  We believe that will making  those areas that are not  usually diverse. It's exciting to do this and exciting  to go out in the field with Jamie.  Tomorrow we have a diversity meeting and it's going to be fun. There's a lot of energy in this  program and I think the Jamie and  I, the energy that we have, we have  too much sometimes. I think it  makes it exciting and we love what  we do. So we thank you so much for  your support. I think with time, this is an ongoing  process. Not an initiative, an ongoing process.  So thank you. >> Thank you so much. Jamie Edmondson  diversity specialist. Were excited to talk to you about  the progress we've made. We had the diversity champions  in place and I'd like to touch on  that. It's a new organization that  we've created . We have one representative for  each division. We got together last  Friday and had a meet and greet  and eat where we talked about the  purpose and some short and long-term  goals. We had each of those new  members give one word is what they hope for the new team.  I have saved that. Were going to  use that in some of  our training. It was anywhere from  awareness, light, unity, and it  was a beautiful sentiment about  everyone wanted to bring . What's more important is what  they take back to their division.  We hope it is a journey of learning.  We hope we continue to see progress  and will be even more involved in  the field going forward. In Q4 your  time and your support. We very much  appreciate it.  
Ms. Cusack  
Thank you, Mr.  Chair . I am just in love  with this. It warms my heart that we are in the  process of trying to make sure we understand  exactly what we are trying to accomplish  the diversity and inclusion. We  have been there, but now are beginning  to really 
     peel the onion back, if you will,  to see where we are in our mindset.  And sometimes it's not what you  see, you don't even recognize that  you don't see. And so I am just excited. I'm excited and I hope and pray  that this will be embraced by councils  of the future. And so, I think that this is on the  right track for our county and I think we far  exceed all other departments in  government in this area may be in  this country. And we  have work to do, and I'm so proud  to be part of that, Mr. Chair. Thank you so much.  
Ms. Post  
Can  you explain who that is quick  
He was a consultant and  speaker a diversity. He goes around  the country to major firms 
     and he came in and spoke about diversity  and the importance of it and he's  really a motivator. It was to help  motivate and educate at the same  time.  
The other thing were going to  do, we have the rights to use this  material with our employees. We  made sure of that. We had a lot  of people request  hitting to see the tape that couldn't  go to the meeting. For the ones  that went, it really makes people think differently  and makes them feel good . We are actually talking about  having a couple of other motivational  speakers to come in and talk on  this topic. Because what we want, we want people to embrace this.  We're not shoving it down anyone's  throat. We wanted to be part of  the culture of being here. The only  thing I need to do is make the more  enthusiastic. [Laughter]  >> I'm sure that's going  to be difficult to do. [Laughter]  >> [Silence]  >> So now you're in the party. And now I'm asking you to dance. I'm not just the person you're  inviting, you're asking me to dance. That's the inclusion piece . We want to capitalize on that. 
Just to  show you, just to show you how diversity  is, where included. We were actually asked to come.  
Someone really open the guidelines and we look forward to seeing those  that will be here tomorrow. Thank  you very much.  
JoAnn? Let's move to item 5.  
 Good morning, Joanne Magley community information  director.  Before we get to the  community events, I want to mention  a few other announcements that were  just recently confirmed in the past  couple of days . As you well know, the Volusia  County Daytona Beach administration  building at 250 B Street is closed caused by Hurricane Irma. Today  we're announcing two to temporary  locations that were housed  there. The first is for the 
     property appraiser they've opened  a branch of the Florida Department  of Health on Holcomb Drive in Daytona  Beach. The location will only service  homestead and exemption applications.  I'd like to introduce Larry Bartlett who would like to  talk more about this temporary location.  >> Good morning . I'm glad to be here and  be in a new location. Our  folks at 250 Northeast were temporarily  harvest -- housed here in the land. Some of them  are still here. Our District 2 folks  are still here on the second floor.  They have a good place to work and  are being well looked  after. I  like the fact we have a location  now at the building because we like to service  our taxpayers on the east side. And our district 3 is located in the old 
     [Indiscernible] building. So is  good to have your own place. These  places are temporary and we understand  that. Talking to the folks in the  county, they say they're going to  build out that building and that's  a great location. We've would very much like to be  there and we look forward to doing  that. That will be a while. So we will do the People's work  in the locations that I've described  until that time. We are looking  forward to a new building on Beach  Street if in fact that  comes to pass. In the meantime,  we will keep our fingers crossed and we will do what we need to  do and help folks on the Eastside  and the locations I mentioned. The old building, 250 North Beach , I don't know what the plan is  for that, but that is  an old building. We at the property appraiser's  office are looking forward to our  new building. Does anybody have  any questions?  
The new building can't come soon  enough for me. 
Thank you very much.  
 Okay. In addition a temporary  tag and title branch will open in the  ocean center in Daytona Beach starting  Monday, October 23.  Customers can park in the south  lot and entered the building using  the entrance on Auditorium Boulevard  which is across from the Peabody. There won't be any charge for parking. You can renew vehicle registrations online. We have a  full list of services an alternative  locations and that will list out  all of the different services that  were displaced from 250 Beach Street.

There is signage up.  
Okay. >> And now on to the event updates.  For October, on October 24 and 26 there  will be two public meetings regarding  service improvements slated to be implemented between  February and June and 2018. 
     Those services include the addition  of holiday service for Thanksgiving  day, New Year's Day, Christmas Day. 
     And the addition of a new route  to serve the state road 44 corridor  from Beachside to Walmart.  The first meeting will take place  from 4:30 to 6:30 on October 24 at the Boatright  administration office in South Daytona . The second will take place from  5:00 to 7:00 October 26 at the [Indiscernible]. This information  is online for people who need to  go back and get more. November 4  will be bird fast at the Volusia  County Marine science center. This  is the 13th annual bird fast it will be 10 AM  to 3 PM and it includes an up close  look at birds of prey and people  can get tours in that  sanctuary provides treatment for  injured and sick birds. That's November 4. November 11  and 12 we will be holding public  tours of the lady Philomena at the  marina and [Indiscernible]. As you recall, it's a 150 foot  steel vessel donated to the County by the U.S.  customs and border service. During  the towards people  can go up onto the boat and walk  around. We will have tour guides  to point out things and we will  have staff from various divisions to talk about the counties system.  It's an educational event. And then  later that ship in the tug Everglades  which we also acquired, those will  be at the county's permitted artificial number 12 which is  nine miles offshore in about 80  feet of water.  
Were going to try and see if  the Everglades can be with the Philomena when you walk on those ships. You will also be able to sign your  name. It is our intent to  put a plaque on the ship that represents  all of the city and County. You  will get to dedicate that. We are  anticipating trying to have a ship available  that's big enough to hold the Council  and other members and open to the  public on the day that we go out  and sink the ship . You can watch them sink. We're  going to try to do it at a time when it will be available  so people can take their own private  vehicles out. It's a pretty exciting and we will have people talking  about on artificial reef system and how  they seized the boat for drugs.  We anticipate a lot of school kids  coming.  >> May I have the Dramamine concession  on that?  
Were going out on the SS minnow. 
You're talking about a Navy person wanting Dramamine. 
True . This is true. >> I never got seasick .  
We will make sure you have Dramamine. The only thing you have to worry is if you're still on those vessels on  the 19th. You don't want to be on them on the day we sink them.  >> It's customary for the captain  to go down with the ship.  
I think that is where the chair  designates someone to go down with  the ship. Tank you, JoAnn for  that update.  
Ms. Denys,  are you still with us ? I want to  make sure the connection is still  good. Okay. Were moving into part of the public  hearing and I want to make sure  you're still connect to it. Sometimes  technology. We will move to  item 6.  
Good morning. Jerry Brinton County engineer.  Before you today is a petition by the city of Port  Orange to vacate antiquated  lots within a platted area and a section of a platted 30 [Indiscernible] right-of-way. As  you may be aware, the city and the county jointly  owned 410 acres of land north of  Pioneer Trail. 
     In 2006 and amended in 2016, the  city and County  agreed that a  portion of that property could be  used for a city gun range. And so at this time the city is  ready to move forward with developing  that gun range . In order to do so and comply with  regulations, those antiquated lots need to be vacated . As you can see on this exhibit, everything in red has all ready  been vacated. The smaller section in blue is  where the gun range would be. And sell  their requests as petitioners is  for the County Council to vacate  the lots and on that  eastern border is a 30 foot right-of-way  that's not needed.  That is in their requests to be  vacated as well.  If there are any questions that  members of the city, staffer here,  if you have any questions or if  you'd like to add any things .  
This is a public hearing. I have  Linda Johnson who is here to answer  any questions if needed. If  there were no questions, are there  any questions? 
I was going to go ahead and move to move.  
Motion made by Dr. Fred Lowry  and seconded  by Ms. Wheeler.   Any discussion? Ms. Denys, can  you still hear us? Any objection  to the motion?  The motion passes  unanimously. Thank you. Thank you Linda for being here  in case we had questions. Thank  you very much .  
We close a public hearing and  move on to item 7. 
Good morning,  Clay Irving. A request to make  an amendment to the adopted Volusia County comprehensive plan . Minimum densities required for  urban land. If you look at page 7-10 of your agenda packet there's a table there that identifies  this future land use category designated  as urban. These are areas that  are primarily along the north Peninsula. Some on the barrier  islands near De  Leon Springs in the city of Deland. 
     What we are observing is that we  have smaller parcels under five  acres which have development  around them. Because of our densities we cannot  maintain that pattern of development. What we are requesting  is you give us an administrative  waiver capability for these properties  under five acres so we can maintain  the land use pattern for the developed portion. This  is an amendment to the comprehensive  plan and it was presented to the  [Indiscernible] at the October 3  meeting. They recommended approval. In fact  the Council, the chairman identified that  he personally had difficulties with  these minimum densities in the past and made a recommendation  we do more than what is proposed  in front of you. Staff feels  if we can go forward with was presented  to you we can  see how it works and if we need  to tweak it in the future we will  be glad to do so. 
This is a public hearing. I have  no cards if anyone wishes to speak. 
 I was going to say that this is  one of those common sense things that the staff has been asked us  to bring forward. I think you have  a staff that can make good decisions  for everyone involved. They always  have the right to appeal to you  if they feel it's been misused.  I think it gives your staff the  opportunity to fix a lot of comments -- commonsense problems before  they come to you.  
Is there a motion quick  
I will make a motion to approve  the transmission -- transmittal  for the future land use elements to address in the urban areas . Any objection to  the motion quick  
Herring no objections the motion  passes unanimously we will now move  to item 8.  Once again, morning. This is another amendment to our intergovernmental coordination  element. This will allow for affected joint planning of the  various and allow for a smooth and  efficient annexation of areas . We entered into such an agreement  with the city of Oak Hill that was  approved on August 17 on August  17, 2017. This is a final step. It's acknowledging  we do have this agreement within  our local ordination office. It was at the October peel DRC  and there were no comments from  the public and they recommended approval.  If there's any questions, I'd be  glad to answer.  
This is a public hearing. I will  close the public hearing. Counsel?  
Is there a motion? >> 
     Motion to approve transmittal hearing  for the administrative amendment to the intergovernmental  coordination element of the comprehensive  plan to refer to the  interlocal service boundary agreement  with the city of Oak Hill. 
Motion made by Wheeler. Seconded  by Lowry. Any objection to the motion? The motion carried unanimously. We will now move to item 9 and  open the public hearing.  
Growth and resource management  director this is a request for  a 32 acre property located near  the city of New Smyrna Beach  located on the east side of I-95 of the Pioneer Trail. The subject property is currently  zoned a-to and this is a request  for rezoning . It's within the airport overlay. It does  have to abide by the recently adopted  standards for that. The critical element is that the  requested application for rezoning  is consistent with the rezoning  plan. It was presented at the October  3 meeting and no one spoke against the proposed rezoning.  It was unanimously recommended for approval. On pages  928 there is a location map that  shows the proximity of where this  property is. On page 929 is an aerial  that reflects the condition out  there on 9-30 is a zoning map and  in front of you right now on 9-17 is a conceptual plan they hope to do once this  rezoning is approved. The applicant  is available for any questions.  It's also available for any questions .  
I will move for  the approval of rezoning to the rural residential upper  protection overlay classification  of a 31.9 acre property  located at 3075 Turnbull  Bay Road New Smyrna Beach C-17-051. 
Seconded by Wheeler. Counsel, are you okay with  this resting? Any objections to the motion? Hearing  no objections -- did I hear something? Hearing  no objection the motion passes unanimously.  Thank you for your work on that. >> [Captioners transitioning]  >>
THINK YOU FOR THE WORK ON THAT. 

     Let's go to item and. The public hearing is now open. 

Thank you very much. In the implementation of the zoning  ornaments we have to review the  sections that we currently have. And  lists uses permitted by right and  those allowed a special exception. Before you today is that appeal to not  accept an application for special  exception. The subject property  was subject to a -- and exception for agricultural products. There was a warehouse  structure constructed. It is on  the property still. The owner was  approached and was asked if they could utilize that same structure for warehousing distribution of  groceries to smaller convenience  stores. That type of use is not  allowed either by right or by  special exception in the current  zoning. The zoning is  prime agricultural A1.  The staff thought that we could not accept  that because the special exception  would grant a variance to the use. We understand that there is some  confusion from the property owner  in why is it that  I can't use the warehouse that is  out here. The staff's understanding the concerns they have. If the  Council believes that the property  owner should be given the right  to at least try to get that use  reestablished, the staff would request  you uphold the determination that  the application is not appropriate. Please refer the property owner  to not set a precedent and  we can address the concerns that  are being raised in regards to making  sure the property owner has fair  and equitable use of the property  and building. If there are questions,  I would like to answer them.  

I would like to  asked Mr. Patterson to address this  if it is okay with Chris and Jim  and Fred. If he would speak first, Mr. Patterson ?  

 Thank you, Mr. chair. I've been  out to the site quite a bit. Jack Shuman was a very close friend  of by before he passed away. When  this came up, I have been concerned.  We have a piece of property that  the warehouse has about  $4500 in property taxes. They have  an opportunity to use that property. It  is a big place. It has air conditioning and a refrigerator  in there. It was used for ferns. Many of you know  that that industry has taken the  dump. This is -- I feel that because  this was a previous special exception, I consider this an unusual  and unique case. What  I would like to do is make a motion  to uphold the official interpretation and process  the application as a beef PUD and  use the current fees paid  and not charge additional fees.  That is my motion.  

That was seconded  by Fred Lowry, Jr.. The people that  wish to speak, do you still wish  to speak?  Are you okay with this? Are you  okay with the motion?  

Either come forward and speak , he has made a -- and -- a motion  to approve. That could be within the rights  of the used to do it that way.  

Jim, are  you okay? You need to speak? 

If you are okay  --  

Okay. I want  to explain a little bit about this. 

The motion is made and seconded .  

 Sometimes we talk too much and get  things talk out.  >> I retired -- 

Excuse me, Mr. chair .  

Let me clarify one thing. Because  this is an appeal of the interpretation , much like the next item, this should not be slated as a public  hearing. The Council has the authority to  hear from the applicant because  it is the applicant's appeal and  from staff. There is no opportunity  for additional testimony from  others. This is  an appeal under our code.  

I would like to give a little  bit of information.  

I believe you said you could  not do that right now.  

33 years and --  

Excuse me sir. Excuse me.  >> There will  be other problems with agricultural  buildings.  

Excuse me. You're going to need  to sit down. Thank you. I appreciate  that.  

The public hearing part should  have been stricken from the agenda. It was  not. I apologize for that being  on their as a public hearing.  

Mr. chair. That is not your fault.  That should not  have been listed that way. I should  have remembered  although a lot of things have happened  since last Wednesday. We have a  motion to uphold the appeal  as a different process. Are there  any questions of this?  

Any objection to the motion?  

I hear no objection. The  motion passes. 

Now we will move to -- 

This is Marcy Zimmerman. I want to make sure Deborah A. Denys  is  still there. I did not hear anything  from here.  

I am here. Donald Trump actually,  she is not --  

Actually,  she is not commenting unless there is an  applet -- application.  

We are denying the appeal  X  

Yes. We are asking the money  to continue would go toward applying  for a PUD process  which is allowable use in the  zoning where this was not allowed.  

Correct.  

Okay. Thank You now we will move to item number  11 dig.  

This is a public hearing.  

Yes it is.  

The director of growth and resource management. I apologize  for the confusion on that  last item. 

The subject product -- property was approved  in 1988 or 1989 for an adult congregant living facility. That is now known  as an assisted living facility.  It operated until 2007. At that  point, because they did not continue  the use, it was basically discontinued  and prohibited after one year. After 2008 anyone who wanted to reestablished that would  have to go through special exception  processes. The applicant has purchased the  property at his wanting to develop  it again for assisted -- and assisted  Lilith that's living facility. -- Assisted living facility. The  zoning of the property is noted  there. There is a survey of the  existing conditions on page 11  -- 13. -- 11-13. There were comments from  an adjacent property about concerns  not necessarily with the use as  proposed. The current applicant  is identifying the targeted population of retired  military veterans. The adjacent  property owner was concerned that  the population that could occupy  the assisted living facility may  not be military veterans and could  be anything from rehab , etc. The Place DRC  also voiced similar concerns. We are preempted by the date law  to identify specific  populations that can or cannot go  into ALS in group homes. It is all  or nothing in this particular situation. We  do not have the right as a local  government to limit who can or cannot  come into these facilities. That  being the case, there was a discussion as to what could not  be done. Ultimately it was recommended  for approval  with commission member Mills objecting. In front of you we have the criteria established for the review of special  exceptions. They have met back interior. Staff has recommended approval.  If there are any questions, I will  be glad to answer.  

I have no cards so I will close  the public hearing portion. Counsel?  

Mr. Patterson ? 

I will make  the motion for the special exception 

     for the resource  corridor property located at 579  Johnson like Road in de Leon  Springs.  

Seconded by Mr. Lowery . Any questions or discussion?  

Any objection to  the motion?  

Just to confirm, Deborah A. Denys you are there  and not objecting?  

 Correct.  

I'm trying to get this straight.  The motion passes  unanimously. Let's move to item number 12 dig.  

Good morning. I am the director  of planning and development services . This is a request for a  rehearing of case PUD  -- 17 -- 002. It is a rezoning request of 2.4  acres from  the rural agriculture estate this  with denied in the 2017  council meeting. The  applicant and his attorney have  submitted reasons for the rehearing on pages 12-five  and Six in your agenda in --  agenda and pages 12-4. If they agree to a rehearing  this would be set . I would suggest November 16 for  that date and a time as determined. 

Again, this is  an appeal. This is not a public  hearing counselor, is that correct?  

That is correct. You can hear  from the applicant  whose is the appellant.  

That's right. This is a  quasi-judicial proceeding  one in action that has already been  taken.  I guess, counselor , I know I saw  you earlier --  

 Good morning Mr. chair and members  of the Council. I am  here on behalf of Robert  Grossman, the applicant. He is present  along with the project and -- engineer in the project. 

 As you may know, back in August,  you heard presentation of a PUD plan . I think exclusively all the comments  related to a gas station component , which was an  allowable use within that plan . Expressed concerns about that and the applicant was  never asked whether or not they  might be willing to reduce or remove that element from its plan.  It was sort of an all or nothing , so to speak.  We are very much concerned  about that. Frequently  you allow people to either make  changes that you might feel are  necessary or send it back to  Place DRC. In the course of that  proceeding , after the comment period  had been closed to the public and  the applicant, there were statements  that were made that  indicated there had been no  public hearing, community  hearing which I think is prejudicial to the applicant. It  makes it look like we are trying  to pull a fast one.  Nothing could be further from the  truth. There was in fact a community  hearing that was held at the food  store right in the community on  November 10 2015. Notices were sent out to the  adjoining landowners. It was posted and there were people  in attendance. This is the difficult  part. I am trying to rebut something  that I was not allowed to rebut  at the hearing. I don't know if  it is appropriate because  that is essentially one of our arguments.  We never got a chance to say that  in fact that did occur. That is  a concern.  

The other thing as well is that with respect to this, it sort  of reflects the fact that it was  started a while back . Originally the county had floated  the idea of the  food store being rezoned. That would resolve issues. There  are a host of issues that involve  the applicant's property and adjoining  properties in the  course of this proceeding, we are  doing a cleanup of  the area. Among these are trying to upgrade the feed  store and to provide , bring  the area into conformance. It goes  back forever. That feed store  is grandfathers. Regardless of what  happens, the feed store can continue  because it is a grandfathered use.  We would like to remove that and  put a better feed store there . Something  that meets current standards. Right  now the feed store is right on the  property boundary. We would move  it there and closer to the other road. We also discovered  that the neighbors who to live --  who lived to the west of us, their  stormwater system falls on my  clients property. There is an easement. There ditch empties out into an area that is  not part of their easement we were  trying to grab that --  correct that and resolve things  for them. >> We were  going to bring this up  to snuff as far as retention and landscaping and buffers.  Finally the neighbors  had complained about driveway locations. We were going to move all the driveway  locations. So  -- in addition, except for ,  the county staff had approved the  gas station use . They had recommended approval.  Other uses were things that related  even more to overall area like a  hardware store to get hinges and bolts, small stuff that dealt with  issues with filled -- food store as to what is hardware  and what is agriculture. Finally, -- from those standpoints we never  really got a chance to get into  what was behind doing all of this. Again, we heard the comments that were made relative  to the feed store and we talked  with the county staff and we have  already supplied them with a new  plan that gets rid of the gas station , fuel pumps and all of  those types of things. It takes  it back down to essentially the  feed store type rezoning with  the uses that will be much more  in line with what we think is appropriate  and what county staff felt was appropriate. This is been going on for two years. There was initially a rezoning .  The applicant has hired an engineering  company that is well known  in this area and knowledgeable about  things. We had a planner who had  worked for the government and was  familiar with the types of things  that come into play when you are  doing something of this nature.  We worked, I can't tell me  you how many iteration -- I can't tell you how many iterations  of the plan came out  between us and  the county. We went in  front of Place  RDC. We would like to have an opportunity  to resolve these issues. If there's  something you don't like, we could  work cooperatively to bring  that area into compliance with codes.  

I'm going to ask you  to's to the point. The point is  that you are appealing the decision , not future use. That is what we will be addressing,  whether or not we will grant --  grant the appeal of the denial to go forward to discuss anything  else. If you could keep your remarks  in that vein.  

What would happen , if it is approved, what would  happen would be separate and apart from what we  are discussing right now is my understanding.  Donald Trump to some extent it is  and to some extent no. What I am  trying to say is that we had put  together a big plan to solve  a lot of different problems. All  of the negativity focus was on the  gas station. In that of trying to  address the  resolution of all of those other  issues, it was focused on the gas  station. If the gas station is not  part of it, then we have the ability  to deal with all those issues. As  I also said, I feel , from the standpoint  of the statements that were made  relative to the  lack of a community hearing , it is provided for by the code. Did  occur. This was prejudicial to the applicant and warns going back and trying  to revisit that. We don't know where  that came from. It is not part of  the record of this proceeding. Being  a qualified judicial proceeding we should be able to  go back and say this is where this  statement came from. It is a prejudicial item. It should  not be there as a matter of the  final decision process if it is  not part of the record. That is  the legal portion.  

I'm not speaking forward but  you -- for you but you feel the denial was based  on the service station component  of the project?  

That is right.  

You are asking for a rehearing  of the PUD which may or may not include a service station. Is that  correct X  

That doesn't  really matter, does it?  

That was what we discussed in  our pre-agenda. It it -- 

We could rehear the case. Yes sir.  

You are correct .  

I am just saying that we would  be foolish to bring that.  

You can say that.  

Ms. Wheeler?  

Thank You Mr. chair. I can assure  you that I did not make my decision on not hearing that there was a  public hearing. That one passed  right over me. My decision was totally  on the fact that  it was not consistent to the local plan. That is my concern  still today. 

Doctor Lowery?  

I want to refresh my memory.  Was that recommended for of provable by the staff and Place  RDC?  

 I just wanted to refresh.  

Thank You.  >> I am not trying to cut you off. I think you were getting close  to where we could discuss this. 

Our  interest is primarily, we are put  a lot of time and effort into this. We are trying to formulate something  so that either we come up  with something that is acceptable  to the Council. The issues that  are out there that have given  this feed store are not resolved by the action. The  feed store continues as a  use. It is grandfathered. It continues  in the clothes -- location it is that. From that  standpoint, we were directed to  do a rezoning . Maybe there are parts of it that  you don't like, the only opportunity we get to basically hear from the  Council and a whole is at a hearing.  We would like at least the opportunity to understand what it is that you  feel is appropriate and then to , if necessary we can go  back to Place RDC.   We can't  be told sorry, we guessed wrong. 

We thought we guessed right getting  those recommendations.  >> My concerns are the fact of the gas station and the amount  of traffic in the  plan.  If I am hearing correctly, are you  saying that if we would agree to rehear this,  would that be included ? 

What I can say is that we would  be foolish to include the gas station. I think  councils that I can't talk about  what would be there but --  

I don't want to revisit that.  

We don't either. 

I just want to make -- have that on the table as to whether  or not we will revisit that. You have  something in  addition to say that we did not  hear at that first hearing, then  I would be willing to revisit that. That is all I  wanted to say.  

Any other questions or comments?  

You answer the question. What we are being asked to do is  have a rehearing to have this as  a business planned unit development. Whether or not we would  be willing to do that and whether  they would want to proposed to us  and then have to go back through  PD -- I always get  that when mixed up.  

It would come back to you. You  could review the uses. What the  applicant is trying to say is that they did not have an opportunity to withdraw any of those uses. 

The remaining uses may have been  more palatable and not  caused some of the concerns.  

The rezoning would grant the  right to have different  uses that a gas station , for example.  

That is correct.  

Wouldn't it be kind of  wise for us to put them back to  the Place DRC process , is  that them  -- asking them to do an unnecessary  step?  

It was cancel that found  it inconsistent.  The applicant's request is that  you consider whether or not [ Inaudible ]  

They will approve it .  >> Ms. Denny's, I know you  spoke on this previously. Do you have any questions  at this time?  >> Hello?  

Is she still there?  

 Were checking in with you Deborah  A. Denys.   Maybe she took a Dramamine.  

Maybe she has  no questions.  

With that, what is your pleasure ? It is either to rehear  or not rehear.  

That is the question.  

I will make a  motion that we allow a rehearing.  

The motion is made  by second by Pat  Patterson   any objections?  

 Negative. >> Objected by post?  

Yes.  

That was  missed post.  

The motion passes .  

Do you have an objection?  

I just asked  if there were any objections and  then you can say something.  

I recommend a role.  

Mr. chair?  

If there is an objection you need to have a role .  

Mr. chair?  

Please. I was trying to weigh in. I don't  know what happened. Can you hear  me now X  

I was asking you.  

I know. We were not connecting. What is missing in this dialogue  yet again is the reference to the [ Inaudible ]  rural village plan. That was the  reason and is still my reason for not supporting  this. If it  is going to be just a feed store we don't need that.  If you read the application on page 12-2 it says to allow complementary uses. As  you know, if we change this, we cannot nor  should we be able to discriminate with what can and cannot go there.  We would basically be agreeing to  a blank check on this property and the  rural village plan.  I support something that will cleanup  back Warner and leave the feed store originally. My decision and my vote was clearly based on  the mocha forms rural  village land. That, yet again is not in the discussion. I also believe, don't you  have to be on the presiding vote  to vote to bring it back?  

I asked  that question. They said because it is an -- a request from the applicant, you are  correct. Of I tried to bring it,  I could not.  >> Deborah A. Denys  there is a provision in the code  that any adversely  affected party  can ask for a hearing. Having received  a negative result they can ask for  a rehearing.  

Okay. After reading all this  and very generally  reading the letter to counsel from the attorney, I am not changing  my position at this time. I will  tell you when I voted, I don't believe  we failed in the purpose stated in the letter. I  don't believe there was a rush to  denial and I was not distracted  by public participation that had no weight  on my vote. It had everything to  do, and still does with the local village plan. Because of  that, I am going to vote to deny.  

If I may interject. 

Let me finish . Ms. Denny's, that was why  I was trying to find you. I knew  your position. I was trying to find  you. I'm glad that you were able  to weigh in on this. 

I understand.  

We have already had a motion  and a second  

Mr. chair, we feel that there  is a --  the complementary uses for this property is in your  standard development agreement.  They are listed in item D 2. That was  the intent. Use would be  one of those uses . That is part of the development  agreement.  

What we are asking  and what we have been asking is  to go from our a  to B  PUD. Right now it is the  use of a service station or  convenience store or anything like  that. That is not permitted in the R  A zoning.  >> Is that right?  

I can't comment on that .  

That's right. You get.  

The R, A 

     does not currently allow any commercial  use such as this. It does not allow  any commercial use that has been proposed in the PUD. The applicant  is correct and the current feed  store is a legal,  nonconforming use. Beyond that anything else has to have rezoning.  

Right. That is what I was trying  to clarify. Currently, we are only  being asked to  change the zoning classification  from RA  to rehear the chance to  do that, not that we will change  it. We could ask to be reheard and  still deny the change of that. Right  now we are just being asked, do  we want to have a rehearing to hear  the application to change from RA to BPUD.  

This is a major disconnect  between  staff at PLR UD  and this counsel. You are  now trying to determine what is  appropriate . We would like to have a form so  that we get some direction so that  we can resolve some of these things  with respect to the feed store.  

As that as it may be, we are like the Supreme Court.  The decision has to be made with  counsel. If it passed on the PDL RC  and 100%. The  decision finally  is the councils determination of  what they think is appropriate for the entire community .  That is a reality. That is where  we are.  

Sometimes courts do --  

We are the Supreme Court. You  can't appeal us.  

Are client  is not a developer. He is been trying  to get to you to find out what he  was told along the way to  get to you is not correct. If it  goes back to PDLRC  we have an opportunity to refashion  something that can come back to  you and meet with your approval.  There are issues involving the feed  store that the code enforcement  board said you specifically need  a rezoning to accomplish. That is what we are looking for.  We don't want to waste all the time we spent getting here only to be  told that everybody along the way  did not know the rules.  >> The rules  were that you could apply but  that does not guarantee that it  will be approved.  

 Having been told that we were recommended  by all those lower entities, we  would like the opportunity to be  able to go back and refashion something  and come back before you  to meet with  your approval.  >> A big this requires four votes.  If you can convince four people  to have the rehearing, then it would  be granted. If the counsel  -- come back here?  

To approve the reclassification. That is all  we are talking about. At that time,  whatever you want to be  redone or revisited would be  approved or rejected. You  would not want to submit eight  12 pump gas station.  

I am getting a Q . Just to be clear, a second doesn't mean I necessarily  support that motion. I more clarification. I think some of  the other facts that have come out  here. You are saying  that all we can do here is just  rehear what happened. We can send  it back to PDLRC ?  

You can. The question is whether we think  that would be helpful. The applicant  thinks it would be helpful.  The reason that I answer  that way was because it was a 61 approval with the gas station.  I, if  the PDLRC had   already thought it was consist . I  didn't think removing the gas station  would change the decision one way  or another. If counsel believes  you should send it back, you may  do that. 

You have enunciated your opinions  as to why you feel  the problems,  the comprehensive plan  that Place   DRC didn't. You give them direction  as to their review of this matter ?  

I think we have had  an expression of 2  or 3 not to go forward , counting from here.  The four remaining that have not  said yay or nay because the  second or could be seconding for the hearing part of it. At this time,  I think we should call the vote. 

     Call the voice vote please. This is for  a rehearing.  

Deborah  A. Denys?  No.  >> 

     Fred Lowry, Jr.  yes. Fred Lowry, Jr.  no.  Billie Wheeler no.  

 Joyce Cusack  ? No.  

The motion has failed .  >> Thank You. 

At this time, we are going to take a lunch break . We will be back at 1 PM. Is that correct?  

We're going to lunch.  We are doing the  union discussions and we will be  back at 1 PM.  

We will do some  of these other items later on?

I heard that, Fred. [ Laughter  ] >>> I think we are ready to start.  We will reconvene the October 19 County Council meeting. This is  item 13. It is a public hearing. Mr. Irving.  

Can we  confirm Ms. Denise is on the firm.  

If so,  say yes.  

There she is.  

Good afternoon, Clay Ervin, 

     44 -- for a 4.1 acre property located  at the southeast corner of 44th. The original PDE was for 5000 square-foot medical office and 5000 square-foot  [ Indiscernible ].  This is approved  back in 2008 after extenuating time of public hearings  and discussions between the property  owner and adjacent neighbors. We  came up with a compromise PUD so  that that would property could be developed for  commercial uses. The subject property  has a land use of urban low intensity and  that allows for a variety of both  commercial and residential zoning. The previous application was for  a PUD, there is an opportunity rezone the property. The reason I  bring it up is that it is a zoning  allowed basically presumed to be  compatible for the plan.  In going through this process, the  applicant has provided us with plans that indicate the site plan and elevation of the building plus  detailed analysis, wildlife, etc.,  they are incorporated in the [ Indiscernible ] For and were  part of the review that the staff  undertook with the application.  In going through this, staff has  analyzed whether or not it is compliant  with the criteria that you have  listed on pages 13-27 through 1335 of your stack. I have to let you know that on  pages 13 152, 153, 154, the location  aerial and zoning maps, the reason  why bring this up is that if we  put them on the overhead, it will  interfere with the conversation.  Unless you want to see this, we  have them available. We also have  the site plan elevation 

     on pages 13-54, 13-55, and 13-56. Steph made a recommendation to  peeled the RC at the October 3 2017  meeting to recommend denial of the  proposed recommend that. The reason  why is that the can prove that proposed  convenience stores meet the 5000  ft.² requirement in the plan. I want  to make sure that I'm very clear,  it is in the comprehensive plan  so from staff's position, we cannot  deviate from that.  In order to get a building over  5000 ft.², it would have to  process a cost plan amendment in  order to allow that on site. We  convey this, we conveyed to the  property owner and the applicant that a 5000 ft.² was not allowed  and gave them the opportunity  and they chose to reduce the size  if they could prior to the October  3 meeting. They decided to go forward  this as originally presented. I  do also have to clarify in  the conversation starts in a minute, that  are shown on 3-263 of the staff  report, that there is question if  the staff has -- if the building was 4999 ft.² or under the  5000 ft.² requirement, with  the staff recommendation be approval.  The answer would be yes.  Based on the criteria for what we  perceived as documentation, we could  recommend approval at that time. 

     Given that the building was 5500  ft.² instead of 5000 ft.²,  we could not. Therefore, you have a PLD RC recommendation  of denial. For Chairman Severino  and member Bender voting against  the recommendation. The applicant  is here and has detailed presentation . As you can see are members of  the public who want to speak. I  will be glad to answer any questions  you have after the presentation.  >> Good afternoon, Mr. Chairman, members  of the Council. I am Tom Sullivan  with the Gray Robinson law form  in Orlando. On behalf  of racetrack, I have some folks here with me  this afternoon, Tom Hardy, director  of engineering of racetrack for  Florida. In our civil engineer and  Mahatma Abella, the [ Indiscernible  ].  I want to start off to  say that we have enjoyed working  with the staff and we've been working  on this project for several months  now. As a lot of you have heard, and I think it is fair to say that  we've come up with as close as you  can to get in the recommendation  [ Indiscernible ].  At the recommendation  regarding the size of the store  which we will talk about. , I want to say up front that there  are a number of folks here from  [ Indiscernible ]   And I want to say as I said at the  PLD RC of that we appreciated them  accommodating the request to meet  earlier this summer. And  to exchange some ideas and had to agree to disagree but  I appreciate the dialogue with them.  It certainly want to say that on  the record. With that in mind, Mr.  Chairman, we repaired  a PowerPoint presentation that addresses  the main concern that we have heard  through the process which is traffic.  As everyone knows. The PowerPoint  is larger than life and we will  address that. If I could, yes  ma'am -- thanks. While we're waiting  for that to come up, I will  walk through the traffic -- there  some information up front as to  why we think the request make sense  in general. The first slide, I will  quickly move through these and I  know we have a time limit  to adhere to. The first slide tells  you little bit about racetrack as  a company. I would guess that you have seen  a number of their newer generation  stores, primarily in the Deltona  and Daytona area, the last two years.  This would be the first store in  the unincorporated area. Racetrack  employs about 180 employees countywide. This would put the number over  200 with the store.  This slide shows you little bit  more information about racetrack  growth over the last few years.  You can start to see on how the  newer stores look. This slide shows you the 13  existing stores, there are three  more that are planned in the county. The next slide shows you a little  bit more about what the  newest generation of stores look  like on the inside and on the outside. You can see --  and this is relevant, there's a lot of new product offerings  that are provided in the newer stores.  There's RaceTrac frozen yogurt brand,  and some freshly made things. Products that are associated with the  newer stores. They  would be excited to bring to the  location. I should mention there's  an outdoor seating area and you  can see the Southwest image there. This was actually the prior version  of the presentation. We can work  with this. Okay -- we can roll with the punches. There we go. That is perfect. This is an  artist rendering of the canopy and  the store that we would like to  do at this location. With the councils support. We agreed  not to do the traditional red canopy  with the white stripe that you specifically  see with racetracks  color. We  are proud of the way this looks  and we think it is attractive. We  think it compares favorably to our  competitors and we want to highlight  that for you as to what this would  look like. The next slide shows  you an aerial where the proposal is here at the southeast corner  of Kepler and 44. There's the existing  Circle K and you can see the Northwest  corner.  Here's a copy of the site plan,  I know this is in your packet. The  project is oriented directly to  44th with access from both 44 and  Kepler. The next slide addresses  the size of the store. I will change a little bit what  I was going to say in this regard  because to be candid, it wasn't really clear, Mr. urban  made it perfectly clear, but it  wasn't clear to us that the size  of the store was required a council amendment, to go over 5000.  We were under the oppression that  they could be accommodated. Partly  because the existing was  for 10,000 ft.². We thought they were reducing it by  4500 and that should be allowed.  We understand that -- I  need to keep it simple. I exactly  understand what his point was. The  change -- we think -- having  said that, we  would accept the 5000 ft.²  as part of this. I don't need to  go into their reasons why we could accept this,  but I see the procedural reasons  why the Council can only approve  5000. That would have your staff  support. With that said, Mr. Chairman,  I want to ask for a traffic consultant,  idolater,. I think that is  the meat and potatoes. Muhamed -- 

Good afternoon. Chairman and commissioners. Muhamed  Abella, traffic consultant.  3101 McGuire Boulevard Orlando Florida. As mentioned,  we did traffic work and  traffic analysis for this application and we delved deeper then what  is usual for this level  of application. Understandably because  of the concerns in the area.  We basically went out and look at  the intersection and looked at the  operation and try to see exactly  what is happening. We know there  have been some best efforts on trying to get some improvements  at the intersection. Nothing shocking  here. Obviously, the roads  are 44 -- 44 is nearing capacity and Kepler -- 44 is at capacity and Kepler  is nearing capacity. Part of the  problem is the geometry of the intersection are really set up to handle the  level of traffic that is there today.  We will get into a little bit of  that. Before we go there, we heard  quite a bit about the experience  of the residents with safety and  crashes. We understand there's quite  a bit going on on 44 itself, it  is a two loan dashed to  Lane Railroad going east and west. From the intersection. We look at the profile for the  latest publicly available data and  it is really very difficult of what  you would find it any signalized  section. A lot of crashes. It is really dangerous crashes  are there at that intersection.  They may be happening further down  on the curve but that is a different  item. As far as  traffic like I said, 44 is really the northern entrance  into the city. It is connecting  I-4 to the city and we have to understand that  there's quite a bit of traffic on  it to Lane Road. Zeroing in and going into the intersection,  and what is going on. We did traffic counts on multiple  occasions to make sure that the  counts are correct. Then we adjusted  using the factors to make sure we  are looking at deep season and volume. What we find -- the flow pattern in  this area -- the major  flow is east-west , again very intuitive. There is  a heavy flow to the north, going  on Kepler northward to the  employment centers to the north. And then back. Obviously on Kepler there is traffic heading [ Indiscernible ] For those of  the competing movements  that are  trying to jockey for time at the  signal. What you get out  of this is because of the  way the intersection is laid out,  you get very long queues  in the direction.  We said okay, what does that mean as far as driver experience. We  went out and did what we call travel  time study. We take a vehicle that  is telemetric and has all the equipment and we drive back and forth on the corridor during rush hour.  To see how long it takes to get  from a to B. Running from I-4 into  DeLand, and back, essentially what  happens in the rush-hour, it is  doubling the trip time. Where if there is nothing in your  way, that was be a six minute drive  with all the traffic and the signals  and the stopping. It is a 12 minute  drive. That happens  in the morning in one direction  and in the evening in the other  direction. It is pretty telling.  The cueing as I mentioned, is coming  around the curve and what we  have observed heading toward the  land -- the land . In front of Lake  when I. That is not the way  you wanted to be. We started to get into why does  it happen. What is causing this. Especially in that westbound direction, if  you look at the approach, there's  a very short right turn lane. And  a lot of that traffic that is waiting in the line, is  trying to go north on Kepler. They  can't get to the signal , so they  are stuck waiting behind everyone  waiting to go through. We built the model to see how we  can best replicate that. And fix  that. This shows you basically a  model of what is going on today. You can see , I will zoom in, all those cars that are in white are going through,  all the yellow are trying to turn  right. You can see them. They are  stuck behind the white bunch. Just  to get to their lane. Every time  the light goes red, they end up queuing back and back  and back. We thought a pretty straightforward simple  way to fix this, this is at the global solution,  but what could fix this is make  the right turn lane and push it  all the way back as far as we can  go without interfering with other  access points. Hear what you see is a  plan to take the existing right  turn lane, which is currently about 212 feet and push it back to about  1000 feet. We are creating essentially a much longer area that cars can -- and other cars that are trying  to go north and get behind them  and get to the intersection. So  they are not stuck waiting. What  happens when we do that, we basically  reran the same scenario with the  additional lane and what ends up happening is now  you can save all the cars that are  going through our stacking in their  own lane and the right turners can  get behind them and get to the light  and make a right. You're taking  about a third of the traffic on  the road and getting it out of the  way. It doesn't have to queue all  the way back. If you look at the  response, now that those people  can go, the line of cars that was otherwise going all the  way back to [ Indiscernible  ] Is now handled pretty much at  the signal.   You can see that long stack of white  cars and the yellow cars are getting  behind them and turning. This is  the same scenario on the other simulation. In fact,  we added the project from  the second one. This was handling  the additional [ Indiscernible ].  Another factor we think in having  this convenience market as opposed  to the other uses that were proposed, this is a convenience smoke market  that tend to be convenient dashed if it is not convenient,  you're not going to go there. As  opposed to a medical office , where if I had an appointment  8:00 in the morning, I'm going to  Kepler and 44th to go to my appointment. With this type of use, it really  captures about three quarters of  the traffic from the existing traffic  that is there on the road. In fact, in this case, that would be even higher cause I will not go out of my way  to go to 44th and Kepler knowing  the situation there just to get  gas. I can get gas other places.  If I'm not already there. In the  morning and in the afternoon. Again, the convenience versus  the destination use makes a big difference in how  much traffic you end up driving  to that intersection. We think the  convenience use would have a much  smaller impact on the operation  there. I'd be happy to  answer any questions. [ Silence ]  

We have a minute to  spare. That is all we had for you. We would like the opportunity to  respond.  

Absolutely. 

This is a public hearing.  We have the staff report  and now we will go to public participation.  We have about 15 that have signed up to speak. You  will be given three minutes to state  your comments. And the first --  

Mr. chair -- Mr. chair can you verify with Ms.  Dennis that she was able to hear  and see the presentation?  

Did you hear that, dad? -- Deb? 

I have  all the emails.  

The PowerPoint presentation 

     that was sent to you earlier, were  you able to go through the PowerPoint  presentation?  

Yes yes. Yes I have all the email  attachments and the pictures. They  have been opened and read.  

Before we get to the rest of  the Council, this is a quasi judicial hearing  and each of us will state any communication  that we have had. When we do that,  before we go to counsel, not at  this point. If you would come and 

     state your opinion. If you could  move through this quickly, because  otherwise you'll be sitting there  for about an hour. The  faster you can get up here and share  your thoughts, we want you to hear  he -- hear everyone, but we want to  move this as quickly as possible.  If there's something you agree with,  it would be kind of you to say I  agree with the previous speaker  instead of continually repeating  the same thing. You are entitled  to your opinion. If you  could, the first speaker is Keith  Alan followed by Tom --  Tom Hendry.  He will be second. Then I will have  to get someone to do the names.  Keith.  >> State your name and address for  the record.  

I am Keith Allen I live at 1990  second Avenue, Deland and as most  of you know, Mr. Patterson knows  and I think Mrs. Dennis, where I live is Daytona park Estates.  Which is somewhat to the north and  east of that intersection.  It is an intersection that I would  probably almost everybody in Daytona  park Estates heavily relies on just  for normal traffic. I remember one  case in which I was on US 92 going  from Deland to my home and Daytona  park Estates and  there was a car wreck and I had to be diverted. At that  point I had to use the intersection.  That was fairly late at night but  it was still very crowded. That intersection is horrendously  crowded and that's how it is now. If  a new store, especially  of the type that RaceTrac is, with  the food items and other items that  people might need, 24 hours a day,  and especially the gas pump, something  like that added there  on top of what we had now, a couple  of new lanes or something, that  will not change it for the better,  it will be absolutely horrendous and I think those of those in Daytona  park Estates want more from  the area. My wife and I, we are  appalled at the thought that this  could come in there. It is so difficult  to get through their and not just  at rush hour. Thank you very much  for your consideration.  

Thank you.  I have help in reading the next  speaker.  

The next speaker is Tom Henry or Henry? >> Tom, I believe your with the project  manager?  >> Astrid  to Perry. >> Hello, everybody. 

     My name is Astrid the Perry, I live  at 113 Lakewood in Deland. I'm here  today is the attorney for the [  Indiscernible ].   I have been a resident of this area  for -- since 1989 and I believe  a live about 1/4 mile from this  property. First and for me, I want  to thank you all for your time and  attention today. You do good work and I appreciate it and honestly. I will try to keep  opening remarks brief because I  know there are many P speakers.  They will be presenting a lot of  information. Plain and simple, we  believe that this proposal is not  compatible with the comprehensive  plan and is inconsistent with the  neighborhood. By any fair measure,  what is being presented to you in a form of highway commercial  use, is not a neighborhood convenience  store. It is not intended to benefit  my neighborhood. It is intended  to benefit the traveling public, if they told you they rely on classified traffic and that's why  they are here. If you had time to  read some of my emails about the  history of the zoning, I can skip  over that. I will jump to what was  approved and that was the BPC for  a bank in a medical office building that was very narrowly approved.  I am very -- on very strict conditions. If  you look at the old package, you  will see that there were architect  designs -- architect design buildings that  look like houses, probably the nicest  houses in the neighborhood. Maybe  with your parking lots. They were  lushly landscaped and they would  be operating during normal business hours. They  would not be open 24 seven, they  would not be catering to the traffic. At the time we did not like this but we said okay, we can live with  this as a transitional use. We are not going to challenge this  in court, we are willing to accept  this deal. That's what we thought  we had. We thought we had a deal.  We thought this was  a good compromise measure for transitional  use. And what we saw is what  we would get. We were going to have  a deal. What has  changed in the intervening time. What has changed in our neighborhood. Is the traffic better, no? It is  much worse. Has the neighborhood  change? No, it is exactly the same. Has the comprehensive plans change? There have been no changes to the  comprehensive plan that would make  this any different. Our RaceTrac  looking like houses and acting like houses?  And more consisting that's consistent  with residential use? No,  it is  commercial use. The city has tamped  down on the wisdom of this proposal,  every time it is come before the  county, they passed down on this.  Most recently, I think you have  all gotten a letter from Mayor Robert Abner and I don't need to read that for  you at this time. Why are we here  today? Simply, because this -- Fifth Third Bank, do I get time as an attorney?  

Your time is over. 

I would like to introduce Billy  Gonzales.  

I think  she will call the next speaker.  

Ms. Gonzales is back --  is up.  >> Good morning -- good  afternoon. My name is Tony Gonzales. We have been propertyless as 2625  east New York Avenue otherwise known  as [ Indiscernible ] For 22 years.  I'm the president of the  Association which was established in 1955 with  approximately [ Indiscernible ].  We have  a petition with hundreds of signatures  opposing this development. Signatures. The families from Lake Avenue area and Daytona  park Estates and the  [ Indiscernible ], Please stand.  Thank you all for supporting your  neighborhood. All of us who live on New York  Avenue try to pull out of our  driveway, picking up mail, taking  out the trash, cars and cars pulling trailers speed  past us with no regard. We dare  not turn our back to the road or  take our eyes off traffic. We personally  have been regarded -- rear-ended  in our driveway two times. My husband was in a red drink  -- Jeep and with  his blinker on and he was still  hit. The guy had his cruise control set at 55 and never hit his brakes.  [ Indiscernible ].  I have pictures  to show of the Chevron sign that are supposed to slow you before  going into this turn. That  is the  property of DeLand. None of them  are visible and there's one. We've all been first responders, [ Indiscernible ] For horrific  accidents,  they've been pointed out. There  could be two down along the side  of the road. Fairbury 28th , at 7:40 PM, a 21-year-old son  heard a familiar sound of metal  crashing and screeching tires. He  found a motorcyclist that had been  hit head-on by a vehicle that crossed  the centerline on the 44. He  had traumatic head and body injuries  and he did not survive. [ Crying ] no drugs or alcohol were involved  in the crash. I still wonder what  29-year-old Nicholas Nicholson's  family would say if the signs had been  taking care of. We simply cannot raise a larger  traffic nightmare to our neighborhood.  If funds are not  available to correct the intersection  now, we should not approve this. My neighbor speaking here today  don't bring emotions like I do,  they bring backs --  facts, statistics and opinions. We believe this should not be located  at 44th and Kepler right now. We won the best in downtime nation  or do we have an obligation to help  the land grow and remain beautiful.  We deserve a beautiful town. I personally will push for the  half cent tax rate increase. Under the contract and vote no. 

Sunder  Wilkins? Williams?  >> Good afternoon. My  name is captors Sandra Williams, I'm a  retired airline captain. I fly try  divers out of DeLand and I looked  down on Volusia County. I  can tell you that liquid is set  -- all of us love the lake but we  love this county. I'm not a lawyer. I have looked at the comprehensive  plan and I compared it to the staff  report. When I read it, if you actually  have it -- the  answer should be no. I only have  time for a few of these. Should be related and central to  the population and the market area  they serve. We are the market area and let us be  plain, this RaceTrac is the worst  thing that could happen to our area. We don't need another gas station,  we are good. Page 39, residential  neighborhoods and other residential  areas shall be protected from  encroachment by incompatible land  uses like 

     commercial and industrial development.  Encroachment from incompatible land  use, that is the perfect description  of this proposal. I could not have  said it better myself. The staff  report does say on page 13 that  the segment of the 44 is considered  critical can meeting the existing  volume exceeds the road capacity.  Meanwhile, page 46 of of the plants at any commercial project  in Volusia County should be located  in areas which are adequately served  by the arterial and collective road  system so as not to burden the local  road network, serving adjacent neighborhoods. The road is critical.  The comprehensive plan clearly says  that the road must be able to handle  projects, which it can't. You have  to wonder how it is that adding  1578 extra  cars today to an overloaded road  will serve the area and  Volusia County for that matter.  I figured what this is about. I  know the county wants to do something  about this road. It is not  it. These improvements  are Iota's were big ideas are needed. Approving this project feels like busting up the family Stradivarius  to make firewood for the chili.  The trailer is gone forever. --  Treasure is gone forever. On page 42, all the request shall  be consistent with the comprehensive  plan. This is your own plan. May  I point out, we are Volusia County,  not [ Indiscernible ].   This doesn't look like an easy job. This is local government functioning  as it should, so I thank you for  being here. Surely, this should  be obvious that Kepler Road should be the  line in the sand and let Kepler  go for it. East of Kepler, no way. Vote against this and by the way,  half cent sales tax increase is  fine with me.  

Thank you. 

 Linda Covert Dorian. My name is Linda  Albert Doria. I live at  790 Onyx Parkway in Deland. Until  two months ago my husband and I  own property 

     for 14 years. We visited often and  we are good friends with people  who live there. I would like to  thank you for your times  and to point out as an attorney,  although I'm or something -- representing  myself today, but also myself because  any of us that live in Deland and  love the treasures of port orange and E Smyrna and go back and forth,  we hope that you come over and examine  our treasures in the community.  We have [ Indiscernible ] . We all use that, too.  Importantly, the neighbors should  live out there, this is  inconsistent development and I think  it is so important that zoning issues that one considers the impact on  the quality of life of the people who already live in the neighborhoods.  And have invested in this county , pay taxes, work your, these folks are some of the best  minds in our community who offer  a great deal to the city of  DeLand and all of Volusia County.  A development like this, I  like my RaceTrac, I think everybody  in the room likes them. It is a  good business. This is just simply the wrong location. Real estate is real estate zoning is about location,  location, location. It is the -- I  think it is wrong to not honor the  plan that the neighbors in good  faith negotiated and entered into  with the county 10 years ago. Maybe  that shouldn't be in place. Another  10 years for now, maybe there won't  be a plan or will be a plant that  comes up that will take care of  the problems and it would be appropriate  at that time to reopen it. Not now.  This plan with more than 1500 additional  cars on the roadways, every day, is going to cause more accidents , put more of these neighbors at  risk of near ending and other potentially catastrophic injuries. I think it would be irresponsible  to make a decision that would jeopardize the quality  of life is one thing, but the fact  of life is the ultimate issue. This  is a hazardous area that more traffic would make even  more difficult to transfers. I think  that would be wrong. I also want  to thank you -- have  been so impressed by the quality  of the planning, the PLD RC. In  the work that people do, you appoint  good people and these are great  citizens that study hard in depth  issues that you all because of your  responsibilities simply don't have  the time to do. I think they serve  you well. I think they serve the  citizens very well. I hope you pay deference to their opinions  and vote no on this project.  

Thank you. 

Deborah black? >> My name is Deborah  black night  owned 108 East 3rd Street which  is first Street immediately south  of the property in question. Even  at 5000 ft.², this racetrack would be a large store, in fact  larger than 90% larger than the  [ Indiscernible ].  This large market will offer selection  of coffees which will be for breakfast  for breakfast and also bringing snacks  for midnight. They will have 500  square-foot seating area for lunches  and have frozen yogurt with [ Indiscernible  ] And wide selection of products  on the shelf.  RaceTrac uses these  addition to to draw customers into who do not  need gas and are not just passing  by. Fuel is raised -- RaceTrac's primary product. This is not within the four walls  of the store. Most customers who  stop to buy gas, turn in and leave  without stepping foot in the store. RaceTrac main retail area is actually  a pavement and island that make up the 14  fuel service positions. That retail  area by itself is 7600 square feet for total retail  area of 13,194  ft.². Regardless of definitions  or guidelines, this cannot be ignored. Imagine if the station had no store.  No building at all. But only self-service  pumps. Would this still be commercial  space? Of course it would. RaceTrac  would still be selling gasoline. The building is not the defining  factor. There's  an obviously difference between  these two.  And the 14 freestanding that comprise the major retail  area. In 2008, called banks and medical offices  more appropriate and other uses. 

     The current zoning was granted on  that premise but the county council  assurances that there would be no  further modifications for more intense  use of at any time in the future. If you discard that agreement,  this is what we have left. 13,000  ft.² commercial destination , open 24/7, on a constrained to  Lane Street, at a failing intersection with all the associated terms,  flowing  traffic and increasing axis while  providing no benefit to the immediate  neighborhood as required by the  consequence of plan.  I'm asking that you look at the  totality of the negative impact  in the true intensity of this commercial  activity and recommend against approval. 

Thank you very much. >> Nancy Lowe Riviera.  >> I'm Nancy  Revere, I live at 2215 east New  York Avenue. About 200 yards from  the proposed site. I own parachute  laboratories  which is a small parachute company  on the airport. I want  to make three major points. There  about light and noise pollution.  Water pollution and traffic. Obviously  I'm opposed to the building of this  huge gas station so close to our  neighborhood. I am in charge of  Florida Lake watch for these Association. Lake watch as a volunteer  Lake monitoring program, coordinator  the University of Florida. We help  monitor and manage Florida lakes,  rivers and coastal sites and do  monthly monitoring activities. Lakewood  is set is just 200 yards from the  development side. When a set is unique in that it is one of a handful  of clear sandy bottom lakes in the  state . I'm  very concerned about runoff in this  massive pavement project. The lake  has some runoff issues now , after a rain, rubber and oil from  State Road 44 washes off the highway  and up onto Shoreline. Both these  gas stations would be on septic.  The site share our aquifer. My drinking  well will be 250 yards from the  edge of the RaceTrac parking lot.  Other neighbors are closer. Oil and gas will be spilled  on this for acre lot. There is no  doubt that some of that runoff will  make its way into the lake. Sites  of former gas stations regularly  require three phases of environmental  studies and some form of cleanup. It makes the sites unattractive  and expensive for redevelopment.  Environmental impact is forgiven  with fuel storage and distribution  activities. Lakewood is set is home  to at least five mated pairs of  sandhill cranes, a mated pair of bald eagles,  a pair of ospreys, red shouldered  hawks, great blue Heron's, Ibis,  great egrets and countless other  species that rely on the lake for  food and habitat. We lose on average  two sandhill cranes per year as  they tried to cross State Road 44.  They get hit by speeding cars. Last  year we lost three sandhill cranes,  this year we lost two. This is an  environmentally sensitive spot.  I have photos of an active breeding  colony of gopher tortoises taken  by my neighbor on George Street,  Deborah black. The Gopher tortoise is a keystone  species because it takes Burrows that  provide shelter for 360-400 other  animal species. If you distort their  habitat, invasive  species often take their place. Like cars and gas stations. [ Laughter  ] The photo show gopher tortoises  and their Burrows on the proposed  development site and  in the yards that back up to the  property. Additionally, where there  are gopher tortoises, there are  indigo snakes because they share a borough. Indigo  snakes are also a beneficial and  threatened species. It would be  detrimental to say the least to  rip out trees and actively pave  over green space and raise the local  type --

I'm Christine Lipson a 35 year  residence of Volusia County. I live  at 415 Lakewood in [ Indiscernible  ]. I would like to share another  reason why this is a bad idea.   I'm sure you've heard about the  [ Indiscernible ]. Is been on the  books with so many trying to make  it happen for more than 15 years.  The bear for extension makes accents -- makes sense. In fact, it is  on the five-year Road improvement  plan. Many of the traffic studies  are based on peers for extension having been  completed. Taxpayers interest would  be much better served  if you put precious time and resources  into something that will actually  relieve congestion. As you may know,  this extension will lead to at least  20% reduction in traffic volume. 

     If well executed, it will provide  the desperately needed alternative  access to the land from the east. A logical well-planned four-lane  extension will provide numerous  opportunities for commercial construction  there with significant  increased revenue from taxes. Why  would anyone who has the  best interest of Volusia centrist dashed citizens in mind as for  the chaos of this intersection rather  than support the Bears extension. The money pledged by RaceTrac modifying  the intersection is just a Band-Aid on a terminal wound. The  barefoot extension would be the  necessary life-saving bypass. A half cent sales tech proposal  along with other monies pledged  could make the Beresford extension  a reality and be a much more significant than the small  amount of money that more congestion  at this failed congestion -- intersection.  I urge you to  follow the recommendations of the  seal the RC and adhere to the contract until then focus on the real solution. Thank  you for your time.

And Gunderson. >> 

My name is and  Gunderson and Olivia at [ Indiscernible  ].  I have  lived there 42 years. I have  seen what is going on in the land  and so I'm thinking about the gateway  entry. First will, I will show you  some pictures of other RaceTrac,  this is on [ Indiscernible  ]  Boulevard. With a median. This is in Deltona and  you can see it is a four-lane with  median. This is one  thing that all of these views -- this is something  they all have in common.  There is a large  four-lane in front of them. You  can also see the building very  well because they have used deciduous  trees,  this is a bald cypress, which do  not have leaves in the wintertime.  Next slide please. This is Woodland Boulevard. This is again with turn lanes from a four-lane with a median.  Which is easily accessed to get  in and out and does not cause traffic  problems. I'm not exact -- I'm not  exist dashed this is in the land.  -- I am a tree planter, I have planted  many trees.  These are longleaf pine and you  can see they lose their bottom branches. So it doesn't do any blockage of making  it into a residential area. These  kinds of trees, takes away from the  buffer as it was intended.  One thing that is  happened on the other side of 44  is the entryway  has the same intersection, except  again you can see this four-lane. It has  three gas stations.  What has happened when we allowed  three gas stations to come into  an area --  you get , this is the third gas station.  The Circle K, but you see they put  in Live Oak which actually are not  deciduous and you see the signs,  this is the ninth thing. This is what the Circle  K is intending to do. This is what  you get dashed this is the other  gas station -- this is the  gas station that failed. This is  what it looks like today. When you have too much disturbance  in the community. And what I would  like not to have happen -- is  this is going back to I-4 and  the traffic studies they were showing,  this is the Wednesday on 9:00 in  the morning.

Rodney black. >> This is the photo  that was sent to you that has the  red squares on it and in orange  where at the north dashed  northwest corner.  

I have it.  

I appreciate that.  

My  name is Rod black. I live at 108 George Street. George  Street homes would become the  backyard of RaceTrac. We all know  the overall problem is a very busy and failing intersection  at 44 and Kepler. What is interesting is that this is currently eight through traffic intersection.  Traffic flows through it on its  way to destinations that are located  away from it. I think we can all  agree that the vast majority of  these drivers do not live in the  immediate neighborhood.  There is a bigger picture here.  That picture is up on your screen.  Circle K is highlighted in orange. Highlighted in red are a total  of eight parcels within 300 yards of the intersection. That are for  sale. I find  this curious. Let's look at the  9 acre parcel on Kepler north of  the Circle K. That is for sale.  What type of development will be  approved and be built on it? The  10 acre parcel across the street  is for sale. What will be approved  without? The other two corners of  the intersection are for sale. Will  we see gas stations on all four  corners in the future? This  brings up development versus overdevelopment. There are two types of overdevelopment.  One is for a whole area , the other is for  a particular parcel of land in a  specific neighborhood. Clearly a  gas station, a drugstore  in a fast food restaurant, these  types of businesses are overdevelopment for both this  parcel and his neighborhood. They  are not sensitive to existing and  adjacent future land uses. I'm asking you to devote no . [ Captioners transitioning ]

Good afternoon chairman Kelly  and members of the County Counsel.  I am a recently retired educator  and assistant  possible from Volusia County  schools.  I have lived in the same  home for 26 years. For those of  you unfamiliar, Lake Bonavista Drive  is a two lane winding scenic road  which loops around the lake to the  southeast near I-4 and extends around  the lake to  the northwest entrance at State  Road 44. This is a quarter of a  mile from Kepler Road and the intersection  of the proposed  RaceTrac.  In recent years  I have observed traffic from outside  the neighborhood regularly bypassing  State Road 44 by cutting through  Lake Bonavista Drive. Cars and trucks  use the road as an alternate route  because it is faster than waiting  through traffic that is backed up  on 44. Every weekday morning these  vehicles and -- enter liquid Vista  Drive through the southeast entrance  near Kepler Avenue by  turning down Ridge Boulevard or  Lake  Charles Road. The only two intersecting  side streets. At the same time eastbound  traffic enters the  drive and goes around the lake in  the opposite direction. During  peak hours, hundreds of vehicles  regularly use Lake Bonavista Drive  as an alternate  route as a means to avoid traffic  on State Road 44. I know  this because as I am retired I have  time in the morning to count the  cars that come by my house. Increased  traffic along Lake Bonavista Drive  the  -- negatively  impacts the safety and quality of  life of our neighbors who regularly  hike, bike and jog along a road  which has no sidewalk. Those who  reside in the neighborhood are mindful  and know to be  observant to -- of neighbors  out for  a stroll or run and of children  walking to bus stops. Those cars  and trucks to use the road as an  alternate route are speeding through  our neighborhood, running  stop sign  -- signs and jeopardizing our safety.  I cannot walk my grandchildren down  the road without fearing for their  safety. This is a beautiful neighborhood  road that was never intended to  be an alternate route  of traffic. The change of traffic  patterns resulting from the  proposed racetrack -- RaceTrac development  will compound the already serious  problem.  As a  concerned  resident I urge you to support the  Beresford Extension to  move  traffic away, honor the  2008 contract and abide  by the PLDRC recommendation by voting  no for racetrack  -- Donna de Peyster  --  RaceTrac  . 

Type --  Todd Fletcher 

Good afternoon. My name is Todd  Fletcher and I live  at 2423 East New York Avenue. I  used to live in New York where I  was a paramedic for 25 years. I  never thought I would have to use  my paramedic skills and my semi  retirement but I have. I have been  a first responder in a  number of times the last was  a toddler. This made me research  actual statistics that were eliminating.  The data comes from STAT's  rationale  reporting system. In 2005 through 2010 there were  879 crashes on this stretch of road  from Kepler to I-4. There  were 881 injuries  and 22 fatalities. This  was 12 injuries a month and somebody  dying every three months. Forward  to 2011 --  the year is  not done there have been 1100 crashes, 867  injuries and 32 fatalities. This  breaks down to 12 folks every month  getting hurt and someone getting  hurt -- killed every two and half  months. It may  sound like  statistics but those who died have  families, loved ones and lives that  are gone. The trend  is obvious that the road is in trouble  and getting worse. Our citizens  are paying the price. I agree that  we need to do something about the  horrible situation but letting a  new gas station come in for the  sake of some improvement for one  intersection is not the answer.  The answer is probably the Beresford  Extension.  The  Trent 30 -- RaceTrac  folks  have probably pointed out  that no one has died recently but  this is about the entire road, not  just one intersection. Any improvement  that they offer will not make state  Route  44 any less of a killing machine  and may make it worse. The county  needs to raise funds for improvement  and I am  in favor of a half percent sales  tax increase. For the sake of lives  not lost, side with  this community who have showed up  today and side with the staff report.  Side with the PLDRC and vote against  this proposal.

 John Engel 

I am  John Engel 2215 New  York Avenue. I have been recorded  on many  911 calls. We're talking about a  section of road from I- for two  Kepler Road which is a critical  section  of roads. It will come up on the  part -- PowerPoint. I live at the  apex  of the sharp corner before Kepler  Road and that is where the majority  of the accident happened. I will  talk about traffic first  really quick. I will click through a few slides  and you have seen a lot of this.  This is what the intersection looked  like in 2008 with just single-family  homes. Everything East of Kepler  is residential in nature.  Afternoon traffic, 1.25 miles from  Summit Avenue to Kepler, the traffic  backs up for the bottom part of  the yellow  line there. It is common and a daily  feature. I will show you in the  next picture, you have heard  about this but you have to see it  in order to know what is happening.  Here we have a green light intersection  and I am stopped. This is stop the  traffic going over 1.25 miles for  the traffic light to Kepler Road.  This is repeatable and this was  February 28th. This is 5:20 6 PM  going West. Here we are at 5:34  going around the final quarter before  you get to the intersection. At  the intersection it is 5:30 8  PM and the cars are --  five £.38 -- I 30  8  PM. Takes --  certain with --  certain days are worse than others.  There is other afternoon traffic  up to the light. Here is looking  at the intersection in the afternoon  with traffic disappearing and everything  -- direction. Here is  a light yellow with everyone stopped.  The green light with  everyone stopped and here is more  afternoon traffic extending off  further than the eye can see. Imagine  a gas station there with traffic  turning into and out of it. Everybody  is stop so where would you go?  Morning is roughly the same. Here  is a picture from  my neighbor. We are half a mile  further  East of the Summit -- Summit Avenue  light. This is single  file traffic. The morning traffic  is roughly  the same.  22,000 cars a day on State  Road 44. This is similar to other  four-lane median roads around the  country and County. I started taking  pictures  of these 4  years ago. This is a common occurrence  in front of my house.

Consider the fatalities before  you vote  

 J Sawyer 

My name  is J lawyer and I live at 228 Lake  Winnemissett Drive. Thank you for  your time.  Along with  the  community I oppose this and I ask  you to do the same. Based on what  we have heard today it is worth  visiting what we know and what we  don't know. What are the risks of  getting this wrong if we accrue  the rezoning? What we know is  best is bribed by one word that  has been used by many in  this room. This  is about the intersection of 44  and Kepler. Disaster. What we do  not know and with all due respect  to everyone present today, no one  has the ability to absolutely foresee  how severe  the consequences may be with the  current rezoning. We do know that  this intersection  is untenable, unpardonable and is  a disaster. We know that mistakes  have been made in the past that  have put us where we are today.  We know that there are other alternatives  to fix this problem which  do not burden us with risks brought  forth by the rezoning. We know that  if rezoned there is a risk of turning  a current traffic disaster  into a tragic reality. I have some request  for the Council. I ask that you  be patient and  vote no. 

     This decision should be based on  fact and not supposition. Please  wait until the Beresford Extension  and other relief experts are realized  and in place before you make decisions  of this magnitude which will impact  our community. I ask that you  consider  risk -- the risks and make a footprint  on the county seat and the gateway  into DeLand. It is acknowledged  by all parties and I  ask you to  acknowledge the costly burden that  may be counted in dollars today  but consider that the overburdened  traffic if one more accident or  fatality on these roads meeting  this intersection occurs or if one  child is  injured on Lake Winnemissett  Drive due to diversions, it will  be horribly regrettable. Sadly,  it will be almost impossible to  unmake because the footprint will  be in stone. Only after the current  issues are rectified without rezoning  will we know what is and is not  sustainable for this area. Enclosure,  please give proper due weight to  the  voices of the  citizens, the elected leaders who  have raised their concerns and fears  about the recommendations and realities.  This is a major amendment and with  that in mind should be denied. I  support the have sent  -- half cent sales tax.

The last speaker is Todd comey.  

Todd, we have been looking  for  you. 

My name is  Todd Cummings and I live on Lake  Winnemissett Drive and have lived  there since   2003. I frequent the drive and I  am bringing this up because of --  it has not been dropped -- brought  up yet. Turning onto  Highway 44  you have to make a right or left.  90% of the time you cannot make  a left because the traffic is so  bad. You have to make a right and  make an illegal U-turn to Becky's.  That is one part of the issue.  If you go to where they are building  the gas station, the main part --  the community this affects the most  near Lake Winnemissett  will not  be able to  use this convenience store because  it is the right turn and  and turn out off of New York and  Kepler. We cannot turn to the right  and 44 and turn left into the gas  station because it is right turn  only. We cannot even turn on Kepler.  The people that this will affect  the most by being there will not  be able to use the  convenience store. That is what  I want to say.

 Mr.  Sullivan, --  

Thank you I am Tom Sullivan.  I want to make a few points in response  to what I heard. I will go through  this quickly. First, there was a  statement made earlier regarding  the plan. I want to  point out that the use is permitted  in the plan  designation. That is why we do not  need a request amendment because  it is  already approved. I want to point  that out to the Council. With regard  to compatibility, there was a  statement about the use  being incompatible. The first thing  I would say in  that regard is that it is already  there. Across the street, the use  is already in the immediate area  and as I believe the Council knows,  we are matching the number of gas  pumps that they currently have.  They're going to rate process right  now and will probably be in front  of the Council soon. They have 7  pumps and we are asking for the  same number to match them and that  is because of compatibility of what  is at the intersection. In the related  point, the properties 4.1 acres  in size.  Other Trent -- RaceTrac's that you  have  around the area -- we  are proposing and want to make  it clear that the limit of development  on  this property  to be single use which is why you  have the open space percentage that  you do here. And that is another  significant factor that weighs in  the compatibility factor. We only  have 8.6%  lot coverage. That is in the staff  report that I want to point out.  With regard  to traffic, as I said at the beginning we have  known all along that that is the  most significant issue. It keeps  coming up and I am no transportation  engineer. We have our expert here,  Mr. Abdullah who is a professional  come in to explain our thinking  on that. I want  to recap. Number one, the traffic  is an existing problem. Everybody  knows that. It  is generated downstream from people  coming off of  I-4 going into DeLand. We know it is bad  and we are not arguing that point.  But it is not being created by this  project and I want you to  make  that clear. Number two, the operational  improvement that we are agreeing  to  make and we went into detail on  that, they are costly. They are  in the neighborhood of half $1 million  --  $500,000. It is more than what the  proportionate share would be and  we know that. Those improvement  will help the  traffic situation. It would not  be fair to ask of the project but  it is critically important that  we demonstrate to you  through analysis  that the intersection will function  better with the added traffic from  track -- RaceTrac.  It  is important. Related to  that, mentions  -- mentioned Trent 24. There is  momentum and staff report. It was  recommended by  PLDRC , if the project  is approved you will have improvements  on the other side of the road required  and this intersection will function  ideally because of improvements  on both sides of the street. We  talked  about  -- when you think about how this  will function, Trent 24 will get  the morning traffic going westbound  -- Circle K will get  morning  traffic and RaceTrac will get afternoon  traffic.  Options will add  a benefit but if there is only one  option to  get gas, we think that  the convenience  use -- the traffic is already on  the road and you are catching the  past by traffic for the most part.  Regarding the letter from  the mayor,  and I'm covering this before I run  out of time, that letter says that  the roundabout solution they are  referring to says years. It  will take years to implement. The  improvements we are talking about  and we have demonstrated will make  a difference here. When the project  is developed, we anticipate that  will be by June of next  year.'s --. the Beresford Extension,  what I  understand  there it needs a right-of-way  that has not been acquired and it  is in doubt of what it can happen.  In conclusion, as your professional  staff said in their report and on  the record today, they were -- they  support the request. We meet  the criteria to amend  the plan and  zoning code. And with that said,  we appreciate  your support. 

I will allow you, should anyone  on the Council have questions I  will allow you to return for questions.  At this time, we will close the  public participation part and go  to counsel. The first thing that  I think we should do Jamie is that  each  of us state whether or not we have  had conversation. Joyce Cusack I  will start with you.  

Thank you. I have  had contact with  Mr. Sullivan,  Mr. Adele from RaceTrac  and have had discussions with [  Name -   Indiscernible ]. Nancy Rivera  and  Debra black. Lots of emails are  already on the record.  Thank you.  

I have also  had a meeting with Mr. Sullivan  and his team. As well as a phone  call from Ted Trent --  DeLand.  I have numerous emails  which are  on record. 

I have had no conversations with  anyone other than the emails which  are on record and my responses to  those emails are also on  the record.  

I have  had conversations with Mr. Sullivan  and his team from  GrayRobinson.  And also Mr. Hardy  from the RaceTrac as well and his  team. And I have had conversations  with [ Name -  Indiscernible ]  and  Linda Dorian. I have received  numerous emails.  >> Pat Patterson you have  the floor.  

I have had conversations with  Mr. Sullivan   prior to [  Indiscernible ] let's check with  Deborah A. Denys  and  Mr. Lowery.  >> 

     [ Indiscernible ] I have had conversations  and emails.  

Same for me. I met with  Mr. Sullivan and also  had a  phone conversation.  

Deborah A. Denys can you hear  me?  

Yes Mr. Chair . I had a  phone conference with the  same individuals and all the emails  that I have received.  

Okay. And Pat  Patterson?  

 I have questions for Mr. Sullivan.  When I was coming up here, can we  have the aerial? There were questions  related to the aerial.  

If that causes us  to lose Deborah A. Denys we will  get her  back.  >> It's not working. In the area where  it is, you can see a bunch of residences  which would be on  the  southeast corner. What I can see  right now is that  there are a lot of trees. With a  clear-cut those  trees?  

Frank, come up. I want to make  sure that I have  accurate information. I think that  the answer is that we will keep  as many as we can along the border  and additionally as a wall.  

There's a buffer that requires  us to keep some along there and  we will be putting  up a [  Name -  Indiscernible ].  

All of the houses will be impacted  somewhat from this coming in  and out. In the back or front or  where would  they be?  

They would be coming off of 44.  We have access off  of Kepler. I'm going  to ask Tom Hardy to come up. He  is more familiar with  the operations.  

Tom Hardy, RaceTrac   petroleum.  Suite 900  Atlanta, Georgia. I think  the question was will the trucks  impact? All of the deliveries and  fuel delivers -- deliveries will  be on the front 44. We them -- load  on the  front side. The site plan and efforts  will try to screen what is best  to impact the  -- less impact the neighbors. That  will keep a lot of that situated  away from them. We will  come off of Kepler and we will,  for 44 but immediately turned back  to the site away  from this.  

What time of day do trucks deliver?  

Store  delivery trucks are during the business  hours during the day. Those guys  have families same as everyone.  Fuel deliveries, for  the majority, during the  same normal business  hours. However the tank trucks run  24 hours. There sensors in the tank  and they -- usually it is  much busier in the off hours. We  don't anticipate this being  that way. For the most part, most  of the deliveries will be during  the day and the overwhelming majority  of fuel deliveries will be during  the day as well.  

How big are the trucks?  

 Standard semitruck. The truck turning  radius is are in the site plan showing  that our trucks take great pride  in making sure that the trucks can  navigate the site easily. You can  see it on the screen. They navigate  away from the neighbors in the back.  Everything is situated to  the  front. 

Field --  fuel delivery?  

We have them come  in  from -- local bakeries will bring  donuts and things of that nature.  Those are the  deliveries. And beverage trucks.  

Other types of goods coming  in there?  

Is it daily or weekly?  

There will be a daily truck there.  Alcohol beverages will be there  sometime during the day. The Coke  and Pepsi  trucks, there will be a few  every day.  

For the hours  of operations,  24 hours a day?  

Yes we are a 24-hour operation.  We find that it helps. Their customers  that come in during hours that have  swing shifts. They  come in the off hours.  RaceTrac  keeps a  clean store. We do a lot  of maintenance during the  overnight  hours. We have employees there and  we keep the doors open for those  who want to freak out with us in  the nighttime.  

The picture I have here right  now, where is George Street? I'm  trying to figure out where that  is on  the map. This is  a  buffer -- 

Yes right there were  you  are pointing.  

What is behind that?  

Those  are houses. Those are the residential  lots and you have a buffer there  and as Brian pointed out  we have we have it on our side  right there. The screen wall that  will screen  the house.  We have put up walls like that at  other  stores. You can see that  the neighbors -- it looks like a  20  foot buff -- buffer there.  

From the plan I am seeing it  looks like they will have to clear-cut  the trees.  

You  have the retention in the store  and it looks like there's not much  room for a tree to  survive there.  

That area will  be undisturbed.  

We maintain some of the site  trees. It is a large area that we  are planning  to keep  

 I apologize. 

We have a requirement to maintain  15% of trees on site. This  area buffering George Street, it's  a 30 foot buffer and it is intended  to stay natural. We will keep those  trees to help with the buffer and  code requirement.  

And the storage tanks, where  will they be?  

They will be  in front. 

Security lighting,  all sides?  

The  lighting plan will eliminate the parking area  and  use areas. We use today's at --  technology with L.E.D. lights  to downcast. We can comply with night  sky requirements or dark sky requirements  to make sure that there is no light  pollution to the neighbors. We have  done that adjacent to other neighbors  and we are more than willing to  put that on  the record.  

 Think you  

 Dr. Fred Lowry   -- I  want to make a couple  of  statements. I  am on Lake Charles. I am close to  all of this from where  I live. That is the  disclosure here.  I am in that neighborhood and I  am affected by the traffic  out there. When I go to my office  in Daytona Beach I use international  Speedway Boulevard because it is  hard to turn left onto State  Road 44.  In the afternoon it is  a nightmare -- it's pretty much  a nightmare all the time. And I  understand that people are back  and forth and not necessarily going  there. But we have been working  on this to improve it for over  20 years. I have run into many brick  walls along the way. Hopefully I  can get this  stuff done and fix this intersection  in a  few years. Mr. Chair, based on the  evidence and testimony presented  I make a motion  of  denial.  The proposed use would have an adverse  effect and that is  my motion.  

Motion made for denial by Mr.  Patterson.  

Seconded. 

 Is that Deborah A. Denys?  

Motion made  and seconded. 

 We have a  motion but I want to ask the staff  a couple of questions if I might  do that. Whoever  is presenting? If I understand,  if this would be other -- under  5000 square feet that  we would approve this is  that correct? And we  can't put words in the PLDRC's mouth  but I'm  assuming that they would approve  this as well based on the recommendation.  

I cannot go that way.  

I know that you requested to  deny. Looking at that, did you do  any traffic luck?  

We reviewed the traffic analysis  provided by  engineering group.  

There were 1500  more trips today that I heard. Is  that sound like something -- does  that sound like something that you  guys know? I don't have the number  off the top of my head.  

I think it was 700.  

Yeah thought that was a little  bit high. 

Please do not call out to anyone  in the audience.  

I'm sorry. Thank you. we have  a lot of people to watch year. I'm  trying to check  the monitor.  

Let me  go ahead, the Beresford Extension  has been brought up several times.  Is that something that will  happen soon? 

 The Beresford Extension came  out in 1999  as an alternative  to the State Road 44.  It helps been identified and carried  through several programs but right  now I am not aware of any funding  that identifies acquisition or right  away as well as design or construction.  

George may have an answer.  

In the capital project we up  -- update we reported on the project  and said it was basically put out  indefinitely due to issues  with land.  Originally  when it was talked about we thought  there would be donations. Land has  changed hands and  renegotiations have had to begin.  So that project right  now -- there is no funding. There  is only funding  for studies.  

So that will not happen soon?  

No it is not  on the plan.  

As you look at the plan, the  right-hand lane that is being proposed  turning north on Kepler, with  that alleviate  the extension that RaceTrac is going  to put in  what it alleviate  traffic flow?  

To the initial questions I will  read from the  staff report. The report concludes  that the number of daily trips can  increase by 615 from  963 with two 1500  and 78.  -- 1578. The highest  volume between 4 PM and 6  PM well decreased by 63 from 158  to 95. This translates to fewer  new trips in the evening rush hour  and a greater number of trips overall  throughout the day when compared  to the uses  currently approved. So what they're  saying over a 24-hour. You will  have more traffic. But in the p.m.  peak between  4 and 6 you will have less traffic  comparing the  two uses.  

My question was, the right-hand  lane  going from a couple hundred feet  to over thousand. How do you feel  about that?  

Anything that  you do will increase stacking and  I will not speak for engineers but  I will tell you that increasing  the overall length of the stacking  will give the ability for those  trying to turn right to be able  to get out of the through  lane and onto the northbound  Kepler quicker and you will not  be caught up in a feud in the  through lane going  westbound on 44.  

Some of the problem was mentioned  that the right-hand  turning traffic is taking shortcuts  through the neighborhoods. That  is alleviated it  might help -- it might  help that.  

I want to ask the RaceTrac people  I question. I understand  that you  want to help the intersection  will  cost $100,000. Is that normal for  you to do that?  

No sir. It is not. [ Laughing  ] when we looked at the  proportionate impact it was $90,000  worth of improvements.  

Thank you that is all  I have.  

 Joyce Cusack.  

Thank you.  and my thanks  to all of you for  coming and being active participants  in government. It is important that  we hear  from you. It is important that we  do not forget that we want to increase  the tax base and  economic development.  It is important.  To RaceTrac we appreciate  the fact  that you are interested in doing  business in Volusia County.  I  find that  this is a decision that I  will be making based on  the fact that  the impact today  that it will have on  the community, to put another filling  station in  the area. Being mindful of the fact  that in  50 years it will have to  be addressed. Kepler  and 44. It is a terrible  intersection there. I  know that it is difficult for all  of us particularly if you are a  native of Volusia County.  You realize  that we have had a jewel in  this county. And  it will -- growth will happen but  I want you to know that the we have  to do all that we can to slow  the growth. And we have to deal  with a  comprehensive plan . And with the plan we have to consider  neighborhoods and the impact that  these plans will have. This case  was well presented today. To be  good  stewards -- a destination  versus a a  pass through. You articulated  that well. So I say to both sides  that we have got to do something  to address  the  traffic between 44 and Kepler roads.  It is going to happen. We're going  to have development  there but we have to do all that  we can to control  that development. I would  ask you to lobby the state  legislature and federal. To make  sure that they help  us get on the books. Right now,  Kepler and 44 are not on the radar.  Even the TPR is not  adjusting it. It is going to happen  but we need to -- need you to be  diligent  about that. As you are about this  today. With that in mind I would  say Mr. Chair that I thank everyone  for being here and making good  comments and -- to help us make good decisions  as to how we will proceed in the  future. Thank you Mr. Chair.  

George?  

I want to clarify something I  said for the record. There is no  funding for the  section from Kepler over to Summit.  There is money, $3.9 million  in the program for  this section from Kepler Road to  the right --  Blue  Lake. This is the section that is  on hold due to pending sales of  property that we thought would be  donated. We are in negotiations  so that project is still quite a  few years out. But there's nothing  there on Summit. So the only section  we're talking about would be Kepler  to Blue Lake. I want to make sure  that  is clear.  

 Heather  Post  >> I think that what Joyce Cusack  said,  it  bears repeating. The main issue  is the traffic in  that area. We have gotten a letter  from the city of  DeLand  and we have heard from citizens  about  the traffic and crashes there. And  I can tell you that I have worked  in that area, many crashes myself  as a zone deputy. And when this  came up that was  one of the conversations that I  had. About the traffic in  that area and improvements in  the ends -- intersection need to  be made. Right now if we are looking  at what is on  the list with the TPO  and state, we are not looking at  anything in the near future to fix  all of these various traffic issues  that a lot of you have brought  up today. They have  suggested that if the RaceTrac goes  and  there will be a  number of improvements to  that intersection. The Circle K  has been suggested as well. If there  are improvements   there -- I  think that bears keeping  in mind. At least that is a Band-Aid  and in the future we need  additional assistance in working  on the traffic in that intersection.  It may be a Band-Aid but it is a  tremendous impact at  this time. It can be taken into  account going into this decision.  

 Thank you. if  we started today and had the money  and property we are 5 to 10 years  out based on how things work. We  do not have all the money or  the property. We don't have the  money to do anything at Kepler and  that is why this counsel has taken  action to look and support a study  on  infrastructure taxes. It is being  discussed still. Even with that,  if it goes to the voters in November  next year and is past, we are years  away from  PD  any -- PD Andy getting  anything done. I will not go through  the intersection and I have sure  that with the group. The sheriff  and I  got stuck for  20 minutes trying to go through  there. I will not take 44 off of  the interstate to come through there.  I always avoided.  -- Avoided. 

     With the commissioner and mayor,  that right-hand  turn lane, 1000 feet may be a standing  >>>. It will improve the traffic.  The increase traffic is not going  to be significant and I think that  it  would be -- I wouldn't  take the lake road and I don't know  why anyone would take that as a  bypass. But I guess some  people do. It would be an improvement  and you have to look at everything.  Something has to be done with that  intersection.  Years ago [  Name -  Indiscernible ] almost had  his -- he suggested a flyover.  Around about and those  of us are aware  of us -- those of us were aware  of getting something on the list  is time-consuming. And then you  go through the steps. I will not  put John on  the spot but I would say that he would say  that I was close in the assumption  of 5 to 10 years to getting anything  done. And he said yes that is a  thumbs up. So that is the earliest  that we can help. And the  RaceTrac,  I  guess I can confess that I buy gas  there but I also buy gas at Shell  and other places. Those are the  cards that Publix gives when you  get up by one for $40. It is a  20% discount. It  brings me down to two dollars --  $2  per gallon. So all of you who have come out  and expressed, you have done an  admirable job. I thought I could condense some  of you to say that you agree with  the previous speaker but you had  it all outlined and you are not  repeating each other. I could not  say that so job well done on your  behalf. Several of the statements  I took issue with and I will not  bring those up because they were  not correct but there were statements  not  exactly correct. I tried to weigh  those and balance  those out. Deborah A. Denys, I know  you're sitting out there  did you  want to make  a comment?  

Mr. Chair, no peer I  am  good. -- No, I am good.  

I will go along with what Deborah  A. Denys --  Joyce Cusack  said.  Thank  you RaceTrac for putting on a wonderful  presentation. I always go to RaceTrac.  I love you.  This to me was  about traffic. I go through that  intersection coming from the east  and I grumble and growl and pray  every single time I  go through. At one time we were  talking about  around about. Somehow that has been  thrown out and that is where we  need to go and  progress further comments on the  area. We need to get the traffic  taking  care of. We have no idea what they will  come up with as the determination  for how the traffic issue should  be handled but it needs to be addressed  first. So I am opposed.  

If there are no other comments  from the Council I will ask for  a road -- roll  call vote.  

A yes vote is a vote to deny.  A no vote is a vote to approve.  Remember that as you vote. Yes means  you deny no means  you approve.  

To be clear, you are saying that  a yes vote because of the  recommendation --

The motion is passed  to deny. Thank you all for coming.  We will give you  some  time --  

Can we take a 10  minute recess? We will take 10 minutes  for everyone to stretch their legs  and  get coffee. [ Meeting is on a 10  minute  break ] [ Captioners  Transitioning ] 

>> [ captioner standing by ] Are  you there?   

I'm waiting to see if she  is here.   

Let's make sure that happens. 

I am here.   

Thank you.   >> She is still here. She never love.  With that, we will go ahead and  reconvene the Council meeting and go  to the item at hand which is item  14.   

Thank you, Mr. chair. This is  the follow-up meeting to address and move on to support and endorse the proposal  from Brian O'Brien to  locate there future headquarters on Beach Street in Daytona Beach. We have representatives to address any questions on the project . Perhaps you would like  to come to the microphone. We can  open up comments. Before  he speaks, what we have  is a report ready from the county  attorney's office on the details  of the grant agreement between to Tina Beach and  Brian O'Brien. -- Daytona Beach and Brian O'Brien. How the payments  are going to be made and the protections if the project does not go as planned.  Thank you. 

 Mr. Chairman, council members, thank  you for the consideration of this  project. We have several teammates and the expanded  team that came today . In the event that you have questions,  I would hope that we have everybody  here that could address your concerns.  If I may take a moment and ask everybody  on the brown and brown team if you  could please stand up, that would  be good . We think somebody in this group  can answer your questions. I thought about the comments last  time I was here. I have been presently surprised by  how people have responded. Those  are common terms in our firm. We have teammates only as you heard me say. We have partnerships. That's the way we have viewed this  all along. We believe as we have said before that we  have an obligation back into the  community which is given us the  opportunity to live our livings  and launch our company. As I said  before, we are not thinking about  what it looks like when we are 8600  teammates. We are thinking about what it looks  like when we are 25,000 teammates.  How many of those people will be  here and around the country and  maybe even around the world. I just  want to say thank you in advance for your consideration  for this important project for our  firm and our teammates. Thank you  very much.   

Thank you. If you would like at  this time, what Jamie could do is  quickly walk you through the agreement  that you have before you that specifically  outlines legally the things you  ask us to do in a format I think  you need to make sure that you feel  good about making this work for  the public. Thank you.   

Mr. chair  and counsel, you have in front of  you an updated version . There have been no changes since  the document was attached to the  items. It was collated into one  document. You already have the pictures of Brown & Brown and the city of Dayton  don't  Beach -- Daytona Beach. The  agreement says that you wanted to  commit up to $4.5 million. The agreement provides that you it  will first go to the roadway improvements  and the drainage in order to improve  the storm water  and the quality going into the Halifax  River. Brown  & Brown  show their commitment by  offering to front the infrastructure.  They will be constructing it with  their  own funds upfront. Upon completion  of the infrastructure, they will  be reimbursed. Daytona Beach a great that whatever the amount that will  be reimbursed will be equal by the  city up to the  $4.5 million. There appears to be 

     -- if the county's portion or  cities portion seems to be higher,  we both will pay the same amount up to $4.5 million each.  Once the infrastructure is complete, Brown & Brown will notify the city.  We'll go over that with the city.  We'll provide the money within 30  days. The city will then reimburse Brown  & Brown. This way we know the pivot  -- public has gotten  the infrastructure. It also keeps  us out of the way of Brown & Brown  to control how the project proceeds.  That is a very important for them  to be able to have their engineers determine the timeline.  The city of detainer Beach will  assure that there will be a public  vetting for the public infrastructure part of the project. There are provisions for this for  the city to oversee that aspect. In order to ensure that everything  is constructed and correlates with  your UTI -- QTI grant -- the key is not the amount of  money but the size of the building.  You can build a quality 175 -- 170,000 square-foot building and filled  with jobs. That's what  Brown & Brown committed to do to  us . They also committed to meeting a benchmark in the QTI  grant.  They must have 45  -- 450 jobs to qualify for the  QTI.  It is  600 by December 2023. They  have committed that they will meet that 450 job benchmark. If they do not  meet the 450 job benchmark or they  do not meet the 170 5000 square  feet, they fall short  by 90%,  by 95%, our contribution will be  reduced by that equal percentage. That calculation is spelled  out in the contract. I believe that are the highlights of  all of the items that were meant to protect the investment. The  commitment is shown. You already  have [ Indiscernible ] other partners. Now it is your turn to decide if  you are going to join them.   

 Where's the money coming from? Okay.  If you decide to move forward in  full for this agreement, at the  next meeting I will have a budget  resolution brought forward. I will  be moving 4.5 for my reserves because  I have 6 million in their to a separate  fund for this project. It will no  longer be a  hindrance or in competition with  any of the other funds we have.  It won't interfere with any of our  funds going forward.   

Okay. Any questions? 

Thank you. I just wanted  to make a comment. I think for any  of our constituents who have questioned this whole action, this is your money being put to good  use. When you're talking about  $4.5 million and approximately  $249 million return on investment  annually, this is a good, good  decision for us to make for the  citizens of Volusia County.  I think with this agreement, it has protected us in every way  that the citizens would want us  to protect them. They have to produce the money -- they can have the money when  we see the evidence of it. I think  this is a wise decision for all  economic development and for area,  for Daytona Beach, four Beech Street. For the economy of Volusia County , I am very encouraged by this. I  think this $4.5 million is a good  investment.   

Miss post. 

I would agree with all that [ Indiscernible - low  volume ] had to say. Let me be mindful it is important that we look at  the future of  this county and we talk  about economic impact and development . You have to know that this is far-reaching, this investment. That's  what I call it. It is an investment  in our future, for our children , and their children. I think that we have to look at  all ends of the spectrum here. We  have to make sure that we have done  everything to provide that amount  of time and longevity for  the growth of Volusia County. We  have to do that one step at  a time. This is a  good step in the right direction that we will fill an economic base in Volusia County that will keep our children home. With that,  Mr. chair, I would move for the  approval of the Brown & Brown  economic  grant with the city of Daytona Beach  and Brown and Brown -- Brown & Brown.  

Second.   

I will give the second to  Miss Wheeler.   

Missed post? Do you have a comment?   

I do have a comment. I think  it is very important that the -- 

     a couple things be mentioned for  the public. I know there been a  lot of questions. $4.5 million is  a lot of money  especially to the average citizen. That dollar amount gives me  and anyone I'm sure Harper --  heartburn.  I'm going to use these few words. I certainly don't mean to offend  anyone. Corporate welfare has been  brought up in conversation in  the community. I  think it is very important to stress  in the situation , I personally do not believe that this is corporate welfare. 

     This money specifically, it states in  the agreement that has been prepared, this funding will specifically  be used for roadway  and stormwater improvements for  the area. For infrastructure. It is not being spent  on building  and all these different things.  It is literally being spent on roadway improvements  for that area to help that area  to grow to  assist in economic development in  the area. As a whole to  assist in economic development in  Volusia County. I just wanted to stress that I don't consider this -- even though it is going to a  company that  has been very successful and long  rooted in the community, I think this is money well spent. I just wanted  to say that.   

Thank you. I just want to say  this is an investment in  a generation after generation. The  catalyst this will provide for Volusia  County will be so far-reaching that in a few years it  will not believe where we will be  on the map because the stimulation  that this is going to do is going  to be so far-reaching. It is going  to affect beachside. It is going to affect us North  and South it  is going to be the most positive  event in many of our lifetimes.  There are probably of others that  have done this decision. I had to practice signing this.  [ laughter ] just to give away my secret  of where it fell on this. This is  one document and I've to sign a  lot. I'm really proud.   

A big day today. 

With that, if there are no more  comments we will have the rollcall  vote.

Joey  Alexander -- Frank Bruno is the chair of all  chairs. Thank you all for being  here. Thank you very much. We'll  take a five-minute break. We will  move to the next item.

     I have a 45 minute drive. You're  not in -- 

     >> Thank you. we are  going to reconvene at 3:35.  We will move to  item 15. 

     [ Indiscernible - multiple speakers  ]   

Item 15. I think this is a great position. After we did that, now we are coming  back to CRA . I think Joyce will want to comment  on that. This is the donation we  said we make to the CRA.  Dan, I assume  you can answer any questions in the agreement. This was the  agreement for the $250,000. All  right.   

Are you going to make a comment  on this, Dan? Or not? You don't have to.   

Not and let's you have any questions  except for we distributed exhibit  a which you saw before when the  city was here before. The agreement 

     -- the city will be constructing the facility.  That will be issuing [ Indiscernible - low volume ]  as provided for in the agreement  as described in the agenda item. I don't think there is much else  to say. We recommend it for your  approval.   

Thank you.   

Just for the record, Miss  [ indiscernible - name ] is  no longer online. It will just be  the six of us. Miss Cusack.   

Thank you, Mr. chair. When I was in legislature, there  were someone that used to say it  is been a good day. I  think that was --   

It is a great day in the state  of Florida.   

That's what he would say. With  that in mind, I think that we have  just invested in a major cooperation  here for $4.5 million that will help grow this economy in a very  positive way for generations to  come. Now this is a contract that  we are signing, and agreement, for two $50,000 -- $250,000 . In is investment and the City of DeLand . We will do what we can to make  sure that we have economic development and the engine in place to make  a difference in the lives of many  folks that live in Spring Hill's and West Volusia.  With that in mind, Mr. chair , my thanks to everyone involved to get us  to this place today . I would want to make  sure  that we make sure the citizens are  with the CRA and the  city and our colleague Mr. Pattison  for being diligent about helping  us to  improve the economics . I move that we agree for the concerns --  funds to construct a new resource center. It is for $250,000.  

Second.   

Motion made. 

If I could, one  more detail.   

Unlike the last agreement , in this instance  where the consul is approving first,  before the city and the agency, we have coordinated with the city  staff and have reason to believe  that it is recommended for this  commission approval will her at a later date.   

Okay.   

Any objection to the motion?  

Motion passes unanimously.  We'll go to the next item .   

Good afternoon. Before you is  an item where we are seeking with  direction -- traction from the call  so. We cannot amend codes without  the direction of the County Council. Over the past 5 years, there is  been a series of changes requested  by the Council yourself as well  as growth and fermentation committee  and staff and just technical changes that have occurred.  This is consistent with the master  plan. One of the things that is  identified is to improve the efficiency  of the organization. What we're  seeing is that we have given you  a list of specific changes and identified the source of the change.  The cancel, the growth committee,  the technical standards , the staff initiated change. What  we are asking for you to do is give  us direction to go ahead and proceed  with these changes. It is a long  list. We  are not going to bombard you with  all of these at one time. This is  basically a long-term plan so the  staff can work through these changes  and present them to you in a reasonable  time. They will have to go through  the  PRDLC. we will also incorporate any other  professional  organizations were associated with  these topics to make sure that we  get feedback from our stakeholders.  With that, unless there is any questions we  would appreciate the direction to  go ahead and proceed. 

One thing I would like to add  is this one of the main things when  we hired Mr. Irvin, this is been long in coming. These  are common sense issues that will  make development better in this  community and protect the environment  and be rational for people . [ Indiscernible ] this allows them to make some rational  decisions , you will hear about it. We heard  a lot from people that the regulations need to be  changed. I asked him to put this  together as a workplan. He will  bring those changes to you. You'll  be doing what we asked for years which is to update and make this  better.   

I think  it is a good idea because this is  something that all of the cities  have gone through. My suggestion  would be too  thorough but as fast as you can  go to get as much accomplished.  Don't be afraid to give us too much. If you need  the PRDLC to meet more than they do , that will only benefit all levels.  Is there motion?   

[ Indiscernible - low volume  ]   

Actually, Mr. Chair [ Indiscernible  - multiple speakers ] I would like  a motion on this. No confusion that  this is the workplan for the staff.  

Move approval of the work prone -- plan [ Indiscernible - low  volume ]   

Second. Any objection to the  motion?   

The motion passes 6-0.   

Thank you.   

Now we will move to item 17.  

Mr. Chair, I would like to say , Clay, you have done some good work. I  hope you got through it without  [ Indiscernible - low volume ]   

We are calling this Clay day. 

I think this is Clay day. Thank  you so much for your hard work.  [ laughter ]   

Does anyone have a nomination  for the appointment to the housing  finance Authority? 

I guess anyone can make this  one.

Robert "Alex" Bittner has been  nominated . Any objection to this  motion?   

No objection. Robert "Alex" Bittner has been  appointed for a four-year term   to the housing finance Authority. It begins  October 16. Which has passed. We move to item  18. This is for appointment  to the code enforcement board.   

Is are voided on that?  -- A vote on that motion ?   

Yes. I sometimes [ Inaudible - poor audio quality  ]   

Item 18 is appointment to  code enforcement have you  received the application from Tom  Wright?   

No, sir. Only the  ones on the list there.   

Mr. Chair I will make a motion  for Harry wild . Harry wild  has been notified -- appointed for  the board. He has been appointed . It is a three-year term beginning November 19. Now we have 

     --   

Mr. Chair. I  will nominate Donald  Needham.    

I'm sorry. There's three different  districts.   

That would be Deb. She is not  here.   

I thought anybody could do these.  Sorry.   

I have one but the application  has not been submitted. I will hold mine until the next  appointed time. With that, we will  go to public participation. We  will close participation in go to  the County manager.   

Only comment I have, Mr. Chair, as I am going to put some directions  up there by the technology up at  the podium and maybe have you let them know  in the future, there is technology  available to people when they were  talking to you, they could've outlined  on the screen the things that were  talking about. I am now convinced  that I need to put better directions  out there. Then maybe we'll have  you understand that they can use  the --   

[ Indiscernible - multiple speakers  ]   

With that, nothing else.   

I have two items. First,  if you didn't already take care  of it , I would ask that you extend the  declaration of emergency by seven  days.   

We did that at the last meeting. 

     Are we doing it again?   

I asked that you do it again.  

Also move.   

Also move by Mr.  Lyerly second  -- Lowery,  second. With that, [ Indiscernible  - multiple speakers ]   

Who was that?   

It was Dan.   

I'm sorry. 

The second item is this.
