YES, THANK YOU,  I APPRECIATE  ASSEMBLING ON SUCH SHORT NOTICE. OBVIOUSLY, AFTER ALL THESE YEARS YOU WOULD KNOW IF  I WOULD ASK YOU TO DO SOMETHING  ON SHORT NOTICE I WOULD HAVE A VERY  GOOD REASON. AND THAT IS, I AM ASKING THE COUNCIL DO A DECLARATION OF  LOCAL EMERGENCY FOR HURRICANE MATTHEW. LET ME READ THE DOCUMENTS  WE HAVE CIRCULATED.  CONSISTENT WITH THE STATE OF EMERGENCY  DECLARED ON OCTOBER 3, 2016  BY GOVERNOR RICK SCOTT AND EXECUTIVE  ORDER 16-230 EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT HURRICANE  MATTHEW, IN PURSUANCE OF SECTION  252.38 EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT HURRICANE  MATTHEW, IN PURSUANCE OF SECTION  252.383 EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT HURRICANE  MATTHEW, IN PURSUANCE OF SECTION  252.38 3A5. COUNTY OF VOLUSIA, COUNTY COUNCIL  HEREBY DECLARES A STATE OF LOCAL  EMERGENCY EFFECTIVE THROUGHOUT VOLUSIA  COUNTY AS OF 2:00 P.M. ON THIS DATE  FOR SEVEN DAYS. IF THE CHAIR DETERMINES.  WRONG ONE.  NOW, HEREBY DECLARE  THE STATE OF LOCAL EFFECTIVE THROUGHOUT VOLUSIA COUNTY  AS OF 2:00 P.M. ON THIS DATE WE  HAVE THE WHOLE COUNSEL TOGETHER. I ASK YOU TO DO THAT BECAUSE , WE HAVE A SITUATION THAT HAS DEVELOPED  AND I'M GOING TO ASK TO GET AN OVERVIEW OF THE RECENT  FORECAST FOR HURRICANE MATTHEW. EVEN IN A BEST 
     BE TAKEN LIGHTLY. THIS IS REALLY, WE TALKED ABOUT THE MANDATORY EVACUATION,  THAT IS WHAT I WOULD LIKE TO DO, I HAVE DECIDED TO CALL IT AN  EMERGENCY EVACUATION ADVISORY. JUST  TO MAKE SURE PEOPLE UNDERSTAND WHILE  WE WANT YOU TO LEAVE THE BARRIER  ISLAND, AND THOSE LOW AREAS THAT YOU LIVE  IN THAT YOU KNOW ARE LOW, OF ARRESTING PEOPLE IF THEY DON'T  LEAVE, WE ARE ENTICING PEOPLE THIS  IS VERY SERIOUS AND, THE POINT  PEOPLE HAVE TO UNDERSTAND IS  THAT THE MODELS SHOW THAT AT  BEST IF WE ARE LUCKY, WILL HAVE  TROPICAL FORCE WINDS OF 50 MILES  PER HOUR WITH GUSTS OF 60 OR 70,  MORE LIKELY WE WILL HAVE A STORM WITH HURRICANE  WINDS THAT ARE SUSTAINED AT 90 MILES  PER HOUR, GUSTING UP TO 110. ON  TOP OF THAT, SEVEN UP  TO 10 INCHES OF RAIN, BOTTOM LINE THIS IS A VERY DANGEROUS STORM  AND FOR THE PEOPLE WHO SAY WE HAVE HAD OTHER STORMS,  WE HAVE NOT HAD STORMS LIKE THIS  WITH THIS KIND OF WIND SPEED IN  PROBABLY RECORDED HISTORY, ESPECIALLY  THE FACT THAT THIS STORM  IS PROJECTED 30 MILES OFF THE COAST. IF, BY SOME CHANCE, THAT  30 MILES IS OFF, AND IT WOULD ACTUALLY  LAND HERE. THEN ALL BETS ARE OFF, WE CANNOT TAKE THAT KIND OF CHANCE. AND FOR ALL OF YOU THAT KNOW ME I AM PROBABLY THE LEAST LIKELY  PERSON WHEN IT COMES TO PUBLIC ISSUE  TO OVERREACT OR CRY WOLF. BUT THERE  COMES A TIME WHEN WE HAVE RESPONSIBILITY  TO MAKE SURE PEOPLE KNOW WE SHOULD  USE THE SCIENCE THAT WE HAVE, WE  WANT TO NOT MAKE LIGHT OF THE MODELS  BEING DEVELOPED  AND WE HAVE BEEN MONITORING THIS  AND THE REASON WE ARE HERE IS BECAUSE  WE HAVE MONITORED AS FAR  AS WE CAN AND WE SHALL CERTAINLY  WILL HAVE A MAJOR IMPACT AND, WE  CAN GET IN DETAILS ABOUT WHEN THIS  WILL HAPPEN, BUT HERE IS THE THING  WE HAVE TO DO.  THIS IS WHY I WANT THE WHOLE COUNSEL  HERE. BY THE WAY, MR. DANIELS  IS OUT OF TOWN, HE IS VERY CONCERNED, HE IS DEFINITELY IN FAVOR OF THE  EMERGENCY. HE WOULD BE HERE IF YOU  COULD, THE  BOTTOM LINE, IS TO SQUANDER TODAY  AND TOMORROW WHICH WE  SHOULD A PRETTY GOOD WEATHER TO  GET OUT OF THE STORM'S PATH. THE  OTHER THING PEOPLE WILL BE SURPRISED TO  HEAR AND THINK MAYBE WE ARE TRYING  TO SCARE THEM. ONCE THE  WIND SPEEDS WHICH WILL START HAPPENING GETTING IN THE 40 TO 45 MILE PER  HOUR RANGE BY DARK ON THURSDAY , WE WILL NO LONGER BE ABLE TO RESPOND , FIRST  RESPONDERS, POLICE AMBULANCE FIRE  NOBODY CAN RESPOND EXCEPT ON A  CASE-BY-CASE BASIS AND THE SHERIFF  WILL GET INTO THAT AND I WILL  BE SELECTIVE AS THE WIND SPEED COMES  UP IT MAY NOT RESPOND AT ALL. THE  OTHER THING WE WILL SHUT DOWN THE  BRIDGES WHEN YOU GET TO 45 MILES PER HOUR  YOU HAVE TO SHUT THEM DOWN, SO YOU  WILL NOT BE ABLE TO LEAVE. IF YOU  HAVE A POWER OUTAGE IN A HIGH-RISE  CONDO ESPECIALLY YOU ARE REALLY  STUCK. AND THE OTHER THING, IT GETS  TO 40 OR 45 MILES PER HOUR,  REPEAT THIS WE ARE NOT  SENDING AMBULANCES. IF  ANYTHING I AM A PERSON THAT FEELS A LOT OF PLACES OVERREACT AND EVEN  WROTE PUBLIC CONFIDENCE. THIS IS  ONE TIME I CAN TELL YOU WE ARE NOT  EXAGGERATING. WE ARE GOING TO DEAL WITH PEOPLE THAT  HAVE AMBULATORY PROBLEMS, SPECIAL  NEEDS PROBLEM, PETS,  ALL OF THOSE THINGS, WE HAVE A PLAN, WHAT WE WANT  TO DO, IT IS MY RESPONSIBILITY AND  THE COUNCIL TO MAKE SURE WE UTILIZE  ALL THE RESOURCES WE HAVE AND ALL  THE TRAINING WE HAVE DONE IN A WAY  THAT MAKES SENSE, NONE OF IT MAKES  SENSE IF PEOPLE DON'T TAKE US SERIOUSLY. THIS IS NOT A DRILL, TAKE  IT SERIOUS. WE DO NOT WANT TO HAVE AN ACCIDENT OR A TRAGEDY  THAT COULD HAVE BEEN AVOIDED.  I WILL HAVE JIM TALK ABOUT THE LIST OF CALL, ONE THING WHEN YOU  GO TO THE SHELTERS, ONE THING WE  ENCOURAGE PEOPLE TO DO,  YOU NEED TO THINK ABOUT AND YOU  HAVE TIME BRING WHATEVER FOOD YOU  WANT, ESPECIALLY SPECIAL NEEDS,  BRING WATER IF YOU HAVE PETS, BRING  PET FOOD AND EVERYBODY SHOULD PLAN ON BEING  SELF-SUFFICIENT FOR 72 HOURS AT  MINIMUM. JIM, WOULD YOU LIKE TO  
IF I MAY, TRYING TO WANT THE ACTION TAKEN  OUT? 
I THOUGHT WE WOULD LET AND I BELIEVE  THIS COUNCIL 
     BEING SESSION HAS AN OPPORTUNITY . I AM CONVINCED PROFESSIONALLY THIS IS THE RIGHT  THING TO DO. SPOKE  GOOD AFTERNOON,  YOUR EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT DIRECTOR, A FEW THINGS AS MR. DINNEEN POINT OUT THIS IS  A DANGEROUS HURRICANE WE HAVE BEEN  TRACKING FOR QUITE A FEW DAYS.   THE REASON WE ARE HERE TODAY IS  BECAUSE THE TRACK SHAPES  CLOSER TO LESSER COUNTY SO THAT  PUTS US WITHIN HARMS WAY. RIGHT  NOW IT  IS A CATEGORY THREE WITH WINDS OF  120 MILES PER HOUR, IT IS ANTICIPATED  TO INCREASE AS IT MOVES OVER THE  BAHAMAS. AT IS MOVING AT 12 WHICH  IS GOOD NEWS UP A FEW DEGREES  IN FORWARD SPEED, THE CONDITIONS  WILL DETERIORATE  AS WE MOVE FORWARD, WE ARE LOOKING  AT TROPICAL STORM CONDITIONS INTO  1:00 AND FRIDAY. WE HAVE CONDITIONS AS MUCH AS 90  MILES PER HOUR SUSTAINED WINDS ALONG  THE COAST GUSTING UP TO 110. WITH THAT THERE IS AN OPPORTUNITY  FOR TORNADO, MICROBURST AND MANY  SWIRLS. WE ARE CURRENTLY UNDER A  HURRICANE WARNING AND WE  ARE ALSO UNDER A HURRICANE STORM  SURGE. WE CONTINUE TO MONITOR BOTH  OF THOSE. I HAVE A SLIGHT. CAN YOU PULL THAT UP PLEASE? 
     THIS WAS SORT OF A PRETTY GOOD SLIDE THAT SHOWS  YOU WHAT THE IMPACTS COULD BE, THE BLUE ARE  THE TROPICAL STORM FORCE WINDS,  THE YELLOW ARE STRONG TROPICAL FORCE  WINDS ALMOST HURRICANE STRENGTH  AND THE RED INDICATES HURRICANE  FORCE WINDS, WE  ARE ANTICIPATING A STORM SURGE OF  3 TO 5 FEET ALONG  THE COAST AND WE ARE UNDER A STORM  SURGE WARNING, WE ARE WATCHING THE  TIDES AND THEY ARE GOING TO BE HIGH  AROUND THE TIME THE HURRICANE MAKES  ITS CLOSEST LANDFALL. PROTECTIVE  ACTIONS TO GET INTO THAT, WE HAVE BEEN EXTREMELY BUSY WITH  THAT, OUR CITIZEN INFORMATION PHONE  LINES WERE ACTIVATED YESTERDAY,  WE HAD ABOUT 14 YESTERDAY THROUGH  THE DAY THEY HANDLED ALMOST 600  PHONE CALLS 
     WE ARE DISSEMINATING INFORMATION  ABOUT SANDBAGS AT THE COUNTY LOCATIONS  AND MUNICIPAL LOCATIONS, WE ARE  AT A LEVEL II ACTIVATION WHERE WE BRING IN THE MOST CRITICAL  EMERGENCY SUPPORT FUNCTIONS AND  THAT HAS BEEN WORKING WELL WE WILL  GO UNTIL 6:00 TONIGHT AND MAINTAIN  CITIZEN INFORMATION LINE UNTIL IT  A CLOCK HIM TONIGHT GIVING EVERYBODY  A CHANCE TO GET A GOOD NIGHTS SLEEP AND WE WILL BE BACK TOMORROW MORNING BRINGING ALL EMERGENCY SUPPORT  FUNCTIONS IN. WE HAVE BEEN IN CONTACT  WITH THE POWER COMPANIES. AND WE PLAN TO STAY ACTIVATED THROUGH  THE DAY THURSDAY OVERNIGHT FRIDAY  INTO FRIDAY AFTERNOON AND EVENING POSSIBLY IN THE OVERNIGHT HOURS  OF SATURDAY DEPENDING ON THE CONDITIONS  FOR THE STORM, WE CURRENTLY HAVE  11 SHELTERS ON STANDBY  WORKING WITH THE SCHOOL BOARD.  WE WILL HAVE SEVEN GENERAL SHELTERS  OPEN, WE WILL HAVE FOUR  SPECIAL FUNCTIONAL NEEDS SHELTERS ALL OF THE SPECIAL NEEDS SHELTERS  ARE PET FRIENDLY , WE ARE  CONDUCTING DAILY CONFERENCE CALLS  WITH COMMUNITY PARTNERS AND EMERGENCY  SUPPORT FUNCTIONS AND MUNICIPALITIES,  WE PARTICIPATE IN MULTIPLE CALLS  ON THE REGIONAL LEVEL AND WITH THE  STATE THE NATIONAL HURRICANE CENTER  AND MELBOURNE WEATHER TWICE-DAILY. WE WILL CONTINUE TO DO  THAT, CONFERENCE CALLS HAVE BEEN  QUITE BENEFICIAL. WE HAVE BEEN  WORKING WITH POWER COMPANIES FOR  POTENTIAL POWER OUTAGES. AND OF  COURSE SAFETY OF THE RESIDENTS IS IN THE FOREFRONT, WE HAVE NOT  SENT OUT A GREAT DEAL OF NEWS RELEASES. WE ARE REMINDING THE PUBLIC OF  PROTECTIVE ACTIONS TO TAKE NOW AND WE STILL HAVE THIS AFTERNOON  GOOD CONDITIONS AND TOMORROW THROUGH  THE DAY WE EXPECT THE MIDNIGHT HOUR  THURSDAY NIGHT INTO FRIDAY MORNING WE WILL BEGIN TO  SEE TROPICAL STORM FORCE WINDS COMING  ONSHORE. IT WOULD NOT TAKE MUCH  FOR THE STORM TO COME FURTHER TO  THE WEST WHERE CONDITIONS COULD  INCREASE BEYOND WHAT I DESCRIBED,  LAKE COUNTY TO THE WEST UNDER TROPICAL  STORM WATCH THEY  WILL BE PUT UNDER WARNINGS LATER. CONDITIONS INLAND CONTINUE TO ALSO  BE A CONCERN. POWER OUTAGES, ESPECIALLY WITH THE CONDOS WE WOULD LIKE TO  REMIND OUR RESIDENTS IT COULD BE  A LEVEL I ON THE FIRST FEW FLOORS BUT THEN AS YOU GET HIGHER  YOU COULD HAVE CATEGORY TWO AT THE  PENTHOUSE, AS A YOUNG FIREFIGHTER I COULD  TELL YOU WHAT IT WAS LIKE TO TRY  TO BRING PEOPLE DOWN 10 STORIES  AND DO THAT OVER AND OVER AGAIN.  SO WE WANT TO REMIND THE FOLKS IN  THE CONDOS, THEY NEED TO FACTOR  THAT INTO THEIR PLANS  AND HEED THE EVACUATION CONCERNS. CERTAINLY IT WILL BE HOT  AND HUMID. AT THAT  POINT, MR. DINNEEN I WOULD BE HAPPY  TO ENTERTAIN ANY QUESTIONS.  CHAIRMAN  DAVIS.  
ALL RIGHT, MR. PATTERSON  I KNOW  YOU WANT TO MAKE A MOTION. 
     OKAY MR. PATTERSON.  
I  MOVE APPROVAL OF THE DECLARATION  OF STATE OF EMERGENCY. 
MOTION FOR APPROVAL. DO I HEAR  A SECOND? IS THERE  ANY FURTHER DISCUSSION? ALL OF THOSE IN FAVOR DECLARATION  OF LOCAL EMERGENCY FOR HURRICANE  MATTHEW PLEASE SIGNIFY BY I. SO CARE UNANIMOUS,  6-ZERO DID   SPOKE ONE OTHER THING, A MATTER  OF RECORD YOU'RE GOING  TO CANCEL YOUR COUNTY COUNCIL MEETING  TOMORROW I WOULD ASK YOU TAKE THAT  ACTION. TREND 
WE THINK THE PRIOR COUNCILS  HAVING THE FORESIGHT TO FUND THE  EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT BUILDING, THIS  IS WHY WE DID IT. IT WAS DIFFICULT  TO MAKE THE ESTIMATE BUT WELL  WORTH IT IF YOU SEE THE SMALL TINY  BUILDING WE USED TO BE IN NOT READY FOR THIS AND SECONDLY,  OBVIOUSLY TO THE CITIZENS , AND OUR STAFF AND EVERYONE  OUT THERE LISTENING, PLEASE BE CAREFUL  AND REMEMBER THE ONES THAT ARE GETTING TO STAY HOME AND BE WITH  YOUR FAMILY, IT IS A LOT HARDER  WHEN YOU ARE AWAY AND WORKING TRYING  TO HELP EVERYBODY. 
IF I CAN ADD TO THAT I  AM ALSO RECOMMENDING, WE CLOSE  COUNTY OFFICES THURSDAY AND FRIDAY.  EXCEPT FOR THOSE , BOTH DAYS EMPLOYEES WILL GET THE  DAY SO IN OTHER WORDS WE  CREDIT ONE DAY, THOSE THAT HAVE  TO WORK THERE WILL BE A LIST PROVIDED  TO ME WHY DIVISION MANAGERS,  THOSE REQUIRED TO WORK THEY WILL  GET TO USE DAYS AT ANOTHER TIME. AND YOU MAY HAVE SOME PEOPLE, IF  THEY DON'T HAVE FAMILY AND THEY  WANT TO VOLUNTEER THEY CAN HELP  THE SERVICES TAKE PLACE TOMORROW.  WE HAVE A LOT OF FAMILY MEMBERS  THAT HAVE TO EVACUATE AND HAVE TO  GET READY THEMSELVES, THE OTHER  THING I AM ASKING FOR, MR. WAGNER  YOU SAID IT BEST DURING THE DOWNTURN WHEN WE KNEW SOMEDAY THIS  WOULD COME, WE MADE A TREMENDOUS INVESTMENT  OUT OF GENERAL FUND MONEY, ON OUR  OWN AND WITH THE HELP OF THE SHERIFF  RUN A FACILITY OUT THERE IN TERMS OF THE COMMUNICATION,  WE PUT TOGETHER A WONDERFUL BUILDING  THAT CAN SUSTAIN ANY TYPE OF HURRICANE. YOU DON'T WANT TO USE IT BUT YOU  BETTER HAVE IT. THE OTHER THING, A PERSONAL NOTE FROM EACH ONE OF  YOU, TO YOUR CONSTITUENTS SPECIFICALLY  WOULD BE HELPFUL,  THIS IS ONE TIME THEY HAVE TO TAKE  THIS SERIOUSLY. DO NOT WASTE THIS  TIME, FOR ANYBODY BECAUSE  THIS IS WHAT HAPPENS, PEOPLE WAIT UNTIL THURSDAY NIGHT AND THEN PANIC BECAUSE  NOW THEY BELIEVE IT IS REAL, IT  IS REAL, BELIEVE IT NOW, ASK THE  QUESTIONS NOW, ASK FOR HELP NOW,  WE WILL DO ANYTHING WE CAN, IF  YOU NEED SPECIAL HELP WE WILL TRY  TO GET OUT THERE, DEAL WITH YOUR  ISSUES. WE DO NOT WANT A TRAGEDY. BEFORE THIS FINISHES  I WANT THE SHERIFF TO STEP TO THE  MICROPHONE AND MAKE A FEW WORDS. OBVIOUSLY HE HAS RESPONSIBILITY  WITH US TO MAKE SURE THIS IS CARRIED  OUT SAFELY. 
GOOD AFTERNOON.  I HAVE LIVED IN VOLUSIA COUNTY ALL  MY LIFE, WE HAVE BEEN THROUGH  WHAT WE CONSIDERED HURRICANES.  SEVERAL OF THEM. BUT, THIS ONE  WE ARE LOOKING AT RIGHT NOW COULD  BE SOMETHING WE HAVE NEVER SEEN  BEFORE. WE MAY  NEVER SEE IN OUR LIFETIME AGAIN  IN VOLUSIA COUNTY, I HAVE HAD THE  OPPORTUNITY TO GO TO THE GULF COAST ON SEVERAL OF THE STORMS WHEN  THEY WERE OVER TO SEE THE DEVASTATION  LEFT BEHIND. AND THE  LOSS OF LIFE,  AND SOME PEOPLE THINK IT IS A GAME  AND THIS IS NOT A GAME. THIS IS  SOMETHING THAT IS LIFE-THREATENING,  TO PEOPLE WHO THINK THEY HAVE SEEN A  HURRICANE IN THE PAST IN VOLUSIA  COUNTY HAVE NOT SEEN ONE THAT HAS  COME FROM THE EAST, IT IS NOT LIKE  THE 2004 STORMS. THIS STORM CAN  TAKE AND BLOW THE  WINDOWS OUT OF THE HOUSE, DESTROY  THE HOUSES, TAKE THE HOUSES DOWN,  STORM SURGE AND WE WILL NOT BE ABLE  TO STEP IN AS A COUNTY MANAGER SAID  AND RESCUE. HISTORICALLY, EVERY  STORM WE HAVE HAD THAT HAS HIT THE GULF COAST, THERE  HAVE BEEN PEOPLE CALLING IN PANICKING  NEEDING HELP AND THERE IS NO WAY  TO GET ANYBODY THERE TO HELP THEM. SOME OF THOSE THAT HAVE ACTUALLY  LISTENED, A LOSS OF COMMUNICATION AND LATER  WE FOUND LOSS OF LIFE. IT IS VERY  IMPORTANT ESPECIALLY FOR THE PEOPLE IN THE  COASTAL AREAS TO PLAN AHEAD. IF  YOU'RE LIVING IN THE MOBILE HOME  OR A HOME THAT IS NOT STURDY ENOUGH EVEN THOUGH IT HAS BEEN SITTING  THERE FOR 100 YEARS DOES NOT MEAN  ANYTHING. MISSISSIPPI, IF YOU COULD HAVE  SEEN WHAT HAPPENED THERE, IT  PICKED UP THE GAMBLING BOATS AND  MOVED THEM ACROSS THE HIGHWAY. IT  TOOK HOUSES THAT HAVE BEEN SITTING  FOR 100 YEARS AND MOVE THEM TO SEE. HOUSES ON  TOP OF CARS AND CARS ON TOP OF HOUSES,  THE STORM SURGE WENT ALL THE WAY  TO I-10. I CANNOT STATE STRONGLY  ENOUGH THAT PEOPLE NEED TO LISTEN  TO US. WHEN THE STORM STARTS WE CAN'T GET IN THERE TO  HELP THEM. US OR THE 
     CITY POLICE DEPARTMENT OR EMERGENCY  SERVICES, PLAN AHEAD, RIGHT NOW  YOU HAVE 24 HOURS TO DO IT, DON'T  WAIT UNTIL TOMORROW, PLAN AHEAD  GET YOUR VALUABLE PAPERS, YOUR PETS WHAT YOU  NEED AND GET OUT OF THEIR. WE HAVE  PLENTY OF STORM SHELTERS WHERE YOU  CAN FIND FRIENDS OR SOMEBODY DON'T  WAIT UNTIL YOU ARE CAUGHT ON THE  HIGHWAY. 
THANK  YOU, SHERIFF, ONE FINAL COMMENT,  WE HOPE THINGS CHANGE AND MAYBE WE DON'T  GET HIT AS HARD. BUT, WE HAVE TO PREPARE FOR THE FACT  WE COULD AND WE DON'T BELIEVE THERE  IS A SCENARIO OUT THERE WE HARDLY  BELIEVE WE WON'T HAVE SIGNIFICANT  IMPACT. WITH THAT, IF YOU WANT TO TAKE A  MINUTE TO ENCOURAGE THE CITIZENS  OUT THERE. I WOULD APPRECIATE THAT,  MY FEAR IS PEOPLE MAY WAIT UNTIL  IT IS TOO LATE. THANK YOU.  >> I WILL GO AHEAD AND START  OFF WITH THAT. THIS MORNING I WAS  ON THE RADIO. DOING THE WEEKLY THING  THAT WE DO BEFORE THE COUNCIL MEETING. I WENT BRIEFLY OVER WHAT WE  WERE DOING.  I SAID, I  SAID I REALLY WANT TO TALK ABOUT  THE STORM, BECAUSE THIS IS DEADLY.  THERE HAS ALREADY BEEN NINE PEOPLE  KILLED THAT WE KNOW OF. WE DON'T KNOW HOW MANY PEOPLE TOTAL  IN HAITI HAVE BEEN DEVASTATED OR  CUBA, IT IS ROLLING OVER THE BAHAMAS, THIS IS NOTHING I AGREE WITH THE SHERIFF AND THE  COUNTY MANAGER. EVERYBODY THAT IS  LISTENING, YOU NEED TO HEED THESE  WARNINGS. THIS IS NOT A GAME, NOT  TIME TO BREAK OUT A SIX PACK AND  A BOX OF DORITOS, THIS IS TIME , THIS IS TIME FOR YOU TO GET YOUR  STUFF TOGETHER PACK UP  THE PUPPIES, GET THE WIFE AND KIDS,  GET IN THE CAR AND GET OFF AND EVERYBODY  SAYS AREA ISLAND, IF YOU ARE ON BEACHSIDE GET OFF  THE BEACH SIDE, YOUR LIFE IS IN  DANGER. THERE IS NO OTHER WAY TO  PUT IT. YOU NEED TO  GET IN. MS. DENYS , FIRST OF ALL I AM GLAD WE WILL  CLOSE THE OFFICES. I WAS GOING TO  SUGGEST THAT. EVEN TOMORROW I ASSUME  YOU WILL GIVE OUR EMPLOYEES A CHANCE  TO GO HOME AND PREPARE AND KEEP  EVERYBODY SAFE. JUST A QUESTION BECAUSE  I HAVE HAD MULTIPLE CALLS FROM BUSINESSES AND  CITIZENS WANTING TO KNOW IF IT IS  A MANDATORY EVACUATION, NEW SMYRNA  BEACH ON THE COASTAL SECTION AND  MY FIRST COMMENT WAS WHEN THE WIND GETS SUSTAINED  OVER 40 MILES PER HOUR YOU WILL  NOT GET OVER THE CAUSEWAY BRIDGES AND THE ONE BRIDGE  IS A DRAWBRIDGE. SO, WE ARE SAYING THIS IS NOT MANDATORY.  
WHAT WE ARE SAYING THE ONLY REASON  WE DON'T USE THE WORD MANDATORY, OTHER PLACES WOULD CALL IT MANDATORY,  WE ARE NOT GOING TO ARREST PEOPLE  THAT IS THE ONLY THING WE ARE TELLING  YOU BY DOING MANDATORY YOU NEED  TO BE GONE FOR YOUR OWN SAKE. WE  ARE SAYING WILL  NOT REST THOSE PEOPLE THAT REFUSE  TO LEAVE.  
AT THE SAME TIME, THE  EXCLAMATION POINT HAS TO BE OUR  EMERGENCY FIRST RESPONDERS CANNOT GET TO YOU SHOULD YOU CHOOSE NOT TO EVACUATE. 
 CORRECT. PHYSICALLY IN SOME CASES  WE CAN'T GET THEIR. THE OTHER THING,  WE WILL NOT RISK OTHER PEOPLE BECAUSE  YOU MADE THE CHOICE.  ESPECIALLY HERE WHERE WE HAVE GIVEN  PEOPLE PLENTY OF TIME. 
UNDERSTOOD. OKAY, I'M GOING TO RESPOND  TO CONSTITUENTS, OBVIOUSLY THIS  WILL GO OUT IN A PSA. WILL GET THIS OUT OVER THAT AIRWAVES AND THE RADIO AND THE  NEWSPRINT. OUR SITE WE WILL PUT  THIS UP , WE WILL BE LISTING THE SHELTERS,  THE 11 SHELTERS  AND THE SPECIAL NEEDS, WE CAN HAVE  THAT ON THE FRONT PAGE I THINK THAT WOULD BE HELPFUL,  I HAVE HAD CALLS FROM TWO PEOPLE,  ONE LADY JUST GOT OUT OF THE  HOSPITAL WITH A HIP REPLACEMENT.  SAYING WHERE DO I GO? WE HAVE GOT TO BE ABLE TO SHOW  THEM WHERE THEY CAN MAKE THE CONNECTION.  THERE ARE SOME VERY REAL NEEDS. 
THIS IS SERIOUS ENOUGH WE HAVE  TWO HOSPITALS EVACUATING.  
FLORIDA HOSPITAL AND NEW SMYRNA. THEY HAVE NOT DONE THAT BEFORE. THEY'RE GOING TO DO LAND AND ORANGE CITY.  
THE BEAUTY OF THAT , WHEN IN DOUBT TELL THEM WHAT NUMBER  TO CALL. IF YOU ARE NOT  SURE WE WILL HAVE A NUMBER WHERE  YOU CAN CALL AND  WE WILL FIGURE OUT. WRITE THIS DOWN.  
WE WILL POST ALL THE NUMBERS.  
THE CITIZEN INFORMATION PHONE  LINE WOULD BE THE BEST NUMBER, AND  THAT IS. ABSOLUTELY WE  WILL BE PUTTING THEM OUT.  1866, 345 1866, 345-0345. 
VERY GOOD, THANK YOU. 
 MS. CUSACK  .  
 THANK YOU, MR. CHAIR,  I WAS WONDERING IF THERE WAS ANY  WAY WE COULD COMMUNICATE WITH BUSINESSES THAT MAY HAVE SUPPLIES STILL AVAILABLE . IT IS  ALMOST IMPOSSIBLE TO FIND BOTTLED  WATER. HAVE YOU HEARD OF  ANY SUPPLIERS OR PLACES THAT FOLKS  MIGHT BE ABLE TO GO TO GET THESE  TYPES OF BATTERIES, THAT TYPE  OF THING.  
YES MA'AM WE UNDERSTAND A LOT OF THE STORES ARE BRINGING  IN SUPPLIES ROUTINELY, I WAS AT  LOWE'S LAST NIGHT THEY HAD A LOT  OF WATER AND PLYWOOD. I NEEDED A  FEW EXTRA BATTERIES, THEY CONTINUE  TO BRING SUPPLIES IN, BUT WE  WILL REACH OUT .  
BECAUSE THEY DON'T HAVE THEM  IN PUBLIC'S IN DELAND  AT THIS TIME, MAYBE THEY  WILL LATER.

ALSO MAKE  SURE THE CITIZEN INFORMATION CENTER  HAS THE INFORMATION  AND WE WILL WORK WITH JoANNE THROUGH  THE MEDIA POSTING INFORMATION AS  IT IS AVAILABLE.  
THE OTHER THING, IF  YOU GO SOMEPLACE , YOU HAVE TO BE SELF-SUFFICIENT BUT IF YOU CAN BRING EXTRA, BRING  A CHAIR, WE GET TO  72 HOURS, EVERYBODY WILL BE FINE AS LONG AS WE DON'T  HAVE TRAGEDIES, AND WE HAVE TIME  TO BUTTON UP THE PLACE, A LOT OF  THE DAMAGE COMES BECAUSE OF LOOSE  STUFF LAYING AROUND. AN OPPORTUNITY TO CLEAN YOUR GUARD,  THE POINT YOU NEED TO  BUTTON UP THE PLACE AND GET THINGS  SQUARED AWAY. WE HAVE GOT TIME.  
I'M SORRY.  
I JUST WANT  TO FINISH. THANK YOU. WOULD YOU AGAIN REPEAT  THAT NUMBER FOR THE  EMERGENCY CALL? 
IT IS 1866 IT IS 186-6345 IT  IS 1-866-345-0345. I HAVE GOT IT ON  MY PEN.  
THEN,  JUST LET ME THANK ALL OF THE STAFF  FOR WHAT YOU ARE DOING TO  MAKE SURE THIS IS A PART OF OUR  RESPONSIBILITY TO MAINTAIN THE SAFETY  OF OUR CITIZENS AS MUCH AS POSSIBLE, SO I THINK  MR. DINNEEN  AND EVERYBODY THAT IS MAINTAINING THE SAFETY  OF THE EMPLOYEES IN VOLUSIA COUNTY. THANKS TO ALL OF YOU. THANK YOU, MR. CHAIR.  
  I WILL BE REAL BRIEF. I WANT TO ECHO WHAT  MS. AND  THEN SHUT IT OFF AND LET IT COOL,  YOU WILL HAVE CLICKABLE WATER.  
OR THE OLD RAIN BARREL APPROACH. >> I WOULD LIKE TO SAY SOMETHING. WE  ALWAYS HAVE A PROBLEM WHEN THE STORM  IS OVER PEOPLE LIKE TO GET OUT AND  ROAM AROUND WE ASK THAT YOU NOT  DO THIS, THIS IS A VERY DANGEROUS  TIME BECAUSE OF POWER LINES, PLEASE STAY HOME WHEN IT IS OVER,  DON'T GET IN THE WAY OF EMERGENCY  SERVICES, FOR YOUR SAFETY AND THE  SAFETY OF OUR FIRST RESPONDERS.
