This is a  nonprofit organization and it takes  time for us to put this together. 
 Thank you very much.  Anybody else ? hearing that there are no more we will adjourn this portion of  the meeting. 
 [ Captioner on stand by ] >> Good  morning, we will start the meeting at 10 o'clock in five minute. Think  you --  Thank you. >> 
     Good morning welcome to the Council meeting. We will call  the meeting to order at this time. We will have the roll call. >> [ Low  Volume ] 
I would like to say I have  the honor to  be at [ Indiscernible ] church to  do a confirmation  for his anniversary. [ Low Volume ]. 
 You don't get a county pin. Let's  have the roll call please. >> [ Roll call ] 
[ Low Volume ]. Item  number G. [ Low Volume  ]. 
     The item before you today is the  such removal.  JCS operates four offices which  are located in various parts of  the county. In 2017 the  judges of the County Court place  roughly 3000 individuals under their  supervision with approximately 1300 being supervised at any given time. No county dollars are expended  in part of the services rather the  contractors entirely dependent on  cost of supervision fees paid by  the probationers themselves. That  rate is set by the court and is  currently $45 per month. By statute,  in his urinary cases a person may  not be on probation for a term of  excess of six months.  By contract, JCS must  supervise all of those  sent to  them by the court regardless of  their ability or inability to pay. Some  examples of probationary conditions  which JCS  has asked to oversee include performing  community service hours, submitting  the drug test, attending certain classes or programs and  satisfying other obligations. To conclude my office  audits the JCS contract  and really  to -- annually to have compliance. I will do  my best to answer any questions  if anybody has any.  
Think you --  Thank you.  
Then item J.  >> Good morning ,  the item before you as an extension  of an existing contract we had with  continuing services for environmental  services. We wanted to give you a quick overview  on what those services are. Whenever  the county goes in and needs assessments  of groundwater or some of the sampling that is  associated if we take over a piece  of property that has tanks on it  these are folks who come in and  provide those services to us and  handle all of the permitting. The reason this is continuous is  because for us to hire these people  as permanent staff it would be costly  and also we would not have a consistent  need for them. This is on a  unneeded basis so with a way  for us to get expertise at a affordable  price in a much more efficient way.  If there are any questions I will  be glad to answer them. 
Item K. What you can do that one.  >> This is a similar type  of situation and we have three forms that are providing us with protected  species and environmental assessments. This is the  bugs and bunnies where we go out and determine whether or not a  site has protected species and needs  additional permitting or some other way of making sure  that the site is being utilized  and still be able to protect those  species. What we have is a situation  where we have some staff members  that are certified. This is a larger contract, for large tracts of property suchlike  the airport the southern property where we  would have to have somebody come  out and be larger assessment. All  of these are on a as needed basis . The contract with [ Indiscernible ] is providing  assistance to us on a continuing  basis with regards to implementation  of the permit for the Persian -- portion of the  beach.  If there are any questions I will  be glad to answer.  
Thank you Klay.  
Also, the sheriff  was here and he would like to make  a comment on Z . 
Make sure your cell phone is  turned off. 
I don't have any money to buy  doughnuts if it does go off. Good  morning, very quickly the crime  victims grant this is our 18th year that we have applied and received  this grant. We have five volunteer  folks who volunteer approximately $30,000 worth of service which  goes to our match. I would like to introduce our two  victim advocates today Megan and  Joanne if you guys would stand up. Their caseload is about 2000 victims a year that they interact with  and they're not only on the sheriff  office but our whole circuit. These folks are  on call and do an amazing job for  us and I wanted to make sure that  they get recognized for the work. Nobody knows who they  are so copper that they  get a phone call at 2 AM.  
The people that they work with  know who they are. Thank you for  that service. >> I was going to make a comment on  that. This is extremely important and I was a victim advocate for  several years  and it was a lot of work  and it was so well worth it. I appreciate  all that you do Thank you .  
Okay we are moving on to item  number two. This is a public hearing  and we will open the public hearing  portion and we will have a staff  report. 
Good morning I am Jerry the  County engineer. This is a request for abandonment  of a breach -- beach approach and  I wanted to note that as we do on  all of our requests for abandonments we notify property  owners and we go roughly 1000 feet  to the north and 1000 feet to the  south and go all the way to the  river. All of those get notices . The two adjacent  property owners to the north is  the Holton and to  the south of the  resort and sweets. an 85 the city of Daytona Beach  leased parking spot that  are adjacent to the la playa which  are private. That lease was  an 85 and since that time the  county now have control of  the beaches and  the approaches. The petitioners  have petitioned to vacate what they are presently leasing . This is jurisdiction  of the county so what is being  proposed here is that of the 50  foot right-of-way, 45 feet  of it would be released essentially  a banded to the la playa resort retaining the five feet that you  see in the exhibit to the north for the sidewalk.  Today, there is no access  to the beach and here shows  an example that it's close to  a 12 foot difference in elevation. That is probably one of the  reasons why it has never been open  and you have such a great distance 
     that you wouldn't be able to  just cut down 12 feet and go  200 something feet to make  a drivable. It just isn't  feasible and  what it be legal to do that. If the Council were to accept this  is that the la playa within three  years would build a walkway down to the beach from the sidewalk down to the sand. So they would have three years  to do that on their nickel  and the estimate is about $100,000  so that would provide first  time ever a public pedestrian access  to the beach. The other condition within the  three years would also be that the  la playa would convey and pay the county $300,000 towards providing parking at this time on  designated locations. So essentially  being able to replace the parking . As I said this  has never been open to the public and the parking spots have never  been open to the public -- let me see if I  missed anything. The staff is  supporting this. 
Okay, to. -- Okay,  Thank you. 
I think one of the issues that  have risen that he didn't  hammer home was that the resolution  would take effect upon counsel approving  it if you so did. However,  the vacation does not take effect  until the walkover is constructed, expected by the county  and the funds are paid for to construct off  beach parking. It's not as if  you would vacated today  and then if they don't keep their  promise and don't meet the conditions that we will have lost  the beach approach. It doesn't occur  until those conditions are met and  this is the same process that the  Council followed for Lenox, ocean dunes,  Esther Street and the Vermont approaches . The land shark in the Mexican restaurant  just went in north of sun splash  park. 
We will move to the public participation part and we have for people who would  like to speak. Alex you  are first.  >> I will make this really quick. 
     This is  the fifth  of five redevelopment projects that  this family has done in the Daytona  Beach area. I wanted to run through  on this one is at the resort, the first  three already are done and lotion  Sands Hotel which was rebranded  to the Hampton and of the Acapulco  which is now by the  Marriott.  As you know, the old desert in his  soon to be open as hard rock and  I can give you an update on that  if you would like. Running through  really quick, before and after the  Holiday Inn  -- before and after  the Hampton and Marriott and excuse that picture. I  took the picture of the hard rock and I thought I might  throw it in there. We have a good community develop  partner who has come in and done  some really good things in this  community. We are asking for some  assistance with this fifth project. As  you guys recall -- 
If you would limit your comments  to the issue counselor. 
As Joe mentioned in 1959 the division was including the beach  approach North of the Atlantic property which is la playa. That was least  two the owner of the property that lease runs out in July of  that lease runs out in July 2025.  Rather than waiting until the last  minute we wanted to try to get something  worked out. The basis  for the request is that the  client is putting in a substantial  renovation estimating about $20  million between purchasing  the property and renovating it.  Obviously parking is a key to success. If this property  does not continue to be used for  parking it's a domino affect and  other standards are implicated and that will result in a loss.  We would like to ensure  the success of this project by continuing  to have these spaces available.  We think it's a win-win and  right now we have a beach approach  that's just on paper of what we  call paper plot. There is no access to the public  and I'm not sure if there ever would  be if it wasn't for the opportunity  we have here. 
     You have some development standards  that would be in place that might  just make it impossible to do this  unless the county were to do this. It also enhances  the chances of success for a good  community development. That is the picture you already  seen. I wanted to address -- I know some of you received emails and for the folks who don't think this is  a good idea and as Jamie mentioned in your resolution it says if we  don't do these things within three  years it's  as though it never happened.  If the promises aren't filled the  approach is not vacated. Your County code  contemplates this type of action  and provides -- we have to provide equal access  within 1000 feet. We are right on  top of the same approach and we  are narrowing it but getting access whereas currently there is no physical  access. Clearly that standard is  superior access to what is now. It can't be  vacated until it's constructed and  obviously we will meet that detail. Here we done one better, your staff has gotten one better and they have done a great  job negotiating. You  also be getting $300,000 that will  be used for off beach parking. We are ensuring success of a redevelopment  project which will increase the  tax base. We are enhancing both the county  and the city's tax base and we are  making the beach more successful  in two ways. We are the current  location and with the new parking. If you have any questions I would  be glad to answer them. 
Any questions from the two 
     ? 
[ Low Volume ] 
     I think this is the third time in  three years that I've been here  talking about a beach  related subject. We continue to  provide [ Low  Volume ]. No consideration of the taxpayers desire have been considered apparently. The 20 million investment and the  vacating of this really  does not provide enough in return to the tax payers other than beach  access which is just a word which  means you can walk there carrying  all your stuff. Please consider the taxpayers  for a change with your decision  today for this change with your  decision today. Please vote no to  vacating this approach, Thank you. 
Think you Mack. -- Thank you . Mike Dennis .  >> Good morning Mike Dennis Daytona  Beach Florida. This is  my second time  in front of this body about a beach  approach. 
     I am glad I got quoted about the  broken promise because that is what the first  part was a broken promise. In that  hearing --  
Can you limit your comments to  the issue which  is his property.  
In a prior hearing  the Jamie mentioned that the parking replacement was a state statute  not a county. If this approach  is vacated then the state statute  cuts and and they have to provide parking someplace. Again, broken promises can  carry consequences and I would like  to see you guys vote no on this  one, Thank you. 
Davis. >> 
     Good morning Council and Mr. Chairman. I come here today in opposition  to the request to make this provision  for the developers for the la playa. I am a lifetime resident of Daytona  Beach and grew up there and it's  my hometown. I remember  to going to the la playa many  years ago. I love the idea that  the la playa will be restored. I  love the idea that any  type of development on that beach coming to our community needs development. When I say we are behind development until organizations  that I might belong to and I support the development that goes on there. What I do not support is when that which is held in public trust  is given away. We have heard a business profited but what to the  public profit from. We look at the  la playa in the same situation and  what I ask this counsel to do is  use restraint and to postpone any action on this matter until a further  date. This organization that is  coming has other ventures out there that have come under questionable  activities in the past few weeks  and months. I think we should give  them an opportunity to finish what  they started and an opportunity  to prove to the people that they  will fulfill their obligations  to us and to keep their promises  to us. When a student comes to school  every day without their homework  and says the dog ate it, how many  times does the teacher  listen to that before they do something  about it. When the judge has the  defendant coming before then promising  not to do it again,  how many times before the sentence  that defendant. When they think  about a bank or business of the  bank own more money to an organization  that has defaulted or fallen behind, no it waits.  The la playa is a great project and we have money in this county  and we have shown that we are able  to give 20 million here and 40 million  there. You did great jobs and bringing  in the fulfillment center  for a great chain and grocery store. You did a great job in bringing  in the development for the retail  outlets. They got money and different conditions, they didn't get public land. Once the public land is gone it's  gone for good. The most priceless  piece of land we have is a beach  side land. I ask you to  postpone this,  what's another few weeks and let  them meet their other obligations  first and wring it back. Thank you  I will conclude. 
Okay. At this point we will close  the public participation portion and counsel discussion. >> Something I would like to clarify  and you can  -- if you can put up  the picture but had December 17 . I just wanted  to clarify that this piece of property since before 1985 has  never been used  for beach access. It's  been walled  correct ? you can climb over the  wall.  >> We have tried to find out when  exactly the wall was built. We can  see development in the area in the  early 80s and we think that is about  the time that those walls were put  in. Prior to that there were cleared  areas so we don't know whether or  not the public actually came down between 1959 when it was plotted and the early 80s when  the wall went up based on the areas  we have been able to view. At least  from the early 1980s that wall has  been there. 
Okay so it has not been beach  access since the Midshipman-80s  . 
I was in the early 80s, yes ma'am.  
The second thing I wanted  to clarify is that this tiny plot of land  is not suitable to open up for beach  striving  according to the size  and regulations for today correct ?  
Yes that is correct. As you can see in the photograph it's 12+  feet difference and in order to put in a drive and also to where it would be  ADA accessible it's  about 22 Q1. That takes  you  -- the depth of this driveway is  300 feet back to the street. It would take over 200 feet just  to get the grade  accessible. Other beach ramps  are down closer to the grade of  the sand but we do have some that there  are separation and this is one of  them. That's probably why the wall  was put in because it was probably  just a large amount going down to  the beaches before the 80s.  
I'm looking  at this as its county owned property but  basically a useless piece of property  that we currently owned. A tiny  plot that is useless to us for  beach access. Setting aside who or how this is being  done I think the bottom line factor  for me is that several things have  been brought out about not providing  for the residence  and if this action will take this piece of property that currently  does not have beach access and give  beach access to the residence in  that area in terms of 
     the walk over . I see that as  an actual benefit to the residence  of the area and giving them that  walk over, in the area where we  would not be putting a walkover. 
Thank you. I look at it a little  bit differently. The five feet that would be remaining, I don't think it's an adequate exchange for what  we are giving up and that's my personal  opinion. I understand that they  need that property but you are asking the people to  give up another section of their  beach  and I understand promises not being  broken I will clarify that we just  saw three hotels that he has remodeled and they are gorgeous.  I have confidence that  he will complete and it will be  gorgeous but I  do have a problem with just a five  foot walkway. I don't like the tunnel  walkways and the shores , I hate them. I rather not even  see them. However, I think I know there has never been anything  there but it doesn't make anything  right. I would personally like to  see something there, more substantial than a five foot walkway. If there  was a platform at the top that people  can sit on  a bench or a place to put their  bikes, make it something that of  value to the community. It  was theirs, it's ours but it  is there's and I  feel strongly about that. I would  like to see that proposal  if that's a choice . I would like to see it before  this is confirmed.  I am in total agreement with what  needs to be done however that. The 300,000 unless I see another  parking area completed it really  means nothing. I think the beach that people want to see parking there. They want  to see parking and not just a $300  check. If we are going to give up 500  feet  --  
450  -- 50  
I'm sorry 50 feet. I would  like to see something more if that's  a possibility if you understand. >> Let's be reminded, nothing can  be done until 2025 based on the  current conditions. 
I understand that.  
Having said that, they are on a  lease  with Daytona Beach.  Your thoughts I am  hearing them but we would have to take a whole different  approach to this to do  what you are asking to be done.  I will go ahead -- I guess I  look at it differently as well. I look at it like there is no access  and I received calls and personal  comments from individuals who live  around there that would like to  have a walkover. Most of our walkover's are not 12 or 14 feet. Most of the walkover's are smaller  and limited. Currently there is no parking and if you were to try to make  it a beach access [ Indiscernible-  multiple speakers ].  
I'm not talking  about that. My  personal thing is I don't want the  five foot hallway. That was my comment.  >> Thank you Mr. chair.  I think we are confusing to things  a walkover and beach access ramps. I think we are crossing thoughts  and terminology here. How many beach  access ramps did we just authorize to reopen in Daytona this year  ? how  many did we just reauthorize ?  
Counsel is not  closing assess we are creating access 
     and with access here I'm talking  about access ramps not walkover's. 
 We also are in negotiation to talk about building a whole  new ramp which is 16th Street .  
Exactly. That's another whole  agenda item. That's exactly where  this counsel is how we are supporting  it and funding that. As a practical matter ,  first of all we are not giving up  the beach. That comment that were  giving up the beach, we are not  giving up any beach. For a practical  matter to open up access and to add parking spaces is exactly  what this counsel has decided from  the beginning and our goals and  why we have that workshop so I am going to support this for  that reason. It's like  what happens when the sidewalk ends  right now, you jump into a pit. Where the sidewalk ends no access but should we agreed to  go forward with this we have created  a walkover access and we have not  given up the beach and we are committed  to open up all the access ramps  for vehicles and our citizens on  the beach.  Based on all of those things that  this counsel has supported and funded  as a goal I am going to  support this going forward.  Thinking back --  Thank you. 
Thank you Mr. chair. I  can understand that there are some  concerns if we were doing something to alleviate if  you will or decrease access to  the beach. I think we  are saying and we have been saying that we want to make sure that  we have access to the beach. I don't  see this as something in a negative  way I see this as a positive. That we will be doing what we said for  the citizens. I support this because I think it's what  we have said before. 
     I think to say that were not trying to  make sure that we are good stewardess of access to the spinach  -- beach  I think we are doing that  and doing everything possible to  make that happen. I support. >> 
     I have seen the work that this family has done on the  other three properties and I'm very  impressed by what they have done and what they are attempting to  do.  I keep hearing this thing about  broken promises and I don't believe  that that has happened. I think  it's an opportunity for us so Mr.  chair we have approval.  
Is there a second ?  
Second. 
Any further discussion ?  
Again, I am in favor of that I would just  like to see five foot a little  bit more. I understand we don't have anything  now and that's the only request  I. Make it a little bit better and  I would really ask for that. If we  can just have  something better. 
You heard that the motion  has been seconded in this discussion  is over. Any objection to the motion  ? hearing  on the motion passes unanimous.  Thank you .  
Mr. chair, I note  Joanne rescheduled next but I Mr. and Mrs. Taylor here and they  have two catch a plane can we move  item 6 up ? 
Any objection ?  we will move item 6 to this point  since there is a need for transportation. We will move to item 6 . This is a  public hearing. We will get the staff reported for Mr. Irwin.  
Good morning. Before you today  is request property on  Townsend Drive. Subject property is requesting  going from our for a to a  three a. This is in essence a  down zoning  and reduces the maximum development  that could occur on the property.  The property owner has indicated  they would like to utilize it for  citrus use which would  be consistent with the proposed  zoning. The staff has  reviewed and there was no comment  at the [ Indiscernible ]. The recommended approval at their  January meeting. It's before you  today and I do need to clarify that  on page 06  16 there is a table  that there is a typo that shows  4090 trips when in reality it should  be 4009.  Good morning. Before you is  an application from Mr. and Mrs.  Hillman from a comprehensive planned  unit. This is a  change of venue's designation for  a total 17.5 acre  track. Changing it from for three  reformers -- resource -- I'm  sorry excusing Tatian changing from  forestry resource  to rural.  Trying to make them compliant  with other land  use zoning. The goal is to try to  pull them together and change the  land use to two viable pieces of  land that way they would be able  to utilize them for  future development . They have come in and met with  our staff. This is changing the  future land use so they can get  the density and type of zoning they  need to follow with their intended  plans. In front of you is the aerial  that is on 420 which is  the proposed land-use on  page 422.  What we hope to  do is first and foremost approved  this  land-use amendment -- item 5 is  a rezoning for the entire 17.5 acre  track. We will be able to go  through change land use and change  zoning so we can take these different  parcels  and then combine them and utilize  them for two separate parcels that  can  be developed.

The building  looks great from the outside. The  height is good. Everything looks  great, but that is not safe in my  opinion . I do not think that in  the name of safety that in eight  days these people can make that  building safe by repairing those  supports to that whole building.  The deadline  to open and move cars from the hundred  10 feet from the hard rock is not  going to be met. Please uphold  the agreement on the meeting of  the deadline on behalf  of the taxpayer residents of Volusia  County based on that they had to  meet the requirements of the agreement  by  the developer and the hospitality  group that he represents. Thank  you.  

Thank  you Kent.  There is  no other we will close that portion  of the  public participation.  >> Only one comment and that is just  to remind everyone that the  next meeting we will be meeting  in the afternoon in the USC with  the shores on the issue of  the parking  lot in the city  of shores.  

That is after the regular Council  meeting. We will be done in time  to finish the meeting  and hopefully get lunch to go over  there and be there at 2 PM.  

 Miss Decker.  

 County Counsel. I  will ask the Council if I can go  ahead and send out -- we have  a letter that is going out to the  assistant secretary requesting  more information. This is something  Mr. Eckerd and Mr. Booker  and I had put together here but  I think we need to just formally  asked them to put the two amendments  on the agenda that we need  to have. There is a third amendment  which has to do from what I understand  with the OT having to  agree to taste but if  they do not put it on the agenda  I think we should look at other  options in the future to try to  resolve this issue that we  have had.  That is all I really  have. Okay. I think  you should have been a doctor because  you have so much patience dealing  with this. I could have never have  dealt with that issue in the manner  that you had in knowing you I do  not know how you restrained yourself  from doing  that. Anyway  

I am the oldest of six kids.  [ laughter ]  

I had to be  the peacemaker.  

In regards to the hard rock photos  that we just  received, I have a question  for you.  >> We do not address comments.  

Okay . I have a question for  staff than Pickett just wanted to  clarify. I know we all received  an email with the pictures and I  wanted to ensure that  this was -- if we are talking about  safety that the issue was passed  on with the city of Daytona who  has jurisdiction  over that. I specifically made sure  that went to the manager and the  inspection people. I talked to them  and made sure that they received  it. It is  their responsibility but the people  building the hotel but it is clearly  the city's responsibility any coat  issues at all so they said they  felt  comfortable with what was being  done with the construction and they  would take it under  advisement.  

Okay. 

And I understand it is not our  responsibility but we have not received  any official response other than  that they are looking into it.  Correct?  

Correct. 

I just wanted to make sure that  if that is a safety concern that  it is looking into.  

--  Looked into.  

I wanted  to break up that the domestic  abuse counsel -- annual luncheon  the other day  -- and it was a wonderful event.  There were lots of people from the  community there. The reason for  the event was to highlight that  the domestic abuse counsel's name  changed at the end of last year  to the  Deacon center and the reason that  it  changed was  to ensure that the public and victims --  I know we talked about days we had  the victims advocates from the Sheriff's  office earlier so I think that was  pretty relevant that  victims understand as well as the  public understands all of the things  that the domestic abuse counsel  actually does for the citizens.  That it is not just emergency shelter.  They do provide a lot of  long-standing programs. Congratulations  to them and their new branding as  he Deacon center.  

I would also like  to say this has been  a very rough week for  law enforcement.  This month actually, 26  years ago, I started my career in  law enforcement in  Brevard County with the  Sheriff's office.  I am sure you  all heard that Brevard County Sheriff's  office had their field training  officer Kevin Stanley that was killed  in the line of duty earlier this  week. So I would like to send my  condolences to them and my family  there. I would also like  to say that if you could also keep  in your prayers many of you all  know  Rob Wallace who worked with Volusia  County Sheriff's office for many  years and also beach safety -- he  has had a heart  incident recently and  is currently in an induced coma  in the  hospital.  They are actually work  days working at this  very minute to bring him out of  that  induced coma.  We  will see what happens later today  but certainly prayers to him and  his  family.  And the law enforcement  community. The last thing I had  was the constitutional  review just had their meeting in  the public. I was  happy to see there was  a fairly reasonable turnout from  some in  case citizens from Volusia County.  I  know that our sheriff was there.  Our clerk of court  was there,  Judy Grimm with Volusia County was  there as well speaking on behalf  of  water quality for the county. I  am very happy to see citizens  were involved we are currently  going through that. So good to see.  That is all I have for comments.  

Thank you.  

Thank you Mr. chair.  One of the things I wanted to mention  was a  veteran program that I have sent  to staff and it is called the Purple  Heart County . Every County to become a Purple  Heart County participate in the  combat wounded veterans recognition  program and a Purple Heart County  is a county that recognizes those  in their community that  gave their lives and were wounded  in combat defending our American  freedom. There are no formal requirements  and no cost to receive  this designation, but the process  involves the city Council or County  commissioners including issuing  a proclamation explaining the county's  intent. I have talked somewhat with  Donna Butler and there is really  nothing else involved in this. And  it  would be -- if you would like to  speak on that a little bit -- I  would like to see our County to  the proclamation. And they do have  a ceremony. The county will host  a ceremony recognizing their counties  Purple Heart recipients. The military  order traditionally provides the  plaque commemorating the occasion.  A Purple  Heart flag and pins for  everyone attending.  

There is not much more than that.  They just have to provide a DD 2  for . we can verify they received  the Purple Heart and they would  come in front of a counselor who  can determine who will come forward  and receive  the recognition.  

It the rest of the counsel agrees  I would like to see a proclamation  for  that.  

Absolutely. My dad received a  Purple Heart and was also a POW.  

Okay. I have another thing. Recently  in the  newspaper, HUM had a proposal for  the first  step shelter as a holding  pattern until first step is  ready. And their proposal  was that  this month, there will be like 100  beds that would be available because  people will be moved to hope  place. And they have talked with  the Catholic charities as well as  Halifax and their proposal  was to provide a first step exactly  the same philosophy but  do it with a pre-step to bring the  people  they are in a holding pattern until  first step is done which we do not  know when it will be  done.  

And their main thing that they  were asking is if  this occurred with the county  being supportive of that money that  is promised to Daytona to go to  that temporarily while  we are waiting for the other one.  So  this -- our obligation is to Daytona.  So this decision has to be made  between Daytona and  first step. They have to agree on  it. But I do  think that it is  another option because it is not about location.  It is about the people and until  this first step is ready to go if  we could have a pre-first step and  still provide the services I think  it is a good idea.  

But it would be up to Daytona.  Our monies and everything is promised  to Daytona.  

Billy and I talked about this.  I believe that  our relationship with Daytona Beach  dish I think what they  are doing is try to figure out how  they will build the facility and  the only way it will work is if  they can figure out what makes sense.  What Billy and I talked  about is if the first step toward  goes to the city and said they would  like to do this in the city wants  to do it, then I would think that  our counsel would  be open -- of the $400,000 that you pledge  per year for five years if they  want to use it -- they would  have to use that money  also -- if they want to use that money  could they come to us and ask us  and I think that obviously the counsel  would be open to hearing their proposal.  But that proposal would have to  come from the city. And I am not  sure there is agreement on using  that facility in I think at this  point I think everybody  would prefer that we just stay where  we are at and we  provided funds. Lots of funds for  all these facilities if you add  them all up. But I would say we  cross that bridge when we come to  it if they want to ask us. But our  relationship is with  the city and I do not know  if that will happen . I think there  is some apprehension by the city  of doing that in terms of the steps.  I  think we are always open to hearing  from the city if they want to talk  to us about how they are going to  use the existing money that we put  out there but I say we cross that  bridge as we come to it. Since I  do get calls say what is happening  with it and why isn't  it happening with so have the  people out on the street and they  are still going to be out there  out and thus treat. It was public  and it was in the newspaper. That  would have to be  between Daytona.  Then I have one  other thing I would like  to do. We talked about hard rock.  I am getting calls galore  and questions.  About  an update. Are we going to make  the deadline and whatever.  I want  to know personally -- I saw the  article in the paper  today and January 25 email  was referred to  that staff passed around.  I look back to my emails and I  did not receive anything. And I  am not saying  anything or -- but  there is a difference between truth  and honesty. Truth is  -- yes there is nothing on this  piece of  property. Honesty -- yes there is  nothing on this piece of property  but we are planning on building  a strip joint. That is  the honesty. Sometimes I do not  feel like I get to all the information.  I am not saying there is going to  be a  strip joint. I feel like sometimes  I am not getting all the information  I get and I want to make sure that  we are getting the information that  we need. And I do not want to  read about it in the newspaper.  

 I think this should be no different  to me than  any project that is put out there for anyone  of all the hundreds  and thousands it would be up until  something  happens. We are not involved in  the day-to-day process . we are  not involved in the construction.  We are involved in making a decision  to allow the action to take place.  So to  be concerned about something that  may or may not happen is kind  of like -- what are you going  to do? Creating thoughts of  Ibsen Anson mites. Let's worry  about -- I think we should  be focused on letting  it go and it is not up to us to  keep up with the day-to-day process  of a construction progress -- process  picked that is not our function.  Keep you disagree that  is fine. I received comments from  people about the  hard rock but that is under Daytona's  jurisdiction as far as code  and approval. That is  up to Daytona Beach. It is not up  to the county. And  my scope of  the way I look at it -- if something  happens that they do not meet the  deadline that we have given, then  we have something to  deal with. Up until that time, all  we can say is we understand that  work is going on and we hope that  they make  their deadlines. 

Just to clarify -- the short  answer is I am not concerned about  it until we need to address an issue  of the hard rock. Just  to clarify. We  have never received any information  from them by something in the paper  that did not come to us. I don't  listen to anybody but the people  who are the attorney and  Mr. Abbas in terms of where they  are at. I have no reason to believe  that all that they are not going  to supply the certification which  they are required to do. I am waiting  for it any day.  

That is what  I wondered.  

That is the only information  that I have and that you have is  that I have never seen anything  from then that said they were not  going to make it except for the  first time when you extended the  deadline. Since that time they have  given us every indication that we  find their attorney we talked to  that at  one time about just making sure  that they understood what the  certification required and they  explained to us where they were  in construction and we are waiting  for the certification. We are supposed  to get it any day and there is a  process we  go through. Once I get  the certification. I'll be forwarding  that to a counsel and I'll give  that  a date. 

Okay.  >> 

Thank you  Mr. chair. I have no additional  comments  to make.  

First  of all, the  national airspace conference in  Washington DC was an  amazing networking. It really was  a networking event and again  I think it was a privilege  to be there and hear some other  things. There was a new language.  Every industry has her own language  and acronyms. When we hear  LEL we think of law  enforcement officer. Not up there.  Glow  earth orbit. -- Low  earth  orbit.  

So,  learning this new language, there  is another acronym. We all know  what a OREO.  Organic exposure to orbital stresses.  

It is a whole  new language. An armadillo is what  I have in my field that tears it  up. Anyway. An  armadillo. We all know what they  do but up there at the airspace  conference in  armadillo is altitude and related  maneuvers and debris in  low orbit. Half the time you  are googling. It is  very good.  I would tell you for Florida and  Volusia County for the second and  third tier supply chain market that  is connected to the aviation and  aerospace, everything we are thinking  from launches -- forget the big  launches.  Cube satellites, interestingly enough  I came back and I think well, there  will come a time when our  grandchildren will ask you  can you help me with my science  project and it will be satellite  in a box.   Will that is not for our  grandchildren picked that is happening  now because at one of the lunches  in  Tallahassee -- with the Air Force  and NASA there was a team at the  back of the room where we  were invited and there was a group  of students and guess what they  were putting together?. Cube satellite.  That will  go up just like back in the day  you could get a car from Ford magazine  and Sears Roebuck.  The kid back  in the day now thinks satellites.  We  went from Flintstones to the Jetsons  on steroids overnight. But for  Volusia County in  economic development, the second  and third tier supply change we  need to get  ready because it is moving and there  is corporations and players that  we have never even heard of even  from last year. There are new players  at  the table. It was an honor to represent  you. And by the way we are the only  country to have a car in space.  And put 50,000 miles on it the first  time out.  

Thank you to  Elon  Musk.  

Anyway. It has been a very busy  two weeks. The last thing I want  to discuss is I want to thank staff  at  ocean properties -- we talked about  it -- he called me  because he knew there was a council  meeting. At the last council meeting  staff I brought up the concern with  the property owners using their  own  money but could not get the permits  from the DEP and EPA. They were  caught in the bureaucratic  quagmire. In meeting with them we  found that with a EF oh and the  governor proclaims they emergency  final order that allows city  and county governments to  issue permits  and override the states.  So they asked us if we would step  in and intervene and could we do  that? Well not only did  I ask -- it has already  been done.  

Environmental  staff actually did clarify what  we did. We  went ahead and helped each  of the individuals fill out the  proper  DEP permit and we broke it out in  a way that allowed it to call on  a much easier process. That was  the tack that we  took to get it done in a quick matter  and I want to thank Clay and  his staff that went out there and  they got the DEP as well to come  down and we knocked it  all out in one session out there  on the beach. Also I want  to thank Jamie and Rod for  trying to have this meet all of  our conditions. And one other thing  -- just so I am clear I said I would  send you something saying we are  going to close the beach. I meant  to say close the section of the  beach driving picked not close the  beach. Close the section 2  beach driving.  

This was done  on site with the residents. They  walk them through that  bureaucratic nightmare. 

     The emergency final order when we  have a hurricane, it gives emergency  authorization for repairs,  replacement and certain measures  made necessary by hurricane. This  was hurricane  Irma is posted by  the hurricane. This gives us the ability to  be the administration were to  Craddick arm no money his own money  to replace Emery nourish the damage  that has been done so we can expedite  this process. I do think  we stretched the limits. We have  to watch that we do not violate  the law. I think  it is a template for  the future.  

What we did ask was if we could  expand it to the  walk over so they need to get  permission -- there are walkover's  picked they have a two foot or  four foot six foot drop off. They  do not  want to taste the want to stay within  the rules in the permitting regulations.  But they  still need help getting those permits  to finish  so  walkway accents. We need to expedite  that because according still to  the CFO we could  do it. 

I think it worked great. I think  it sets up a template for the future  but I also think there is a difference  when you are trying to help people  help themselves.  This was like hey we would really  like to do this. It is our private  property. Can you do this. I am  very pleased with what we did. We  had to stretch to make sure we did  not violate something. I think between  law and our staff and Clay they  did a  great job.  

That really was an amazing feat  within two weeks but can we expand  that to add? That we will see what  we can do.  

We will see what they allow us  to do.  

They just want permits.  

Thank you.  

Low Earth orbit. [  laughter ] I must follow that up  with Scotty, beam me up. Anyway.  I want to thank staff for  helping me. Pat and I had the same  grumpy old man disease, but  -- anyway I appreciate  being able to come in by phone call  and also over my part of the county.  There had been some concerns about  the E back and  so forth. I have  been meeting with staff and so forth  and had been very encouraged. I  think things were handled very well.  A flu epidemic going around having  strained a lot of that in being  like if you have a bunch of rush  you would not have your  fire hazard IQ would like. I think  a good job had been done and none  of those people worked hard -- and  all of those people  worked hard on E back that had just  done a tremendous job and I want  to share everybody I feel like everything  was done well. We were stressed  at times but I appreciate all the  work that went in to help in research  that funding. Thank you for your  help. That is all I have.  

 Thank you.  

I was not going to say very much  and I still am not. I was asked  to make a comment about government  101 event that Ms.  Post had. I am just going to take  the higher road and that and I  am not going to be critical of it.  I do think that possibly if you  had reached out to may be  for part of it -- I am getting bills  to the state.  We have people here was 18 years  of legislative is's  variance -- legislative experience.  If you look to reach out to work  within the  team, you have missed you Zach with  eight years and Mr. Patterson  with  10 in the state and if anything  knows what is involved in getting  a bill through or not, I think that  would be something that would have  helped to have had that  and I think this counsel would have  been certainly willing to have helped  and worked with you on something  like that rather than you having  to do it on your own. As far  as getting  -- does anyone like to have anything  placed on an agenda? There  is a process for that here and in  each meeting at  this time anyone who would like  to see about something getting placed  on  an agenda, bring  it up days I think the policy has  been in the past -- if you get support  from four people to put an item  on the agenda you can have it picked  if you do not get a second, missed  you Zach  can say -- miss you Zach  can say -- if  you want something put on the agenda  the consensus is with four people  agreeing to it we will  put it on there for future discussion.  I never  felt that  I was not being critical of you.  I attribute a  lot of maybe the learning curve  that you have to be going through.  This is -- we are like a board for a corporation.  You do not need to hear a lecture  from me and that and I will not  lecture anybody except we have to  work together and if we cannot work  together, it is a whole lot easier  for us to work together and see  what accomplishments we have made  working with the city's and working  with social services and other entities  how much easier it is to help each  other along to get  things done.  Sometimes when you  have one of seven or one  of third -- one of 435 you do not  always get your way and that will  happen. When  you are an entrepreneur and you  have a single proprietorship, you  can do what you want  to do with the restraints from outside.  I had a business and I had to answer  to a lot of different things. When  I had to fight with Ron Rice I sometimes  had to listen and try to convince  him why I needed to do something  or whatever it may be. I don't  think anyone  dig I will speak for myself -- I  have nothing against what you are  doing. I just think you can reach  to us  for help because you have not served  on the city board . you have not  served as an elected office before.  It is a learning curve. You can  ask any of us. It's a learning curve  for me from going from 16 years of municipal  service to county service and it  would be another leave to go to  another county because all things  do not work the same but if we can't  agree to work together -- let's  try to do that and if you have an  item as I mentioned bring it  up there enclosing comments if you  would like to see the rest  of us. The rest of us would like  to have something put on our agenda  for discussion, this falls right  back to what I stressed in you and  I talked about prior to the election  that we both would like and that  would be  a workshop, stated. Get it  off your chest. Whatever it may  be  about anybody. You do not like the  way the meetings are done. I do  not feel this picked that is the  time to do days to have a meeting  where we can just sit and talk without  an agenda.  And grow in understanding  each other. I am not going to get  into anything. I  have never felt like I have had  shortchanged you or done  anything against you or what anybody else  has been that is what I am going to do.  I will reach out. The  thing is it really makes it difficult.  We cannot talk to each other about  any issues. As of such we avoid  each other at a  social event. I was at an event  last night where  Willie was. Sometimes you just  do not do that.  

Let's all try to do that and  get along. And work together.  With that  being said I did not realize  that it was more than 18 or 15 we  have 126 walkover's in the  county. 126.  

And to have only 11 that are  not operable  right now, and I  try to get people to be patient  and if you are out there listening  and if you do not do anything --  we are working on getting those  walkover's finish as fast as we  can. I appreciate what they are  doing on  that respect.  

Policy, Purple Heart.  

Did you want to make one  more comment? 

I did since you brought that  up. I feel like it is probably a  good idea that I respond.  

I did not bring up anything about  the comments made as well because  I did not want to be petty but  I  think -- it is  somewhat silly -- I have heard various  comments made that I am not qualified  to hold a government 101 meeting  for the constituents and for the  public  because I have only been on the  County Counsel  for a little over  a year.  

I find  that humorous seeing as how the chambers have  felt confident in having me represent  them in that way.  

And law enforcement has been  confident in having  them represented in that way and  I was elected  to disposition to represent my constituents  and to help them  and advocate. I find even more interesting  that I am not even sure that you  really understand what that  meeting was.  Because of  the comments.  

You know, the paper writes what  they want to  write very obviously. I don't even  read the paper anymore.   But perhaps  I think it is very important that  we do have workshops because I think  people are listening to  outside opinions instead of actually  what is actually correct.  But let me just explain the  reason that I held the  meeting and then the purpose of  the meeting. The reason I have the  meeting  so quickly because  this Constitution was having public  meetings yesterday and today  in our region and I felt it was  important and I was asked by many  many people -- and I  know that there is city and County  commissioners from around the state  who have all been working last-minute  to get everybody and their  mother to be involved in that process  because the state constitution is  only revised every 20  years. So  in joining everyone and their mother  from around  the state  and me feeling that it is very important  for the people in my area and the  surrounding areas to know again  and to be involved in that was the  reason for  the last-minute for  that meeting.  

Certainly it would have been  better to do with much more notice  but I felt  that even if 10 people showed up  or 50 people showed up it was worth  it in getting the word  out. But actually to  find out what the meeting  was about, I called that government  101 because it was literally government  101.  It was  me explaining three things. It was  me explaining how  our county and our city Council  meetings  actually work in public participation  because I think a lot of times we  get people in here who do not understand  the process . I  know have days I know  I have talked with the County manager  about changing our form a little  bit so that people actually understand  when they come in that they have  three minutes. That is it and there  is no discussion. And I feel badly  when people come  in and when they are done after  the three minutes and they look  around and they are like okay. It  is  my issue. Is  my issue going to be talked about  in the meeting and they leave very  confused.  So, one of  the things was talking about how  the general  meetings are run and how the public  can be involved in those meetings.  The next thing was how committees  are formed in Tallahassee. And  who your state  representatives are.  And how you  can be involved in that process.  And then talking about the upcoming  meeting with the constitutional  revision commission. That is not  rocket science.  I don't need to have been on the  Council for  20 years to have a meeting with my constituents  to ensure that they are aware of  that stuff. I got really good feedback  from people in trying to do that.  And  I think  that people think it was a PR stunt  but -- this was  my way of  trying to educate my constituents  in trying to get them to understand  the process so they can be more  involved. I think it is important  the public is involved in government  and when anyone else  holds meeting in  their district, I do not consider  it a PR stunt. I consider a meeting  with the  constituents. Again I did not really  feel the need to bring all this  up before but since you did bring  it up I just wanted to address all  of that and again I think it would  be a great idea if people stopped  listening to opinions outside of  the [ indiscernible ]  and that we actually had a workshop  to discuss  general matters.  

 Thank you.  

I made a  statement sometime about the library  at city Island. And I said  yes we should look  at everything. Our libraries have  evolved. I mentioned this at several  meetings.  Master gardeners, adult programs,  free movies, computer skills,  blood drives, folksinger, wild West  jamboree, kids can meet the sheriff,  adult knitting.  Zumba classes,  local  music person. Beauty and the beast  movie, cowboy Bill performance.  Playwright 22 grits. Wild  West Bonanza. The three  Mrs. flaggers. Retired teachers  to  discuss Roosevelt. Celebrate cowboy  life. Wild West jamboree, Jim Sawgrass  Native American culture. Western  program. These are all just events  that occurred to our library system.  Libraries are community centers.  I just wonder  going forward if we need to look  at what we are going to do with  our libraries. There is one or two  dealing with computer  with education -- which is paramount  for especially some of the  aging people that want to learn  how to communicate so they know  they can go online and listen  and watch. So they can know that  they can go online and learn how  to be involved and a board in  what is in regard. Maybe they do  not know how to get online. Learn  how birds on the river lagoon  get in touch.  That is a  good  one. And I was going to Google that  one gig Dawn dish what  is that?  

Nobody knows what a gig Dawn  is?  

Anyway.  

I do not have  a clue.  

I just think our library systems  are so much more than a  place to check out books. That we  need to let  people know. I probably  get  a heck or a dozen . I just look  at them and some I laugh because  of what is there.  

Especially that gig  Dawn.   Anyway. At some point in time if we could  have an opportunity during a workshop  or at some point to thoroughly understand  our library system and what we need  to  do whether with the regional libraries  of whether they are local libraries  and where we can really make a difference  with them. That is all I want to  do. Cut some point I will bring  it up. I have had two request from  people. This one today about  having something. I actually would  welcome that. I think you  would appreciate why  previous councils. They were nonfunctional  in the  old days with the little ones and  why we gravitated to big ones and  you are looking at why they did  that and it is a different system.  I will tell you one of the things  it doesn't show up on the list but  we all work on the snow the library  system especially in a downturn  is true  today did something for people that  you do not think about and that  is when people lose their job, a  lot of times they have to go somewhere.  And they do not  have money and they are  trying to put their lives back on  track. I can tell you countless  people that go to the library to  look for jobs. They go there. It  is like going to an office. They  have support there that will help  them. They've got  computers there and they do not  feel as quite as isolated and that  served an enormous resource  for people that really needed at  the time. You do  not believe that is a  big deal.  I  think it would show like you are  dealing with issues now for  this counsel. It would be good to  do that. Also  new standings wanting to do a  different workshop on space and  aviation in our community to help  us figure out what  kind of goal we  should have.  Those are two medicals  off the bat that I feel  pretty comfortable. I  think you should say something in  these meetings. We ran a little long on the  closing comments but we are still  getting out here on our first  clue fledged Tuesday meeting with  everybody here at 11:40.
