Please stand by for realtime captions. 

Test , test , test. >> Will --  >> We have public participation. We  have two individuals would like  to share. If Robert Moni would come  up . Tell us what's on your mind.  

You will have  three minutes . Expect good morning my name is Robert Moni. I'm here today because I need to tell my disturbing  story. I was drawn to Volusia County  10 years ago .  I told the Sheriff in his intimidation phone call  to meet I discovered the county  was lagging the rest of the state  due to corruption. Eight years of trying to get his  attention to the criminals after only soliciting  a candidate to depose him did I get a reaction . I was forced to take legal action against where the criminal property  owners encircling my  business property. Linda Smith  -- a drug dealing network now has  the property. I believe it's their intent for my property. The massive organized crime  drug trafficking network operating through higher  ranking officials , aquatics unit and good old boy group has been demises County  too long. They put their children  through college by poisoning and killing the children of others with their drug trafficking and  racketeering. This strategy against  me has worn me down costs trust me and cause me to act out. They portray me as a lunatic. At the same time they were to criminalize me. By phone taps,  helicopter harassment and dating.  Police document defamed me. I wondered how Ben Johnson was able to sustain  this for so long. I realized he not only employed law enforcement but the criminals as well. Only the mention of his name cause  people to cower in fear . In my meeting with  FBI Daytona the agent cited it's unlikely this many people would be involved . The president of the United States gets scrutinized in negative reporting. President  Donald Trump said in his Melbourne, Florida speech  last month the media are part of  the corruption. Perhaps the president should marry  a high-profile reporter . I was unimpressed --  

Thank you. Pretty -- three minutes  is up.  

It's a long story and I'm in  federal court. 

Thank you.  

Our next speaker is Steve . >> State your name and address for  the record. 

My name is Steve Poletti. I'm here today because I'm exhausted other options. I have audio and  paper evidence of officers with the Volusia County  Sheriff's office engaging in perjury, misconduct, harassment  of myself and violation of their  own policy and procedure . As I stated several officers to  include numeric wishy perjured herself.  Captain. former chief deputy  --  excuse me -- a captain then former chief [  Indiscernible ]. All of this misconduct  began with a three page compliant I froward to the internal affairs . The division of the county and it was dismissed. A three page complaint of the shares of documentation. The evidence I have is too much for me to share here. On and off over the course of three  years the most progress I received was a February was a February 20  of this year meeting with  Chip Lord. He felt it necessary  to meet with me although he did  state that he's not going to have his  investigators research this matter  again because these investigators who dismiss  me -- it doesn't make sense for them  to investigate the same issue again.  An independent investigator has  to look at it. I've contacted the state attorney's  office. They suggested I come here and talk to you. For  the record I'm a resident of Volusia County for 15 years  and I am a state license  private investigator. I used to  be a law enforcement officer . I want the harassment to stop. Not one officer has  been disciplined in any manner . Not one. Again I have paper evidence, I  have audio evidence . I'm not sure -- I do have about 15 seconds left. I pretty much done. Again I would like to meet with somebody outside of this room in order to  share what I have. It's far too much to go through  in three minutes.  

Thank you Steve. Not being a  legal person or a person who handles this type  of situation, I don't know how I could advise  you where to go. It seems like you have gone through whatever  steps that I would be aware of and I  would think maybe drop us a note or something -- an email and see if someone can help follow  up.  >> Thank you.  

To be more specific. Drop you  an email?  

There may be someone here that  could help you. All of us are listed  in the website. Drop  an email . It's on the record here. Let's  see if something can happen. I don't  know. I'm at a loss as well. Thank you.  

I appreciate your time.  >> Phyllis? >> Phyllis  but Len. Happy Thursday. I'm  here today on behalf of the relay for life of West Volusia.  I am the that lead --  >> Did you start the clock?  

I promise I will not take three  minutes.  

You gonna have unlimited time .  >> The relay for life of West Volusia  has an event at Gemini Springs on  April 8. This is our six year that  we are doing it. We are asking for an extension  of your hours of the Park. The event  is from 2:00 until 4:00  at night.  >> Everything  is done. We do this every year to have extension  of the hours.  

I think all of that should be  in the works through the parks department.  

We are always requested to come  here and ask for permission. If  you tell me I made like a person  after six years  --  >> I would tell you from my standpoint  if I were you and I had an application  to the Parks and Recreation I would  not come here at 8:30 in the morning to  ask for it. Unless there is a reason  you have to. Usually we don't take this 

I've done this for six years.  Unless policies have changed >> This is normal.  

That is why I'm here.  

OkCupid asked us if dished it's in the record.  

Tim Baylie is aware of it. The  other thing I  don't know after this cold spout I don't know how bad the mosquitoes  will be. We have 32 teams coming out. Mr.  Lowry without their last year. Possibly 5 to  600 people throughout the day in  and out. Thousands of people will  be there. We have to get that taken care of.  

What's the date again?  

April 8. Formal I'm -- invitations are going out today .  

I think we would have noticed of that correspondence through parks and recreation. Thank you  for doing that. It's important and  a great event. Is it tying ?  

UpNorthLive will be done in April.  

They don't want to run through  the snow.  

Inc. you.  >> Any other cards? 

No sir.  

Hearing net we will continue  public participation at the end  of the regular meeting. We will  now stand adjourned. >> [Captioner on stand by] >> This is your one minute warning . Are  we ready? Good morning and welcome to the March 15 --  I'm sorry the 16th County Council meeting. Hope you all enjoyed your trip  this morning . I'm sure those that have heaters  in the car had used them this morning. No scraping of window even though  I did see some frost. With that -- that's because you're so close  to the coast. Brag, brag. At this time we will ask you  to stand for the invocation  given by Rabbi Reuven Silverman,  Temple Israel of DeLand  followed  by the Pledge of Allegiance. 

Thank you County chair.  Honored Council, members and honored  guest here today greetings on this fine morning  from the membership of Temple Israel of DeLand. We are  thankful  to all of you for the  work you do to govern our larger community with wisdom and discernment. As we thank God for the blessings of the lives we  have today, I am reminded of words  from Psalm 34 . Come my children and listen carefully . Who is eager for life. Who desires years of good fortune . Part your tongue from evil and lips from deceitful  speech. Shun evil and do good . Speak peaceful harmony and pursue it.  Ladies and gentlemen let us pray. God of the universe please bless  us this day with hearts  and souls that are filled with positive and  constructive ways to solve our issues at hand. God of the universe help us this  day to do our best and let our higher powers to the rest. To that we say amen. 

I pledge allegiance to the flag  of the United States of America, and to the Republic for which it  stands, one nation under God indivisible with liberty and justice  for all.  >> Roll call please . [Roll call] >> All present.  

Thank you. We will not move to  comments on the consent agenda.  Is there anyone on the Council wishing  to speak. Mr. manager.  

Thank you Mr. Chair. I have a  few item .  -- Items. This will  be on item D and E.  

Good morning. Donna Butler. I spoke to  you one-on-one on our contract  we are receiving an additional 38,000 receiving an additional $38,000.  We have an amount of $1.4 million. We want to keep the folks in  their homes. It's a needed funding source in  our community. In addition we have been following the federal  news and wanted to keep you apprised  that it appears that the new  presidential budget is planning  to eliminate ACB DG fun and help fund . Also our section 8 funds. We will  be coming back  with a analysis of what the worst-case scenario could be for the community .  

What we  will do and we've done this in the  past but now there's a more radical change  in the White House and federal government . While we don't want to scare anyone , we will make sure we understand  the legislation and hopefully we will see how it  changes. We have to have a backup  plan so we do not get behind the  eight all. Some of this could affect people directly. Our responsibility is to make sure  we understand the best we can and  start drafting a backup plan just  in case.  

 On item E if the application for find dollars . We want you to know it's going  to be coming out in the community for a community  meeting. We want to let you know it would be taking place in a  community meeting. 

That's all we have. 

Item T has been withdrawn.  Is there a motion to approve the consent agenda?  

Motion made and second. All in favor say Aye.  The motion carries. 

Mr. Chair I did push  my button on item T. I want to make a quick  comment. The smaller cities that I have  in my district are concerned about losing the CBG money. They count on it for many projects. Hopefully will  see what happens. They brought it up at eight  Council meeting on Tuesday night.  

I think other cities because  the cities get the money. I talked to one of those people  there may also be affected as would all the communities be affected . It's put into areas where it makes  a difference. 

Item to . This is the resolution for the transportation project . We have the additions to the ones  we had in yellow .  

George will make the opening  comment.  

Mr. Chair and Council just  a reminder this is APPO list . It differs from the  Volusia County Road program. Our Road program is separate fund it with gas tax dollars . Where the two cross is where we  get into federal dollars.  We often look for assistance . Today John will talk to you about  the list and this is a list we turning every year.  A lot of the same projects . I will turn it over to John. He  can explain the new projects that  are on an a little bit about the funding and answer any  questions you all have for you today is  the resolution submitting transportation . We want to talk to  you about is the new project from the county road and the new project from the state road. Before  you is the table. We do have a short presentation . This is the location of the fierce  projects we are submitting four.  They are around the county. The  first one we are asking for is a study along the LPG Boulevard. This  map shows all the new development  that is going on along there and wanting to partner with  the Florida Department of transportation  and they are looking at I-95 and  LPGA interchange. Another project that  is on the coast to coast trail. Basically it gives destinations and emergency location so if you're on the trail  and experience something and you  need emergency help they know exactly  where to go . This continues are paved shoulder project period whodunit everything except for the short  piece from twisted Oak to  rush Lane. We also want to pave shoulders. This is close to the DeLand Hospital in a lot of medical  facilities in that location.  We also would like to do a paved  shoulder and sidewalk on Jacobs  Road. This is close to DeLand high school  and goes all the way to US 92 . With regard to the state roads we want to have  the state look at our two problem intersections. We want them to look at State Road  44. In the morning and afternoon that is always backing up. The  county had a project . The state was looking at a single  roundabout and they said that would  fail. They said a two lane roundabout and that failed. In the 20 year planning horizon -- most of the solutions have failed what is the solution? We are asking them to do a feasibility  study. The other intersection is where getting calls about US 92 and international Speedway . Since they installed but traffic adaptive system along the  US 92 corridor  it's [ Indiscernible ]. We are experiencing  backups and there's concern  the Avenue  extension going south or north they can't access. We've asked  the department to look at that intersection  and see if there's any improvements  that can be done. They are looking  at winding US 92 . We are hoping if they can do  the study now and yet to start the design of  the other portion and incorporate  the design . Before you is a request for food resolution. Are there any questions? 

Ms.Denys .  

What I would like you  to explain is why it's  so important on our traffic adaptive systems. What's  happening and you just talked about -- we are looking at State Road 44 and 40. What's happening the way some of these systems if you turn left or right and the light starts channeling  through it's not adapting to what  the traffic system . Can you explain a little bit about  that. This is an effective approach .  >> With regard to the systems that  are along our beach  corridor  they are all digital which means  when we have -- 

     one are the singles preemptively  to drop out  and when they are getting back they have to rob time specifically from the left turn page. We get a lot of calls about people 3 to 5 cars going  through. We need to go back and analyze  it. With the traffic adapter is a digital  system. When he drops out of preemption  it knows exactly where to go back in the coordinated timing  so you can go back and it appears to the public that  nothing has happened or skipped. We are wanting to do  is the traffic adaptive not only  on our beach corridor  but also  the major corridor  . 

We've  talked about that. This is effective  process to help with some of the traffic backup that we are seeing in these corridor. With  that  I will move the resolution submitting  transportation priority  project application.  

I will second it.  

Mr. Patterson.  

I want to comment on the 44 and Templer Road. Not only morning and evening it's noon also. It's a strained roadway. I don't know -- if you went in there and took land you are going into people's front  yards. That will be a major project. 

Miss Cusack .  >> Martin Luther King as it comes  to Taylor Road, is there anything on the board  we may be looking at four-lane from  15 a two Martin Luther King?  

It's not one of the Road corridor  that we've  looked at to improve. We've looked  at Martin Luther King to be four-lane . 

I would like for you to look  at Taylor. You have 15 a which is four-lane which it comes to  92 over  to Taylor . It becomes to two lanes they are.  It seems to me it would be a good thing to move  straight from  15 a all the way to Martin Luther  King . That would divert some of the  traffic that orange camp road would be  getting. Would you look  and a -- at that and explore that ? 

Thank you.  

Ms. Wheeler.  

I've made  several calls because I'm getting  calls from residents, is there anything  we can do in the meantime with  the lights  to alleviate some of that. It is an accident waiting to happen .  

At this time because  of the eye for system interchange project that light is being controlled  by the state. When it's not being controlled  by the state then the city of Daytona Beach  controls the signal timings. We maintain  the equipment at the intersection.  We've been providing all the comments  from you caught numerous  residents to the state to asking  them to review. 

Thank you.  

I will follow up on that. I believe  when the construction is complete I believe it will be able to change. I try to use mocha -- Tomoko farm roads to bypass LPGA to get  to 92. I will do that again. I tried going  home that way. I will do that again  either. We know there is a bottleneck and as soon as a construction is cleared think it will help. It's wise for us to push for the  LPGA to be extended from nova all  the way to 92 . While there looking at the interchange at LPGA and 95 the timing could not be  better to be looking at that overall  project. Thank you for bringing up 44. I've traveled it for the  last time getting from 95  as well. The only  answer there is  a flyover. I'm sort of joking on that one.  The adaptive signaling on Granada does work. Our challenge people  who complained about traffic  racking up. I challenge them to  go out there when there's no traffic  and drive through because you won't -- you may be stopped and more  traffic lights when there's no traffic . The timing is like a minute difference from nova 295 as opposed  to where they sit in traffic backed up from 95  to lose. -- Lose. That's a big difference. They forgot  about that. Very helpful to have  the lights. People say I thought they were time. They  are time but you still may have  to stop. We have a motion and a  second. All in favor say Aye .  Motion carried.  >> I wanted to say I was going to  hold this for open discussion . I want to thank [ Indiscernible - name ]  for meeting with me . There are many different areas  along the LPGA corridor that have been brought  to my attention by the public.   I did wanted to be noted you are  still working on those areas and we are aware with the  new construction we are looking  at those areas. Thank you. We will move to item 3. Item 3  is returning the  amended and restated delegation . We have  a speaker.  

 Rick Carl. Before you today is the amendment  of the orange  city . Minor housekeeping . Mr. Eckert handled this matter and we have with us today are the  representative for the city. Do you have any questions?  

Mr. Patterson.  >> I've looked over  this and I move we have the --  

Are there any questions ?  

All in favor say Aye I did have a  comment.  It has to do about the legislation going through  in Tallahassee. Probably a lot of the CRA's could be in  jeopardy. >> I know this counsel believes in  working together I can't tell you how the series  are key element of that. This downtown  was in desperate need . >> I did call for the vote. I will call for it again. Did  we vote?  >> Yes sir. It was 7-0.  

Thank you. Let's move to item  4 this is a budget request change  for the Echo project 14-04 auto  Lake Park improvement project  Holland Park requested by the city  of new Smyrna Beach. 

Good morning. The Echo  advisory board is recommending this  change to you. They've met with the city  of new Smyrna Beach at the last meeting and a recommending a budget  change. You will hear from Nancy will give a brief PowerPoint  presentation and we will explain the need for  the change.  

Good morning. In 2012 we acquired Holland Park. In 2013 we went to the design phase application. We were awarded in 14 and in 15 we did an  archaeological survey, held public  meetings. When -- we went out to bid in 16. We found we were way over budget. We asked the Echo board to approve -- not to do the pioneer entrance because it was $500,000. They approve  that. When we went out to bid again for the new project we found we  were still over budget. We are taking out  the fishing docks,  nature trail and playground the keep the parking lot and the trailhead with the restrooms  because that is the only restroom for the multiuse trail. Then we will come back for phase  2 next year. 

Ms.Denys .  >> In phase 2 are you want to come  back and ask to put back in  the fishing dock and kayak launch. I know this is an area  that will be utilized by the public. It's amazing how much  these trails -- it's amazing you see out there . It's out now but it will be coming  back in your other phases. 

We wanted to have the restrooms first. We felt that was most crucial. We will bring back  next year for the fishing dock and the kayak launch.  

Is a great project. I moved approval of the  budget request extension for Echo project 14-04 . 

Second.  

Motion made by Gentoo and  second by Councilman Wheeler  . 

It's a great project. The question  is each time we  have things that started four years ago based on monk pricing you are coming back in . The question I have is when this project was  put together before the Echo board  it was rated as a  total project. If it came back  in pieces like it is now would it  have been perceived the  same ranking as it did at that time.  

I believe so.  Just because trails show they are crucial to Volusia County. >> I guess we really don't know.  

The Echo board has always been strongly supportive  of trails.  

I'm not against it. These are  questions that come up that when  you take a project that is approved and based upon all we are doing you are doing a whole  project. Now we are doing to have projects in the funding for we have a $400,000 cap . Originally we were going to allocate 400,000 for a total project. Not against it. I think everyone  needs to know when a project is ranked the ranking  is based upon the whole project  not two separate pieces. Any other questions or comments? All in favor say Aye . Motion carried unanimously.  Thank you. It's going to be a great  project. >> It is 9:30. Click in move to the  next item. This is public hearing and now public hearing is open. Item 5. Good morning .  

Before you is a request to rezone a 2.6 Ecole parcel the subject request is to take  it from industrial zoning  into ITD. Go ahead and please put on  the display . Page 557 which shows the location map. On 558 on the agenda  shows the aerial 

     the existing land-use is showed  on 560. Lastly page 569 which is the zoning of  the property and surrounding property. What you are seeing this area south  of our airport it is in  for industrial uses. The applicant  has requested the PD to allow for [ Indiscernible ].  They're consistent with the industrial  zone that's in place as well as  the industrial land use. It will be a contractor's  warehouse and storage yard. They  will have to go through final site  plans. Included is a conceptual site plan. It's presented last month and unanimously approved. There  were no comments at that meeting nor has staff receives any comments from the adjacent property owners. We would like recommendation for approval. >> Ms. Weaver.  

I would like to move approval  of rezoning from the industrial  and rural agricultural classification to  the industrial planned unit development Halifax  activity center classification of  property 2357 Belleview Avenue.  subject to the two recommended conditions . 

Is there a second?  

Second.  

Motion is made and second. >> On  page-11 of your agenda subparagraph  two there is an area. Says communication towers not exceeding 70 feet. It  should say communication towers  exceeding 70 feet. We will be taking  out the word not. Your approval  include that deletion of the word.  We apologize for that area.  

I have no cards wishing on anyone  to speak. We will close the public --  

Who made the second? >> We were all fighting for it. 

For the record it was Ms.Denys --  Mr. Patterson. We will get to Mr. Patterson.  

Any other questions? >> I would like to make a comment.  

Please state your name.  

And the applicant. Determined by the accounting attorney of the communication tower I don't believe there was  an error. I believe it's a processing  not exceed 70 feet. It allows for  all uses --  >> I think we can not restricted to  that. I think the airport could.  

The reason that was put in there  as a restricted use was because the location of the airport . The allowed  specifically states in a light industrial --  

Let me clarify. If you look on page 511 it listed as a prohibited use. That means it's not allowed. What  do you think communication towers not exceeding 70 feet. That would  mean communication towers under  70 feet would  be prohibited. That means that towers  over 70 feet would be allowed.  We understand that the issue because  of approximate of the airport. The  whole point is to make sure this property owner  has the right to put in a tower  that's under 70 feet but anything  over 70 feet is prohibited because  of the close proximity to the airport. What I think is happening there have been cut  and paste situations where this created confusion. From a  staff perspective we understand  the right to give the uses in place. If it's  under 70 feet we understand he has  to comply with FAA eight -- standards. With the language here it would do the exact opposite.  

Being corrected in there to comply -- that's what I thought when you  brought it up. I knew there was  a restriction at the airport. Motion  is made. All in favor say  Aye.  The motion carried unanimously. We will moved to item 6. Open to public hearing.  Mr. urban.  >> This is for special exception if you would like to have a garage  apartment you have to go through special exception in a particular  zoning category. Property is located at 1033 Deerfoot Road.  in DeLand.  When you see  from page 6 is the zoning map which shows  currently the zoning and land use for the  property. The next page will show the aerial.  Shows the residential nature of  it. Lastly we have the site plan urges on page 611 which shows the proposed location  of the garage apartment is consistent with all the standards  we have in place. There are conditions they have  to comply with all of the building  codes and go through proper permitting  process. The applicant was in attendance and aware of the  conditions that were identified  and agree to those. There was a approval by the appeal DRC. >> I move approval  for 17 -013 special exception for garage  apartment on rural agricultural  estates in property located at 1033  Deerfoot 1033 Deerfoot  Road.  

Is there a second?  

 Second by Ms.Cusack.  

All in favor say Aye.  Motion passes unanimously. We will close the public hearing  and moved to item 7. Open to  public hearing. 

This is a request for Mr. Brown  for rezoning at 140 at 140 Barton St. Subject property  has slipped the zoning which is before and are for zoning.  Mr. Brown wants to continue using  the entire property for residential purposes. He would  like to rezone so it's all under one category.  This was presented in front of the Place DRC.  The Place DRC recommended approval  of the proposed rezoning. If there  are any questions I would be glad  to answer them.  

Mr. Patterson.  I moved to approve  the rezoning .92 acres from the general commercial  and urban single-family residential zoning classification to the urban  single-family residential are for zoning classification at  140 Barton St.  

Second by Mr. Lowry. 

 Any questions or comments? All in favor say Aye.  Motion carried unanimously. We  will close the public hearing and  moved to item 8. >> Before to you is a rezoning request for 3727 Pioneer Road.  This is a 2.3 acre parcel that is under 15.4 ownership. She has this small parcel that  his the current zoning of  MH three. We have an aerial on page 8/13  of your agenda package. 

     This sheet 815 which shows the land-use of agricultural resource and  subject property. Let's go to page  8-13 -- excuse  me 14. On this diagram you can see the  issue we are facing. The majority  of the property is zoned a wind with the 2.3 parcel zoned  MH3. The  critical element when you look at  a rezoning request pertains to your  future land use map. The future land use map depicts  what Sony is considered consistent and appropriate. In a future land  use element we have our consistency [ Indiscernible ]. Highlighted is the agricultural  resource land use category. The  second column is assumed compatible. When we  drafted our comprehensive plan and  looking at our zoning map we were saying what would be the  appropriate zoning categories to  go into this land use category.  These are ones  would be by rights. What  you see you can have a one . The column next to it is conditionally  compatible. These are ones that  in certain circumstances based on types of uses surrounding  it and everything else, these would be considered appropriate.  You have MPD, Pete which is public , see which is conservation. Nowhere do you see MH three. The  recent the MH there is in place  now is because when we adopted our  plan and future land map the MH date was a zoning  category that was in place. It is a grandfathered zoning category that we allow to remain on that property.  Mrs. Carlton has requested a rezoning to a one. A one has been recommended approval from  the staff because it is consistent with our comprehensive plan. At the Place DRC  there were several neighbors who  were concerned not necessarily about the zoning but the potential  that would allow for development  of the property they felt was  not consistent compatible with the  rule lifestyle. In your packet there  are several emails and letters that  you will see from these are pretty owners who have identified  a concern with the fact this may  be developed for church or school or athletic activities that may  be associated with that school.  One of the members of the Place  DRC  made a shrewd and  educated comment that part of the  rezoning we can not look at what  suppose it and uses will be in place. We have to look at what the land  use. We have to look at what the  zoning is making sure the two are  based for our comprehensive plan . Through this there was discussion into the uses that could occur  on the site. The neighbors to bring  up some points. Traffic cop compatibility with roll lifestyle , storm water and other issues which will be taken care of through special exception or final site plan process. What we are looking  at is the concept of a church being  allowed to be allowed under both zones. The concept of  a private school with have to go through a special exception  in both zoning categories. The concern  that the neighbors brought up a valid issues and will be addressed but not necessarily through this  process. I want to make sure this  is clear because many of the neighbors  will be here speaking and have a great deal of concern  about what could occur on this property. I understood the relationship between the comprehensive  plan in the standards that are in  place and what we have to do from  a technical perspective in the application. I will be glad to answer  any questions.  

This is a public  hearing. Ms.Denys. >> I would like to hear public participation  before I comment. 

This Carlton -- Ms. Carlton .  >> I'm Barbara called in. I am the  owner. There was confusion at the  last meeting. In 2016 we did have a contract with a church to purchase the land. It fizzled  out. I do not have a contract with  a church . Rezoning is strictly for myself and for our use. We would like  it to be a one just like all the surrounding  properties. If there any questions I could answer . Thank you.  

Ms.Denys.  >> We could have Mr. urban come back . Thank you for both sides of the issue of  this discussion. Uncertainty is what we are dealing with here . I understand that. At the  same time we can work with what we know . Based on what we know what the current policy is --  I believe if I'm saying this correctly this 15 acres will make a  uniform sound , is that correct?  

Correct. 

This procedure  will make that area a uniform code. Anything that comes  into it will require special exception  which is more hearings  and will require other hints. Without I'm going to move approval. 

Is there a second. 

Second by Mr. Lowry. I would  be more concerned if I was a resident if you were rezoning it all to MH three. I would not like to see more mobile homes out  there. I would like to see it all  agriculture. As stated by  Clay urban any issue about zoning or usage would come in both of those provided the same  level at the time. I'm happy to  see it going back to a one. Any other questions? All in favor  say Aye . We will close  the public can't without objection.  Thank you for creating that  agricultural land. We will now move to  item 9. >> Good  morning Joanne Magaly . In front of you I should have  the latest community event list which is on the screen. The  highlighted event our news of the  last meeting. In April with dates yet to be determined parks recreation and culture division  will hold community meetings to  discuss the draft design plan for  lemon bluffed Park. As soon as we  have those dates will let you know.  Section 8 applications will be accepted April  6 through the eighth and we will  talk about that in just a few minutes. Lastly on your list for highlighted events we have  the Will Tran  -- Vall tran Triple Crown rodeo. This is a statewide event. It includes  bus obstacle course for the media and  members of the Council. If you are  interested you can let us know. We can get you behind one of that  this buses. Just for a couple of notes in 2011, 12, 13 and 14 they  earned several awards in various  maintenance and driver competition. That's a fun event. At this time  community services Director. Dona Butler will come  up and talk more about the section  8 application.  >> Good morning. Dona Butler. We are  excited about the new weight we  are taking section 8 application.  I promise I come back to when you  approved our new administrative  plan. It will be online. Applications  only this year. Done a lot to reach out to the  community. We sent out our flyers  to local churches. We've had staff  trained in all of our libraries  so if someone wants to go there  and access the computer they can do so and  someone will helpful them -- help them fill out the application. We have a Thursday through Saturday so if  we have folks that can't get there they can come in to the evenings. Our human service office is the pair to help folks  as well. We are excited. If you  help us get the word out to anyone you know that may be  eligible to have section 8 housing  we would appreciate it. 

Ms.Denys >> Just a comment on item number nine. In our agenda package mine says there's no agenda item for this matter. When counsel gets our agenda packages  from here on out -- you already have this  upcoming event. If this is what's going to be presented  to cancel this these to be in the  agenda because for me to look at a blank  page will get an update but there's  no agenda items so why is there on the agenda. We talked about this Mr. manager  in my meeting. Any time I get an agenda and it says there's  no agenda item for this matter and  there's no information I will request  that the item be pulled unless it's a last-minute  issue. This is not  new news.  

I agree. 

Thank you. >> We all knew  about it. We could have had that  page put in there. We will move  to item 10. This should be -- we say this weather is not for  the birds. Our foul weather is not  for the birds. Item 10 Clay Ervin . Are you ready for this? 

Good morning Clay urban  -- Irvine . It's been brought out concerns regarding  feeding of birds on the beach because  of the negative impact from the  surrounding hoppity as well as potential health  issues to the wild life itself. We researched several other communities.  I can tell you if you go through a basic Internet search you can see similar regulations  occur throughout the United States . The primary concern is to identify potential health and act on wildlife due to human feeding.  Simply birds , foul and other wildlife do not  prosper when they are fed human  food. The other aspect as the main  concern is the change in behavior  of the wildlife. They become more aggressive  and less fearful. They could attack  or expect something from an innocent  person. Another issue is  the impact on people. You are  at a beach and all of a  sudden your impacted because people  have brought birds over. One thing that's been identified  as we have an ordinance banning the  feeding of birds at the beach. That  is one option. Another option is  an educational program. Another  is to do nothing. Stuff has brought  this forward to to give  us direction how you want us to  take care of this. >> What I want to say with a combination  of different options for you. We  would like for you to tell us where  you want to go with this so we can  properly follow through.  >> I have one individual who would  like to speak to this. Mayor Jennings . 

Hairy Jennings Mayor of Daytona Beach Shores.  I would like to supplement what  Clay has said . If any of you have a dog or have ever had a dog you do not  feed that dog chocolate. Because the chocolate we do  serious harm. That's what we are  talking about with feeding wildlife. People food cause serious harm  to birds. Let me quote, this is from the Florida Fish and  wildlife conservation commission.  It says all while preachers have  evolved over the millennium with  an instant to locate and it died  best suited to their own digestive system. Thus they have  their own niche in the wild community where they feed  and live in balance with all other members of that community.  This balance is interfered  with when well-intentioned people  feed and a natural diet  to wildlife. As birds  become accustomed to handouts from  humans they may chase after  and harass people in search of food. Increased numbers  of birds congregated in an area can lead to large amounts of bird  droppings which may increase health risk to humans  and to the birds themselves. In conclusion the writer says our  advice to anyone who  appreciates wildlife is to keep  it wild. Appreciate goals and other beach birds from  a distance and don't  feed them. Thank you. 

Mr. Patterson.  

Speaking of wildlife we have enough down there with  spring break. 

That's a good thing.  >> As many communities we have long the beach is it just the only community concerned calling foul on the birds? We have  Daytona Beach, new  Smyrna Beach  -- are the birds only Daytona Beach  Shores?  

From my understanding this is the only reported instance where  people are feeding lows of bread -- loaves of bread. An Uber feeding  has been going on since 1962 when I fed my first  french fry. Maybe these birds have adapted to eating french  fries. >> The other thing  is , this may be a legal department  question period is there any federal  and state laws that deal with  this issue? I had a neighbor that you  still feel -- feed the cranes in the backyard and then they  got agitated when she wasn't there  to feed them. I told her it was not a good idea.  

There is a regulation  against feeding alligators. The state of California has the  regulation of feeding any wildlife . Clay called you have an answer? >> If you go to visit Florida it says do not feed wildlife including  birds. 

 There are no  state law against feeding birds. The best  you could argue is that migratory that may cause harm or death to  the bird. That's prosecuted against the individual. That would be a stretch .  

Ms. Wheeler.  

Did we have to wildlife  person come? 

Yes Michael Brothers is available. 

Could we get him appear to have one more statement before  I make my other statements.  >> State your name.  

Michael Brothers .  

Can you explain the impact . Mr. Chair I want this noted this  is not just a random you taking your grandchildren to the beach  and they toss out there leftover  food. I do that all the time. I  live in a community that the majority of the residents are  on the beach. Daytona has motels  on the beach. I'm talking residents but not just for the residents  of the Shores . It disturbs me when I'm out there  with my grandchildren and somebody  pulls up with their BAGS of bread  crumbs. This is a situation where a few people make it uncomfortable for an entire area.  It's not random feeding. If the  people that stop by the bakery and get the BAGS  of food and bring them over to the beach.  Those birds are used to it. They  are the ones that are doing the  damage. I would like to have your  comment again on exact damage that  it does create when they are continuously  being fed .  

White bread can be a problem . There have been studies where continuous feeding on white  bread causes some abnormalities in the birds and other deformities in the birds with an improper diet. >> I'm stating -- I don't want to take away the  pleasures of the peoples of the  beach. We have so many restrictions  already in our life. I would hate to have another major  restriction. If there could be an  education process for the people coming onto the  beach -- may be a flyer or something  that's given to them saying please  don't feed the birds. It's like we get don't be  the crocodiles. That could be  a start on trying to fix the problem. I don't think people are aware  of the damage that it does . I have a community that's all  Beachside. This issue has been discussed  for years when I was a city commissioner. It's now -- this is not a fluke. This is a problem. Not  only for the wildlife but also the health and safety of my  grandchildren when we are on the  beach. If there could be an education  process of may be a flyer -- there are regulations in Myrtle Beach, Lauderdale by the sea, Deerfield  Beach I'll have regulations. 

Ms.Denys.  

A few questions. This is coming up from your district . Your area is an all new drive beach.  

No.  

Are these issues for people driving on the  beach or the residents that live  there.  >> The people coming to the beach.  Not the residents.  

My question & I also don't want any more regulations . The question is coming  from your city is the mayor still  here? Have you taken this as a resolution to your  city commission? Please take the microphone. >> Have you discussed this with your  city commission?  

Yes.  

And their directive is?  

To ask  County Counsel to be and feeding of the birds on the beach.  

Thank you.  

Thank you Mayor Jennings. I'm not supporting banning feeding birds on the beach. I won't  go with that. I think education is a proactive thing. Maybe and other area of information  may be something we need. Maybe for the  city to partner with us in helping since it's affecting them specifically . The majority of his we can partner with them to help that these fires out for information  to the community. 

Ms.Cusack .  >> I am not opposed to having some regulations  stipulated. However I'm not  in support of  banning. How do you enforce that ? And who's going to do that? The  best way to move in this is try with additional signage in  the area. Maybe educating with a pamphlet  whoever is coming onto the beach. That  would be my recommendation. I do  not support a ban. Even though you refer to it as  your city it's the city of all of us that  are here. All seven of us are responsible  for the county. With  that in mind Councilman Wheeler  the best way to go is get additional signage  up and some forms of educating the  public about feeding of the birds . >> Mr. Lowry.  

My point was going to be signage as well. I'm not in support of  banning either. Hopefully that would be enough. >> I would not be in favor  of more pamphlets to be passed out  to be littered on the beach. I would  be in favor of signage. I have a  proposal for those already collecting that will come in the  future. I think a signage . You can  even put a picture with birds . People should know and it could  be placed in many places. It's not very nice of people to  continually feed because I've had  to avoid bird feedings in the past . They go there and  birds congregate and you are driving. You're not supposed  to drive into the birds people say. If they were not there feeding  then you wouldn't be driving into  the birds. I would not be in favor  of supporting passing out more material. Mr.  Patterson.  >> I lost control a few minutes ago. I had a few  more questions.  

It happens. 

In the five cities that I  see mentioned do they have the bird police running around arresting  people? 

No sir. Cocoa Beach has a provision that  it's unlawful to continue the birds after being ordered not to do so. If it's a  new situation there are  beach rangers have the authority  to walk up and cease and desist . Deerfield Beach has a probation  against feeding any wild animal  of any kind on their beach. They  -- they redid as a  nuisance issue than a true Ben.  They believe it to be loss of enjoyment to the rest of the beachgoers in  those areas. >> Mr. Patterson . What's your name pops off their you are done.  

All I'm doing is following directions from the cloud somewhere. 

I'm not in favor of the bird police . I think signage would be the best  thing. I think a sign that says this is bad for the health of the  birds and let them know why we don't  want them feeding on the beach.  We are talking about signage that  runs all the way from  the Canaveral seashore all the way  up to the Flagler County line . That is  when expenditure. I can't  see putting it in one community. It  can be part of per minute signage. We would still have people  who are crossing over . Maybe not driving. If you go from Ormond  Beach up you have these crossovers. You would have to have a sign at  every crossover . 

Is 47 miles of beach. That's  a lot. They beat we could use a guideline if  you continually receive reports  of mass feedings -- you know the people if they see a sign that go to places  where they don't see a signage. 

Ms. Post .  

I don't want to be a dead horse  or any other wildlife. Everyone has said something. I  agree with the signage. I was thinking of that as well.  In order to put signage along the  beach that's a lot of beach. Councilman Patterson we talk about  notifying  everyone or that signs  it to be in  many places -- I think that's  any law. The point is to get the word out.  It's part of the education process. I don't think -- I would be in favor of doing it at major access points. Maybe one extra in your  area or whatever the mayor  feels necessary. >> On the other side of it I would  be in favor of doing what Cocoa Beach has done with a warning . I would be -- it will come back to us again because it's not going to go away . When you articulate the pleasure  of others to use the beach and they  are when you are blocking it with  hundreds of birds is sticking with the pleasure for  people to go down there and enjoy.  I would be in favor of a regulation  that prohibits it. I can count 5-2 or it 6-1. I don't like regulation but we are thinking about what we are  doing. I do believe in protecting wildlife that we have. For  that reason I would do that. Miss Wheeler to have anything else?  

I will say if we decided on the flyers in  would not help giving it to the  condos. Those folks are homeowner associations. This people are normally aware  on what's happening off their balconies and around  the pool areas. I'm not opposed to a flyer. I think  most people leave that information  in their car when they get out. 

If you want to do  a pamphlet we can incorporate the  feeding of the birds with the information that we give  so we don't increase  more information. On the signage -- we have signage for dogs. We  can incorporate birds into that  in terms of wildlife feeding. We  also can do make sure the beach patrol  that are out -- we may give them more of a standard explanation to people so when they see the people and they think it's not a kid dropping it Territo but people bringing in packs of  bread they can stop them and telling  them the damage that's causing . How about you bring a suggestion  of ideas.  

I would like to come back  and say how about we do this.. The bottom line we would love to bring you something  back. We now have some direction. 

I agree . Can we set this up for the next  meeting. I don't want to put it off any  longer. 

If you like it you can give us  the go. At that point will have  an implementation schedule and hand.  >> Let's move over to the  next foul issue. Item 11 . >> Clay Ervin . We received  from Ms.Denys an email from a resident who is concerned with the limitation  on the number of foul. It's a chicken, duck or similar at hand. What is pertaining to is not agricultural land with residential zoning is the primary issue of concern.  We understand with some of the changing trends  of folks are looking to have chickens  in their backyards or foul . We are trying to come up what's a reasonable limitation given that  you can allow this and some of the  more densely urbanized area of the  county. Some of  the areas near Norman beach  and DeLand. We   establish a standard of one foul per home. If the Council would  like to change that limitation we  are open to suggestions. I can tell  you I've scanned every type  of urban chicken,  urban foul that's in this area . There is  no clean standard . All we can offer you at  this point the whole point behind limitation  is we want to make sure we don't have a nuisance situation  primarily due to potential maintenance or  lack there of and also  transforming from an urban setting  more into a farming setting where  you have larger coupes and those  type of things. Those are our primary  concerns. There have been identified  in the literature who are opposing it the concept of health issues due to the bird flu  and others. If you look across  the spectrum there's argument for  and against it. What we are saying is we can make whatever changes you  deem appropriate. Right now there  is not any type of  clean standard. >> At this point Mr. Chair I think  the Council has to give us some  idea on how to go further. This is an  open discussion to lead to  future direction. >> 

     Heather.  

Good morning.  I'm Heather [ Indiscernible - name  ]. I've spoken with Ms.Denys in the past about being limitation on the number of chickens. We got chickens -- we had no idea that you were only allowed to have  one chicken per household. Everybody said if you live in the  county you can have chickens. Nobody knew that you were only  allowed to have one chicken per  house.  We also with the batch of chickens we ended  up with a rooster. We asked the neighbors if it was  okay. Everyone was fine with it. Later  we got in and disagreement about  our dog with a neighbor. They called about the  rooster. Then we found out we were  only allowed to have one chicken  per household. My problem with it is they are a flock animal and they  don't do well on their own . There's a growing popularity with  keeping back yard chickens. I propose we allow  the residence to have six . That's not a huge number and not a small number. You could then maintain a flock . There is no  law against free ranging from what  I understand. If you have one chicken per household  which we have now . Our neighbors adopted our chickens.  I have one and three of my neighbors  have one. They all they -- are allowed to free range. To keep  them safe from predators and R and all those things I would propose to have six if possible.  

This has turned into the comedy  hour. 

This is getting and  citing -- sorry about that. Ms.Denys. 

One question . How large is your property?  

My property is one third of an  acre. >> In this conversation and I find it intriguing that I live in April area . What you are saying it's a free range. If you do nothing  and let them go have at it. If we have a resident that wants to control the environment and have a  chicken coop which is in a contained  environment we are penalizing them and there lies the oxymoron. I could say this is all scrambled  Mr. Lowry.  

I'm proud of you.  

I'm  and a -- egg cited about this.  

Truthfully the issue that's most important and  I've said this before with staff  and the manager, the issue that's  most important is the issue that's most important  that constituent at that time. Whatever the issue is. This is  what we do large and small. With  that in mind and all of  our comments to we really want to  go here? I don't understand the  rooster point. That serves no purpose.  The chickens you are right. They are a flock animal. Mr. urban can you come to the microphone. Can we make an exception for the  size of the property. She has one  third of an acre and has a chicken  coop what is the big deal with having  more chickens on a larger piece  of property? >> I've got a strong lesson in regards to the evolution of our pet keeping standards here  in Volusia County.  At face value with regards to the foul and chicken issue because  they are considered farm animals  we are giving an exemption for farm  animals. I want you to understand in regards to pet like dogs and cats we have a maximum  of four like dogs and cats we have  a maximum of 4% of family home. -- For her single-family home.  

We are talking chickens.  

Let's not make this a broader  issue. >> If it's the direction of the Council  we will do what you want us to do. We will look at what potential  impacts may be. I have to say I agree regarding to the rooster  issue. That's come up as an nuisance problem.  

It is a nuisance. That's a good  word. 

As far as the number one we  have in regulation we will be consistent all the way through on whatever number you deem appropriate.  

Can we direct staff to look at  this and bring it back again to  the next council meeting .  >> I don't want to make a decision unless counsel is ready to  do that . I think we need more flexibility.  Select we're talking about zero  lot line . We are not talking rural area  with zero lot line. That's another  issue. When there are natural buffers and large parcels of property we  need to take that into consideration. 

14 ft.² large -- lot is not large.  

I agree with having the staff  getting back with us. I know it  lies on the city commission. There is a trend in our culture to do that. I note Daytona -- I had some of the council members  there that were opposed to it. Now  they employed -- I think they allow  five there. Some of those have  come back to me and about the war stories . People that do not  take care of animals they will not  take care of for dogs or four cats.  My experience is they don't know  how to take care of animals. You could smell cats in the driveway  when you go to their house because  they don't take care of their animals.  When you have someone want to take  care of them I would like to help  as much as I can. I ended -- understand the rooster. I  have one. People that take care  of things whether it's chickens caught  dogs or cats are not a problem.  To me if you're allowed to have four  dogs that's a bigger nuisance than  for chickens. I would like to see staff to come back and give us some thoughts . I would be for looking  to help out. They are a flock animal. You just  don't have one. I think we are headed in the right  direction.  >> Ms.Cusack.  

Thank you. When the staff comes back with  a recommendation please include a number . That's what I am looking for. Also how do you enforce if  they don't maintain that number. How can you enforce that? When you set up the rule and you  can't enforce it, what have  you done? I would like to have some direction  from staff as to how we enforce. If you think it's reasonable  to say we can control this raised on even lot size . Are you going to go to every household  that has five chickens  that your lot can only accommodate  three or four. For  every rule you have to be able to enforce  that rule and have limitations.  Without that, do we  address it as it becomes a concern ? What do we have to  put it in a set mold that says you can only have four  chickens. You may live  in an area that's large enough to accommodate 60 . We have to be realistic with this when we set limitations on people and being able to enforce  the limitations. I know the staff will make something happen.  I look forward to that discussion. >> Maybe that's why previous councils  have decided on one because it's  easy to enforce.  

I was going to asked counsel  for more direction. A new acre is our standard  sized lot in our  urbanized area. My lot in my subdivision that I live in  is 100 x 1 50 . My 3000  ft.² house takes up most of  my lot. I  would appreciate more direction . Are you talking about all of the  presidential zoning designations  or talking about the zero lot line.  We don't have many zero lot line in the unincorporated area. There's  a few in the North Peninsula but  other than that there  are about 100 x 150' lot . All rural lots start and  an acre and go up from there. 

     I think Mr. urban staff needs more guidance  before we start trying to come  up with will 5 feet here or 4 feet there.  Ms.Cusack your comments were  on point. Without more guidance we may not  be able to come back with something  that may be workable. 

I'm in favor in leaving it with  one chicken . Going back and trying to determine what is the right number of chickens,  how would you enforce it. You cannot  enforce it. I live  in an unincorporated area on eight 14,000  ft.² lot I would not want my neighbors chicken coming into my  yard. I just don't. I don't think that's being nice  to your neighbor. There is a reason that there is one chicken put in  there. If you want to come back  and to say how many chickens you want. I'm in favor of leaving it where  it is. We've had one person asking  for more chickens. Where are the other 134,000  people that might want chickens. Speaking of that  Mr. Patterson. 

[Captioner transitioning] 
I think limiting  or something and  I'm concerned, back  in 1939 with the legislature Volusia  County had a four dog limit.  The chairman of the committee made  the comment that were a bunch of  communists up here because we can  only have four dogs. They've got  a lot  of dogs. I know in  my area that there are chickens  and ducks and everything and  peacocks. So, since the  code enforcement is pretty  much driven why somebody calling  in  and complaining, enforcement is  going to be spotty  at best. It will only be if somebody  doesn't like  their neighbors. It's not because  they don't like chickens. It will  be something other  than chickens. It's going to be  a  dicey issue. I'm a member of the  Farm Bureau. 

Ms.  Denys  .  

Okay.  

I wanted to agree and  just say I am not in favor  of  changing that. I feel where you  are coming from I  truly do. But I think we have to  look at the  broader picture i'm not creating more legislation.  That's not the answer on several  levels. Again, Mr. Patterson  mentioned about there are many areas  in  the county where you can have goats and chickens  and do all that kind of stuff. There  are areas of the county that are  small residential areas where people  move their because they don't want  to live next to goats and chickens  in that kind of stuff. So I'm in  favor for just keeping it the way  it is.  

Ms.  Denys .  

First of all we're getting outside  of the subject  area. We have an ordinance all ready.  We're not doing that. What  we are doing is expanding the ability  of our citizens for enjoyment of  their property. They are expanding  private property rights.  We are definitely not creating  more legislation. We're expanding  that ability. As far as going into  another person's property, we can  put it in there that they must  be contained in a structure like  a chicken coop. The only time you  would have a problem is if they  got out of the chicken coop. So  I with the that  part, what I would look for, if  you're looking for direction that  they  be contained. Whatever that  language is. In  the structure, I am definitely going  to support the expansion of private  property rights and for use and  enjoyment of their property and  also stating that a rooster is a  nuisance animal. I would be comfortable  with putting that in  there. I definitely want to take  a look at it and as far as code  enforcement goes that only  happens again like when there's a boat  trailer on the road or too many  vehicles on the property that don't  have plates or there is a property  that has not been mowed.  That is all in the code enforcement.  And that's what we  look at. We don't deal with those  because we are not code enforcement  Nazis, nor do we want  to be. Anytime we can  expand the citizens private property  rights on their property for  their enjoyment, I think that is  our responsibility. Not  to restrain but to expand. And I  will support that my rebuttal  to that there is a lot of things  that people could do for the enjoyment  for their property that might not  benefit the people next door.  You could open up any kind of activity  you want for your enjoyment but  that's not providing enjoyment  or respect to other  people's property. You are talking  about one's right to use  their property.  

It's  just chickens.  

You are going to have one neighbor  on the street with the number  of chickens. Someone's been there  for 25 years without chickens and  you're going to expand that right  so that everybody can have a chicken,  and you're going to have people  with chickens and the neighbors  are going to feel like the right  to been infringed on. Now  I have four or five or six chickens  and I can  smell them. That lady had three  acres. And we said  no chickens. That's what the chickens are for.  If you want to make a pet out of  a chicken, I grew up on a farm with  chickens. I picked up the eggs and  eat them. I got one or two for Easter  and they disappeared and we  were eating little small  chicken legs and I asked my dad  where those Easter chickens went  and he said I took him to  the farm. I think we are talking  about one issue,  one person who  was  tattled on by her neighbor  about a dog that got caught with  chickens. It's seen at any number  of times where a person complains  about a neighbors boat and code  enforcement shows up and cites them.  It happens all the time. I just  think we are making much ado  about chicken to increase them just  for one person saying they want  to have six chickens or one  per person. Personally, if  you want to come back I'm going  to vote against expanding it. If  you want to take the time to do  that. I don't think it's benefiting  one person what you  are creating is a whole another  group  of things Mr. Chair do you think  if we  expand this the headlines are going  to read every citizen is going to  run to Home Depot and low to build  a chicken coop and by chickens.  Do you really think that's going  to happen. What will happen I can  control. It  could happen.  

I am definitely not worried  about headlines. My point  would be more so the quality  of life of all of the  other citizens. I and for people  having their own property rights  and maintaining their  own rights. But we also  need to think about the quality  of life of all of the  other citizens and that still where  I stand  

That's probably why we have  agriculture zoning. If you were  to stop by one of those eggs for  sale on your way in and get me a  dozen, I would be grateful. I will  pay for them.  

They're not allowed in here  Mr. Chair. You would be violating  our policy.  

I would be contributing to the  enjoyment of  a chicken. Ms. Cusack I guess you're  going to tell us to move on?  

 That's exactly right.  

Wind it up.  The consensus,  Ms.  Wheeler --  

Where we are today is we have  one chicken. We have  a citizen who would like to have  more than one chicken. It's the  same thing as any  other issue. We deal with  one problem at  a time. I don't think  we change the rules for  one incident. And if that be  the case, I think that's  very stringent. One citizen who  has complained. One is  not enough. So  I think that we have to move on  and make a decision and say  we will not expand this rule. We  will maintain  this role. And we can take a vote  to expand or we  don't. Okay I guess we can just  say all of those in favor  of keeping the ordinance the way  it is say Aye .  

 Aye  

All those who want  to expand the ordinance says  it is say Aye.  

 Aye .  

We  have 4-3. Let the record show  that councilmember  opposed councilmember  Kelly and councilmember Cusack voted  to maintain the  current level. Three of us  most likely if  you want to chickens or for chickens  or 10 chickens are going to say  no. When we start getting the calls  of all of  the people and wants this flock  of chickens flies into their neighborhood,  -- thank you.  

I have a quick comment. I was  under  the impression that we  weren't voting on the number today  or even to expand. We were asking  them to give us  some information.  

We weren't voting on that. There  was a comment made to either fish  or  cut bait. And then we will come back with  the proposal. Not voting to expand  the number of chickens a person  might have. On a 10,000  acre  lot. Anyway.  Ms. chair, I can get direction out  of this.  I think based on the fact the majority  of the Council wants to consider  expanding the regulation that  what we will do is do do diligent  with what other people are doing  and then what we will do is come  back with the menu of  some ideas because I  think we will come up with different  numbers for different zoning districts.  And then you can pick what you would  like to do. We will give you some  options. I have a lot of things  on the mid--- on the  next meeting. Can we make it on  the next meeting after that?  

All right. That's what we  will do.  

This is a conversation we had  and once we implemented it no one  complained.  

This is similar to  the conversation and once we denied  it no  one complained.  

I move for a 10 minute recess  please.  

Granted. Let's be back  at 11:00.  >> [[ The meeting is in recess until  11:00 EST. Captioner on stand  by. ] 

     >> Good evening --  good afternoon, almost.  We have exceeded right to minutes  our official  start time.  Because of the chicks in charge.  Clocking  away. [Laughter]. Fortunately I  hadn't reconvened  the meeting. She did it. She made me  do it. We will reconvened the  Council meeting. We are going to  move on to one of my  favorite things. 

Will Mr. Kelly, I am here to  help you.  

We are going to start with item  12. It will be  the appointment to the library  advisory board. And it didn't tell  me who gets to go first on this  one but there's only two of us.  

It will be the chair and district  2. Is carried over from the  last meeting. You have the information  in front of you.  

 District 2,  Mr. Chair  you can consider any of the applicants.  

I nominate Tom Hart to serve  on the library  advisory board. 

There has been a motion by the  chair to nominate Tom Hart. The  library board by the chair. All  those  in favor? Aye. The motion carried  unanimously.  

Thank you .  

 Mr. Chair I am going  to do for mine until the next meeting.  The person I had been talking to  has been out of town. Her application  is coming in today. It's  Kim  Horowitz. I'm going to wait until  the next time.  

Okay we moved to item 13, Marcy.  

Yes, sir.  

This is the Torres development  Council. As you  can see from  the documents in front of you we  have two categories that must be  filled. We've had numerous applicants.  Some  of them have categories and some  do not. Any councilmember may make  the motion.  >> 

     Mr. Chair I move Elizabeth Libby  Gallant to the  tourism development.  

The motion has been made. Without  object  and, the motion will pass.  

Mr. Chair could we hang on one  second. I have my updated agenda  and it is no  longer here.  Thank  you.  

Okay. We are  on the Halifax  advertising authority.  

No sir,  we are on  item 13, tourist  development Council. Can we have  a vote on  Mr. Patterson's?  

If it's without objection,  it passed.  

7-0. Okay thank  you.  

Why are we doing  this procedure? Wouldn't  it be just as easy if each one of  us nominated and we took them selectively  or can you not  do that?  

Nominations for the Halifax area  award --  

Someone asked the question to  be  separated.  

I think you could do that unless  one  of you can ask they be separated  so they can vote  separately. For  some reason.  

Is that okay or do you want to  do it one  by one?  

Miscue Zach if you  would like to make a nomination  and anyone else make a nomination  for the Halifax advertising authority.  

We are on the first -- the tourist  development  Council still.  

Did I miss someone  nominating?  

Mr.  Patterson nominated Ms. Gallant.  We have one  more nomination.  

Sorry. One  more nomination.  

I would like to  nominate Virginia  Jenny  Joyner.  

Okay. 

Does she fit  the category?  

For the TDC. We  went back. 

Does she fit  the category?  >> 

     She's on here in the motion has  been made.  Without objection.  >> 

     Weight. Please hold a minute. On  determining whether or not she meets  the qualifications to be on  the board.  >> At this point if I could make a  comment, Mr. Chair.  By the time counsel gets these applications  I would have assumed they have been  vetted.  We shouldn't be having this discussion now.  I am going to assume anything we  receive has been vetted for the  category.  

I understand that she would  be eligible. Some  of these are contingent upon  one another. 

What does  that mean?  

 Libby Gallant,  she is  a person  who is an owner operator of  a motel.  My understanding that you are  approving someone  dashed  --  

Unless  you swap  out categories that Ms. Gallant is in, a person  involved in tourism who may our  may not be  an owner/operator.  

She's a  general manager.

 Which one?  

Elizabeth Libby  Gallant. Owner or operator.  

She is a general manager of  [Indiscernible] resort.  

Okay. We can put her in  that category. The only category  left  is who may or may  not be.  

Ms. Joyner would fit into that  category  

She would fit in  either category. You  have nominated Virginia "Ginny"  Joiner . Any objections? Without  objection, the motion carries.  

There is one more and we  are done.  

You are done for the tourist  development Council. We move to  item 14, Halifax area  advertising authority

District 1 dij,  Mr. Patterson.  >> Leeland Sperry has  been nominated. The motion  carries.  

Mr. chair  I nominate  Kelley Dispennette.  Hearing no -- hearing on the  motion carries.  

--  Hearing none the  motion carries.  

Not less  than six of people shall be selected  from the  lodging industry  

Right now we have two  in lodging.  

Does tourism fall within  the lodging  or is it a separate category?  

 Separate category.  

11 nominees on this board. We  all ready  have three and not less  than six.  

Not more than five in tourism.  Six in lodging.  

I  will nominate  Stephen Farley.  

Stephen Farley has  been nominated. Without  objection the motion will carry.  

 Mr. Chair?  

I cannot find the order of  the rotation.  

It's on the back and it's on  the agenda item  14.  

Turn it over to the back to find  the order.  

The chart would not fit on  this page. It's all listed there  on  the back.  

I have so many sheets of paper  appear I'm having a hard time organizing.  

 [Multiple Speakers]  

We have it in front of you now  on  the screen. We are now on district  4, Ms. post. Can you go  back to  that screen?  

I'm confused. The chair  mentioned Samir Patel. But were  not  recommending him?  

He did not reapply.  

That was  my question.  

We need three more  in lodging. 

I will nominate Jim Berkley.  

Jim Berkley has been nominated.  Any objections hearing none the  motion carries.  

District 5, please.  

I nominate John  Bates Rose.  

John Bates Rose  has been nominated. Any objections  hearing on the  motion carries.

 Mr. Patterson  Mr. Chair I nominate Jerrell  fees are.  

Gerald these are has been nominated  for the agricultural intra-business  relations committee. Any objections  hearing none the motion  carries.  

 Ms. Wheeler?  

I would like  to nominate  Robert Gast.  

Robert Gast has been nominated  by Ms. Wheeler.  Any objections  hearing none the motion  carries.  

District 3.  

Some of these applicants,  what is the maximum advisory boards  they can serve on?  

No more than  two boards 

What happens if we appoint somebody  and they've all ready been appointed?  They are all running together to  me  right now. I don't know if these people have  applied or if they've been appointed.  

I think right now we are okay.  I will double check when the meeting  is over. At the moment I think we're  okay. If there is an issue I will  bring it up at the next meeting.

Alexander Pineda has been  appointed -- Any objections  hearing none the motion carries.

Sure. You can  continue it.  I was looking at my cheat sheet  so I apologize. We will continue.

The chair has nominated Tom  Roberts for the historic  preservation board. Without opposition  the motion carries unanimously  

Ms. Cusack --  

 Mr. Chair we have  to  people Randall Howell and Jared  Mitchell but it doesn't say what  district.  

You were right. I'm sorry.  They came in at the end.  I apologize.  

So Jared Mitchell is in District  1?  

Yes. Mr. Howell's and  District 2.  

-- Mr. Howell is  in District 2  

Had I known  Jared  Mitchell would have been in District  1, I would have  nominated him.  

It wasn't clear to me at  the time.  

I apologize. Do you want to  change it?  

I would like to withdraw my nomination.  

The chair has withdrawn his nomination  of  Tom Roberts. The chair is removing his nomination  of Tom Roberts. Any opposition?  The motion carries  you nice -- unanimously. Mr. Chair  your nomination is for  Jared Mitchell to the historic  preservation board.  Without opposition the motion  carries unanimously.  

Ms. Cusack now has a  West side.  >> You just took  my Westside. I  will nominate  Oscar Brock.  

Oster  Brock -- Oscar Brock has  been nominated.  

District 3. Ms.  Denys  

They do not have to reside in  your district.  

All it does not have to be.  

I am going  to nominate Gina Steger.  

Tina Steger has been nominated  by Ms. Denys.  Hearing no  objections the motion carries unanimously.  

 District 4.  

I am going to  ask for a continuous on that one.  

We moved to  District 5.  

No sir. That's all  there is.  

 We are moving on to item 21. Item  21 is a Southeast Falluja  advertising authority. There is  still and at-large,  District  1 dij. 

That would be  Ms. Cusack.  

They can be in either lodging  or non-lodging.  

I would like  to nominate Donna Ruby.  

Donna movie has been nominated  by Ms. Cusack for the Southeast  Falluja advertising authority. Any  objections hearing none the motion  carries. .  

And  Mr. Patterson?  

I am going to nominate Mike Orman.  

Mike Garman has been nominated  by Mr. Patterson for the Southeast  Falluja advertising  authority. Tran26  

We are on the last item  for appointments.  

Mr. Chair, there is still  one  appointment on the planning and  land development regulation commission.  

I nominate  Stephen Costa for the  BL DRC .  

 The chair has nominated Stephen  Costa for the Place DRC .  Without opposition the motion  carries unanimously.  

Okay.  Thank you.  >> We are in the  public participation.  

Yes or I have two slips for  public participation.  

Do I have them?  

No. I  do. [Laughter]  >> 

     Marjorie Johnson?  >> 122  [Indiscernible] Street. I'm here  today because I feel the [Indiscernible]  cannot wait. The County manager  and all of  you here to make this  homeless problem your first  priority for the year 2017. I  was at a meeting last  night in [Indiscernible] and we  have done our  part and I would like for this County  to do their part  to move this forward. Also I would  like to [Indiscernible] of the workforce  I spoke to at the last meeting and  I will continue to speak about  it. I would like  to commend Ms. Cusack  for the outstanding job she has  done bringing this issue before  you. [Indiscernible -- low volume]  On the campaign  trail. I encourage her  to work to make this a priority  and to make it happen. I also spoke  to you and Kelly  about this. It's not happening at  this time. I want to make sure everyone is  represented and represented fairly.  I encourage  you all here today that you were  here to do the People's work and  services the price  you pay. You were sitting here occupying  space and please make sure that  that occurs. Also I would like  to commend  our manager for the outstanding  job he  is doing. I praised him last night  at the city commission meeting.  He is working and filling the charter  of  the County and I'm not happy about  the negative publicity that I have  been reading about and I commend  missed Cusack -- Ms. Cusack  because she spoke  clearly. She is following our charter  and thank you for your outstanding  job and I want you to continue to do the  fine job that you are doing to represent  this County. Kudos to you and kudos  to all of you. You  were here to do the People's work.  Make it happen  

Thank you, Ms. Johnson  

 Mr. Smith.  >> 

     God bless you all. I appreciate  the opportunity to address you here  today.  

My name is  Judge Reverend C Smith.  Victory press. 250 pelican Avenue  Daytona  Beach, Florida. There's 100,000  septic tanks and Volusia County  that need to be cleaned up. I would  be grateful if you would give some  priority to that. When  Michael Chitwood was police chief  around three years ago  he was on the local radio programs  and subsequently in the local newspapers  saying that he thought the  homeless people were a bunch of  scumbags and that he wanted to put  them all on a big barge  and send it out to see and sink  it. Then on August 22 Then on August  22, 2011 a fellow  was arrested by the  Daytona beach Police Department  for sleeping  in public. There were 11 total cases  +29 additional cases case number  2011 45092 and and AES.  The Honorable Judge  Bill Shuman signed a 15 page order dismissing  and closing all cases on February  9 signed a 15 page order dismissing  and closing all cases on February  9, 2012. Please take the time to  read this case as a greatly affects  the homeless situation going on  right now. And then my friends  in Tallahassee advised me in the  last couple of days the governor  Scott's enterprise Florida has been  canceled and that visit Florida  is being restructured. Please stop  all  corporate welfare and enforce socialism  and Volusia County for you take  the taxpayers money and give it  to these multinational corporations.  Finally I am personally offended  and outrage at Mr.  Chitwood's recent efforts to just  -- learned despairs a good name  and reputation  of the Honorable  Kelly manager and County attorney.  I suspect you will see much more  of this from the sheriff and perhaps  a recall petition against him is  in order at this time. Thank you  very  much.  

[Applause]  

We will now  moved to discussion of matters not  on the agenda. And taking  leeway and asking Ms. Denys  to begin.  

 Thank you, Mr. Chair. I  think something we need to watch  as this legislative process continues  here in the state on some of the  bills here that will be affecting  us. Yesterday we represented you  at the East Central  regional planning. There  was much discussion over some house  bills and Senate bills that are  proceeding. If one goes through  it me [Indiscernible] who used to  be a state wrap  and Senator will have an immediate  impact on several counties and the  general budget fund of  $10 million. 

     We are structured closely to that  of Seminole County. What I want  us to do is before we look at committing  any dollars especially when they're  in the millions attached to them,  before we get to this legislative  session I want to tell you it will  be fiscally irresponsible  to prove -- approve any projects  that are not in  the budget or hour forecast private  to seeing what is going to come  down on this  legislative session and have financial impacts  to the County and to the cities.  There are some consequences on funding  mandate is a kind word to use with  where some of this is  gaining steam. And then if you  add that to what we heard in earlier  presentations on the money that  [Indiscernible] money  we have a responsibility and this  counsel has even before my tenure  to support our citizens and the  health, safety and welfare  of that. Was that, if these programs are  cut, that money will come from the  general fund and you need to know  that. This money comes from somewhere.  I don't think any of us as we are  talking about the homeless issue  and wanting to go forward want to  hurt any of the existing services  that we are rendering to our citizens.  I am just making a general statement  on that particular issue. This legislative  session could have some very real  budgetary and  fiscal constraints to how we go forward. I am asking  that until we see how the budget  session finishes -- when are they  done?  

May 5.  

They start  in March. Until we get into May,  I think it is fiscally  prudent to not approve anything  not currently in the budget and  I'm talking millions. That is just  a  personal comment on what I see going  forward with this. Here's another  issue. We talked about this.  I have a copy of our charter  right here.  Based on what I have been hearing,  and the concerns  and  the criticisms and whether it is  legal or whether it is not legal,  I think that the question that we  are dealing with right now, I recovered  by a rule of  law. -- Are  we governed by a rule of law. We  better say yes. And if we say  yes, our rule of law as councilmembers  in this county that we were elected  to and we swore our 02 as did every  other elected official, appointed  department  head or elected is the  County charter. That hasn't changed. That is our  rule of law. That being said, because  that is our rule of law, within  that rule of law and within  that charter, there is section 1311  -- two. 1311  -- two  repealed commission. Before you get to that, section  1303 on charter for a  few states -- in for the constituent  comments that I'm getting they say  how can you not review the charter.  We did. We just finished  a 10 year review. It was done  very publicly and in the media.  It's  not hidden. It has been a very public process  that we all participated in  or chose to participate or not participate.  The commission shall be appointed  at least once every  10 years. That is  the minimum. We could appoint one  once a year if we  chose to. Bystanders, the minimum  standard is once every  10 years. And so Mr. Becker, and section  1311-2 of our charter because this  is where the discussion is, in the  charter repeal we  can appoint a charter appeal not  more than [Indiscernible] which  would be made. The earliest counsel  if  you choose , if we choose to appoint a charter  appeal commission that's taking  the appointed is in may and could  be completed within  12 months. 

     On this issue that's making the  media on whether or not the sheriff  should be a constitutional office  would require  repeal  -- of appeal of the  charter. --  A repeal of  the charter. With this counsel have  the authority to call for  a charter repeal commission  in  May?  

Well, 

     the restoration of the constitutional  office of sheriff  has been  judicially determined and one Circuit  Court case to be a partial repeal  of  the charter.  If you look at  the language of the  amendment processes, the legislature  chose the word amend in each of  those sections.  My judgment is  that neither , and the word is repeated in each  of them, there is no reason to assume  that it is used differently in each  of the sections, at least from  my view. The court has determined  that  the sheriff, the office of sheriff  could not be restored by repeal  I do not think the Council has the  authority to nor do I think the  charter review commission has the  authority [Indiscernible -- low  volume] . The entity which  could establish a constitutional  office of sheriff is  the legislature. By special  act approved by  the law, by the voters of  the county. They are  not constrained by procedures of  the charter of the commission. They  can  act without 1311-2 is a mechanism  for  the voters by a 15% countywide and a 15% --  I am doing this  from memory. Those precincts which  constitute a majority of the voters  within the county. So  long as the legislature follows  its own rules, it  can propose  an amendment, a  special act, which would repeal  the charter in whole or in part  or  revise it. As it  sees fit.  

Is it accurate to state  then that the Council cannot go  forward with the repeal  commission unless it has  been granted by an act of  the legislature?  

The repeal commission is a mechanism  for  the voters to cause the issue to be addressed  by the  legislative delegation.  

So I guess I'm trying to drill  down this. It's  still would not give the Council  the authority  to repeal that  office.  

No. It is not the Council that  acts under that.  

This authority lies, the County  charter was birthed in  the legislator. The authority of  the  state legislature. Even by petition  if it was to go back to the legislature  for the final authority. Is that  accurate?  

Yes.  

So I  just wanted to take this down to  the rule  of law and take it out  of personalities. No adjectives  or adverbs. Take  it to the law. Anything  that is outside the rule of law  on this  issue, I am not personally going  to  comment on. Council members, I  think it is clear that we have no  authority from what we have heard  to convene another commission or  repeal commission. It  is up to  the legislature. I just wanted to  be clear on this issue in Mr. Chair  that is what I wanted -- the two  major issues  for me were  the warning on the spending to see  what is going to happen within the  current legislature. I think there  are real consequences to us and  the general fund. And defining the  rule of law and where we have the  right to move around in that rule  of law. What we can and cannot do.  That is all I have. Any  final comments?  

The basis of my opinion  is language in  the charter by special act.  It uses the  word "amend". In 1975 the  Attorney General made the  distinction between  amend and repeal. They  relied upon a decision of the  Supreme Court  which distinguish between the go  in -- amend  and revise.  The attorney general opined that  the court is saying  a  revision -- a revision  under provisions of the Constitution  is not the same thing. The  idea of repeal.  The  1975/76 charter of the commission  put that procedure in their for  the voters to be able to petition  what amounts to  the legislature to repeal it. That  does not constrain  the legislature. The court in 1994 when this issue  was brought forward, there was a  memo that  said much of the same issues we  are discussing now and advise  the Council and I expressed  my opinion  that repeal was not within the scope  of amendment. The court  agreed with that. The County  did not argue on  the issue. It was brought by two  private citizens. But I think if  you review it, the  case law, one would come to the  same conclusion. We have all powers  not inconsistent, general law, a  special law approved by  the voters. In  the final analysis while it's  beyond the Council's authority to  initiate repeal by your  own action, then it's within the  authority of the legislature to  revise it or to  repeal  it so long as that  is done on the vote of the electors.  

So the  question then , there is  always remedy within  the law. The limit he appears built-in  and the petition process of 15%.  What does that allow the citizens  to accomplish then? Why would they  do  with 50% within the charter if it's  based on  the legislature?  

This is by the  review commission. There was a  broad consensus -- not consensus  but 50% is not all voters but there  was a sentiment to cause this  issue to be  studied again.  

The history of the charter is  from 1969  legislative delegation introduced  a bill to create a charter study  and review commission. The voters  voted on it  in 1970. The  County commission  was antagonistic to the inception of  the charter. Five  years later the Attorney General  said the  amendment -- Senator  Don -- I would say this is a gauge of  the sentiment to determine whether  or not [Indiscernible]  to deal with the issue.  

So if there was a  15% issue  set forth, it still would not have  an impact on the Council for repeal  or amendment. It would be to  the  legislature.  

Yes.  

So that is the flowchart of process  and the rule of law. Just  because it is in our County charter,  it does not mean at the end of the  date this counsel can override [Indiscernible]  people.  

[Indiscernible --  low volume]  

Mr. Eckert I would be happy  to always hand you the law. I'm  just saying.  

 Mr. Chair, my  way in --  

I wanted to  recite the exact  text. The Volusia charter repeal  commission shall be appointed by  the legislative delegation. Commission  appoints the same number for  charter commission. Now  I'm paraphrasing. It presents to the cancel any recommendation  for a new foreman including a transition  precision for the [Indiscernible]  government. The Council conducts  and holds hearings  and shall submit recommendations to the legislative  delegation for the purpose of seeking  legislative approval.  The legislature drives  this process. This is a process  that is designed to allow  the voters to cause a legislature  to deal with this issue. It does  not constrain, at least in  my view.  

And then if they did that to  take that one step further, they  could create  the change, it was still have to  be voted on, of the people.  

If you look at  the, -- if you look  at it, it's a cohesive act  to be presented to  the voters. And I  don't know that it binds the legislature.  It is a  redress procedure for them  to formulate a cohesive law to be  introduced for approval of the voters.  Nothing can happen without the  local voters, the voters of  the county.  

I think that's what Ms. Cusack  was going to say. Also to point  out the  basic point, this counsel has no  ability whatsoever  to appoint a repeal commission or  a charter review commission to take  action to create a  constitutional [Indiscernible].  I think that's pretty much  the law.  

And that is where we are. Some  of us have been saying in  spite of that in the media because  we understand things your explanation,  the law.  

 Thank you.  

We will continue on now with  comments.  

 This Cusack?  

That question was answered. I  just wanted to be very clear on  the record. The authority that  we have.  

 I would like to make  a comment. I would like to  be attending the Florida Association  of  Counties conference. I did mention  this to staff. I do not know what  the policy is in a situation  like this --  

The protocol has always  been -- the written law, the protocol  is that someone would come forward  and announce they were going to  do anything in terms of travel related  to  the counsel.  

If that's what you're doing,  that's what  you're doing.  

She's announcing it. We might  want to look at an announcement  in  a situation and that's what you  were doing. Unless  anyone has an objection.  

The Council has never adopted  any formal policy  or rule. It's just been the practice.  

Since I've been on the Council  we have been a member. And now  were not.  

We went back. We quit  and  then recently reintroduced legislation  to go back and  we did.  

Mr. Patterson said he  believes we go back.  

Yes he did.  

 Thank you.  

At this point we  are members. I think the role will  still  be applicable.  

I think the policy is as I understand  it is that we ask  or announce and you are asking by  announcing the protocol  to travel  

Okay.  

Travel  on what?  

Any travel needs to be announced  to  the Council.  

Unless it's in conjunction with  serving on  the board.  

I'm trying to get  a clarification.  I remember a sting created when  Council went  to Hawaii. I thought there was  some policy  that the person going to those meetings  was going to be  the chair.  

I think this is a good discussion  to have. The protocol of this counsel  is going to be going forward. And  that's what the issue is. What is  the protocol, we are a collegial  body  and whatever we as colleagues determine  will be  our protocol. I think that it is  not unreasonable  to announce and approval is not  even a  bad word. If there's  a conference, all seven of us don't  need to go. There is no reason  for that. We don't  want travel for the sake of travel.  It has to  be effective and make sure that  we are on point and on purpose.  I think  that if -- as members and it's never  been a problem, we've never had  an issue, that I'm  aware of, I think we just  announce it.  

One of the other  reason that -- that it's announce  publicly is that I consider that  my authority to pay  the expenses. You've announced it  at a public meeting and if anyone  questions I can say they were on  County business and it was approved.  I'm the one that authorizes your  payment. I don't often reissue going  I authorize your expenditures. That's  why we  do this.  

I want to make that clear. I  want to do that in respect to my  council members and everything.  Because I was involved in  the state. I  certainly would like to be involved  in the Florida Association of Counties.  I thank you all for understanding  that. Out of respect, I would always  come before my counsel to make sure  I was on board and everyone was  on the same page pick  

I am still of the opinion that  for expenditures we should come  and asked and we can do that at  some point in time so that we all  are aware  of travel that anyone seeks. I don't  think anyone is going to arbitrarily  not allow it  if there is justification for the  travel. It is a good idea to keep  in mind where our expenses  are going from the little budget  that we have.  

We can do that at a later date.  Maybe we could prepare a  similar statement to  bring back to see whether we want  to  do that.  

Is this a formal policy then?  

It  will be a formal policy that says  you ask for travel in advance. It  has been --  any government  I think doesn't  just ad hoc travel. It is always  asked for or in this case announced  

I would like to clarify that.  That is not for like when we go  to a board meeting. I just  want to make  sure --  

Out of  kimchi travel.  

It is out  of county.  

Let's stipulate that not associated  with the boards we've been appointed  to indirectly with  those meetings. We are smart enough  to figure that  one out.  

Anything else Ms. Wheeler?  

Not at  this time.  

No flocks  of seagulls?  >> Ms. Cusack is trying to lead me  down a  bad road.  

You might be a little late on  that.  

Thank you, Mr. Chair. I wanted  to make a comment of  my concerns about things that  could be of a potential concern  to a department head.  A legislation that will impact  the operation of that  particular department. It would  not be in my pin -- in my  opinion unreasonable. I  wanted to present the pros and cons  of  that issue. Going forward, I would  like for us to be able to have any  type of legislation that  potentially impacts  a department or  the operation of  that departments or the  leadership of that department that  they be able to come and testify  same as in  the past, when there's legislation that impacts  the operation. She stated  the reason why she supports a repoll  something that is being  done legislatively. I think the  department should also be able to  do that. I would like to have that  as part of  our record that when there is a  bill that is being passed through  the legislature that has  a positive or a negative impact  on  the operation of Volusia County government that  both pros and cons of that issue  should be announced and presented  to us. I would like  to -- if you disagree with that,  let me know. At least express  your concerns. And then secondly  I wanted to  say that we have to move into the  direction of doing the business  of [Indiscernible] government. There  has been lots of media  attention saying that we are  not as involved as we ought  to be when we make decisions. Every  decision that is made here, I feel  that  I have a judiciary responsibility  to articulate and know the issue.  Is there are things that we  don't know and we do have staff  that tries to involve us in those  things. You cannot be an authority  on every issue. You  have to rely on the expertise of  staff. And so I trust the staff  here.  Any time that trust  is challenged then that is a problem  for me.  It is a problem in as much as  I believe when [Indiscernible]  says that this is what we look for  her this is what happened  or if Dan tells me from a legal  standpoint this is what the law  says, unless you can come to me  and show me differently in the law  where there is a conflict that  needs to be made known, I trust  what  you say. I just wanted to  be clear that there is rules  and tools and we need to be able  to manage both. That's all I needed  to say, Mr. Chair. Thank you.  

I need to  bring forward, Mr. Bailey if you  have any questions, the relay for  life group  would like the hours extended. This  is a  yearly thing. I know the chair  would like to handle these differently  but just to get through today, I  would ask this council  to approve to extend the hours on  April 8.  

Good afternoon Tim Bailey in  the parks  and read department. We have worked  with relay for life in the  past. It's a great event and they  are looking to extend the  hours. I put that in the form of  a motion.  

Second on  Ms. Cusack. The motion is made by  Dr. Lowry to extend the hours for  the relay for life.  Without objection.  

I find this interesting because  we have been criticized by the newspapers  and everybody else because we have  motions here at the end of  the meeting on simple issues  like this or other issues and we  don't have it on the agenda. I  want to remind everyone, I'm not  against us at all I'm for it, here  we are doing something that we have  always  done, but for the  last week or so we've been heavily  criticized because we put something  on the agenda or didn't put something  on the agenda but we brought something  up at the end of the meeting. They  act like it's the end of the world.  I am in favor of this.  

All in favor say Aye.  

The motion carries.  Thank you.  

I just thought that  was important.  

I want to thank Councilman Dennis  for bringing up what you brought  up.  And also Ms.  Cusack . We cannot possibly know everything  about everything up  here. As we get older we find out  we know less about things. I appreciate  the staff here and I  feel confident when I go into a  meeting that I am as prepared as  I can  possibly be and I have  everything that I need to have and  I want to say thank you to the staff.  I appreciate the job  you do.  

We have an  hour here.  

 Actually, no  

I have two  items. One, I have an individual who is buying  a piece of property here in Volusia  County. It's taken a while because  he has been trying to make sure  there's not any environmental issues  in the ground. It's a health club  type of thing with  particular zoning. For some reason  CrossFit doesn't fit  in the [Indiscernible]. He would  like to have the Council consider  an ordinance that would  change that. I would like  to get an okay to direct this to  word staff to check this out and  see if this particular zoning would  fit into the capital be 5 area.  

At least  the definition.  

Do we have direction from counsel?  

You do.  

 Thank you.  

I have a newspaper article that  I will send to everybody. It was  in Monday's paper.  Managing counties revisiting the  concept of a  charter government. Because of events  that are happening, they find it  is necessary to look  at a charter element. If anyone  feels like a charter is adequate  -- antiquated or out  of date there are reasons why  the charter  is in the cities right now and they  are under assault by  the legislature taking away their  home rule authority in that's what  it's all about. It is interesting  to note  that there are 20 charter counties  in the state of Florida Volusia  County being the first one created  under the  1968 Constitution. Those 20 counties  represent 75% of the states population  in the state  of Florida. 75% of the population  in the state of Florida are in a  charter County. The reason is, it  does work. It has stood the test  of time and  that is my editorial piece for the  day . Thank you.  

I have a number  of things.  The subject of the land acquisition  that we did before in the last meeting  on  main Street,  again, there has been lots of discussion  about that. I  have had citizens ask  about it. I would  like staff to  give clarification on what exactly  happened with that and where we  are  at now. Just for the record.  

I sent you all an email last  night and I will include some notes  that  I had, the meeting we have a the  city in Daytona  Beach staff. Prior to acquiring  the property we had two appraisals  done. They included the  zoning classification and a list  of the uses that  were principal uses in those zoning  classifications.  Both myself and Clay Irvin who is  the planning director reviewed the  city's code and analyze  what use could and could not occur on that  property. It is a consolidation  of property and it is adjacent to  a small parcel. When you add that  into the property it becomes  part of her  greater complex.  We explained to you all, our understanding  of the code which was that if we  leased it to an adjacent bar  or business that they could take  it to the [Indiscernible] process.  That we the County  could take it through the process  and it could be  used for displaced. The principal  use is parking. One of the  principal uses is parking.  Or we could take our special use  permit which we had  since 1982. We  can amend that to incorporate this  parcel. After the  newspaper article, they indicated  we hadn't done our due diligence.  We met with  the redevelopment and two of the  attorneys at the city  attorney's office. The concern we heard from the redevelopment  director was that is not the highest  and best use of  the property. Not the highest and best use of  the property. It was shown as a  promenade and they actually have  a parking lot that is West of  the Peabody and north of  the site. They show the ocean center  parking lot as a hotel. So that  is what the city  would like , their highest and best use for  this property. They have expressed  concern that if the county used  it for ocean center  parking only, that it would cut  off the main  Street missions. They have  lots of parking in that area. That  is something the redevelopment directly  -- director has heard consistently  from those businesses. We both assured  them that the county would be more  than willing to work with the city  to  be available. We only need it when we  have those really big events. And  then we don't have enough parking.  In  that email was my notes and I provided  you with an addendum to the contract.  I would like you all to  consider that on timing that  is appropriate. Ms. post brought  it up. What this does is allow us  to go through and amend our special  use mandate.  We should finish this  in June. 

     If we do not receive final approval  from the city of Daytona Beach as  we believe we should to amend our  special use permit, the contract  would be null and void and we would  not buy the property. I  do think that it was misrepresented in the  papers. I do believe many because  I did it. We did our due diligence.  I would never present  to you the purchase of a piece of  property that could not be used  for the purposes for which we intended  it to be used for  

Let me summarize one part of  this. She has asked to move  this forward. What  we are being asked to look at  is to amend the contract we currently  have which had no contingency and  time period to  do it. It was to close April 2  or fifth. It  would allow  further negotiation and explanation  and so forth. Staff is asking that  we approve what we have in front  of us, the contract for sale and  purchase amendment to the existing  contract. If we could do that now  in conjunction with what you had  asked  about, --  

I don't have a hard copy  of it. 

 Mr. Chair, it is very clear all  of this stuff is to make sure that  everybody is happy and we get everything  signed off by the city before we  ever buy the property. So that there  is  no mistake.  

 If anyone needs to take a second  or a minute to look at it. It's  just basic. We have  an option,  three options. Do this,  do nothing and let it not close,  or to close on it  April 2.  

You look like you wanted to  say something.  

The other option is to just back  out of the deal.  

By not  closing, that's backing out.  

I  am frustrated that I know our attorneys  did everything right and then to  be criticized for doing something  right constantly  frosts me a little bit. I have  said that. The people on the east side of  the county think that we are evil  and  basically -- O come on.  

The Eastside is as good as the  Westside  

I'm talking about a particular  group.  

The option is to  go ahead.  

They said were doing something  evil and I'm tired of hearing all  that.  

I agree with what you're saying.  Staff did their due diligence. We  have a solid leg to  stand on.  I feel and we were told  that when we had our preview. We  felt we had the right and we will  work it out  with Daytona in obtaining the things  we needed for the project. The other  thing is we are grouping items together  in this package that creates greater  value than  each individual property individually.  In fact, Daytona  says we feel it is better  for our hotel. Okay. We will  either lease it to someone to build  a hotel or we will sell it. We  all come out a winner by putting  this together. If we let it go  and don't do something,  all of the little pieces could fall  apart in  their idea may never happen.  

Mr. Chair I would like to make  the motion that we go ahead with  the extension -- was the date  on that?  

No later than the end of July.  We anticipate, we would close  as soon as the approval.  

No later than  July 31.  

Is there a second?  

The motion is made.  The motion to accept the  extension --  

You're approving the addendum  I handed out?  

Yes  

 Thank you.  

Addendum number one to the contract  for the sale and purchase the motion  is made and seconded all in favor  say Aye.   All opposed? 

You could give us  the right to extend it. It passes  6-1 ditch. -- Back to  Ms. -- back to Ms.  Post.  

He said the paper -- he  told me that was fine.  It was only after  you did that that he called me to  advise me which I appreciate.  There  may be a question about how we could  use it as parking.  In other words it  was not that we know it was wrong.  Us a parking.  There was a question  about how it would fit into our  special -- special  use permit right? The other thing it was a question about how we  could use it in terms of the static  displays and/or if released it to another vendor.  So what? I agreed to do -- I told  him I would look into it.  He agreed  his staff a look at it.  We knew  we were not under obligation to  buy it . we wanted to make sure  if there was a problem -- I never  thought that ever could be a problem  because I would never be handed  something that was not research  like that.  What we thought we would  do was proceed.  We did proceed  with that . at the McCain to something  that not only works well for us  but I think now that we have talked  to them for example I think we can  give them the opportunity.  They  are talking about letting us use  it for public market -- parking.  There could be a whole element  that could be  used for everybody . I am sorry  it came out the way it did.  I don't  think anybody could  have anticipated the was an issue.  In all fairness Mr. Chisholm was  just giving me a heads up . he was  just saying his staff that they  may be an issue but when we talked  we thought it all had to do -- we  went over there and saw the but  I always knew we did not have to  diet.  And this extension gives  you that. 

I just  wanted to clear up any misunderstandings  for the record.  

The other thing I wanted to talk  about is again for the record I just want it to be noted that I talked to staff about ensuring -- I have all competence in staff  in the things that they had been  doing.  Anything that I asked for -- I've been  asking for a lot of things -- at  anything I have asked for I have  been getting almost immediately.  So that is good.  The one thing  I have asked is -- that -- especially in  this report I am assuming everyone  else would be interested in this  but I have asked that  if there is anything going on in  district 4, rather than it  being brought up just  prior to the Council meeting --  if there are negotiations going  on, economic development, a leak --  anything going on.   And just as an example.  I don't want to get into -- it  is not the matter of the legislation but as an example -- so -- if the county attorney has been directed to work  on legislation he proposes I would  like to know about that before it  is given to us just before the meeting. 

To be on the agenda.  

Right. 

That is how I wish to things  be on the agenda. That will be us voting on legislation.  

I'm not talking about the specific  legislation.  I can talk about the  concept of just ensuring that I  am notified if everything is going  on in district 4 -- if it is important for a director to know about,  and in general -- that I would like to be notified  of those kinds of things.  

You are talking day-to-day operation ? We don't get involved  in day-to-day operation.  

There are things that are going  on that none of us that are  in negotiations that should know  about. 

I am not talking every  tiny little thing and micromanage. 

 Let's not -- I don't  want it to get -- to get into specific  issues.  Let's not get into the  we.  We are all smart enough to  know if something is of magnitude -- I don't want  to read about it in the paper is  what I am saying in not know about  something that has happened.  

What you have to remember --  your district  is everybody's district. 

I would hope you would not want  to find out something in the paper  either that is why I brought it  up.  

None of us wants that but you can't control the media. That is the third leg of this  body.  

But it is not about controlling  the media.  It is just ensuring  that I am notified things that are  occurring in the district.   That is something that has happened  that you have not been notified  -- you have a couple things.  I  want to get into it. 

You have  to . if you are asking counsel to  join with you on a position, you  have to give us thinks because  I agree with your . I think we should  but my opinion  is counsel should know.  I absolutely  agree but if there is an issue that  patient Tricia dealt with -- behind-the-scenes  or if it comes to the point of an  agenda -- [ indiscernible ] but if you  have specific issues you need to  share with counsel.  When you hear  me talk is very specific issues  . if you are going to go -- if you  want something done, you have to  say that but not to the point of slowing down  day-to-day operations because --  how many -- what do  we have thousands  of County corporations  inside Colusa County talks a  it is not just that.  Our staff  -- it is so overextended right now  with the economy improving everything  going on.  The project.  I  have to tell you.  I apologize to  Clay Irving.  Mr. Irving for an issue that  we discussed very  strongly behind-the-scenes in a  Council briefing and it will  be fixed. Without getting into those details  but it was a strong conversation  with staff at  the the commission meeting I had  another community meeting say 

     --  whoever has the phone please turn  the phone off or step out.  >> Who has the phone? Margery, is  that you?  >> Put it in  a bucket of water.  [ laughter ]  that will turn it off.  

Thank you.  

But my point was Mr. Irving and what came up last night in  a discussion with the community  leaders was they were praising Mr.  Irving because you would not leave what had been thrown at him in  his department and that I had no idea -- we had  no idea because of what they do  day in and day out.  I don't need  to know that.  I don't want to know  that.  -- What I am saying is there  a bigger picture other thing just single issues.  I can  say -- actually have to temper that.   I understand what you are saying  but -- have to temper the request . you are  not going to know everything.  You  are not. 

I absolutely agree.  I'm not  looking to get into the weeds.   I'm talking to Clay went a bit .  he is very busy.  And he handles  a lot of business. Your statement was  you wanted to know everything.   I am working on something in your  district.  You know about. 

I think I clarified that I don't  need to know everything that is  happening in the working of the  county government. 

Go ahead torch.  

We have had some discussion  that is proving communications .  One  example is things that we have put  out in the media.   Well watered notice, you guys may  receive vocals about that before  hand.  As we are --  as soon as we find out or we are  working on that that is something  that we would want to get out to  you folks so you guys can field the phone calls and you  know what is happening. 

That is one of the examples that  we discussed.  Connect that  is an example we were talking about.  Something that would be of interest  to your voters and the people you  are representing that would likely  call you on things and want to talk about.  We will  try.  I think we do a pretty good  job today and -- but I know new  people -- we are trying to learn what the needs are of every body .  There are different levels.   But not  the day today but things that happen  that really are going to be of general  interest to your constituents.   That is what --  

Do you use code red truck.  Yes  we do.   That's a good example.  -- Do you  use code red?.  Yes we do. 

     That is a good example.  Occasionally  get a large bed and maybe there  would be God for bid an instance  where at tanker turning over that requires a small evaporation  of area . that would  be stuck we would want to get --  as we are getting that out to the  public will be getting out slightly  ahead of that to you also.  Like  you said as soon as that department  is dealing with it, would be finding out has  the fact.  Sometimes I have to caution  you we do not want to put out things  without having people story.  That  does take time to gather especially in certain situations.  

 Doesn't the media get things out  sometimes faster. 

Yes they do.  Because you have  people on scene but again we will work with you on that and  other large projects -- things like  you said of general interest that -- when we are locating our large road project or something  affecting your area, I can see where  there would be more information  that really would be required. 

 Right.  But part of this also --  and I thought about this before  -- when we do press releases, counsel  should automatically be  put on the distribution but we are  not here 

We will him sure of that.  

We will make sure of that.  

We are not all  of them. We are not.  I will make sure. 

If it  is important enough for major department  heads -- if a major department head is something  contacted about something major  on I would like to be notified as  well.  And  Terry you mention confidentiality -- but we are the highest representation  in the County. If we can't be held to be confidentiality  --  

We cannot.  We are  public affirmation.  Anything we  talk about -- is not private. 

If we are buying things or creating registration  are doing things like that I would  like to know about it before it  actually is finalized that is all  I'm saying.  

If we are buying it -- we have to approve it. And we have to know about before  we approve it.  >> Directors -- you understand what  I'm saying, correct?  

[ laughter ]  

We are good?  

 Is at issue.  Obviously don't need  to talk about it today that you  have to deal with and that is we  had an understanding from a previous  console regarding the economic development  stuff that I am held in confidence  for that I represent.  You don't  see Quintilla comes before you to  vote on it and in a lot of cases  I cannot share that material because -- that is how that works.  I am  not saying you are saying that.  I am just saying we really need  to make sure that we are all on  the same page because it puts me  out on a limb.  I guess what I am  getting at is -- and we are all learning in dealing with new people in the processes and everything  that -- I think it is important to understand  that we are in that realm.  I want to make sure that it is  understood that we are in that realm  and not this route.  [ laughter  ] we are not in the one regarding  the confidentiality.  We cannot  be. 

I understand.   I understand we are not going to  be in all the back rooms.  I get  that.  That is  not what I am asking.  I can simply  asking to be in the loop that are  things that are common sense to  be in the loop on.  >> I think we can work on that and  I will tell you what other thing  that Mr. Danny has often  identified.  We've only seen  one induration. One of the issues that we have  is a lot of our things could go  on over a long periods of time.  Take property . you mentioned buying  property.   A lot of these are part of master  plans like the Ocean Center master  plan, the airport master plan --  they are in existence.  What is  happening is staff is moving toward  carrying out these plans that were may be voted on several  councils ago.  What happens is because  it caused -- goes on over years and years  -- I think we have to be constantly  updating on that.  >> That is where  you will get a lot of that information.  So the gap that I think it exists  today is closing because the more  you are in it, the more you will  know more about it.  Actually I  think the first meeting in April  is the next plan, update of  the capital plant and that will answer those questions -- why are  we buying that piece  of property? Will that is part of  that project that was voted on before.  And Ms. Denny  mentioned before about projects  being careful -- they  have to be in our forecast and our  plan to get even very far and I think we are going  to have one our two in the next  couple meetings with our capital  building. Maybe it's can be  put in about solid ways.  That was  something that was approved way  back.  Of the solid ways.  It does  approve the general public. With some of just  coming in -- were directed that  come from? What they came from a  while back and we need a better  job of briefing everybody on that but it is so big  it just takes time for us to get  with it.  I think that will fill  in some of the gaps also.  There  is a lot of stuff that you will  have all that information you will  be armed with it. 

I think the majority of the things  we want we will get for example  I would love to [ indiscernible ] the place were  the OP is.  The property -- we do not know about it.  

 They did it but it would have been  nice for us to know.   It would have been nice for you  and you probably as a council member  would have known.  But we at that  time members of the city did not  know about it.  I think you should  be included.  I  think anything should we  do should be shared with all of  us. 

That is what I am bring this up.  I have already had my  discussion.  I think we are good  . hopefully going to be getting  the information that I want.  

I would like you to also be  as informed. 

Anything Pat gets, anything you get we all get. >> That was why I brought  it up.  To be sure everyone was  on the same page.  

The next meeting we will have  a good update because Ms. Denny whited out in the Council and decided  to make this change where we really  did have a weakness because of the  complex nature of our system and  that update will be the first ones  that you have been on Council.   We really spent some time on it  . you can see there is an enormous  amount of information I think that  you will find that it will help  in addition to everything we have  been working on -- I think it will  help a lot.  

The four existing -- before the three of us cannot.  They know things are in the work  or working that we did not know.  

I realize that.  Jordan and I  have talked about that.  I get it.  I ingesting from here just remember  that we are in that process. We should be in that process.  

And I think  you do.  Okay.  

I have one more thing.  

Okay. I have been  looking at the budget a little bit  and I have been starting to look at  the budget and there is something that I came  across.  I just wanted to make note  of it and hopefully it looks like  the contract is through the end  of this year but I am hoping that  we can -- are what I would like  to request is that we look at this  contract moving forward and to see if perhaps  we could  make that your use of taxpayer funds .  The lead removal of that Strickland shooting range  where the parks and Rex is in  charge of.  I asked  for -- well I have done my  due diligence.  I have asked all  the information from staff, -- so I got all the information.  That is why I am bringing it up.  We do have all the information.  I think that we can make better  use and perhaps we look at this  contract with it is up.  In with just a quick synopsis of what  it is -- the lead removal, the lead expiration and the remounting on  the range  at the Strickland range.   The contracts -- it's done  twice a year.  This also encompasses  not only the that excavation, removing  the let.  When you shoot  you remove the left the burn. To be used again.  There is that aspect and  then there is the brass removal  from the range.  The spent brass, is recycled typically. 

     There are lots of people that will  come and recycle that stuff.  There  are lots of people that will come  and recycle that for free 

     because they are making money off  the recycling.  There is a huge disparity.  There  is another vendor is a  Volusia County Pender as well working  in Volusia County  that did the same work for $500 for the let excavation  and removal.  And I am looking at well just  for the year $52,200. If you don't mind me jumping and  a couple points.  What I think is  important as a couple things.  Number  one this has been over  several cycles.  We are in the second  year of the three-year cycle or  contract with this particular vendor  which is in environmental vendor . he was the  lowest bidder.  I think we had three  bidders on this particular proposal or bid at that point  in time.  That is important thing.  The second thing is to understand  we had to be extremely sensitive  because we have EPA requirements and Mr. Baylor can go  into more detail.  We had  to make sure when we extract that  led, and we make sure we extract  all of it out of that burn because  you don't want anything bleaching into the groundwater.  So that  is one reason it is done twice a  year . it is a big job  because it is a big burn out there.  I understand we have probably close to 40,000  visitors out to that range . in  fact that think we generate a couple  hundred thousand dollars a year  in revenue just in fees.   It is an active range.  An active  Park so to speak that we take care  of.  One of the reasons we bid out  is because it is a job significantly bigger than  what we can handle internally .  these a big pieces of equipment that  have to go out there and do that.  It is not a guy or five guys going  out there with shovels digging out  the bullets.  It is not like that.  Whole thing has to be deconstructed  so you can get all of the materials  out and reconstructed.  So it is  quite a process to go through. 

But between that  and another County range -- when  we'd all be under the same guidelines.  

It depends on the amount of money .  It depends on the organizations . some cases we have allowed the  because of the history. Depends on how much the ranges  use.  Here is the issue.  We always  like to look for things .  I am about as cost-conscious  as you can imagine . if we have  someone else that could do it better  and cheaper, and we want to talk  to them because obviously they did  not bid the last time.  If we think  -- and  I had other Council members discover  this.  You see something.  Please. 

     You brought it to our attention.  We will make sure the person that  is doing that work -- maybe we can  confer with them and if they want  to our work and maybe they can do  it cheaper and better -- that  is what I think you are trying to  do.  You are trying to save us money.  

I'm not trying to place blame .  I am just looking  at it -- we should be evaluated  and look at it.  There is another  County Volusia County range this is since me they would be  under the same guidelines.  

They may not.  Or they may not  be.  We have to find out.  One think this particular range is so close  to the city well.   We are family sensitive about making  sure we don't have a problem. 

The main point is I always want  to encourage councilmembers if they  see something -- we definitely tell  us if you see because quite likely we are a big organization  we can always do better and that  person -- maybe they don't even  know they can bid us.  That is all  I am asking. 

I am looking at  like $200,000 compared to $12,000.  

Is an  enormous difference and we want  to know why but anytime any time  someone see something, please tell  us. 

That is why I am.  [ laughter  ]  

You have our word we will take  a look at it.  Been 

 And on that same note  -- maybe  we can talk about later but incentives for offsetting -- if our County employees  find things like this that can save money  within the county -- do we  want to look at that at all? I know Broward County doesn't and I know  the Marine Corps --  

They have tried that here in  the past and I have  experience with this in the past.  The problem is that not everybody is at the same advantage based  on this type of job they have and  be able to cut -- 

     important jobs may not have the  same opportunity.  We are always  looking for efficiencies that allow  people to get raises and keep that  job.  That is a big part of it . encourage  people to do that.  We have had  a lot of people that have been very  innovative during the downturn because  every penny saved meant that people  saved their jobs.  Might experience is that you may be able to do some of those  things on a larger scale on whether  you do a special event but it is  very difficult regarding individual  basis ticket because very problematic. 

I can see that.  Just  a suggestion. 

Not about one.  

Last I had was happy St. Patrick's Day everyone. [ laughter ]  

That's it?  >> Just a couple and I will try to  make them as quick as possible.  In the past seven days I met with  County manager.  I met with County  to attorney.  I met with Sheriff  Chitwood and actually the County manager is in the or insisting that this go  this way that  if there is any issue and I talk  to -- I think I called  and chief.  Sheriff Chitwood. If there is issues that he is  having, timely responses on any  issues, anything that is  not getting done he calls me.   I think it is incumbent on us as  a Council to make sure that our  County attorney -- 

You want to be notified?  

I am just saying.  >> I am going to be notified by  the sheriff.  If there is issues  that he feels he  is not getting a timely response by our County manager and our County  attorney.  It's incumbent upon us  to make sure that they are carrying  out their duty and  they have agreed to it.   The sheriff thought that that was  a good idea.  He said he would call  me and I think that is going to  help in healing the divide that  we have  because if I get a call from the  sheriff and I notify all of you  that our management or  legal team is not responding to  requests, we are all going to be  taking that.  I just want to let you know that  up.  I am trying to help and get  through this.  I want to amend  the fences.  We are trying to build  elation ships with communities. We try to build relationships  with everybody.  Just to let you  know.  >> Then I both encourage you to do  that.  We think it is the right  thing to do.  You to our job but  if something happens in the field  something falls between the cracks or if you are not getting the kind  of response we should -- need to  make sure that those that fall between  the cracks.  Come see us.  We will  make sure it is addressed.  

He  is nodding affirmative.  Let the  record reflect that he is nodding  in affirmative.  I just wanted to  reaffirm my support. >> I think if we were in England we  would be doing a vote of confidence.  And I am just asserting my confidence in that leadership in  what they are doing and I think  they are doing a good job.  We all  got criticized.  Again we all got  thrown under the proverbial us via  the media.  I  think you are doing a great job I just hope the rest of the Council  there is the same way that you are  doing a good job.  I do support  your.  Also that if  the information had been shared  differently on us protecting our  citizens rights, the residents wanted  to vote -- I would have voted the  same way today that I would  have voted or did vote on Sunday to try to strike for  the bill to allow the state to control  totally our residents vote in the vote of 66 County and control Volusia counties for. And I think --  I hope all of you would feel the  same way . you know more information  but my vote would be exactly the  same because first of all -- we need to protect the boaters  rights and  have them have the right to do the  process that they want to remove  this.  We now can have that right  to choose to where they will get  that vote.  

Basic home rule.  

Here is one that  I have been thinking about in would  like to present. 

     I think for the efficiency of the  meetings I would like to suggest  if we could adjust our start time by the  10 AM.  9:30 AM for public.  That  would give us time to do what we  could have done today basically then if we need to break for lunch  we can break for lunch.  If we see  that the agenda needs to continue  on, like right now and today every meeting will not have chicken and things. I bet that is close to an hour  on those two items.  When you look  at that -- if we could do that it  would also allow the public the  time to be able to get here at 9:30  and allow us to get here at 9 AM and I would like to throw that out  as a proposal to evaluate if we  can do that and if it does  not work for any of us, I  would adjust that we go backward into a  30 minute to still allow. 

If I could allow --  if I could add something.  Number  one I think if we could just the  time I think one -- if we do  that there is a real good reason  you would do those comments before  the start of the meeting this gives  people more opportunities if they  have to take a bus to get here.  Number two this happened especially for my set of the organization  -- if it is Council they, there's  a lot of times when somebody realizes 

     I want to talk to you before that  . they know it is the real date  and it seems that the first in the  morning -- by Council  meetings I get bombarded and I am  sure a lot of you would to . that  would give us a few minutes with  the chair to make some adjustments  if we have to and sometimes legally  also even today there was a last-minute  think where if we had that  little bit of time -- the other  thing is if we move back a little  bit -- I think that also allows  me to anticipate that there will  be lunch after that we  are done or if we decide to break. Most people can plan that they  are going to go to lunch.  I just  want to say I think it would work  better on the administrative side. >> I would just like to say Mr. chair you  want to move them meetings and public participation to start  at 9:30.  >> We start  at 10 AM instead of nine.  >> I think  9 AM would be plenty of time for  us to begin our meeting so we can  get done.  Why start two hours before lunchtime. When you could start  three hours before lunchtime . if  you do the business of the people  we could be done in three hours. 

I think if we start at 10 will  be done by one. 

You do?  

Yes ma'am.  

I can go  with that.  But I just don't want  to have to -- I  would rather have more flexibility  in the morning that have to go late  in the evening.   I am not going late in the evening.  But I am prepared --  this is a day that I have dedicated  to do this part of.   The other six days I do something  else with this.  Likely all to. I will be out tonight at  8 PM.  

That is the price you pay for  being the chair.  

Yes I know.  But if  you sense that if you start at  10 AM it will be done by 1 PM  I certainly don't want to have to  be here later in the morning and  stay in evening.  

Don't sabotage the meeting. >> I promise I won't do that.  I know  you won't do that.  Everyone would  not sabotage that I think we could  be -- Jacksonville has 21  members of the Council and they  are done and 2.5 meeting hours. 

But they don't have as much business.  Data to the job that  we do.  

Dr. Lowery?  

I agree with Ms. Cusack.   To me we start at 9 AM .  It is one now and we are still  not quite done so I'm not quite  sure how we will start at 10 AM  and be done by one p.m. p.m.  I  am here for the day.  But if  I don't have to stay through lunch and come back  at 2 PM when I could have gone home,  there are things I can do at home.  

I guess I am willing to give  it a try but I don't see how --  another last couple times we start  at night and we went to past one  1 PM.  

Anyway -- I have asking you  to give it a chance.  

 I will give it a chance for a couple  meetings and if it doesn't work  -- I am willing to switch.  

I don't care what we  start or end. I am okay with that.  The only  thing I would ask --  if we could take a restroom break  at some point.  >> Sometimes when we  go to 2 PM -- I'm ready to pull my arm off.   [ laughter ]  

It is hard to quietly eat  a protein bar off the bench.  

That's why I sneak back at 10 AM and grabbed my peanut  butter and honey.  >> [ laughter ]  

Too much information. 

You would have to prepare an  adjustment.  Whenever you feel that  you could comfortably start. 

Let me talk to Dan.  We will  try it.  We can always change if  we have to.  I do think there are  some advantages we may end up liking. I happen to agree with this post. --  This post.  We take these  restroom breaks awfully random.  That will be up to you Mr. chair. 

All you have  to do is raise your cup.  Raise  your hand or anything you need to  do because I will be one of the  ones that suspect there as well  but -- met Mr. chair will get back  to you on whether it is  the next meeting or the meaning  after.  

One last one.  This is just for  clarification -- I know last night Ms. supposed was  sworn in -- was appointed to the  Daytona  commission board. 

That is what we read.  If you  are as an individual -- that is  fine but if we participate as  a County in  that group,  Ms. Post,  it could create a central issue their meetings  are not advertised and  it also creates the illusion of  anyone of us serving on the board as being the County representative. I am sure that you made it clear  all the others have told me that  they were not clear that you were  not the County representative.   I think we need to clear that up  for all of us to know that I would  not go out into any other court  or dish I would  say I am speaking as a citizen not  a chair . if you say that -- 

I would love to clarify that. And I  was wondering if you going to bring  this up because I have been hearing that you  are going to appoint someone that  you wanted or other  people wanted -- all these different  things.  I don't know what is happening  on that and but let me just say  from my side -- I will tell you  where I stand.  I have been meeting  with all of the different groups -- with the coalition. Just like everyone else  has been. I have a meeting with all these  different groups.  What I have said when I met with everything one  of these groups is the fact that  I am meeting with you doesn't mean  that I am automatically in agreement  that -- with everything that is  being talked about.  What it means  is that I am here whining to be  part of the discussion and to me  it makes sense to be part of the  discussion.  The point that I try  to hit home with all of these different  groups is I think it is important  to be part of the discussion now with these different groups making  the decision in coming to us.  There  are things that we are not going  to be in favor of or I know  I would not be in favor of and just  seeing part of the discussion. That is what I have doing.  There  has been mentioned to me to put  someone on that for I have heard  over and over that  Kelly is going to appoint someone  to that board. He has been tasked with the point is coming to the  board . I do not know what is happening  with that it is my understanding  and I was told that first step  was going to go in front of the  Daytona Beach city commission and  ask for some of to be on  the board.  They were going to suggest  me.  I have been coming to all  the meanings.  From my understanding -- they did  not need Daytona Beach permission  because it is a nonprofit group  . they just wanted to  -- they did not meet their permission  to put anyone on the point . they  just wanted to say we would like  someone on the board to get their  approval.  And I even told someone  last night that called just the  fact that they agreed that anyone  could be appointed on the board  doesn't mean I am on before and that it would need to be brought  up in someone from the County would  need to be appointed to the board  and I have heard them say continuously that -- I don't need  to be on the port if anyone  else wants to be unimportant.  They  can be on a port.  

My think --  I want to be involved in the process.  

Let me make a comment.  Remember  when you were asking staff you wanted to be informed of  everything going on in your district  -- that kind of cuts two ways.   I was waiting I knew at your time  to bring this up we waited for the  chair to bring this up.  Because what has happened -- with you on this board and the  way that it has happened 

I am not on the board.  Been it is very well  played out.  It is considered implied  consent.  There is protocol .  If you want to serve as an  individual member that is great.  We all do that.  We are all on  board.  But I was really hoping Ms. Post that you have  put up because I am  getting a lot of calls and concerns  because this council has not agreed  anybody in fact with the  city of Daytona and I am sure you  are aware of what has been in the  media this council has said.  As  a contract.  So we have had a  handoff approach -- we all go to  meetings.  As we should and we will  continue to do so. There is one thing about attending  a meeting and there is another think  about complied consent and that  is my concern is that this council is now in the position that we have a council County member  of the board and it could be perceived as complied consent. 

I even spoke to people less thing from Daytona  and said this would need to be brought  up from someone from the Council. 

You did not  do that.  

 To be honest with you I got the  advice from someone who used to  be on the Council and so you have  to bear with me because I have never  been. 

This is  your Council.  I don't care who  was here before.  

I just thought that you were  going to bring it up and that is  where I was at. 

I would like to add in.  I think  it is a little bit again protocol  in I was also asked -- I not only just went to the meetings.  I have been heavily involved in  the homeless for five years as a  Volusia leave is it. This president.   Are brought it to the entire 16  cities.  I have been working nonstop  on homeless issues.   I was asked to be on that also and  I turned it down because this had  not discuss with my Council.  I  would not have asked to have been  on a board with that about asking  everybody input. >> Certain areas we should not subtle point ourselves. And I know we are all willing  and we all want to serve and we  can certainly be there as a person that is interested  but we don't ask to be --  in my opinion -- I took asked to  be on something that is something we may vote on  art ask to be a board  that I have not discussed it with  my Council.  

I can tell you -- honestly I have not asked to be on the board . 

It just goes back  to what you are saying and originally when they came out with this.   Board members -- this is what people  will remember reading are those  who are participating with 

What I show up  I am in public anticipation. I not sitting at the board table  as part of the board.  I am in  the audience.  

I think there's  anyone appear -- I have been to  all age groups.  I have been working  on this hard for over four years.  I have been  in meetings.  I have met with the  elected people of other cities. Trying to gain support on that.  There is nobody against going to  meetings but when you hear that  you are appointed to  the board as pointed out  I think all of us understand -- 

     that is implied consent and it is  implied that you are representing  the county . if used in a meeting  or you attend a meeting -- we all have met .  You may have missed the same  what I'm going to miss.  I will  not be attending that.   And I would not be speaking. 

     I talked with all eight.  There  are eight different groups and we  have all attended meetings but I  would never want to be serving on  that board even as an individual just for the implied consent that  we are part of it if we make a commitment  to be part of the board, then I  think at that time we should appoint  someone.  Someone should volunteer  to serve I am absolutely in agreement  with you.  

Are you  on the board now  as an individual?  

I am not on the board.  That  is my point.  

The bottom line is  and I told people -- and even just spoke  with the  Daytona chamber -- we had  this discussion -- I cannot be  on the board without the appointed  by the Council.  So any decisions that Daytona city commission makes  -- I told that too  many people.  I cannot be on the  board until we are appointed.  So the  County Council makes a decision. >>

I guess the concern consent because  the newspaper article state from  just looking at the city commission  officer has a point. The Volusia County member has [ indiscernible ] homeless advisory task force.   It kind of implies the  

My understanding of  that it was agreed to  ask to have someone appointed. 

They have asked three of us to  be on it.  

They have asked three of us to serve. I turned it down for the same  reason we are talking now.  Miss  Reba turned it down for the same  reason.  

We have all met with them but  we alternative down serving on that  board for the same reason that it  implies the implied consent .  Even if he did as an individual.  Implies that you still are a councilperson those are things -- that's a standard that we are  held that that is different.  That is the way it is.  Anywhere  you are speaking -- I have done  this -- most of these people -- if you are speaking individual  and you tell them you are,  

My bottom line has been  all along that I am not on it and  so if or when it is brought to Council in someone needs someone are known as appointed in that  decision.  That is what  I stand.  If anyone thinks any different  -- that is what I have been saying  over and over and over to everyone.  >> The Daytona Beach commission did  not appointed to the board.  

They can't point me  to the board.  They gave first step  commission to then come  in say can we get someone appointed  to the board from the county.  >> We are in semantics  here.  Here's the bottom line. This Council is not taking a position  on any project and I think to ask implied consent before it comes to Council either  way you cut it is not where this  Council is going we have a collegial  body and we have responsibility  to each other in  where this Council goes.  Where  a majority of the Council goes.  And I think you are hearing in  all due respect to your Council 

     is this Council has taken  a position in Council and I wrong  that we choose not to be involved to be engaged in a project .  We have not made a decision.  That is where I am. Spirit I am  agreement.  I just looking to get  all the information to make the  best decision when the Council is  ready to make that we Betty --  >> So this is a council making  a decision that no one will be appointed  . that is fantastic. 

I think we are better off for perception of reality. After South the tone appointed  their Mayor they made a commitment. That is what we are looking to judge it by.  It is  not you personally or individually. It is what they have set up as  a guideline.  I totally different.  

I think at least four  or five or six of us are St. --  are you okay?  

I think some of us are getting  hungry.  We may have to cut out  the remarks of the other three .  a few other quick points.  One thing  that was left off of the event coming  up is  our daughter is getting married  on the 26th.
