WHAT IT WORKED INTO IS THAT THE  NON-GENERAL FUND, AND  LINDO BELIEVE - - WHAT  WE DECIDED WAS AND I THINK PREVIOUS  COUNCIL  AND NOW  IS COMING TO A FRUITION, IN ADDITION  TO THE NEEDED SERVICES THAT HAVE  - - EVEN  MORE SUCCESSFUL, JUST BECAME SOMETHING  WHERE WE TRIED TO DO A  BENEFIT TO  THE NEIGHBORHOOD WHICH HAS AGREED  TO ACCEPT THE FACILITY.  IN  OTHER WORDS, WE BROUGHT THE FACILITY  THERE  AND THERE ARE FACILITIES THAT HAD  PROBLEMS SOMETIMES ARTIFICIALLY  IN THE NEIGHBORHOOD THAT WILL  HARM THEM.  THE FACILITY WILL NOT  HARM ANYBODY BUT THE NEIGHBORHOOD  HAS BEEN GOOD IN TRYING TO UNDERSTAND  AND BE ACCEPTING OF  THE FACILITY.  ONE OF THE THINGS  IS IF YOU REMEMBER WE OPENED THE  PLAYGROUND ALSO AS PART OF THE NEIGHBORHOOD,  IT WASN'T JUST - - WE COULD EXTEND  THE SERVICES BY INSTEAD  OF JUST A CERTAIN MENU  OF SERVICES FOR THAT FACILITY, WE  DECIDED TO MAKE IT MORE COMPREHENSIVE  LIBRARY EXPERIENCE FOR THE NEIGHBORHOOD.  IT'S NOT JUST THE PEOPLE TO - -  IT'S  THE NEIGHBORHOOD.  IT'S A WAY TO  HELP PEOPLE INTEGRATE AND THE NEIGHBORHOOD  TO CONNECT WITH THE FACILITY SO  THE NEIGHBORHOOD CONNECTS WITH THE  FACILITY AND UPGRADE THE ENTIRE  NEIGHBORHOOD AT THE SAME TIME BY  GIVING THEM A HIGHER LEVEL SERVICES.  AS YOU MENTIONED, IT'S THE LAST  - - AT THE LAST MEETING, THE LIBRARY  STAFF IS ECSTATIC ABOUT  WHAT'S NOT JUST ABOUT BOOKS AND  NOT JUST ABOUT CHECKING OUT  DVDS, THERE ARE SO MANY OTHER SERVICES  THAT THEY  OFFER THAT NOT ONLY WILL THEY BE  AVAILABLE FOR RESIDENTS, THEY WILL  BE AVAILABLE TO THE GENERAL POPULATION  IN THE NEIGHBORHOOD. TO ME,  WE ORIGINALLY LOOKED AT TAKING THE  ONE BUILDING THIS IS THE ONE BUILDING  THAT THEY COULD ENCUMBER FOR ANY  OTHER USE.  WE THOUGHT WE COULD  USE IT FOR THE LIBRARY.  ITEM  - - WHAT I WOULD LIKE TO DO IS  THIS HAS BEEN PULLED AND I WOULD  LIKE TO HAVE COUNCIL DISCUSS IT  - - YOU  HAVE GIVEN US THE INFORMATION AND  MS. DENNIS, IF YOU WANT TO MAKE  A MOTION.  
 THANK YOU.  
 FOR THE MOTION, WHICH I  WILL APPROVE, SO,  THIS IS 
I THINK  - - TO  GET IT ON THE FLOOR, WE NEED TO  HAVE A MOTION FROM COUNCIL TO  DISCUSS IT. 
 WE DISCUSS  ANYTHING WITH OR  WITHOUT APPROVAL. 
 MR. CHAIR.  
 I AM OKAY WITH - - I WANT TO  GET IT UP FOR THE VOTE SINCE WE  HAD THE PRESENTATION, IT MADE SENSE  TO HAVE IT.  
 I THINK GH AND U YOU  ALREADY PASSED.  
 WE HAVEN'T PASSED H,  MOTION IS PASSED  ABSENT H.   SINCE WE HAD THE PRESENTATION, TO  ME IT MADE SENSE TO DOVETAIL INTO  THAT TO DISCUSS FROM THE COUNCIL.  
 I WILL MAKE A MOTION FOR ITEM  TRAN02  
IS THERE  A SECOND, DOCTOR WHEELER, IS THERE  ANY DISCUSSION?  
  THANK YOU.  
 HERE'S MY QUESTION,  THIS IS GOING TO JOIN OUR RANKS  AT THE LIBRARY UNDER THAT HEADING,  THE HEADING THAT WE WILL - -  IT UNDER.  WHAT  IS THE DISTANCE FROM THIS LIBRARY  TO THE EXISTING LIBRARY IN THE AREA?  GIVE ME A RADIUS.  WHAT ARE WE  LOOKING AT?  
  GENERALLY SPEAKING.  GOOD MORNING.  -  - [INAUDIBLE] STATE YOUR NAME FOR  THE RECORD.  
  [INAUDIBLE] 
IT'S APPROXIMATELY PROBABLY FIVE  MILES OR MORE  [INAUDIBLE]  DAYTONA BEACH.  WHEN WE HAD  TO CLOSE THE - -  HILL LIBRARY, -  - IF YOU EVER OPEN A NEW LIBRARY,  IT WILL BE FURTHER WEST TO THE NEIGHBORHOOD  WHICH IS [INAUDIBLE] THIS IS A  GREAT LOCATION AND WE HAVE  OVER 2000 LIBRARY CARD HOLDERS  - - IN  THE AREA.  [INAUDIBLE]  
 THANK YOU. HERE'S MY QUESTION MR. MANAGER,  WHAT I WOULD LIKE TO SEE GOING FORWARD,  WHILE THIS IS A GREAT PROJECT AND  I SUPPORTED WHOLEHEARTEDLY, AT THE  SAME TIME, I DON'T WANT TO LOSE  SIGHT OF OUR OTHER LIBRARIES SPECIFICALLY  - - OAK HILL.  WE HAVE A LIBRARY  THAT SERVES UNDERSERVED POPULATION  WITH NO - - HAD BEEN IDENTIFIED  AND WE HAVE DONE NOTHING TO EXPAND  THAT, WE HAVE DONE NOTHING TO INCLUDE  SERVICES DOWN THERE, DO THEY  HAVE COMPUTERS?  WHAT ARE  THE HOURS?  
 NOT AS COMPREHENSIVE?  
 NOT FULL, MONDAY THROUGH FRIDAY  WITH  EVENINGS.  
 PLEASE  - - KNOW I AM CHAMPIONING THIS.  IT'S GREAT TO  ACCOMMODATE THE CITIZENS AND LOOKING  AT THE HOURS OF 11:30 AM TO  7 PM TODAY AND SATURDAY 930 TO 5  PM.  I WANT TO LOOK AT THE LIBRARY  COUNTYWIDE AND LOOK AT THIS UNDER  - - THE UNDERSERVED AREAS AND IF  YOU HAVE DECIDED THAT TV  BE MONEY CAN BE USED TO EXPAND SOMETHING  LIKE  THIS, THAT - - IT DOES DOVETAIL  THAT IN THE OTHER AREAS.  
 WE AGREE.  IF I'M NOT MISTAKEN, I TALKED TO  THE CHAIR THIS MORNING, ONE OF THE  THINGS I WAS ASKED TO PUT ON AS  THE SPECIFIC PART OF THE AGENDA  OR WORKSHOP AS YOU ASKED FOR, AN  UPDATE ON THE LIBRARY SYSTEM AND  IT DOVETAILS INTO A PERFECTLY -  - THIS OPPORTUNITY  CAME ALONG AND WAS A PART  OF TRYING TO MORPH AND USE THE BUILDING  FOR A MORE LIMITED AMOUNT OF SERVICE.  IT'S WELL  SERVED AND AN AREA OF POPULATION  THAT NEEDS TO BE SERVED AND IT WILL  BE SERVED WELL WITH THIS ADDITION  WITH THE -  -  
I THINK IT'S A GOOD IDEA WE TAKE  A LOOK AT IT COMPREHENSIVELY AND  DO AN UPDATE WHERE WE ARE AND THE  FOCUS  WILL BE AND WE CAN LOOK AT THAT  AND THE PROJECTIONS OVER THE NEXT  5 YEARS.  
 I WANT  TO PIGGYBACK  - - SAID A LOT OF THINGS  AS WELL.  I AM VERY EXCITED ABOUT  THIS LIBRARY COMING IN AND I WORKED  CLOSELY WITH THE RESIDENTS IN THE  AREA AND HOPEFULLY COMING IN AND  I THINK  THIS LIBRARY - - REALLY A PIVOTAL  POINT FOR THAT AREA AND IT  WILL HAVE [INAUDIBLE] IN ADDITION  TO DAYCARE. THANK YOU  MR. CHAIR. I WANT TO DISCUSS THE  FACT THAT IF THIS IS  REOCCURRING DOLLARS  OR NON-REOCCURRING. 
 FOR CONSTRUCTION ZONE WE GET  AN ANNUAL ALLOTMENT OF CDBG FUNDS  EACH YEAR.  THIS IS ON  THE BOOK -  -  
YES.  CONSTRUCTION THAT WILL  BE BROUGHT  ONE TIME.

     THEY COMPETE [INAUDIBLE] THEY CAN  GET THEIR FUNDS DIRECTLY THROUGH  CDBG.  WE  CAN STILL - - USE COUNTYWIDE  DOLLARS [INAUDIBLE] EXCEPT FOR THE  ENTITLEMENT - - WE CANNOT HELP THE  - - DAYTONA BEACH  -  - [INAUDIBLE]

     ANY ONE CAN USE ANY OF THE COUNTY  LIBRARIES.  
 THIS IS ONLY FOR  THE [INAUDIBLE]  
 ONE TIME.  
 THANK YOU.  
  MS. PATTERSON.  
 IT'S GETTING A BIT AWAY FROM  THE MAIN MOTION HERE.  SINCE IT'S  BROUGHT UP WITH THE LIBRARY HOURS,  - - I HAVE BEEN [INAUDIBLE]  IN SEMINOLE AND ORANGE COUNTY ON  SUNDAYS  AND THE LIBRARIES ARE  OPEN [INAUDIBLE] 
IT COULD CREATE  A PROBLEM - - PRIORITY SEE  - - 
WE  HAVE [INAUDIBLE]  
THE ISLAND  I GO TO  ON SATURDAY.  
 IT'S NOT OPEN.  
 I KNOW THAT MUCH.  I'VE BEEN  THERE.  
 I THINK WE SHOULD DO, A GOOD  REASON TO HAVE THIS OVERVIEW AND  WORKSHOP IS TO GO OVER ALL THIS  AND I WILL  TELL YOU AND IN FACT I THINK A NUMBER  OF YOU RAN INTO JOEY ALEXANDER OUR  EMPLOYEE BANQUET.  WE RECOGNIZE  PEOPLE AND HOW - - AND SERVICE. WHEN I ASKED  HER AND THAT THIS IS WHAT I WANTED  FROM SOMEONE IS SOMEONE WHO IS ENTHUSIASTIC  IN THE CITED BY HELPING US GUIDE  THROUGH WITH THE DESIGN OF THE NEW  BUILDING AND FUNCTION.  WE TALKED  ABOUT THINGS LIKE I WANT TO MAKE  SURE  WE WERE SET UP FOR MASS CASUALTIES  AND HOPEFULLY WE NEVER HAVE TO  USE IT. [ CAPTIONERS TRANSITIONING  ]  >> 
We had  talked about things like I want  to make sure that we are set up  for mass casualties and things like  that we are ready in the future.  Hopefully we never have to use it,  I want to be ready for  those things. That was a part of  her interest in this job. We have  to hire additional  people will,  new medical examiners. I really  wanted her to be part of the team  to hire the new people. It was key  that we bring the proper net --  person at this point. I want to  recognize that the doctor is going  to do additional autopsies  with us . She has helped  us now making this transition, this  will work out well. I am very excited  about the fact that she will be  here.  

Is there a  motion?  

I have a confirmation.  

I will second that.  

Any objection to  the motion? The motion passes  unanimously. Congratulations. I  guess you are not on board,  you are boarding again. You are  moving to force -- first  class.  

Thank you very much. [  Laughter  ]  >> is that the shot the County  manager gives?  

We check everybody out. [ Laughter  ]  

I think there is a  chip placed. [ Laughter ]  that is what he had to do to convince  her.  

That is the same chip I have  had.  

Thank you.  

You keep yours  turned off.  

Just make sure it is not in your  shoulder. [ Laughter ]  

let's go to item 3. [  Silence ] good morning  Mister chair. General  Brenton, County engineer. Before  you today is good news.  You approved submitting  an application back in July of  last year to compete for some of  the money from the governor's $85  million for the growth and job growth  grant fund. It was for economic  development and  growing jobs. We were successful in getting almost  $2 million toward the section of  Williamson Boulevard. The total  project  cost is including engineering that  has already been done and the right  of way acquisition has already been  done. The total cost was  7.4 million. Of the construction,  it was 5.1 million. Of that you  had almost 2 million state funds.  You have almost 1 point 8  million of private money coming  from  proportionate shares. The County is putting local option  gas tax in at 1.3 million. That  gets  that funded. That is  what this agenda item is about.  I would think it would be appropriate  to mention the north section. There  is one more mile to the North. It  is a missing link. We are  competing with  counsel's occur -- approval. We are looking for  legislative appropriation for that.  That is an $8 million project. It  includes having to buy one additional  pond. It will be a storm water pond.  The word is as of last week, when  the committee shut down, we have  roughly $2 million in the house  in the Senate. It  is safe. When the session ends it  goes to the governor. We hope that  will avoid the  the tell  pen. We have the county's lobbyists  who are  working diligently.  They want to avoid a veto. It is  very very crucial. That is the last  one mile segment of Williams Boulevard.  That is where the big the Florida  Hospital is. It is sitting right  in that segment. We have  got development that is  very important. Today is the  approval of  the agreement for  the roughly $2 million of state  funds.  

 Considering the tremendous importance  of accommodating the growth in that  area, I move that we approve the  Florida job growth grant infrastructure  project agreement with the  department of  key features.  

The mention  is made. Further discussion, Mister  Patterson.  

I think this  is a long time coming. I have  been in Tallahassee several years.  I have been getting the money in  and getting it vetoed. This  is needed. It will help us when  we has  incidents out on Interstate 95.  We need to move traffic around and  other types of situations. I  am glad the people out there in  that area will be very happy.  

Ms.  Denys .  

This is something that we need  to expand on. 1.8 million of private  development  in proportionate share,  there are a lot of conversations  about impact fees. They have stayed  under the radar. They are separate  animals here. I think it is crucial  to state for the record that the  developer  is involved in this with a proportionate share  program. Can you expand on that  a little bit?  

I would like Jerry to talk about  that a few portions. Would you are  right on. We keep hearing that impact  fees have not changed in 2003. We  are still in the middle. When you  add in the fact that we  have significant crop share numbers  that have to come for people, do  you want to comment on the 1.8 on  crop share? That is from the developers  in this case. It is not something  that is along with the homeowners.  The other thing that I am comfortable  with is the 2 million from the state.  I was encouraged and I signed it  last night for a letter from  the governor. We are going to keep  the $2 million. One other  thing I would like Jerry to comment  on is that  Jerry, Cheney,  and clay, this idea of pipelining  the project which is an  invention of our staff is why we  are able to take this money and  make it into something that will  work. It is a little bit of a project  you  cannot afford but in reality it  is something that will make an  improvement.  

Before, I just want to make a  clarification. We talked about  needing the  governor's approval. That was for  the next section. This is an agreement.  It is  not subject to the fellowship. It is his recommendation.  The roughly $1.8 million is a  crop share that is with  the city.  This is municipal property along  the corridor. We work our  staff, the County staff, we work  with the city in developing the  traffic numbers and revealing them  and coming up with  pretty much a negotiated crop share  dollar  amount. In this case it was  very substantial.  It allowed to become  a reality.  

When Jerry says the city, he  means that we work the city as to  what number it is. Let's make this  clear, on the record, in addition  to impact fees, they are paying  crop share. The reason they are  paying it is because our roads  are feeling. A lot  of cases you have to make up the  traffic that they are going to put  on the road which they are going  to fail even more. They are not  getting credit for that.  

The final missing piece from  Strickland range, while it is an  $8 million project, it is going  to be in the Bill.  The remainder is going  to be pipeline crop share payments coming  to that section. We will be aggressively  going after state grants.  There are two that we have received  in the past, going through the Florida  Department of transportation. We  have program funds, we have 50%  match. We have got the match funds.  The other one is trip  funds, transportation a regional  incentive programs for a  major corridor that connects state  roads.  We will be aggressively going after  that. We now have match funds. Mister  manager have  told you we are running out of money and  we do not even have that 50% match.  With the crop share, that is helping  to make that available to  us.  

Let's go back why we are talking  about this. The issue of the  day, not just for us but for the  city countywide on transportation  issues, the crop share in the second  mile up to  Strickland hand, the crop share  that is going to come into place  will be  from development along that area. Right?  

Yes man. We are currently working  with  two developments. One of them is  on Williamson and the other one  is on 

     this is where this failing segments  of red and intersections are. We  work with those developers that  pay a some that is sufficient for  us to meet the impacts that they  have created. This provides us with money that  we can try to match with the grants  that Mister Britton has been  getting after to start fixing some  of the problems on the road. It  is piecemeal but we are making some  projects making some very congested  areas.  

That is  critical to the discussion that we are all  in today. We have  existing impact. Developers are  paying proportionate shares on top  of  impact fees and  the county years ago broke this  down into pieces that we could  work with. To come up with the match  for one mile and the $8 million  project, that match is totally different  from a match of a free -- three  mile segment. That would probably  put us out of  the ballpark. Because of the posturing and  how this was broken down project  wife, this allowed us to leverage  the fever dollars that we had in  the segments that can be worked  out. We could not be worked out  in large numbers. Congratulations.  This number was implemented. It really is brilliant.  Where we are now, we have to contend  with things that we do not  have.  

One of the things that really  happened is development that Mister  Patterson pointed out, anybody else  wants to hear this. Wings you do  impact fees, they  pay them as they build the homes.  What they do is they add the price  to the home. In essence it is  a pass crop share.  We have the money put up front.  There  is not passing this through. This  is coming out of the developer.  It is difficult to make the profit  to make  the money. We broke it up into this  pipeline. We saw what they would  get as a piece of the  real project instead of money  going out of a bucket one day in  the future. At least one day they  understood this. Quite  frankly  understood this price is  not theoretical. Is there wetlands,  this gets  really expensive. I do not think,  I get an  earful, all of the developers, they  have to  pay this fees. They do not understand  what they understand. They believe  we  are paying certain things, they  just pass them through  the house. It is common in Florida.  

I think one of the important  factors that we are passing over  a little bit, this is not something  that is needed for future development.  This was passed in the House and  Senate two years ago or three years  ago. I do not remember. It was already  needed. It is a segment that is  needed for diversion  of traffic. It is not just for  future development, as most of  our traffic issues in  transportation issues, they were  needed yesterday. It is not for  future development. This is paramount.  The key part  has not  been 400 years. It has only been  around for 400 years,  since 2004.  This is a very good way for people  to  identify issues where people can  work together. It is for the private  sector there and  multiple government. I think we  are going to see more of this. If  we can get the save and  the County and everyone works together,  that is what we are working in this  instrument.  

My comment is we have had quite  a  few people jumping all over me about  the impact  the issue.  As I told them, in politics, you  make a one minute statement  that requires a one minute response.  In  this case it takes many  many inches of responses to get  the entire  fax out. This has  not happened. One of the discussion  is that we will raise the impact  fees, I will vote for the local  gas tax. There is  an adjustment. It is  a lot more complicated than just  saying raise the impact fee. That  will stop the  growth.  

Another issue on the impact fees,  it deals with housing. It is over  15 years. The sales  tax revenue will be in large amounts.  If you raise the impact fees by  thousand all --  dollars for homes. You are talking  about 15 years. It is talking about  a lot amounts. It  will be difficult for people who  are building homes. You have to  look at the value you are going  to receive  from sales tax, we want to be able  to put it on so people can make  the decision. Do they want to address  that  current issues. Do you have anything  to add to that?  

I have not said  anything.  

I thought you did.  

I would like  to speak. I am very glad that we are addressing  certain issues. I have many citizens  who have looked at  certain issues. They asked about  the impact  that developments are going to have  on traffic. I  can tell you that we have had many  meetings with those developers.  I have also dealt with our  staff and local staff to talk about  their share in  helping with this.  We want to make sure that the correct  projects are  placed first. Our staff has been  worked diligently to make sure that  the right traffic lights are being  placed in the correct order to  ensure that things are working well.  I am not sure that we will ever  catch up. Thank  you.  

I do not want this to make the  best miss. A lot of things dealing  with distribution deal  with jobs. People are  paying fees. They are dealing with  today problems. Here is  another thing. The biggest  traffic come -- problems that we  have is deal with  the season. This helps  the economy. That is the group that  does not pay. That  is the group where we have the largest  traffic problems.  With the sales tax  would get some money, 40%  of the, they would get those people who  create traffic. They really do not  pay for the traffic. That is the  one thing that the timing discussed  previously.  

Is people realize that they do  not have  the terrorists coming into town,  the town would  look like  January through October  every year.  

We need to wind  this up.  

I have another point.  We have  a Council plate a hold on  the budget. We  have not been putting money into  that. I have had a lot  of issues from the public  about  this. Currently, we have been  looking  at catching up to all the money  that we have not been putting in  since the recession. This is true  in addition to maintaining and looking  the road that we have  coming  in. I think that is a very important  point for the public  to understand. We are really trying to catch up.  

We will end it with this. I do  not think this is focused. We need  to deal with what we are talking  about today. The one  point one $2 billion is what they  need today to put us up to date  to handle everything that we need.  That will only keep us  through 2018. Hopefully we will  be in a  fiction to plan  everything that we need. We are  going to be planning to take care  of everything that is necessary.  We keep  mentioning 44. We keep  mentioning Granada. We keep mentioning  each issues. We need to  get the Daytona Beach and  other beaches to have a class over  the interstate there. It is very  important. This is  for the evacuation systems. We are  going  to need what we need.  

I have  another comment. Left It is [  Laughter ] technology  is important. I would  like you to come to  the 10th --  transportation Summit. Autonomous  vehicles will be very important.  This is expanding  so quick. A human  driver has been important.  It seems, in West Palm, I went down  thinking one thing and came --  came up differently. We are here.  We  are planning, 10 years from now,  most of us  will be dealing with a  different  transportation  issue.  

The meeting is at the  Brennan  Center on -- toward the end of  the month. I think it is the 30th. It  will not be the 30th.  

No, it is my birthday, it will  not be that.  

It is important. You may note  that you heard here last year these  self driving vehicles are going  to change the future  of transportation.. The public  is invited. There are no objections  to the notion.  Them mission passes. We will move  to  item 4.  

Good  morning. I am dealing with the  event updates. The ad  center is hosting a  master gardener on April 7.  The master gardeners  have been dealing with plans that are ideal  for growing in central Florida.  Registration begins today for the  22nd annual Saint Johns River cleanup.  It will take place from eight in  the morning until 11 AM on April  21. People are interested can  go to the website  to see the nine different locations  and sign up for the event. Registration  begins April 1 for the lifeguard  summer  program camps. It happens throughout the county.  The weeklong camps will be happening  in June and July. Kids must be able  to swim  100 will  yards within two minutes and 15  seconds, tread water for five minutes  and swim underwater 10 feet. It  is not a learning  to swim camp as we like to say.  More information is available on  the county's  the safety website. On April 28,  there will be the turtle  day festival. It is a family fun  event that features medical care  for animals. It  showcases the county see  life we the  rotation center. A couple  more announcements are also important.  Beach safety has been credited  for the fifth time by the commission  of Florida law  enforcement accreditation. 

     Beach safety has been credited in  2006. If you have any more questions  on that, please feel free to ask.  

I want to mention that Raymond  was at  the accreditation meeting that he had to be  the day for the employee recognition.  Ray was one of the people that could  not get an opportunity to go up  onto stage. He has 38 years. He  is very a value member.  We really appreciate all of  his leadership. [  Silence ]  

thank you so much for that. I  do not pretend to want to stand out  here as an exception to everybody  else who earned accolades for service.  Thank you for mentioning that. As  far as city accreditation, I would  like to at a message on that. The  assessor's came out.  They came to the agency and they  want to see what they are all about.  You uphold  the standards. They want your practices  and procedures all match and come  together. They spent three days  with us. They  look at every corner and they make  sure that you are doing what you're  supposed to be doing. They were  very  very impressed. As an agent say you can say that  you're doing what you're supposed  to be doing. The way we manage all  three disciplines with the law enforcement  and the lifeguards, they could not  believe that we do it the way we  do it. Of public  safety agencies are one hat or the other. For us  we were all of our hats all the  time. They go out they talk to our  lifeguards, they talk to everybody.  They could not believe how it all  comes together. Thank you for giving  me the opportunity to mention this.  

I have more good news. Emergency  management has been recognized by  the national oceanic and atmospheric  registration.  Storm ready is a nationwide program  that encourages communities to proud  at Tivoli and manage operations  using clear-cut guidance from the  National  Weather Service. The emergency  management director is here if you  have any questions. We wanted to  point out that in addition  to that, Jim jacket was presented  with the presidential award for  next excellence from the American  Red Cross in Washington DC for 25  years of volunteer service. Judge  is  an array original member of the Red Cross  scientific advisory Council. Over  the past 25 years, he has led numerous  reviews of preparedness, health,  safety services and has chaired  several sub counsel. He was a driver  of the original program and expert  reviewer of the Red Cross the music  chintzy radical response. He  rides a  preparedness counsel . We will give more information  on this recognition for him on the  storm ready. And on  the beach ready accreditation.  Do you have any other questions?  If not, I will open up to the gentleman  behind  me.  

That is why we  are so fortunate to have him in  our County. What you do not only  for our county and for  the  state and four other communities  around the state, Jim, our hats  off to you.  

Thank you  so much. In all of these programs that we  work on, we put things into place.  It is wonderful to work in the national  level. Thank you so much.  

Thank you. That is it. We can  now move to item 5. Item  5 is the appointment of contractor  licensing  appeals board. Each council member  will make  one nomination. This is the first  time we have had Mr. Patterson.  

 My appointment would go out to the  planning and funding contactor to  the plumbing part of this deal.  That is my  mission. John  then out is my suggestion.  

The plumbing contractor has been  appointed. We need to confirm the  appointment, each  individual one.  

There is  no second.  

Any objection to the appointment  of John  then out? No objection. He is appointed  to  the board. Ms. Denys.  

I would like  to nominate  Mitch call.  

Mitch call has been appointed  to  the board. Are there any objections?  

If there are no objections, the  mission stands.  

Miss post.  

I was a  little pled -- sad to not see anyone  from  District 4.  Is anyone in the Northeast section  of the county  is interested, today we will  have one opening.  

You do not have to make it today.  You can try to find somebody.  

Yes, absolutely. I just noticed  that no one from our area was interested  or appear to be interested in  this  position. I would like to hold off.  Let me see if we can find somebody  from the Northeast section of the  county.  

Mr. Patterson I still have you  appear on the board.   Anybody else? Does anybody  else have a nomination?  

Yes, I would like to nominate  Alan Jacob. He is  an  architect.  >> Alan Jacob has been nominated  and appointed. Are there any objections?  There are no objections, that  mission passes.  

I would like to nominate Michael  make Donald  the consumer representative.  

Are there any representations?  He has been appointed. Does anybody  have any objections?  

The  appointment stands. 

I would like to appoint Michael  Martin yet.  

He has  been nominated.  

I took special lessons to learn  how to  pronounce it.  

Are there any objections to the  motion?. He  is appointed. [  Silence ] if you do not have someone that  you would like to appoint, we can  bring this back. If you feel more  comfortable doing that it is fine.  

Would you like to continue your  nomination as well?  

I think we will continue the  nomination process to the next meeting.  

Okay. 

Mister chair, Mister chair, I  would like to say perhaps if we  could have Joe and to a press release  on this to say that we are also  looking to provide notice to all  of the people. There is not  as many that we need to fill  those positions.  

I would have expected that it  would have been put out some previously.  

I think  he should do it again.  

If it is not, I think we should  do it again.  

Thank you.  

We will move on from item 5  which is, are we there to public  participation? Is  that right? Well, here we are, we  have no one that wishes to speak.  We will  move to another  individual.  

Somehow I have asked  Mister Nolan about the ships and  where to speak them. We know now  because we  have had  people, you have saw the people  that went to the ships. They would  like to see us in the actual sinking.  We should push it back to the early  part of summer. We have not picked  a date. I was going to  bring that back to the  counsel. When I was gone through  this injury I had, somehow that  kind of as though it is a final  date. We are looking at June. I  will get to that counsel when we  have a better idea. We need to find  good weather and what everyone's  schedule is like. We are looking  at the early part of June but we  will not know for sure later in  the year.  

Thank you. Counsel.  

Nothing sir.  

Miss post?  

Any closing comments?  

Okay.  It was mentioned the employee recognition  luncheon. It was a pleasure attending  the event. How many people did we  have on the program? There were  at  least 100. It was 240. It was 240 people who  were recognized for having had service  with the county for 10, 15, 30,  35 and we even had a 45 year person.  Thank you for  your service. The Humane Society just recently  announced they are remodeling. That  is moving forward. We are very excited  about that. They are going to be  focusing  a little more on the actual services  that they can provide in the community.  That is excellent news for the animals  in our community.  I attended an  award ceremony. I wanted to say  congratulations to all of those  people. I wanted to say a special  congratulations to supervisor election  Lisa  Lewis is daughter. She was recognizes as  the deputy of the year. Congratulations  to her. Congratulations to Lisa  Lewis as well. That is all I have.  

Okay.  Ms. Wheeler.  Ms. Cusack.  

I was wondering if we could move  forward about  exploring the mosquito  control district countywide. Where  are we with that?  

Okay. Ms. Cusack, we  will schedule that for an upcoming  meeting .  

I think we discussed months ago,  do we  not?  >> We said we would bring it forward  to you to discuss the ramifications  and to do some type of stronghold  or something to find out whether  or not anybody was interested. In  the old days there was only one  part of the county that was interested.  We will be prepared to put forward  what this could look like  and what the implications are.  

We will put that on an upcoming  agenda.  

Thank you, that is all I have.  

You have to  go forward. How would you do that  if the citizens were  interested?  

Well, you could make it a countywide  issue. You could just make it part  of your general fund. You  could create an and SD  in the western side of the county  with the consent of  the city. Or, you  could have a referendum that creates  some other special district. There  is some costs that  are shared . We have not discussed this with  the manager. The mosquito control  on the east side is of a different  nature than that mosquito control  on the west side.  

Those  are the type of things that  I would like to have us work on.  

We will bring it forward to discussion  in the workshop.  

That is it. Thank you.  

Thank  you.  >> Briefly, speaking of  workshops, Mister manager, could  you provide counsel with a list  of workshops between now and the  end of the year. Where will you  go with this? We are going to do  a  budget workshop. We used to do many workshops throughout  the year. We have not had one in  quite a while. Could you provide  counsel on that?  

I will give you a list of the  things that I know are on there  for now. We will talk about libraries,  errors base, the budget which we  have several of those. We will have  to do the audit. I will do one on  mosquito control. We will look at  other ones. I am going by what the  council wanted to discuss. I will  talk to the chair about which meetings  you want to have.  

That would be great. I do not  know if we have pulled back on not  because we are doing the capital  project at date and the dynamic  master plan and where we are with  that. Those are just updates. That  is not progression or direction  setting  from counsel. We are getting updates  on existing projects, I think this  counsel needs to talk about where  we want to go  going forward. I do not want quarterly  updates to take the place of discussion  and budget workshops.  

It seems like they have.  

We need to look  at the  budget. That is all driven by how  much money  you have. That is going to  be one of our real issues. There  are some revenue issues that  I think we are facing. Obviously  there is an interesting cut in Texas.  We have to deal with that. You  have a potential referendum  coming up. We are dealing with change  on homes. This could affect your  revenue. A lot of the progeny  -- projects are important.  We have capital projects that are  important based on the money we  have. We have to talk about what  money we have. That will drive the  new projects that we have.  

It is going to drive existing  projects as well. [ Laughter  ] yes. Counsel needs to take a  look at that. There may be some  new ideas floating around on some  of the things that are within  those reporting parameters.  The only other thing I want to share  with you is that I was fortunate  enough to represent Bush County  at the national space counsel after  our last Council meeting down at  the Cape. We were  one of 200 that were there. The  president reauthorized the national  space count and  vice president and chairs that.  This was the second meeting of the  national space counsel held at the  Cape. I had security plans.  It was a brain trust. I do not know  what to say. It was an  amazing event. Two, three-star generals,  astronauts, one that  had been on the international space  station for seven months. Anybody  that you would have imagined  was there. When they introduced  the vice president, the backdrop  was the Apollo mission.  When the lights went down they brought  out the  vice president. The patriotic music that you would  expect was play. Then they started  introducing the cabinet one by one.  They kept pulling people out of  the back room. I kept thinking,  who is left back there. [ Laughter  ] we knew the vice president with  but we had no idea the cabinet would  be there. It was a real honor. I  will  forward to staff briefing counsel here in  the near future on what the possibilities  are for local counties. We tap into  the  second and third tier supply chain of what  is happening all around us. It is  important with what we are doing  at the airport with  aviation. We are at the right place  at the right time. It was just a  real honor to represent you there.  Thank  you.  

Ms. Denys, you are saying it  was rocket  science.  I have one briefing to  say. I was talking to somebody.  They were talking about how the  state was cutting bridges  and stacks taxes and all of that.  I tried to explain that all they  are doing is adding that onto us.  The public needs to  know that. We  would like to cut taxes here. When  the state cuts certain things out,  it puts it on our table. I just  want to make this a public statement.  Thank you, this is all I  have.  >> 10  four.  

The only thing I have to say  is that we will be sending a letter  down to the sun rail commission  and chairman requesting and asking,  begging, what ever we want to call  it about the three amendments. We  want and put on the next meeting.  From there we will have to figure  out whether or not they decide to  do it. They will have to make some  decisions about what to do next.  We hope they will not  get nasty. Thank you.  

Thank you. Just a couple of quick  things. One, I have a copy of a  letter that I sent as the chair  asking insecurity for  insurance companies. The first company  that is going in there, they are  building 130 3000 square foot headquarters  to house up to 750 employees.  Employees average wage earnings  will be $62,000. They asked me because  they felt like they had  a vehicle to submit to  our legislator  for funding. It was $295,000 to  help with the intersection which  will access formal  crossings on U.S. one.  I know Mr. Patterson  was  asked.  

Actually, if you put them on  me. [ Laughter ]  

well, I was glad to do it.  

I have been on the phone making  phone calls. The timing on it is  not good. We are right at the end  of it. Certain events have really  drawn a lot of money in  different directions. I think the  best we can work on for the next  legislative session which we can  get engaged in is very important.  

I shared that I thought it was  late. They said that was supposed  to be done Thursday and Friday.  I felt  to accommodate various companies  with what they  are doing to support it from the County to  get that done, it is something that  D.O.T. is requiring to  be done. It will save a quarter  of $1 million to have it done this  way. They were going to  make and put in a right turn only  and a U-turn. The way they put the  traffic signal in now,  it said -- save four or five years  from now. If they can get help from  that, you also have the private  sector that is helping with this.  It may be part of the public  as well. I met with the group  sometime, I guess it was  last week. I heard their thoughts on what  they are trying to do there. I agreed,  I think it is worthwhile to support  this issue. I want you to be aware  that I am doing this.  

I talked to some of the members  of transportation committee on the  appropriations site. There is some  maybe the money had that the government  had over the  speaker had. There  is always a little pot of money.  I learned that the speaker is absolutely  against a number of projects this  year. That is important. I went  everywhere I  could go.  

I did not feel that optimistic  about it either. It is a very late  date. Things have  changed since Locke was there and  94, five, six, seven, whenever it  wants. There were little pots  of money&  

We can say that it was years  ago when it was a kinder gentler  place to be.  

[ Laughter ] absolutely. Then  the other  thing is I did not  come up with this idea although  I said I would listen and share.  Once the state does what they are  coming  to do with securing the safety of  our students, I wonder if we could  look at working with the  school board through the Sheriff's department  and providing security to make sure  that all of the facilities to have  resource officers. If they are necessary,  we should look  at it. We can look at it depending  on whether or not they come in instances  of security . Measures might not be necessary.  The safety of our children in our  students is very important this  time. If the state  does not do  what I am hoping they will do which  is appropriate the funding for the  additional security measures, if  all of that gets cut, then we need  to look at it. I am not saying that  we can do it or that we could afford  it, I was given the number that  would take about $4 million a year.  This would be half of the $8 million  a year to provide the necessary  security. That is a huge amount.  That is basically 5% of our general  fund. I am not saying that we can  do this. Let's see what the state  does. If  the state is enough, we feel like  we can help to increase that with  the school board, at least we need  to look at it. This is  very important!  

Did you talk to the chair of  the school board?  

I did not yet.  

I would start that [  Laughter ]. I would encourage you  to start there.  

I was led to believe that he  is aware but I will speak to him  next week. I need to see. I do not  know if they have the funding to  do part of it.  

I went the other night, there  was a public discussion. It was  a community gathering  to talk to teachers, staff,  and community. We talked  about what is needed for the students  in our County. I can tell  you that Linda from the school board  was there. There were City Council  there as well. The  discussion is definitely important.  There are some very passionate parents  in our county that are very worried  about this. I agree with  you. We definitely need to be talking about  this. We need to figure out where  we will end up. I and in the he  met with the discussion. Is very  important and we have to have this  discussion. Safety is paramount.  I  currently teach.  I can tell you is definitely something  we need to be looking at. I am  in agreement. 

Let's look at it and see where  we can go. We do not know what the  state is going to do. It is on everybody's  mind right now. Especially since  the latest incident hit so close.  It was very close to our community  and the state of Florida. The other  thing we are doing is we are trying  to monitor where they are going  to get the money from. We are being  told that they are going to go around  and take it from various sources.  They may take it from some projects  they think we have. I understand  what they are doing. I am not criticizing.  They have got to get the money someplace.  They are going to get -- go across  the board and take it. It is about  $450 million.  

At least that.  

They are looking at $400 million.  It is just like when they get the  money to  the schools, they increased the property tax  that we have to account for and  be criticized for. They are raising  taxes because they are giving the  school board more money by us raising  taxes. Anybody from the state legislature  that is listening to it, tell the  people that.  If there is nothing else, we will  adjourn  at 1121. 

Mister chair, do you want to  make an announcement about the meeting  this  afternoon?  

We will have the combined meetings  which I guess are a mitigation  type hearing.  Daniel, do you want to share exactly  what it is or,  Jamie?  

You have a joint meeting with  the city of Daytona Beach Shores  at 2 PM. It will  be at the Sheriff's communication an  emergency operations center. I do  not know if I have the words in  correct order. It will be in the  media room at 2 PM. It is a special  meeting of the County Counsel. It  is a  joint meeting. It is with the Daytona  Beach counsel. It is open to the  public.  

It is advertised and open to  the public it to the clock p.m.  

It is part of the conflict resolution  process.  

That is what it is called. I  knew it was something legal and  rather to -- better to defer to  the legal eagles than with me. Thank  you so much. We will adjourn. [  Silence ] [  Silence ] [  Silence ] [ Event  Concluded ]
