WE CAN  MOVE TO  ITEM  6 CORRECT? NO? WELL, IN THAT CASE  WE WILL SIT  HERE AND WAIT. SOMEONE  UNDERESTIMATED OUR ABILITY TO MOVE  THROUGH THIS AGENDA.  
MR. CHAIR, IF YOU WOULD LIKE  TO GO INTO MATTERS ON THE AGENDA  FOR A COUPLE MINUTES YOU MAY  FILL  THE  TIME WITH THAT  [ INAUDIBLE ]  
JUST REMEMBER THIS NEXT TIME  WE DO IT FOR  10:30, DO IT 10:25. IF YOU DO IT  10:20 WE WILL START BY THEN. I THINK  LAST MEETING WE HAD CERTAIN AT  10:30, WE DIDN'T  START  UNTIL 10:45. EVERYONE --  
GOOD 4 MINUTE BATHROOM BREAK.  
TAKE A BATHROOM BREAK. THE OTHER  THING WE HAVE ISSUES COMING UP,  ITEMS WE ARE GOING TO VOTE ON. I  WILL ASK THOSE OF YOU HERE TO  USE PROPER DECORUM WHEN PEOPLE  ARE IN DISCUSSION,  NO YAYS, NAYS,  YELLS AND SCREAM, SUPPORT YOUR PASSION,  STILL REMEMBER THIS IS A BUSINESS  MEETING AND I KNOW YOU GET EXCITED,  I GET EXCITED. IT IS A PUBLIC HEARING, HAVE  I NO ONE WISHING  TO SPEAK. WE'VE -- ANY QUESTIONS  OF MR. IRVING? I WILL  CLOSE THE PUBLIC PARTICIPATION AND  IS THERE A MOTION?

THANK YOU, AGAIN. RE[ INAUDIBLE  ]  BOARD OF STATUTES IN ORDER TO LOOK  AT OUR  CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM [ INAUDIBLE  ] THE GOOD THING ABOUT VOLUSIA COUNTY  WE MADE PROACTIVE STEPS SPECIFICALLY  WITH THE DYNAMIC MASTER PLAN  TO MAKE SURE WE ARE UP AND ON TRACK  IN REGARDS TO CAPITAL  BUDGETING AND PLANNING, THIS  INCORPORATES MANY FINDINGS AS WELL  AS APPROVED FIVE YEAR CAPITAL  IMPROVEMENT BUDGET. THIS IS AN ORDINANCE  THOSE WHO KNOW THE OLD SCHOOL OF  PLANNING, WE NO LONGER HAVE TO DO  AN AMENDMENT, ALL WE HAVE TO DO  IS ADOPT THE ORDINANCE AND WE WILL  BE IN COMPLIANCE WITH THE STATE  LAW. DUPLICATING A LOT OF THE EFFORTS  WE'VE DONE MAKING SURE THAT WE ARE  IN COMPLIANCE WITH THE STATUTE.  IF THERE IS ANY QUESTIONS I WILL  BE GLAD TO ANSWER.  
THIS IS A PUBLIC HEARING. HAVE  I NO  CARDS FROM ANYONE WISHING TO SPEAK.  MR. DEN I DIDN'T KNOW. MR. CHAIR  I WOULD LIKE TO ALL THIS THIS  GOES AND IN HAND  ABOUT GETTING SORT OF KILLING TWO  BIRDS WITH ONE STONE, WHEN WE WENT  THROUGH THE DYNAMIC MASTER PLAN,  THIS WILL ENABLE US TO MEET THAT  COMMITMENT WITH DEALING EVERY YEAR  ON TIME YOU WILL SEE ALL THOSE PIECES  AND PARTS OF HOW WE ASSEMBLE THAT  ON A QUARTERLY BASIS.  
YEAH, I WANTED TO  POINT OUT, YOU KNOW,  MS. DENYS BROUGHT THIS UP, YOU KNOW,  WANTING TO KEEP INFORMED AND HOW  THAT CAPITAL PROGRAM IS PRETTY COMPLEX.  AND I DON'T THINK PUBLIC  REALIZES IT. AND QUITE FRANKLY THIS  IS A GOOD EXAMPLE CLAY  MENTIONED ABOUT DUPLICATION, ELIMINATES  DUPLICATION OF EFFORT BECAUSE  BY HAVING THAT MASTER PLAN, THAT  CAPITAL PLAN THAT I WILL BE  GIVING ANOTHER QUARTERLY UPDATE  IN JULY, BASICALLY IT'S A LIVING  DOCUMENT THAT IS BUILDING ON ALL  THIS WORK THAT WE DO. AND IT IS  SUPPOSED TO BE TURNED INTO THE STATE.  AND THIS WILL ALLOW BASICALLY BY  THE TIME THAT HAPPENS AGAIN AT THE  END OF THE YEAR, IT WILL BE  KIND OF A ANTI-CLIMATIC BECAUSE  WE WORKED ON IT ALL ALONG. AND WHEN  WE DO IT IT  ACTUALLY BRINGS ELEMENTS OF COURSE  ENGINEERING AND CONSTRUCTION, WITH  BUDGET, WITH THE PLANNING DEPARTMENT,  ALL HAVE TO COME TOGETHER,  TO PUT THIS DOCUMENT TOGETHER AND  ACTUALLY PROBABLY THE MOST ACCURATE  IT'S EVER BEEN BECAUSE OF THE EFFORTS  STARTED ORIGINALLY BY MS. DENYS,  WHERE IT REALLY FORCES ALL LEVELS  OF THE GOVERNMENT TO COME TOGETHER  ON A CAR EARLY BASES  TO KEEP THIS UPDATED. WHEN YOU  LOOK IN THERE, THE AMOUNT OF THINGS  WE ARE TACKLING IT'S IMPRESSIVE.  IT'S ALSO IMPORTANT IF IT'S NOT  ON SOME OF THESE PROGRAMS WHEN YOU  GO INTO  GETTING LEGISLATIVE AIDE GRANTS,  THESE TYPE OF THINGS THEY ARE GOING  TO ASK, IS IT IN YOUR CAPITAL PLAN.  SO, THIS IS AN IMPORTANT THING THAT  WE'VE DONE. I APPRECIATE IT.  
THANK YOU. MS. DENYS.  
THANK YOU, MR. CHAIR. AND  WHAT HAPPENED COUNCIL IS ESPECIALLY  DURING SLOW TIMES, NOW THAT IT'S  BUSY, THE ECONOMY IS INCREASING  AND WE ARE GETTING ALL SORTS OF  REQUESTS FOR PROJECTS ALONG CITIES  AND EVEN COUNTY WIDE. I CALLED IT  THE HOPPER EFFECT. IN OTHER WORDS,  WE HAVE SO MANY THINGS IN THE HOPPER  BUT WE KEPT PUTTING THINGS AIN'T  THE HOPPER WE NEEDED  TO PRIORITIZE, SEE WHERE WE ARE  AND BEFORE -- AND THEN THE FUNDING  ELEMENTS. SO THE QUESTION WAS, HOW  CAN WE -- THAT WE  ARE ULTIMATELY  TASK  ODD WITH FIDUCIARY [ INAUDIBLE ]  WHERE ARE WE NOT IN THE FUNDING  STREAM BUT THE IMPLEMENTATION STAGE,  WE HAD TO GO BACK AND REBID. IT'S  BEEN A LEARNING CURVE BUT IT'S  BEEN VERY CONSTRUCTIVE.  
EXACTLY.  
IT'S BEEN CONSTRUCTIVE  PROCESS. IT'S BEEN A LONG PROCESS.  BUT THE POSITIVE OUTCOMES THAT HAVE  COME THROUGH WORKING THROUGH  THIS IS MORE THAN I ANTICIPATED.  BUT IT'S ABLE -- WHERE I  FEEL CONFIDENT NOW, COY NOT HAVE  SAID THAT A YEAR AGO. I COULD NOT  HAVE SAID A YEAR -- MAYBE A YEAR  AND A HALF AGO, WHEN WE STARTED  THIS. A YEAR AND A HALF AGO. THAT  I WAS COMFORTABLE WHERE WE WERE  WITH THE PROJECTS, OF COURSE YOU  HAVE TO GO BACK AND CHECK IN WITH  ANOTHER REPORT, WHERE ARE THEY HERE?  WHERE ARE THEY THERE  WITH IMPLEMENTATION. PROJECT AND  FUNDING STREAM. NOW WE HAVE IT IN  ONE CONSOLIDATED DOCUMENT THAT SERVES  US WELL, IT HELPS  STAFF AND THEN GOING FORWARD WITH  PROJECTS THAT COME THROUGH, SOMETIMES  WE HAVE TO SAY NO BECAUSE THE  HOPPER IS TOO DOG GONE FULL AND  WE HAVE TO FINISH WHAT WE STARTED  FIRST. THAT IS THE  BIGGEST CRITICISM IN  GOVERNMENT BUREAUCRACY, ACCEPTING  PROJECT, WRITING A CHECK AND FINISHING  IT TO COMPLETION. WITH THESE CAPITAL  PROJECTS THIS HELPS US TAKE A LOOK  WHERE WE ARE IN OUR  OWN TIME LINE IN HOUSE AND  FUNDING THAT. I WANT TO THANK STAFF  FOR THAT, IT'S BEEN A DIFFICULT  ROAD, I KNOW THAT BEHIND THE SCENES,  I WANT TO THANK YOU AND  YOUR STAFF HANGING IN AND DOING  THE I DON'T  MEN'S -- YOMEN'S JOB. THIS, IF YOU  HAVE A QUESTION ON ISSUE OR PROJECT  YOU CAN USE THIS AS EASY REFERENCE.  WITH THAT I AM GOING TO -- I AM  GOING TO MAKE THE MOTION  TO APPROVE ORDINANCE 2017-10 UPDATING  THE FIVE YEAR CAPITAL  IMPROVEMENT PLAN, CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT  ELEMENTS OF THE COMPREHENSIVE HAND  [  INAUDIBLE  ] MONITORED FACILITIES FY 2016,  2017 [ INAUDIBLE ]  
IS  THERE  A SECOND?  
MS. WEAVER.  
SECOND.  
AND DISCUSSION? IS THERE ANY  OBJECTION TO  THE MOTION? THERE NO OBJECTION,  THE MOTION PASSES 6-0. THANK YOU  VERY MUCH. AND THANK YOU FOR UPDATING  US ON THIS. IT IS VERY IMPORTANT.  AND IT DOES GIVE US A GUIDELINE  AND A MAP, IF YOU WERE, TO SEE WHERE  EVERYTHING IS AT THAT TIME AND  WE CAN PLAN  ACCORDINGLY, LET'S KEEP THOSE THINGS  HOPPING OUT OF THE HOPPER OR POPPING  OUT  OF THE  HOPPER. MR. CHAIR.

A  COUPLE OF POINTS. IF ANYONE HAS  A BETTER EXAMPLE OF WHAT WE SHOULD  DO THE MOTION PRESENTED I ASK EVERYONE I THINK WHAT WE HAVE COME UP  WITH THIS NOT MAYBE WHAT I WOULD'VE  DONE OR WANTED, I THINK WHAT WE  HAVE DONE IS WE'VE WORKED WITH ALL  OF THE PARTIES INVOLVED, WE ASKED  EACH ONE TO BE PART OF OF THE PROBLEM NOT TO BE  AN OBSTACLE TO WHAT IT  IS BECAUSE IT'S NOT WHAT THEY WANT.  SOMETIMES WE HAVE TO COMPROMISE  AND COMPROMISE CAN BE GOOD OR BAD  AND I THINK IN THIS INSTANCE WE  ARE ALL COMPROMISING. THEY ARE HOMELESS BECAUSE OF SOMETHING  THAT , DECISION THAT WAS MADE WHICH THEY  HAD NO CONTROL OVER. CLEARLY WE  SHOULD FEEL COMPASSION FOR THAT.  AND IT WILL WORK, IT WILL WORK , IT WILL WORK. AT LEAST WE MAKE THE FIRST STEP AND MAKE IT WORK. WE CAN'T  SAY IT WON'T WORK BY SAYING  IT WON'T WORK AND NOT DOING IT AND  NOT SUPPORTING IT. I WOULD RATHER  AFFORDED IN THE THAT IT WORKED THEN  NOT SUPPORT IT AND SAY I SUPPORT  IT SUCCESSFUL. IF  WE HAVE, WE HAVE MADE THE DECISION, HOPEFULLY  [INDISCERNIBLE]. 

     IT IS THE RIGHT THING TO DO.  THE TIME IS RIGHT,  [INDISCERNIBLE] POINTED OUT  THAT SHE HAS BEEN TALKING ABOUT  THIS FOR EIGHT YEARS. WE TALKED  ABOUT IT FOR SEVERAL YEARS. THIS IS AN IMPORTANT ISSUE THAT  I THINK NEEDS TO GET OUT. THERE'S  LIMITED AMOUNT OF LAND. ONE OF THE  CITIES THE CITY OF DAYTONA BEACH  SHORES ASKED US ABOUT WAS WHETHER  OR NOT THE COUNTY WOULD BE INTERESTED  IN SOME SORT OF PUBLIC  PRIVATE PARTNERSHIP. WHEN THEY MET  WITH THE CITY MANAGER ON MONDAY  HE ASSURED THE CITY THAT THE PLANS  RIGHT NOW ARE SIMILAR  TO THE HOLDING PATTERN THAT WE ARE  HAVING ON MAIN STREET IN THE CITY  OF DAYTONA BEACH THAT SOME DAY WE  WILL NEED TO GO UP. IT'S  AN IMPORTANT POINT BECAUSE WE WILL  NEVER HAVE ENOUGH LAND TO PROVIDE  ENOUGH ACCESS AND WE WILL HAVE TO  GO UP AND IF WE DO WE WILL HAVE  TO AT SOME POINT ADDRESS SOME SORT  OF PUBLIC PRIVATE PARTNERSHIP.

WE WANT TO ASSURE THE CITY OF  DAYTONA BEACH SHORES WE WEREN'T  TRYING TO BUY ALL OF THE LAND IN  THE CITY. WE ARE LOOKING AT OTHER  ALTERNATIVES AS PART OF THIS.  

THANK YOU SO MUCH FOR THE  PRESENTATION. I THINK IT WAS WELL  DONE AND IT GIVES US AN AVENUE AS  TO WHY WE DO WHAT WE DO AND WHERE  WE NEED TO GO. SO WITH  THAT IN MIND, MR. CHAIR, I  THINK THAT WE HAVE ALREADY PROPOSED  THAT WE WOULD DO WHAT  IS NECESSARY TO NEGOTIATE BEARING  IN MIND THAT THERE  IS ONE-THIRD OF DRIVING BEACHES  IN THE SHORES SO WE HAVE TO DO WHAT  WE NEED TO DO TO MAKE SURE  THAT WE HAVE ACCESS FOR OUR CITIZENS.  I ASK  THE REST OF THE COUNCIL ONLY BECAUSE  WE FOUND THAT IT WORKED GOOD ESPECIALLY  ON ITEMS IF WE WOULD START WITH  THE COUNTY MANAGER GO TO THE ATTORNEY  THEN IF THEY HAD THINGS FOR US TO  DISCUSS WE COULD ENTER THE DISCUSSIONS  WITH THEM. WOULD THAT  BE OKAY? WE'LL START WITH YOU THEN.  

I HAVE  NOTHING TODAY.  

DAN, THAT'S WHAT I LIKE ABOUT  IT.  

MR. CHAIR WE SENT YOU MY E-MAIL  AND WE HAVE COPIES OF A  MEMO SECURED  BY MICHAEL RODRIGUEZ  ABOUT MARIJUANA IT'S A DECISION.  

OKAY YOU DON'T NEED TO COMMENT  I  GUESS. AND WITH THAT WE  GO TO MISS WHEELER TO START.  

I HAVE NOTHING TO SAY OTHER THAN  I WAS AT THE JUNE EVENT  LAST NIGHT AND WHAT A  WONDERFUL EVENING. IT WAS JUST FILLED  TO THE BRIM WITH PEOPLE. BUT AT  THE END OF  THE  MEETING WHEN MY DEAR FRIEND HERE  DECIDED IT WAS GETTING LATE AND  I TRIED TO KEEP HER IN MY SEAT  SHE WAS AWARDED  A COMMUNITY SERVICE  AWARD AND .  

IT WAS SO TOUCHING. SHE GOT A  BEAUTIFUL PLAQUE AND A STANDING  OVATION FROM EVERYBODY IN THERE  AND I WAS IN TEARS AND SHE WAS ALSO.  I WAS JUST GLAD THAT YOU  HUNG AROUND. [LAUGHTER]  

CONGRATULATIONS AGAIN JOYCE  FOR BEING SUCH  A GOODE STEWARD.  

SINCE YOU ARE NEXT UP ON THE  LISS YOU GET TO COMMENT ON  THAT ONE.  

WHAT'S LEFT TO BE  SAID? IT WAS A WONDERFUL EVENING  AND I WANT TO THANK THE  COUNCIL MEN AND CITIZENS OF  COUNTY GOVERNMENT THAT HAVE GIVEN  ME AN OPPORTUNITY TO SERVE  THE SERVANT FOR PEOPLE OF THIS GREAT  COUNTY. IT MEANS A LOT TO ME  THAT YOU SHOWED UP  FOR THE NCAA  AWARD PRAYER BLAZER. THAT WAS PROBABLY  ONE OF THE HIGHLIGHTS  OF MY CAREER AS A HEALTHCARE PROFESSIONAL  AND AN ELECTED OFFICIAL AND I THANK  YOU ALL SO MUCH FOR  BEING THERE. IT'S NOTHING LIKE HAVING  PEOPLE WHO KNOW ALL ABOUT YOU AND  LOVE YOU STILL. [LAUGHTER]  

AND YOU KNOW ALL ABOUT ME. YOU'VE  SEEN ME AT MY BEST AND MY WORST.  

ARE WE DONE FOR THE  YEAR NOW? [LAUGHTER]  

WHO KNOWS. MAYBE, MAYBE NOT.  HOWEVER I JUST THINK IT'S SO IMPORTANT  THAT YOU KNOW THAT I'M JUST SO  HONORED TO SERVE WITH YOU. AND  TO BE CALLED A  CITIZEN IN VOLUSIA COUNTY. AND MR.  CHAIR, I APPLAUD YOUR LEADERSHIP  AND I THANK YOU SO  MUCH FOR DOING WHAT YOU DO AND TO  EACH OF YOU HERE IN YOUR RESPECTIVE  PLACES  AS COUNCIL MEMBERS. WE MAY DISAGREE  ON SOME THINGS BUT WE  AGREE MORE THAN WE DISAGREE AND  AT THE END OF THE DAY WE DO WHAT  WE THINK IS BEST FROM OUR  PERSPECTIVE AND RESPECT EACH OTHER.  EVEN WHEN THERE ARE BAD BILLS WE  TRY TO MAKE  IT BETTER. AND YOU MAY NOT LIKE  THE ENTIRE PACKAGE BUT YOU MADE  IT BETTER. SO EVERYONE  HERE HAS MADE THE OWNER'S COALITION  BETTER WHETHER YOU SUPPORTED IT  TODAY OR NOT  THAT'S OKAY. BUT IT'S BETTER. AND  I DID THAT A LOT IN  THE LEGISLATURE. DIDN'T GET MUCH  DONE. I STOPPED A LOT OF THE BAD  STUFF. AND THAT'S  A BIG  DEAL. AND JUST A LITTLE BIT OF HOT  SAUCE ON THE ICE CREAM. AND THAT'S  WHAT WE HAVE  DONE. AND I'M HONORED JUST TO BE  ASSISTANT HERE IN VOLUSIA COUNTY  AND TO START HAVING BEEN A  PART OF  THIS COUNTY GOVERNMENT AND SO  THAT'S IT MR. CHAIR. YA'LL HAVE  A GOOD WEEK AND MAYBE I WOULD LIKE  TO TELL YOU THAT I WILL NOT BE HERE  FOR THE FIRST MEETING IN JULY. I'M  GOING TO BE OUT OF THE COUNTRY  FOR THREE WEEKS. THANK YOU  SO MUCH.  

 THANK YOU. 

OUT OF COLLABORATION IS IT  OKAY IF I--OKAY. ACTUALLY I DO  HAVE  A FEW PIECES. YESTERDAY WE DID  THE RIBBON CUTTING FOR THE FIRST  TRAIL IN VOLUSIA COUNTY BUT IN THE  STATE OF FLORIDA. THE CITY  OF EDGEWATER HOSTED IT AND THE NEW  COUNCIL DOESN'T REMEMBER THIS BUT  A YEAR AND A HALF AGO I THINK I  CAME IN AND WE HAD MET WITH  THE CITY OF NEW SMIR NA AND  EDGEWATER TO CONNECT THE COAST TO  COAST TRAIL TO TAKE IT DOWN TO  A BEACH CONNECTION AND AGREED TO  PUT A TRAIL HEAD AT MARINE DISCOVERY  CENTER AND WHAT WE  USED AND COUNCIL UNANIMOUSLY AGREED  WHEN WE SENT OUT  THE  PRESENTATION WAS UNENCUMBERED DOLLARS.  AND THE REASON WAS BECAUSE THE EDGEWATER  ALREADY HAD  THE RIGHT OF WAY. SO EACH  CITY HAD ALREADY BEEN WORKING ON  IT AND WHEN WE SAT DOWN TOGETHER  WITH OTHER AGENCIES AND WE LOOK  AT THIS EASY AND IT WAS ONLY BECAUSE  EVERYBODY HAD BEEN WORKING ON THEIR  OWN AND COLLABORATIVELY WE  CAME TOGETHER ON THIS PROJECT THEN  WHEN VOLUSIA COUNTY OR OUR  REPRESENTATIVE QUALIFIED THE TRAILS  OF VOLUSIA COUNTY THE SUN TRAILS  GRANT WE SWITCHED  THE DOLLARS FROM THE EDGEWATER PROJECT  AND THE SUN TRAIL DOLLARS GIVES  US A BETTER RETURN ON INVESTMENT  AND RETURNED ALL OF THAT MONEY BUT  THE COUNTY WAS STILL IN  FOR $82,000 I BELIEVE IN ENGINEERING  AND DESIGN IN PARTICULAR. IT WAS  A GREAT EVENT YESTERDAY. COUNCIL  WOMAN NORTHY WAS THERE. I BROUGHT  HER UP THE MICROPHONE AND LET HER  GET HER HONOR THAT SHE DESERVES  BECAUSE SHE'S THE TRAIL QUEEN AND  HAS VISIONS ON THESE TYPES OF PROJECTS  BEFORE ANY OF US KNEW IT WAS ON  THE RADAR. SO IT WAS A GREAT CONNECTOR.  IT REALLY PUT US ON THE PAGE. THE  STATE WAS THERE. THE AGENCIES WERE  THERE. A LOT OF KUDOS TO  VOLUSIA COUNTY AND THE MONEY THAT  VOLUSIA COUNTY GOT FOR THE SUN TRAIL  SYSTEM WENT ON THE RATINGS BECAUSE  THERE'S AN APP FOR  THIS. IT'S OUR  TRAIL APP. WE HAD A  KEY BUT WE KEPT OUR POSITION  AND THAT WAS--IN FACT THAT'S WHAT  YOU HAVE THIS WATER HERE. YOU SEE  THE CITY  OF EDGEWATER  PASSED AND THE SUN TRAIL. SO IT'S  A GREAT  COLLABORATION  WITH THAT. AND HERE'S A PIECE OF  THE COUNCIL MEETING AND JUST LOOKING  AT THIS THAT I  ASKED THEM TO INCLUDE AGAIN  SO IF YOU HAVE AN ISSUE  THIS WAS YOURS  ON ENTERPRISE MUSEUM AND I DON'T  KNOW IF I MISSED THIS OR IF IT  ALREADY HAPPENED THE STAFF FOR THE  JUNE 16 MEETING. DID WE TAKE CARE  OF THAT THE REQUEST  FROM THE ENTERPRISE MUSEUM COUNCIL  MAN LOWRY DID WE  GET THAT DONE?  

I DON'T KNOW IF ANYBODY DID THAT  OR NOT BUT WE HAVE THE LETTER HERE  IF YOU WANT A COPY OF IT. I'LL BE  TAKING CARE OF THAT.  

NO, NO, THE STAFF FOR THE JUNE  16 MEETING SO I DIDN'T KNOW IF THAT  HAD TO COME BEFORE COUNCIL OR WHERE  THAT WAS.  

WE APPROVED DOING THE LETTER.  I'M ASSUMING I CAN GO AHEAD AND  SEND THE LETTER OUT. IT DOESN'T  HAVE TO COME BACK TO THE GROUP AGAIN.  

I ASSUMED HE COULD. IF I CAN  ADD ONE COMMENT TO WHAT  SHE SAID, BEING HERE 11 YEARS WHEN  I THINK BACK TO THE FIRST MAN  I HAD WHAT WE FIRST TALKED ABOUT  THE TRAILS PEOPLE SAY WHAT CAN  YOU GET ACCOMPLISHED. NO ONE I KNOW  I DID NOT ENVISION THAT  WE WOULD BE ANYWHERE. IT IS  HARD TO BELIEVE. THIS WHOLE TOURISM  AND HAVING A TRAIL. IT'S  A CUTE LITTLE TRAIL OUT WEST. IT'S  HARD TO BELIEVE THAT 11 YEARS LATER  IT IS NOW A REALLY BIG  THING AND ECO TOURISM IS BECOMING  BIGGER. I NEVER DREAMED THAT WE  WOULD HAVE THE ASSETS THAT WE HAVE  AND IT SHOWS WHAT HAPPENED WHEN  YOU PUT YOUR MIND TO IT AND DEDICATE  THE FUNDING TO IT BUT IT'S HARD  TO BELIEVE HOW MUCH GOT ACCOMPLISHED  AND BECAUSE OF THAT WE'VE GOT THE  SUN TRAIL BECAUSE WE WERE  THERE.  

AND THAT POINT NEXT IN MARCH  FLORIDA WILL BE THE TRAIL FROM EDGEWATER  DOWN TO TITUSVILLE AND THAT'S GOING  TO BE 6  TO 800 PARTICIPANTS SO THE CITY  OF EDGEWATER IS ALREADY SIGNING  FOR THAT AND THE  PEDESTRIAN GROUPS. BUT  ANYWAY, YES. CAN WE TALK ABOUT THIS  ON THE RECORD AGAIN. THERE'S  NEW INFORMATION WEBSTER CREEK LITIGATION  BANK THIS IS STILL  COMING UP AND  THE SUBMERGED LAND ISSUE AGAIN.  IS THERE MOVEMENT ON THAT?  

YES, MA'AM. THE APPLICANT WAS  SUPPOSED TO DO A ORDINARY HIGH WATER  MARK SURVEY AND PROVIDE THAT TO  THE STATE IN ORDER TO ONTO THE  PERMIT ON THE COORDINATING OF THE  DIVISION OF STATE LANDS  IN TALLAHASSEE. VICTOR RODRIGUEZ  FROM OUR OFFICE WILL BE IN TALLAHASSEE  TOMORROW TO TALK TO SOME OF THE  FOLKS IN THE DIVISION OF STATE LANDS  ABOUT THAT ISSUE. IT IS A DETERMINATION  BY THE STATE. IT'S NOT OUR DETERMINATION  TO MAKE BUT WE  ARE TRYING  TO GET  AS MUCH INFORMATION AND WHERE IT  IS LOCATED.  

WE ARE STILL ACTIVELY ENGAGED  IN BEHALF OF THE SUBMERGED LAND.  

YES, MA'AM AND MONITORING THE  PERMIT AND THE POTENTIAL ISSUANCE  OF THE PERMIT.  

OKAY AND HERE'S--THANK  YOU. HERE'S AN ISSUE THAT BECAUSE  THE SUNSHINE  LAW THE PPO AND THE ONLY TIME I  CAN REALLY TALK ABOUT THIS AND SHARE  THIS SINCE WE ALMOST OF US WE ALL  SIT ON ONE POINT OR ANOTHER WE  HAD AN EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE  MEETING LAST WEEKEND. THERE WAS  A SESSION BROUGHT UP AND IT STARTED  WITH THE EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR AND  OTHER MEMBERS OF  THE EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE CONCERNED  ABOUT DISCUSSION REGARDING ELECTED  OFFICIALS ROUND TABLE FOCUS ON TRANSPORTATION  AND THE PURSUIT OF ADDITIONAL  FUNDING FOR TRANSPORTATION  PROJECTS. THE COMMITTEE MEMBERS  VOICED A NUMBER OF QUESTIONS REGARDING  THE DIRECTION OF THE  ROUND TABLE AND GENERALLY RECOGNIZED  THEY WERE NOT WELL INFORMED OF THE  PROGRESS AND DIRECTION OF THE GROUP  AND BETTER COMMUNICATION IS NEEDED  TO MOVE FORWARD FOR THE MOST POSITIVE  DIRECTIONS.  

I'LL MAKE THAT WHEN I DO MY COMMENT.  

SUCCESSFULLY SO I JUST WANTED  TO GIVE YOU A HEAD'S UP MR. CHAIR  THAT YOU WILL BE RECEIVING OR SOMEBODY  WITHIN IT WILL BE RECEIVING AN OFFICIAL  LETTER FROM THE EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE  OF THE CC O BECAUSE I THINK THIS  IS THE MOST IMPORTANT THING IS ALTHOUGH  THESE ARE SOME  WHAT INDEPENDENT DECISIONS, TRANSPORTATION  IS IN THE SYSTEM OF OUR LOCAL ROADS  STATE ROADS AND INTERSTATE  HIGHWAYS, TRANSIT TECHNOLOGY. SO  WE WANT TO MAKE SURE THAT WITHIN  ALL OF THESE PROJECTS WE ARE WORKING  TOWARDS A SUCCESSFUL CONCLUSION  FOR ALL OF US  AND THE SYSTEM TO  STAY CONNECTED A REQUEST TO MOVE  FORWARD IN A VERY POSITIVE DIRECTION  FOR ALL OF THOSE CONCERNED. JUST  WANTED TO TELL YOU THAT YOU WILL  BE RECEIVING AN E-MAIL REGARDING  THAT AND THE LAST VERY SMALL THING  WAS YESTERDAY THERE  WAS A MEETING AT THE  CENTER. IT'S ON THE  INDIAN  RIVER L.A. LAGOON PROGRAM  DID A FIVE  YEAR REVIEW AT THE CENTER WITH  THE STATE EPA, THE WATER MANAGEMENT  DISTRICT WAS THERE, THE MANAGEMENT  BOARD OF THE MEMBERS OF THE BOARD  OF DIRECTORS. IT WAS A FOUR HOUR  MEETING WORKING ON WATER QUALITY  ISSUES WITH THE  INDIAN RIVER LAGOON AND LOOKING  AT WHAT CAN BE DONE AND I THINK  VOLUSIA IS POISED VERY WELL GOING  FORWARD WITH OUR  STAFF FOR VOLUSIA COUNTY ACROSS  THE TABLE AND WE HAD OUR GUYS OUT  THERE AS PART OF UP AND DOWN THE  LAGOON THE WATER QUALITY ISSUES  THAT NEED TO BE ADDRESSED AND SOME  OF THE CHALLENGES SO THANK YOU FOR  BRINGING THE BOAT OUT IN OUR GUYS  THAT WE HAD A COUPLE CAPTAINS OUT  THERE TOO. SO WATER  QUALITY  AND TRANSPORTATION YOU SEE THE ISSUE  THAT'S GOING TO TAKE UP OUR TIME  NOW GOING FORWARD AS IT SHOULD BUT  I THINK WE ARE POISED WELL WITH  STAFF AND THE ORGANIZATIONS WE ALL  BELONG  TO AND SUPPORT. SO JUST WANTED TO  GIVE YOU  THAT.  

THANK YOU.  

MR. CHAIR CAN I ADD ONE THING  I HAPPENED TO THINK ABOUT? I TALKED  WITH STAFF ABOUT THIS BUT I WOULD  LIKE TO BRING IT UP. WE KNOW  THE GOVERNOR HAS $85 MILLION THAT  HE'S GOING TO BE PLAYING AROUND  WITH AND THAT I JUST WANT TO MAKE  SURE EVERYONE KNOWS THAT WE ARE  OUT THERE TRYING TO GET THAT FOR  THE TWO PROJECTS  THAT WE WERE VERY IMPORTANT TO US.  

WE ARE DOING EVERYTHING WE CAN  TO PUT BACK THE ROAD  AND THE AIRPORT.  

YEAH. THOSE FALL RIGHT INTO THE  CATEGORY OF WHAT THAT MONEY IS FOR  AND SINCE HE'S ALL  ABOUT JOBS,  JOBS, JOBS I THINK WE SHOULD BE--YES  AND SO I REALLY WOULD LIKE TO MAKE  SURE THAT COUNCIL HAS KEPT ABREAST  ALL OF THAT.  

HOW ABOUT THIS. WE DRAFT A  LETTER FROM THE COUNCIL  ON THOSE TWO ITEMS.  

THIS IS IMPORTANT.  

REQUESTING THAT HE RECONSIDER  THOSE ESPECIALLY IN LIGHT OF THE  OPPORTUNITY FOR JOB CREATION.  

AND THE DAYTONA  ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT GROUP ALSO  WOULD LIKE TO BE INCLUDED ON ANYTHING  THAT THEY CAN DO OR ANY LETTERS  YOU NEED FROM THEM. THEY WOULD BE  GLAD TO AND WOULD LIKE  TO PARTICIPATE IN THAT.  

TWO THINGS INFRASTRUCTURE AND  JOBS.  

ANYTHING YOU NEED FROM THEM THEY  WOULD LIKE TO BE INCLUDED IN THAT  ALSO. THANK YOU.  

OKAY. MISS POST. DO WE NEED A  MOTION TO DRAFT A  LETTER?  

NO.  

OKAY.  

MISS POST!   FOR ONCE  I DON'T  HAVE ANYTHING. 

IT WAS HER THING. MY BAD. YOU  GIVE ME BARBECUE AND I'M  OUT ALL DAY.  

I WAS ASKING FOR YOU. ALL I WANTED  TO POINT OUT WAS I HAD THE LETTER  READY AND GO  AHEAD AND  SEND IT.  

HE SAID THAT WAS IT. A COUPLE  OF THINGS I ALREADY HAD ON MY LIST  THE TRANSPORTATION ISSUE. THE CEO  BUSINESS ALLIANCE HAS AGREED TO  FUND THE INITIAL SURVEYS AND ALSO  AGREED THAT IN THE  FUTURE THEY WOULD LOOK TO AN EVENT  WE HAVE TO CONTRACT THE PERSON THAT  IS EXPEDITING THE PROJECT. UNDERSTAND  THAT THIS WAS A COMMITTEE THAT  WAS FORMED BY THE  MANAGER. AND THE MAYOR AND MYSELF  WERE ASKED TO SIT ON THAT COMMITTEE  THAT IS HEADED BY JOE. AND WE'VE  BEEN WORKING  WITH STAFF HERE TO HELP US PRESENT  POWER NEEDS OF TRANSPORTATION. THE  NEXT FUNCTION AND WE WILL HAVE A  CONTINUOUS UPDATE ON WHERE WE  ARE IN THE PROCESS. THAT CRITICAL  UPDATE IS IN JULY AND SHOW YOU WHERE  WE ARE IN  THE PROCESS OF PROCEEDING TO SEE  FIRST OF ALL THE NEED  OF THE COUNTY FOR TRANSPORTATION  AND A FUNDING MECHANISM FOR THAT.  SURVEYS WILL BE OUT  TO SEE WHAT'S ACCEPTABLE WHAT THEY  WILL ACCEPT FLOODING FOR FUNDING  FOR OTHER ISSUES OR WILL THEY BE  WILLING TO ACCEPT  MORE TRANSPORTATION. DOES THAT  INCLUDE SIDEWALKS  AND SO SURVEYS WILL GIVE THAT INFORMATION  AND I WILL GIVE YOU  MORE UPDATES  THAT WE HAVE. I WILL GET THE PICTURE  OF EVERYTHING THAT WE  DO BECAUSE IT IS TIED TO CPO AND  THE IDEA IS BY DOING WHAT  WE ARE DOING WE CAN INCREASE THE  USE BY DOLLARS BY  MAKING THEM MULTIPLY BY APPLYING  FOR DIFFERENT GRANTS SO IT'S ALL  ABOUT ACCOMPLISHING SOMETHING GOOD.  

MR. CHAIR? MAYBE FOR THE SAKE  OF THE COUNCIL WHAT WE COULD DO  IS IF THERE IS ANYTHING TO REPORT  EVERY COUNCIL MEETING YOU GIVE THEM  AN UPDATE. THAT WAY THE COUNCIL  MEMBERS WILL KNOW AND THERE SHOULD  NEVER BE A TIME IF WE DECIDE TO  GO FORWARD WHERE THE TPO AND THIS  LIST WOULD NOT BE ONE IN THE SAME.  THEY SHOULD ALL AGREE.  

RIGHT. AND BASICALLY WHAT WE  ARE LOOKING AT IS ITEMS THAT PROBABLY  WOULD NOT BE FUNDED BY CPO BUT THOSE  THAT COULD BE FUNDED BY DOLLARS  COULD BE FUNDED  BY EXTRA DOLLARS THAT COME ON SINCE  WE WOULD BE HELPING TO GET THAT  MONEY TO FUND AHEAD IT COULD BE  MOVED UP ON A LIST THAT WOULDN'T  ADVERSE THE IMPACT CURRENT PROJECT  THAT ARE  IN THE UPPER.  

RIGHT. SO  THAT WOULD HELP. BECAUSE WE'VE GOT  TRANSPORTATION ISSUES OUT THERE  PEOPLE KNOW IT AND THAT'S ONE MUCH  THE ISSUES I FOCUSED ON, 180 DAY  ISSUE OF THINGS TO GET DONE AND  THANK YOU COUNCIL FOR MAKING THE  AGREEMENT WE'VE GOT TODAY BETTER  THAN WHAT WE ORIGINALLY SEE AND  I CAN MARK THAT OFF THE LIST  ALONG WITH MOVING FORWARD WITH THE  BEACH ISSUES, THE OTHER ADDITIONAL  TRANSPORTATION ISSUES AND  THE CLEAN WATER AS WELL AS THE EMPLOYEES  WHICH WE ARE WORKING ON AT THE  SAME TIME. I'M THANKFUL THAT WE'VE  GOTTEN NOW IN LESS THAN  180 DAYS  SOME BIG ONES PUT ASIDE OR ACCOMPLISHED  SO WE CAN MOVE TO THE  REST OF THEM. WITH THAT I  WANTED TO BE OUT BY  2:30. IT'S  DONE,  ADJOURNED, 2:30.
