Stand  by for realtime  captioning.  >> It is 6 o'clock. We will call  the special meeting for Volusia  County to  order.  Thank you for coming out,  we will have  the  rollcall.  

[ Roll call  taken ]  

I will start  by  reading what you'll be considering  tonight. We will have a reef presentation  as well.  

Of the general fund is presented  at 5.59 mil  which is 4.82% greater than the  rollback rate.  .5520 mil is 7.04% greater than  the  rollback rate. The operating fund  is that point  122 mil which is 20.78% greater  than the rollback rate. The  fund  services .0878  echo .02. Speed of  control is  .18 80. The port authority  at .09 tax district  is  2.2 399. Silver Sands  is  .01 zero. And  the fire rescue district  is .0815 all the rates are outlined  in your agenda  along with the rollback and  percentages along with the  percentage.  

Iver  brief presentation to go over the  audience and those who may  be listening.  Taxable value has not  fully recovered from  2009 levels. Operative budget  presented at  809,626,000 376. Of that, 35%  is what is represented today. Is  a large piece being broken up for  various activities throughout the  other  79 funds that fits part of your  total countywide budget.  On expenditure, the same  operating budget which is the workforce  is 32% of  the operation. The capital is around  11%. Reserves  is 25%. Broken up into  various activities and what fund  it resides in  emergency reserves is 4.22%  of overall. Breaking it down into the actual  department level, you will see  between public protection in office  of chair, over 20%  to 30% public works being  at 26% covering everything from  landfill to transportation related  to utilities, storm water and  so forth. Your general  fund history and  your taxing funds  discussing  tonight highlighted for reference  is your rollback rate  along with those less than the rollback  rate.  

With that, I'll turn back over  to counsel for  discussion.  

 That history Tammy had up there,  that shows as  a County, we have  been very responsible through the  years. I want to make  that point you have  quite a few of your staff here today  that make this happen and I want  to thank all of them. They're  very cognizant of  taxpayer money and work  hard to deliver services efficiently  and effectively. I think the proof  is in the  pudding. Take a look at what these  rates are like and have been through  the years. Thank you. We will recognize  our property appraiser, Larry Bartlett  is here. He did a great job giving  us in advance  earlier than we have in the past  so we can adjust knowing where we  will go.  

At this time we have two people  that build out cards that wish to  speak to you have three minutes  to tell us what's on the  mind.  >> I am Thomas heart. I'm  here tonight as in my  capacity as  one of the at-large members of the  county library advisory board. I  am in the middle of my third year  doing that. I think I recently  had my feet on the ground and I'm  starting to understand things. I'm  aware your last  budget meeting, there was a representative  of our board and several others  in support of the libraries  personal budget. I'm here to support  that and enhance that if  I can. I'm not gonna  talk about big scope or big ideas,  I like numbers. We  don't often get that in the  general meetings. There are  two areas I like  to highlight . One, the first  we  expect people to go to library to  check out books. I do  a lot of that.  

The world of computers we operate  in, the Internet, that world is  out there and it's a critical part  of library function.  How  much. Let me tell you. There are  a series of available programs people  can use that are network  and available in the library or  from their home if  they have a library card. In the  last year, projected  total numbers were virtual visit,  using those resources was  3  million 389,000. Those aren't all high school kids  playing games. These are real people  being served  by our library service in every  walk of life throughout  our community. That number astounded  me when I saw it earlier this year.  The second number, Internet  sessions or people sign on to use  for their own purposes, there or  at home. Last year there  was 830 830,700 visits of people  sitting down to log on and  do work. In a number, what are  people  doing? This is actual users. There  were hundred 59,000 700 residents  of this county that have  availed themselves  in the last year. These numbers  are all projected to be higher in  the budget reflects  that. Secondary tested out his and  information shared last week about  summer programs which is a  two-month program that  addresses school kids during the  summer when they are not active.  Therefore hundred 58 programs attended  by 19,000 405  school-age children. Maybe you have  seen those numbers buried in materials  but they need to  be expressed. The  other number the  total number of people adults and  children served during those two  months was 38,226. These  are dollars well-managed,  well spent, well directed and forward  thinking and how they are being  employed. The last thing I want  to  sneak in, I looked  at my house, I have been  in years which I  like a lot which is why we are  still there, this coming year under  the proposed budget, my library  portion is $106.50. That's two dollars  a week. That is a  bargain.  

On behalf of the library board,  we endorse what you're doing.  

Thank you for serving on  that board.  

We will have to cut you a minute  because he went over. Don't tell  us who you are. [  Laughter ]  

I am  Jim  Cameron. Every  year, chamber put together  this chart. One of the  things we are proud to say,  our motto sharpen your  pencils, sharper than those budget  pencils. I want to  commend staff on here, every time  I have called for  this chart she has  been right there on the spot. We  very much appreciate  that. This year's budget, you're  in a difficult situation. You have  some variables you have to  look at. Especially change in  warmer  government. And also whatever happens  with  San rail. I know you having to  do a lot of work  on evac.. You have a  difficult situation ago one of the  things we are glad to see that you  did earlier zero debt in  general fund. At least you have  some more leeway there. The chamber  we advocate the  competitive rates.  We want to see new businesses come  here and bring good  paying jobs. We know this is a good  budget rate I have told this  to other local  governments. Keep in mind,  non-homestead property because those  house a number  of people , the paycheck to paycheck  crowd. Those the people working  hard at two or three jobs and  they will be  hit with a  rent increase I want to say thank  you again for working with us  on that budget.  

Thank you for all you do in recruiting  and  going after those value added jobs.  You are doing a great job keeping  all of the cities aware of it and  we thank you.  

 Thank you.  

He is a friend of mine so I  can tease him about his  accent.  

I'm here  tonight.  >> I  was appointed .  I'm here to  thank you for the budget for the  library board. We raise our  taxes  4.8 and I tell people all the time,  the services you give us  are important, the library provides  a lot  of services. I have been  attending libraries, I visit all  them. I see the influx of people.  What  to think them for the jobs they  are doing. It's  a difficult job. I like  to say to you, thank you for all  you do in  my representative is always there  when I call  about anything. We are getting  things done and  getting results. I like to say to  all of you tonight, that continues  to help us provide  new services to people because there  desperately needs. They come in,  bring their  children to use Internet, they read  the paper, they check out tapes  and videos.  The services are  really needed. I would like to also  say, I have seen  since I joined  the board, who could open  on Saturday. A lot of  people had come to me  complaining that library needs to  be open in this housing project  across the street  that I had put it down extended  hours and immediately the  people  included because knowledge  is power.  Thanks again to all  of you. For making this  budget happen.  

 Thank you. Sherry serves on  two boards and is another she wants  to serve on but she will have to  drop off one. That tells you someone  who is  really dedicated. With that, we'll  close the public hearing unless  it is anyone else  I missed. 

If you like, I can read the motions  for each.

I move approval of the  operating fund at the tax  rate is 0.11 22 which is greater  than the rollback rate  of 0.0929  by 20.78%. 

That services  presented  0.0878.  

Disapproval  voted in the tax rate is  0.78.  

He discussion?  Any objection? Motion passes unanimous.  We'll move on to item  5.  

Volusia tax rate is loaded  .200  greater than the rollback rate of  0.18  70.  

I move approval of the fund of  tax rate is  0.2 00 which is greater  than the rollback rate of zero  point 187  by 6.95%.  

Motion made.  Any discussion? Any objection? The  motion passes  unopposed.  

Mosquito control of  0.1 80 greater than the rollback  rate  is 0.176. I  move approval

     Any discussion or objection. The  motion passes unanimous.  

Moved to item number  7.  

There .09 greater than the  rollback rate of  zero point 08 by six by  6%.  

We move approval of port  authority fund at the lower  tax rate.  Which is greater than the  rollback rate  is 6.6%.  

Any discussion? Any objection?  Hearing none, the motion  passes.  Unanimous.  

The tax rate is presented at  2.2399 which is greater than the  rollback rate  of 2.1 by  6.25%.  

I make a motion to approve  the fund 

at motion made, seconded, and  he discussion?  Any objection? The motion passes  unanimous.  >> 

Approval of  tax rate 0.015 greater than the  rollback rate of  0.014 by 7.14%.  

Is there  a second? Second by Wheeler? Any  discussion? Any objection? Motion  passes unanimous.  

Fire rescue District fun of four  point 81

Move approval of the fire rescue  District and a four  point 0815 which is  greater than the rate of 3.8  317 mill by 6.52%.  

Second. Any  objection?  

Hearing none, the motion passes  and will move to the proposed  budget.  

We seek to adopt the  total revolution  809,626,000 $376 and non-operating out of hundred  70  million $122,460.  Move approval to adopt the  budget totaling 809 nine six  and  26,300 $76 and a non-operating budget  of 170  million 120,000  $460.  

 Motion passes  unanimous.  

A final comment to thank the  leadership of this council. This  budget is a large  undertaking that you guys have  to review and take a look at work  with us and I appreciate that. It  was a great collaboration and I  look forward to carrying this out.
