Code compliance, I received the  complaint, about this in January  22, 2018. They did receive a notice of violation.  They did have a permit hold. That  was April 16 for the original complaint in 2017, had to do with the woodstove. It  had nothing to do with Windows or  lighting. This is new. That one is fine. This is something  new. 

January 22 of 2018, was a complaint  for lighting? The window and lights. That was without  permits.  

Okay. I got the header and  everything in. The lighting was  already in. I just changed the fixture.  

Okay. Let's let Margaret finish. That's great  information. That will help us.  

Staff is recommending compliance with a date of  May 4. And affidavit from  abortive electrical contractors. The safety of the installation within 10 days.  

Any questions for staff looks  a  

all right. Okay sir. The light fixture window, 

all I did was change the light  fixture. I did not do  anything with the electrical. The  main reason we bought the house  was the family room. As for the  electrical, dealing with the light  fixture, everything was already  there. The other thing I did, originally kept running away, rocking away. I had  a concrete floor put on. I the gentleman  that   did not put stucco on. That was  done by a professional. There was  a permanent requirement I did not  know that either.  

The window Florida product  approved?  

Yes. , The original window, it was a single pain. The  first hurricane we had water coming  down the walls.  

Possibly, you live here. Possibly, you can get a permit after-the-fact  to solve this. You might there may  be an issue of saying how the window  is attached.  

That's something to work out  with inspectors. That is why you go through the  permit process. Stucco is the same. 

There is code requirements on  the stucco. The nailing pattern  so, if you are lucky, and  that it put it in did it by code.  There are requirements for that  as well.  

I went down to the county office. I asked if we needed  a permit. Anything inside you do  not need a permit for. 

The window is structural though  ma'am. It's not inside your house.  

Is the woodstove an issue here?  

Woodstove is not an issue. We are  focused on the wall, the window  and electrical fixtures. That is  today's issue. You may be able to get a permit after-the-fact. Now,  the board will decide how much time to give you to get  that buttoned up. 

     >> The complaint was about all the  lights were shining. No. This was about neighbors.  

On this affidavit I got  from architect, the construction  was done according to the plan. It  did not meet the requirement for  the building code. It was signed  and notarized. That was January 6,  2019. I called back  the next day.  >> Does not include the timeframe? 

     This is for the windows.  

Is still have to get a permit  though.  

To that include the stucco? Does that include the time. For  the stucco? That's information  that is excellent to get that permit. What is  the desire of the board?  

I'm ready to make a motion. End of July. I was  still looking for the electrical  on it? Is that an issue? The lights were already  on the I am not that concerned  about the here. If that is what  it is circuits  is what I would be concerned about.  Based on testimony  and other evidence presented today they are in violation of that ordinance. Compliance data set of July 12. 

     July 17 imposed fine. Moved by Pete seconded by Don all  those in favor say AYE.  Three months  for you to get a  permit after-the-fact. Okay. I'm trying to find the  page. 22. All right. Member Needham is excusing himself. 

     On the middle of page 22, Richards holdings LLC. This is a hearing to impose a fine. Property at 1250 E. Taylor Road. A case regarding change  of use. CB 201-8405. These cases are brought  before the board February for a progress report  about what was going on with the  building construction without a  permit. The events going on  in a different building, a barn  structure. The change of use. Since the past couple of months,  I've not seen any changes. There have not been any changes  made. Nothing is pending in the  system. It has been advertised. Go through slide four. One more. Those are all the advertising  for 2019. Lot of them are booked for December and October.  The next slide shows you all  the dates for 2020.  

 Mr. Watts has new information that  may be useful.  

Certainly. Let me start by  apologizing. Had a different version  of the agenda that a guess was heart  of the email package that went to  us on page 10. I apologize. As you may  recall, we have been working with the city and County to  deal with the use issue. Our site engineer is here. We have completed the drawings on the safety plan  changes that were needed after our  site inspection with County staff. We have the ADA plans prepared for the entire site. Also  the fire sprinkler plan for the  barn. We have been working  with the Volusia County  fire services. We do still have  ongoing operations with Mr. Taylor to make sure the fire is posted for each event. There is. That's a requirement  we have been contending with.  Where we find ourselves not, we  are ready to finalize those permit  applications. We have completed  annexation line used amendment and rezoning.  That brings everything in for Mazzoni  standpoint brings it into compliance. Mr. Nelson, I spoke with  you for the meeting started about  whether we should submit the  application to the county or pull  the trigger to finalize the annexation  and finalize permit with the city. 

     I think perhaps moving forward with  the city, they will also have a  jurisdiction that has continuing jurisdiction over  the property. That the appropriate  thing to do. We have completed the  review., For the land-use amendment. I will follow up with the city  from here , to schedule us for second reading  to finalize those things. We will  have the  permit wrapped up through the city  of Deland.  

We completed the first reading. We have been asking them to  hold off we are trying to decide  if we should finalize the permit.  That is what Mr. Nelson and I  have agreed, be the best approach. We will ask them to schedule a  second reading, no later than the  first reading in May at this point. 

     It will be in the city's jurisdiction.  We have been coordinating between fire services, and that the land  fire marshals, regarding what was going on with that property. We have been talking about strategies  for sprinklers, and fire protection. They are up to speed. I think we  can handle that. That is our progress  report on these. We will pull the  trigger.  

Okay. The barn doors  have been opened? Part of what what  there are access doors on  each side. Those are kept open. The fire watch is present.  I have to say something.  

I saw what looks like a live Christmas tree. That is  a no, no, no, no, no.  

It better not be alive.  >> Is no longer alive. I would say  it is no longer alive. I'm sorry. I  cannot help myself.  

That's a fair point we will pass  along. We agree with that. Giving them 30 days or something  like that to get that accomplished.  

Was hearing proposed by --.  

 Mr. Watson, I want to make sure  the owners and everybody working  understand all the safety issues they are up  to speed with this not just you.  

They do. In fact we have completed.  We have to go back with several  structures on site that are used  as party event. One of the other venues next  to the barn. We have plans for the  barn itself. They did have ADA plans  for each of those.  488 compliance parking and edges of the barn. We are ready to file that and finish  anything up. Now it has taken us  to the point, we are ready to go  into the city.  

Right. I am talking about  employees that are there. They are  up to speed. So somebody does not  accidentally go okay it is hot let's  turn the air on.  

They are up to speed. She has  been up to speed. She has been in contact  with fire services.  

Okay. The question I have with  you have an approximate date that have been decided on? You know when it will come to  you?  

What I am thinking of is doing  a First Amendment order on compliance. Carried out beyond what you are transferred to the  land.  

Raced on the schedule, I will follow-up with the city  from here, to see if we can have  it scheduled for May 6. It will be their first city commission  meeting. We can get notices done to make that agenda. I don't know should have a  major issue making it to that date.  The city of Deland is here they are aware now of issues.  

Hello.  

That is kind  of fortuitous.  Yeah. I will push to try to have it done  by the May 6 meeting.  

We will go to June.  

Are you ready for lunch?  

I move  just 201-8405 and 20 8468 as the result of the evidence  presented today, we  issue a first amended order of noncompliance  in both cases. A hearing to impose  fines for the June 19 .  

Second.

Top of page 21. Frank losing  her, a revocable trust,  new case chapter  72 article 2 division eight. Structure  on a lot that does not have a structure.  103 North Samson Drive. I have a gentleman before me. Hello Frank.  

Name and address for the record.  I live it 3639 watermelon Lane. 

Right around the corner from  us.  

Okay. Are you here to provide us information,  or to contest?  

Probably a combination of both.  There has been a really big misunderstanding. I applied for special  exception. Almost 16 years ago, I guess.  It's agriculture we  use it for agricultural purposes.  

We have no information  on this. This is for your  benefit too. The county gets to  show hands. I  understand.  

Thank you. Volusia County code compliance  to started in June of  2016. There was a  police report done. Somebody did  call the cops.  That got brought to our attention.  Was sitting out there. It has been  there I was a child but anyway. He received a notice of violation.  July of 2016. Special exception but it expired 

     in July 2005. He did not meet the  requirements. Get a full barn. Debbie originally had this case . She spoke to Mr. listener. He  did not know his special exception  had expired. On Fairbury seventh, of this year,  we had a meeting  pertaining to the special exception.  He was willing to get this  straightened out. He said he would  seek remedies. Continued the case. To allow  him to whatever application he needs to do to get the special exception anyone or reopen however.  The peanut vendor is still out there.  There is no principal structure. Occasionally, I  will see vehicles out there. They  cannot be there.  

By definition,  in the code this trailer is an accessory structure. Any  other questions of staff?  

Staffers recommending a compliance  date May 4.  

May I say something? It was  a total misunderstanding.  >> All the time it was sitting there  and I did not realize that.  

It is agricultural property.  We talked about it occasionally, we do have  feed mills. We got grain  trucks coming in. They supply us. 

     Sometimes, they come in the evenings,  and stuff like that. I don't have  a problem with that. Not only  that, that was not the issue. I  expressed it tomorrow and, and Scott actually commented about  the vehicles on the property. I  said well, what about these vehicles?  I showed them, pictures all the county, all  the county vehicles parked over  there. The people that clean the  dishes and all.  

The  agency I work for, the DOT.  >> Why should they have to haul these  things looks a  

yes that's fine. They leave those things, you are  more than welcome to do it. Keep  them out of the way. They've done  that for  quite some time. I don't have a  problem with that. I still don't  have a problem with that. The only  thing on this that is an issue,  when I built this, why would we  want any kind of structure. We are  not doing anything out there per  se. When  Jerry Sanders that's not our  concern.  

You get overflow parking?  

I don't get it. From  time to time, you guys if  they want to use that that gets really congested up there,  you are more than welcome to use  it. That's  the only time that ever happens.  

The special exception has expired.  We had to pursue  an extension.  

This is what I wanted  to do. I will follow through on  what they want to do.  

If you want to structure, 15  by 30 structure to come into compliance  them I would be more than happy  to do that. I honestly, did not realize it  had expired. They called my attention,  they said you got notice of a violation two years ago. I said no I did not. As we got to looking at it,  come to find out it's not my property.  It was property across the road. Somehow, they  cited me with it. Whatever  it takes I will do it. I will do that. I will bend over backwards for  the county. I do not have a problem  with all that.  They keep that stuff out of the  way and save tax dollars too.  

It is your desire to keep boiled peanut vendor and business? It's your desire to keep the trailer  there.  

If he wants me to do something  different, I will do that. One way  to cure this is, go to another location. 

You all must know who  Stone is. He was flustered. I will  talk to them. Everybody loves that. It is not a problem . It has never been a problem  with anybody. You know, you know, we have a problem with County,  they will not get rid of the peanuts.  But anyway, I was trying to  peer whatever he  needs to do.  Whatever they need to do. It is  fine with me. I'm not trying to  be hard-nosed about anything. The  county is welcome to use that. That  saves a lot of money. I know that. 

Is there any way for electric  to be of agricultural use?  

It is an agricultural product.  

Here is the application. The  original application states, for  a special section on my property  at 103 N. Hampton directorate I  would like to sell agricultural  products on the side of this location.  I am the owner of listener farms. I operate hay  and feed business. At this central convenient location. A1, located on rule agrarian area, it  is not inconsistent with the  ordinance of the property. It will  not affect public interest. It meets  all applicable state requirements.  It will not generate undo traffic digestion.  It will not create a public nuisance  or hazard or be dangerous to people  or public. It will not alter the  neighborhood or affect the value  of farmland. It will not  adversely affect the natural environment  or resources. It will not cause  excessive pollution. Then, he got special exception issue,  of July 2003. It meets requirements to  keep the special exception. It needs  to meet this 0105. Zoning ordinance no  larger than 32 square feet.  Site access will be limited to Samuel Road. Permanent structures such as a pole barn. Shall be provided  on-site and should not be any smaller  than 15  by 20 only natural vegetables or  animal products may be sold.  

When we are talking about accessory  structures, that is where I become  confused. You could get  a tractor-trailer in there with  a load of hay on it, that is what  I was assuming was  a structure that was accessory.  You know, it's a big misunderstanding  on my part.  

Maybe mine too. Did a special exception require  a building to be built like it did  not say it had to be a barn. It shall be provided  on the site. It shall not be any  smaller than 15 by 20.  What was the timeframe to do that?  

He had one year. He requested  another year, another 12 months.  It expired.  

You are saying, if he had built a  pole barn, he could put up a fruit  stand. He could have boiled peanuts, that is not going to solve the  parking issues of tractor-trailers and such. That's not  a violation. Let me say something  about tractor-trailer.  >> I'm still willing to allow the  county. I don't know how much money  that saves. This is saving the county  a lot of money. They put numerous vehicles  whatever you do, you are welcome  to do it. Keep them on the  back of the property. I'm really  confused.  

I don't know who they is. I have  to park my vehicles  in an approved lot. I don't think  risk management would be thrilled  to know where parking on a lot from central services.  I want to go there anymore.  

We are good. I want to go there  anymore. I would like to drop that  from the conversation.  

 I'm not sure about the peanut vendor. If the vendor. It's more  like --. On that special exception process,  if he goes back to that process. I'm not going  to worry about it now. I wanted  to mention that.  

I think what the desire would  be maybe time get with Scott  Ashley on getting a new special  exception. Maybe conditions that  are more favorable. Whatever. Whatever can get worked  out.  >> Until he gets another special exception  or something like that. Until he  gets worked out.  That's where the accessories comes  in. That's all I was asking.  I don't mind  going for that. Give me some time.  Allow me some freedom.  Well,  

what we can do is, we could push on client state. 

There has not been any complaints.  We're talking about 17 years all  this and this flies out. Nobody's  complaining. The deputy.  

 I don't know. 

Until he gets it this is the  thing it is  an accessory use. None of that stuff  should be there.  

Three months,  and --  

exactly. Do a site plan. Meet requirements for the county.  Set dates. There is an agenda. That  has to do  

I'm not trying to  be hard-nosed about it. It's no  big deal. 

No. No. It has been there forever. Nobody has complained about  it. Give a lot of people coming  for it.  >> There are requirements with a special  exception.  

I understand that. It understand  that. You know, he's talking about  a pole barn. Open up a conversation with him.  

Not a problem.  

A member here with emotion.  >> I move in case 209198 as a result  of the evidence of testimony provided  today, we have a finding of noncompliance. A compliance date of  October 13th,  hearing to impose a fine October  16, 2019.  

Moved by Harry,  an issue to move forward.  

All right. The move has  been seconded, everybody in favor say AYE. Motion carries.  

Thank you. CB 201-9099,  Diane Petrovic. Can I pronounce  it correctly?  Chapter 72 article 2 division  eight section 72  277 you have failed  to observe the required setbacks. 124 Charles Street  Edgewater.  

Hello I am Diane think  of it.  

I am here  to provide information.  

Volusia County  code compliance.  Anyway. There was instruction  of a carport. There are accessory structures  in the backyard. They were done  without permits. They do not appear to be setback. 

     Most recent inspection  was March 29. As you can see stuff  is still there. Staff  is recommending finding with a compliance date of  May 3.  

On slide four, what are  the setbacks?  

Five feet.  

Five feet?  

It appears  to be right on the property line.  

I have a survey  with me. We can work  with that.  >> If you  would like to provide the survey,  we can see that on the overhead  projector.  

Yeah.  

Oh. We have a stand-in  technology person? We can do old  school. We can pass the survey. Okay. Anyway.  While while we figure out how to take care of  that, otherwise, we can pass along. Go ahead, give us  the information.  

According to the survey we have  two different cases here. We'll  talk about the carport.  

Possible violations section  105.1 and 110.1 construction without the  permit. Is this about the carport  structure? Thank you, I am sorry  forgot the second case.  

That's okay I do not want to  be confused so we can work on one  and then go to the next. The carport  according to the survey shows it  is off the property line.  It is by six point some feet. That is definitely not on  the property line.  

Okay.  

You status off by six feet?  

I don't know the  exact number. It is six  or something.  

 Is possibly, what about  the front yard setback that it is  too close?  

It's 25 feet from the right away  of the road.  >> We are looking at your survey.  I imagine 6.1 feet is the carport  from the sideline.  It is upside down. I am able  to -- directionally.  

In the top right-hand corner, top right-hand corner,  pulldown.  Okay. There is  the carport. Okay. 

What is the front yard setback?  

25 feet from the right away. 

Yeah, at the very least, it has to be  25. Depending on zoning.  

Is there a structure on the concrete  slab that has  20.9 written on it? Yeah, that is the size of the carport.  

Behind the carport?  

There is nothing there.  

There is a concrete slab next to the carport. The static structure or slab of  concrete?  

That is a slab of concrete. 

I am trying  to understand what the violation is. The one that is written, metal  shed in the lower left-hand corner. With a wood deck around it. 

For those to  be permitted, they of course, have  to have their specifications and tiedowns and that sort  of thing. By feet from the property  line.  They appear to be, quite close.  

The sheds. That  is why I was asking if we could  do one.  

We have setback. Then we have  construction without a permit.  >> The carport it looks like we are  okay for setbacks.  

There may be a front yard setback  though.  

Side yard setback you are okay. Not okay in the  metal shed. A front yard setback for the carport.  

The carport we are in question  about the front.  

Correct.  

I have to write everything down.  

A helpful aid, would be to take your survey. Take a  red pencil. Draw a line at the  front that  whatever the front setback is, say,  25. Take five feet off each side, draw a line go to the  rear, draw a redline there Mac living  outside redline. Approaches into the required setback. You  could use that for  a schematic for you to see what  is in, and what is out.  

I would only interject make a  copy first.  

Yeah, I have a couple of copies.  

I guess what I understood, was the corner of  my property of my road, where the  carport is, signifies that is the beginning  of the 25 foot easement from the  center of the road. That was my  understanding that is my --  

the  front yard is from the  property line.  

Yeah, so, the setback your  home, is 20 feet setback, from the  front property line. That's where they measure the front  yard setback.  

Okay, so it's not from the center  of the road. If setback from the  property line. That is what I went by, was the  center of the road.  

That's a common misunderstanding.  

I will not argue with you now  that I understand what you are telling  me.  >> This information is good when you  go to seek a permit. The only thing  I can do, is remove it, or get a  variance.  

I  would walk over to zoning when you  were done at the meeting. Get with technician to look at that with  you.  

If you notice at the corner the date for this  was yesterday. It has taken me four  months to get this guy to give me  this drawing.  

That's not excuses. I'm explaining  to you why I cannot do anything  for I  cannot come here and talk to people  without a drawing to say what's  going on.  

Excellent information.  I have no excuses. That's not what  I'm here for. I'm here to talk about  it. Let's make it happen. I am a  person that will do what I'm supposed  to do.  

Excellent. I think  we covered the setback issue. How is the construction on the  permit?  

Stuff is going on in  the backyard 

     [ Indiscernible ] .  

Okay. That is something you can communicate  with our permit office. From the  violations I have gotten work sheds  and carport heard nothing else.  Where do we go from there? 

So sheds without a permit. Sheds and carport without a permit.  Sheds and corporate within  the setback. Same issue, but two  different violation. 

     It's how and where you placed it.  

The shed, definitely are on the  property we can clearly see. The  biggest problem is no tree. I am a tree  hugger I'm not cutting down a tree.  That will be my problem. I have  to figure that out. You know, there  is think you can get. I was told  about that. Those are all things  I plan on doing. But I  have a huge challenge now.  That's what I'm here to talk to  you about that's timeframe. I am  extremely ill. You can look  at my skin and legs if you would  like to. I have mercury posing.  In four weeks I have to leave the  state of Florida like I did the  last two summers. The heat will  kill me. Nobody knows how I  am making it. I am not even supposed  to be alive right now. I'm more  than willing to start this process  to get everything going. If I can  do something for Monday or, I will  do that. I looked into hiring a  professional engineer. I can get  some help with that. I called millions  of them. They are only interested  in large jobs. Nobody wants to  do a carport in shed. It is not  worth their time.  

I would also have to be addressed. Everything is going on in the backyard. 

The wood deck is  how far? If the  covered deck. So to be  safe Margaret, anything besides  the mobile home should be looked  into and permitted.  

A suggestion was after you leave here, go to zoning.  Sit down with them. They can point  out all of the aspects.  

That's fine. I plan on doing  that.  

What is the source of  the complaints? 

That's a sticky situation.  

That's why ours has attended. What is the be what  is the?? Six months? 

She received the violation notice  then, it went from there. 

I was trying to gauge that  for the sake of a motion maker.  >> It was received  in July last year.  

Work on this for the summer remotely. 

I will do what I can. I'm looking  for somebody to hard to do it for  me.  

When you expect to return?  

Last year, he came back at the end of October. What is the  desire of the board?  >> How about the end of November?  

 Yeah, that is what I would like  to do. I have to work out one thing  at a time. After's and go back to what I need to do. I need a list.  

I will help you do that.  

That is a place to start. That is the middle  of October.  

That's considered at the moment is that emotion? I will move  in case 201 99 and

When were the permits issued  Lexus  

following your line  of thinking when you thought the  fine would stop?  >> It was issued just after the fine  was imposed, they were issued.  

Then January 8  permit to address the enclosure  of the garage. Then the gas installation  was done March 13.  

The permits were issued  shortly around December, late December?  >> Almost this past year,  trying to look for compliance with  the county. It has been almost a  year now. We have  been through an emotional roller  coaster. It  has cost me a lot of money. Between many, many people. Okay. First of all. I'm 76  years old. My God. I have arthritis now. This past  year, I have been going through  all kinds of doctors appointments and things like that. I  have been under heavy medication. 

     I have been on  an opioid they recommend for me.  At this time, we got  this notice she  signed for. What to tell you I'm  76 years old retired firefighter. This house is  my only asset. I'm on  a firefighters pension and Social  Security. Which is  not much.  I filed for bankruptcy last year. I kept my house  and car. I  have a sale on the house. I could  have had a closing  last month.  

So a title search on  this  >> I was  shocked.  $11,500 we did not even know this was accumulated  like this, until we went to sell  the house. I am supposed to have another closing, on  the 19th now. Because, I was too days late the last meeting. I have had  to lower the price of  the property, people are waiting  to get in there. I was given  an incentive of  a couple thousand dollars off the  price of the house, so they would  wait for me, you know? For the hearing  and to get this  settled. Because that is  the only thing holding me up from  closing, is the title. The title company has informed  me I have to settle this,  before we have a closing.  I have questioned.  

That $11,500 the fine, that's for 4.6 days. That's not long compared to what the permit  was. In the past, haven't  we released the fine lien,  if they were escrow or put whatever  the amount is? 

     >> [ Indiscernible ] . 

I believe we have done that.  

Do understand Mr. Redmond, what  they are saying is that if there is a find that is  imposed, then we can put it in the  closing costs, so comes out of your  proceeds. Instead of  you having to take it out of your  pocket.  

I am  very much of a proceeds, that's what I wanted to say.  I'm hoping to  say it is zero. Because  I don't think it is our fault. Well, it is our fault, because she signed for it. She did not inform me. I  had no idea, because I was ill  at the time . I was sleeping most days, when  this notice came by registered mail. She signed for it she did not  inform me. We did not even see the importance of it, until  we went to sell our house, we have to sell the house. 

The reason this started,  it was without a permit.  

This started one year ago.  

Right.  

I worked for a year now to  come up with compliance.  

It has cost me a sum of money. I had to  file bankruptcy. Now,  

the 10% as a starting  point for discussion. Mr. Redmond started trying to 

     solve this issue with his permit,  a few days after the fine was imposed  is what I see. I also see  they were working for compliance when the  fine started to accumulate. Staff  does not have a problem with going  to zero. The County does not have  any --.

Based on the testimony and he  started working on it  I move we reduce the finder zero.

Applications are  in will have definite time frames  to go from there. You are pursuing  the process. Yeah. Maintaining an RV, boat, trailer  without current validation sticker. Vehicles that are in operative  or without current state license  tags. Your name is, sir? 

Sorry for being  late.  

The meeting is not oversold we  still have time. Chart  >> Do you have anything for us?  

This was presented last month  for the Bard -- for the  board.  

When was the last inspection?  

April 4.  

Okay. Are there pictures or these pictures still correct?  

I have a board -- before and  after. 

     >> I  have not observed much in the way  of any changes. 

Okay. Any questions were Christopher? 

Not much has changed. Same  situation unfortunately . I  have been in and out of the doctors  a lot trying to take care of it.  I have 3 other people working with  me. We have removed 6 small vehicles  out of their.  

What is your vision, long-range  plan, 6 months from now .  

6 months from now to have more  than 90% of that's all gone. The  trailers are used for hurricanes . There are -- for our drivers we  do FEMA. We go to Texas and Louisiana in  North Carolina and Florida. Wherever  they are. We do trailer repair work. We put  walls in, but the other 2 -- for stuff it's plywood, 2  by fours , bunkbeds, portable air conditioning  units and generators thing  is that when we go to the areas  there is nothing.  

The trailers are roadworthy.  

Yes.  

 This is adjacent to the property  you have or the actual working operation  is?  

Yes. We purchased a property  approximately 3 years ago. Purchased  it as an operating repair shop .  

Have you pursued gaily changes  to the ?  

The property next to it has the  fine running for all of the stuff  on it. 

Have you had an opportunity to  look at me be combining the properties?  

Yes. We just recently refinance  the property 2 months ago. We have another back on the property  and that we are trying -- we were  originally trying to get them to  purchase the other piece of property  so it was 1 entity on one thing. We did not have the credit  to do both of those. We have about  6 more months  and our payments were paid off on the 2nd property we purchased  next door.  

You still need to get permission to change the zoning  so you can do this on the property  outside of the shop proper area because that  is the only portion of the property  that has the zoning that allows  this type. It has kind of spilled  over into a property that doesn't  have this .  

We upright for our car dealer  license so we can sell cars on the  property. We were told the property  is okay for being used cars and  then that would cover a lot of our  vehicles that we have already stated  there -- sitting there on tagged.  >> The property has been a record  business and repair shop for over  40 years. We bought his business that  was 48 years old.  

Was he using the property down  south?  >> He had one vehicle parked  on the property. The property that  the building is on -- 

That portion of the property  has some grandfathering .  

No. That is will we do not understand. 

You can have a small shop, but  everything has to be inside the  shop. 

Are you pursuing that?  

Yes. We are cleaning up  the front .  

What have you done? 

I have got the application from  them. We are filling it out and  I am working with the bank. The  person who financed our property.  

This has nothing to do --  >> If we are going to  make them compatible uses and try  to redo the PUD so we can do something financially  feasible and functional he has to  combine those 1st. 

 To you on both properties?  

Yes, but the mortgages are under  2 different people. I cannot come  by them I do not think until I have  one of them through.  

The mortgage has nothing to do.  

The deed is in your name or the  LLC in your name? Are both properties  owned either by you personally on  the deed or by a company?  

We have  changed it. She  is no longer the owner. We are now .  

You and your son?  

Yes and we are waiting for them  to give us paperwork on it. It  was not an actual bank. It was a  private person but lend us the money.  Paid off the old balance and he is having his lawyer draw  up the contract that we have a 30  year mortgage with him personally. 

 You have a 6 month division of 90%  of these vehicles gone?  

Yes. Spirit which would take care of  90% of the violations?  

Yes.  >> Some of the vehicles that are there  are already on cars for selling .  

Do you understand that right  now you cannot do that? Because of the zoning you are  not allowed to have those vehicles  on the site.  

We have the used car lot though. 

What is allowed before?  

He can have an automobile service  stations so he can do car repair  work . All of the vehicles have to be  in the building. You cannot have  it spell over with abandon vehicles  and all of the other junkyard violations.  >> So you are staying no working on  the vehicles outside?  >> There is an actual lift that has  been installed in the 50s  outside of the building. >> 

     The lift may be fine for the use  of that is allowed. Oil changes,  tire repair, but I do not know if  that is in before.  The before zoning allows for a repair  shop . Even  a gas station kind of thing. Even  the storage of everything has to  be inside the building. This cannot  happen. It is to be strictly used  for vehicle maintenance. Unless he changes it  to get -- B5 you have to have at least an  acre. He is not going to be able  to do any of that stuff until there  is a zoning change or lock combination  zoning change. That building itself  right now can only have 

     vehicles to be worked on and if  they need to stay overnight they  need to stay inside the structure .  

Even if we have the one in the  structure we are working on? 

Yes.  He can actually have some auto sales  out front. He can have 2-3 vehicles  for sale, but everything else stored  on the property cannot be stored  there outside. 

The way I am looking at this  is we have this parcel number 

     for these violations. You may have  some remedies, but you have to go  work with staff and zoning to determine what  the remedies are as far as what you have right now  and what is going on right now is  not permitted. You said you could  have 90% of it out in 6 months. That was probably the biggest part  of the issue. Getting rid of all  of the junk stuff. You can demonstrate  that they are licensed and tagged  in operable and you are using them  and if it's a permitted use within  the zoning you can continue to use  it that way.  

We still need to upgrade it to  though , right?  

I am not here to solve the situation.  

Now you are saying I'm just going  to start getting on it and so I  guess we are going to give you some  time to get on it and if you don't  then the hammer comes down . In the  meantime while you are removing  all of the stuff you can investigated  what permitted uses are and what  is combined with the other stuff.  

He is asking for 6 months.  

I  was just wondering --  

If that is given that is great. 

 If we gave you a year that would  be even better, right?  

I think we should really see  some kind of progress. 

How about 3 months?  

He needs to meet with staff and  come back with answers and right  now we are not getting anything.  

I think all of us have more questions.  We have minimum lot size putatively  meet with staff to try to figure  out how to get to compliance and  some of it is removing the junk  and some of it is changing the zoning. 

We could do an amended order and depending what you come back  with we can assess. 

     Start over with zoning planning  and talk to somebody. They will  get you a planner and start walking  through the process.  

That is not our responsibility  to interpret code.  

I do not know who can interpret  it.  

Zoning, planning. Go to zoning  and planning.  

This building has been open for  sit -- since the 40s.  >> We are waiting. 

Hurry up.  

Wasn't me. 

To move this to June. The proposed June date. I up to  speed? Very good. Motion carries. To find Arizona  folks. 

Thank you very much. 

All right. 

     We can hold off on Christopher's  case. 

You would have no problem talking  to Scott Ashley .  >> This case involving 

     -- Randy Roberts was at the property and said that  the carport is definitely a bedroom. They also expand the  windows in their would not be graph. she has the engineer working with  the building department to get this  taken care of. I was recommending  a 2nd an amended order. June 19.  >> Based on staff testimony in the  event that we have today I would  move for 2nd amended order. 

 All those in  favor say I. Motion carries.  

 They did get a permit issued . It is  out until September 23. I was recommending October 16.  >> All those in favor say  I. Motion carries.  

     >> They began  parceling compliance?  

 The expired pool permit was closed  out. They have to get a new permit  for the pool. That took care of  the expired pool thing, however  it is now a part of the building  without permit issue.  

Which one was in compliance?  >> The middle  of page 8 was in compliance.  

Now the interior remodel renovation now includes the pool .  

The permit itself was 2002 and it was too old. 

I was recommending a 1st amended  order of noncompliance because they  did get a permit to remove the 2nd  kitchen. 

Moved ? Anyone?  >> 1st  amended order is all I need to hear.  That is a recognition Dacian --  recommendation for that.  >> We issue 1st amended orders . What was the date  on it?

I've had to post  the property several times for everything  appeared I have had no contact with  these people and somebody has gotten  something because they have now  got the gate locked. It is not open.  Staff is recommending in order of  noncompliance. A compliance date  of  May or June . Hearing  to impose June 19 for all cases. 

     >> All those in favor say I. Motion  carries.  

 We do not have a buccal ordinance. If somebody went back there they  would never come up your  

I think usage in 1719?  

Okay. Thank you. 

If I did not say June 19 that  is what I meant .  

Middle of page 20. Living  in an RV. 

     Where not permitted. Christopher, what can you tell  us?  >> We have seen the complaint on  December 3, 2018 for an RV.  We went out there and saw an RV  plugged in . Is parked properly, but had wires  going to it. Someone was outside  and I talked to them and that's  it I'm trying to get these people  out of your. Give me 2 weeks. I  went out there and they were still  there 2 weeks later. I talked to  the owner again in January and he  said I just need 2 weeks. I been  unable to get any communication  since then. When I went out there  to inspect it on April 4 there is  no 2 out there. I do not think they intend to comply. The 1st slide shows the picture on the  right is the RV and then on the  left is it zoomed in on the RV. The  following slide is the next RV and  there is a car parked behind it clear out there. They  admitted they were living in it. And the right picture you can see  the red looking thing to the right  and that is the house with a car  in front of it. As a result  we are recommending a order of compliance with a compliant date of May 1. 

Did  you say you had contact with them?  

Yes. They were living there and  said they needed 2 weeks.  

The property owner -- he said somebody was trying  to get them out of there?  

He said he has got people living  in the RV. Some friends and it was  a relationship gone bad. I guess  it is an ex-boyfriend or something  and she is trying to get him to  leave.  

Got it.  

Now there is 2 of them out there. 

     >> Our ordinance allows them 30 days  to correct it before we impose a  fine.  >> This is a  brand-new case. We need to bring  you back for fine hearing.  >> All  those in favor say I. Motion carries.  

 Maintenance ordinance . Mobile home zoning. 

     >> Junkyard were  not permitted. 

     Inoperable vehicles .  >> We received a complaint  in January of this year. Certified mail went  out to the one who owns the property.  I believe it is her son who is staying  there. We have eye contact with  the police and  they have a warrant out for his  arrest, so they have been calling  us. Debbie has had contact with  Cindy Wilson who is the daughter and  she said her mom is out of state  and ill. She has not seen her in  over a year. She said he is not  supposed to be there. You got trespassing  at one point.  She and Mark had  gone out March 13 and they had  to post the property with everything .  All of the windows are broken out  of it. The roof is funky on one  end. I have also been out to the  property. The truck is sitting there  and that in the back is the outhouse. Lieff also had Department of health . There  are several issues. We are asking  for an order of noncompliance with  a compliance date  I guess of June. I guess  June 12. The recommendation was  for me  -- may.  

Because it's  not secure and has life safety issues  there has to be something else we  can do. Isn't there?  

As far as -- is no water or electricity to  it and the windows have all been  smashed out.  

Would be go in and secure it?  

It's hard to secure property  when it is occupied. If it was not  occupied we have a 5 day notice  we can do  and then we can secure it and fence  it in boarded-up or whatever we  need to do. When it is occupied  it is a problem.  

Yeah. I  have actually spoken to the neighbors  who have been aware of all of the shenanigans  out there.  

I know they had gone out there.  I am not sure what the conclusion  was. I know they have been notified.  >> It is  like a tent that they put house.  

Debbie has had contact with  the daughter.  >> I guess  he is kind of hiding out there because  it is a police issue. They have  been calling us to let us know.  

Because it is a new case we have  to bring it back in 30 days.  

Yes.  >> 

     The properties had to be posted.  The only contact Debbie had was  with the daughter.  

We cannot look at this -- see if it meets the definition  and we can move that direction.  We will stay here with the code  and ask somebody to go down there  to check it.  

 We were really stretching the rubber  band with the ordinance.  It's really the health department. The one on Linda 

     was really stretching bringing that  here. 

Is there a motion?
