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>>I would like to go to order the December 18, 2019 code enforcement meeting. Roll call please. 

>>Pete Zahn, Andrew Hall, Vicki Leonard, Harry Wild, Donald Needham, Chad Lingenfelter. 

>>Now I will go through the agenda and have some changes. If you have devices, Please silence those. First change to the agenda. CEB12087 Donald Steedly and continues on the next page. Each of those cases will be in order of compliance. Middle of page 14, confidential data of property will also be in order of compliance. James and Pamela Fontaine that case will be continued to the January 15, 2020 hearing. Top of page 16 CEB180529, that case will also be continued to the January 15, 2020. Laurie McComas you will, that case has been withdrawn. 

The bottom of page 16, Susan Cavaretta all the case has also been withdrawn. Susan Wilson case has been withdrawn. Timber Ridge Inc., that case will be continued until January 15, 2020. Bottom of page 171430 County Line Rd. LLC case has been withdrawn. The last change I have before me CB2019263, that case has also been withdrawn. Is that all of the cases? 

>>Yeah. 

>>With that I would ask the members if they have any ex parte communications within the cases before us today? 

>>Fontaine is an ongoing one for me, but I think it is gone. There was one before it that I was curious. 

>>Is the case so long? Noted for Member Zahn? I understand the minutes are 97% ready so we will have the November 20 minutes. That was a long meeting. Six-hour of minutes. I will entertain a motion in January for that. 

Next item is orders of compliance. I will read through the cases we will have orders of compliance on and will seek a motion for that. 

The first one is on page 2, Roxy Mitchell and Edward Pettit, order of compliance with the compliance date of November 14, 2019. Top of page 3. Roxie Mitchell and Richard Pettit order of compliance with compliance date of November 14, 2019. Middle of page 3 Jeffrey Alan Stowe, order of compliance with compliance date of November 18, 2019. US bank trust, NA, with an order of compliance with compliance date of June 22, 2019. Virginia, Gidget and Elizabeth compliance date of November 17, 2019. Judy Vanmeter order of compliance with compliance date of November 22, 2019. Also compliance date of November 22, 2019. 

Middle of page 5, Donald Steedly with an order of compliance date of November 6, 2019; order of compliance date of November 13, 2019 and top of page 6 Donald Steedly with compliance date of November 6, 2019. 

Middle of page 14. Confidential data for property at 42 Seabreeze Dr. compliance date of November 17, 2019. I believe that was the last one. I would entertain a motion. 

>>Mr. Chairman I pro motion that we obtain the order of appliance for the previous cases. Opposed like sign. Motion carries. If you are present our case, raise your hand so we know and will go through those cases that people are present.We will put those cases that nobody froze up reservoir to the agenda 

First case to be heard -- Ashley Nicole Burger. It's always a slow start on these cases. Diane? Jacqueline Daniel? Thank you. Top of page 8 - Tropical Hammock, Inc? Thank you, sir. 

Bottom of page 9 Rock rusic. Top of page 11, Dale Boudreau? Thank you. Bottom of page 12 Brad and Amy Beech? Middle page 13 Laura Ortiz. Sanchez? On page 14 Stephen Douglas Tolbert? Top of page 15, residential redesign Inc.? Thank you. James and Pamela Fontaine? 

Milddle of page 16 Madeline Dwyer. Thank you. JLO investments, LLC? JLo is not present. William? Ira Lewis Goldberg? OK. Those of you who are present that are going to provide his testimony need to be sworn in so please stand, is your right hand, turned slightly to your right and you will be sworn in by the staff there. 

>>Do you swear the testimony you are about to give is the truth, whole truth and nothing but the truth? 

>>Thank you everyone. The first case I have is the middle of page 7 Jacqueline Daniel. Name and address for the record place. 

>>1421 W. New York Ave., Orange city Florida. 

>>We will get an update from Mike and then you can give us an update. You're handling these cases together Mike? Go ahead. 

>>We have today construction for without permits for the shed. Shed is on the front property. 

>>There is a switch on the side that slides. 

>>Technology. 

>>You see a little slide switch. There we go. 

>>Non-compliance 11-20. There is a shed on the front yard. Setbacks without a permit. Staff recommendation order of fine $25 per day per case to begin January 16, 2020 with a cap of 15,000. 

>>Any questions of staff? Jacqueline, I remember this case. 

>>I am trying. We actually put it up for sale. I have a friend coming to look at it by this weekend. They have been interested in it. My husband got laid off. It's a lot of money with him not filing the permit when we purchased it from the company. Now it is almost $1000 for me to get a permitted removed and now I'm getting trouble for the setback but I can't move it until I get the permit well, which means I have to get the survey. It is piling on me right now. We let my friend look at it to purchase it because I don't know what else to do. I don't want to get in trouble. I just got put in a bad situation. 

If I ever buy one again I'm going to come down myself and make sure they file it. This should not have happened. 

>>If they would have applied for permit they would have learned where it is. 

>>They dropped it off. It is been there a couple years. I did not know the permit wasn't filed until he contacted me and it was my yard and we were talking. 

>>How likely is it that the friend will buy it. 

>>They seem pretty interested. 

>>I don't want to lose it because we really need it. I don't know what to do. Maybe in the process I can purchase another one make sure it is done properly. 

>>The recommendation by staff is that if it is not gone by January 15 that I find is going to begin, is that right? 

>>I can't afford that. I was going to see if I can come back to court on the next court date. I can't afford that. 

>>If your friend buys it this weekend yet or month, give Mike a call. So drive-by it is gone. The fine will not begin. That is what the recommendation is here. If they move this to the January meeting or we let it go as recommended. This motion passes that is on the screen, if that passes and you sell it on January 14, call Mike. So that the fine doesn't. 

>>I can't afford that. I am struggling as it is. Like I said, 

>>I have a question. All things being, if it's not sold. You say you need it. 

>>If you know my neighborhood at all, I have lived there 15 years. It has become a subdivision of people who steal. You can't leave anything outside unlocked. I lost a lot of property over the years that I worked hard for. So I use it to store our tools for work. My children's stuff. It's not like I'm just, you know. I really do need it. For me to pay a survey now before I get it permitted is what is holding me up because of the cost of that. 

>>What kind of time do you think you would need in order to resolve some of these issues? Is it a matter of another couple months? 

>>Maybe. I don't want to get rid of it. I can't move it. The thing that costs the most I have to do first before I can file the permit. If not, I would've had the permit filed. It's because I had to have a full survey. You guys require a survey of my property to be able to move on to file the permit. Or I would have already filed the permit. The permit is simple to file. It is the least cost out of everything. 

If I could do that now, I would do that. Before the deadline. It is just the cost of the survey and the cost of moving it. Even though it's just a few feet backwards it's a few hundred dollars to do it. It is not that simple. 

>>If it is not sold, what kind of time do you think you need? 

>>If you could give me a couple months that would be great. One of the other, it will be sold by the time I come back to court again if I have to. I don't want to, but I'm going to have to make that choice. 

>>Are there any other issues rather than establishing that it is properly located? 

>>No issues, no. 

>>Because of the setback, that just came in effect. I got the letter. Because we haven't moved. I could've moved already. I don't like it where it's at either. I could have it moved, but I can't do that until we get the survey first. Zoning told me there is enough space. I own the property. It is fine. 

>>If you move the date from January 16 to March 16, you think you might be able to resolve this issue? 

>>Yes, sir. Even if I have to sell it, I will. I cannot for that $25 a day. That's meals out of my children's mouth that will go against my property. 

>>If that worked, that will give you until the middle of March to resolve that. There wouldn't be any fines accumulated. 

>>Thank you. I appreciate that. I am not trying to be against the law here. 

>>Right. I would move in case CBE 20199366 Jacqueline Daniel that we issue an order to impose a fine and the amount of $25 per day per case to begin on March 16. 

>>I was going to say, what date is the March? 

>>March 16 a hearing to oppose on the 18th. 

>>The hearing is on the 18th or 16th? I'm sorry. 

>>Are you going to go ahead and give her an automatic find? 

>>Failure to oppose fine on 18. 

>>The second amended order on the second case is a first amended order. 

>>I am getting in trouble. Now I have the second case because of the first case what is the actual date? 

>>The 16th. Work with the county. Do the best you can. 

>>I caught you when you were sick too. 

>>Mr. Chairman, just for the record, is it an order filing or two amendment orders? 

>>It is going to be a second amendment order. The March 18 hearing to impose fine and AA-compliant State of 3/60. 

>>Motion carries. 

>>Merry Christmas, Jacqueline. 

>>Next case before me is CEB2019358, Tropical Hammock, CEB.... Hello, everybody. Mike, do you want to give us a little background? Anyone who wishes to speak on the case can give us an update. Go ahead, Mike. 

>>That's environment. 


>>This is the wetland buffer issue. 

>>At this point they have two permit applications in. Christopher Brown, environmental permitting. Between those two permits they will address all of our issues and violations. This one that is ready to go is for the seawall where the dredge that we went over last time occurred. 

>>We are at a hearing to impose fine. The recommendation is a First Amendment order. 

>>So the two applications are filed and interview. Right now they are in review. So far, tentatively it appears that those will be acceptable solutions to the situation. 

>>That's correct. 

>>How long does it take to process the permits? 

>>As I said, the first one with the seawall, the wetland alteration permits still needs a couple things. The plan is acceptable as well. Probably within a week it will be processed. 

>>If we were to issue a First Amendment order and take into consideration the other cases, how far down the line would be an appropriate date? Do you have a recommendation? There it is. Will that fit with the other cases? OK. You want to say anything, my? Otherwise I will make a motion. 

>>For the record, Michael Woods. No objection to that. We do have a variance in process. That should allow us to get that through by March 18. 

>>OK. I move in case 2019358 that will issue a First Amendment order March 18, 2020 as a hearing to oppose fine and March 16 as compliance date. 

>>Moved by Pete. Second by Harry. Motion carried. What case would you like to handle next, Mike? 

>>This is setbacks. Michael Mazzola. 

>>This will be the first three cases I read. 215, 348 are on page 8, and 349 on the top of page 9. 

>>This deals with the Mike Mazzola zoning compliance and setbacks of the RV pads, sheds, storage containers. 

>>Just for the record, just for the record, are we taking the other code cases? Your PowerPoint only has three. We are now taking all the remaining four cases. I just want to make sure. 

>>That includes 209247? 

>>Thank you. Sorry about that. 

>>So staff's recommendation is a second amended order on March 18. 348 and 349 first amended order. What is your recommendation on 137? Second amended order 4137. OK. 

>>March 18. 

>>Any questions with staff? Anything the respondent would like to add? 

>>Case 201-9137, 209215, 209348 and 209349. Issue a second amended order for 215. We issue a first amended order. For case 249 we issue a first amended order. Establish a hearing to impose find for March 18, 2020 and a compliance date date of March 16. 

>>Second. Although in favor signify by saying I. Motion carries. I was worried they were all getting second amended orders. OK. Very nice. The next case I have is the top of page 11. CEB201-9273, Dale Boudreaux. Multiple CEB's. 

>>Volusia County co-compliance, good morning. 

>>Thank you, good morning. 

>>Bob, give us an update. 

>>Update is we had an order of noncompliance on 11/20, 2019 for all cases involved. Since then we dropped April work on site at 12/4, 2019. During the hearing that we had for the order of noncompliance, there was a discussion with the attorneys about looking for a zoning variance for the property Mr. Boudreaux is looking forward to take care of. As of yesterday he contacted the zoning the part. Where we stand on that one I'm not really sure. I will let him talk to you about that. 

I have not had any contact with Mr. Boudreaux at all. The only time I had been out there is the fourth when I dropped the paperwork for today's hearing. 

Right now what we are asking for is the staff recommendations imposed fine of $100 per day per case with starting January 16, 2020. That is what we are looking for. 

>>You are there on December 4? And do conditions remain similar to the photos? 

>>They are similar to the photos. I was at the office at the front of the property. Which is a – 

>>Small building with French doors? 

>>Yes, it is this building right here. Mr. Boudreaux was not there. I was not going to walk in his property without him. I did not get to the rear of his property at all. 

>>very good. Questions for stuff? Mr. Boudreaux, right now we are going for zone variance. By end of today I should have my building permits. It is in engineering right now. That is where we are at. There's a couple of things here. The junkyard not permitted. That has been cleaned up. I think you have pictures of that. That should not exist anymore. We are compliant there. 

>>Bob, the photo on the left, is that the area of concern? 

>>That is part of it. 

>>That is construction material. I would consider that a junkyard. We had scrap metal. All that's, which is considered a junkyard, is already gone. 

>>I think that was the cutaway van next to the semi trailer. That was the object of 301. 

>>That was an abandoned vehicle. 

>>That is gone as well. 

>>It sounds like you are making progress. Permits today. These photos are now inaccurate. We had a recommendation. What is staff thinking regarding time for some of these things? Obviously it seems like a follow-up inspection to let Bob come on the property and see these things. You guys work it out. There's been a lot of progress since we saw this a month ago – it sounds like. We just need staff to confirm that. 

Of course a variance takes 90 days so you can then get a business tax and have the business where it is presently not permitted. 

>>As well, the building permit, I don't know how long that will take. It should be filed today. Whatever the process is to get to that point. 

>>What we can do is go to a minute order. On some of these cases that you think you are in compliance, if you could meet Bob out there so he knows where you are he can take a picture and verify that. Those are just struck off. They will come in here for an order of compliance, which you don't have to worry about. The others can continue based on that. When you go into due process, that gives you additional time too. 

>>If we give you until the middle of March… 


>>What would be an appropriate time? 

>>I really don't know what the timeframe is to get a permit or the rezoning. I am completely unfamiliar. 

>>It will take at least 90 days. I didn't know if that's OK with the County. 

>>What if we moved it to the April meeting as far as the county is concerned? Does that sound reasonable? 

>>I think the only thing that I have the same argument I had last time. This has been going on for a year. We had a meeting back in last May to discuss some of these things were talking about here. The fact that we had a meeting today and that the request for the variance was yesterday. I guess my biggest concern is to try to move this is long as quickly as we can. Just because of the fact that it has been in limbo for 12 months. 

>>Chris Hutchinson, Volusia County code compliance. I recommend we bring it back next month. We will see if they made progress and we will go from there. 

>>Some of those will have been struck. 

>>I can meet him on-site as soon as possible to do that. 

>>Ready for a motion. 

>>I can see that far. It says January 16. I move in case -- any other discussion for, I moving case 201-9273, 201-9301, 2019302, 303, 304 and 305 that we issue a first amended order of non-compliance and established January 15 as hearing to impose fine in January 12 is a compliance date. 

>>Second. 

>>It has removed by Pete and second by Don. All those in favor say I. Motion carries. Sir, get with Bob have them on the property so we can see what's in compliance. We will see you in January and get an update on your variance. The user. 

Top of page 15, CEB2019357, residential design Incorporated. Good morning. Good to see you again. Mike's going to give us an update and then you can give us an update as well. Yes sir? 

>>Zoning compliance, Mike Mazzola. This is construction without permits. Of the house, some of the pictures inside the house... 

>>Was this situation that it did not have its inspections? 

>>No permits. Permit expired. What happened recently the gentleman, peter, who is appointed for the Realty is trying to sell the property and yes it listed at RE/MAX right now. That is what that sign is for. 

>>Has our paperwork been filed so the purchaser knows? 

>>Staff recommendation order to impose a fine of $50 a day to begin January 16, 2020 with a cap of $16,800. 

>> I am 50% owner on Seminole road. I'm here because Mr. Berson stated that he was only person that had a key to the property. Inside the photo on the very first one this and this reposted inside the house so it can be taken from the outside. 

>>I'm sorry gentlemen. 

>>Move closer to the microphone. 

>>He would be the only person that could be responsible for removing these and they both say do not remove. The problem I'm having and this is the photo now, they are gone. 

>>OK. 

>>The reason I'm doing this is to protect the public. There are no permits. This wiring was done by a nurse. Not that nurses aren't intelligent, but they are not electricians and they are not licenced. The plumbing was done by a nurse, again, intelligent people but not licenced plumbers. You don't know and we don't know what he's done that has been hidden. In the public is now not knowledgeable. I was hoping when I came here the fines would start today, not a month from now. Nothing's going to change except they are going to try to sell this without anyone knowing it. 

In the previous month was a lady who is working with you all because she moved into something that she did not know about. She seems to be working with you what is costing her time and money. There is another lady with the roof he did not pull permit and rightfully so you're telling her to remove it. You don't know what's underneath it. You can't see. It is the same thing here. 

I know why Peter is not here because he would have to say yeah I removed those. He would be the only one. He is supposed to be here. Use the receiver. Not for bankruptcy but a receiver to watch over this property. 

>>A couple things come to mind, is there power to the property? 

>>No, sir. 

>>So any kind of life safety isn't a concern. May I ask staff to repost the stop work orders. 

>>Yes, I guess. Building inspectors. 

>>The other protection no when anyone does a title search of the property the order non-compliance come up to notice to the buyer of the issue pending and if the board votes today to have a fine start accruing and record the lien then that will also be for the notice for a potential buyer. There may not be a notice on house the title company that will come up in the search. 

>>I appreciate that, but is there a way to start this now -- the lien? 

>>Under our code given extra 30 days to come into compliance as a matter of due process. 

>>One more question. Is there a statute or some law? There's a notice that it is not to be removed. Is that a legal requirement? 

>>I don't think that is an issue before us. 

>>The removal of the placard? Yeah, but that is... 

>>The issue before us is construction without the required permits. Which are restated was done by whomever it was done. If you're going to get permits there is a process to go through and that means… People have to go through, review and survive it is OK. There's a process to handle that. 

>>Are building official may want to speak to the Placard removal. 

>>Chief building official. The stop work order says not to be removed without approval; however, there is really no teeth and anything we can do to charge him with a crime or anything. All the violations and work without permit need to be resolved. A title search of someone tries to buy the property will bring this up. A potential buyer, they should have understanding of what the issues are, so. We will continue to monitor and keep an eye on it. 

>>Thank you, Gary. 

>>That's really why does your because it does not have a permit so it is a code violation and the county has processes to pursue that. 

>>I have one question. Is it the whole house that was built not permitted or is it just some construction that was done later? 

>>Home was purchased in March 16 by us. He locked me out again June. I'm giving you history. And then he went in and removed the plumbing, rewired whatever he rewired. There were wires hanging everywhere in the original photos I gave to Mike. And we had him stop work order. He violated the stop work order and went in there and did more electrical work. 

>>So the home itself was built somewheres down the road. This is work that was done later. OK. Thank you. 

>>So it was a renovation permit. As the county's attorney, as Russ said, there is due process. The woman that has to remove the roof of those things happen so get more time to begin the fine. Although you asked for an accelerated schedule we have in our code and the Florida statute as well this time specifications. 

Right now staff's recommendation is $50 per day to begin January 16. What is the desire of the board? 

>>I am ready for emotion. 

>>I second. 

>>Moved by Pete. Seconded by Don. All those in favor say I. Oppose like sign. Motion carried. Thank you, sir, for your time today. 

I see a new case near the top of page 16. 2019032 Madeline Dwyer, construction without required permits for property at 1712 Baron court, Port Orange. Woman in front of me name and address. 

>> I was just told to appear. 

>>We have not heard this case so we will both your with the county has to uprise. Move the microphone a little further down. Thank you. 

>>Margaret Godfrey, Bush County code compliance. This is a hanger out of line. Without evidence of the required permits and inspection approvals. The notice of violation was received and signed for. Notice of hearing was received and signed for. March 5, 2019 a permit application was for siding and replacing two doors on the connective hanger. In the application was canceled due to lack of response for request for additional information. 

It was two days ago when a new after the fact permit was applied for in the application is valid until 6/14/20, but it is a brand-new application but as of yesterday afternoon has not gone through any of the review process is as of yet. Staff's recommendation was an order of non-compliance and I'm not sure about the follow-up date. Adhering to impose fines scheduled for June 17, 2020. 

>>Slide number three, the front of the house, a year apart. So maybe some siding? 

>>Actually this is about, right there. This is what was done. Two doors and the siding. 

>>I'm not trying to be funny, but where are the two doors? Did they expand them to a bigger door? 

>>One is right there. It is on the other side of the building. It is on the hanger itself. There were two entrance doors that were replaced. 

>>The one on the right hand picture? 

>>I can see the outline of a door there. 

>>What was there before? Nothing? 

>>There's always been a door there. They replace them. 

>>Basically they replaced doors that do not have the Florida product approval. Got it. 

>>That is definitely permissible with plans. You didn't go through that process. 

>>And inspections. I'm sorry, ma'am, would you like to give us an update or tell us anything? 

>>All I know is the previous permit expired, so they got anyone. They also got a new engineer with the previous engineer not responding. We are hoping to get this completed. 

>>The scope of the new permit covers these issues? OK, good. What was the recommendation? 

>>The application itself expires on June 14, 2020. It just came in two days ago. We barely started the review process. She put a new application in two days ago. That is why I put it out June 14. It is up to you guys. 

>>It is a process. 

>>It was after the fact, so once it gets issued… It was June 14 with a hearing to impose fines scheduled for the 17th. The 14th was that expiration date of the application. 

>>What that means is that if the permit isn't issued, so they will make a ready for pickup in the contractor comes and picks it up. It goes into issued status. If that activity stalls on this then we would have on our June 17 meeting we would consider a fine. 

>>OK. That makes sense. We are hoping to have it finally done. 

>>I hear a motion maker. 

>>I move in this case, Madeline Dwyer trust that based on evidence we have set a compliance date of 6/14/20, and a code enforcement hearing on 6/17/20. 

>>It has been moved by Pete and seconded by Don. All those in favor say I. Motion carries. Make sure the contractor gets the permit issued and calls for those inspections and you are done with it. 

>>We will let Margaret know. She will be so happy. 

>>It is on my radar. 

>>Alright. Thank you both. Next case I see. The last page of the agenda already. We will be back. CEB2019370, William Morrison. Construction without the required permits for a property at 1361 Wesley St., Daytona Beach. Name and address, please. 

>>Good morning. William Morrison. 

>>OK, Bob. I'm sorry, sir. Are you here to contest the violation occurred? 

>>I don't know what they want me to put permits on. Actually, I am here representing my father that owns these properties. He had a stroke. We are in the middle of replacing some rotten wood flooring in the house. I went out of town to do some out of town work. 

My son received an email from someone in the county. We asked what we needed to do and never got a response. We got a letter. 

>>Are you junior or the third? 

>>You are the third. OK. Go ahead, Bob. This is the first time we are seeing this. We will sit back and let Bob tell us what they found. 


>>Bob, Volusia County compliance. This case was started back in May 2019. One of our investigators darted this case. I put a note in there. 1311 Wesley St., Daytona Beach. Remodel without inspection. Structural changes and reworking plumbing. That may not be a complete list. That is from notes in the computer. 

>>Is there more than one dwelling unit? 

>>I have six different dwellings. This is the one in question. I called Windows out and replace them with windows from Home Depot. I replaced the front door. These things are common to me. I don't understand why to replace a toilet in my house or something I would need to apply for a permit. To replace a front door. 

>>Doors and windows are considered structural because of the wind load so they require permits. 

>>I have no problem – 

>>They may be acceptable, but there is a permit process. 

>>Understand. I am coming into this in the middle of my dad's health issue. I am happy to do whatever I need to with the county. As far as plumbing and electrical, yeah, I put some toilets in there. I had to replace some seals. They are all wood houses. I had rotten floors I replace. Just normal. I would be happy to have the house inspected. I don't want no problems. I do this because my family lives in it. 

>>He said there were six homes on the property. 

>>There are five or six of them. 1361, 1380. Mom, help me out. My grandfather has had them there since 1950. 

>>It is a row of houses. 

>>They are right next to each other. My family members, all my nieces live in these houses. 

>>This is a separate property. Just from my look at the photo, I see a new roof. 

>>Yes, and that was permitted. That happened before my father's first stroke. We had three of the houses them. They did put apartments on it. The tenants in the house prior to this are there for 20 years. When they left, there were things that needed to be done before I moved my family. I put new toileting, new light switch. Just a good old boy stuff that I know how to do. I put some siding on the outside of the house trying to clean that place up. That was becoming a major fair through through there because they have new houses going in the back. I seen that the County was out there measuring for fire extinguishers or to run water through there. Maybe we will finally get some city water and get away from subjects. 

>>I have a pertinent question here. I don't think there is any question that we have a violation, but it's going to be a time to get it going. Get permits in, that kind of stuff. 

>>Exactly what are you want to? The windows in the front door? They say I did electrical and plumbing in there. Ready to pull a permit? 

>>To tell you the truth, I guess we are going to have to do is have inspection go in there and see what the scope is going to be. Once that is determined, you will have a checklist of those items that require some kind of a plan. 

>>So if I would've hired Economy Electric and another – 

>>if I may, just for a second, part of the problem is we just did not have any contact. Now that we have contact, we're willing to get the property inspected and see what we need to do to pull for permits and get everything in the right direction. 

>>It shouldn't be that big a deal if it's renovation work. It is just going to be licensed guys and you can be on the placard and stuff like that. 

>>Robert, just to clarify, it's just this house, correct? 1361. We are talking about four, five, six houses. We are only looking at the one piece of property. 

>>House 1311. 

>>1311 in the computer, but the number on the front of the house is 1361. It is one plot, there are several houses on one plot. 

>>I had it backwards. The actual structure is 1361 but the house is 1311. 

>>As far as the board is concerned, your violation is only concerned with that. You should learn from this one. 

>>Yes, I will. This is the first time I am in front of the board. 

>>The reason we are so concerned with things like electrical, you may have a tenant and you wanted to be safe. As you do, I am sure. 

>>My family lives in these houses. That is why my grandfather left them to us were. To make sure our family was taken care of. That is what I am trying to do. 

>>Smart grandfather. What is the desire of the board? I move in this case, William Morrison Junior, based on the testimony and evidence presented today which set a compliance date of February 7, 2020 and hearing to impose fine on February 19, 2020. Are those dates still good? 

>>Alright, moved by Pete, second by Don. All those in favor say I. Motion carried. 

>>Any relation to the AAA? 

>>Yes, sir. 

>>Senior was a good friend of mine. 

>>That is my father. He is the one who actually put all these houses there. 

>>I think I did work for him running water lines out there years ago. 

>>Probably so. I thank you for your time. 

>>Thank you, sir. Have a happy holiday. 

>>Work now? 

>>This was years ago. 

>>Thanks for bringing that up. 

>>Mr. Crabtree, is there a case with you? 

>>He just misses this place. 

>>Margaret, why is Mr Crabtree here? 

>>You guys told me to come back last meeting. 

>>OK. 

>>I just want to sure I am not getting no fines. 

>>The fine starts tomorrow. 

>>It is not on the agenda. Who is working with you? 

>>I did everything I was asked to do. I have air conditioner done. I had the sewer done. I am waiting for an inspection on the building. I hired Stan Holly. He is going to redo – 

>>I had no communication. 

>>He is going to do the whole thing for me. 

>>As of a couple days ago, the permit is still expired. 

>>It's not. Maybe it is, I will find out. I don't think so. 

>>Which staff member is working with Mr. Crabtree? 

>>Go to our permit desk and see what the situation is with your permit. Call Stan. Get him down there. Whatever it takes. Your fine begins tomorrow. You are supposed to get a permit today. 

>>I've got a permit from you guys yesterday. 


>>County attorney. No, the permit will not stay the fine. However, what Mr Crabtree can do once he gets these things and compliance his motion the board and come back and asked for a reduction of a fine that is crude or you can take it to zero if that is the board's pleasure. 

>>Find out from the permit desk if Mr. Hawley or somebody has an active permit. 

>>Hears stamp permits here. 

>>That is a drawing. 

>>We don't have the ability to see if that is... The building department does. 

>>I hope that gets you going and that will be information for us to consider an reduction of find since that begins tomorrow. 

>>All right. 

>>Thank you sir. The top of page 5. 7050 Turtlemound Road. I remember this one. This is one they could not figure out who owned the submerged lands. They should've done that first. 

>>This case was before us a few times actually for that dock. In the interim I have spoken to Mr. Wise. I am thinking the south side have of that house has since had a fire. So it kind of got put on hold. Wise construction has come in. They got the permit. Staff was recommended a six amended order the hearing to impose fine. 

>>Moved by Don... Motion carries. Middle of page 6. Ashley Nicole Burger. 

>>Margaret Godfrey. This is part of non-compliance. First amended order was done June 19 because there was bankruptcy proceedings. The bankruptcy proceeding has stopped and the foreclosure has gone through. However Isaiah has been out to the property since then because we got a call from the Sheriff's Department. 

There is a lot more going on than just these RVs. There is so much stuff out there. As requesting a second amended order and bring them all back together in either January or February. 

>>I just heard the foreclosure went through; was there a final judgment? 

>>Yeah. 

>>That was issued when? 

>>Just a few month ago, actually, but then she filed a plea through this and then the bankruptcy gets stopped. 

>>With the foreclosure? 

>>Is now back in the trust, to who owned the property that begin with. So the foreclosure has gone through. 

>>Do we have a new owner? 

>>I guess you could say it's a new owner. 

>>Did we notify the new owner? 

>>It sounds like this is a hearing to impose fine. If I'm hearing correctly on the timeline the non-compliance order based on the final judgment is no longer valid by operation of law because it was foreclosed upon, correct? 

>>Yes, sorry, yes. Yeah and I've had no contact with them either. But, again, Isaiah was out there and there is a lot more going on other than justice. 

>>My concern is we follow the proper process in accordance of the law. What I'm hearing from you is that I think at this time we need to continue this one so we can decide whether this is still a valid order of compliance. Because... 

>>Do we do an amended order or do you want me to... 

>>I didn't, I knew about the bankruptcy. I did not hear about the foreclosure. Let's continue this until the next hearing so it will give us time to research the process issue and then determine whether we have to come forward with a new case or we can bring this one back if the order is still valid based on the final judgment -- the timing, I have to look at the timing. 

>>It's continued to next meeting, time certain, I will second his motion. 

>>Yes, sir. 

>>For the next meeting January 15, 2020, all those in favor say I. Motion carries. 

Bottom of page 6. Diane -- 124 Charles Street. Hello Debbie. 

>>Mark Kaufman Volusia County co-compliance, fill-in. 

>> CEB 2019100... 

>>The case was heard back. Started with a hand-delivered violation. The owner has a medical condition and she is here in the not here and then back up north. I know she is in the process of trying to get all these things handled for all the structures that you see. She had written a few letters and whatnot that were presented last year in. She has all kinds of stuff in the back which is working towards it. Debbie has been in contact with her. Myself and Bob went out not too long ago to give her information about assistance she needs assistance from outreach community personnel in different organizations. 

As far as right now, I believe Debbie is looking for a second amended order of non-compliance right now. And hearing to impose find of November 19, 2020. 

>>Second. 

>>That's for both cases. 

>>Andrew moved in your second was perfect, Don. All those in favor signify by saying I. Oppose like sign. Andrew beat you to it. Motion carries. 

Rock Russek - four. Regarding property 1429 Jackson Ave. Parking motor vehicles, junkyard, cutaway van and no tag. 

>>Bob, Volusia County code compliance. This case was in front of the board on 9/18/2018. From there we gave him a little bit of time because it was quite a chore to work through this. If you look at pictures from back then in the pictures I took in December he has done a phenomenal job as far as getting most of that out of there. 

I actually drove by there one day to check and see how things were going and it was pouring rain and he was out there trying to move some of that stuff. As you can see the blazer has been moved, all the furniture has been moved. A lot of the mattresses that were out there have all been moved. 

The truck is still there and there is a car that is still there but other than that he has done an honest effort to take care of it. At this point I would like to do first amended order with a hearing to impose five in February. 

>>Are any of them in compliance? 

>>Not quite yet. But he is very close. 

>>So moved by Don, seconded by Vicki. All those in favor say I. Oppose like sign, motion carries. 

... Regarding appropriate 3390 John Anderson Dr. Both are construction with the required permits. I imagine it is two different construction efforts. 

>>There are two cases. One of them need to address, the 290, we are going to ask to reopen the case and dismiss it and the reason is because that was the dock that was there. Unbeknownst to me at the time and is over the Halifax River and that Norman Beach is in charge of the permitting and code compliance in the Halifax River. 

>>What Bob is saying is they are the permitting authority with jurisdiction for that. We did not have the jurisdiction to issue the order of non-compliance so we are asking you to -- correct. We arty issue the order of non-compliance so I guess the proper motion, correct me if I'm wrong is the dismissal of order of non-compliance. 

>>If we dismiss the case, everything gets dismissed. We need to take the motion, and record the order of non-compliance with a new order and then dismiss the case. 

>>I move what Charlie said. 

>>For example... 

>>Does Margaret know the record what Charlie said. 

>>The motion is we will on record and enter a new pleading which would on record the previous recording of the order of non-compliance and then we go ahead and dismiss the case. It would be satisfied, the order. 

>>You can unrecord something? 

>> We would issue an order rescinding the previous order of non-compliance. We can't un-record something. We can just fix it. 

>>We can take it away. 

>>So moved. 

>>So that was moved by Don. 

>>I will second that. 

>>Seconded by Pete. Motion carries for 2019290. Same subject property guarding the roof. Which is in unincorporated Volusia County. 

>>Yes, it is I double checked. There was an order of non-compliance on 11/20, 2019. It is expired roof permit. It has been going on since January 23 of this year. I have had contact on and off with people and they said they were going to get the permit fix. About two weeks ago I talked to the owner and he was trying to get a hold of the roofing company to get a hold of the final inspection. He said it had something to do with the chimney cap. 

Really what is happening is there has been no contact with the permitting department. There's been no extension to the permit there is been no reopening of the permanent or any of those things to date. So at this time we would recommend in order to impose find a $50 a day with a cap of $10,000 to start January 16, 2019. 

>>You recall if there was progress instructions and just not the final? Just curious. It is a ripoff. I'm not saying the roofing company, but if you have to rip the roof off. 

>>I believe it was a failed final inspection that the roofing contractor has not addressed yet. 

>>OK, excellent. 

>>We will double check though. 

>>It doesn't look like there were any inspection requests. 

>>OK. 

>>I see nothing very 

>> Oh boy. 

>>There was a roof underlay that passed in roof sheeting that passed but building final -- OK. 

>>Just a final. 

>>That is not showing up. So Carrie, needed no correction. 

>>Sorry it's is private provider. I'm done. Bye. 

>>All right. What was the timeline? Isaiah? So all is not the nearly a year ago and there is been nothing since November 

>>Correct. The Gazette, I have talked to them. 

>>I noticed the violation was in January. 

>>That is when it was first noticed and definitely had like I said, they actually live out of town. We give them time to get squared away and get back into town and do what they had to do. 

I talked to them a couple weeks ago and they were going to deal with the contractor and get it straightened out the contractor is not... 

>>Hopefully your recommendation, that I believe was moved by Don, if that passes then that will hopefully urge the property owner to urge the roofing company. Is there a second? Seconded by Vicki. Sorry Andrew. The motion is taken. All those in favor signify by saying I. Motion carries. 

>>Laura Ortiz... 

>>This is another case heard in November by the board. This is a fence with no permit. It's kind of an odd property. We talked about it last time. It is two front yards. It fronts on John Anderson and River Drive. They had some issues with that. They had a permit originally. The permit was canceled. They have now since got the variance they need for the fence height and the location of the fence. 

I have had a lot of contact with them. They are very forthcoming. The variance that was issued was a 12 month variance. They were going to give them 12 months to get everything squared away. They have been in contact with us and apply for the current permit. At this time I would just like to do a first amended order on it and give them until March to get everything squared away. 

It is there. It is done well. It just needs to be inspected. 

>>Did they get a variance or didn't get a variance? They have to approve them. 

>>Yes, sir. 

>>But they have to get a permit. 

>>They have to get a permit on top. 

>>Is there a motion? 

>>Yes, Vicki made a motion. 

>>Did she? 

>>Moved by Vicki and seconded by Don. In favor signify by saying I. Opposed by sign. CEB2019330.Gaudencio Sanchez and CEB2019311. Old New York Ave. 

>>Margaret Godfrey, this case was before the board last month. I remind you this had to do with the electrical work that was done. So the barn could keep running. They were attached to buildings in the front. We could see there were unmaintained issues and also stuff was done without permits. The stairs. There was a stop work order posted for the stairs. There has been nothing applied for or nothing. Staff is recommending an order opposing fine in 50 per day beginning January 16 with a cap of 5000 per case. 

>>Any questions for staff? Moved by Don. Second by Andrew. 

>>(Laughs) You snooze you lose. 

>>All those in favor signify by saying I. Opposed, like size. CEB2019340. Stephen Douglas Tolbert. 

>>Bob, Volusia County code compliance. 11/20/2019 there was an order of noncompliance. This was a roof on a residence that has collapsed on one side of it. There was a tarp on it. My understanding was that happened during the hurricane. I cannot confirm that. The neighbors say it has been like this for quite some time. Still haven't had any contact with them. The building official did go out there. We were considering it force CLCA. However, it looks like it's going to be able to be prepared. It is only over the garage space, not living space. It does have viability. It can be repaired at some point. 

The only problem is we haven't had any contact with the owner. We posted at the property. We knocked on the door. I have done what I can to try to have contact with. As far as I know, according to the neighbors who lives there. I haven't been able to get a hold of them. 

>>That answers my question. Alright. 

>>At this point, staff recommendation is a fine at $50 a day At $5000 to start 1/16/2020. 

>>Is there any life safety issue with power to the garage? Do we have any concerns about that? 

>>Not at this time. 

>>Desire of the board. 

>>So moved. 

>>Clem is here. 

>>He beat me to it. 

>>Moved by Clem. Seconded by Pete. Motion carries. 

>>You said you knock on the door. Are we going to face the same thing at the next hearing? Is there anything else we can do? 

>>I am there almost ready. I stopped by several times. I will post the paperwork on there. I will leave my card again. I will do everything I can to say we can get in touch. 

>>You say you talk with some of the neighbors and he is living there? 

>>Yes, sir. 

>>Knock on the neighbor's door and see if there's anything that can be done? Want to get this moved 
along. 

>>Like I said, I'm there almost every day. 

>>… Fence hedge. Maximum height. 

>>Mark, Volusia County complaint. Stepping in for Debbie. This is been going on for some time. It expired, reopened. We have been given time. Now we are not working. 

>>Refresh my memory. We continued this case, why? 

>>No Quorum. 

>>I believe they didn't pass with environmental. One of their inspections. If you have other things with landscaping. Some agreements they didn't put exactly to what their plan was. As far as my understanding, so I believe that is where it currently is. 

>>Mr. Zahn had to recuse himself. I believe he is doing the same today. Is that correct, sir? 

>>We had to continue it because we lacked Quorum. 

>>Yes, sir. That is the previous one. Name and address for the record. 

>>Pete Zahn, Zahn Engineering. 

>>You had already been sworn in. 

>>My new address is 150 S. Meadow Suite 1. With the big dogs in the KDP building. The last email I got was three or four weeks ago. What happens is I went out and made an inspection on site. There were guardrails that needed to go up. Mr. Fontaine wanted to put in certain places that would meet code and so on. They were not up. It's going to take six weeks to get them. I think I talked to Eric over here, the plans examiner, and he was going to talk to Carrie about this. I said how about if they block off those walkways until the railings come in so they can get a temporary CO? 

I talked to Mr Fontaine about this. They were going to pursue that. As far as I know, that was acceptable. I think I saw an email about it. I was going to redo our plans. I was going to add that to our plan. Ricky said no, you don't need to do it. I can do it. That is the last I saw of it. Whether he has followed up with you guys and turned it in or not, I don't know. 

If he hasn't, I am going to do it because I know Jim Fontaine wants me to. 

>>We made the very rare exception to finish the inspections on the home and everything was approved and issued the CO on the home while the issue was still outstanding. We have required the contractor to submit a revision to show the required guardrails. Once the guardrails are up we will do those inspections and final that permit. That is where it's at. I believe we can receive a revision. 

>>Are those dates still good? The January date? Is that still good? 

>>That is the one was continued. That would probably make sense. 

>>We continue the other one to what date? 

(Multiple Speakers) 

>>Let's go out to maybe March. 

>>That make sense. 

>>They were saying for even six weeks for delivery on the guardrails. The Fontaine's have been very cooperative to this entire process. 

>>Is that because of the engineer? 

>>Absolutely. 

>>You can't imagine the time and expense associated. 

>>We didn't feel it was appropriate to continue to fine the Fontaines. They have been cooperative in getting this done. 

>>The case that was continued was for an expired permit for the wall. A different wall. 

>>We are good. They are in the process of moving in. 

>>The desire of the board is March. 

>>With the staff recommendation be with a change of date from January to the March hearing? 

>>It would be March 18. 

>>Moved by Don. 

>>Second. 

>>Second by Vicki. All those in favor say I. Motion carried. Alright. Middle of page 17. CEB2019351. JLO. You are no JLo. Chapter 58 article 1. Maintenance ordinance to properly maintain structure. 1425 Forest Avenue. 

>>Improperly maintained structure or systems. Notice of violation was for hearing 10/17/2019. Based on my visit, the building is unsafe. The roof has collapsed. The home has severe water damage, broken windows and doors. Last inspection, 12/12/2019. This is a picture of the house. 10/7/2019. There is the inside of the house. 

>>What is the lighting in the upper area on the left photo? 

>>I don't know. 

>>Skylights. 

>>Poltergeists. 

>>More than one? 

>>Two, at least. 

>>That is back at 12/12. Someone cut the grass for me. 

>>Who mowed? 

>>Maybe nice neighbors. I don't know. Noncompliance of order of dismissal as the property will refer to CLCA. 

>>Any correspondence from JLO Investments? 

>>They receive their letters. 

>>The letters have been signed for? 

>>They have been signed for. 

>>I'm sorry, I lost track of so moved. Andrew, so move. Don seconded. Based on the evidence presented… 

>>This is a fullbore motion. 

>>New case. In case CEB2019351 by the evidence, testimony we have heard presented today, what did I say? I find in order of noncompliance with an order of dismissal because the property will be referred to the CLCA. Seconded by Don. In favor signify by saying I. Opposed by sign. Motion carries. Last case on the agenda, I believe. CEB2019382. Ira Louis Goldberg. Possible violation of ordinances. Health and sanitation. Section 58 – 36. Violation is declared a nuisance. 211 Ponderosa Dr., Deland. 

>>Isiah Pitts, Volusia County code compliance. This property is a lot maintenance 211 Ponderosa Dr. We received notice of what maintenance and debris. A certified notice of posted for lot maintenance. 12/03/19 was last inspection at the 

>>Can and see the pictures again please. 

>>... The front yard seem to be kind of cut. On October 11, 19 the front yard at that time was overgrown. Slide four has recent pictures of yesterday. Staff is made contact with several residents but no actions have been done progress. Staff recommendations finding of noncompliance with a hearing to impose find four 6/17/20. 

>>Why so long. 

>>Isaiah just sent it has a list... So is going through foreclosure a lot is going on. We cannot become a new creditor after that is posted. 

>>Can we just continue? 

>>I think Isaiah's recommendation is a valid one, pushing it out to the June if the board's pleasure is to find an order of non-compliance that way we can continue to monitor if court proceedings occurs and then in the June hearing if it is the desire of the board to impose a fine we can do it and propose a lien. If the court proceeding as already happened we don't become a new creditor at that point. 

>>... Based on the testimony and evidence given today, it is our recommendation to find noncompliance with the compliance date of June 5, 2020 and a hearing to impose fines scheduled for June 17, 2020. 

>>Seconded with enthusiasm. 

>>Moved by Vicki, seconded by enthusiasm by Don. Motion carries. 

>>I have a question on these kinds of cases. Are these because of somebody typically calling and complaining about it. 

>>They are all from somebody complaining. 

>>To go looking as you looking for trouble. You never get to them all. 

>>The reason they have come into enforcement is because we have run out of money to go out and do it ourselves and then a special assessment against the property for cutting. 

>>There probably because the property is occupied at this time. There's only complaint driven. 

>>Do we get a Christmas bonus now? 

>>Board attorney? 

>>Nothing, thank you. 

>>Staff attorney. 

>>Last-minute request was just brought down by staff. So on -- just the board has already made a decision that I'm going to bring it in front of the board's matter because we got it last-minute just now but in the -- in cases 2019330 and 331 Sanchez on pages 13 at the bottom of and top of 14, the property owner has a lawyer representing him, Mr. Tuma, submitted an email with today's date, 10:29 a.m. Ms. Yolanda Summers. 

He is requesting a continuance of today's hearing on the above engine matter. He is currently detained at a hearing in Seminole County and is able to make it back in time. It's as thank you kindly for your consideration and look forward to hearing from you soon. That is from this paralegal. I will put it in front of the board. 

You need a motion to reconsider the action that you already took -- is that right Charlie? 

>>We can do that first, but we can discuss anything. 

>>You would have to have a motion to reconsider first. 

>>Because it was received after the opening of the hearing, technically is it something we can consider? 

>>You can reconsider it. 

>>All right. It was just a question. 

>>And just an answer. 

>>I voted in the affirmative vote that we reconsider bring the motion back. 

>>Seconded. 

>>It has been moved by Pete and seconded by Don. Moved by Harry and seconded by Don to reconsider case -- or the motion for case CEB2019 330,301 Sanchez. The motion was, I believe, has matched the staff conditions on the screen before you. Those cases are up reconsideration. 

>>When you take a vote on the reconsider it at this point. 

>>All those in favor of the reconsideration, signified by saying I. 

We had a hearing to oppose fine, and I believe the motion was to follow staff's recommendation of $50 per day per case with a cap of $5000 per case to begin on January 16. We have been provided an email from Mr. Sanchez's legal representation that he is detained at another hearing and cannot attend this one. So I assume or believe the email asked for having this hearing to pose fine continue to the January 15 date. 

>>Request for continuance on today's hearings of the above subject matter. It would be the steps recognition to continue it to January. I will speak to the staff. I believe the life safety issues have been addressed as best as possible with this matter. For lack of better words, I think the center in the back already has a lien recorded against it that is growing. 

I know that we as a staff is not with him and his attorney guarding a rezoning pre-application meeting potentially for a rezoning request to get both of these properties in compliance one which is also an illegal subdivision. If I remember correctly that's why we have to property parcels. 

It is good that his lawyer reached out so I don't think the staff would be opposed to bring it back in January. 

>>Staff is not opposed. 

>>One of the cases for that center does not have a, it's $100 a day with. 

>>So still accruing. I think it is good that he reach out -- I guess whatever the proper motion is. 

>>I was going to make a motion as result of this new evidence that we continue this case to the next meeting. These two cases. 

>>I would second that motion. 

>>Did they have to be amended orders? 

>>OK. 

>>We will issue a first amended order of non-compliance in case 330 in the first amended order of non-compliance and 331. 

>>OK. 

>>To bring a hearing to impose fine at the next meeting. 

>>Moved by Harry and seconded by Pete. First amended orders for each of them. This will be a hearing to impose fine and it will be January 15, 2020. All those in favor say I. Motion carries. 

Let the person's attorney know it was in nick of time. Gavel was in the air. 

>>Thank you for that. Nothing further for me. All right 10:40 we are adjourned.
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
