[ ROLL CALL  ]  
I will go through briefly the  agenda changes.  And will remind those in attendance  and those on the diet to silence  your devices. The first change I  have on the agenda is another set  of minutes to be approved. The top  of page 2, we will be  able to approve the April 17,  2019 minutes.  Not yet?  All right. And the bottom of  page 10, I'm sorry,  both  cases there, [MEETING ADJOURNED]  four has been  continued  . And CEB2018461-REASONER STEVE E has  also been   continued. We will move to approval  of the minutes.  In consideration of the  minutes for are moved by Don and  seconded by Vicki. All those in  favor signify by saying AYE   . Those for NAY  ,   motion carries. We will  move to the  unfinished business.  
[ ROLL CALL OF CASES ]   . 
I believe that was the  last one. The chair will entertain  a motion.  
Mr. Chairman, I move that in  those cases mentioned that we issue  the appropriate order  of compliance.  
It has been moved by Pete and  seconded by Harry. All those in  favor signify by saying AYE   opposed  NAY . Motion carries.  Now  we will go through the list  of cases. If you are present for  a case, is raise your hand or  say hello so we know you are here.  We will go through those cases first,  and come back to the cases where  only we are present.  So, the first case would be the  middle of  page four, store all King  Arthur LLC.  Lawrence  Decker, bottom of  page 6,  Sanchez. Wilmington savings  fund Society  FSB trust. Top of page  H  did. 8.  Richard Geiger. 
 Continuation of [ ROLL CALL OF CASES  ].  
On  the  addendum, Ronald and Sharon Sarah.  Thank  you. This came in after  I began reading through the cases.  Is there a case you are here  force her? 
I  am  Decker.  
Okay. I have 5609  John Anderson.  
What is the  name connected? Is there a case  number, Sir? 
That may be an issue where we  have a staff member coming over  to us. We are going to understand  if that is on today's docket, or  is ill in  the works. Okay, those  of you who will provide testimony,  need to be sworn in. Please stand  and raise your right hand and turn  to your right and be sworn in to  provide testimony. 
Do you swear the testimony you  are about to give is the whole truth  and nothing but the truth?  
Yes.  
 Thank you. The first case I  have was someone present and is  on the top of  page 5, this is a hearing to  impose fine for  property at 204 Tony Street  at  Ormond Beach. We will hear from the county first  and give you an opportunity. CEB2018297-SPENCER  ROBIN & CHARLES L FUTCH Good  morning Margaret.  
This case was in front of the  board for noncompliance a couple  months  ago. Keep going. That is the  recent most picture we have  now. April 25th. Staff was recommending  a fine to start at $100 per day  to a $5000 cap  starting June 20, 2019.  
So the progress that was  being made? But did the  progress stop?  
Yes.  
Any other questions of  staff? Okay. Name and address for  the record, and maybe move  that microphone.  
This is  concerning 2048 Tony Street in  Ormond Beach. I know you are sick  of seeing me, but if I can just  see 60  days more. It is hit  and miss. I got most of it down,  I'm sorry. I broke  my shoulder, but it will be done.  I have people coming  to help.  
In the heat of the summer, do  you think you will still be able  to do it?  
Yes, they promised.  
What is the desire of  the board?  
Your intention is to take it  down?  
Totally take it down. One of  my sons and nephews  got most of the top  down. Once they get  the rest of the roof down it will  be pretty much clear. It is just  the rest of the two by fours. I  got about 40% of  those down. As soon as I get them  down, people come and take them.  We are getting there. The more I  offer, the more they come and help  me to get them down.  
[ Inaudible Question ]  
If I had 60 or 90 days, I  am positive.  
60 or  90 days?  >> What does the docket look like  in July?  
That  is fine. 
We have no light safety issues.  She is working towards it. She is  having trouble. I think it is fine.  
It is going along pretty good,  and then --  
-- That is what I remember. That  is why I asked if progress  had ceased.  
What is the meeting date in August?  
 The 21st. 
I believe the counties recommendation  was fine.  
I am ready for promotion. I  will move in  this case that as a result of the  evidence and testimony given today  that we set a fine of $100 per day  to begin  August 23rd and continue  until violations  are clear. With a cap of  $5000.  
Second.  
It has been moved by Pete and  seconded by  Don, I'm sorry moved by Harry and  seconded by Don. All of those  in favor? Opposed?  Motion carries. There is time before  the  fine begins. And when you have it  down, let Margaret know so we can  put it  to bed.  
I am so sorry.  
You are fine. Have a good day,  miss Spencer. Goodbye.  Okay,  top of  page 11. Unless somebody disagrees  with me 
     is  CEB2019132-TOTH  LEWIS concerning  1408 East New  York Avenue. Are you contesting  the violation or providing  us information?  
We are almost done with the Project.  
Okay, so just  providing information?  
What do I have to provide you?  
It is a brand-new case and we  don't know anything about it. We  will hear from the county first  and we will give you an opportunity  to tell us all about it. This is  the first time we are seeing this.  Thank you.  
 Good morning. This is  a case with a storage container  on the property. If you  go back to slide number 2, you can  see that on  the property. This is storing  all kinds of  things. He has a permit for the  shed. That is what he is working  on now. He is going to put everything  in the storage container into the  shed.  Next slide.  
Is the shed under  construction?  
It is being worked on right now.  
Is this  building material in the storage  container going to be used on  the shed?  
It  is fertilizers  and wires. I have a  feed store. Some of these things  are stored in the  storage container. I am  leasing it. We have had it  now for about five  years. Finally, it is  almost finished.  As soon  as they bring the building  from Orlando in the next couple  of days, we will be done. We could  be done by the end of  this week.  
And the container will  be gone?  
It takes me a couple of days  to move all of that stuff into it  and I can call the leasing company  and they can remove  the container.  
When you think that will be done  sir?  
I would like  to believe about two months would  be comfortable. If I get  one month, it depends on  the company that I am leasing  it front and how long  they will take to  move it.  
When is your lease up on  the container?  
I pay it once  a year sometime  in May. I pay them a year ahead  of time.  
So you could have everything  done within a month? Did  you say?  
I would go along with it, but  unfortunately the way things  are going, I haven't talked  to them. I haven't called  them  about --  
-- I am talking about finishing  your building and putting the materials  in their.  
Yes, I can do that as soon as  the building is done. It should  be done in a week. If I get a  month, I can live with it. If I  have any issues, I will call Mike.  He is a  good gentleman.  
Has the shipping container been  there? I need a name and address,  for the record.  
First name  is Luis , 
     Lewis Toth  
How long has the container been  there? It has been there a year?  
No, five years.  
Yes, that is patient.  
It has been one year since  we began. So the container has been  there five years, but we have only  been working on it for  one year.  
The next July meeting is  on  the 17th.  
German, I will move in  this case that as a result  of the evidence and testimony provided  today that we have  a hearing to impose fine  July 17th. [ indiscernible -  multiple  speakers ]  
We have a finding of noncompliance  with the hearing to impose fine  of July 17th and compliance  of  July 14th.  
It has been moved and seconded.  All in favor,  signify. Opposed like sine. Motion  carries. There is more  time, sir. We have that in two months  if you haven't had it cleared up  you have to be back here for a hearing  to impose fine. Otherwise, just  stay in touch with Michael.  Thank you, sir.  
You have a great day.  
You too, have a  great day.  >> CEB2019137-TROPICAL  HAMMOCK INC For a  property at 1485  Lakeview Drive in Deland.  And also  CEB2019138 for a similar  violation. They failed to observe  setbacks for  a property. A  brand-new case.  Go ahead, Michael. Give us some  background. Are you here to contest  or provide information, Mr. Wood?  
Basically, in brief I would hope  on the two matters today that we  can have one more month. I want  to get details  give details on the matter  of permitted activities. There are  some issues we need to resolve.  I want to bring that  up.  
I have no idea what we are talking  about.  
Mike,  are you asking for one more continuance?  
I want to be specific about the  what violation is. When we  come back to you in a month we will  have the scope ironed out. It will  take a little bit of time to fix.  We have an encroachment issue. We  will not be in compliance within  a month. 
He has had a motion for continuance  for one month. That is the first  matter for the Board.  
I move we give a  months continuance.  
Mall they speak  
Before  we vote I want to mention they told  us the  June variance is already a long  and Chad will not be here.  
Let me change my motion to July.  
We do have wiring  out there I believe. I think we  need an electrician to check it  to make sure it is safe, because  the public does  use this.  
Since we are voting on a continuance,  that will be up to Mike  to say it will be provided to the  building department.  
Are you willing to do that?  
Yes, sir.  
That works for me. Thank  you Maikel.  
Within 10 days?  
Yes, we can  do that. Is there  a motion?  
My understanding is there is  wiring on the dock and stools that  were added for RVs. Any  new wiring?  >> It is being looked at and reviewed  for the electricity.  
Thank you. I appreciate it.  
Are we going to continue? I need  a motion to continue  to July. Moved  and seconded. All in  favor, opposed? Motion carries.  
For  the record, I am supporting it because  it is apparent he is actually working  on the case already.  
All right. Bottom of page  11 and onto page 12  and 13, Mike,  will we handle these altogether?  Here we go,  John L Allen.  A violation  of parking motor vehicles on yard  other than driveway. The address  is for 105  Poinciana Lane  in Deltona. 
     Other violations concern  same  subject property are for vehicles without  current tag, 
     maintaining an RV without a current  tag. Same  subject property, possible violation  of  ordinances for declaration of a  nuisance. The last case I  have is same  subject property and possible violation  of ordinances for having a junkyard were  not permitted.  
 In?  
 He already  
Name and address?  
 John Allen.  
Are you here to provide  information or contest?  
I am here to provide information.  This is the first time I have  heard about this. I have not been  getting my  meal.  Male. Mail. You will  invite us information.  
We will hear from the county.  This is the first time we are seeing  this. And you are welcome to sit  wherever you  are comfortable.  
We have the  first  case is a building being built in  the back without a permit.  
Go back to the  previous  one, nevermind.  
That is parking on the  front yard.  
Parking on the front yard was  the first one on the  agenda.  
Okay. Slide  number 3? The vehicle is not operable and  does not  have tags. 
     There is an RV and boat  without tags. They have  a current  no current validation sticker. If  you take the boat out you can see  the grass is higher than  12 inches right there. With the  green boat is, if you take that  stuff out --  
-- Mike, is that over 12  inches general  throughout the yard? Or just behind  the boat?  
Where the junk is and  boat stuff, you can see the growth  around the  RV speed  
What about the yard?  
The backyard needs to  be cut. And there is  a junkyard beside the house. And  you can see the grass is higher  by  the latter. This is the front of the yard with  the car in the front yard, parked  in the front yard.  
Have you observed this  car move?  
Yes, it has been moved. I  went back on the third and  it was in the front yard. I don't  know what is going on with  that.  
Okay.  
 The construction of the building  is in slide number 1.  
What is it going to be? Or what  is it wakes  
I don't know.  
They were going to use it as  a temporary  housing unit. But  the city inspected it and said they  couldn't  do it.  
Who is they?  
That is why I was going to  tell you a story. I will give you  the  cliff notes.  
[ indiscernible - multiple  speakers ]  
I went to Ohio three  years ago. I took a job on my last  $400. My brother lived up the street  in the cul-de-sac. He  was losing his home and asked if you could  move into mine. I thought it was  good idea, because I didn't want  it to be vacant. I came back after  two years, this last year and have  been fighting tooth and nail. I  have OCD, so my  yard has never looked like this.  When I look at these pictures, I  am appalled. He  is aggressive and larger than me.  Any suggestions  you have, if I  get find I don't know what I will  do. My hands are tied. If I  can have some time  I guess, I have never had my house  look like  this. Never.  
[ Inaudible  Question ]  
You may have to  pursue eviction, --  
-- But it is family. If I could  have 90 days, I can straighten it  out. But I can only work on the  weekends, because I have to work  too. That is the only time  I have that I know he won't be there.  I have already gone in there and  gotten rid of 14 bags of garbage,  cut the lawn 1000  times and had to leave. I am staying  at my mom's, because it is a fight  or flight. If I fight it will  be nonstop.  
So your brother lost his house  and all these objects, the  trucks, RV he has brought to  this property?  
Will be a problem with eviction  or getting  him removed?  
I don't know.  
May I suggest him of the Court  has a mediation service which is  headquartered at Daytona  Beach answers the whole county.  You can get help there for free.  That can be done officially. Maybe  you want to pursue that  right away. It is called  Court mediation.  
[ Inaudible Question ]  
It could be done  in-house, in our offices over there  and it will be done officially.  
Where is it located?  
In Daytona Beach.  Both parties would have to  agree. That is how to do it without  going into a lawsuit.  
This makes it easier to move  things around. If I could have  90 days. There was never a driver  at the home when I purchased it.  And the house across  the street doesn't have a drive  what you do. They parked in the  yard. All the other items, like  the car, there are things I can  do. That is his sons.  The son has moved in  too. There is a house full of people.  If I can have 90 days, I will do  whatever it takes.  
Mike hum is the truck in the  foreground of this picture the  truck that didn't have a plate in  another picture?  
I couldn't swear by it. It looks  like  the same.  
They may have moved the black  falcon over to the other side, because  I went to do it I couldn't find  any lug nuts for  the tire. You  can tell, I don't sit down ever.  Every time I go over there it is  fighting tooth and nail. I  can't get anything done. I went  over there to move the falcon. Possibly,  they are doing that because they  are trying to fix it up.  
What is the intention for  the structure?  
That will have to be  taken down.  
Your intention is to take  that down?  
We are not requiring that.  
Anything in my name will be  taken down. 
     Can my brother listen to what we  said? Is there public access to  this meeting?  
We record  the meeting.  
For a second, so  I can make a phone call and make  sure we  are recording. 
 You should look into  that mediation.  
We are going to have a 10  minute recess.  
 Will that give me time to move  my vehicles?  
I don't have my  phone on.  
Don't throw yourself on the mercy  of the Court. With there is none.  
My lawyer should be here  any minute.  >> [ 10 minute recess  ] . 
That was in  10 minutes, but we are back. For  the record, we had a power failure  and we were not sure about  the recording. We suspended  the meeting and had a little recess.  We are back. I think  the questions  being asked was regarding the structure. Is  that something that can be  pushed over?  
Not really. It can be  taken apart.  
Is that your  intention?  
Yes. But, like I said I can only  do it on the weekend. If you can  be lenient and give me time, I will  make sure.  
Before the recess, I  was getting a hand signal from  Mike that  90 days  was okay. Is your microphone  on?  
Yes.  
I want to make sure we are all  back up and lie. The chair will  entertain a motion.  
I move in the case  stated for  Easter Alan that we will give him 90 days to  come into  compliance. We will hold  a  meeting that will be on the docket  for possible fine if complaint is  not achieved at the July meeting.  Or, August.  
If there  is any actual notifications, can  they be sent to me via email?  
You talk that man  right there.  >> I need noncompliance and  all of the above stated cases.  
It has  been  moved, seconded. All  in favor? Opposed? Motion  carries. There is some time. Stay  in touch  with Mike. If there is a need to  continue cases ahead of time, you  may not have to be here  for that. Keep that conversation  going on how you are making progress.  Some of  these cases, if the truck remained  tagged it could be cured. As we  work these one by one  and deal with  your squatter or whatever you want  to call your situation.  
The other thing, your address,  you can change notification addresses  through the appraiser. That is where  we send all notification. If you  work with them, they can change  the notifications and sent it to  another address.  
That would be a  good idea.  
They are in the building on the  first floor. And you still have  time for your  parking.  
Okay. What case are you  here  for?  
Okay. Excuse me, we didn't vote.  
It has been moved and seconded.  In favor? Opposed?  Motion carries. Thank  you sir. On your addendum, we  have a request  to discuss, the accumulated fines  regarding the  case for SERRA RONALD F &  SHARON M.  
It is a motion for a rehearing.  
I am sorry, I was not looking  at the request. So, a motion for  a rehearing. Margaret?  "Margaret Godfrey, this was brought  before the board last month and  a fine was  imposed.  However, miss Serra would like to have her case  reheard. That is why we are here  to decide if you want to rehear  it . It is still in violation. The  fine was supposed to start  in July.  
[ Inaudible  Question ]  
 I would  like to have a rehearing as far  as the final order. I am an appellate  attorney.  
State the name and  address please.  
I am an appellate attorney so  I am a real stickler for finding  flaws and errors in  orders and whatnot. When I read  the final order you issued it was  based on findings and conclusions  made in January 2018. Since  that  time those findings and conclusions  no longer exist. I have had two  final inspections since that time  and there has been significant progress  on  the house. If I were to even attempt  to appeal that order, those findings  and conclusions are not relevant  to the present time. I  am not trying to be a  pain. But, in my opinion it would  be better with what we  have  accomplished. Since fines and fees  and liens are supposed to be imposed  after considering  certain factors, which are the severity  of  the violations . You are supposed to consider the  severity of the violation, which  we only have one outstanding final  left. There  is nothing wrong with the house  at  this point. There is no danger.  We are finishing the  balcony stairs and ceilings. Then,  I will have my final inspection.  I would prefer not to  have an outstanding fine order out  there. I would ask that you would  withdraw that order and allow me  until July  18th two obtain my final  inspection. If  there is a fee and lean hearing  that it go to the August  date. But, it shouldn't go to that  since I plan on having my inspection  prior to that time.  
What is the  county's recommendation?  
It stands where it is with no  change.  
This case is 19  years old.  The affirmative itself is 18 years  old. It has been expensed several  times  since 2001. I am staying with  my  recommendation.  
Do want an opportunity to have  a hearing  or not? We can set another time  if you want to give her  a hearing.  >> 
     It will be -- [ indiscernible -  multiple speakers ]  
I still have a problem with  that order.  
I am sure you have  had troubles. But, I went back and  looked at the January  17, 2018 meeting which is where  we had the meeting to impose fine.  At that time, you indicated  there was only one  inspection left.  
No, there was three in the  January 2018. There  was one left in the April 17,  2019 hearing. Between  January --  
-- [ indiscernible - multiple  speakers ].  
I want to hear what Harry has  to say. He is reading from the minutes.  Mrs. Serra said she was only there  to ask for  time for the last  inspection. She said it was all  completed and the pictures are not  up-to-date. He said they had  plans and all they did was remove  a wall for  plumbing. That they were waiting  for plans for a  building permit. They are doing  the  work  themselves. Earlier  she  indicated that there was only a  couple inspections and you wanted  90 days additional. That  was back in the beginning  of 2018. We gave those 90 days and  then some. And we have had  amended orders  since then. I thought I read  someplace it was like 16  amended orders. We have done that  all again to give you more time  to get this one item or two  items done.  
I think there has been a misunderstanding.  You are correct in  your recitation of what was  stated. But, my permit has  four final inspections. When  I stated the next final inspection,  which was the one we were  violating since we were required  to have one final inspection within  six months. When the  permit expired we had  one inspection that needed to be  taken care of and they would extend  the permit again for the next final  inspection, which would have been  within six months. Each  final inspection was given six months  by the county  to obtain as homeowners. I  had my mechanical prior  to that. I was on my electric at  the time. I did  get that during that period of time.  
Those are totally separate items.  In one case you have the code board  for building without  a permit. On the  other side,  you have been issued a building  permit and you are under  the county for  the requirements. That  six months doesn't give you six  months at the code board.  
I understand that. But I was  given that. I was given an additional  six months to obtain the next one.  I have one left. I  have submitted my improvements  to Miss Godfrey and  Charles showing that we  have made significant strides for  this last one. Yes, we should  have it without a problem by  July 18th.  
We took that into account in  the April  of 2019 --  
-- I understand that, but the  order is relying on facts  and conclusions -- that is what  the  order says. It  specifically states it is relying  on facts and conclusions made at  the January 2018 hearing.  
That is where they found you  in noncompliance.  
But the facts and  conclusions of made at that hearing  are not relevant anymore, because  things have changed  since then.  
But it  is not final, so you are still in noncompliance.  
I understand that, but if I were  to go to the appellate court what  this order it shows you are utilizing  factors and conclusions from January  2018  to base the fines and liens.  
We also took  testimony  in April. It was on the basis of  that testimony that I was the one  that made the motion --  
-- That is not what it says in  the order. I would ask for a amended  final  order, then.  
When do you think this could  be completely wrapped up?  
We should have the final inspection  by July 18th without  a problem. If we could just move  it to  the August  21st for fines and liens we will  never show up again.  
We gave you that time by extending  the date of  the fine.  Go ahead.  
What I would like to determine  for the record, is  if we extended the date for what  ever the reason that it would be  a drop dead date.  That is, that there would be no  further consideration for any extension  and any fines accumulated start  that day. That is not what she is  looking for.  
I would like her to respond to  that. If there is a dropdead date,  you would come into compliance with  everything.  
Okay. Considering I should have  that last one by  July 18th, and barring any possible  problems they might say I need to  correct I would ask for it to begin  on  August 21st. 
The request  before is us is a motion to rehear  this case. I haven't had  anybody move in  that regard.  
It is really a rehearing on the  final order.  
We are not having a rehearing  now. We have a motion before us  to have a rehearing. Does anybody  want to have a  rehearing?  
No. 
So your request dies for a lack  of emotion.  
Okay,  thank you. 
Do we want to give her 30 days,  or not?  
No. We don't have that in front  of us.  
No, that doesn't start until  July 18th.  
Next case,  Mr. Potter? 
     Janice Potter? This is a  hearing to impose fine. We have  already had  this case. We are going  to have a brief from the county  and you can give us  an update.  
This is a violation of code enforcement.  It is a gazebo without a permit.  
Accuse me.he needs to be sworn  in.  
I  am sorry. Since you are providing  us testimony, you need to be sworn  in. You missed that important part  of our meeting.  
Do you swear you are going  to tell the truth and the whole  truth?  
I do.  
This is a gazebo without a permit.  Right now he is waiting for  surveys to be done on  the property.  
We had the  electrical affidavit  and everything?  
Was it a little  too tall?  
16 inches.  
I remember this one. Name and  address?  
Brian  Potter, 609 yelled road. I  do have a receipt  for an ordered survey because we  were notified we need a survey within  two years to get the  site plan. We have that and I have  the receipt. You are more than welcome  to look at it. Mike can  have it. They were supposed to come  out yesterday. We didn't hear from  them. But the order is in and we  do have a receipt that has been  paid. My wife is picking up a little  bit more work. I go  on emergency calls for the electric  company. Nothing will happen for  a couple of months. The money is  tight. I thought this morning I  would be more than willing to make  a monthly obligation to get the  ball rolling. Say $100  a month to get  this going. It is just more difficult  to come up with that kind of money  all at once  for us.  
This structure has been standing  for how long?  
18-20 years.  
And we have had the electrical  looked  at. It is more than, but it  is just paperwork.  
Correct with a lot  of money to get the variance  going.  
Mike, you are not having calls  from anybody on this?  
No.  
We don't have life  safety. We have somebody working  towards compliance.  
The plans have been done and  everything is in. It is just the  variance we have  to do.  Or, if the board had  other suggestions we could get it  going with a couple hundred dollars  today  or tomorrow. But coming up with  that kind of money is difficult  for  us.  
Since the survey is not happening  as soon as he would like, and you  are pursuing a variance for the  height that will take time, what  is the desire of the group? That  could be six months.  
The variance will take at least  three to put  everything together and the public  notice and that kind of stuff.  
After the survey, they have to  do draw where the  gazebo is and submit that information  with  the plans.  
[ Inaudible  Question ]  
On the variance, I think it  is  600.  
623. But, if you look at the  application  it says after noncompliance,  it doubles. We are really looking  at $1256. If that  wasn't doubled, that would be a  big difference. That is a mortgage  payment.  
I did not realize they did that  to the fee.  
That has been difficult to come  up with that kind of money all  at once. I want to get this going  and I want it to be done with as  bad as everybody else. It is just  a money thing  right now.  
I move four  months. Moved.  
September 18th will be the fifth  amended order. 
Second.  
Moved and seconded. All in  favor? Opposed?  Motion carries. There is  four months. Keep at it.  
I appreciate it. We are doing  the best I can.  Thank you.  
As long as you keep the process  going, everything is good. You don't  want to be starting this thing for  months from now.  
I understand. We should have  the survey. They  should have come out yesterday.  Once I get the survey, we  will have that and I can call Mike  and let him know we have the  new survey and go from there.  
There is a process to  start.  
With that, we need 1200 and  something dollars. That is a problem.  We can do the best you can.  Thank you.  >> Hearing to  impose fine for SERRA RONALD F &  SHARON M on a  code enforcement. This is for the structure of  the shed and storage containers  in  the back.  
Can you show the pictures?  
There it is. There is a  new picture. Nothing  has changed. He  applied to build a  house, but nothing is  being done .  
So he has  no permits? And has done nothing?  
No. We are just waiting  for him.  
Except for the orange fence?  
Correct.  
But his application for a single-family  home expired on  May 5th?  
Yes.  
And he didn't have a survey or  site plan? Not really submitting  for permit.  Incomplete package.  
Are you communicating with him?  
No. I called him and his cell  phone is  full. I can't leave a message.  He only has a cell  phone number.  
We could start a fine and down  the road see if he  will move.  
The owner  change was prior to the proper  notices?  
Yes.  
Michael, did you post a notice?  
Yes.  
He went to the site and posted  the notice.  
He was actually at the last hearing.  
He was.  
All right.  Is that July for the good of  the order?  
For the good of the board?  
[ Inaudible Question ]  
I think we should leave it  at June.  
It won't make a lot  of  difference.  
Moved and seconded.  In favor? Opposed?  Motion carries. 
For the record, that was the  fine to start in June?  
That is $100 a day to  start  June 20th with  a cap  of 3500.  
This  is for store all king author on  tertile mound Road.  
Margaret Godfrey. They now have  a permit issued.it  is valid so I  am recommending a forced amended  order to the October  16th hearing. I'm sorry, it should be the fourth  amended order.  
So moved.  
Moved, seconded. In  favor? Opposed?  Motion carries. Hearing to impose fine for  Lawrence Becker for  three  cases.  
Marjorie Gottfried. This is  the first amended order that was  issued in February. They have made  some progress. A lot of that  is gone. They do have a demo  permit. It is valid until June  first. Staff is recommending  a second recommended order for noncompliant  for the June 19th hearing. The boat  is now  for sale. For $2500 it could be  yours.  
Can we  make that the July meeting?  
That is fine. I just did that  because the permit expires  June 1st. That  is  fine.  
Still, no homeless people?  
No. Nobody  is there.  
Moved and seconded. All in  favor? Opposed?  Motion carries. I  did  hear Pete AYE  for the record. He  was outside the  microphone.  
The  next case  is for  SANCHEZ GAUDENCIO. He is no longer with us.  
He  changed jobs, he did not pass.  
Thank you for the clarification.  [  Laughter ].  
I say we waive it.  
There has been no change.  He is actually holding events. His  latest thing was in January. I was  still getting complaints on the  property. Mr. Hooper has received  several other complaints. Staff  is recommending $100 per day with  her the building and structure  without  permit. And it should start on June  20th.  
So moved.  
Moved and seconded. In favor?  Opposed?  Motion carries. Top of page seven.  Wilmington savings.  
I will not mention his name.  Margaret Godfrey. The order of noncompliance  was issued  February  20th. This went  into foreclosure after an issue  in the past. I just emailed Wilmington  savings fund.  The representatives name is Cathy.  I have not received  a response. We were going to ask  for an amended order to the August  21st hearing because they are in  the process of evicting the occupants  of  the property. They just started  that at the end of April. It will  take a little bit of time.  
Are you looking for a first amended  order?  
Yes. They are going to apply  for a demo permit order to take  that down.  
If  you want due process --  
-- They  have been notified and Chris Hooper  has had contact with them. I am  letting them know I have it instead.  I emailed them this morning. If  you want to do an  amended order and adhering to impose  fine in August. Like I said, they  are trying to get these people out  and they will apply for a demo permit.  That is  their intention.  
Is Titan group  the still  still the management  company?  
Yes.  
Moved  and seconded. All in  favor? Opposed?  Motion carries. It is  Mr.  Needham. U.S. alternative lab resources  is the next case.  The pergola.  
 Good morning. To give you a little  of an update on  the case, there was a first amended  order on  March  20th. Sorry,  name is  Robert chair. There was a first  amended order  in March. Sent them she  has said she will get a variance  so  she could build this on the front  of the house. She ran into the  same problem others have had when  she went to the zoning department  and found out it was going to cost  her twice as much for the  variance, then if she had applied  for a permit. At that point,  she made a decision to take it down.  If you look  at  slide -- there it is. I apologize  for the pitcher. There was a monsoon  going on in Ormond Beach on Sunday.  If you look to  the raindrops you can see the only  thing left of the pergola are the  two poles. The rest of it has been  taken down at this point.  
Are those  in  violation?  
Yes. They are still part of the  pergola.  
They are just polls. They  are no longer a  pergola.  
Correct.  
They are not totem poles, because  those might be protected by the  First Amendment.  
Are there carvings on it?  
No. No carvings that I am aware  of.  
Is it cured yet? Or do the polls  have to go?  
That was part of the pergola.  
I believe your interpretation  from the senior zoning enforcement  planner would be  that these are in the setbacks and  they have to go.  
 So, too tall to be a fencepost?  
That is not my interpretation.  I believe that would be his interpretation.  
 All right.  
Let's issue an amended order  and give her time to take the post  down.  
Yes. That is what we are looking  for.  
Or bring them down to four foot  height.  
What day are we asking for? I  move the issue a  second  order to July to impose fine.  
Moved and seconded. All in  favor? Opposed? Motion carries.  Thank you. Top of page 8  and the middle of  page eight.  This case is for Richard Geiger  at 2032  Jason Street.  
Margaret Godfrey. There has been  no change. This was in noncompliant  at the March hearing. The staff  is recommending a $50 per day per  case $3000 cap per case. To  begin  June 20th. Nothing has changed.  It is all still  there and no permit applications  or anything.  
He was here.  
Yes.  
And he  said --  
-- I have spoken to him since.  Nothing  has happened.  
Move these  two cases to  be issued a fine of $50 a day for  each case to begin on  June 20th under noncompliance  and with a $3000 cap on  each case.  
Moved and seconded. All in  favor? Opposed?  Motion carries.  Next case is for  Marina Jones at 1543 East  Voorhees.  
Michael  --  
-- Michael are we going to look  at both  cases?  
Yes.  Second case is also at 1543 East  Voorhees.  
We have a junkyard and abandoned  vehicles. They were here during  the first couple of earrings. They  said they were cleaning up  the shed. They said they would have  it cleaned up.I went by on  May second and there it  is still not done. That is  this  year, yes. We have one more picture  of the truck. There is a truck in  the front yard now. There are no  tags.  
At  least their stuff is protected  by ADT.  
She said she was cleaning up  the  shed.  
What is  your recommendation? 
I suggest an order  a fine to be issued with a fine  of $50 per day per case and the  fine to be commenced in  June 2019. The total cap  of 5400.  
It has been moved and seconded.  All in favor? Opposed?  Motion carries. Lynette Kramer is  the next case.  At 15 35 Fleming  Avenue.  
Bob here.  This case was in front of the board  in February. We served a search  warrant by the animal control department  about removing caps that were on  the property. While we  were there we saw the code violations  shown in the pictures. We talked  a little bit about what the  plan was. The park was going  to foreclose. For an update they  are continuing the process. They  are to the point where they are  waiting for the actual service.  Everything has been filed and they  are waiting for it to be served  on her. They can follow  through with due process at that  time. At this point, I  would recommend we do a second amended  order and adhering to impose fine  on  August 21st.  
So moved.  
Issue living there?  
My understanding is that she  is not. I have not seen her  car there.  
What is going on  there, anyway?  
That is why we are doing all  these finds. 
We just had  another little  power glitch. We sat here  in silence. I believe it was moved and seconded.  I  lost track. It was in the dark so  I couldn't remember.  Who made the motion?  
I moved.  
John moved and  Vicki seconded. That is  for a second amended order for a  hearing to impose fine on August  21st. All in favor? Opposed?  Motion carries.  
Joni Mosher at 114  West Loop in  Oak Hill.  Two more cases  are included. Debbie?  Good morning.  
The morning. Debbie from code  compliance. These cases were found  in noncompliance  on April 17, 2019 at my last inspection.  On  May 13th the violations remain.  There has been no contact with the  property owner. Back in February  I did have a conversation with the  owners daughter whose name is Cindy  Wilson. She informed me her mom  lived out of state and had had contact  with her for over a  year.  
 And that was her brother that lives  there?  
Her son lives there. Cindy Wilson's  son lives at  the property. He  pretty much doesn't have the right  to live there. There  are two years of unpaid property  taxes totaling about  $3800. There is a tax  certificate issued also.  
Do you know if they have served  a warrant on her  son yet?  
I don't know. I know he is not  currently incarcerated. He has been  arrested quite a few times.  He is pretty dangerous.  
That was brought up last time.  That is why I was curious. It was  referred  to the whatever?  
That is the recommendation, that  we resort refer  it to  that entity. We recommend an order  of dismissal and refer it to  see LCA. The other two cases we  would like to recommend an order  of imposing fine liens of $25 a  day to commence  June 20  and a cap of  $67,000.  
What is the desire of the board?  
So moved.  
It has been moved  and  seconded. 106 is an order of dismissal  with  referral to CLCA.   Are we imposing those fines and  caps for all  cases together? I am asking about  the cap. Is it per case or 7000  for  each case? So, a  $14,000 cap? Is that  the desire of  the movers and seconded?  
Yes.  
All in favor? Opposed?  Motion carries. I don't have  any other business. Does anybody  else have any business.  
I provided you with the case  that came out with  a case in Pascoe  County where the courts upheld a  code board issue  of continuance. It is an interesting  case. I gave  it to Judy to read at your leisure.  It is an interesting case.  
Excellent.  Thank you. Anything from the staff  attorney?  
No,  sir.  
All right.  Thank you.  
I would like to say this is the  first time in history we have gotten  done this quickly.  
That is a compliment to  the staff for shuffling the cases.  
Yes it is.  
Keep that in mind next month.  
It was very good.  
I would bring snacks  next week.  
I cannot be here next month.  I am going to double check my schedule.  I can't remember what it was.  
Are you getting married?  
I already did that once. It is  actually close to the anniversary.  Yes, if you four would show up,  because they may not have appointees.  They could, but  may not.  
It is supposed to come in front  of the Council next Tuesday at the  meeting. Hopefully, they will have  two new appointees.  
Really?  
I will be her.  
Please be here and pack  a  lunch.  
Will they  start immediately?  
I am going to push to start immediately.  It depends on the paperwork. I am  not hopeful for June, but I  am hoping. I am going to try to  push. This will be the third time  is the charm,  is why I hope it happens.  
You have the power. Do it.  
I have no power, or it would  have been done.  
All right, we are adjourned  at 10:15.
