>>Called to order. Please call the roll.

>>(Roll Call)

>>Everyone has a copy of your minutes in the packet from the last meeting. You read them, we are looking for a motion to approve the minutes.

>>I will move for approval.

>>I will second.

>>Any discussion? All in favor say I. Opposed? Motion carries. We will skip down to swearing in of witnesses. Anyone that is going to speak before this board today please stand up and be sworn in. If you intend to speak to us. Well, get sworn in just in case.

>>… The whole truth and nothing but the truth.

>>Is anyone on this board care to explore anything? Our first case is CLCA 2021-001. 1425 Forest Ave., Deland. Owner is ALO investments LLC.

>>Good afternoon. Thomas, chief building inspector of the County of Volusia. Code enforcement received initial complaint regarding the condition of this property on I believe October 4, 2019. They conducted the initial inspections and found the home to be in disrepair. Notice of violation was sent certified mail to JL O investments in the property was posted. The property was found in noncompliance of the November code enforcement hearing and referred to this board for consideration of resolution of condemnation. Notices of this hearing were sent to the property owner and posted on the property.

The electricity has been disconnected from the home and the home is currently vacant. We are requesting adoption of the resolution accommodation for this property with a compliance date of March 5, 2020.

>>Alright. Is any representative of JLO investments here?

>>What happened to the property? Was it a fire or something?

>>I believe it just sat vacant. The roof deteriorated and collapsed, caused water damage.

>>That looks like some pretty serious damage. It is a substantial house to begin with, but –

>>This picture here shows it cleaned up. When I was there it was overgrown with vegetation.

>>I was there a few days ago. The grass has been mowed. It is a shame. This house, probably the people died and it went through somebody else and it got sold three or four times and foreclosed maybe or something. It has just not been maintained. It is still savable. It's a beautiful home. But the roof has been left to leak and now the wood floors are going too because of it. It still could be fixed.

>>Yes, it looks like a very doable house.

>>Is a very doable house. It is in a nice neighborhood. I remember that house as a kid when it was new. I walked all around it the other day because it is near me. What a shame.

>>It looks like they signed for the notices. Have you had any communications with anybody from JLO?

>>On our packet, these people are apparently buying properties all over the place. There is a page here of a lot of stuff. They must be buying off the internet site unseen and then they just sit on them until somebody pays their price for it, is what I am assuming.

>>Like you said, the home could be fixed. It is a masonry home. If you put the money towards it, it could be repaired and brought back to life.

>>In its day it was a very fancy home. It is large. Probably four bedrooms. It's big.

>>When I was there the front door wouldn't shut. Of course there are windows broken now. People may have been going in it at night.

>>I went around it. A couple windows are broken out. It is in a nice neighborhood, otherwise it would be trashed even worse.

>>Is there a date when it used to have power?

>>I don't have that date. When I was there in October the power had already been disconnected.

>>I would say it probably hasn't had power in several years. In one of these pages it showed when they acquired it. Well, if they are not going to reply – they didn't reply to any of the mailings or nothing.

>>Nothing I am aware of.

>>they signed. I see where somebody signed for it. They know what is going on.

>>I am going to make a motion for a resolution condemnation with a compliance date of March 5, 2020.

>>I will second that.

>>We have a motion and a second. Any more discussion? All in favor of the resolution of condemnation say I. Opposed? Motion carries. Alright. We've got one more. This is CLCA 2002-002, 238 Faulker Rd., Edgewater. The owner is Maurice Styles. Is Maurice styles here?

>>Tom, builder inspector in Volusia County. I remember this home. I was here last year in June. There was a fire. I went out to investigate. I posted it as do not occupy, unsafe. The home is in disrepair, obviously. It's not livable. The power has been disconnected.

>>Is that a mobile home?

>>Yes, sir.

>>Have we had this already, where they had shower stuff outside?

>>There is an accessory structure outside his home. I don't know if I have a picture of that or not.

>>I think we have seen this one before. I thought this was familiar.

>>There have been ongoing cases. That picture that is up there right now, I remember that picture from a few months back.

>>I am just familiar with it from my most recent visit in June when there was a fire.

>>What did we do? We must have granted a continuance on it or something. I don't remember.

>>It could have just been something similar to it.

>>I don't know. I sure remember this picture of the gate and that in the Confederate flag. Maybe it was a year ago, but I swear this property has been up. Very familiar.

>>Like I said, there has been co-cases on this property for several years now dating back to 2017. I know that the code enforcement has investigated this property several times, and myself recently because of the fire. I know they have been notified. They have received their notice of hearing.

>>They signed for the notice and everything?

>>Yes, sir.

>>There is no one living there now?

>>I hope not. They were ordered to leave the premises after the fire. I posted it as being unsafe, do not occupy. The power has been disconnected. As far as I know no one is living there.

>>I saw a generator, I think, sitting there.

>>Me too.

>>The property you are thinking of that looks similar was off of Center St. in Edgewater. I think it was a number Street, but it looked very similar and they had an outside shower. The outcome of that one was a demolition. I just wanted to clear that.

>>Thank you.

>>This generator was there when I was on the property in June. I just took a picture of it and showed they had been using it to power the home.

>>Well, they don't care enough to come to the meeting and stand up for themselves so they must not care what happens to it. Do I hear anybody make a motion?

>>I make a motion that we make a resolution for condemnation with a compliance day of March 5, 2020.

>>Second.

>>I have a motion and a second.

>>We have a gentleman in the audience.

>>We've still got… Are you going to speak to this case? State your name.

>>Can you put one of those pictures… Not that. There. I believe that one there has the American flag. There is nothing there. I believe in November a lady put a notice on there that if it wasn't cleaned up by such and such, and I think that is showing that it was all cleaned up. There were other buildings and stuff on there. Sheds and stuff. I am just a volunteer. I was one of the volunteers that said Mr Stiles is dying. He is in the hospital. We went on behalf of him and behalf of the mortgage holder to try to save any further liens of where we are trying to go.

>>Does he not have any relatives that could handle this?

>>I don't know politics, I don't know business, I don't know anything about it. We cleaned it up. Everyone that called me and said that's what we wanted, thank you. I thought it was done. I thought it was over. He had made an offer, Mr Stiles, do what you want, anything. There were some offers that came in to use it as a local hunt camp. They were going to take it at their own expense and move it. Others were going to reclaim.

>>Apparently nobody did anything except talk about it.

>>No, that's not true.

>>They would be here representing their interests.

>>What he is saying that somebody cleaned it up.

>>They withdrew all those complaints that were there after this was done, after it was all brought back in. There is no residence. It was not unsafe. The windows were boarded. There is nobody ever going to live there. We expected before they put the stop work, stop cleaning up, but they came after and look today and said fantastic, it's done. They removed the stop. Here we are today. I was just hoping to hear what does the board want? I mean, if they want it gone, just relax and it will go. If they wanted cleaned up more than that.

>>I have a couple questions. Has Edgewater contacted us about this? Tom, or are you taking care of it?

>>I have not had any contact about this property.

>>I have another question. If it's got a mortgage on it, there's nothing in here that says there's a mortgage on it that I see.

>>It could be a private mortgage.

>>What is the date of the condemnation?

>>March 5.

>>If somebody removed it – what you are saying is that somebody wants the structure, so all they have to do is get it out of there by March 5.

>>Alright. I appreciate it. Have them contact the county right away March 5 is it. Alright. So it is in the county.

>>The mailing address is Edgewater but the properties in the county.

>>This is unincorporated.

>>My question is would somebody be able to come in and remove it without telling anybody? What they be required to tell the county?

>>Kerry?

>>We still are going to be looking for a demolition permit so we know utilities have been disconnected and capped off properly. They can take it out of there if they want to. There is not much to take. If somebody wants to haul it off before we do, that's great.

>>I don't know.

>>That gentleman left. Like he was ready to take it. (Laughs)

>>Well, he can tell all his friends that we are involved in that and maybe one of them will do something, but I think we should proceed with a vote on what we've got in front of us now because there is no telling there may be a lien on it to somebody privately but no record I see and hear that the county found any lending institution.

>>I hope they are not planning on moving it and hauling it somewhere else.

>>It is pretty bad.

>>When they find out how much it costs to move those things nowadays they will probably just forget it. Alright. Any other discussion? All in favor of the condemnation, proceed with a compliance date of March 2020, say I. A post? Motion carries. Alright. We have two other cases, but they have been continued. Any citizen comments? Anybody want to talk to us? How about staff comments?

>>I think we are good. We will welcome Daniela back to us. It's good to have her back.

>>Any board comments? Nothing? We are adjourned.
