Please stand by for realtime  captions  >> This is the call  to order. Let's call the role. 

Did you say Alan?  

Yes.  

Michael?  

Here.  

Michael McDonald?  

Here. All right. This is a copy of the minutes in  your package. Everybody read that. We are going to  hear a motion to approve the minute. 

I also moved to approve the minutes. This is for the October  2 meeting.  

We have a motion to approve the  minutes.  

Second. Mac we have a motion  in the second. Any discussion? All  in favor, say I?  All opposed? All right. Next  is the swearing-in of witnesses,  anyone that will speak before the  board, please stand. Be sworn in. 

Do you swear that 

     what you will say will be the truth  and nothing but the truth?  

All right, does anybody on this  board care to disclose any communications they  have had about today's meeting? All right. None.  We are moving on. This  is two new business. The first  case is CLCA Dash 19 Dash 11 dash 001. It is 1101 S. O'Dell Avenue. The land owner is  Randy Butler .  It is the Randy Butler trust I guess.  Is that right?  

That is correct.  

That is new. I am the chief building  inspector. I am going to present  this case. As you said It is case  number CLC a 19 Dash 11 dash 001.  It is 1101 S. O'Dell. The owner  is Randy Butler.  The code enforcement received initial  complaints regarding the condition  of the property in July 2019. Code  enforcement conducted inspections  and found the home was in disrepair. 

     Certified notices of violation and  court enforcement board of hearings  were sent to the property owner. They appeared to have signed for  them. We did not receive any response  from the property owner. The property  was found noncompliant at the  October 16 code enforcement board hearing. It was  referred to this ELCA for consideration  of a resolution  of condemnation. Notices of this  hearing were sent to the property  owner and they were posted at the  property. The electricity has been  disconnected from the home. 

Is there somebody living there?  

No. The home is vacant as far  as I know.  

Yes, it is vacant.  

The staff is requesting adoption of the resolution of condemnation  of this property with a compliance  date of December 6, 2019. 

The trust is , is anybody local involved in that  or a group of people?  How did you notice, who did you  send the notices to? 

The notice was sent to, I am  sorry, the notice was sent to Randy Butler. He did sign. You did get it signed.  

Yes sir.  

That is a local address?  

That is a PO Box out of Colorado. Is that Colorado? 

Yes. 

Okay so we are all legal and  everything as far as being notified. I just want to know that. 

     [ Pause ]  since nobody is here to stand up  for it, what do you care to do? 

Did you say there was no response  at all?  

That is correct. We did not receive  any response from Mr. Butler. This  was just a copy that he signed for. 

Well, he signed for it. He knows. 

I make a motion that we go ahead  and move forward with that recommendation  with the condemnation.  

All right, we have a motion,  do we have a second?  

I will second.'s eMac do we have  a need for further discussion? Once  this hearing is over, can we send  one more notice? The notice should say it has been  condemned. Maybe this is  before the compliance date. You  might hear from him that way. 

Yes sir. We have a motion and  a second.  

What is the compliance date?  December 6?  

December 6. Yes. 

I just thought they would be nice enough to let them know.  

My only thought is that it stands as a hazard to the neighborhood  as it is. The sooner it is done  away with, the 

     better.  

Write. That is only 30 days from  now. Remember, it has got to go  through the process. It will be  standing for considerable time.  This is true either way. All right.  Any other discussion? All  in favor, say aye.  

Aye.  

The motion carries.  Let me see here. We are skipping over  this one. We are going to CLCA-19-10-005 Mr. Jeremy Gildenmeister  would like to formally file a complaint  against KDK Concrete of Volusia  Inc. for performing unpermitted  work at 396 Brown Pelican Dr., Daytona  Beach FL 32119..  

Mr. Chairman, we have some representatives  from the city of Daytona Beach.  They are here and going to present  the case.  

All right, please step forward  and state your name.  

[ Indiscernible - low - volume  ] from the city of Daytona. 

[ Silence ]  

[ Captioner Standing By ] 

I never presented a case. Please bear with me a little bit.  

That is fine.  

We are presenting the case and  I am going to call the homeowner  up here in a minute to tell the  story. Basically, what I have is  some work was started without a  permit. Work was ripped out and  so forth before the permit was even  applied for. Then, in the middle  of that, the permit was picked up and paid for. The check bounced.  We ended up voiding the permit again.  This was until the homeowner Jeremy  came in and finally just ended up  firing him and [ Indiscernible -  low - volume ]. I called Jeremy, can I call him up.?  

Sure.  

[ Silence ] 

Hello. 

Go ahead, state your name.  

My name is Jeremy Gilden Meister. I live on  pelican Drive in Pelican Bay. On  the 11th, I am sorry, 7  November, 2018, I hired KDK concrete to do  my courtyard. I was getting it paved. I had to  go through the homeowner's Association  to get their approval and everything. So on 

     November 30, I gave him a $1500  deposit. At that time,  he stated that we should have the  new concrete before Christmas. 

     Allegedly, the permit was pulled or filed for on  December 11 but he started the demo on my property on 7 December. [ Pause ]  his workers broken irrigation line 

     and I had to call in an irrigation  company to repair it. When  the water came in, it created a  huge hole in my courtyard. I called Mr.  clues and I asked if we  are going to go ahead and fill it  in. He said not to worry about it.  He said not to  worry about it until they did the  leveling of the ground. I did not  know when it was going to be done  so I [ Indiscernible - low - volume  ] myself. Anyhow, they brought the parent permit back to me. This was on 7 January. They  told me that they should have the patio done by the end of  the week. At the time of reviewing the permit,  it stated that the permit was applied  for on the 11th of December. I wondered  why it took so long. I called the  city. They told me that the  permit was approved and it has been  a week. They actually called the  contractors to let them know that  the permits are there for pickup. Well according to  this, he did not pick it up until  7 January. He brought the permit  over. And then, that is when I contacted  the city. I go down to the city to see why it took so long again. They told me that [ Indiscernible - low - volume  ] there was no permit. So at that time I asked  the city if I could have the permit  put in my name which I paid for.  That was done on [ Pause ] &  

Have you ever heard from this  man again?  

Since then?  

Well, I told  him and his men to get off my property  after that. Then I took him to small  claims court to try to get some  of my money back. I ended up paying an additional  amount for alleged work that he  did.  

Okay. So you have already filed  what you can against him.  

Yes. I just wanted to make sure that  you know, this does not happen to  anybody else.  

Okay well, this is on the record.  >> I have the date. The permit was  applied on the 11th. They sent comments  on the 14th. It was ready to be  picked up on 18 December. He finally  came in on January 7. He paid with  it. The check bounced. It was voided.  Then he did not come back in until  the 14th to finally see what was going on.  That is when he had it.  

If my memory serves,  I have heard this name before. It  seems like we had a whole list of  jobs that this company was involved  in. They  did not pull permits are they did  not have it finalized or something.  

Mr. chair,  the staff is a scrolling through  the documents that were explained. Mr. Gill Meister and Mr.  Snowden, you can see some of the  paper trail here on your screen.  Mr. clues is here. I believe he  has counsel with him. 

The other one was we had expired  permits. There was 13 or 14 permits  that were never final doubt.  >> For the  city of Daytona?  

For the city of Daytona. Since  that and the days coming before  the Met that, he has come in and  reopened it up and got those inspected.  That case was [ Indiscernible -  low - volume ].  

Okay, all right. Well [ Pause  ] well. Is that all?  

Yes. Unless there is anything else you  need for me.  

No, no, we have got it on record.  

Okay, thank you. 

Is there anything you need from  me?  

Know. Does anybody want to ask  any questions?  

The city's recommendation to  remedy the situation is  that the permits or inspections  be obtained and are completed to the satisfaction of the  city of Daytona Beach within 60  days.  

I think that was for the other  case. It was the other case we were  going to bring. This was the  bulk of the permit he pulls, it  was like 80% of it never got closed  up and final doubt. What we were  going to come to do is say hey,  we need to clean these permits up.  We are going to give them 60 days.  He is actually cleaned this up before  we even got here. We ended up dropping  that case.  

So what is your recommendation  on this case?  

I think we recommended a $250  fine and a suspension if need be.  

A suspension of what?  

Again, I do not know, I am just  going by the recommendations of  what the paperwork I was given says.  

It says the staff recommends  a $250 fine and probation.  

Probation, I am sorry. Mac our  paperwork until I saw this on the  screen, I do not have that in front  of me. If this, is this,  who is the staff that recommended  this, Daytona? 

This is a recommendation from  the city of Daytona Beach.  

Can we act on this?  

Yes sir. This is a local agreement.  

The principal violation is proceeding  on a job without obtaining the building  permit.  

Correct. 

We never really had an active  permit. We did issue a permit. When  the check bounced, we called a contractor  within two days. It canceled and  so forth. You know, &  

Some of those other words were  from a year or two ago. Were they  not? The permits that were never finalized  and that are being taken care of  now?  

They are final and done.  

That they were old and& [ Pause  ] does anybody care to make  a suggestion? 

Well I guess we  need to hear from the owner.  

Okay. I just want to make sure  that nobody has any questions of  the city before we proceed.  

Okay. Mr. clues, please come  present your case. 

Hello. My name is Steve.  I am the attorney but I will let him  speak for himself.  

Okay. If you need to speak, you  need to be sworn in.  

He does not have to be sworn  in, he is a member of the Florida  board.  

Oh, really? That is new  on me.  

He is also not testifying.  

He said he was testifying. All  right, go ahead.  

Let's go back to the city one  first. I have been pulling permits  on the most legal guy in this county.  I have every workmen's comp officer  in my phone all through the city.  There was 30 some plus permits in  Daytona Beach since 2009 and 13  of them, 80% it is all about numbers,  13 , 80% were not finalized. Why  are some of them not final? When  it comes out of the system, they  do not say final  on the permits. I went over this  with Mr. Stone and when I went down  and feed him. Sometimes they have  it on the computer to do a final  and sometimes they do not. Some  cities put it on the card, on the  cities and the counties do not.  I asked Mr. Stone, why are they  on their sometimes and not sometimes.  If I am not mistaken he says up  there we actually print on the card  final just like [ Indiscernible  - low - volume ] puts it on the  card. They put final. In Daytona,  they give you a CAD card with 50  different things on it anywhere  from erosion to plumbing, to everything  on that plan. They asked me, why do not just call it  in. I said do I call [ Indiscernible - low - volume  ]? Some cities say it, some cities  do not. I only do what the Internet  and card says. It is not for me  to figure out. I do what I am told.  I apologized. I paid all the fees  all the way back to 2009. I caught  them up. I went by every house and  I made sure they were all on driveways.  Some of them do not even live her.  I said these are all good to go.  I drove by every single one of them.  And I have always pulled permits.  I pull every single permit in every  single city. I have never not. The  inspectors, I will not give me their  names, they say call KDK because  they know I am as legal advocates. 

     My wife is an accounting. And neither  one of us are jeopardizing our licenses.  That covers the city. As far as  Jeremy, Jeremy is one of the few  mistakes I have ever made. It was  over Christmas. I told him ,  I went over there with the H a  way to have it done. My mistake  was I said to Jeremy because he  was mad at his and the board and  he said I want to get this done.  I said absolutely. I will be gone  for the holidays I'm going to see  my 95-year-old mother in Wisconsin.  I will be gone for a couple of weeks.  It is the holidays . I said I can  start taking the papers out. We  take the papers out in the inside.  We do one section of sidewalk inside  the 13 by 16 area. It was a mistake.  I should have just waited. I got  back. I wrote a check, I am out  of town. I have a lady who picks  up my checks and deposits. My checks  that come in late. The check bounced.  I came back and I took care of it.  I have a stack of emails between  me and Jeremy. He says he did not  talk to me. I said this will verify  all these dates are wrong. He even  pulled [ Indiscernible - low - volume  ]. This was my agent since 2005. He was communicating  with him until the point Shea says  never have him contact me again.  It is in these emails. I got into  a fight on the phone. He wanted  colored concrete. Shea sent him  the color chart. They got in a spat. I have  a text and email saying guess what,  I do not give a blank blank about  the color, pour the thing. This  was on the 13th. Look at the dates.  Something is not making sense. He  got mad. He took me to court. I  brought all of this to court with  my text meals. Guess what?  In front  of the judge, he said I've never  seen this happen. You are the defendant,  he is the respondent and he is paying  you about a $2500 lawsuit. I said  yes sir. All I do is text nonstop. Here  is the fact. He said Mr. Jeremy  you pay him $250 and drop the case.  That is how that ended. Three months  later he brings me in. Now this  is my story. I pulled permits. I  [ Indiscernible - low - volume ] contractor  in this county for concrete.  

You are up to date with everybody,  right now?  

Yes, I have two open permits  I have the fifth courts of appeal  which is soil erosion. This is a  12 by 12 square in the mobile parking  lot. I told Bill about it. It makes  no sense, what is soil erosion doing on a mobile parking lot? The other  one is IHOP. We are waiting for  the D.O.T. to slow down. That is  it.  

So Mr. Kluth, do you dispute  the charge or the alleged  violation? 

I am guilty of not doing the  finals. I did not understand.  

Go ahead.  

The issue we are talking about  right now &  

There is one issue. The second  case was dropped.  

Okay.  

We are only dealing with a disciplinary  action or proceeding on the job  without a permit.  

To they dispute that?  >> The unclosed permit was dismissed  by the city.  

Okay so we are here on [ Indiscernible  - low - volume ].  

This is one complaint which is  proceeding. That is the only matter  under consideration by this court. 

I will say I started it but I  was kicked off the project. I never  got to finish it. I never got to  do anything. He pulled his own permit.  He had us hire another concrete company.  Again, with the board, that would  be very confusing. Why would another  contractor come in when the homeowner  pulled the permit? That is against  everything we are involved with.  

 Mr. Kluth, did you proceed on the  job without obtaining a permit?  

Yes. I did the demo.  

You are not disputing it.  

No sir, I did do that.  

All right.   

[ Silence ] 

It is the  board's pleasure.  

Have you been before this court  before?  

About a year ago. 

It was for a carwash, the same  kind of game. It was a little different.  It was about a property line. [  Indiscernible - low - volume ] I am not even allowed to discuss  it because of the court order.  

Mr. chair?  

I can also provide testimony  that Mr. Kluth was before this board  when I was with the city of Fort  Orange. This was a similar offense.  It was starting work without a permit.  It was around 2012 if I'm not mistaken. We have those records. Unfortunately,  I do not have them in front of me  today.  

I do not remember that one of  her.  

We were here. 

I would like to see that, I am  surprised.  

I will have Daniela send you  the copy of that record of that  meeting. We will email that to you  tomorrow.  

Absolutely, thank you.  

I do recall seeing Mr. Kluth  before the  board on a number of  occasions. 

So is the number one, two, three,  five?  

I cannot say exactly. It has  been several times that I've seen  you Sir.'s Mac what was the work that was  done? You just removed papers?  

I removed papers for a walkway?  

That is it you removed papers.  

Yes. I took a couple squares  of sidewalk off.  

Do you need a permit to do that?  

The demo actually guess.  

I am just being honest.  

The papers are not [ Indiscernible  - low - volume ] we just started  taking the sidewalk away when we  were done.  

I do not know what the fine line  is when you need a permit.  

That question should be directed  to Daytona Beach.  

Mr. Snowden? 

     Can you come to the microphone please  do you need a permit to remove the  papers and you need a permit to  remove a little bit of sidewalk? If  you are going to break it down that  way, no, you need it when you put  it back.  

There are a couple things I would  like to clear up. I have a printout  of the expired permit and the numbers.  It is not that we are bringing a  case to it. I brought that case  to him probably about six months  ago. No action was taken whatsoever.  I gave him the list of permits.  23 permits, 14 were expired, five  were finalized and four were in  the city of Daytona. So those at  this numbers. 

     Once we started the board action,  we did have cooperation with him.  He did come and open up the 13 permits  and he got them closed out. Starting the permit of ripping  his whole yard apart and his back  stuff and all that kind of stuff,  I mean, if you are going to do two  separate permits, no. Normally,  it is all permit it all together.  And that is the way that goes.  

You would not need a demolition  permit or anything for the initial  work?  

It is only one permit. We have  never issued just a permit or I  mean, let me  ask the licensing people. If somebody  was ripping all of that stuff out  and they did not have a license,  are they breaking a law?  

You bring a licensed contractor and he knows. A homeowner might  not know better.  

He had a ripped up yard for two  months. He lives in and a and he  was getting flak.  

I am trying to look at  both  sides of the story.  

Absolutely. It is confusing.  [ Indiscernible - low - volume ] this was in the middle  of January.  

I am sorry, you are right. My  numbers could be wrong. 

I am trying to give you the benefit  of the doubt. You should also know  better Sir.  

Absolutely.  

Is again, is there any dispute  on the alleged violation? 

I am very confused. Am I in violation? 

You were terminated and I brought  someone else in.  

You proceeded on the job without  permit. That is a violation.  

Doing demolition work is not.  [ Indiscernible - low - volume ]  demo work is not per se.  

Nobody has said that.  

Nobody has said that. 

Stepped to the microphone.  

There obviously was worked on.  They want to litigation. He got  paid the money to do all of this  tearout and so forth. You know, in our opinion, it is  a job.  

He was paid under the contract.  

Correct.  

Yes, but, that is [ Indiscernible  - low - volume ]. The suit was 100% unsuccessful  in the court hair the plaintiff agreed to  send the plaintiff 300,000. You cannot penalize  somebody for winning the lawsuit  that he was not in the wrong. In  other words, the complaint that  he got $1500 and he should also  get $1000 coma that was thrown out.  

He was paid  under a contract that he agreed  to to do work. He proceeded on that  work without a permit . He received payment for that.  

Write, but as the city pointed  out, he did not need a permit. Because of the papers, he never  completed it. He never even&  

I did not hear him say that.  

All right, all right. We are  walking a fine line here. I am going to make a motion to  maybe put an end to this. We will  forget the fine and we will put  you on probation. If that will fly  with of the board here, I am saying do away with the fine but you  are going to be on probation. If  we see you here again, we are not  going to be so kind.  

Thank you.  

Mr. Chairman, I have seen him  here previously .  

I have as well.  

I would not be in favor of that.  

I am trying to make a motion  to delay the fine. I would like  to keep him on probation. Does anybody care to second  that?  

I will second it for discussion.  

All right.  

Actually, just for clarification,  since there is a motion, is there  a time duration for the probation?  

It is what ever the city had  in mind. It does not show anything  hear from me.  

The city has not said any recommendation  a probation. Here to weigh the evidence  that is presented before you and  to make a determination based on  the evidence [ Indiscernible - low  - volume ].  

We have a motion and a second.  

My recollection is that we imposed  a fine in the previous case. 

I believe so.  

What I remember, it was fairly  healthy. I think a probation is  going to be more effective and I am going to put the board  and on the city of Daytona Beach  to actually monitor this.  

Yeah.  

I am saying pay close attention and if  you have any more problems in six  months, bring it to us right away.  

I would say three strikes and  you are out.  

Write. I do not want to see you  here again.  

I am satisfied that the civil  end of this has been settled. I  do not think we need to hash over  that anymore. We apologize for the  problems that have arisen out of  this particular project. I am confident  that this is never going to happen  again.  In view of this probationary period, six months might be a  little generous.  

I do not share your confidence  in this at all.  >> Well.  

Like I said, we have seen Mr.  Kluth before this board.  

I know. I know. I am willing  to give him one more chance.  Like  I have told a few people before,  I do not want to see you here again. Let's vote on  this. We have hashed it out. All in favor of  the motion, say CLCAB. Opposed?  

I oppose.  

We have two opposed. We have  three aye's.  

It sounds like it carries to  me.  Whether you are happy with it or  not, just remember, I do  not want to see you here again.  I will be here. [ Laughter ] all  right. We are done.  

I am sorry. 

All right. If I am not missing anything, it  looks like these other two were  continued to December, correct?  So, do we have any citizen comments? No citizen comments? Staff comments? 

No additional comments. 

Well, why don't you announce  your new title and tell us who you  are for the people that do not know.  

I will do that next month when  everything is signed, sealed, and  official.  

All right.  

Mr. Nelson has taken a few days  off. He is trying to use up a little  bit of time so he don't have to  give so much back to the county  when he retires on the 22nd.  

I thought he was already out  the door.  

November 22 is his last day.  Daniela did make it back for another  meeting before deciding to give  birth. I do not think she will&  

Again?  

She had a baby a month ago and  now she is having a month ago.  

I thought it was six weeks ago.  All right, any board comments?  

I think just about that case.  I think the consensus was, I think  we did a pretty healthy fine 

     like $1000.  

I think it was $1000 if I remember  right.  

The consensus was is that we  would see that gentleman back again.  He is on probation in the city of  Daytona Beach. There is [ Indiscernible  - low - volume ]. There is Edgewater, Fort Orange  etc.  

Write. 

Well if he makes it back before  I die, I will remember.  

I do not think there will be  much discussion to go around.  

I will not be very generous.  

Just to clarify, the probation  is onto his license. His license  is County wide.  So he is not just under probation  in Daytona Beach.  

Write.  

It is County ride probation.  

If they bring something up from  anywhere& I  understand.  

It will not be notified. Port Orange will not be on  the notification or any of the other  municipalities unless there is some  venue or some way that we can take that  out.  

Can you send an email to the  other building departments? Can you send the email  about him and the case?  

Yes sir, we will.  

That is not illegal is it?  

No sir, any of the Bush County  municipalities that are under the  interlocal agreement with the licensing  board, we will notify them of the  action the board has taken.  

And the probation?  

[ Indiscernible - low - volume  ]  

We will keep them on notice.  

We will send that to the other  building officials throughout the  county.  

All right. Anything else? Does  anybody want to talk about anything  else? If not, we are adjourned.
