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Volusia - CLCA Adivisory Board >>Called to order Volusia County contractor construction and feels bored. And I have the local. >>John, Mitch, Alex Jacobs, Jim Jones, Michael Wood Junior, Michael McDonald. >>All here. >>Everybody should have a copy of the minutes from the last meeting in their package. >>I make a motion for approval >>We have a motion to approve the minutes as written. >>Second. >>I have a motion for the second and any discussion in all in favor say I. >>I. >>Opposed. Motion carries. Anybody here today and the audience that is going to speak before this board needs to be sworn in please, stand up to be sworn in. In >>Do you swear to tell the truth, the whole truth and nothing but the truth? >>Alright, we have had a little change with a couple of our cases. They went away so we will skip down to Antonio Paez Junior, 126 Baxter Street. That is CLC a – 19 – 12 – 001. Go ahead. >>Good afternoon. As stated I'm presenting this case to the board this afternoon. Code Enforcement received initial complaint regarding the condition of this property on June 13. Code Enforcement conducted inspection and found the home to be in disrepair. A notice of violation was sent by certified mail to Barbara and Wayne Phillips, which were the current owner at the time. Notice of violation was posted on the property June 16. Mr Phillips received certified mail on June 21. Mr hi has acquired the property in July 2019. He has indicated he intends to repair the property and he is present today. The property was found in noncompliance at October 16 enforcement board hearing and refer to this board for consideration of resolution of condemnation. Notices of his hearing were sent to the property owner and posted at the property. The electricity has been disconnected from the home and the home is currently vacant. I personally visited the site this morning because I was not aware of this project. If you want to notice some of these pictures there is substantial structural damage to this home. Kelly, can you go to the pictures towards the bottom. You see this picture shows – I'm sorry – shows where the rim joys around the perimeter of the home is rotted and not structurally sound. This is trusses over the car point -- carport which have been cut and scalloped – math skate. This illustrates damage to the rim joist, damage to exterior stairs all around the home are all damaged and need to be replaced. Next. Notice substantial damage to the roof. There's rotten sheeting and I'm assuming most likely the Joyce underneath joists are rotten. This is a picture of when the home was first posted. There was permanent work they tried to enclose the carport and they demolish the part and it is open now.'s more pictures of the exterior. That was the carport before they removed all the drywall. Based on my inspection today, there is substantial damage to the rim joists, floor joists, trusses roof sheeting, doors and windows and it is in pretty bad shape. Staff is requesting adoption of a resolution of condemnation for this property with compliance date of January 24, 2020. >>Be on the damage that is visible and apparent, it does not look like the house was built to any standard or code. It does not look like there's a result foundation or 14 of any kind -- footing of any kind. It looks like it was a jerryrigged house to begin with. >>I thought I had a picture showing one was falling over. >>It is probably about 50% of house in Deland, Ellen. -- Allen. >>Structural frame appears to be damaged considerably. >>In your opinion, do you feel it is reasonable that somebody could come in and repair it as it appears to me in these photographs? >>I am not a design professional or structural engineer, but my opinion the home is beyond that point. >>That's how it looks, it really does. It doesn't look like there's anything holding it together. >>This is my opinion. You would have to strip all the cheating off of it before you can determine the entire damage to the home. Strip the cheating. >>According to county records, when was it billed? In the 40s maybe? Did anybody look that up? >>See if it's your. -- Here. That I'm not sure all. -- Sure all the. I'm not sure. >>What I'm getting at is the septic system would need to be upgraded, I'm sure. That in 1935 through 70. >>That is probably about right. Property appraiser shows it was built in 1935. >>1935 you could just about do whatever you want to do everywhere and around your. >>Any renovation work would have to be up to our current code – to our current standards. >>That's correct. Based on the pictures it would require substantial structural repair. >>Let's hear from the owner. >>Good afternoon, judgment. My name is Antonio pies Junior the owner of the structure. My wife and I bought this house initially as an investment property back in July. When we acquired this property we were not aware that there was issues with Volusia County. We bought it in July and apparently, Mr Thomas stated back in June, the letters went out to the previous owners regarding the issues. >>They didn't tell you?? They never told us that we purchased the property. Most of these pictures, obviously our exterior pictures, we haven't seen any actual crawlspace or interior pictures of the existing living area. I would say 50% of the pictures show the corporate area and obviously, they impose it without a permit as you can see. They enclosed it without a permit. We kept the carport the way it was. It was originally permanent back in the year 2000 and we kept it as a carport. Removed the junk and tribal that was out there falling apart to clean the property. We had a meeting with Volusia County like two months ago to clean of the property, which we did. We came into compliance to clean the property so that was a Code Enforcement issue that we came into compliance. Now I'm trying to deal with the building issue, for me, is not a problem. Will obtain current… permits to get up to go. I am here before you guys letting you know that our intent is to approve the property. We actually went ahead and paid the outstanding taxes on this property before he purchased the property because our tent was to fix the property. My intent is not to demolish the property or any eminent domain by the government. >>That is all well and good. If you don't want the plays condemned you are going to need to apply for a building permit, you're going to have a set of plans drawn by a professional and a plan enough money to do this. This is not going to be a 10 year project. Personally, and I am one on this board that believes everything needs to be fixed. That doesn't always go, but I think this is beyond fixing. However, you might be able to stripped the thing down and have a competent contractor come in and rebuild it to current code, but everything on the house has to conform to today's code. No matter what it is. That is electrical, plumbing, septic system, structure itself. See where I'm going? So, if you want to renovate it, that's up to you, but you need to apply for a permit and have all the stuff together before this date. >>How much time do need Mr Paez. >>I obtained my survey today from their surveyor and it took him about a month to give it to me. I guess we could submit for permit in January and I don't have a problem with that. To renovate the house is probably going to take at least a few months. >>OK, the permit and getting the plans drawn and that approved that is the important thing. If you pull a permit and have a contractor in place to do this work and everything, that will show good faith that you're wanting to do something with it. >>If I may interrupt you, sir, back in 2016 there were electrical permits pull for this house to bring back then the current structure back up to code. They have been closed and approved back in 2060. From my understanding, the reason the property looked this way was because the previous tenant who lived there was very upset that he was going to get kicked out from the property and a new owner was going to purchase the property, so he went ahead and destroy the whole house. He took the doors, the plumbing fixtures; everything out of the courthouse. So when I got the property there was nothing in there and it obviously looked like that, but my original intent and my wife's intent was to renovate this house. Not to demolish it by no means of imminent domain. >>All you have to do is forge along with a plan. Do you need – can you do this by Wednesday, January 4 was the date? The compliance date? >>Yes. >>Can you get a permit >>I don't think it is feasible. I have been doing drawings for living for 15 years. I can submit for drives this month, but I really doubt I will have a permit in hand by January 14 the way the process goes. >>I would have to agree with that. >>Will, B2. Another month? >>I'm sure we can have a permit sometime in January. I would not cross my fingers to January 4. >>You have to apply for the permit and you don't have to have it in your hands. As long as the process is going. Let's say if we give you until February 4 that would give that much time to apply for the permit and if you got the permit two weeks later that's OK, you've already applied for it. >>That is fine. That seems fair enough, Sir. And you need to weigh your options of what your renovations will cost versus tearing it down and building new. It cause you more to try to renovate Ravenna trying to build something new. >>I understand, Sir Mitch, I would love for Mr Thomas to provide me some evidence of interior structure, wiring, HVAC plumbing. These are just exterior pictures and 50% are of the carport that was enclosed, which is now open. There is nothing enclosed there anymore by no means. Just because you see siding falling apart does not mean that the house – >>It means exactly that. You can just look at the things. There is nothing holding it together, no structural connections that are tied it down to the foundation. I don't even know if there is a foundation. It does not look like it. There's no connections to the roof joists; there's nothing there. It seems that you have this attitude that the building department has to provide evidence to you and tell you exactly what it is you have to do. That is not how it goes with these things. You have to have a professional architect or engineer to develop plans to renovate or build the foundation, which I doubt it is even there. And tie the whole house together, get rid of the termites and rot that is apparent. Is not rocket science just to look at the thing and see the thing is falling apart and there is nothing holding it together; nothing substantial. I don't buy this attitude that you seem to have that this is something you can easily put together and then flip and sell it to some unsuspecting person that you put a paint job on it and tell them it is a decent house. I just don't buy that. >>He still gets the opportunity to go through the building department and proposed plans it shows it meets code and if he meets that intent he needs it. >>But I don't believe that – >>You can go buy a picture, he needs to go by professional means in the field. >>I'm a professional Art Deco top 10 in I am a professional engineer, that is what I do, Ellen. >>Just -- Ellen. Ellen >>If he wants to do this and he conforms to the date and everything it is your is is business, but I would have a professional – a good builder or good contactor, look it over and give you an opinion before you spend a whole lot of money. It may not be as bad as it looks elsewhere. A lot of houses built in the 30s around here were built of hard pine and you can't drive a nail in it and termites cannot eat it. You need a professional to tell her that. >>If I understand you correctly, you said you do this – plant yourself, and you would know all of this. >>And I do. What I'm saying is these pictures are shown the enclosed carport that used to be there. There is no enclosed carport by no means there. The true carport that was there was permanent back in the year 2000. The house itself, the living and condition area, is not in this type of – it is not the way it is shown here. This is a carport area that the people who lived there and close it without a permit previously before I purchased the house. The actual health -- house itself, the living area, seems to be in good condition inside. You are right, sir. I respect your judgment as an architect that looks like the house is not in living condition, but I would like to have a professional evaluation from a architect or engineer. In you say you do this for a living and that is my worry that maybe that is not the truth. >>Alright, while it is his health. What I'm concerned about if we give you until February 4 and we can pass a resolution that if you do not have a permit in hand and have applied for a permit, that it will automatically go into being torn down or you will have to tear it down. You can tear it down yourself or the county will tear it down and bill you for it whatever their cost is. If you think you can save it that is fine. And you can always – if you come back two weeks from now to the building department and say You are right, it is worse than we thought then you can make plans to tear it down. It is your decision, it is your house. Presley, this one that I think I would like get torn down, but if you think you can save it I'm good with that. >>Right, there's nothing wrong with renovating a previous structure. It's done all the time. >>Well. >>Mr chair, if I could clarify I heard the homeowner mentioned the words imminent domain. This is an order of condemnation. If in this case permits cannot be obtain and the order of condemnation is taken into effect it orders a county to demolish the property. You retain title to the property and this is not an eminent domain case. On the property would be a lien for the cost of the demolition and if there is an order of demolition and you choose to mosh the property yourself -- demolish the property yourself and you have it as a vacant lot, you can do with it as you please. By no way or means is a county here to take the property or take title -- title to the property. If the demolition is preceded you retain legal title to the property, not the county. >>Our board is to do that, not to take property from people or anything. We are just here to see that it gets fixed up or taken down so it does become dangerous for people in the neighborhood. >>Mature, forgive me if I miss it in the beginning did this arrive from a resident complaint about the property or how did this come about? >>I'm from Bush County code compliance and this came about from the property that was next door and our inspector went out and noticed electricity was running between the two home. That is when he found this one as well and because the wiring was going between 122 and 126 and I am not sure who was powering to. It got brought to our attention because of the condition of this house. >>The issue would wear talk about as it exists right now is a hazard to the neighborhood/community and kids get in there – you say the power is cut off, but there are all kinds of hazard. >>Is Puerto. It is closed off and locks on the door. >>It is boarded up? >>Yes, sir. We have 420 yard -- four, 20 yard dumpsters. >>I am concerned about kids getting into their -- into the property and it looks like it is about default on. In it has metal rails on the Windows as well. >>I don't see that. >>It did have metal rails. >>I don't see it. Maybe, we can't believe our lying eyes here. >>You can see bars on the windows right there. >>It's right there. >>Will, you are willing to do this. We are willing to give you an extra month. I would like to see emotion to just do that. If it fails then it fails and it's get tore down or he tears it down or it gets fixed. Either way it is going to be resolved. >>Can I ask something? >>Yes, sir. In based on my visual inspection the house appear to be structurally unsound. As he said I just walked around the perimeter, truth. Without an structural engineer doing constructive investigating to find out the extent – >>That is what he is going to need to hire before he spends money on anything to see if it is feasible. I trust whoever you hire to look at it and give you an honest opinion. Like I said, these old houses are built out of really tough would and sometimes will for you. Is probably going to cost you probably more money in the long run than to build a new house of the same size. >>As a building inspector I would like to see that report before and permit application. >>You are requiring an engineer support on this house. >>It is renovated. >>My concern is that this German has the attitude -- this gentleman has the attitude he does this all the time and out of the, is not the case. >>I can't determine the extent of the damage. >>If he was turned loose without any kind of professional report/inspection/assessment of the structural capability – >>He's not going to. He's already agreed to all of our terms. Let him hire somebody to tell him whether it needs to be ripped down or not and let it go at that. You've got – need to have everything in line and a permit almost issued by February 4 or else. Remember, we don't take people's property. What ever the county incurs to tear it down just gets put as a lien and they don't double the price and you can tear it down yourself if you wanted to or you can renovate it. You need to hire somebody competent to look at it first before you spend money trying to get a permit top 10 in the that report when you apply for the permit because if you don't have the report saying it is fixable it will know and avoid the whole deal. >>Mr Chair, we worked with Mr Paez in the past and we are going to give them every opportunity in the world to let them do whatever he wants to do. I think the board giving him extra mother is good and give him a chance to get things put together. >>I apologize. Am not trying to be mean about anything. I'm concerned because we bought it as an investment, were not aware of issues. We took care of code issues and I did not think there was gonna be condemnation is withheld. My family and I are thinking it might get torn down. >>That is what I don't get that you never realized there weren't any issues with the house. >>Mr Allen, our intent was to fix the structure but our intent was not for anybody, including government, to tear it down. Our intent was to renovated as due process and fix it to:. I am fully aware I need to get permits for all that but I was not aware I would get pushed X amount of days to do it before it gets torn down. That is my personal issue. It is not against you or anybody here. We invest at our own pace, that at X amount of days or it is gonna. >>You're going to have to do it at our pace because we are trying to protect the neighborhood. We see this all the time and we have cases that come in still from the 2004 hurricanes with tarps on roof is and nobody fixed anything. You got to draw the line somewhere. >>I agree with you 100%. >>Get someone to get it started and I would be happy to work with you and the county will to. Somebody make a motion. >>I would like to make a motion we give an order of condemnation for February 4 date in which the applicant well. I think you'll be able to determine what course of action he wants to take on his own. It sounds like he's been through this process before. >>Agreed. That he needs to have a permit applied – >>The condemnation will be the fourth and the building department I think will adjust that recommendation of condemnation or recommendation based on application for a permit issued >>If you don't all the things and gotten everything's going that will be taken off the table with condemnation, but you cannot take 10 years to build it, OK? >>Was a permit is issued then you will be on the guidelines of the dates of activity. >>If you don't call for an inspection within six months. I need a second on this. >>I will second it. >>We have a second. Anything you want to add to your motion? TAM I just want to make sure it is for February 4, correct? Order of condemnation as of that date and January 4 really has no bearing on our motion. >>That's right. Everybody understand? Any more discussion? All in favor to vote for the order of condemnation on February 4, 2020 say I. >>I. Opposed. Motion carried. Get to work. >>Good luck. >>We don't have any citizens so we don't have any citizen comments. Does Sam have anything to tell us today? >>Very quickly Mike Nelson retired, we wished him well and wish you nothing but the best in his retirement. I was confirmed by County Counsel last week as the new division director for code and building administration I will remain the building official and we are straining structure somewhat. I will be serving in both capacity. Tom Leger is our chief inspector currently and has been here to have yours. Be adding a deputy building official as a new position, basically, is what we will be having and the official will be taking a lot of day-to-day activities that I do so I can focus on the other items I have to deal with now. Just so you all know what we are doing moving for. Look forward to a. >>Congratulation. >>Does that mean you'll answer the phone? >>If I'm available. >>Do we still have any term limits? If we do we need to revise this as to when those are because we used to have term limits. >>Will check on that and let you know next month. Mr Rodriguez is shaking his head as well. >>Off the top of my head I can't think of any. In the last time I got a letter asked me if I wanted to serve again I had to be reappointed and I had so much time. >>You have a term and you will be asked if you want to seek another term. It won't reach a point where you have a term – you serve at the discretion of the board member >>I have on here for 24-27 years >>To my knowledge of the code there is no limit to the terms you can serve. >>When the state change this board around 10 or 15 years ago, at one time they had a term limit. Basically, what it was everybody was term limited out and there is no board, so that all went away. I don't know if it went away with the legal resolution to it or just got ignored. Then, it has been read change again, so we need to find out the top 10 in I don't recall seeing term limits, but we will check on it. When the board was restructured they must of taken those away as well. We also have numbers who have been serving 20+ years will. >>I was appointed to this board in 1983. >>I was still an apprentice. >>Section 2232 says members should be appointed for a term of two years period at the expiration over to your term you can be repointed by the County Council member for another two-year term or if the county counsel deems that they want to appoint someone else they can appoint someone else. >>I was chairman the year they change it and brought it up in the December meeting and said we don't have any board in January. I told them to read what it says. >>Do we have any other comments? >>Did Daytona offer explanation – the deputy built official in Daytona I spoke to yesterday or the day before and the contractor is making amends getting the permits that were expired. Getting reinstated and making expressions. They felt comfortable he was going to follow through and do what he was supposed to do so they withdrew their case. >>Alright, nothing else. We are adjourned.
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
