[image: ]A historic tree is any live oak (Quercus virginiana) or bald cypress (Taxodium distichum) 36 inches DBH (diameter at breast height) or greater or other tree that is determined by the Volusia County Council to be of such unique and intrinsic value to the general public because of its size, age, historic association or ecological value as to justify this classification. Any tree in this county selected and duly designated a Florida State Champion, 
United States Champion or a World Champion by the American 
Forestry Association shall likewise be within this definition. (Ord. No. 89-26, § XV, 6-1-89)
